What The Digital Millennium Copyright 
Act Means For Radio 
F ow will artists' rights be protected in the new digital age of instant information and data communication? 

/ith the Internet looming large as a new source for music and "radio," how will record labels protect both 

t leir interests and those of their artists? What price will satellite and Internet radio broadcasters be required 

t ) pay for the right to broadcast music? 

These and other questions are being hammered out now in Washington and around the world. Digital 

c apyright laws will have to be worked out business-to-business, through discussions and negotiations — 

nd soon. Otherwise the courts could ultimately decide how intellectual property rights are protected. 

A growing number of radio stations now stream audio on the Internet. Companies and individuals are 

inaking music available in compressed formats for download via MP3, enabling anyone to burn their own 

:Ds. New Internet-only "radio" stations are signing on in droves. 

It's the RIAA's responsibility to protect the record industry's — and consequently, the artists' — copy-

ights, no matter how ephemeral, or difficult to quantify, the medium where they're being exposed.

Katzenberg And Disney Settle Suit 
Walt Disney Company, parent 

of ABC Radio, has settled a 

$580 million dollar lawsuit filed 

against them by former stuclio 

chief Jeffrey Katzenberg. Terms 

of the settlement were not dis-

closed, although analysts specu-

late that Katzenberg could walk 

away with between $250 million 

and $275 million, according to 

the Los Angeles Times (7/8). 

Katzenberg sued Disney in 

1996 for two percent of future 

income from movies, TV shows 

and merchandise made while 

he ran the studio from 1984 to 

1994. Katzenberg believed these 

future earnings to be between 

$382 million and $580 million. 

Disney countered, saying the 

amount was closer to $140 mil-

lion. The company also argued 

that Katzenberg gave up his 

rights to the future earnings 

when he left the company. 

Katzenberg left Disney in 1994 

after Disney Chairman/CEO 

Michael Eisner declined to 

name him President after the 

death of Frank Wells. 

The unexpected settlement 

was brokered by Katzenberg's 

Dream Works SKG partner 

David Geffen and Disney pro-

ducer (and Eisner confidant) 

Stanley Gold over the Fourth of 

July weekend. The proposed 

agreement was given to lawyers 

for both sides on Tuesday (7/6). 

A final agreement was decided 

upon by late in the day. 

"I'm happy it's settled," 

Katzenberg said in a statement. 

"I can finally close a chapter in 

my life that was mostly a phe-

nomenally great chapter. I have 

a great deal of pride about my 

10 years at Disney. This small 

part of it obviously was unfor-

tunate."

Airplay + Retail = Revenue 
How To Shore Up Your Retail Relationships 

Song X has been on your station for a few 

weeks, it's in the stores and now you're wait-

ing for sales to kick in. A few weeks later you 

realize that sales for the CD Song X is from 

never seem to fully take-off. 

What went wrong? This was a song you 

believed in and it is selling in other markets. 

So, you take a trip down to the local CD store 

only to find that Song X's CD is buried in the 

bins amidst every other release. Now you 

understand why the sales never kicked in. 

How many songs have you added to 

your playlist that fit into this scenario? If your 

answer is one or more, that's too many. 

Almost every radio station has squan-

dered airplay on CDs that do not sell. For the 

past six years, WEQX/Albany has been using 

a system to help alleviate this problem and 

give record labels a companion to airplay the 

station provides. With two buzz words from 

every label's retail departments being price 

and positioning, the WEQX sales department 

helps labels attain this by soliciting artists for 

a discount retail program called "The Hits Of 

Tomorrow, Today." 

"It's fairly simple and the labels seem to 

love it," says WEQX PD John Allers. 

What Allers is talking about is an arran-

gement with Transworld/Coconuts that gives 

the station an endcap display at the local out-

lets for "The Flits Of Tomorrow, Today" pro-

gram. The station rotates six CDs a month 

from their current playlist on the endcap. 

"Label retail departments buy into it and 

get great price and positioning in the store and 

commercials on WEQX," explains Allers. 

The WEQX program works because 

labels are sharing the costs amongst them-

selves. Instead of one record company paying 

for a time-buy on WEQX, six share the cost. 

For example, say a 60 second spot on WEQX 

cost $120, then each label is only paying $20 

per commercial for the program. The benefits 

enjoyed by labels are the incorporation of 

radio at a reduced cost while getting great 

price and positioning within the retail outlets. 

Recent success stories include sales for 

Joydrop's Metasexual release, which almost 

doubled during it's duration in the program, 

and Beth Orton's Central Reservation, which 

went from not rated to #95 on the SoundScan 

chart in one week. 

"It seems like radio doesn't have its act 

together in terms of having retail programs set 

up to make it easy for record companies to 

spend money with us," observes WPLY/Phila-

delphia PD Jim McGuinn, who had a hand in 

setting up the 'EQX program and is pondering 

its implementation for Y100. "It seems like it 

is so much easier for record companies to buy 

print, even though they know it is not as effec-

tive as radio time buys. But, since radio costs 

more, they don't want to spend the extra 

money at radio to get an endcap display, even 

though they know it will be more effective." 

Many labels are already plugged into 

print media. They can place an ad in a local 

newspaper for a CD, then go back to the chain 

fmqb july 9, 1999 
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and say, "Okay, we placed this 

ad, now you have to buy X 

amount of pieces." The retailer 

will then follow suit and also 

give the label good price and 

positioning. It is a method that 

has been ingrained into most 

labels' business methods that 

radio would be well-served to 

embrace. McGuinn estimates 

that in the first year of the 

retail program, WEQX's rev-

enues from it more than 

quadrupled. 

"I would love to do more 

radio buys," says an anony-

mous label sales representative, 

"but when I have a baby band 

that I want to advertise and it 

is going to cost me two or three thousand dol-

lars for an effective radio schedule on a devel-

oping artist, it is ridiculous and just too expen-

sive. But, if there was a program where I was 

sharing the cost with a few other labels, then I 

would consider it. Radio has to develop better 

relationships with retail." 

In an industry where CDs are often 

judged by how well they sell, radio would be 

well-served to heed this advice.

DMCA is historic legisla-

tion that will help form the legal 

fran &work for the digital era. It 

prd dbits the manufacture and 

dist ibution of devices that are 

use Ito circumvent technological 

me sures protecting sound re-

con lings and other copyrighted 

material. This means that any 

device designed primarily to over-

ride protections placed on intel-

lectual property will be subject to 

liability. 

Title II of the DMCA spells 

out rules for using copyrighted 

works online, outlining the rights 

of copyright owners and the 

responsibilities of online service 

providers in guarding against 

online piracy. 

The WIPO bill also contains 

the key agreement reached be-

tween the RIAA and a coalition of 

Webcasters and satellite audio 

delivery services. It provides for a 

simplified licensing system for the 

use of sound recordings on the 

Internet and through satellite 

delivery. Proponents say this 

statutory licensing scheme assures 

record companies an efficient 

means to receive compensation 

for the use of sound recordings 

and guarantees Webcasters and 

satellite services access to music. 

The bill will serve as a model for 

ratification and implementation of 

the WIPO treaties in other coun-

tries, where protection of sound 

recordings online is considered 

insufficient. Formal U.S. ratifica-

tion of the treaty package moves 

the worldwide ratification effort 

closer to the 30 countries that 

must ratify the treaties for them to 

take legal effect. 

What's all this mean to radio 

stations and other operators 

streaming copywritten music on 

the Web? According to RIAA Sr. 

VP of Business/Legal Affairs 

Steve Marks, all Webcasters will 

be required to pay yet-to-be-

determined licensing fees to the 

copyright owners of sound 

recordings. Negotiations to set 

these fees are ongoing. This will 

not affect radio stations that 

switch from analog to digital 

over-the-air broadcasting. 

Anything broadcast on-the-air 

will be exempt from these future 

fees. 

While your station already 

pays fees to BMI, ASCAP and 

SESAC, those monies are for the 

artists' publishing and were never 

designed to compensate the 

record labels or the artists for 

their actual products. These new 

Webcast fees could well raise the 

dander of broadcasters, who 

claim they're already providing 

the record industry with billions 

of dollars of free exposure by air-

ing (and Webcasting) their artists.

Fine-Tuning Your 
Benchmarks 

It's the things your station does 

everyday. It could be a lunchtime flash-

back thing, or a nighttime new music 

feature, battle of the bands, etc... What-

ever it is, chances are you've been doing 

them for a while. So how do you keep 

them sounding fresh? With high octane, 

slam bang, vicious, insane and nifty pro-
duction! Duh! 

Hi there, welcome back to the show. 

I'm your host Steve, you can call me 

Vicky. So many times you hear it — a 

show intro that sounds flat, tired, not 

inviting in the least. Let's say you have 

a noontime '80s feature. Okay! Every-

one does that! How can I make it sound 

different? 

Problem #1. "Drops" 
Ugh! Everyone uses them, sound-

bites from movies and TV. How can you 

inject a creative transition instead of 

using a lame thousand-times-used sound 

byte? If you're like a lot of people I 

know, you're making your own musical 

transitions. When it comes to '80s stuff, 

making musical transitions is easy since 

most of the songs had the same tempo 

coding. I like to grab a pile of '80s com-

pilation discs and just sorta see what 

sounds cool. I've had success with drum 

loops from certain songs matching up 

with vocal hooks from others without 

too much manipulation. Mix and match 
them. 

Here's a working example. Try and 

get Tommy Tutone's "Jenny," edit out 

the "8" from the lyrics, then grab 

"Teaser" from Yngwie Malmsteen. Edit 

"tease" from it. You've now got the 

makings of a really cool bizarro musical 
transition for your show open. Next edit 

the opening drum hits from Midnight 

Oil's "Bed's Are Burning." The opening 

has three drum hits. Take one hit, 

reverse it and butt it up against the first 

hit. On the first hit put the number "8" 

together with "tease," on the second hit 

put down the word "flashback," and on 

then third hit put the word "lunch." 

After the third hit, grab a reel-to-reel 

tape and lay some music down on it... 

anything with a beat is fine. Record the 

tape being rewound. If the music has 

good drum beats it will have a nice 

reverse rhythm to it. Put the reversed 

music bed at the end of your open and 

BAM!! A unique and totally fresh open 

for your feature. 

Did you get all that? It works, you just 

have to want to find different sources for 
stuff. 

Problem #2. "Hook Promos" 
C)kay, ho‘,‘ nutty do you make these 

things? I've experimented with tons of 

different variations, some complicated 

and some simple. I gotta tell you, noth-

ing screws up a good hook promo more 
than clutter! I mean, what's the point of 

doing the promos? You want to promote 

your station's music, right? Let the 

music breathe! It's important to estab-

lish a strong opening to the promo and 

then, Wham!, get right into the hooks. 

Also, edit hooks carefully; there's a fine 

line between too little and too much 

music. Everyone has different interpre-
tations of what the hook of a song is, so 

make sure your PD is letting you know 

exactly what the hook should be. 

Problem #3. "Burn Out" 
How long should something run 

before you dump it? It depends. If it 

were up to me, I'd change everything 

every week. But I don't have eight arms 

and 12 days in a week to do it. Take a 

prioritizing look at what's on the air. 

Some pieces are benchmarks and take on 

a life of their own. It could be some-

thing that your listeners count on hear-

ing everyday. It could be that one drop, 

jingle, or song parody that is a vital part 

of your station sound. Whatever it is, 

most benchmarks are subliminal posi-

tioning statements that can easily be 

updated without changing the entire 

concept. You might think that it's 

burned, but it really isn't. Remember, 

we are all WAY too close to the radio; we 
just don't listen to the radio like the 

average listener. Before you yank that 

cart, take a wide survey and make sure 

you've gotten all the mileage you can 

out of it. 

Problem #4. "What Was That?" 
You've been sitting between a pair of 

speakers for hours, you've cranked out a 

ton of morning show promos. Great! 

You're proud of yourself; they sound 

hot! Warning! Your ears can deceive 

you. Step back have a cigarette (smok-

ing causes cancer); have a beer (don't 
drink and drive). Get away from the 

studio for a while, then come back and 

listen to what you've produced on a very 

low cue speaker! You'll be surprised 

what you miss when your ears have 

been sonically abused for hours. Step 

back, take a break, and come back to it. 
You'll be surprised at the clarity you 

possess after some time away! 

Problem #5. "Signature Sound" 
Imaging is NOT edgy copy with 

beeps and statics thrown in every nook 

and cranny. Placement is vital when it 
comes to accentuating your production. 

You DON'T need a ton of effects on 

everything you do. Police yourself, and 

get in the practice of re-inventing your 

primary sounds as often as you can. Be 
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IMMIMMEM pr)gramming to win continued 

a stu lent and take the time to study great examples. Look up 

the v,ord of Joel Moss at WEBN Cincinnati. He's mastered the 

art o « sound dynamics. Listen, and learn. I've got a shelf of 

tape: here in my studio that I listen to for inspiration. It's work 

from people I highly respect. Dave Marsh/ WHFS Washington 

D.C. Brian Kelsey/ K-Rock NY, John Castino/ WCKG 

Chic igo, Jim Pratt!

A careful scan of the credits of 

the Gram Parsons tribute album, 

Return of the Grievous Angel, will 

reveal a mystery. The more eagle-

eyed (read that as detail-oriented 

or anal) among you will notice 

that the songwriter credit for the 

title-song includes a name that 

never was there before. It lists 

Gram Parsons and Thomas 

Brown. 

So, who is this mystery man 

and how does he come to be co-

writer twenty-five years later? 

Herein lies the tale. 

As Gram and Emmylou Harris 

were making preparations for the 

album, Grievous Angel, released 

after Gram's sad, weird death, 

Gram's house burned nearly to 

the ground. Virtually everything 

was lost. One lost item was the 

original copy of the lyrics to 

"Return of the Grievous Angel," a 

poem by Thomas Brown. Also 

lost was the cassette of Brown 

singing the 

song as well as his address and 

phone number. Thus, there was 

no way to contact him. As 

Emmylou tells it, it originally had 

a completely different melody, 

which was lost with the cassette 

in the fire. So Gram, with some 

help from Emmylou, gave it a 

new melody, the one that the song 

has had ever since. They also 

made some very minor changes 

in the lyrics. There never was any 

attempt to cheat Brown of his 

rightful royalties. While preparing 

for the album's release, "Return of 

the Grievous Angel" was selected 

as the title-track. Thus, there was 

no way not to include it. 

Expecting Brown to contact them 

upon the album's release, seeking 

his due, Gram's manager Ed 

Tickner set up an escrow account 

to hold Brown's royalties until the 

time he would come forward, and 

Gram and Ed planned to adjust 

the credits on the next pressing to 

include Thomas Brown as co-

writer of the song. 

Then Gram died suddenly. 

The album's title was changed 

to Grievous Angel, and it was 

issued in as complete a form as it 

could be. But Brown never came 

forward. Enunylou guesses that 

he just didn't want any part of 

jumping on Gram's casket and 

going after the estate for the roy-

alties. He just let it slide. 

Maybe it was the word of the 

tribute album, but a few months 

back Thomas Brown emerged 

from the shadows to seek his 

share. There was no doubt that he 

really was the co-writer as he 

knew details that nobody else 

could have known. But the result 

is that "Return of the Grievous 

Angel" is, at last, properly credit-

ed to Gram Parsons and Thomas 

Brown, and the author of the 

amazing lyrics finally receives his 

fair share of the song's earnings, 

as well as what he should have 

gotten over the years. 

A happy ending. How many 

do we really see in real life? 

In a review for SING OUT! I 

suggested that in the making of 

this excellent album that execu-

tive producer Emmylou Harris 

had laid down a single rule: that 

the artists participating not mere-

ly recreate the song as it was done 

originally, but that they take it 

someplace new. Emmylou denies 

this, saying that it was unneces-

sary She trusted the artists to do 

that on their own. Thus none of 

the songs is an exact replica. All 

have been personalized with fresh 

treatments or tweaks. The most 

radical change is the Cowboy 

Junkies rearrangement of "Ooh 

Las Vegas." Their idea, as I hear it, 

was to recast the song into an 

aural version of the neon 

glare,that is the 24/7 city. The 

Beck/Emmylou go at "Sin City" is 

in 3/4 time as a near waltz. 

Emmylou's other two duets are 

also showstoppers: "Juanita" sung 

with Sheryl Crow and "She" sung 

with Chrissie Hynde. 

"Hickory Wind," that aching 

paean to South Carolina, is 

stripped down to the barest possi-

ble essentials by Gillian Welch 

and David Rawlings. Elvis 

Costello's "Sleepless Nights" is a 

gorgeous torchy version, with just 

enough smoke. My favorite is 

Whiskeytown's heart-ripping 

"Song For You." 

Most tribute albums have a 

pretty high percentage of covers 

that suck or just miss the mark. 

Return of the Grievous Angel, does-

n't. Here you'll find artists who 

truly love Gram Parsons covering 

the great songs he wrote and 

sang. True tribute and true thanks 

by serving up his songs with feel-

ing and heart. That's what this 

album is.

a heart attack at a concert outside 

Rome. He was 46. Sandman col-

lapsed on stage in front of several 

thousand spectators at a music 

festival just before midnight. He 

was not known to have a heart 

condition or any other major 

health problems. Sandman died 

on the second day of a three-day 

music festival at the Giardini del 

Principe in Palestrina, thirty miles 

east of Rome. Sandman, known 

for his deep, murky baritone, 

played bass and wrote all of 

Morphine's songs. Morphine was 

a guitar-less trio that includes 

Dana Colley on saxophone and 

Billy Conway on drums. Sandman 

was also a singer-guitarist in the 

Alternative band Treat Her Right, 

which released several albums in 

the '80s. His unique contributions 

will be sorely missed. 

New Eurythmics 

Eurythmics played their first pub-

lic appearance in more than a 

decade when they staged a con-

cert on the River Thames over the 

July 4 weekend. The show was 

held under the Tower Bridge on 

Rainbow Warrior II. The band 

officially announced their upcom-

ing tour which will benefit 

Greenpeace and Amnesty 

International. "We're giving all the 

tour profits and all the merchan-

dising and everything connected 

with the tour to the two organiza-

tions" announced Dave Stewart. 

"We're going to try and get a mil-

lion people to join and donate all 

our profits, so hopefully it will 

mean a lot." The band start their 

world tour in Germany in 

September. They move on to Italy, 

France, the U.S., Australia, 

Sweden then Denmark before fin-

ishing up the U.K. in December. 

The upcoming Eurythmics album 

is tentatively tided Peace. Word is 

that the sound of the new album 

isn't all that dissimilar to the 

sound of We Too Are One and Be 

Yourself Tollight. 

Counting The Weeks 

The Counting Crows perform 

later this month at Woodstock '99 

and they have scheduled a series 

of warm-up dates. Concert-goers 

will get to hear several tracks 

from the Crows' forthcoming 

third studio album, This Desert 

Life, tentatively scheduled for an 

October release. Crows' leader 

Adam Duritz says the warm-up 

dates are essential because the 

new songs were written and cre-

ated entirely in the studio (under 

the guidance of co-producers 

Dennis Herring and David 

Lowery of Cracker). "So we really 

needed a chance to learn how to 

play this record live," he says. 

Duritz insists going into a studio 

with no material written has its 

benefits. "When you rehearse a 

record beforehand, you're basing 

that record and your part in what 

you can play live. I didn't want 

anyone to have any preconcep-

tions before we started making 

this record.... The idea was to 

make it more of a studio album." 

Duritz revealed that the new 

record will be less brooding than 

the Crows' sophomore album, 

Recovering the Satellites (!), on 

which the pensive, dreadlocked 

singer ruminated on loneliness, 

alienation and the demands of 

fame. "I don't think the subject 

matter is quite as heavy (as 

Satellites)," he says. "I wasn't feel-

ing like that when I wrote this 

album. It's got some almost cele-

bratory songs."

Jacobs Media 
Hits The Net 

Jacobs Media recently debuted their Web 
site (www.jacobsmedia.com) and 
announced that the company was adding 
Internet consulting to its already well-estab-
lished radio consulting enterprise. Leading 
the way for Jacobs Media into this new 
niche will be newly crowned Director of 
Internet Strategies Tim Davis. ftnqb sat 
down with Tim and Jacobs Media General 
Manager Paul Jacobs for a conversation on 
what they bring to the Net. 

Why don't we start by explaining how 
clients will be using your Web site and 
then move into what the non-clients will 
get out of it. 

11m Davis: The initial purpose was to find 
a way to get information to our clients as 
efficiently as possible. The Internet certain-
ly appears to be the best way to do that. 
Essentially, the client section of our Web 
page is dedicated to everything that we do 
for them. It includes production samples, 
articles on hot topics, promotional memos 
for certain holidays, basically, everything 
you receive from us as a client. The public 
section is constantly evolving. Called "Get 
Connected," the section came about because 
we wanted to have an easy access point for 
our clients to get links to current informa-
tion, news, music, entertainment, etc., and 
developed from there. Our idea is to make 
it a portal for the whole Rock Radio indus-
try from record companies to radio people 
to clients and non-clients alike. 

Paul Jacobs: Another thing with the client 
section is when we send out a promotion 
memo, the Internet allows us to take one 
dimensional paper and turn it into a three-
dimensional product with links, graphics, 
and many other options. The amount of 
information that we can share with our 
clients has grown exponentially on a much 
more efficient delivery system. 

TD: We recently put out a "Millennium 
Ideas" memo and it was five or six pages of 
really good ideas and interesting stuff on 
paper. On-line it becomes loaded with links 
to all kinds of Web sites to sources for inter-
view contacts to neat little things that you 
can download and put on your Web page, 
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like Armageddon Countdown 
Clocks, to audio samples that you 
can download from Planet Of The 
Apes that you can use in produc-
tion. It takes on a whole new 
dimension by not having just a 
sheet of paper with some good 
ideas. It's all those same ideas, 
plus a whole degree of interactivi-
ty 

There are currently a couple ded-
icated links to topics such as 
MP3 and Webcasting in the pub-
lic section. Do you foresee more 
of these type of sections in the 
future? 

TD: Absolutely. Our first and 
foremost goal is to develop con-
tent for our clients to keep them 
informed. But, the ease of use of 
the public area is hard to pass up 
and there will be more specific 
information in our client area. 
Those topics are useful and as 
other topics and issues arise, we 
will probably have more of them 
on the site. 

One of the things you talked 
about at the Alternative Summit 
was the "12 Steps to a Successful 
Internet Program. Where do you 
see radio lacking with their Web 
sites and some of the things that 
they need to improve on? 

PJ: Radio is certainly making 
good strides in talking about it. 
The single biggest area for growth 
is the investment in the technolo-
gy. It's not a lack of awareness, 
interest, or desire, it's a lack of 
investment that you can see. If 
you look at what's going on, 
there's been a lot of big companies 
who are very quietly building 
their own corporate Internet pro-
grams. To take a snapshot of how 
the world looks today might be a 
bit of a false read, because there's 
a lot of work being done. As 
opposed to critiquing what the 
industry is doing, we'd be better 
off to measure where the industry 
is six months from now. If radio 
invests in people, invests in sell-
ers, invests in creative people and 
creates a nice edge on business, 
then radio's going to be in great 
shape. If radio treats the Internet 
as just some kind of promotional 
brand extension, akin to interac-
tive telephone machines, then 
radio is probably missing the 
boat. 

TD: I made a comment at the 
Alternative Summit that, if you 
were keeping Internet time, you 

would have to set your watch to 
go about seven times as fast as it 
normally would. Trying to pre-
dict the future is foolish at best 
and dangerous at worst. You've 
got to keep a watchful eye and 
embrace things as they occur, but 
trying to say: "This is what the 
Internet is going to do tomorrow," 
much less six months from now, it 
would be poor judgment to do 
that. 

Something Paul has stressed is 
not to use a Web site as a value-
added item with sales. Why is it 
important not to set that prece-
dent? 

TD: Look at what it's done to 
radio's programming. 

PJ: Anytime you give something 
away you dilute the value. If 
broadcasting companies are going 
to make the sort of investment 
necessary to develop a competi-
tive Internet program — and 
when I say competitive I mean 
with other portals in their local 
community as well as national 
portals — then they better not be 
giving away the space. For exam-
ple, I know of a radio station that 
did a simulcast of a concert and 
had 20,000 people listening to it in 
the market while it was going on, 
yet they neglected to tell the sales 
manager about the opportunity. 
This is a radio station that has a 
15,000-person average quarter 
hour in Arbitron, with 20,000 pea 
ple listening to a two-hour 
Webcast. There's a sales opportu-
nity. So anytime radio has the 
ability to deliver large numbers of 
people to advertisers, they had 
better get money for it. America 
On-Line has 16 million sub-
scribers. A large market radio 
cluster might have a million 
cumers. Sure that's only one-six-
teenth the size of AOL, but let's 
take one-sixteenth of their rev-
enue. 

TD: It can be done. It has to be 
done, and there are plenty of 
opportunities to use the force of 
the medium of radio to drive on-
line experience and to combine 
the two in a way that benefits 
both, rather than competing. 

Pp Put another way, look at the 
trouble that a lot of sales people 
have had learning how to sell fes-
tival sponsorships or other sales 
tactics having nothing to do with 
cost-per-point. Why should we 
assume that a successful radio 
sales rep will be able to sell adver-

tising on the Internet? It's a com-
pletely different sell to different 
clients. The smart broadcasters 
are going to develop separate 
sales departments. They have to 
start out on top of each other in a 
certain perspective, because you 
can't really do the Internet suc-
cessfully without the off-line push 
of the radio station supporting it. 
It's critical to have that involve-
ment and that reciprocity, but ulti-
mately you'd hope to grow the 
Internet into its own living breath-
ing thing that complements your 
radio station but is not just a pic-
ture page for a remote last 
Saturday. 

Another idea proposed at the 
Alternative Summit was the con-
cept of the IPD - Internet 
Program Director. 

TD: You will ultimately have to 
have one or you won't have the 
resources to do your Web site 
right. One of the things we're 
dealing with daily, now that we 
have our own Web site, is to make 
sure that the site is what we call 
"cume urgent." In other words, 
we want to make sure that there's 
something compelling on the site 
everyday that drives the cume, or 
in this case, our clients to our site. 
If all we have up there is the 4th 
of July promotion memo on Labor 
Day, then we're not creating 
something compelling and unique 
that our clients are going to want 
to come and check out daily. 

PJ: The same things holds true 
for a radio station Web site. 
You've got to make it cume 
urgent. There has to be daily, 
weekly and monthly reasons that 
people will visit your site. Then 
you'll have a thriving business. 
The problem is the program direc-
tor of the radio station has a full-
time job programming that radio 
station, so ultimately you're going 
to need an Internet Program 
Director to pay as much attention 
to that site as programming the 
radio station does. 

TD: It's a daily task or at least a 
daily talk if you're running a 
legitimate entertainment portal. If 
something happens in the middle 
of the day, there needs to be 
somebody who is on top of that 
and gets it posted up on your Web 
site right away. That's not to say 
you're a wire service, but if you 
want to be the single point place 
where people start their entertain-
ment experience for on-line 
media, whether it's streaming 

audio, video or just what shows 
are playing tonight and what time 
is the movie down the street, the 
stuff has to be updated and has to 
be topical. The person who runs 
it has to have knowledge of not 
just the Internet, but also Pop cul-
ture, life in general, and things 
that are compatible with your 
radio station as well as the techni-
cal ability to get it done. Is that 
the program director of the radio 
station? There may be situations 
where it is, but ultimately he's 
going to have to decide whether 
he wants to program the Web site 
or the radio station because he 
won't have time to do both. 

What does Jacobs Media bring to 
the table as an Internet consul-
tant? 

PJ: Like everybody else, we're 
learning as we go. We'd be false 
in saying we have all the answers. 
I would like to think that we com-
bine the knowledge of radio and 
Tim's knowledge of the Internet 
and how it applies to radio, but 
also the ability to conceptualize 
and satisfy listener and client 
needs. There are a lot of parallels 
in radio and the Internet. What 
we've learned in the conversa-
tions we've had with Internet 
companies is that they recognize 
that parallel also. This is obvious-
ly a growing area for our radio 
clients, so it is incumbent upon us 
to get a lot smarter in this area, 
and we've certainly made those 
moves. 

TD: The key thing is if you want 
to set up a server and you have 
technical needs, there are a myri-
ad of places that you can go to 
that can set up your computer 
system and host your Web site. 
But, who do you turn to when 
you need help developing con-
tent? What goes on the Web 
page? What's going to attract an 
audience? What's going to keep 
the audience? What are some of 
the potential advertising sources? 
What are some ways that you can 
keep your sites fresh and rele-
vant? We have a pretty good 
tenure dealing with the Internet. 
We've been taking it seriously for 
quite some time, and it's the reap-
plication of existing skills. We 
can't help clients commit the 
resources to developing a Web site 
if we're not willing to do it our-
selves. We believe in this and it 
certainly is going to be a major 
role in the broadcast aspect of our 
consulting.

(Beach 104.7) PD Steve 

Ardolina says, "We have about 

150,000 year-round residents 

on the north and south forks of 

Long Island. On any given 

weekend, that swells to about a 

million." Steve McVie, OM of 

WRZE, WPXC and WCIB/Cape 

Cod, says, "Our market popu-

lation goes from 200,000 to 

800,000 in the summer, and it 

spikes higher on the holiday 

weekends. It is hard to think 

of the market as only the 

200,000 who live here year 

round. There is just so much 

going on it is hard to concen-

trate on just that group. We 

become a major market during 

the summer, and have to act 

like that." 

A major market without 

the skyscrapers! Actually, 

these markets often consist of 

barrier reef islands that are less 

than a mile wide! Needless to 

say, when hundreds of thou-

sands of visitors descend on 

these otherwise quaint, quiet 

places, the change is dramatic. 

Certainly, from a sales stand-

point, it's tempting to super-

serve the throngs of visitors. 

But those tourists don't get 

Arbitron diaries, so most sta-

tions continue to stay the 

course with the format that 

works for them year round. 

WZBH(The Beach)/Ocean City, 

MD PD John Allen says, "We 
don't change anything formati-

cally, because the ratings still 

don't come from the out-of-

town people." "We are a 

tempo-driven radio station all 

year round, so we don't make 

any adjustments in the sum-

mer," says WAYV/Atlantic 

City's Paul Kelly. WRXS's 

Jeannine Jersey admits, "I pay 

more attention to what people 

are playing in the cities that the 

tourists are coming from. I 

look at stations in Baltimore 
and Washington, D.C. to see 

what people might be familiar 

with. In light of that, I try to 

stay pretty true to what we 

would normally play." 

WBEA's Steve Ardolina says, 

"We stick with the year round 
game plan. Our philosophy 

has always been to be who we 

are. We don't do any specialty 

weekend programming or any-
thing like that. We want the 

people who come out here to 

hear what we are." WSFM/ 

Wilmington, N.C. PD John 

Stevens says, "Let's be honest: 

We're here to get ratings. 

Tourists filling out an Arbitron 

diary for my market is 

absolutely impossible. We 

keep our music consistent." 

WRZE/WPXC/WCIB's Steve 

McVie says, "If anything, we 

are more active. We will actu-

ally be a little more aggressive 

in the summer because the 
mood is up, people want to 

rock, and there are a lot of con-

certs in the area that we will 

give away tickets for and boost 

the artists' airplay. It's time to 

have fun, we are out of the 

book, and we can have a little 

more leeway with the format-

ics." WBBO's Neil Sullivan 

says, "We call ourselves the 

'Beat of the Beach,' and there 

might be an inclination for a 

few more rhythmic and party 

songs, but it's very subtle. 

We're a Mainstream Top 40 

radio station, and we like to be 

consistent. We do some special 

weekends for Memorial Day 

and Independence Day, but we 

really don't want to sound like 

two different radio stations." 

WZXL's Raymond says, "We 

don't adjust anything for the 

outsiders. We live as much in 
an Arbitron universe as they do 

in any other market. When we 

are in a crucial Spring book, we 

keep the commercial units low 

by design, and stack them after 

the book ends. In the summer, 

it is 'all commercial radio." 

All commercial radio... a 

statement capable of striking 

fear in the hearts of program-

mers everywhere. But the 

thought makes sales managers 

salivate! Here's a chance to 

make budget for the entire year 

in three short months!! How 

bad is the spotload at these sta-

tions? "In the summer, we 

have ballooned to 22 units an 

hour," says WZXL's Raymond, 

who adds, "That's conserva-

tive. This past Friday, we were 

at 24 units per hour between 

6am and 7pm." Ouch!! And it 

gets worse, folks. WZBH's 

Allen says, "We can run 30 to 

32 units an hour in the sum-

mer. It is pretty much, 'book 

the spots, we'll play them!' 

The increase comes from both 

local and national business. It 

is pretty evenly matched." 

WRZE /WPXC/WCIB's McVie 

says, "Per hour, we have 15 or 

16 units. Back in the '80s, a lot 

of stations did play more than 

20 or 25 units per hour, but 

those days are over. We still 

have some integrity to what we 

broadcast, and we try to get at 

least one thirty minute block of 

music that we don't interrupt 

at all." Jersey says, "We are so 

inundated with national beer 

ads that sometimes we have to 

run four or five breaks a hour 

just to separate them. The 

national business picks up so 

much that we need to open up 

the stopsets." But, Jersey adds, 

"We are playing around 15 

minutes of spots an hour, and 

that is as high as I'll go." 

WSFN1's Stevens says, 

"Generally, we try to stick with 

our maximum load, which is 

eleven minutes. We got up to 

thirteen minutes for about 
three weeks. I didn't like it, 

Continued on Page 62 
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but it was a necessary evil at the time. 
We're back to eleven now." WBEA's 

Ardolina says, "I drive the traffic peo-

ple nuts. I don't want them to go over 

twelve. Occasionally, they want to 

squeeze in an extra :30, but we keep 

the station pretty much down to 04 
twelve. What happens is you add 

an extra minute here, and another 

minute there, and pretty soon 

you're running 18 minutes." 

Of course, the law of supply 

and demand causes the rates to rise 

significantly. "Our rates for national 

agencies skyrocket because we are in 

such incredible demand for 

all the beers, car dealers 

and such," says WZXL's 

Raymond. "We are number 

one in men from 21 to 

death, so our rate goes up accord-

ingly. Without a doubt, the agen-

cies that are not in the market see 

the influx of city people heading 

our way, and that really helps 

us." 

Here's a sales philosophy that any 

programmer could love. Albert 

Makkay, Jr., owner of Cape Cod's 

Makkay Group Broadcasting 

(WRZE/ WPXC/WCIB) says, "Our 

philosophy is we'll make 

the money on a higher 

rate and fewer commer-
cials. We sell that to our 

advertisers. We tell them that their ad 

will stick out more. We'll let all the 

other guys throw the cheap commer-

cials on the air, but we feel that that is 

a great disadvantage to the advertis-

ers. Our corporate philosophy 

is to get those rates up." 

WAYV's Paul Kelly says, 

"All of the local merchants 

know that the population 

quadruples at this time of the 

year, and they want to get the expo-

sure. In addition, we make sure the 

national folks are aware of the station 

as well. They are more apt to buy the 

station in the summertime." WBEA's 
Steve Ardolina says, "A lot of these 

companies and nightclubs are tran-
sient. They're here for one year, and 

maybe it doesn't work, or maybe they 

make their money and go away. It's 

hard to develop long term relati 

ships with people like that." Ardolina 

adds, "You also have to make sure 

you're not burying your local clients 

the breaks. You have local clients wh 

are advertising 52 weeks a year. 

They're advertising in February whe 

they don't have to to make sure that , 

they can get on during the 4th of Julyi 
weekend, and then they get buried 

fifth or sixth in the stopset behind th 

big agency spots. The traffic depart-

ment has a real balancing act. We 

have to make sure that the local 

restaurant isn't running sixth in eve 

stopset." 

Along with the barely tolerabl 

spotloads, stations are bombarded 

with sales-driven promotions and 

remotes. Hitting the street is manda-

tory. WZBH's John Allen says, "We 

at least one and as many as five 

remotes per day. It is remote hell for 

us. The hot spots are the bars." 

WPXC PD Suzanne Tonaire says," 

are definitely out more. We often do 

up to three remotes a day. Morning, 

noon and night we have strong visib 

ity, especially in the night clubs. 

During the day, we hit the beaches. 

We have a massive promotion going 

on now where one of the car dealers 

setting us up with a Chevy Blazer an 

a Suburu Forester.., beautiful brand 

new vehicles, and we are hitting the ' 

beaches in them. Every day we are 

out giving out prizes. We are doing a 

lot of promotions with beer compani 

in night clubs." "We are all over the 

place in the summer," says WAYV's 

Kelly. "We are in clubs all the time, 

and we have the Atlantic City Surf 

minor league baseball team here. 
There are thousands of people in 
stadium every night, and we get very 

involved in that." WBBO's Sullivan 

says, "In the summertime, it's a sup-

ply and demand thing... the nightclu 

and the beers and soft drinks all want, 

us. There are Saturdays where we've 
done as many as four remotes in one 

day. We'll do 98 minute van stops, 

where we give away prizes, and mov 

on to the next thing." Sullivan adds, 
"We've secured a kiosk right on the 

boardwalk in Seaside Heights [Ed. 
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Note- a VERY crowded boardwalk!], 
and we're putting ISDN lines in there 

so we can broadcast live. We have a 

complete line of B98.5 summer gear 

that we'll sell out of there. There's 

plenty of room around it, so we'll be 

able to put out some beach chairs and 

call it the 'B Beach.' We're right across 

from a stage that's being built, and 
we'll be able to do our 'Beach Bash' 

concert event there in August." 

WRXS's Jersey says, "This summer we 

are giving away a jet ski with a live 

appearance promotion. We do a lot of 

outdoor events. We are at the bars, 

out on the decks and such." WBEA's 

Ardolina says, "We did a trade with a 

parasailing company. They put our 
logo on the sails. You couldn't miss 

it." WSFM's Stevens adds, "We do all 

of the usual bar promotions, outdoor 

events and things like that. Our beach 

patrol promotions include the tourists 

as well as the local people. We wel-

come those people. It makes it look 
like we have a good crowd." 

But by superserving the tourists, 
do you risk alienating the locals? 

How do you keep loyal year-round lis-

teners from feeling that their station 

has been hijacked by alien invaders? 

Many shore stations superserve the 

locals with promotions targeted to 

them. WZXL's Raymond says, "The 

best way to reward the year-rounders 
is by doing a lot of on-site remotes. 

We have a twenty-foot inflatable elec-

tric guitar that we put up at car dealer 

remotes, and we have a steady stream 

of T-shirts that our local Pis crave year 

round." Special promotions targeted 

at the locals is another way to go. 

WAYV's Kelly says, "We have a loyal 

listener card promotion that runs year 
round. Selected merchants offer a 15% 

discount." He adds, "On the air, we 

take the hometown point of view. 

Everyone in this area is always com-

plaining about the 'shoobees' who 

invade the area. We kid around with 

our listeners, and put them on the air 

complaining about the traffic. We 

show them that we're local too, and 
we go through all the same things that 

they do." WRZE's McVie says, "The 
Rose has a V.I.P. card, but with the 
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advent of the Internet, it seems 

that instead of using hard plas-

tic pieces, listeners are coming 

to our web site and browsing 

there. We are webcasting now 

via webradio.com, so we do a 

lot of promotions that go right 

to the web site." WZXL's 

Raymond adds, "We absolutely 

stay true to the core audience. 

We will not alienate the locals 

who expect a certain kind of 

format or image from us." 

WBBO's Sullivan says, "We 

have to make sure that we're 

sensitive about what we say 

about the tourists. The jocks 

have a tendency to do a little 

'Benny bashing,' blaming the 

visitors for the traffic, etc. I've 

told them that they can't do 

that. We have to welcome 

these people here, and make 

them feel that they're a part of 

the radio station." WAYV's 

Kelly adds, "We aren't as wor-

ried about offending someone 

from outside the metro who is 

just visiting. We try to make 

sure that we are on the same 

page as the people who live 

here year round." WBEA's 

Ardolina says, "Even though 

the jocks are forced to talk 

more about events that are 

geared toward the Manhatt-

anites on the weekend, we still 

have to make sure that we do 

enough for the locals. Most of 

the bars do employee nights, 

and we try to steer the national 

beverages into participating in 

as many of the local employee 

nights during the week in 

addition to the weekend nights 

that they do." WSFM's 

Stevens says, "We have a free-

loader card, and we do a lot of 

promotions around that in the 

bars. We do a 'Thirsty 

Thursday' promotion every 

week in a bar, and generally 

it's the locals that go to that, 

because it's an after work 

party." But Stevens doesn't see 

serving the locals as a big 

problem. "If people like this 

music, they're going to love 

this station. Besides, for club 

nights, as long as you can 

bring girls out for the guys, 

and guys out for the girls, 

nobody cares where they're 

from! And the drinks are 

cheap." He adds, "We're a 

nine-share radio station. 

We're the second highest rated 

Alternative station in America. 

We must be doing something 

right." WBBO's Sullivan 

adds, "We can do for the 

Jersey Shore what Z100 (New 

York) can't do. We can be the 

local hit music radio station, 

and that's even more impor-

tant to the locals in the sum-

mer than it is in the off-sea-

son." 

To sum things up, what 

are the main pros and cons to a 

temporary radical increase in 

market size? 

The cons: "The last month 

of the Spring Arbitron is when 

we are invaded, and if you're 

still doing book promotions 

and contests, you can have 

winners from out of the mar-

ket," says WSFM's Stevens. 

WAYV's Kelly adds, "The 

downside is getting to work. 

Traffic is nuts! And we have to 

be very careful what we do 

promotionally. If we want to 

go out on the beaches and give 

away T-shirts and stuff, for all 

we know, 80% of those items 

might be going to people who 

are going back to Pennsylvania. 

That doesn't do us any good." 

Makkay Group Broadcasting's 

Albert Makkay, Jr., Steve Mc Vie 

and Suzanne Tonaire all say, 

"One word: traffic! On the 

streets, not on the air!" 

Makkay adds, "Another nega-

tive is that sometimes we have 

so many commitments to the 

beer companies and bars , 

that the jocks are out every 

night, and they can get worn 

out." WZXL's Raymond says, 

"The downside of a heavy pop-

ulation influx is that those lis-

teners can't help us in the rat-

ings. That is the great tragedy 

of a market like this. People on 

the outside see us as a small 

market, and then this summer-

time population of over a mil-

lion people rolls in, and it's 

frustrating because they can't 

do anything to help contribute 

to the station's worth." 

The pros: "You can really 

showcase your format, your 

music mix, and the station 

imaging. We write a lot of cre-

ative sweepers and incorporate 

drops into them. We pull them 

off the shelf to showcase them 

to the influx of population," 

says WZXL's Raymond. "We 
capitalize on the influx of lis-

teners by increasing our rev-
enue," says WZBH's John 

Allen. WPXC's Tonaire sums 

things up: "It is a time when 

we work our butts off, but it is 

also a time to make more money."

You wake up one day, and your market population has increased four-fold, or maybe even ten-fold! 

The streets are packed, traffic is backed up everywhere, ad agencies are calling to place heavy national spot 

buys, and your GM wants to double - make that triple - your spotload! A bad dream? It's a summer reality for 

many programmers in coastal markets that happen to be within a short driving distance of major metropoli-

tan areas. While there are resort markets all over America that experience an influx of tourists at various 

times of the year, the tourism phenomenon that brings millions of beachgoers - often referred to as 

"Shoobees" or "Bennies" - into otherwise small, subdued markets, is truly unique to the Northeast and Mid 

Atlantic. Places like Cape Cod, Eastern Long Island, the South Jersey shore, the Delmarva Peninsula and the 

coastal Carolinas are flooded with people seeking a summer break from their native major markets: Boston, 

New York, Philly, Baltimore,Washington, and dozens of other large markets in the densely populated region. 

We are all too familiar with 

this phenomenon, as we both 

started our radio careers in 

Northeast shore markets (Dave 

Hoeffel: WOND-WMGM /At-

lantic City; Charlie Maxx: 

WJRZ/Manahawkin, NJ and 

WAYV/Atlantic City). We 

know what it's like to be late 

for an airshift because soaring 

temperatures in Philly and 

New York caused half-a-million

additional folks to seek seaside 

relief.., and they all showed up 

while we were trying to get to 

work! To make matters worse, 

some South Jersey shore com-

munities launched promotional 

campaigns in Canada. The 

effort was a huge success, and 

a plethora of cars with Quebec 

license plates have joined the 

throngs from New York, 

Philadelphia, and suburban 

New Jersey who flock to the 

sea each Summer. 

"From Memorial Day to 

Labor Day, we balloon to an 

average population of about a 

million plus," says Steve 

Raymond, PD of WZXL/ 

Wildwood-Atlantic City. 

WRXS/Ocean City, MD PD 

Jeannine Jersey adds, "It is 

totally intense. Our little city 

goes from being the tiniest city 

in the area to being the third 

largest city in the state of 

Maryland behind Baltimore 

and the DC area. The average 

population in a given weekend 

is 250,000." WBBO/Mon-

mouth-Ocean's Neil Sullivan 

says, "Our market, which is 

just under one million, jumps 

to 2.5 million plus in the sum-

mertime."
