Internet Label

The dawn of a new era has arriv-
ed in the record business with
Universal Music Group’s
announcement this week of their
new Internet-based record label,
Jimmy and Doug’s Farm Club
(FarmClub.com). Named for the
label’s visionaries, Co-Chairman of
Interscope, Geffen and A&M
Records Jimmy Iovine, and Uni--
versal Music Group Chairman/
CEO Doug Morris, FarmClub.com
will be an independent, self-con-
tained record label with a fully
dedicated staff. The New York Post
(11/10) reports Farm Club’s presi-
dential post has been offered to
Warner Bros. Records GM Andy
Schuon, whose contract with WB
is up.

Set to debut in February 2000,
Farm Club essentially puts a re-
cord label in every town, giving
artists and bands direct access to
the label’s A&R decision makers
by submitting their material digi-
tally, with the possibility of snar-
ing a recording contract. Music

submissions will be able to be
uploaded beginning in December.

Shoring up its impact on the
industry, Farm Club has struck
strategic alliances with America
Online, USA Networks (who will
air a weekly one-hour television
program showcasing Farm Club
artists immediately following its
popular WWF RAW/War Zone
show), MTYV, and Sprite.

“Farm Club is guerilla record
making,” commented lovine, who
will serve as the label’'s Chairman/
CEO. "We will be tapping into
music and the creative process at
its purest form. It’s giving the
record business something it’s
always deserved - to find talent
and reach its audience in the most
personal and undiluted way. This
record company will live and
breathe anywhere. For the first
time, fans and musicians have a
direct effect on the music that will
be available in the marketplace.”

“I believe that in the future the
majority of music that becomes

commercially available will be
auditioned and discovered
through the Internet,” added
Morris. “The reach of the Farm
Club surpasses any traditional
A&R capabilities, dramatically
increasing the opportunities for
artists wherever they may live.”

Edgar Bronfman, Jr.,
President/CEO of UMG parent
company The Seagram Company
Ltd., remarked, “This project is
tangible evidence of how best to
leverage the power of the world’s
largest and foremost music compa-
ny to create a new paradigm for
the music business.”

In other Internet related music
news, MP3.com has announced
the launch of it new music Web
site, MP3DOM.com, whose trade-
marked slogan will be: “"New
Music That Doesn’t Suck.”
MP3DOM.com will provide free
downloads of new music pre-
screened by major label and pub-
lishing executives.

“Sports Fantasies,” "Rock N' Roulette”
Latest Group Gontesting Examples

What's the one thing every guy lives for? Okay, after sex?

It's sports, of course. For the first month of the Fall book, Clear Channel

embarked on 20 Sports Fantasies In 20 Days, the latest in a series of company-wide
group contests (fmgb Up Front 5/21). Teamed with national sponsor Mindspring Internet
Services, the company secured tickets to all of next year's top sporting events: NCAA
Final Four (two trips), Indy 500, World Series, Superbowl in Atlanta (four trips), Wimbel-
don, Masters, Sugar Bow! in New Orleans, NBA Championship, Major League Baseball

All-Star Game in Atlanta, Pro Bowl, Daytona 500, U.S. Open Golf Tournament, Stanley Cup Finals, Sydney Olympics,
Kentucky Derby, and the NBA All Star Game in Oakland.
The contest was offered to Clear Channel Rock stations nationwide. In Rock-less markets, such as Los Angeles, it was

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WCMF Morning
Show Sidekick
Alleges Sexual
Harassment

Infinity’s WCMF/Rochester
is being investigated by the
Equal Employment Oppor-
tunity Commission for
charges of sexual harassment
brought on by a 10-year mem-
ber of the station’s top-rated
morning show. Cindy Pierce
filed a federal EEOC com-
plaint last week, claiming she
was sexually harassed and
denied a salary raise while
working as a sidekick on The
Brother Wease Morning Circus.

It’s “one of the worst
cases of ongoing hostile envi-
ronment sexual harassment
I've ever been involved with
or heard about,” Lonny
Dolin, Pierce’s lawyer, told
the Democrat and Chronicle
(11/5). Among other things,
Pierce claims an eight-year
old photo, in which she is
about to take a bite out of a
hot dog — held below the
waist of someone else — was
posted on Brother Wease’s
Web site. The photo was
accompanied by a suggestive
headline. Dolin says the photo
humiliated Pierce. He also
says when she was on the air,
“certain things would be done
to or around her that no one
would argue weren’t offen-
sive.”

WCMF VP/GM Kevin
LeGrett defends the station’s
response to Pierce’s com-
plaints, saying he took “all the
appropriate steps” and con-
ducted a “thorough search”
when grievances were
brought before him. “We did
everything in a professional

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WXRK (K-Rock)/New York MD Mike Peer's roots are
deep in the heart of Texas. He got his start at leg-
endary Modern Rock outlet KNNC/Austin, before
heading to KDGE (The Edge)/Dallas. It's been two
years since Peer left the Big D for the Big Apple to
take over the K-Rock Music Director post. We catch
up with him for a quick Q&A on his NYC seasoning.

Sum up the K-Rock/New York experience to this
point.

Where do | begin? There’s no place like New York. Over the two years that I've been
here, I've seen and been a part of things that you just don't do in other markets. My
transition from Austin to Daflas gave me my first major market experience, but moving
from Dallas to New York was an eye-opening experience. | learned a lot in Dallas, but
the education I'm getting here with [WXRK PD] Steve [Kingston] is phenomenal.

How have you found New York different than Dallas?

The stakes are higher. In New York there is no room for error. You really have to use
all of your talent, be creative, and be on top of your game, because everything has
been done before and been done well. We constantly have to find a fresh perspective
for everything we do. Whether it is supplying an audience of K-Rock listeners for the
Smashing Pumpkins playing on 53rd Street for David Letterman or the Red Hot
Chili Peppers playing a free show on top of the World Trade Center for less than 300
people, where: the only way to see the show was to win tickets on the radio station.
Scalpers couldn’t even get their hands on these! MTV is also right here in NYC, so we
tie in with them on a lot of events. Another difference, is when we put together our
Dysfunctional Family Picnic, the caliber of talent we get is huge. Rage Against The
Machine headlining the show pretty much tells the story. On Nov. 1, 2, 3 there were
in-stores scheduled in NYC for Kid Rock, Foo Fighters, and Rage Against The
Machine to promote their CD releases. You just don't do these kinds of things in
Dallas.

What has working with Steve Kingston been like?

Hang on, let me get the answer that he wrote for this question. Steve is a genius!
Seriously, he is the most influential programmer that | have seen. | used the word
education before and that is because of him. He knows how to do things the right
way and understands the radio business better than anyone probably should. He has
an uncanny knack for being right on the money, every time. He knows New York and
what it takes to win here. It's a shame that everyone can’t work with him for a year to
see the way he makes things happen and the respect he commands because of what
he does.

K-Rock peaked at a 4.4 Persons 12+ in the Winter '99 Arbitron, but are back to a
3.6 in the Summer '99. Do you think the 4.4 was an anomaly or can you regain
those numbers?
That 4.4 was just the tip of the iceberg. K-Rock has the potential to be a five share
radio station. Unfortunately, during the last couple of baoks, our sister station, WNEW,
decided to become our direct competitor. Infinity’s policy is to let each station govern
themselves, so when they put on an afternoon show that was a poor Howard Stern
rip-off, were playing 50 percent of our currents, and having women shoot hard boiled

Arbitron “Fly-In:” PPM, Radio
Listening on the Web,
Proportionality

The Personal Portable Meter and radio listening on the Internet were slated as top
agenda items at Arbitron’s annual Consultant Fly-In, Friday (11/12) at the compa-
ny's Columbia, MD headquarters. Around 50 consultants, researchers, and mem-
bers of the trade press were expected to attend the daylong seminar, which
capped off three days of Arbitron sessions.

Arbitron entered a new round of larger, full-scale PPM testing in September,
involving 300 participants in Manchester, England. VP/International Business
Development Jay Guyther was set to provide the first peak at results from those
tests, which conclude in December. Guyther was also scheduled to talk about the
radio implications of Arbitron's new TV deal with Taylor Nelson Sofres (fmgb
10/22).

Also on the agenda: A progress report on initiatives for improving young
male proportionality (an important issue with Rock programmers), the new
“Previous P1” question now being asked of diarykeepers, software updates, and
diary processing improvements.

FCC To Use Lottery System For
TV Duopoly Applications

Back in August, the FCC put into effect new rules allowing broadcast
companies to own two TV stations in one market. However, only a lim-
ited amount of duopolies will be allowed per market. In an effort to
deal with multiple applications for dual ownership, the Commission
has decided to use a lottery system to decide who is granted permis-
sion to own a second TV station. A number of broadcasters, including
CBS, wanted the FCC to issue duopoly licenses to those companies
who were first to announce their purchase agreements. The FCC balked
at that idea, saying they would have to define the types of contracts
(written or verbal, preliminary or final agreements, etc.) that would
receive priority. Preference will be given to those companies that own a
station and already have a LMA in effect with another station. Under
the new rules, LMAs will no longer be allowed, however, some older
agreements may be grandfathered.

Promotion in the middle of next month to join Nettwerk Records as its
New York-based Head of Promotion.

Gates
tells fingb he plans to hire a West Coast-based promotion person, to
augment his efforts and those of Nettwerk’s national college promotion
director.

made available to male-targeted AM
Talk or Sports stations, like L.A's
KXTA-AM. In all, 50 stations took
part and agreed to a commercial
schedule with Mindspring.

Similarly, around 25 medium and
small market AMFM Rock outlets
have made group contesting part of
their promotional arsenal. The latest
AMFM example is Rock and
Roulette. The Fall book promotion
awards a total of four $10,000 prizes,
two $15,000 prizes, and two $25,000
prizes, spread out across the contest
network. Participating stations simul-
taneously air ‘the spinning Rock n'
Roulette Wheel” sounder once each
Thursday, between 9:00 a.m and
5:00 p.m. “When it stops, and you
hear the amount of money you could
win,” promos say, “pick up the phone
and dial the special, toll-free Rock n’
Roulette contest hotline.” Alf calls are
routed to one central telephone cen-
ter. The 100th caller gets the cash.

You'l find comparable execution
with the latest Clear Channel contest.

“Everybody ran a similar trigger
mechanism,’ Director of San
Francisco-San Jose Programming &
Operations Jim Richards tells fmgb.
“It involved either a recorded station
voice or a sports celebrity announc-
ing when [it was time] to call to win."
Audience recycling is a priority.
Revelation of the day’s specific trip
came during the morning show.
Some stations set an exact time
when the wakeup crew would make
the announcement; others, like
KMJX/Little Rock, weren't as struc-
tured. “We said, ‘make sure you lis-
ten to Tommy & Dave on the Rock &
Roll Breakfast and they'll tell you
what the trip is,” PD Tom Wood
explains. The talk-intensive duo men-
tioned that day’s trip numerous times
during their show. When the syn-
chronized trigger aired on all partici-
pating stations later in the day, the
25th caller to a designated toll-free
number scored the trip. “Each trip
came with a thousand dollars betting
money,” Richards added.

The name of the contest winner

was available to all stations within
five minutes. The actual audio of the
winning phone call came about 30
minutes later, for slicing and dicing
into station promos. “We ran our pro-
mos in our 1D position, we didn't
place them within a stop-set,” Wood
adds. “At the top-of-the-hour ID we
were doing full-blown screaming,
yelling winner promos.”

Promoting and marketing the
contest was left up to each individual
Clear Channel station. “It was mar-
keted individually, based on that sta-
tion's budget and needs,” Richards
offers. “Here at KSJO, we folded the
contest as part of our video mailer”
At KMJX, 20 Sports Fantasies was
the focus of an outdoor campaign.
“They were all over town,” Wood said
of the station billboards. It apparently
paid off. KMJX had two local winners
during the promotion. Otherwise, the
20 winners were spread out among
the 50 stations. The contest handle

was also left up to individual stations.

While many stuck with the original
name, others opted for titles like The

@ Bob's Garage... Details in The Inside Track on page 27.

Wild World Of Sports, The Really
Wide World Of Sports, and Tour Of
Champions.

In a counter-programming move,
some competing stations are playing
the role of whistle blower. “It's a big
corporate scam, it's an insult, shame
on them” says a series of hard-hitting
promos on WCCC/Hartford. Arch rival
WHCN is one of the AMFM stations
involved in Rock and Roll Roulette.
WCCC's promos include listener tes-
timonials like these: “| can’t believe
that these peopie would even lie to
us. They're not giving away $50,000,
not in our area anyway. | called to
see where the last winner was from
and they wouldn't even give me the
information” WHCN goes as far as
telling Hartford listeners, “The last
winner lived in Delaware... That sure
cuts down on your chances to win
around here, huh?” And it trumpets
the fact that, with its recent Cancun
trips giveaway, “all of our winners are
our listeners.”

KENZ/Salt Lake City Hit With Defamation Suit

Former KENZ/Salt Lake City morning co-host Mark McCaleb — who
went by Marcus on-air - has filed a defamation suit against station
owner Citadel, morning host Brett Smith — known as Jimmy Chunga

and Promotions Director Rick Pollack. The suit claims that McCaleb
was fired from the station after being accused of engaging in inappro-
priate sexual activity while intoxicated during a station-sponsored boat
Cruise.

McCaleb said he was asked to take a week off following The End’s
Cruise Of Dreams. Upon his return, he was fired for his alleged behavior
on the cruise, according to the Deseret News (11/10).

“Defendant Citadel conducted no investigation into these claims
and never attempted to obtain the plaintiffs’ side of the story,” the suit
says. McCaleb claims that allegations that he had sex with underage
girls and participated in a 30-person orgy are false and unfounded.
McCaleb also says Chunga and Pollack spread the rumors of his
alleged actions to listeners and co-workers with “actual malice and
intent of damaging his reputation.”

Citadel-Salt Lake City VP/GM Eric Hauenstein said in a press
release, “We terminated Marcus McCaleb’s contract only after careful
consideration of his rights and the best interests of the station. We are
confident that the action was legal, fair and necessary under the cir-
cumstances.”

McCaleb is seeking $25,000 in punitive damages, an amount to be
determined at trial for breach of contract, and over $100,000 in damages
for the defamation charges against the station, Smith and Pollack. He
also wants out of his non-compete contract with Citadel.

When we started rocking
again, most people around country were
saying “What the hell are they doing?"
Now, you see stations fike KROQ [L.A] &
Live 105 [S.F] adding Sevendust,
Incubus, and System Of A Down. The
passion for music is back, and the passion

for Rock is back. So, the answer to the
question “What puts the Rock in K-Rock.” is
passion.

What is Sam Milkman’s departure going
to mean to the station?

and upbeat manner to make sure nothing happened at any point that
could put somebody in a hostile work environment or in a sexual
harassment environment,” LeGrett told finqb. What's more, Pierce was
a willing and active participant in “anything done” on the show, he

contends.

The EEOC complaint isn’t the only thing keeping *CMF attorneys
busy these days. They're also addressing the May filing of a $2.3 mil-
lion lawsuit by a former *CMF Account Executive. In her suit, Jodi

Strada claims Wease (real name Alan Levin) and partner Tom Mulet
made on-air comments about her clothing that suggested sexual
promiscuity. The pair’s on-air assertion that Strada doesn’t wear under-
pants interfered with her efforts to sell advertising, the suit charges.
What's Wease’s take on all this? “The absolute truth about this stuff
is not a good thing,” he said in the D&C. “It’s hurting our country and
our system about what people are allowed to do. And I'm not saying
this has anything to do with these two chicks, but what I'm saying
about our society and our laws is, if a woman sees the end coming in

their profession, they have many, many options. And it's a scary thing.”

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» How much longer before Emmis closes its purchase of Sinclair’s six
radio stations and one TV station in St. Louis? Grab a Snickers bar. The
two companies have yet to agree on a sale price. Each hired its own
appraiser to come up with a price tag for the stations — which include
Modern Rock KPNT, Classic Rock WXOK, and Progressive WVRV —
but the appraisals weren’t in the same ballpark. Now Tom Buono, pres-
ident of BIA, is conducting a third appraisal. Should Buono’s number
come in closest to the lower appraisal, the buyer and seller would then
split the difference, says Emmis- St. Louis’ John Beck. Same deal if the
new figure is closest to the higher appraisal. Emmis acquired the option
rights on the stations from former Sinclair Broadcast Group CEO
Designate Barry Baker back in July. The rest of Sinclair’s radio assets
are being dealt to Entercom.

» CBS President Mel Karmazin has made a $2.15 billion offer to snap
up Chris-Craft Television’s nine TV stations, which make up 50 per-
cent of UPN, according to Broadcasting & Cable. If the deal goes
through, Viacom, which owns the other half of UPN, would become
the sole owner of the network when the company’s bid to buy CBS is
finalized. According to the New York Post (11/9), analysts believe it is
unlikely that CBS would pursue an outright takeover of Chris-Craft,
when CBS itself is in the process of being acquired. CBS has also reset
its record date for determining stockholders entitled to vote on the
company’s merger with Viacom from November 12 to November 17.
The date was pushed back to accommodate the November 15 closing of
CBS’ merger with King World.

» Emmis has bought a 75 percent interest in “Radio 10” and “FM
news” in Buenos Aires from Votionis S.A. The Argentine market has
only 24 radio stations total, 12 AM and 12 FM... Cumulus Media is
buying into the Jonesboro, AR market with the purchase of KFIN-FM;
KI1YS-FM; and KBTM-AM from Duke Broadcasting. The deal, pend-
ing FCC approval, is for $26.5 million in cash... Boxing Promoter Don
King says he’s throwing his hat into the broadcasting ring. The flam-
boyant fight promoter mentioned he has offered $4 billion to Clear
Channel for 107 radio stations serving racial minorities during a televi-
sion interview with Charlie Rose. The interview, which PBS aired
November 8, also reveals King has asked for a letter of intent, but has
not received one. King has also made mention of the possible buy on
Howard Stern’s radio show last week and during a recent episode of
HBO's The Chris Rock Show. Clear Channel remains silent.

Music is what it’s all about, right? Then
make sure your station sounds excited and
knowledgeable about music. People who are

This passion also drives an active
interest in the details about the music and the
artists. It’s part of their entertainment needs.
Yet s0 many stations don’t deliver “the goods”

and informative ways for their listeners.

Talk To Me

Announcers are one of the most impor-

munity for the listener: Someone who shares
their views and music tastes. Listeners view

entertainment provider for the station.

So when announcers mispronounce the
names of artists and songs, or if they are not
knowledgeable about what’s going on with
new albums and concerts, they are not doing
their jobs. And they sound pretty stupid to
the listeners. It is every announcer’s personal
responsibility to find the materials and the
time they need to stay on top of the music
scene.

Announcers who are out of touch with
the music, who don’t get excited about what’s
new, who do not listen to the whole CD any-
more, or read music papers, and go out to
clubs and concerts, don’t belong on a music-
active station. Passive, boring people make
boring radio. Better to have someone who
loves the music on the air, and teach them
about radio.

Do you have fea-
tures which appeal to the music intensive fan?

Music Factoids
Interesting facts and little stories about
the artist or the song are entertaining to the
music fan. One or two lines, well told, can
become memorable, water-cooler chat. These
can be done live, or incorporated into a pro-
duced liner leading into a relevant song.

Song Identification

Song identification is very important for
the active Modern Rock listener. (Song ID is
important to most radio listeners). Yet stations
make it hard for listeners to find out the music
information they want. New songs are buried
in the middle of long sweeps and critical
music information is thrown away by the DJs
as they mechanically rattle through their
breaks.

Generate interest in new songs by posi-
tioning your DJs either before or after each
new song. The best place to put a brand new
song is at the end of sweep, so when a listener
hears a song they like, they can find out right
away who it was. When your clocks call for
the announcer leading into a new song, make
sure your DJs are taking the time to put sell
and sizzle into the set up.

Modern Rock radio is still the leading new
music voice on the radio. Other formats have
to play only those songs which “fit” their for-
mats. Modern Rock radio can pick the newest
songs of today that are so original that they
don’t fit any format - yet. When your station is
the only station playing a certain song, make
sure it is well identified, every time it is played.

How Many Songs in a Row?

When listeners say they want “more
music,” do they really want ten or twelve
songs in a row? Definitely not! Long music
sweeps make it very difficult for the listener to
determine the names and titles of new songs.
When research asks what would be the ideal
number of songs in a row, the majority of lis-
teners respond that four, five or six songs are
the right number. In some cases the over-
whelming demand is for three songs in a row.

What listeners really want is a good or
reasonable balance between the music, talk

and commercial ele-
ments. That makes
sense. They want a flow

of music, but not so long a sweep that it
becomes difficult to identify the music. They
realize they are going to hear commercials,
however they become irritated when they hear
a long string of commercials.

Feature Shows

What better place to feature new music
than on the radio? No amount of printed
blurb can replace the sound of a new song, or
the artist talking in the first person. There are
several feature programs which have high
appeal for the Modern Rock listener. They can
deliver increased ratings, and command pre-
mium commercial pricing, in addition to
branding your station as the music authority.
News Music Magazine A magazine style
radio show can include music news, inter-
views, live performances, flashbacks, in addi-
tion to club and concert information.
Magazine shows take a lot of prep and must
be hosted by people who have the passion and
the skills to conduct meaningful interviews,
and relay lots of information.
Club and Concert Listings A very sellable fea-
ture, this is a high interest information feature
for Modern Rock listeners. Ideally the infor-
mation should also be posted on the Web page
and through an automated phone
Requests Requests allow for listener input,
which is a still a big thing for radio fans.
Within programming outlines, requests can be
handled as part of the mix or as special block
features.
Countdown Shows A perennial favorite fea-
ture among all music radio listeners. Can be
presented as a national syndicated feature, or
produced as a local retail or request-based fea-
ture.
Flashbacks Favorite, format oldies are impor-
tant songs for listeners. Flashback shows can
run a few minutes to a few hours long. The
national standard seems to be “Lunch Hour”
features.

JACT-UP! ...

Hailing from merry old England, this foursome has methodically laid the
groundwork for success in the States. Their self-titled debut album has drawn
raves on both sides of the pond, and their live shows have dropped jaws from
coust-to-coast. While their second single, “Future's Gone,”
week, we thought we'd take this opportunity fo give you a closer look at the
band and their frontman, ex-Pusherman vocalist Andy Frank.

impacts radio this

What are the differences between Pusherman and this band, sonical-
ly and attitude-wise?

Pusherman would never have gotten played on the radio, and we
weren't willing to compromise to the point where we would. The senti-
ments of Jact’s songs are just as heavy. The sound is a lot more pleasing
to the ear, and it's a lot hookier. It’s a perfect radio album.

You’ve written all the lyrics, all the songs?
Well, I'd say about 70 percent and Ted [Hutt, guitarist] put in the other
30 percent.

Other than the first two singles, what are some of your other
favorites on the album?

The ones that went down really well live were “Sweet Charity,”
“Heaven,” and "Your Head’s On Wrong,” which goes down great
every time. When we talk to people after they hear the album, a lot of
them would say, “Well, there’s thirteen songs and ten of them are Top
10 singles.” It really is a singles album.

What has the vibe of the band been like among the British press and
the British music scene?

We've sent some friends and journalists copies of the album and
they’re all raving about it, so it’s going great in England. 1'm gonna
stay in the States for a bit, I don’t really want to go back to England at
the moment. I don’t want to back and just blow it, ‘cause if you go
back to England you're Flavor-Of-The-Month for a month, and then
they’re looking for the next thing and trash you in the process. I'm just
sick of seeing that. There are so many great bands in Britain, but they
just don’t get looked at because they’re not wearing the right training

shoes or something.
It’s all about style.
It's a real breath of
fresh air to be
over here and
play music to
crowds who
actually love to
hear music,
and they’re

not going to
judge you on what
clothes you're wearing.

What are you're impressions of the music business in
America so far?

In any corporate structure, you're gonna find some people who aren’t
doing it just for the nine-to-five career, they’re doing it because they
love doing it. Everyone gets into things initially because they have a
passion for that thing. I know people who've been in the record busi-
ness and radio business for years, and some of them do truly love
music. Others are there because they truly love kissin’ ass, and you fig-
ure out which ones are which.

What has your experience been with your new label, Trauma
Records?

It’'s been great. Basically they haven’t got that major label structure.
They’re reasonably small. Obviously, they’re affiliated to a major dis-
tribution network, but they’re pretty hands-on. You get to know every-
one in the company by name, and everyone there doesn’t seem to be
on the nine-to-five. They seem to genuinely know which songs they
like. I've been signed to labels before where you've got some guy in a
suit telling you what he loves in music. You ask him what his favorite
song on the record is, and he's like “uh, uh, uh...” Obviously, we've
had disagreements [with Traumal], and I’'m sure we’ll have a lot more,
but on the whole, they let you get on pretty much with what you want
to get on with. If they see some area where they don’t think you'll
maximize in your case, they’ll tell you. They’ve given me advice that
I've decided to take or not take, and generally, the advice they give me
has been strong. They really are nice people.

Can you name the PDs you've worked for in the
last 20 years?

Is this a test? Ted Utz, who hired me. Ed Levine,
now one of the owners of our competitors, TK99
and K-Rock. Lorraine Rapp. Amy Dahlman, Simon
Jefferies, Jim Crowe, Jon Robbins, Steve Brill, and
John McCrae. 1 was fortunate enough to work for a
varied group of programmers without ever having
to leave town.
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After 20 years at
the same station, it might seem
obvious why you thought you were qualified to be
the PD. Why did you want this job?
I've heard that when it comes to PDs, there’s a lot
of "C” students out there. Well, as a Phys.Ed.
major, I was at least a “C+” and that included a
lot of lost weekends. The more [ got into radio, [
saw what other people were doing, what worked
and what didn’t. Even though you're in Market
#70, it doesn’t mean you're stuck in a small
town shut off from what else is going on.
Between trade magazines, networking, the comput-
er and consultants, 1 have the same resources as
anybody else. [ can hear what other stations are
doing. [ have observed successful stations and busi-
nesses. And with the wealth of experience from liv-
ing in this area and going to bars, clubs, concerts —
whether it’s a sporting event at the Carrier Dome, a
concert, or PTA meeting, getting an idea of what
people around here are like; what people listen to,
what promotions work, what kind don’t, — I'll use
that to continue to make 95X a success. Some people
aspire to be air personalities and they put all their
efforts into that. I never thought I was great being
on the air; I'm just consistent and [ have fun doing
it. 1 thought [ might be better as the player/coach;
to hear what a radio station sounded like and be
able to put that out over the air. To help guide and
direct a creative environment. That's the push
behind it. Radio still works; it can be very entertain-
ing and effective, a viable link for people. 1t can also
be very profitable. [ want to take what ['ve learned
and what I've seen and heard and merge that
together and make this station as big as it can be.

I've run
Selector for a long time as MDD, and I have a great
relationship with most of the record companies
because the people have worked with me for ten
years. And, I've got a great support statf. Alexis
totally understands the system and handles the
things I don’t have time for. Our afternoon driver,
Roger McCue is a total pro. Our Promotions
Director, Janice Gaworecki, is one of the best in the
business. Tom Mitchell is Operations Manager and
helps me from another end with his experience and
I've got solid resources from Jacobs Media. I've got
a good statf to work with, and it’s not hard juggling
all the things night now.

What has Howard Stern done for the radio station?
He's reversed the way things had been. Prior to his
arrival, we had probably as many morning shows as
PDs. Some worked better than others; some were
good but never great (they did what thev had to
do;. It always scemed that other davparts out-per-
formed morning drive, which obviously isn't the
ideal. When Howard came in, it made the station
bigger. We wanted to have a big market station in a
small market. You can't get bigger than Howard
Stern in the morning. Luckily, Paul Turner was our
station voice prior to us signing on with Stern and
he does Howard’s show, so we have an extra mea-
sure of continuity. Now our goal is to continue to
hold onto as many people as we can coming out of
Howard. It automatically gave us huge Men num-
bers in the morning. Now we can trv and cross-pro-
mote the rest of the radio station during that day-
part with that audience hearing about things we're
do'ng and giving reasons for them to listen later,
that we didn’t have before. It's opened the door to
help promote the radio station for the rest of the
day. The only thing we lose is wacky morning show
bits that are localized, but the tradeotf is not even
close.

How has the station evolved over the years you've
been there?

When we started we were playing evervthing from
Ambrosia to Zappa. it was color-coded albums, and
the jocks were playing tracks off of albums. It was
very interesting with everyone having their own
taste in music and a card system that was less than
accurate. For a while, we went through a Classic
Rock phase. 1t's wavered depending on the musical
landscape and the competition. We've had lots of
ditferent competitors. There was a station for a
while, Sky 101, The Rock ot the ‘80s. As soon as
they started playing Hendrix, we knew they would-
n't be around a whole lot longer. There’s been a
couple of Classic Rock competitors that have had
their ups and downs but they can’t take it to another
level because there’s only so much you can do with
only one segment of music. You've got to keep
spwnning around doing extra things to make it work.

It's tough being a mainstream station,
keeping your focus and balance, but we've
been able to do that over a long haul. Now,
with Howard in the morning, and the Rock
that’s out there right now, we're a little bit
more current-based than we have been in the
last few years — but not so much that we alien-
ate our core audience. Our core audience is peo-
ple who grew up on a lot of Rock in the ‘80s.
We're not looking so much for the 45- to 50-year-old
guy (that I might be closer to). I'm at the upper end
of our demo, but I can still appreciate the music that
we're playing.

What are the changes you've made in the night-
time programming?

A lot of people remember when nighttime radio was
one of the most exciting times to listen to radio. [t
was active; it was like a morning show. When |
started listening to radio, nighttimes were like a
morning show. There were guys working the
phones, doing the contest, doing the bits, and break-
ing the music. That shifted to morning shows.
Everybody put all their time, effort, money, and per-
sonality into morning shows. Nighttimes became
forgotten. It was: Hold onto mornings through mid-
days; capture the at-work people; nail down after-
noon drive; and then we'll coast into midnight.
There had been some ongoing discussions through
John McCrae and Jacobs Media that the one thing
we could really beef up was our nighttimes and
make them more intense and interactive. So we
recently made the move. We hired a part-timer that
had been here, Jamie, who fits the younger end of
the demo. She’s a female in her twenties. She loves
the music, lives the lifestyle, loves working phones
and guys like calling her. The music is probably 80
percent of what we had normally played at night,
except it's more concentrated now. We've dropped
the "70s completely. It’s more of an 18 to 25 format
as opposed to other times of the day, so it turns up
the more rockin’ music a notch and there’s more
room for things that we hadn’t been playing as
much of in the daytime. It's more Active-sounding
at night. We’re not going to turn the whole radio
station around, but it fits. 1t's like everything else:
TV programming changes at night; it's not the same
as the daytime programming. We do the same kind
of thing. We don’t want to give up nighttimes to
TV, cable, or anything else. We want to give people
an opportunity, or an option, they can’t get any-
where else. Instead of just playing all Active Rock
or Modern Rock, we’re going to mix in AC/DC, Van
Halen, Guns N’ Roses, and Metallica with a lot of
the newer bands that also rock. We're not going to
play things just because they’re new, but if they rock
then we’ll play them.

Syracuse is a big collegiate sports town. How
involved do you get with the teams?

This is one of the big things that turned the station
up a notch. This year we were able to pick up
Syracuse University football and basketball broad-
casts. In markets that have professional sports, a lot
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broadcasts. What are Men 25-
49 interested in, other than Rock? What are they
doing? They're sports fans, and it makes sense to
take the traditional sports broadcast that may have
been on the AM band and rock it up for that audi-
ence. S.U. wanted to appeal to a younger base,
meaning men 25-40. Their alumni season ticket
holders were getting older and older and less active
and involved. They wanted to attract a younger
demo, and we convinced them we were the right
way to go. Being the S.U. sports station, in a town
like this where there isn’t a pro team, these are the
pro teams. They’re both Top 20 programs, and no
matter what happens from week to week, people
talk about them. They're front-page news. It's great
for us to be involved in this. We’re going to contin-
ue to make this bigger and marry sports and Rock
even more all the time. Howard Stern in the morn-
ing, S.U. sports, and Rock music, and being able to
put all three elements together makes us a full-ser-
vice station instead of just a one-trick pony. I'm
looking forward to continuing to work with S.U.
and putting more and more elements together.

What are your biggest promotions every year?

A few years ago, Jon Robbins started the Make A
Wisl Request-a-thon Rock Auction, which takes place
annually. We auction off Rock memorabilia over a
three-day period to raise money for the Make A
Wish Foundation. That's a big event for us. It takes
place between Thanksgiving and Christmas. The
record community is extremely generous wn getting
items together and bands are always willing to par-
ticipate anyway they can. We try to raise as much
money as we can for Make A Wish through that. I
don’t know if it helps ratings, but it doesn’t matter.
It's a good community thing to be involved in. Last
vear, on Memorial Day weekend, we started Blues
Brews & Barbecues outdoors, which kicked off the
summer. lt drew about 7,000 people with Jake




Andrews, Indigenous, and three or four local Blues
bands. This is a big Blues town. There are three or
four different Blues festivals that take place. We
hope that that keeps getting bigger every year, too.
We're getting involved in more lifestyle events, like
running events. We sponsor the Mountain Goat Race,
a ten-mile race in April with thousands of partici-
pants, and The Festival of Races up at S.U. in the
fall. There are lots of different things like that
that get us out that are not specific
to Rock 'n Roll as much

as

lifestyle. We're the

title sponsor for The Sammys, the

Syracuse Area Music Awards. We've had five of
those since it started in 1990. That is a big event
because of the local music show that we’ve had for
20 years. This takes it to another level. We present
it at the Landmark Theater, which holds about 3,000
people. The past year it was broadcast on the Time
Warner Cable system up here. We give away 35 dif-
ferent awards for bands, ranging from Best
Bluegrass, to Best Rock, to Best Modern Rock, to
Best R&B Vocalist. It covers a lot of territory. We
bring in bands that have made it out of Syracuse to
perform on stage, as well as local bands that per-
form live on stage. That again is a big community
event that we can also back up with programming.
Those are some of the bigger things we're involved
with on a regular basis.

Have you gotten into the station festival business?
Not really. As close as we come is the Blues, Brews &
Barbecue. It hurts the concert scene if you're giving
10 or 12 bands for $5 or $10. It makes it harder to
bring that band in next time and expect people to
pay $20-$30. It’s such a headache because of the
trade-off that you have to do. A lot of times it's,
"You do this, I'll do this, you play this, I'll come to
do this.” I'm not sure of the total benefit of it. We'd
rather not just be trying to pull together whatever
ten “baby” bands we can find. We do get very
involved with the State Fair shows at the end of
August. It's a two-week festival; one of the bigger

state fairs around. They can get 100,000 people a
day. They do grandstand shows and this past year
we had a Def Leppard show for our anniversary
show; an Allman Bros. show; Jeff Beck with Jonny
Lang; and a BB King Blues show with Kenny Wayne
Shepherd and Indigenous (we’re all over those
things). That’s as close as we come, broadcasting
live from the fair and being there for all of those
shows.

You spent three days at the recent Woodstock "99.
Were the conditions (drinking water, safety issues,
etc)) as bad as reported?
Don’t get me started. We were heavily involved

because it was basically in our backyard. I was a

couple hundred yards off the west stage in a little
press area where [ broadcast from everyday. As
soon as | finished broadcasting, 1'd bolt to get on the
grounds and stay there for 12 hours. Most of the
people I've talked to, and different chat rooms I've
gone into with people who were there, and from my
observations (I walked the site, miles everyday), it
didn’t seem any worse than any other large concert
festival event, especially considering the size and
scope of it. Unless you were there, you really don't
realize how big it was because most of the cameras
were focused on just one stage or the other. They
were always focused on the immediate crush of
crowds right in front of a stage. 1 was appalled at
the lack of objectivity by a lot of the media there.
There were people writing reports to newspapers
and organizations who never left the media tent.
They were getting all of their information by watch-
ing the MTV monitors or the coverage that MTV
was giving them, which is already skewed. Hey, the
same people who brought us Beavis & Butthead
were appalled when kids started running around
shouting, ” fire, fire, fire!” But overall, an event of
that size is almost impossible to pull off perfectly,
given the fact that you're dealing with a quarter-of-
a-million people on a temporary site in the middle
of a hot, dry summer, over an extended period of
time. There are no background checks for people
who are buying tickets. You can’t keep the bad peo-
ple out and let the good people in. Trying to make
it all come together, without incidents, over four
days is almost impossible to do. Overall, it was an
amazing experience.

Do you have any suggestions for the promoters
who might try to put something like this on again?
In retrospect, maybe we shouldn’t have handed out
all of those 95X promotional matches. .. Actually,
more camping areas, more qualified security, more
efficient garbage collection. Traffic wasn’t a bad
problem. Getting people in early on Thursday was
great. It was a very large area, but they could have
opened up a much larger area for camping. The "94
show was a mess because people camped right on
the concert site so it was impossible to walk around.
What they tried to do here was push everybody into
a certain camping area away from the concert
grounds, and there wasn’t enough room. Some peo-
ple were expecting the whole hippie image of 1969,

It's walking a tightrope between people thinking it’s
a police state and still being protected. For the size
of the place — it was the third largest city in New
York tor tour davs, most cities that size have consid-

erably more problems. Considering this place had
as few as they did, it's a shame that people concen-
trate on the negative instead of the positive of the
whole thing. | wouldn’t want to have to try and
plan one, but I have a few ideas it 1 did. 1'd have to
quit this job to do that though. (laughs)

What are your goals as a PD at ‘AQX?

Short-term is to maintain the level we re at right
now. Musically, we're ninety, ninety-five percent on
target, and that’s always just slight adjustments that
need to be taken. We're very solid across-the-board.
We're doing real well in all areas. The production
elements and imaging always need to be freshened
up. Little things like that; maintenance needs to be
taken care of. S.U. sports is a project that we're con-
tinuing to do a lot with and want to do more with.
Probably within the next six to eight weeks we're
£oing to be streaming audio on the Internet through
radiowave.com. That's a whole ditterent adventure
we're looking forward to that’s going to change a lot
of things at the station. It’s going to help create
increased opportunities tor revenue and help get the
station involved even more in the evolution of the
computer culture than it is right now. It's some-
thing we’re going to step into with two teet. There’s,
a lot of challenges there, but a whole mess of possi-
bilities. You've got to be as broad as you can and do
as many difterent things to reach out and grab peo-
ple and be part of the community instead of just the
music station or the concert station or whatever.
Our challenge is to take all of the elements we have
now (S.U. sports, the Internet, Howard in the morn-
ing, the community events we're involved in, and
all the music that we do), put all that together and
say, "Look, we want to be a lifestyle part of the com-
munity where people reach out and want to grab a
little bit of us evervday” — instead of being a titth
or seventh choice on their entertainment options.

What is the current competitive climate of
Syracuse?

Well, 18-34 we've been consistently number
one, Persons and Men. Our sister station
93Q |WNTQ], a CHR, is usually number two
or number three and does a great job of nail-
ing down women numbers. We have Lite
105 [WLTI], the light station in the market,
and it’s continuing to improve. We also have
W-News [WNSS], an all news AM signal.
25-54 we're number one Men and in the Top
5in Persons along with 93Q. In the 25-54
picnic, there’s also WBBS [Country] that
benefits from the fact that there’s no other
Country competition. In addition, there’s
WYYY, which is a mix of the '80s and *90s
type of Hot AC. TK99 [WTKW] is the Classic
Rock station, basically a ‘70s station. They're
owned by the same people who own K-Rock
(WKRL), a Modern Rock station. Musically,
they‘re on either side of us more or less; a
'70s station on one side and a strict Modern
Rock on the other side. We're right in the
middle. They tend to trade numbers back
and forth. Despite the squeeze, we own Men
in every major demo. On the lower end,
there’s Hot 107 [WWHT], another Rhythmic-
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oriented Top 40, which has been challenging
for the teenage audience.

How do you and K-Rock get along with
promotions and shows?

There are things that go one way or the
other. We’ve been here for a while. If we're
not playing a band at all, we don't really care
too much. If a band comes into the market
that they’re playing and we're not, it’s proba-
bly a club show because if it's a big enough
band we're probably playing it. Recently, we
had the Oleander/Our Lady Peace/Creed
show in town. There’s no “station presents”
on shows like those because we're playing
all three of those bands in addition to them
playing them. We let record companies and
promoters know that it's going to be a
straight-up show and everybody is going to
give it their best shot. It's neutral ground,
and everybody does whatever they can to
make it their own. We don't have too many
problems along those lines because nobody
really wants to take a stand against 95X
because we’ve been the dominant Rock sta-
tion in this area for 20 years. For a record
company to do that doesn’t make sense
