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SHOOTING THE RAPIDS
Interview with WGRD/Grand Rapids P.D. Alex

When we last checked in
with Alex Tear, he was in
the process of putting a
Modern Rock lean on CHR
WGRD. Since then, the
station has evolved into a
full blown Modern Rocker,
and the ratings have
soared. Tear, who has
spent his entire career in
Michigan, has a mostly
CHR background. He was
an on -air M.D. at
WYSS/Sault Ste. Marie
before accepting similar
duties at WKHQI
Charlevoix, where he rose
to the P.D. position, and
attracted national atten-
tion with some creative
promotional ideas, includ-
ing a movement to create
the 51st state by having
Northern Michigan cecede
from the rest of the state!
After `KHQ, he did airwork
for CHR's WTCF/ Saginaw,
and WVIC/ Lansing, before
joining WGRD in June of
1994.

When you took over the programming
reigns at WGRD, it was a Mainstream
Top 40 station. You wasted little time
launching the evolution to Modern
CHR, and eventually Modern Rock.
What led to this decision?

Liggett Broadcasting, our owners at that
time, launched an extensive research project
with Larry Rosin that pointed 'GRD in a
Rock -driven direction. Since the research
project was completed in late '94, GRD has
evolved into what is now labeled Alternative.
In the beginning, 'GRD was combining the
hit -driven Rock product - U2, Aerosmith,
Pearl Jam, Mellencamp and Van Halen -
with key hit Alternative Rock product, plus
various Alternative Gold that would compli-
ment the flavor. The market eventually
pushed GRD into more of an
Alternative/New Rock direction, leaving the
Aerosmiths, Mellencamps, and Van Halens
for the AOR.

The station has posted some significant
ratings gains since the switch...

The first three books were phenomenal.
WGRD saw the biggest success that it had
seen in five years. All demographics were
up across the board. Initially, there was a
tolerence for the Pop product that we were
mixing in, but I feel that those songs -
Dionne Farris, for example - eventually
began to stunt our growth. The market
pushed us more into a Modern Rock direc-
tion. Initially, people were excited about the
station, but over time, the feedback that we
got was that they would hear a good song,
then a tolerable song, followed by a good
song, and another tolerable song. By moving
from a hybrid station to a pure Modern
Rocker, we were able to give them the good

stuff consistently. We were giving them
something that they hadn't tasted for
awhile. They were digging it, but they
wanted more.

Tell us about the Grand Rapids market.
What kind of "scene" exists there?

We've got all of the flavors and colars. The
music industry will tell you that Grand
Rapids is one of the most active buying mar-
kets in the country. Michigan, in general,
seems to be breaking more and more Rock
product. Grand Rapids' music consumers
are active! A new stadium is currently
under construction, and will be finished in

'96. This will totally blow the lid off the
music scene here. Detroit and Chicago are
equal travel distances from here. This new
facility will allow us to be worked into many
tour schedules. As the local music scene
continues to explode, we have come up with
a couple of ways to expose the artists here.
This is helping the station build a trust and
history with the local music community. It's
all about the music.

Specifically, how are you helping local
artists?

We have a feature called the Tuesday Night
Music Club. (Thanks, Sheryl) I felt that we
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needed to get behind the great talent scene
here... give these artists a better micro-
phone, and a huge amplifier to expose their
music to the masses. I wanted to take great
bar bands that were only known to the club
people, and expose them in different venues
and dayparts. All Summer, we held concerts
in a parking lot every Tuesday from 5-8pm.
These were all -ages shows, outside of the
bar atmosphere.

Do you give them airplay as well?

Yes. We have a show on Sunday night. We
also work many of these artists into normal
rotation. It's very important not to hype
these artists by saying, "Here are the local
guys from the local scene..." We feel that the
talent level here is of a national calibre, and
we try to weave these artists in with the
national acts. Can we play some of these
bands right after we play the Gin Blossoms?
Yes, we can. Does it flow well? Yes, it does.

What are some of the hotter local
bands?

The Verve Pipe is one. They were just
signed by RCA for a five record deal.
Domestic Problems is a phenomenal band.
Milk House is another band that we're
involved with. I would say that there are
about a dozen legitimate contenders here.

Moreso than other formats, understand-
ing the lifestyle of your audience is of
crucial importance when programming
Modern Rock. Where do you hang to
get a feel for your listeners?

Everywhere... including the laundromat.
You need to make sure that you see the total
18-34 picture. This means more than nail-
ing the cool clubs and concert scenes. 'GRD
listeners are making their first major pur-
chases, and establishing brand loyalties.
They are the most educated generation in
U.S. history. They are mostly computer liter-
ate, and they spend $20 billion a year on
CDs, videos, concerts, and sporting events.

Until recently, you carried the Kevin
Matthews morning show, which was
syndicated out of The Loop in Chicago.
How did you handle his departure from
the slot?

Evergreen's decision to move Kevin
Matthews to afternoons in Chicago really
presented a challenge. Fortunately, WGRD's
new parent company, Patterson
Broadcasting, was more than up to the
challenge, and played a key role in the solu-
tion, which ended up being a shock to every-
one in the market. We pulled the consistent-
ly #1 rated morning show in town away from
WKLQ. Rick Beckett, Darla Jaye, and
Scott Winters will join us on Monday 9/25.
Their show is a complete package. Every
ingredient for a successful morning show
exists here. They are local, topical, and lis-
tener -driven. When you find a combination
that gels like this, it's a beautiful thing.
They're each a star in their own right.
Nobody tries to outshine anybody else. They
don't try to top each other. I may need to

opportunity. The Zoo has high name recog-
nition, but we all cringe when we hear it.

Run down the rest of the staff...

LeeAnn Curtis continues listener relations
from 10-3. LeeAnn is one of the best com-
municators in the industry. Between know-
ing the inside track on Pearl Jam, LeeAnn
can tell you the color of the wallpaper at any
local watering hole, or give you the inside
track on where to park for the downtown
fireworks. I do afternoons. Derrick
George wires the town evenings with new
music, countdowns, and a relatable style
that makes him a part of your mood.
Overnights are handled by David Fox, who
knows no boundaries! He communicates at
every level. I also want to mention that
New Rock 97.9 could not exist without the
other personalities that make up the week-
ends and swing at 'GRD. The creative and
on -air power that exists in our weekend staff
is totally amazing.

Would you say that WGRD's presenta-
tion style is more AOR or CHR
oriented?

'GRD's presentation would lean in the CHR
direction. The imaging of the station is
probably the most fun. The creative outlet
for this format is limitless. Dan Clark,
Sue Farmer, and myself primarily handle
the imaging. At the same time, the entire
staff will contribute daily with liners, promo
concepts, and drops captured from channel
surfing. Imaging is one of 'GRD's main
ingredients.

You put on a great concert event in
August. Tell us all about "It."

"It" was very cool. We had live performances
from the Goo Goo Dolls, the Dwellers, the
Caulfields, and Jewel. "It" was a free show
that drew over 7,500 people to Lamar Park.

Size up the competitive situation there.
What stations do you share the most
audience with?

The competitive situation. Hmmmm, the
bash chance of a lifetime... high road, or cool
player? Let's just say that the primary focus
of WGRD is to gain ownership of the Modern
Rock/Rock product that AORs are growing
into. If the new Red Hot Chili Peppers is
out, the first instinct needs to be WGRD. We
share quite a bit of audience with AOR
WKLQ, and a bit with the CHR that touch-
es Grand Rapids from Muskegon, WSNX.

swing their mindset a bit more into the
Modern Rock direction, but that shouldn't be
much of a problem. 'KLQ was adjusting, and
evolving into more of a Modern direction, as
many AORs are. This team was already on
the path. I believe that 'KLQ would ulti-
mately become what we are, if they could.
But we're already there.

They were formally known as the "Q -
Zoo." What are you calling them?

"Rick, Darla, and Scott." They've wanted to
flush the "Zoo" label, and this is a great

We even had a "post It" party. "It" went off
without a hitch. The press was generous,
and the promotional community gave us
110% support. "It 2" is in the planning
stages.

What other cool promotions do you
have going on?

We just launched "Get a Life." WGRD is
giving away one life, free, for a year. Prizes
include $500 a month for rent, complete use
of a car, groceries, health club packages, tan-
ning, and a free movie pass card that allows
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you and a guest to see any movie
at any time for a year. If you're
living paycheck to paycheck, you
can spend that money on other
things. To top it off, we'll give
you a camcorder, to record your
new life. Anyone can play, but it
helps if you have a cheat sheet,
and they're available at partici-
pating sponsors. The jock on the
air will pose a question, like, "You
know you need a life when you
watch MTV all day waiting for
the video from..." A quick check
of the cheat sheet will turn up
the answer, "Menudo." The cheat sheets
themselves are great marketing tools for the
station. There are a lot of wacky words
standing alone on there. They look so
strange, that you want to listen to the sta-
tion to hear the questions that would be
answered by such words

Modern Rock is a very hot format right
now, but format success can be cyclical.
Do you see the format burning out?
Will the music continue to be strong?

Rock and Roll will exist forever. What
future panels will label this guitar -driven
noise remains to be seen. It's the most excit-
ing time in radio for me. This is what it's all
about. The flavor will vary slightly, but I
don't see the format burning for a long time.
Some critics would say that we're start-
ing to see "Corporate Modern Rock"
dilute the format to some extent.
There's always the risk of being buried
by too much product being rushed out
in this genre.

You have to separate the goods from the
clones. You can't niche yourself too tightly in
the Alternative direction. You need to be very
selective regarding the music that fits your
market. You might get 80 CDs on your desk,
and there might be two that are relevent.
But don't be afraid to take a chance on an
artist that has no track record to speak of.
Search out the right product, and don't be
fooled by the hype, and the clones.

As the format has exploded, many
artists that previously were the pri-
vate domain of Modern Rock radio
have also found homes on Mainstream
AOR and CHR, and even Hot AC, in
some cases. Does this diminish, or
increase the value of those artists to
your station?

It's healthy for CHR and AOR to play the
Rock -driven music that is popular. It will be
WGRD's job, however, to own that music.
Loyalty and commitment to the artists will

What artists are ideal for your station
right now? What artists are border-
line?

Alanis Morissette and Silverchair. There
really is no longer a borderline for WGRD.
We're not taking those kind of risks. Many
Alternative stations are having success with
PM Dawn, but I won't touch it. Grand
Rapids is very much a Rock -driven town.
That way we've laid the groundwork for this
station, a record like that just wouldn't be
tolerable. It's pretty clean cut. Our musical
direction is very well defined at this point.
We're still in the process of growing, and
earning our hipness factor. Once we've com-
pletely earned out hipness stripes, we may
have a bit more flexibility to expose certain
records, and get away with it.

Nationally, are there any stations that
you like to watch?

I like to listen to them more than watch
them. WPLY/Philadelphia, KROQ/L.A.,
Z100/New York, and WHYT/Detroit all
have great imaging, personality, and flow.
These stations breathe. You can feel it
through the speakers.

What types of research are you using?
How much gut is thrown in for
balance?

We do bi-weekly call out, hook and perceptu-
al, using MJM Research. Gut is still very
crucial for me, though. You gotta have it,
and you've got to trust it. If you keep things
to yourself, and you're afraid to take
chances, and then you see things coming out
the way that you thought they would, you

.hen you stop having fun in this business, it's all over with. e're

in an entertainment business, and we should be having fun."

cut through the clutter. When people think
of those artists, they need to think of our
station.

Give us a rough estimate of the per-
centage of your playilst that is
exclusive to your station in your
market.

At one point, we owned two thirds of the
music. It fell to half, and now I'd say that
about one third of our list is exclusive, as the
AOR continues to catch up. That one third
will most likely never change. CHR is pick-
ing and choosing the relevent Pop Rock that
Modern Rock is exposing first.

should probably use your gut more often.
You may not always be right, but you've got
to go for it. A large part of the turn around
of WGRD was gut instinct.

When it's time to get away, what's your
favorite escape?

Northern Michigan is amazing. I like to go
up there and do completely nothing... sit out
on a sailboat, and just get away. Mother
Nature did a great job up there. I was first
exposed to it when I worked at WKHQ, I've
built a lot of friendships up there, and I
enjoy the peace, the tranquility, and the real
people. in

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BUILDING LISTENER LOYALTY
by Tom Barnes
Regardless of format the key to sustained successful programming is
conversion. That is converting cume listening into core listening. In
arbitron language conversion is defined as getting p2 listeners to
become pl without alienating current pl.

In marketing terms, conversion is the process of building loyalty.

Marketers define loyalty as a commitment on the part of the customer
to make a sustained investment in an ongoing relationship with the

radio station.

Loyalty is a word that's thrown out a lot in our business.
Programmers and General Managers love the idea of loyalty market-
ing. But before you spend your money and time implementing loyalty
marketing tactics, let's review what loyalty is, how it's shaped, and
how to affect it via your on -air product.

Burke Customer Satisfaction Associates studies loyalty for consumer
products. In a recent article for American Demographics, two

researchers for Burke observe how loyalty is misinterpreted by many
marketing managers. In short, the authors point out that Loyalty is

rot:
satisfaction.

Satisfaction drives loyalty but, in and of itself, is not the same
thing. A listener can be satisfied and yet not be loyal. We'll look

at how later.
response to contests or promotions

Everyone who has spent big dollars on a contest knows:

contest pigs go anywhere. Innovators will try anything new.
This behavior can be deceiving when assessing how loyal your

audience really is.
market share

Just because you're winning doesn't mean you've got a loyal
listening base. It's possible you've got lousy competitors, no
competition at all, or high churn (High cume-low TSL).

heavy usage
There are many reasons why you might have a lot of listen-
ing and no loyalty: signal advantage, habit, and forced
listening (others control radio) so high TSL doesn't
necessarily mean loyalty either.

Loyalty is reflected in attitudes and behaviors like:
The intention to use again
A willingness to recommend
A reluctance to switch to another competitor

To know you've got loyal listeners you've got to see these attitudes and
behaviors in the audience. More importantly, you must foster these
behaviors and attitudes with your programming. Otherwise, any
attempt to build loyalty outside the radio station will be

wasted.

To foster loyalty on the air we find there are four critical areas the
station must focus on.
Build equity in your position

This means be consistent: always fun, correct in your execu-
tion and accurate with your information. Meet and surpass
the expectation of your audience. Be reliable.
Additionally, always tell listeners what you're going to do,
doing, and did. Constantly remind your listeners who and
what you are in new and innovative ways. Use the law of
surprise and repetition to make sure they remember.

Develop customer affinity
Build a dialogue with listeners. There are many effective
ways to accomplish this. Research and interactive technolo-
gies like phones and computers are obvious, very effective
ways of building a dialogue. There are other forgotten ways
of building affinity one on one.

How do you treat those winners who come to the station?
Are they tossed a receipt and then quickly shoved out the
door? Why not take them on a quick tour? Introduce them to
the air talent on duty and make it a real experience. John
McGhan's old laws about thinking like a fan and making the
listener a star hold as true today as they did fifteen years
ago.

Hospitality applies on location as well. Have you developed
an appearance manual? What are you doing for those listen-
ers who come to see you at live remotes? Do you have an
activities planned? Live broadcasts are a great opportunity
to foster loyalty. Remember: loyalty is reflected in attitudes
and behavior and loyalty is reciprocal. There is no better
place to let the listener see your attitudes and behavior than
at a live remote.

Additionally, consider releasing control of the station to the
listeners. This is done through mechanisms like: all Request
Lunch, Perfect Album Sides, Amateur Hour, and Program
Director For The Day. Obviously you want to maintain con-
trol overall, but the perception of a little planned chaos goes
a long way toward building loyalty.

Foster uniqueness
The critical lesson here is to bang "points of differentiation."
that means find a compelling and credible positioning state-
ment. Beat it into the ground. Get sick to death of it. Then,
after all that, the audience may begin to hear it. You can't
say what you are enough. Period.

Market your air talent and let them be who they are. If you
don't like them that way, find someone else. Once they've
found their voice, make them special. Build them up.
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Celebrity spokespeople have been part of American advertis-
ing and marketing for almost 100 years because they work.
You have the ability to make your own celebrity spokespeo-
ple. Take advantage of it.

Finally, draw meaningful comparisons between you and your
competitor. One very effective one I've heard in quite a few
markets is the "you don't have to sit through this to get this"
sweeper. Reposition your competition by contrasting the
worst of what they do with the best of what you do.

Deliver quality/value
Again, loyalty is reciprocal. You can't expect your audience to
be loyal if you're not. Be committed to your listeners: don't
get involved with things you don't do great. And when you
decide to do something give it everything you've got. Even
when you're doing it for the sales department.

When dealing with sales, stick to your guns: Listeners for-

give mistakes but don't suffer hypocrites. Don't stay
commercial free and don't apologize for playing commercials.
Get in and get out of stopsets and give your core a nice hunk
of meat when the stop set is over. They're the only one still
hanging with you. Be proud of your station and make no
apology for your programming or audience.

Take the long view and stand up to those who would sell you out for
the short term. Your audience is special. Treat them that way -
with the respect and quality programming they deserve. Then when
you do get into database marketing, listener cards, interactive phones
lines, direct mail and other "loyalty marketing" tactics, you'll get all
the benefits you expected.

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ONE To ONE
TALENT TIPS
"Silk Purse, Sow's Ear"
-by Jay Trachman

It's a theme that runs through discussions in our
DJ VU column, and recurs frequently in
CompuServe's Broadcast Professionals Forum. I
rim into it as The Jock Doc all the time, in one
form or another: expressed one way, "Getting per-
formers to follow the rules." Expressed another,
"Trying to turn performers into something they're
not."

A British station invites me to do a Talent
Development Workshop for their people, but the
one person they're most concerned about, for
whom they want some special attention, is a vet-
eran BBC announcer they just hired away. "He
started out doing ten-minute bits. We're real
pleased, because now we've got him down to three
or four minutes." There are consultants who say-
and you've seen it in these pages- "Hire the guy
and cut him loose; either take him as he is,
because that's his strength, or don't hire him at
all. Don't try and turn him into something he's
not!" I would have to respond, "Is 'talks for ten -
minutes' an essential part of one's personality?"

I face a similar challenge with a current Jock Doc
student. A middle-aged man for whom radio is
only a part-time avocation, he does a weekly
Polka show and most of his patter is phrases he
thinks DJs ought to say. I tried an exercise with
him this morning, after he played "Lili Marlene"...

"I'm going to give you some of my recollections
and feelings about World War II: I want you to
jump in anytime I remind you of something, or
anytime you think of some of your own feelings
regarding the war... Marlene Dietrich movies... a
sepia photograph of my uncle in uniform- he was
on Iwo Jima... 'Cabaret" ... a hundred B movies
with central -casting Nazis... '"The Young Lions'...
the peal of church bells everywhere on V -J day,
when I was six... red pennies..."

He never did jump in. It was a solo exercise. He
told me he grew up on a farm in the Midwest, did-
n't have any close relatives in the military, doesn't
like movies... Was I wasting my time and his? I
don't think so; maybe the war wasn't among those
things that sparked his memories and emotions-
but this is the kind of exercise he should put him-
self through frequently, to generate emotional
responses he can Share on the air with his
Personal Listener.

When a song carries heavy emotional content, one
should be searching his own feelings and memo-
ries to find something he'd want to Share with a
best friend. If not the war, maybe a song he heard
played at a wedding, something he Shared with a
girlfriend while growing up, something that was a
favorite of relatives from the old country. The idea
is to express genuine memories and feelings,
because that's what gets the listener responding
emotionally. That's entertainment.

But I must ask again: was I wasting our time?
Was I trying to turn him into something he is not?
Maybe. I have to take that risk. It's possible that

he just doesn't experience the constant waterfall
of responses and feelings I do, while going
through life. maybe he's just "flat," emotionally.

If that's the case, he probably shouldn't be an
entertainer. It's not a decision for me to make. But
if he is going to entertain, if he does want to be a
"friend/companion" on the radio, then he has to
evoke feelings in his audience. There's no way
around it. Liner cards and cliches won't do the
job. We generate feelings by expressing feelings...
but you can't express what you don't have...

Am I trying to make a silk purse out of a sow's
ear? Can you take a jock who's used to talking for
ten minutes at a stretch, and get him to entertain
in twenty or thirty-second bits? Or is the best one
can hope for a resentful jock, who's given up try-
ing to make human contact, and settled for trying
to conform to the rules? That will be my challenge
in England: not to get him to obey, but to sell the
concept to him.

Tony Mascaro, WPRO-FM: Our "Tan Man" pro-
motion. We have the Pro -FM Tan Man patrolling
beaches, giving away cash. Flop? "The Feedback
Phone." It was mostly crank calls.

It was
dangerous. Somebody almost got arrested. Our
"Mud Volleyball Tournament" was always a flop.
Get it?

Alex Valentine: EDGE: Our most successful
was The Edge Summer Camp, an umbrella for
concert tickets, merchandising, etc. I'm
""Counselor Alex." The biggest flop was the belly -
flop I did during the "Summer Pool Patrol" for
WQXA.

Bob Beck, KYYY: The promotion that was the
most fun was a greased pig at the intermission of
a rodeo. The biggest flop was the Pepsi promotion
where every number was a winner.

I'm not trying to change who you are; I'm trying
to get you to express who you are, within the
rules we know are necessary for entertainment in
general, and contemporary radio in specific. Those
rules are based on some simple, observable facts:
that people rarely pay attention to what's being
said on a DJ show for more than a few seconds at
a time, and that entertainment is about making
people experience emotions. That doesn't seem too
much to ask of a professional.

The set Bowie has rehearsed has three more
songs from Outside: "Pm Deranged," "The
Hearts Filthy Lesson," and "We Prick You."
Other songs include: "Breaking Glass" from
Low; "Joe The Lion from Heroes; "The Man
Who Sold The World;" "Andy Warhol;"
"Teenage Wildlife" from Scary Monsters; and
"My Death" (a Jacques Brel song that Bowie
performed in his early days).

PETER GABRIEL: Peter Gabriel plans to
start recording a new album in November.
He has 40 pieces of music to choose from.

MEAT LOAF SINGLE THIS MONTH,
ALBUM IN NOVEMBER: Before the
November 14 release of Escape From Hell,
Meat Loaf's plate is full... Bat Out Of Hell
II is now at the 12 million mark world-
wide. Meat Loaf's new single (written by
Diane Warren) is "I'd Lie For You (And
That's The Truth)." It will be out
September 25th. The video stars Meat
Loaf in an Indiana Jones -style action -
adventure thriller. Engaged in a passion-
ate search for the woman he loves, Meat
Loaf battles his way through a small army
of mafiosi in helicopters and on motorcy-
cles, a fire -breathing serpent, a jungle,
river and killer waterfall.

LENNOX FILMS DEBUT U.S.
SOLO CONCERT FOR DOCU-
MENTARY: Annie Lennox shot
her concert documentary in New
York at Central Park's
Summerstage. She wore a red
plaid pants suit - while the band
was dressed in white with furry
mouse ears and the female back-
up singers wore golden wings.
The set included "Money Can't
Buy It," "Walking On Broken
Glass," "Legend In My Living
Room," and songs from the
Eurythmics, the Clash, and Bob
Marley. It was the first U.S. con-
cert by Lennox since the
Eurythmics. The free concert
was produced by Arista Records. Lennox is
co -director of the documentary.

Queen

PEARL JAM BEGINS MAKE-UP TOUR;
CONFIRMS S.F. DATE: Pearl Jam con-
firmed their rescheduled San Francisco
show for November 4, when they returned to
the stage to begin a series of make-up con-
certs. During the two -and -a -half-hour show
in Phoenix, Eddie Vedder thanked fans for
rearranging their schedules, announced that
audiences would be allowed to record their
shows, and explained that the black arm
band he was sporting was "in memory of my
fight with that ticket company." "I don't
think we're going to have tickets with our
name and their name on them again," said
Vedder. "Hopefully those tickets will be col-
lector's items one day." The show resched-
uled from June 24 in San Francisco's Golden
Gate Park will now take place 50 miles
south of the city in San Jose. To start, tick-
ets will only be available for fans who did
not get refunds for the San Francisco show;
but others may become available later. Fans
who bought tickets through ETM will be
notified by mail on how to obtain tickets for
the new date. Two phone lines have been
set up to help fans: 1-415-905-8894 and 1-
415-972-8095. There is a $12.45 charge for
the ticket exchange.

SEXY BOYZ II MEN SONG INSPIRED
NEW MUSIC GUIDE FOR PARENTS: It
wasn't Metal or Rap that inspired the pub-
lisher of the new magazine Entertainment
Monitor, to give parents tips on the Pop cul-
ture that their kids are consuming. It was a
Boyz II Men song. Publisher Charlie
Gilreath recalls when he happened upon his
fiancee's 11 -year -old daughter belting out
the lyrics to "I Wanna Make Love To You" -
his parental instincts kicked in. According
to Gilreath, "The song details in tedium the
act of stripping one's partner naked. That is
great for adults, but for an 11 -year -old, it
started to concern me." Gilreath hopes that
"decoding" 240 songs in every issue will end
all the calls for mandatory record labeling.
The magazine is only available by subscrip-
tion for $36 a year.

NEW QUEEN ALBUM HAS MERCURY's
LAST WORDS: An album Freddie Mercury
was working on with Queen when he died
will be released in November - almost exact-
ly four years to the day after he died of
AIDS. Made In Heaven will be released by
Hollywood Records on November 7.
Mercury died November 24, 1991. Made In
Heaven contains the last material Mercury
recorded with Queen. It was Mercury's wish
that Roger Taylor, Brian May, and John
Deacon finish the recordings. Featured on
the album is the last song written by
Mercury, "A Winter's Tale," along with his
final vocal track on a song that he co -wrote
with May, "Mother Love." The 10 -track
album is Queen's twentieth album.

NEW DVS RECORDS WILL REFLECT
ALL SIDES OF HIT PRODUCER: Ric
Wake, the producer who has made records
with Mariah Carey, Celine Dion, Taylor
Dayne, and Natalie Cole, has formed a new
record company, DV8 (which will be distrib-
uted by A&M). While there's nothing "devi-
ate" about those artists, Wake also has a
heavy interest in Metal - which has led him
to work with such artists as Dee Snider's
Widowmaker. The new DV8 label will
apparently reflect all of Wake's interests.
The first release is "Cutie" by the female
R&B duo Raw Stilo on October 10 - followed
by Drill, a group featured on the Empire
soundtrack. Wake operates five recording
studios and a publishing company in addi-
tion to the label.

AUSTRALIA's TIDDAS MAKE U.S.
RECORDING DEBUT THIS MONTH:
The Aboriginal/Celtic trio from Australia,
Tiddas, will release their debut album in the
U.S. this month (26). They were on Peter
Gabriel's WOMAD tour in Europe, and have
toured North America with Van Morrison,
Suzanne Vega, and Jann Arden. But, the
U.S. will be the first country - other than
Australia - where they've released the
album. Sing About Life won an Aria Award
in Australia, and they've shared bills there
with Melissa Etheridge, Midnight Oil, Bob
Geldof, and The Chieftains. Tiddas' har-
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monies have been compared to the Indigo
Girls, but the arrangements have more in
common with world music. Sally Dastey,
Amy Saunders, and Lou Bennett began writ-
ing songs for voice, guitar, and percussion
after they met as back-up singers. "We
wrote some of our best material in the tiny
little kitchen of a house that we used to
share in Melbourne," says Bennett. "The
kettle was always on. There was always
smoke in the room, our coffee cups were
always full, and our mouths were never
closed. We were always talking, singing, and
being loudmouths."

Live

LIVE REPLACING STOLEN CAMP-
GROUND SIGN: Live are replacing a sign
that was stolen from a Pennsylvania camp-
ground in July because it appears on the
cover of their Throwing Copper album - and
inspired the song "The Dam At Otter Creek."
The new sign will be installed at the camp-
ground near the band's hometown of York
within two to three weeks by the
Pennsylvania Power And Light Company.

SINGER ISN'T FIBBING ABOUT BEING
A "DRAGON LADY": Fans of the
Geraldine Fibbers will be relieved to hear
that Carla Bozulich is no longer in the mood
that had her making disparaging remarks
about her work and herself in "Dragon
Lady" (the first track released from Lost
Somewhere Between The Earth And My
Home). The frustration that inspired lines
like "I'm stopping everything - making fun
of myself - tipping bookshelves - ripping
up words that I thought were important,"
came from an overdose of writing. It was
the last song written for the album. "I was
bored with myself and what I had to say,"
she explains. "After you write 16 or 17 songs
in a short period of time, you start to become
self-conscious. You're always giving a shit

what you think - and I guess I was a little
overwhelmed with giving myself that much
credence." After a five -month break, she felt
fresh again and wrote new songs. She has
even recovered enough to discuss songwriting
on a panel at a music industry convention in
New York (along with Vic Chesnutt and Kris
Kristofferson). Bozulich admits that she's not
fibbing about being a "dragon lady," and she
expects to remain so. She says, "I'm as tough
as a dragon lady, but not in your conventional
sense. I've lived a very large life, seen a log,
and I guess I know how to cope pretty well.
I'm the type of person that people describe as

`She's capable of anything.'"

FIRST OF 3 DISC BEAT -
LES ANTHOLOGY HAS
"FREE AS A BIRD":
Capitol Records has set
November 20 for the world-
wide release of the first of
three projected Beatles
Anthologies containing some
previously unreleased materi-
al. The Beatles Anthology
Volume One will include
"Free As A Bird," a brand-
new recording done earlier
this year with Paul
McCartney, George Harrison,
and Ringo Starr performing
the John Lennon song with
Lennon on tape. It is the
first new Beatles song in 25
years. Along with Beatles'
hits like "Love Me Do,"
"Please Please Me," "A Hard
Day's Night," and "You Can't
do That, Volume One also has

previously -unreleased tracks such as
McCartney's "In Spite Of All The Danger,"
Ray Charles' "Hallelujah I Love Her So," and
Leiber and Stroller's "Searchin'" It will also
include a recording of "All My Loving" from
The Ed Sullivan Show. The 40 -plus track
double -CD is being released to coincide with
the November airing of ABC's six -hour,
three -night Beatles special. The release of
Live At The BBC, the TV special, and the
anthology has landed the Beatles on Forbes'
Top 40 list of the Best Paid Entertainers In
The U.S. Their projected earnings of $130
million in the next two years places them
third behind Steve Spielberg ($285 million)
and Oprah Winfrey with $146 million. The
Worldwide Television deal alone was worth
about $75 million according to Forbes.

GOOD TIMING MADE STYX REUNION
EASY SAYS TOMMY SHAW: Tommy
Shaw says for him, the best part of the Styx
reunion came when they were in New York
for TV appearances. Shaw and his girl-
friend, Dennis De Young and JY with their
wives, were sitting around a piano in a room
at The Plaza Athenee rehearsing. "We
played and sang as many Styx songs as we
could remember," says Shaw, adding with a

laugh, "It was almost like a campfire thing.
..just us playing things that we never even
played live in concert." The CD with newly-
remastered Styx hits and a new version of
"Lady" has been in the stores for four
weeks. Shaw says that the awkwardness
they felt when the got back together was a
good thing. He hadn't sung with De Young
and JY for 12 years. Ironically, he came in
at the same point: when he joined in 1975,
they were also rehearsing "Lady." As he
says with a laugh, "Hell froze over, the
Eagles got back together, and Styx is the
river that runs through it!" Shaw could tell
right away that the reunion "was a peaceful
place." "When the time is right, things are
easy," he explained. De Young is going into
pre -production with his musical Q -Moto,
and JY has a new solo album. Shaw and
Jack Blades are writing songs for a new
Damn Yankees album. Ted Nugent will join
them when hunting season ends. Shaw
won't be surprised if the Styx reunion con-
tinues after all of their individual projects
are finished.

PAVAROTTI HOSTS CONCERT OF
OPERA, ROCK: Any show were Princess
Diana's dressing room is next to Bono's
and opposite Meat Loaf's - and she signs t -
shirts backstage - is not your typical con-
cert. That was the case in Modena, Italy,
where opera star Luciano Pavarotti hosted
a benefit for the War Child organization to
aid victims in Bosnia. The benefit was
also historic because it featured Brian
Eno's first concert appearance in 20 years
and Michael Bolton's debut as an opera
singer (not to mention the first U2 appear-
ance since December, 1993 - and the
unveiling of The Edge's hair -free head).
Eno, a patron of War child, performed
"One" with Bono and The Edge, while
Bolton performed an aria from Pagliacci
with Pavarotti. Alone he did "Can I Touch
You Here?" The Cranberries' Dolores
O'Riordan and Pavarotti teamed on "Ave
Maria." Pavarotti also performed with
Meat Loaf, Simon Le Bon, and The
Chieftains - doing Duran Duran's
"Ordinary World" with Le Bon and
"Funiculi Funicula" with the Irish band.
Meat Loaf did his "Heaven Can Wait" on
his own. A grand finale with Pavarotti
and the entire cast, including Italian
superstar Zucchero, closed the four-hour
outdoor concert before 24,000 fans. After
the show, the Princess visited backstage,
where she signed four War Child t -shirts
before leaving for a gala dinner which
began at 1:00 a.m. and didn't end until
4:00 a.m.

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The Pretenders release a new version of
their 1979 Top 10 entry "Kid" as a single on
Monday (25).

November 6. The LP includes classics such
as "Your Song" and "Daniel," mid -period hits
such as "Blue Eyes" and "Nikita" and more
recent songs like "Can You Feel The Love
Tonight" and another from Made In
England, its lead track "Believe."

PJ Harvey, currently touring the U.S. with
Live, will begin a European tour on
November 10 in Athens, with dates running
through to December 20 when the band fin-
ish the itinerary in Bristol. The single
"Send His Love To Me" will now be released
in the U.K. on October 16.

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MARY ANN MOND PD-KMVR/ LAS CRUCES, NM

Give us a brief Mary Ann Mond History
I started off through Eli Molano, who is now the
Music Director at the new station in El Paso, 93.1,
and we worked together at a Country station in
McAllen the I worked at KDON in Salinas part-
time with Michael Newman, for whom I have a
lot of respect. I worked at Power 102 in El Paso,
and then I became full-time and PD at KMVR a
year ago.

Do you do an air shift?
Yes, I was always an air personality.

Tell us about the Las Cruces market.
It is a very Hispanic market, 70% Hispanic. We
have the largest University in the State of New
Mexico, and a major concert venue in the
Southwest. Actually we get better and bigger con-
certs than El Paso does, surprisingly enough, and
we're right up the road from them. We have a lot of stuff going on on a
regular basis. Major industries are coming here to add to the ones that
are already here with NAFTA sitting on the border with Mexico. This
an opportunity for us to grow, and that's exactly what we're doing. We're
growing excessively, and we share a lot of market with El Paso.

Take us inside a music meeting.
We usually have our music meetings in the afternoon on Thursdays or
Fridays. Everyone comes and we'll sit and talk about music. I and my
A.P.D., Louis Trujillo, talk about what's hot, what's not; listen to it. I
always have open ears and everyone is always welcome to come to me
and tell me, "I'm getting a lot of vibe on this song."

What three songs sound awesome back-to-back on KMVR?
C&C Music Factory, "Robi-Rob Boriqua Anthem"; The Mighty Dub Kats,
"Magic Carpet Ride"; and Max -A -Million, "Sexual Healing."

Describe the typical KMVR listener.
Your 18-34 year old Hispanic female. Probably has at least one child. The
amazing thing is in Las Cruces we don't have a lot of clubs. So whenever
anybody does go to a club they usually go to El Paso. We have a lot of
family here. The typical listener here is very family orientated. So we're
very careful about the kind of music that we play. We don't want to
offend our female demo.

Your attitude and energy keep KMVR a leader in the market.
What is the best and worst part about a Program Director in a
market like New Mexico?
The best part about it is definitely the experience I'm getting, and com-
ing in contact with the industry people with whom I'm coming in contact.
I feel very fortunate, and I'm hoping, like everybody else, that this is a
stepping stone. The worst part about it is because we are such a small
market in New Mexico, we get overlooked a lot. We have the big dog right
down the street from us in a medium sized market. So the thing is every-
body looks toward POWER where MAGIC is a great station too. We do a
lot of good, but we tend to get overlooked.

Run down your airstaff.
Louie T. is my overnight guy and my A.P.D. He's been at the station for
six years. Our morning guy is Sean Towers and he's just a wacky kind

of comedien type of performer on 6-10. Then I'm on
10-12, and I'm the Program Director-that's why I
have such a short shift! Sam Ditto, is on from 12-
3 as our midday jock. Katie Allen, does after-
noons, 3-7, Bobby Corona is our 7 -midnight jock.

If you had to pick one movie that best
describes your life so far, what would it be
and why?
That's kind of scary to think about. I would proba-
bly say "Repo Man." My life is always one thing
after another; just when I think I get to sit back
and relax, something's going to happen. Whether
it's a nuclear explosion or something like it.

How does KMVR compete with other signals
that bleed into the market?
From El Paso, we position ourselves as your home-
town radio station, as Las Cruces hometown radio

station. I'm not going to lie and say that the El Paso stations suck. They
don't! They're good stations. But who wants to drive to El Paso for a

to to El Paso for a remote? So we try to be as home-
town as we possibly can, and give the impression that we're just as
homey as the people who are listening.

You talked about remotes and prizes. What cool promotions are
you currently running on KMVR?
The last two we just did that I was really excited about, I think they
came off really well. It was the 16th de Septembre. We went on and com-
bined it with another Hispanic favorite, Selina. So we did a 16th de
Septembre Selina weekend. Our listeners had a chance to win a Selina
CD all weekend long.

Any cool promotions on the horizon?
We're getting to do an A1l-4-One weekend. They're coming to concert
October 1st here at the Pan American Center in Las Cruces, so this com-
ing weekend is going to be an A11 -4 -One weekend.

What do you see in Mary Ann Mond's crystal ball?
I see world peace! And I'm hoping that someone will realize my wonder-
ful talents and say, "Let's move you to a bigger market." I'm not looking
for an L.A. or New York. I don't think I want to go that big, but I'd like to
program in a bigger market. I like the Program thing-it's cool. It keeps
me off the streets, and almost pays my bills!

Mond's Shout -Outs:
I want to kick a big shout to Eli Molano down the street; and to one of
my biggest mentors- Michael Newman at KDON. To Bob Perry for moti-
vating me in an -unusual way -to work hard and make myself a success.
To the Candyman, he was pretty cool to work with. To all my favorite
records reps and industry friends.... And I'd like to thank the Academy,
too! while I'm at it!
