HONEY. Willie gets some fine piano work from daughter Bobbie on AMAZING GRACE and a medley 
of three of Willie's older tunes FUNNY HOW TIME SLIPS AWAY, CRAZY, and NIGHT LIFE. Most 
moving cut is I'D HAVE TO BE CRAZY. 

"Song of Joy"-Captain & Tennille (A&M) Although the album contains nothing to compare with LOVE 
WILL KEEP US TOGETHER, it does lead off with a strong version of Billy Preston's SONG OF JOY, 
a fun SHOP AROUND, and pleasant treatments of THE WEDDING SONG (THERE IS LOVE), and MUSKRAT

Another guess is that the old hits, which have been so long used as fillers to reduce the 
repetition frequency inherent in a short, short list, are finally beginning to wear 
thin to listeners more interested in what's new.

Small wonder that tight 
format radio does well against competition where DJ's with some freedom to talk have nothing 
to say. 

One manager asked: How can you get your DJ's to prepare their shows? The answer is, of course, 
that if you can't, you either have the wrong DJ's or the wrong manager. Reading the news-
papers and magazines, taking part in community life, being a real person - these are basic 

essentials for a station's DJ's, no matter what its music policy. The man at the mike is the 
station to its listeners. He is the one who can make the difference between dullness and 
entertainment. He is the one who can make the difference in the ratings. 

He had better have something to say and know how to say it. If he has a good potential, but 
lacks these skills, then management should take responsibility for his training and 
development.

we're still trying to improve the situation. We've been in touch with our Congressman Burton, 
our postmaster, the postal distribution supervisor - even postal officials in Washington, D.C. 
We understand that there has been improvement in some spots, but it's still bad in some. We 
ask that you let us know - and keep letting us know - of delayed deliveries. Be sure to 

include your zip code. 
In Atlanta, WQXI/FM is bringing in a creative director and also a full time production director. 

(See "Changes") They plan on developing new and different ways of presenting their music, 

their news, their public service - even their commercials. 
At WQXI/AM, here's the new staff lineup: Gary McKee (assisted by Willie the Guard), Rhett 
Walker (music dir.), Jack Fitzgerald, Dickie Shannon ( from WCFL), Coyote McLeod, Night Train 

Lane and Eric Stevens. 
George Klein forwards the new lineup at WHBQ-Memphis: Bob McLain, Tony Maddox, George Klein (PD), 

Dude Walker, Stu Robb, Sheila, Jay Michael Davis & Rick Collins. 
Doug Corbett, KLSS-Mason City, Iowa, would like to exchange playlists with other por 

programmers. 
Just received a letter from Rob Sherwood, PD of U100 (WY00 AM/FM), written to correct a possible 
misunderstanding of Gary Stevens' announcement of the sale of U100-FM to Doubleday, where it 
was slated to simulcast with KDWB. Here's what Rob wrote: 

"U100's parent corporation, Fairchild Industries, has agreed to sell our FM to 
KDWB ( Doubleday Broadcasting) and our AM to WAYL (Entercom, Inc.). The stations 
will change hands simultaneously and at that point in time U100 will cease 
to exist. The entire staff, from secretaries to myself, will be severed. 
"At this date the sale hasn't even been submitted to the FCC. As you know, 
it will be several months before we all head for the ' Big Turntable in the 

Sky'. 
"Mr. Steven's remarks give the impression that their ' acquisition' of our 

FM facility is a fait accompli. 
"I want to do EVERYTHING I can to counteract this publicity barrage. We 
are still here. U100 is continuing to broadcast on AM and FM Stereo, 24- hour 
simulcast, and will continue to do so until FCC approval of the transfer 
which optimistically will come sometime this fall. In the meantime, we 

continue to compete, with a new jingle package, an exciting contest with 
vacations to places all over the world (France, Morocco, Egypt, Warsaw, 
Moscow, etc.), and a staff of dedicated personalities. 
"Reports of our death have been greatly exaggeratedl" 

Also in our mailbag was a thoughtful letter from Tom Mann, PD of KPUG/KERI-Bellingham, Wash.: 
"It seems to me, as a small market program director who is up against major 
market competition, that I have to come up with a NEW idea in music rotation 

to survive. 
"Here at KPUG we see a change occuring in WHO HAS THE SAY in this world of 
ours. The young people of yesterday are today's 30-plus, and they are the 
ones who have changed the course of music and radio over the past ten years. 
"We are getting tremendous response from a mix of music dayparted to our 

available audience. Sure we have stress play music, sure we have a short 
list in many ways, only 34 records. But we are introducing new music thru the 
use of albums. We program about 30 albums with selected cuts in rotation 

at all times. 
"As people change we should be in the front of the change, net re-acting to 
it later. We also try to give our listeners real people as air personalities, 
and not a lot of hype. Mostly we are people involved with our home, and the 
people who live here...we just try to give them a joyous celebration on the 

air...we try not to assault their ears and insult their brains, and keep them 

happy." 

I look forward to meeting the broadcasters at the Five State Communication Conclave 

to be held at the Radisson Inn Plymouth Hotel in Minneapolis on the April 1st weekend.

LOVE REALLY HURTS WITHOUT YOU-Billy Ocean ( Ariola)/Alex Brown ( Roxbury) Gary made the Billy 
Ocean an "Also Possible" last week. I list both versions here to emphasize the high energy 
hit potential of the song itself - in either version. Alex Brown, incidentally, is a female 
(I think) and her production has a strong R&B feel. The Billy Ocean, of course, is the 

British hit version.
