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Inside Progressive Radio
4 (by George Meier, Editor of Walrus)

THE TONE IS SET AT THE TOP

Competent management in progressive radio has always been a problem. Right from the start
the corporate people who had permitted the counterculture access to their airwaves did not
understand the point of view of progressive radio. With several notable exceptions they
had difficulty coping with the hippies in their halls.

Not to totally lean on management as the single source of agony in the old days, it must be
remembered that many of the radio people at the early stations were pretty much amateurs who
did not know the universal radio etiquette. Those media understandings which transcend
format borders are often little communicated and yet seem chisled in stone.

Still, many of the stations which moved into progressive radio back in the late 1960's
did so out of a desperation. They were very often on the financial ropes. That fact
doesn't speak well for the competence of the management in the first place.

A sad result of this leadership deficiency was an unsettling series of mass firings,
where whole staffs were axed sometimes in tumultuous meetings. People didn't talk to one
another, they talked at each other.

Fortunately, we have passed through that stage, but competence on a management level
remains a real problem. As long as the pattern which rewards a top AM salesman with the
general managership of an FM station continues, it will breed this wasteful dynamic
tension. More programming people should be placed in charge. A well programmed station

does business.

Program Notes

As time goes by, a growing number of stations are showing interest in programming LP cuts. This
applies not only to the progressive rock stations, who have traditionally leaned on albums as a
main music source, but to many top 40 and A-C stations who have previously been programming
singles almost exclusively.

The obvious problem about programming an album is that you can't program an album as such. Can't,
that is, unless you play the whole album in one sweep. What stations program are album tracks.
Whereas singles sales reports provide a fairly reliable guide to their comparative acceptance,
album sales tell us little or nothing about which individual selections are most preferred by
the listeners.

In most albums, one single selection will stand out from all the rest. Sometimes there will be two
or three cuts with strong hit potential. Some music directors boast a high batting average in
selecting top LP cuts through their ears alone. Many other programmers, however, prefer to rely
on more objective data, such as phone requests, call outs, questionnaires, etc.

Our present Action Report forms provide space for correspondents to indicate which album cuts are
receiving the greatest listener support. Too often, however, these Action Reports tell us only
which new cuts have been added. From now on, we urge our correspondents to keep us advised as to
(1) LP cuts that are receiving listener support, (2) new tracks added each week and (3) continuing
airplay of other album selections.

If more space is needed than is provided on the front of the Action Report form, write on the re-
verse side. If it becomes necessary, we can revise the forms to accomodate your additional
information.

The only natural
cut off point comes after Jesse Colin Young. This array of
talent is a testament to the quality music which is around.
Fleetwood Mac dominates even the number 2 positioned Kinks,
but together they dominate the rest of the list. The

only regional twist is that the Pousette-Dart Band is in
the bth airplay position in the Northeast while they are
twentieth in the national list. That means their support
beyond the home base is minimal.

Notes: On the strength of one song "0ld Judge Jones" Les
Dudek powers his way onto progressive playlists. Supertramp
has been building a reputation methodically for several LP's
while Dickey Betts comes out of the Allman wreckage strongly.
Walter Egan is a new name who does real well early. Finally,
Steve Hunter is famous in progressive circles for a single,
brilliant guitar solo on a live Lou Reed album. Bryan Ferry
and Passport repeats in the South. Michael Stanley Band and
Amazing Rhythm Aces start well in the Midwest and West
respectively.

Albums of the Week

- (reviewed by Ron Fell)
"7ime Loves A Hero'"-Little Feat (W.B.) Slowly but surely, Little Feat's popularity has swollen over
the years and we are now witness to their "coming out". Long a "critic's band", "Time Loves A

Hero" is bound to introduce the boys to the masses. Pointing Little Feat in the right direction,
Doobie Brothers producer Ted Templeman pilots a crew of really special musicians. TIMES LOVES A
HERO, NEW DELHI FREIGHT TRAIN, HI ROLLER and a hot instrumental, DAY AT THE DOG RACES, should
set the early pace.

"Get It"-Dave Edmunds (Swan Song) As a singer, songwriter, producer and engineer, Edmunds has done
it all in the past decade. His multimillion seller in 1971, I HEAR YOU KNOCKING, has stood as his
most notorious recording to date. This new album, a compilation of ideas inspired by the likes of
Chuck Berry, Bob Seger, Graham Parker and The Everly Brothers conveys an idea of the "time warp"
Edmunds has chosen to work in. GET OUT OF DENVER, BACK TO SCHOOL DAYS, WHERE OR WHEN, JUJU MAN,
GIT IT, and LITTLF DARLIN' all sparkle. The technical excellence Edmunds achieves is no accident;
he's a consumate talent on both sides of the glass.

"Let It Flow"-Dave Mason (Columbia) Side one is probably his best single side of music since his
days with Traffic. The album's special qualities lie in the very pleasant vocal harmonies, accom-
panied by a strong acoustic feel to the instrumental arrangements. Lyric highpoints occur on WE
JUST DISAGREE and MYSTIC TRAVELER while LET IT GO, LET IT FLOW, TAKE THE TIME TO FIND, SPEND YOUR
LIFE WITH ME and his current single, SO HIGH prove conclusively that Mason is back in the saddle

again.

"Deceptive Bends"-10cc (Mercury) Despite the departure of half the group, the two remaining members
Graham Gouldman and Eric Stewart, give a performance of full measure. They still create har-
monies layered like Zsa Zsa Gabor's wedding cakes. Their electronically cnhanced vocals still
have the sparkle, and lyrically PEOPLE IN LOVE and MODERN MAN BLUES are as good as anything in
their four previous albums. HONEYMOON WITH B TROOP, GOOD MORNING JUDGE, MARRIAGE BUREAU RENDEZ-
VOUS and the three part FEEL THE BENEFIT will perpetuate the good name of 1Occ.

"01' Waylon"-Waylon Jennings (RCA) Waylon makes a quick recovery from his infamous "Waylon Live"
album. Cruising through his current hit LUCKENBACK, TEXAS, Waylon accelerates right through the
floorboards on THIS IS GETTING FUNNY and a MEDLEY OF ELVIS HITS (THAT'S ALL RIGHT & MY BABY LZFT
ME) and visits LUCILLE and SWEET CAROLINE along the way. The eleven cuts will likely make "Ol'
Wavlon" one of the most heavily played albums of the year at the country level and re-establish
the "Outlaws' Outlaw' with better progressive music stations.

"Midnight Light"-LeBlanc & Carr (Big Tree) Two of the big reasons so much good music comes out of
Muscle Shoals, Alabama, are Lenny LeBlanc and Pete Carr. Their notoriety has come as instrumen-
talists, but their vocals on this album are surprisingly good. JOHNNY TOO BAD and SOMETHING
ABOUT YOU lead off each side and prove their point. HOW DOES IT FEEL and STRONGER LOVE are
other good cuts. FALLING on its own is also worth noting, but why is it these mellow acoustic

harmony cuts appear on nearly every Big Tree album regardless of the artists involved?

we all know that nothineg in mass media lasts forever. That even entrenched stations pet
knocked off eventually. But, the forces which converge to eventuate their loss of grip can
work in many ways. As individual as each market seems to be, so are the problems which
change fortunes.

Some profressive radio giants have recently fallen on bad times as a products of the pressures
of competition. Notable are battles in Boston, Philadelphia, and the growing storm in San
Francisco.

In each case the established station was and is faced with competition from a more conserva-
tive format, a tight playlist and stronfer controls on air people. But, each situation is
different. In one case, the station is faced with a head on fight for its media status as
well as a contest with the more pop formula. By spliting the core progressive audience,
even by canturing only a small share of that audience, the forrer giant can be forced under
and the conservative format floats effortlessly to the togp.

In other situations we might see two conservative formats in a contest which permits the
clder station to survive just a little lonrer.

While the bip battle for a marketplace's number one position is erand it is the small
interformat battles for a demoeraphic position which keep the juices churning for progressive
radio watchers these days.
