... and in honor of the holiday,
THERE, my friends is a real group of
turkeys! 
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Several weeks ago, radio program-
mers from around the country were
questioned on the subject of how they
deal with the difficult task of telling a
record promotion person they won't be
adding a particular song on a given
week or possibly ever at all. Answers
ranged from serious to tongue-in-
cheek, and in between. That article
ended by stating we would be doing a
follow-up to get a reaction from those
folks on the other side of the fence.
These four spokespersons from the
record industry know all too well the
problems that Program Directors and
Music Directors are faced with every
day because all four have had careers
in radio. What information would they
like to have from radio?

Rick Bisceglia, National A/C Promo-
tion Director, Arista Records, New York.
Rick was former Music Director of 99X
(now WRKS) New York, before joining
Arista. An excuse that he can't stand is
"I'll play it when it's more familiar in the
market and they're the only station in
town with that format" As a follow-up
Rick also recalls programmers who will
give him reasons "why a record won't
be a hit, then it does indeed become a
hit and they become so stubborn they'll
never play it and admit they may have
been wrong." Rick is also confused by
some PD's and MD's who will give him
a set of requirements that must be met
for a record to be considered, but when
those are met, the rules have changed
and he's given new criteria. Going hand
in hand with that problem is the
difficulty Rick experiences in attempting
to gauge a programmer's genuine
attitude toward a possible add. He
points out that "I'm looking at" or "we're
watching it" mean totally different things
when speaking to different stations.
More openness could help clear the air.
Rick sees an analogy between a PD
getting excited about his latest ARB or
contest giveaway and the excitement
he feels when he has a new "killer"
release. What Rick ultimately asks for
from radio is "belief." "I know radio
wants hit records and when I really
have a hit I'll present the facts, and all I

ask for is trust and belief in the
accuracy of those facts. My credibility is
on the line."

Sam Kaiser, Atlantic Records, New
York. Recently named Vice -President of
National Singles Promotion, Sam has

a small market radio background
in addition to Air Talent duties at KADI
and KSHE-St. Louis, prior to joining
Atlantic in 1977. He was emphatic in his
initial response, saying, "First of all, an
honest straightforward opinion; no one
really wants to be stroked. Say exactly
what you feel, in whatever way you
want to say it, base it on whatever you
want to base it on, but be straight."
Sam's main gripe is well-founded and
his feelings may be based somewhat
on the unusually heavy release sche-
dule from many labels this year. What
he's finding are a lot of people simply
"not listening as much as they should
be." Citing that music takes up the
greatest percentage of time program-
ming -wise, he feels it all "starts with the
listen ... you have to listen to the
record. If you're simply programming off
the trades you're making a large mis-
take, and in addition, if you haven't had
the time to listen, be honest because
people know when you haven't ... it's
easy to tell. Also, tell us how we can
make your job easier ... maybe a
cassette so you can listen in your car
... just ask."
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YOUR RESPONSE

Billy Brill, MCA Records-Los
Angeles. Currently Regional Promotion
Director for MCA, Billy has previously
worked at KROY-Sacramento, KFMF-
Chico, KROQ and KMPC Los Angeles,
in addition to his work in television as
music critic on Channel 11's PM Maga-
zine in L.A. Billy seeks out information
he feels is important when a station is
reluctant to add one of his records.
"First of all," he says "I want to know if
the record is selling in the market Also,
if it's on a competing station, are they
influencing request activity on the sta-
tion not playing the song." Billy is also
interested in what other stations 'Station
X' looks at, remarking, "Every radio
station looks at other stations, whether
it's in the market or out of state, that
they consider credible. I want to know
what those stations are so if my record
is on one of them I can point it out to
the programmer." Summing it up, Billy
says, "I just want to deal on a factual
basis and have programmers be as
honest with me as I am with them."

Marc Ratner, National Singles Pro-
motion, Warner Brothers Records, Los
Angeles. Marc's radio career, like
Rick's, also included a stint as Music
Director of WMEX-Boston in the early
70's. Marc is quick to point out that as
someone who has been in radio, he
fully comprehends what PD's and MD's
must face each week. "I know what it's
like to be on that end of the phone call.
I had to live through a lot of the same
problems and the best way I can deal
with those is by letting one know
exactly where you are on a certain
record because I can sympathize."
Marc says that sometimes that even
creates problems for him when he's too
sympathetic and doesn't push quite as
hard as maybe he should. But more
importantly, Marc says he is frustrated
most by programmers "who don't live in
a world outside the radio station."

To illustrate the problem, Marc menti-
oned the current Jack Wagner single.
He feels that Wagner and the song
coming from an outside media source
(the soap opera "General Hospital") is a
valuable aid to stations more than just
another record. Why? According to
Ratner, "Most records tend to recycle
the same listeners, but something like
Wagner, on a show whose target demo
is 25-49, is so important to radio,
people who know the song from TV will
come looking for the radio station that's
playing it It can actually help bring a

station new listeners. That's one of the
reasons we have such a high percen-
tage of major market stations playing it"
Marc's biggest complaint is that
programmers tend to forget that the
public isn't as engrossed in their radio
stations as they are. Marc argues that
both radio and people in the music
industry should be more aware of the
world outside the biz, to be more
well-rounded so we have a better
grasp on what the audience wants. Like
the title of the old Stylistics' song: "Stop,
Look and Listen" to find about what's
going on around you.

Hopefully, these articles helped shed
some more light on how both pro-
grammers and a record company's
promotion staff can work together and
simplify the "mysterious" process. Marc
Ratner summed it up for both industries
by stating it simply the old-fashioned
way: "Honesty is always the best
policy."

Easy Lover/Walking On A Chinese Wall/Woman/Photogenic Memory -
PHILIP BAILEY (Columbia) CHINESE WALL by PHILIP BAILEY Is
one of PHIL COLLINS' finest productions, rivaling some of his
own solo work. Both Phils have combined a free flowing exchange
of melodic ideas that covers a gambit of radio formats (105 adds
out -of -the -box this week at TOP FORTY). The single, "Easy
Lover", will be radio's natural starting point. GENESIS guitar-
ist DARYL STUERMER helps legitimze the track's relevancy to
Album Radio. However, just one concentrated listening took me
way beyond just that one song. "Walking On A Chinese Wall",
"Woman", and the touching "Children Of The Ghetto" round out
BAILEY's LP as one of the finest and broadest heard in recent
weeks. The song arrangements have teeth. PHIL COLLINS'
drumming is invigorated and Inspired. The sweetness of BAILEY's
falsetto is effectively underscored by the instrumentation, part-
icularly when he's dueting with COLLINS on "Easy Lover". Try
the single first, but do appreciate the rest, especially during
off hours and down time.

Spellbound/Cool Down/Time Goes By -TRIUMPH (MCA) Already
known for extravagence, THUNDER SEVEN Is even more so.
The most provoking trax are "Spellbound" and the Zepish "Cool
Down" with an acoustic (!) slide solo midstream. Other rockers
include "Time Goes By" and the down to earth "Follow Your
Heart". TRIUMPH is currently at their most cryptic and complex.
The music and cover is GIECER Inspired; that Is, the French
artist who designed the monster in ALIEN and drew the LP cover
for ELP's Brain Salad Surgery. Both rely on a cruel mixture of
technology, hardware, and flesh and blood.

Like A Virgin/Over And Over/Stay-MADONNA (Sire) Clean as
a whistle with the "fanatical" luster of digital recording where
you can hear every high pitch ring of the instruments. Before
you discount her as too glam, too disco, or too whatever (like
some of us did with CYNDI LAUPER), think a minute. MADONNA
is the hottest new female on the airwaves. She has both the
urbanite and the suburbanite in the palm of her hands. Plus
"Like A Virgin" (!) Is looking statisically like one of 1984's
biggest records. Her sound will be a staple on many many turn-
tables, VCR's, and TV's all across the country. Listed above
are some careful considerations for airplay which doesn't include
ROSE ROYCE'S "Love Don't Live Here Anymore".

Tragedy -JOHN HUNTER (Private Eye) The Boys in the Bunker
said, "C'mon, write it up." I agree with BOB BAILEY at WKLS
that HUNTER sounds a little like LEO SAYER just on this track.
I also agree with DAVE SHOLIN that this is a pretty catchy
tune. HUNTER was once the singer with THE HOUNDS (anyone
remember that LP on Columbia a few years back?). Hitbound.

"Native Land" -EVERYTHING BUT THE GIRL (Sire) TRACEY
THORNE (if the voice sounds familiar) was featured on PAUL
WELLER's STYLE COUNCIL LP. EVERYTHING BUT THE GIRL
(named after a prominently dorky British TV commericial)
first LP is a progressive experiment in jazzy bossa nova style.
However after the LP was issued in England, they shifted gears
a little and cut "Native Land" with THE SMITH's JOHNNY MARR
on harmonica.

Our
CERTIFIED record is growing fast, with next
week proving to be an important indication of
the full impact they'll achieve on Alternative
Radio.

The REPLACEMENTS' chart position is mildly
deceiving. It's receiving heavy quality exposure
at nearly all the stations playing it. Any station
that claims to be "Alternative" or "Progressive"
is obliged to give this spirited band a shot.

Fr those considering the purchase
of a syndicated TV spot, don't miss the
favorable article on the subject on page
95 of the August 13 Forbes magazine.
Check the public library for a back
issue. The whole article is devoted to
the use by radio stations of syndicated
TV commercials.

I'm informed that the FCC has finally
gotten the arrangements completed
with Mexico to clear the way for
virtually all class IV AM stations to
remain on the air at night with their
daytime power of 1,000 watts. (There
are the stations on 1230, 1240, 1340,
1400, 1450 and 1490 kHz.) There are
more stations on these frequencies
than any other in North America;
virtually all are nondirectional, operating
with 1,000 watts daytime and 250 watts
at night Because of the proliferation of
stations, interference is often severe,
and these stations are licensed for
"local" service only. They may remain
on the air with 1,000 watts at night

starting December 15, I understand-
but all affected stations will be notified if
they have not been already, by the
minions of the Commission. In a pre-
vious column, I warned that those Class
IV's who expected improved nighttime
coverage are likely to be disap-
pointed-the extra signal strength they
broadcast will essentially be nullifed by
the precisely equal increase in night-
time interference received from other
stations. It will help in cases where
coverage has been hurt by electrical
interference, or strong adjacent signals;
and it will also cause increased prob-
lems for stations on the adjacent
channels (1220, 1250, etc.).

I've received exceptional response
from my articles on the use of tape
cassettes-both Beta HiFi video-
cassettes and conventional stereo
audio cassettes-for music storage and
retrieval for broadcast Though some
people seem skeptical about the results
of using cassettes, most of the inquiries

have been from broadcasters and engi-
neers who are excited about the great
potential for cost and space saving, and
the extended rotation and request -
answering that such systems make
possible. I've answered a lot of
questions.

Since our company probably has had
more practical on -air experience with
the use of audio cassettes for broad-
cast music programming than any other
in the country-particularly for live -
assist use-we're happy to share. In
our experience it can,and does,work
very well. And when you compare the
cost of carts (1 song per cart) to the
cost of cassettes (as many as 12 songs
per C-90 cassette, using one side only),
the enormous space savings, and the
fact that cueing can be done on certain
consumer -available cassette machines,
and with no decline in audio quality
compared to cart, then cassettes can
look quite exciting indeed. m

ALBUMS OF THE WEEK

"Like A Virgin" -Madonna (Sire/Warner Brothers)
The lyrics may occasionally beat around
the bush but she can get -down -to -it with
unmistakeably bold performances underscored
by the sensitive production touches of
Nile Rodgers. It's to Madonna's credit
that this album will avoid being labeled
as a Dance Album any more than it would be
strictly a pop album .The album's ambience
defies description to the same degree
Madonna herself does. She's gonna be
compared to Prince, but maybe for the
wrong reasons. "Virgin" is her "Purple
Rain" and the hit singles will flow in a
precipitous rain of airplay. One of those
albums where the hits are hits after one
listen. Beyond the already established title
track check out MATERIAL GIRL and
OVER AND OVER. Maybe you saw her
performing the title track on the MTV
Awards show a couple of months ago.
If so, you probably haven't forgotten her
performance. (I'm told she had lost a
contact lens and was searching the stage
floor for it while singing the song.)

"Steeltown"-Big Country (Mercury/PolyGram)
Brawny, Cinemascopic rock. The themes
continue the soundscape of IN A BIG
COUNTRY with whining bagpipe -like
guitars full of metal, without the diabolic
dread and juvenocracy of the metal music
format. This is a metal of credibility -
humorless, thoughtful, lustless, passionate,
and lyrical. As big as their sound is and
as anthemic as their songs are, BC has
yet to show it's dexterity - its ability
to go beyond their variations -on -a -theme.
What we learn from "Steeltown" is that
within the city limits the boys paint the
town red. It's time to leave home musically
and metaphorically before their sound is
cast in stone.
