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We met with Blasters lead songwriter
and guitarist Dave Alvin, who was
wearing his almost trademark “Gilley’s” t-
shirt over an afternoon breakfast of steak
& eggs. It somehow seemed appropriate
that he ordered his steak rare, like the
music he writes and performs. It’s clear
that Dave is more than just aware of his
musical roots. We were impressed with
his insights into the Blasters’ strengths,
current limitations, and future ideals. We
began our conversation talking about the
early days of The Blasters. He was a
cook in Long Beach, California, when he
first became aware of the English punk
movement during the late 70’s.

KZ: You and | have something in
common. We both work with our brothers.
| know what it's like working with my
brother day in, day out, and being

close. | don't know how often you guys
fight, but have you noticed how other
people get embarrassed when you do,
and you don't even think about it?

DA: When making records we always
have to make sure that people working,
like engineers, understand. it's actually
true with the whole band, because we've
known each other since we were 13. We
get real sick of each other, and if
somebody starts pulling bullshit,
somebody's going to stop them. The last
record, because we had producers, went
real nice and smooth, no arguments. But
when we cut “Non-Fiction,” there was
one night when Bob Biggs, the President
of Slash Records, was holding my arms
back {laughter} and the piano player

(Gene Taylor) was holding my brother. We
were just raaahhhhrrerr!!!! (laughter) It was
great using producers this time because
everybody was well-behaved, and we got
the stuff done relatively quick. The songs
with (Don) Gehman and (John) Cougar
took two days.

KZ: It sounds like it took longer than that.
DA: Well, Gehman really knows his stuff.
He's one of these kind of producers that's
eight steps ahead of himself. He likes to
lay down the basic guitar, drums, and
bass ail live, and anything else is overdub.
So it doesn’t sound like it's layered.

KZ: How did your involvement with
Cougar start?

DA: We met in ltaly a couple of years ago.
We were doing an ftalian TV show. We
were the only American acts and the only
ones backstage who spoke English. Steve
Strange was backstage (laughter). Cougar
and us really hit it off. We were like, “Hey,
let's drink beers, let's get some more
beers.” (With o'ir new album) we'd sort of
gone the route with (producer) Jeff Eyrich,
we'd done 12, 13, 14 songs to death. Our
manager, Shelly (Heber), called up John to

see if he'd be interested in working with
us and if he'd be available. John said,
“Hell, I'll do it I'll do a song.” John and |
then sat down with a couple of acoustic
guitars and (we) had some song
fragments we were (both) working on. By
that time we had dropped the songs from
the album that didn't fit and we knew we
wanted a R&B, bluesy feel. The best song
that fit was “Colored Lights.” We just sat
and figured that out

KZ: | read that song was about a 17 year-
old kid in a car or something.

DA: | was talking about some songs on
the album like “Help You Dream.” To me
that song is early 30’s, kind of down and
out In the Downey/Bellflower/Long
Beach area where | come from, (there’s) a
guy sitting in a cowboy bar trying to pick
up a woman. Everything's kind of faded
and these dreams have gone sour. Where
on “Colored Lights” it's kind of youthful,
the guy’s really embarrassed to talk to the
girl. We did the juxtaposition between that
and ten years later (on “Help You Dream”).
KZ: In some ways it's almost like this is
your first album.

AT
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DA: Yeah. (Before) | always hated being in
the studio. We'd always go into the studio
with the idea of always trying to duplicate
the live show and it always failed, not
lyrically or groove wise. But it always
stopped short somewhere, especially in
terms of radio and all that, because we
were always trying to get that live sound.
With this album, we went in with the idea
of, “We're making an album and to hell
with the live sound.” Because of that you
pull certain punches you wouldn’t pull in
the studio. You get more of the intensity.

One of Cougar's, or Gehman’s, tricks with
both “Colored Lights” and “Just Another
Sunday” was, once everything’s cut,
you've got to do the guitar solo last.
You're standing out there and you get the
sound (slaps his hand on the table like the
engineer cueing him), “You're on Dave.” If
you don't get it in two times, it was “Ahh
... see you in about 20 minutes.” “Colored
Lights” was a first take solo and | hadn't
figured out nothin’. It's one of my favorite
solos I've ever done. To me it's a real Lee
Allen solo, where it's a play off the melody
of the song, but it's not the song. It's not a
superficial solo, when it kicks in, that song
goes into high gear. With “Just Another
Sunday,” it was the same thing. Gehman
just says (slaps the table again), “Solo.”
Doing those kinds of things gets you the
intensity of a live show. On most of our
other records I'd rehearse the solos, so I'd
know how to play them, because | didn't
want to waste (studio) time. Right now I'm
dying to get back in the studio. We want
to open the doors so that (people in the
industry) will go, “Oh, okay, Blasters, we
can't predict what they're gonna do.”
We're going to try to have the next album
out in January or February, not wait two
years.

PS: Is "Common Man" written about
Reagan?

DA: It's really about anyone who claims to
be a friend of the common man. It's just
like anybody who claims to be something
they ain't, or represent the interests of
somebody they really don't. It's about
Reagan, it's about Mondale, too. Even

though I'm a Democrat, I'm politically
independent. Anytime they start doing the
‘'schpeels’ on you ... | don't like to write
songs with that brick in the face, | like
more subtlety. Last year, all these people
believing all this garbage, (I thought) well,
maybe we should get the brick out of the
bag once and throw it in their general
direction. (laughter)

PS: There seems to be a revival of Great
American bred music right now, especially
in different regions, the Southeast or
Minneapolis, for example. Do you see The
Blasters having much in common with
those groups?

DA: Somebody was talking the other day
about how the L.A. scene has died, which
it has because the Whiskey and Starwood
(clubs} closed. And some of the new
bands aren’t X or the Go-Go's. Instead of
being a regionalized thing, it's gone
nationwide. The Del Fuegos can travel
across the country and get 500 hundred
people into a club anywhere they go. The
Replacements can do the same. The
Minutemen can do the same. The Blasters
can do the same. In some places,
everybody can get a thousand or two to
three thousand people. People are just
beginning to realize that there is an
audience out there (for this music), the
demographics are very weird. it will go
from 15 year-old kids to 35-40 year-old
married people. Springsteen’s or Cougar's
audience is wide open. Like (our show)
last night in Palo Alto, that was a pretty
diverse audience.

PS: What do you specifically share with
those bands?

DA: | think everybody shares a similar
vision. When | met Fogerty a couple of
weeks ago | was stunned. When | had
met other 60’s survivors, always the
second sentence out of their mouth was,
“Back in the sixties | did too much ..."
KZ: Too much dot, dot, dot (laughter).

DA: Fogerty’s like 39-40 years old, is
married and has kids. He's sitting there
with a beer, no hang-ups, just like, “Hey,
let's play rock 'n’ roll music.” That's the
way | want to be when I'm his age or
when I'm 80 years old. This kind of music
is not dependent upon youth or a trend.
It's just dependent upon how well you
play it and how good the songs are. A
band like The Blasters can be doing this
40 years from now, which is what | aspire
to do. | mean my heroes were Lightning
Hopkins and T-Bone Walker, and those
cats were doing it until the day they got
buried.

PS: What are some current favorite artists ?

DA: | like a lot of the stuff on Top 40 radio.
Some of the songwriting techniques and
all that just kill me. The other night |
started writing some songs with Jules
Shears. I'm so diametrically opposite of
him. We got together for 15 minutes, got
out the guitar, and wrote two songs. He's
been working with Elliot Easton and Cyndi
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Lauper, which I'm not opposed to, but is
completely the opposite of me. When | get
to New York on this tour, we're going to
demo them and see what happens. My
favorites are most of the bands on Slash. i
like George Strait, Ricky Skaggs, Merle
(Haggard), George (Jones).

KZ: Is there a song on Top 40 you're
embarrassed to admit you like?

DA: Ahhh ... yeah. I'll tell you, my
roommate is Tony Kinman from Rank &
File. We were driving these two girls crazy
the other night because we both like that
song ... | don’t know the name of it ...
(sings) “They don't know about us” . ..
chick from England.

KZ: Oh. Tracey Ullman. (laughter)

DA: It was like a great Lulu song. That
was a well-written pop song. B

Chris Isaak is a tall guitarist/
singer/songwriter who was playing club
to club with his band Silvertone. Erik
Jacobsen is a producer who cut all the
hit songs with the Lovin’ Spoontful, John
Sebastian as a solo act, Norman
Greenbaum, Tim Hardin—the whole folk-
rock gambit. The coming together of -
these two has resuited in the fine LP,
titled Silvertone, originally the name of
Chris’ band. Isaak was forced to drop the
name after Sears Roebuck, who
manufactured budget guitars and amps
during the sixties, maintained rights to the
name. We discussed the Isaak brand of
Great American Rock 'n’ Roll and some
of the unique probiems it took for a new
artist to record his music honestly.

KZ: Even though you come from
California, this album sounds Southern. |
don't know why.

Cl: It could be just from being in the same
small town (Stockton, CA). It's certainly not
big city type music. My roots aren't into
big city stuff that much, not that f've got
anything against cities.

KZ: How did you guys hook up, then?
You must have been working together for
awhile.

EJ: Almost four years, unbelievably. |
heard about Chris from a lot of different
sources. | was just trying to re-commit
myself to music. | hated the 70’s. The
music of the seventies left me cold and |
was trying to find a songwriter and a
singer. | went to see him and, wow, |
hoped this could make it If this could
make it, it would save my life. It was really
luck for me.

KZ: What's all this about Chris Isaak the
boxer? Is that hype or is it the truth?

Cl: Oh, | boxed. It was amateur boxing. |
boxed in college and in Japan, What |
have to show is good for pictures on one
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side. On this side, catch that line right
there (above the nose). And that's AFTER
it's been straightened. They had to put
Bondo on my face.

sense. | think people are tired, there has
got to be a backlash.

We cut
some sides and they said, ‘Pick up the
band, it was loose, it sounded amateurish,
but there was a sound in Chris’ voice.’ |
knew all the songs he was writing. It was
pretty much a rockabilly incarnation at
THAT time. It was a very exciting form of
music. It's exciting to hear it.

KZ: But it's rockabilly beyond the Stray
Cats or something like that. Is there a side
of rockabilly that people don't realize that
you're bringing to light?

Cl: | think they (the Stray Cats) trivialized
rockabilly.

KZ: | agree with that.

EJ: | think that people are very tired of
modern English music, in the fashion

body has got to move. His body is moving
and making a sound and YOUR body is
picking that up and dancing to it.

KZ: Chris, were there things you had to
adjust to and learn once you started
working with Eric?

Cl: Yeah. Little things like playing in
key..(laughter). | remember the first
session he came to. | think back now and
he must have been going, ‘Oocooh Jeee-
sus!’ Eric went over to the amp and | had
an old Silvertone amp set up and I'm
playing through it and it's on the wrong
polarity and it's going ‘sizzzzle-crack-
ssssss’. He says, ‘Man, your amp sounds
pretty noisy there,’ and | say, ‘Oh, don't
worry, once we get playing loud, you
won't hear it

KZ: Our favorite track is “Livin’ For Your
Lover.” Why did you use Jim Keltner on
drums?

EJ: The shuffle beat is the hardest beat in
the world.
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Cl: We also had just two or three days to
get that done. We were up against the
wall.

EJ: We tried a couple of local guys who
supposedly could shuffle. We really
wanted to cut that tune and we tried it
and you can get small parts to take off,
but to get the whole thing tojust keep
cookin' throughout, Prairie couldn’t do it.
Well, you know, Sam Lay or some other
black Chicago drummer, they can play the
shuffle, they can't play hard rock—

over. Once you get locked on a shuffle,
you're screwed.

EJ: Jeff Porcaro, the biggest guy in LA,
said, ‘Get someone else. I've just
embarrassed myself so many times trying
to cut a tune like this, I'm just not gonna
do it!" He says, I'll save YOU the time, the
energy, and MYSELF the embarrassment.
Find someone who thinks he can do it
and good luck.'

KZ: So you ended up using Keltner.

EJ: Jim Keltner. If he can do anything, he
can do a shuffle. He was a great guy,
too. @

Jason

and the
Scorchers

After a series of independent singles
and EPs, Jason and the Scorchers
released their first full, major label
conception to a responsive
Album/Alternative audience. The band’s
new LP, Lost and Found, is being
claimed by those who enjoy music as
diverse as ZZ Top and the Velvet
Underground. The underlying success
factor is the Scorchers’ unusual synthesis
of hard rock and country. Lost and
Found is true to the band’s Great
American democratic spirit, with each of
the four members, Jason Ringenberg,
guitarist Warner Hodge, bassist Jeff
Johnson, and drummer Perry Baggs,
sharing in the songwriting and
production. These are Jason’s words
about his music and the American music
experience.

KZ: What's this about two world tours?
JR: (faughter) Since the last time we
spoke, we covered Europe extensively,
twice—basically every country except the
Communist countries. We tried, though.
We got a tank, tried to run it over the
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border, but they caught us. We did cover,
let me see, Scandinavia, Finland, France,
Great Britain, Germany, Belgium, Holland,
Italy, Switzerland.

KZ: All this before your first complete LP.
JR: It was a good thing. We went to
Europe last April; it was right around the
EMI release of Fervor. After it ran its
course, we had to do something to get
momentum going. The European

record, the international people in Los
Angeles got behind it and it worked out
real good. It kind of gave us new
momentum in the States. | think we sold
more records after Europe than before, in
the States. It helps the American company

because it gets them recharged.

KZ: | remember (producer and engineer)
Terry Manning from the 70's records on
Ardent Records. How did you get together
with him?

JR: We kind of caught him right before he
got hot. He's hot right now with ZZ Top,
Loverboy, George Thorogood, Molly
Hatchet, all that sort of thing. We needed
a producer/engineer because we kinda
had some producing talent in the band
and we didn’t want a strong, put-his-
stamp-on-it producer. Terry was really
good at that. Now that we're going for
radio airplay, it'll heip to have his name on
there. He did “Absolutely Sweet Marie” on
the Fervor EP.

KZ: Who are some of these players you
used on this LP—Ear! Poole Ball, Kenny
Lovelace, Donald Spicer.

JR: Earl Poole Ball was on the
International Submarine Band LP with
Gram Parsons. He also played with
Johnny Cash, produced some of his stuff,
produced that Rockabilly Boogie album—
one of his standout albums. He's a real
honky tonk pianist. We kind of threw him
in the studio on “Broken Whiskey Glass”
and “Far Behind” and he rocked the heck
out of the stuff. Kenny Lovelace has been
with Jerry Lee Lewis for 15 years playing
fiddle and guitar. Don Spicer, he's a
Louisiana boy, works on the oil rigs. He
does wild, weird swamp music, so he
played slide on “Far Behind.”

KZ: Did you really work on the railroad?
JR: | actually did. | worked three summers
on the railroad. in those days, in the mid-
seventies it was during the boom
economy. The railroads were expanding
and they needed all kinds of manual
taborers for the summer. | would go out in
those labor gangs with 100-500 men each
summer. We'd just travel all over the
country with these gangs. It was a great
experience.

KZ: What specific jobs did you do?

JR: Well, | was a spiker for awhile. Honest
to God. It sounds so hokey, people think
I'm kiddin’, but it's the truth. | could go out
and spike a railroad tie in right now, if you
asked me to. | could fix a broken rail right
now. | ran machines for awhite, plus did

hand work. | ran a tractor one summer,
which mowed weeds at railroad
crossings. That's the best job because |
was my own boss. They'd just point out a
direction and tell me to mow all the
crossings for the next two hundred miles.
Mostly | was a spiker, a manual laborer.
KZ: Your father is a hog farmer? What's
he feel about your music?

JR: My parents, they're 100% behind it. My
parents are very good parents—model
parents.

KZ: What's it like being a farmer now?
JR: You have to have a complete sense
of independence because no one's gonna
help you. The banker's not, the
government’s not, everyone's gonna try to
do anything they can to make money off
you. A loaf of bread costs 8¢ for the
wheat in it, 90¢ for the processing. But, it's
one of the most noble of occupations, if
not the most noble—working in the soil,
watching things grow, watching your
livestock grow. Man, you've got to be
tough. I've watched my dad work 12 hours
a day 62 days a week for forty years.
He's still doing it at 62 years of age. He
still raises 1000 head of hog a year. This
isn't no hog confinement system. There
isn't no automated system, no big air-
conditioned buildings. This is out in the
fields. He likes raising them out in the
field, the way they always used to do it.
But he's tough. He taught me
independence, that you're your own man
and you're responsible for yourself. If he
goes bankrupt now, he'll starve in the
street. He's his own boss. There's not
gonna be any unemployment
compensation.

KZ: So what has that done to your music,
working on the railroad, growing up with
a hardworking family?

JR: | tend to write in parables. | tend to
see life as a series of parables. | definitely
believe in the hard work ethic. A man's
not so much a product of his environment
as he's a product of himself. That sort of
thinking, they used to call it isolationism.
It's a typical Midwestern outlook.
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KZ: It’s funny how a lot of people forget
that being in a band is a lot of work.

JR: It's hard work, certainly a lot harder
than working on the railroad. All people
see is the glamour. It's silly. Glamour is
only one hour, two hours a night. The rest
of it's real hard work.

KZ: Tell me about my favorite track.

JR: “Broken Whiskey Glass”? That was
on our very first EP we put out, Wreckless
Country Soul on Praxis. The song just
always was there. It was always a high
point live. People always like it. Writers
always wrote about it. One night | re-
wrote another verse for it, the first verse.
When we went into the studio (to re-
record it), we didn't really know what we
were after. | knew the feeling we wanted. |
didn’t know how to go about gettin’ it.
Luckily | think (Scorcher guitarist) Warner
(Hodge) really had a handle on it. He did
a real good job producing that track. |
think it's a high point, one of Warner’s
finest moments. | told him going in, ‘make
this sound like it's right before dawn and
you're standing over the gravestone of
Jason Ringenberg. It's foggy, it's misty,
and it's just you and that gravestone'. But
he took a completely different approach. It
was more positive.

KZ: What about the state of Great
American music today? It was during the
last few years that the Europeans
dominated music. Times are changing. Do
you feel that?

JR: I feel that. 'm not anti-European. One
of the biggest influences of this band is
the Stones, the Faces. | think it looks good
for American bands, but this year is the
pivotal year. | think, specifically, we're
always gonna have ZZ Top, Bruce, John
Cougar making good music and getting
by. What I'd like to see happen, and what
| hope happens, is that some of these
other new bands hit, too. Bands like Jason
& the Scorchers, Del-Lords,
Replacements, Los Lobos, REM, the
dB's—new younger bands. If some of
these records go, | think it's gonna look
real good. Then the business will take
heed and get behind it. It's a new attitude.
The early new wave punk bands kind of
bypassed the industry. So what | see
these new bands doing is saying, ‘Okay,
let's make the industry work. Let's quit
being so anti-music business and try to
make good music and work with the
industry at the same time.’ | think that's
very important. You're gonna reach a hell
of a lot more people that way, more than
working as a cult band. Not that being a
cult band bothers me, | mean, we're a cult
band now. But, if we get big, it won't
bother me in the least. it's all part of our
plan. But this year in the pivotal year. This
next year is very important. It's definitely

the moment of truth. We gotta produce.

RECORD TITLES

’ have seen the look of incredulous
horror in their eyes as | reveal my
secret | have seen the strong and
respected severely shaken by the news.
“Norberg believes in announcing record
titles,” they murmer in shocked
whispers.

Yes, | know it isn't fashionable.
Darned if | know why, though. Saying
what a record is surely is a bit like
telling the time on the air, which has
never gone out of style. If they know
what the thing is already, they may not
notice you telling them; if they want to
know, they hear you.

| think this non-announcing of titles
came from the background music field,
where the name of the song isn't as
important as whether it's unobtrusive
enough to get them to keep the station
turned on. Announcing songs was
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thought to be an unnecessary
interruption, even if done in stopsets . ..
and, conveniently, a lack of song
annnouncements made simple
automation systems work better.

It's less clear to me how the non-
announcing practice moved into the
pop and rock fields, where the songs
played are still expected to mean
something to the listener. I've done
some talking with PD's who engage in
the practice, and from my small and not
particularly scientific survey, it seems
two reasons are frequently given. One,
the thought that listeners might object to
the “interruption” that announcing
records might mean; and two, it's
supposed to be an “image” thing that
both the station and the listener know
the songs and artists so well that
announcing them is uncool.

| challenge the idea that announcing
what the songs are is uncool! f people
like the music, | have always found they
like to talk about it Artist and title takes

very little time to say, and offers a form
of reinforcement to those who like the
music. To the listener who didn't like it, it
adds no further irritant . .. if anything, it

. provides a subtle rationale for having

played it and may have the opposite
effect

The bottom line, as far as | can tell, is
that to the listener, the station that
doesn’t announce the music it plays,
doesn't care about the music it plays.
There is surely very little positive
“image” in that! in fact, it helps the
listener develop boredom and
indifference to even the station they
customarily listen to, and may be a
factor in bringing about rapid changes

- in market station preferences.

All this for want of saying who made
the record and what it was called! |
know there are PD's who feel strongly
against such announcing—why not
write and share in this column your
thinking. Tilt then—why not tell them
what they're hearing? &
