GETTING SELF CONTROL 
by Ron Fell 

Laura Branigan has released four albums 
and more than a handful of hit singles in 
her four short years since she began her 
recording career. She grew up in 
Brewster, New York and studied acting at 
the American Academy of Dramatic Arts 
in New York City before getting a 

showcase spot at the Manhattan 
nightclub, Reno Sweeney's. 
With her new single "Spanish Eddie" 
climbing the Top -40 and Adult 
Contemporary charts, we talked to her 
about her still -blossoming career. 

RON FELL t was surprised to learn that 
you actually intended to pursue an acting 
career before you discovered your talent 
for singing. 
LAURA BRANIGAN: Well, when I was 

young I never thought of performing of 
any kind because I was very, very shy. I 

mean intensely shy. But during my senior 
year of high school, my music director 
pushed me into auditioning for a school 
musical. I got the lead and I soon realized 
that this was a way for me to express 
myself. I wasn't yet aware of my voice at 
that point, but I went out and started 
auditioning for things and my voice sort of 
took over. 
RF: Both acting and singing require some 
sort of character assumption. Do you find 
yourself comfortable in assuming a role 
and does your acting experience make all 
of that easier? 
LB: Yes. You know, it's funny. With acting 
and a script there's a character that you 
draw from and your past experiences can 

help to create the correct emotion. But 
with singing it's a little different. It's me up 
there and I experience exactly what I'm 
singing. I'm not creating a character. I'm 
just being myself. I have to be vulnerable 
to those roles and situations. I have to feel 
completely myself so that the audience 
can feel what I'm feeling. 
RF: I've often wondered how an artist, 
performing live, can get into a mood with 
seven thousand people staring at the him 
or her. 
LB: But you know, quite often that's what 
creates the mood. And for me it's 
instinctive. I don't think about that. The 
audience actually helps me. The audience 
in San Francisco recently was great. I felt 
they were with me. So it gives me that 
much more freedom or confidence. 
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RF: Have you ever had the experience of 
not having the audience with you? Is it 
like trying to pull teeth sometimes? 

LB: Yes. Though so far I've always 
managed to have them by the end of the 
show and then they'll put up with 
anything. but there are some audiences 
that are just more reserved. They're not 
used to my kind of music. It's tough and 
there's no guarantee. You have to work 
them. I can't let it make me panic. I'll take 
my time and whip them into shape 
(laughs). 
RF: I guess there's a big difference 
between playing resorts like Tahoe, Vegas 
or Atlantic City and being on a concert tour 
of "normal cities." 
LB: Yeah! I'll tell you, Tahoe and Vegas 
have a different kind of crowd. They're 
there to have cocktails, dinner and a 
show. That kind of set -up is not always 
conducive for most performers. Because 
in my kind of show the audience has to 
move, to clap and people don't have that 
kind of freedom when they're all dressed 
up and have a cocktail in front of them. 
RF: How did you get discovered? 
LB: I was auditioning for every record 
company in the business. And they all 
said, "No." They said, "You don't sound 
like anyone. You don't fit in. You're not 
happening." Now I knew I had a real 
singer's voice, so it was a little 
disillusioning. But I kept going. But finally 
Ahmet Ertegun and Doug Morris heard 
about me and came to see me perform. 
They liked what they heard and signed 
me. And they've stayed right beside me. 
My company (Atlantic Records) is like 
family to me. 
RF: lt's rare for any artist to have the kind 
of real committment which you're getting 
from "the top." People in their positions 
can be rather cold and calculating, not to 
mention indifferent to their own artists. 
How long did it take, once you signed 
with Atlantic, to get the hit record you 
needed? 
LB: Well, Doug Morris put me together 
with Jack White, my producer. Jack's from 
Germany. And Jack brought me "Gloria." 
He knew about European songs. "Gloria" 
had been a hit by Umberto Tozzi three 
years before I recorded it. When I heard 
Umberto's version, even though I knew it 
was European sounding, I knew it had 
something. But we had to give it a real 
American kick. So we kicked it and it 
went 
RF: And your life changed for good at 
that point. 
LB: Yeah. I said, "Finally I've got the 
catalyst I need." 
RF: You've had success with more than 
one adaptation of a foreign language 
song. 

LB: Well, "Solitaire" is French. I heard it 

while I was in touring Germany promoting 
"Gloria." And "Forever Young," which is 
on my new album, I heard the last time I 

was in Germany. 
RF: That's a song from the first Alphaville 

album, right? 
LB: Yes. And of course "Ti Amo" is Italian. 
"Lucky One" is American. But "How Am I 

Supposed to Live Without You" was my 
first hit that was 100% American. 
RF: Didn't you also record commercials 
for Dr. Pepper and Coca Cola? 
LB: Yeah. I forgot that I did the Dr. Pepper 
one. 
RF: No conflict of interest thing there? 
Working for two different beverage 
companies? Did you tell the Coke people 
about the Dr. Pepper thing? 
LB: No. 
RF: They might have cut you off at the

pass. Your current tour is sponsored by 
Chrysler. 
LB: Yes. 
RF: Is it becoming a necessity for artists 
to have tour sponsorship? 
LB: It sure helps, I'll tell you that. Touring 
has gotten very, very expensive. This year 
I wanted to step up my tour. I have a 
production company putting it together 
with my tour manager, Chris Lamb. 
They're really top- notch. We decided we 
needed to really up- grade -getting the 
right sets, lights and sound. So it helps to 
have someone like Chrysler for support 
RF: I guess it was either sponsorship or 
passing along the additional costs to the 
ticket purchaser. Even with support your 
tickets are running around $15 in some 
venues. 
LB: Yeah. 
,'F: Do you find that being a woman on 
the road is particularly tough? 
LB: It's actually more fun because there 
are a lot of men (laughs). 
RF: You don't even have many women in 
your entourage. 
LB: Just two. I have an assistant who is 
also my best friend, Naomi Weitzner. Also, 

Anna Chu, who's also a good friend of 
mine. She's Italian and always good for a 
laugh. 
RF: I couldn't help but notice that when I 

saw you perform recently you had put a 
lot of choreography into your show. 
LB: I've been working with Brian Jeffries. 
He really put it together. 
RF: Even your costuming and stage 
presence is more outrageous than in the 
past. 
LB: Ah -ha! 
RF: It seems as though costumes play a 
bigger role in female stage performance 
than with male counterparts. 
LB: You're right. I just recently came to 
that opinion myself. In real life I'm really a 
casual dresser. I wear sweatpants and 
hightops, baggy sweaters and things. 
That's the way I love to live, so I didn't 
realize costumes were such an important 
part of it. But it is. Anna and I have really 
started working on things. We've 
developed different styles for me and 
we're looking for what is comfortable and 
still stylish. 
RF: I thought I saw a navel on your 
recent Solid Gold appearance. 
LB: You did? (Laughs) 
RF: As navels go, it wasn't bad (laughs). 
lt's amazing how men seem to be able to 
get away with just being comfortably 
clothed (T -shirts and jeans), while women 
have to go to great lengths and 
imagination. 
LB: But look at Rod Stewart and Mick 
Jagger. Some of the biggest male singers 
fret a lot about what to wear. They're not 
stupid. 
RF: You're pretty damn attractive. I can't 
imagine you have to do much to draw 
attention to yourself. Anyway ... what's 
next for you? More touring and recording? 
LB: We've been out on the road for more 
than two months now, so we're taking a 
three week break. Then we go back out 
at the end of September and do New York 
in October. I'd like to tour through the 
middle of November. 
RF: Artists seem to get in endless cycles 
of recording, promoting and touring. 

LB: In the first two and a half years I went 
without a break. By the end of last year's 
tour I was exhausted. I was spent. But 
after recording the new album, "Hold Me," 
I had some time off before the tour began. 
And the way it (the tour) is put together 
now, it's so much easier for me. I don't 
have to worry about a thing. Chris takes 
care of everything. Also, I'm in more 
control now. I can say, "Hold it I need 
time off." Whereas, when you're first 
starting off, you really have to hustle and 
go where they bully you into going. 
RF: Do you suppose you'll go full cycle by 
pursuing your first aspiration as an 
actress? 
LB: Yes. I have a movie scheduled. I think 
we'll start shooting in January. I've got the 
lead in a new Australian film being put 
together by the same people who did 
Breaker Morant.

RF: What was your background prior to 
your solo career? 
JP: I'd been with club bands for many 
years. I've done everything from rock 'n' 
roll through caberet You name it. 

RF: But you are not a kid. 
JP: No, I'm thirty years old. 
RF: Thirty? 
JP: Yeah. I was out there for ages. From 
twelve years old I was out there. 
RF: And was this while you were trying to 
go to school or were you one of those 
that was so committed to the art form that 
you dropped out? 

JP: Well, I left school at fifteen. I worked 
in a factory. But I was still playing in 
bands. I really turned professional at 
nineteen. 
RF: What kind of music were you playing 
at nineteen? 
JP: A mixture of ... well, basically hits. 
English hits and American things. 
RF: Who would you consider to have 
been your influences when you were 
getting started? 

I'm one of those people who 
doesn't believe absolutely that 
Britain leads the way 
musically. 

JP: The Beatles and Elvis and Cliff 
Richard were the influences that got me 
to start playing. 
RF: Would you say if you went back and 
listened to tapes that might have been 
made during that era that you sounded 
more like one of those then any of the 
others? 
JP: I think we probably sounded like a 

cross between The Monkees and The 
Beatles if you could imagine that. 
RF: I think there was a similarity there 
anyway. Did any of the mates you were 
playing with then go on to brilliant solo 
careers? 
JP: Ummm ... I couldn't say people I was 
playing with, but I think people who saw 
me perform. You see, in Northern England, 
although I never made it on a national 
scale, there were a lot of bands that later 
went on to make it who used to come 
and watch me play. Bands like Saxon, 
would come and watch my band play. Let 
me think ... Def Leppard, Human League, 
ABC, people like that They were lesser 
bands in Northern England when we were 
kind of a top band. 
RF :: I got the feeling in reading your 
biographical material that you were doing 
more of an American rock 'n' roll sound 
than English. 
JP: Right 
RF: Did you ever get the feeling that you 
were swimming upstream in your home 
country? 
JP: I always had that feeling. In the end I 

became obsessed with not changing my 
style just to suit Britain. As soon as the 
punk thing started in Britain, that was it for 
me. I just closed the door on 90% of the 
British music. I mean, I only really 
considered people like Elton John and 
The Police and Phil Collins, the executive 
lEvel of the British music scene. I'm one of 
those people who doesn't believe 
absolutely that Britain leads the way, 
musically. 
RF: If I'm not mistaken your records are 
not available domestically in England, is 
that the case? 
JP: Not until next week. 
RF: Next week. You'll finally crack it. 

JP: (laughs) That's right. 
RF: How do you think you'll be accepted?

JP: Well, I'm pleased it's going to be "St. 
Elmo's" to launch it. 'Cause that song 
might just translate a little better. Then I 

think it would be a little easier for me to 
follow with some of the album stuff. 
RF: In all of this time you spent in the 
wings, didn't you also do some writing 
which was adapted for people like Roger 
Daltrey and Meatloaf? 
JP: Yeah. I quit playing live in 1980 and 
concentrated on getting my act together in 

the studio -writing and recording. My first 
big break came about in '82 when 
Meatloaf called up and said he split with 
Steinman and felt that I would be able to 
write some stuff for him. He'd heard some 
of my demos and I wrote a lot of stuff for 
his album. And then the Roger Daltrey 
thing was something that came quite 
recently. In fact, we only just finished the 
track I did for Daltrey and that's going to 
be out soon. 
RF: Did you participate with Daltrey in the 
recording process as well? 
JP: Ummm ... I went in and helped the 
producer. He liked me there as kind of an 
unofficial executive producer on 
that one single. 
RF: Supervising your own work in other 
words. 
JP: Basically, yeah. And I went in and I 

sang back -up as well; I'd had a few ideas 
on what the background should be doing. 
RF: Do you find that you and Daltrey have 
similar ideas? Is there a particular 
chemistry that appears to work for the 
two of you? 
JP: I think it's that real -balls -to- the -wall 
approach that Daltrey has. I think I 

hopefully have some of that. I mean 
obviously somewhere in my past Roger 
Daltrey has probably inspired me, 
although I was never really into the Who 
very much. 
RF: In launching your solo career, not 
only did you have good music but another 
major factor in the success of your hit 
single, "Naughty, Naughty," was the video, 
which was on the risque side to say the 
least. 
JP: Right 
RF: Did the video turn out the way you 
intended it or was it someone leading you 
around by the nose saying, "We've got to 
do this, this and this in order to have a 

hit "? 
JP: Well, no. In fact my manager and I 

wrote the screenplay to "Naughty 
Naughty." The director flew in and we 
discussed everything we were going to 
shoot. Then, we went to San Francisco 
and I was very disappointed on two fronts. 
The girls they put in the video weren't the 
kind of girls I wanted in the video because 
I'm real funny about video girls for a start. 
The second thing was: it was meant to be 
a bit funnier than it was. The kind of 
risque things I really covered my back or. 
For instance, where I walk on the girl's 
stockings with my fingers, that was 
supposed to be at that point, her 
stockings turning into the yellow pages. 
RF :: (laughter) 
JP: Let your fingers do the walking. The 

director had these tights printed up but 
then didn't use them. He just used yellow 
tights which I didn't think were either sexy 
or funny. The other thing was the 
bedroom scene where I get attacked by 
the girls. That was supposed to be a 
whole lot funnier. That was supposed to 
be kind of a Benny Hill chase scene with 
priests and nuns running after me. But the 
back of their habits were suspenders and 
bras and stockings cut in half. Those two 
elements missing left me wide open for 
some pretty heavy- weight criticism. In fact, 
there was a couple of national T.V. 
debates about violence and sex in videos 
with "Naughty, Naughty" featured quite 
prominently in both of those. 
RF: Is there any summary statement you 
wish to make for people who may have 
taken your video in the wrong vein? 
JP: Only that I always intended it to be 
funny. I never take myself very seriously 
on video. As long as they made me look 
as good as possible. I think people should 
realize it's really fin. You know, I mean 
"St. Elmó s" was a little more from the 
heart and I had very little input in that 
video. The "Magical" video and the 
"Naughty, Naughty" video were very much 
tongue -in- cheek. 
RF: With your big hit from "St. Elmo's 
Fire" -was this a song that was tailored 
for the movie or was this something that 
you had a concept in mind and it 
happened to match with the music? How 
did the movie and John Parr come 
together? 
JP: Well, that was David Foster and he 
heard "Naughty, Naughty" and he 
apparently had wanted to work with me 
and "St. Elmo's Fire" was the vehicle we 
were able to collaborate with. I just 
finished my tour and flew out to LA. I was 
really emotionally charged, having been on 
the road for about seven or eight weeks 
and I felt there was a great song in there. I 

met the director of the film and he told me 
the outline of it. We started doing the 
music. The song was actually written and 
recorded from Friday afternoon to 
Saturday evening. The real key to it was 
that David told me of a guy from Canada 
called Rick Hanson who was going 
around the world in a racing wheelchair. 
He was crippled early in his life and had 
this one goal he wanted to achieve. It was 
to ride around the world. It was taking him 
eighteen months. I was so inspired by this 
fellow that the "Man In Motion" thing 
came into the song. That's what really 
inspired the lyric. 
RF: That guy's still going around the 
world? 
JP: Yeah, in Paris now. But he's going to 
finish at the World's Fair in '86. 
RF: Which direction is he headed? 
JP: Well, he worked from the States. Now 
he's in Paris. He must be going right 
through Europe and right around. 
RF: Have you met him? 
JP: No, only spoke to him over the phone. 
RF: And does he know of your 
inspiration? 
JP: Yes, oh yes. 

RF: Do you see any parallel between the 
theme of "St. Elmo's Fire" and you as an 
individual? The fact that "St. Elmo's Fire" 
dealt with freshmen in a new world and 
maybe you coming out into a new world 
being your own solo artist now? 
JP: To be honest, I saw the movie for the 
first time yesterday. I quite liked it I 

thought there were some wonderful 
moments in it But I couldn't really align 
myself with any of the film, I must admit. 
RF: It's an American film. Did that have 
something to do with it? 
JP: I think so. I think it's to do with a 

certain camaraderie. You see, having 
never gone through the University scene 
myself, my only camaraderie was really 
with people in bands. So, I suppose I can 
identify from that point of view. 
RF: What can we expect from you in the 
future with the "St. Elmo's Fire" project 
nearing its peak? 
JP: We're going to pull another song off 
the John Parr album and we're going to 
go out and tour with Tina Turner, 
hopefully. That starts September the 
fourth. 
RF :: So you're replacing Glenn Frey? 
JP: Yeah, Glenn finishes the beginning of 
September. 
RF: Anything you want to say to our radio 
readers? 
JP: I know it sounds schmaltzy but, my 
eternal gratitude to American radio for 
making it happen. My career got off to a 
great start but it nearly faltered many 
times with that one record. A lot of people 
in radio really pushed for me, you know, 
and I will never forget it. It's something 
that always surprises me; even on this trip 
I've noticed people are surprised now that 
I've got a hit, that I still go back and see 
them. It's something I always think that I 

will always try and do. I think that's what it 

is really about. 
RF: You're not the first person I've talked 
to that happens to be of a foreign 
persuasion who's had their first success 
in the States, and I guess if you're going 
to happen somewhere first, this the best 
place to have it happen. 
JP: That's right.

Since hit- 
ting the bigtime, MELLENCAMP 
is revelling (like SPRINGSTEEN) 
in the recently adopted "high" of 
being All American and ordinary. 
Using the rural Great American 
culture as a creative well sure isn't 
a new phenomenon to rock 'n' roll. 
ROBBIE ROBERTSON,though much 
more poetic and skilled, was the 
pioneer in this line of rock 'n' roll. 
DYLAN, PETTY, SPRINGSTEEN,

Amazingly, the material 
on LOVIN' EVERY MINUTE OF IT, 
though pretty much your basic 
straight -ahead rock, was compiled 
by a maze of twelve different 
collaborators, with up to five or 
six writers hashing out one four 
chord cruncher. LOVERBOY has 
seemingly patterned this LP closely 

to the format of, say, FOREIGNER's 
last two LPs --that is, layered vocals 
that outweigh the guitars just enuf, 
periodic pitstops into balladom, plus 
an expensive grasp on studio tech- 
nology. The single has already 
taken off further than even their 
harshest critics care to admit. Lead 
A Double Life /Lovin' Every Minute 
Of It /Steal The Thunder. 

Mondo Rock (Columbia) 

Don't let MONDO ROCK's compilation 
slide by without a listen. Some of 
you may have unknowingly heard 
songwriter ERIC McCUSKER's work 
when RICK SPRINGFIELD deftly 
covered "State Of The Heart ", in 
SPRINGFIELD's words, "practically 
the national anthem of Australia ". 
This particular package spans three 
years of MONDO ROCK's Aussie 
legacy. A good starting point is 
"Come Said The Boy ", a poignant 
rock /pop song that also happens to 
be the opener. Whaddaya think? 

"After The Fire" -Roger Daltrey (Atlantic) 

Not only are ROGER and PETE sing- 
ing together again,but DOM DeLUISE 
is immortalized by the pen of PETE 
TOWNSHEND. On some of the best of 
THE WHO, DALTREY was often the 
perfect foil, projecting TOWNSHEND's 
gutwrenching verses of self doubt. 
Hearing them share a phrase again 
after all the tension is nice, since 
most of the classic WHO material has 
been burnt to an unrecognizeabl' 
lump of cinder.

P.D. NOTEBOOK by Eric Norberg 

BASIC PRODUCTION, PART I 

There seems to be a lot of interest in basic 
roduction --the tools and techniques 
eeded at the starting level, in order to do 
ecent production work. For that reason, I 

iterviewed two of the country's top 
. roduction people, and this week and next 
till print the result. 

:first I spoke with Bobby Ocean, who is not 
inly a nationally recognized production 
nan and major air personality, but a good 
triter (he plans contributions to the Gavin 
ìeport on basic production techniques in 

le near future), and a really fine cartoonist 
vith a style of his own. 

he first question I asked him was: What 
s the minimum equipment to turn out 
sable production? His answer was 

:ertainly basic: At least one turntable, two 
ape machines (reel to reel), a cart 
nachine, and a microphone. Although a 
second turntable is convenient and can 
,ave time, the music or sound effects that 
,ould be introduced from a second table 
;an be dubbed to tape and added from 
hat, and multilayer effects can be obtained 
)y dubbing sound from one machine to 
another, while adding another layer of 
sound. 

Vly second question was, what would you 
ike to add to this basic inventory to make 

it more effective? His reply was, a second 
turntable, a second cart machine, an 
equalizer, and a compressor /limiter. The 
equalizer is of great value in dealing with 
poor quality tape dubs, and enhancing 
voice quality in spots. The 
compressor /limiter should be used with 
great care, to avoid annoying and 
distracting "pumping" effects when the 
final spot travels through the station's 
audio processing chain and gets 
compressed and limited again, but it's of 
particular value when laying voice over 
music. Commercially available music has 
already been compressed; the human 
voice has major dynamics and parts of 
syllables can disappear in the music while 
other syllables sound very loud. 
Compressing voice before laying it on 
already- compressed music greatly 
enhances intelligibility --and listener 
response to the ads! 
To inject a comment of my own at this 
point, equalizers for broadcast can seem 
too expensive to consider, but I have a had 
excellent results with cheap 5 -band 
graphic equalizers for well under $100 
from Radio Shack. The easiest way to 
make use of one of these is to place it 
between the output of a reel -to -reel tape 
machine and the board. Whatever needs 
equalizing can then be played back from 
that machine during the mixing or 

recording process with the equalizer set 
for best results. 

The third question I asked Bobby Ocean 
was, what item or items top your wish list? 
For him, it's an Ensonique "Mirage" Digital 
Sampler, which he says costs under 
$2,000. He explained that you can play 
something into it, and then manipulate the 
sound elements to create phenomenally 
complex audio and musical effects. 

Again I interject myself for a moment to 
suggest a very useful piece of equipment 
that even most smaller stations can afford; 
The ITC splicefinding cart eraser. This 
device saves time, by erasing and 
preparing carts for use very rapidly; and it 
improves the airsound not only by assuring 
that a splice will not occur in the middle of 
the spot when it's aired, but by erasing the 
cart so clean that there is no trace of the 
"whop whop" erasing noise that a standard 
bulk tape eraser often generates on the 
tape. There isn't a station that wouldn't 
benefit from this addition to the production 
room. 

My thanks to Bobby Ocean, and next week 
I'll have the responses to the same 
questions from another one of the top 
production people in the whole country, 
Bud Zumwalt of Sacramento, California.
