Born and raised in Detroit, the Motor City, 
William " Smokey" Robinson was 
discovered by Jackie Wilson's manager. 
Berry Gordy. Within a few short years, 
Smokey and the Miracles and Berry 
Gordy were the essence of Motown 
Records, one of popular music's most 
benevolent empires. 
In this exclusive Gavin interview Smokey 
reveals some pertinent Motown history. 
He explains the Motown Sound. And he 
talks candidly of his fears for the current 
state of lyric in some popular music. 
We interviewed Smokey in his office at 

Motown's corporate office in Los 
Angeles. Vice President Robinson (he has 
been a VP of Motown since the 60's) was 
ready to talk. 

RF: What were you doing before you met 

up with Berry Gordy? 
SR: I had just graduated from high school 
and was on my way to college. During the 
summer I met Berry. 
RF: Did Berry discover you or did you 
discover Berry? 
SR: I happened to be in the right place at 
the right time. On that particular day I was 
at the wrong place at the right time. The 
Miracles and I had gone to audition for 
Jackie Wilson. When we went to audition, 
Berry was there. He happened to hear 
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some of the songs that we sang. I guess 
this impressed him because he met us 
outside and asked where we got the 
material that we sang. I explained to him 
that I had written it. He told me he was 
Berry Gordy, which I didn't believe 
because he looked about fifteen years old 
and I had all of Jackie Wilson's records 
and I knew who Berry Gordy was. 
RF: Was one of the songs "My Mama 
Done Told Me "? 
SR: Yes, that was the one song that 
caught his attention. 
RF: Actually the first recordings you did 
were not on the Motown label, it was End 
Records. Did that include the Ron and 
Bill record? 
SR: No, the Ron and Bill record was 
never a national release. The Ron and Bill 
record was done by Ronnie White. who 
was in The Miracles, and myself. It was 
only released on the Motown label locally. 
The record that really started the ball 
rolling for us. Our first two records on End 
label out of New York were "Gotta A Job" 
backed with "My Mama Done Told Me." 
"Gotta A Job" was of course an answer to 

Miracles were originally called The 
Matadores in which my wife's brother was 
a member. Claudette and her cousin, Bob 
Roger's sister and two other girls had a 
group called the Matadorettes. We were 
like brother /sister groups, we were 
allowed in talent shows in Detroit, 
appeared in contests and when we got to 
be about sixteen years old, Sonny, who 
was Claudetté s brother wanted to go into 
the Army. So he asked his mother to sign 
for him to go into the Army and she did. 
Shortly after that we found out that Jackie 
Wilson's people were going to be in town 
auditioning talent. We needed a fifth voice 
because we had been used to singing 
with a fifth voice. In the interim the 
Matadores and Matadorettes rehearsed 
together a lot. So Claudette was familiar 
with our songs. So we asked her if she 
would go to this audition with us. She said 
yes, so we went down with her for the 
audition. When we got there we were four 
guys and a girl. The guy who we went to 
actually audition for said we should have 
been more like The Platters or Mickey & 
Sylvia. He didn't like our group at all. But

the Silhouettes' "Get A Job." That record 
and records called "I Need Some Money" 
and "I Cry" were on the End label. Shortly 
after Berry decided that he was going to 
start Motown because we were not really 
being paid properly by any of the 
companies. He had only two or three 
artists at that time. But nobody was really 
paying him properly. He just said, "Hey, 
I'm going to start my own company," 
which he did and "Bad Girl" was the very 
first record that ever made any real noise 
for us nationwide. Berry sold the national 
distribution rights to Chess Records in 
Chicago and that was how we became 
national as a group. 
RF: What were the record companies on 
a national level that were distributing 
and /or promoting black product? Was it 
Atlantic and Chess basically? 
SR: Oh no. There were a lot of labels at 
that time. End Records was very big with 
black artists. I don't remember them 
having any white artists. They had The 
Chantels, Frankie Lymon and The 
Teenagers, Little Anthony and The 
Imperials, The Cleftones, people like that. 
But Atlantic and Chess were the 
powerhouse black labels at that time, no 
question about it. 

RF: When did The Miracles get a female 
vocalist? 
SR: What happened is the guys in The 

like I said, with the grace of God Berry 
was there and that's what happened. 
RF: Has your wife, Claudette ever been 
the intended subject of your songs? 
SR: Consciously I've only written one 
song in my life for Claudette and that was 
"More Love." Before my son Berry was 
born she had like seven miscarriages. 
Claudette was in the hospital and 
everytime I would go to see her after she 
had a miscarriage she would always feel 
as though she had let me down. I would 
always try to explain to her, "Hey, I didn't 
know the baby. I wanted the baby but I 

didn't know the baby. So I'm not going to 
miss the baby. If something happened to 
you then I would really be messed up. 
You're here, and that is all I care about." I 

was then inspired to write "More Love" for 
her. 

RF: In the early days, being a successful 
black act, it wasn't easy touring. Do you 
think there was any threshold you passed 
where the attitude of people changed? 
SR: That is really hard to say. I recall, now 
that you've mentioned this, going through 
all the sit -ins and touring in the South 
when they first started to break the 
restaurant segregation. Martin Luther King 
first started talking about "we're going to 
integrate everything." We started to go into 
the restaurants in the South and we 
would sit for hours before they would 

even ask to serve us. Some of them 
would try to refuse to serve us but we 
would just stay there. Eventually, they 
would throw the food at us or serve us 
the wrong order. Trying to stay at hotels 
was also impossible. I think that with the 
advent of the fact that it started to get so 
strong in the sixties with Martin Luther 
King. 
RF: Could it have been easier for a 
celebrity black maybe accelerating the 
pace? Was it easier for the professional 
athlete or the prominent black performer? 
SR: In fact, I think it was just the opposite 
more so than the black celebrity being the 
ground breaker. It was not until the 
common black person became involved in 
this through Martin Luther King. Ask guys 
like Sammy Davis Jr., who used to 
perform in Vegas but could not even stay 
in the hotel he played in. 
RF: How can you describe the Motown 
Sound? 
SR: First of all I think the Motown Sound 
is spiritual. Many people never quite 
understand what I'm saying at first. They 
think I mean Gospel, but I don't, I mean 

spiritual. Berry said that we were going to 
make music that had a great beat with 
great stories. We were not just gonna 
make music with a great beat and saying 
la- di- di -da. So his idea of making music 
was double profoundness. The Motown 
Sound is the product of all of the people 
who have made it happen throughout the 
years. When we first became really 
popular, shortly after "Shop Around" and 
"Please Mr. Postman" people were 
coming from Nigeria to Detroit to record 
because they thought they were going to 
get the Motown Sound. They were 
coming from New York, Chicago, Dallas. I 

mean, they were coming from all over the 
world to Detroit because they thought the 
Motown Sound was in the Detroit air. 
They even booked the same studios we 
booked in Detroit because they thought 
they could get the Motown Sound. 
RF: Could they have gotten that sound if 
they had hired the Motown people? 
SR: Maybe. 
RF: Who were those great behind -the- 
scene musicians that were distinguished? 
SR: I think that the people who made the 
sound are the spiritual aspects of Motown. 
What others didn't realize was that at the 
same time our acts would be touring, we 
were recording our people in New York, 
Dallas, Nashville, Chicago, Detroit, Los 
Angeles, and we always got the Motown 
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Sound. Our basic musicians were right 
there in Detroit like James Jamesson, Earl 
Van Dyke and Benny Benjamin. But when 
we came to Los Angeles to record those 
guys weren't there and we got the 
Motown Sound. 

RF: Tell us about the first appearance 
The Miracles made at the Apollo Theatre 
and that experience with Ray Charles. 

SR: Every Thursday morning they would 
have for the new show coming in a band 
rehearsal so the orchestra could become 
familiar with the artists' tunes before the 
show actually started. So here we are, we 
come from Detroit and we've never done 
a professional show like this. We come in 

and we had onion skins. Onion skins to a 

musician is like a chord sheet and it's 

what we use in the studio to record the 
records. We did head arrangements back 
in those days. We didn't have elaborate 
arrangements. Basically your songs were 
done with rhythm and a saxaphone. We 
had these onion skins with the chords on 
them but there were no notes on them for 
the guys to play so, of course, when we 

signed with Motown Records as an artist 
you got your school schedule along with 
your contract. At that time we took our 
Motown Revues on the road and the 
reason they were so popular was 
because they were professional. When 
people went to see them they didn't see a 

bunch of amateur kids up there singing hit 
records. They saw a show. We took 
entertainment seriously. We had people to 
show our artists choreography, harmony, 
speaking, whatever it was. It was probably 
the most beneficial entertainment school 
there has ever been. That's why I think 
Motown artists last. Really, I look back at 
people who started at the same time and 
there are more Motown people still 
performing than any other company. 

RF: Why was it that almost all of them left 
at one time? You invested in the artists 
and they become successful and they 
turn on you. How did the artists see it 
and how did Motown see it? 

SR: Fortunately for me, I've seen it from 
both sides of the fence. Because I'm an 
artist and I am an officer of the company.

got to the Apollo Theatre they were used 
to all the professional stuff. Notes written 
out, charts and all that. We didn't have 
that. So they were totally angry with us. 
Then Ray came in. It was Ray Charles' 
show. We were going to be on his show. 
He said, "What's the confusion here ?" We 
explained to him that we came from 
Detroit and didn't have any charts. So Ray 
said, "Does anybody in the group know 
the song ?" I said: "Yeah, I know the song," 
because I had written the song. So he 
said can you play it on the piano and I 

said "Yeah" and played it a little bit. Ray 
said "Move over." He sat down at the 
piano and started to play the song. "Bad 
Girl" and while he played I sang along. To 

the trombone players he said, "I want to 
you to play ba- ba -ba" and they wrote that 
down. He did an arrangement for us right 
there on both our songs that morning at 
our rehearsal. I will always love Ray 
Charles. 
RF: Motown was famous for taking kids 
off the streets and putting them on the 
map. And that included the Motown 
School. What was it about the Motown 
School back in the 60's, and how would 
it be different in the 80's? 
SR: The Motown School was called Artist 
Development. Our artists learned 
everything from hygiene to doing 
interviews. It was mandatory. When you 

Most of the artists have always felt very, 
very comfortable in confiding in me in 

whatever they felt or did. Motown was like 
a college. We groomed the people. Other 
companies on the outside with perhaps 
more money than we could offer were 
sitting there waiting for them to graduate. 
Then they would say, "Hey, we can triple 
the money." Which they could in a lot of 
cases. The artists being human would go 
for that. The artists had paid their dues. 
They had advanced. A great many of 
them found that it wasn't so. At Motown 
the fine print is what counts. At Motown 
the fine print was "You're at home and no 
matter how down you get or how long it 

takes for you to get a hit record you can 
still record" Motown was family oriented. 
But we don't have the same type of family 
atmosphere around here now that we 
had in those days because we now have 
over 200 employees. Some of which I 

don't even know. 
RF: Is it fair to say that the school 
doesn't exist now? 
SR: School doesn't exist at all these days. 
RF: Artist Development is done through 
Artist Management now? 
SR: Yes. 
RF: When did the school break up? Can 
you think of a time when it wasn't 
practical? 
SR: It probably broke up after we left 

Detroit. Berry left Detroit. He was going 
back and forth between Detroit and Los 
Angeles in the late 60's and early 70's. 
RF: After Motown had moved to Los 
Angeles you went into semi -retirement 
and became a Vice President of Motown. 
What prompted leaving The Miracles? 
What were you doing in the early days as 
a Vice President of Motown? 
SR: I'm glad you asked me that because 
a lot of people think I left The Miracles 
and became a Vice President. But that's 
not true. I have been a Vice President 
since 1963. All the artists that signed in 

the 60's signed in through my office 
because that's what I did. I was the 
coordinator. I'm Vice President of Artist 
Relations. I coordinate artists with 
producers, writers and school schedules. 

RF: Would this include the Jackson 5? 

SR: This would not include the Jacksons. 
The Jacksons were signed out here in 

Los Angeles. 

RF: You have published 1500 songs in 
twenty -three years in the business. Is that 
a fair estimation of published songs? 

SR: Yes. that is a fair estimation. The 
reason I can say that it is a fair estimation 
is that because before I had left The 
Miracles, which was in 1972, I had gotten 
from Jobete that I had over 500 at the 
time. Most of the stuff you heard in the 
early days by Mary Wells, Temptations, 
The Marvelettes, The Miracles and Marvin 
Gaye. Those were my songs. 
RF: Lyric content. On the new album you 
got the song "Be Kind To The Growing 
Mind." You even use the phrase "terrible 
to waste a growing mind." We haven't 
heard a lot of artists stand up and say the 
lyric has to be cleaned up on some 
product. 
SR: I have felt bad about the lyric content 
and the appearance of some of the artists 
for a long time. What are their album 
covers like? What are their videos like? 
What are they saying? It has been 
troubling me for a long time ... years. But 
about a year and a half ago, I was at 
some friend's home and they have a little 
boy. At that time he was four years old 
and one of these questionable songs was 
on the radio. That's the straw that broke 
the camel's back as far as I was 
concerned. 
RF: I wonder if there is a reason for radio 
to play "Be Kind To The Growing Mind." 
It seems to be a message that you're 

. giving to other musicians ... an inside 
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story. It's not like an open letter to the 
world. 

SR: It is. I think there is a need for radio 
to play it. I want my peers to hear it and I 

do want them to understand it. Not 
everybody feels like the guys who are 
writing garbage and then go and defend 
themselves in front of the committee. I 

want them to know there are artists who 
do have a moral concept of what we 
should be saying because we are idols to 
a certain degree and we should use that 
in a positive way and not take advantage 
of young people. I know there are a lot of 
artists who feel like I do. Probably the 
great majority of artists feel like that but 
are probably afraid to step on the toes of 
the offenders. I want the common person 
in the street who buys all the records to 
know that some artists are sensitive. 

RF: Is there some sort of understanding 
that Motown has with their artists? Would 
there be reason to assume that we're not 
gonna have this kind of a problem with 
Motown artists? 

SR: I hope not, but I can't say that. I think

we've had Motown artists that are 
offenders. All I can say is if it's so, I'll tell 
them the same as I'd tell anybody else. 
RF: Did you have skeletons in your 
closet? Any songs you might not have 
done now that you did then? Could 
songs like "Virgin Man" or "Cruisin'" 
bother you now? 
SR: No. It's not the same thing. You have 
never heard, by me, a song that was 
blatant. All my songs leave you food for 
thought but I would never come out and 
blatantly say, "Hey, baby, let's - - - -" and 
that's what these guys are saying now. I'm 
not ashamed of "Virgin Man." I've seen 
guys defending themselves, at the 
Congressional committee about their lyrics 
which I think was ridiculous. Don't we 
have an obligation to the young people 
coming up behind us? What about our 
moral issue? These things don't count 
anymore? "Virgin Man ", that song merely 
depicts the fact that nobody ever looks at 
a guy as a virgin. In fact, if a guy gets to 
be a certain age, eighteen or nineteen, 
and he's a virgin, guys laugh at him. He 
won't even admit his virginity. That's what 
that song is saying. It's not pornographic 
or even graphic. "Cruisin'" is a song like 
that. "Cruisin'" is whatever you want it to 
be. 
RF: How did "Cruisin'" come about? 
That wasn't an "A" side originally. 

SR: "Cruisin "' was a song that began 
with Mary Taupin's music. Mary is my 
guitarist. He has been with me since 1960, 

with The Miracles and since. He has 
written music for many artists. He does 
the music and I do the words. I love 
writing with him, he's one of my favorite 
writing people in the world. After I left The 
Miracles and I was still in Detroit he came 
over to my house and put three or four 
songs down musically on a tape for me 
because we had just signed a new girls 
group from England. I was gonna do 
some songs for them. I had written a song 
called "Easy Rider" for these girls. It was 
about this guy who came into town, had a 
big car, but the deal fell through on the 
girls. So I eventually moved out to Los 
Angeles and I had this tape which I would 
constantly listen to. I could never come up 
with any lyrics for it. 

One night I was in bed and I had it 

playing. The part that says "We're gonna 
fly away, glad you're going my way." I love 
it but I could never get anything. Two 
weeks later "I love it when we're cruising 
together" and still never recorded it. But 

talking about "Cruisin'" Chicago radio 
started that record. It was the most 
gratifying record I had in years. 

RF: Is it tougher being a recording artist 
who has spanned many musical 
generations? Is it tougher with each 
album to stay current? 

SR: No. I personally, production -wise, 
may have been slightly off because you 
do get that way. But my new album is 

produced by Steve Barry and Tony 
Peluso. It is a wonderful album. I'm so 
happy with it. I had already done an 
album and I let Barry and Suzanne 
DePasse and Jay Lasker hear it and they 
hated it. They said this is garbage. Berry 
Gordy would tell me that in a minute. Jay 
Lasker told me I'm gonna have Steve 
Barry cut an album with you. If you don't 
like it we don't have to use it. I'm so 
happy that they did that. I started the 
original album in October '84 and then 
mid -'85 we scrapped it all. We started on 
this album and I was so wiped out doing 
the TV show, doing this album, doing gigs 
at that time. This album became very easy

we went into the studio about a year after 
that and recorded the song. I was not 
pleased with the lyrics that I had nor was I 

totally pleased with the track. "Cruisin'" 
took five to six years to do. On the actual 
recording of "Cruisin'" I hated my voice 
on that. I was so hoarse that day, that 
whole week, but I had to get that album 
done. I couldn't wait for my voice to get 
better 'cause they were waiting. Finally I 

had everything intact and I had the final 
vocal that there is now. Something else 
was bugging me. I wasn't totally pleased 
with the sound of the track so I'm in my 
car and "Just My Imagination" by The 
Temptations was on. I'm listening to the 
sound of the track ... timpani drums. 
"That's it! That's what I gotta do to 
"Cruisin'"." When I got home I called the 
studio and added timpani drums. Motown 
was excited because I had done a re -cut 
of "Get Ready." My people and I were 
saying, listen to this, listen to "Cruisin'." 
But Motown released "Get Ready" and 
jocks didn't want to play it. I was going to 
Chicago to do a show for WVON. A jock 
from WVON called me and said, "Hey 
man, when you come here to do the 
show, forget about "Get Ready." Chicago 
don't want to hear that. Chicago is 

"Cruisin'." So you better learn that." 
Before I got off the phone with him they 
were calling me from all over the country 

because all I had to do was go to the 
studio and sing, and if something was 
happening with the tracks or with the 
vocals all I had to say was "Hey man, I 

don't like that" and we would work on it. I 

think they did a marvelous, wonderful job. 
If it doesn't sell a copy I still love it. 

RF: How did you hook up with Stevie 
Wonder? This isn't the first time you've 
written with Stevie. 
SR: This time he did a little more than 
usual, because when we get together, he 
just does the music. This time he did the 
music and the melody, and I did the lyrics. 
RF: You recently completed a six week 
run on NBC -TV as the host of The 
Motown Review, the only recent attempt 
at variety -type television. Was it a tough 
job? 
SR: I was surrounded by the best people. 
Suzanne DePasse is a top notch TV 
person. With her at the head of it, I 

knew it was going to be good. She and 
George Slaughter and Steve Bender did a 
wonderful job with that show, I was not 
worried about the quality of it. 

RF: What are the chances of the show 
being renewed? 
SR: Well, I'll tell you, Ron, if they pick it up 
I'm for it, because now I've had a chance 
to get a little rest. If they did that I would 
do it if it would be all that I did. Other than 
working on my next album.

And 
what's with this high tech equipment on a 
disc jockey's salary?? It's very 
simple -- videotape! We finally have a way 
of airchecking ourselves up to 5 hours 
(Beta) or 8 hour (VHS) if necessary! No 
more turning a tape recorder on and off, 
feeling like you're talking to a recording 
unit rather than an audience! Your VCR is 
home, out of your sight, and it records 
everything automatically. You even set a 
timer so it comes on when your shift starts, 
and off when it's over. Most cable TV 
companies broadcast a channel that has 
constant time display, so by recording this 
along with your station's radio signal, you'll 
have a constant display of time on your 
aircheck! While you're doing your shift you 
can take notes that will refer to certain 
times. Then you simply go home, wind to 
that time on the TV screen as you 
fast -forward your videocassette, and listen 
to whatever it was that you noted... You'll 
never know how you really sound, unless 
you listen to yourself -- often!" 

This is an interesting and very practical 
suggestion. If you have one of the new 
"hi fi "- capable VCR's (Beta's better), how 
to hook up a radio to the sound while taping 
a separate picture at the same time is 
simple and clear. But this method will work 
with a conventional VCR too; the fidelity 
will be only fair, but otherwise it will work 
the same way. Most VCR's have jacks for 

separate input of picture and/or sound, and 
if the directions that came with your unit 
don't make it clear how to do it, check with 
a video specialist for directions. 

I know some morning DJ's have had 
VCR's for a long time to tape hot evening 
shows they normally can't stay up to see, 
so that they can talk about them on the 
morning show, and write the machine off 
their taxes as a business expense, and 
thus tax deductible. If you haven't gotten 
a VCR yet, perhaps now you have enough 
justification to go out and buy one! 

A standard audio cassette recorder can be 
used in a way to accelerate improvement 
in your voice and delivery, and I'll tell you 
about it next week.
