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The Go-Go's are gone gone--just a memory in the
retooled psyche of Belinda Carlisle. The year was 1982.
The Go-Go's exploded with two Top Five singles off the
Beauty And The Beat LP. The all female five piece set not
only a new standard for "girlgroup" success, but they also
helped redefine the concept of modern radio music of the
eighties. Eventually the beauty and the beast fairy tale
became a literal curse. Beauty in that fame and fortune had
finally arrived. Beast in that group infighting erupted,
"substance abuse” set in, and the pop direction the
Go-Go's struck gold with originally eventually gave way to
mediocre hard rock follow-ups.

"Talk Show was my least favorite of the three albums,"
Belinda Carlisle recalled. "Part of the reason the Go-Go's
broke up was differences in musical directions.”

It's a safe conjecture that the disintegration of the
Go-Go's resulted in the fact that factions within the band
felt that a harder edged sound might result in the band
being taken more seriously. That direction was also a
valiant attempt to break the sexual barriers of Album Radio.

"That's probably why Talk Show didn't do well. The
direction Talk Show took was more toward rougher rock n
roll. Some of the girls who wrote those songs wanted to go
for a more serious sound. But at that point, | don't think
people could take girls playing more serious music
seriously.”

So rather than spearheading an assault on Album Radio,
Belinda Carlisle felt an affinity towards pop, the direction
her first solo album, entitled Belinda, takes to the bank,as
"Mad About You" conquers Top Forty's Top Ten.

"l always thought the Go-Go's were a pop band. 'm not a
rock n roll vocalist. When we broke up, | knew [ wanted a
pop album.”

What sort ¢f music first molded her appreciation for pop
music?

"California sixties radio. | remember hanging out at the
beach, growing up hearing Sam The Sham, Beach
Boys...that California KHJ sound. | was never one of those
Led Zeppelin kids. | loved all the pop." Remarkably pop,
Belinda (and the Go-Go's for that matter) have always
avoided the tag of teenybop, appealing to a wide audience
but also enjoying the admiration of a peer audience,
especially the group of avid female fans who dress in
loose, summery, pastel cotten clothing.

"We called them the Esprit crowd."

Riding high on the concert trail, eventually Album and
Top Forty airplay trailed off. As drugs and alcohol took their
toll, it was fighting off their constraining effects that first

— T

brought Belinda and Go-Go guitarist Charlotte Caffey
closer together.

"We were never really close in the Go-Go's at all. In fact,
we were the furthest apart. We had problems with
substance abuse. Charlotte went into the hospital and
when she came out, | looked at her as a real example. If she
can do it, | remember saying, then | certainly can do it."

"| proceeded to clean up, took a look at my life, took
inventory, and figured out what | wanted to do with my life.
Charlotte was the first person | called when | decided | was
going to clean my act up. That brought us closer together.”

While still Go-Go's, both Carlisle and Caffey progressed
steadily with their new lifestyles, rethinking their musical
values as well.

"As you progress in sobriety,you begin to look at things
as they are. Together we began to see what we wanted in
the Go-Go's or whether we even wanted the Go-Go's or
not."

"At first, at AA meetings, you think you're the only
person with problems that you'll never be able to get over. |
always thought | would have to adjust my life to my
problem. Going to the meetings, seeing people go
through the same feelings, anger, and struggles, it's good
to see. You live from day to day. You find you don't have to
use. You don't have to drink. It's real group support. I've
tried to do it on my own before, but | never could do it.
You've got to be ready to make changes."

Upon achieving sobriety, the next task at hand was
dismantling the Go-Go's.

"We finally realized it was an unhappy situation. Finally
we decided together, we're not happy. Let's break this
band up.”

Upon terminating the Go-Go's, Belinda invited Caffey to
contribute one or two songs to her album, then still at the
planning stage. Eventually Charlotte's role escalated.

"A couple songs turned into five. Then that turned into
her becoming a partner in this project.”

The two began interviewing producers, eventually
settling on Michael Lloyd.

"Originally we were going to work with different
producers for different songs, but Michael Lloyd
brought out a creative side in us. Like
Charlotte, two songs turned into five,
turning out to be the whole album.”

Plus, it was back to the pop feel
Belinda originally felt comfortable
singing in. "We wanted to
please ourselves first. We

to be honest and truthful. This is the first time for me giving
input. 1t was refreshing not working within the

context of a band.”

You're not alone if you sense that the Belinda album seems to
shine a healthy glow. Her recent marriage to Morgan Mason, son
of the late great actor James Mason, was another positive force in
putting her lite back on track.

"This whole year has been a growing period for me--not just
musically, but emotionally. It's great to know that your personal life
is in order. My previous experience was that we put the band
before our private lives. | think that some of us really suffered for
it. | realize now how important it is to have a private life, how
important love is. To me, it's more important than a career. Luckily !
have a very strong relationship which makes everything else a
little easier. It's calm and stabilizing. | love being married.”

Having been through it all, does Belinda have any advise for
The Bangles?

"Live for the moment, but don't take it so seriously. We took it
so seriously at the end.

at you from all different sides. Now | say no. It's important to make
time yourself and keep a sanity."

Were the eventual problems that broke up the Go-Go's
inherent in all bands or were there factors exclusive to having five
females working together as a unit?

"We went through the same crap that inevitably happens to
most bands. It's either arguing about money, arguing about who's
going to sing what song. Egos get really out of wack, people not
really satisfied with their position in the band. | wasn't satisfied with
mine. | felt like the dumb singer. The guitar players wanted
to be the bass player who wanted.to be singer. | think
that happens with most bands.”

One last question did spark a strong sense
of pride in what the Go-Go's were able to \
achieve. Were there ever any session
players brought in to augment the
Go-Go's on record?

“No!", Belinda maintained
proudly, "It was all self

GOODBYE TO
MICKEY MOUSE

| have a challenge for you. Go to everyone in
your office (including salespeople and field
reps) and ask each and every one of them to
write down just one stupid rule or procedure
that makes it more difficult for them to do their
jobs properly. If your situation is anything like
those of other managers we've worked with,
you will be surprised at both the number of
stupid rules, and the extent of stupidity of the
stupid rules. Most offices and plants are being
smothered in rules. Mickey Mouse is fine for
Walt Disney, but in your organization he’s going
to hurt productivity and morale.

What's all this about? Well, as organizations
start getting larger {and, by the way, any
organization with over 7 or 8 people already
starts becoming bureaucratic), they start adding
more and more rules, procedures, paperwork
requirements, and the like. These things start
growing like weeds. It is the rare manager who
makes a fetish out of reducing rules and
paperwork, and so what happens is that slowly,
imperceptively, the procedures manual and the
rule books start getting thicker and thicker.

Now what's interesting about this process is
that individually, each of these rules or
requirements may even make sense. Consider
an example of an industrial firm that has several
plants and corporate offices. Let's say there's a
fire in one plant. The experts analyze the
situation, and draw up a seven page set of
procedures to prevent these occurrences in
the future. The ideas and suggestions are so
smart that they're immediately adopted as
organization-wide procedures. Same thing
happens after an industrial accident in another
plant, or an equipment breakdown in another.
Meanwhile, in the corporate offices, some

manager abused a travel allowance, or some
clerk abused vacation time, or some supervisor
did an improper hiring or firing, or some
manager exceeded purchasing authority. Each
time, more rules and procedures are
immediately scattered to cover everyone. And
on top of that, of course, we hire analysts, staff
professionals, and even consultants to come
into the organization in order to generate even
more rules and procedures and systems, with
the vain hope of preventing any surprises in
the future.

Do you see what happens? On an individual
basis, each of these things can be perfectly
sane. But on an aggregate basis, they become
insane. They overwhelm people and make it
more difficult for them to be innovative, to take
quick, decisive action, and to simply do things
better. Besides, as one executive told us, after
a while nobody reads those rule sheets and
manuals anyway, until of course there's a
foul-up somewhere. Then the rulebooks
become excuse books, and everyone uses
them in order to cover their backsides.

Now of course all organizations need rules,
procedures, systems, and the like. The real
question, however, is which ones help the
employee in their quest to do a better job? It's a
very simple question: Does the rule help, or
does it hinder? This is a very critical point,
because so many managers become so
enamored with systems and paperwork that
they forget that the reason an organization (or
department, or office, or division) exists is to
deliver a certain product or service. Therefore,
whatever rules, procedures, or systems exist,
they should facilitate reaching those goals, and
they should facilitate people's performance

MANAGEMENT

towards those goals. |f they don't do this, !
don't care what your "experts" or consultants
say. Change them or get rid of them (I mean
the rules, but then again, maybe you should
change your "experts" too).

So what do we see? Here's some examples.
In one company it is a major extra cost and
headache just to order simple office supplies
because of the time, sign-offs (two managers
plus purchasing department), and aggravation
involved. In another company, one salesman
abused expense accounts. Rather than talking
to him about it, management developed a
whole system of closely-monitored expense
account procedures that wound up alienating
all the salespeople who weren't abusing
expense accounts. In another company, a
foreman who was responsible for overseeing
hundreds of thousands of dollars of equipment
and twenty five employees did not even have
the authority to do a minor change on one
week's personnel schedule or to order a ten
dollar bucket of paint unless the plant manager
signed off first. In another company, blue collar
workers worked under procedures which they
knew resulted in faulty products. In another
company, the receptionist was constrained by
such a tight set of rules and procedures that
she basically said she was unable to even be
courteous and helpful to many customers.

And so it goes. Rules become outdated, but
they survive us all. Rules that are appropriate
for one facility or one employee are generalized
to everyone and everywhere. Rules are often
developed by managers and consultants who
have little touch with the problems and issues
faced by the people who are supposed to
follow those rules. Rules are created rather
than personally confronting people who make
errors or do things we don't like. Rules are
embraced by managers who are more
comfortable with analyzing paperwork and
numbers rather than talking to employees and
customers. Rules are created because
basically, many managers just don't trust the
people who work for them; (a colleague once
told such a manager: "Look, if you like creating
all these rules, add the following expression
after each one: 'We're doing this because we
don't trust you.™)

In my next column, 'l tell you some specific
things that innovative managers are doing to
get rid of Mickey Mouse in their facilities. But
during the next two weeks, how about taking
me up on my initial challenge? Ask your
people. They'l tell you. They work with Mickey
every day.

] his past week's Los Angeles Times featured
an article about superstitions and the pervasive
power they have over the lives of many of us.
People take this stuff seriously, we were
informed by an informed source, as they go
through life knocking on wood (when they can
find it in oceans of formica), avoiding black cats
(particularly if one is a mouse) and staying away
from the airspace beneath ladders. Sports is
particularly full of characters who avoid walking
on the foul lines, don't change socks during
winning streaks, and carry weird good luck
charms onto the fields, diamonds and courts.
Iconoclastic basketball legend Bill Russell puts
a lot of this into perspective when he warns that
it is extremely unlucky to be behind at the end
of the game. Anthropology professor Donald
Bremmis says that covering mirrors after a death
in the family, tossing salt over our shoulders
after a spill, and all of the other superstitions
we've grown up with give us a sense of control
and the ability to make sense of goed and bad
fortune.

"Dreamtime" - Daryl Hall (Rca)

If you crossbred Tears For Fears and Hall &

the textures. There's melody, anger, literacy,
and war torn urban images.

"Spirit" is a
clever cover while the B side is wacked
psychedelia.

Second
is that the first strains of music you'll hear from
her is "No Way To Treat A Lady” by Bryan
Adams. For some of you, Bonnie never left.
She's played a few gigs streamlined with an
extra co-hort doubling on bass and
stratocaster. But the best news is that she's
back within reach of radio, which could use a lot
more true female grit. Wait'll you hear the whole
LP due August 4th.

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RANDY TRAVIS —

Moving Past 1982

Randy Travis is, by all accounts, one of the brightest
stars on the Country horizon. Although he's been
working the club circuit since he was 14, during this
last year his career has really skyrocketed. With an
unmistakably traditional-sounding voice, his first
two singles ""1982" and " On The Other Hand" have
both been runaway hits. His first album has just
been released, and he was voted the "Best New Male
Vocalist" at this year's Academy Of Country Music
Awards. On the day of this interview, Randy was on
his way to perform at a club in a small town in
Arkansas. He stopped and called us from a pay
phone on the side of the freeway, and the sound of
noisy Mac trucks could be heard passing in the
background throughout the call. Obviously, success
has not yet gone to Randy's head.

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LS: Travisis not your real last name, is it?

RT: No, my real last name is Traywick.

LS: Why did you change it?

RT: Believe it or not, it was changed to Randy
Ray for awhile. Then when | signed with Warner
Bros., they wanted to change it to Travis. | don't
know why they picked Travis. One of the ladies
at Warner Bros. just picked that name, and | told
‘'em | could live with it.

LS: Do you come from a musical family?

RT: My brother and | played together from the
time that | was 10 until | was 16. My daddy sang
alittle bit, and | had a few other relatives that
played music, but not really what you'd say
professionally. My brother still plays some
around the Charlotte area in North Carolina.
LS: How big is your hometown of Marshville,
North Carolina?

RT: 1don't know what the population is, but it's
not very big at all. I'm going to be appearing on
Hee Haw sometime in the next couple of
weeks, and they always salute a real small town
on each show. They're going to be saluting
Marshville the week that I'm on, so they're
going to have to find out what the population is
so they can include that in the salute.

LS: Were you one of those kids who couldn't
wait to get out of the small town, or do you miss
it?

RT: Imiss it. Al my family's there and | miss
them. | usually make it up there to see them for
a few days around Christmas, or if I'm
performing anywhere close, my parents and
some of my brothers and sisters will come and
see me. | have three brothers and two sisters - a
large family.

LS: How did you meet your manager Lib
Hatcher?

RT: | met herin North Carolina. She owned a
club called Country City USA, and | entered a
talent contest there when | was 16. | won and
started working there on weekends, and from
there it worked into a full time job. Then we
talked about her managing my career, and it
kind of went from there.

LS: What did your parents think of you
performing in a nightclub at such a young age?
RT: When I was doing it, one or both of them
were always with me. | started working in clubs
when | was 14, and my parents were always
looking out for me.

LS: Weren't you paroled to Lib at one point?
RT: Not really paroled, just kind of released in
her custody (laughs).

LS: What did you do?

RT: Ilacted kind of crazy when | was younger,
getting caught for driving under the influence
and trying to outrun policemen - nothing real
major.

LS: How did you end up in Nashville?

RT: Iworked at Country City for six years and
then moved to Nashville . Lib started managing
a place called The Nashville Palace, and |
started working there shortly after her, but
instead of singing, | was cooking and washing
dishes. | sang there every once in a while, and
eventually when | got a band together, it
worked into a full time job.

LS: Iheard a story that some people from
Wamer Bros. had heard that you were working
at The Nashville Palace and went there under
the assumption that you'd be performing. They
were real surprised to find out that you were the
one cooking their dinner.

RT: Yeah, | remember that. Pam Tillis was
performing there that night, and they came
back to see me in the kitchen after they saw
her. But Martha Sharp from Warner Bros. came
back and saw me on a night when | was singing,
and eventually signed me to the label. I've
been with Warner Bros. since February of
1985.

LS: How many record companies tumed you
down before you got the contract with Warner
Bros.?

RT: Most of the record companies in Nashville.
But 1 think that's probably for the best. | think |
was more ready for it when | was signed to
Warners, as far as my singing and being
mentally able to handle it.

LS: Since you gave your parents some trouble
when you were growing up, what do they think
of your success?

RT: They really like it, because they were the
ones who pushed me to do this. Daddy was the
one who bought me my first guitar, and he or
mama always made sure that me and my brother
Ricky got to our guitar lessons and that we
practiced. They would take us to perform
different places, and Daddy took me to enter
the talent contest at Lib's place. So they've
been behind me the whole time.

LS: Where did you get the song "1982"?

RT: From Carl Vipperman and Buddy
Blackmon, who are a couple of guys out of
Atlanta. The song was originally titled 1962, but
I was only three years old then, so we changed
it to a year that would suit me a little better.

LS: Tell me how it felt to receive the Best New
Male Vocalist award from the Academy Of
Country Music.

RT: It felt great. You know, nobody knew who
was gonna win, because they don't tell
anybody ahead of time. Plus | was up against
some great people in that category. So it was a
surprise, but a very nice surprise.

LS: Even though you've been playing in clubs
for quite a while, in the past year your career
has really skyrocketed. Has it all been a bit
overwhelming?

RT: Actually I'm really enjoying . It's all a bit
hard to believe at times. It takes a while for
things to start happening. We've been working
at it for about twelve years. But once it starts, it
seems to happen so quickly that it can be
overwhelming at times.

LS: There have been a lot of comparisons
made between you and George Jones and

Merle Haggard. Do you pattern yourself after
anyone?

RT: No, | don't try to. But there are so many
singers out there that it would be hard not to
sound a little like somebody. | don't feel bad
about the comparisons though. Merle and
George are definitely two of my favorites.

LS: Do you plan to keep your music very
traditional?

RT: Yeah, that's exactly what I'm gonna do. To
tell you the truth, | don't feel like | could do
anything else. Your voice has to fit the stuff you
do, and | think | would sound funny doing
anything else.

LS: Have you always been a songwriter, or is
this something you've just started doing
recently?

RT: I've been writing songs since | was about
17. | haven't been writing in the last couple of
months because |'ve been on the road so
much.

LS: You wrote a couple of songs on your
album. What was the idea behind "Send My
Body"?

RT: I'm not sure exactly where | got the idea for
the song. It certainly was not from anything
that's happened to me personally (laughs ). It
was just one of those strange ideas that you
occasionally come up with.

IT'S THE LAW

With all the deregulation, it's
sometimes a little easy to forget there
are still rules governing broadcasting.
To generalize, in many ways
unnecessarily restrictive rules have
been made more reasonable. So just
try to avoid being dishonest, and
you're OK, right? Not really. There
are still binders full of rules, and the
FCC still expects broadcasters to live
up to them. They still do surprise
inspections, and they still maintain
monitoring stations to evesdrop on
you. They still act on anonymous tips
and tapes from your competition, in
which you are caught doing something
wrong.

You don't have to keep a program
log anymore, but how are you going to
bill without one? And if you keep one,
it still has to be correct. A falsified log
still ranks as a capital offense,
because it's fraudulent. You still have
to take transmitter readings at least
every three hours. You still have to run
and receive EBS tests weekly. You
still have to have an up-to-date and
complete public inspection file, and a
staff that knows what to do when
somebody comes in and asks to see it.
You still have to have transmitting
equipment that runs, and is run,
according to legal parameters.

The major thrust of deregulation
has been to make the licensee--and
their management staff--responsible
for legal and correct operation of the
station, in the public interest, and to
prevent the following of rules from
being an end in itself, as it often was.
A good example of this is
Ascertainment. Remember that? You
no longer have to interview tons of
Community Leaders, to see what they
think you need to address in your
public affairs programming, nor do you
have to have any special P.A .
programming. But you are still

required to know what these problems
are, and interviews are still a good
way to document that you know (you
now have to update these lists every
three months, too, instead of every
year, and if you don't have a current
list in your public file, the FCC will
frown on you). And if you don't have
any public affairs programming, the
Commission may ask you to document
how you've addressed the problems
you've listed, then. It's easier to
continue to have some P.A.
programming--and keep a list of
shows, dates, and topics, fully up to
date, in the public file!!

There are still a couple of rules that
stations have always had problems
with that haven't been deregulated at
all, and | hear more violations than
ever. If a competitor tapes you
breaking one or both, it's still a fine of
$2,000 or so.

The first of these is the Sponsor
Identification Rule. Whoever is buying
the spots has to be identified on the air
as the sponsor. Thisis a
consumer-oriented rule (whoever is
trying to influence the consumer
should be identified), and thus is
unlikely ever to change. (This is the
rule that makes Payola illegal, by the
way; it's not illegal to "pay for play” so
long as the record is announced as
sponsored, and by whom, when it is
played.) A well known product name
will serve as sponsor ID, but a new or
unfamiliar one won't in many cases.
And it won't serve, if the famous name
is not the sponsor!! | can't tell you how
many times i've heard ads for soft
drinks and beers on even major
stations, with the name alone (or the
national manufacturer's name and
city) serving as Sponsor ID, when it
was really the focal bottler--not owned
by the drink manufacturer--as the
sponsor! This is illegal and will get

you a big cash fine if the station is
caught. If there are two possible
sponsors (a long national spot with a
local dealer tag), which one is paying
for it has to be made clear, too.

The other rule is the Lottery Rule.
With state lotteries now legal in many
states, the rule has been amended to
allow advertising such lotteries in the
states in which it is legal, and in
borderline states when applicable, but
otherwise the rule stands--and is
rigidly enforced. If you run ads or
PSA's rantioning door prizes and
raffles, you broke the rule. If your
client is advertising winning
something, and the customer has to
pay something to the advertiser to win
(even if it's just spinning for a discount
after deciding to buy something), it's a
lottery, and it's illegal. If you get
caught it's going to cost you.

There's something that is flatly
illegal, both with the law and with the
FCC, that will cost a license; and
something else the FCC considers a
capital offense, even if the law doesntt,
that I should remind you about --and |
will, next week. @

_COUNTRY SUMMARY.

The CMA Roundtable's San Francisco
workshop was held on Tuesday, July 15th,at
the San Francisco Airport Marriott Hotel, and
the three of us were anxious to attend. The
meetings started with a presentation by Bruce
Miller of Market Data Corp. The company did an
extensive study on the public's buying and
listening habits in various cities around the
United States. The results were encouraging
for Country Radio. Seven out of ten of those
surveyed expressed a liking for Country Music,
and five out of ten 18 to 24 year olds found
Country Music appealing, even if they aren't
regular listeners of Country. The conclusion
reached at the session was that Country Radio
should no longer write off that age group as

potential listeners. The next few sessions
consisted of panels, with a wide range of
industry leaders. One of the most heated
discussions occured when the subject of
advertising dollars spent by retailers was
brought up. Radio stations were shocked to
find out that approximately 80% of record
retailers budgets are spent advertising in
newspapers, as opposed to 20% going to
radio. Radio representatives argued that since
they were helping the retailers by exposing the
records, that they should receive the bulk of
advertising dollars. Retailers said that their
research indicates that newspaper advertising
is more effective. Radio was obviously not
pleased with that response, and the argument

continues. The roundtables offered the
opportunity for the attendees and the panalists
to discuss ideas and ask questions. The panels
earlier in the day served as a springboard for
these discussions. After the roundtable

ended, we made our way over to the St .Francis
Hotel for a cocktail reception for the Board Of
Directors of the CMA thrown by The Gavin
Report. It was a pleasure for ali of us to welcome
these distinguished guests to the San
Francisco Bay area. Overall, it was an enjoyable
and informative day. We enjoyed meeting many
of you, and hope our other correspondents will
be able to attend the Roundtable when it
comes to your area. We highly recommend it!

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FIGHTING THE PROBABILITY PLAGUE

There's a virulent disease that's sweeping
urban radio these days: blaming others for our
own mistakes...dipping ARBitron digits caused
by poor planning or sloppy work. Prcblems
caused by poor design or lack of direction is
one thing. But if | cut myself with a knife, am |
right to sue the company that made the blade?
How about the store that sold it to me, and the
quarry that supplied the stone that sharpened
it? My suit would be no more frivolous or
ridiculous than many that are filed - and won -
today. But in the not-too-distant future, that
day may come when knives and razors are
relegated to museums.

A lot of radio stations that had won or whose
owners and managers feel they should be
winning, or starting to win, or continuing to win
have problems with their math. In many
instances, the programmers, music directors
and consultants, and anyone else they can
blame have come under attack for their failures.
It's like any product or service whose
manufacturers or creators claim that it isn't the
machines or the services or systems that are at
fault, but the way some people operate them.
It's much the same with radio. If the cart
machine didn't fire, that's one thing, but if it
wasn't loaded properly, that's another. If you
add up the number of things that can and do go
wrong where the operator was at fault, you'd
soon have the answers to where the ratings
went. It's all a matter of math.

HOW SQUARE ARE YOUR ROOTS?

This simple radio math has as one of its
equations a problem whose solution involved
'square roots’. | mean, don't look now but your
corners are showing. And it's tough to cover
your corners when all around you are wrecked
angles. Ideas that just didn't jell. Contests that
just didn't add to your cume. Talent that just
didn't take. Love lyrics from big labels that just
didn't land. This, despite big buck giveaways,
billboards, television advertising and
fifteen-in-a-row!

You say you're really the program-director but

you really can't rally the forces because your
general manager won't approve anything that
doesn't originate with the sales department or
that costs money? Then it's up to you to work
with the sales department and that stingy G.M.
until you come up with a number that
everybody nods on. After all, they really want
to win too. Everybody scores when the
ARBitrons soar.

RADIO BY THE NUMBERS

Whether you're a programmer, music director,
top air-talent, or aspire to be, you have to
organize and systemize. And the best way to
do that is to reduce everything to math. For
example, take some time to listen to your show
and/or station for a while and list the number or
distractions you hear. We're not talking about
the commercials here either, although some of
them are certainly distracting...by design!
Listen for an hour. Write down everything that
airs. One way to do this is to have three or four
headings. Music, programming, production
and live. Give a value, say from one fo five, five
being best to each element. A "strong song”
for example would get a five, one that's burned
might get a one, etc. At the bottom of the
page, leave room for notes or things that might
need to be explained, because you'll probably
be doing this over an extended period of time
and you may have a problem trying to
remember exactly what some of those
shorthand notes meant. And it's a good idea to
'solve’ some of the problems you'll hear
immediately and you might want to write down
how you feel you could eliminate some of
those lower numbers.

NO CUME AT ALL
(To the tune of "No Moon At All")

Now before you ask, what does this all mean
and where is it going to get me? The applied
mathematics of radio, in this particular instance
simply mean that you are going to grade
yourself or your station.. .before some else
does...someone whose math is measured in
cumes and quarter hours. And if you're going
to really get something out of this exercise, you
have to be brutally frank and honest - especially

about your mistakes. | mean a bad stop setis a
bad stop set and it could cost. A bad stop set
can be no higher than a one. One that just
blows you away should be a five. Now let's look
at some basics! Are the call -letters and/or dial
position there? Are they re-inforced, or
swallowed ? Did the jingle link up well with the
song? Are the other involvement elements like
time-checks in there? Are you 'crutching’ on
lyrics in your back-announce? Are you
prepared? Are you able to take a national item
from your show prep and localize it without
being wordy? How well do you avoid
redundancy? Do you say the same things over
and over again about the same artists, the same
records? If you're a programmer or music
director, do your record rotations and sweeps
reflect the image that you're trying to create
with the station? How well does it stack up to
your competition? Because after you've done
this mathematical critique on yourself or your
station, you must turn around and do the exact
same thing with your competition and be just as
honest as you can.

ONE PLUS ONE - WINNABLE ADDITION

After you've critiqued yourself and your
competition, you're still not finished. If you're
an air-talent set your recorder or have someone
close to you tape the competition while you're
on...same day, same daypart, cause you've got
to go one-on-one with your compeiition and if
your math indicates they're ahead, close or
closing, better get busy. If you're a program or
music director, here's a question or two you
must answer. Are your most effective
programming elements, which include fully
researched 'safe’ songs, carefully placed into
the most listened to quarter-hours or those you
hope soon will be? Normally for most high
energy, mass appeal urban stations, the largest
number of tune-ins occur in the first quarter
hour.....between the top of the hour and :15.
We'll go into why and what should go into the
first quarter hour next time. The new radio math
is like @ map...so you can get there from here. @
