so there were two major music business stories 

in the general /consumer press this past week or 
so. The continuing Bruce phenomenon 
continues, and our whole industry will profit BIG 
from the madness created by the live set. One 
local Tower clerk told us he hasn't seen anything 
like it since the release of The 1910 Fruitgum 
Co.'s "Indian Giver & Other Hits." But, 
semi -seriously, The Boss is bringing throngs into 
the stores, and some of them are actually leaving 
with OTHER product. It can only help us all. 

The second story was a bit smaller, but no less 
significant in THIS observer's mind: 

Sinatra got sick. In case you don't recall, he's 
the guy who had a Bruce -type fuss made over 
him in the early Forties. He also had similar fusses 
made over him in the Fifties, Sixties and 
Seventies. We've personally observed a 

startlingly frenetic response to his appearances in 

the Eighties. So last week, aged 70 and pushing 
71 real hard, he got sick. It's the first time he's 
been sick, and it's serious sick, too --or certainly 
reads that way. We figure that having 12 inches of 
intestine removed from wherever they remove 
intestines from can be called serious sick. Seeing 
the story made us think about Sinatra and his 
impact on our life. We have more than a few 
thoughts about him: 

1. He'd never been sick before, which is 

amazing when you think about the gallons of Jack 
Daniels and the acres of cigarettes he's ingested, 
a lot of them right on stage. In fact, just recently 
we were wondering aloud to our wife Rosemary 
about how he always shows up for his gigs...and 
apparently has for about FIFTY years. It amazed 
us that we could purchase Sinatra tickets in June 
for a December concert and somehow, some 
way, despite the Jack Daniels and advancing 
years, he's always there. Always. (You'll note that 
we said PURCHASED our tickets. That's because 
our Warners friend Chris Crist never parts with a 
comp.) WE have hangovers. WE blow 
engagements, and we're CENTURIES younger 
than Frank. He always shows up. 

2. Kitty Kelly's unauthorized bio of The 
Chairman was filled with undocumented stuff 
about nuns being beaten up and God knows 
what WORSE horrors. We're sick of hearing about 
it, and we don't like Kitty Kelly. SHE hasn't given 
us uninterrupted decades of pleasure like he has. 
So he supposedly punched a reporter or three. 
Big deal. They probably deserved it. And we 
maintain that he never ran over an Associated 
Press guy with his car. The pushy kid clearly got in 

the WAY of his car. 
3. Back in the Fifties, there was a little joke that 

went something like, "Whose albums does 
Sinatra listen to when HE'S trying to score ?" This 
referred to the fact that everyone "made out" with 
Sinatra LP's playing in the background...and that 
millions of Yuppies were conceived with Frank/ 
Nelson Riddle or Frank/Gordon Jenkins on the 
MONO. 

4. Has anyone else...ANYONE...been hot for 
five decades? We can't think of anyone else. This 
guy never even had a Victory Tour. He just kept 
showing up and singing. Has anyone else worked 
giant venues for eons without the aid of lasers, 
smoke bombs and other supportive 
paraphernalia? 

Don't think for a minute that we idolize F.S. so 
much that we're blind to reality or difference of 
opinion. We have enough sense of humor to 
appreciate Joe Piscopo's cutting impression of 
Frank doing the Stones' "Under My Thumb." It's 
just that we thought this might be a good week for 
both of you readers to pick up the $300 boxed 
set of Sinatra in the Capitol Years. You can 
probably find it discounted somewhere. We 
suggest you sit down and listen to it in the 
company of a loved one. It could lead to the birth 
of yet another Yuppie. 

One final thought, and it's a selfish one: Get 
well, Frank --and fast. We could stand to hear "I've 
Got You Under My Skin" just one...more...time.

The Gavin Interview: 
Paul Kantner and Jack Casady 
by Keith and Kent Zimmerman 

! without first hearing their music, it would be easy to prejudge the KBC 
Band as just another nostalgic send -up salutation to the long -gone 
Sixties. Yet the result of Paul Kantner, Marty Satin and Jack Casady's 
admittedly clashing personalities is music that deals with real and current 
emotions and moments. Unlike some who have sold out since the last two 
decades, Kantner and Casady have absorbed what they've learned from 
the groundbreaking Jefferson Airplane and applied it wholeheartedly to 
the new KBC Band. Our conversation took place at Kantner's marvelous 
house in San Francisco. A giant picture window revealing the Golden Gate 
Bridge and its lightish -blue waters made its subtle presence known 
throughout our visit. You get the impression that Casady and Kantner are 
musical thinkers, so the discussion started, temptingly enough, with 
politics. 

KZ: Do you think today's rock n roll 
musicians generally lack a political point 
of view? 
PK: Today? I think there's a place for everything. 
Back in the Sixties, you had everything from the 
Beatles to the Monkees. They all had their place 
and they all contributed something. The 
Monkees brought in people who are listening to 
Tchaikovsky and Beethoven now, Ozzy 
Osbourne or whatever, its all a stepping stone. 
We have U2 now, the Police, the Amnesty 
Concerts. You have people more serious like 
Meilencamp. There are people really concerned. 
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"Perfume or Coca -Cola or soap or 
beer is not what 1 think our music is 
supposed to be for."

Bruce Springsteen is probably the most popular 
artist today. 
KZ: But nobody's talking about Lebanon 
or Nicaragua. 
PK: They will. 
JC: Bruce Cockburn does. 
PK: The Clash did on "Sandinista." 
KZ: I still personally feel that we've 
entered some kind of neo- Eisenhower 
Era. 
PK: The entire Seventies were. Now we're 
struggling out of that. 
KZ: Let's talk about the lyrics to 
"America." 
PK: There's a strength to America, even with all 
the shit we've given it --and rightfully so. America 
has stood up through it all. People are still alive 
through all the drugs, rock n roll, police and the 
civil rights onslaught. The country's the same 
way. That's the strength of this country. There's 
so many diverging outlaw elements that none can 
take over. One sweeping fundamentalist religion, 
right -wing politics of 1984, the military- -none of 
those elements can get strong enough to 
eventually dominate the whole entire country. 

Illy That's because the world is full of redneck crazy 
assholes, KKK, right -wing survivalists, left-wing 
crazies, Charles Manson to Ronald Reagan. This 
country is a madhouse. Nobody would want to be 
in control or responsible for that many divergent 
types. They're uncontrollable. The world is crazy. 
It seems to be getting algebraically...I was going 
to say worse but...different. Greater each year. 
KZ: Do you agree with (novelist) William 
Faulkner that mankind will prevail over 
its problems? 
PK: Oh yes. I'm very optimistic, naively so. That's 
why I'm in this band putting up with all this 
insanity. If the music holds true, it's good. If it's 
not, then you fall by the wayside. 
JC: We have to make the music. The hunger for 
me, and Paul too, is that I'm four years older, so 
I've got that much more in me to get out. It's not 
like it's less. 
KZ: Jack, the last few bands you were in, 
SVT and Yanks, were very modern. You 
had left the Jefferson Airplane and 
during the New Wave times you were up 
there playing with those bands.

JC: I was playing constantly. It was a real intense 
and emotional period of time for me. It was a 

necessary step for change and, whether I did it or 
not, it was going on around me and I responded 
to it. The people I played with were just as 
important as any other band. We were traveling 
around the country for two months at a time, 
always playing. You get your fans and people see 
how real you are onstage. To me, it's always a 

band format. You develop your material and 
everybody just thrashes it out. 
KZ: I remember when you guys first 
formed the Jefferson Airplane. It was 
very much a folk, acoustic type of band. 
PK: Yeah. It was a lot of combined elements. 
Marty and I brought that to the band, along with 
theatrics as well. (Lead guitarist) Jorma 
(Kaukonen) brought in a whole blues side of folk. 
Jack brought in an electric (bass) bottom and 
Grace (Slick) was...God knows where. The nature 
of the band was strong chaotic personalities 
clashing. Not hostility like The Who, but a general 
strain of characters who would normally not get 
along with one another. 
JC: Also, Jorma hadn't played a lot of electric 
guitar, so he developed his electric guitar style 
through the band. And it was the same with Paul. I 

had played bass with a variety of bands but I had 
stopped playing for a year or so.Then the chance 
of having all original material allowed me to 
develop my own style rather than copying 
somebody else. That was real important to me 
when I was around twenty years old. 
PK: When we started, people weren't used to 
doing that. Most people didn't have original 
material. It must have been Bob Dylan and the 
Beatles that gave everybody the desire to write 
their own stuff. The Beatles had a lot to do with 
stretching the borders of music beyond the Tin 
Pan Alley approach of the one -four -five kind of 
songs or the C/A Minor /F /G kind of songs. 
KZ: The Starship was obviously going 
into another direction than you wanted 
to go. 
PK: (laughs) Well, that's obviously why I left. Just 
for that reason. It's as simple as -what do they say 
in magazines ? -- musical differences. Basically, that 
was it. Musical and cultural differences. It was not 
like there was a big moral imperative whether to 

play this song or that song. It was not a mor 
issue, it was just taste. It's what you want to be o 

what you don't want to be. I didn't want to be the 
spokesman for Nestle, which the Starship is now. 
That really goes against my grain for music. It's 

very tempting and the money in it is very good. I 

have to admit if I were starving and my children 
had to go to school, I might be in a position where 
I would accept that. But I hope that that choice will 
never be there. Actually, I could do a couple of 
corporate sponsorships like we did with Levi's in 

the Sixties, which I thought was totally honorable. 
I could do something like Sony, who make great 
equipment, or something like that. But perfume 
or Coca -Cola or soap or beer is not what I think our 
music is supposed to be for. But then a lot of 
people these days don't use music that way. It's 
just a job. Music became so popular after a while 
that instead of being a dentist or a doctor, Johnny 
can go be a rock musician. Buy a condo for his 
wife or his parents. It's entered that whole level. 
It's not the spirit of what the KBC Band is all about. 
KZ: Do you think by talking about 
Lebanon, that's closer to the spirit? 
PK: Springsteen does that. 
KZ: But he's not as specific about it as 
you are. 
JC: He has a different approach, more of a 
blue -collar, working man's approach. He doesn't 
inspect major events in his lyrics. 
PK: I'm speaking in more general terms. I think he 
approaches that. Lebanon was just on the news. 
Next year it'll be Paris. 
KZ: But a song like "Marie)" is a gut -level 
political statement, whereas some 
musicians now tend to be so general 
that Ronald Reagan can quote them in a 

speech. 
PK: Well I don't want to be like that. (laughs) 

"Mariel" was quite forwardly listed in the album as 
being dedicated to Nora Astorga. 
KZ: Who is she? 
PK: She was a Sandinista lawyer working 
undercover in the Somoza regime. She was 
beautiful and some general was going after her. 
Eventually she invited him up to her flat and four 
of her Sandinista buddies jumped out of the 
closet and intended on holding him in exchange 
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for some Sandinista prisoners. But he got real 
macho and they ended up killing him. She had to 
flee into the mountains for the next five years with 
the Sandinistas until they won control of the 
government. She then became a Minister of 
Information and was later appointed Ambassador 
to the United States, and was refused by the 
Reagan Administration because the guy she had 
killed was a CIA operative. Finally she was 
appointed the United Nations representative for 
the Sandinistas. It's that spirit of revolution and 
not taking any shit. The name Mariel combines 
everything about South America, culturally and 
romantically. It suggests Hemingway, the Cuban 
connection to Nicaragua and the Spanish 
connection. 
KZ: Does Nicaraguan President Daniel 
Ortega bother you? 
PK: Of course. But what I drew off from there was 
the spirit that every revolutionary faction has of 
taking care of some amount of business. None of 
them succeed and they almost all fail by their own 
weight eventually. The same crimes they fought 
against, they become themselves if they're not 
careful. The Sandinistas are balancing back and 
forth. There's a semi -questionable element, but 
the spirit is ongoing around the world to South 
Africa and, like the song, Chile. There's that direct 
mention of Victor Jara. Same thing. It's that spirit 
of not putting up with bullshit whether it takes 
your life or not. Rock n roll does that. It's into the 
fire, as it were, without too much concern for your 
own public safety. But somebody needs to do 
that. It needs to be done and I learned it from the 
civil rights movement. 
JC: Then there's our role as government, which is 
hazy. There's all this disinformation coming out 
lately. Its a big surprise to a lot of people. 
PK: I think half of the assassinations and 
explosions and grenadings are done by the side 
that are getting grenaded these days, be it Chile, 
Israel or Syria. You can't tell who is doing what 
anymore. 
KZ: Going back to "America," who is this 
character, Jenny Bowen, in the song? 
PK: She's an idealized compendium of women, 
like the girl in The Terminator. Did you see The 
Terminator? She's that kind of a figure. She's a 
fictional person, drawn from several real people. 
KZ: I thought she was real. 
PK: Well she is, in a way that any character in a 
novel is drawn from reality. It makes them real. 
She's drawn from people who have had those 
problems. My guitar player's father was killed in 
Viet Nam. 
KZ: I was really moved by that song. 
PK: Me too. You should hear the long version. 
We performed it once, actually. There's one 
section that goes into some Woody Guthrie 
snippets from "This Land Is Your Land." It goes 
into some old people's problems --two old people 
going down the street, just having a conversation 
about how hard life is these days. Then 
eventually Jenny Bowen is standing before the 
Viet Nam Wall looking for her husband's name, 
crying with a little baby in her arms. She meets this 
other soldier there and they go walking off into 
the sunset. 
KZ: In listening to the album, I saw a 
distinct personality difference between 
side one and side two. 
PK: There's a distinct personality difference 
between Marty and Paul, just to start with, as 
songwriters. That's been the strength of the 
band. Like the guitar player and the bass player, 
each one has a strength of his own. None of our 
bands have been bands where too many people 

do copy songs of ours. Not too many people 
cover our songs because they're more like 
Broadside folkers than a Tin Pan Alley. Marty 
brings a great touch of Tin Pan Alley to the band. 
He'll get away with "I love you baby" because he 

means it. A few people do. Don Johnson's 
"Heartbeat." That's his arrangement, by the way. 
Marty has been doing that song for three to five 
years with his band. Marty gave (songwriter) 
Wendy Waldman a copy of his band doing it --the 
same arrangement, the key changes. And we 
rejected it for our album. 
KZ: Are there any plans for the KBC 
Band to do something visually special 
onstage? 
PK: Onstage? That's me dragging everybody 
else screaming into the video age. I like big 
screens. Laurie Anderson uses a screen that 
way. It's a logical transition from what we used to 
do. Using video, synthesizers and pieces of film 
behind you onstage is striking. I like the way 
people use a whole block of television sets. 
Hopefully we'll do something like that for our next 
stage show when we're in a real theater.

KZ: What has been your fascination for 
the Airplane and the Starship playing 
those legendary free concerts In Golden 
Gate Park? Do you like to fight with the 
city of San Francisco over permits? 
PK: That's half the reason now. (laughs) The 
other half is that it's the best gig we play --for me 
anyway. You've got everything going on, from 
families to children to Hell's Angels to Navy men 
to policemen on horseback to helicopters flying 
over. And it's all free and everybody's having a 
great time. There's no lines and there's no patting 
you down. There's no, "Let me see your ticket." 
None of that is there. You have a really receptive 
audience and it's the funnest place to play. All 
these stadium gigs that they do -- fortunately they 
don't do so many anymore -- are basically trying to 
recapture that spirit. They're trying to do a 
Woodstock or Monterey, which is a direct 
descendent of playing in the park for free. 
They've been doing it for centuries. John Philip 
Sousa in the park. 
KZ: What kind of touring plans do KBC 
currently have? 
JC: Just doing some showcase shows, Christmas 
shows, charity shows. We'll get a tour started early 
Spring before it gets too cold. 
KZ: What made you guys choose Arista 
Records for your label? 
PK: Arista made the best,most conclusive, overall 
offer of both freedom and money. They have the 
ability of having the intimacy of a small company 
office rather than an RCA, Columbia or a Warner 
Brothers. We would probably get lost in that, 
being the mavericks we are to start with. I think 
we're a hard sell right from the outset. 
KZ: What do you mean? 
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PK: (laughs) Here's some more old guys. What 
are they going to do? Play their hit and squeak 
offstage or something? (laughs) 
JC: Clive Davis came out to talk with us. He didn't 
talk to us to shine us on. He's knowledgeable in 

the music end of it and he's a contemporary. He 

wants to prove something and we want to prove 
something. It's a good combination. 
KZ: Was Clive Davis your main link with 
Arista Records from the beginning? 
PK: He was involved right from the outset. That's 
another thing that we like. The other presidents 
were a little less involved. 
JC: Clive's personally attached to his reputation 
and he's sincere about his work and not just 
looking into how many records are sold. 
KZ: He's also a strong personality. 
PK: Yeah. I like strong personalities. That's what 
makes this band. 
KZ: Are you guys in this for the long 
run? 
PK: Never. You never know what you're in for in 

this business. You should know that by now. Part 
of being in this business is being open to 
whatever is coming over the horizon next year. 
We've never booked five months in advance, 
much less five years. 
KZ: What is Marty's role in the band? 
PK: He's the lead singer, number one. He and I 

do a lot of the idea work together. (Makes a 
clashing motion with two fists.) Sparks fly. The 
stuff that stays, we keep. He is also an avid song 
collector, or a "song whore" as he likes to call 
himself. He'll get a song from anybody and keep 
it, build it and work on it. The Don Johnson song 
( "Heartbeat ") is an example. 
KZ: From a publishing point of view? 
PK: No. He'll gather songs to sing with a band. 
He's a singing junkie. He loves to perform. He 
gets physical, yogic completion out of drawing air 
into his lungs and having it process through. 
Singing is a very good way to do that. It's one of 
the most aerobic kind of things you can do. It gets 
the air deep which is where it does the most 
good. He gets off on that level as well as just 
collecting songs and fashioning them with me 
and Jack. Its like that big ball in Raiders Of The 
Lost Ark. 
KZ: So you gather things from the 
positive collisions as well as the 
negative ones in the band? 
PK: The negative fields as much as the positive 
ones. You can either accept the negative or fight 
the negative. No matter what you do, it's gonna 
be there. When it's raining, you can either curse 
the rain or put up an umbrella. 
JC: It's a challenge too. Sometimes you come 
back with a better idea. 
PK: I've come to love the rain. I live in the fog. I 

don't know if you know this area, but this is total 
fog sixty percent of the year. You come to learn to 

live with the fog. Then you come to love the fog 
and enjoy the fog. 
KZ: Do you guys have any perceptions 
about radio? 
PK: Not accurate ones. (laughs) 
JC: It seems to be changing. Everytime I try to find 
a station on the radio, their formats shift and 
change and they seem to be in a state of flux 
themselves. 
PK: I like Howard Stern. Some people hate him, 
some people love him. I just like him because he's 
so out on the edge. He's so perfect for New York. 
KZ: What does the small oriental symbol 
on the album cover mean? 
PK: It's like the Chinese stamp that they put on 

artwork. It says seven. Seven guys in the band.

DON'T WAIT TO 
GO AM STEREO 

Ikeep reading in the trades that AM 
broadcasters are frustrated: They want to go 
stereo, but aren't sure which system to pick. I 

have also read of appeals to the FCC to "pick a 
system" to end the "impasse" in the marketplace. 

This reminds me on the childhood tale of the 
emperor and his new clothes. Just as the fairy-tale 
emperor was persuaded he was wearing clothes 
when he was in fact naked, an amazing number of 
allegedly intelligent people seem to believe 
there's an impasse where none exists. As I 

pointed out in last week's column, there are well 
over a million AM stereo receivers available to the 
public. All tune in the Motorola C -Quam (and 
Motorola -compatible) AM stereo broadcasts, and 
of the one percent that tune Kahn -Hazeltine AM 
stereo, all also tune Motorola C -Quam stereo. 
There are no Kahn -only AM stereo radios, 
despite some promises a few years ago from the 
Muta company. What AM broadcaster would want 
to install an AM stereo system that can be 
received by only one percent of available 
receivers, when by installing a C -Quam 
transmission system, they can reach every last 
AM stereo receiver, in stereo? There is no 
impasse --and no reason to wait to go stereo. 

As for the argument that there is no consumer 
demand and /or no receivers available, this is 
nonsense. For most new ideas, consumer 
demand occurs after exposure. The consumer, 
educated by bad receivers to believe that AM 
sounds terrible and FM sounds great, is naturally 
not too interested in the concept of AM stereo. I 

have watched the faces of people when I put the 
headphones on them and let them hear AM 
stereo for the first time. Not one has failed to be 
impressed and amazed. Most have expressed 
some interest in getting a radio to listen to AM 
stereo. Some have spontaneously exclaimed, 
This is better than FM stereo!" -- which, of course 

it certainly can be, since less clipping and 
processing is necessary to transmit it correctly, 
and it is not subject to the distortions and fading 
of "multipath" as FM is. 

Then, of course, there is the argument that 
stereo is for music, and a service- or talk- oriented 
station will not benefit from it This, too, is 
nonsense. We hear in stereo, and anything that 
can be transmitted can be transmitted in stereo. If 
you have that stereo pilot tone on your signal to 
switch C -Quam receivers into the stereo mode, 
you're ahead of the game. If there really is some 
stereo there, you're way ahead of the game. At 
least one all -talk station with a C -Quam stereo 
generator on line and in operation is the 
CBS -owned KNX/AM in Los Angeles. From a 
distance of 1,000 miles at night, they have 
switched on the stereo circuitry of the car I've 

been driving lately (a Dodge Aries with a stock 
factory- installed AM stereo /FM stereo). I can't 
hear anything there in stereo, and perhaps they 
have it on just to activate the receivers, but it 
certainly does that. Every FM station I tune in 
switched to stereo on this receiver, no matter 
what its format or talk content. During the daytime, 
only two AM stations switch to stereo of the many 
I receive. At night, I get a number more by 
skywave. (The most distant AM stereo I've 
received on this car radio --and the quality was 
good --was WCCO -Minneapolis, quite a ways from 
Portland, Oregon, where I was driving.) 

For the station that has no stereo programming, 
or doesn't have stereo control board facilities, 
there is of course always the alternative of using 
an Orban stereo synthesizer in the mono line just 
ahead of the stereo generator. It's not real stereo, 
but it gives surprisingly dimensional quality to 
much of program content when properly tuned to 
a satisfactory compromise setting. (If you're 
holding out for "real stereo" or nothing, reflect 
that, in its first incarnation as an automated 
"oldies" station more than a decade ago, 
KRTH /FM -Los Angeles transmitted a "stereo" 
that consisted of bass -heavy audio on one 
channel and thin and tinny audio on the other, 
mono being fed into two graphic equalizer 
channels with opposite EC) patterns. It mono'd 
fine and sounded normal. The Orban device is 
much more sophisticated, but it mono's perfectly, 
too. KRTH got ratings doing that! So go stereo 
now and upgrade to full stereo -sourcing later.) 
AM will really benefit when most or all of the 
stations tuned in turn on the stereo light. But if 
you are waiting till the other guy does it, we come 
to the final point. 

Do you remember why we have color TV today? 
It wasn't because of the excitement of color --the 
early sets were dim; colors misregistered (flesh 
was often green), and they were very expensive. 
RCA, whose color transmission system was 
adopted, presented a number of color programs, 
but the other two major networks were mostly 
uninterested. Walt Disney moved his weekly 
program from ABC, for which it had been 
extremely important, to NBC when ABC refused 
to transmit it in color. Only NBC /RCA plugged 
color, sold small amounts of color sets, and kept 
supporting them with color programs. (You recall 
the peacock unfurling at the start of each show, 
no doubt.) Color TV was being disparaged, as AM 
stereo is being disparaged today. 

Then something happened which began the 
rush to color and made color TV the worldwide 
standard today. It was a little thing -a survey 
underwritten by NBC /RCA. And it found that (get 
this) people with color TV sets tended to watch 
color TV programs! This astounding revelation

was all it took. The three networks were neck and 
neck then, as they try to be now, and when ABC 
and CBS reflected that NBC might have a definite 
ratings advantage in the few percent of American 
homes with color TVs, they began transmitting 
color programs of their own to equalize that 
difference. With more color programs, the 
receivers became plentiful, greatly improved and 
far less expensive. 

NBC is the leader at the moment in TV stereo, 
while CBS and ABC are doing very little with it 
Undoubtedly, NBC will have the edge now in 
households that have stereo TV receivers, which 
are steadily increasing, until at some point the 
network competition wakes up. (PBS is also 
supporting TV stereo in a big way.) 

From listening to AM stereo daily, and AM 
mono daily, on a C -0uam car radio, I can now tell 
you that, from my own behavior, I deduce that 
one is much more apt to listen to an AM stereo 
station than a mono one when there is a choice. 
The C -Quam compatible AM stereo stations are 
developing an advantage over their mono 
competitors among consumers with AM 
stereo --who number over a million already, just 
from radios in the new cars they've bought. Now 
that Motorola seems to be doing away with the 
"AM -ST" button to push to get AM stereo in favor 
of having the receiver switch automatically to 
stereo when the C -Quam pilot tone is received on 
a station, this advantage should increase. 

If you let the other stations go stereo first, it will 
eventually hurt you in the ratings. How about that 
for a reason to go stereo...NOW?

THIRTY YEARS 
OF HYGIENE 

Every once in a while I leaf through some old 
research and become quite embarrassed. The 
reason I become embarrassed is because some of 
that research that's supposedly "outdated" is in 

fact so relevant to the realities of today that I 

wonder why its taking this long for us to realize it. 

Case in point: About 30 years ago a fellow named 
Frederick Herzberg asked a sample of employees 
the following set of questions: 

"Think of a time when you were really satisfied 
or motivated on your job. Describe it. Now think of 
a time when you were really dissatisfied on your 
job. Describe it." 

Before I tell you what Herzberg found out, try 
answering the questions yourself. First, describe 
the circumstances or the event in which you felt 
really high and turned on to your job; then do the 
same thing for a time when you felt really 
dissatisfied or unhappy about your job. 

Herzberg found that people's "satisfaction" 
answers revolved around factors like "the work was 
interesting," "I was given responsibilities," "I was 
recognized for good performance," "I felt I was 
learning and developing myself" or "I felt I was 
achieving something important." Notice that these 
answers involve the content of the work itself, the 
intrinsic aspects of the job and the need to grow 
and develop on the job. 

In contrast, Herzberg found that people's 
"dissatisfaction" answers revolved around factors 
like "People were being laid off," The boss was a 

jerk," "My colleagues were incompetent," "The pay 
was unfair," "Company policies were a joke," "My 
office was small and uncomfortable" and so on. 
Notice that these answers involve the external 
environment of the job, or the extrinsic segments 
of the job. 

Do these findings jibe with your answers? 
Herzberg proposed a rather radical hypothesis 

in the late 1950's, and it's one which is still 
considered unorthodox or flaky. He stated that 
there are certain factors which can prevent 
dissatisfaction, but they are not as effective in 

causing satisfaction and motivation. These 
factors- -which he called "hygiene" factors -- include: 
pay, job security, supervision, interpersonal 
relationships, the physical work environment and 
company policies. 

In other words, good hygiene factors like a 
good boss, a nice group of colleagues, a fair 
paycheck, job security, a clean, pleasant 
environment and reasonable company policies, 
mean employees will probably not be dissatisfied. 
But that doesn't mean that they will be satisfied or 
motivated. According to Herzberg, real satisfaction 
and motivation on an ongoing daily basis will 
emerge only when the following factors --which he 

called "satisfiers" and "motivators " --are part of an 

employee's worklife: a sense of achievement; 
recognition for good work done; meaningful and 
worthwhile responsibilities; challenging interesting 
tasks and projects; and opportunity for 
professional advancement and personal growth 
and learning while on the job. 

Think about it: Herzberg said this 30 years ago! 
For 30 years, managers have been playing around 
with improving "hygiene" factors and still they 
complain about their employees' motivation. 
Herzberg would have predicted that. But those 
companies that --in addition to providing good 
hygiene factors --are also consciously trying to 
redesign people's jobs so they also get more of 
the "motivators," are finding out that people are 
indeed becoming more motivated. 

In truth, Herzberg's theory has been found to 
be overly simplistic and not completely accurate. 
But the major thrust of his argument has been 
corroborated repeatedly: The challenge for 
managers is to redesign their people's jobs --and 
this includes clerks, janitors, programmers and 
secretaries --so that those "motivators" are present 
to a significantly greater degree than they are now. 
Until managers consciously start doing this, it is 

unlikely they will able to get sustained optimal 
performance from their people . Fooling around 
solely with the "hygiene" factors and ignoring the 
"motivators" is an expensive and losing 
proposition in the long run. 

One manager, for example, gave the janitors a 
budget to run, allowed them to do all materials 
testing and purchasing (salesmen had to visit the 
janitors), allowed them to schedule themselves, 
encouraged them to develop and implement new 
ideas on improving maintenance and efficiency, 
and recognized them publicly for their superb 
work. Unsurprisingly, the cleanliness and tidiness 
of the buildings improved so much that the 
manager was accused of slipping the janitors 
speed pills. Nobody could believe that those "lazy, 
good- for -nothing janitors" could have changed 
their attitudes and behaviors so dramatically. 
Herzberg wouldn't have been surprised. But then 
again, he only wrote his theories 30 years ago. I 

wonder if it'll take another 30 years before the 
majority of managers start believing him.

FIRST THINGS FIRST 
OR FOOTNOTES...BY HAND 
As Oran "Juice" Jones says, "First things, first." 

Even without the hot chocolate or mangled 
metaphors, it helps to take things in order. And for 
those of us in the Urban radio and music 
industries, proceeding in an orderly fashion means 
looking at the things that are really important to our 
audience beyond the music. You say nothing 
really counts after the music? Wrong. Issues which 
affect our adult audience are important to them. 
And making certain the right PSA's run, the right 
issues which affect our communities get on the 
news and public affairs shows gives our stations a 
better, more responsible image. 

Although we have come a long way in the past 
ten years, we've still got a long way to go, and to be 
seen as a station that would serve these 
enlightened people's new needs, it's important 
that we keep up. This past decade showed that 
many in our target audience are acquiring more 
education, going to school in greater numbers and 
staying in school longer. Yes, there are still many 
problems connected with our youth - -- drugs, 
pregnancy -- -but some great strides have been 
made. Fifty -four percent of black males and 
fifty -eight percent of black females have finished 
high school during the past decade. Just ten years 
earlier the figures were thirty -six and forty -one 
percent, respectively. 

One sign of a stimulated economy is the 
encouraging number of better -paying jobs that 
recent studies show have increased substantially 
between 1976 and today. 

Now this does not mean that we 've got it made. 
It does not mean that we've made such significant 
progress that we should feel satisfied. And 
certainly this does not mean that were more 
satisfied with the efforts of government. Nor does 
it mean that there is no hostility to those 
government programs which have been initiated. 
What is significant is that those who listen to our 
radio stations and buy the music we play have a lot 
of growing, different and sometimes conflicting 
interests. Those who went into unions fifteen 
years ago have different notions about senority 
than those who have just managed to get in. Black 
entrepreneurs are concerned about such things 
as capital gains. The views of minority bankers on 
interest rates are likely to be very different from 
those of minority borrowers or civil rights 
organizations. The issues that concern blacks 
often transcend race. 

KEEPING YOUR CUTTING EDGES KEEN 
Why, you might ask, is it important for an Urban 

music station to be involved with issues like these? 
One reason, and perhaps the most important 
reason, is image! Stations profit by carving a 
unique niche in the listeners' and advertisers' 
minds. Once this is done, it's nearly impossible for 
a competitor to co -opt it from you. And it goes 
without saying that the public is better served by 
having their favorite music station keep them fully 

informed so they don't have to change stations to 
get some information that research shows is 

important to them. And a unique- sounding, 
full -service station is likely to attract a more 
specialized adult audience segment. 

If you're still skeptical of an Urban audience's 
interest in hearing issues and items which affect 
them, you may be misreading the new Urban 
audience. It's often very issue -oriented and 
concerned. Our studies have shown it can be 
upwardly mobile and educated 25 -34 adults who 
come to the station primarily for the music, but they 
often profile the same as news /information 
listeners except they're younger and tend to 
prefer to get their news from television. If you've 
any doubt about this, check the ratings and 
make -up of the news -talk stations in your area, 
especially during morning drive. You'll find that a 
large part of your target audience is really into news 
and information. Now, it would be foolish to try to 
compete with a news -talk station in providing 
information, but it would be just as foolish to 
pretend that just playing the music is enough. Next 
time you do some auditorium testing or research 
beyond the music, see what kind of feedback you 
get from the adults when asked what do they want 
besides the music. 

KNIFE SUPPORT SYSTEM 
Yes, you've got to keep your station sharp, 

whether you're the program director, music 
director, air personality, news person or manager. 
The bottom line is an approach that will enable you 
to use a particular format's commonly accepted 
musical parameters. Perhaps it is taking a bit of a 
chance, taking on new responsibilities with issues 
and talk segments and involvement elements. But 
if no one had ever taken a chance there would be 
no new Urban formats. If no one had agreed to try 
some of the innovative things that have worked 
with Urban- formatted stations and simply said, 
"Show me where it's already worked or working," 
we might still be doing what we were doing ten 
years ago. We could still be doing "me too" formats 
with consultants whose forte is other formats and 
who are light -years away from the shallowest Urban 
experience. 

So staying sharp in the '80's means more than 
just getting the right music and air talent and 
contests together. It means honing your entire 
station's sound so that you are a full -service station 
for your total audience. 

Tomorrow will be here sooner than we think, 
and with it will come many new questions which 
must be answered. The future is now a reality that 
must be prepared for by all who want to be part of 
it. And somehow it has little feeling or patience for 
those who are not prepared for it. Knowledge is 

perhaps the most important item that we can 
acquire and then pass on. Growth is continuous 
and ongoing. Many cities have grown so fast that 
their outskirts no longer cover their extremities.
