Over the past several weeks no less
than a dozen PDs and MDs have
remarked how the abundance of
urban/dance material and female
vocalists has made it hard to balance
their stations musically. Although I
thought the old rule about not playing
two female artists or two urban songs
back to back was gone, an unscientific
sampling showed 50% of you would
avoid doing so at all costs. That will
cause problems when half the songs in
the top ten are by females. Keep in
mind that the audience is most likely
to respond to the sound rather than
the artist. Proper music flow is the big
difference between two stations with
similiar lists.

Yes, it is true that, glancing at the
current crop of releases, it can be said
that the women have taken over in
the summer of '87. Besides our top
three CHARTBOUND records and the
week's most added track, the hottest
record and artist on the street is
MADONNA, or, as rock impressario
Bill Graham called her, "the Lana
Turner of 1987." It's not too often you
see a HIT FACTOR go from 27% to
69%!! The only question now is.. when
it gets to number one, how long will it

In
exchange for $50 million
dollars and up to eight percent
of Westwood One stock, NBC
parent General Electric
essentially sold Westwood its
affiliate agreements with more
than 700 stations across the
country. NBC Radio, Talknet
and The Source will continue to
produce the programming,
which will be sold to
Westwood for re-selling to
affiliates.

Both NBC Radio President
Randy Bongarten and
Westwood One Chairman

NBC-TV. Bongarten stressed,

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In the June 12 issue, Eric Norberg's
excellent "PD Notebook" featured some
interesting approaches towards
management taken by KIDN of Pueblo,
Colorado. I was quite impressed with what
PD Randy Hill reported to Eric. My
immediate reaction was the title of this
piece.

First of all, Randy writes, "Competition
is fierce and money is tight." My experience
has been that that statement is true for just
about every business in every industry.
When was the last time you heard a
manager complain about too little
competition and too much budget? I'd take
that statement a step further and suggest
that, regardless of what business you're in,
competition will get fiercer and money will
get tighter. That's important because it
means that we can't do "business as usual.”
We've got to look for new ways of getting
things done. Let's look at some of the things
KIDN is doing.

First of all, they've set up a "Creative
Room," where any employee can put up
ideas. One wall is for ideas, one for
planning, one for communication and one for
organization.

This is wonderful. For one thing, the very
notion of a "Creative Room" means that
people are encouraged to think of new ways
to do things. Most organizations give lip
service to the need for innovation, while the
managers fight tenaciously to keep the old
ways.

Also, the very idea of a "Creative Room"”
means new ideas are always in public for
everyone to look at, improve on and be
inspired by. It also sounds like fun. Contrast
that with the typical approach:
buttoned-down committees preparing
200-page analyses of one or two
"innovative" ideas and giving the report to
only a few select people who'll never read it
anyway. No wonder so many companies are
mired in the doldrums. Many innovative
firms do exactly what KIDN is doing: they
publicize new ideas constantly, post them on
walls and bulletin boards, talk about them
excitedly, and start doing them.

But I think the true brilliance of the
"Creative Room" idea comes from two of
Randy Hill's statements: One, "There are no
bad ideas” and two, "All employees have
input.” The Japanese for years have
| subscribed to the "no bad idea" notion.
That's why some individual Japanese firms
can get literally hundreds of thousands of
new ideas from employees every year,

while many American firms are lucky to get
a fraction of that. Certainly, not all ideas
will work, and some should not even be
tried. But how many people will take the
risk to suggest or try something new if
they're worried they'll be given the
third-degree each time they suggest
something?

The fact that everyone has input at
KIDN is super. Every person doing a job is by
definition an expert in that job. They see
things you and I would never see because
we're only doing our jobs. But many
companies think new ideas are solely the
prerogative of senior management, or some
highly paid group of professionals who are
studded with degrees. These companies tend
to be stagnant and slow to respond to changes
in the marketplace. They waste time and
money by analyzing ideas to death, go for
expensive project ideas (forgetting that
those who swing for homers strike out a lot)
and ignore the countless little and often
inexpensive ideas that are constantly
percolating within the firm.

In contrast, the flexible, exciting and
innovative companies assume that every
single employee has ideas on how to do
his/her job better, or reduce costs, or make
more money. Randy puts it very well: "The
way I see it, in loday's marketplace, where
FM radio is so dominant, the only way for an
AM station to compete is to utilize every
employee. We keep in mind that everyone
on the staff has ideas.”

There's another benefit. When you're not
restricting people to their little job
description "box"~when you're encouraging
that secretary to make a suggestion about
improving the billing system, for example,
or when you're encouraging the bookkeeper
to make a suggestion about a new product
ideas—you start realizing that something
wonderful is happening: You're hearing a
lot fewer "motivation" problems.

KIDN's "team concept" strategy,
however, is the clear winner. To quote
Randy: "What we do is team two air people
with one salesperson. The team then works
out a plan to sell promotions, weather, news,
sports and special packages to prospective
clients." That pays off in greater efficiency,
more teamwork, more motivation and better
ideas. And best of all, even after giving the
team a commission on the sale, the station
still makes money.

The disease in most organizations is their
obsession with the "organization chart.”

One department does this, and then the next

|

|
department does that, and so on. It looks so ’
neat and orderly on paper. In real life,

though, it leads to slowness, lack of |
innovation and hardening of the arteries.

One successful manufacturing firm got
tired of the hassles, snags and delays as
products went from "product development”
to "production” and then to "marketing.” So
they put together someone from each of
those three departments in a team from the
very beginning to champion every one of the|
new products from then on. One very \
successful greeting card company did the ’
same thing, putting together a designer,
writer and marketer from the very ‘
beginning, rather than going through the }
so-called "orderly" procedure. The result in |
both cases: more cost savings, more ideas, l
better morale and more revenues. Break
down those artificial walls!

I've come to believe that the kind of |
things that KIDN is doing are no longer 1
even options. If we want to thrive--if we |
even want to survive—in this explosive,
highly competitive marketplace, we've got
to stop managing the way we did in the
past. No more "business as usual", because
that only worked in the past. What we need
today is more "business as un-usual.” ]

I'l] bet that there are a lot of stationsout |
there that are doing some "business as \
un-usual." If you're one of them, would you |
write me c/o the Gavin Report and tell me
about what you're doing? It doesn't have to
be big elaborate stuff. Just as important are
the small "un-usual" steps that your station
may be taking in the area of strategy,
marketing, people management, |
organization design, policy, leadership, \
product development, customer service, or
anything else. Remember: "there are no bad {
ideas." Let me know one or two un-usual \

things that you've found helpful and we'll
talk about them and you in this column. I
look forward to hearing from you. ®

KZ: For being such a visually oriented
act--one of the very first bands to

use sets, and of course the films--l've
never percelved Pink Floyd as
having a major video profile.

RW: Promotiondl videos don't quite
know whether they're small bits of
rusical filrm or commercials for a
record. If they're short films with music
or short films of a band playing or
whatever, then the way video is
programmed makes it very difficult to
watch them because you get one
after another after another. It makes it
very hard for them 1o live as entities in
their own right. They work great as
commercials. People seem to leave
music television on as a background.
KZ: A friend once described videos
as the first corporate art form.

RW: Personally, | wouldn't call them
an art form.

KZ: Tell me about the song *Radio
Waves." It seems to operate on a
couple of levels, both as part of the
story and about radio.

RW: | wrote it very late. | wrote |ots and
lots of songs, fifteen or sixteen, of
which eight are on this album. The
others are sitting and waiting. They
may get used or they may not:The
first song | wrote was "Who Needs
Information?” The part about the
concrete block was from a coal
miner dropping a concrete block
onto a car which actually happened
in England in 1985 during the miner's
strike. | thought to myself, "Why am |
writing about this incident?* When |
write, it's a very passive exercise for
me. | fry to go very blank and allow
whatever feelings | have to surface
without interfering. | interfere as lithe as
possible with this path | can open up
from my subconscious and

conscious mind. Sometimes I'm
surprised by the stuff that comes out.
Then the conscious part of my brain
and any craft that I've developed
takes over, and | start to fiddle about
with the ideas. Much further down the
line, after I'd written a whole load of
other songs, | felt the need to write a
song that was descriptive of Billy, the
main character, and hisscorrdiﬁon.
One day, 'Radio Waves*popped
out, It's meant to be a descriptive
piece about this spastic Welsh kia
who is apparently a vegetable, but
can actually communicate via radio
waves, directly. He becomes very
powerful. He probably represents the
conscious mind. It's interesting in that
the story is about twins, one
able-bodied and one who is
handicapped. The handicapped
one maybe represents the
unCOnscious, the more real feelings, if

you like. The able-bodied one
represents the conscious and the
ego. It's the subconscious that
becomes the more powerful.

KZ: Actually, I'm a twin.

RW: Are you? I've read a certain
amount of literature about twins. Are
you aware of telepathic
communication between—is it @
brother or a sister?

KZ: He's my brother. We work
together. We're mirror twins, in that I'm.
left-handed and he's right-handed.
Our hair grows clrcularly in the back
of the head In opposite directions.
RW: That's very interesting! I've
spoken to people before. When |
make odd connections between
things, people sometimes ask,

"‘What made you think of that?* | say,
‘I don't know. It was no conscious
thing.” But someone described it to
me as the left-hand side of the brain
making connections with the
right-hand side. There is a theory that
an artist—-whether it's a painter or a
writer or a musician--has more
connections between the right and
left sides of the brain than most
people. | think twins are likely to have
more telepathic experiences than
other pairs of people, There's some
research being done'at M.I.T. which
now séems to very seriously suggest
that one of the methods of telepathic
communication is the transmission
and reception of very low-powered
radio waves. After all, a radio wave is
only generated by a spark arcing
across a gap in its purest and
simplest form. We know that thinking is
about our brain cells exchanging
electrical energy with one another.
Some of us can pick up that activity
from another person, which is what
radio is.

KZ: There's a line in "Me Or Him" about
*communlcating like In the good old
days.” Do you think that, despite all
the sophisticated communication
link-ups and satellites, we're not
really communicating?

RW: That's not a very good line.
Because if | was to identify the ‘good
old days,” well maybe that's just a bit
of sloppy writing. But having said that,
if | have to stand by that line, | would
say that smaller communities, like
villages where everybody knows
everybody--you don't have to like
everybody, but you have to live with
them. If there's a village idiot, the
village looks after it. The *good old
days® refers to a time when
communities were smaller and
therefore communication was easier.
It was impossible not to know
everybody, whereas nowadays we
tend f? live in large cities. Now it's very

difficult to know anybody.

KZ: Were you raised In a smaill
village?

RW: No, | was raised in Cambridge,
which is a university town of about
100,000 peopile. It's a sense that | have
about rural communities. People are
happiernin rural communities, you get
0 see the changing seasons. Being
closer to nature wilth-natural things

human beings happier. Whatever
you had in your house, you probably
made yourself. Fer most of us, the
television set is like magic. It certainly
is to me.

KZ: In Los Angeles.

RW: Well, there you go. That was the
first week that we did it. Partially it was
just an autobiographical piece and
about broader issues. But The Wall
was about the lack of contact | felt
with an audience, particularly in
stadiums. | sensed the wall across the

front of the stage. and that's why: | built
one.

KZ: But Live Aid obviously moved
you.

RW: Yes...(pauses) it did. | wrote ‘The
Tide Is Turning® the next day, or two
days later. Live Aid has taken alot of
knocking since, some of which may
or may not be right. I don't know. The
reason Live Aid was important for nie
wa@s that it showed modern
cgmmunications technology being
used, for that one day,
unqguestionably to make human
beings feel better about each other.
There is the potential and the
possibility for human beings to
cooperate with one another. If there 5
a main drift to the ideas in Radio KAOS
it is my view that competition is not
always good for you. Sometimes it is,
but more often than not, the idea that
rampant self-interest, which is the
basis of monetarist philosophy, is not
only good for the people who win the
order, but in some magical way,
good for the people who lose the
order as well. That seems to me to be
pure cant. It's a very convenient
philosophy for those of us at the top
of the heap. It's pernicious to suggest
that, in some magical way, it's good
for the people at the boﬁo?n of the
heap as well. Such is the theory.

KZ: Hence the album's dedication "to
alt those who find themselves at the

violent end of monetarism’?
RW: Monetarism is a very violent

economic philosophy because it's
based on the idea of a free market.
You can't have winners without losers
in a completely free market.
Somebody has to lose. Although
unchecked competition between
nations and businesses may be
hedlthy in the short term —-and |
wouldn't deny that for a minute— it
seems self-evident that in the long
term, there's going to have to be a
great deal more weight given to the
idea of cooperation and less given to
the idea of competition. In an
ever-expanding market, with
ever-increasing competition now
that more countries are dragging
themselves out of the dark ages and
into this technological world, who are
we going to be selling everything to in
the end? Only each other.

KZ: You talk about being on the top of
the economic heap. Pink Floyd was
for well over a decade.

RW: Still is.

KZ: Haven't you instigated legal
moves to dissolve the band?

RW: I've made moves to try to stop
Dave Gilmour and Nick Mason from
using the name. | haven't been too

MAKING PSAs
INEFFECTIVE

I have no idea how long it's been
going on, but I first became aware ot it
as we entered the 1980s. I'm talking
about the practice by some stations of
deleting addresses or phone numbers
from public service announcements
and saying instead, "Call the station
for more information.”

At first glance, this may seem a
good idea. It results in shorter PSAs,
and brief, clear announcements are
more likely to be communicated.
Some stations felt it also makes the
PSAs sound less like paid ads and the
station sound more like the source of
all community news.

The last two points are good ones.
But consider this: Now that the FCC
no longer requires you to run PSAs,
there are only two justifications for
carrying them. Talking about events
and opportunities going on around
your service area makes your station
sound aware and involved. And
supporting the charities and
nonprofit activities that local
business and community leaders
support is good business.

Now let me ask you this: Is it of
value for the station to be helpful in
drawing response to these nonprofit
activities? To have people say_that
they responded because they heard it
on your station? After all, isn't this
an opportunity to show those
community and business leaders who
are involved with these projects that
advertising on your station is
effective?

If you agree, then you shouldn't be
saying, "Call the station for more
information,” when that more
information is just a phone number,
contact person, or address. This is
called requiring "tiered response.” In
order to get from point A to point B,
it's necessary to go to point C to find
out how to get to B. And it just doesn't
work.

An example: About thirteen years
ago, an FM station in Los Angeles
thought it had found a novel way to

promote its new format and call
letters. It decided to saturate the
metropolitan area with small
billboards that said something like,
"For news of Los Angeles' newest and
best FM radio station, call
XXX-XXXX!" Being in the business, 1
did call the number. The machine
answering the phone had a brief
message describing the station, and
telling where it was on the dial. But
not enough listeners were curious
enough to phone— though they might
have tuned in had they known the
dial position. All that money spent,
and an absolute failure in the
ratings. The station started over

with a Spanish format and became
successful.

The moral of that story is this:
Response drops rapidly when
listeners have to go through a maze
to respond. In my experience, most
people don't bother to call the
station. They call the subject of the
PSA.

Maybe that doesn't concern you:
"When we say call us for
information, we're showing how on
top of it we are. It doesn't matter to us
if they get any response or not."

I think it does matter. Not only
does it show your community concern,
but it reflects on your effectiveness as
an advertising medium. I know of one
instance in which an advertiser
connected to a public service
campaign sourced the responses...and
found the only radio responses came
from the one station in the market
which did give the organization's
contact number in the PSA. That
station was not top rated, and had
watched that advertiser's budget go
to some of the higher-rated station in
the past. The advertiser now
cancelled the other stations which
had shown no ability to draw
response for the PSA and put the
radio ads just on the station that had
drawn response.

That advertiser was just making a

businesslike decision to use only
advertising media that had
demonstrated their power to
motivate response.

I don't think radio can afford to
shoot itself in the foot like this, and
I urge any stations using this
technique of leaving off addresses or
phone numbers and asking instead for
a call at the station for such
information, to rethink their position
and to go back to being an asset to the
community. It really helps in the
long run.@

But
I'm going back to the simple circular
screens I've used so often in the past.

band recall an incarnation of the early Clash
with their compelling emotion and political
idealism. This new record offers three new
songs ("White Coats," "Charge" and
"Chinese Whispers") and four live tracks of
previously released music. "White Coats" is
the album's beacon, similar to a raw
Damned, minus heavily layered production.
"Charge" takes a critical look at the selfish
lack of camaraderie in today's generation,
which is addressed only on a few songs (with
X's "See How We Are" being an exception).
On the live side, "The Hunt" and "Waiting"
are the best snapshots of NMA's charged
stage show.

Rhythm Killers-SLY & ROBBIE (Island}

Few musicians match the predator musical
instincts of the rhythm twins, drummer Sly
Dunbar and bassist Robbie Shakespeare.
That's why they're among the most
demanded studio session performers
around, whether they're backing Black
Uhuru or Bob Dylan. While their talents
serve as an ideal complement to other
musicians, their previous duo projects have
sometimes sounded incomplete. On
"Rhythm Killers," a full portrait has been
painted with artists like Bootsy Collins,
D.S.T., Bernie Worrell, Gary
Cooper and producer Bill Laswell lending

their brush strokes. The centerpiece is
"Boops (Here We Go)," a colorful musical
collage of dance-oriented-rock, rap, dub

and funkadelic styles strung together with
Bootsy's vocals. The song picks up
momentum as it segues into "Let's Rock,”
which is essentially "Boops" part-two with a
harder edge. Also included are funky covers
of the Ohio Players "Fire" and the Pointer
Sisters "Yes We Can" (written by Allen

Toussaint).

The latest information from those
agencies that buy our radio stations

indicates that the 25-54 demographic is
supplanting the 1849 group as the most
desired age group for advertisers. As might
be expected, the leading musical format
continues to be Adult Contemporary, which
has its highest share among the 25-54s.

But what is surprising is that Urban
stations are hot on the heels of A/C in this
age group.

Other data, supplemented by our own
studies, shows that a big proportion of this
group are, for one reason or another, living
alone. Close to 21 million American
adults--one out of nine—live in
single-person households. That's three
times as many as in 1960.

What does this "mixed singles” group
want and need from a radio station? It's
time we took another look in the "answer
book," because the answer to that question
could make the difference between winning
and losing or winning big and just getting
by.

LOVE CONQUERS ALL

Maybe Lionel Richie knew about those
mixed singles, or maybe it didn't matter. If
not Richie, then perhaps Whitney or
Stevie, or even Kool & The Gang would lay
some meaningful love lyrics on us at a time
when it counted most. And for lonely
singles these days, that's most of the time.
If they can't be in love, they at least like
to fantasize about it.

These live-alone, left-alone and newly
detached men and women are important to
advertisers. Single householders are
impressionable consumers, free from the
clutter of family life and the obligations to
compromise the simplest choices, from the
volume of the stereo to the choice of radio
station.

WHERE OR WHEN?

Let's take as an example, the case of a
young woman who leaves the nest. At age
22, she has completed her education and is
ready to move out on her own. She is
attracted to the freedom and excitement
that being single and ready to mingle
offers. The pattern has changed during the
early part of the ‘80s, but, economics
notwithstanding, for many young women,
living alone remains an accepted, and in
many cases expected, rite of passage
between mom and marriage, boyfriends and
live-ins.

Whether the radio station she liked
when she was home remains the frequency

she finds when she moves out depends on a
myriad of factors. She will most likely be
influenced by what she feels best suits her
lifestyle. If she's in love, or close to it,

she’ll choose the station with the music
that most closely parallels those feelings.

If she's not really in love, but dating, she
will probably look for energy and fun from
her favorite stations.

MARKETING TO MIXED SINGLES

The audience the urban format attracts
is one of the most powerful, profitable
consumer groups in America today. Not
only does it have considerable disposable
income, our target audience is also one of
the fastest- growing. Blacks now account
for 12 percent of the population~and half
of them are under the age of 20. But there
are some less rosy facts in the mix, also.
More than 30 percent of black households
are headed by women (compared to 10
percent of white households). Women
spend more time and money on shopping
trips than men do, and have less brand
loyalty (meaning they can be influenced by
a strong radio ad campaign). They're more
likely to plan their shopping in advance
and to emphasize economy. It's no secret
that the Urban format, properly executed,
can attract huge numbers of women to all
dayparts. So the Urban format of the
future must consider the needs of the
singles, particularly the single woman.

From a sales and marketing standpoint,
it is interesting to note that those who
listen to black and Urban radio tend to be
conscious of the efforts made by advertisers
to gain their confidence and get their
dollars. Statistics show that companies
that want the brand loyalty of blacks will
have to earn it by recognizing key market
segments and designing ad campaigns that
will maintain that loyalty. A few years
back, Thom McAn decided to go after the
black youth market—-and did so by placing
Johnny Cash commercials on black radio.
We don't need to tell you the problems
that caused. The shoe company's position
was that Cash was a national figure, and
they weren't going to spend extra money to
have a black or more mass-appeal artist
re-do the commercial. Stations that
wanted their national dollars had to take
the commercial as it was.

SINGLES TEND TO THINK YOUNG

All things being equal, men and women
who find themselves "suddenly single"
tend to think differently than when they
were married. This doesn't mean they are

all going to flock to discos, bars, clubs and
singles bars--but some will. They are
looking for love—or maybe just someone to
talk to. They tend to put less emphasis on
the family and a lot more on the kinds of
things they were into before they got
married, or always wanted when they
were. How about that new complex in the
suburbs with a sylvan name like Pinewood
Glen--only the "glen” is covered by acres of
concrete and the pine trees are a few
scraggly three-foot evergreens that may
not last past Christmas. But there they
are, listening to their favorite radio
station, away from the flashing lights and
synthesized drums. They still get diaries,
and now they have time to fill them out.
And opposites still attract. Take the
case of the middle-aged man in Texas who
married a sweet young thing of eighteen.
He didn’t know whether to take heron a
honeymoon or send her to camp. They still
have to get used to each other's music. Her
favorite song is "Diamonds."” His is "Show
Me The Way." The both like "Don't
Disturb This Groove."” But they both need
love....on the radio.®
