Communication is the foundation of both 
the music and the radio industries. Artists 
communicate through their music, and 
broadcasters communicate with ideas and 
entertaining conversation. During the 
"CHR Music Session" at the R &R 
convention in Dallas, it was obvious that 
communication has furthered the 
understanding between programmers and 
those in record promotion. John Fagot, 
Capitol's VP /Promotion, struck a sensitive 
nerve when he challenged more PDs and 
MDs to pay more attention to listening to 
music than to tracking how many adds a 
particular record got, or if the label 
considers it a priority. 

You should know your market and your 
audience well enough to trust your instincts 
in deciding which music best fits your 
station's sound. Finding the time to listen to 
music is difficult at best and even tougher in 
smaller operations where the PD and MD 
pull air shifts along with their other duties. 
But its important to set aside enough hours 
each week for the music that takes up 85% 
or more of your precious air time. 

Grammy winner WHITNEY HOUSTON 
isn't having any problem taking her fifth 
single from "Whitney into the top 15. HIT 
FACTOR soars from 15% to 43% with strong 
increases at Q96/76 25 -20, KOY /FM 25 -20, 
KS104 20 -15, KCPW 23-19, KZLS 25 -13, 
WPXR 31 -20, KOKZ 25-18, WKTI 27 -20, 
WCIL 28 -20, WVAQ 26 -20, WMMS 22 -17, 
92X 28-19, Q104 25-19, ISLE 95 23 -16, WKNE

40 PANELS IN THREE DAYS 

R &R's BIG MEET IN BIG D 
The cavernous interior of Loew's 

Anatole Hotel proved capable of 
containing even the bulging egos of 
more than 2,000 radio and record 
personalities who converged on the 
revived Radio & Records Con- 
vention in Dallas. The three -day 
event kicked off mid- afternoon on 
Thursday, Mar. 4th with format 
panels lasting far into the night. 
Sandwiched in between was a 
welcoming cocktail party featuring 
a surprise solo appearance by 
Stevie Wonder. 

The Gavin contingent, made up of 
Ron Fell, Dave Sholin, Lisa Smith 
and Betty Holiars, provided this 
report: 

Friday saw keynote addresses by 
FCC Chairman Dennis Patrick 
and former White House Chief of 
Staff Donald Regan, along with a 
string of how -to sessions moderated 
by financial, efficiency and per- 
sonal potential experts from both 
within and outside the broadcast 
industry. Saturday provided more 
of the same, with an emphasis on 
marketing and revenue -building. 
Competing with the 40 or so con- 
vention sessions were three days of 
hospitality suites, cocktail parties 
and live performances by Grammy - 
winning Jody Watley to John 
Cougar Mellencamp. 

R &R's Mike Kinosian hosted 
the three A/C sessions. The middle 
one dealt with the New Age 
phenomenon, with a panel of 
consultants Frank Cody and John 
Sebastian, along with R &R 
alumnus Steve Feinstein, now 
programming KKSF -San Francisco. 
The closing session spotlighted 
music -intensive stations, with 
input from Bobby Rich of B100, 
Ron Chapman of KVIL and Chuck 
Knapp from KS95, as well as 
Smokey Rivers from Gold -based 
WMJJ. Label reps on hand included 
Dino Barbis (Warner Bros.) and 
Mary Conroy of Atlantic Records. 
Subjects discussed included the 
need to delegate authority for 

music decisions to a Music Director, 
the ever -shrinking playlist and 
the hardship many stations have 
reporting on Fridays before 
three -day holidays. 

The Country Sessions provided 
some sparks over the issue of 
market share. Ted Stecker, OM at 
WBAP and KSCS, advised pro- 
grammers to figure out what share 
of their market is available to 
Country and then go out and get 
their portion of it. (i.e., if there's a 
10 share for Country and two 
stations in the format, your goal 
should be at least a five share.) 
Randy Michaels, VP /Programming 
for Jacor Broadcasting, took 
exception. "Our job is to take all of 
the market share we can get. Its 
not good enough just to have a 
better share than someone else. We 
want it all. Look at Michael 
Owens (KNIX -Phoenix). He's got 
a 20 share, and he's not satisfied!" 

The post- cocktail party Country 
session provided a panel of record 
label executives voicing their 
frustrations with radio, although 
radio was relatively sparsely 
represented. Bruce Shindler of 
MTM pleaded for compassion. "I 
just wish radio would realize when 
they're listening to our records that 
they're dealing with people 
here -our artists -not just 45s." 
Another polite confrontation took 
place when researcher Jhan Hiber 
suggested record companies use 
focus groups to decide which acts to 
sign. Radney Foster and Bill Lloyd 
(Foster & Lloyd), who were in the 
room at the time, provided a 
spirited disagreement. 

The Top 40 discussions began by 
addressing the question of promo- 
tions. Delegations from WMMS, 
93Q- Houston and Q105 -Tampa 
stressed quality, fun, and above 
all, simplicity. A second session 
consisted of a critique of the 
morning show on a pair of fictitious 
stations, "KCHR" and 'WCHR," 
showing how poor promotions, lack 

of originality and overproduction 
can wreck a station's air sound. 

Their whistles wetted by the 
cocktail party, the Top 40 
programmers reunited for a music 
session and a debate with the 
labels on back -announcing, call -out 
research and that old bugaboo, 
phantom adds. A &M Senior VP 
Charlie Minor put the question to 
KZZP's Guy Zapoleon: 'What 
makes you add a record ?" Guy: 
"The sound of the music -you gotta 
listen." Capitol's John Fagot: "Too 
many (PDs) want to know 'How

many adds did it get ?' They've got 
to start listening to the product." 

Urban sessions focused on money 
(getting it), talent (finding it) and 
music (playing it). As at the Gavin 
Seminar, one subject of debate 
between radio and records folks 
was whether radio sells records. 
Capitol's Step Johnson: "Our 
research shows that print is better 
in both price and positioning." 
Atlantic's Sylvia Rhone disagreed: 
"Black radio DOES sell records!" 
Stevie Wonder was introduced to 
make a plea that crossed industry 
lines: 'We are faced with troubled 
people in our world today -the 
homeless and the drug abusers. We 
must unite artists and athletes, and 
do major benefits with a common 
goal to save our young people -or 
we won't have youngsters, and 
without youngsters, we won't have 
radio!" 

On the subject of finding air 
talent, the consensus seems to 
be -look everywhere. KACE's Pam 
Wells admitted she found an air 
talent at a skating rink in 
Memphis. "Natural talent is 
important," she noted. 'This guy 
was self- motivated, 
multi- talented and turned out to be 
great on the air." KKDA's 
Michael Spears described what he 
was looking for in his well- 

publicized nationwide talent hunt 
last year: "On the air, you need 
story- tellers, enthusiastic 
entertainers -not long -winded or 
boring." 

Just about everyone catering to 
the needs of music radio had a 
hospitality suite open to the wee 
hours, reducing both the atten- 
dance and the attention span of 
those who made it to the noontime 
keynotes on Friday. Those who 
persevered were treated to some 
choice one -liners from Washington 
insider Regan: 'When all the 
presidential candidates say 'no tax 
increase,' that's the time to grab 
your wallet." FCC Chairman 
Patrick demonstrated that even 
the GOP can be hip, extolling the 
virtues of deregulation (and 
ducking the dodgy issue of payola). 
"In short," he said, "we're trying to 
get government off your back so you 
can worry about the 10,000 
Maniacs -not the record, but the 
other guys in your market!" 

Friday sessions on "Stimulating 
Creative Thinking" and "Instant 
Research and Analysis" provided 
audience interaction, while a 
panel on "Infotainment" yielded 
this painful truth from MJI 
Broadcasting President Josh 
Feigenbaum: 'There's been a 
redefinition of what 'news' is. 
People are more interested in 
Michael Jackson's plastic surgery 
than in what Reagan and 
Gorbachev did today." 

"The Radio Research Created" 
provided plenty of videos and a 
six -minute time limit on speakers 
to maintain the interest of flagging 
conventioneers. Steve Perun 
provided an eye -opening account of 
how a weakness can be a selling 
point. As part of his efforts to 
revive Miami's Y100, Perun's first 
move was to go on TV and admit, 
"We screwed up "! He then gave a 
toll -free number and asked 
listeners, 'Tell us how to make the 
station better." The second phase 
of the TV campaign featured Perun 
again, saying, "You told us you 
wanted less talk and more 
music- -and you've got it. We 
guarantee at least 50 minutes of 
music every hour." 

In another case study, Jim Riggs, 
President of Emmis Research, 
showed the four -year evolution of 
"Sweetmeat," the pig mascot of 
KSHE -St. Louis, who has kept his 
shades, but has lost that joint 
dangling from his mouth. 

The same could be said of the 
conventioneers. No '70s- vintage 
sordid scenes of debauchery. No 
back -room whispers (or even up- 
front discussion) of payola. Just a 
couple of thousand people trying to 
move up the greasy pole.

NON- GIMMICK ALTERNATIVES 

TO DRUG TESTING 
In my last article, I criticized the use of 

mandatory drug testing as counter- 
productive at best. I pointed out several 
reasons: The results are often inaccurate 
or irrelevant; testing alienates the great 
majority of employees who are not drug 
users; and testing often camouflages a 
deeper problem, i.e., that managers have 
grown out of touch with their own 
employees' motives and problems. 

The question then remains: If drug use 
is a problem that needs to be addressed, 
what are the alternatives to drug testing? 
Here are a few suggestions: 

1. Invest much more heavily in the 
recruitment and selection process. Drugs 
notwithstanding, well -managed firms put 
a great deal of time and energy into this 
process. All candidates, regardless of the 
job applied for, undergo multiple inter- 
views with the people they would work 
with- colleagues within the department 
and from other departments and units, 
people in more senior positions, and 
subordinates as well. This admittedly 
lengthy process is correctly seen as a very 
healthy investment, since it greatly 
increases the chance that only the right 
skills and the right fit are going to pass the 
tests. The odds are also greatly increased 
that at least one interviewer will flag a 
comment or symptom that suggests the 
possibility of drug use on the part of the 
applicant. 

2. The selection process should also 
involve careful reference checks with the 
applicants' previous supervisors (not just 
the personnel department). Any sug- 
gestion of a prior history of substance 
abuse (including alcohol) or poor work 
habits such as chronic lateness, absentee- 
ism or erratic behavior, should cause you 
to approach the candidate with 
heightened skepticism. Note that I do not 
recommend that such candidates 
automatically be eliminated. After all, 
they may have subsequently terminated 
the substance abuse, or perhaps the poor 
work habits were only the opinion of an 
inept or grossly insensitive former boss. 
Still, the suggestion that all was not well in 
a prior job should arouse your concern 
and your willingness to confront the issue 
squarely. If doubts persist after the 
interviews, don't hire that candidate. 

3. Establish a company policy on drugs 
and alcohol, applicable equally to 
managers and non -managers. The policy, 
obviously, should be "no drugs or alcohol 

on the job." But don't send down this 
policy in an impersonal memo. Talk to 
the troops. Explain the rational for such a 
step, citing competitive pressures and 
how a substance abuser hurts everyone's 
livelihood. Also invest in treatment 
programs that wean people away from 
substance dependency (again, alcohol as 
well as drugs). Emphasize that the 
programs are free for anyone, and that 
those who partake in them need not fear 
for their jobs. In fact, indicate that failure 
to attend to a chronic dependency 
problem will lead to dismissal. Naturally, 
this policy should be discussed with all 
potential hires in interviews and 
orientation sessions. 

4. Hold managers accountable for 
staying in touch with their people. 
Managers who are unaware of who has 
performance problems -for any 
reason- -are not doing their jobs. Those 
who are in frequent interaction with their 
people will know who's having problems. 
Also provide intensive training for all 
managers -including first -level 
supervisors --on how to identify 
performance problems and confront 
constructively (including, in the case of 
drugs and alcohol, getting people into 
treatment programs). The point is not to 
turn managers into cops. Rather it is to 
turn managers into coaches. Good 
coaches are demanding --they insist on 
high standards, and do whatever they can 
to help people reach those standards. But 
this can only happen when managers 
know their people and stay in touch with 
them constantly. 

The alert reader will already have 
concluded that my prescriptions are not 
drug -specific. They are prescriptions for 
the effective management of people. 
Lewis Maltby, vice president and general 
counsel at Drexelbrook Engineering, put 
the matter into the correct perspective: 

"Managing people is never easy. 
Experienced managers for years have 
recognized that handling people is the 
most challenging part of their jobs, and 
there are no shortcuts. And this, 
ultimately, is what drug testing is --a 
seductive gimmick that promises instant 
relief from the awesome responsibilities 
of management. The testing itself 
becomes a drug." 

Let's not get hooked on drug testing. 
There are better alternatives!*

Kathy Mattea's bio is a publicist's dream. Originally from Cross Lanes, West Virginia, 

Kathy began playing guitar in her early teens, performing in church. After moving to Nashville 

to be a songwriter, she got her first job as a tour guide at the Country Music Hall Of Fame. She 

was singing demos for songwriters when her voice caught the interest of the folks at Mercury, 

who signed her in 1983. 
Since then she has made four albums, yielding five top ten singles, has been named 

"Top New Female Artist" by both Billboard and Cashbox, and been nominated for a Gravy 
and numerous Country Music Association awards. "Goin' Gone," the first single off her current 

album, Untasted Honey, went straight to #1, and the new single, "Eighteheels And A 

Dozen Roses" is headed up the same. road. 

Kathy's records have featured material from songwriters as diverse as Elton John, 

Rodney Crowell, even the old Count Basie /Jimmy Rushing standard, "Evenin'," each getting a 

special Mattea interpretation. Her deep, expressive voice is not your usual Country "girl 

singer" voice, and producer Allen Reynolds lets it take the foreground, supported by a house 

full of acoustic pickers. 
I spoke to Kathy a week before her Valentine's Day marriage to songwriter Jon Vezner. 

Amid a hectic touring schedule and wedding preparations ( "I'm up to my eyeballs in 

invitations! "), Kathy reflected on the successes of the past year. 
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Folk and bluegrass were my main 
influences, but I'm really a Heinz 57. 

CH: "Eighteen Wheels" is doing great for 
you... 
KM: We've gotten amazing response on that 
song. We just shot the video. Charlie, the 
character from the song, is in it, but instead of 
being the straight story of the song, it weaves in 
and out. We run into a lot of truckers on the 
road. We hang out at truck stops and a lot of our 
drivers are ex -truck drivers, so we have the CB 
on. We tried to show how the bus and the 
truckers interact. 
CH: Who were your early musical influences? 
KM: I grew up singing lots of different kinds of 
music. I first got into folk music when I joined a 
group in my church. I got a guitar, went to Girl 
Scout Camp and learned all the folk songs. I was 
also into the choir in school, and so I'd sing 
classical music. My mom always kept pop 
radio --Top 40 radio - -on at the house, so I'd 
listen to a lot of that. Then when I got into 
college, I started playing in a bluegrass band, and 
started writing music. I was writing real Country 
stuff. Folk and bluegrass were my main 
influences, but I'm really a Heinz 57. 
CH: You did an original, "Leaving West 
Virginia," on your last album, but didn't 
write anything on your new one. Are you 
working on any songs right now? 
KM: I wrote "Leaving West Virginia" when I 
first moved to Nashville. I moved here to be a 
songwriter, but I really felt like I had a long way 
to go, to learn how to do it well and be 
consistent at it. I also felt I needed to learn a lot 
about singing, so I've put songwriting on the 
back burner. I keep a running list of ideas, and 
dream of getting back into it someday, but 
things get so scattered when you're on the road 
that it's real difficult to have a chunk of time to 
sit down and really work on it. 
CH: What are you working on now? 
KM: We're starting to look for tunes for the 
next album. We want to start collecting them 
early so it can be a more relaxed process. The 
song selection process does take a long time. 
Allen Reynolds has done this for years and 
years, and he told me he went through more 
songs to make up Untasted Honey than he ever 
had before. It seems like sometimes everyone is 
making records at once and scooping up all the 
songs, and sometimes there's a lot of them 
floating around. 
CH: How did your association with Allen 
start? 
KM: I had been signed to Mercury and was 
working with two producers who I'd known for a 
long time, and worked with in the studio on 
demos. But none of us had ever made a record 
before. We were all trying to be diplomatic and 
nice, but no one person had the experience to 
say how things should be done. We were all 
learning as we went. At the end of that, the 
label people felt I needed more guidance, and I 
felt so too. We decided to make a change and 
started talking to people around town. I'd never 
met Allen but I was a real fan of his 
production--he'd worked with Crystal Gayle for 
ten years, and did Don Williams' first two 
albums. He is an amazing man. He's real wise, 
and he knows a lot --not only about music, but 
life. His value system was real close to 
mine --the reason he wanted to make records, 
and what he was trying to do. Basically, we hit it 
off. 
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CH: You use a lot of the 'new acoustic' 
pickers, as well as Nashville session players in 
the studio. How do you choose your 
musicians? 
KM: We use some of the session guys Allen and 
I feel good about personally and musically, but 
we try to mix it up too. We used Pat Alger, Tim 
O 'Brien and a lot of people who weren't 
mainstream Nashville session people and put 
them in different mixtures of people to see what 
happened. That part was really fun -- taking 
people who have never seen each other before, 
but play the same kind of music. 
CH: You had a hit with Tim O'Brien's 
"Walk The Way The Wind Blows," and do a 
few more of his songs on the new album. How 
did you meet Tim? 
KM: We had a mutual friend, Pat Flynn, from 
New Grass Revival. We wound up being on a 
show here in Nashville, one of those big outdoor 
weekend things. The bill was Hot Rize, New 
Grass and us, and Pat introduced us. Tim said 
"I'm from West Virginia too." The next week 
Pat gave me Tim's solo album, and I flipped out. 
I kept it on my stereo for months! The next 
month I did a radio show called "Mountain 
Stage" in my home town. It is sort of like 
"Prairie Home Companion," a humor, 
story- telling and acoustic music public radio 
show. Tim was on the show too. So I sat in with 
him and sang harmony on his stuff, because I 
knew it all, and he sat in on my stuff, and we 
became friends. The next thing I knew, a tape 
came of "Walk The Way The Wind Blows," 
which he'd written. Turns out his manager and 
my manager share an office so we flew him in to 
play a session, and it's just been one thing after 
another. 
CH: The last time I saw Hot Rize, Tim joked 
that he was able to buy a new car because 
you'd had a hit with "Walk." 
KM: That's the weird thing about this business. 
It can affect someone's life like that. 
CH: Nanci Griffith also thanks you on stage 
for making her "Love At The Five And 
Dime" a top five song. 
KM: I really like discovering new people. A new 
writer is like a gem. Now Nanci's making 
records on a major label, and Tim's getting some 
bites from the majors. It's really neat to see 
awareness of those people take off. 
CH: How did you start working with Craig 
Bickhardt? 
KM: I met Craig through Wendy Waldman. I'd 
been a fan of his writing, and I'd gone to hear 
him sing. He and Allen were working together 
and I had been real curious about the stuff they 
were doing --this was before he joined 
S- K- B-- "S.O.B. " --is what I call them (laughs). 
He had been working with Allen on some stuff 
he'd written, and they were talking about getting 
a record deal with it. Then S -K -B came up and 
he decided to do that. I told Allen I'd like to 

hear the project, and it was another thing I just 
couldn't take off the tape deck. When "Untasted 
Honey" came out, I just flipped out. I loved the 
song. Craig said he never would have thought to 
pitch it to me. We got him into the studio and 
wound up using him on a lot of the record. 
CH: You been on the Marlboro tour with 
George Strait for the past couple of months. 
What's George like to travel with? 
KM: Well, George is a pretty shy guy, you know. 
He's not real controversial. There's no real dirt, 
but I tell you, watching the women in the 
audience has been as much fun as watching 
him. I saw a woman faint one time. You can see 
them, they're sitting out there and they're 
waiting for their chance. You just know they're 
trying to talk themselves into jumping up on 
stage. In Austin, this one woman went for it. 
She put both arms around him and they tried to 
pull her off so she wrapped both of her legs 
around him. She made it onto the front page of 
the paper the next day. 
CH: I bet George doesn't know how to 
handle that. 
KM: He is sort of oblivious to it. It's funny. He 
can be real flirty in a subtle way on stage, but it 
doesn't seem to faze him.

KM: Oh yeah, I'd go any day of the week --I'd 
change my wedding for that! Marlboro is like 
the Rolls Royce of tours. 
CH: How big is your road band? 
KM: I've got five pickers and one backup singer. 
John Thompson, my singer, has sung on my 
records, and we've known each other since grade 
school. I convinced him to move to Nashville 
with me. I'll use the band in the studio if there's 
a tune we've been doing in the show that we 
want to put on an album. 
CH: Who are you listening to now? 
KM: Lyle Lovett gets played in my house a lot 
these days. We just bought the new record on 
CD. I still listen to Craig's stuff a lot. Tim 
O 'Brien sends me demo tapes and I play them 
like records. I haven't been home very much to 
listen lately, so I have a stockpile of new albums 
at home I have to get to. 
CH: How does it feel to have your first 
number one? 
KM: Oh, it's incredible! I've been doing this four 
years, waiting for someone to pick up the phone 
and tell me that one day. I don't need a number 
one for my ego, but it's a real nice perk. 
Between that and getting married, I don't see 
how things could get better. We have as much 
work as we want, and the band is happy and 
we're playing well. I'm still learning.

IT WAS A HAPPY 30TH 

The third annual Gavin Seminar for 
Media Professionals, the modern version 
of the Radio Programming Conventions 
which Bill Gavin invented in the 1960s, 
also marked the thirtieth anniversary of 
the Gavin Report itself. As in the past, this 
was a "working meeting" -with sessions 
planned to accomplish something! 
Deservedly, it was the best -attended yet, 
with some 1,200 registrants. Close to half 
of that total came in the last month, and a 
significant number just walked in and 
signed up as it began. 

This came as quite a surprise to the 
Gavin staff and to the staff of the Westin 
St. Francis Hotel. It is to the credit of both 
organizations that they were able to 
produce what seemed to me to be 
another flawless meeting. 

Since this year's attendance not only 
surpassed last year's, but represented 
absolute capacity for such events as the 
Celebrity Cocktail party and Awards 
Banquet, it appears certain that there will 
be a limit on registration next year. To the 
best of my knowledge, this would be 
unique in the history of such events, and if 
it does happen, I fearlessly predict that 
some people will not believe it. They will 
travel to San Francisco intending to 
register on arrival, and be turned away. 
Moral: Budget this year for next year's 
convention --and register early! 

I have a couple of quotes from the 
Seminar, but I got so engrossed in the 
"Top 40 /Urban Contemporary Faceoff' in 
which they arose that I find I forgot to 
write down attribution. As I recall, the first 
one, and perhaps the other one, too, 
came from Buzz Bennett, Y95- Dallas: 

"I've been thought of as having killed 
'personality' on my radio stations, but now 
I think personality is the most important 
element on the radio station!" And: 
"Execution is more important than 
music." 

Both struck me because they are what 
programming is all about --the package 
into which we put the radio "product." 
Many PDs nowadays miss the point. They 
put the music together the way they want, 
and figure they've done most of their job. 
That's certainly important, but the 
personality of the station is what brings 
people back. If the music is right and you 
have no direct competiton, you'll still 
have the audience -'til somebody 
changes format and puts their own music 
mix on the air. Maybe it isn't any different 

from yours, but the novelty alone will lure 
listeners. Only if you build a clear station 
identity will listeners be reasonably loyal. 
And the way to build a station which 
competitors cannot chip away is to define 
the station's concept, translate that 
definition into the various elements of the 
format, then make sure it is executed 
properly and consistently by people who 
express themselves in a concise, yet 
interesting way. 

The same session brought home to me 
how many PDs these days are aware of 
their stations' billing. This is constructive, 
and perhaps a little surprising. Many 
GMs don't like to have programming 
people aware of the billing. If it's good, 
they reason, the PD will just want a raise. 
And if it's bad, he or she might head for 
greener pastures. 

This is shortsighted thinking. The sales 
side is there to sell the product which the 
programming side creates. The PD must 
have the full confidence of the GM and 
the sales staff to create a salable 
product -and to make sure they 
understand the merit's of what they're 
trying to sell. And it is foolish for the GM 
to expect the PD to be concerned about 
the station's success as a business without 
having input into what the business 
success of the station is. 

In his workshop on Basic Production 
Skills, Bobby Ocean made several very 
important points about radio commercial 
and promo production. To recap a few of 
them: 

1. Before you start writing the script, 
reflect on the purpose of the announce- 
ment, then write it to get that purpose 
across. 

2. When writing and especially when 
producing the script, accent the 
highlights of the copy. In a similar session 
years ago, Casey Kasem called this 
"putting handles on words" -using 
phrasing, timbre, different dynamics, as 
well as production music and sounds. 
Make sure the production enhances the 
message instead of burying it. 

3. Your delivery reflects an attitude. 
What attitude fits this announcement 
best? Bobby gave the example of 
"bringing it down" for intimate copy by 
thinking of the microphone as a woman's 
ear. 

4. Simplify whenever you can to 
enhance communication. 

5. Use your imagination! 

Only if you build a clear 
station identity will 
listeners be loyal. 

6. Don't compromise. Give every 
announcement your very best shot. Every 
client deserves it...and who knows which 
spot will be heard by someone looking for 
a production talent in your market? 

Bobby Ocean is a great teacher. He 
dwelt on the basics, yet used the very 
talents he was teaching to enhance his 
own communication and motivate those 
attending to use his suggestions. 

In classes I've taught, I use the word 
"attitude" in telling students how to 
portray their own personalities on the air. 
As I've pointed out before, radio is 
uniquely able to evoke an emotional 
response in the audience. The attitude of 
the person on the air influences the 
attitude of the person listening. If you 
sound happy, they feel happy. If you 
sound bored, they feel bored and tui 
away. "Does that mean I have to act ?" 
students ask. "Don't I have to 'be 
myself ?" The answer to both questions is 
"yes." Of course you must be yourself. The 
intimacy with the listener is too great to 
try to get away with anything else -they 
can always tell. But you can portray 
yourself in various emotions. Surprised. 
Authoritative. Questioning. Angry. 
Assertive. Intimate. The whole gamut. 
And in this sense, it is acting- method 
acting. You are portraying yourself in the 
attitude the moment calls for. This is how 
air personalities affect their audience's 
response to them on the air -and, as 
Bobby pointed out, to their production as 
well.

THIRTY YEARS OF BOOSTING COUNTRY MUSIC 

A TALK WITH JO WALKER- MEADOR 
By Lisa Smith 

Like the Gavin Report, Nash- 
ville's Country Music Association 
is celebrating its 30th anniversary 
this year. During those three 
decades, the organization has 
devoted its energies to promoting 
and preserving Country Music 
wherever it is found. Jo Walker - 
Meador has played an integral 
part in the CMA's development 
into music's most active trade 
association. Jo was first employ- 
ed with CMA in 1958 as Office 
Manager. Shortly thereafter, she 
became its Executive Director, a 
position she has retained ever 
since. Jo has assisted the CMA in 
establishing many important 
events and activities, such as the 
Country Music Hall Of Fame, the 
annual Awards Show, and Fan 
Fair (with the Grand Ole Opry). 
Jo has been recognized for her 
contributions to the Country 
Music industry many times. In 
1970, Nashville presented her 
with the city's Metronome Award, 
given each year to the person who 
has done the most to further 
Nashville as an entertainment 
center. In 1981, she was named 
Lady Executive of the Year by the 
Nashville Chapter of the National 
Women Executives, the SESAC 
Ambassador of Country Music 
and received the BMI Commend- 
ation of Excellence. 

LISA SMITH: What caused 
the CMA to get started? 
JO WALKER -MEADOR: It 
actually grew out of the Country 
Music Disc Jockey Association. It 
had been formed around 1955, but 
by 1958 they were folding. A 
number of music industry people 
were very interested in that 
organization. They felt there was 
really a need for an association 
which would encompass all phases 
of the business. Some of the people 
instrumental in getting it formed 
were Wesley Rose, W.D. 
Kilpatrick- -who at that time was 
manager of the Grand Ole Opry-- 
Connie B. Gay --who was a 
broadcaster and an entrepreneur in 
other areas promoting Country 
concerts. They got the charter for 
the CMA in September of '58, and 
had the organizational meeting 
during what was then called the 
Country Music Disc Jockey 
Convention. They started out with 
about 250 people. What really 
prompted its formation was the 

onset of rock n roll music. Things 
were starting to look quite bleak for 
Country music. A lot of stations 
switched to Top 40, or if they had 
segments of Country- -block 
programming --they were starting to 
drop them. 
LS: How did you try to 
counteract that trend? 
JWM: We had some good broad- 
casters who would go out to 
markets and teach them how to 
program and market Country 
music. Of course, at the same time, 
we were doing presentations in the 
major advertising communities- - 
New York, Los Angeles, Chicago, 
Detroit, Toronto -- anywhere there 
was a major concentration of 
advertising agencies. We were 
helping stations primarily, but 
anybody who dealt with Country 
music, helping them to get more 
buys. We don't really do that 
anymore, but we do other things in 
that general area because, 
unfortunately, it's a constant 
educational process of what 
Country music is. Young media 
buyers don't listen to Country 
music and they have the wrong 
perception of what Country 
music is. 
LS: Along the way, you went 
from 250 members to how 
many, now? 
JWM: We have about 7,300 
individual members, and about 500 
organizational members. After a 
few years, the number of Country 
stations just grew on its own, from 
81 in 1961 to more than 2,200 
today. As the number of stations 

election of the people. Everything 
else is done by the Country Music 
Foundation. 
LS: What are some other 
accomplishments that the 
CMA has made over the last 
thirty years that you're the 
most proud of? 
JWM: We started the award show 
in 1968, and that grew in popular- 
ity. It started to be the place that 
people in the industry wanted to be. 
It got so big that we started Fan 
Fair in 1972 to try to do something 
special for the fans separate from 
the industry convention. Of course, 
Fan Fair has grown from 2,200 
people to having to cut off the 
registration at 25,000. The Country 
Music Hall Of Fame, Fan Fair, the 
awards show, the caliber of the 
awards and the quality of the 
television show itself I think had a 
lot of bearing on helping people get 
Country music on television. Also, 
we're a great source of information, 
probably lots more than even our 
membership realizes. I think those 
are our major accomplishments. I 
think we've changed a lot of 
perceptions, but our work is still 
cut out for us there. 
LS: Do you think that the 
purpose of the CMA has 
changed over the years ? 
JWM: No, I don't think it has 
changed. I feel that the different 
things that we do have changed 
through the years and have been 
broadened as the needs and the 
resources arise. Certainly some of 
the things that we did in the early 
days we don't need to do any more. 
A lot of our main thrust in recent 
years has been on the international 
level. We opened an office in 
London six years ago. We knew it 
would take three to five years to 
really have an impact. First of all, 
we got a Country music chart in the 
leading music trade magazine -- 
Music Week. The record companies 
support that with ads, and we have 
gradually gotten more and more 
Country music coverage in there. 
They have even done short specials 

. on Country music. In the last two 
years, we have done a merchan- 
dising campaign. All the record 
companies worked together to 
support it, both financially and by 
getting the artists over there to do 
press. This June, we're also going 
to do concerts. There will be about 
ten artists. Ricky Skaggs is 
involved, and the others are mostly 
new artists. We hope to expand 
next into Germany. 

grew, the pie became larger all the 
way around. As there became more 
Country radio stations, more 
Country bands were formed. As 
more Country bands were formed, 
more people started buying their 
records and attending their concerts. 
LS: What's the relationship 
between the CMA and the 
Country Music Hall Of Fame? 
JWM: One of the purposes of the 
Country Music Association was the 
preservation of Country music, and 
honoring people who made 
Country music what it is. We began 
to elect people to the Hall Of Fame 
in 1961. Of course, we had no 
facilities. We had to house the 
original plaques in the Tennessee 
State Museum. We began talking 
and dreaming about a building, and 
in 1963, the first plans were 
presented to the board. We began 
raising funds in '64. We sold two 
albums, mostly via television. It 
provided us for the first time with 
funds so that we didn't have to 
worry about making ends meet. 
The industry contributed most of 
the money to build the Hall Of 
Fame, and then we had a public 
fundraising drive here in Nashville 
We actually opened to the public 
April 1, 1967. In the mid -'60s, we 
formed the Country Music 
Foundation, a charitible and 
educational institution, to operate 
the Hall of Fame, and the museum, 
the library and media center. We 
then separated the Foundation and 
the Association in 1971. The only 
thing now that CMA has to do with 
the Hall Of Fame is handle the
