'We told Emmis about the plans, and they had no objection," said 
Alfenito, adding that the switch had been contemplated since last Fall. 
"KYUU had been sitting on the fence between A/C and Top 40," he 
explained. 'We looked at our cume base and found it was fractured --a good 
deal of the audience thought we were Top 40." The changeover meant 
dropping most jock talk, except for the irrepressible Don Bleu in mornings. 
"There was a definite need to become more music- intensive," noted 
Alfenito, who arrived at the station from Urban WKYS -Washington, DC, 
in January of '87. Once the sale is completed this summer, Alfenito believes 
the new KYUU will be a good fit with other straight -ahead Top 40s in the 
Emmis stable, like Washington's WAVA and WLOL in Minneapolis. As for 
his own future, he said, "I'd like to work for Emmis. I've got a great deal of 
respect for them"

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ON MANAGEMENT 
KEEP ON TRYIN'! 
by Dr. Oren Harari 

People who read this column sometimes get discouraged. They 
say: "It's almost impossible to do all the things you suggest. I can't be 
Super -manager!" In the same vein, a colleague who read my last 
article ( "Leadership Checklist" April 22) commented that he didn't 
know of any managers who would score 100 percent on those criteria. 

Those reactions are prefectly legitimate. I don't know anyone 
who's a perfect manager, either! The ideas and standards I write 
about every other week are meant to offer you --the current or 
aspiring manager -some goals to shoot for, and some behaviors to 
emulate. You may never reach those goals, but each step you take 
will make you that much more effective in your management 
position. 

Effective managers, in fact, have at least one characteristic in 
common: They are constantly trying to improve, constantly 
challenging themselves to learn new things and constantly pushing 
themselves to take on new habits and skills. 

Researcher Richard Boyatzis studied a nationwide sample of 
effective and mediocre managers. One attribute that separated the 
two groups, he found, was what he called "accurate self- assessment." 

Specifically, what makes competent managers competent is that... 
1. They constantly evaluate their performance, habits and work 

behaviors. They ask themselves questions such as: "What am I 
doing well? What can I do better? What do I need more practice in? 
What do I need to learn?" 

2. They identify and acknowledge -- even publicly --their strengths 
and weaknesses. No false humility here-they admit their strengths 
and are proud of them. But no defensive- ness either --they admit 
their current limitations or weakness and express a keen desire to 
improve. 

3. They seek help or take other action to remove a personal 
limitation or weakness. They set goals-often publicly. They read, 
take courses, sign up for training sessions, volunteer for challenging 
projects, locate mentors, pick the brains of experts, and they practice, 
practice, practice! 

4. They recognize that self- improve- ment is an ongoing process. 
They are invigorated by the need and challenge of constantly 
learning new things. Indeed, psychologists have found that the 
healthiest, best adjusted individuals are those who see learning as a 
lifelong commitment 

Boyatzis' research is interesting because it also reveals something 
about the non -competent managers. The less competent managers 
apparently did not possess the characteristics detailed above. This 
suggests that less competent managers do not admit their 
limitations and weaknesses. They tend to believe that they don't 
need to improve. They're complaisant --that is, they don't feel a sense 
of urgency to learn new skills. Perhaps they've resigned themselves 
to believing that there's not much they can do to improve 
themselves. Perhaps they have become so focused on carrying out 
their daily work routines that they fail to step back and consider the 
importance of "self- assessment." Perhaps they're defensive, blaming 
others and making excuses for their poor performance, rather than 
confronting the fact that their own limitations be contributing to the 
problems. 

It's ironic, but I suspect that it's the better managers who read this 
column carefully and take it seriously. I say this not to pat myself on 
the shoulder, but rather to acknowledge that less effective managers 
probably don't seriously read this column or any other business 
publication because they don't feel the self -imposed pressure to 
improve that the good managers do. 

So to all of you readers who wonder if you'll ever be "perfect," stop 
worrying. None of us will-but, as Boyatzis' research indicates, it sure 
is a lot more interesting (and more profitable) to try. I think Bob 
Dylan put it well when he said: "He who is not busy being born is 
busy dying." So keep on challenging yourself with this column and 
with any other possible source of help you can get. Learning to 
manage well is a never -ending process, but as Apple co- founder 
Steve Jobs declared: "The journey is the reward.'

Rarely does a rappin', doo- woppin' group of youngsters 
make it to the top of the Urban Contemporary, A/C and 
Top 40 charts. The Force M.D.'s did just that with a slow, 
sweet, melodic ballad called "Tender Love." 

The Force M.D.'s include two brothers, T.C.D. 
(Antoine Maurice Lundy) and Stevie D., who have been 
singing together since childhood. Trisco (Pearson) joined 
them after his start in a gospel choir. Mercury, the final 
member of this modern version of barbershop quartet, had 
his introduction to the stage as an emcee. 

Their professional history sounds like something out of 
Mother Goose. A New York streetcorner group specializing 
in savvy, soul harmonies, they often stopped traffic as 
crowds of people stood on hoods of cars and climbed 
telephone poles to see and hear them.

TP: We'd do parties in the city-- shows, 
hip -hop parties. Stevie D. and Mercury were 
really into rapping at that time. They'd go 
MERCURY 
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uptown to MC a little bit at clubs. That's where 
they met Mr. Magic. He used to come and check 
us out at our shows during his 'BLS days. One 
day he brought this guy who took us to a studio 
to make a little demo tape. He presented it to 
Tom Silverman at Tommy Boy Records. We went 
to his house, ate a little dinner, sang for him, 
talked, then he came around with the contracts. 
We took them home to our parents and then 
signed. 
BH: How old were you at the time? 
TP: Twenty -one. 
BH: What kind of musical training did you 
have? 
TP: Through our parents, mostly. My mother 
sings a lot, and T.C. & Stevie D.'s mom sings in 
choirs and in church. So we've always been 
involved with singing. 
BH: What about school choirs- did you sing 
in high school? 
TP: Oh, yes --at the assemblies, every Friday, 
and in grade school, too. 
BH: Did all four of you go to the same grade 
school? 
TP: Yep. P.S. 44 in Staten Island, kindergarten 
all the way through the sixth grade, and from 
there to junior high school. Then Steve and Merc 
went to Curtiss. TC and I went to Susan B. 
Wagner High. 
BH: Where did the name' Force M.D.'s" 
come from? 
TP: Mercury and Steve were rapping and it was 
called Force MCs, just like all the rap groups. 
Then we changed it to Force M.D.'s, with the 
M.D. standing for "musical diversity," because 
of the change in our style. We use the word 
"force" to represent the struggle we went 
through to make it from the streets of New York 
to a professional career. If you catch the show, 
you'll see we try to interact with the crowd, and 
try ways that make us diverse in our 
presentation. We do ballads with four -part 
harmony, then we break down and do rap for the 
younger audiences. 
BH: You sang with an older doo -wop group, 
didn't you? 
TP: Yes. I was sixteen at the time, and they were 
called the Cook Corporation. One of the guys in 
the group's father taught us about making good 

doo-wop and structured harmony --chords and 
like that. 
BH: Are the Force M.D.'s the same now, as far 
as personnel, as the original four? 
TP: Jessie D. was on the Chillin' album. Right 
now he's embarking on a solo career. That was 
our second album. Love Letters was our first 
album. The current album, Touch And Go is the 
first one with the four of us. 
BH: You do four -part harmony in all your 
songs. Did you have a singing coach who 
taught you the four parts? 
TP: No, I structure that myself. We all 
collaborate on the songs, who's going to do what 
notes, and we're basically on our own. 
BH: That's pretty impressive for guys your 
age. 
TP: Sometimes in the studio we do five -part 
harmony. We over -dub and some of us will sing 
two parts. 
(At this point, Trisco hands over the phone to 
T.C.D.) 
BH: How did the hook -up with Jimmy Jam 
and Terry Lewis come about?

Donut Comes Alive - ALICE DONUT 
(Alternative Tentacles) This quintet from 
New York defies categorization, but their 
sound conjures up the Throwing Muses 
meet PIL. Lead vocalist, Tomas Antona's 
Lydon sound is evidenced on every track, 
but in particular on Donut's cover version of 
Donovan's "Sunshine Superman." "On 

World Profit" they vary their tempo from 
hard punk to slow ballad with a touch of 
country twang, all while dealing with the 
topic of the business world. This is an 
excellently crafted record - vocally and 
musically. I suggest you listen before you 
air. Certain lyrics might be objectionable to 
some. Other great trax are: "Joan of Arc," " 

and "American Lips." The only hole I found 
in this donut is in the center. 

As evidenced in the chart, the Marley 
beat continues while The Smithereens and 
Peter Murphy edge closer to number one. 
The Mission UK makes an interesting 
rebound, while Tracy Chapman and Pixies 
inch closer to the top of the chart. Billy 
Bragg continues to bound up the chart and 
Faith Henschel of KCMU tells me that Billy 
let her station tape his show "in case there 
were people who could not afford to actually 
see the show." Thank goodness for artists 
like Billy! Eric of KDVS thinks that everyone 
should be aware of Bragg. The consensus 
around the States is that it's spring and 
finals time.

LOGISTICS 

Some time ago, I published a request 
from Steven Bise of KUIC in Vacaville, 
California, for feedback on some logistical 
matters. Garry Osborn, Program Director 
of WKLI in Angola, Indiana, sent in an 
excellent response explaining how he 
handles some of the topics: 

"Communicating with the air staff. 
Memos are good when you need to let 
everyone know about an upcoming 
promotion or a change in your pro- 
gramming. They are also useful to let the 
sales department know about these 
changes a couple of weeks in advance so 
they can tell clients about the many 
things the station is going through when 
they are out making street calls. They are 
prepared when clients ask about 
something they heard on the air. 

"Jocks should receive memos only 
when there is not enough time to call a 
meeting and go over a subject in person. 
Another time to use memos is when there 
is something small that you want to bring 
to their attention. 

"A jock meeting is much better for 
going over promotions and contests, and 
changes in formatics or format. Everyone 
hears the information at the same time, 
and there is less room for error or mis- 
understanding. You also get the air 
people's ideas on the subject. It may be 
as simple as the way you are using a 
jingle, or the amount of gold you are 
playing. Remember, when brainstorming, 
there are no bad ideas. 

"Controlling on -air promotional efforts 
comes under 'regular critiquing.' I try to 
hold a jock meeting once a month, just to 
make sure that we are on course, and 
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more often than that when I feel there is a 
problem. When it comes to instructions 
to the air staff: They are getting paid to 
follow a game plan. It's the PD's respon- 
sibility to make sure they understand 
what is to be accomplished. I write down 
all the details or the methodology of the 
contest or promotion, and the actual 
announcer script to be used. They can 
deviate from the script as long as they 
don't change its meaning. 

"What works in the area of instructions 
is a detailed plan that achieves a positive 
end result. When you tell an announcer 
that he or she must 'do this,' you likely will 
get a negative response and a job 
half -done. Explain why it has to be done, 
and offer different ways to do it. Think the 
way they think. Each person has to be 
dealt with fairly but differently. 

"Area mentions. Area mentions keep 
listeners in touch with the radio station. 
When you mention their town or area, 
they know you are thinking about them. I 
don't think you can ever do enough in the 
area of localization. 

"Lost pets. I don't think it's good to do 
lost pets announcements on the air. They 
are important to the person who lost the 
pet, but the rest of the audience isn't 
concerned. What we do is take the 
information on the phone and tell the 
callers we will give out their number if 
anyone should call us about a lost or 
found pet. We let them know that the 
station is concerned and cooperative. 

"Liner cards. Liner cards are very 
important and should be used regularly 
by announcers. They can be used to 
promote contests and special pro- 
gramming (countdowns, oldies features, 
'Top Five at Five,' etc.) as well as PSAs, 
other jocks, sporting events -the ideas are 
limitless. Liner cards should be changed 
regularly to keep them fresh. I like to 
write them in a WHO, WHAT, WHERE, 
WHEN and HOW fashion. Start with the 
HOW information one time, and the next 
time with the WHAT. 

"Balancing creativity with control. 
Encourage creativity as much as possible. 
It's what makes your station different 
from the others in the market. Listeners 
like that. But creativity has to be 
monitored at all times through airchecks. 
That is what gives you control and allows 
you to step in when the creativity is no 
longer going in the same direction as the 
station. 

"Make sure you put together an 
operations manual that explains the exact 
direction the station is to go. The first 
thing a new announcer should read is 
that manual. 

"Training new people. In smaller 
markets, we are always going to be 
training new people. Start with the basics. 
Keep going over and over these basics 
until the announcer is ready to be 
developed into a personality. Not 
everyone is ready for this. Go as far as you 
can with each person; let that person's 
personality come out within the guide- 
lines you have set. Make sure the jock 
keeps a skimmer tape, and that you listen 
to it often. Make the jock listen to it, both 
with you and by himself or herself. 

"I could go on for another several 
pages, but this is a good start. I 
recommend a couple of good books: 'The 
Programming Operations Manual' by 
Steve Warren is excellent. It's expensive, 
but worth it. Also, to help with announcer 
development, read 'Building with the 
Basics' by Michael May."

FACTORS 

THE SAINTS AND SINNERS FACTOR 
WDAF -Kansas City Music Director 

Dave Bryan has an interesting theory 
about artists achieving superstar status in 
Country music. As Dave explains it, 
Country superstars fall into two separate 
and distinct personality categories. There 
are those who say, "Gosh, I'm so glad to 
have made it, and thank you very much, 
ladies and gentlemen." And there are 
those who say, "I've made it and don't 
give a good g --n!" 

John Parikhal of Joint Communications 
Corporation calls it "Saints and Sinners." 
When you analyze it, you realize it's true: 
All Country music superstars are either 
Saints or Sinners, and always have been. 

Now, we must clarify this Saint or 
Sinner role by saying that it's not 
necessarily the way the artist is in real life, 
but it is his or her professional persona. 
Let's look at a few: 

SAINTS 
Alabama 

Randy Travis 
George Strait 

Reba McEntire 
TheJudds 

SINNERS 
Hank Williams, Jr. 

Dwight Yoakam 
Willie Nelson 

Waylon Jennings 
Merle Haggard 

If you examine the personas of Country 
superstars over the years, you see this 
consistency. In the early fifties, it was 
Eddy Arnold on the Saint side and Hank 
Williams, Sr., on the Sinner squad. 

All potential superstars need to clearly 
define which of the two images they wish 
to convey, and then always act the role. 
Otherwise, it appears they will continue to 
remain in the secondary tier of artists who 
may be successful, but never enter the 
superstar sphere. 

Before we leave this topic, let me point 
out that the biggest superstar of all time 
was the only Country- oriented act ever to 
impart both images simultaneously: Elvis 
Presley. He was a Saint offstage and a 
Sinner on. 

THE COLA FACTOR 
Are you entertaining an offer from 

another market? Be sure you get the right 
bread. One of the biggest mistakes we 
make is taking a job for a salary bump 
that doesn't match the cost -of- living 
differential from market to market. Of 
course, the reverse is true as well. 
Sometimes we can take a pay cut if we 
really have to. 

Here are a few examples of how much 
money you'd have to have to move from

market to market to maintain the same 
quality of life: 

FORT WAYNE, IN: $25,000 
WASHINGTON, DC: $50,250 
KANSAS CITY, MO: $25,000 
TUCSON, AZ: $24,750 
OMAHA, NE: $25,000 
NEW YORK CITY: $81,250 
Of course, many other factors enter a 

decision about moving, including a 
chance for betterment in the future and 
sometimes, a chance to pick up extra 
bucks. However, speaking with the voice 
of experience, trading quality life for the 
glamor of the bigger market wanes if you 
can't adjust. 

THE ALEX KEATON FACTOR 
Laura Long, formerly a writer for Carl 

P. Mayfield of WKDF -Nashville, and 
Rick Reichman, film teacher at Tennes- 
see State University, recently entered a 
scriptwriting contest sponsored by the 
Houston International Film Festival. They 
placed in the top five for a script they 
wrote for the sitcom "Family Ties." For 
their project, they taped five episodes to 
track the "laughs." Since many of you are 
into comedy, I thought you'd enjoy the 
results . 

They discovered "Family Ties" has 
several scenes of approximately four 
minutes each. Each scene contained 
about 14 jokes, both situational and 
visual. Some of the jokes were of the 
running -commentary variety (Michael J. 
Fox's penchant for money, Mom and 
Dad as old hippies gone straight, and so 
forth). 

Imagine transferring that formula to 
your show and you see the immense 
challenge TV writers face each week. It 
also shows why some critics think the 
writers fail so often. 

THE DUKAKIS FACTOR 
Unless he gets into terminal trouble, 

Michael Dukakis will be the Democratic 
candidate for president this fall. Dukakis 
can attribute some of his success from the 
research of his staff on the so -called 
"super delegates." According to Susan 
Brophy, Dukakis' chief tracker, she and 
her staff know as much about these 
delegates as they do themselves. They 
know their names, what they do for a 
living, where they live, what their lifestyles 
are like, their preferences... even the 
names of their dogs and cats. They have 
Dukakis call at least ten of these "super 

delegates" every day. 
Again, we can take lessons from 

politicians, for they're looking for the 
same thing we are: voters. Only we want 
their "vote" by listening and voting in 
either Arbitron or Birch. So know as much 
as you can about your audiences and talk 
with them regularly. 

THE MYLANTA FACTOR 
I saw a study showing 30 percent of a 

radio stations's audience were heavy 
users of drug stores. You and your air staff 
need to know that the number -one selling 
item in retail drug stores is Mylanta 
liquid. Next comes Fleet disposable 
enema (watch it!), Anacin, Bayer, Colgate 
toothpaste, Visine eye drops and the 
Colgate toothpaste in the pump mode. 

However, in terms of money taken in 
on items, the leader is Huggies diapers, 
then Anacin, Tylenol Extra Strength, 
Advil, Ultra Pampers Large, Theragram 
M and Mylanta. What does it mean? 
Three out of ten of your listeners are 
suffering from heartburn, headaches, 
constipation or diarrhea, or having 
babies -all the while brushing their teeth! 

Seriously, when rapping on the air 
about subjects that contain references to 
these brand names, why not use them? 
(You might skip the Fleet!)

Jam, who lived in Minneapolis at the time. 
They wouldn't fly to New York to do the song, so 
we had to fly there. 
BH: Had you ever been there before? 
TCD: No, never --and the way we met them was 
kind of funny. We were standing out in front of 
this hotel and didn't know what they looked 
like. This little car comes up and this guy gets 
out wearing an "I Spy" hat and says, "Get in the 
car." They drove us to the studio, and we did the 
song in one day because that's all we had. We 
practiced it over and over again -- no 
rehearsals -and we did it for about eight hours, 
non -stop. 
BH: Do you guys consider that your biggest 
hit to date? 
TCD: Definitely. It's our classic. Everybody at 
the record company says that. The song contains 
no drums at all- -it's a strict ballad, but they 
said it would work, and they were right. 
BH: Where did the name T.C.D. come from? 
TCD: When I was a very small child, my family 
wanted me to have a nickname. There was this 
cartoon on TV called "Top Cat" and the 
characters used to yell, "Hey, T .C.!" My dad's 
eyes lit up and he said, 'That's it, we'll call 
him T.C. " The "D" is a tag that people used to 
put at the back of their names, back in 1978, 
when rap was first born, like Mikey D, and Jerry 
D. Stevie D is my brother, and he did the same 
thing. Stevie is his real name. 
BH: How did Mercury get his name? 
TCD: It was a nickname given to him by his 
track coach. Mercury is a big guy and he's 
always been kind of heavy, but he's very light 
on his feet. He led the track team to a bunch of 
victories in high school. 
BH: I heard he's had to use his track talents 
since joining the group. Is that true? 
TCD: (laughs) He does a lot of running! It's 
amazing to see him, as heavy as he is, being so 
light on his feet and keeping up with us little 
guys. He's all over the stage. When we were 
doing street shows with the hat on the ground, 
we always had to depend on him to get the 
person who tried to get our money. We would 
keep the show going and he was chasing the 
guy. He always came back with the money! 
BH: How did you beat out the long list of 
groups that were bidding to open for the 
Madonna tour in Europe? 
TCD: That's a funny story. We went to the 
premiere of her movie, "Who's That Girl ?" in 
New York and the after -party at the Cadillac 
Bar. We heard she was up on the top level when 
we sat down to eat. Our PR lady, Laura Hines, 
suggested that we go up there and say, "Hi." On 
our way up, we were thinking something 
different. We decided to serenade her with a 
variation of her own song, "Who's That Girl 
Without A Doubt." She was sitting there with 
her manager and we said "Hi, how you doing? 
We've got a little something for you." We 
started singing, "Who's That Girl? Her name's 
Madonna." We did our own lyrics and she was 
knocked out! She said she liked our first album 
and asked what we were doing. We said we 
were basically hanging out and thinking about 
what to put on the next album. She asked if we 
could come and open for her in Europe. It was one 
of the biggest moves in our career. 
BH: Was that the first time the four of you had 
gone to Europe? 
TCD: We were there in '85 when our first album 
was out. We had just been to London and France. 
We did a lot of TV when we were there, a lot of 
paper and magazine articles and one radio 
station. With Madonna, we were there almost a 
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month. 
BH: What kind of an experience was her Paris 
show? I understand you performed in front of 
120,000 people. 
TCD: That was very scary for us. It took the 
breath out of us when we walked up on stage. We 
got up there and we just went crazy. We did the 
best we could ever do, and people were waving 
their hands and swaying back and forth and 
they were outta control. 
BH: Do you have fun doing videos? 
TCD: We have a lot of fun. It gets you used to 
being in front of the camera, and we're thinking 
of doing a movie this year. We've done three 
soundtracks. The first one was a movie called 
"Rappin," and we had a minor bit part. The 
second one was "Knish Groove," and the third 
one is supposed to be called 'Temptation." We're 
also on those Miller Lite radio spots, subway 
posters and billboards in a lot of major markets. 
BH: Do you have anything to say to radio? 
TCD: They can always count on the Force M.D.'s. 
We will do songs that are nice and strong and 
direct and won't let them down. 
BH: When you were growing up in New York, 
what music did you listen to? 
TCD: We listened to WBLS and then 98KISS 
and Z100. We bought all the Jackson Five 
albums. 
BH: I hear you do a pretty proud imitation of 
the Jackson Five. 
TCD: We did, but we're getting older now. We 
still sound close to them but they were our 
inspiration when we were kids. All our dreams 
used to be to go to California and be close enough 
to them. We do a fair imitation of James Brown, 
Marvin Gaye, Smokey Robinson -all the groups 
we liked back then. It's like their souls have 
reached us and said, "You want to sound like me? 
Here you go." You can dose your eyes and you 
start singing. 
BH: Where are you going after 
this interview? 
TCD: We're going to Japan. 
We've got five shows 
on our own, and 
it's our first time 
in Japan. We first 
heard Japan was 
into our music 
when Love Letters, 
our first album, 
was a big hit 

there. So our guy went down there and got us the 
best shows he could. 
BH: Your image seems to be changing. On 
the first LP, Love Letters, you're all wearing 
high school letterman sweaters. On the 
Chillin' LP, you're all wearing fur coats, and on 
this third album you're all dressed in 
contemporary threads. 
TCD: Right now we're still kind of searching for 
identities, but I guess now we want to be 
relaxed- -not too hyped up. We want to be known 
as a group that sings songs with some substance, 
doing a little rap on the side. That was our 
origin, but the ballad thing made us, you know. 
The doo-wop stuff is still in the background, we 
still arrange songs in a doo-wop fashion. 
BH: You're performing at Florida's Disney 
World Grad Night Parties as well as 
Disneyland's Senior All Night Parties the next 
two months. What are you planning for those 
performances? 
TCD: We're doing a lot of things in varied 
styles. We want to get the message across to stay 
in school, stay off drugs. We already have that 
in our show, but we want them to catch the 
message so we really push that to them. That's 
what our show's about. We do gymnastics and 
dance as well, and have a really visual 
presentation at a fever pitch. Similar to the 
"Touch And Go" video, which is a glimpse of 
what the whole show's like. Everything that's 
new to us, we're trying to incorporate into our 
show, like doing some of the steps from the 
latest dances.
