CARVING NICHES 

In February of this year, two brilliant 
investment bankers, Bruce Wasserstein 
and Joseph Perella, bolted from First 
Boston to open their own merchant 
banking firm. The move rocked Wall 
Street because First Boston is one of the 
the largest and most prestigious invest- 
ment banking firms, and Wasserstein 
and Perella had built its mergers and 
acquisitions department into one of the 
most powerful players in the corporate 
field. 

Wasserstein and Perella left because 
they disagreed with the strategic 
direction First Boston was committing 
itself to. They argued that the firm should 
emphasize mergers and merchant 
banking (where the firm commits its own 
money to fund a client's deal), and 
de -emphasize less profitable businesses 
such as stock and bond trading. First 
Boston argued that it had always 
provided clients with a full range of 
services and would continue to do so. 

The impact was painful to First Boston. 
For one thing, a number of its best take- 
over specialists emigrated to Wasser- 
stein s and Perellá s infant firm. Second, it 
was conceded from the very beginning 
that the new firm would draw off lucrative 
business. Third, because the new firm 
would not be encumbered by the need or 
the size necessary to provide a diversity of 
services, it would be a flexible and highly 
profitable firm, able to rapidly initiate 
entirely new ventures and deals, and 
when necessary to compete with -and 
defeat -larger, less nimble investment 
houses like First Boston. 

Moving from the world of finance, Toro 
is one of the more well- regarded midsize 
manufacturers of power lawnmowers. 
Two years ago, Barbara Kalin, the head of 
marketing research at Toro, broke her 
nail trying out a Toro machine at a dealer 
showroom. She was unhappy, to say the 
least, but the dealer was philosophical, 
telling her it happened all the time to 
women who worked the machines. Kalin 
was not mollified. She took her complaint 
to the engineering department and in the 
process started a small revolution in 
strategic thinking. 

Toro, like its competitors, had been 
characterized by men designing power 
equipment for men. Under Kahn's 
prodding, that started to change. 
According to Jim Swindal, group director 
of Toro engineering services, "We'd 

known for a long time that women were 
using our equipment, but we really didn't 
understand the implications. We tended 
to overlook the special needs of some 
important customers." 

Ostensibly, Toro built its machines for 
everyone, but in fact they fit the needs of 
people with greater upper -body strength, 
longer arms, larger hands and shorter 
fingernails than most women have. 
Meanwhile, Toro discovered that more 
than 10 percent of home buyers are 
women, and that women are involved in 
40 -60 percent of buying decisions of Toro 
equipment such as lawnmowers and 
snowblowers. 

Toro started to hire female engineers 
and to design products for the female 
market. Its new lawnmowers are smaller, 
lighter and easier to start. Test markets in 
one new product show an unprecedented 
25 percent of the buyers and 50 percent of 
the users are women. 

The moral of these two stories can be 
summarized by Fortune magazine's 
assessment of the business scene: "The 
fastest -growing companies hold strong 
positions in specialized markets." What 
Wasserstein and Perella have in corn - 
mon with Barbara Kalin is the realization 
that business success is more likely to 
occur if a firm shifts its resources away 
from being a generalist to being a 
specialist. Business expert Tom Peters 
uses even stronger language: 

"If you are not reconfiguring your 
organization to become a fast -changing, 
high- value- adding creator of niche 
markets, you are simply out of step." 

That's why the small cable networks, 
specialty channels and HBO -type outfits 
are causing such grief at CBS, NBC and 
ABC. That's why a myriad of entrepre- 
neurial custom -chip firms are, pardon the 
expression, chipping away at the Intels 
and Motorolas. That's why retailers like 
The Gap and The Limited are causing 
massive anxiety at Sears and Montgom- 
ery Ward. All these niche -oriented 
upstarts and their counterparts in other 
industries are growing in size, market 
share and profitability at a far more 
accelerated pace than the much bigger 
generalists, even though the specialists 
often charge a premium price. In fact, the 
niche players' indices such as return on 
investment and return on assets are often 
double or triple that of the generalists. 

And that's why AFG decided to make 

some radical changes in its busines. ; 

strategy. In 1970, the firm made a basic 
commodity -type product: window glass. 
Today, more than half its sales corn from 
specialty lines of tempered and colt red 
glass. AFG Chief Executive R.D. Hubbard 
was recently quoted as saying, "We 
picked niches where we could be th 
dominant supplier. We now make 73 
percent of the glass for microwave c ven 
doors, and 75 percent of the glass fo 
shower enclosures and patio tableto as." 

Because AFG geared itself to specialty 
markets, it was able to reduce a g000l deal 
of bureaucracy and overhead. By tri n- 
ming down and focusing resources on 
niches, AFG found itself better able i o 
respond quickly to market shifts ant to 
come up with improvements and 
additions to its product line. Simulta ne- 
ously, AFG was able to improve its 
customer service by making speedy 
deliveries, even on small customized 
orders. Since AFG stopped trying to De all 
things to all people, it has been able i o 
develop almost partnership -type 
relationships with its customers. For 
example, during the last big downtu:'n in 
housing starts, AFG showed its custc mers 
how to reduce their own inventories. Not 
surprisingly, those customers stayed with 
AFG once business picked up. 

Jan Carizon, who turned money -lc sing 
SAS into one of the powerhouses of t Ze 

airline business, argues that the secre : of 
good business is knowing when to to rn 
away bad business. In the case of SA!., it 
meant mobilizing the entire organiza ion 
toward attracting and servicing the 
business traveller, and reducing soma of 
the attention towards charter flights and 
the tourist business. In your business, it 
might mean something else, but the 
effective manager is one who defines 
"good business" and "bad business," and 
in the process determines which niches to 
carve. More on this next time.

HOT CONCLAVE 
IN TWIN CITIES 

Despite competition from two 
other events --the annual Twin 
Cities RiverFest creative arts fair 
and an unscheduled Humidity 
Festival, this year's Upper 
Midwest Communications 
Conclave managed to break all 
attendance records and provide the 
425 registrants with a mixture of 
practical workshops and multi- 
media networking. 

In his keynote speech, NBC 
Talknet's Bruce Williams shared 
some of his own likes and dislikes 
about the medium. In the latter 
category: commercial -free pro- 
gramming ('What are you telling 
listeners ? "), ratings ( "the tragedy 
of our industry ") and "grossly 
irresponsible" news /talk journal- 
ism which "has a propensity for 
making news, not reporting news." 
Williams was more sanguine about 
"Shock radio," noting, "Someone 
will always be offended. So 
what ?" 

Then it was time for the nuts and 
bolts: a workshop on a common 
radio dilemma, 'Working With 
Difficult People." The message 
from clinical psychologist and 
KSTP- Minneapolis talk show host 
Marilyn Mason: Figure out how 

personalities get in the way of 
working with difficult people. 
Examine your own style of dealing 
with people. Make your staff feel 
part of a team. Lay the groundwork 
then tell people to perform tasks. 

A follow -up discussion of 
"Taking What You Have and 
Making It Better" hosted by 
Z104- Madison OM Jonathan Little 
and KKRC -Sioux Falls' Dan 
Kieley provided plenty of real - 
life examples. 

Gavin Report Top 40 editor 
Dave Sholin started off Saturday 
morning sharing the microphone at 
KDWB with MCA Records' Billy 
Brill. With PD Brian Phillips 
running the board, Brill and Sholin 
placed wakeup calls to industry 
notables attempting to fulfill the 
Condave slogan: "In Pursuit of 
Dreams." 

Playlists, and what to base them 
on, took up a good part of the Top 
40 breakout session moderated by 
Sholin and Z95- Chicago PD Brian 
Kelly. Though there was some 
interest in the airplay system of 
ranking, most wanted to wait and 
see problems worked out. On the 
subject of testing records, the 
consensus was that two or three 
weeks is an acceptable period. Also 
agreed: that teens are regaining 
their rightful role in Top 40 PD's 
hearts, and that dayparting of 
records is on the wane. 

The A/C format session hosted 
by The Mac Report's Pat McCoy 
and KEFM -Omaha MD Sherry 
Kennedy used airchecks to sample 
various kinds of effective 
programming. The common thread 
was that successful A /Cs 
distinguish themselves by making 
entertainment their highest 
priority. 

In a fascinating session on 
Successful Strategic Marketing, 
Dave Martin of Midcontinent 
Broadcasting identified these 
keys: Plan carefully, exploit all 
opportunities and realize all 
residual benefits -- including 
publicity in the trade and 
commercial press. 

The Conclave's formal sessions 
ended with an Industry Summit 
moderated by Radio & Records 
Publisher Bob Wilson with 
PolyGram Records' Dick Asher 
and Emmis Broadcasting's Jeff 
Smulyan. The wide -ranging 
discussion explored the declining 
impact of 45 record sales on 
programming decisions, and how 
labels select singles. At PolyGram, 
the decision is left in the hands of 
the A &R department, whose 
choices, Asher said, often turn out 
to be more adventuresome than 
those of promoters --or 
programmers.

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Before there was punk and before there was 
heavy metal, there was Iggy. Before some of 
today's musicians were born, Detroit's Iggy 
Stooge (as James Osterberg then called himself) 
and his band, The Stooges, were recording the 

turmoil and paradox of America in the 

turbulent '60s. 
Still scarred by the decade's most devastating 

racial disturbances, Detroit in 1969 was simul- 
taneously a blue -collar bastion of flagwaving 
autoworkers and home to the planet's fiercest 
left -wing rhetoric. The Students for a Democrat- 
ic Society issued its manifesto in nearby Port 
Huron. John Sinclair's White Panther Party 
sought to emulate the fervor of black revolu- 
tionaries on the West Coast. The White Panth- 
er's musical brothers -in -arms, the MC5, had 
released their controversial debut. 

Born of such was Iggy's music. 

No doubt about it, Iggy Pop has always 
been a physical entertainer. The pipeline be- 

tween his fears and feelings and his at t has 

always been a wide -open valve. Over his 

twenty years of rocking, spanning nine dif- 
ferent labels, Iggy has released such classics ( 

word we don't usually throw around) as 

1970's Funhouse, 1973's Raw Power, 1977's 
Lust For Life and his last album, 1986's Blah 
Bloh 8lah. 

These days, the notorious drink and drug 
abuse, and a lot of the hard times, are behind 
him. While there still exists the eternal creative 
struggle, Instinct, the new album, shows Iggv 

at peace with the struggle. Finally in the fore 
front and holding the reins, he seems no long 
haunted by the famous collaborators who 
tended to overshadow his efforts. Brimming 
with reserved satisfaction, Iggy's low voice 

detailed some of what makes Instinct one of 
this year's special releases. When you interview 
Iggy, you have approximately thirty minutes 
to get your information before he "winds 
down." Here's what we got:

KZ: The new record was produce''; ,y Bill 

laswell, engineered by Jason Corsaro...that's a 

pretty heavy technical cast. 

IP: Jason is a killer mixer. My idea was to make a 

record which reflected five guys standing, playing live in 

the studio and second, was an album with my kind of 

music- -with music that came from me. I knew that out 

of necessity, it was going to be very simple, maybe 

even a bit rough. I'm a rough kind of singer with 

technical limitations. So what I wanted to do was make 

this big noise and gei the right guys who could give me 

the technical tools to record with clarity, channeling the 

power to help me achieve a beautiful and simple form. 

The music has to take you somewhere. By the end of 

the song, not only do you get a rush off the riff, but you 

experience something, the point of the words get 

across and the whole song culminates into an ending. 

KZ: You've stated that this is the first album 

where you felt like you were in the driver's 
seat and stayed on the road. 

IP: In a way, this music reflects a lot of what I was trying 

to do on the first three records I ever made, the three 

Stooges records. They were great records, but on each 

of them, there were some areas I wasn't able to suc- 

ceed in -- success in terms of sound quality, groove- - 

getting a real chunkin' beat that gets you going --and 

dance -ability. There's a lot of people who like to dance. 

!like to dance. I wanted people to be able to dance 

and move their crotches. That's very important. 

KZ: Did the success of Blah Blah Blah buy you 

the freedom and opportunity to climb into the 

driver's seat this time around? 
IP: It sure did. If I was some kind of pussy, I would 

have made another album like the last one, or softer 

maybe. Yet I didn't try to force a hard rock sound out of 

myself, like, OKAY, I'M GONNA MAKE A MIND -BLOW- 

IN', ROCKIN', SMOKIN'...none of that. Some of the rock 

n roll bands I've heard lately trying to capitalize on rock 

and rebellion --it sounds like they're forcing the music 

out of themselves, the way you squeeze a pimple. I 

hear this strangled vocal. If they haven't got anything to 

soy, they lust say, "Fuck." Wow, how dramatic! I'm 
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THE BIRTH OF AN IMAGE 
We asked Iggy to trace some of the origins of a few 

random images that pop up on his new album, Instinct. 

Listed are the tracks and the particular image. 

"Running through the grinning shadows" 
(Instincts) 
The grinning shadows was an image that I had that I 

carry around with me of a particular New Yorker --who 

shall remain nameless --who is a very famous and 

powerful artist, and also a cynic. He had a particular 

grin on his face in a club one night. He was standing in 

the shadows. The "running" came from a photo 

documentary of moose running through the snow. They 

were trying to escape some park rangers. It looked so 

beautiful, these huge animals running for their lives 

through the snow. It was a very moving image." 

"Insect cars and horny men from Mars" (Tough 
Baby) 

"Insect cars was a fixation that came up several times 

in Jim Morrison's work. He compared cars to 

insects- -'Cars hiss by my window.' I liked that. Cors are 

like insects when you see so many of them. They have 

that relentless, armored quality. The horny men from 
Mars...sometimes you see a pretty little girl on the 

subway. I ride the subways a lot and I saw this beautiful 

young girl. She was East Indian or something. I was 

staring at her because she was pretty and I'm a guy. I 

have these instincts. So she looked up at me as if I was 

a man from Mars, I was so different from her. I was 

sure she could sense that I was horny for her, but I was 

from another planet compared to her experience." 

"Cruel highway edged with signs" (Easy Rider) 
"That's about Highway 10 --or is it 405 ? --that runs up 

and down the coast of California. It's the stretch 

between the airport and the Santa Monica turnoff. It's 

between LAX and Hollywood." 

"All my life I've been polite, but I'm afraid it's 
gluing my butt." (Power & Freedom) 
"That's self -explanatory. Sometimes I feel that maybe 
I've been too nice to people. Even though I play the 

kind of music I do, I've got this other side of me that I 

learned from my parents. I can't help it. You're 

supposed to be proper and polite and decent to people 

until they give you an overt reason to soy, 'All right, 
fucking asshole. Enough!' It's the whole thing about 

going meekly, not wanting to ruffle the water. Don't 
make waves. On the other hand, you pay for that by 

building up a sense of resentment." 

"You can stuff hamburger in my head, but I 

ain't gonna be no squarehead." (Squarehead) 
"Maybe I don't wont to eat hamburger, have a Bud and 

go to the football game!" 

"I'll take my tom tom and go." (Tom Tom) 
"I started as a drummer. When we pack up from the 

gigs, the first thing I do is unscrew the shell -mount tom 

on my bass drum, put it under my arm and walk out 

and put it in the van. It's like the guy at the party who 

strikes out with the girl: 'I'll just take my bongos and go 

home.'" 

really impressed. Gimme a break! So I said to myself, 

"Goddammit Iggy, if your name is on the front of the 

record and your picture's on the front of the record, 

then you have the right to reach inside of yourself!" 

While I've enjoyed the collaborations over the last few 

years, I've always felt that some of the records I've 

made lately haven't really reflected me. They were 

usually half me and half whoever I was working with. 

This had to be pure me. 

KZ: It sounds like you've experienced a con- 

fidence boost. 
IP: What bought me the freedom and gave me the 

confidence was the touring after Blah Blab Blah. That 

was even more important than the success of the 

record. At first I was playing almost all new stuff, a lot of 

the technically- oriented material off Blab Blatt Blatt. Yet 

I found the audience responding stronger to my 

simpler, more basic stuff. So as the tour went on, I 

figured, "Let's try 'I Wanna Be Your Dog.'" I hadn't 

played "I Wanna Be Your Dog" in YEARS! But I did it, 

and I liked it a lot. Then we tried "No Fun." After 

steering into that direction, I saw people accepting it. 

People were accepting these songs a lot more than 

when I first ' 

songs are real simple. They only have a couple of 

chords. I figured if I wrote the new material in the same 

vein, maybe I wouldn't need to hook up with another 

collaborator. So I learned how to use a four -track and 

started playing guitar every day. I never knew what 

would come out. I was scared that maybe it would be 

too simple. So I worked f pl hard getting the right 

people to help realize the project properly. I was 

important for me to get (guitarist) Steve Jones. It was 

important to get Bill (Laswell) and Jason (Corsaro) and 

the drummer, Paul Garisto, who I got from the Furs. He 

and the Furs had a falling out. Everyone was important. 

Seamus (Beaghen) on the keyboards was supportive 

on the whole last tour. We got to be close friends. You 

need your friends sometimes when you do this kind of 

work, if only just to make you laugh. Otherwise you go 

crazy. You're in a fishbowl. People tend to pick at you 

on the road. So sometimes you need someone 

because they're your friend. Someone, not necessarily 

on a music level, can be vital to your music because 

they affect your mood. 

KZ: I feel the mood of the first song, "Cold

Metal," describes the album. 

IP: That's why I put it first. I thought it was a good road 

sign. It gives you a clue as to what the rest of the 

record is going to be like. 

KZ: I know you've already touched on your 
roots with the Stooges, but did coming from 
Detroit lay any of the groundwork for these 
songs? 
IP: Coming from Detroit is very important to me. In fact, 

it becomes more important the longer I'm away, oddly 

enough. I'm more proud of it as time goes on. The 

feeling of what I was trying to do in Detroit has never 

left me. I have a romanticism toward that city and 

toward the people who live there. 

KZ: The lyrics to the album can stand alone as 

poems --for instance, the song "Easy Rider" 
starts out bleak and on the edge, while ending 
with a sense of... 
IP: It becomes more hopeful. That was a dynamic edge 

I was trying to achieve in the song. People go out into 

the night looking for something. They move around 

restlessly, trying to find oufwhere it is they fit in. Hope- 

fully you find it in each other. Yes, I worked hard on 

the lyrics. 

KZ: In the song "Power & Freedom," it's almost 
as if Iggy Pop has something in common with 
the president of IBM. 
IP: I was aware of that when I wrote the song. Power 

and freedom, those words are thrown around a lot 

lately. But they're loaded words and they're loaded 

concepts. America seems to worry a lot about what our 

power means in the world and how we can use it. Do 

we use it to take over Grenada? How does it help us 

when we want to order in a French restaurant? (laughs) 

"HEY, I'M AN AMERICAN!" Freedom is another loaded 

concept. I wonted to write about it from the level of the 

individual and not on a political level. What I'm trying to 

say in the song is that power and freedom are 

individual concepts before they are political concepts. 

You may live in a country that is founded on a 

Constitution which guarantees you freedom, but that 

doesn't mean anything if you don't feel you have any. 

A lot of people feel powerless, and that's a dangerous 

situation. These are the things that are on my mind. I 

want power, and I want freedom! (roars) 
KZ: Part of the effectiveness of "Lowdown" is 

that it's sung so low. 
IP: It's funny. That was a vocal I changed drastically. 

The original had a typical rock vocal that was sung hard 

about an octave higher. It bored me, so I tore it apart 

and came up with this melody. I'm much happier 

with it. 

KZ: "High On You" is an intense declaration of 
love. 
IP: That was the first song I wrote for this album. It talks 

about the feeling of intoxication that you can get from a 

person you think is beautiful. I think in our culture, that 

replaces religion for most people. Most people find 

their joy in sex or love or art of some sort. I wanted to 

talk about whatever transports them to ecstacy. The 

thought also crossed my mind that I'm getting high on 

this person instead of on drugs. 

KZ: This record was cut in New York and 

Brooklyn instead of Switzerland, like the last 
album. 
IP: I've lived in New York for four years. So while we 

recorded in a different place, I used the same theory of 

recording. In Switzerland, I stayed at David Bowie's 

home. We would drive ourselves around the lake every 

day to work --no taxis or limos chauffeuring us. We 

carried all the equipment ourselves. No roadies. We 

hooked up the plugs. One of us would walk out and 

get the sandwiches. It was a hands -on thing, a home- 

made experience. I like that a lot, so we did the same 

thing this time. When the band came to town from 

different parts of the world, instead of putting them in 

hotels, Suchi, my wife, went out and found them 

apartments in my neighborhood in Soho. We recorded 

in my neighborhood so everybody could walk to and 

from work in a nice old part of New York that's not full 

of fire -breathing fatties trying to make a dishonest buck. 

(laughs) I didn't want a maid waking up my musician 

at 11:30 a.m., banging her keys on the door making 

him uncomfortable. That was important to me. 

Everything had to have a homemade feel. We felt in 

control rather than like components in a big machine. 

That changes the mood of the experience. We used a 

rehearsal room in Chelsea that wasn't SIR, but rather 
one place with one room that insured total privacy and 

control. I recorded my vocals in Brooklyn, a place that 

Alternative bands use to make inexpensive records. I 

chose it because it was inexpensive and remote. 

Nobody was going to hassle me in Flalbush. I wasn't 
going to run into any hairdressers or pop stars or soul 

revivalists or Pepsi salesmen or anybody else. I was 

just gonna get down, get funky and do what I wanted to 

do. That's how you get an exciting record. 

KZ: I've noticed that, although you record 
rough music, you always manage to show a 

sense of vulnerability. 
IP: I've seen guys who don't show any and do really 

well, and sometimes I feel maybe I shouldn't either. But 

it's important to show people everything that's going on 

in your head. That's why you sing. You open your 
mouth to tell what's on your mind. 

KZ: How do you look back at the Lust For Life 
album? 
IP: That's a fine album. I think it was too rockin' for its 

time. If radio had helped me out at that time...it would 

have been helpful. 

KZ: You sang on Ryuichi Sakamoto's album, a 

song called "Risky." 
IP: I enjoyed the hell out of doing that. I jumped at the 

chance. The musical track was entirely finished with no 

vocal. It was bare, and nobody told me what to do or 

even gave me any ideas. They just wanted a vocal 

sun in English. Sakamoto was hoping to get it played 

on the radio, giving him a means to communicate with 

English- speaking audiences. I put the track in a cas- 

sette machine. I was on the road at the time. I wrote it 

in my spare time, sticking my finger in my right ear 

while I listened to the music with my left ear. We re- 

corded it in one day. I'm very proud of "Risky: It's 

about being young and not wanting to be cheated out 

of having adventure in your life. You may not want to 

accept the common roles already laid out. It's also 

about simple love. It can be dangerous to be in love, 

and you can hurt other people. At least I've found that 

to be so. 

KZ: Having listened to your music for so many 
years, you've managed to maintain an 

intensity for twenty years that a lot of people 
probably thought wouldn't last six months. 
IP: I know. (laughs) I have a very intense joy that I feel 

when I hear other people's music. When I see a 

beautiful person or when I just have a nice time with 

one of my friends, I get these feelings of joy. That's 

what keeps me going. I get turned on by what's around 

me. I like John Coltrane's records as much as I did 

when they first came out. I listen to Ascension over and 

over. But I like Motley Crue, too. I hear all this stuff that 

turns me on and I feel, "I wanna be one, too." If 

there's an intensity, that's where it comes from. 

KZ: Deep in the dark of the night, do you ever 
look back at it all and find yourself surprised 
that you're still alive, that you survived? 
IP: No. I tend to remember the good bits. The rest of it 

fades out. 

KZ: Do you have a message for radio? 
IP: Radio is in a real key position, because radio is a 

beautiful thing. It's beautiful to hear people talking with- 

out having a picture shoved in your face. It lets your 

imagination run free and it's still my favorite form of 

entertainment. Let's leave it at that.

While drummer Robert Sweet's plunging body suit 
may scare the bejesus out of contemporary Christian 
parents, Stryper's brand of pop metal fits snugly into 
the metal mainstream alongside the likes of Dokken, 
Bon Jovi and Scorpions. While the lyrics emit double 
entendre love messages straddling relationships and 
religion, the guitar licks certainly sound devilish. 

'HATE TO LOSE YOUR LOVIN "- LITTLE FEAT 

(WARNER BROS.) 
Though there isn't another singer in the galaxy who 

could ever replace Lowell George, "Hate To Lose 

Your Lovin' does a good job of picking up the pieces. 

The vocal trade -offs between Paul Barerre and Craig 

Fuller are impressive. The Louisiana junkyard beat is 

still intact. I'm sure there are stations out there still 
booming the Feat legacy via digital disc. Here's some 

new fuel for the fire. 

TALK TO YOUR DAUGHTER -ROBBEN FORD 
(WARNER BROS.) 
Robben Ford began his career on Arhoolie Records 
playing in a blues band stationed in Ukiah, California. 

He returns to the blues in a much glossier vehicle 
featuring the keyboard trimmings of the 
yellowjacketed Russell Ferrante. Actually, there isn't 
a single bad track on this super splendid effort. Ford 

takes J.B. Lenoir's high -pitched gritty plea and turns 
it into a gliding blues/fusion opener. Next up is a 

screamer, "Wild About You." "Help The Poor" has a 

timely Reaganomical relevance. "Born Under A Bad 

Sign" is the best version I've heard, next to Albert 
King's menacing original. I also enjoyed Robben trading 
licks with his harp -blowing bro on "Can't Let Her Go" 

and "I Got Over It." I see a potentially wide audience 
for his music, spanning rockers, blues people less 

obsessed with purity, American music fans with afew 
Jazz-heads thrown in for seasoning. Give this one a 

serious audition. 

JUST BEFORE THE BULLETS FLY - 
GREGG ALLMAN BAND (EPIC) 
Gregg Allman follows up "I'm No Angel" with 
something much meatier. Album Radio seems to agree 

since Just Before The Bullets Fly impressively debuts 
at #11, three trax deep. Like Robben Ford, Gregg 
Allman takes the blues downtown, spills it up and 

rams ft into the mainstream. The Toler brothers, an 

integral part of Gregg's outfit, contribute a new kind 
of brotherly spirit to Gregg's music. Aside from the 
two obvious trax, the opener "Demon" and the title 
track, I admire Gregg for taking a poke at Clarence 
Carter's soul- wrenching "Slip Away." 

LOVELY -THE PRIMITIVES (RCA) 
The Primitives haven't exactly gone the slick pop 
route that "Crash" may indicate to the unwary 
listener. The remainder of the album is rough and raw. 

Lovely is filled with thin slices of hard bash, Indian 
fusion and demo -ish garage sounds. Check out the raga 
roots of "Shadow." If you're not already a fan of 
"Crash," here's an opportunity to discover it in its 

proper context, that is, surrounded by a lot of noisy 
"outside" four piece rock n roll. 

BULL DURHAM SOUNDTRACK (CAPITOL) 
Frankly, I thought the best part of Bull Durham was 
the timing of the music (as opposed to Susan 

Sarandon's droopy...sweaters). The last couple of 

trax ( "All Night Dance" and "Love's Not A Triple 
Play ") feature scraps of Little Feat, Stevie Ray 
Vaughan, Dr. John, Bennie Wallace and Bonnie 
Raitt performing bayou rock. 
ALL I WANTED " -IN TUA NUA (VIRGIN) 
Sorta sounds like Siouxsie and her Banshees around 
the campfire. A jaunty blend of electric and acoustic 
strum with some subtle fiddle playing. Sounds great.

Stations like 
KROQ, CFNY, WBCN, WHFS, 91X and 
WXRT are known for their progressive 
edge. Meanwhile Iggy's rocking on 
rockers like KSJO, WONE, KOME and 
WNEW/FM.

BRIAN WILSON. I noticed in the 
newspaper that Brian Wilson agreed to 
record this Sire album after the Hall of 
Fame presentation.

WHEN 'HEROES' ARE VILLAINS 

The June 3rd column dealing with "paper adds" and unreported 
airplay included an anonymous reader's description of a once -great station 
that had degenerated into an unstable political nightmare for its staff. I 

am willing to print letters without revealing who wrote them, but only if 
the writer signs the letter in writing to me. Today, we have two more 
letters whose writers have requested the same privilege, and they deal 
with the same issues. 

The first is from someone who believes he worked at the station 
mentioned in the first column: "If it isn't, then someone else also needs a 

lot of help. I'd like to say that if anyone is working at a station like this, 
get out while the getting is good. There are a lot of good companies out 
there looking for people who like to work and have fun while doing it. 
I'm working for one now. 

"I was lucky. I found a new AM station that has the electricity of (the 
station where he used to work) when it was great...The owners really care 
about the employees and do everything they can to help when one of us is 
in a bind." 

The writer also commented on another frequent topic of this column: "A 
lot of people think AM radio is dead. WRONG!!! Not in this market. 
(We) are an A/C station that loves to have a good time on the air and 
plays nothing but the best music. Just wait and see-AM radio can come 
back bigger and better than ever!" 

The second letter, from the Music Director at a Top 40 station, introduces 
a new topic for discussion: 

"I read with a nodding head your articles in April and June dealing 
with "paper adds." I have seen this practice in at least two markets 
where I have worked, and I abhor it. Another related problem that I 

think is just as bad is artificially moving a song up a station's chart. 
Thankfully, the station I am employed by doesn't practice either paper 
adds or artificial moves. However, I have noted artificial chart moves at 
a rival station. Over the past several months, a number of songs have 
found their way to the top of their playlist. These songs have not been on 
the national charts, and have picked up few, if any, sales or requests 
here, either." 

The writer goes on to say that even though his own and the other 
station both track requests and survey stores for sales, the competitor has 
been spotlighted in the national trades for reporting a " #1 record" that 
sold only five or six copies, total, that week in the whole market. He 
notes that this is not illegal, but is "unethical and downright dishonest." 

What he is seeing is someone who wants to be a hero to the record com- 
panies, and apparently believes he can fake the supporting data for his 
adventures without harm to anyone. That is not true. He harms his own 
station by playing music the audience doesn't like, for purposes unrelated 
to pleasing the audience. He harms the trades by decreasing their 
accuracy and credibility. And he harms the record company he's trying to 
please because they will put money, time and effort into working this 
"undiscovered hit" -only to find it doesn't sell. 

There are three lessons here: 1) You don't do a favor to a record by 
flogging a flop. 2) You don't become a prominent figure in the trades for 
long if your reports don't hold up when other stations try to follow them. 
3) Record companies will eventually turn against those who artificially 
inflate a record's performance. (This applies equally to the "paper 
adder" and the "chart hyper. ") 

Honesty is still the best policy if you seek to use your status as Music 
Director to draw attention to yourself in the trade magazines. Only honest 
information will ultimately build a favorable and lasting reputation. 

If withholding names is the only way to address tough issues through 
letters, let's withhold another one next week!

For most Americans, the Australian and New Zealand music scene 

conjures up bands like INXS, Midnight Oil, the Church, Jimmy 

Barnes, Hunters & Collectors, Icehouse, Big Pig or Crowded House. 

While all these bands enjoy tremendous recognition on their home 

turf, during my two -month trip through the two countries in April 

and May, I discovered many of the other pieces that make up a 

large musical puzzle "Down Under." In New Zealand, I found 

college radio under fire from the government for appealing to 

"eavesdropping" non -students, while Australian taxpayers fund a 

24 -hour Alternative station in Sydney. Meetings with a variety of 

record label representatives, radio programmers, retailers, 

journalists and artist managers also opened my ears to exciting 

new bands like Wedding Partys Anything, Roaring Jack, The 

Swamp Jockeys and Yothu Yindi.

After traveling 22 straight hours, I 

arrived at my first destination, Christ- 

church, New Zealand. There I met with 

Gary Cope, co- founder of Flying Nun 

Records, who was busy moving the 

label's office to New Zealand's largest 

city, Auckland, on the North Island. Gary 

explained that, while Flying Nun has 

been successful in discovering bands 

like the Verlaines and the Bats from the 

South Island university city of Dunedin, 

the local well for new bands has been 

drying up a bit. The move will place the 

label in the country's center of business, 

as well as bringing exposure to more 

new bands. Gary said 50 percent of his 

labels sales were in New Zealand, with 

the balance spread between West 

Germany (their second largest market), 

Australia, the United States and the rest 

of Europe. 

Like many Western European 

countries, New Zealand is moving 

towards privatization of government - 

controlled industries, including the Radio 

New Zealand commercial network. But if 

U.S. college broadcasters think the FCC 

is big brother, they should be thankful 

they're not in New Zealand. While I was 

there, a government Broadcasting 

Tribunal ruled that student stations in 

Auckland, Wellington and Christchurch 

could generally only broadcast during 

the academic year. The Tribunal said 

the stations were primarily intended to 

serve student audiences and not to be 

"Alternative musk stations." The Tribun- 

al added that during the university 

holiday period, "We consider that the 

stations might well, in practice, be 

serving their non-student 'eavesdrop- 

ping' audience as much as, if not more 

than, the students themselves." Good 

thing serving your community at large 

isn't a crime in this country! 

Ironically, I arrived in Australia while 

INXS, Midnight Oil and Big Pig were all 

on tour in the States, riding the wave of 

their hard -earned Top 40 airplay. My 

first introduction to the local scene was 

through Anne Wright, the former pro- 

motional rep with Oz Records in the U.S. 

and Mushroom in Australia who is now 

doing independent film and music 

publicity in both countries. She connect- 

ed me with Mushroom Records national 

radio promo rep Sue McAullay, who 

was my unofficial tour guide and music 

industry ambassador. Through her, I 

saw John Cougar Mellencamp perform 

one of his sold -out auditorium shows in 

Sydney, saw The Church and the Lime 

Spiders, and met Mushroom Records' 

fearless leader and guru, Michael 
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Gudinski. 

I visited Midnight Oil's office and met 

their Publicity Director, Denise Officer - 

Brewster, and journalist Andrew 

McMillan, who was in the process of 

writing a book about Midnight Oil's 

"Black Fella/White Fella" tour last year. 

Forthright and politically sharp, Denise 

and Andrew offered insights into how to 

see "the real Australia" of the outback 

and the tropical "Top End." They 

connected me with some bands in 

Darwin and offered to arrange the 

necessary permits to visit the community 

of Virkala in the restricted aboriginal 

territory of Arnhemland. 

A few days later I attended my first 

Australian Rules Football match (popular 

here on ESPN) with Denise and Andrew, 

casually running into Paul Kelly and the 

entire Huxton Creepers band in the 

stands. With the help of Denise, Andrew 

and Paul, I figured out exactly what all 

those maniac players and quaint flag - 

waving officials with white derbys were 

doing on the circular playing field. 

Afterwards, we went to a local pub in 

the Surrey -Hills area of Sydney to see 

the highly political band Roaring Jack 

mesh acoustic and electronic instru- 

ments, a romping rhythm section and 

passionate Joe Strummer -flavored 

vocals into an Irish -influenced fireball 

that might be described as Australia's 

answer to the Pagues. Live, the band 

floored me. They've released one EP, 

"Celtabillity," and will be releasing a full 

album, Cal Among The Thieves, later 

this year. 

Another project Denise is working on 

is a compilation, Building Bridges, 

which will benefit a non -profit group of 

the some name working to "develop a 

stronger relationship between aboriginal 

and non -aboriginal Australians." The 

album will include a mix of new and 

previously -released material by artists 

including INXS, Midnight Oil, Paul Kelly, 

Crowded House, Hunters 8, Collectors, 

the Celibate Rifles, the Saints, the Triffids 

and the up & coming Weddings Party's 

Anything (whose new album is one of 

my current favorites). As of this date a 

record deal for the compilation is still 

being negotiated. 

Next I visited the offices of INXS's 

management, MMA. Gary Grant had 

his hands full with everybody and their 

cousin in -law wanting to get to INXS, at 

that time headlining shows in arenas 

across the States. I also met Justin Van 

Stom who, along with Sebastian Chase, 

is spearheading a new record label for 

Chris Murphy and MMA called Rooart 

Records. Justin explained that MMA 

wants to rejuvenate and nurture the new 

music scene in Australia. The first band 

signed to the label is Crash Politics. They 

plan to launch the label this month with 

a compilation album, Youngblood, 

recorded in a high quality studio. It will 

be released as a cassette only with an 

extremely low price. The label plans to 

release albums from five or six bands in 

the next few years. 

Unlike all major American markets, 

radio in Australian cities is relatively 

limited to just a few stations competing 

for the same audience. I visited top - 

rated 3MMM (Three Triple -M) which, 

like most music stations in Australia, is 

aiming for an older demographic 

(Sound familiar ?) But 3111 (Three 

Triple -J) is an Alternative station that 

many college programmers and 

probably many commercial Alternatives 

would envy. Imagine if the U.S. govern- 

ment funded a 24 -hour non -commercial 

Alternative music station where every- 

one is paid --in fact, volunteers aren't 

permitted, due to union regulations. 

3JJJ may be one of the world's hippest 

stations, playing a rich variety of music, 

but not ignoring things just because 

they're familar. You'll hear your healthy 

dose of The Sugarcubes, Ziggy Marley, 

Wire, The Smithereens, Danielle Dax, 

the Primitives, The Church, Do Re Mi, 

Morrissey or The Fall. They aren't afraid 

of big names like David Lee Roth, 

Robert Plant or AC/DC if the music is 

great. 

Program Director Sam Collins (13 

years at the station) and Music Director 

Simon Drake (four years) oversee the 

sounds of the station. Drake explained 

that with commercial radio in the city 

moving more and more to oldies, their 

station is quickly becoming a bastion for 

new music and Urban artists, which he 

said get very little radio exposure 

anywhere else. You'll hear artists like 

Prince, Aswad, Public Enemy, Miriam 

Makeba, or Keith Sweat, along with

independent Australian bands like 

Chad's Tree, Vanilla Chainsaws, the 

Screaming Tribesmen, Olympic Side- 

burns and Vegemite Reggae. 

Waterfront and Phantom Records both 

operate labels and retail shops in Syd- 

ney. Upon arrival at Waterfront I im- 

mediately felt at home after seeing the 

KUSF skull & crossed microphones 

sticker on the cash register. I bought a 

small pile of records from Chris Dunn of 

Waterfront, including music by Ed 

Kuepper, the Hummingbirds, the Trilo- 

bites, Weddings Partys Anything and the 

Happy Hate Me Nots (whom I saw live a 

few nights later opening for the New 

Christs).. 

Chris Dunn said their shop sells a 

very large proportion of hard -core 

records with the Hard -On's (on the 

Waterfront label) being their biggest 

seller. Chris said the skateboard craze 

has hit Australia the last few years, with 

a positive affect on hardcore music 

sales. He also explained how the early 

Iggy & the Stooges /MCS /Ramones 

garage sound influences- -first heard in 

Australian bands like the Saints or Radio 

Birdland and more recently in the next 

generation of bands like the New 

Christs /Lime Spiders /Died Pretty/ 

Celibate Rifles --is fading from promi- 

nence and making way for an acoust- 

ically based movement heard in groups 

like Weddings Partys Anything or 

Roaring Jack. He explained that the 

Trilobites are one of the last of these 

traditional garage -sound Australian 

bands. Chris explained that Australian 

albums (S15 -$16 each) and CDs 

($24 -$25 each) are so expensive 

because of a whopping 20 percent 

government sales tax. As a result, the 

retail mark -up on records in the country 

is relatively small compared to the States. 

Over at Phantom Records, ("The big 

beat in the heart of the vinyl jungle "), I 

made another haul of new releases by 

the Died Pretty and the Dubrovniks. The 

Dubrovniks were previously known as 

the Adorable Ones and are comprised 

of James Baker (formerly of the Hoodoo 

Gurus /Scientists /Beasts of Bourbon), 

Boris Sundovic (Scientists), Peter Simp- 

son (Spectres Revenge) and Roddy 

Radalj (Hoodoo Gurus/The Johnnys). 

The record was produced by the New 
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Christs lead singer Rob Younger, who 

also produced the new single by the 

Happy Hate Me Nots. 

Next stop was Melbourne and the 

national offices of Mushroom Records. I 

met with Gary Ashley, who was raving 

about Big fig and Kylie Minogue. The 

latter's record is the biggest seller in 

Australia over the past decade. I visited 

with Michael Roberts, manager of the 

aforementioned Big rig and Alternative 

favorites Hunters & Collectors. Michael 

was a whirling Tasmanian devil, working 

literally day and night for both bands. 

Hunters had just finished recording 

some new songs to add to the U.S. 

release of the What's A Few Men 

album, which was released in Australia 

last fall. Re -mixed by Greg Edward in 

Los Angeles, it will include four new 

songs, including "Back On The Bread- 

line," which sounds like a winner. The 

U.S. release of the album will be retitled 
Fate. The band is currently on a major 

tour of Australia with Paul Kelly. Paul 

Kelly's Under The Sun album had been 

out for months by the time of my arrival, 

and quickly became the theme sound- 

track of the rest of my journey. Under 

The Sun has become the most success- 

ful album of the band's career, going 

gold in their native land in just over four 

weeks. Paul will most likely record his 

next album here in the States for a 

Spring, '89 release. 

Armed with my Hunters & Collectors, 

Paul Kelly and Saints cassettes, I headed 

into the beautiful and sometimes brutal 

high desert outback of Alice Springs. I 

stopped by the offices of the Central 

Australian Aboriginal Media Association, 

an organization that includes video and 

television production, short-wave radio 

broadcasts to remote aboriginal com- 

munities ( "Bush Radio ") and on inde- 

pendent record label called Imparja 

Recordings (meaning "tracks" in the 

local language). Started in 1984, 

Imparja provides an outlet for aboriginal 

artists, with the music stretching across a 

variety of styles including country, 

reggae, gospel, choral and rock n roll. 

Some Imparja artists have included Joe 

Geia, Warumpi Band and Coloured Perl 

Stone. According to Edwina Shannon, 
who works part-time with their music 

projects, the most popular release at the 

time of my visit was "Light On" by the 

Areyonga Desert Tigers. They plan to 

release six new records in '88. 

Heading further north into the Top End 

near Kakadu National Park ( what the 

tourism office likes to call "Crocodile 

Dundee Territory"), I saw two fantastic 

bands in Darwin, the Swamp Jockeys 

and Yothu Yindi. Put Johnny Cash and 

Gun dub into a cyclone, seed the 

clouds with Rank & File and you get the 

lipicture 

of what the Swamp Jockeys are 

ke. Yothu Yindi are an aboriginal rock 

band backed by the Swamp Jockey's 

rhythm section & atmospheric guitarist 

Cal. Yothu Yindi are from the small 

community of Yirkala and are led by 

lead singer /songwriter Bakamana 

Yunipingu. I had the privilege of visiting 

Bakamana and his family for a few days 

gaining some insight into the roots of 

this talented musician's art. A man with 

a keen vision and strop values, 

Bakamana is a national respected 

educator within his smal community, 

and he's currently spearheading a 

reform of education within aboriginal 

communities around the nation. His 

lyrics are outspoken but positive, allow- 

ing him to utilize his musical influence 

constructively both inside and outside his 

community. The world, and the music 

business, could use more people like 

Bakamana who are trying to shape the 

way people lead their lives in a positive 

manner. 

Finally, if you happen to find yourself 

in Australia later this year (or are just 

looking for a good excuse), a three -day 

Aboriginal Rock Music Festival is in the 

planning stages. The Northern Territory 

Arts Council is organizing the event for 

the Darwin Amphitheatre in September.

People have the power to convert their dreams into reality. Patti's rock 
poetry speaks of dreams as spiritual catalysts for conquering evil and 
creating equity and charity in mankind. Patti gives lyrical testament to 
the bonding of two people with common hopes -two can dream more 
efficiently than one alone. Her word sculpture as a poet is the whole point 
in making this record. The musicianship in her support creates the forum 
and sets a contemporary tone, but, if you don't sit with the thoughts, no 
point is made. PEOPLE HAVE THE POWER, the track which advanced 
the LP, is definitely the album's most righteous moment. It deals as much 
with her own realization of the power within as it rallies other dreamers 
to turn the world around.
