As reported in the Gavin Report two weeks ago, CFNY-
Toronto Music Director Ivar Hamilton was one of a handful of 
Canadian industry folks to accompany Big Country to Moscow 
for their October 1 concert at the Lenin Sportstadium. The 
concert was the first privately-funded concert staged in Russia. 
According to Hamilton, the trip was at times great, at times 

frustrating and always remarkable. The concert was attended 
by approximately 5,000 fans, some of them uniformed soldiers. 
This left the Sportstadium half empty, even though there were 
fans outside trying to get in. "There were problems with ticket 
distribution," said Hamilton. Money was apparently a factor. 
"Tickets were ten rubles, and some Russians make 250 rubles a 
month. Extras like this are too expensive." 
The performance itself got off to a shaky start. After the 

appearance of five "avant- garde, in no way mainstream" 
Russian bands, Big Country took the stage, and due to power 
problems had to start three times. 
Hamilton's trip wasn't without shining moments. He met 

Russian music lovers who have heard of such groups as 
Metallica, Depeche Mode and Genesis. "I met a guy who knew 
all the rap bands!" he said. "He was into Run-D.M.C., 
Ice-T—all the latest rap music." 
And what good radio person doesn't leave his or her station's 

mark? "I put stickers on tour buses, army jeeps—even on an 
amphibious assault vehicle." said Hamilton. "I tried to put 
one on a cop car, but that didn't go over too well. But I do have 
a picture of the cop holding the sticker."

Gavin Goes 
Heavy Metal 

by Sheila Rene 

The Foundations Forum '88 held in Los Angeles, 
September 30-October 1 at the Universal Sheraton was a good 

news/bad news affair. The first annual (we hope) meeting of the Hard Rock 
and Heavy Metal tribes had sell-out crowds for two days of panels and parties. 

Concrete Management and Marketing, RIP Magazine and Metal Blade Records put on 

a nearly flawless first effort. Jim Cardillo and his co-workers made it happen smoothly 

and the staff and head office of the hotel were impressed with the gentle, friendly participants. 
The Gavin Report sent its metal maven, Sheila Rene, to cover the action, and here's her report: 

The bad news: Artist/ 
Manager Sharon Osbourne hurt 
her leg helping husband Ozzy 
make a video the day before 
and had to bow out as keynote 

Keynote Speaker Mike Bone 

speaker. The good news: Mike 
Bone, President of Chrysalis 
Records, agreed to be designated 
hitter. Mike Bone is a 
well-respected advocate of all 
music, and has been instru-
mental in the success and 
direction of groups who have 
"made it," including Krolcus and 
the currently very hot platinum-
plus Metallica. He made the 
decision only moments before he 
left New York to moderate his 
already- scheduled Producer's 
Panel. 
The most important point in 

Bone's speech was his reference 
to the Child's Protection and 
Obscenity Enforcement Bill (H. 
R. 3889 and S. 2033). Bone 
humorously declared that the 
H.R. did not stand for Hard 
Rock. He said "Who wouldn't be 
for a bill with this name? I am 
all for children's protection!" 
He went on to explain that the 
proposed legislation allows for 
government seizure of "any 

6 

property, real or personal," used, 
or intended to be used, to 
promote what the bill would 
deem "obscene" albums. Every 
record store would have to know 
every lyric to every song, for if 
they didn't and a record (CD, 
tape or video) was deemed 
obscene, the store, inventory, 
cash register, and livelihood 
would be seized. 
The RIAA, NARAS, BMI, 

Howard Bloom's Music In 
Action and many musicians, 
most notably Frank Zappa, have 

been organized and pressuring 
all levels of the music business to 
put a stop to this First Amend-
ment enfringement. "Our First 
Amendment rights have never 
stopped the Federal government 
in the past, so what'll stop them 
now?" Bone commented. The 
subject was also addressed by the 
Credibility and Respectability 
panel with Mike Green of 
NARAS noting that Tipper 
Gore and the P.R.M.C. currently 
have over 200 sponsors, and this 
is an election year. If you are 
concerned you can get more

writing to your Congressman or 
Senator. 
More news from Bone: 

Metal and hard rock is selling 
better than ever, but the charts 
don't do the medium justice. 
Album Radio, designed to serve 
the 18-24 demographic plays 
only 26% (eight cuts out of 
thirty) metal or hard rock 
selections. Top 40 averages 
seven cuts out of forty--even 
though groups like Metallica, 
Guns N' Roses, Judas Priest, Bon 
Jovi, Van Halen and a host of 
others continue to rise up the 
Top 100. 

Bone on radio: Z Rock will 
satellite to more stations, but 
under the leadership of (the 
missing) Lee Abrams, there will 
be fewer new groups getting 
exposure if the success of 
Abrams' SuperStar format is 
any criteria. 

According to Bone, MTV 
"the biggest Album Radio 
station America," plays only 13 

metal or hard rock cuts out of 66 
videos in current rotation. 
Even though it is their #1 show, 
the "Headbanger's Ball" airs at 
the evil hour of midnight on the 
East coast. 
With this varied format 

coming on stronger than ever, 
Mike Bone believes we'll 
continue to see escalating sales, 
but he fears a lot of labels will 
widen the already saturated 
market with even more acts, 
which will further dilute the 
quality. As for independent 
labels, they are getting better 
distribution through the larger 
labels but, as Bone sees it, "the 
independent record labels and 
distributors are the farm team 
for the majors." He had no 
immediate solution, but believes 
it is to the benefit of all 
concerned to see this network 
continue, since most of the top 
groups of today were discovered 
through independents. 
On the technology front, 

Bone is in the minority since he 
likes DAT (he thinks " it's cool").

Another letter! This one from 
Michael K. Johnson of WCVQ/FM in 
Clarksville, Tennessee: 

"I would like to take a moment to respond to 
your column concerning playlists, and how 
they should be constructed. First off, let me 
explain a little about myself and my station. I 
am WCVQ's Music Director and have most, if 
not all, control over the current playlist. This is 
my first Music Director gig, and I have held 
this position for a year now. WCVQ is an 
80,000 watt Adult Contemporary FM located 
inside a metropolitan area of 160,000 people. 
We report to the Gavin Report and two other 
trades. 

"First and foremost, my policy is to play all 
songs that I report, regardless of rotation rank. 
I believe it is my obligation to our listeners to 
play only the 'best' music available, and to 
report records I deem the 'best.' I determine 
rotations based on several factors—including 
airplay, charting local album and CD sales as 
well as singles, requests from our demo, 
national trends and predictions, and a bit of a 
'sharp ear.' lam strongly against the idea of 
consultants. I believe that only someone who 
receives feedback daily from listeners, through 
on-air contact in addition to community 
relations, can honestly and effectively decide 
what is appropriate for his/her audience. 

"On the subject of paper adds, I think that it 
is a crock of &*#@' for a programmer to in-
volve him or herself in. Adding records simply 
to get a promoter 'off your back,' if you will, is 
not only lessening your credibility, but short-
changing your audience as well. And a 
record promoter who turns up the heat just to 
see a station's call letters under their song in a 
national trade is not concerned with the things 
I think they should really be thinking of: The 
song's true value to the listener, and the artist's 
potential impact, be it good or bad, on the 
audience. [ED NOTE: Plus, they will not see 
the song sell when the stores in that market are 
stocked, because it isn't really being exposed 
there--and that costs the record company 
money.] 

"A final note: I believe this issue of 'honest' 
playlists should continue to be a focal point for 
everyone concerned with the radio/record 
business. The very life of the whole system 
depends on integrity and honesty, as well as 
on creativity and talent. A weak programmer 
makes for an even weaker branch in the 
collective music tree." 
I thank Michael for his letter, and invite 

any additional thoughts you may have on 
these topics. I might also mention that at 
about the same time, I received a letter 

from a programmer who wrote that in 
trying to report to a trade publication all 
the records he had added, he was told 
"that's too many records...give me just a 
few of those," or something to that effect. 
He wrote me, saying he felt that it would 
be dishonest to avoid reporting all of his 
legitimate adds. I agreed with him. I feel 
that if a station is accepted as a reporter, 
its own add policies should be recognized, 
even if they appear unorthodox to the 
publication. I discussed the matter with 
the publication in question and hopefully 
the problem is now solved. 
I also received a letter from a station 

objecting to the lyric of a hit record, and 
commenting, "one of our local Top 40 
stations had added it and thrown 
responsibility to the wind." I am of two 
minds about printing it, since I am more 
interested in discussing the issue of lyrics, 
than arguing about a specific record's 
lyrics. I certainly do feel that each station 
should consider the lyric of a record in 
deciding whether to play it or not, and 
consider the impact of the record on the 
audience of the station (in this case 
specifically children, because Top 40 
stations do have a substantial number of 
children listening, whether or not they 
have any interest in reaching that 
demographic). And of course, the FCC 
requires consideration of lyric before 
making the decision to play a record 
(although after the consideration of the 
lyric, the FCC is inclined to respect that 
decision, unless prodded by the listening 
public to do otherwise). But different 
programmers are likely to come to 
different decisions about the same 
records. Perhaps it would be more 
productive to do a future column on how 
these decisions are made, and what 
considerations apply—if you'd care to 
share yours? Drop me a letter if you do.• 

MARKETING 
by Harvey Mednick 

ARE YOU 
EXPENDABLE? 

Recently, in the business section of 
The Los Angeles Times, a headline noted 
that when companies are forced to react 
to economic pressures by trimming staff, 
they almost always concentrate their 
efforts on those departments and indivi-
duals who do not directly contribute to the 
bottom line. The article went on to say 
that most often the area that is hardest hit 
is marketing! 

In their defense, I'm sure that most 
companies don't underestimate the value 
of their marketing/public relations/ 
promotion departments. I'm equally as 
sure that, given their choice of using a 
different barometer than pure bottom 
line impact, they'd look elsewhere in their 
organization for those dollar cuts that will 
satisfy their upper management. 
What I'd like us to do in this week's 

column is take a hard look at not only 
what we're doing, but whether or not our 
actions set us up for extinction. Beyond 
that, we'll work toward formulating a 
strategy that will position our department 
as an indispensable element in the overall 
business plan of the station. 

1. Do you have fiscal responsibilty for 
your department? If the answer is "no" 
then you're on the launching pad. 
Irrespective of who you report to, or what 
the scope of your influence is, if you don't 
control (or at least heavily influence) the 
dollars in your department--YOU REALLY 
DON'T MANAGE. And, if you don't 
manage, you probably won't survive any 
wholesale purge. So the first rule for 
survival is: take charge of your depart-
ment. Now, this may require some 
delicate re-negotiation of your deal with 
whomever you report to, but it is 
imperative. It also reinforces the basic 
notion that you really are a "director," the 
title of choice to those who sit in our chair. 

2. For whom do you work? This goes 
back to the way the position was 
established when you came on board. I 
advocate only one position--the 
promotion director reports directly to the 
GM and no one else! You may work 
closely with the sales department or the 
PD, but when it comes to justifying your 
professional existence, you want the line 
between you and the person who deter-
mines whether you live or die to be as 
straight as possible, and that means the 
GM and no one else! 

3. Is your department a profit center? 
It only makes sense that ix your

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vulnerability is based on dollars out not 
being offset by dollars in, you have to look 
at changing that. Some departments 
inside a station can never generate 
revenue. But yours can—and with relative 
ease! Make your number one priority for 
1989 an investigation of exactly how you 
can at least justify your salary, if not the 
bulk of your department's budget, 
through revenue-producing activities. It 
only makes sense that if you are making a 
positive impact on the bottom line, you 
are also making a positive impact on the 
corporate hierarchy which judges your 
station's performance. 

4. With whom are you aligned? If you 
consider yourself a part of the program-
ming deparment, you might be in deep 
trouble. If, as we discovered at the BPME 
this past June, our "Yellow Brick Road" to 
the top is through sales, then that's the 
team you want to play for and there's a 
number of reasons. That's where the 
dollars are generated, that's where 99.9% 
of all managers come from, and that's 
where you stand the greatest chance of 
being most easily understood. 

5. Have you set up a system of 
accountability and measurement? One 
of the constants in our industry is that we 
are "the keepers of the cume," and that 
our primary focus is on helping generate 
greater cume figures. If that's true, it's 
good news and bad news—the good news 
is that we have an area of our perfo,-
mance which is measurable, the bad news 
is that the area which is measurable is a 
"dollar out" area, only validated after 
research ($), design ($), media purchase 
($) and confirmation through ratings ($) 
results. What you need to do is hop down 
the hall to the sales department and sit 
with the sales managers, general/local/ 
national, and the individual salespeople 
at your station, and work out a deal 
whereby WHENEVER A SALE RESULTS 
FROM YOUR PARTICIPATION IN THE 
PROCESS YOU ARE GIVEN CREDIT—IN 
WRITING. (ed note: caps mine) 
One further thought: if you have 

reached a point where your salary has 
maxed out and can only be increased by 
the perfunctory "cost of living" index 
percentage, perhaps you can cut a deal 
with your GM that works like this— 
whenever you are credited with positively 
influencing a buy by virtue of your 
participation, you can get a piece of the 
action (commission) as an incentive. This 
way you can not only help bring in bucks, 
but make some at the same time. 
Remember this: you're only as valuable 

to your station as you make yourself—and 
make one of your goals for '89 to make 
sure your value is measured in dollars and 
cents impact on the bottom line. In this 
way you'll never be expendable!• 
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HEAR 1LT HERE 
Henry Lee Summer wrapped up his 

1988 tour schedule by opening for 
Chicago. Earlier in the year he supported 
Richard Marx and Cheap Trick.

Everyone knows that when Presidio Slim 
is playing, it will be a great night...Dream 
Syndicate recently played as a part of 
Finland's massive festival "Rock Ruis," 
debuting material from their brand new 
Enigma LP,Ghost Stories. Elliot Mazer, of 
early Neil Young fame, produced. During 
the next few months the band will be 
playing approximately 50 dates in 12 
different countries throughout 
Europe...Tom Cochrane and Red Rider 
made their official debut on RCA with the 
Victory Day LP. Don Gehtnan (John 
Cougar Mellencamp, R.E.M.) produced 
this sixth album with great songs galore. 
The first single (just in time for the World 
Series) is "Big League." Cochrane, who 
has been on a three week talking tour of 
the U.S., was the third artist to stop into 
the new Gavin headquarters. He told us 
that "Big League" is a "metaphor for 
ambition" and taken from a true story 
about hockey... Frontier Records, in 
conjunction with Tower Records Pulse!

Hart is 
the producer on all the titles and the first 
album was recorded in a diverse range of 
locations from the Nubian desert to the 
Arctic tundra. Each album has been 
digitally remixed from original masters,

The 
Grateful Dead continue recording their 
next Arista LP at various studios around 
the Bay area—in between concerts...It's no 
great surprise that U2 made a tremen-
dous showing with their Rattle And Hum 
album the first week out. They can also be 
heard on one cut from the soundtrack to 
the new Irish film, "The Courier." The 
soundtrack also features eight 
instrumentals by Elvis Costello, and six 
songs from new Irish groups. Cait 
O'Reardon (Mrs. Elvis Costello) stars in 
the movie. The U2 cut, "Walk To The 
Water," was previously available only on 
a B-side...Night Ranger's first video for "I 
Did It For Love" features a cameo from 
Morgan Fairchild. They hired Penelope 
Spheeris to direct, since they were looking 
for a rougher treatment than rock ballads 
usually get. Filming took place in Bell 
Canyon (near Los Angeles). Former Eddie 
Money, Aldo Nova keyboardist Jesse 
Bradman has signed on for the Rangers' 
tour. Bradman, who played on the album, 
will have to put a few producing jobs on 
hold since the tour kicks off November 
5th in Hawaii...After seven years, Fish has 
left Marillion in pursuit of a solo career. 
Meanwhile, the band will release a live 
double album while they work on material 
for a new studio album and find a new 
vocalist... R.E.M. will have two albums out 
this fall. Warner Bros. Records will re-
lease their new studio album, Green, on 
November 8th and a greatest hits 
collection titled Eponymous will be 
released by I.R.S...The readers of Guitar 
Player Magazine have voted Stevie Ray 
Vaughn Best Electric Blues Guitarist for 
the fifth time in the last six years--
1983-1986 and now again in 1988—making 
him eligible for the Gallery Of Greats 
along with Jimi Hendrix, B.B. King and 
Eric Clapton.

Today Randy is on a 
serious musical upswing. Mark 
Knopfler, a longtime fan and 
admirer, joined in to the tune of 
producing eight of the twelve 
songs found on Newman's latest 
autobiographical offering, Land 

Of Dreams. 

In the past, Randy Newman has 
chosen to explore the human 
experience through the faraway 
eyes of song characters created 
out of Randy's own sometimes 
acerbic imagination. These 
characters could include a mis-
understood Southern "redneck" of 
the Good Ole Boys LP or someone 
as complex as a befuddled and 
paranoid South African white 
supremacist in the song "Christ-
mas In Capetown." Land Of 
Dreams, hoW' ever, sticks closer to 
the home roots of the Newman 
family. Songs like "Dixie Flyer," 
"New Orleans Wins The War," 
"Four Eyes" and "It's Money That 
Matters" are affectionate family 
portraits with traces of fictional 
spice. 

Our conversation was wildly 
entertaining. Halfway through, 
Mark Knopfler gladly joined in. 
Randy Newman is wonderfully 
witty, outspoken, insecure and 
playfully perplexed over the hand 
that life has dealt him. Mark 
Knopfler is urbane, refined and 
contemplative. In many ways, 
Land Of Dreams faithfully reflects 
both of these celebrated de-
meanors, which gives this new 
album a sophisticated glow and 
far-reaching subject matter.

KZ: Itlow did Mark Knop r get. involved?' 
RN: I needed a producer because Fenny, 
WaronIcer) was kicked upstairs to be 
president of the company. I heard:through a 
lawyer that Mark was interested. I knew he 
was a fan of mine and I was a fan of 
,got tpgether and it was great. He's a great guy. 
Much nicer guy than I am. His instincts are 
really good. He's veryconscious about his 
workand he's unaffected by his success. I 
didn't even know how big he was before 
working with him. A couple'of.years ago we 
were on Entertainment Tonight. That was one 
of the first times-,Pd talked to him at any.

KZ: You use a lot of satire and heavy 
, sarcasm. Does it ever,bother you that 
sometimes the mass" may misunderstand 
your meaning? 
RN: I only noticed that when I had a really 
big record.

"Redneck" (off the Good Ole Boys LP) and 
songs like that. They loved those songs in the 
South. And they understood what I was 
saying. They were both pro-Southern songs. 
With "Short People," j d run into people like 
on some television dance shows that didn't gel 
it. Recently it's gotten easier. People 
understand me better. Mark Knopfler's "Money 
For Nothing." is a perfect example. That was 
a monsterous hit andrnos: people got it so 
things are getting a lktle better when il comes

KZ: How did Randy Newman come te 
record a rap like "Mastennan and Baby J"? 
RN: Rap interests me tremendously. First and 
foremost is te aanowtpl bragging. you hear 
Run-D.M.C.'s followlip and "Mdon Riverin 
not on there. It's "We're Run-D.M.C. and we're 
great."

RANDOM THOUGHTS 
ON RADIO 

MARK KNOPFLER: We've 
been optimistic about this 
record because it seems like 
radio and press people want 
to see Land Of Dreams 
happen. That's great. It 
makes me feel like maybe the 
nineties are going to be a 
better time for radio than the 
past ten years or so. Maybe 
radio is going to get a bit more 
adventurous again. I feel that 
something is happening that 
will get us away from this 
format and marketing profile 
stuff. Obviously I 
sympathize with radio 
stations who want to keep 
listeners and advertisers, and 
who want to keep the money 
coming in. It's very 
competitive. But, man, if you 
keep on giving people what 
you're told they want and if 
you go on appealing to that 
lowest common denominator, 
in the long run, it's not going 
to work. But meeting all 
these radio people, I find 
they want a record like this 
to happen. And it's not just 
because they've always 
loved Randy Newman. It's 
more than that. I think that 
there's a feeling that a record 
like this can get played now, 
whereas maybe a few years 
ago, it would have been much 
harder. 

RANDY NEWMAN: I've 
always wished that I had 
more of a presence on 
American radio than I've 
had. I get tiny ASCAP 
checks. Some of the best 
things that I've written--like 
you said, "Christmas In 
Capetown," "Davy The Fat 
Boy"—will never be played 
or earn more than six cents in 
their lifetime in this country. 
I've always wanted to be on 
the radio more in places like 
in Florida or Ohio. You hear 
Neil Young and Van 
Morrison. I'm an equivalent in 
terms of quality. I'd like to 
see some Classic Rock station 
play "You Can Leave Your 
Hat On." Why not? (laughs). 



"Christmas In Capetown" is an example. 
Race is something that's generally avoided 
in polite conversation. 
RN: It's something America avoids. I've 
always been interested in race. Even during 
the Vietnam era, I always thought that the 
worst thing was that if you go into a town and 
see a bad neighborhood, you know who lives 
there. America shouldn't be like that. It's 
always genuinely bothered me in a visceral 
way. I mean, I didn't like the war and lots of 
other things, but racism is unbelievable. In 
Germany you don't see slums that are 
identifiable by race. People get taken care of 
better. 
KZ: Do these feelings have any link with 
your "Southerness"? 
RN: Maybe. Maybe because my mom was very 
sick and a black woman brought me up. I don't 
know what it has to do with. There's no 
prejudice in my family. I've always thought 
that if I were black, I'd rather be in the South. 
It's harder in the North in a lot of ways. 
There's always been a myth that things are 
better in the North when they aren't any 
better at all! The fact that racism isn't so 
institutionalized in the North, that it's de 
facto, is almost as bad. I've written about it. 
When I was nine years old in New Orleans 
you'd see water fountains marked "colored" 
and "white." Or an ice cream truck. One door 
said "white" and one door said 
"colorred"--spelled wrong with two "r's." It 
always bothered me. I always think I'm done

KZ: How was it producing a person like 
Randy Newman? 
MARK KNOPFLER It was a pleasure going to 
work everyday. In fact, we were having such a 
good time, Randy used to say, "This is better 
than my life."

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developed often brings even greater demands 
in a way. You can't use the same tricks. So it 
gives you even more to do. It's like film. The 
demands of working on a good movie are far 
greater than working on a bad one. The 
demands of interviewing a dumb person are far 
less than interviewing somebody who's got 
some intelligence. In terms of producing a 
Randy Newman song, the demands are then 
greater. It was a lot of fun. Usually we were 
laughing all the time. I remember having sore 
ribs every night. It never got pretentious. We 
never sat around and agonized about the use of 
a red jump suit for more than five minutes. 
Randy Newman takes great care over every 
detail of his work. That fact that he takes 
responsibility--I mean, I thought I took 
responsibilities for what I said and what I 
wrote, but not to the extent that Randy does. 
It's not so much the bass and drums, but lyrics 
and the precise meaning. What does this 
mean? Should I do this? He's constantly 
thinking aloud. And when he's thinking aloud 
I have the chance to get involved. 
KZ: We were talking about strong images in 
music. Isn't it risky using emotions and 
images that are sometimes hateful? Isn't 
there a risk of the public misunderstanding? 
RN: Sometimes you think about it when 
you're writing, you don't want to make a 
mistake. With a song like "Roll With The 
Punches," you want the listener to know what 
you mean. But I don't care so much about that 
anymore if I know I've done my job well. It's 
not a risk for me because satire is my natural 
form of expression. For me it would be more of a 
risk to record a straight love song. 
MK: If I was playing "Money For Nothing" in 
a rehearsal, I'd use the real language that the 
character used. I don't think that it's ever 
been recorded. I would use the real language 
and it was a lot more offensive than what 
made the record. In fact, I did have a hand in 
discouraging Randy from using "fuck" in 
"Masterman and Baby J." 
KZ: Does it ever bother you when you get 
the opposite response to a song you've 
written? 
RN: I don't mess with social engineering. I do 
what I do and say what I think and put it 
down on paper. I'll play "Redneck" and hear 
applauding, whoopee whoopee, but I think 
they get what I'm saying. 
MK: The moral dilemma about how an 
audience around the world relates is a good 
argument. But in Mexico and in Nigeria, I'm 
sure people's definition of what is corrupt and 
what is not is completely different from ours. 
RN: The obligation is to get it right. If you're 
going to create some character, make him a 
human being. 
KZ: You've never lost control of a character 
in your songs? 
RN: Yes. I've made mistakes. I do it all the 
time. When it conies to building a character, I 
feel I succeed. I just heard a song on the radio 
by Michelle Shocked called "Anchorage." She 
took tremendous risks. She was this character 
and though it wasn't completely successful, in 
my opinion, she did a brave thing. It was a 
great effort. An acting performance like that 
is hard work The song was scary. It's very 
good. 
MK: You can introduce the character. Suzanne 
Vega did a thing where she starts with, "My 
name is Luka," which is another approach. 
You can become somebody else and there's no 
confusion. You become someone else 

immediately and that works. Randy's pointed 
out that he quite likes the character in 
"Money For Nothing." It makes sense to him. 
Not necessarily the stuff about "faggots," but 
the stuff about the difference between rock 
stars making millions of dollars—seemingly on 
television--while these workers are shifting 
all these heavy refrigerators around all day. 
RN: The character in "Money For Nothing" 
makes a very persuasive argument. I mean, 
how do you think it looks? 
MK: However revolting you find his outlook 
on life, however objectionable you find him, 
there's a lot that's amusing about him. There's 
affection for the character. And I'm sure the 
song doesn't offend my gay friends. It offended 
the editor of Gay News in England who said it 
was "below the belt." That's how he described 
it, which goes to show that you can be editor 
of a magazine and be an idiot. 
KZ: We think a lot about music beyond 
"baby, baby I love you." 
RN: Traditionally, a lot of pop songwriting is 
like that. It doesn't interest me as a writer 
although I like a lot of songs and I don't evm 
know the lyrics. I never particularly cared 
what Hall & Oates had to say, but I like the 
sound of their records. Ninety percent of what 
I write is not "I love you, you love me." Ninety 
percent of pop literature is "I love you, you 
love me." 
KZ: I like the way a writer can use a song to 
create characters much like a fiction writer. 
Someone like Raymond Carver can make 
himself a housewife, an old woman—anyone 
he wants to be. That's why I wasn't sure that 
'Dixie Flyers" was even a true story. 
RN: That's what I often wonder about. 
Why don't we have the same freedom that 
Raymond Carver had? He didn't always have 
to be Raymond Carver. He could be a woman, a 
murderer, whoever the hell he wanted to be. 
And why not? I don't want to write about me. 
We should have the latitude that you'd have 
writing a short story. 
MK: I agree. I'd rather write about things 
that strike me, like the "Sultans Of Swings.'" 
I'd rather write about a Jazz band in a pub 
than write about myself. 
RN: I saw something that interested me 
tremendously. They calculated the national 
median and discovered that the average 
American is a thirty -seven year old woman 
who's married to a machinist living outside of 
Dayton, Ohio. Now I'd be very interested in 
what she had to say. More interested, in some 
ways, than hearing Rod Stewart writing about 
Rod Stewart. Writing as a thirty-seven year 
old in Dayton is very hard to do. But why not 
do it? Or else write as an older person. I don't 
know enough older people. There's lots of stuff 
to write about, but I guess love is still a big 
deal. It's hard to write love songs with a very 
different slant. There's people who are very 
good at it. This novelist, Larry McMurtry, is 
very good at writing about women and love. 
KZ: Maybe you can write more about love 
next time around, using a unique slant. 
RN: Maybe. The only reason I was sort of 
autobiographical was because I'd never done 
it. I read about myself as being distant, 
writing in the third person. But I've always 
figured that you could know more about what I 
was like as a person, without meeting me, by 
listening to my songs—songs that aren't 
confessional, like Neil Diamond or (Paul) 
Simon. You know how the hell I think about 
everything because I just say it. •

(BLUE NOTE)  
Tony Williams teams up with a fine 
engineer and co-producer, Jason Corsaro 
(Steve Winwood, Ryuichi Sakamoto, 
Iggy Pop), to record a frisky acoustic Jazz 
album. Wallace Roney on trumpet and 
saxophonist Billy Pierce provide the 
frontal assault, navigating Williams' 
complex charts. In between the long 
works are drum solo snippets titled 
"Touch Me," "Kiss Me" and "Thrill Me." 
Our favorite, "Touch Me," rolls right into 
"Red Mask," Angel Street's "go-for-
the-jugular" track. Although Williams 
holes himself up in mellow Marin County, 
his music is far from that. While his 
drumming has had the edge, so has his 
arrangement style. "Dreamland" is a 
melodic burner with super rhythm and 
bass work. 

MORE THAN FRIENDS -  
JONATHAN BUTLER (JIVE/RCA)  
7TH AVENUE -  
JONATHAN BUTLER (PROIAZZ)  
Two "new" releases from Jonathan Butler, 
and Jazz/AA is interested in both. More 
Than Friends is legitimately Butler's 
newest effort and like George Benson, 
Jonathan's hot vocal talent forces Jazz/AA 
to have to share him with Top 40, Urban 
and A/C. MTF, with Butler looking a little 
bit like Mike Tyson on the cover shot, has 
two fine instrumentals, "Take Me Home" 
and "Sekona." It may be stretching things 
a bit, but "Sarah Sarah" and "It's So Hard 
To Let You Go" are vocal performances 
that may be worth an audition. The best 
thing on 7th Avenue is the title track, with 
"Felicia" and "Just Too Much" also-rans. 
Originally released in 1982, 7th Avenue is 
JB during his salad days. 
ALL MY TOMORROWS - 
GRANT GEISSMAN (TBA)  
Grant Geissman is a talented guitarist 
who has performed with names like 
David Benoit, Chuck Mangione and Air 
Supply. "You Can Call Me Al" is a vibrant 
remake of the Paul Simon hit that's 
suitable for both AA and Jazz. All My 

Tomorrows showcases Geissman's 
virtuosity in an extremely affable and 
programmable light. Sandwiched 
between "Al" and Sting's "Fragile Child" 
are eight Geissman originals of which 
"Flamingo Isle," "Girls With Pearls," "One 
For L.C.," "Samba Dreams" and the title 
track are confident Jazz/AA 
performances. Turn it up. 
GREETINGS FROM JOHN BAYLESS -  
JOHN BAYLESS  
(MEGAFORTEMTLANTIC)  
John Bayless gives classical piano 
interpretation to the music of Bruce 
Springsteen. I must confess that a 
concerto treatment of "Rosalita" sounds 
a bit alarming, but according to the 
pianist, this project is an honest attempt 
to feature Springsteen's music to old, new 
and non- fans in an engaging fashion. 
Indeed, some of Bayless' re-enactments 
border on the Liberace, but "Candy's 
Room," "Sandy" and "Rosalita- -Variations 
II & III" (!?) are entertaining concepts. 
The opening strains of "Born To Run" is 
guaranteed to draw an innocent burst of 
laughter. This could possibly match the 
phone response of Stanley Jordan's 
"Stairway To Heaven." 
SEVEN YEAR ITCH -  
ETTA JAMES (ISLAND)  
One of the finest blues albums of the 
year. Etta James has chosen a 
contemporary path of rock n roll and 
blues. Since we're catering to adults who 
thrive on quality, here it is. We love this 
voice and how it mixes with a tight group 
of sessioneers including Art Neville, Jim 
Horn and Steve Cropper. This may be a 
bit on the rocky side, but give it a 
righteous blast! 
A PERFECT MATCH - 
GEORGE SHEARING & ERNESTINE  
ANDERSON (CONCORD JAZZ)  
After guesting on George Shearing's last 
LP, Ernestine Anderson records a full 
blown blues/Jazz duet with this piano 
master. The material selection alone 
spans the '30s, '40s, '50s and '60s. 
Shearing's incidental genius (after all, he 
is the master accompanist) and 
Anderson's careful phrasings fit together 
nicely. "I Remember Clifford" is a sad but 
vital remembrance of the late, great 
Clifford Brown. 
SUMMIT - SUSAN MAZER &  
DALLAS SMITH (BRAVE DOG)  
Though it might not mean a hill of beans 
to your listeners, the fact that Summit was 
recorded live without sequencing makes 
this effort more musical and believable. 
Susan Mazer is an "electro-acoustic" 
harpist, while Dallas Smith plays a variety 
of woodwinds and "wind" synthesizers, 
a technology that is now starting to 
blossom. Trax: "Full Circle" and 
"Magic Garden." Call Brave Dog at 
800-634-7948. 

LEATA GALLOWAY (COLUMBIA)  
Here's some great Jazz/AA/Quiet Storm 
vocal prowess from vocalist Leata 
Galloway. She has the same sensuality in 
her phrasing as Anita Baker, but her 
voice is a tad stronger. "Fascination" chills 
to the bone. Leata's spellbinding vocals 
will make you put down your pen, look up, 
sit back and listen. Also check out "One 
Of These Nights." This is the most 
expressive singing we've heard since 
Karla Bondi" s fine New World CD. The 
production and vocal overdubs kill. 
REUNION - MEL TORME AND 
THE MARTY PAICH DEK-TETTE  
(CONCORD JAZZ)  
Ommagawd! It's the incredible Mel 
Torme singing Don Fagen's "The 
Goodbye Look"! Now run into the control 
room and slap it on right after that Hoops 
McCann song! And that's not all...midway 
through side one Mel does Fagen's "Walk 
Between Raindrops." This deluxe release 
features Torme's great reunion with 
conductor Marty Paich—the man who 
arranged the late Art Pepper's Plus 
Eleven fifties Jazz classic. And speaking of 
classics, Torme/Paich's treatment of 
"Sweet Georgia Brown" and "The Trolley 
Song/Get Me To The Church On Time" 
are superbly tasteful and classy. Both 
these chaps have given us decades of 
great sounds. The world owes these guys a 
huge marker! 
SPIES (TELARC)  
Here's a company after our own hearts. In 
introducing Spies, Telarc describes the 
music as "...well, we will let you decide." 
You'll get no easy description from us 
except that there are lots of electric 
instruments, a few vocals and canyons of 
fidelity. I know Telarc prides themselves 
on their fidelity, but jeez. Pick up the 
phone immediately, dial 800-321-7152 and 
ask for John Awarski. Check out the 
disclaimer on the disc: "for the protection 
of your equipment, lower levels are 
recommended for initial playback until 
you're sure we aren't kidding." First turn 
up "Music Of The Night" or "Orient 
Express" and see if they aren't kidding. 
Believe me, they aren't. This is powerful 
stuff.

RANDY NEWMAN KEITH RICHARDS 
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PATTERN DISRUPTIVE - DICKEY BETTS 
BAND (EPIC)  
One day the clouds swelled up, a storm thundered 
and this album was born with a flash of lightning. 
Well--not really, but maybe. The Dickey Betts 
Band re-emerge with a solid set of intricately 
arranged rockers. The instrumentation is con-
crete and crafted with mountains of quick 
changes, turnarounds and harmony lead lines. 
Every band member pulls double his share of 
the weight. Trax like 'Rock Bottom,' 'Time 
To Roll' and the fantastic instrumental 'Duane's 
Tune' head off Gregg and his gang at the pass. 
Very impressive. 
STOUT AND HIGH - WAGONEERS (A&M)  
A solid synthesis of what's great about rock 
and what's real about Country. On the title 
track, los Wagoneefs enlist the help of some 
boardroom brass in the form of Herb Alpert 
to blow a twenty-five second horn solo before 
all hell breaks loose. Speaking of hell, 'Hell Town' 
is another goodie. I like how the Wagoneers com-
bine a sense of western pride and history with 
their brand of rock n roll. Don't be put off by the 
western airs this band puts on. This stuffs fer 
real. Also try 'I Confess,' no relation to the 
En lish Beat. 

ROUGH NIGHT IN JERICHO - 
DREAMS SO REAL (ARISTA)  
Producer Bill Drescher (who worked magic with 
Jules Shear and Rick Springfield) puts some 
meat on the bones of this Athens, Georgia trio. 
Rough Night In Jericho is an accelerated 
debut. The title track, along with 'Bearing Wit-
ness' and 'Heart Of Stone,' forms a triad of 
energy and melody. If you're expecting a jangty, 
twangy trio, you'll be surprised.

(RCA)  
Wow wow wow! After releasing their number one 
Gavin Alternative LP, the Primitives regroup 
and come up with their best yet.

Williams recorded two albums on the Folkways 
label in ' 79 and '80, but most recently included a 
song on Enigma's Town South Of Bakersfield 
compliation by Pete Anderson. In between all 
that, Williams has pounded the New York and 
Left Coast folk pavement. Her music is tough like 
leather, not unlike early Bonnie Raitt . The back-
up band is superb, including refugees from John 
Fogerty's band, the Plimsouls, Yoakamites 
and Clover. Start with 'I Just Wanted To See 
You So Bad,' ' Big Red Sun Blues' or 'The 
Night's Too Long.' 
"PUT OUT THE FIRE" - PRIVATE LIFE  
(WARNER BROS.). 
If anyone knows how to start up a guitar like a 
lawn mower, it's Eddie Van Halen and Donn 
Landee. 'Put Out The Fire" is far from merely 
being hard rock. This young quartet benefits 
from some keyboard countermelody and female 
vocals. Eddie and Donn produce. 
'SOMETHING SO STRONG'-JIM CAPALDI  
(ISLAND). 
This isn't "Something So Strong' by Crowded 
House, although the texture and melody struc-
ture isn't entirely unlike something Neil Finn 
might cook up. The guitar lead sounds like Steve 
Winwood's basic approach. After all, he's cre-
dited. The title makes for a strong vocal hook.

RANDY NEWMAN - It's Money That  
Matters (Reprise) Teamed with Dire 
Straits' Mark "Money For Nothing" 
Knopfler, who produced this track, 
Randy offers his perspective on the 
almighty dollar as only he can.
