Time Inc. stood strong throughout a seven-week takeover battle
with Paramount Communications Inc., and on Monday, July 24
bought Warner Communications Inc. for an estimated $14 billion.
The new company, Time Warner, becomes the world’s largest
media and entertainment conglomerate.

Inaddition to the biggest American-owned music business, Time
Warner’s holdings will include the nation’s largest cable television
company, anultra-successful cable television programmingservice,
| thesecondlargesthardback book publisher,apaperback publishing
company, magazine group and, of course, a top movie studio.

Originally the two companies were poised to merge, buta hostile
takeoverattemptby Paramountbroughtasuit ending, ultimatelyin
a Delaware Supreme Court ruling in Time's favor.

HEADHUNTING

With the release of the Spring numbers,
some programming heads may roll. Stations
achieving big numbers may lose their pro-
grammers to greener pastures. Or perhapsa
venture capitalist is putting up the funds for
your very own station. Whatever the case,
you may be in the market for a program
director.

These days thePD candidate needs to know
a lot more than what are the top hits. Trade
publications like the Gavin Report and con-
sultancy firms can handle that aspect of pro-
grammers’ duties. Today’s PD must possess
research and marketing skills; the best will
also have at least a touch of the “crazy” in
them, for we're still Show Business, even
though sometimes it’s hidden under P&L
statements.

Naturally, you prospectivebosses will want
to know the programmers’ philosophy on
stop sets—loads, lengths and placement,
counter-programming techniques, jingle use,
news-weather-traffic importance, morning
show content, contests and promotions.

But beyond the obvious (you may get the
standard answeres), here are a few subjects
which you may wish to probe your candidate
for his or her TRUE responses.
| Education. Do they have any experience in
| aresecarch project or marketing model—even
| Junior Achievement? Any drama, speech or
arts studies? How about a general accounting
course? What, if anything, would they do
differently if they went back to school? What
was their very first job—wasit working foran
allowance? At McDonalds? Remember, in
radio it’s no crime to have only attended the
school of hard knocks.

LEADERSHIP. Since everyone thinks
they’re good with people, ask your candidate
how they reprimanded someone within the
past six months. Have them tell about how
they fired someone. Ask when they last so-
cialized with their staff. How many times per
day did they visit the studio? How many
memos do they compose, on average, per
week? How many staff meetings have they
conducted in the past sixmonths? Have them
detail what, ifany, of their responsibilities are
handled by others. If they assign a task to
someone, how do they know the job is being
performed well? Should you hire this person,
who will replace him or her? Has the soon-to-
be former employer trained someone to re-
placethem? Of the people currently working
for the applicant, who has the most confi-
dence in him/her and why? When do they
make exceptionsto therules? Giveexamples. e

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adolescence during the sixties
and the seventies. We know
them as Baby Boomers. The
eighties will go down for this
group as the transition period
between youth and middleage.
Times are a changin’! With
maturity comes new responsi-
bilities, concerns, interests and
tastes. [ have no doubt that this
group will redefine the con-
cept of middle age in the nine-
ties as profoundly as they did
to being young in the sixties.
The Adult Alternative stations
aretheonly onesthataretrying
to address this change of sensi-
bility, at least musically. Pay
attention to the changes going
on, keep trying out new stuff,
whether it's with music, pro-
motions, image making or re-
search. And for God’s sake,
listen to your audience!

Pop will continue to be a big
influence (i.e. Anita Baker and
Tracy Chapman). Players are
now dealing with the technol-

ogy better, but it is also impor-
tant toembraceacousticinstru-
ments. The piano and the
acoustic guitar represent a re-
turn to a more organic sound.
The combination of under-
standing the technology better
and using more acoustic in-
struments should be exciting
to see in the next ten years.

As we now move into the nine-
ties, Adult Alternativeand Jazz
radio stations are flourishing.
As a result, record labels are
beginning to support and de-
velop their artists with more
commitment. Established art-
ists are expanding their indi-
vidual styles by diversifying
their sound without sacrific-

T

ing theJazz tradition. Accepted
traditional artists like Freddie
Hubbard, Eliane Elias, Miles
Davis and others are moving
their traditional recording his-
tories towards a more modern
approach. We are also seecing
contemporary artists like Yel-
lowjackets, George Benson,
Lou Rawls and Dr. John creat-
ing more traditional albums.
Adult Alternative radio will
capitalize on the direction of
Jazz radio by becoming more
progressive. The format will
matureintomorethana “light”
Jazz format—it will provide an
exciting and stimulating alter-
native for adult radio listeners.

As imprecise as this rule of
thumb may be, it seems that
Jazz has generated a new style
and direction about every dec-
ade since its inception. For the
nineties | see one trend emerg-
ing clearer than any others. |
would callit “Techno-Jazz.” Its
major proponents are musi-
cians like Michael Brecker,
Marc Johnson, Peter Erskine,
Jack DeJohnette, Greg Osby,
Steve Coleman, and groupslike
Steps Ahead and Bass Desires.
it has a high-tech feel to it and
yet is firmly rooted in the clas-
sicJazz traditions. Techno-Jazz
musicians are for Jazz what
Max Headroom is for televi-
sion.

The two camps representing
commercial Jazz (fusion) and
traditional will continue bump-
ing heads in the nineties and
grow even further apart as
fusion booms. But as fusion
sales grow, so will reissue sales
from traditional Jazz veterans
whom young college-educated
listeners, looking for an alter-
native to pop/rock, arediscov-
ering through CDs. New tradi-
tional Jazz will continue pro-
gressing through the Marsalis
brothers, their proteges and
saxophonist/arranger / writer
Bobby Watson, who will be a
major force next decade.
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[ think a greater emphasis will
be placed on melodic content.
The audience can better relate
to melody, and this will inspire
musicians to bemore resource-
ful. This energy will in turn
begin to reach people in edu-
cating their consciousness so

they can make better decisions
in their daily lives as we move
into the 21st century.

There have been two key ele-
mentsin the continuing growth
and success of the new Jazz/
Adult Alternative format—an
abundance of good music and
the presenceand interest of Ga-
vin! The fear of many of us pro-
gramming these new musical
escapades is that this unique
effort will become just “another
format” with predictable hits
and follow-the-leader atti-
tudes. In its first year, how-
ever, Gavin has allowed and
encouraged us toreportevery-
thing we play and to commu-
nicatethediversity and breadth
of our new format venture.
Thanks for the great first year
Zimmermen and Gavin. The
future is OUR music.

Radio is finally taking chances
by mixing many styles. It re-
flects people’s maturity, tastes
and mixing many lifestyle de-
cisions. Tacos and Thai food;
Grover alongside Miles.

I'see radiocontinuing thetrend
toward fragmentation—there
is now enough interest to go
one to three stations deep,
depending on the market size.
There is room for the tradi-
tional/acoustic approach,
Urban and a folk/Jazz hybrid.

[ truly feel that a station could
happen with Windham Hill
artists, selections from the ECM
catalog and musicians like
David Grisman as an amalgam
for an innovative format.

At the Adult Alternative level,
[ think the music will continue
to change and the artists who
have alrecady achieved great
recognition will remain in-
tact—those of medium recog-
nition will probably fall by the
wayside. “World-oriented”
type music might emerge to
fill a void. Because of the ex-
temporaneous nature of Con-
temporary Jazz, it always
seems to parallel the sociologi-
cal phenomenon of the times.
At the present time we are
enjoying multi-formatted in-
strumental music which
strengthens and expands tre-
mendously thelifeandlongev-
ity of an artist’s carcer. Con-
temporary instrumental music
is exciting especially when the
sales explode. On traditional
Jazz in the eighties, everything
relates to introspection and
retrospective analysis of this
music as an art form. As the
traditional radio format
shrinks—orisnotexpanding—
for this music, | am sure that
there are concerns from every
angle of the business. In the
meantime everyone struggles
to survive.

The Gavin Report has been re-
sponsible, in large part, for pro-
viding the necessary exposure
to over 100 Jazz/Adult Alter-
nativetitlesa week. While there
has always been great diver-
sity to theJazz productrelcased
in the past, there seems to bea
much greater awareness of the
whole picture—from “straight
ahead” to “crossover” to “new
age” to “alternative/pop.” Not
only are artists blurring the
lines of distinction, radio has
become more flexible by dar-
ing to format themsclvesalong
some or all of these lines. Fi-
nally, radio is attempting to
become in synch with the aver-
age adult’s record buying hab-

Times Other Placesa natural percussive feel)
and pianist Denny Zeitlin. My favoritetrack
is the farthest out, “Childhood Walk.”
Though deceptively tame sounding, the
structure takes a walk on the wild side. Nice
touch.

Guitarist Ralph Towner’s latest on ECM is the label’s most acces-
sible airplay project since the Carla Bley/Steve Swallow project of
last year. Towner, a co-founder of Oregon in 1971 with Paul
McCandless (who ironically appears only on the album’s loftier
moments), is respected as oneof Jazz's few living guitar masters spe-
cializing in classical six-string. He’s also probably the only acoustic
twelve-string virtuoso that springs to mind. Best described by some
as an impressionistic jazz folkie, Towner is—compositionally—all
over the fretboard like a mad concert pianist. The tracks to key in cn
are wonderfully varied. The opener, “Jamaica Stopper,” isa tenuous
folk song performed on six string. Proceed to “Sipping The Past” for
theset’s definitive twelve-string performance piece. Towneralso has
substanTial duet talents and he shines with bassist Gary Peacock on
“Les Douzilles.” Our favorite track, and one that could possibly
attract double format play, is “Far Cry” where a drummer Jerry
Granelli is added to the aforementioned duet configuration.

The next steps are al-
ready being taken as predomi-
nantly vocal formats are en-

riching their mixes with con-
tem porary instrumental music.
But the goal of all this blending
can’t be eclecticism for its own
sake. We have to satisfy an au-
dience. And a station can do so
by creating a unique world of
sound. It'sinnovation, not imi-
tation, that will determine the
future.

THE RATINGS PICTURE FOR JAZZ: SWEET NOTES OR SOUR?

Jazz has a tough time getting respect in
the ratings books.

New Age Jazz has gone through the roof in
the ratings!

Both of the above are true. And false.

Ofall the formats we think of when it comes
to the American musical spectrum, it seems
ironic that one of the most uniqueand special
aspects of that musical array—Jazz in its vari-
ous forms—has such a tough time doing well
intheratings. And yetthereare signs of hope.
Let’s review some history, look at the recent
impact of the "New Age” approach, then sce
what the Spring Arbitron and Birches have to
say.

};ﬁuinsfreum Jazz: Tough Times

If one can refer to any aspect of Jazz as
“traditional” we’ll do so—as in Jazz before
theNew Agcexplosion recently. Mainstream
Jazz stations have often hit sour notes with
the folks who keep di aries and report to
Arbitron. Perhaps the nadir of the situation
happened in New York City, of all places,
when the legendary WRVR died. And be-
came a Country music station, no less. Later
that station became the now popularlight A /
Coutlet WLTW—playing mainstream music
for “white bread” listeners.

One of the best all-Jazz stations in America
is WJZZ, in my former stomping grounds of
Detroit. During my days at the legendary Top
40 station CKLW, yours truly would always
enjoy checking out some sounds of WJ]ZZ.
However, when the ratings books came from
Uncle Arbitron, you'd always find WJ]ZZ
between a 2-3 share. It was like there was a
conspiracy to keep the station from showing
too well.

Of course there’s no conspiracy to keep any
formatdown on the farm. However, perhaps
due to lifestyle or other factors it scems Jazz
fans aren’t the best diarykeepers. Just look at
the WRVR-WKHK-WLTW evolution in New
York. The diary just wasn’t kind to Jazz, but
is especially up the alley of mainstream folks
who like A/C music.

The Qualitative Sell

So if all-Jazz stations could muster lots of

bodiesin the ratings, what’s next? If youcan’t
market the quantity of your audience you
push the guality of your listeners. Much as
Classical stations have done over the years,
Jazz stations caught on to thisapproach. One
of the assets here lately has been the Birch
ratings reports. While Jazz may or may not
showbetterin Birch than Arbitron (it scems to
vary by market/station) at least the Birch
quarterly ratings books contain useful quali-
tative info. Arbitron’s ratings books do not.

“’New Age” Jazz: Better Ratings Bet?

Jazz has taken on a new vigor and form
with the popular emergence of the “New
Age” sound. Since the debut on radio in
February, ‘87 at The Wave (KTWV) in L.A.,
this form has cvolved into a format that in
some cases has delivered notable Arbitron
numbers. Whether locally programmed or
on satellite, the New Age explosion that be-
éan in L.A. has now successfully spread to

an Francisco, Sacramento, New York, Cleve-
land—among other markets. It’s no ratings
panacea, however, as Pyramid has found out
in Chicago (WNUA).

The good news is that the fresh appeal of
this version of Jazz, often mixed with other
musical genrcs, has gotten some saleable
numbers. In both L.A. and San Francisco
(KKSF), the Winter sweep results from Arbi-
tron found the format in the top thrce amon
adults 25/49 and 25/54. In Sacramento KQ
(The Point) was even #1 12+ in one book.

But that’s the question. How long can the
format sustain such success? Isitaoneortwo
book wonder, destined to recede to a niche
such as that occupied by the mainstream all-
Jazz stations?

The latest ratings tea leaves are not encour-
aging—on thesurface. InL.A., San Francisco,
Sacramento and New York (WQCD) for ex-
ample, the Spring Arbitrons showed notable
slippage for the stations on this approach.
The Birches weren’t much better. However,
even in the Spring Birch data both KKSF and
WQCD are ranked sixth 25-49 respectively in
San Francisco and New York. Top three it
ain’t—but it’s hardly the end of the world

either.

Questions, Challenges Remain

In my new home turf of the Philadelphia
market there’s no Jazz station (commercial at
least) of any genre. My ear tclls me there’s a
hole for a New Age Jazz station. It's been
examined by stations here. Yet no one has
taken the plunge. Why? Hereare some of the
key questions or challenges Jazz has to mect
in order to become more widespread and
successful in commercial radio:

*Is there the music inventory to sustain a
New Age approach? Owners, GMs and PDs
need, in some cases, to be convinced that if
they go with this format it won’t be repetitive
due to lack of material.

*What kind of ratings can be expected—
and sustained? Was the ratings success in
some markets just the public’s reaction to the
otherwise boring material on other playlists?
Or is there some deep vein in the public’s
taste, especially the Baby Boomers, crying out
for some musical experimentation? Could
this be the next version of Album Radio,
which when it exploded opened up horizons
for artists and listeners alike?

*How do youmarket such a station? So far
New Age has drawn from Album and A/C
stations most heavily (Black /Urban also were
relevant). Organizing a campaign to appeal
to a diverse group like that could be tricky—
and tricky too could be the challenge of hold-
ing your new listeners if somcone clse fresh-
ens their sound.

Jazz: An Exciting Future

While there are many questions to be an-
swered and challenges to be met one thing is
clear to this writer. Jazz is on the comeback
trail and has an exciting future. Whether
mainstream or New Age, the format has
generated some momentum lately. Now the
task is to get the numbers—qualitatively or
quanitatively—that can make the format
profitable. Let’s stay tuned to see how this
story works out!

O n April 12, the FCC took a long-antici-
pated stepto help AM broadcasters get better
quality receivers into the hands of consum-
ers—orat least [ thinkthey did. They certainly
did make a move to reduce interference be-
tween stations, which should improve cover-
age for many AM stations.

The FCC was confronted with its’own,and
the NAB’s proposal to make mandatory the
use by AM stations of the “NRSC standard,”
which as I've explained before introduces a
pre-emphasis (standard treble boost) curve,
essentially the same as the mandatory FM
pre-emphasis curve as far as 10,000 Hz and
then cutting off all potential transmission
above 10 kHz (FM rolls off audio above about
15 kHz). The proposals were separated into
NRSC-1 and NRSC-2, with NRSC-1 embody-
ing the pre-emphasis curveand 10 kHz cutoff
in the audio chain, and NRSC-2 providing for
cutoff of all high-frequency audio products
above 10 kHz “out of the transmitter.” These
are not exactly the same thing, because al-
though audio may be limited to 10 kHz,if you
limit it going into the transmitter with a clip-
per, and/or if there are transmitter nonlin-
earities in responding to the input audio, the
transmitter may generate harmonicsor “splat-
ter above 10 kHz, which on AM means inter-
ference of more than 10 kHz on both sides of
the main signal—potentially interfering with
stations nearby on the dial despite theaudio 10
kHz restriction.

Consequently, the NAB and most broad-
casters were urging the FCC to make NRSC-
1 mandatory at this time, since implementa-
tion of that would require equipment costing
usually well under $1,000, and contemplate
making NRSC-2 mandatory at a later date
when inexpensive equipment would become
available to monitor “splatter.”

On April 12 of this year, the FCC acted
decisively on this proposal—backwards!! Yes,
they made NRSC-2 mandatory (effective June
30,1990)—and did not make NRSC-1 manda-
tory! Confusing? You betcha. Then the
Commission stated that stations that DO use
the NRSC-1 audio standard willbe ASSUMED to
be in compliance with NRSC-2 until June 30,
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1994, after which compliance with NRSC-2
itself will be mandatory.

Solet’srecap. What AM radio wanted most
was the mandatory pre-emphasis curve,
which would prod manufacturers to build
higher-fidelity AM radios with the full 10
kHz bandwidth and the complimentary de-
emphasis curve. What the FCC did though,
was make mandatory an anti-splatter meas-
ure, and leave the pre-emphasis curve still
optional! But—if you do use the pre-empha-
sis curve and 10 kHz cutoff, the Commission
will consider that you are meeting the anti-
splatter rule for the first four years. Isn’t this
bizarre? One way or the other the FCCaction
means that splatter interference bet ween sta-
tions should end no later than next June 30—
but it docs seem as if the major effort toward
getting a specific high-fidelity standard for
the manufacturers to use in building AM
radios has been detoured off the road and
over the cliff.

Ironically, since it will be cheaper for sta-
tionstoimplement NRSC-1ratherthan NRSC-
2, probably all stations will be in compliance
with NRSC-1 by next June anyway, to meet
this rule—but without the force of an FCC
mandate which would have brought broad-
casters the receivers we want to see in all
future consumer equipment.

The FCC may not even realize that they
havethus blunted theimpactof their ruling—
and perhaps snatched defeat from the jaws of
victory—because a statement by FCC Com-
missioner Patricia Diaz Dennis, released on
April 12 says, “I hope that..the receiver
manufacturers will get the message and give
consumers the ogtion of buying high-quality
AMreceivers.” Si

ince the main excuse manu-
facturers have been using all along for not
building such receivers was the wide varicty
of AM pre-emphasis used from station to
station, and the need to design radios that
would not sound shrill or distorted when
such audio processing is in use, a mandatory
pre-emphasis standard was the onc event
that would probably have brought such

manufacture about—and thatistheone thing
the FCC failed to do.

Apparently the main reason the FCC did
not takethis step was the belief that the NRSC-
1 pre-emphasis curve “can be readily circum-
vented or abused by adjustments made to
other audio processing equipment.” This bit
of reasoning strikes me as something right
out of Alice In Wonderland! Afterall, the same
thing can be said for FM audio processing,
which is added to exactly the same transmis-
sion pre-emphasis curve!! Sue you can make
a station sound shrill or muddy by tinkering
with the processing—but if you start with a
standard transmission pre-emphasis curve,
which thereceiverde-emphasizes comFIimen—
tarily, the result out of the receiver will be the
same as it was out of the audio processing—
asisalsoin FM, TV, phonograph records and
cassette tapes, all of which use this same
method for high-frequency noise reduction.
This is not the first time the FCC has issued a
rule which defeatsitsown purpose—thesame
can be said for the way in which AM positive
peaks were restricted many years ago—but
this is probably the most obvious examplc to
date. Somehow, each time, the one thing
nobody who knows the technology involved
even suspects they will do is what they al-
ways do. It’s baffling.

Nonetheless, as eccentric as this NRSC rule
for AM has turned out to be, it is a step
forward and may result in some improvement
in AM receiver design. If splatter is reduced,
as it should be by the new rule, wider band
(high fidelity) AM reception does become
practical—and it would make sense for any
new wideband radiosto conform to the NRSC-
1 de-emphasis curve, rather than any other
curve, since it is as close to a “standard” as
there is at the moment. The problem is just
that thereis now less motivation for manufac-
turers to make the effort to makeany changes
in AM receiver manufacture than there would
have been if NRSC-1 had been made manda-
tory to begin with.

We'll update AM audio technology next
week. ¢

Measured in
“beats per minute” as well as milliseconds,
PWEI's music/commentary has a devilish
sense of “itself.” They also wear their influ-
ences on their sleeves. “Not Now James,
We're Busy” is a startling, unsympathetic
look at James Brown’s brush with the law.
“WakeUp! Time ToDie,” if I recall correctly,
were some of the last words uttered by Roy
Batty, the platinum-blonde replicant in
Ridley Scott’s cinema futurama, Blade Run-
ner. This is more than dancey, synth rock.
PWEIl are outrageous and controversial.
THE OCEAN BLUE (SIRE/REPRISE)
Ocean Blue are not what they seem. Their
beautiful cover is designed by prestigious
European designers. Their producer, Mark
Opitz, has produced some of the most influ-
ential Australian acts,including INXS and
Cold Chisel. Yet Ocean Blue come from
Hershey, Pennsylvania. Beinga native Penn-
sylvanian, I'm familiar with Hershey, home
of the great American chocolate bar. Every-
thing in the damn town is brown, with
streetlights shaped like Hershey’s Kisses.
The creative heart of the band seems to be
writer David Schelzel. His poetry is spare
while the chord progressions may recall not
only early Echo & the Bunnymen, but also
Julian Cope’s Teardrop Explodesand early
Roddy Frame’s Aztec Camera. “Between
Something And Nothing” is the definite
starting point. Steps beyond could include
“Just Let Me Know” and “Vanity Fair.” KZ

ew Orleans is a city firmly rooted

inthemusical heritage of Blues and

Jazz. Beneath this familiar stere-
otype and slightly to the left (91.5), is where
you'll find WTUL/FM, New Orleans’ only
Alternative Music station.

Although the 1,500 watt station is owned
and subsidized by Tulane University, 80% of
its listeners come from outside the college.
WTUL recognizesthearca’straditional roots,
but its main objective is to make people
aware of new music.

In the early seventies the station switched
from AMto FM, and by 1977 it was perched
on the crest of the new wave of progressive
music. Dave Margulies (formerly WTUL's
Assistant Music Director now with CM])
recalls that “"WTUL was always the only
outlet in New Orleans for different types of
music.” James Lien (Music Director from
1985-88, and also with CM]J)adds, “There’s a
whole lot more than just Jazzand Blues, so at
TUL we worked to augment the notion, to
prove that there’s all kinds of music.” In-
stead of pandering to the strong musical
heritage of New Orleans the station has taken
flight and added to it.

WTUL devotes roughly 120 hours a week
to Alternative Music and takes a free form

approach to programming. It is a flower in
the desertof tightly formatted Top Forty and
Album Rock stations in the New Orleans
market. Two hour timesslots in the mornings
and evening feature Classical musicand Jazz
respectively. Three hour specialty shows
(Metal, Reggae, and Classical music) are
feathers in the diverse cap that WTUL
proudly dons. Music Director Gil Creel
explains that “DJ’s go through a year of ap-
prenticeship. They are urged to play variety
and we stress that the most important thing
is to be educated musically. Anything can
happen on WTUL. I've heard people play
the soundtrack to Apocalypse Now under-
neath the Screaming Trees.” Experimenta-
tion and informality are two of the main
ingredients that make the station unique.
Stir in the backbone of soulful New Orleans
and you have a feast.

March of 1990 marks the 20th anniversary
of WTUL's annual marathon fund drive. For
three straight days there is live music, re-
freshments, and crafts. Local bands are
thrown in with national acts and the station
sponsors club nights spotlighting Reggae,
Blues, and other Alternative Music. Last
year’s event made around $10,000. Promot-
ing local music has always been a priority at
WTUL. As James Lien puts it “you can have
your Athens, your Austinand your Bay Area,
but New Orleans has the greatest local music

scene in the country.” Gil simply states that
“In New Orleans if you don’t want to go see
music, you'rein trouble.” On Monday nights
the station broadcasts the Tul Box, a live
show from local club Tipitina’s. Major bands
suchas Soul Asylum, Camper Van Beethoven
and the Godfathers have performed, but
local groups are also given credence.
Success is measured by heavy listener
response and the impact that club shows
have. Ivan Bodley, manager of West Coast
Media Relations with Epic, was WTUL’s
Music Director from 1982-86. He maintains
that “the station stays on the cutting edge in
a city where living legends are walking
around.” In a progressive community that is
mixed with an international flavor, criteria
for the music played is that it not be main-
stream and commercialized. As Gil puts it
“When you play Stones songs don’t play the
familiar ones. Try to find music that’s going
tofitin with WTUL—different, diversestuff.”
Goals for the future include gaining more
spaceand increasing the powerto 3,000 watts.
Remaining intact will be what Gil cites as
“the freedom that goes along with WTUL
and the relaxed atmosphere that allows
people to be imaginative and experiment.”
New Orleans will always provide the roots
forthe station to spread its wings, and there’s
no better place to do it. @
