P.D. NOTEBOOK

ADDING
AND DROPPING
RECORDS

ith this year’s Gavin Seminar for
Media Professionals coming up next
week in San Francisco, this column,
and the one that follows, touches on subjects
that strike me as being worthy of some con-
versation among the attendees there.
Although abuses of adds (and drops) by
both record industry and radio people have
been going on since the relationship between
thetwobegan, Iheard more complaints about
such problems in 1990 than in many years
previous. Particularly bitter are the record
people I've spoken to, who complain of sta-
tions who add a record one week and drop it
the next. Meanwhile, some radio stations
complain about loss of record service when
they don’t cooperate closely with promoters
on what records to add and when; and I've
heard complaints about record company
representatives putting down radio stations
foradding the “wrong” records fromalabel—
or, more often, playing them after they have
stopped being a “priority.”
It'sunderstandable that the record reps are
concentrating on what priorities are estab-
lished for them, and their performance is
rated—perhaps overmuch—not on their re-
cent successes but on how they are doing
with this week’s projects. That said, many in
the music industry don’t realize that radio
stations evaluate their honesty, and the im-
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portance to be attached to the information
they impart, by how what they say this week
matches what they said last week! 1f a station
is finally convinced by the diligent efforts of a
promotion person that a particular record
should be added, and adds the record late
only to be informed by the promotion person
in the next call “oh, that record is over now,
you should drop it, and why aren’t you add-
ing my nei records,” establishes that promo-
tion person as more interested in his or her
own goals than the station’s objectives, and
shows that the positive information on a new
record from that person should be taken with
a great deal of salt—and that for that pro-
moter, the music apparently doesn’t matter.
(This lastcomment may sound incredibly naive
to some in the record business, yet it is the
quality of the music which will or will not at-
tract radio listeners, who have no interest in
the record or radio businesscs, but only in
hearing—and buying—what heorshelikes in
music!)

The credibility of a record person is con-
stantly evaluated by radio people by their
comments and reactions to a station after
they've gotten a new record added to that
station. And credibility is what promoters
must have to get the next record
considered...and added.

Now, as for the problem of the disappearing
adds...

L]

[ don’t think there is airy justification for a
radio station adding a record and then drop-
ping it a week or so later. Since each record
takes up a significant amount of the precious
commodity radio is entirely composed of—
time—a weak record displaces a stronger
record, and hurts the station. My advice is:
don’t add a record nntil you're sure it will have
strength for the station even if it doesn't become a
big hit. Some new records have such obvious
strength from the outset that programmers
shouldn’t wait toadd them even if thereis no
“story” or promotion on them. Others about
which programmers have doubts should ar-
guably not be played—ever, or until the pro-
grammer is satisfied that it has value for the
station’s audience, even if it's a proven hit.
(Of course, in some formats, being a proven
hit establishes sufficient value.)

As for myself, [ have always disciplined
myself in this way, and enforced it on myself
by having a rule that in the long run has been
very beneficial for my stations: If [ add a
record, I'll keep it on the playlist for a mini-
mum of one montir before considering drop-
ping it—even ifit turns out to be a bad judge-
ment call by me! You’d be surprised how
sticking to such a rule improves your judge-
ment! And there is the added advantage,
particularly for Top 40 stations, that record
stores will be much more likely to stock the
records your station adds—because if they

order them when you add them, they can
expect that the record will probably still be on
your list when they get it in. (Increasingly,
stores are being penalized by record compa-
nies for “returns” of unsold merchandise,
which makes the credibility of your playlist
even more influential at the retail level...} So,
this radio policy also benefits the retail efforts
of the record companies—although some-
times promotion people are more interested
in addsthanin sales of the records, it seems to
me.

Does credibility of your station as a “music
authority” at the retail level matter? Yes. 1
submit that the stores will communicate this
information to their customers, implicitly if
not explicitly. That is grass-roots promotion
money can't buy.

And “credibility” is a two-way street. If
your station adds records toaccomodate pro-
moters and then drops them almost imme-
diately it not only tells the record people
you're a “patsy,” it tells your radio colleagues
thatyou‘re playing ego games with the record
industry at the expense of your audience. The
stations whose call letters show up most pre-
dictably and often in the record company ads
for new product probably think they're get-
ting great recognition—but what they're get-
ting recognized for could possibly hurt their
PDs’ and MDs’ prospects for good future
career moves! @

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LISTENER PHONE CALLS:
PROOF THAT WE'RE NOT ALONE

he subjectoflistener phone calls brings

to light many intriguing questions:

Should phone calls always be taped
for re-broadcast? Isn’t it more exciting to put
listeners on the air live? Is it worth the inher-
entrisks? And doyou have another job lined
up? We brought these questions to the radio
people of America. The ones who would take
our calls anyway.

Steve Peck, Assistant Program Director/
Production Director at WSNE/FM-Provi-
dence, Rhode Island says they do not put
listeners ontheair live. It's too risky and they
don’thaveadelay systen. Also, taping phone
calls allows a listener who is truly embar-
rassed about the content of his or her phone
call to request that the call not be aired. That
request is then immediately ignored, because
embarrassing listeners is, after all, what great
radio is all about.

Steve does, however, recall one phone
conversation that was broadcast live. The
crosstown station (we won’t mention any
nanes) called the WSNE morning team un-
der the pretense of wishing personality Joan
Edwardsen a happy birthday. Instead, they
began maliciously slamming the fine people
of WSNE.

efore she even entered kindergarten, Mariah Carey dreamed
of someday becoming a singer. She had one distinct advan-
tage—growing up surrounded by music and musicians. Her
mother Patricia, a singer with the New York Opera, coached
her young daughter who yearned to sing the Pop and R&B
she was listening to on radio.

ince her debut album hit the street less than a year ago,
millions have sung along to Mariah’s music as it played on
radio stations evervwhere. Together with songwriting part-
ner Ben Margulies, she perfected her craft, and composed
a magnificent repertoire showcasing her amazing vocal
talent. That blend of soulful Pop, sensitive lyrics and one-
of-a-kind delivery catapulted her to #1 on Top 40, Urban
Contemporary and Adult Contemporary charts simulta-
neously, a feat rarely accomplished by anyone who steps in
front of a microphone.

ariah and I met in Los Angeles several days before her
appearance on the “American Music Awards.”

DAVE SHOLIN: What’s the tions when I'd go to someone’s

background of vour first name?
I've only heard it in a song.

MARIAHCAREY: My mother got
mv name from the song, “They
Call The Wind Mariah,” trom
themusical "Paint Your Wagon.”
I never really heard it, [ only
heard evervone’s parents’ rendi-
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house as a kid. All the fathers
would sing the song to me—
pretty scary (laughs).

DS: Your first album literally
happened overnight, but you’re
anvthing but an overnight suc-
cess.

MC: I’ve been singing sincel was

four years old. Mv mother is a
vocal coach and an opera singer,
and I started singing when I
started talking. My earliest
memory is wanting to be a pro-
fessional singer. I've been work-
ing toward this goal since I was
twelve years old, working with
different studio musicians. [ went
out on my own when I was sev-
enteen—waitressed, coat
checked, hostessed and did all
the things that people do who
are trying to “make it” in show
business. AfterI'd waitressed, at
one or two in the morning, I'd
work in the studio ‘til eight
o'clock in the morning writing
songsand doing demos with Ben
Margulies, my writing partner. |
condensed about ten years of
hard work into about four.

DS: What are your earliest
memories of wanting to sing?
MC: I was ALWAYS singing. As
akid, my parents had to drag me
away from the radio and make
me go to sleep because 1 would
just sit there for hours and sing
whatever songs were popular at
the time. I've just always known
that musicis what I wanted todo
with my life.

DS: Do vou recall some of those
first songs and artists that may
have stuck with vou over the
years?

MC: Well, I have a brother and a
sister who are nine and ten years
older than me, so when I was
fourthey were listeningto Stevie
Wonder. Gladys Knight and
Aretha Franklin, and a lot of old
R&B reallv influenced me and I
just kept listening to it and lov-
ing it.

DS: What weresome of the things

your Mom advised vou to do or
taught vou that you use today?
Did she have to push you to
train?

MC: Because my mother is a vo-
cal coach and also an opera
singer, people tend to ask, “Oh,
didn’t she tell you to sing Clas-
sical music? Did she make vou
sing? Did she chain you to the
piano and make vou do vocal
exercises?” Actually, she never
had to force me to sing—she al-
most would have to tell me to
shut up after awhile because 1
was always singing. She never
tried to steer me into doing Clas-
sical music or anything that I
didn’t want to do. She was just
always very supportive. As far as
helping me vocally, she would
tell me certain breathing tech-
niques to help me not strain my
voice and teach me how not to
do the wrong thing with my
voice. I learned the basics from
herand developed my own style
from my influences.

DS: How do you guard against
straining your voice whenyou’re
continually hitting some of thase
higher notes?

MC: I make sure I'm singing cor-
rectly and not abusing my in-
strument. I try to get as much
sleep as [ can and to warm up
before [ start singing some of the
songs with really high notes on
them. I try and sing them an
octave lower first. My voice is
kind oflike three different ranges
and [ try to improve each one of
them.

DS: This demo tape that Tommy
got, had you shopped it around?
MC: It’s really hard when you
don't have the right connec-
tions—vou don’t have a man-
ager, you don’t have a big time
lawyer behind you saying, “Lis-
ten lo this person’s tape.” Execu-
tives, A&R people get thousands
of tapes a month, a lot of them,
and they really don’t have the
time or the desire to sift through
all the tapes and listen. | was
working really hard with Ben
Margulies. my writing parlner.
on geiting a record deal. but we
didn’t know anvone.

DS: How would you define your
music—or how would you like
it defined?

MC: It's really hard to define my
own music because it’s so per-
sonal and it comes from inside
me, so it's really hard to catego-
rize it or to put it into anv spe-
cific—say, “I’s this.” or “It’s
that.” I just really feel that music
isthe mostimportant thing to me
inmylifeand I putalot of myself
into it—both in my singing and
my writing. I enjoy doing it and
[hopethat people whoenjoy my
music can get that out of it.

DS: Let’s talk about your rela-
tionship with Ben Margulies,
your writing partner on most of
these songs. How did it begin
and what has it become?

MC: [ met Ben Margulies when |
was sixteen. My brother paid so
[could make a twentv-four track
demo tape in Manhattan. We
needed someone to play kev-
boards for a song | had vritten
with aguy named Gavin Chrislo-
pher. We called someone but he
couldn't come. so by accident
we stumbled upon Ben. Hecame
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to the session, although hereally
can’t play keyboards very well;
he’sreally more of a drummer. It
became a big ordeal, but after
that day we sort of kept in touch,
got together and just sort of
clicked as writers. We worked
very hard together before we had
a record deal, before anyone
would listen to my tape or any-
thing, so Ben's been there from
the beginning as a believer and
he’s really a very talented per-
son. Right now I'm writing for
my second album. I'm working
with some other people and also
with Ben.

DS: Can you briefly walk us
through the writing process that
you and Ben go through? What
are some of the things that take
place?

MC: Either I will have a melody
idea I'm working on, or Ben will
have some chord and [ will have
some chord changes. We'll just
play around with them forawhile
and I'll sing around five or six
different melody ideas on top of
it and then take it home and
write the lyrics.

DS: When you were writingsome
ofthese, were you writing with a
radio format in mind?

MC: Well, when I first started
writing with Ben I didn’t have a
record deal;Ididn'thave anyone
to really guide me in any way.
All I had was my love for music
and the type of songs that I knew
I'd like. So I didn’t think of any
radio format oranything. Wejust
sat down and wrote from what
was inside us.

DS: You said on the liner notes
that, except for four, a lot of
these songs were written before
you were signed. Was “Vision
Of Love” one of the four new
tunes you put on the album?
MC: [ wrote “Vision Of Love”
right after I signed my record
deal with Columbia. It's a cel-
ebration of how I was feeling at
the time and it’s a very personal
song. It's not really just a love
song, it's about feeling good. I
was at a very big turning pointin
my life at the time, so it’s kind of
about everything going on for
me.

DS: Speaking of celebration—
did you celebrate when you and
Ben finished this song? Did you
listen back and say, “Wow!
We’'re going to have a hit?”
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MC: I really didn’t think that
“Vision Of Love" was going to be
a big Pop hit because it wasn't
like everything that was going
on at the time—it wasn'ta Dance
record, it wasn't a Rap song, it
wasn’'t Heavy Metal. It really
didn't fit any particular format
to me, and [ was pleasantly sur-

o
prised that it caught on the way
it did. It makes me feel great
because it’s one of my favorite
songs I've written.

DS: What was it like working
with various producers on this
project? Dealing with different
styles?

MC: My first album was a lot of
experimentation. I was kind of
scattered in a way. ] had most of
the songs when I signed my
record deal, but it was so over-
whelming for me to go from be-
ingin thistiny studio in the back
of a woodshed up to working in
these incredibly vast, big time
studios. It was a big transition
and [ think that on the next al-
bum I'll have more of a total
picture mapped out before I go
into the studio—I'll have every-
thing written and know exactly
who’s going to co-produce with
me.

DS: “Vanishing” is such a phe-
nomenal song. Just you and the
piano—was that your concept?
MC: “Vanishing” is my favorite
song on the album, and I knew
that it should only be piano and
vocals because when I did the
demo of the song, it was a piano/
vocal and it was really raw. Just
the emotion of the song came
across. We tried putting a drum
track on it, but it just took away
fromit. ThenIsaid,“Well, maybe
this could be a commercial song
if we put music on it,” but I
decided it was better to just pre-
serve the integrity of the song—
leave it really simple.

DS: Were you as surprised at the
appeal of “Love Takes Time” as
you were at the appeal of “Vi-
sion Of Love?”

MC: [ wrote “Love Takes Time”

after the rest of the songs on the
album were already mastered
and the album was actually be-
ing pressed. ] was doing a little
mini-tour, going around to ten
states doing an acoustic show
with a piano player and three
backup singers. I brought along
the demo of “Love Takes Time,”
tooneoftheshows. [ handeditto
oneofthe executives, they played
itinthisroom and everyone said,
“You have to record this!” It's a
hit! You really have to put it on
this album.” I said, “No,” be-
cause it took me so long to finish
the album in the first place and I
was really not locking forward
to doing it. But [ went and re-
corded it with Walter Afanasieff.
We got it done in three days.
DS: “Someday” is your first
uptempo hit with a lot of differ-
ent mixes. It looks like it's
headed to number one, too.
MC: ...(Jaughs) I got my fingers
crossed. | wrote “Someday”
awhile ago. It's one of the oldest
songs on the album and I wrote it
with Ben. He was playing this
drum groove and some chords,
and we put the song together. [
took it home, wrote the lyrics
and we had it on the shelf for a
long time. It was one of the origi-
nal songs on the demo that got
my record deal, so I guess it was
good luck.

DS: There are so many aspects
torelationships between people.
It seems that you’ve proven you
don’thave tobe older to be wiser.
You have a lot of insight into
those different sides of a rela-
tionship.

MC: When [ was a little girl, my
mother used to say that I was six
going on thirty-five. Grown-ups
would be amazed at how I could
justsitthereand actlikeanadult.
I've always been really indepen-
dent. | went out on my own at a
very early age and [ experienced
a lot of things that most people
don't experience at that age. I
observe lifeand writeabout what
[ see.

DS: Is there something about
Gospel music, something magi-
cal that makes you love it so
much?

MC: It’s really the spirituality
and the incredible free singing
and the realness of Gospel music
that I love—there's just such a
rawness there and a lot of the

singers are just so incredible. I
love it. [ listen to it more than I
listen to Pop or R&B.
DS:Whathasthetransition from
being a fan to a star been like?
MC: I can never forget the music.
That’s what got mehereand that’s
what I love. I've said it before—
anybody can be famous. You
don’t have to be especially tal-
ented or anything, and knowing
that really keeps me grounded.
I'm really fortunate to have all
the success I'm having, but if
down theroad [ putout analbum
that’s just me expressing myself
in another way and it’s not a Pop
album, [ know that there might
not be all this hoopla. As long as
I do something that [ feel proud
of that makes me happy, then
that’s enough for me. I'm living
my dream and it's great!

DS: Do you pinch yourself ever
s0 often trying to soak in every-
thing that’s happened in the last
year?

MC: It's amazing to look around
and say, “Wow! I'm actually do-
ing this.” Working so hard for
something and wanting some-
thing for so long, when you fi-
nally begin to grasp it—it’s an
amazing feeling. I can remember
justbeing devastated when I was
waitressing and saying, “How
comeldon’thave myrecord deal
yet?” Though [ don’t think I
would've evergiven up even ifit
took me ten years.

DS: One last thing. You men-
tioned you're working on your
next album. Are you feeling
pressure to get it done? Can we
expect any surprises?

MC: I'm currently writing for my
next album and trying to spend
as much time on it as I can. It’s
something I really enjoy, too, so
it's not like, “Ugh, T have to make
time for doing this.” It's just that
T have so many other things to do
now. WhatI'mtrying to doisjust
have all the songs completed be-
fore I go in the studio. I'll prob-
ably be co-producing most of the
tracks, maybe with Walter
Afanasieff, who produced “Love
Takes Time.” The production
may bealittle bit more spare, but
hopefully the songs will be able
tostand ontheirown. Butit’s not
going to be an incredible depar-
ture from what I'm doing now.
I'll just bea little more in control.

Boss tenor-person Houston Person’s latest is
a cavernous and gritty Rudy Van Gelder re-
cording featuring some young and not-so-
restless top guns. Winard and Philip Harper
and Joey DeFrancesco fuel half this thriving
sextet. You can always spot Winard's alert,
dancing swing on the drums. Even with per-
cussion support from conga ace Sammy
Figueroa, Winard's presence is so head-
swaying he could break into a straight waltz-
time at a measure’s notice. Winard's ultra-
swing meshesbeautifully withJoey D’sswirl-
ing Hammond on the title opener. “Namely
You” passes along some tasty solo opportuni-
ties for everyone, beginning with Person’s
beefy lines and Joey D’s prowling organ.
Person conjures up the Gene Ammons muse
here, and Philip comes roaring in with some
aggressive notes. Why Not is grainy and raw.
Person bounces some pretty hefty sounds off
the walls, even on the moping ballad, “Blue
Gardenia.”

A JAZZ SONG BOOK - HERB GELLER
(ENJA)

If you enjoyed the playful Bop mannerisms of
Klaus Deldinger’s Passport, consider Herb
Geller's more hardened approach. His tow-
ering soprano sax bursts might just be your
ticket for the more devout jazz fans. “Cosmo-
politan Meetings” is crisp and energetic—
typical of the high level of technical skill
Geller has via his strong quintet. Pianist Walter
Norris meets Geller head on with some taste-
ful counter rhythms. The rhythm section
(Adam Nussbaum and bassist Mike Rich-
mond) duel passionately. Geller presents
himself in two different personas. On tracks
like “For Chet,” “Little Big Sam” or “How
About It,” he diffuses his basic delivery. On
“Cosmo...,” “Landscape,” and “For joe” he
opens up his tone and takes a sexier, full-
bodied approach. We prefer the latter.

With his
latest, A Lonesome Thing, now there is now
substantial proof on disc. It has a full-spec-
trum, wide screen, 24-track analog afterglow
as opposed to a brassy digital sheen. Morgan,
like the late Art Pepper, has the secret for-
mula for mixing the precise amount of techni-
cal flash and emotional zeal. Pieces like pia-
nist George Cables’ (a past Pepper ally)
"Helen’s Song” and the monumental Jazz
confessional “Everything Happens To Me”
wring with the sweat of driving Bop lucidity.
Drummer Lewis Nash and bassist David
Williams push with the urgency of Elvin
Jones and Jimmy Garrison. Roy Hargrove
matches Morgan's tenacious riffs with a volu-
minously rounded tones. In other words,
rather than carry the load alone, Morgan del-
egates well. The tones on A Lonesome Thing
flourish with such full-bodied depth one
needn’t look to the next record, which was
usually the case with Morgan’s Landmark
sessions. We all know about Morgan’s per-

sonal transformations. He’s supplied us with |

Check out Kenny
Dorham’s “Blue Boss” and see if you don’t
agree: ].J. is a tenor sax wolf in trombone
sheep’s clothing. The punctual duet between
Johnson and Moore on the title track creates
suspense and tension between the band and
the crowd. For that splattering, traditional
sound go tothe Rollins/Coltrane styled opus,
“Why Indianapolis—Why NotIndianapolis.”
It's clear after the two minute solo intro—the
man has never lost his form.

SOUNDS OF WATERCOLORS -
RONALDOFOLEGATTI (BLUE ORCHID)
Guitarist Ronaldo Folegatti seems content to
sit with his band and blend into each compo-
sition. As composer and producer, Folegatti
is confident to be one of the boys in the band.
Sound Of Watercolors is a Jazz disc for ev-
erybody. It conjures up postcard images of
Braziliansunandsand. “Zanzam” and “White
Samba” are jumpy and perky; life is one big
vacation. The mood then shifts to the more
pastoral on “Bolero For My Friends.” Folegatti
begins to break away from the other musi-
cians and establishes his improvising prow-
ess on acoustic, which is fairly intricate and
fractured. The disc’s highlight is when
Ronaldo plugs in and funks things up on A
Winter Market.”

John Hicks. For theoccasion, Hicks settled on
performing OPs (other peoples’) when he
drew up an impromptu set list. Being away
from his band gave Hicks a chance to span
Jazzhistory. Alittle Miles, aspot of Coltrane,
some Bud, Monk and a stab ata piece penned
by Billy Childs. The set’s crown jewel is also
itslongest piece—a luminous tribute to Duke
(the “in” thing to do these days) by Charles
Mingus entitled “Duke Ellington’s Sound Of
Love.”

STEPS - PAT COIL {(SHEFFIELD)

It shouldn't really make a difference whether
a band is overdubbed or etched live directly
onto two track, but it impresses me nonethe-
less. Ours is a music that maybe benefits a
little much from technology. Hence, an effort
like Steps renews my faith in the medium of
fresh electric instrumental music outside the
acoustic Jazz mood. Pat Coil’s experience
ranges from big band work while attending
North Texas University (maybe listening to
KNTU?)to vocalaccompaniment for Carmen
McCrae and Barbra Streisand (arguably tie
two masters). Eventually the Los Angeles
session scene beckoned, culminating in ex-
tensive work with Pat Metheny, Grant
Geissmanand Ernie Watts. Pat’s Sheffield live
two track not only represents a tense chal-
lenge, but a stunning debut with sidemen
Tom Scott, Patitucei and a few stray
Yellowjackets. Producer (and familiar AA
name) Clair Marlo opens things up crisply
with “Sierra Highways,” featuring the sax
lines of Scott and the sheer brutalizing of a
snare by drummer John Robinson. [t's a fit-
ting introduction to a shimmering effort. No
wonder Steps is already enjoying brisk chart
action.

FROM A BLUE PLANET - CHUCK
GREENBURG (GOLD MOUNTAIN)
Those of us who were fans of the bold tones
and directions taken by Shadewfax on The
Odd Get Even will revel in Chuck
Greenburg’s aggressive, interplanetary tone
portraits. Faxers Charles Bisharat(violin)and
Phil Maggini (bass) contribute liberally on
this outstanding spinoff. With gargantuan
sound mixes, Greenburg (like $’fax) plays it
far from any sort of passive new age ap-
proach. Choose your poison—electronic
soundscapes like “Almost A Dream,” or
“Mundunugu (The Sorcerer),” or the most
acoustic-flavored “The Secret Of Time,” fea-
turingChuckonacousticsopranoand Alexde
Grassi on guitar. De Grassi‘s solo is a burner
and keeps with the edgy philosophy that
distinguishes From A Blue Planet from the
otherdiscs in the heap. Little wonder this one
got a Most Added nod.

PEE WEE. FRED & MACEO - THE |B
HORNS (GRAMAVISION)

Don’ttry any of those age-old trombone jokes
on Fred Wesley. He ravages his slush pump
with a savage zeal. When these three James

“Alfred” Ellis, Wesley and Maceo Parker
bump heads with an almost fusion-like elec-
tric band, but their combined voice can’t help
but funk things up. The sessions seem the
idea of drummer/producer Jim Payne. By
inheriting the wind and soul of the | Bs, he gets
a chance to take a few different directions.
Eventually things loosen up with the collabo-
rative “Mother’s Kitchen,” a bluesy and dan-
gerous starting point. Pee Wee pulls out his
lip and the stops with a solo and sound that
mirrors not only Brown but the early seven-
ties Crusaders. My advice is to give this one
four cuts to boil. Even on the weaker
compostions, the solos flip, flopand fly. Once
it bubbles, you’ll be gladly discovering bar-
reling gems like “Everywhere Is Qut Of
Town.”

ALL BIRD’S CHILDREN - THE PHIL
WOODS QUINTET (CONCORD)

Phil Woods is certainly one of today’s most
prolific players. It’s not unusual when his
titles garner months and months of loyal air-
play ona variety of label. All Bird’s Children
sounds like oneof his more planned-out, legit
releases. The opening title track is a furious
romp. Woods’ tone is both slicing and fluid
whilethe runs and attack areamazingly swift
and defiant. Fortunately he has four compa-
triots that keep pace with the Woods stamina.
There are damn few altoists, not to mention
accompanists, who can keep up. Through the
passing of years and entire eras of Jazz (who
canever forget his boyish footage in the Monk
documovie Straight, No Chaser), his work is
still an unending and bubbling fountain of
energetic vigor. Even on the balladish
“Gotham Serenade” the Woods persona is
still siren-like. “Ixtlan” is a piece of hard Jazz
complexity penned by trombonist Hal Crook.
Things get sweeter with the Benny Carter-
inspired “My Man Bennv.” Both Crook and
Woods closely combine tones on the opening
“saxbone” head. The remainder of this fine
band is rounded by pianist Hal Galper,
bassist Steve Gilmore and drummer Bill
Goodwin supplying excellent, enflinching
rhythm support throughout.

DAKOTA STATON (MUSE)

| Dakota Staton beltsitout “with a whole lot of
| innergy.” Dakota’s record is produced by

saxophonist Housten Person, who spent
many a New York weekend brunch along-
side vocalist Etta Jones serenading afternoon
Jazzfans. Astheliners sotimely note, Dakota’s
new album marks her rediscovery from the
late fifties/ early sixties Jazz/R&B female vo-
cal mafia trio informally dubbed the D-girls,
the other two being gospelizer Dinah Wash-
ington and Della Reese (known in our house
as the “Don’t You Know?” Girl). Quite the
torch thirty years ago, Dakota with Person is
more like a flame thrower now, She walks the
Blues and Jazz line with ne’er a cautious
glance.

Ben Tankard lists Quincy Jones and George
Duke as his “major influences.” Keynote

Like the Winans (who appear) and Take 6,
Tankard’s vocal ("Be With You” and "My
Reward”) pieces are spiritually doused with
religious references.

ROOFTOPS - PETER KATER (SILVER
WAVE)

| often think that if fans of Bruce Hornsby
could get behind the music of Peter Kater en
masse, we could haveanew large hall version
of the Fabulous Baker Boys. Both burst
through their respective band sounds with
crystal claritv and without hammering force.
This is Kater’s seventh album of piano melo-
dies reinforced by a sizable entourage of reed
and electric backing. For a Colorado boy, his
music gets more and more cosmopolitan by
theissue; he’s got theacoustic presense down
pat. On complex feelgooders like “Dance Of
TheShingle People” and “With Every Smile,”
there’s every opportunity for the piano and
the melody to get lost in the clouds, but as
with Hornsby’s music, the acoustic pianois at
the top of the agenda without being over-
whelmingly dominant. Kater’s collection is
very much a band sound, which keeps
Rooftops full, interesting and powerful. Other
suggestions: “Easy Like Spring” and the
beautifully cascading “Windstar.”

JORGENSON (CURB/MCA)

of the Desert Rose Band, he’s a well known
picker. He’salso currently slated to join Roger
McGuinn’s band once Roger starts his cross
country trek. But this is a very special project
all on its own. On After You've Gone,
Jorgensonisjoined by David Grisman, Darol
Angerand others foraswinging rompthrough
the gypsy caravans of the thirties and forties.
The dedication to Rheinhardt, Charlie
Christian and Benny Goodman says it all.
Thejuice flows naturally on Django’s “Mabel,”
but don’t stop there. Every damn cut is a
winner. The excitement is kept intact by the
fact that half was recorded faithfully live, the
other half the same, though it's dotted with
some pianoand electric picking. Since most of
the classic Django lacks the fidelity we expect
of the CD age, this is an able substitute. I'm
packing off a copy to the supreme Django fan,
Harlan Ellison.

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DOUBT - JESUS JONES
(FOOD/SBK)

First time around, Jesus Jones
sought to synthesize rock n roll
and dance.

Bloc countries. A beautifully
original, ragged, rugged,
sampled collage of rock sounds,
rhyvthms and life experiences
resulted inasuperior sophomore
set. “International Bright Young
Things” starts with thedrumroll
lifted from the Beatles’ "Birth-
day.”

WHEN YOU'RE A BOY -
SUSANNA HOFFS
(COLUMBIA)

the product of a studio triangle:
Susannah, producer David Kahne

OVERTHROW - MATERIAL
ISSUE (MERCURY)

Material Issueis a byproduct of a
certain Midwestern fascination
with the early sixties Euro mys-
tique. They are co-produced by
Jeff Murphy, whose band the
Shoes epitomizes that mystique.
This young trio does it clean, with
drums, bass and scratchy guitars.
Material Issueis at their best when
singing about girls. Within forty-
five minutes we meet Valerie,
Diane, Renee, Lulu and Christine.

On the title track the band states
their intentions succinctly in two
lines—"1 don’t need a girlfriend I
need an accomplice/It's an Inter-
national PopOverthrow.”
