FCC Piles Up Stern Fines
From Here to Infinity

By BEN FONG-TORRES

On the air, Howard Stern
may cut off guests or callers
when they utter what he
calls “the ‘F* word™ or “the
'S” word,” but it's doing him
little good.

His problem may be that
he is Howard Stern.

On August 12, the FCC hit
Infinity Broadcasting Corp.
and four of its affiliates with
a notice that they could be
fined a total of $500,000 for
broadcasting what it defines
as “indecency.” The four
Infinity outlets are among 12
stations around the country
that carry Stern’s WXRK-New
York-based morning show.
Combined with previous
fines imposed on its stations,
Infinity faces more than $1.1
million in Stern-related
penalties.

The most recent action—
which Stern called “bullying”
and traced to former
President George Bush—fol-
lowed, by one day, a notice
of liability against KFBI-
Pahrump, Nev., for $73,750
for the same broadcasts
involved in the Infinity
notice.

The FCC said it was not
pursuing cases against other
stations that carry the Stern
show.

Stern and the Commission
have been at each other’s
necks for years, since the
FCC levied $0,000 fines
against stations carrying
Stern, including three
Infinity stations—in WXRK,
WYSP-Philadelphia, and
WIFK/FM-Washington—in
1988. Late last year, KLSX-
Los Angeles was fined
$105,000 for broadcasting
allegedly indecent material
on 12 separate occasions in
late 1991. The FCC then
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slapped fines of $600,000 on
WXRK, WYSP and
WIFK/FM.

Infinity, the FCC noted,
has “exhibited a pattern of
apparent misconduct involv-
ing indecent broadcasts in
the past.”

The FCC did note that the
most recent notice results
from a complaint about
shows Stern did between

Howard Stern

November 1992 and last
January, that no complaints
have been received since
then, and that “Infinity had
made substantial and largely
effective efforts to avoid fur-
ther infractions in this area.”

Infinity, which has spent
more on legal defenses than
the amount of the fines—
"Millions,” said company
president Mel Karmazin—
offered a measured response
through attorney Steven
Lerman. “We're going to
study (the notice),” he said.
“We'll submit a response in
due course presenting our
point of view.” Meantime,
Tom Quinn, president of
Americom Broadcasting,
owner of the Las Vegas sta-

tion, vowed to “vigorously
fight” the fine.
The latest fines were

reportedly triggered by a
complaint from a listener in

Las Vegas who taped and
transcribed three months of
Stern’s shows before compil-
ing a 19-page transcript that
he sent to the FCC.

“One guy complains—one
guy out of 15 million,” Stern
said on his show last
Wednesday (August 21).
“Evidently it's OK for a guy
to get on the air and call
Robin (Quivers, his newcast-
er/sidekick) a ‘nigger—
that’s fine, the government
won't fine him—but if 1 say
‘penis’ or talk about the fact
that I have sex with myself
sometimes...you get the
idea.”

At the risk of sounding
like a conspiracist, said
Stern, “I believe someone
very high up in government
has a bug up their ass
about us. It could even be—
and you're going to think
I'm nuts—George Bush. For
years we blasted the guy
and said some really mean
things about him. and
believe me, he got the ball
rolling on this whole thing
with the FCC against us. It
could be Jesse Helms, one
of these guys, and they're
keeping this thing going. It's
with a vengeance; they will
not be satisfied until I'm
fired.

“It’s almost becoming
more of an option for my
company to fire me,” said
Stern, “because then all their
problems would be
over...but then again their
problems would begin
because they'd lose a lot of
ratings. But we work for a
company of very brave peo-
ple who don’t buckle under
to pressure.”

For not the first time, Stern
hinted that he might leave
radio—"T don’t need to be
the victim of this,” he said.

w

But he also wondered about
the effectiveness of a listen-
ers’ protest campaign to the
White llouse, and he
thanked Infinity and its sta-
tions, and the others who
carry his show “who see this
is jive and know this will
pass eventually. Times will
change. This persecution
will end.”

While Infinity ponders its
response to the FCC, it is
also defending itself against
a media watchdog group

that has petitioned the FCC
to block Infinity’s planned
purchase of KRTH-Los Ange-
les for $110 million from the
Beasley Broadcast Group.

The  Americans  for
Responsible Television, a
conservative group based in
Michigan, delivered 13,000
signatures to the Commis-
sion and cited Infinity’s his-
tory of allegedly “indecent”
broadcasts, of Stern’s show,
as grounds for denying the
sale.

cHVIA Used CD Stores
Gan Party on Garth

There’ll be no fences between Garth Brooks and record
stores that sell used CDs, after all.

CEMA, distributor of Brooks’ CDs on Liberty, is notifying
used-CD sellers that they can order Brooks’ next album,

Pieces, due out next month.

Earlier this summer, —
|

Brooks had announced
that he would not allow
retailers of used CDs to
carry the new album
because artists receive
no royalties on their
sales.

Brooks, whose five
albums, chief among
them No Fences, have
sold more than 25 mil-
lion units in three years,
did not comment on

CEMA'’s reversal of his stance, which had drawn negative
publicity to Brooks and the company.

The bad press included coverage of several protest roast
ings of Brooks’ CDs at “Garth Buck$ barbeques™—also

New Director Named
for Rock Hall of Fame

Internationally-known art
museum director and histo-
rian Dennis Barrie was
named director of the Rock
and Roll Hall of Fame and
Museum being built in
Cleveland. The announce-
ment came August 11 at a
press conference. Barrie
replaces K. Michael Benz,
who resigned.

Barrie, who at one time
was Midwest area director
of the Archives of American
Art for the Smithsonian
Institution, was arrested in
1990 when, as director of
the Contemporary Arts
Center in Cincinnati, he
presented a collection of
the photographs of the late
Robert Mapplethorpe.  The

charges were obscenity and
child pornography, and he
was acquitted.

“I believe very strongly,
obviously in the issue,” said
Barrie. “It’s not what I've
spent my whole life doing,
but...it's about something I
fundamentally believe in.
And the rock world’s
always been pushing the
envelope, as they say, in
terms of what's permissible
or acceplable or even legal
in society.”

Since he left the
Contemporary Arts Center
in 1992, Barrie has run a
company that developed
traveling museum exhibi-
tions. Barrie makes no
claims about being a rock-
er. "Do 1 know every bit of
rock trivia? No. Can I

name the drummer of
every group? No. But I
grew up with rock. I'm 46,
so while I was a bit young
for Buddy Holly, by the
‘60s | knew music and have
stayed prelly aware ever
since.” Barrie is already
considering exhibitions for
what is hoped will become
one of America’s most-visit-
ed tourist spots. Among
his ideas are programs on
artists as social activists and
rock and sexuality.

After many stops and
starts, the building of the
actual Hall ol Fame and
museum began in June,
and will be completed in
two years. Barrie will relo-
cate to the future heart of
rock ‘n’ roll—in Cleve-
land—next month.

“Human Wheels" (Mercury)
John Mellencamp unveils the title
track, “Human Wheels,” as the sec-
ond warm-up to the soon-to-be-

printed lyrics on the pro-sleeve, as
his vocal performance is partially
masked, sixties-psychdelic style, by

what sounds like a spinning effect
through a Leslie speaker. Ever the
restless sort, as evidenced by his
ventures into painting and filmmak-
ing, Mellencamp, through his music,
ponders the human condition
through the eyes of a man cursed
with the grand and expanded sensi-
bilities of a poet. He weighs human
frailty on a heavy philosophical
scale. “Human Wheels™ opening
lines draws a puzzling scenario:
“This land, today, shall draw its last
breath/And take into its ancient
depths/This frail reminder of its
giant, dreaming self/ While I, with
human-bindered eyes/Unequal to the
sweeping curve of light/Stand on this
single print of time.”

I believe in the business of things
happening in threes. Speaking for
myself, three of my favorite person-
alities these days come from Long
Island—hardly the cradle of modern
thinking. Howard Stern, Andrew
Dice Clay (who just staged his pay-
per-view special on HBO) and, now,
Billy Joel are highly visceral and
opinionated entertainers. While
Howard and Dice wrestle with their
own combinations of success, noto-
riety and respectability, Billy Joel
takes the high road—although not
without its potholes. “No Man’s
Land” is a fierce and brutally honest
indictment of America’s economic
recovery. Continuing his deftness at
genre-bending (be it modernizing
doo-wop or incorporating classical
themes), Billy’s “Shades Of Grey” is
a clever send-up of early Cream
power trio days. Remember the
vocal threesomes and distorted gui-
tars of Fresh Cream? The most
touching composition is “All About
Soul,” an inspiring and absorbing
testimony to the power of a
woman’s devotion and companion-
ship through tough times. Country
and R&B don’t necessarily have this
subject all to themselves. “This life
isn't fair/lt's gonna get dark, it’s
gonna get cold/You ve got to get
tough, but that ain’t enough/It’s all
about soul.” The lyrics are decep-
tively straightforward, but stirring,
with guest vocals by Color Me Badd
and textured orchestrations. Quite

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RADIO LISTENERS: All In The Family

or the July 9 issue of the Yellow Pages

Of Rudio, twenty eight-year radio

veteran Jon Wailin shared guidelines

for air talent. For this installment
Wailin presents his system for converting
casual cumers to long-
term listeners.

Wailin, twice
nominated for Gavin
Personality Of The
Year while at KNEW-
San Francisco, sports a
resume that includes
on-air work in
Houston, Los Angeles,
Cincinnati, Buffalo
Fort Worth and
Honolulu. Back in 1978, Wailin handled
moming drive on WROK, and had an audience
share of 35.8 percent a ratings high never
duplicated. He recently completed two years as
corporate operations manager at WROK/
WZOK-Rockford, IHinois.

This week, Wailin discusses the “loyalty
factor” of your radio station, and puts forth a
unique approach to improve that factor, in the
process converting cume persons into AQH
persons.

Radio stations, Wailin begins, have four
different types of listeners:

Jon Wailin

1. VISITORS: They sample the station once in
a while for a brief period. Sometimes they are
merely scanning through the dial. Perhaps
they see a new billboard or TV spot and try it
out of curiosity. Perhaps they hear the station
at work when someone else is controlling the

radio. But for the most part, these listeners are
“first time” consumers of the station.

2. GUESTS: These are listeners who sample
the station once in a while, stay a little longer
than a “visitor,” but then leave again. These
can be listeners who are drawn to the station
perhaps for one or two particular elements
offered, but they are not familiar enough to
feel comfortable. They leave again to seek
“safer” ground.

3. FRIENDS: These are listeners who listen
for longer periods of time and more often.
They are developing a comfort level with the
station, they sense the station shares the same
values, tastes, concerns and lifestyles with
them. They feel they are “in the right place”
when they listen. They may, on occasion,
listen to someone else, but they soon return
because they miss what's comfortable to them.

4. FAMILY: These are the “exclusive”
listeners, the “core,” the “groupies” of any
station. They bake the birthday cakes, go to
every remote, enter every contest, and own at
least one of everything the station has ever
given away. If they ever get their hands on a
diary the station is home free!

Here are some suggestions on how to use
this analogy to better serve these four groups.
Imagine, if you will, that you have just moved
into a new neighborhood. Someone from
down the street comes by to visit and knocks
on your door, hoping to meet you, learn more
about you (out of natural curiosity) and

welcome you, Imagine your radio station is
the newcomer who answers the door to the
visitor. The goal for your station is quite
obviously to convert visitors to family
members. Here's how it happens in real life
and here’s how it can work for radio.

1. Visitors become guests if they feel
welcome, comfortable and enjoy the visit.

2. Guests become friends when they become
convinced that they are in the right place and
believe that their “host” appreciates the fact
that they are there.

3. Friends become family when they share the
same interests, concerns and desires as their
“host” and they attain a level of trust.

How can your station turn
visitors into family?

¢ Ascertain the needs, desires and
expectations of every visitor.

e Remind visitors that you offer those
elements for them.

e Constantly and consistently serve the needs
of your guests.

e Point out the advantages of becoming a
friend.

e Reward family members for their longtime
loyalty.

Imagine you walk up to the door of a strange
house. You knock and are greeted by a

THE siGNING: “Brian Slagel heard
from our lawyer that we were work-
ing on a new album. He showed a
big interest from the beginning but
was a little relunctant to get back to
us. | sent him a couple of four-track
demos with just guitars and he was
very surprised to hear how close we
had come musically to the early
Mercyful Fate. He called us up and
said, ‘Let's do it right now.” “

Tuen: “Hank composed half the
music in our early recordings.
Michael Denner and | composed the
remainder. It was quite a change
when the stuff Hank wrote turned
into a completely different style. We
had to part ways.”

Now: In March of 1992 | heard a
tape Hank and Michael had done and
it was so Mercyful Fate! We talked
about it a lot and | just had to sing
the new material. We were able to
re-capture the chemistry. We want
to achieve something new with
every album. My vocal range has
grown out of portraying the differ-
ent characters on the King Diamond

albums.”

ON THE RECORDING PROCESS:
“Hank laid down the rhythm guitars
using the same amp and guitar he
used back then. He even used the
same settings. It was a matter of
capturing it better on tape this time
with the mics set up properly.
Michael Denner has all the emotion
you’ll ever need in a guitarist; Hank
Shermann is the master of the
agressive guitar. In that respect
they complement each other per-
fectly. Since we couldn’t record with
my King Diamond producer in
Denmark, Shermann and | began pro-
ducing. Tim Kimsey came highly rec-
ommended to us as a first engineer,

but he became such a big part of the
album we credited him as co-produc-

er. From the very first day the
atmosphere in the studio was per-
fect. Working with Lars Ulrich on
“Return Of The Vampire...1993"
turned out to be an unforgetable
experience. It was so spur-of-the-
moment. He flew in from Denmark
and stayed three days. We did the
arrangement in the morning of the
first day and recorded it that after-
noon. Then we had lots of fun jam-
ming.”

“What’s
amazing with the radio right now,

ON RADIO RESPONSE:

with this new album, is that some of
the big trades are tracking us as
number one on five out of six
charts. We never had that much air-
play before. It just seems that the
time is right for this kind of music.
Even the old songs we played in
Copenhagen turned into singalongs.

ON TOURING: We played for 30,000
in Copenhagen with Metallica. We
headlined at the Dynamo Open Air
Festival two days later and played
to 45,000 people the first day and

on the east coast playing with
Cathedral and Flotsam and Jetsam.
We'll start with our full production.
It'll be something for your eyes.

We’ll also play four older
songs.”

CONVULSE
Lost Equilibrium (Relapse)

From a small village in Nokia,
Finland comes a huge, burly
sounding band that embraces
death metal with a barrage of
blazing guitars and gutteral vocals
I usually don’t write single
reviews, but this highly energized
band delivers such a hard-crunch-
ing sound I couldn’t wait for the
full album. The first cur, “Lost
Equilibrium,” begins with a slow,
mesmerizing guitar and bass duel
that covers the fret neck like a
blanket. The intertwining chords
escalate into hyper drive, offering
quick, groovin’ licks that multiply
the deep bass thumps and crash-
ing drums. Guitarist Rami Jamsa is
responsible for ghostly growls tha
preach natural decline and per-
sonal introspection. The second
cut, “Memories,” is just as hard-hit-
ting as the first, with extremely
heavy metal guitar hooks and fast
bass lines that heighten the broad
vocal onslaught into a ghoulish
mash of hard rock/death metal
grooves that will impress the mos:

The more
forbidden you make them out to
be, the more Type O will prevail.
Finally, the title song, “Bloody
Kisses” resembles rhe classic
tragedy of Romeo & Juliet. A mas-
sive organ sinks the heart into wa-
lowing loneli-
ness, yet
you’re gripped
with Steele’s
hungry pas-
sion. In
between the
tracks there’s a
glimpse into a
warped zone
of creativity which solidifies
Bloody Kisses as an experience
you'll never forget.

GEORGE HOWARD
WHEN SUMMER COMES (GRP)

With summer at mid-point, along
comes one of the sunniest adult alter-
native releases of the season. George
Howard is easily one of the most
productive and consistent horn play-
ers for adult alternative, both live and
on record. Whernt Siummer Comes
arrives just in time and contains a
funkified remake of Hugh Masekela’s
summer anthem, “Grazing In The
Grass.” Howard is one of those urban
crossover artists that will fortify many
A? playlists. Check out the gale force
fingerings on “Three Minute
Warning,” or try the loping “Hard
Times,” which feature some seamless
dueting between GH's synth sidekick
and co-writer, Vance Taylor.
Howard’s style leans toward the
horn’s sensual (“Only Human”) and
syncopated (“Family”) tendencies,
and few people realize how difficult
it is to maintain an accurate pitch on
the soprano sax. Howard has a pow-
erful tone. The festive nature of the
triggered rhythms, embellished by
the simple 4/4 back-beats of real
drums, are solid backdrops to some
accomplished high-wire, high-octave
blowing.

GREGG KARUKAS
SUMMERHOUSE (POSITIVE MUSIC)

For Summerbouse, pianist Gregg
Karukas’s fourth album in less than
four years, he’s brought in a virtual
A? who's who. Each track features at
least one top-flight, chart-topping A*
name as solo accompanist. The list
is long and impressive: sax players
Boney James, Eric Marienthal, Dave
Koz and Everette Harp, guitarists
Ricardo Silveira, Dori Caymmi, Pat
Kelley and Paul Jackson, Jr.
Summerbouse is easy and breezy, a
split between light-handed improvi-
sation, rolling funk bass lines and
pastoral melodies. If you're looking
for a little jump-start between the
pastel tracks, try the jamming
“Autobaun,” which is fueled by a
more plugged-in Kelley and
Marienthal.

ALAN RIPA
MODERN WOMAN RENAISSANCE

MAN (APIRNALA)

In the tradition of Jim Chappell and
Gregg Karukas, pianist Alan Ripa is
gathering major market Adult
Alternative attention with his second
home grown release, Moder
Woman Renaissance Man.
