NAFTA The Fact
BY BEVERLY MIRE

President Clinton isn't the
only person who's happy
the North American Free
Trade Agreement (NAFTA)
passed.

Industry executives were
cheered by the bill's last
minute victory, as it signals
an end to rampant piracy
and will make it easier to
export Mexico's popular
musicians.

Included in the agreement
are provisions that directly
affect the music industry.
They protect "intellectual
property," particularly copy-
rights. The stipulations,
along with the copyright
laws passed in January of
1992, Mexico's large record -

buying population and the
rising popularity of Spanish -
language music, should
make Mexico an extremely
lucrative market.

"The intellectual property
provisions in NAFTA proba-
bly represent the highest
standard of protection,
across the board, that has
ever been achieved in a
trade agreement either bila-
terially or internationally,"
says Recording Industry of
America (RIAA) president
Jason Berman. "In addition,
the agreement provides for
enforcement both internally
and at the border."

According to Berman, the
RIAA had been lobbying for
the bill's passage.

"The fact is, for about two

years we have been con-
cerned about piracies and
our desire to develop

Mexican artists," he says.
According to GAVIN man-

agement expert Oren Harari,
Mexico's huge youth market
will bring major dollars into
the United States.

Sony Denies 'Prejudice'
Against George Michael
In the George Michael vs.
Sony Music trial in London,
Sony took its turn on the
stand in High Court last
week.

Fred Erlich, senior vice
president and general man-
ager for Sony, denied the
many accusations piled up
against the company by
Michael and his attorneys
since Michael filed his suit
last October, charging Sony
with restraint of trade and
seeking to break his con-
tract with the label.

One point of contention
was Michael's claim that
Sony and its label,
Columbia, underpromoted
Michael's 1990 album,
Listen Without Prejudice
Vol. 1, on purpose.

Erlich said that any lack
of spending to market the
album was part of various
established company poli-

cies.
Michael's attorney said

the record company pun-
ished the artist for putting
out the album without
videos, without an image of
himself on the cover, and
without plans for any inter-
views. Michael had been
quoted saying the album
was more "artistic" than
"commercial." The attorney
compared Listen to Pearl
Jam's Vs., which Epic is
promoting without videos,
Top 40 service, and mini-
mal interviews. For Pearl
Jam, the lawyer said, Sony
made extra efforts that pro-
pelled the album to sales of
950,000 in its first week
out.

Although "Praying for
Time," Michael's first single
from the album, topped the
charts in fall of 1990, the
artist was angered when

Columbia released a second
single, "Freedom '90," while
"Praying" was still Number
One. His attorneys said
Columbia preferred
"Freedom," pushed it out
early and didn't promote
the album until "Freedom"
was out.

"That is totally incorrect,"
said Erlich. "It is often the
custom and practice of the
industry and Columbia to
release another single when
the first is Number One."

Another witness for the
defense, U.K. music indus-
try veteran Tony Morris,
said that the album did well
in the United States without
the artist's cooperation.
Morris said Michael did not
allow his name to be used
on promotional items and
failed to appear at a label -
sponsored event at the 1991
GAVIN Seminar.

"Any time you increase
trade between two coun-
tries, the level of water goes
up for both," he says. "By
definition, when that occurs
there'll be more people with
disposable income, and peo-
ple with disposable income
look for entertainment-they
buy CDs, they go to shows.

"Add to that the fact that
well over 50 percent of the
Mexican population is under
20...young folks influenced
by the United States are
going to be extremely sus-
ceptible to products and ser-
vices imported by the United
States."

Berman says that currently
for every record sold in
Mexico, one is bootlegged.
"While rampant piracy is
devastating U.S. and

Mexican record companies,
performers, musicians, stu-
dio engineers songwriters
and publishers," he said just
prior to the bill's passage,
"Mexican performers and
companies are bearing the
brunt of massive piracy and
struggling for their very sur-
vival."

NAFTA's success is also
seen as a chance for more
Mexican artists to break not
only stateside, but interna-
tionally.

"Mexico will be a substan-
tial marketplace," Berman
says. "It has a long and sto-
ried musical history. I'm
confident that artists such as
Luis Miguel, who is one of
the country's most popular
artists, can be marketed in
the rest of the world."

Guns 'N' Tickets
"Wanna pair of Pearl Jam
tickets? Hand over your gun."

That, in essence, is the
deal being offered by the
BASS ticket agency in
Concord, Calif.

The Bay Area company is
planning an exchange pro-
gram-two tickets for any
local concert-for a gun.
BASS is working with offi-
cials to put the program in
place in San Francisco,
Oakland and San Jose.

Doug Levinson, co-owner
and general manager of the
ticket outlet, said he got the
idea from a guns -for -tickets
program in New Mexico,
where Ticket Master has
pulled in 80 guns since early
October. The program has
the support of a local news-
paper and radio station, but
is not connected to police,
for fear of scaring off some
potential participants.

"Every gun that we can get
off the streets that could
harm a child is worth its

weight in gold," said
Levinson.

San Francisco has had pro-
grams offering $50 for
weapons turned into the
police; they've netted some
1,700 pistols, rifles and shot-
guns.

A pair of concert tickets,
Levinson said, would be val-
ued at about $50 or $60. Gun
owners, he hoped, would be
enticed by the chance to
acquire often difficult -to -
obtain tickets.

"I don't know that $50 in
cash has the same (psycho-
logical) value as two Pearl
Jam tickets," he said.

Meantime, WZPL-FM in
Indianapolis offered a variety
of incentives for guns during
a three-day "Gun Amnesty"
campaign last week. The sta-
tion set up four collection
sites and hooked up with
Ticketmaster and the Indiana
Pacers to offer concert or
basketball tickets in
exchange for guns.

hese past two weeks,
we've been JFK-0'd by

the outpouring of memo-
ries, stories, TV shows, and,
yes, the latest conspiracy
theories surrounding the
assassination of John F.
Kennedy 30 years ago.

And yet, those of us who
were here cannot shake our
memories of that day-the
Friday before Thanksgiving
that year. Whether we were
adults, students, or chil-
dren-or even unborn, des-
tined to hear of JFK from
parents, schoolbooks, or the
media's constant revisits to
Dealey Plaza and to
Camelot-we continue to
sense the changes wrought
on this country and on our-
selves by that singular
moment.

And so, although the strict
anniversary date has
passed, GAVIN presents a
few personal remembrances
from some of our staffers,
along with those of record-
ing artists and broadcasters.

Sheila Rene, a Texas
native, was 24 and living
and working in Dallas. "I
was a quarter mile away. I
was at the pharmacist, and
he was hysterical. 'Oh, my
God, the President has been
killed.' The whole town
shut down for a week. I
didn't feel guilty, and Dallas
didn't. They told him not to
come. He came. It hap-
pened, and we were all
very sorry. He was the first
President I voted for."

Lisa Smith was five years
old in late 1963. "I was
shopping with my mother
at Montessi-Davidson super-
market in Memphis. The
store manager made an
announcement and every-
one instantly stopped. My
father worked at a radio sta-
tion and brought home the
teletype stating the presi-
dent had been killed. The
next few days were spent
glued to the TV, and all I

could think of was how sad
it must before Caroline,
who was the same age as
me."

Annette M. Lai was four
and doesn't remember hear-
ing about the assassination.
"But," she says, "I remem-
ber watching on black and
white TV with my babysit-
ter, Ruth. My parents both
worked, and I don't remem-

ber them talking about it. It

wasn't until I visited the
Kennedy Library, around '79
or '80, and saw all the news
footage of him, that it
impacted me. I wondered
what might have been."

Linda Ryan was born a
year after the president was
murdered. "But," she says,
"that's not to say that his life
hasn't touched mine, albeit
peripherally. Fond remem-
brances of a young
President who gave
hope to the nation's
youth have, over the
years, grown into an
archetypal model for
Presidential candidates.
Who could forget Lloyd
Bentsen's debate jab at
Dan "You, sir, are no
Jack Kennedy" Quayle?

"The thing is, that
model's a distorted
one. I find it strange
that, after all this time,
we recognize his faults
and weaknesses, yet contin-
ue to keep him on some
kind of holier-than-thou
pedestal. It just goes to
show that you cannot com-
pete with a ghost.

"So, what does JFK mean
to me? Not much, I'm afraid.
A good story; a worse
movie. A contradiction I
can't explain or reason
through. I guess mine truly
is a cynical generation."

David Dalton, our CEO,
was a young lad in London
when he heard the news.
"The first reaction across the
Atlantic," he recalls, "was a
sense of disbelief, followed
later, when Jack Ruby
entered the picture, by a
feeling of, 'Well, that's
America for you.' At the
time, it was still possible to
stroll innocently along
Downing Street and knock
on the door of number 10.
It was the first and, per-
haps, only time we felt we

had also lost our leader, for
he seemed to be the one
person capable of shaping
the destiny of the world that
you would trust to do it;
someone capable of stand-
ing up to the Russians, yet
who was a nice guy as well
as one of the good guys; a
charismatic modern leader
in tune with the social revo-
lution just starting in Britain.
The dream may have been

own. I especially remember
the way the air smelled: of
fresh apples and dead
leaves, and how all around
me, I heard this 'white
noise'-what you hear
when everything's shut out.
It was an unending, high-
pitched whine."

And this writer was leav-
ing an economics class at
S.F. State and walking
towards the coffee shop.

Just months before, I'd
written and recorded a
JFK takeoff, "Hey
Jackie" (based on the
hit, "Hey Paula"). I was
always 'doing'
Kennedy, and I was
with my buddy, Tom,
when we saw people
gathered in groups,
spreading the news.
We thought they were
joking at first. In the
coffee shop, it was so
quiet. Just a portable
radio giving the bul-

letins-and the occasional
ring of the cash register.

punctured had he lived, but
the assassin's bullet has
ensured he will rank, prob-
ably, second only to the
Beatles as the most influen-
tial figure of the '60s."

Dave Sholin was in col-
lege in San Francisco. "My
immediate reaction," he
remembers, was "sheer dis-
belief, which quickly turned
into shock. After lunch, our
teacher, Mrs. Lindfors,
entered the class nearly ten
minutes late. The room was
silent; her eyes were red,
and she confirmed the
awful news...On my way
home that day I'll always
remember turning on my
radio and hearing somber
classical music in place of
the hits on San Francisco's
two Top 40 stations."

Beverly Mire recalls: "I'm
from just outside Boston, so
it wasn't just a matter of my
country losing its president;
my family lost one of its

elebrities answered the
question, "Where were

you the moment you heard
John F. Kennedy was shot?"
for various media.

Billy Joel told Newsweek
magazine, "I was in school
(8th grade) in English class
and an announcement came
over the school PA system,
and everybody started cry-
ing, including the teacher. I
remember it being one of
the saddest days of my life."

For New Yorker magazine,
Tom Peyer and Hart Seely
sifted through celebrity
memoirs for references to
Kennedy's death. In Ronnie
Milsap's book, Almost Like a
Song, the 47 year -old singer
wrote: "I think the disap-
pointing sales had to do
with the assassination of
President Kennedy the same
week my record went on

sale. One side of the record
was titled 'Total Disaster;'
the other was 'It Went to
Your Head."

Brian Wilson of the Beach
Boys recalled: "Mike and I
got together and wrote 'The
Warmth of the Sun,' a plain-
tive, melancholy ballad that
expressed our sentiments,
beginning, 'What good is
the dawn that grows into
the day? The sunset at night
or living this way?'"

The San Francisco
Chronicle's Sylvia Rubin
rounded up a number of
people who were born after
the assassination. Tabitha
Soren of MTV commented:
"My family is Irish -Catholic;
my father's name is Jack. I
remember in second grade
we were required to write a
long report on a famous
person. I wrote about JFK.
In the seventh grade we
were asked to come to
school dressed as a famous
person, and I came as
Jackie Bouvier Kennedy.

"On a larger level,
whether you are interested
in the conspiracy theories
or not, it's the greatest mur-
der mystery of all time."

Big Rick Stuart, afternoon
drive DJ at Live 105 (KITS -
FM), was two years old
when Kennedy was killed.
"People may hate me for
what I think, but I don't
care," he said. "I don't care
who shot him, the CIA, FBI,
the Russians...If I had been
alive during the time when
he lived, maybe I would
care. But he's dead...he
wasn't the greatest guy in
the world. But I can under-
stand how people could
care. If I saw a president
get shot on TV, it would
make a great impact on my
life. But for me, it's like,
'Oh, yeah, another article,
another TV show.' It's like
'Where's Waldo?' Like a
game."

And rapper MC Spice,
who is not yet 30, said:
"From what I know and
what I've read, he was very
influential in the black
community. He was a

young president and he
tried to do a lot. I feel that
every time we have some-
thing good going on, some-
body gets assassinated. We
have to learn to come
together and stand strong,
because that's what he
stood for."

The FCC's Parade of Penalties
For shock -jocks and GMs alike, here's the most recent fine schedule from the FCC, the
first one issued since 1991. Of special note: The Commission dropped base penalties in
17 categories of rules violations, but maintained its $12,500 fine for broadcasting what it
defines as "indecent" material, and it has added base fines for broadcasting hoaxes and
fraudulent material.

The schedule shows fines topping off at $20,000, but, as detailed in the footnotes
below, these are base fines, and the Commission can go up or down from the base
level. Since 1989, the FCC has had authority to levy fines as high as $25,000.

label, Joe admits, "It's hard to justify
an expenditure of promotion/mar-
keting dollars in small markets to
senior management. Studies we've
done show that up to 80% of our
album and single sales come from
markets in the Top 100."

While Joe is aware that secon-
daries are important in developing
air talent as well as tomorrow's pro-
grammers, he says, "Record compa-
nies live and die by profit margin,
and when large expenditures are
required to get small market airplay
and then sales
don't make up
the difference,
the red flag goes
up." But ask Joe
about the impor-
tance of small
markets in help- Dana Keil

ing train up-and-coming promotion
people and he doesn't hesitate to
say, "They're invaluable." As one
who started his career doing local
promotion in the Carolinas, Joe
speaks from experience. A key train-
ing ground for PLG is Denver,
where Joe proudly points to David
Barbis, the market's last local rep,
who was just named to a similar
post in Los Angeles.

When it comes to building rela-
tionships, Riccitelli acknowledges
that small markets are where he
began talking with some of today's
key major market PDs and MDs. But
he's displeased that some program-
mers suffer from "amnesia" once
they get to larger markets.

Echoing some of Epic senior VP,
promotion Barbara Seltzer's feel-

ings on the sub-
ject, Columbia's
director, Top 40
secondary pro-
motion, Dana
Keil, says the
lines between
and within for-
mats are becom-
ing grey. Dana

says that's also true when it comes
to market size, "Too much emphasis
is placed on it," she says. As for the
future, Dana thinks, "A station's
potential to become a driving force
in their region combined with their
contributions from week to week
should become the real key factors."
And she believes, "When it comes to
breaking new artists and exposing
new music there's one place where
it happens, and that is in small mar-
kets."

While sales are certainly impor-
tant, Dana feels that maximizing air-
play for artists shouldn't be over-
looked. And in some cases, sec-
ondary markets can prove a record's
across-the-board acceptance. By
example she cites Haddaway's
"What Is Love," a song that devel-
oped solely at the secondary level

and in turn got the attention of
major market programmers.

Though he's a music industry vet-
eran, MCA's senior VP, promotion,
Bruce Tenenbaum began his
career playing and picking the hits
at his college radio station, and later
at a nearby small market outlet. This
first-hand experience gives
Tenenbaum a special appreciation
for the joys and the frustrations his

1993 counterparts go through. Bruce
recalls how he worked at building
and cultivating relationships with
those in the record community while
at college. He says, "It would be
helpful for programmers in the sec-
ondaries to do the same rather than
operate on a `If you do this I'll do
that' type of arrangement."

puzzle," Tenenbaum nevertheless
says that rising marketing costs have
forced him and others to re-evalute
those expenditures. What that has
resulted in is what he terms redefin-
ing and redirecting" his company's
resources so they're used more effi-
ciently. Unfortunately, he says he
sees too many small market stations
mirroring their big city brethren. And
this comes at a time when, Bruce
says, "more niche programming is
getting major market stations to play
releases earlier and earlier." Yet
Bruce maintains, "We never have
and never will exclude people from
the process, but we make our own
value judgement on a station's
importance based on our experience
with them and our knowledge of the
market." With nothing less than
unwavering support, Bruce says, "It
simply would be crazy for us to
abandon small markets."

Debuting in the Top 20 doesn't
happen often, but it's not too tough
when you jump from a 0% HIT FAC-
TOR to 23% in no time at all. Can
you say Number One in 1994 (or
maybe sooner) for Bryan Adams,
Rod Stewart and Sting's "All For
Love"?

ASPECTS (TROPIJAll/SONY)
Some of today top Latin jazz musi-
cians congregated on this smooth
new release by trumpet player/
arranger/producer Humberto
Ramirez. Aspects has many of the
musical blends present on many
Salsa productions, most notably
seamless note -for -note duets between
trumpet with flute or sax backed with
a steady rhythm bed of congas, bon-
gos and timbales. But on tracks like
"El Ministro" and "Rumbero Siempre,"
the chords and solos are decidedly
molded into a hardened jazz texture.

PANAMANIACS (FREE LANCE)
Oh hug this is bad! I mean, I've
seen this bassist gig and he's got
chops to burn. I know he's played
with everyone in the Yellow Pages
and he's on the road more than
Goodyear, but his disc is deep.
Hard -edged jamming, lush, aural
paintings, fiery syncopation, inven-
tive, subtle interplay, honest intro-
spection, and inspired blowing puts
this hard -to -find Free Lance offering
into the "most listened to" pile. The
classically -trained, thirtysomething
Debriano, who has two previous
discs as a leader and numerous side-
man jobs, contributes six of the
eight cuts on Panamaniacs.
Surrounded by his killer working
band- tenor saxist David Sanchez,
pianist David Kikoski, Tommy
Campbell on drums, and percussion-
ist Mino Cinelu-Debriano gives the
musicians plenty of freedom within
a structured setting, plays his bass
with beauty and conviction without
dominating, and writes with a com-
plexity that somehow transcends
needing a musical intellect. What
Panamaniacs does is make you feel
the music in a way that only bands
that believe in the quality of their
music can do.

JOHN MCLAUGHLIN
Plays BILL EVANS
TIME REMEMBERED

(VERVE/POLYGRAM)
John McLauglin accomplished two
extraordinary things while piecing
together this Bill Evans concept
album. The first was using the guitar
to interpret a piano master which
McLaughlin did by assembling a six
acoustic guitar orchestra (accompa-
nied by one of his students on bass)
that naturally interpreted the
counter melody characteristics of
Evans' compositions. It's quite
entertaining to hear certain guitarists
relegated to left- and right-hand
aspects of Evans' rhythm and
melody. Second, McLaughlin took
an almost classical approach in
reflecting the romance of a Evans'
compositions. The results are often
sweeping, resulting in dance -like
interpretations like "Waltz For
Debby." Sonically, Time
Remembered has little in common
with a Bill Evans Trio recording,
which makes it all the more extraor-
dinary.

Families apply to Project Nino and request
the toys their children have been asking for.
The organization reviews the applications and
determines which families are eligible.

"On Christmas morning the families meet at
6 a.m at Brown Plaza in old Del Rio, Texas,"
says Allyn who's been a volunteer with the
project since Christmas of 1987. "Anywhere
from two to three thousand children and
families start lining up." The children sit on
Santa Claus' lap and receive the toy they asked
for. After the toys are handed out, the families,
which includes approximately 3,500 people sit
down to a Mexican Christmas dinner provided
by Project Nino.

Allyn's stations produce benefits around the
year. "We've done free live remotes for 4H
programs and any benefits that help the
community," he says. "At Easter we get
involved in the easter egg hunt at the local
mall. We help hide eggs and one of our
announcers dresses up as the Easter bunny,"
he says. "Some of the eggs are plastic, and we
put certificates in them for cassettes and CDs."

But for now, he's getting ready for
Christmas-for himself and a few thousand
friends.

Is
Top 40 really losing listeners to this
format? What are the reasons?
Could it be that people are tired of
all the dance songs, and rap dis-
guised as dance songs? Could it be
that so many jocks have been
reduced to reading liners and pro-
mos? Passive radio has usually
been thought of as A/C radio...not
Top 40.

"Could it be that too many sta-
tions place too much importance
on what the trades say is hot?

I live radio and music,
and sometimes even I wonder.

"I do feel Top 40 is getting

stronger. Some of the excitement is
coming back. But a lot of people
have left the format. I wonder if
things will ever be the same. I

grew up with fun Top 40. The
jocks were fun, the songs were fun,
and it was not the kind of radio my
parents listened to. They couldn't
stand it. Things are so different
now. I will end with this: Money is
a sure nice thing to have, but some-
times I feel it takes more away from
us than we will ever know."

Since I received this letter, several
more Top 40 stations have either
tilted toward Hot A/C (is this really
a format?) or have left the format
altogether, in search of the elusive
adult demo. My Top 40 experi-
ence, years ago, suggests that doing
a broad -based Top 40 right is a way
to get adults as well as teens; if
you're doing a format that doesn't
attract teens, it's not Top 40.

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) self -described saloon
singer has scored the
comeback of the
decade. Frank Sinatra, at

77 years old, has returned to the
pop charts with Duets, his first
album in nearly a decade.
At a time in life when nearly

everyone his age is content with
retirement, the Chairman of the
Board signed a new record con-
tract with Capitol Records, a label
with whom he'd had many of his
greatest musical moments thirty
and forty years.
Sinatra, who began his recording

career with Harry James and his
Orchestra in 1939, soon experi-
enced the kind of popularity
reserved in later years for the likes
of Michael Jackson and The
Beatles. From his modest begin-
nings as a $75 a week singer for

James and, later, Tommy Dorsey,
Sinatra's concert and recording
career flourished throughout the
'40s, when he became the first
pop music star to incite bobby
soxer fan frenzy where ever he
performed.
In 1953, at about the time he was

cast in the Oscar -winning role of
Maggio in the film From Here To
Eternity, Sinatra signed with
Capitol Records. During the next
nine years he made 17 of his most
important albums, with
producer/arrangers like Nelson
Riddle, Billy May and Gordon
Jenkins.

In the early '60s Sinatra become
the first major entertainer to own
his record company when he
formed Reprise Records. Within
three years, Sinatra would sell it to
Warner Bros. , but he continued to
record for Reprise for more than
20 years and capped his Warner
Bros. relationship with L.A. Is My
Lady recorded with Quincy Jones
in 1984. And that was it, as far as
studio work was concerned.
Since then, Sinatra has concen-

trated on live performances
including a recent concert in Rio
de Janeiro that drew 175,000 peo-
ple. In 1993 he had more than 70
scheduled concerts around the
world.

The Sinatra legend as a live per-
former probably still eclipses his
status as a recording artist. For two
decades the most consistently dif-
ficult ticket to get was one to a
Sinatra show. Elvis Presley, at his
peak in Las Vegas, provided the
only serious challenge to his dom-
inance.
A year ago, Sinatra met with

Charles Koppelman, newly -
installed Chairman of the Board
and CEO of EMI Records Group,
North America (Capitol Records'
parent company). They agreed to
rekindle the Capitol/Sinatra associ-
ation. For such a momentus event
as his return to Capitol, it was
agreed that he needed to make a
statement. The company came up
with two ideas: either a live album
or a volume of duets hooking
Sinatra up with some of today's
best singers. Sinatra OK'd the idea.
For years, as it turned out, he and
his wife Barbara had the duets
idea in mind for a future album,
and Koppelman and his senior
A&R people like Don Rubin and
producer Phil Ramone were think-
ing along the same lines.
In July of this year Sinatra

entered Studio A at the Capitol
Tower in Hollywood and began
recording. The list included 20 of
the 50 songs in his current concert

repertory. The arrangements were,
for the most part, the originals,
owing in large part to the genius
of Don Costa and the late Nelson
Riddle. Directing the sessions was
Ramone, a man whose efforts as a
producer have resulted in more
than 250 million unit sales for the
likes of Billy Joel, Barbra Streisand
and Paul McCartney. Ramone had
served on the production team
with Quincy Jones for Sinatra's
last album,L.A. Is My Lady.
Sinatra's in -concert production
manager for the past 11 years was
Hank Cattaneo, Ramone's c -pro-
ducer for Duets.
Patrick Williams served as musi-

cal director and conductor of a 54 -
piece orchestra. Williams' composi-
tions and arrangements have dis-
tinguished scores of television and
film soundtracks.
Most of the basic tracks and

Sinatra's vocals were done in three
nights. Sinatra works fast-a lot
faster than rock and rollers.
"Producing Sinatra is the ultimate
gig," says Ramone, "because you
know he's a perfectionist. The
name of the game is to get it done
as quickly as possible, because
that's the way he works."
Greg Field, a young drummer

who'd toured with Sinatra but had
never worked with him in a studio
recalls the first night, "We took
our first pass at a song and I'm
completely expecting to do anoth-
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al

er one, figuring out how I'm
onna change this and alter that.

Then all of a sudden I hear him
Say, 'Next tune.-

Next came the guest singers.
There were never plans for the
invited singers to be in the same
studio with Sinatra. As Don Rubin,
who serves as executive co -pro-
ducer puts it ,"We had a pre -pro-
duction meeting where we all had
a wish list and presented it to
Frank and he was very accommo-
dating and felt very good about
the ideas we had. There were sev-
eral people we didn't have on our
list that he wanted, but by the end
of the day we had a list we could
all get behind and start talking to.
It was actually Frank's idea to get
Bono."
The Bono/U2/Sinatra connection

needs a little explaining. Rubin
does the honors, "It goes back to
about the time U2 had released
Joshua Tree and they were in the
Vegas area, and U2 and Bono
came to see Sinatra at the Desert
Inn." Rubin remembers Sinatra
telling the story of how he first

met the band backstage after a
show. "The band had just been on
the cover of Time magazine and
had the number one album Sinatra
jokingly says, 'Fellas, you got the
number one album, you're on the
cover of Time magazine. Do ya

think you could spend a little hit
more money on your wardrobe?"
There were no plans to pay any

of the invited singers for their
work. But in exchange for their

services, each artist has the right
to include his or her contribution
on one of their own albums. The
challenge to producer Ramone
and the artists was to make each
performance seamless, or at least
synchronistic.
The first to record his takes was

Luther Vandross. Apparently his
erformance on Rodgers and

Hart's "The Lady Is A Tramp" was
to be critical to the project.

ccording to the New York Times,
If the duet worked, the project
ould be home free. The team

members held their breath when
playing the finished duet for Mr.
Sinatra." Fortunately, recalls Don

ubin, "He (Sinatra) was very
excited. He just kept shaking his

ead and saying it was mar-
velous."

Some of the guest vocals were
put on tape and later mixed into
the tracks already recorded by

inatra and orchestra. The tech-
nique of exchanging tapes to com-

lete a project is not new. What
made the the making of this
album so unusual was the use of
EDNet, an international multi-
media network of fiber -optically
linked recording studios around

the world.
To accomodate the schedules of

some singers it was going to be
necessary to work with them where
they were, rather than fly them to
Hollywood. "It would have been a
logistical nightmare," remembers
Rubin. Everyone was either on th"
road, making their own record, or
otherwise impossible."

Ramone knew that the cost of
making an album with so many
busy singers would be more easily
done if the singers could be
recorded at his or her conve-
nience. And as a proponent of a
new technology known as EDNet,
(see accompanying story) he had
at his disposal an efficient means
of getting it done. Ramone had
worked with EDNet
(Entertainment Digital Network)
and LucasFilm in 1992 and also
used the system for some work he
did on the new Gloria Estefan
album, Christmas Through Your
Eyes. The three EDNet tracks we
Estefan's -Come Rain Or Come
Shine," Charles Aznavour's "You
Make Me Feel So Young," and
Carly Simon's medley, "Guess I'll
Hang My Tears Out To Dry/In The
Wee Small Hours Of The
Morning." Says Ramone of the
EDNet process, "This new technol-
ogy changes the way artists record
music. And when you hear how
wonderful it sounds, there is
absolutely no question about its
quality."
The release of Duets last month is

a moment of musical history as
Sinatra becomes the first recordi
artist to have released albums in
seven different decades.
Initial public reaction to this all-

star production has been excep-
tional. In its first week out, Duets
debuted at number two on the
charts, right behind Pearl Jam's
and this week we see the project's
second single, the Barbra Streisand
duet on "I've Got A Crush On
You," joining the Bono/Sinatra
pairing on "I've Got You Under
My Skin" in the singles racks. T
weeks ago, Bono and Sinatra
filmed a video for "Skin" together,
in Palm Springs, with noted rock
video director Kevin Godley.
Capitol has big plans in celebra-

tion of Sinatra's 78th birthday next
month (December 12) and he's
already recorded eight tracks for a
possible follow-up, Duets II
album.

THE HISTORY OF
THE ENTERTAINMENT
DIGITAL NETWORK
The Entertainment Digital Network, headquartered in San

Francisco, was formed last year under the auspices of film

maker George Lucas' Skywalker Sound to link its two produc-

tion facilities that were and are 400 miles apart. Originally con-

ceived to allow for cost-efficient, digitally -perfect recording of

soundtrack material for Lucas films like the Ron Howard -direct-

ed Backdraft, the network's studios and telecommunications

technology have already been adapted to record and edit tele-

vision programs and commercials.

Digital recording capabilities have existed at leading recording

studios for a decade or more, but it has only been in recent

years that digital telephone lines have made remote connec-

tions possible without reliance on the micro -second delays of

satellite trasmissions or a dependency on ancient analog tech-

nology.

For a modest investment of only $10,000415,000, a studio that

has access to fiber-optic telephone lines has the potential to

link -up with one or more other studios simultaneously. This is

not necessarily satellite transmitted (although it's likely phone

company uplinks and downlinks will take place in the transmis-

sion of any phone connection). Clients of EDNet merely use

existing fiber-optic phone lines that now link most of the civi-

lized world.

EDNet is in place at 60 production facilities on three continents

including 32 cities in North America. It offers a cost-efficient

means of linking otherwise unconnectable talent to make

state-of-the-art digitally perfect audio. And while the bulk of its

past work has been in film audio, aiding in the overdubbing,

mixing of soundtrack music and dialogue, its potential for

making music is just now becoming a reality. In the not too dis-

tant future, EDNet will also be linking video through another

network of facilities called ETCs (Entertainment Transfer

Centers).

Hai cl Rock and Album radio have
been spinning White Zombie's "I Am
Hell" and Megadeth's "99 Ways To
Die" the past few weeks, giving lis-
teners a taste of The Beavis and Butt -
Head Experience. Positive listener
response from both songs has
allowed this compilation to creep up
the Gavin Rocks chart, and now that
the full CD is out, it will continue its
upward movement. Beavis and Butt -
Head ramble throughout the CD,
chatting with Anthrax and Run DMC
or just babbling among themselves.
They also do a lovely duet with Cher
on "I Got You Babe." One can hardly
keep the tears from flowing. Rock
radio should focus on tracks like
Nirvana's "I Hate Myself And Want To
Die," which contains grungy, hard -
edged guitars and Kurt Cobain's
patented dry vocal sneers. Anthrax's
"Looking Down The Barrel Of A gun"
features metallic hard rock guitar
slams and layers of raspy vocals.
Aerosmith's "Deuces Are Wild," with
its soothing guitars and vocals, will
make album radio's day. "Poetry And
Prose" by Primus contains wailing
guitar distortion backed by Les' flut-
tering bass, but after two and a half
minutes Beavis and Butt -Head start
talking so this may not be a heavy
rotation track.

and Red Hot Chili Peppers' "Search
And Destroy" which is probably one
of the only songs by the Peppers that
don't have any sort of funk rock
beats. It's strictly rock. Other songs to
check out: RUN DMC's "Bounce" and
Sir Mix -a -Lot's "Monsta Mack."
