"Tom Joyner brings to our net-
work a personality recognized na-
tionally as the greatest Urban talent
on radio," said the Networks' Execu-
tive Vice President David Kantor.
"He is a proven professional who
will be an exciting addition to our
lineup."

Former owner Westwood One
has made good on its promise to
remain affiliated with the station: it
has an LMA agreement with KXEZ
and its sister FM, KYSR and will
provide sales and programming for
the outlets, pending FCC approval
of the deal.

Golden West Exits Seattle
On the day before his baseball team, the California Angels, opened their
season, Gene Autry announced the sale of his Seattle radio property KVI/
AM and KPLZ/FM to Fisher Broadcasting Inc. Since the 1920s, Fisher has
owned crosstown KOMO/AM and KOMO/TV, so the move creates an
AM/AM duopoly for the company. In addition, Fisher owns KATU/TV in
Portland, OR. The deal is subject to FCC approval.

"Golden West Broadcasters has been active in the Seattle market since
Gene Autry purchased KVI in 1959," said company President, Bill Ward.
"We have long respected Fisher Broadcasting and we are confident that the
Seattle -Tacoma communities will be well serviced by this sale."

BIG BREAK FOR BANDS
Unsigned bands looking to land
label deals are always searching
for the right ears, and now they
have a unique opportunity to find
them. The Guitar Center's Rock
'N Dream DISCovery project is
accepting tapes from unsigned
rock -oriented artists, and will com-
pile the songs selected onto a CD
which will be distributed to 3,500
of the music industry's shakers
and movers.

The right ears are decision -mak-
ers at record companies, radio sta-
tions, magazines, newspapers, and
trade publications, but submis-
sions must first be selected by a
judging commitee made up of
qualified professionals.

Proceeds from the project will
benefit the T.J. Martell Founda-
tion for Leukemia, Cancer and
AIDS Research. Bands or indi-
vidual artists should submit a tape

recording of one song no longer than
five minutes long. Each entry re-
quires a $25 tax-deductible fee to
help support the Martell
Foundation's vital medical research.
The deadline for submissions is April
18.

"There are so many bands who
never have their tapes listened to by
important people and this is a great
way to hear new music," explains
T.J. Martell's Special Projects Associ-
ate Director, Howard Schlossberg.
Schlossberg told The Gavin Report ,
"CEMA is taking care of CD produc-
tion, pressing, printing, and packag-
ing, and my guess is that it will be
released in middle to late July."

Entry forms are being distributed
by all Guitar Center stores nation-
wide, and those qualified profession-
als interested in judging tapes should
contact Schlossberg or Jon Scott at

MEMO TO: The Radio Industry

FROM: Bob Mitchell
RE: Top 40 Radio in the '90s and Beyond

Read more articles for and against Top 40. Is this 1972 or 1982 all over
again? Remember when God was dead in the '60s? It seems that every
time a few consultants or programmers no longer understand the Top
40 lifegroup, they write the format off as dead, or start pointing fingers
at the record industry. WRONG! Most notable are the consultants and
programmers, who are doubting Thomases that have the audacity to try
to consult or program Top 40. When was the last time any of them was
in touch with what is really going on out there?

Top 40 radio has backed itself into a corner because of uninformed or
narrowcasted thinking. The format is still very viable to 18-34 and 25-
44 year old listeners if it adheres to its true form. Top 40, by definition,
is a mass appeal format, playing the best of all other formats. That's how
the nickname "POP" radio came into being. By nature, Top 40 is a high-
cume format with moderate TSL and multiple daily tune ins.

With the inception of Urban Crossover, Hot A/C and Alternative,
Top 40 began to allow other formats to narrowcast it because Top 40
became too passive, watching from the sidelines. The problem is not
with the format, but with programmers and consultants who either
gave up doing the amount of work necessary to keep the format hip, or
they just didn't know how. Top 40 is not a niche, it's the mainstream.
The lack of variety, proper dayparting and market balance in the format
has weakened what should be the most cumed format in radio.

Top 40 must fight to win its ground back. This is a turf war, and if
consultants who pronounce it dead or the programmers who can't
stand the heat don't want to learn what they need to know, the format
will disintegrate. Rather than get creative, aggressive and do whatever
street research is necessary, these guys get out from behind their
computers, into their beemers and drive to their nice suburban homes.
WELCOME TO REALITY!

From 1987 to 1989, when I programmed WPGC in Washington, D.C.,
we defined a niche that fit the marketplace and redefined big city Top
40, much to the dismay of the consultants at WAVA, Q107, WHUR and
WDJY, who all began to unravel. When I was at B-97 in New Orleans,
we drowned the niche by knowing the listeners better, and fulfilled their
needs and wants rather than dictate our own. In 1989 and 1990, B-97 was
a true mainstream Top 40 that played the hits and entertained the
market in the market's terms. An average 11.512+ share and 18-34 and
25-54 dominance wasn't bad against an Urban, an Urban Crossover,
two Rockers, two Countries and three A /Cs.

Top 40 has always been a format to write the rules of the game.
Today's programmers and consultants need to get out of their BMWs
and back into the streets, where reality takes place, and learn to respond
to the audience. Let's begin to write the rules again, contribute the
industry's future programmers, and then owners and radio will win.
The cure isn't a simple one. Like the American automaker who's taken
it on the chin from Japan and Europe: quality, quality, quality; details,
details, details; listen, listen, listen; involvement, involvement, involve-
ment. Then add consistency, creativity, excitement, market knowledge
and an overall passion for excellence to the solid basics and Top 40 will
rebound-and quickly.

Let's stop the criticism. If you wanna talk the talk then WALK THE
WALK!

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Ihave recommended before that program
directors not only involve themselves in
the activities of the sales department (in-

dudingattending the sales meetings) --but also
join a service dub such as Rotary International.

This puts you in proximity with community
leaders once a week, and that can be helpful to
both you and your station. And if you regularly
tape the speaker, you'll often have an excellent
public affairs program to broadcast.

If the club you join is Rotary, you'll also
receive The Rotarian magazine each month. In
the February, 1993 issue there was a list of
suggestions on "how to give constructive criti-
cism" which, as a programmer, you might find
useful (copyright 1993, Rotary International).
It was written by Charles Dickson, Ph.D., from
Hickory, North Carolina.
1. Voice your criticism as soon as possible.
2. Make only one complaint at a time.
3. Don't repeat a point once you have made it.
4. Object only to actions the person can change.
5. Make criticisms in the form of suggestions or
questions.
6. Avoid sarcasm.
7. Avoid words like "always" and "never."
8. Don't apologize for confrontation.
9. Don't forget to compliment people too! Then
when you do criticize, people will be more
likely to accept it.

I thought that was an excellent list of sugges-
tions, and I really have nothing to add to the
points made. The list appeared adjacent to an

artide in the "Manager's Memo" column in the
magazine, which in this issue was written by a
Bombay -based management expert named
N.H. Atthreya, Ph.D.

Atthreya based his article on the custom in
the Indian Army of having the complainant
join a meeting with an employee, which was
brought about by the complaint. As a program
director, you want and need to hear from your
staff when someone working for you isn't fol-
lowing the rules or is behaving improperly; but
the problem remains how to respond to such
complaints without burning the complainant,
or without encouraging the perception of "poli-
tics" on the staff. In most cases, Atthreya points
out, justice is done, politics are avoided and
grudges are defused by having the complainant
attend the meeting you have with person com-
plained about.

Dr. Atthreya points out that in the Indian
Army, this custom is institutionalized by the
serving of "three cups of tea" at the meeting.
Making some sort of ceremonial event out of
such meetings could make you seem states-
manlike, and should help eliminate staff rival-
ries and promote teamwork.

Incidentally, on the next page in the Febru-

ary issue of the magazine was the "Executive
Health" column in which writer Lin Grensing
says: 'Peeling stressed lately? Maybe the radio
can help soothe your troubled mind."

The theme is that music has a calming effect
in many different circumstances, and radio is
suggested as a ready source for it. Not a bad
artide for the sales department to have handy!

I'm not advocating joining Rotary just for the
magazine, but it's a nice onus at times. If you are
interested in considering whether you'd find
joining a service dub enjoyable and useful,
attend a few. Check with your localChamber of
Commerce to find what clubs are active in your
area, and when and where they meet. Gener-
ally you need to have someone invite you to
attend one, and the Chamber manager should
be able to suggest someone in the club(s) you're
interested in who'd be happy to take you to one.
These clubs are not exclusive and don't dis-
criminate.

One warning though; if you do join a service
dub, be prepared to attend the meetings regu-
larly and participate in some of their civic activi-
ties (often the station can support these, with
value for both the station and the community).
It will do you no good to be a member but show
no commitment to the dub or your community.

Coincidentally, some of the material in next
week's column-which deals with possible
hazards from electrical and magnetic fields-
came to my attention in a talk at a Rotary
meeting in Oregon.

A/C: FROM THE
INSIDEOUT

An Inside -Out Look

at the Strange and Wonderful
A/C Radio Format

EDITORIAL ASSISTANCE FROM DIANE RUFER

As promised last year when we did a position

paper on the state of A/C radio as seen by the

record community, we asked some of the

format's bright young program directors for their

perspectives. Thanks in advance to those listed in

the following pages for taking the time to be so

thoughtful and open with us.

t's 1993 and Adult
Contemporary radio is
taking its usual lumps

during these days of economic
uncertainty. Adult Contemporary
radio, and particularly its music,
will probably never receive its
due respect outside its own
community of leaders and
listeners. Yet, we may be
laughing all the way to the bank.

Among its enviable strengths
are the format's ability to make
money for station owners while
providing constant and relatively
mature entertainment values for a
nearly perfect demographic and
psychographic set of listeners in
massive quantities.

The format's detractors cite as
retarding characteristics our
propensity to rely on old hit
singles rather than on current
tracks. Indeed a healthy portion
of A/C stations now boast some
form of "Best of the eighties and
nineties" slogan as part of their

positioning statements. This may
be a two -fold move, in that it
separates the station somewhat
from its all -oldies competitors
while placing the station in the
-fresh" inventory mode.

Other descriptive sloganeering
by A/C stations currently include
the "No" factors like "no hard
rock," and/or "no rap." That
sounds to us like a station
wanting to capture unhappy Top

40 listeners. Lorrin Palagi of
WRQX-Washington D.C. is
among the many who now
champion the format after
programming in the highly
competitive Top 40 arena. He
says out A/C is "the single most
mass -appeal format today. A/C is
to the nineties what Top Forty
was to the seventies."

By all estimates, Adult
Contemporary radio remains as
America's most listened -to music
format. It's possible that we get
away with such status because
the handle of Adult Contempo-
rary is so widely encompassing
that stations with very little in
common are gathered under the
A/C umbrella. Among the
disparate points are the ratio of
current to non -current music
played per hour and the degrees
of commitment to news, public
affairs and air personalities
shown by stations.

Adult Contemporary radio's
roots are in two widely contra-
dictory formats:

1. Middle Of The Road/Full
Service stations of the '60s, '70s &
'80s.

2. Aging/maturing Top 40 radio.
If we can forget, for purposes

of this article, that A/C may he
number one by default, we can
consider the other dynamics that
have brought the format such
acceptability with listeners.

"A/C is the most broadly-
definied format," says mathemati-

cally -inclined Gary Havens of
WITI-Indianapolis, adding.
"Usually most markets have
multiple A/C stations, covering a
full spectrum of the population
to greater effect than most
narrowly defined formats." Bill
Minckler of K103 in Portland,
Oregon is quick to note that A/
C's target audience is that huge
demographic bubble of post
World War II "Baby Boomers"
who "grew up with Top 40 in the
sixties and seventies (Perry Como
next to Led Zeppelin) and will
now tolerate Boy Krazy next to
Kenny G."

Rob Edwards at KBIG-Los
Angeles cites the task of
"defining and claiming a niche in
the market, consistent program-
ming with few changes, and an
aggressive, ongoing marketing
campaign that clearly articulates
the station's sound to potential
listeners" as essential ingredients

winning stations.

According to a number of the
format's leading programmers, A/
C' strength is built by a myriad of
positive listener perceptions, not
the least of which, according to
Bobby Irwin of KLSY-Seattle, is
that A/C is "uniquely positioned
to play the best of the best from
several other popular formats."
Chuck O'Brien of KMJC Magic
96FM in The Quad Cites, Iowa
cites the fact that A/C radio plays
"the most familiar music
available." KVIL-Dallas' Bill Curtis
finds that core of 35 -49 -year -olds
as "the most likely A/C fan" and
that demographic cell just
happens to be huge at the
moment thanks to the now
famous Baby Boom of post -
World War II America.

Brian White of WMXB-
Richmond, Virginia quickly
comes to the point when
outlining the winning attributes
of A/C: "The right music, an adult
delivery and awesome commu-
nity involvement." While Kelly
McCoy from WBDX in Chatta-
nooga, Tennessee thinks the
format may often succeed by the
things it's known for not having.
To McCoy, A/C is the most
listened to format because it
doesn't go to extremes while
entertaining with "non offensive,
adult personalities."

Except for this last point about
non -offensive, adult personalities,
the comparisons to past and
present Top 40 radio were re-
current themes from our panel of
programmers. After all, it was
that aging (maturing) mass of
"boomers" that put Top 40 on the
map in the fifties. Are we old
enough to remember how
outraged our parents were at the
sight of the slicked -back hair of

Bill Haley, the scandalous hip
quiver of Elvis Presley, the mop -
topped coif of four guys from
Liverpool or the paisleyed love
bombers of psychedelia? Do we
see any comparison between
then and now as we take casual
or extreme exception to the
posturing and challenging of
today's rappers?

Does our heritage of a Top 40
mentality make us more or less
likely to accommodate, tolerate
or even appreciate newer forms
of music? Do we expect more-
do we draw the line higher than
programmers of cutting edge
music? In looking at the possible
comparisons between today's A/
C and yesterday's Top 40 the
following points were made by
our panel:

Has A/C
Become the
Top 40 of
the '90s?
"Yes. In our case that Top

Forty style is alive. We're

highly produced and very
bright without the harsh
traditional Top Forty rock/
rap edge."

"It has become the Top

Forty format for the baby
boomers. Those who grew

up on Top Forty now call
A/C their home. There are
just a handful of Top Forty
stations left that still do a
great job of serving baby
boomers."
GREG STRAssm WBMX

"Yes! When the Top Forty

chart started dancing and
rapping, A/C took over as a

`safe alternative.' "
KELLY MCCOY WBDX

"Yes. But I think it came by

accident. It was the only
format that played good
songs and related to the
listener."

ANCHORAGE

WC is more correctly 'The
Hit Parade of the last thirty
years."

`Musically, A/Cs don't

have to be 'current hit'
driven as Top Forties of the

past. But in may other
ways we are very much
like them since we're
striving for mass appeal
within a fairly broad
demographic."

"Yes and no. In the purest
sense of Top Forty, I'd say

Country gets that honor for
now. Country is more
current -based and sports a
considerable amount of
today's musical 'super-

stars.' But, A/C radio,
when done well, meets the
needs of a good-sized
share of adults whole tend
to dislike the 'Country'
sound and don't care for
many of the purely
rhythm -oriented hits of Top

Forty."

Sharing an almost identical
target audience profile with
Country and Adult Alternative
stations, A/C's approach has
always been to play more oldies
and re -currents than currents in
their hourly mix while the other
two formats are decidedly more
current -based. We won't linger
on the reasons the other two
formats rely on currents, but we
quizzed the panel on the
common policy of older, more
familiar music getting preference
over newer, less proven artists
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and songs.
There was a general assump-

tion that Adult Alternative radio
would like to fall back on its
"heritage" music, but the fact that
the format itself is so new doesn't
lend itself to much of a library for
resources. Mike Martens of
WLXR/FM in LaCrosse, Wisconsin
thinks any format that calls itself
Alternative will "always remain
current intensive while Country
can succeed either way." Mike
DelRosso of KESZ-Phoenix notes
the enviable "rich heritage of
artists and music over decades
past and much of it holds up
today." While Bill Wertz of
WQLR takes it a step further by
observing "New people coming
to Country and Adult Alternative
have no history. Whereas A/C
listeners were Top Forty fans and
have specific expectations of
Adult Contemporary radio based
on their Top Forty listening
experiences."

There is mounting criticism
that A/C radio is not focused
enough on developing its own
artists. The format's tendency to
adopt artists with core support in
other formats based on the merits
of specific songs has the
accidental effect of stifling artist
development. We asked the
panel if they felt the format was
more "song" driven than "artist"
driven. The consensus was that
A/C was song driven, but it
wasn't quite unanimous:

"Hits attract and keep
listeners. Artists don't."

"Song driven....Every song
stands on its own merit.
Just because it's Elton John

or Phil Collins doesn't
mean the audience will
like it."

`Most listeners, even core
fans, recognize but can't
name most artists or songs.

WC is absolutely artist
driven. That's been an
advantage A/C has had
over Top Forty lately. We
have real identifiable,
mass appeal artists."

`Even Core A/C artists can
put out songs that won't
sound right on your
station and therefore
should be avoided."

In attempt to assure Adult
Contemporary radio's endurance,
we asked the panel to cite the
essential elements that can keep
the format vital and off the
endangered species list. At the
top of the list was a bit of a
surprise to me: "strong person-
alities."

Greg Strassell of WBMX-
Boston defines the winners as
ones with "Great focus, balance
of research, reflecting the
changing lifestyles of today's A/C
listener. Also, making sure your
product has personality. This
doesn't mean personalities who
fight the product, but personali-
ties who promote the personality
of the station."

"A/C radio has to stop being
such a background format and
become more 'foreground. says

KFQD's Michael Rogers.
"Personality is the key. To be a
friend to the listener. A/C radio
should dedicate itself to the
listener, one-to-one, not the
masses." WEIM's Jack Raymond
says the format's salvation is
"Probably some strong personali-
ties as the music is 'sophomoric'
at best right now and it's Remake
City time as we all know."

KLSY's Bobby Irwin says we
must maintain "on -going,
relentless relevance. If we strive
to sound like a musical version
of People magazine (Familiar
faces doing interesting things,
along with a few unique
characters presented in an easy
to -relate -to form), our format will
continue to thrive. However, A/C
can sometimes be so 'safe' that
we become to predictable. We
should overcome our tendency
to program hour -after -hour of
sterile liners which can make any
format sound more focused on

We asked the
panel to estimate what

percentage of their current
listeners were primarily fans of

Top 40 radio a decade ago. The
average answer was 62% from 14

stations that responded to the
question. Three of the stations

guessed under 50%, while
seven guessed 75%

or more.
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The A/C Chartmaker's Report
Card For July -December 1992 TOP TIP

It's a semi-annual tradition at Gavin to summarize the
performances of three critical categories of our A/C chart
page.

Listed on this page are the results of the last half of 1992
(July -December).

The Most ADDED category shows each week's Most added
single along with the number of adds it received that week
and its ultimate peak chart ranking and on what date the
peak occurred. As you can see from the results of the most
recently completed time frame, a #1 MOST ADDED resulted in
an average chart peak of #5.

Our weekly designation of a TOP TIP is the track, not yet
on the chart, that we feel will debut the highest the following
week. We're pretty accurate in predicting the next issue's
highest chart debut, and that converted into an average
eventual peak for a TOP TIP at #8.

The usual tough call is our weekly RECORD TO WATCH.
Regulars to Gavin's A/C chart know that we don't pick an
obvious A/C record to be the week's RECORD TO WATCH. It
must be a hunch play, a record coming from foreign format
territory, etc. In the most recently completed period two
records failed to number at all (that's about average for us),
but we averaged a #24 peak with eleven out of a possible
twenty four tracks peaking at #20 or better.

Isaak still
borrows from plenty of musical
eras, from forties movie rumbas
to fifties punk, to sixties surf to
seventies-well, forget the sev-
enties. Here we are in the nineties
and Isaak is fiercely face forward,
melding the past with an honest,
under -produced gaze into the
future. "Can't Do A Thing (To
Stop Me)" is one of those trax that
instantly stands out from the rest,
an excellent single choice that
encompasses all of Isaak's at-
tributes. "Move Along" is also an
absolute closer. Cool period cover
packaging to boot.

SUEDE (nude/COLUMBIA)
While it's not unusual for British
bands to be influenced by David
Bowie, very few of them success-
fully emulate his youthful experi-
mental period circa Man Who
Sold The World and Hunky
Dory. Remember, it was Bowie
who cut across class and sexual
barriers, as everyone from fems
to bricklayers dug in to his scene.
Suede emulates Dave Bowie's
ambiguity with their own addi-
tional and original skill. Well
aware of the value of texture and
the occasional light touch ("She's
Not Dead"), Suede mixes disso-
nance with lilting expressionism.
Singer Brett Anderson and gui-
tarist Bernard Butler have a natu-

Since his explosion, Bruce
Hornsby has seen three albums
do well, toured with the Grateful
Dead as a stand-in, written a big
Don Henley hit, appeared on over
thirty albums as a guest and re-
corded his first pure solo album,
Harbor Lights. Harbor Lights is a
trio album cut with Range drum-
mer John Molo, Yellowjacket
bassist Jimmy Haslip and aug-
mented by performances from
such esteemed guests as Pat
Metheny, Jeff Lorber, Fishbone's
John Bigham, Phil Collins,
Branford Marsalis, Jerry Garcia,
Bonnie Raitt, and more. Like
Sting, Hornsby hatched this one
at home. Also like Sting, a jazzy
feel creeps into the chord struc-
tures. As evidenced by the in-
sightful liner notes, Harbor
Lights' intentions are clear and
Hornsby seems at peace with his
progress. I like the tranquility of
"Fields Of Gray" and the kinetic,
computer -driven energy of
"Rainbow's Cadillac." Other
faves include the hot title single
and the true solo cut, "What A
Time."

THE NAKED TRUTH -
GOLDEN EARRING

(FIRST QUAKE)
Okay, you've got your Eric
Clapton and Paul McCartney
Unplugged. You've got Bruce
Springsteen Plugged. Not be
undone at home in their native
Amsterdam, Golden Earring
donned acoustic guitars and rum-
maged through the repertoire.
Stripped to The Naked Truth,
the whole idea revitalizes the
band, especially on the killer
acoustic seven minute rave-up of
"Radar Love." Face it, has there
ever been a better all-night high-

way song to grip the steering
wheel to? Even left to their own
acoustic devices, these guys still
know how to generate their own
electricity.

'TURGANINI" -
MIDNIGNT OIL

(COLUMBIA)
Turganini was an Aborigine who
lived in the nineteenth century.
Her tale was a grisly one. On the
song that bears her name,
Turganini serves merely as a pass-
ing reference to a modern state-
ment. "Turganini," the tune, is
much more universal, full of Mid-
night Oil's patented melodic
edge. Great stuff!

Love this one! New Order have
always found a way to marry hip
and melody. All strains of pro-
gressive radio should appreciate
this one, a nicely landscaped and
layered song that sticks in your
head. Killer chorus! I prefer the
band's own "New Order Mix."

Here's an excellent new band.
From "Creep" we already know
Radiohead can be both moody
and clever.

Allegedly sold down the
river by his accountants, ruth-
lessly hounded by the IRS, spon-
sored by Cuervo Gold and now
singing for Taco Bell (and donat-
ing the proceeds), wouldn't you
know it, in the midst of it all Wil-
lie makes his best music in over a
decade. With Don Was (his best
production since Nick Of Time)
at the helm, Across The Border-
line is a burrito supreme with
lots of stuff that looks good on
paper and sounds even better on
digital biscuit. Skip past that open-
ing vocal wrestling match with
Paul Simon's "American Tune"
(okay, not everything works per-
fectly) and you'll hear a whole
wagon -load of creative collisions.

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NEW ORDER - "REGRET"
(QWEST/WARNER BROS.)
In talking to people on the phone
this week, I got the impression
I'm not the only one pleasantly
surprised by New Order's latest
single, "Regret." And, it seems
I'm not the only one enjoying the
racket that guitar is making. Wait?
Guitars and New Order? Yup,
and the combination is unbeat-
able, as this week's Most Added
honors will confirm.

Accord-
ing to Waugh, the idea came from
an April Fool's prank played on
the air back in the mid -eighties on
WLIR. During his marathon shift,
Bob was visited by afternoon guy
PAT FERRISE, who mysteri-
ously developed a nasty case of
laryngitus and couldn't do his
show. Another prank while on
air was to "break into" the staff
lockers and unearth some vin-
tage airchecks-including one
from 1974. These were played
(commercials included) to "get
revenge" on the staff that aban-
doned Bob. And how the WHFS
listeners respond? "They were
really supportive," Waugh
laughed. "They sent over pizzas
and called with words of encour-
agement all day.

Again." Find it and check it out.
I think BELLY's going for the

all-time record for how long a
band has been at Number One,
and I can't be sure, but I think
they've succeeded. FRANK
BLACK, however, made a big
dent in the point margin between

the two bands and has a real shot
at the top next week.
WORLD PARTY, with a 15-9

move, is the only new artist to
squeak into the Top Ten this week,
thanks in part to HEAVY support
from WFNX, WHFS, 91X, CFNY,
KRZQ, KTCL and many others.
CHRIS ISAAK makes a big 38-

24 move this week. There are
thirty-two stations supporting his
latest, with 91X already reporting
Top Five phones!
Our highest debut this week (and

therefore TOP TIP) comes from
PORNO FOR PYROS. A dozen
new stations come in this week,
including CIMX, WDST, KDVS,
KACV, WBER, CFNY, KTCL,
WCBR, etc.
A move worth watching from

AMERICAN MUSIC CLUB, as
"Over And Done" jumps 48-29!
There are thirty-one stations on,
including four new: WRAS,
WHTG, KZSC and WDCR.
A high debut (34) from Wash-

ington D.C.'s VELOCITY GIRL,
who are currently on tour with
BELLY. Support for the band's
latest effort grows as eight more
stations report ADDs this week.
NEW ORDER had enough ADD

points this week to debut-a feat
that doesn't happen very often
on this chart. With immediate

(and substantial) support
from the likes of 91X,
WXRT, X96, KDGE,
KROQ and LIVE 105-
among countless others-
there's no way this track
could miss.
With the countless re-

leases from core artists
floating around, please
don't forget about some
newcomers that will seri-
ously rock your world if
you give them a chance.
A few in particular:
RADIOHEAD's full-

length album, Pablo
Honey, is out and full of
potential singles. If, for
some very strange reason,
"Creep" isn't doing it for

you, check out "How Do You Do"
and "Stop Whispering." And for
you holdouts, KROQ, KBAC,
KKDJ, THE END, 91X, X96, plus
fourteen new stations are on this
one.

SLAUGHTERHOUSE 5 is do-
ing well for those stations that are
playing it, including X96, WCHZ,
WCBR, WRAS and WHTG.
Tracks to coerce you on include
"Sometimes So Close" and "If She
Leaves Me Again."
Finally, there's THE CRANBER-

RIES, whose "Dream" single is
taking over my CD player. Sta-
tions that have had success with
THE SUNDAYS (and who
hasn't?) should pay attention to
this one, like KTCL, LIVE 105,
KACV, KBAC, KCRW, WDCR
and WUMS-who have just
ADDed it.
Okay, so there you have world

of great music, according to yours
truly. Anything else? Oh yeah,
don't forget your sunblock and
go see at least one live show a
week. That'll be ten bucks, please.

these two pros blend their unique musical styles
is an absolute joy. The duo is joined by some of
the finest players in the biz and are bound to
make even more music history with this beauti-
ful tune.

BON JOVI - In These Arms (Jambco /Mercury)
Taking a new direction has paid off for Jon and
Company. It was almost a foregone conclusion
that this track from Keep The Faith would even-
tually land on everyone's desk as a single. A fresh
blast of uptempo Pop/Rock, killer chorus and all.

POISON - Until You Suffer Some (Fire And Ice)
(Capitol) While Poison and Rock go hand -in -
hand, the band has achieved some of their big-
gest Top 40 success via ballads like "Something
To Believe In." Now minus C.C. DeVille and with
producer Richie Zito to guide them, they go the
sensitive route once again. Relatable and believ-
able.

AARON NEVILLE - Don't Take Away My Heaven
(A&M) Hear the name Aaron Neville and the
first thing that comes to mind is his amazing
singing voice. Smooth as ever and loaded with
adult appeal, this is the perfect artist to handle
yet another gem from Pop music's prolific "Won-
der Woman," Diane Warren. One listen should
do it.

LINDSEY BUCKINGHAM - Don't Look Down
(Reprise) Those lucky enough to have witnessed
Lindsey and his band during their recent swing
across the country will remember it as one of the
music world's finest hours. Everyone walked
out a believer. As writer, producer and artist he
simply creates songs that sound great on radio.
This latest effort is just one more example. If you
haven't received "Don't Look Down" yet, a
copy will arrive in the next few days.

ALBUMS by Ron Fel R'SAtirir cgsri
ROSANNE CASH - The Wheel (Columbia)
Could this be the disc that brings Rosanne
Cash her due? In the span of just the first five
tracks we've got at least four of her best songs
ever. The opening title track, THE WHEEL, is
a full -circle swirl of emotional circuitry in
which Ms. Cash sings of a dusk -turns -to -dawn
romantic metaphor. That's immediately fol-
lowed by the first single, SEVENTH AVENUE,
a melancholy serenade sung from a room with
a view. Probably the set's most transparent
window on Rosanne's world is CHANGE
PARTNERS, a song about changing horses in
mid -stream. Jumping to the fifth track, on
YOU WON'T LET ME IN our heroine is re-
newed in faith and conviction to the point
where she's knockin' down the door on a
previously reserved obsession that gives the
track a specifically bold quality.
