The George Michael suit 
against Sony, which began 
on some low and nasty 
notes, got only more down 
and dirty as Michael was 
replaced on the witness 
stand by his manager, Bob 
Kahane, who alleged that 
Sony president and CEO 
Tommy Mottola has ties to 
the Mafia, and that the label 
tried to bribe him to get 
Michael signed to Sony in 
the U.S. 

A Sony spokesperson 
vehemently refuted the 
claims, calling them "scur- 
rilous and thoroughly offen- 
sive." 

When an attorney for Sony 
asked Kahane how he 
responded to the strongarm 
tactics he was alleging, the 
manager said, "When you 
are a young manager deal- 
ing with the most powerful 
nian in the music business, 
you do not ask too many 
questions." 

(Michael, who is contract- 
ed to Sony for six more 
albums by 2003, is charging 
the company with restraint 
of trade and seeking to 
break the contract.)

Sony lawyer's countered 
Kahane's statements by ask- 
ing why the manager often 
didn't tell Michael about the 
deals he was cutting in the 
star's behalf. "I may not 
always tell my clients what 
is going on -they are artists, 
not businessmen," Kahane 
responded. 

Michael's lawyer, Tony 
Russell, also took the stand 
and said in 1991, when 
Michael attempted to rene- 
gotiate his contract, Sony 
made a provision that 
Michael should deliver three 
promotional videos. "It 
showed a total misunder- 
standing of the person 
(Sony) was dealing with. I 

knew immediately it was a 

disaster." Part of Michael's 
suit contends that the com- 
pany is not allowing the cre- 
ative freedom he feels he 
deserves. 

The case is being heard in 
the High Court in London, 
and the distance between 
London and the U.S. was 
accented by Sony lawyer 
Gordon Pollack when he 
asked. at one point: "What is

Evergreen, Shamrock, 
Clear Channel Make 
Big Duopoly Deals 
Evergreen Media Corporation 
has announced plans to buy 
KIOI -San Francisco from 
Fairmont Communications. 
Evergreen adds the long - 
established A/C station, 
priced at a reported $45 mil- 
lion, to Top 40 power KMEL, 

which it acquired earlier this 
year. 

The move gives Evergreen 
a young and female -oriented 
duopoly in the fourth largest 
market in the country. KIOI, 
"K -101" on the air, ranked 
seventh in the latest 
Arbitrons with a 3.7 12 +, 
while KMEL was fourth with 
a 4.7. According to Duncan's 
Radio Market Guide, the two 
stations had billings of more 
than 521 million in 1992, and 
each was likely to have even 
better numbers for this year. 

Meantime, Shamrock 
Broadcasting, which created 
its own San Francisco duop- 
oly with its recent purchase 
of Classical KDFG A\I 1'\I t( 

join A' KKSF /FM, has agreed 
to sell its two Cleveland sta- 
tions, WHK/AM and WMMS/ 
FM, to Hirsh Holdings of 
Cleveland Inc. 

The sale, for which terms 
were not disclosed, is part of 
Shamrock's plans for con- 
centrating on duopoly goals 
in major media markets, said 
chairman /CEO Bill Clark. 
Shamrock has 21 radio sta- 
tions. 

The biggest deal of all last 
week was Clear Channel 
Communications' planned 
acquisition, for $54 million, 
of the Metroplex Communi- 
cations Inc. group, giving 
Clear Channel a duopoly in 
Tampa and new outlets in 
Buffalo, Cleveland and 
Miami. 

Metroplex owns WMTX- 
AM /FM -Tampa (where Clear 
Channel has WRBQ- AM /FM), 
WUFX and WXBX -Buffalo, 
\V IiYI- Miami, and WERE and 
WNCX- Cleveland. 

Wee Three Puts Up a Great Wall 
Claiming that there's a "lack 
of a clear -cut leader in 
American recorded music 
retailing," a British -owned 
record chain, Wee Three 
Record Shops, Inc., has 
changed its name to The 
Wall Music, Inc. and 
launched an ambitious 
expansion program. 

The Wall got its first 
bricks only four years ago 
when W.H. Smith, the 
British chain of music and 
book stores, bought Wee 
Three, which had 19 record 
shops in the Philadelphia 
area. 

Today, the company 
owns some 170 stores 
throughout the northeastern 
and mid -Atlantic areas, its 

most recent 
purchases 
being 57 stores 
from the 
Record World 
chain and 20 
from National 
Record Mart 
last year, mak- 
ing it the sev- 
enth largest 
record retailer 
in the country. 

But, accord- 
ing to compa- 
ny president Peter Bamford, 
there's plenty of room to 
move. 

"We saw an opportunity 
to 'brand' a store name and 
concept," he says, "to iden- 
tify, for the first time in 

American recorded music 
retailing, a store name with 
a consistent, customer -ori- 
ented store design and a 

dynamic, user -friendly lay- 
out and merchandising for- 
mat. The key was making 

sure our 
stores offered 
music con- 
sumers a 
decided edge 
over other 
stores." 

The compa- 
ny researched 
its customers, 
and, as it con- 
verts all its 
stores to The 
Wall, have 
instituted such 

features as listening posts; 
"The Brain," a Muze -like 
interactive source of infor- 
mation on records and 
artists; a chain -wide DJ 
(currently by cassettes) with 
veteran Philly personality 

Michael Tearson, and Wall 
Paper, a free music publica- 
tion. 

While many large stores 
offer similar features, the 
Wall also offers a lifetime 
guarantee for any CD or 
tape purchased from its 
stores. 

While existing Wall stores 
average about 3,500 square 
feet, future stores will be 
between 5,000 and 7,000 
square feet, says Deborah 
Dioguardi, marketing ser- 
vices manager. Eventually, 
she told GAVIN, the chain 
will reach 200 stores. But, 
she added, the company 
has no plans to expand into 
other regions of the coun- 
try.

London Country Radio may 
only he its working title, but 
the new station -to -he has

The toll from the firestorm 
that swept through Topanga 
Canyon into Malibu late last 
month included at least two 
radio and recording indus- 
try figures.

LCR put together its case 
for the station with exten- 
sive research that involved 
interviewing 700 Londoners 
face to face for 25 minutes 
each to establish the shape 
of listener demand. 

"We felt that many people 
had an old- fashioned idea 
of Country, but if they were 
to actually hear the music, 
their impressions would he 
changed," explains Bebb. 

Respondents were played 
two tapes, one featuring tra- 
ditional acts like Johnny 
Cash and Patsy Cline and 
another of new artists such 
as Billy Ray Cyrus and 
Garth Brooks. 

"There was a positive 
response of 45.5 percent 
and 35.7 percent respective- 
ly," says Behh. 

The survey uncovered 
further interesting correla- 
tions between the public's 
musical tastes. Most of the 
700 respondents who 
placed Country as their first 
choice then put rock 'n' roll 
second and easy listening 
(A/C) third. 

Country marketers across 

the board, from Columbia 
Records managing director 
Kip Krones to Ritz Records 
managing director Michael 
Clerkin, believe that a sta-

Furthermore, LCR's 
research highlights that, 
while rock, heavy metal and 
jazz have a male bias, Top 
40, easy listening and oldies 
appeal more to women. 
Interestingly, Country is on 
a 50 -50 male -to- female 
radio, and this fact will he 
reflected in the station's 
speech content, which is to 
include such items as 
phone -ins and a "Country 
Love Line." 

But programming is only 
half of the battle. LCR has 
still to line up presenters, 
find premises and come up 
with a sexier station name. 
But Bill Bebh takes a confi- 
dent view of the future. 

"Between the team, every 
area of running a Country 
station is well and truly cov- 
ered," says Behh. "We 
know radio and we know 
Country music."

The bullhorn- toting jani- 
tor- turned -KROQ -Los 
Angeles morning sidekick 
relates his escapades in a

merry prankster. 
He especially loves his 

Billy Ray Cyrus story. "He 
was in town to get his 
Grammy," Michael says. 
"We wanted to find out why 
did he have such an atti- 
tude.

Young Black Programmers' 
Agendas: Jobs and Unity 
The Young Black 
Programmers Coalition 
(YBPC), which held its 
convention in New Orleans 
this past weekend, has qui- 
etly grown into a leading 
music industry organization 
for African- Americans in 
the music industry. 

Led by president Irene J. 

Ware, who began her 
career in 1961 as a recep- 
tionist at Gospel station 
WGOK -Mobile, Alabama 
and is now the station's 
general manager, YBPC is 

a place where music indus- 
try executives and new- 
comers can network and 
find educational opportuni- 
ties. Its monthly publica- 
tion M/C keeps members 
up to date on new ideas, 
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technology and events. It 
also posts job opportuni- 
ties. "In this industry, today 
you've got a job and 
tomorrow you're gone," 
says Ware. "People look- 
ing for work need a place 
to go, and we are their liai- 
son between an old job 
and a new one." 

According to Ware, 
YBPC has over 500 active 
members, and by next con- 
vention hopes to greatly 
increase that number. This 
year's convention high- 
lights included many spirit- 
ed sessions including 
"Black Radio: An 
Endangered Species for 
Endangered Communities." 

In addition to supporting 
the black radio and record 

communities, YBPC offers 
$50,000 in scholarships to 
black colleges. 

Ware says YBPC's goal 
for 1992 was to make more 
people aware of the orga- 
nization, and in 1993. it 
began to branch out into 
different markets. Its name 
will soon change to 
National Black 
Programmers Coalition. 
But as it strives to get big- 
ger, its concerns will 
remain the same. "YBPC is 

small enough to communi- 
cate, yet large enough to 
network," says Ware. "We 
are a very viable force in 
the industry. We want to 
bring our community 
together.

John Cougar Mellencamp rote 
and sang an ode to the Small 
Town" in 1985, a song that told of 
the kind of place he was "raised in." 
And just like it's always been, most 
of today's radio talent, both on- and 
off -air, were raised, professionally 
speaking, in those small towns as 

well. But lately some PDs and label 
execs have raised a red flag, as they 
wonder about the record industry's 
future commitment to small and 
medium market radio. 

Donna Halper of Boston -based 
Donna Halper And Associates, 
consults a number of small and 
medium market stations and some 
majors as well. Halper says, 

"Concentrating less effort on smaller 
markets is especially dangerous in 
this era of duopolies and LMAs 
when there are fewer outlets to 
break new music. I can't understand 
the attitude of anyone who says 

we're only going to give our atten- 
tion to large markets." 

Halper backs up her argument by 
pointing to American Demographics 
Magazine, which has noted on 
numerous occasions that Americans 
may work in big cities but they 
aren't living there because they can't 
afford to. "That means they may be 
commuting two to three hours in 
some cases. and that small market 
stations may be the one place those 
people can hear new music on 
Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays," she 
says. "We're in a mobile society. The 
world today is no longer a place

Valllie Consulting's Randy Lane.

Randy also emphasizes 
that when looking for people to 
place in other stations it's the caliber 
of the person and their potential 
that's most important -not the size 
of the market they're currently in. 

As for labels who aren't attentive 
to the needs of small market PDs 

Randy says, "Those people are 
going to remem- 
ber that when 
they move up. 
Like those who 
wrote 'hi Search 
Of Excellence' 
discovered when 
they went 
searching for 
one big secret Randy Lane 

and found it was a thousand little 
things instead. It's the same with 
radio, there are lot more small and 
medium market stations than 
majors." 

Bill Richards of Zapoleon/ 
Richards Consulting started his 
career at the young age of 15 in his 
hometown of Sioux Falls, S.D., so he 
is sensitive and appreciative of 
small -market radio without whom, 
he says, "Talent would have no 
place to develop. We've got to have 
a training ground and hopefully 
owners and GMs of these properties 
will budget the dollars to help them 

prosper." 
Ask Bill what

"From experience, I know some of 
the better radio is done in smaller 
markets because when you get to 
the bigger outlets the tendency is to 
become overcautious, afraid to take 
chances," he says.

HEART 
Desire Walks On (Capitol) 
Heart was the cutting edge of music 
in Seattle during the '70s with songs 
like "Dreamboat Annie" and "Little 
Queen." With their guitar-oriented 
melodic style, they have influenced 
countless bands including fellow 
Seattlelites Soundgarden, Alice In 
Chains and Pearl Jam, who use a 

symphony of guitars as the core of 
their music. Heart's latest release, 
Desire Walks On, proves that they're 
hip to the '90s by presenting an 
assembly of guitar- dominated songs 
that range from metallic riffs, "Black 
On Black II" (focused radio track) to 
mellow acoustic strums on "Ring 
Them Bells ".

If you're looking for hard guitar 
slammin', low -end chord tweaking 
and pure psychedelic grooves, 
Sleep is the band to play. A lot of 
hands rock with a metallic or alter- 
native style, but there aren't many

'905 sound as Sleep does on their 
album Sleep's Holy Mourtair. 
Drifting away from metallic /death 
rock, Sleep is pure long -hair stoner 
music that will capture listeners 
who have an ear for the heavy gui- 
tar- dominated music that reigned 
during the days of Jimi Hendrix, 
MC5 and Stooges. The first cut, 
"Dragonaur," contains head - bob- 
bing guitar licks followed by slid- 
ing bass lines, creating tremen- 
dously deep chorded chops and 
whirling rhythms. Guitarist Matt 
Pike super riffs are the core of the 
band while bassist Al Cisneros 
blares out the vocals, fluctuating 
between malicious yells and 
dreamy screams wh:le drummer 
Chris Hakius keeps a steady tribal 
beat.

Earache Records has been respon- 
sible for releasing some exception- 
ally heavy rock lately and it seems 
this trend will continue which is 

fortunate for rock radio and its 
fans. Meethook Seed is Earache's 
latest contribution to this crazy 
rock scene. Offering a large dose 
of industrial spuzz, this band cre- 
ates a frenzy of hard rock/metal 
rhythms and melodic death metal 
guitar riffs wrapped in a dense 
layer of industrialized grunge. This 
is not techno dance teeny -hop

Vocalist Trevor Peres 
and drummer Donald Tardy of 
Obituary both add to the insanely 
frightening sound of Meethook 
Seed. Be sure to listen to "Dying 
To An Image," "Sea Of 
Tranquillity," "Embedded," "Day Cf 
Conceiving." and "Famine Sector." 
KMFDM 
Angst 
(Waxtrax!/TVT) 
Some rock stations have a problem 
playing industrial music. To them 
its techno dance music that devi- 
ates too much from the stations 
rock sound. However, not all 
industrial music is dance oriented. 
KMFDM s latest release, Angst, is 
proof that industrial bands are 
capable of using hard rock and 
metal as the bases for their music 
while using drum machines and 
synthesizers to achieve the indust-i- 
al sound. This hard hitting, guitar 
swirling rush of techno industrial 
music rocks enough for hard rock 
and metal radio to play without 
compromising their playlists. 
KMFDM blows the alternative 
dance barriers away with "A Drug 
Against War," "Glory" and "Move 
On." "No Peace" is not as fast 
paced as the other tracks but the 
metallic guitar licks sound great 
blending with the devilish lyrics. 
Alternative, hard rock and metal 
radio have been playing the hell 
out of this, and we can only hope 
that Album radio will do the saint. 
KMFDM's metal industrial sound 
will increase the energy level of 
any show. especially with "Light,' 
A Hole In The Wall," and "Sucks."

small town outside Amsterdam in 

the same studio that Priest made 

the Painkiller record.

We went 
straight off to demo land and then 
into the studio in early 1993. When 

you hear the quality of the 
musicianship on this record you'll 
think the band has been together 
forever. I think that says a lot about 
the incredible amount of talent 
Scott, Russ, Jay and Brian provide." 

"All the 
songs we recorded have a 

substantial quality to them, which is 
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by no means a slap in the face to 
Priest. Priest is a different animal. 

Being able to strip down my 

emotions and throw them into 

people's faces in such a brutally 
truthful way is very exciting. The 

people need the truth and we want 

the truth. We want to hear music 

about the things that are happening 

to us in our daily lives on a 

personal, social and cultural level." 

MTV : "I would be the last person 

to denounce what MTV does and 

what they provide us with. I think

BEING A 
PERSONALITY 

11 too often people in radio 
equate being a personality 
with being funny. Actually, 
humor has nothing to do with 
it, unless you naturally "think 
funny," in which case amusing 
things come forth unbidden - 

and you may not even think of 
them as a performance, since its 
how you naturally think and talk. 

"Personality" is simply relating 
well to the audience. That's 
because someone who is perceived 
as a "personality" is a real person, 
not just a voice; listeners enjoy lis- 
tening to him or her. They begin to 
learn their name and eventually 
make a point of tuning them in 
when they are on. 

What determines all of this is how 
well they can relate to you, which is 
not a result of talking a lot on the 
radio, and definitely isn't a result of 
talking on the radio about what you 
think or what you did. Quite the 
reverse. It's a result of your bring- 
ing your listeners into the show by 
calling their attention to something 
worth seeing and doing, and 
thoughtfully reminding them of 
something they should keep in 
mind, and so on. We're talking 
about the listeners individually. 
Radio is one -to -one. 

However, there's one thing more 
that is essential to being perceived 
as a "personality," and it calls for 
some difficult self -examination. It's 
dropping your defenses and being 
yourself. 

I got into radio, as many have, 
because of the distance it put 
between myself and listeners, while 
we seemed to be close. I didn't 
have a good opinion of myself then, 
and felt that if my listeners learned 
what sort of person I was, they

would stop listening. I was on the 
air in many markets, including Los 
Angeles, while I still had this atti- 
tude. I got good reviews from my 
peers, yet I found the listeners 
never remembered my name or 
really cared whether or not I was 
on the air. To them, I was just a 
pleasant voice. 

About 15 years ago, through a 
series of circumstances, I was moti- 
vated to try to become more 
appealing as a person to others, and 
found that this led me into unex- 
pected self -examination. One of 
the remarkable things I found was 
that I actually was like other people! 
The things I didn't like in myself 
were things that went along with 
being a human being, and I discov- 
ered they were part of everyone's 
baggage -and it was what I did

with these traits (or in spite of 
them) that defined me as a person. 

As soon as I discovered that I was 
like everyone else, and that I could 
actually like myself for the first time 
in my life, a miracle occurred: isten- 
ers began to invite me to emcee 
community events, they began to 
learn my name, and when I left that 
station a year or so later there was 
an article about me in the paper 
(and another a year later, and 
another the year after that) 
Suddenly, I mattered to my listen- 
ers! 

Although it didn't feel as if I 

changed my show, simply by 
accepting myself, I had dropped my 
defenses with my listeners. By lik- 
ing myself, I liked my listeners and 
was open with them -and they 
responded in kind! By simply 
being myself with them on the 
radio, I had become a "personality." 

At one time, I thought you either 
have it or you don't. Today I know 
there is nobody in radio who isn't 
capable of being a personality.

If you're looking for _lard guitar 
slammin', low -end chord tweaking 
and pure psychedelic grooves, 
Sleep is the band to play. A lot of 
bands rock with a metallic or alter- 
native style, but there aren't many 
that play with such an intense 
'60s/'70s edge while still retaining a 
'90s sound as Sleep does on their 
album Sleep's Holy Mourtair. 
Drifting away from metallic /death 
rock, Sleep is pure long -hair stoner 
music that will capture listeners 
who have an ear for the heavy gui- 
tar- dominated music that reigned 
during the days of Jimi Hendrix, 
MC5 and Stooges.

'60s San Francisco sound that won't 
get listeners nodding off. Check 
out: "Some Grass," "Holy 
Mourtain," "Evil Gypsy/Solomor's 
Theme" and "From Beyond." 

MEETHOOK SEED 
Embedded 
(Earache) 
Earache Records has been respon- 
sible for releasing some exception- 
ally heavy rock lately and it seems 
this trend will continue which is 

fortunate for rock radio and its 
fans. Meethook Seec is Earache's 
latest contribution tc this crazy 
rock scene. Offering a large dose 
of industrial spuzz, this band cre- 
ates a frenzy of hard rock/metal 
rhythms and melodic death metal 
guitar riffs wrapped in a dense 
layer of industrialized grunge. This 
is not techno dance teeny -bop 

bubble gum music. Ratier, its 
aggressive music featuring 
hard guitars, pounding drums and 
progressive techno bleeps, bells 
and screams.

KMFDM 
Angst 
(IIYaxtraxl/TVT) 
Some rock stations have a problem 
playing industrial music. To them 
its techno dance music that devi- 
ates too much from the stations 
rock sound. However, not all 
industrial music is dance oriented. 
KMFDM's latest release, Angst, is 
proof that industrial bands are 
capable of using hard rock and 
metal as the bases for their music 
while using drum machines and 
synthesizers to achieve the industri- 
al sound. This hard hitting, guitar 
swirling rush of techno industrial 
music rocks enough for hard rock 
and metal radio to play without 
compromising their playlists. 
KMFDM blows the alternative 
dance barriers away with "A Drug 
Against War," "Glory" and "Move 
On." "No Peace" is not as fast 
paced as the other tracks but the 
metallic guitar licks sound great 
blending with the devilish lyrics. 
Alternative, hard rock and metal 
radio have been playing the hell 
out of this, and we can only hope 
that Album radio will do the same.

BEING A 
PERSONALITY 

li.Il too often people in radio 
equate being a personality 
with being funny. Actually, 
humor has nothing to do with 
it, unless you naturally "think 
funny," in which case amusing 
things come forth unbidden - 

and you may not even think of 
them as a performance, since it's 
how you naturally think and talk. 

"Personality" is simply relating 
well to the audience. That's 
because someone who is perceived 
as a "personality" is a real person, 
not just a voice; listeners enjoy lis- 
tening to him or her. They begin to 
learn their name and eventually 
make a point of tuning them in 
when they are on. 

What determines all of this is how 
well they can relate to you, which is 
not a result of talking a lot on the 
radio, and definitely isn't a result of 
talking on the radio about what you 
think or what you did. Quite the 
reverse. It's a result of your bring- 
ing your listeners into the show by 
calling their attention to something 
worth seeing and doing, and 
thoughtfully reminding them of 
something they should keep in 
mind, and so on. Were talking 
about the listeners individually. 
Radio is one -to-one. 

However, there's one thing more 
that is essential to being perceived 
as a "personality," and it calls for 
some difficult self -examination. It's 
dropping your defenses and being 
yourself. 

I got into radio, as many have, 
because of the distance it put 
between myself and listeners, while 
we seemed to be close. I didn't 
have a good opinion of myself then, 
and felt that if my listeners learned 
what sort of person I was, they 
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would stop listening. 1 was on the 
air in many markets, including Los 
Angeles, while I still had this atti- 
tude. I got good reviews from my 
peers, yet I found the listeners 
never remembered my name or 
really cared whether or not I was 
on the air. To them, I was just a 

pleasant voice. 
About 15 years ago, through a 

series of circumstances, I was moti- 
vated to try to become more 
appealing as a person to others, and 
found that this led me into unex- 
pected self -examination. One of 
the remarkable things I found was 
that I actually was like other people! 
The things I didn't like in myself 
were things that went along with 
being a human being, and I discov- 
ered they were part of everyone's 
baggage -and it was what I did

with these traits (or in spite of 
them) that defined me as a person. 

As soon as I discovered that I was 
like everyone else, and that I could 
actually like myself for the first time 
in my life, a miracle occurred: isten- 
ers began to invite me to emcee 
community events, they began to 
learn my name, and when I left that 
station a year or so later there was 
an article about me in the paper 
(and another a year later, and 
another the year after that) 
Suddenly, I mattered to my listen- 
ers! 

Although it didn't feel as if I 

changed my show, simply by 
accepting myself, I had dropped my 
defenses with my listeners. By lik- 
ing myself, I liked my listeners and 
was open with them -and they 
responded in kind! By simply 
being myself with them on the 
radio, I had become a "personality." 

At one time, I thought you either 
have it or you don't. Today I know 
there is nobody in radio who isn't 
capable of being a personality.

"1' ley 
see me the same wean I see nme." With he' char- 
acteristic self - assured :ess, she says. "They can 
use :mists like nte." And, she adds, retnirding 
that if she's not all-business. she's at least aware 
of it: "They have the money to market inc." 

In the video to "li.N.I.T.Y.," the first single 
from Black Reign. Latifah sets the album's tone 
by dropping her regal posturing for a c ist nctly 
angry sneer. She roars on a motorcycle, : nd 
prances. preens and glides down near st sets. 
wearing a dearth stare if there ever was ore, 
doing anyone who care call her the h -ward. 
or, even worse, a ho'. Even if you turfed the 
sound down on the video, you'd know not to 
mess with this woman. 

How Latifah translates the energy that fits 
this track, and her album. is to let her feelings 
seethe until they starts to bum her insides. and 
then go into the stud_o. Nothing is pre- 
ordained. 

"They come from a vile," she says o' her 
words. "They're writ :en almost as we're r.-!cord- 
ing. I write songs and then lay them d: wn. 
We bum some incense and herbal essence," 
she says (hut won't comment on what :yre of 
herb is in the essence). " I just listen to the 
beat, write, run in and lay it down." 

BeIL ve it or not, as Latifah shouts "Instinct 
leads :me to another flow /every time I he: r a 

brother call a girl a hitch or a ho'," she's rot 
telling us exactly how she feels. "I held hack," 
she says, her words dipped. "I presen: myself 
in a certain way in public." 

The public Queen Latifah has many personal- 
ities. She's used her music as a tool to quietly 
set herself up as a mogul. She's acted -n he 
movies jungle Fever and. (nice. and as no-i- 

business acumen into her ,artists. 'I believe that

ment company has gotten artists out of terrible 
deals, things that should never have been 
signed." An echo of w xu may have happened 
to her at one time in her _areer? No. Latifah 
says, but Flavor Unit is a reflection of her desire 
to be in control.

hack and let anybody r.:- my thing." she says. 

"Il» :ahrays im (dyed in what goes on in my 
career. At the end of alt_ day. I stake the deci- 
sions." 

That propensity for fixing in control. for stak- 
ing her own decisions, possibly stems front 
what could have I-een a 1 act that would have 
thrown her life away. When one digs into 
Lnifah's psyche. h>okin.. -or the answer to why 
she is the way she is. her own past provides 
the answer. "I almost shot sc>nteixxh' when 
was younger," she sa\ s, almost as an aside. 
"The only reason I dicha was that the safety 
was :>n. It would have been over a necklace. 
I'm glad it worked out -he way it did because if 
it hadn't." she pauses. 'ï: would have been over 
for me." 

Now, it seems. site's -ust getting going. With 
management. a label, aiilg, and clubs all in 
her current or future m she says that she's 
still closest to music. "l'. _ got to bring my 
record sales up," she says frankly. 

Her hair done, Latifah is ready to roll hack 
into v: ban appears to be an extremely fast lane. 
"It is getting excessive,' s to agrees. "But I have 
no intention of driving ri.self crazy. But I can't 
rely on people telling m= what to do or where 
to be.

Some hold new moves for Andreas

Marcus Miller reeled in all his mark- 
ers and made this solo outing a very 
special all -star event. We didn't use 
the word collaboration because 
most of the material and perfor- 
mances are centered around 
Marcus' dexterous bottom feeding. 
Because of his past work, including 
Tutu and Antarullu with Miles 
Davis, The Sun Don't Lie. an 
unabashed "bass" album. hardly 
qualifies as a solo debut. There's 
some heavy company aboard and 
they supply lots of support. For 
instance, the solo work on the 
-wonder "ful "Steveland" is split 
between no less than Wayne 
Shorter, David Sanborn and 
Jonathan Butler. Further down the 
line, Joe Sample appears on the the 
title track. "Rampage" is a shot of 
history. combining Miles Davis' 
trumpet (the real thing, not sam- 
pled) with the guitar and drums of 
Living Color's Vernon Reid and 
William Calhoun.

While 
Wilson's tremendous jazz airplay 
breakthrough began nearly five 
years ago with a smoky torch ballad 
collection called Blue Skies, Wilson 
adopted several diverse genres 
since then -including complex M- 
Base changes on Jumptrorld, groove 
oriented electric jazz improvisation 
on She Who Weeps and Lite. and a 

mixture of modern and traditional 
hop influences on Dunce To Drums. 
Her latest is more difficult to catego- 
rize. Its acoustic, but not in a hop 
way.

Pianist 
Ahmad Jamal, showing his loyalty 
to his French following by record- 
ing in Paris, remains in trim trio 
form with most tracks on Lire In 
Paris '92, extending past the five 
minute mark. Bassist James 
Cammach mixes things up by play- 
ing an electric bass, as well as some 
super fast changes and solos. Like 
their fearless leader, Cammach and 
drummer David Bowler play 
extremely agile, razor thin patterns. 
Take Ellington's "Caravan" anthem. 
Jamal's attack is rich and lush, yet it 
slices through, as opposed to bowl- 
ing over, the listener. It's a very 
horizontal recording. There's lots of 
space between the three musical 
personalities: you get the feeling 
they're playing yards apart on a 

large stage. Listening to Jamal 

always reminds us that jazz musi- 
cians can play with sparkle and a 

sense of the ornate without sacrific- 
ing force and presence. Two Jamal 
compositions, "Acorn" and the 
intensified "The Tube" stand out for 
that reason. And the chemistry 
onstage between Cammack and 
Jamal makes them jazz's latest

"You Got Me Floatin- finds 
P.M. Dawn injecting a contemporary 
soul groove and laying down 
smooth, intoxicating vocals. Body 
Count's "I ley Joe" is a straightfor- 
ward reading that matches the dire 
intensity of Jimi's, and the Spin 
Doctor's "Spanish Castle Magic" 
pounds with reckless abandon and 
urgent Chris Barron vocals. Other 
highlights include Buddy Guy's 
down -home bluesy "Red House" 
and Belly's guitar -heavy "Are You 
Experienced?" Somewhere Jimi's 
watching, aware that he not only set 

fire to his guitar, but to the minds of 
countless musicians still eager to 
honor his unique and lasting contri- 
butions.

The 
Bay Area quintet has championed 
experimentation by littering instru- 
ments like tuba and banjo through- 
out their turn-on -a-dime Hobbit - 
rock opuses. "Undertaker" begins 
with a truncated guitar, then rapid - 
fire drums turn it into a funerary 
hoedown. Mark Davies sings "gussy 
me up for my solitude" as one gui- 
tar cackles in the background and 
another screeches frantically for the 
slaughter. "Million Dollars" is a low - 
key sojourn that juxtaposes a quirky 
guitar riff with Anne Eickelberg's 
bass, which alternates as an anchor 
and an ascending kite of sound. 
Anne's background vocals add 
another dimension to the twisted 
logic of priesthood explored in 
"Father." A hodgepodge of rocking 
guitar, down home banjo and 
dark/angelic vocals filter into the 
mix and match atmosphere of the 
song. Full song lyrics are included, 
and all four tracks are worth hear- 
ing, but I'll include my usual TFUL

guys live you're denying ears and 
synapses a flavorful feast.

Time lapse: the New Romantic 
movement in '82. You heard Joy 
Division and Wire for the first time; 
they wrote music that fell right into 
that lonely place in your head. 
You'll find a descendent of those 
supreme sounds in M -1 Alternative, 
who lightly layer their pristinely 
bright and smooth LP, The Little 
Threshing Floor, with pieces of 
philosophical theory. "Rousseau's 
Rainbow" is an example of how M- 
1's clear reflections on colorful past 
experiences are balanced by their 
dreamlike sounds. Another worldly 
song, "Guerrillas," lingers on fatalist 
themes, but its chorus, "No word on 
the revolution/so you wait in this 
sentimental world," preaches virtu- 
ous patience and offers the romantic 
hope that everything will work itself 
out. Synthesizers are not M -1's only 
significant instrument; a quantity of 
bass and acoustic guitar appear on 
"Touched," and the scarce, acoustic 
presentation of "Opulence" high- 
lights its lyrics. "Lambs of the Air" 
hearkens back to early '80s experi- 
mental music out of the U.K.; 
"Blissville" turns tribal, and 
"Blossom," another instrumental, 
allows a listener to paint pic- 
turesque fantasies. Their music, a 

safe womb, is a counterpoint to 
their intense, thought- provoking 
lyrics, but despite all that moodiness 
and intellect, M -1 Alternative some- 
how manage to transcend the pre- 
tension that plagued their New 
Romantic ancestors.
