DJs Meet Press,
Get Dismissed

Be careful what you say to the press.
WBBM/FM morning drive personalities Joe Bohannon

and Ed Volkman learned that the hard way. The two pop-
ular disc jockeys were fired last week after telling a
Chicago Sun Times reporter that the station reached a set-
tlement in the defamation of character suit lodged against
them by local TV anchor Joan Esposito. WBBM/FM vice
president and general manager Tom Matheson says that no
settlement has been reached.

On a March, 1993 show, Bohannon and Volkman com-
mented on the death of Esposito's husband and repeated a
false rumor about the paternity of her then -unborn child.
Esposito slapped the personalities and WBBM with a law-
suit claiming defamation of character, invasion of privacy
and emotional distress. Two weeks ago Bohannon and
Volkman told the Sun Times' Bill Zwecker the case had
been settled. On May 10 they were "relieved of their
responsibilities."

The WBBM case because lawyers say
the DJs went too far in repeating a false rumor, but TV
news anchors are considered public figures, so it may be
difficult to prove libel. "It's a high burden (of proof), but it
is and can often be met," said Chicago attorney Paul Levy.

Ness, Chong Close
To OKs for FCC
With the Senate Commerce
Committee having approved
their appointments, attor-
neys Susan Ness and
Rachelle Chong are a Senate
vote away from joining the
FCC.

Ness, a Democrat, and
Chong, a Republican.
breezed through a confirma-
tion hearing May 10 before
the Communications
Subcommittee, whose chair,
Sen. Daniel Inouye (D -HI),
endorsed the nominees.

However, when Chong
referred to broadcasters'
responsibilities to serve the
public interest, Sen. John
Danforth (R -MO) lit into the
industry. "They don't, do
they?" he said, interrupting
the San Francisco attorney
and rolling into an attack on
TV. "The main fare we are

being served up is sleaze.

Exodus at KBCO;
A' Battle Looms

BY KENT ZIMMERMAN

Things are reeling at A' bea-
con KBCO-Boulder.

PD Doug Clifton has
resigned, and he was fol-
lowed by programming
assistant Sue Hempstead,
senior sales executive Deb
Fox and local sales manager
Sue Duffy.

The repercussions set A''s
rumor mill into overdrive.
The departing crew, it's
being whispered, will resur-
face at a new 100,000 watt
station (the same power as
KBCO) in nearby Evergreen,
Colorado. However, sources
at SBR, who will consult the
new station, have denied
Doug Clifton's hiring or that
a format has even been
assigned to the new signal.

What we know is this:
Consultant Dennis Constan-
tine will be serving in some
sort of interim PD capacity
while KBCO searches for a
replacement.

A new, locally -owned sta-
tion will debut in mid June
or July on 96.5, not far from
KBCO's position at 97.3.
Sources say that the new sig-
nal might actually be more
Denver -friendly than
Boulder -bound. No call let-
ters have been assigned. The
General Manager will defi-

nitely be Ray Skibitsky, for-
merly of KBCO and current-
ly a part of the SBR Radio
Company, the A' consulting
firm that also includes part -

Dennis Constantine

ners John Bradley and Dave
Rahn.

"I'm remaining with SBR,
although obviously during
the next year my role there
will change," Skibitsky told
GAVIN. "My background is
in progressive radio, but
above that, I'm responsible
to Evergreen Communica-
tions (no relation to
Evergreen Media Corpora-
tion), so whatever format we
adopt will be a business
decision."

"I don't know why we
need to have all this cloak-
and-dagger stuff," KBCO
GM Dino Ianni told the
Denver Post this week. "It
amazes me he's being so

coy. Given the background
of all the people involved,
it's more than apparent they
will develop a station that
will go right up against us."

"I have hired sales people
from KBCO," says Skibitsky,
"but I haven't hired Doug
Clifton. I'm not sure some-
one like Doug Clifton will
come aboard should we
decide to take this thing
Country. We're still explor-
ing our options."

SBR's Rahn denies any
potential rivalry. "We see
this as a great opportunity
for SBR to be involved [in a
new station] and for Ray to
be involved on a local
level."

Rahn was also adamant
about not naming a format.
Dennis Constantine says,
"Best format guess: AAA or
Alternative."

Rahn confirms that
Skibitsky will remain on
board with SBR even though
his absence has already
been filled by Dave Benson
(ex-WLUP) who was recent-
ly hired at SBR due to an
ever-increasing demand to
"fill things out on the pro-
gramming side."

"Ray's name stays on the
letterhead," Rahn empha-
sized, "And the team is still
very much together."

Weather's Fine in San Jose
KROQ-Los Angeles program
director Kevin Weatherly
came north for a brief stay
last week to orchestrate the
changeover of former album
station and Infinity sister
KOME-San Jose, Calif.
Weatherly says he will over-
see the station's program-
ming, but that Ron Nenni
and Jay Taylor will be in
charge of the station's day-

to-day operations.
According to Weatherly, the
station's new focus is cur-
rent rock. They'll play Pearl
Jam and Candlebox, but
won't be afraid to throw in
Aerosmith and Tom Petty.

"We watched the ratings
slide over the last year,"
Weatherly told GAVIN. "We
decided that it needs to
return to what it was 20

years ago, a cutting -edge
rock station."

Nenni, Taylor and
Weatherly are counting on
morning personality Howard
Stern to establish himself as
a dominant force in the mar-
ket. The station is operating
on automatic pilot, but
Weatherly says there'll be
live jocks on the scene in
the near future.

While he wouldn't name a
direct competitor, market
insiders say that LIVE 105 -
San Francisco, whose "Rock
of the `90s" penetrates the
San Jose market, and
crosstown KSJO, a long-
time Album Rocker, are
KOME's likely targets.
Weatherly profiles the sta-
tion's listener as 18-30
males and females.

At interviews for my book, I
get asked: What do you
think about radio?

The short answer, I say, is
that it sucks. (On book
tours, you gotta think
soundbites.) A longer
answer is that a listener can
still find good radio, but he
or she has to look for it.
With the fragmentation of
music and formats, a fan of
a specific music is likely to
find a station serving it up
in generous portions, but
those with more eclectic
tastes, or who happen to
like music of both today
and yesterday, have a more
daunting task.

But the short answer
sticks with me. It's not as
glib as it is curt, and I was
wondering why it came so
quickly to me when I began
to think about local radio.

San Francisco has had a
rich radio heritage, and I'm
lucky to have come along
in time to enjoy it at its
best. The early Top 40s:
KOBY, KYA (with Bill
Drake a morning jock and,
later, Tom Donahue in the
lineup); KEWB (with Gary
Owens and Casey Kasem),
and, in the mid -'60s, the
Drake era of KFRC, "The
Big Six -Ten." There was
KSFO, "The World's
Greatest Radio Station" with
Don Sherwood, Al
"Jazzbeaux" Collins and
company. There was KSAN
and KDIA dispensing R&B,
owning much of the young
audience until KSOL came
along, its DJs including the
so -slick Sly Stone. Then
came FM, a revolution
Donahue was quick to
exploit, on KMPX and a
whole new KSAN, with
longhair jocks including fel-
low Top 40 emigres Tony
Pigg, Ed Mitchell, Bob
McClay, and Bobby Dale.

What times.
And now? Thanks to the

Reagan administration and
its FCC, the radio landscape
is entirely changed. Today,
duopoly has got listeners
reeling, and new owners
combine old rivals and pull
call -letter switches with
abandon. KYA, a classic set

of call letters, is no more;
KSOL, once a Dance Top 40
force, is now a hot
Urbanized A/C. KSFO,
which went Oldies, is now
a talker, but may soon be
bought by the News -Talk
champ, KGO.

And then there's KFRC,
which has evolved into an
Oldies outlet.

For a whole generation of
Top 40 people and fans,
KFRC was a legendary set
of call letters, a gold -star
entry in any DJ's resume, a
credit to radio.

Today, it's the station
that's had to apologize to its
local gay and lesbian com-
munities for a remark made
by its morning DJ, and then,
a couple days later, had to
issue another apology to
Asians for a comment by
the other half of the morn-
ing team. Because the sta-
tion issued its apologies in

press conferences, people
are additionally suspecting
that the inflammatory
remarks and the mea culpas
are publicity ploys.

Hard to believe that
KFRC, whose station man-
ager is David Bramnick, a
progressive -thinking man
whose dossier includes
sales stints at KFOG and the
free -form KSAN, would
want media attention of the
sort it's received.

But it's also hard to
understand why he's put
together the morning show
he has. Its anchor is Gary
Bryan, a polished pro who's
run stations as well as
shows in New York, the
Northwest, and San
Francisco. But Bryan, a low-
key sort, is overwhelmed by
a gaseous newscaster -
turned -commentator, J. Paul
Emerson. Early in their cou-
pling, there was a woman
traffic -sidekick who was
part of the team, but Bryan
and Emerson were so over-
bearing that she got blown
out and into another shift,
where she's doing fine,
thank you. So it's down to
Bryan and Butt -Head (a
name Emerson freely pins

on others).
Ask Bramnick why he's

done what he's done, and
you get a quick lesson in
radio thinking, circa 1994.

"It's a little against the
grain," he begins. The chal-
lenge, he says, is the music.
Oldies. "What do you do
with the music?" he asks
rhetorically. "It'll just turn
into the 'Music of Your Life,'
and our demos will turn to
55 -plus."

The idea, then, is to give
the audience more than the
usual '50s -'60s mix. The
idea is personality. "Kind of
like KSFO," he said, refer-
ring to the KSFO of the
Sherwood era.

Aside from the fact that,
with this morning show,
Bramnick is going after 18-
34 ears while programming
35-54 music, he's nowhere
near his model.

KSFO was inventive, cre-
ative, funny; a reflection of
San Francisco in all its
diversity of that time:
Cosmopolitan, Bohemian,
liberal, fun -loving. It ruffled
feathers, certainly, but it
worked clean.

The new KFRC, airing air -
headed venom in a time
already riddled with hate
crimes, sexual violence, and
the horrifying return of Nazi
fascism, shrugging off initial
listener complaints; letting
Bryan and Emerson go
without discipline, is none
of that. It stands exposed as
a desperate station.

KFRC's case may seem
singular, but it's not alone.
Around the country, radio
stations, whether in a com-
fortable, niche format or
doing battle in Album, A/C,
Country or Urban jungles,
are resorting to whatever
they think it takes to win.
Going to extremes is noth-
ing new, of course; what's
new is how high the stakes
have gotten, and how low
some will stoop to come
out on top.

To those who win, at the
expense of honor, goodwill,
and the legacy of their sta-
tions and all those who
worked under their call let-
ters, the question is: Is it
worth it?

Really?

Inside Top 40
Just about the time conventional
minds start believing that everything
has been done, along comes an
idea that is truly a first. This idea
came together in a brainstorming
session during, what else, lunch. In
between bites and sips of what we
hear was only soda, WNCI-
Columbus PD Dave Robbins and
his morning drive team, Matt
Harris and Dave Calin discussed
various ways to do a skit about
radio consultants.

The idea the three hit upon?
Asking two veteran consultants to
critique their morning show. The
only rule was that they had to voice
their feelings on the air, live.
Robbins called McVay Media's
Hary Blaine and Randy Kabrich
of Kabrich Consulting on
Monday, May 6, and both agreed to
listen the next day, and after about
an hour or so call in their opinions.
Robbins says the two were
chosen part- /011-
ly because
they repre- .5'1 041
sen oPP o- har g P

running news and other daily bits
on time, commenting, "People look
for benchmarks like set times to
schedule their day around."
Naturally that comment sparked a
flurry of retorts including Harris
arguing that the show should, "be
like life-spontaneous." After call-
ing them "bozos and lame-o's who
can't get work in radio." Harris and
Calin took calls and their listeners
offered views of what they heard,
most of whom sided with their
hometown heroes.

Blaine said the experience was
fun, but both he and Kabrich advise
other programmers to think twice
before trying something like this
since it can only work in the rarest
of situations. Robbins, however, was
elated by how well the whole bit
came off. He emphasized that the
audience was con -

t " W g d---
site ends of Not t 0
the spec-
trum."

Blaine says he was intrigued by
what he considered "a unique radio
stunt that sounded so goofy" he
couldn't pass it up. And although
Harris and CalM encouraged him to
trash what he heard, Blaine says,
"They're doing a lot of things right
so it was hard to really lambaste
them."

While Blaine may have attempted
to play the part of the diplomat, at
times both he and Kabrich were
brutally honest. Of course, they
knew they'd have to endure the
barbs that Harris and Calin might
often mumble to themselves while
Robbins went over the aircheck, but
that they didn't verbalize out loud.

Blaine reminded the personalities
about the importance of basics and
complimented them on time
checks, weather, localization and
entertainment value, but kept ask-
ing why there were so many spots.
Kabrich took them to task for not

Claiming that the public is fairly

familiar with TV consultants, he
notes, "We had to make it clear to
them the role that Hary and Randy
play in radio around the country
and continually explain the scenario
so they wouldn't be in the dark
about what was going on. It became
a soap opera for our listeners."

The pros and cons of putting
consultants on the air can be debat-
ed among other programmers and
consultants who no doubt could
think up a million reasons not to do
it. But by breaking the rules, step-
ping outside the box and being
adventurous, WNCI made a state-
ment to their audience about the
station. Dave Robbins explains it
this way: "We opened the hood and
let 'em look at the engine that pow-
ers the machine. My experience is
that when you offer that 'inside
look,' they're pretty interested."

Oh, and by the way, neither
Kabrich or Blaine consult the sta-
tion, and both promise not to send
off a bill for services rendered.

Matching the vital-
ity and enthusiasm of Kent and Keith with the experience, expertise and contacts of Queenie and
Bonnie (two veterans of the club scene and the radio/A&R beat, respectively), provided for me a perfect
team to get a venture like this off the ground, though it hasn't been easy.

There were a number of early believers, many of whom attended an advisory meeting in the very
Press Club building where the daytime events are taking place.

Sincere thanks to all those who have helped in giving support and advice along the way. Thank you
to all the club owners and bookers. Thank you to the speakers, organizers, panelists and participants for
giving their valuable time and energy. Thank you to the wonderful staff at GAVIN for all their support. To

Party (another San Francisco first) takes place. Thank you to the
Press Club, the support crew and volunteers, local and national
media and music business friends who have spurred us on, and our
sponsors: Tower Records, BMI, Sony Signatures, ASCAP, Redhook
Brewery, and BAM.

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THE BAND OF THE '80S IS BACK.
AND THEY DON'T CARE

BY BEN FONG-TORRES

iiuey Lewis & the News were children of the
'50s, when R&B led the way to rock and roll;
they were young men in the '60s, when the

Beatles helped rock to mature, and San
Francisco was called "the Liverpool of the
West," and Huey soaked up the blues, listening
to the Grateful Dead's Pigpen sing "Good
Morning Sunshine" at the old Fillmore. And
they were in two bands in the '70s, hoping to be
the next Journey or Starship. They played clubs
like there was no closing time; they opened for

the Doobies and other stars; they dreamt and
scuffled.

On the eve of the '80s, various members of
those two bands hooked up and became Huey
Lewis and the American Express. Later, after a
three -song demo and a slight name change, they
signed with Chrysalis and became one of the
quintessential bands of the '80s, selling nine mil-
lion copies of their '83 album, Sports, and fol-
lowing with more hits through Fore! and the
soundtrack of Back to the Future.

And then, at least on the surface, they took a
hit. After the 1988 platinum album, Small World,
their long -gestating followup, Hard at Play, dis-
appointed, selling only 750,000 in 1991. Then,
last year, their contribution to a Curtis Mayfield
tribute album, "It's All Right," put them back on
the charts. And now they're out, on a new label
(Elektra) with Four Chords and Several Years
Ago, a collection of jumping, jiving remakes of
both classic and unknown R&B and blues tunes.
The first single, "(She's) Some Kind of
Wonderful," quickly jumped onto the A/C
charts and is tapping at Top 40.

So, with their club roots and their up and
down and up history, are Huey and the News
symbolic of San Francisco?

"The way we began? Definitely," says Huey,
sitting at Mothers, a recording studio co -owned
by News keyboardist Sean Hopper.
children of the '60s, and in those days, you
found the five nearest musicians and started to

play...We're a real San Francisco band in
that we were all friends before we were band -
mates. We got to know each other from play-
ing the same clubs and checking out each
other's bands, and by the time we put a band
together, we were really tight. But I don't think

we sounded like a San Francisco band. We
sounded more like a band from Austin or New
Orleans."

Although Lewis and company (Hopper; sax
player and arranger Johnny Colla; bassist Mario
Cipollina; guitarist Chris Hayes, and drummer
Bill Gibson) contained their tendencies-they'd
variously played country -rock and jazz-to go
the post -punk power -pop route, they've returned
to their roots. And they did it for the best rea-
sons: It was fun, and they're on some kind of a
mission.

"As a lifestyle and attitude, I think rock and
roll is alive, but as a musical style it's all but
invisible," says Lewis. "As I watch video chan-
nels and listen to radio, there just isn't any rock
and roll. Somebody had to make this record. I
think it's important that people realize where
this stuff came from And it just suited us like a
glove. That was the inspiration."

Actually, as Lewis and the News split from
EMI (which had purchased their original label,
Chrysalis), the band expected EMI to issue a hits
collection, and planned to add a couple of new
tracks. "We worked up a couple of old things,
and it was so much fun that we just kept on
going."

"We had an in-house A&R staff of friends,"
Lewis continues, "but we knew a lot of these

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songs ourselves. We grew up in that time-here
in the Bay Area, the station we listened to was
KDIA. We've always done R&B things. We sang
it backstage to warm up our voices." Even on
their second album, in 1982 (Picture This), they
included the Hollywood Flames' 1957 R&B hit,
"Buzz -Buzz -Buzz," and, on stage, doo-wop har-
monies are a consistent highlight.

But, after the relative failure of Hard At Play,
Lewis and company had an additional impetus
to avoid yet another intense try at recapturing
whatever formula it was that gave them such hits
as "Heart and Soul," "I Want a New Drug," "The
Heart of Rock and Roll," "If This is It," "The

Power of Love," "Stuck With You," "Hip to be
Square," and "Jacob's Ladder."

"I found out after the last album," says Lewis,
"that I'm better off when I don't care about the
commercial or marketing aspects of things. I
never cared in the beginning; I was just getting
better. Last time out, I got into trouble listening
to promotion departments and really caring

about where we're gonna fit in, or where are the
trends, or am I going to keep up with them or go
against them. And I'm better off playing what I
feel. That's why we signed with Elektra-they
may be concerned with the bottom line, but they
respect your artistic instincts-and that's why I
was so keen to do this project. Bob Brown (the
band's manager, who encouraged the R&B con-
cept and came up with the album title) felt like
this record could have commercial implications,
but I just thought it was going to be a lot of fun."

Huey points to "It's All Right" as another argu-
ment for serendipity. After Curtis Mayfield suf-
fered his freak accident, leaving him partially
paralyzed, producer Jon Tivens organized a ben-
efit record on a small label, Shanachie, and,
familiar with their on-stage, a capella version of
the Mayfield song, invited Lewis and the News
to participate. "We just thought it'd be part of a
record, and we were pleasantly surprised when
radio picked it up. We had no clue it was going
to be a hit." Lewis' face lit up as a memory came
to him-of a buddy who happens to be a star
quarterback.

"The guy who called it," he says, "was Joe
Montana. Every time I saw him, he'd say, 'That's
a smash."

By that time, Lewis was immersed in a solo
project, one that remains incomplete. "There
were five, six things I was really proud of, but I
was all over the place stylistically. I didn't have
the completed vision yet-but I hope to finish
it."

Another detour was acting, as Lewis got a role
in Robert Altman's Short Cuts, playing one of a
group of friends who go fishing and discover a
dead woman's body in a lake. Lewis' big scene
had him urinating into the lake. ("I had a prop,"
he said, laughing.)

In a way, his big -screen work helped with the
Four Chords... album. "When you're remaking
some of these classics, you need to be faithful to
the original, but at the same time infuse it with a
new spirit. It was a job. I had to imagine the
character and find that character within myself.
So it's similar to acting."

But, as the News rocked through territory both
familiar ("Blue Monday," "Mother -in -Law,"
"Stagger Lee," "Shake, Rattle & Roll") and
obscure (Otis Redding's "You Left the Water
Running," Shorty Long's "Function at the
Junction," Roscoe Gordon's "Surely I Love You")
with twin engines of fun and authority, it was
clearly a band effort.

As Lewis notes: "The idea is great on paper,
but you've got to do it right. There's a million
ways to miss it, and only one way to get it right,
and you really have to cop it. That was up to the
band, and they did a fabulous job, to a man." 

SAN it KAN(ASCO'S LATEST PHLNOMS
ARE AT 1.5 MILLION AND COUNTING

U 'm in shock," says Adam Duritz, the 29
year -old lead vocalist of Counting Crows.
On a rare break from the road, he's sitting

in his home in Berkeley. "I thought we would
make a nice, small record and tour. I don't
understand how this happened."

"This" is the success of the Crows, which put
out its debut album, August and Everything

After, last September. Early this year, a combina-
tion of MTV, Saturday Night Live, and three for-
mats of radio catapulted the Crows into the
friendly skies of commercial success, with the
album selling more than 1.5 million copies to
date.

"I told Adam when we were mastering the
record," says Gary Gersh, the former Geffen

Records A&R exec who signed the Crows to the
label, "if we sold 200,000 copies, we hit a big
home run."

Already the biggest new band of the year, the
Crows appear poised for multi -platinum success
with their gorgeous debut album. It's a fairy tale
of how dreams come true.

It started with the demo, a tape so magic, it

stopped jaded professionals cold in their tracks.
It was the work of two musicians, songwriter
Duritz and guitarist Dave Bryson, who owns a
local recording studio.

Duritz, an English major from U.C. Berkeley,
was thinking about quitting music when his
roommate convinced him to answer a classified
ad. Duritz became vocalist with a band called the
Himalayans. In between gigs at local clubs, he
played in an acoustic duo with Bryson that
formed the nucleus of Counting Crows. With
help from musician friends, the pair began mak-
ing tapes.

By winter 1991, the Crows had accumulated
an impressive, but long demo tape-some ver-
sions had more than a dozen songs-crafted into
a gleaming shine by Bryson and bristling with
Duritz's passionate, literate and hooky songs.
The tape ultimately found its way to an attorney
in Los Angeles.

"It was the single best demo I've heard in my
life," said music business attorney Allen Lenard,
who agreed to represent the group.

Meanwhile, Gersh, the man who signed
Nirvana to Geffen, heard about the tape. He
tracked down Lenard and asked for a copy. He
took it with him on a Utah ski vacation over the
Christmas holidays, popped it into his rented
Jeep as he pulled out of the airport parking lot,
and never took it out for the rest of the weekend.

"I was nervous," says Gersh, now president of
Capitol. "I rarely fall in love with something that
much."

He flew to San Francisco, where he caught one
of the band's first live performances at a tiny
nitery, the Paradise Lounge. Unimpressed with
the show, Gersh nevertheless met with band
members the following morning and asked if
they had the songs from the demo in acoustic
versions. "The tape was too clean for my taste,"
he said.

Two weeks later, he and some associates were
back in town for the GAVIN Seminar, where the
Crows were appearing in a showcase at the I -
Beam in the Haight-Ashbury. The Crows had
greatly improved. By this time, the band had
found managers.

Martin Kirkup and Steve Jenson of Direct
Management had laughed when they got the
band's demo from Lenard. It was about four
times as long as most demo tapes. But once they
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heard it, they stopped laughing.
Kirkup, who ran the artist deveopment divi-

sion of A&M in the late '70s, joined forces with
onetime booking agent Jensen in 1984 to open a
firm that directed such bands as Orchestral
Manoeuvres in the Dark and Echo and the
Bunnymen. They decided that they wanted the
Crows.

The day after the I -Beam showcase in
February, 1992, Jensen and Kirkup field calls
from nine labels interested in the band. It nar-
rowed down to three, each of which was investi-
gated by band members. Money was never the
issue; creative control was. Geffen, who offered
to let band management participate fully in mar-
keting and promotion plans, won the day.

Another convert of the demo tape was Bonnie
Simmons, a Bay Area radio legend who became
one of the band's biggest boosters and aired the
demo tape on her weekly KPFA radio show. She
sent a copy of the tape to producer T Bone
Burnett.

While the band held some experimental ses-
sions with other well-known producers, they
quickly settled on Burnett, who has worked with
the likes of Bob Dylan, Elvis Costello and U2's
Bono as a guitarist and writer, but whose credits
have tended toward the more esoteric, like Leo
Kottke, Los Lobos and Bruce Cockburn.

The demo versions of the songs loomed over
the project. From the moment he heard the tape,
Gersh wanted to make a different kind of record.
"I wanted to take a bunch of demos that sounded
like a record and turn it into a record that sound-
ed like a bunch of demos."

"All Adam wants to do," adds Burnett, "is find
real moments."

When the time came to deliver the album to
radio, the band insisted on no single-just the
album. Bonnie Simmons, who had friends at
GAVIN, and would later connect with the maga-
zine to produce the SF01 seminar, put in a word
for the Crows and set the stage for the band to
appear a few weeks before the album's release at
GAVIN'S gathering of A3 program directors in
Boulder, Colorado.

"They just blew everybody away," says Bill
Bennett, vice president of promotion for Geffen
Records.

When the Crows album arrived at their desks,
the programmers began playing different tracks
in different markets. Simmons, once a radio pro-
motion executive at Warner Bros., worked
August... as an independent, and within two
weeks, virtually every A3 station was on the
record.

Geffen then went after Alternative radio, and
within two months, airplay spread rapidly. In
November, the Crows finally released a video,
and "Mr. Jones" swung into rotation on MTV.
Album radio was next to fall.

By the time the Counting Crows juggernaut hit
hyperdrive in January, the band was touring as
an opening act and drawing crowds with as
much interest in them as the headliners.

With the second video, "Round Here," ready to
roll, the momentum is still building.

And Duritz is reeling. "I love my songs," he
says. "They mean everything to me. That they
move other people makes sense to me; they
mean so much to me."

THEIR WAY TO THE COUNTRY

The pioneers of new California country (or
Western Beat), early '80s outfits like the Long
Ryders and Green On Red, were largely based

in, as the compilations called it, A Town South
Of Bakersfield.

But in this decade, the re-emerging "new alter-
native country" scene has moved north, to the
musically fertile Bay AreA. This region has long
boasted a small -but -thriving contingent of rocka-
billy fans, but the Northern California presence
of "new country" artists has recently swelled;
kingpins like (ex -Green On Red guitarist) Chuck
Prophet and Steve Yerkey have been joined by
the likes of The Doubters, the Buckets, Sweet
Virginia, Dieselhed and Tarnation. Several of
these bands are scheduled to play an SF01 show-
case at the Great American Music Hall Saturday,

May 21.
Like so many of the groups in San Francisco's

burgeoning new country scene, the members of
Tarnation have played in many different types of
bands before following the country muse.
Bassist/vocalist Paula Frazer worked with an
early version of Frightwig and was a member of
the short-lived double -bass ensemble Cloiter;
guitarist Lincoln Allen and drummer Michelle
Cernuto count Barbara Manning's SF Seals
among their many credits, and pedal steel player
Wendell Sullivan did a stint with the Wannabe
Texans. But Frazer, who was born in South
Carolina, has maintained a series of country -
based projects in addition to those other, more
rock -oriented outings. She explains, "I grew up
on country, and I'd written a lot of songs in the
past that were country. As long as I did the
Frightwig thing and the Cloiter thing-all that
stuff-I've also played by myself, and it's always
pretty much been a country thing. Like about
five years back I was playing with Desmond
Shea and we opened for the Cowboy Junkies at
the Fillmore. I've always been doing this as well
as the rock thing."

Tarnation's recorded output amounts to one
track on a recently -released double 7", Ain't This
Bliss With You And This, and a (vinyl -only)
album, I'll Give You Something To Cry About! At
their most country -fled moments (as on I'll Give
You's "Big 0 Motel"), Frazer's awesome voice
(think Patsy Cline with the range of Kate Bush)

intermingles with a ghostly pedal steel, but
Tarnation can also do punchier pop (Ain't's "His
Middle Name") and moody, disturbing ballads.

And, although they've been included here
with the new country movement and are billed
with three similarly -influenced groups during
SF01, the band is quick to point out that they're
in no way limited by genre. "We tend to get
shows with all kinds of bands," says Frazer. "We
played with the Thinking Fellers and we're
going to play with Caroliner Rainbow in about
three weeks. Then we're going to be doing shows
with Ovarian Trolley and Star Pimp. It's really
nice that we haven't had to only play with other
country bands. I mean, we like playing with
country bands, but the option to do a lot of dif-
ferent shows is really great." Wendell elaborates,

"There's so much within country music and the
kind of country people play in San Francisco-
it's different. It's got a lot of things going on in it,
so we can play with a bunch of bands. I think a
lot of San Francisco music is that way."

Tarnation notes that San Francisco provides a
unique environment in which a band can devel-
op; unlike a lot of music scenes (Los Angeles'
comes to mind), the atmosphere in the Bay Area
is nurturing. According to Frazer, "Yeah, people
from other bands seem very supportive and into
working together and playing together. There
doesn't seem to be the kind of competition
and....meanness I've seen elsewhere. Sometimes,
even, bands from out of town will come here
and they'll play longer than they should or
they're really rude." Cernuto adds, "As far
as The City goes, it's definitely got a nice com-
munity spirit."

The SF01 convention will give Tarnation a
chance to be seen by out-of-towners and label
folks who haven't heard the band's superb
record. However, it's rumored that they've
already grabbed the attention of at least two
major imprints and a development deal may be
in the works. But guitarist Allen is cautious
when considering the future and his goals are
modest. "I'm focusing on keeping the original
spirit we had when we first got together. Not los-
ing that and not losing track of our sound, those
are the only things that are really important to
me."

et's listen in on a very
realistic, yet hypotheti-
cal, conversation with
a small market station.

Promoter: "Hey
Stan, have you heard

the new Johnny and the
Portables' track?"

P.D.: "Don't have it."
Promoter: "How about

P.D. "No, don't have that
one either."

Etc., etc., etc.
This has been a very com-

mon conversation with my
small market programmers
recently. Why is it so diffi-
cult for record companies to
keep their mailing lists up-
to-date? All the changes in
Top 40 reporting stations'
status, whether it be addi-
tions or deletions, are print-
ed in our various trade mag-
azines. There are lists avail-
able that at a minimum will
give you the programmer's
name, the station call letters
and a phone number. You

your single
through the trade magazines
to make sure that everyone
has your record. I'm just
one person, but it takes me
only an average of one hour
a month to keep my Top 40
list current with the pro-
grammer's name, station
address, phone and fax.
This way, I'm not wasting
money on mis-information.

True, all fault may not lay
at the feet of the record
companies. To be a Top 40
radio station in the '90s, you
must let people know you
are out there. Make sure
you know who your local
reps are and make sure they
know who you are. Send
out a weekly playlist and let
them know if you have
some great retail stories.
Give them a few examples
of successful promotions
you have run and tell them
you want to feature their
artist on a given weekend
or during a given week.

What's that you say? Oh,
you tried reaching your
local? They didn't call you
back? You've tried many
times to reach them? You've
never heard from them?

I hear these comments
more times than you'd care
to believe. In that case, you
have locals that aren't doing
their jobs and record com-
pany executives who are
either not asking, or just
don't see servicing you as a
priority.

Not getting CD -single ser-
vice is very frustrating.. At
this point however, it's a
problem that must be dealt
with every day. Be persis-
tent-don't quit faxing and
calling and faxing and call-
ing. You will eventually be
heard.

My advice to record com-
panies? Open your ears and
listen. Look for that new
avenue. You may find out
that when no one else will
play your record, small mar-
ket stations will give you a
shot and give you the hon-
est feedback you're looking
for.

You don't have to drive to
visit these stations every
four weeks (though I'm sure
they wouldn't mind!), buy
them breakfast, remember
their wife's birthday or
when their dog died. Just
give them a call to make
sure they have what they
need. Let them know you
have an important new artist
coming out soon and maybe
even ask their opinion of
the record. They may actu-
ally make your job easier
and give you a story you
can spread throughout your
markets.

Record companies need to
sell records. They need to
find airplay at radio to
expose their artists to the
public so the audience can
decide if it's a hit. These
smaller markets, in many
cases, will give you that
chance. You don't need to
give them the world,
because right now they'd
just settle for receiving regu-
lar service.

(Lauren Boquette, vocals; Joseph
Bishara, programming/guitars; Rob
Nicholson, bass; Marco Forcone,
drums) conjure up on their debut
record for Elektra Records, Hold On
To The Hollow. You should already be
familiar with Drown's rough -edged
industrial sound from their single
What It Is To Burn, which was sent to
rock/metal radio a few weeks ago.
The single was embraced by stations
like WSGR, WCWP, WKNC, KZRX,
WMHB and KDUR, and others who
have listeners who demand a regular
dose a gritty industrial music. Dave
Oglivie, founding member and pro-
ducer of Skinny Puppy, (he's also
mixed for Nine Inch Nails and
Ministry), put his magical mixing
skills to work and oversaw produc-
tion. Unlike recent industrial releases,
Drown doesn't emphasize major
metallic riffs or traditional hard rock
rhythms; instead they wrap their sar-
donic melodies with layers of dizzy-
ing electronic sound effects, undirect-
ed jaded guitar chords and Boquette's
straining vocals. This is not a pretty
album by any means. Rather, it's an
angry, angst -riddled mayhem of
industrial music that was constructed
by turning the band's emotions into
songs. Be sure to check out "I Owe
You," "Lost" "Pieces Of Man" and

ADRIAN BELEW: "I was aware of
his work with Bowie and his own
solo stuff. His name popped up at
the end of the recording of Spiral.
The songs were pretty much finished
but Flood and I wondered what it
would have been like if we'd had
some other musical input. We just
had him play and it was an
astonishing moment. He triggered
something in me that made a real
impression. I've been afraid to work
with high -calibre people. I'm always
been in awe when they're sitting
next to me with the idea of creating
music together which is pretty
intimate. But I've gotten over that
fear and I ealize that I'm a lot more
competent in the studio than I've
been before. I'd like to incorporate
other people in the future. That
moment when things do spark and
you realize that someone has
contributed something you'd never
thought and made you come up with
something you'd never have thought
of is a pretty valuable moment."

THE LABEL, NOTHING: "We've
already signed Marilyn Manson, Pop
Will Eat Itself, Prick, Coil and Trust
Obey. When the situation at TVT was
remedied by getting onto
Interscope, Interscope offered us a
great deal. They went into the
relationship knowing what Nine Inch
Nails was about and what we
wanted. Essentially what we wanted
was just to be left alone to make
music. That was the problem with
TVT. I could deal with not getting
paid, but Con't tell me how to write
music and how my video should look

or who's going to remix my music.
That doesn't mean that I'm not open
to criticism, but I want that from
someone I respect. Now Interscope
gives us a chunck of money and we
deliver a finished product with art
work and an overview of the type of
marketing plan that we feel is
appropriate and at the level of
saturation we want. There's a
danger if your record is marketed
improperly, there's a danger of
getting played too much at MTV and
that could shorten the life of the
band. If bands come along that I
want to work with or just believe in
would I be interested in bringing
them to Interscope. I want to be
able to have the time and attention
and resources to spend on good
bands. My basic creed is keeping it
small and finding new bands like
Marilyn Manson, for example, or
Prick that I think are bands that
know what they want, have
something going for them and can
benefit from a major label with
ample budgets, good distribution
and marketing power with tour
support and video capability and the
promise of total artistic freedom.
Also to be made knowledgable of
the mechanics of how record labels
work. Yes, you can spend half a
million on a video, but it's your
money. A band like Marilyn Manson

has a commercial success factor
where they may come underground
and never break out with a great
record like they've made or catch on
and compete in a higher sales figure
marketplace. Marilyn Manson will be
our first release in June with Pop
Will Eat Itself soon after. We're
licensing their art in America. Pop
Will Eat Itself is just an example of
a good band on a bad label. What
Marilyn Manson is putting out is on
the edge of several fronts and it's
confrontational. They're tongue-in-
cheek and could be considered
offensive. I think they're doing
something unique and they have a
cool spirit that I'd hate to see get
smoothed over for MTV or radio.

WHAT HE OFFERS BANDS: "I'm in a
fortunate situation. I know how bad
it can be and I can provide a shell. I
don't want to hold people's hands or
become a record company guy. I like
the idea of keeping it broad based."

liy now you should be familiar
with the Skatenigs' scolding indus-
trial metallic sound because their
single, Regret, was shipped to rock
radio a few weeks back. Now it's
time to journey farther down the
spiraling spuzz-rock trail with the
release of What A Mangled Web We
Leave. The embodiment of unre-
straint, the Skatenigs combine a
mangled web of sampling and syn-
thesizers with quick tempoed
metallic guitar grooves, bashing
drums and domineering bass
thumps that have all the
qualities for a good
mosh. The first
track, "Passion For
Destruction," starts
with mechanical
sound effects and sam-
pling that explodes into
fast metallic chords
unleashing fero-
cious grooves
that seem to

MIDWEST SHUFFLE (COLUMBIA)
Bobby Watson's Horizon jazza-
matazzes his listeners through an
actual concert situation, complete
with small talk and flashy solos
that bear a bit more bravado than
traditional recording dates. We
suggest you skip the small talk and
jump straight to Horizon's most
cracking performance, "Complex
Dialogue." Watson has taken great
pains to make this a high quality
live recording. Drummer Victor
Lewis, Watson's longtime Horizon
partner, sets the high drama over
an especially tasteful, percussive
bass riff by Essiet Essiet. Watson
explodes with confidence as he
and Lewis finish each other's musi-
cal sentences while Terell Stafford
fends for himself admirably on
trumpet, never surrendering to
Watson's powerful reedy presence.
What makes this a more powerful
live package is that Horizon rolled
tape on six different gigs from four
different venues, echoing the high
standards of live recording general-
ly only afforded to rock acts. The
result is a noticeably more ener-
getic, roof -blowing sound spec-
trum emanating from the band-
stand.

To Sonny Rollins he's "the greatest
guitarist in jazz" while Itzhak
Perlman calls him a "virtuoso." To
jazz fans he's an ever -clever, taste-
fully lyrical, tirelessly self -challeng-
ing and self -deprecating guitarist.
On Dedications And Inspirations,
his first -ever solo excursion, Jim
Hall paints 13 portraits derived
from the "paintings, events, poetry,
friends, scenery, encounters,
music-experiences" that have
shaped one of the jazz guitar's
most prominent voices. As the
liner notes attest, it's easy to hear
his influence on the Methenys,
Frisells, Petruccianis and Harrells;
and if you've never heard any of
his more than 30 recordings, D&I
is a great springboard. Some
favorites from this session include
the happily bouncy "Whistle Stop,"
dedicated to Far Side cartoonist
Gary Larson; the haunting, fragile
"Canto Nostalgico"; the Friday -
afternoon -margarita calypso,
"Street Dance"; the wave -like ebb
and flow of "Monet"; and the gut -
bucket Leadbelly twang of
"Bluesography" (be sure to note
that this 13 -minute tune is broken
into five tasty pieces). It's impor-
tant to take note of each tune's
dedicatee or inspirer-perhaps the
listener can catch a brief glimpse
of Hall's internal creative psy-

As it now stands,
when a record moves up in rotation
at a station, it is awarded bonus
points. That would no longer be the
case were the chart based on spins -
per -week. CONS: (1) Without the
stabilizing influence of those bonus
points for rotation changes, the chart
could become a much more erratic
entity. (2) Since college stations'
programming policies differ widely,
taking spins -per -week info would
equal weighting the stations. A
WXYC's #1 records may receive as
many as 30 plays, while KDVS's #1
record may only get eight. (3)
College radio will never be BDS-
able, so there's no guarantee the
spins -per -week information would
be entirely accurate.

Frank Black barely waited for the
dust to settle on last year's first post -
Pixies solo gig, before releasing
Teenager Of The Year , which fea-
tures 22 new songs. Black is con-
stantly being compared to the
Breeders, but that's like comparing
apples to oranges, and this reviewer
is just thankful to hear yawls from
both camps. Teenager has surf
sounds, pop hooks, reggae dub licks
and big guitar aplenty, and it smacks
of pure Black without regard for
audience expectations. "(I Want To
Live On An) Abstract Plain" muses
about breaking from established
modes, and Black's high, vulnerable
vocals wed with an acoustic guitar.

GIRLS AGAINST BOYS
Sexy Sam * I'm From France

(EP) (TOUCH AND GO, P.O. BOX 25520,

CHICAGO, IL 60625)

Girls Against Boys. What an apt
name for a band with a history of
mining this particular vein of
testosterone -fueled, hardcore-
informed, bass -driven, gut -churn-
ing, granite -flecked rock. And I'd
suspect that, should you venture
into a club to check out one of
GVSB's amazing live shows, you'd
find that the boys are winning: that
they would, in fact, outnumber the
girls in the audience by at least twc
to one. That ratio may change a bit
after the release of this five -song
GVSB EP, which includes two new
tracks, "Sexy Sam" and "I'm From
France," that, for many reasons,
bridge a gender gap. With "Sexy
Sam" and "I'm From France," GVSB
bleed off a little of their angry edge
by toning down just a tad. "Sexy,"
for example, still hits hard with a
relentless bassline, controlled vocal
and sonic, planing guitar, but it's
sans that heretofore present angst
that seems a largely male experi-
ence. (I know I'm opening up
myself up to charges of reverse
sexism here, but this is how I per-
ceive it). What I mean is that "Sex).
Sam" is somehow less menacing
and more approachable than
GVSB's earlier material. Ditto, "I'm
From France," a ditty that's almost z
novelty bit. Suddenly, I'm a fan.

The liner notes call the Bilders (for-
merly the Urbs) the closest thing to
the Velvets coming out of live peo-
ple. Fans of guitar dissonance who
appreciate minimalist sounds a la
Dream Syndicate and Swell Maps
will feel right at home with these
19 tracks. The Bilder's music inhab-
its a brooding, in-between world of
bats, blood and doubt. "1,000,000
Hearts" kicks things off in lax mode
with a twitching guitar melody and
a passive/aggressive bass line. The

tickling guitar of "Moderation"
combines with vocals that span
from dark rantings to troubled
pleas. Unfortunately, because this
was recorded on four track with a
lot of splicing, some songs inex-
plicably cut off at the very end.
Things get real gone on "Bedrock
Bay," on which a thumping bass
drum melds with crunching guitars,
and "Blue Sand Lonely" slithers on
the skin of otherworldly keyboards
and an ominous bass line.
"Accident" mines a "Munster's
Theme" groove before guitar noise
crashes the party and obliterates
everything with flashes of strobe
noise, and "Inquest" steps from the
shadows with an appealing guitar
melody and hypnotic organ.
"Kicks" jives with threshing drums
and "Red Sky's" bass line lurches as
the guitar issues a gravelly gargle.
This is the kind of record that
makes me thankful that New
Zealand is behind the times, and
bands create in an environment
that stresses experimentation with-
out putting a premium on produc-
tion.

Unless
you're familiar with the obscure
gems from the golden age of hill-
billy boogie (the late `40s -'50s) you
be hard pressed to tell the covers
from the originals, a testament to
how deeply drenched these boys
are in this style of music.

("Hellos & Goodbyes"), part
crunchy ("Tailin' The
Invisible Man") and part
ethereal ("Villa Anita").
