Will Stations Send Away

When the record industry
got upset at radio for not
identifying songs on the air
in the late ‘80s, it waged a
campaign, “When You Play
It, Say It.”

In New York, business-
man David Alwadish had
the same frustration, but he
came up with more than a
slogan.

Working with electronics
engineers, he came up with
an idea for an interactive
car radio that allows sta-
tions, listeners—and adver-
tisers and retailers—to
exchange information,
make requests, and partici-
pate in radio or retail pro-
motions.

Alwadish, 38, created
what he calls Coupon
Radio, which, with RDS
(Radio Data System) tech-
nology, allows in-car listen-
ers to retrieve information
from the radio with the
push of a  button.
Depending on equipment,
the information is displayed
on a readout and/or record-
ed onto a credit card-sized
“smart card.”

While properly-equipped
stations can use Coupon
Radio to provide listeners
with music and contest or
promotional information,
they can also draw informa-
tion about listeners’ habits
and tastes, for the benefit
of such advertisers as
record labels and music
stores.

Interep Radio Store, a
New York agency repping
stations, will test the sys-
tem in the Miami-Fort
Lauderdale, Fla. area late
next year. Seven FM sta-
tions Interep represents—
WEDR, WTMI, WHYI,
WPOW, WAXY, WSHE,
and WKIS—plan to partici-
pate.

Although the system
requires answers to numer-
ous technical and financial

questions before it can
hope to reach the general
public—stations need to
buy and install encoders;
listeners must have special
RDS-fitted radios—Alwadish
is optimistic.

“Coupon Radio brings
radio into the 21st Century,”
he said. It interactively links
“the American automobile,
the American retailer and
the American broadcaster.”

Said Interep chairman
Henry Lawson: “This is one
of the most exciting things
we've seen for radio, for
advertisers, all around. The
number one criticism we
get from advertisers and
agencies about radio is
accountability.”

Radio can also henefit,
said Bill Burton, president
of the Detroit Radio
Advertising Group. “Radio
will be able to directly
compete with newspapers
and direct mail,” and could
expand ad revenues from
$9 billion to as much as $20
billion annually.

But Mike Stelts, product
manager at Denon
Electronics, wasn't sure
about Coupon Radio. “It’s
awfully complicated to get
too many strings to pull
together for too little gain,”
he said. “What’s the differ-
ence between that and a
disc jockey announcing to
listeners to go into a store
and say ‘Spaceman’ to get a
ten percent discount? It’s
the same thing.”

Alwadish hopes to pro-
vide positive answers after
the testing next year.
However  things go,
Coupon Radio is a massive
response to a simple gripe.

“It came about as an
answer to a frustration,” he
said. “I could never remem-
ber the names of songs and
artists I liked on the radio.
Then the businessman in
me got going.”

Record Industry Full of
For Interactive Coupon? Shlny Happy Platinum

Bolstered in part by labels
updating their catalog
records, the recording indus-
try racked up 41 multi-plat-
inum certifications with the
RIAA in August, the highest
number since November,
1986, when 50 such awards
were tallied.

Twenty-one albums
received platinum awards (1
million sales), and 24
albums or CDs went gold
(500,000 units).

The Eagles topped the list,
with their Hi tel California

reaching the 10 million sales
level, making the Eagles the
first act in history to have
two 10 million-sellers. The
other is their Greatest Hits
collection, which has sold
more than 14 million units.
(The Eagles also earned
multi-platinum for their
Greatest Hits, Volume II and
Live sets.)

Warner Bros. had half of
the newly-tallied multi-plat-
inum records, among them
James Taylor, Talking
Heads, the Doobie Brothers,

Christopher Cross, Van
Halen and ZZ Top.

Even the Monkees, who
are reuniting for a film pro-
ject with Rhino, went multi-
platinum for their first two
albums, each of which has
sold more than 5 million.

Newer acts that have gone
double-platinum or better
include Counting Crows,
Smashing Pumpkins (triple),
Soundgarden, Warren G.,
All-4-One, Dwight Yoakam,
Cranberries, and Gin
Blossoms.

Martin Bandier, chairman of EMI Music Publishing, no suit-
able replacement could be found for Kaz Utsunomiya,
who left Virgin Music for Virgin Records late last year.

However, EMI has drafted Rick Krim, former VP of talent
relations at MTV, to be senior VP of talent acquisition and
marketing at EMI, overseeing the newly combined publish-
ing operation. He said he looked forward to breaking new
acts, as he did in his 12 years at MTV.

The folding in of Virgin Music blends its strong lineup of
alternative acts with EMI's mix of music ranging from Sinead
O’Connor and Counting Crows to the Beatles catalog.

Bandier said he expected no layoffs resulting from the
move. Virgin Music employees at Virgin headquarters in
Los Angeles will move to EMI’s offices.

Early Top 40: ‘Get Off the Stage, Whitey!'

Top 40 is almost 40.

To help chart this revolu-
tionary format’s roller coast-
er ride through broadcasting
history, the Museum of
Television & Radio in New
York hosted a panel, “Early
Top 40,” as part of its ongo-
ing series on Rock and Roll
and Radio—a series of air
checks running through
next June.

The panel for
“Early Top 40" was
surprisingly small,
considering the end-
less supply of big
mouths on the sub-
ject. But the three
members acquitted
themselves well,
depicting the early
days of the format
and the kinds of DJs
that came to it
defining the differ-
ences between Top
40 then and now,
and, of course,
telling stories about
radio antics.

Moderated by Ken
Mueller, producer of
the Museum series,
the panelists were
Hy Lit of WIBG-

Richard, the goldenest voice
on the airwaves,” so I
would imitate my listeners
and got a style.

Gary Stevens: 1 was from
Buffalo and in ‘57, when I
was 17, my mother took a
trip to Florida and I heard
this Storz station, WQAM in
Miami, and I'd never heard
anything like it.

1 got on and put on a
record by Little Richard and
a guy called me on the
phone and said “That’s Little

were these guys who were
all offshoots of the Storz or
McLendon operations—con-
sultants like Mike Joseph,
and they showed up in
towns and converted sta-
tions.

Dan Ingram: 1 was on a
station, WICC in Bridgeport
doing weekends, and on
WNHC in New Haven five
days a week.

(“Jazzbeaux”) Collins and
played jazz. The station
changed formats, and that's
how I became a Top 40
disc jockey. Then the sta-
tion in New Haven changed
formats and became rock
and roll—and I had so
much fun. It was energy.
‘Yeah!” This was a nice way
to steal a living...

WABC was never a for-
mula station. Mike Joseph
was the guy—and Hal Neal,
God rest his soul; a won-

would catch on and last?

Lit: People were telling
me this music was gonna
die. I believed in it. T got
into soul music. As a matter
of fact, I played mostly
black music on my show
and my first appearance
was at The Arena on 46th
and Market streets in
Philadelphia and I had an
all-black show, and an all-
black audience showed up,
and 1 walked out on stage.
“Hi, everybody, I'm Hy Lit.”
They said, “Get off the stage,
whitey! Bring on the real Hy
Lit” “But I'm Hy Lit,” I said.
“What do I do now?”

How’d some of the slogans
you used come about?

Ingram: 1 was in Texas, at
KBOX in Dallas, and we
used the song “Big D” from
The Most Happy Fella, as
the station theme, and John
Box, the managing director,
came in and called me “Big
Dan from Big D.” And I
said, “That makes me the
Lone Ranger, doesn’t it?”

Lit: 1 was on the air, but |
wasn't really on the air. It
was April Fool's Day. I was
pre-empted and I was on
by myself, and every few
minutes somebody’'d walk
in and use a curse word. A
record would be spinning
and all of a sudden a guy
would walk in and take it
off and say, “I need this
record.” I had tears in my
eyes. They locked me in the
studio and they’d set the
wastebasket on fire. And
when they told me (I wasn’t
on the air), I wasn’t very
happy about it.

Stevens: WIL was in the
Coronado Hotel. The guy 1
worked for, John Box, wor-
shipped that building. One
Saturday night 1 was bored,
and somebody called and
said they were in motorcy-
cle racing, so I had them
down, and we somehow
hauled the motorcycles into
the hotel and ran races
down this long hallway
over the air.
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What records did you
break?

Stevens: “Bus Stop” by the
Hollies.

Ingram: At WIL-St. Louis,
Bobby Darin—"Mack the
Knife.” Everybody ignored
it; we played it every hour
for a week and it took off.

Lit: “Silhouettes” by the
Rays (1957)—that goes back
to when the record compa-
nies used to send thousands
of records every day to your
house. 1 took about four or
five and put them on the
old turntable, the RCA
(spindle) where the records
would drop down, one after
another, and the last one
was “Silhouettes,” and 1 was
taking a nap and fell asleep
and it played about 30,000
times, and the melody stuck
in my head. I went on the
air and said, “This record
has really reached me.” It
was an instant smash, and
Dick Clark got on it, and all
of a sudden, they were
offering me money and all
kinds of deals and things.

Ingram: 1 never took a
penny of payola...but the
fact of the matter is, Dick
Clark will tell you quite
openly—and he did, in an
interview 1 did with him—
he took payments to play
records, because it was
legal. He declared it as
income and paid taxes on
it; the problem with earlier
people who got nailed is
they made believe they
didn’t make money. There
wasn't a law (against pay-
ola) until later.

Lit:  That’s how Top 40
basically began. They began
to police the DJs and telling
us what to play. Take the
most popular songs and
play them in rotation—
male, female, group, instru-
mental—and that's how for-
mat radio began.

Ingram: ...And then,
amazingly enough, what
happened was, we became
the Establishment, and they
drifted to something else.
That's when WTKU broke
the cume of WABC. We'd
been on the air for 20 years
and became the
Establishment, and they
went to disco and said,
“Goodbye, Dan.”

Once again, enough musi-
cians made news on the
legal front that the stories
are best collected under one
roof:

® Dr. Dre was sentenced to
five months in jail on
August 30 in Los Angeles
after pleading no contest to
drunk driving charges.

Dr. Dre—real name Andre
Young—is 28 and will be
jailed January 10, 1995, with
a work-furlough arrange-
ment that will allow him to
leave his cell daily to con-
tinue producing records in
his home studio in
Calabasas.

Dr. Dre, who was arrested
last January after a high-

speed chase through
Beverly Hills and
Westwood, was also

ordered to pay a $1,053 fine
and attend an alcohol edu-
cation program.

® A British court threw out
a claim by a woman claim-
ing that Boy George was
the father of her son.

The woman, who lives in
the United States, sought to
sue George, who is gay, for
maintenance payments for
her seven year-old son. The
singer said he had never
had sex with a woman. If
he were the father, he said,

it must have been a “mira-
cle.”

® Jesus & Mary Chain,
along with its record com-
panies, have sued Reebok
International Ltd. and an ad
agency, Chiat/Day, charging
that one of the band’s songs
was used without permis-
sion in a “Planet Reebok”
TV spot.

The band sought unspeci-
fied damages and a court
order blocking use of the
song, “Reverence,” in
Reebok commercials.

A  spokesperson for
Reebok’s new agency, Leo
Burnett Company, said the
music in question is no
longer being used.
® James Brown was cited
after he reportedly drove
his car into a bicyclist in
Augusta, Georgia. The bicy-
clist, 42, was knocked to
the pavement but refused
medical attention. “There’s a
conflict as to who was at
fault,” said a police
spokesperson, who said the
Godfather of Soul was tick-
eted for failing to yield right
of way. Brown, 61, com-
pleted probation last year
after serving two years in
prison for aggravated
assault and failing to stop
for a police officer.

Wall Street Notes Alternative
Radio, Women Musicians

Watch it: the Wall Street Journal is watching you.

In a recent marketing column, reporter Wendy Bounds
focused on the music industry. Her first item—the increased
popularity of the alternative radio format—will surprise few
readers. Bounds noted that such stations reach primarily 18-

to-34 year-olds,

“most of whom are college educated, com-

puter literate and open to trying new products. By compari-

son,

the album-oriented rock format, with acts such as

Bruce Springsteen and Van Halen, reaches a slightly older
audience. As the market for Top 40 has become saturated
and fragmented, stations find the alternative/modern rock
format less competitive and a better-defined field to pursue

advertisers.”

WENZ-Cleveland, the newspaper reported, saw its ad rev-
enue double after switching from Top 40 to modern rock.
At this point, the paper said, some 75 stations are identified

as Alternative.

The Wall Street Journal also declared women rockers a
trend, noting the recent successes of Sarah Mclachlan, Liz
Phair, Sheryl Crow, and L7. Among several quotes that
could have been found any time within the last 15 years
was this one, from Ann E. DeChant of Cleveland’s mostly-
female Odd Girl Out: “The market is ripe now for women

It seems one of Top 40 radio’s
favorite gripes the past tew years
has been a lack of superstars and
too much disposable music. A com-
parision is sometimes made o
country radio. which has devel-
oped a stellar lineup of big nume
acts, much like Top 40 had at one
time.

What and who will
last years from now? Does it really
make a lot of difterence?

FROM THE SKY

I am of the opinion that it's
unjust for cable television
systems to be a “surrogate
antenna” for local network
TV stations. They can select
independent stations that are
picked up for free and then
compete with local television
stations by controlling which
local stations will be carried.
These cable systems can also
control where stations appear
on the dial and in what quali-
ty they appear. They also
offer competing program-
ming (in which they sell
Spots).

It must have struck some-
one else as unjust, because
these concerns were
addressed in the recent Cable
TV Act by Congress. The
cable systems, also annoyed
by the cable act, have a new
worry—competition from
telephone companies, “wire-
less cable” distributors, com-
petitive cable systems—and
from DBS (Direct Broadcast
Satellite).

In particular, cable interests
have been studying the new
high-power DBS “DirecTV”
service from Hughes
Electronics/Aerospaces, just
now starting to roll out
nationally after being intro-
duced in late June in
Mississippi. Cable folks have
tended to believe though that
the need to buy the receiv-
ing equipment before, then
paying monthly fees, would
limit its appeal to consumers.

But I don't think so. I
installed an 18" dish in early
July and signed up for DBS
service from the two
providers, DirecTV and
USSB, and was enormously
impressed. 1 now believe
cable has real cause to worry
about this astonishing sys-
tem. It's all digital and, in
addition to the perfect pic-
tures and eventually provid-
ing approximately 150 chan-
nels and possible data ser-
vices, the digital nature of
the transmission allows the
receiver (which is actually a
powerful, user-friendly little
computer in a receiver case)
to provide all sorts of sup-
porting data. The informa-
tion includes 3-second flags
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identifying each channel and
current program information
as it is tuned, plus program
guides with additional pro-
gram information going out
48 hours for all channels, dig-
ital stereo sounds for all
channels (with alternate lan-
guage options), and a large
menu of additional options
and services.

Comparing this system to
cable is like comparing a
word processor to a type-
writer.

I mention all this to wam
you that radio’s DBS (direct
broadcast satellite) competi-
tion is coming. DirecTV will
offer a multi-channel digital
cable music service before
the end of the year—but that
requires that the special
receiver is connected to a
fixed point. More significant-
ly, for radio, “DBS to come”
will be designed so it can be
received directly on portables
and in vehicles. There’s an
application pending before
the FCC right now for such a
service. This service will
offer DJ music services and
live talk services in addition
to “pure” music formats. If
today's satellite formats for
radio station don’t “go up on
the bird” to reach consumers
directly, similar services will.

The point is, stations that
have gone to satellite formats
to save money today may be
out of business tomorrow.
Once a local station offers
nothing that isn't available via
"DBS to come”, that outlet
can and will be left out of the
loop. Listeners will have little
incentive to listen to the local
station instead of the modern,
up-to-date digital national ser-
vice.

Radio’s future is bright—if.
To remain strong and prof-
itable, today’s radio stations
must strengthen and maintain
a strong local identification
with strong local news efforts;
they need a relatable, infor-
mative, companionable live
local staff and a local feel
throughout all dayparts.

That's the one thing listen-
ers want most of their radio
station, and the one thing
DBS can’t deliver. @
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The Freddy .

They make it sound like fun.

The Freddy Jones Band is in Little Rock where it's
raining in sheets, filling time before their show. A
few days earlier they played the Capricorn Records
picnic at the GAVIN A3 Summit; just before that they
knocked ‘em out in lowa City. Tomorrow they'll be
in Macon. Their life is like a road movie: long
stretches of pavement between gigs.

And they love it.

Take the other day. After leaving Boulder, where
programmers put down their barbeque because
Freddy Jones was too hot to eat to, the band’s RV
broke down. Did they get bummed out? Nah.

“We made the best of it,” said vocalist/acoustic
guitarist Marty Lloyd. “It was a scenic overlook.
We pulled the chairs out, opened a couple of cold
beers and enjoyed ourselves.”

That attitude is what defines this band and makes
them so special.

By now fans of the band know that there’s no
Freddy Jones. Well of course, there is one some-
where, but not in this band. It's not even that
anyone in the band has a friend named Freddy
Jones, or a teacher, or a janitor at their school.
“We were trying fo figure out what to call our-
selves,” says guitarist/vocalist Wayne Healy,
“and we decided to actually give the band a
name.”

Freddy Jones is a good Midwestern name,
and the band members are good Midwestern
men—even drummer Simon Horrocks, who was
born in England. Healy and Lloyd met while stu-
dents at a small college in South Bend, Indiana,
and both ended up transferring to Loyola. There
they hooked up with bassist Jim Bonaccorsi, with
whom Healy had gone to grade school, and
began playing as an acoustic trio. By the spring
of ‘91 they'd expanded to a quartet when they
added drummer Horrocks, who was already a
veteran of the Detroit and Chicago club scenes.
Jim’s guitarist/vocalist brother Rob solidified the
lineup that fall.

Possibly because their connections run so deep
and because brotherhood mixed with friendship,
the band quickly amalgamated their individual
influences, Eric Clapton and the Allman Brothers
among them, and came up with a basic good-
time, guitar-laden, drum anchored sound. That
infectious love of a good time began drawing
fans to clubs, first in the North Side of Chicago,
and then in college towns all around the area.

The road to Capricorn Records started with a

30

self-produced,
independently
released CD
of live materi-
al. The band
distributed it
themselves,
selling it at
gigs and
placing it in
record stores
on consign-
ment, eventu-
ally racking
up an impres-
sive sales fig-
ure of
10,000
copies.

It was dur-
ing that time
the band,
separately
and together,
honed the
business skills
that, Horrock
admits, makes them more than a litle demanding
when it comes to wanting o know everything that's
going on businesswise with their careers.

“Everybody had jobs to do,” says Healy. “Rob
did the finances and mailing; Simon called the
stores to see who did and didn’t have stock; |
booked gigs; Jimmy advanced tons of radio stuff.
We were our own management and booking
agency.”

While the band was building a fanbase and sell-
ing their CD, their friend Ted Guggenheim who
manages the band The Samples, told Capricorn

Records’ Midwestern rep Scott Madden about them.

Madden went fo see them play with Widespread
Panic at a Chicago club. Madden liked them so
much that he arranged for more Capricorn reps to
see the band. Next thing The Freddy Jones Band
knew, they were on the road to Nashville to do a
showcase for label chief Phil Walden.

“Phil Walden liked us a lot,” says Healy.
“Capricorn made the first offer and we accepted it.
I was really happy to go with them. | love their his-
tory. The Allman Brothers are one of my favorite
bands so it's an honor to record for a label they
recorded for.”

The Freddy Jones Band’s Capricorn debut
Waiting For The Night put the guys who play for
the love of it on a collision course with the reality of
getting radio airplay. Now they have to be catego-
rized—something they haven't had to deal with
before. They'd received solid support in their home-
town, especially from WXRT. Now they have to go
national—at least.

But as much as they want to be heard by every-
body, they're not compromising. “When we write
we don’t say, ‘Hey, this would be great for radio,” ”
says Horrocks. “We just take everything we hear,
mix it up, spit it out and it's the Freddy Jones Band.
Crossover seems fo be the way to go in this busi-
ness, but if you think about it, the biggest hits cross
formats.”

Despite the different pressures that come with
being on a major label, the band’s sensibilities
keep them down to earth. There they are in Little
Rock and they knew what radio station was playing
them [Magic 105). Healy even knows how many
records they sold this week {2,500}, and compared
that figure to last week’s (2,200). “We're number
one phones at WNEW (New York},” he says,
sounding like a rep rather than an artist.
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And while they see things progressing, and know
they're in a radiofriendly town, Lloyd is fretting just
a bit about what the crowd might be like that night.
“The last time we were in Little Rock, it was the
night O.J. Simpson was being chased,” he says.
“Everyone was watching their TV sets.”

Success seems assured for the Freddy Jones
Band. They're consistently aftracting more fans,
selling more records, and gathering more converts
on the radio level. Waiting For The Night, which
was released in May, 1993, has been a slow,
steady burn. And since it's still selling, the band’s
next release has been pushed back ‘til early 1995.
If the band’s zooming popularity is any indicator,
it'll be a firecracker. Meanwhile, next month,
Capricorn will re-issue the group’s first album, with
special acoustic and live tracks added.

What's most endearing about the Freddy Jones
Band is that they're living for the moment. They're
loving every minute of being on the road.  “Funny
thing is, we'll be on the road together for three
months and we'll get back home and the first thing
we do is call each other up and go out,” says
Lloyd. And they love each other. For an interview
with GAVIN, one passed the phone on to the next,
and each one sounded like they’d just run the
bases. They're like some wacky baseball team on
the way to the World Series.

“Before going onstage we put Eddie Harris’ song
‘Listen Here' on the PA system,” says Jim
Bonaccorsi. “The five of us get together and warm
up and groove; we do this little dance, hang out,
and then put our hands together and say, ‘One-two,
let's rip it up” or ‘Let's have a good set, one, two
three, Freddy!,” and then we jump on stage and
have a ball playing music for a couple of hours.”

“We play just for the love of it,” says Healy. “No
matter what, we'd be out on the road playing. It's
fun to go back to a place and hear people say,
"You're so much better than you were the last time.’

“That's what keeps us going.” @

It's difficult to achieve across-the-board consensus at Top 40 due to splintering caused by sta-
tions leaning towards dance, urban, rock or alternative. But for those not committed to rhyth-
mic/ urban, rock and roll is still a core music, and that's the audience for the Freddy Jones

Band.

Their debut album on Capricorn clicked first at A3 for good reason. This is an eclectic group
of writers and musicians, and within that wide range of sounds—Southern rock, country, R&B
and mainstream rock—are several that could hit home with Top 40 programmers. Check out

“In a Daydream,” with its ringing harmonies and stinging guitars, and “The Puppet,” for its

solid, driving funk base. A groove is a groove.

Normal guys playing normal music. What a concept. Actually The Freddy Jones Band are

extraordinary musicians who play extraordinary music that defies categorization.

What impressed GAVIN and those who saw the FJB serve up a heaping helping of rock ‘n’
roll at the GAVIN A3 Summit was how easy the band makes it look. It's great rock 'n’ roll
bathed in simplicity: two guitars and a cookin’ rhythm section with a drummer that has a
strange, transfixed smile. These guys enjoy what they’re doing tot he extreme that they drove
all night from lowa City all the way to Boulder just to play one set of music.

The band has been quick to credit KSPN-Aspen’s Steve Cole, who's been supporting the
band since they put out their first, independent release. “In A Daydream,” with its ricocheting
guitar hook sounds like it was inspired by something cosmic—it's something in the vein of U2’s
Edge meets Jah Wobble. Turns out that couldn’t be farther from the truth. The band was influ-
enced by David Gilmour’s {Pink Floyd) echoplexed guitar on “Run Like Hell.”

Because their music puts the emphasis on fun, The Freddy Jones Band isn’t an obvious choice
for many po-faced commercial alternative stations still clinging to the gospel according to
grunge. But it's for exactly that reason The Freddy Jones Band has become such a tremendous
concert draw. With very little initial airplay to pave their way, The Freddy Jones Band consis-
tently toured the country, making a name for themselves while building a Grateful Dead/Spin

Doctor-ish fanbase.

While it's getting increasingly difficult to put a finger on exactly what alternative radio will
play these days, with songs like “In A Daydream,” “The Puppet” and “One World,” plus a
built-in record-buying fanbase, The Freddy Jones Band.are radio’s best friends—regardless of

the format.

Hopefully, the kids who first
discovered punk-pop via Green Day
will recognize the source, because on
Stranger Than Fiction, Bad Religion,
despite “grandfather” status, are up to
the same old antics, which are wel-
come even to those listeners who
date themselves circa 1982's How
Could Iell Be Aty Worse?

PAT MARTINO

INTERCHANGE (MUSE)

Here's our vote for coolest Muse
release of 1994, Last week, radio
sang the praises of guitarist Pat
Martino’s second comeback attempt,
Interchange, by making it a4 most
added selection, not to mention the
individual comments we heard from
PDs. This is a special recording
because it truly marks the full come-
back of Martino's explosive guitar
swing since recovering from a con-
genital brain aneurysm in 1980 that
robbed him of his memory and musi-
cal motor skills. Martino spent all last
year practicing at a feverish pace,
and on this recording date his guitar
solos dominate each tune. Martino
barrages each performance with a
sea of notes, regardless of whether
the tempos dictate a slow ballad like
*Black Glass,” a challenging fast-
paced cooker (“Just For Then”) or a
mid-tempo piece like the title cut.
Interchange, Martino’s real comeback
release (PM's 1987 live Muse record-
ing, The Return, tell short) is guided
fastidiously by Sherman Ferguson, his
loyal drummer since 1964. Ferguson
meets the rigorous demands of
Martino's sweeping solos by adapting
to an in-the-pocket rhythmic stance.

| Bassist Marc Johnson also capitalizes

on Martino's fierce swing tendencies
as these sessions generated a majori-
ty of first-takers. Martino benefits
from Muse's set-up-and-go-for-it style
of recording.

SPECIAL EFX

GATWALK (JVC)

The last time we spoke with George

Jinda, prior to his recording Catwelk,

he spoke frankly of the need for
Special EFX to cross over into other
commercial radio streams, most
notably Urban and A/C. Having had
numerous chart successes with

Jazz/A2, Special EFX is now looking

for expanded acceptance on the
retail front. As a result, Catwalk has a
street-oriented posture. Jinda and
Minucci have revamped the predomi-
nant world beat textures heard on
their previous record, Play, in favor
of more contemporary influences like
drum loops, urban background
vocals and even subdued hip-hop
rhythms. Guitarist Chieli Minucci
plays almost exclusively R&B styled
guitar, as heard on tracks like
“George Can't Dance,” “Passion” and
the opening “Nitty Gritty.” There's
even a vocal remake of Marvin
Gaye’s anthem, "Mercy Mercy Me.”
With titles like “Concrete Jungle” and
“Hip Hop Bop,” Special EFX aban-
dons the tropical allure of African,
samba and world textures for a more
strident, throbbing city beat. Mark

While program
directors across the country sift
through piles of CDs, the latest
release from Oklahoma'’s Forte is
sure to cause a rumble, standing
out among the several metal releas-
es as one that just can't be ignored.

The group has been
wowing crowds in their native
Texas with their coarse, futuristic
industrial metal grinds, now
they’re prepared to pummel your
listeners with their self-titled deburt
release on Century Media Records.
The creators of this pulsating
sound are founder Rick Perry who
handles vocals, bass and program-
ming, and Par Nelson who's in
charge of sequences, samplers anc
programming. John Perez on gui-
tar and Moses on bass play with
the band during live gigs.
