After a week of turmoil in
Warner Music-U.S.’s execu-
tive suites, Time Warner
chairman Gerald Levin has
restored harmony.
Company president and
chief operating officer Doug
Morris was promoted to
chairman/CEO last weekend
(October 29) and, in turn,
Morris  named current
Atlantic Records president
Danny Goldberg chairman/
CEO of Warner Bros.
Records, the position Lenny
Waronker turned down last
week. Late Tuesday
(November 1) Val Azzoli,
executive vice president/GM
of Atlantic was named to
replace Goldberg as the
label’s president.

News of discord hegan
leaking when Warner Bros.’
chairman Mo Ostin
announced his decision not
to renew his contract when
it expires at the end of this
year. Ostin’s decision was
greeted with sadness both
inside and outside of Warner
Bros., but the disquiet was

somewhat stilled when
Waronker, who is Ostin’s
protégé, was named to take
his place. But things really
began to sour last week
when Waronker said
he changed his mind
and would not take
the position. “As
much as I love this
company and its
artist roster, I just
can't take this job,”
Waronker said when
he made the
announcement.

Viacom May Venture
Into Recording Biz

Sony Music Entertainment
has reached an agreement
with MTV for worldwide
rights to Sony’s music
videos. The deal, the first
global music video licensing
agreement between MTV
and a major record compa-
ny, may help defrost the icy
relationships between the
Viacom-owned channel and
many majors.

Just before the announce-
ment, Sumner Redstone,
chairman of Viacom Inc.,
told a television marketing
conference in France that
Viacom is considering get-
ting involved in record dis-
tribution. If it does, it would
be in response to efforts by
major record companies to
form a competing channel.

Viacom, which recently
acquired Paramount and

Blockbuster Entertainment,
has issued records from its
MTV Unplugged series with
various majors and their dis-
tributors, and had believed
that it should not compete
with its suppliers.

But, Redstone said, “Now
that the record companies
are interested in competing
with us, it is no longer a
forbidden agenda.”

MTV first faced a rival
being built by BMG and
cable company TCI, but
those plans were scrapped
several months ago, report-
edly because of “changing
market conditions.” In
January, Warner Music, EMI,
Sony and PolyGram, in
partnership with
Ticketmaster, also
announced plans for a
music channel. Delayed in

part because recent FCC
cable legislation may make
the channel too expensive
fo launch, that venture was
the result of record labels’
unhappiness with MTV’s
shift from videos (o original
programming, although the
companies have responded
well to VH-1’s recent shift
to more current music
videos.

Now, Sony’s participation
may be in question, with
the announcement
November 1 of an agree-
ment with MTV giving the
network worldwide rights
to air Sony’s music videos.
The contract, said Sony’s
music  chief, Tommy
Mottola, is an example of
“the strong spirit of cooper-
ation existing between our
two companies.’

Country, established in
recent yeurs as the most-
programmed format in the
nation, continues  to
increase its lead on second-
place A/C. However, in the
latest of M Sireet Journal’s
annual format surveys,
news/talk—including sports
and business—and rock
enjoyed solid gains.

Meantime, the number of
stations identifying them-
selves as Top 40 continued
to decrease.

Ol 9,392 stations in spe-
cific categories, 2,642 were
country, up 30 from last
year. A/C followed with
1,794, down 111 from 1993.

News/talk, with 106 sta-
tions saying they're primari
ly sports, passed the 1,000-
station mark with 1,028
(compared with 841 last
year and 648 in 1992). The
spurt enabled news/talk to
surpass religious stations,

which number 926 (up from
915 last year).

Rock, including alterna-
tive, album, and classic
rock, leapt from 763 last
year to 721, according to M
Street Journal, moving past
oldies, which flipped from

Spanish & ethnic (470, up
from 421) and adult stan-
dards (big band, nostalgia)
(435, up from 421) fol-
lowed.

Then comes Top 40,
which dropped from 441
last year to a current 358
count. Just two years ago,

578 stations called them-
selves Top 40 or CHR. Top
40, which last year ranked
seventh, slips to ninth, just
ahead of urban/black/urban
A/C, now at 328 stations, up
from 321.

Easy listening stations
stand at 106 (vs. 116 last
vear), followed by stations
identified as “variety” (83,
up from 68), classical (44
there were 45 last year),
and jazz/new age (43,
down slightly from last
year’s 43). Pre-teen (19) and
a lone comedy station
round out the 1994 survey.

How Howie Klein Went
From Radio to Records

Howie Klein, managing
director of Sire Records and
a vice president of its parent,
Warner Bros. Records, never
planned on being a record
executive. In fact, he started
out as a music-lover and a
disc jockey, at KSAN and
KUSF in San Francisco and at
KSJO-San Jose. Now, he sees
his name in the trades, in the
swirl of stories surrounding
the changes at Time Warner
Music, upheavals that just
might change his role at the

company.
But, when he spoke
recently with the San

Francisco Chronicle’s Joel
Selvin, Klein, who ventured
into the record business
with his own label, 415, and
with such cutting edge
artists as Romeo Void, Pearl
Harbor and the Explosions,
Wire Train, the Nuns, the
Mutants, SVT, the Offs, and
the Readymades, stuck to
music—and to the recent
release by Columbia/Legacy
of The Best of 415 Records.
He recalled the fast road

from radio to records:
*Chris Knab and I, who
started 415, were just sort of
music fans,” he said. “The
actual moment that we

started 415, we were driving
from San Francisco to San
Jose, where we were doing
sort of an early punk-rock
show on KSJO.” They were
champions of the Nuns, a

hot band on the local
scene. And they were frus-
trated. “All the record com-

panies were interested...but
nobody wanted to put out
the demo tapes. We didn’t
say, ‘Let’s start a record
company.” We said, ‘Why
don’t we put that Nuns
record out?” Neither one of

us knew  what that
entailed.”
That release attracted

other bands to them, and
415 became, as Klein put it,
“sort of like a hobby that
we enjoyed that cost a little
bit. We were definitely los-
ing money; not a lot of
money.”

After producing the won-
drous Pearl Harbor, 415
drew the attention of the
big labels; Warner Bros.
snapped Harbor up, and
when Klein and company
enjoyed some success with
Debora Iyall's Romeo Void,
others came calling.

Klein recalls meeting a
top-level executive at one
major “who offered me
cocaine the first day I met
him. I said thank you, but
no thank you.” 415 later

Capitol to Release 56
Guts from BBG

Beatles

This oughta perk up the
holiday season: Capitol
Records will release a new
Beatles album in early
December.

Titled Live at the BBC, the
album compiles, for the first
time, 56 songs recorded by
the band for various music
shows broadcast by the
British Broadcasting
Corporation in the early
‘60s, including several pro-
grams of their own, includ-
ing Pop Go the Beatles and
The Beatles Invite You to
Take a Ticket to Ride.

The double-album was
compiled by the Beatles’
producer, George Martin,
hand in hand with Apple
and the BBC. Of the songs,
36 were never recorded by

8

the Beatles for any record
company, and most are
rock and roll classics from
the Beatles’ pre-1963 reper-
toire, and have been in col-
lectors’ hands—via bootleg-
gers—since the late 70s, on
such albums as Beatles at
the Beeb. Titles include
Chuck Berry’s “Sweet Little
Sixteen” and “Johnny B.
Goode,” “Hippy Hippy
Shake” by Chan Romero,
and Arthur Alexander’s
“Soldier of Love.”

Also included is “T'll Be
On My Way,” a
Lennon/McCartney ballad
given to Billy J. Kramer,
who put it on the flip side
of another Beatles composi-
tion, “Do You Want to
Know a Secret.”

Besides the music, all of
which was digitally remas-
tered, the album includes
dialogue between the
Beatles and BBC DJs Alan
Freeman and Brian
Matthews, among others.

The campaign for the
release began unofficially
last Wednesday (November
2), when Martin was
inducted into Hollywood’s
Rock Walk, a sidewalk
gallery on Sunset
Boulevard. Martin’s hand-
prints and signatures now
join those of Aerosmith,
Johnny Cash, Dick Clark,
Bo Diddley, Jimi Hendrix,
B.B. King, the Moody
Blues, Les Paul, Phil
Ramone, Bob Seger, and
Yes, among others.

made a distribution deal
with CBS. When it became
clear that their cultures
clashed, he began with-
drawing from the indie
label business and hooked
up with Sire, where he has
helped bands such as the
Pretenders, David Byrne
and Morrisey.

But, while he sits high up
in the Warner Bros. ranks,
Klein believes small labels
can still succeed. As he told
Selvin: “Some of the small
labels are really thriving
right now. There seems to
be this phase of consolida-
tion going on, where the
labels are becoming big and
monstrous and further away
from the streets, which is
wonderful for the indies.”

| requirements for stations to report
have also been changed. Any com-
mercial station whose hard
rock/metal show makes a significant
impact in their area will be accepted
regardless of hours. I don't care if
the show is only two hours as long
as you generate sales in your mar-
ket...I used to only accept college
reporters who were playing at least
ten hours of hard rock and metal
per week. This too has been

signs of life again), Leeway (Eddie
Sutton, vocals; AJ. Novello, guitar;
Jimmy Xanthos, drums) have sev-
ered the coattails of Bad Brains,
Murphy’s Law, Cro-Mags and other
influential bands. They're now riding
their own wave of success with a
unique blend of old-school hard
core and current hard rock. Aduli
Crash is the band’s third full-length
album, and first for Futurist
Records—who had the good sense
to snatch these guys up. Debuting at
#46 last week with 76 spins, Adult
Crash is swelling with elaborate gui-
tar and drum schemes which flirt
with both metal, punk and hard
rock without really committing to
any one form. There’s also the occa-
sional hip-hop and alternative-lean-
ing melodic romps that cleverly
segue around bristling guitar riffs
and floating bass lines. “Clueless,”
“The Simple Life?” “10 Years,” “Grip”
and “Silver Tongue” will please your
hard rock listeners while “The
Roulaison” will stir the curiosity of
alternative types.

CINDERELLA

| Still Climbing

(Mercury)
The fourth release from veteran
rockers Cinderella, appropriately

| titled Still Climbing, is a portrayal of

a band reaching the next rung on
the ladder to success. Often lumped
into the glam-band category (I've
been guilty of this), Cinderella has
gotten rid of some of their glam
rock elements by showcasing harder
rockin’ guitar riffs dripping with
bluesy chords, and head bopping,
cohesive rhythms that will undoubt-
edly attract AOR and COR. That’s
not to say college metal won't find
this record worthy of a few spins
which was already proven by the

| single “Freewheelin,” an upbeat, gui-

tar strafing tune that received mod-
est airplay from metal radio a few
weeks back. The collaboration
between singer/guitarist Tom Keifer,
guitarist Jeff Labar, bassist Eric
Brittingham, sax player Jay Davidson
and drumming sensation Kenny
Aronoff results in a strong, harmo-
nious album that rock radio should

explore. The must listen list includes
“Bad Attitude Shuffle” (great tune),
“Hot & Bothered” and “All Comes
Down.” With Still Climbing,
Cinderella offers no frills, just
straight-ahead rock n’ roll.
GROOVEZILLA
(Mausoleum)

If you like the combination of rap,
funk and metal I suggest you check
out Groovezilla’s hip hop and hap-
pening sound. Surfacing from
Lexington, KY Groovezilla (St
Jerrod, vocals; Vee, vocals/sax;
Scott, bass; Chad, drums; Wendell,
guitar) deliver a complex, funky
metallic sound riddled with upbeat,
monster hopping grooves. The
intriguing mix of metal rhythms and
funky reggae melodies reflect the
different cultural backgrounds of
each member and giving the music a
sense of validity. The group’s pro-
gressive, heavy guitar rips and
orchestrated funk-influenced jams
sparked rock radio’s interest last
week and got 24 adds, claiming the
number three most added position.
“Survival,” “Negative Prosse” and
“Blind Eye” will keep vour hard
rock/metal listeners on your end of
the dial.

DEREK TAYLOR
Dystrophy
(Shrapnel)

You may be familiar with the amaz-
ing axe grinds of Texan guitar wiz-
ard Derek Taylor from his band
Crimeny who released the album
Peat a few weeks ago. Taking his
guitar, vocal and production skills
into his private recording studio in
Corsicanna, Texas, Derek Taylor has
created Dystrophy, his solo debut.
For the most part the album is
instrumental, although Taylor belts
out a few digitilized vocal yells on
the title track (a great song for any
industrial sets) and the low-end bass
thumps of “Invisible Companion.”
Crimeny’s drummer, Rob
Stankiewicz, and bassist, Scott Stine, |
contribute their services, enhancing
Dystrophy’s stabbing sound. The first
track, “Punjab,” showcases Taylor’s
knack for the sitar which he delivers
in hazy psychedelic fashion before
segueing into heavy metal riffs.
“Simplicity” takes you through a

maze of intricate guitar pickering
while “Evolution” spits out crooked
metal slams listeners will either love
or hate. “Peat” is another tune that

| features Taylor’s dynamic guitar

playing and “Make Me Hate” is a
nice little jam glazed in bluesy har-
monic melodies. Filled with a variety
of different guitar styles, Dystrophy
will relieve any PD or MDs yearning
for something different.

WOOD
Against The Grain

(Guitar)

When you throw this on and start
head banging to the electric riffs
don’t praise the guitar playing
because there isn’t any. The some-
times solemn and often crunchy gui-
tar-sounding hooks come from the
electric violin of visionary Mark
Wood. Bassist Tom Kaz, who also

| handles the vocals, and drummer

Dave Lewitt make up the rest of the
band supporting Wood’s pioneering,
heavy metal violin sound. Having
received the nod from Yngwie
Malsteem, Wood has a good chance
of turning on listeners who have a
passion for string instruments, as
well as amazing listeners who never
imagined a violin could produce
such sounds. “Want Words?” gives
us the first glimpse of what metallic
violin is all about as does “Carry The
Torch,” “Perverse Prophet” and “This
Is America.” For something slightly
psychedelic, check out the colorful
strokes of “Sawdust.” Against The
Grain will raise a brow or two in
the rock community and will cer-
tainly shatter all images we’ve had
of the violin.

SPHINX

' “Jonestown”

(Heart & Soul)

Chicago’s Sphinx are on the prowl
again with their seductive grooves
and rock heavy licks with

“fonestown,” the latest single from

| the album Test. I have to admit that I

was extremely disappointed that
Sphinx didn’t receive the airplay
they deserved when the album was
released several months back.
Maybe its just me, but I think Test
blows away several of the albums
rock radio has had to endure this
year. Anyway, here’s your chance to
redeem yourselves with the remixed
version of “Jonestown,” an aggres-
sive rock tune that's layered with
hip-jiving rips and, if given the
chance, could explode on
AOR/COR. Also included on the sin-
gle are the juicy licks of “Out Of My
Head,” “I Know,” and an excellent
acoustic version of “Jonestown.” If
you want to be associated with a
band that has the potential to be
huge, set aside some spins for
Sphinx.

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The Good News i Gospel

ospel music, one of the oldest and

most influential forms of American

music, got its start around the turn of

the century. Thomas A. Dorsey, a
Georgia hlues singer, is considered the father of
modzrn gospel music, after he began writing
religious songs.
He, in turn, was
influenced pri-
marily by the
Rev. C.A. Tindley
of Philadelphia
the writer of “We
Shall Overcome.”
The gospel
rhythms, along
with the quartet
styles and other
modes of reli-
gIoUs music pio-
neered by
Tindley and
Dorsey, were denounced at first, but became so
pooular that they uliimately erupted out of the
chuiches and into concert halls (and even night-
clubs) dusing the Dep-ession. Through its spiri-
tual messiges, its obvious impact on secular,
pop dlar music and such events as the civil rights
movemert, gospel has registered strongly with
millions of Americans.

One irdication of gospel’s range is the fact
that Tindkey wrote not only “We Shall
Overcom=" (whose original title was “I'll
Overcom= Someday”) but also “Stand By Me,”
which became an R&B classic. Despite its con-
servative church-bound roots, gospel music
does have its royalty. Mahalia Jackson, who was
part of the Thomas A. Dorsey circle, has always

been considered the queen of gospel. Her
record, “Move On Up a Little Higher,” was the
first gospel record to sell more than a million

copies, and she performed on Ed Sullivan’'s show

in 1950. Just about every major black music act
can point 1o gospel as an ingredient in its music.
A clear, direct line can be drawn from the call-
and-response spirituals of gospel to a capella,
doo-wop groups and 1o singers ranging from
Sam Cooke and Al Green to Aretha Franklin and
Whitney Houston.

During the early days of black radio, gospel
was a musical staple, and gospel still gets played
several hours of the day on many urban-forma-
ted stations.

Most of the major record companies have a
gospel division. With the success of artists like
Take 6, the Winans, the Sounds of Blackness,
Shirley Caesar, the Clark Sisters, and the Rev. Al
Green, young people have also been exposed 1o
gospel music.

We chose several different aspects of the
gospel world to get a feel for what goes on in
this industry. The good news of gospel lets us
look at heaven on earth through KHVN-Dallas.
Programmer Drew Dawson talks about program-
ming a 24-hour gospel station. We spoke with
Demitrius Alexander of Warner Alliance Gospel
a division of Warner Bros. Bobby Jones, execu-
tive producer and host of one of television’s
longest-running gospel shows, talks about how
his program thrives in prime time. We also spcke
with Grammy winners Take 6, who are known
for their inspirational, contemporary Christian
music, and with a newcomer to the world of
gospel music, Stephanie Mills-Saunders.

Together, they're spreading the good news of
gospel.

How long has KHVN been on the air?

The frequency has been on the air for 30 years
in a variety of formats. There always has been
some gospel on the air. We decided to go full-
time gospel in 1980.

What's the most and least satisfying thing
about your job?

The most satisfying is to be working in a4 pro-
fession that doesn’t compromise my morls. I
worked in a variety of formats before I came
here. and it bothered me that in urban radio you
have contests and promotions that compromise
your values. The worst part of the job is work-
ing weekends. I've always said radio is like a
small child. It needs your time 24 hours a day
seven days a week. Because the demands of the
job are so great I don’t get to spend a lot of time
at home with my wife.

How do you do program contemporary
gospel without sounding preachy or teachy?
I wouldn’t necessarily say that we are doing

“contemporary gospel,” if you want to identify

contemporary gospel as a style. What we do
here is contemporary radio. We've tried to take
radio and put in all of the elements that a “nor-
mal” radio station has: sports, weather, tratfic,
community information. We are a commercial
radio station that has chosen gospel music as a
format.

At one time just about every urban station
in the country played some gospel music.
Why do you think contemporary black radio
programmers have dropped gospel from
their formats?

That question that could get me on the soap
box. I think it has to do with our morals. A lot
of gospel or Christian music’s message conflicts
with the “If it feels good, do it” message of
urban radio. I think that if you play gospel
music and switch over to urban, people get con-
fused. As you know, one of the things radio

does is maintain a certain comfort level. You
can’t really go from Jesus saves to R.Kelly and
not cause confusion. Listeners are going o find
some kind of conviction one way or the other.
Therefore, people that favor urban music are
probably going to tune out gospel. They don’t
want that lifestyle challenged by being told what
is right and what is wrong.

How do you deal with product? On the
retail side, gospel music stays around for a
long time. How do you keep your program-
ming fresh?

The take the “easy goals” approach. We are
very conservative on the air. In a good month
we add at least eight songs. We are very careful
about the music that we choose. We are very
much recurrent-based. We break the songs down
by category. We also check to see if a gospel
record has good sales.

So niche programming has been to your
benefit?

Absolutely.

Most people tell you the best thing about
radio is that it’s localized. Inspirational radio
is nationalized. How do you keep a local fla-
vor?

I don't necessarily agree with that statement.
We're a local station. We're owned by Summit
Broadcasting, which owns gospel stations in

Baltimore and Atlanta, and has gospel pro-
gramming on WRKS in New York on Sunday
mornings. In each market the program and
music directors make the decisions.Los
Angeles now has its first 24 hour gospel sta-
tion.We're seeing other gospel music stations
starting up. That brings up another point. A
lot of people think gospel stations are religious
programming, preachers, churches—things like
that. There is a place for that. But we do
music 24 hours a dav, except on Sundays
when we have religious services on from six in
the morning until two o’clock in the afternoon.

We ulso have some scattered religious pro-
gramming later in the night.

Do you sell the station based on cume?

Yes. We are part of an AM/FM combo. One
of the reasons we chose this format was to
attract the hlack audience. It allows us o be
very effective in the 35-55 demo. The way
we're positioned is, if you buy the combo, it
gives you quantity. If we want to have a very
attractive package, we have to get around
what we call “the religious objection.” that’s a
subject which they might not want to be asso-
ciated with. We are a commercial radio station
that plays gospel music.

Is there anything you would like to add ?
People should recognize what’s happening
on gospel radio. There has always been a per-

ception that gospel radio lacks professional-
ism. I would like to think that some gospel sta-
tions are vanguards in terms of professional-
ism.

Why do you think that all of a sudden
gospel music is crossing over?

The music that's crossing over isn't tradi-
tional gospel music. It appeals to people who
don't generally listen to gospel music. 1 also
think that there are so many things going on
in the world today that people are really look-
ing for something positive. A lot of things
going on in the world today are reflected in
the music we listen to.

Is that what you look for in a record?

Most difinitley. I look for the music to real-
ly minister to people. There should be some-
thing in a song that they can remember, and
should lead to a more positive mindset.

What is the best thing and the worst
thing about your job?

The best thing is being able to see people
change when they listen to a song they realize
things are not as bad as they seem . They find
someone can help them get through whatev-
er it is that they are feeling.

The worst thing is running across people
(artists) who sing one thing and live another.
That has an effect on the people that they are-
singing to. Sometimes it takes away from
their whole idea of what Christianity, the

Lord, and gospel is all about.

How do you work radio? And since
there aren’t many gospel -only stations,
how do you approach the urban stations
that play gospel?

When I came into this field, there were
already about 900 stations that played gospel.
There is a list of stations who play gospel,
and we service from that list. If programmers
who aren’t on the list hear a particular artist,
they contact us and let us know they want
that music. We try to keep them updated
about what's coming and what to look out
for. Fortunately with Warner, we've had the
kinds of artists that even if we didn’t go to
them, they would come to us.

How are you doing at the retail level?
We have a list of stores that we're in con-
stant contact with because they are the ones

that report gospel sales.

If you could be the “gospel person of
the world, “ how would you like people to
look at gospel music?

[ would love to see it get more exposure. [
think you should let people determine if a
song is something they want to listen to.
Radio stations and mainstream television pro-
grams won't give gospel a shot. If they did
they’d see that it’s something that works.

Is there anything you would like
to add ?

My main thing, outside of my job, is to
encourage young black people. They should
be encouraged to do whatever they feel in
their heart they can do.

How did you bring your gospel show to
television?

I started doing it because there was a lot of black
misrepresentation in our city (Nashville) in 1976
when I started the show. I went to the local station
and asked if they would consider doing a gospel
show. They did and it instantlv became number one
on Sunday mornings. Within five vears we were
picked up by BET.

Why do you think gospel is crossing
over?

Actually, gospel music is not crossing over. Music
that’'s very similar to gospel music is catching on.
Gospel music has its own definite sound. We still
don't have prime coverage in major magazines. Ye:
there are more groups and more ways for them to
record the music, but it's still a specialized market.
The concert halls are not nearly as full as they could
be, and it's a continuous struggle because gospel is a
Christian artform.

Why hasn’t your show been picked up by
any other networks?

Again, because iU's religious music.  Advertisers are
from all types of religious backgrounds. The answer
is simple. Its all about sponsorship. The sponsors
don't want o alienate their customers.

In your opinion, what's the best part of
your show?

1 get a thrill because I'm able present a variety of
great singers who huappen to sing gospel music.
Some of the best singers in the world sing gospel
music. I enjoy the fact that the music is safe, that it's
not inflammatory, that it’s inspirational to people. It
speaks of joy, goodness and all of the postive things
that most people want.

Why do you think most gospel artists
don’t do videos?

I’s all about business. There are videos being
produced by contemporary gospel groups, but they
cost 100 much and the recording companies can’t
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that we're speaking from
our heart.

What goes into making
a Take 6 album?

We've always tried to put
the best songs on the pro-
ject. That means recording
songs that make sense lyri-
cally, to us as well as to
others. We like to touch
the hearts of our listeners.
We (ry to not go with the
trends. Great songs are
the ones that last.

Is radio a factor when
you are cufting an
album, or are you more
retail oriented?

We try for both. Radio is
an immediate outlet for
people to hear your work.
We’ve got to keep that in
mind. On the other hand
we don’t want to compro-
mise what we do for the
sake of radio. In terms of
retail we try to put a
strong product together so
that people can buy a lot
of good music.

What is it like to have a
famous brother (Brian

How did Take 6 come about?

I started an a capella quartet at Oakwood
College in Alabama, which has a rich heritage
of those kinds of groups. I'd always played an
instrument and | just wanted to do something
different. When we added a fifth member we
realized that there were other possibilities, so
we added one more. Having six members
was like, “Wow, now we can do all of the jazz
extended chords that we really wanted to do.”

What prompted you to go commercial?

We had been together for a number of
years. and we had gone through a lot of dliffer-
ent members. When we became what we are
now we wanted to see if we could make it
commerically.

What do you call your style?

First and foremost we sing about good news.
We're a gospel group that touches on contem-
porary issues. We've always said that we want
our music to appeal to people who wouldn't
ordinarily listen to gospel.

You seem to have started a movement.
Do you think this is a trend that will contin-
ve? Do you think people are relieved to
hear gospel and contemporary Christian
music?

People are starting to take the kind of music
we do more seriously now. At some point in
their lives, most people will find themselves in
some type of church environment. I think peo-
ple are also looking for something more than
mundane the or the tried and true. In our
music, as well as from other artists, yow'll find

It's cool! Brian is my baby brother so I got to
observe his musical development. It’s really
great to see the progress he’s making. To be
able to work with him is also a plus.

When you take the Gospel Explosions on
the road why don’t you sell merchandise?

Too much trouble goes into signing the contracts
for artists to get a share of the proceeds. That's one
of the major reasons | haven't made videos. The
only artists making conceplt videos are the ones who
sing contemporary Christian music.  Gospel artists
don’t make concept videos; they shoot performance
videos.

Why do you think people love your
show?

Because il runs the gamut. Many people of the
world are religious. The real reason is that the music
is excellent.

What goes into putting together a show?

We're as organized as any other show. We have
producers and directors; we have a whole staff.
Somcone else selects the non-professional artists
from tapes sent 1o us. It’s a produced show, not just
a gathering of people who twim on the cameras. I'm
also an instructor. [ have a doctorate from Vanderbilt
University, and another from Paynes Theological
Seminary in Ohio.

Winans this morning.

1 know they call themseives gospel singers, but
they aren’t singing gospel. They sing contemporary
Christian music. That's not 1o say anything againsi
them. They're Christians, but their music does not fit
into the gospel category.

Would you say the major distinction is
that gospel is traditional black music, and
inspirational Christian music is sort of a con-
temporary play on gospel?

That's a good layman’s definition. We're all trying
to get the same point across, which is 0 tell people
about Jesus. Gospel has quite a few different dimen-
sions, just as secular music does.  Gospel music was
set around people who were having hard times; con-
lemporary is sel around worship and praise.

What are the roots of Gospel music?

Gospel music started in early 1900's when profes-
sor Thomas A. Dorsey took juzz music and set
gospel lyrics to it. When he first brought the sound
into the church there was a tremendous rebellion.
but he stuck with it. Dorothy Foster formed the first
Gospel choir in Chicago. Sallie Martin was one of the
people who took Dorsey’s music around the country
selling it. Gospel’s foundation was the piano, but
later the organ was added. In the late 70s and early
‘80s drums were added. In the early days most
churches wouldn’t all drums; now we have a whole
band.

GRENADINE

Nopalitos (SIMPLE MACHINES, P.0.
BOX 10290 ARLINGTON, VA 22210)
Former Unrest guitarist Mark
Robinson cited Grenadine as one
of the main reasons for leaving
Unrest, and this follow-up to last
year's Goya has huge shoes to fill.
Like tiki music or Combustible
Edison, Goya seemed to come out
of nowhere and make an indelible
murk. Grenadine are most notewor-
thy for their distinctive deconstruc-
tive surgery of songs; ergo,
Nopalitos often feels like a puppet
show where the spotlight abruptly
switches to illuminate different
facets of sound, rather than differ-
ent characters. “Mexico Big Sky”
commences with the threesome’s
signature snare-heavy timbre.
Chiming, embraceable guitars and
Mark Robinson’s subdued vocal
harmonies simultaneously soothe
and arouse, while the instrumental
“Puddle” sputters, stops, then glides
on rousing percussion. “Note In His
Pocket” is a good example of
Grenadine’s penchant for decon-
struction; the mix doesn't let listen-
ers relax by focusing on the song's
melody, but pushes the guitars and
vocals to the forefront in order o
be unsettling.
