The deal is estimated at some $243 million in stock pur-
chases and the refinancing of BPI debits.

Evergreen will get not only BPI's New York property—

Evergreen’s WLUP and WRCX, and BPI's WVAZ and WEJM.
Evergreen and BPI will reportedly request a waiver from the
FCC to retain all four Windy City FMs “for a limited period of
time.”

Newscaster Suing WRKS,
Charging Discrimination

Emmis Broadcasting had barely set-
tled in at its newest New York prop-
erty, WRKS, when it was threatened
with a racial discrimination suit by
veteran news reporter Joe Bragg.
Bragg. who was dismissed last
week after eight years at the station,
had applied to become general man-
ager. “They didn't want me to have
the job,” he said. “There are no
blacks in policymaking positions.”
Saying he was “shocked” to be fired,
Bragg said he had hired an attorney
and would file complaints with,
among others, the Equal Employment
Opportunity Commission.
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Judy Ellis, Emmis’ senior vice pres
ident said African-Americans
account for 75 percent of the sta-
tion’s employees. “When Emmis
bought the station,” she said
‘African-Americans represented 04
percent of its employees.” Emmis
purchased the station in late 1994.

Letting Bragg go, she said, was a
programming decision. “We have a
fairly large staff for a non-news radio
station,” she noted. “The station has
two full-time news reporters.

Emmis’ New York City duopoly sis-
ter Hot 97 (WQHT)-New York is the
number two-rated station in town.

In ceremonies in which the audi-
ence made as much noise as any of
the performers, Boyz II Men took
three American Music Awards to
lead the field.

World Wide Web

As the Internet becomes
more and more attractive to
non-techies, the World
Wide Web is becoming
more than just water cooler
conversation in the music
industry.

Established in 1992, the
Web is a rapidly growing
neighborhood
in the Internet
which lets pub-
lishers dress up
text with
images, sound clips and
video. A visitor to the Web
can call up information by
clicking on a highlighted
word or a phrase, known as
a link.

Major labels, including
American Recordings and
Geffen, have recently hired
computer consultants to
introduce them to the won-
derful world of the Web.

One of these consulting
services is called Buzznet,
whose latest collaboration
was with the producers of
the San Francisco Noise Pop
Festival, which took place
last week.

The festival is a reflection
of the West Coast indepen-
dent/commercial rock music

“scene,” with bands from
San Diego, Seattle, and the
host town of San Francisco
such as the Fastbacks, Fluf,
and Jawbreaker. Buzznet
producer Marc Brown said
the World Wide Web
widened the festival’s audi-
ence by going on line. “We
made it possible for people
not in the Bay Area to get a

feeling for what was going
on at Noise Pop ‘95,” he told
GAVIN.

“Buzznet’s purpose,” he
continued, “was to allow
people to get information
about the event beforehand,
to see the event in progress,
and to view events the day
after the fact with live pho-
tos, and reviews uploaded
onto the Web.”

“This all contributes to the
idea that the Web is a living
organism,” says Buzznet
president Anthony Batt.
Services like the Web give
24-hour coverage a different
dimension.

Fans of Bob Dylan can now
explore the singer-song-
writer's music—if not his
personal life—in a CD-ROM,
Highway 61 Interactive.

The Graphix Zone, pro-
ducers of the successful
Prince Interactive CD-ROM,
has released Highway 61, in
conjunction with Columbia
Records.

One of the revolutionary
aspects of the CD-ROM is
that it allows users to navi-
gate linearly or by specific
events. Eight 3-D environ-
ments include a Greenwich
Village coffee house in 1961,
backstage at Dylan’s 30th

American Recordings
Buys Music Web

American Recordings has
purchased the Web Wide
World of Music, an upstart
Internet site that, through its
“The Ultimate Band List,”

attempts to offer on-line
information on any band,
from stars to local
unknowns.

The WWWM, which was
launched last spring by Joe
Cates and Aure Prochazka,
two California college stu-
dents, allows users to input
their own band information,
as well as concert and record
reviews, song lyrics, and
gossip. The web also offers
trivia contests and a polling
booth.

Entertainment Weekly cited

the “Ultimate Band List” as
one of 1994’s “Top Five Best
Internet Sites.”

American, which was the
first major label to launch its
own site on the Internet,
promises not to mess with
the web. Said Marc Geiger,
the label's technical special-
ist: “Joe and Aure have
developed a stunning site,
and we don't want to go in
there and mess with what
they’'ve done. We..want to
help to further its develop-
ment in terms of content,
access and public awareness.
But we're letting them run
it.” American, Geiger said,
can lend the Web not only
financial support, but also

contacts and access to major
artists and industry sources,
along with early information
on tour dates, news, and
backstage photographs.

American’s first contribu-
tion will be the “Post
Apocalyptic  Wish  List,”
which, the label said, will
offer the 30 million-plus
users of the Internet a
glimpse into the lives of
some of the biggest names in
music.

FROM COACH WALSH

In a recent issue, Wash
gives advice that's uncan-
nily targeted to a great
many program directors.
“The importance of recog-
nizing a talented, effective
employee may seem obvi-
ous,” he says, “but a sur-

establish that by throwing
their weight around.

As for respect, staffers
want to give that to their
bosses. Programmers
don’t need to be infallible,
just human. Strong leaders
will reveal weaknesses and
it won't undermine them
to admit a mistake or seek
advice.

“When morale is high,
Walsh continues, “it might
stand to reason that no
one needs a psychological
boost. But that’s exactly

at the person who impro-
vised a solution.

Air talent are at their
most vulnerable when
they are attempting to
add “personality” (o their
work. Since this intangi-
ble element is the most
important way to differen-
tiale your station from its
competitors, and the most
important way to build a
bond with the listener, it’s
more and more in
demand these davs. Yet
muny personalities have

Since successful PDs
tend 1o be introspective,
it's easy to mistake them
as being cold and
demanding. Complicating
the matter further, some
programmers can't see
themselves as leaders and
s0 try to establish their
authority over their staffs
by being distant, authori-
tarian bullies. That is
exactly the wrong way to
do it.

Something that’s strange-
ly overlooked by other-
wise intelligent program-
mers is the fact that a staff
wants a leader. Whether
programmers are given
respect or not depends on
them, but the job title
gives them the staft's
expectarion of authority,
so there’s no need to

when recognizing individ-
ual efforts is vital, so that
when things get tough the
‘investment’ can function
like a cash contingency
fund...Acknowledgment
should be timely. Delay
praise and you risk over-
doing it when trying to
make amends.

Probably the worst
behavior a programmer
can display is reacting
badly when an employee
attempts to use initiative.
When an unplanned situ-
ation arises, and the
employees must impro-
vise, there’s a good
chance the result may
vary from what the boss
wanted.

Praise the initiative and
if the result was undesir-
able take the responsibili-
ty for the need to clarify
proper procedure with-
out—even just by implica-
tion—casting aspersions

to rely on liner cards for
content. This means their
effort to give you “per-
sonality” will be awk-
ward for 4 while. A
good programmer will
understand that only pos-
itive feedback is needed
at a time like this—along
with patient encourage-
ment and guidance.
Negative comments will
crush the budding per-
sonality.

A final thought from
Bill Walsh: “Clumsy
praise can be worse
(almost) than no praise at
all. Most important, the
acknowledgment of effort
has to be tailor made.
People pick up on
canned
compliments...Nothing is
more effective than sin-
cere, accurate praise, and
nothing is more lame
than a cookie-cutter com-
pliment.” @

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Other than a short stint at now
defunct Y95-Dallas and traveling
back and forth to Australia for a
year working with a Top 40 client
of consultunt Jeff Pollack,
Charlie Quinn has spent the ‘90s
out of radio. While many spend a
liferime chasing their dream,
Quinn turned his into reality when
he pulled up stakes in
Philadelphia. where he was PD of
Eagle 106 (WEGX) and moved 10
Los Angeles to pursue a career
writing screenplays.

He sold script ideas to
Columbia Pictures, Tri-Star and
New World Pictures, but quickly
found out that for most, the real
money comes after years ol wait-
ing for scripts to turn into working
projects.

Quinn then reconnected with
-adio as VP, station relations tor
Cutler Productions, bur this year
he returned to programming when
he took over tor John Ivey ar
WYHY (Y107)-Nashville. By
virtue of ‘ ~ )
his years I
away from
broadcast-
ing. Charlie Quinn can probably
identify with what it's like to be a
radio listener better than anyone.

One of the most obvious things
he noticed during this four year
sabbarical was that we place so
much importance on nuances. “We
tweak things here and there think-
ing they’ll make a difference,” he
says. “Though | understand the
need to be diligent and keep
everything in synch, some of those
details seem luughable. 1t's impor-
tant to keep in mind that radio is
like water o people. They don't
think, ‘Boy, when I turn on the tap
I sure hope it's there.” The water
just flows and they don't give it a
second thought. Radio has all the
importance of water coming out of
the tap. It's JUST radio—free—on
my alarm, in my car. As a listener |
had no loyalty to any station and if
I didn’t like the music I'd push the
button in a heartheat and search
for my favorite song.”

Quinn, who admits to being out
of the 12-24 demo, is quick to
mention that his habits aren't
unique o0 a youth audience. He
admonishes PDs who immerse
themselves in research, prize
forms and computers so much that
they lose the hig picture and for-
get the broad strokes. Rather than
embrace rhe trend of the month
Quinn has total faith in main-
stream Top 40. A believer in her-
itage, he praises stations such as

B94 (WBZZ)-Pitsburgh and
WNCI-Columbus, Ohio, and others |
who embrace the past without liv-
ing in it. “The concept is more like
we're the station that’s been there
for you and we'll be there for you
in the future,” he says. “Great
music gets a large percentage of
audience.”

Quinn also feels suongly that
the audience won’t come if you
don’t have the marketing to wake
them up and make them sure that
they know you're there. “If there’s
one thing I learned from my time
away,” he says, “it’s stay away
from any kind of marketing that
puts us in a position of being
poorly defined. At Y107 we're very
specific. We say we play a better
mix of rock, dance and alternative.
You hear it all here.” Quinn ulso is
an outspoken critic of defensive
programming. “It creates bland
vanilla stations that give the other
guy the ball,” he says,

Expect personality 10 be a big
part of Quinn’s game plan in
Nashville. Experience has taught
him the importance of believing in
yourself. “Maintain allegiance to |
yourself above everything else,” he
says. “You don’t just a do 4 great
job for your company, you do it
for yourself—your own self- ,
respect. People who do it for
someone else have the wrong
motivations in life. Do it for your-
self.” Welcome home Charlie—it’s
great having vou back in the fold!

MAKINE STOWE, ABR DIRECTOR,
COLUMBIA RECORDS

Music was her destiny. Maxine Stowe
is the niece of reggae icon Clement
Dodd, the mastermind behind Studio

xinl ‘Stowe it

One, which is known as “The Motown
Of Reggae”. Among the incredible
talents who called Studio One home
were Bob Marley, The Wailers,
Burning Spear and Sugar Minott.
Young Maxine called Studio One
home as well. A native Jamaican, she
grew up in the Bronx and later, Long
Island. It was during her tenure at
Barnard College that she fully
embraced the Black Power Movement,
Rastafarian faith, and her musical
roots. It was also during this time that
she committed herself to improving
the standard of the reggae business.

With encouragement and support
from her family, she was named man-
ager of the Studio One label's New
York office. It was here that she over-
saw domestic and international distrib-
ution of the label’s motherlode of
rhythms. As the foundation for ska
and rock steady reggae, Clement
Dodd’s sound defines contemporary
dancehall, and much of the European
import rock America fell in love with.
Says Stowe, “The Police and The
Clash owe much of their soulfullness
and popularity to the proliferation of
reggae in Europe.”

The same can be said of Ace of
Base and Big Mountain, who have
achieved pop success in the pop
world with ragga sounds. When
asked to comment on the true reggae
artist’s journey to such heights of suc-
cess, Stowe acknowledges the double
standard, but points to larger social
dynamics. “I tell my artists to under-
stand their realities in mainsteam
music without allowing it to define
them”, she says. “Our progress must
be measured in relation to ourselves,
not other groups. Pop music in par-
ticular thrives on light characters, and
our music brings a kind of struggle
and energy that pop can’t take.”

Reggae has never relied on industry
to flourish. The music business, as
Stowe put it, “is merely satisfying a
natural demand created by migration
of Caribbean people” and the emo-
tional power of the genre. Stowe
came to know that power first hand
as the manager and wife of interna-
tionally renowned singer Sugar Minott.
For six years, she toured the globe
with him, meeting all the artists she
would eventually sign to Columbia.
She spent two years in distribution
management at VP Records, where
she worked with and befriended
Shabba Ranks and Super Cat. Every
working day showed her the ugliness
toward and exploitation of the reggae
artist and the absence of an organized
industry, where the singer’s despair

and lack of information kept produc-
ers and studios paid. She sought to

swing the balance of power into the
hand of the artist.

Stowe’s pivotal test was the
Reggaespanol compilation of 1990, an
album of Latin covers inspired by reg-
gae classics. She met with licensing
difficulties while at VP, so she went to
each performer and licensed the
tracks on her own. The album sold
100,000 copies with minimal promo-
tion, and her work on the project,
which included securing an appear-
ance by Shabba Ranks, was noticed
by Epic Records. As a result, Stowe
joined Columbia’s A&R department
soon thereafter.

As the industry’s first major-label
A&R woman specializing solely in reg-
gae and dancehall, Stowe was walking
uncharted territory and as she recalls,
“taking a lot of heat. For the first
time, the power of budgets and mar-
keting was out of the studio’s hands,
she says. “And, my experiences as a
manager taught me to hate exploita-
tive managers and lawyers. I told my
artists everything they needed to
know. They trusted me completely.”

It was this trust that won her
acclaim as an A&R representative in
reggae’s underground sector. The
respect she earned led to the signing
of Super Cat as well as Mad Cobra
and Tony Rebel. “In a format so that
is so abusive of female artists,” she

THE NEW WITH THE OLD

Stowe had accomplished most of her
mission by assembling a diverse roster
of formidable reggae talent spanning
from traditional to hip-hop flavored
dancehall. The next part was giving a
singles-driven genre artisi-driven via-
bility in the U.S., a new reggae mar-
ket. It hasn’t been easy. “Reggae is
such a feeling-oriented genre, it’s
sometimes hard to make the label’s
tools work for the artist,” she says
“For example, at home in Jamaica,
acts sacrifice record sales for the
chance to make money touring. Here,
touring is designed to boost sales
moreso than pay artists. And, once the
majors started 10 sign reggae acts, the
Jamaican industry became defensive
and possessive, making licensing and
promotion tough.” With Stowe’s will,
there is a way. Her way is conslant
innovation and as much artistic free-
dom as possible. Columbia’s lineup
for 1995 is poised to take reggae high-
er and farther to claim its due respect.
THE STRUGGLE CONTINUES
“Credibility is always a factor the sec-
ond time out, but this album is real-
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ly a potpourri of reggae stylings.”

This is how Stowe describes Super
Cat's fotlow-up to Don Dada, his
350,000 selling debut. Entiled The
Struggle Continues, it seamiessly
brings together styles that are
Caribbean favorites and the natural
fusion of hip-hop that Super Cat deliv-
ers with ease. The Struggle Continues
is slated for release in April, and fea-
tures a revamp of Fats Domino’s
“Josephine.”

Diana King is ready to take her
place as the queen of soul reggae
with her debut album, Towugher Than
Love, which also arrives in April. King
is all sophistication without ostenta-
tion. She sings “Shy Guy,” the lead
single from the soundrack 10 Bad
Boy, starring Martin Lawrence and Wil
Smith. Carla Marshall delivers a bold
dancehall sound in May with her full-

length, and Stowe developed a Best Of

Ini Kamoze album of recordings from
the ‘80s. Why? “I wanted people to
be able 10 put him in perspective after
the phenomenal success of ‘Here
Comes The Hotstepper,” ” she says.
“The album pushes borders lyrically,
even now.”

Stowe is quick to point out the
depth and breadth of reggae, empha-
sizing that it is more than a hairstyle
and an accent. “The improvisation of
jazz bred ska, and the vocals of

rhythm & blues shaped our harmonies.
The relationship between reggae and
rap grows stronger. The groove of reg-
gae is al home everywhere.”

Karen Mason’s name brings to mind a
tenacious, elegant sister who is held

in high regard by her peers. Mason is
the executive behind the phenomenal
success of dancehall artists as different
as Terror Fabulous and Snow, whose
popularity attest 1o Mason’s marketing
prowess. Though this is her third
year with the label, her love of reggae
music began during her youth and led
her to a career in music while she
studied communications and the
music industry at Syracuse University.
Mason arrived on the music scene by
promoting shows of all kinds and
hosting a reggae program at
Syracuse’s station, WAER, for four
years. She shared her thoughts on the
realities of dancehall marketing as the
genre expands and radio’s response to
it grows.

Is there a secret formula to marketing
underground music?

No. It all comes down 10 common
sense. We develop things around our

product that lend themselves naturally
to the product’s success. I never try
to make the artist something they
aren’t. In reggae, knowledge of the
culture is important, but timing,
instinct, and an understanding of
radio’s climate are basic parts of any
marketing strategy.

What is the challenge of the contempo-
rary dancehall artist?

To walk the fine line between radio-
friendliness while staying true to the
artist’s sound.

As radio outlets for reggae grow, more
product seems to emerge. How can
danceball gain more acceptance and
support from radio?

Dancehall is finding a home on main-
stream radio, but it isn’t wide open.
Community and college radio are still
the pioneering champions of the
genre. The key to more support
comes in more tangible success with
airplay and sales. Then, the music
will become less foreign to listeners
and radio’s attitude will change.

arrival of Shelly Thunder and
Shinehead made the blending of hip-
hop and reggae on the air flow natu-
rally, and that's what I was doing on
my shows. [ wanted more exposure
for the music, so I suggested a show
to KMEL way back in 1988.

Though the program was her idea,
members of KMEL’s then-mixing staff
asked for her advice, got records from
her, and DuEwa even got sponsorship
for the show. KMEL thanked her by
inviting her to do a one-time guest
slot. “It’s always been hard to get my
respect as a female DJ, but T didn’t
give up,” she says. Now she co-hosts
a two-hour reggae dancehall program
on KMEL with Sadiki Nia. It debuts
on Bob Marley’s birthday, February 6.
What's her advice for programmers
who want to do reggae shows?
® “Explain to your PD or MD that
reggae is a growing format, that major
labels sign and support it, and that
serving as a reggae outlet may give
your station a competitive edge in the
market.
® Get the support of your hip-hop
mixshows if politics allow. If they
dont, try to squash the contlict
between the two formats so you can
support each other.

@ Pay attention to and involve your
audience. My top ten has songs and
history, artist profiles and trivia to

familiarize rhe people with the music.
@ If you're considering a program on
a commercial station, don’t think of it
as selling out. After all, you're broad-
ening the fan base for the artists and
the choices for the listeners.

® Try (0 mix the old with the new for
balance and familiarity.

The Northwest has been the breed-
ing ground for talented rock n’ roll
bands that have since made it to
major labels, major success and
major bucks.

JAZZ AT THE MOVIES
BAND + STRINGS

One From The Heart, Sax At The
Movies Il (Discovery)

Boy, we don’t know about you all,
but a couple of selections on the lat-
est Jazz At The Movies collection
really hit the mark. Two songs in
particular, Tom Waits’ “This One’s
From The Heart,” from Coppola’s
| One From The Hecrt and the Last
Tango In Paris theme are truly
clever picks. The original “...Heart”
recording featured a stunning, and
at the time, highly unlikely, duet
with Tom Wauits and Crystal Gayle.
The original Last Tango... sound-
| track on the old UA label has, sadly,
never surfaced on CD, so the sound-
. track from the video disc of the film
| will have to suffice. The kick we get
from the JATM CDs—and no doubt
your sophisticated audiences do
too—is the nostalgic Hollywood
buzz already generating from these
relatively modern themes. Ernie
Watts does a masterful job recreiting
the aforementioned “...Heart” as well
as the love theme from Out Of
Africa. Ricky Woodard is certainly
no Gato Barbieri when it comes to
covering “Last Tango,” but, hey, it’s
the thought that counts.

CHRISTIAN MCBRIDE
Gettin’ To It (Verve/PolyGram)

Bussist Christian McBride has not
been one to rush into the studio with
the ink barely dry on his solo record
deal. He’s admittedly taken his time,
carefully grooming his influences
and chops in time for his 1995 Verve
debut, called Gettin’ To Ii. Sidemen
like Roy Hargrove, Cyrus Chestnut
and Josh Redman sizzle in the
grooves all right, but on the whole,
they maintain a fairly traditional pro-
file. Other than possibly Billy
Higgins, McBride couldn’t have cho-
sen a more refined drummer than
Lewis Nash. McBride opts for a
mature presentation, as opposed to a
scrappy Lee Morgan-style approach.
Yet there’s some definite hot-doggin’
novelties here. “Splanky” is a nifty
bull-fiddlin’ threesome with McBride
flanked by Ray Brown and Milt
Hinton. The title track is a sprinting
jazz homage to James Brown. Other
uptempo gems include “In A Hurry”
and the walkin’ tribute to “King
Freddie Of Hubbard.”

NICHING THE
INDIVIDUAL

An irterview with Alvin Toffler
(Future Shock, The Third Wave) in
Wired mMagazine focuses on his
book, ¥ar And Anti-War. Toffler
describes the similarity of methods
in commmerce and war, and how to
deal with what is increasingly
becom:ng an information-based
society He uses the U.S. Army as
one example of an organization
that reinvented itself for peak per-
formance. He cites the Gulf War
as only the beginning in the use of
“Information Superiority”. Toffler
says it's better to know where to
be and when, instead of trying to
match your opponent across the
board.

Toffler also auributes the grow-
ing number of small, local conflicts
to the ‘ niching” of warfare.
Contlicts are more focused. deal-
ing wita local cultural or territorial
issues. Increased communication
allows those with common inter-
ests ant priorities to circumvent
the usual avenues of contact to
form tkeir own alliances, or nich-
es.

Meeting Listeners’ Needs

The explosion in information
techno.ogy and information avail-
ability -s also effecting a change in
society from massification (mass
production, mass communication)
to an increasingly niched market-
place. Technology is making cus-
tomization more cost-
effective...allowing you to even
address a niche of one. While
“personal radio stations” are not
practical or imminent, you can surf
this wave and touch the individual
listener by meeting his/her unique
needs. Several of these techniques
include Databuase Marketing and
Contesing, Broadcasting from a
listener’s home, and forming a
Listener Advisory Commitiee.

Know Thy Listener

In the interview, Toftler stresses
the need to occupy a niche...to
have a distinct image and/or iden-
tity. While your individual market
conditions will dictate how narrow
or broad you can be, it is impor-

tant to personify your station, even
if that personality is a non-obtru-
sive “easy listening” Light A/C sta-
tion — in effect, you’ve become
their low-key friend listeners can
de-stress with.

Information based technologies
and the quantity and availability of
information make individual choic-
es more plentiful - so now, more
than ever, programmers must
research and study listeners and
program directly to them.

Cocooning is an emerging
trend today, and it has great
impact on our radio audience.
Cocooning is the idea of staying
home, making the house the
prime venue for entertainment,
leisure, and frequently employ-
ment, as popularized by Faith
Popcorn in The Popcorn Report.
Rather than going to movies, more
people are opting for video
rentals, pay-per-view cable offer-
ings, and conventional TV. Giant
screen TVs and home theater sys-
tems are hot sellers. Carry-out
restaurants are doing well along
with home delivery food outlets.

What does this mean for radio?
Appeal to thus trend. Value for
the family is an essential marketing
point. Family dining is in. Radio
promotions of family theater nights
will boost attendance. Radio can
sell pay-per-view local cable chan-
nels. Home improvement and do-
it-yourself projects are also growth
areas. Radio programmers should
build at-home listening promo-
tions and target listeners who
work or relax at home.
