SF02: Some Things Old, Some Things New
BY BEN FONG-TORRES

SF02, the artists' seminar
formerly known as SF01,
takes place May 18-21 in
San Francisco. As with the
inaugural gathering last
year, the focus is on creat-
ing and exposing music of
all kinds.

Sponsored by GAVIN and
produced, once again, by
local music industry veter-
ans Bonnie Simmons and
Queenie Taylor, SF02 will
offer a long weekend of
workshops, panels, parties
and-most of all-showcas-
es, with more than 200
bands doing stints on 25
nightclub stages over three
nights.

And that's not counting a
singer -songwriter night at
the Hotel Utah, which
should account for another
15 to 20 performers, a spo-
ken -word night, daytime
performances at SF02 head-
quarters-the downtown
Press Club-and the usual
surprises. (Simmons, Taylor,
and club managers are wad-
ing through piles of submit-
ted tapes. Artists, they

remind, are not required to
register at SF02 in order to
play showcases.)

But for the participating
artists (most of them
unsigned), managers,

agents, A&R people, pro-
moters, publishers, promot-
ers, attorneys, and media
types, the shows are only
part of the show.

"SFO is for artists, to get

W1VMS Promotions
Director Indicted
In the ongoing investigation of a station sabotage gone awry,
a grand jury in Cleveland has reportedly indicted the promo-
tions director of WMMS/FM for her alleged role in the cutting
wires at a Howard Stern remote on rival WNCX last June,
knocking the broadcast off the air.

Heidi Kramer was slapped with five counts, according to
the Cleveland Plain Dealer, and the charges include forging
a document to help another person get press credentials to
the Stern remote and with "disrupting public service" at an
earlier WNCX event-a WNCX remote from a Pink Floyd
concert last May.

Former WMMS engineer Bill Alford pled guilty last
September to a "disrupting" charge and offered assistance in
the investigation, which prosecutors had promised to widen.

Carl Hirsch of WMMS owners OmniAmerica, which had
earlier claimed that Alford "acted on his own," dismissed the
latest charges, saying prosecutor Craig Weintraub is "wasting
the taxpayers' money on something that is not important."

through. So the daytime
meetings are for the artists,
too, and it makes those
meetings 100 percent bet-
ter," says Simmons, a veter-
an programmer and DJ (cur-
rently at KPFA/FM-Berkeley)
as well as audio director for
Colossal Pictures, which is
building the main exhibits
for the Rock and Roll Hall of
Fame and Museum.

In fact, one new work-
shop this year is the direct
result of input from record-
ing artist Debora Iyall, who
suggested an all -artists ses-
sion. With lyall (formerly of
Romeo Void) among the
facilitators, the meeting-
before the first evening of
nightclub showcases-will
be open to artists only.
Simmons explains: "This is
so they'll all feel comfortable
expressing or venting their
concerns."

Another modification,
with the artist in mind, is the
demo tape -critiquing panel.
This year, there'll be three
sessions: one for urban/hip-
hop, one for singer -song-
writers in the A3/Americana
arena, and one for pop -
rock -alternative music.

In short, "What worked
last year stays. What didn't,
doesn't," says Taylor, a vet-
eran of Bill Graham Presents
who is producer of this
year's mammoth Black and
White Ball, the music festi-
val that benefits the San
Francisco Symphony.

Band manager Herbie
Herbert worked last year as
a member of a panel, and he
did so well that he immedi-
ately agreed to an encore.
This year, he'll sit for a one-
on-one.

Herbert's session, along
with a keynoter, a dozen
panels, and exhibits, will
take place not at a sprawl-
ing hotel, but at the venera-
ble Press Club. Says
Simmons: "One of the great
things about SF01 being at
the Press Club was seeing

neophytes being able to
walk up to an established
manager or A&R person in
the bar and feeling comfort-
able talking to them, and it
didn't develop into one of

those nightmare schmooze
sessions, and people
weren't shaking your hand
and looking over your
shoulder."

Outside the Press Club,
special events include the
BMI Showcase, transplanted
from the annual GAVIN

Seminar. Produced by the
Los Angeles office of BMI
with local BMI rep Nadine
Condon, the showcase will
present six or seven SF02
bands and others (not nec-
essarily BMI-affiliated artists)
at the Paradise Lounge in
the South of Market.

Another feature from
SF01-"Rock Jeopardy"-
returns. (It was so success-
ful, says Taylor and
Simmons, that they were
recruited to do a version for
the upcoming SXSW in
Austin.)

Also returning: the "Rock
Walk" to and past various
rock and roll landmarks in
the city. This year, the walk
will be more of a run, as it
coincides with the annual
Bay -to -Breakers marathon
run that turns various city
streets into a blend of
footrace track and Mardi
Gras costumery. The pro-
ducers of the race have
invited SF02 to provide
music at various stages
along the race route, and

will tell the thousands of
runners about SF02 show-
cases. As for the Rock Walk:
"We'll walk as far as we
can," says Taylor, who said
historian/tour guide Leslie
Pepin may only be able to
slow down enough to point
vaguely in the direction of,
say, the Haight-Ashbury.

If it sounds like fun, it will
be. As Taylor recalled about
last year's effort: "We had
the idea of a music business
summer camp. And that's
what it was: a lot of learn-
ing, interspersed with a lot
of fun."

Registration is $150 until
May 10; $175 after that date
and at the door. For infor-

SO, JANN WENNER has been
"outed.

The talk of the town-first. in New
York since the beginning of the year,
and. now, across the country, by
way of a lengthy article in the Wall
Street Journal-is Wenner, for whom
I worked for more than a decade at
Rolling Stone.

If you haven't heard, Wenner, the
49 year -old founder and publisher of
Rolling Stone, US, Men's Journal and
Family Life (which he sold last
week), left Jane, his wife of 26 years,
and moved into a hotel suite with a
28 year -old man, a designer at
Calvin Klein.

Actually, a radio trade magazine-
not this one-almost beat most of
the big -name publications to the
story, until the issue, which had
gone to press, was embargoed by
the publisher. The 900 issues that
got sent out were taken back. I

heard, around that time, that Wenner
and friends had contacted various
editors, trying to convince them to
squelch stories about him.

You can imagine that I have mixed
feelings about all this. Jann and I go
back to the beginnings of Rolling
Stone, my first story appeared in the
then -newspaper's eighth issue, in
the spring of 1968. We were born

Besides, Palmer added, Wenner is

lications.
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exactly a year apart and celebrated a
dozen birthdays together, with our
ever-growing, ever-changing staffs.
He called me "Benno," I called him
"Janno." And when I began hearing
talk about him in the late '70s, I kept
it to myself, as did most of his
employees and friends.

I still feel like it's no one's busi-
ness but his own, even though there
are some undeniable realities: that
Jann is a high -profile, public figure;
that the potential rending of Wenner
Media (originally named Straight
Arrow Publishers, with a boy scout
as a logo) is a valid news story.

And, finally, he's a journalist who's
at the heart of a story, but who tried
to squelch it. It was a tactic that was
borne of despair and bound to fail.

Thus, my mixed emotions. I feel
sad for what Jann-and Jane-are
going through. I wish them well, on
all levels. In a recent conversation
with a fellow former Rolling Stoner,
I heard that Jann has never been
happier. For that, I'm glad, just as I
am for any friend who finds love in
an increasingly cautious, distant
world. But in the end, I'm disheart-
ened and wish ours wasn't a society
that necessitated as unpleasant a
phenomenon as "outing."

But, as John Lennon sang, that's
reality.

"I'm mad 'cause I didn't win no
Grammy," said Snoopy Doggy
Dogg, accepting his Soul Train
award for best rap album. "This is
the black folks' Grammy."

Well...maybe. In the similarities
department, Boyz II Men won two
awards, best single for a group,
band or duo ("I'll Make Love to
You"), and best album, for IL The
first time up, the group, who
opened the ninth annual Soul Train
awards with a performance, thanked

edged Melvin Franklin of the
Temptations, who died last month-
"for showing us the way."

Anita Baker, who co -hosted with
Babyface and Patti LaBelle, won for
best album/female, for Rhythm of
Love, and for best single/female
("Body and Soul").

The other big winner of the night,
Barry White, won for song of the
year ("Practice What You Preach")
and album of the year/male (The
Icon is Love) .

R. Kelly won best single/male for

"Bump 'n Grind;" Brandy-who also
performed-won as best new artist;

Miss You"), and Norman Brown
received top jazz honors for After the
Storm, while the Sounds of
Blackness took the award for best
gospel album for Africa to America:

To Sell Music, They re
Taking it to the Street

A new record company is hitting the streets to hear what peo-
ple think of their music.

Street Level Records, based in Beverly Hills, disperses sales
people armed with boom boxes to places where crowds
gather and offers people a chance to hear music before they
buy it. Interested parties invest $10 in a CD or $8 for a cas-
sette, then fill out response cards or call a 1-800 number to
give feedback on tracks they think should go to radio.

Street Level is the brainchild of Alexander Williams and for-
mer MCA Records presi-
dent Robert Siner. Williams
believes that all record
labels should have market-
ing companies. "Our long
term goal is to be like a
minor league team to a
baseball's major league
team," he says.

Street Level is mainly
focused on the rap/hip hop format, and is using do-it-your-
self starters as models. Williams points out that artists such as
NWA, MC Hammer and Magic Mike sold tapes before they
had record deals. "We've been called the Afro Amway, and
within two weeks we can tell whether something works or
not," he says.

Street Level's first release, Street Rap, Volume 1, spotlights
unsigned talent, and the idea is to prove to the majors that
something is good before they invest in it. Obeah's Posse's
R&B/rap song "Fat Girls" is one example of a Street Level
track that's earned tremendous reviews.

Future compilations planned are Street Rock, Street Jazz
and Street R&B, and Street Level plans to branch out to San
Diego and San Francisco. Look for a uniformed Street Level
salesperson on a street near you.

mall Market Success" goes tropi-
cal this week as we travel to our
50th state, Hawaii, and the
island of Kauai. Late in 1992,
Hurricane Iniki tore apart this

beautiful and placid island. Top 40
station KONG ended up being the
umbilical cord for the island as it
provided communication with the
outside world by relaying messages
from relatives and friends on the
mainland and by providing supplies.
As a result, KONG has become the
number one station on the island,
posting its most impressive ratings
ever last month. Telling us all about
the station is program director Ed
Kanoi.

First off, how in the heck do you
manage to get up and go to work
everyday?
It can be difficult, but my passion
for radio keeps me going everyday.
It's really just like anyone else hav-
ing the drive and intensity for what
they do. Radio to me is the best, and
I consider myself fortunate to be a
part of a great station like KONG.
How do you compare KONG to a typi-
cal mainland station?
The similarities equal the amount of
differences. We are a true Top 40
that can be put up against any Top
40 in the country, despite our loca-
tion and culturally intensive market.
However, we lean more heavily
toward our local product than your
typical Top 40 station. Our market
demands it. As far as our approach,
we are by far and away more laid
back than most. We don't have the
screaming jocks or outrageous lin-
ers/sweepers. It just wouldn't fit

ith the staticn's or island's tastes.
Do the nuances of your "culture spe-
cific" market reflect upon your style
of programming?
As far as how we approach the

overall programming, not really.
There are certain facets of program-
ming that are applicable across the
board. We do however keep in very
close tune to what our market's
needs are. Most Top 40s follow a
more generic attitude toward their
listeners where as we continually
strive towards determining who they
are and what they really want. It's
just a matter of being a part of your
market rather than an outsider look-
ing in.

So, it's safe to say that specialty
shows and local music play a large
role in constituting your station's
mix.
Absolutely. We play a local artist
every hour and a half, or more.
Friday afternoons we run Aloha
Friday, which is a specialty show
featuring all Hawaiian music.
Weekends are when we pretty much

leave the Top 40 format on the back
burner and run a lot of traditional
music. On Saturday nights we air a
reggae show which, by the way, is
hugely successful. During the week
we play what we call Jawanan
tracks, a hybrid of native Hawaiian
and Jamaican music. We basically
just determined local tastes, and pro-
grammed for them. This doesn't
mean that we ignore Top 40, we just
mix in the right amount of local
music to keep the market satisfied.
What is the balance of guts versus
research for programming your sta-
tion?
At KONG we lean more towards the
gut approach. As with any small
market, we don't have access to a
lot of research. We do take periodic
trips to retail, but the primary source
of information comes from the street
research. Physically, asking listeners
what is appealing and what isn't
works the best for us. Because of
our diverse demo, we daypart heavi-
ly. With a listening population of
42,000 and 60 -plus percent of that
tuning into KONG, it's the only way
to keep those 25,200 people happy.
How much label support do you
receive?
It's comparable to any other small
market. There are a few labels who
shine for us, and a few who don't.
We scratch and dig like anyone else;
it's the nature of small markets. Our
biggest problem is lag time.
Overnight to us means two days,
which translates into being unfortu-
nately late on most added records!
Do you see a continuing trend of
growth within the format?
I believe in Top 40. As with most
formats, it goes in waves and you
have to be able to ride them.
Changes constantly occur, as with
the strength of alternative, and you
have to be open to it. Working with
a station that gives you the freedom
to ride with change is the key to that
station's success, regardless of who
programs it. I'd say the fuure is
wide open for the format, and hope-
fully we can adapt to what is com-
ing.

Inside Top 40
Not that many years ago there was
such a thing as local live television.
Nowadays local live TV means
news, period. When KTVU, the
Fox affiliate in the San Francisco
Ray Area decided to go head -to -
head against NBC, CBS and ABC's
morning TV fare many thought
they'd never he able to compete.
Now. several years later, MAT is
heating all three. The same is true
in Los Angeles with Fox's KITV.

That seems to make a case for the
power of localization, yet each
week a few more radio stations
decide to broadcast one of a grow-
ing number of the morning shows
available via satellite. Is this simply
a new vehicle or a trend radio
needs to he way wary of?
Consultant and industry observer
Garry Wall believes radio can't win
the immediacy war. We can't even
win the local war anymore, but we
can win the compelling war," he
says. "A certain number of syndicat-
ed shows are probably inevitable en
the marketplace.

"From a business standpoint, it's
probably a good idea to consider
syndication if you're not even going
to be in a competitive situation oth-
erwise." I lowever. Wall doesn't rec-
ommend syndication simply as a
method to manage expenses. It's
gotten out of hand," he says.
Every month we're seeing record

billings. This is a time when we can
afford to take some chances and
what are we doing? Squeezing the
programming budget."

Consultant Bill Richards places
the new crop of shows under the
same heading as duopolies. "It's all
part of the changing face of radio."
he sat s. "When you're dealing with

ratirli,ti, in inrrning drive. which are
so iCtilt to conic by and which
mean so much, I think you'll see
this trend continue." I lowever, if
given a choice, Richards says, "If I
could find someone local who's
great, I'd do that in a heartbeat
absolutely!"

Forced to choose between in-
house or syndication, consultant
Guy Zapoleon also prefers local
talent. "Simeone doing something
for my community means more to
me than a very good national
show." he says. But ZapoleonIs
crystal ball shows a similar picture
developing, forcing him to admit,
"You're going to see many more of
these satellite -delivered morning
shows." However when asked how
many will succeed, Zapoleon says,
"The top two or three, but alter
that. it'll be tough for any others to
beat a local morning show." 11e
also says proximity to the city
helps a show succeed and for a
reason he can't explain, Zapoleon
thinks it's more difficult for Top 40
stations than rock outlets to suc-
ceed with out-of-town talent.

However. in his travels, Zapoleon
sees a lot of people looking for
ways to cut costs. -They're doing
things like eliminating overnight
positions." he says. "If they could
figure out a way to pay SO percent
of what they used to pay for. after
getting a satellite feed set up (many
of which are free to the client), I
think they'll do it." Asked to assess
longterm costs Zapoleon comments,
"It's going to bite us in the ass. It
will hurt the development of talent
just like liner cards did in the '70s.
Thank God though there are a lot
of bright programmers out there. -

Through the last couple of decades,
vibist Mike Mainieri's Steps Ahead has
served as a valuable training outpost
for musicians who have become some
of today's top solo artists in both jazz
and adult alternative. A few names
that spring to mind are Eliane Elias,
Warren Bernhardt, Michael Brecker,
Don Grolnick, Peter Erskine and
Eddie Gomez. It's been almost two
and a half years since we've had a
new record from the group, and the
appropriately -titled Vibe delivers, well,
cool vibes. Dore Steinberg of KKSF
hips us to a couple of hip tracks. The
opening "Buzz" is an "MI Blues"
melody turned sideways and harmoni-
cally cooks for jazz radio. On the A2
front, Steinberg swears by the loopy
drum grooves of the title cut. Victor
Bailey contributes a percolating bass
rhythm and Adam Holzman tosses in
a upbeat organ part as Mainieri and
soprano saxophonist Donny McCaslin
perform unison melody lines before
orbiting into eight -bar trade-offs.

STRAIGHT AHEAD
DANCE OF THE FOREST RAIN

(ATLANTIC)
Straight Ahead has gone from being
an all -female quintet to an all -female
quartet. Gone is violinist Regina
Carter, who should resurface later as a
solo artist. Meanwhile, the group iden-
tity pushes forward. Most of Dance Of
The Forest Rain's swing quotient
comes through Marion Hayden's
walking acoustic bass riffs. Some of
the more driving numbers from the
previous two CDs are replaced with
more mood -oriented material that's
accented by lots of background vocals
and world influences like samba and
island. In absence of Carter's violin,
guest acoustic guitarist Fareed Hague
supplies some Moorish, classical guitar
fills. On our favorite piece, Hayden
performs a Love Supreme -styled bass
line on the pastoral yet studied
"Mangoes," as pianist Orr tosses in a
few Latin counter rhythms to give the
piece some added spice.
RAY BROWN
SOME OF MY BEST FRIENDS

ARE...THE PIANO PLAYERS (TELARC)
Bassist Ray Brown has become espe
cially productive on the jazz chart
since signing with Telarc; so much so
that he's become an automatic jazz
chartbuster. One of three releases out
in the last 18 months, Brown's latest,
satirically titled Some Of My Best
Friends Are...The Piano Players, seems
poised to continue the chart -topping
ways of Bacs Face and Don't Get
Sassy. Drummer Lewis Nash provides
essential support as Dr. Brown ushers
in five different pianists to present
their bopping testimony. The ivory

lineup ranges from young and studied
(Benny Green and Geoff Keezer) to
older and more musically conversa-
tional (Oscar Peterson and Ahmad
Jamal). In fact, Peterson and Brown
have spent half a century off and on
playing gigs together. Nash is a mon-
ster with the brushes on "Lover" on
which Green dons his best Bud
Powell -styled complex lines.
Ironically, young'un Keezer delivers
the swingin'est body blows on his
lone contribution, "Close Your Eyes,"
clearly the Z'men's pick of the litter.
While the cameos are numerous, the
spotlight is fixed squarely on Brown.
He hambones his way through each
tune as each pianist goes one-on-one
with his dominant acoustic bass per-
sonality. Perhaps part of Brown's cur-
rent chart appeal is that his sessions
always have an imaginative motif or
mission, in this case, a timely and
diverse salute to the grand tradition of
the jazz grand piano.
BUCK HILL
IMPULSE (MUSE)
ut the most recent batch of new Muse
releases, Buck Hill's Impulse, his
fourth for the label, is our pick to
click. Start with the soulful McCoy
Tyner ballad, "You Taught My Heart
To Sing," and see if it doesn't spark an
encore. Sixty-seven year old Hill has
played professionally since 1943, and
he's one of many saxophonists who
have labored under the title "talent
deserving wider recognition." For this
recording date Hill relied on his own
trio from his native Washington D.C.
For sheer swing and blatant finger -
snapping fun, proceed straight to
"Sweet Georgia Brown." Simmering
back to sultry ballad form, unwind to
the cinematic -like, sentimental strains
of "How Do You Keep The Music
Playing."

ALLEN FARNHAM
QUARTET
THE COMMON THREAD (CONCORD)
As is u,[ Illy the case, pianist Allen
Farnham's newest recording is making
a healthy climb up the GAVIN jazz
chart. The Common Thread, his third
Concord release, highlights four new
trio recordings plus a solo piano piece
and four more tunes cut with saxo-
phonist Joe Lovano back in 1986.
Farnham's rhythm section, Jamey
Haddad on drums and Drew Gress on
bass, join him on both the older and
newer recordings. Apparently, "the
common thread" is that Farnham,
Haddad and Lovano all hail from
Cleveland, while Gless migrated to
New York in 1984, the same year as
Allen. In an about-face from
Famham's rousing backup work on
Susannah McCorkle's delightful From
Broadway To Bebop, The Common
Thread is much more introspective
and Bill Evans -like. Lots of evening
shade and darker hues punctuate this
crop of compositions.

Relish (Blue Gorilla/Mercury)
If we are to survive as a format, we
must continue our incredible streak
of breaking artists. No other format
inside the pages of GAVIN can boast
breaking new bands with so small a
national sample of stations. And,
tremendous talent continues to
stream by. Case in point: Joan
Osborne. This is the exactly the
record your non -industry friends
will be asking you about in six
months. In fact, this time next year,
look for Osborne to have joined the
elite ranks of Sheryl Crow, Melissa
Etheridge and Dave Matthews as
the cream of vital new American
writers who create new and chal-
lenging sounds. Relish is an out-

standing effort on many levels.
Recorded with a collaborative spirit
(and listed as such on the song
writing credits), the lyrics, the musi-
cianship and production meshes
about as perfectly as you're likely
to hear on a record all year long.
Experimenting with structure, the
songs are exploratory, emotional
and truly unique while the produc-
tion (especially on a song like "One
Of Us") lends itself to a traditional
yet passionate build-up. This is
music that will please both the dis-
criminating programmer looking for
innovation as well as the listener
looking for a familiar comfort zone.
Members of the Hooters serve as a
solid support cast while the produc-
tion of Rick Chertoff and William
Wittman (Cyndi Lauper) is warm
and listener -friendly.

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ANNIE LENNOX
Medusa (Arista)
The mark of a great interpreter is
when either a song that's been
played to death or something so
stylized that it's never been attempt-
ed by outside hands is turned into

something truly original. Annie
Lennox manages both. On "Whiter
Shade Of Pale," an extremely dan-
gerous song to cover because of its
signature Procol Harum lyrics and
indelible organ hook, Lennox
exposes a completely new person-
ality. On the Clash's "Train In Vain,"
complete with hip hop drums, an
acoustic -sampled bass sound and a
clear reading, we are treated to
lyrics we never knew existed on
the slurred and mumbled original.
Collecting an album of covers can
be a tricky affair, but well over half
of Medusa is extremely A3 relevant
while some of the more traditional
soul selections are better suited for
A/C or Top Forty. Besides "Pale"
and "Train," Neil Young's "Don't Let
It Bring You Down" and Blue Nile's
"Downtown Lights" receive exem-
plary artistic commercial treatment.

CHRIS SMITHER
Up On The Lowdown (Hightone)
The first thing you notice is the fin-
ger -picked electric guitar playing,
then you hear the smoky voice. The
son of a Tulane University professor,
Chris Smither set out to mimic
Lightnin Hopkins and John Hurt but
then, during the '70s, he bumped
into players like Bonnie Raitt cutting
albums with the likes of Raitt, Lowell
George and Dr. John (some of which
were corporately suppressed).
Smither may have entered the
nineties boxed inside the folk cate-
gory, but it's white blues that
Smithers hints at even when he's
wrestling with Dylan's "What Is It
You Wanted." Produced by Stephen
Bruton, Up On The Lowdown bal-
ances Smithers' multiple skills as a
picker and singer with a roomy rock
production:While the title track is a
scratchy cross between dirty New
Orleans drawl and Texas trash, listen
to the street corner groove that
grows on "Bittersweet."

AL KOOPER
Soul Of A Man (Music Masters)
Few on this planet revere the first
Blood Sweat & Tears album more
than the Zimmermen. We played
our shoplifted vinyl copy to shreds.
It was one of the first CDs ever
pressed and most recently the 20 -bit
gold remastered edition with the
added demo sessions was released.
Surely Kooper and producer John
Simon were rock geniuses.
Unfortunately, the band is known
more for their period with David
Clayton What's -His -Face. It should
be noted that Al (fueled by the late
Don Ellis) dabbled with a jazz horn
section before bands like Sons Of
Champlin, Chicago Transit Authority
and (ugh!) the Ides Of March ven-
tured into the brass jungle. It was
with trepidation that we auditioned
these live renditions until-my
gawd-the arrangements (played by
the near original line-up) jumped
out fresh as today's paper. Kooper,
whose voice is a little threadbare

from playing three separate band
sets a night at the Bottom Line
where this was taped, does his best
to hold on to the tiger's tail. This ret-
rospective, spanning Kooper's daze
with The Blues Project and BS&T as
well as recent efforts, pays tribute to
a pioneer, the very first to fuse blues
and brass with progressive rock.
BEN TAYLOR
"I Will" (Giant)
The sank' shi \ ci s you got listening
to Julian Lennon or Ziggy Marley for
the first time will revisit you when
you hear Ben Taylor singing Paul
McCartney's "I Will." Using his
genealogy, Ben Taylor revives the
Taylor family's long absent "aw
shucks" musical innocence. "I Will"
comes from the soundtrack to Bye
Bye Love. It certainly would be nice
to hear a whole album produced by
either T -Bone or Ben Wisch.
Whaddaya say?
MATTHEW SWEET
100% Fun (Zoo Entertainment)
This is clearly Matthew Sweet's best
music since his sweet stuff of the
early '80s. And thanks to the hands-
on production of Brendan O'Brien,
his crazy -horsy fixation with rust
and dust enters a much more
melodic phase. Not only does "Sick
Of Myself' conform to the non -pre-
tentious course set by the album's
title, it's a wonderful introduction of
what's to come. The vocal har-
monies and the dueling guitars of
Sweet, Richard Lloyd and Robert
Quine continually draw from eras
past (i.e. the vocal blend of the
Byrds, the frantic guitar wars of
Television, the analog warmth of
early R.E.M.) that are near and dear
to A3 listeners' musical heritage.
100% Fun should be a snap to pro-
gram as rocking Midwestern stations
like WWCD, WXRT, KMMS and
KBXR lead the way on this super
fine collection.
GRAHAM PARKER
12 Haunted Episodes

(Razor & Tie)
The older Graham Parker gets, the
less -produced his music becomes.
12 Haunted Episodes recalls Randy
Newman's 12 Songs in that the
songs are black and white with gra-
dated shades of gray replacing the
distraction of colors. Parker has
always sung with an honesty that's
frequently misinterpreted as anger.
Songs like "Disney's America,"

Ihe Program Director is the
product manager responsible
every aspect of program strat-
egy, marketing and promo-
tion, music, news, production,

remotes and personal appearances,
staff hiring and personnel develop-
ment.

How do PD's spend their time?
This "Action List" details areas of
responsibility and goals, and ideas
for improving performance.

Programming Strategy
Have a strong working knowl-

edge of systems and program man-
agement. Be creative and innova-
tive, and assure that every element
of the station programming is on -
target according to the station's
Programming Stylebook, perfectly
executed.

Listen to the station constantly
(as well as the competition) to
assure that every element (i.e.,
music, talent direction, basics, pro-
duction, etc.) is flawless.

Know the station goal and con-
tinually create ways to achieve it.
Goals include ratings, developing
people, and improving station rev-
enue.

Remain aware of and document
competitive moves. Regularly
update your competitive report
throughout the year, especially
while a rating period is in progress.
This report will prove invaluable
after a rating book is released in
detailing what went on in the mar-
ket. Utilizing this report is much
easier than trying to reconstruct
what each station did after the fact.

As station strategically grows and
it continues to increase audience,
the Program Director's job
becomes one of the most vital at
the station. He/she must have the
knowledge and motivation to "get
the job done" under any situation
or circumstance.

Discuss
projects with the GM and devise
priorities.

Know the target demographic
and sales goals, and program in
that direction.

Know how your efforts are grad-
ed and measured by learning
Arbitron and ratings methodology.
Track quarter hour, cume and time
spent listening for each station
going back several years (include
numerous demos and dayparts).
Know where to grow and the pri-
mary competitors.

Encourage creativity, hard work,
and positive accomplishments to
take the station to the next level,
and provide constant reinforce-
ment to your staff.
