Rap Giant Eazy -E BMG Taps Jamieson 

Dies Of AIDS For RCA Presidency 
Confirming what 

BY THEMBISA S. MSHAKA 

On March 26, the rap world 
lost a legend. But for the 
rest of the music industry, 
the contributions of Eric 
"Eazy -E" Wright have gone 
largely unsung, shadowed 
by the gangsta lifestyle, a 
lifestyle often associated 
solely with drugs, violence 
and women. 

As is usually the case, it is 

much simpler to write the 
young Black male entrepre- 
neur off as a diminutive 
street hustler rather than rec- 
ognize of his larger -than life 
dimensions: Ruthless empire 
president, founder of the 
"gangsta" rap subgenre, 
community activist, loving 
father and radio personality. 

Eazy-E's music will contin- 
ue to touch the world, for 
his reach spans over ten 
years of hip -hop's most suc- 
cessful and controversial 
artists. GAVIN wanted to do 
more than mourn his sud- 
den, tragic death; we choose 
to celebrate his life and 
bring to light his accom- 
plishments. All of us can 
learn something from Eazy - 
E's tenacity and fighting 
spirit. For regardless of his 
personal choices, Eazy -E did 
for rap what Marley did for 
reggae, what Coltrane did 
for jazz, and what James 
Brown did for soul. He rev- 
olutionized the music and 
trailblazed within it for gen- 
erations to come. 

In 1986, Eazy was just into 
his twenties. It was then 
that the musical revolution 
began. The World Class 
Wreckin' Cru set it off, 
showcasing Dr. Dre's pro- 
duction skills, and unbe- 
knownst to many, signaling 
the marriage between rap 
and soul that would become 
today's contemporary urban 
music driven by the young. 
That same year, Ruthless

Records was founded by 
Wright and the label's gener- 
al manager, Jerry Heller. It 

was at Ruthless that JJ Fad 
and The D.O.C. went plat- 
inum with Supersonic and 
No One Can Do II Better 
respectively. It was Ruthless 
that confirmed how had the 
nation wanted Eazy with his 
double platinum solo debut 
Fazl' Duz -It and yes, it was 
at Ruthless that N.W.A. 
(Niggas Wit Attitude) fear- 
lessly shouted "Fuck Tha 
Police" with over two mil- 
lion consumers chanting 
along with them. 

With the '90s came the 
prolific solo careers of lead 
rapper Ice Cube and super - 
producer Dr. Dre. Both 
have become bankable hip - 
hop icons with their own 
empires growing daily. 
Death Row Records, co- 
owned by Dre and Suge 
Knight, has moved 20 mil- 
lion units from the likes of 
Snoop Doggy Dogg and 
soundtracks Above The Rim 
and Murder Was The Case 
in less than three years. Ice 
Cube never sells less than 
platinum, and has furthered 
the West Coast presence in 
rap by launching the careers 
of Yo-Yo, KAM, Da Lench 
Mob, and now K -Dee and 
Kausion on his own label, 
Lench Mob Records. Cube 
has also debuted as director 
and executive producer of 

Friday through Getto Bird 
Productions, his filmmaking 
outlet. To a great degree, 
their mercurial success can 
be credited to their begin- 
nings with Eazy -E. 

In 1993, Ruthless forged a 
marketing and distribution 
deal with Relativity /RED. 
Not surprisingly, Eazy's 
Relativity /Ruthless debut, 
It's On (Dr. Dre1187um 
Killa topped the charts 
upon release. Cleveland 
natives Bone Thugs N' 
Harmony surprised the 
nation however, as they 
debuted with Creepin' On 
Ah Come up EP and blew 
up seemingly out of 
nowhere to claim triple plat- 
inum dividends with their 
mentor. 

Sadly, Eazy's double -plat- 
inum return as a soloist was 
his last, but he touched the 
lives of Los Angelinos every 
weekend slammin' the hard - 
core hits on KKBT's Ruthless 
Radio Shou'. He paid for 
and filmed public service 
announcements for domes- 
tic fire safety with the 
Compton Fire Department. 
He gave generously to the 
Make A Wish Foundation 
for terminally ill children, 
and provided for all six of 
his own. What he did not 
do was protect himself from 
sexually transmitted dis- 
eases while having sex with 
many women. As a result, 
he lived with HIV for an 
unknown period of time, 
until he was diagnosed with 
full -blown AIDS approxi- 
mately four weeks ago. To 
the shock and dismay of the 
rap industry and millions of 
fans, he announced that he 
had been struck by the 
deadliest virus of our time. 
Ten days later, he was gone. 

Gone, but impossible to 
forget.

Jamieson said he wel- 
comed the mission of lead- 
ing this famed label. home to 
such dynamic contemporary 
artists as the Dave Mathews 
Band, SWV and Bruce 
Hornsby" and expected the 
job to be "both exciting and 
challenging." RCA had been 
without a president since the 
departure of Joe Galante 
some eight months :Igo. 

Senate Rejects FCC s 
Minority Tax Certificate 

In what civil rights groups 
are calling the first salvo 
against affirmative action, 
the Senate voted to repeal 
the FCC's minority tax certifi- 
cate, which lets broadcasters 
who sell to minorities defer 
paying capital gains taxes. 

The vote, which is retroac- 
tive to January 17, 1995, 
effectively put a lid on 
Viacom's plans to sell their 
cable system to InterMedia 
Partners in a deal that was 
said to be worth $2.3 billion. 
Frank Washington, who is 
African- American, is a prin- 
cipal of InterMedia. The cer- 
tificate would have allowed 
Viacom to delay paying $400 
million in taxes. 

The one Senator to voice 
strong objections to the 17- 

year -old bill's repeal was 
Carol Moseley -Braun (D- I11.), 

the only African- American 

member of the senate. 
"Congress does not care 
about diversity of voice in 
major portions of our nation- 
al communications which, 
after all, is using the public 
airwaves," she said. 

Republican Senator 
William S. Cohen took a 
moderate stance, and used 
the vote to urge his col- 
leagues not to use affirma- 
tive action as a campaign 
issue. "We have not yet 
reached our ideal of a color 
blind society," he said. 

Viacom said it is disap- 
pointed but not surprised by 
the vote. "We hold that craft- 
ing tax policy on a retroac- 
tive basis is had policy," said 
a spokesman. Nineteen 
other radio /television/cable 
deals have been affected by 
the certificate's repeal.

LIKE A ROLLING STONE 

Hi-Ho, Steverino: A Steve Masters His 
Legend i, Fog City Modern Rock Domain 
All right, I can die now. I met Steve Allen. 

And, what's more, I survived. 
Why those two events might merit a column goes hack to 

the late '50s, when I was just getting into my teens, into Top 
40 radio, into Elvis Presley, into Mad magazine, and into 
Steve Allen. He came from radio, he was one of the first to 
present Elvis on TV, and he and his merry pranksters prac- 
ticed humor that was by turns satiric, cutting -edge, and 
downright silly -that is, mad. 

I watched Steve Allen's Sunday night shows and admired 
his awesome range of talents-comedy, acting, composing, 
and playing a myriad of musical instruments. He's also writ- 
ten 43 books, 
from nutty to 
intellectual and 
philosophical. 

Growing up 
in Oakland, I 

dug local DJs 
like Gary 
Owens, but I 

wanted to 
become Steve 
Allen. 

Now, I've got this show, Fog City Radio, on KQED -FM in 
San Francisco. Every Saturday morning for two hours, I host 
a variety of artists- mainly musicians, authors, and comics - 
in a theater. It's a live show, with an audience. Not so unlike 
what Allen did in the late '40s at KNX/AM in Los Angeles. 

And, last weekend, he was on Fog City. 
For days before the show, I was nervous. Sure, I was excit- 

ed to meet an idol. But Steve was now 73, and I began hear- 
ing about how he could be "difficult." And we'd slotted him 
for an 18- minute interview -twice the normal for a guest 
segment. I knew him inside out, but I had no clue how he'd 
be that day. 

Well, within a few minutes, we were exchanging versions 
of his trademark falsetto "schmock- schmocks" and playful 
plays on words. 

It helped that, by a stroke of booking luck, we had Richard 
Olsen's orchestra on the same show. The 15 -piece band pre- 
ceded Allen, and, in a touching tribute, Olsen, who plays 
clarinet, performed "Memories of You," from The Benny 
Goodman Story, in which Allen starred in 1955. As he 
played, Olsen could see Steve Allen in the wings, nodding 
and smiling. 

The band then played Steve onto the stage with his best - 
known composition, "This Could Be the Start of Something 
Big," and we were on our way. 

Things got so relaxed, as Allen recounted favorite charac- 
ters and skits and drew the lineage between his shows and 
the current crop of late -night shows, that I even asked him 
whether he ever used LSD. He'd mentioned the substance in 
his autobiography, Mark it and Strike It, which I read in 
1961. 

While the audience shrieked, Allen asked, "Could we have 
a sidebar please ?" Then he fessed up. "Yes I did. It was part 
of a controlled scientific experiment" at UCLA researching its 
effect on creative people. "It was a fascinating experience," 
he said, but he never took it again. 

We rolled merrily through our segment, Steve got a stand- 
ing O, and all my anxieties had turned into ecstasy. 

Memorable music and musings, new revelations, and lots 
of laughs. That's what radio was, in Steve Allen's earliest 
days. And that's what it still can be today.

Some say the recognition is 

long overdue, but the win- 
ner is almost blase with 
regard to being nominated 
as Gavin's Alternative Music 
Director of the Year for the 
eighth time. 

So relaxed, in fact, was 
Steve Masters of Live 105 
(KITS) -San Francisco that 
when he was announced 
the winner at the awards 
ceremony at the Hyatt in 
New Orleans, he was "fresh- 
ening up" in the bathroom. 

"It was a long walk to the 
men's room," he explains. "I 

was going right hack to my 
seat, and all of a sudden it 

was, 'Steve you won!' I did- 
n't expect it." 

Steve Masters has been 
with Live105 since 1984 
(including his brief stint as 
an MTV veejay in 1991), and 
is credited with giving rise 
to a second British invasion 
by supporting bands like 
The Wedding Present, 
Elastica and recently Blur 
and Oasis. 

"Live 105 definitely helped 

all of a sud- 
den it's a hit," 
he says. "I 

continue to 
play imports 
regardless of 
whether 
they're popu- 
lar," says 
Masters.

Live 105 was one of the 
first stations to play the 
Elastica import "Stutter," the 
Blur 12 -inch "She's So 
High," and Oasis imports. 
Last December, the station 
made what Masters calls 
"radio history" when Blur 
and Oasis made a live 
appearance at the station. A 

noted Anglophile, Masters 
has even credited himself as 
the guy who discovered 
these two hands. (See this 
month's Select.) 

"I've always brought in 
great imports. I'll play some- 
thing that might be consid- 
ered too avant garde, then 

-+0 was ten years ago," then 
what's the challenge for a 
guy like him? In this case the 
challenge is in keeping an 
edge, says Masters. "We've 
kept as far on the cutting 
edge as possible without 
losing a wide audience, but 
you have to educate the 
audience to new stuff. 
Otherwise the format would 
become like AOR." 

For making radio history 
and charting new musical 
territory, Masters gets his 
just desserts. Meanwhile, he 
continues to work on his 
edge, content to make Live 
105 his home. "I've never 
really got into the business 
to win national awards. I 

like playing records for peo- 
ple here in the Bay Area." 

Watch out, Britain. It looks 
like the Scandinavian sound 
has Masters lassooed. 

EAZY -E COMPANY 
IN LEGAL BATTLE 
Shortly after Eazy -E's death 
from AIDS complications- funds. It seeks $5 million in 
one day, to be exact -a 
court battle began for control 
of his company, Comptown 
Records Inc. /Ruthless 
Records. 

A suit, filed in Los Angeles 
Superior Court on Monday 
(March 27) on behalf of the 
labels' business agent Mike 
Klein, alleges that attorney 
Ronald Sweeney, who had 
been fired as Eazy -E's (real 
name Eric Wright) attorney, 
is falsely representing the 
late rapper /entrepreneur's 
interests. It further alleges 
that Klein's employee 
Jacque Shirley and Tomica 
Woods, Wright's new wife 
and the mother of one of his 
six children, have wrongful- 

ly diverted record company 

restorative and punitive 
damages. 

Klein holds a 50% stake in 
Wright's empire, and has 
been the company's director 
of business affairs for the 
past four years.

Ifhis week, ..inall Market 
Success" takes us to 
Marshall, Minn., home 
of Top 40 KKCKJFM.

We've gotten 
advertising from not only 
Sioux Falls but other sur- 
rounding communities 
because we don't focus on 
being just a "major" market 
station. 
In essence, you're a small 
market station dominating a

That 
allows us to sit back and let 
the market dictate what 
they want instead of us 

forcing ourselves down 

their throats. We're not 
arrogant, we just let the 
music talk for itself. 
Sometimes we'll play a real- 
ly wild mix, but the end 
result is positive feedback 
for us and record sales for 
the industry. 
What type of promotions are 
run to preserve your "big 
time" image? 
We only run big time pro- 
motions in the summer 
months. Outside of that, we 
use remotes with current 
clients, which allows us to 
meet new listeners as well 
as promote our advertiser. 
Our target demo for promo- 
tions is weighted towards 
the younger listener, 
because they're by far the 
most active. But just by 
being visible increases our 
presence with all demos. 
How important are "indica- 
tor stations" or charts to 
KKCK's mix? 
We see them as important 
in terms of tracking general 
trends. But for the most 
part, we let our market dic- 
tate what they want to hear. 
It's almost a "fly by the seat 

of our pants" philosophy, 
hut the listeners know 
what's a hit and what's not. 
Also, we can't tune in our 
Top 40 competition because 
there is none. Since there's 
only a hot A/C, album and 

a country station here let's 
us really experiment with 
our playlist. 
What suggestions would you 
give to stations in similar 
situations? 
Try to stay to your own I( 

mat. Don't be afraid to 
loosen up and have fun- 
it's still an important factor 
in radio. Also, go for the 
"BIG" sound, no matter 
what your market size is. 

You don't have to be 
obnoxious, just get the 
point across. We have solid 
personalities and manage 
ment gives them room t(, 

work. Your station 
shouldn't be based around 
stale liners. just good music. 
What does the future hold 
for KKCK? 
We wonder about that our- 
selves sometimes. I'd say it 

looks good. We'll continue 
to keep it simple and have 
fun. Hopefully, by continu- 
ing to work our golds as 

well as jumping on currents 
without fear. we'll keep 
gaining ground. We'll he 
around for a long while.

Few were traveling the information 
superhighway at the start of this 
decade. Now hundreds of radio per- 
sonalities in all size markets make an 
on -line "bit stop" each day, where 
they can exchange and share jokes 
and routines. 

What began as an informal confer- 
ence call between several morning 
personalities has grown into a daily 
computer service called "Bit Board." 
'I'he driving force 
behind the concept 
i Kidd Kraddick 
who was waking up 
Dallas listeners over 
KEG'. when he fast 
went on -line and 
has since moved on 
to do mornings at 
crosstown KHKS. 

The "Bit Board" 
began as a method to conserve valu- 
able time and pretty soon grew as 
other jocks called and asked to be 
included. Strictly through word of 
mouth, Kraddick had about 20 sta- 
tions participating free of charge. But 
then, he recalls, he started getting 
complaints about busy signals, and 
when they started to mount he 
knew it was time to go with some- 
thing a bit more elaborate than one 
phone line and a little PC. 

However, adding phone lines 
meant charging for the service. Now, 
some five years later, "Bit Board" is 

closing in on 400 stations with two 
contemporary networks, a country 
network ( "Bit Kicker") and a pro- 
motions director network ("Promo 
Board.") In Kraddick's view, "This is 
something that can work for a lot of 
different departments inside a radio 
station." Annual fees range from a 

maximum of just under $1,000 and 
vary depending on the network, but 
there's one other rule that's strictly 
enforced- everyone must contribute 
material. Kidd calls his subscribers 
"prosumers." "They not only con- 
sume all this, they produce it as 
well," he says. 

Everything is updated daily. The 
members are in essence the writers. 

"It's the purest form of real show 
prep," Kraddick says. "It's not some- 
body else trying to adapt your sense 
of comedy and do it through things 
like fake commercials." Exclusivity is 

granted to one station for one net- 
work, and that's why other networks 
have been added. Though personali- 
ties can't tap into someone else's 
network, competitors can interact 
with each other and very often write 

messages back and 
forth. Kraddick says 
dialogue can and 
does get "lively," 
but most of it is 

friendly. Everyone 
is asked to be as 
general as possible 
rather than use 
ideas verbatim, so 
bits can be adapted 

to each market. 
As for ideas spread across the 

nation via "Bit Board," Kraddick 
points to the service's "Who Do You 
Know ?" contest which offered $5,000 
to the person who could get the 
biggest celebrity to call in and gave 
the celebrity another $5,000 to 
donate to a favorite charity. About 
150 stations ran with that one. 

Kraddick says that there's a snow- 
ball effect when a bit works well, 
and that's currently happening with 
something started by WSI E -Miami 
morning personality Paul 
Castronovo. He mentions that he 
was with a girl last night and got 
injured doing the "three -eyed turtle." 
His horrified staff then replies, "No 
wonder, you have to be in shape to 
do the three -eyed turtle." Then, of 
course, all of Castronovo's callers 
wanted to know what the "three - 
eyed turtle" was. 

Besides the benefit of having a 
couple hundred people prepping 
your show everyday, technology has 
now advanced to the point where 
audio can be downloaded, which 
was just done recently with an Elton 
John interview. For a two-week 
trial -a modem is required-call 
Lisa Mulcahy at (214) 529 -5431.

I've had the opportunity 
to learn from some of the best peo- 
ple in the business. Ten years ago I 

started out working part-time in a 

small town in South Dakota learn- 
ing from a guy named Randy 
I lammer, and of course scouring 
every issue of GAVIN I could get my 
hands on. Through the years, guys 
like Bob Lewis, Tracy Johnson, Ken 
Benson and Tom Gjerdrum have 
been very helpful and influential. 
Eric Bradley and Tracy Austin have 
been great friends with good 
insight. Working with Brian 
Bridgman, SIeVe Rivers and John 
Ivey, although short, was a huge 
learning experience. And of course, 
Dan Kieley has taught me endless 
volumes of how to do radio right. 

"Right now I'm in the process of 
putting together a whole staff from 
air talent to promotion people to 
music and production people. As 
the old saying goes: 'You're only as 

good as the people you surround 
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yourself with.' 
"My advice is to follow your gut.

Flic biggest challenge facing Top 
it i over the next 12 months will he 

to find and develop new on -air tal- 

ent capable of giving Top 40 the 

competitive edge so that when mar- 

ket dynamics change or when our 
music isn't quite as strong, our 
numbers will remain dominant and 
revenues will remain at this level or 
growing. It's also important that 
owners and bankers get over their 
crisis of confidence and begin to 
invest in Top 40's future. 

"Z100's biggest challenge this 
year is to thwart competitors. We 

recognize that at some point we 
might he forced to make some 

choices and have built a number of 
'radio stations in a box' (labeled 'in 
Case of Emergency') that we could 
have on the air in minutes if neces- 

sary. There are some people who 
mistakenly believe that 2100 has 

crossed the line between main- 
stream and modern rock. We know 
that's not the case, and if someone 

came into New York and tried to 
challenge that, we'd go to the ends 
of the earth to protect what we've 
built. 

"The overriding philosophy that 
guides Z100 is to find fresh ways to 
do things, there are no sacred 

cows, continuously raise the stan- 

dard against which we judge our- 
selves and this is NEW YORK. 

"If it ain't broke, break it! Don't 
wait for it to break, don't be afraid 
to take chances. Sometimes you've 
got to make decisions based on 
your experience and gut and then 

hack them up with solid research 

and data. That's the real lesson 

we've learned here at Z100 over 
the past two years, and that will be 

our guiding philosophy in the 

future.

Bob Parlocha 
at KJAZ thinks Te Vou! is one of the 
most swinging records out right 
now. And he's right. The handstand 
is slammin' for this date, if not pure- 
ly from the names who join Haynes: 
Pat Metheny, Donald Harrison, Dave 
Kikoski and Christian McBride. 
Donald Harrison is in especially fine 
lyrical form, as Haynes takes a front 
seat in the mix, a la two fallen icons. 
Art Blakey and Arthur Taylor. Still, 
Metheny's tender ballad entitled "If I 

Could" should give pause, just as 

Chick Corea's "Like This" is an 
unabashed swing vehicle for Haynes 
to ride the high -hat and polish off 
some fancy tom -tom runs. It's hard 
to believe someone who played 
with Charlie Parker, Bud Powell and 
Miles Davis hack between 1949 and 
1952 could sound this fresh and dri- 
ving. Te Vou is a must for any jazz 
playlist, and we'll be surprised (and 
disappointed) if all 90 stations aren't 
wailing on this within the next cou- 
ple weeks.

HM OS ON PENSION 
(ÌROPI AII/SONV) 
Last week we were so inspired by a 
scathing version Charlie Parker's 
"Ornithology" by singer Karrin 
Allyson, as a result we were driving 
our workmates crazy by scatting the 
song note- for -note. This h amin' tune 
will not go away because along 
comes a Latinized version on Hilton 
Ruiz's latest Sony /Tropijazz release, 
Hands On Percussion. Pianist Ruiz 
has put out a lot of quality releases 
on different labels recently, but the 
Tropijazz sides are especially fine. 
Tito Puente absolutely cooks on 
vibes on "Mambo For Vibes" and the 
soulful "Round Midnight." The 
conga and timbales are hypnotizing 
and Ruiz grandly roasts through the 
entire session both as bandleader 
and soloist. Another reason the 
Tropijazz discs are especially worth- 
while is the all -star lineup that 
appears, including Dave Valentin.

The Red louse fainters Mark 
Kozelek is not afraid to appear 
naked in public. In fact, judging 
by his singing and songwriting on 
the Painters' latest, Ocean Beach, 
Kozelek seems to become more 
comfortable exposing himself with 
each successive Red House 
Painters' album. RHP fans will not 
he surprized to hear that Ocean 
Beach offers intimate glimpses 
into Kozelek's pain -wracked soul. 
However, with this disc (the 
band's fifth release on 4AD), the 
songwriter attempts to balance his 
stomach -burning sadness with a 
newly -incorporated optimism. 
"Over My Head" melodically 
bounces along with a sort of lazy - 
day sunshine atmosphere, and the 
barbed hooks and relentlessly 
catchy "San Geronimo, "are unbe- 
lievably radio -friendly.

The crowd had a dazed 
look on their faces as Brortman 
demonstrated his guitar wizardry 
through unconventional fingering 
techniques which were highlighted 
by Jimi Hendrix-like moves. Nobody 
moved until it was over...Thanks also 
goes out to Epic Record's Cheryl 
Valentine and Smitty who went 
above and beyond the call of duty to 
make sure I had tix for the Korn, 
Marilyn Manson and Danzig show 
last Friday night (March 24). I love 
Korn but their performance along 
with Marilyn Manson, was sabotaged 
by technical problems. I don't under- 
stand why opening acts at big clubs 
like S.F.'s Warfield don't receive the 
same respect as the headlining act. 
Korn and Marilyn Manson aren't 
loser nobody's. Their signed hands 
that deserve to have the same sound 
quality as the headliner. Danzig was, 
of course Danzig. A few songs broke 
out during the fights. ...Keep it hard 
and look out for Rockworld:s Bad 
Seed. 

Rock Releases 

BAD SEED 
Bad Seed 

(Rockworld) 
I lungry guitar hooks layered with 
driving rhythms and melodic riffs 
best describes the flowering sound 
of New York's Bad Seed. Born from 
the ashes of the defunk thrash hand 
Mutilation, Bad Seed (Louie 
Leeman, vocals /guitar; Dante 
Scioscla, vocals/bass; Jason 
Trenczer, guitar; Ron Colandrea, 
drums) deliver ten tracks worth of 
current rock on their debut, self - 
titled album. Hovering between 
hard rock and metal, Bad Seed has 
a firm grasp on coupling the riff 
with harmonic vocals. "God's Gift," 
"Misunderstood," "Break The Sky" 
and "24 Years" will appeal to your 
COR- oriented listeners while "For 
The Record," "Empty" and 
"Strength" will take care of your 
hard rock audience. "Block" is an 
interesting track that contains heavy 
guitars which ride upon waves of 
easy melodic rhythms and harmo- 
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nious vocals. It incorporates metal 
guitars and '90s rock n roll, and 
demonstrates how Bad Seed strad- 
dles the line between college metal 
and COR/Album radio. Be sure to 
check out the epic riffs of "Numb" 
and the crashing choruses of "I'm 
Done Smiling." Bad Seed's first 
effort is excellent. It may not get the 
nod from your stereotypical metal 
head, but it will he appreciated by 
people who are into contemporary 
rock. 

SKID ROW 
Nahum Race 

(Atlantic) 
To be honest, I was never really a 
big Skid Row fan. In fact, I probably 
don't like 90 percent of the metal 
hands from the 1980s because I'm 
allergic to glam rock. So when I lis- 
tened to the advance copy of 
Subhuman Race Atlantic's Jon 
Nardachone sent, I was pleasantly 
surprised. This album rocks. 
Sebastian Bach goes all out on this 
one. From the shredded snarls of 
the title track, "Firesign" and 
"Medicine Jar" to the charismatic 
vocals of "Frozen," Bach demon- 
strates his elastic vocal range. Long 
time Skid Row fans as well as non- 
believers will revel in the pummel- 
ing grooves of "Iron Will" and "Beat 
Yourself Blind." If you doubt that 
Skid Row can pull off an album that 
will conquer both college and com- 
mercial rock radio you should take 
the time to give Subhuman Race a 
close listen. Unlike other '80s metal 
hands, Skid Row doesn't beat you 
over the head with '90s -style riffs. 
They don't try to be something 
they're not. Their music comes out 
naturally and that's why this record 
is as strong as it is. No Frills, just 
rock. 

CORONER 
Coroner 

(Noise) 
Gathering spins at rock radio like a 
giant twister ripping through help- 
less trailer parks are Coroner. Part 
hard rock, part metal, part alterna- 
tive and part industrial, Coroner 
treat us to their unrestricted, wicked 
sound on their latest self -titled, full 
length. Guitarist Tommy Vetterli 
demonstrates his guitar prowess by 
delivering multitudes of crunching 
grooves that mutate into distorted 
halls of chords. "Serpent Moves" has 
Vetterli going off with unpredictable 
wiry guitar solos, but he shifts gears 
for the dripping melodic picks of 
"Gliding Above While Being 
Below." Ron Broder's guttural vocals 
compliment the band's dark and 
sometimes brooding sound while 
never missing a beat with his bass. 
Marky Edelmann rounds out the 
hand's aggressive side with his ter- 
minal drum pounding. Besides the 

storming rhythms of "The Favorite 
Game," "Der Mussolini," "Reborn 
Through Hate" and "Masked Jackal," 
don't miss their cover of Hendrix's 
"Purple Haze" or the Beatlé s "I 

Want You (She's so heavy)." "Grin" 
is an industrial track that showcases 
Coroner's raving guitars coupled 
with techno, laser -disco beats. 
Overall, this CD is an adventure 
that'. xvnrth exploring. 
BROKEN HOPE 
Repulsive Conception 

(Metal Blade) 
Metal Blade Records have been 
delivering great bands to radio the 
last few months, most notably Grip 
Inc. and Killers. If those releases 
weren't hard enough for you, check 
out Metal Blade's latest project, 
Broken Hope, which is going for 
adds April 3. Strap on your helmet 
and break out the studded leather 
wear and prepare yourself for a 
trainload of death metal. Anyone 
familiar with Broken Hope (Joe 
Ptacek, vocals; Bran Griffin, 
lead /acoustic guitar; Jeremy Wagner, 
rhythm/acoustic guitar; Ryan Stanek, 
drums /acoustic guitar; Shaun Glass, 
bass) know that this hand is the 
epitome of relentless aggression. 
"Pitthull Grin," "Dilation and 
Extraction" and "Penis Envy" are just 
a few of the 15 tracks that contain 
hard hitting, merciless metallic may- 
hem. Repulsive Conception is not for 
the easy listener so unless your a 
fan of extreme low -end guitars, 
vocal growls and crashing drum 
slams keep clear and let the experi- 
enced death mongrel handle this 
one. 
UNLEASHED 
Victory 

(Century Media) 
Out with their fourth full- length 
album are Sweden's Unleashed who 
are poised to storm rock radio with 
their fiery brand of metallic death. 
Victory is another hard, aggressive 
album for those who program the 
heaviest of heavy music. Unleashed 
(Johnny, bass /vocals; Fredrik, lead 
guitar; Tomas, rhythm guitar; 
Anders, drums) don't dwell on the 
latest trends or try to come across 
as anything other than brutal. What 
keeps Unleashed separated from 
other death metal hands is each 
track's cohesive structures. It's not 
just supersonic guitar, drums and 
vocal growls but rather rhythms and 
melodies that are fused together by 
lethal musicianship. From the churn- 
ing rhythmic blasts of "Beserk" to 
the upbeat fingering riffs of 
"Screams Forth Aggression" and 
"Victims Of War," Unleashed will 
keep your hardcore audience tuned. 
Unleashed will be another Victory 
for Swedish hands on the North 
American radio front. 

EXTREME NOISE 
TERROR 
Retro-Bution 

(Earache) 
This band's name is just a hint of 
what they're all about. Even though 
they've been terrorizing the U.K. 
since their formation in 1985 this is 
Extreme Noise Terror's first release 
to hit the states. Dean Jones and 
Phil Vane's dual vocals and Pete 
Hurley and Ali Firouzhakhts double 
guitar hooks were an immediate 
must add for rock radio last week. 
It really doesn't matter what track 
you play because they're all loaded 
with explosive grinds and unwaver- 
ing metallic blasts. "Subliminal," 
"Raping The Earth," "Think About 
It" and "Lame Brain" are just a few 
tracks guaranteed to have listeners 
cowering. Extreme Noise Terror's 
razor's edge metal sound and blaz- 
ing tempo are undeniable and will 
accumulate many spins at metal 
radio. Just you xx atch. 

SCORPIONS 
"In Thence" 

(Mercury) 
If your show's metallic prowess gets 
too out of control shift gears and 
throw on "In Trance" the Scorpions 
first single from the upcoming 
album Live Bites. Mercury Records 
are looking for adds on April 3. "In 
Trance" is nothing new but has 
mesmerizing qualities including soft 
guitar chords that swirl around easy 
drum beats and somber lyrics. This 
will probably go over well at COR 
and album stations but should get a 
few nostalgic adds from metal radio 
as well. Scorpion fans always appre- 
ciate a blast from the past so don't 
be shy about giving this a few 
spins. 

SUGAR RAY 
"Mean Madill." 
(Atlantic) 
I've been talking about this hand for 
last few weeks. Sugar Ray is a com- 
bination of thrash and hard rock 
with a dose of metal. They also toy 
around with funk and a little hip - 
hop but, you won't hear any of that 
until the full album, Lemonade 
Brownies is released. "Mean 
Machine" features fuming guitar 
hooks that chase after deep bass 
plucks, crashing drums and sing - 
along vocal yells. "Wasted," "White 
Minority" and "Wango Tango" are 
bonus punk/thrash tracks that aren't 
found on the album, so play 'em 
while their hot and you'll discover 
Sugar Ray has a surplus of energy 
that propels them into a frenzy of 
rhythmic romps. "Mean Machine" is 
just the beginning; the full album 
will raise some eyebrows and will 
be approved by rock radio as essen- 
tial, must -play music.

This will help 
direct efforts to meet the station 
goal. The Mission Statement may 
include an analysis of radio pro- 
gramming directions in the mar- 
ket, format voids or variations 
that may be absent in the market, 
and stations that are doing a 
good or poor job with formats. 
What station has the best talents 
in the market, who are they, who 
has the best news, promotion 
and advertising, public service, 
technical sound and support staff? 
How does the station's format 
compare to that of the competi- 
tion? 

Objectively listen to the pro- 
gramming and the competition. 

Be responsible for the station 
24 -hours a day and constantly 
look for ways to attain more 
audience. 

Create a winning format and 
implement detailed formatics. 

Oversee all programming and 
maintain quality and program 
integrity. 

Be accountable to assure pro- 
gramming direction is precisely 
guided and executed and on- 
going promotion is well targeted. 
Be take -charge, hands -on. 

Become a "student of program- 
ming" and knowledgeable of the 
format by reading, learning and 
listening to improve the station. 
Discover what other stations have 
done to be successful. Use all 

available resources including 
your consultants to be a program- 
ming master. 

Regularly send air check tapes 
and a back -up disc of your music 
software to your consultant for 
their constant review and cri- 
tique. 

Question radio "truths "; contin- 
ually improve station's focus and 
direction. 

Schedule weekly meetings with 
the General Manager to keep him 
updated with program develop- 
ments and promotional activities, 
as well as addressing pending 
issues, etc. Not only "direct" 
programming but manage it thor- 
oughly and consistently. 

Understand the goals of the 
sales department and work close- 
ly with each salesperson to create 
and improve promotions, and 
help sell the program product to 
the client community. 

Maintain smooth and produc- 
tive client relations.
