On Resurrecting the 12-24 Demo 
Dan Mason, who will keynote the 
GAVIN A3 Summit in Boulder next 
Friday, August 15, was named 
President of CBS Radio in late 1995. 
He shares responsibility for the oper- 
ation of the group's 77 stations with 
Chairman/CEO Mel Karmazin. 

Before Westinghouse's acquisition of 
CBS, Mason was President of Group W 

Radio, a division of Westinghouse, for 
three years. After the CBS purchase, he 
integrated the two venerable radio 
groups, merging the operations, blend- 
ing business styles and practices, and 
increasing profitability. 

A native of Louisville, Ky., Mason 
majored in broadcasting at Eastern 
Kentucky University and began in 
radio as PD of WZGC in Atlanta. He 
moved to Washington, D.C. as 
National PD for First Media and as 
PD of its local stations, WPGC 
AM/FM. In 1979, he was VP/GM at 
KTSA and KTFM in San Antonio, 
then returned to First Media as GM 

of KFMK/FM-Houston. He became 
the company's Executive VP in 1985, 
and in 1988, when First Media 
became Cook Inlet Radio Partners, 
he was made President. Mason 
joined Westinghouse Broadcasting in 
1993 as President of Group W Radio. 

In Boulder, Mason is expected to 

survey the entire radio landscape in 
the age of consolidation. Here, he 
focuses on a very specific concern. 

Igot my first programming job at 
Z-93 in Atlanta. The year was 
1975. We made great money 

selling out the 3 p.m. -midnight day - 
part to advertisers who wanted the 
12-24 demo, the young adults and 
the money demo of the future. 

Then, almost overnight, it seemed,

my General Manager informed me 
that we were now selling 6-10 a.m. 
as our prime time, and that I needed 
to change the playlist to reflect more 
of the 25-54 audience, because that 
is what the agencies wanted. 

I can remember asking, "But we 
have a 30 share in 12-24. Shouldn't 
that be worth something?" After all, 
in looking at my log, we had every 
soft drink, hair care product, pim- 
ple cream, and candy that ever 
existed. Why should I have to apol- 
ogize because the station was so 
effective 12-24? 

Since 1975, we still struggle to sell 

the 12-24 demo. Why should a demo 
that represents over 20 percent of 
the population command less than 
ten percent of the advertising dollar? 

Now, before you make a copy of 
this article and post it on the sales 
manager's door, you must realize 
that programming has to be part of 
the solution to resurrect the 12-24 

demo. To do this, two of radio 
programming's largest sacred cows 
have to he slain. 

Here they are: 

1. We play too many 
commercials. 

Believe it or not, research has 
proven that one station no longer 
has a distinct advantage over 
another in this area. If a format 
can't sustain at least 12 minutes of 
commercials an hour, you should 
consider changing the format. The 
costs of programming a radio sta- 
tion have gone up. 

2. We have too many 
sales promotions. 

This is one of our unique advan- 
tages over newspapers and televi- 
sion. No medium can do local pro- 
motion and reach a mobile audi- 
ence like radio. Radio is especially 
effective in reaching the young 
adult audience that doesn't read 
the newspaper or have time to 
watch television. 

We have allowed buyers to dk- 
count every radio listener under 25. II 

the agencies won't buy this listener, 
retailers will. However, the station 
has to work harder, and-yes-you 
have to get results! To get the results 
for the repeat business, use the two 
biggest advantages you have as a 

radio station: frequency of message 
and promotion!

psyche will be unlocked in a 
unique research study of 
"phantom cume" that will be 
presented for the first time 
at the GAVIN A3 Summit in 
Boulder, Colo., next week. 
Phantom cume is the dam- 
aging phenomenon where- 
by Arbitron diary keepers 
recall tuning in to some sta- 
tions, but not others they 
also listen to. 

The study, titled "Dear 
Diary, Why Didn't I 

Remember That Station? 
Signed, Phantom Cumer," 
was specially commis- 
sioned for the event by 
GAVIN and GAVIN GM from 
Paragon Research, the 
research company which 
has led the way in identify- 
ing the phenomenon. "We 
examine the thought 
processes that listeners use 
in deciding how to attribute 
their listening behavior and 
what makes one station 
stick out over others," 
explains Paragon Research 
Managing Partner Mike 
Henry. "The concept of 
questioning diary keepers 
sounds so obvious, but it's 
never actually been done 
this deeply before." 

The research has been 
thorough, beginning with an 

The Real Don Steele Dies 
The Real Don Steele, the 
quintessential Top 40 DJ of 
the Bill Drake "Boss Radio" 
era, is dead. 

Mr. Steele, who was born 
and raised in Hollywood, 
died August 5 of lung cancer. 
He was 61. 

Until his diagnosis two 
months ago, he held an air - 
shift on KRTH (K-Earth)/FM- 
Los Angeles, which he joined 
in 1992_ But his glory years 
were in the '60s. Jumping 
from KEWB-Oakland to KHJ- 
Los Angeles in May 1965, he 
helped Drake launch the 

tight Top 40 sound that 
caused a seismic shift in the 
industry. 

Mr. Steele, who changed 
his name legally to The Real 
Don Steele, had an unceas- 

ingly upbeat sound, called 
himself "the cooler ruler," 
and had a trademark non- 
sense slogan, "Tina Delgado 
is alive!" 

After dominating afternoon 
drive, he moved into TV, 
hosting a dance show, had a 
syndicated radio show, Live 
From the Sixties, and acted in 
such films as Eating Raoul 
and Rock & Roll High School. 
After leaving KHJ in 1973, he 
had stints at KIQQ, KTNQ, 
KRLA, KODJ, and KCBS. 

He is survived by his wife 
Shaune and their family. 

extensive replication of the 
Arbitron diary keeping 
process in a major market. 
Follow-up phone interviews 
found out how the diaries 
were completed and got to 
the bottom of why certain 
stations were chosen over 
others. Not resting there, 
Paragon conducted one-on- 
one interviews to delve into 
the emotions that determine 
the differences between 
actual listening and reported 
listening as recorded in the 
diary keeping process. At 
the A3 Summit in Boulder, 
there will be a panel of diary 
keepers available to answer 
audience questions on their 
diary keeping behavior. 

"If the subject sounds dry, 
just remember that reported 
listening directly affects rat- 
ings and revenue, and sta- 

tions will spend a small for- 
tune to attract a listener's 
attention," says GAVIN CEO 
David Dalton. "This novel 
study will help stations 
decide where and how to 
spend that small fortune. 

"We must also credit 
Arbitron, who are aware of 
this potential problem for 
radio and allowed Paragon 
to closely match the diary 
process in one market." 

Following the A3 Summit 
presentation, Henry will be 
taking the research on the 
road, with a session already 
lined up at the NAB Radio 
Show for Friday, September 
19. A detailed version of the

C. Delores Tucker 
Sues Tupac Estate

C. DeLores Tucker, head of the Washington, D.C.-based 
National Political Congress of Black Women and the 
woman who has made a 
career out of crusading 
against what she perceives 
as morally damaging lyrics 
found in many gangsta rap 
songs, is at it again-and this 
time, it's personal. 

Claiming slander, infliction 
of emotional distress, and 
invasion of privacy, Tucker 
has filed suit in a Philadelphia 
federal court, seeking $10 million from the late Tupac 
Shakur's estate and others, because, she says, lyrics on 
Shakur's 1996 All Eyez on Me album made derogatory refer- 
ences to her. Among the defendants named are Death Row 
Records, Interscope Records, Time Warner, Seagram Co., 
Tower Records, and Meni Shakur, Shakur's mother and 
administrator of his estate. 

The lawsuit also states that the lyrics in question have 
"held her up as an object of scorn to more than 5 million 
people, including children in Philadelphia and else- 
where," and that, because of this, her husband has "suf- 
fer[ed] a loss of advice, companionship, and consortium."

'Those Fabulous `60s' Arbitron's Web Sites and Sounds 

In Just Four Minutes ZIP -a -Dee 

Boo -Boo 
A ZIP code snafu has thrown 
the Arbitron Spring book in 
Los Angeles into disarray. 

According to Diane 
Streckluss, an account supervi- 
sor at the rating service, 53 ZIP 
codes in Los Angeles County 
and another 13 in Orange 
County were under -represent- 
ed or missing from the starting 
sample for the most recent 
book, representing 16.7 per- 
cent of the metro's 395 codes. 
Arbitron said the errors were 
inadvertent and involved a 

segment of the metro that 
changed its area code from 
310 to 562. Arbitron has found 
no significant variations attrib- 
utable to the ZIP slips, and the 
book won't be recalled. 

That didn't satisfy a number 
of Southland radio executives. 
But, as Pat Duffy, VP and GM 
at KRTH/FM-Los Angeles 
asked rhetorically: "What 
good would it do to com- 
plain? Arbitron is Arbitron." 

Sonderling 

Dies at 91 
Egmont Sonderling, a pio- 
neer of black and ethnic 
radio, died July 22 in Miami 
at age 91. 

Mr. Sonderling, founder of 
Sonderling Broadcasting 
Corporation in 1950, built a 
chain of radio stations, 
including the successful 
R&B-formatted KDIA/AM- 
Oakland, Calif. and 
WDIA/AM-Memphis. Others 
included WWRL-New York, 
WOL-Washington, and out- 
lets in Los Angeles, 
Philadelphia, and Chicago. 

Mr. Sonderling, who emi- 
grated from Germany in 
1923, also owned a 'IV sta- 
tion and a chain of movie 
theaters. He sold his com- 
pany to Viacom in 1980, 
but maintained ownership 
of WBMX/FM and 
WOPA/AM in Chicago. He 
sold those properties and 
retired in 1988.

Top sellers include 
the Ken Burns epics 
Baseball, selling 1.5 million 
units, and The Civil War, 
with sales of 450,000 units. 

Past sales of recorded 
music in connection with PBS 
shows have been impressive.

"Over the years there have 
been any number of pro- 
grams on PBS that lent 
themselves to a companion 
recording," Downey said. 
"The process of developing 
such recordings, though, has 
been haphazard."

In the Haight-Ashbury, the 
operative word seemed to 
be "weird." For a radio spe- 
cial in 1976, San Francisco: 
What a Long, Strange Trip 
It's Been, I spoke with Rock 
Scully, the former co -man- 
ager of the Grateful Dead. 
"We realized that, for the 
most part, all of us were 
really rejects from other 
towns; we were most of us 
all pretty big swellheads that 
had stood out like sore 
thumbs in other communi- 
ties and had split," he said. 
"And for the most part, San 
Francisco is made up of all 
these people that had come 
from these towns. They did 
have one thing in common: 
they had been weird in their 
high school, and these were 

the kind of people we were 
running into so frequent- 
ly..." 

From the same radio spe- 
cial, here's Jerry Garcia 
reflecting on the arrival of a 
new, still -legal drug. "All of 
a sudden, bam, there was 
LSD. That was an incredible 
thing, because at that time it 
was all so very invisible in 
some weird way. You could 
just get so out of it and go 
wandering around any- 
where and nobody would 
pick up on it, no matter how 

weird it seemed. ,o there 
was this freedom starting to 
spring out in terms of public 
audacity." 

Stop, Hey, What's That Sound? 

Let's get one thing, um, 
straight. There was no "San 
Francisco sound." There was 
a scene; an attitude; an anti - 
approach. Bands, by and 
large, were unconcerned 
with hit records and celebri- 
ty. As they lived, they 
played for the moment. 
They thought of themselves 
less as stars than as part of 
the party. As the Airplane's 
Paul Kantner recalls: "Grace 
used to say that the stage 
was just the least crowded 

place to stand." 

Good Vibrations 

The Summer of Love gave 
birth to a radio revolution. 
Tom Donahue discovered 
the FM band and ushered in 
free -form rock radio at 
KMPX. It was April 7, 1967, 
he recalled, when he and 
Raechel took the evening 
airwaves, joining Larry 
Miller, who was bringing in 
his own rock albums to fill 
the all-night shift, for free. 
"We were replacing a 

Chinese language program," 
Donahue said. "Foreign lan- 
guage was what KMPX was 
primarily doing at the time. 
Larry Miller was on from 
midnight to six-as far as 
most of the audience was 
concerned, also speaking a 
foreign language." 

if You're Going to San francisco... 

George Harrison wasn't the 
only celebrity tourist in the 
Haight. Another million -sell- 
ing recording artist who vis- 
ited was Vaughan Meader, 
the comedian whose imper- 
sonation of John F. Kennedy 
propelled the album, The 
First Family, into the stratos- 
phere in early 1963. His 

career destroyed by the 
events of November 22, he 
turned to drink, blew the 
million or so he'd made 
from the album, and, in 
1967, gave away his 
Grammy and left New York 
in a van, destination: the 
Summer of Love. Now 61 
and living in Maine, Meader 
recently wrote a song about 
that year. It was a summer 
he can't remember, his song 
goes. But it's one he will 
never forget. 

California Dreamin' 

At the Avalon Ballroom, 
Chet Helms and the Family 
Dog made it feel good; at 
the Fillmore Auditorium, 
Bill Graham made it work. 
Graham was the first to 
admit that, as much as he 
did for the scene, he was an 
outsider. "Initially, I was 
catering to another species," 
he said in the radio docu- 
mentary. "It wasn't other 
people. It was mind -bog- 
gling. I looked at the scene 
in general as a group of 
blind people with wonder- 
ful, warm, honest dreams... 
There was so much talk, so 
much movement, but so lit- 
tle doing." Graham said he 
knew what dreams the hip- 
pies had were over when he 
saw a Haight Street coffee 
shop begin advertising 
"Love Burgers." "That," he 
said, "was the death knell." 

Not fade Away 

In the end, for all of its 
impact on society, the 
Summer of Love is indefin- 
able, and perhaps better left 
that way. 

As Jerry Garcia says in 
Bob Sarles' Feed Your Head, 
a film showing at the Rock 
and Roll Hall of Fame and 
Museum in Cleveland, "It 
doesn't matter to me 
whether it has any historical 
value." 

What matters is that one 
summer energized a genera- 
tion. "A lot of people are still 
moving with that energy," 
said Garcia. "That energy is 
still propelling us. It's partly 
responsible for all the things 
that've happened historically 
since then, in some way. It's 
part of the gain in conscious- 
ness that the last half of the 
century has represented."

the young end figured out that they 
weren't welcome." 

As for the perception by some of 
his peers that KMXV is a Hot A/C, 
Jon acknowledges, "that was totally 
deliberate on my part. Now we're 
mainstream Top 40, but the percep- 
tion of us is a mass appeal radio sta- 
tion for Kansas City. We play con- 
temporary music from the past 15 

years, targetted toward adult women 
25-44, but we're also Number One 
across the younger demos." It's 
Zellner's philosophy that "12-24s will 
listen to a station that they think is 
geared toward someone a little 
older, so we'll get that audience by 
default. But 25-34s and 25-44s will 
not listen to a station they think is 

geared toward someone younger." 
While drastically altering the sta- 

tion's music stance, Zellner changed 
little else at Mix 93.3. The air tal- 
ent,-who he says have "always 
been local, exciting, friendly, humor- 
ous, topical, and relatable"- 
remained. And though the phrase 
"Kansas City's Number One Hit 
Music Station" was introduced, 
Zellner is quick to point out that 
"more important than what you call 
yourself is how you position yourself 
in the market. We ran a lot of imag- 
ing promos that bascially described 
the type of radio station we wanted 
to be. I think sometimes we're so 
concerned about outside marketing 
we neglect to use our own radio sta- 
tions to market ourselves. 

"The most important thing we've 
done right is consistency! The sta- 
tion had undergone so many format- 
ic adjustments throughout its seven 
year history and its perception in the 
marketplace was totally unclear. I 

think the fact that we've done the 
same thing for a year and a half has 
helped us tremendously." 

Zellner also agrees with many of 
his fellow Top 40 programmers, who 
feel that "The product out there now 
is the best we've seen in ten years. 
Top 40 has always been the most 
mainstream format on radio; that's 
why it's called popular music."

TREPONEM PAL 
"Renegade" (Mercury) 
Treponem Pal takes me back to the 
days before the compact disc when I 

had hair and an airshift on KUSF-San 
Francisco. I first heard Treponem 
Pal's industrial sound when their 
self -titled debut was released in 
1988. Although bands like Front Line 
Assembly, Ministry, Front 242, and 
Meat Beat Manifesto were considered 
the big industrial bands of the day, 
Treponem Pal struck a chord among 
industrial listeners who craved heavy 
guitars. Shortly before I got suspend- 
ed for swearing on the air and telling 
the music director to do something 
that is physically impossible, I used 
to spin (we just had vinyl back then) 
Treponem Pal on almost every show. 
Now, almost ten years later, TP con- 
tinues to pulverize electronic 
rhythms into tight guitar -shredding 
hooks. The full-length is called 
Higher, but that's not going for adds 
until August 25/26 so you'll have to 
make do with the first single, 
"Renegade." Armed with deep bass 
lines, seething metallic guitars, 
spuzz-filled vocals, and a strong 
beat, "Renegade" contains enough 
aggression to merit airplay at metal 
radio. It's just a small morsel of 
what's to come, but it's also a song 
that demonstrates Treponem Pal's tal- 
ent for colliding electronic rhythms 
with fanatic guitar grinds. 

ANOTHER SOCIETY 
Blood Wrong (PC Music) 
Hailing from Southhaven, Mississippi, 
a suburb of Memphis, Tennessee is 

Another Society. Blood Wrong is the 
band's second full-length which is 

going for adds on August 11/12. It's a 
ten track guitar -oriented CD that rock 
radio will find enticing. Rock & roll is 

a very general description, but it's 
one that fits Another Society because 
their sound has its roots in classic 
rock. The band delivers a thick mix- 
ture of acoustic and electric guitars 
surrounded by classic drum beats, 
and throaty vocals. They are more 
than capable of rocking hard, howev- 
er; Just listen to "Mock," "Let Down," 
and "No Time For Speech." It's the 
band's familiar, steady drum beats 
and selective guitar chords that 
makes Another Society eligible for 
Active Rock airplay. "Piece and Me" 
is the track that PC Music will be 
shipping to Active Rock for adds on 
September 1/2. The song showcases 
the band's aggressive posture as well 
as the subtle hooks that weave 
around the entire CD. Straightforward 
rock is the climate in Another Society.

PAUL WELLER 
Heavy Soul (Island) 
What usually happens with Paul 
Weller's music is, when it comes out 
a few weeks early overseas, we bite 
and plunk down the big bucks, just 
for the joy of having a precious few 
days jump on the situation. This 
time was no exception. Weller 
releases new music on a new label, 
sporting the same logo as our origi- 
nal copy of Jethro Tull's Stand Up. 

Hearty Soul aptly names this collec- 
tion. Written with a "heavy soul," 
this is indeed "heavy soul" music, 
played with screechy guitars and 
weighted backbeats. Of course 
while Weller is an R&B devotee, 
he's never stooped to mimicking. 
Instead, he interprets what consti- 
tutes "soul" his own way. Whether 
this will finally translate Weller to 
the American masses remains to be 
seen. (Though whether he even 
gives a crap is unlikely.) All we 
know is here's the music of a 
Zimmerman hero who has the 
industry battle scars to prove his 
long journey. Starter track: "I Should 
Have Been There to Inspire You." 

MATTHEW RYAN 
"Guilty" (ASA) 
When Charlie and Mark at A&M first 
pitched Matthew Ryan to play the 
Fox, this was the first song we 
heard. It's the cherry on top of a 
wonderful album that's stark and 
emotional. Matthew is literary -dri- 
ven, a child of Holden Caulfield 
with a way of microscoping humani- 
ty through a rattled "why me?" atti- 
tude. In other words, as fellow self- 
centered, crazed, megalomaniacs, 
this guy spoke our language. 
Produced by David Ricketts, always 
a good source for interesting music. 

THE BLAZERS 
"Just for You" (Rounder) 

This time 
around, the 
Blazers are as 
close to Sir 

Doug Tex 
Mex as they 
are to Los 
Lobos. "Just 

for You," produced by Pete 
Anderson, looks, feels, and smells 
good for the progressive fringes of 
adult rock radio. The snare sounds 
like a paint can full of nails while the 
organ pumps a Farfisa-ed wheeze, 
and the vocals retain a Lobos sweet- 
ness. This baby squeaked by nicely 
as the week's Most Added. 
MIRABAL 
(Warner Western) 

An interesting package. "Alter - 
Native" Robert Mirabal and Native 
American drummer Reynaldo Lujan 
pair with gringos Kenny Aronoff (of 
Mellencamp and Etheridge fame) 
and former -Spirit bassist Mark 
Andes. Produced by Indiana's Mike 
Wanchic, Mirabal's music can't help 
but be rock -based. Not as minimally 
spoken -word as the great John 
Trudell (still the ultimate Native ass - 
kicking rocker), Mirabal's music is 

message -filled, giving each verse a 
vital, narrative feel. Mirabal seam- 
lessly mixes his native tongue with 
the swell of a Hammond, the strum 
of a Fender, Andes' prodding bass, 
and Aronoff s steady snare. Great 
music is universal, while cultural 
music often tends to be merely cor- 
rect. Mirabal's music speaks beyond 
a single agenda. Standout tracks 
include "Hope" and "Medicine Man."

Urban Renewal 
Over the years, politicians have used urban 

renewal as part of a pledge of economic 
rebirth for the inner city, but have rarely 
delivered on their promises. The dictio- 

nary defines urban renewal as the redevelopment 
and construction of distressed urban areas. Instead 
of more jobs and new businesses, minority neigh- 
borhoods have ended up with fewer homes and 
four -lane highways that led to the new malls, far 
away from the "rehabilitated" ghetto streets. Gone 
were the corner stores, beauty and barber 
shops, the playgrounds, and even, the 
churches. Gone and forgotten was any 
lasting sense of community. Instead of 
enhancing a community urban 
renewal was a tool of division 
that diluted economic and 
political strength and stifled 
the community's spirit. 
This allowed the 
demons of crime 
and drugs to gather 
a stronger hold on 
those left behind in 
the wake of the renova- 
tions. Scary. 

Here's my take on the 
passing of the Telecommuni- 
cations Bill two years ago this 
week. Urban radio has been going 
through a period of urban renewal. 
With deregulation, Congress allowed 
almost unlimited station ownership, predict- 
ing the changes would increase investments and 
create thousands of jobs. Everybody has seen the 
investment part of the scenario come true, as big 
media companies continue to swallow up smaller 
companies and stand -alones. The banks, invest- 
ment bankers, and stockholders are all very happy, 
but I haven't really noticed an increase in jobs. As 

with conventional urban renewal, black broadcast- 
ers were among the first to be consolidated 
because of their vulnerability. Consolidation has 
led to downsizing, format changes, and the lowest 
number of black -owned stations in decades. With 
the death of the minority tax certificate, the finite 
number of radio licenses available, and the bank- 
ing industry's sole interest in funding multiple sta- 
tion deals, the possibility of increasing the num- 
bers of small and minority owners is minute. 
Consolidation can be scary, too. 

Cathy Hughes, CEO of Radio One, one of the 
largest black -owned broadcast companies, maintains 
that the Telecommunications Bill was cleverly cam- 
ouflaged. "It went after the small broadcaster. Well, 
all blacks are small broadcasters. We have ten sta- 
tions, and people are always saying, `Isn't it won- 
derful?' Hell, no, it's not wonderful-it's an indict- 
ment of the condition of the industry, not a testimo- 
ny to our greatness." 

John Douglas, CEO of Douglas Broadcasting Inc., is 

a black man who owns 14 radio stations. Some are 
targeted at the Asian community and others specialize 
in what he calls personal achievement programming. 
Douglas recently told GAVIN GM magazine: 
"Ownership is a very critical factor in creating and 

maintaining a solid identity within minority communi- 
ties. It's very important to have ownership in order to 
be a true role model." 

This serious decline of black ownership means we 
are no longer in control of the tribal drum. What will 
be communicated to our people and the direction of 
our culture is now largely out of our hands. 

A scary thing happened a few weeks ago here in 
San Francisco. Evergreen Media debuted its new 
urban adult station, "KISS/FM," and it turned out to 

he another oldies -based black A/C station. Now, 
granted, everyone I've talked to views the 

decision as the perfect final maneuver in the 
company's strategy to checkmate the mar- 

ket and complete a cluster. But, in 
reality, this company already con- 

trolled the Bay Area with its 
impressive list of stations 

including: K101 (A/C), KKSF 

(Smooth Jazz), KMEL 
(hip -hop), and KYLD 
(urban/dance). The 
unseen facets of this 

otherwise ordinary, safe 
(and I'm sure well - 

researched) decision for clas- 
sic radio rather than a main- 

stream urban station are what 
frighten me. This move eliminated the 

hope for a contemporary outlet with 
opportunities for emerging black air talent, 

management, and new music. I'm sure the 
key operators at Evergreen made their choice 

based on an efficent economic model for the mar- 
ket. But as your urban watchdog, it's my duty to 
alert everyone of the dangers a pattern like this 
could produce. 

Frankly, I believe we don't need major players 
investing in any more oldies formats, because they 
don't provide the jobs and cultural benefits for young 
black radio professionals that a mainstream urban sta- 
tion could offer. I think it's crucial for any company 
that draws a profit from a community to also main- 
tain a social conscience with regard to opportunities 
and services for that same community's well-being. 

Unlike an oldies -based station, a mainstream 
urban-in order to succeed-demands the partici- 
pation of members of the community who know 
and understand the culture. The oldies -based for- 
mat is dominated by well -researched music and is 

often played in a jukebox fashion, therefore neu- 
tralizing its cultural dependency. A mainstream sta- 
tion has to evolve daily with the creative energy of 
the community and its special concerns. 
Mainstream stations have the power to keep the 
community vital. Many of them are active in civic 
groups that help raise money for scholarships, help 
renovate poor housing, and mentor teenage kids. 
The contemporary black music station has always 
had a spiritual connection with the community as 
the provider of new music, news, and services. We 
need to get our tribal drum back. Let's face it, only 
through contemporary stations can we reach and 
gather people who are highly motivated to regain 
our lost neighborhoods. This may be our last 
chance for real urban renewal.

Women in Radio 
Where Have We 

Been, and Where 
Are We Going? 

Part 1 

* * * * * * 
Before you know it, we'll be 
partying like it's 1999. Unfortunately 
for women in radio, it seems like 
it's still 1976. In that year, 11.4 
percent of all radio announcers 
were women. The last study, done 
two years ago, showed the ranks 
of women on the air had reached 
39.5 percent. 

What the study doesn't do, how- 
ever, is break down how many are 
program directors, how many are 
music directors, and how many 
are air personalities. When I began 
writing this article, I was seeking 
answers to relevant questions for 
women in the industry. I asked 
about salaries, comparative raises, 
advancement-even for female 
attendance numbers at the Country 
Radio Seminar. In many cases, 
there were no answers, and those 
I did find were not easy to come 
by, at least in part because no one 
has conducted relevant research. I 

did, however, find many successful 
women with a lot to say. 

I grew up in a suburb of 
Washington, D.C., a hotbed of 
great radio. All male radio. If there 
were women in that market 20 
years ago, they didn't make an 
impression on me. When I began 
to notice women on my radio, 
they seemed to be trying to sound 
like guys. I hated them. 

These days, a lot more women are 
on the air (I am one of them), but 
although we represent more than 
half of the population, women are 
still in the minority when it comes to 
radio jobs. And, even when we get 
radio jobs, we are often stuck in the 
same air shift for years. 

Despite our education and capa- 
bilities, we don't always make as 
much as our broadcasting broth- 
ers, and we're often not consid- 
ered heavy hitters. But our num- 
bers are growing (and I'm not 
talking strictly Arbs either). 

Before 1979, there had never been 
a female jock at country WINN- 

Louisville, Kentucky. Diane Richey 
(now an independent, award -win- 
ning promoter with her own compa 
ny, Diane Richey Promotions), was 
the very first. Richey eventually 
wound up as the sole woman 
among three men on the WSIX- 

Nashville morning team. 
"In 1987, 

when I wa: 
part of the 
morning 
team at 
WSIX, I 

had a lot o 
letters and 
calls from 
women 
who said it 

Diane Richey 
was nice tc 

hear a woman's point of view," 
Richey remembers. Unfortunately, 
she continues, very few women 
have the prime dayparts, a situa- 
tion that has not changed over th( 
years. They're still usually 
pigeon -holed into being sidekicks, 
or working nights or middays. 

"Management tends to view mer 
as personalities and women as air 
talent," she says. "Think about 
how many teams you've heard. If 
there is a woman on the team, 
she's almost always the sidekick. 
This is radio today." 

Renee Revett, Program Director 
of KXKC-Lafayette, Louisiana, is ar 
exception to the rule. She has 
happily spent the bulk of her 

career in a 
single mar- 
ket, gaining 
experience 
at almost 
every station 
there. She 
lucked into 
a radio job 
at age 15, 

when a vet- 
eran broadcaster, in need of a 
pleasant female voice, heard her 
speak at a high school debate. "It 
was fun," she remembers. "We 
never got tired back then." 

Revett has been at her present 
job since 1989, joining what was

then A/C -formatted KDEA. Three 
years later, she helped switch the sta- 
tion to country. Six months after that, 
the station went Number One. KXKC 

kicks off mornings with The Coffee 

Club, a show spilt 50-50 between 
Revert and her partner, Scott Daniels. 
She takes the serious viewpoint and 
he's the zany one. 

"We laugh about the 'sidekick gig- 
gle bunny' that so many morning 
shows employ," she says. "But I'm 
actually positioned as the more 
intelligent of the two of us." 

Giggle bunny, sidekick, token 
babe. That's what happened to 

Katie McCall 
at WKHK, 
K95 in 
Richmond 
Virginia. She 
co -hosted the 
morning 
show for 
over five 
years, but 
exited in the 
spring of this 

year. "I left because it was tiring, 
constantly battling the image of 
'side -chick"' she says. "I find it 

much more fulfilling being my own 
boss in the freelance world, doing 
on -camera and voice work." 

Jaye Albright, a consultant with 
Albright, Hill and O'Malley in 
Washington, agrees that what 
happened with McCall is not an 
isolated situation. 

"So many women get trapped in 

the role of 
traffic 
reporter, mid- 
day jock, or 
night jock, 
and that's too 
bad," she 
says. But 
Albright, who 
faces her

consultants (Donna Halper and 
Doris Stecker are among the oth- 
ers), believes there is hope for the 
future. "Lori DeYoung at WPOC-

morning," 
Albright says. 

Dent has 
been at it for 
15 years. After 
succesful gigs 
at WZOK- 
Rockford 
(where her 

Lorl DeYoung Arbitron num- 
bers reached 100.0), Z104 -Madison, 
Q106 -San Diego, KSON-San Diego, 
and WBOB-Minneapolis, she got the 
job she deserved, as morning host 
at KYCW, Young Country -Seattle. 
She recently started the Lisa Dent 
Morning Show at KIKK in Houston, 
Texas. She excels working in an 
environment where she is hired to 
do her show, not someone else's 
idea of what her show should be. 

On the way to the top, Dent, like 
others, had her share of general 
managers telling her that they were 
giving her a break by hiring her, so 
they felt they could pay her below 
market standards. "Young Country 
in Seattle was really the first station 
that said, 'We are hiring you to host, 
we'll get you a male sidekick, and 
we'll pay you the appropriate 
salary,"' she says.
