“Stick This!”

I've always been a proponent of

bumper stickers. They're inexpen-
sive, they provide you with a focus
that all your strect-level marketing
can center around, they are excel
lent billboards for your station, they
ofter client inclusion, they are
something you can hand 1o people
when beseiged at events, and they
can be taken 1o the “next level.

By that, I mean a sticker cam-
paign can be so niich more than
putting some P.O.P. (point of pur-
chase) at a chain of convenience
stores. What the Clifton stations dis-
covered years ago is thal going out

and putting them on vehicles our-
selves is the most efficient way to
achieve this goal.

Rick Thomas debuted “Super
Sticker Stops” at Wild 107-San
Francisco in 1994 and the scheme
has since spread 10 the rest of the
New  World  Communications
group. Some variations involve:
taking over a stadium/mall/similar-
lv-sized venue’s parking lot, coning
out traftic lanes, and setting up a
series of stations for the cars 1o
drive through. During their crawl
through the lot, they get some free-
bies from sponsoring clients, their
car washed by high school cheer-
leadlers, a sticker slapped on their
bumper, and an envelope with
cash in it. The first 500 cars get
between $1 and $1000 before
pulling out of the lot. Thats a
Super Sticker Stop.

Carlos Pedraza, the current

Effective June 1, 1999, all non-Mediabase 24/7-monitored GAVIN Top 40 and/or Rhythm

* In Arbitron-rated markets, GAVIN reporters and reporter candidates must achieve at least a
two-share rating 12-plus (Monday-Sunday 6am-midnight) and/or 50,000 weekly cume.

* In markets containing more than one Top 40 or Rhythm Crossover station, the lower-rated
station must achieve at least one-half the 12-plus ratings (Monday-Sunday 6 a.m.-mid-
night) of the market’s format leader in order to be considered.

o Length of acceptable submitted playlist will be no longer than 45 currants, plus adds.
(Songs receiving less than 10 spins per week will not be input into the G2 chart system.)

o Top 40 reporters should rotate their power (A) records no less than 40 times a week.

* GAVIN secondary Top 40 reporters must adhere to their designated format at least 20 hours

» Any station that does not report or submits a frozen playlist for longer than three consecu-
tive weeks without a valid reason will be dropped.
« All current reporters and new reporter candidates will be evaluated quarterly (after every

 Non-monitored GAVIN reparters must submit proof of a paid subscription.
* Reporters from non-Arbitron-rated markets will be accepted at GAVIN's discretion, provided

Any GAViN Top 40 reporter who cannot meet these mimimum criteria wil be dropped until the
next review cycle. No exceptions will be made.

One thought per break is still
the best advice you can give
an air personality. Listeners
can only absorb a single
message at a time. Too
much talk sounds like mum-
ble jumble and leads to dial
switching. All breaks should
be concise and should utilize
the most descriptive lan-
guage possible.

Basically, the job of a jock
is to give listeners a reason
to stay tuned in and lead
them into the next quarter
hour. There are three key
areas that can help your

INFORMATION BREAKS
deal with the basics: time,
weather, news, and traffic.
This is the information that
people need to hear. Getting
to work on time, what to
wear, or how to avoid an
accident is vital information
for your listeners. The right
amount of pre-selling and a
consistent pattern of payoff
will make your station a reg-
ular part of their life.

ENTERTAINMENT BREAKS
encompass the fun stuff.

Jokes, skits, or bits all must
be set up and pre-sold
before the payoff. Find cre-
ative ways to tease and
pre-sell before execution.
The same goes for human |
interest stories, interviews,
and even contests.

SELLING BREAKS promote
ahead to the next 15 minutes
(vertical promos) or to an
event for the following day
(horizontal promos). Air per-
sonalities who execute these
breaks with creativity and
passion give the station a
high caliber sound.

And have there been problems
associated with being a woman in
a job that more traditionally has
been handled by men? “But of
course,” she says, before quickly
adding, “though it’s hard 10 know
how much of my difficulties can be
atributed 10 my femileness and
how much of it can be attributed to
the job. I've known very forceful
and competent male programmers

who have complained of the same
kinds of staff challenges, so who
knows?”

On the lip side, there must be
some advantages that go along
with being a woman, no? “Yeah, I
don’t have to go (o to strip bars—
but then again, maybe if 1 were a
guy I'd want 10,” she laughs.

In closing Sara offers this good
advice for fledgling ’Ds: “You are
now the boss, and only in a lew
circumstances can you ever really
be equal ‘buddies” with your staff
again. Remember, they need to get
away from you too, sometimes!”

Much like Sara, Leslie wears two
hats at 99X (WNNX)-Atlanta, easily
one of the country’s most successful
Alternative  outlets. In addtion 1o
being the PD, she is also a key com-
ponent of the morning show. Ever
wonder how the biggies make it (0
the top? “1 found my way to the orig-
inal ‘Power 99" in Atlanta bhecause
the morning show needed a female
to balance out their show,” recalls
Fram.

As 1 see
it, a song should move
to recurrent bhecause
listeners love it, we’ve
banged it in heavy, and

Initial callout can
sometimes be a little frightening
(“It’s a stiff'”), but hold on.
Although it may vary from song to
song, first callout scores will often
show a familiarity of less than
70%. This should be considered
an *“early” callout, so take the
results with a grain of salt. As
familiarity scores grow, you cun
then start to make judgments (ie:
maybhe it really is a stiff).

This is where popularity and
passion come in. Obviously, we
want to play music that people
like. If respondents are rating
music on a one to five scale (a five
meaning it’s their favorite song),
you hope to see lots of fives (fours
aren’t so bad, either). Clearly, ones
and twos are not what we like to
see—but what about threes? These
are the proverbial “fence sitters.” A
three¢ means they don’t hate it, but
they are also not passionate about
the song. Songs with a high per-
centage of threes may not hurt
you, but they ulso don’t excite
audiences. In today’s competitive
arena, radio stations must find
ways to excite people.

As popularity scores rise, you
want to increase your spins in
order to get the maximum expo-
sure from hugely popular songs.
“Fence sitters” or outright sucking
eggs are another story. It’s impor-
tant to give these songs at least

We should not recurrent records
because they went to Number
One and we think another song
should have the glory or because
the record company has shipped
the next single. It's time to stop
recurrenting songs before they've
peaked! Capitalize on the popu-
larity you worked so hard to
achieve. The only real way to
know when to recurrent a record
is to conduct music callout in
your market (national callout
won't tell you il yourlisteners are |
burned on u song). Theories vary
on what levetl of burn is high. I|
view burn as high only when
popularity scores start to go|
down. As long as popularity is|
increasing, ignore the burn.

gauge what's familiar,
Without it, you're flying blind. It
should be one of your basic pro-
gramming tools; if you're not cur-
rently using it, tell your GM that
Top 40 and Hot A/C (ie: your
competitors!) are using callout
and are growing their audiences.
Our format is not doing enough
callout, and as a result, we’re fly-
ing blind and losing audience
share. Is it any wonder?

Considering how strong

Country’s ratings were a few
years ago, many program-
mers have been decrying
the state of the format’s for-
tunes today. What’s the -eal
story? How did the Wintar
99 Arbitrons look? And, are
there markets where
Country is not only surviv-
ing, but thriving?

WINTER ARBITRONS: A DRAW
Consuftant Bob Moody recently
wrote to clients that the Winter 3ook
may have been the nadir for the
Country format and that Spring
Arbitrends show some improvement.
If Winter was a low point, it wasr't
terrible. In fact, an analysis of
Country stations’ Spring trend =2+
shares, compared their Winter 39
12+ shares, yielded these results:

® 41 percent of Country stations
saw their overall share grow;

® 41 percent saw slippage vs. the
previous year; and

® 18 percent were stable (either the
exact same share or within .2 share
points, accountable by statistical
wobble).

Presumabtly, more narrow demos
followed this pattern.

Overall, it appears to be a draw for
Country in a Book that often is not
friendly to music stations. Winter sur-
veys are frequently storm- or weath-
er-affected, with a positive impact on
News or News/Talk stations to the
detriment of music shares. Thus,

special

Country needn’t hang its head here.
In July and August we'll see Spring
data—and hope for Jrogress. In the
meantime, let's look: at several met-
ros where Winter was hot—at least
among the Country contestants.

PHOENIX

As the Owens clan Fands off owner-
ship of KNIX to Jaca, it’s bequeath-
ing the #1 station in the Valley of the
Sun. For about 15 vears, KNIX has
been locked in a monster battle with
KMLE (Came! 108), and the Winter
'99 Arbitron here saw KNIX surge
{compared to Winter '98) while
KMLE slipped, still good enough for
seventh overall. Amcng adults 25-54,
the race is even tighrer:

KNIX 5.1 6.0 (#1)
KMLE 6.2 4.7 (#7)
(12+, Mo-Su)

Among 25-54s, KNIX rose a point
and one-half {to almwst six) while
KMLE softened to a low five, just a
half share back. Durng the M-F, 6
a.m.-7 p.m. daypart for 25-54s, the
four-book average fcr the two sta-
tions leads the mar<zt, basically tied
in the mid-six range. Country has
powerful appeal n “hoenix, and it
will be interesting to see how Jacor’s
new ownership affects this spotlight-
ed struggle.

NASHVILLE

What an amazing Country universe in
Music City! While the Winter Arbitron
chronicled the legendary WSM and
the FM battle betwian WSIX and
WSM/FM, that ratings book soon will
be a collector’s item Why? Because
it was the last to inzude just those
Country combatants. Starting with
this Spring Book, Les Acree-consult-
ed WKDF (a former rocker) entered
the fray. That should make things
exciting! Ironically, the three existing

stations el saw year-to-year slip-
page, so it will be fascinating to see
how the Country audience is carved
up in this next survey with 'KDF's
debut.

It s=rs that there are some
Court y successes—and stations—
in the nicldle of the U.S. The ques-
tion now becomes: Will this format,
as with fhe change to Daylight
Savings Time, “spring forward” as
the naxt Arbitron Books emerge?
We'll know in a month or so. While
this Winter survey was so-so, it
seems that in three of the markets
examined—~Phoenix, Nashville, and
Houstorn—radio owners have
expressed confidence in Country.

Folk music: timeless genre or lost art?

True, the likes of Phil Ochs, Tims

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Mindset According to Smith

According to guitarist Richard Smith, USC is the
country’s Number Two ranked musical institution
behind Julliard School of Music. USC’s Guitar
Department boasts an impressive lineup of profes-

sional players, including jazz guitarists Joe Diorio
and Frank Potenza (who plays with Gene Harris), Pat
Kelly (who played with David Benoit and George
Benson), David Ochs (a classical and Jazz player),
and Steve Trovato (who is also a hot Country player).
Even so, Smith says his biggest challenge is opening

students’ minds to pop genres like Smooth Jazz.

“Sometimes kids come to USC with one mindset,”

he explains. “Maybe it’s a fat guitar through a warm-sounding amp playing
post-bop. They’re beautiful players, but they’re resistant to the classical on
the one side and the studio/electric side on the other. No matter how talented
they are, if they don’t open their minds and stretch, | give them two years
maximum in the profession before they’re ground down.”

In addition to Smooth stylistics, Smith also teaches the rhythmic styles of
James Brown, Jimi Hendrix, as well as soulful playing in the tradition of Earth,
Wind & Fire and Tower of Power. “Isn’t that what I’ve been playing all these
years with Richard Elliot or Rick Braun? Old, cool James Brown things. It's
great to be able to teach that to my students.”

It’'s when Smith comes off the road and re-enters the academic bubble, he
says, that he realizes just how much the traditional Jazz-oriented curriculum
needs to catch up with the times. “Music schools can be so out of touch
today,” he explains. “While the symphony orchestra is no longer a major part
of mainstream society, it’s still the centerpiece of most music schools. The
same can be said about Jazz Big Bands. | don’t necessarily think we should
get rid of them, but you can’t measure how good a music school is anymore
just by how good their big bands are.

“While my students know a lot about Pat Metheny, Wes Montgomery, and
Kenny Burrell,” he adds, “they should also be familiar with players like Peter
White, Craig Chaquico, and Norman Brown. We need to train musicians how
to adapt to today’s styles.”

Many of the musicians on the
GAVIN Jazz and Smooth Jazz
charts are not only proficient solo
artists; some are also practicing
college professors—and these
ranks are not limited to tradition-
al Jazz stars, either. In fact, two
players currently on the SJ&V
chart, Walter Beasley and Richard
Smith, have each been college
instructors for 15 years. Beasley
is an Associate Professor al
Berklee College of Music in
Boston, while Smith is a tenured
professor at the University of
Southern California.

Saxophonist Beasley, whose
Berklee
included Branford Marsulis and
been

own classmates at
Donald Harrison, has
recording solo projects since
1986. Smith—who toured with
Richard Elliot for over ten years
and has recorded solo projects
since 1988—currently oversees
the guitar department at USC’s
greater music studies program.

Both Beasley and Smith teach
their students the aesthetics of
Smooth Jazz as a viable—albeit
commercial—musical genre.

Ordinarily, it's traditional Jazz
that’s been ingrained in college
curricula across the nation. T.S.
Monk, who also oversees the
Thelonious Monk Foundation,
was supportive when asked
about Smooth Jazz's chances of
finding its way into the hallowed
hallways of higher education.

“I wish them good luck in
putting together a curriculum,”
warns Monk. “I just hope it's not
fillered by European musicolo-
gists or thwarted by the political
dynamics that generally go on
inside musical institutions.

“The problem with Jazz educa-

«

tion,” Monk continues, “was, for
example, when they decided to
start teaching bebop, none of the
university educators ever thought
to pick up the phone and call
Dizzy or Thelonious—two of
bebop’s founders—and ask them
to help out or give advice!”

But with a more hands-on
approach from practicing musi-
cians like Beasley and Smith,
Smooth Jazz may have a chance
of being taken more seriously by
today’s music majors and other

faculty members.

Beasley: Smooth Jazz is User Friendly

“l explain to my students that
Smooth Jazz is a listener-friendly
genre; ordinary people can
understand it,” Walter Beasley
tells GAVIN from his home in
Massachusetts. “In the
past, Cool Jazz and
Miles were listener
triendly, as was
Cannonball Adderley
and Nat Cole. We did-
n’t just jump up 10
1999 with Smooth Jazz
becoming the music of
the day.
