The term Mary Richards Party was 
coined a dozen or so years back by 
an intern whose name slips my 
mind. We were at one of those 
events that comes along every now 
and again. We had, oh, ten people 
show up at our big bash despite an 
incessant barrage of on -air promo- 
tion backed by contesting and sec- 
ondary mentions through client tie- 

ins. I think it's one of God's ways 
of teaching us humility. 

Standing there, in the cavernous 
room, the intern turned to me and 
cracked, "It's like one of those par- 
ties that Mary would have on the 
old Mary Tyler Moore Show." And 
he was right. Whenever Mary threw 
a party, it inevitably was doomed 
to failure. Since then I've always 
referred to these occasional disas- 
ters as "Mary Richards Parties." Be 

honest. We've all had at least one 
in our career. An inexplicable align- 
ment of the planets that creates a 

massive no-show. The union walks 
and there's no power. I think 
you've been there. And a lot more 
of us will be there in a couple of 
weeks as the millennium ends- 
and not with a bash, but with a 

promotional whimper. 
I saw on CNN a poll showing 75 

percent of people are either staying 
home or attending a house party 
thrown by a friend. We can over- 
analyze this to death. Fear of Y2K? 

Possibly. Price gouging by promot- 
ers who are charging three or four 
times the normal ticket price? 
Could be. More than likely it's a lit- 

tle of both. But that doesn't mean 
we should just fold up our tents. 
Call an audible! Make an adjust- 
ment and rescue this, the biggest of 
all promotional opportunities. 

First, if everyone is going to be 
home or at house parties, you need 
to be there too. Create a Home 
Invasion Campaign (HIC) that will 

have every vehicle in your fleet out 
on the streets, stocked with cham- 
pagne, party platters, and other 
necessities. Solicit on air and get a 

stack `o faxes and emails from your 
audience telling you where they'll 
be on the night of the 31st. Then 
get out a map of the market and 
coordinate an attack that will 

ensure a call -in from a different 
party every 30 minutes, all night 
long. In addition to getting out and 
"touching" the listeners, you'll have 
the vibe of this New Year's. And 
you will sound omnipresent. You'll 
own New Year's on the air. 

Most of you are already locked 
into clubs and events. Fine! Your 

broadcast, interspersed with calls 
from the Party Crashers, will be the 
background music to thousands of 
parties. This is going to be a huge 
night for radio listening. So make 
sure you sound great. Get the engi- 
neer down and mike the room so 
that it's 500 percent better sounding 
than the average club gig, which is 

usually a jumbled roar of unintelli- 
gible noise. 

Countdowns are a standard for 
New Year's, but they can also be 
momentum breakers. Think "party 
music." Are the multitudes of peo- 

ple partying and listening to your 
station going to want to hear a 40 

second bio on Shania before you 
play song number 12 in the count- 
down? Find ways to keep the pace 
brisk and upbeat. 

Another key is cost. Keep it 

down and you're one step closer to 
ensuring that Ms. Richards doesn't 
appear at your event. Babysitting is 

a concern. Teenage girls are going 
to make a killing this year. They're 
charging $20 an hour and some are 
demanding and getting perks like 
spa visits and gift certificates to 01cl 

Navy. Can you do something to 
address this issue with the people 
who are thinking of attending your 
bash? Another way to avoid Mary. 

I knew a PD who treated New 
Year's as a throw -away night. No 

one was listening, he reasoned, so 
he put a part-timer on the air, hung 
a couple banners at a club, and that 
was pretty much it. Conversely, I 

look at New Year's-and this one 
especially-like Operation Desert 
Storm. Multiple elements hitting in 
waves with no one allowed leave 
for the night. When you think back 
on the millennium, don't remember 
it as a night when the vans were in 

the garage. This is the biggest pro- 
motional opportunity any of us will 

ever have. Treat it like that.

As we exit this year/century, 
Arbitron has given the industry an 
interesting parting gift. For the first 
time the ratings giant has produced 
topline numbers regarding listening 
to radio on the Internet. Thus, a 

new ratings universe debuts with 
implications for radio station PDs, 
marketers, and ad folks. The new 
product is known as InfoStreamTMl. 

Let's look at what's been pro- 
duced by Arbitron, list some top 
performers, and forecast what's 
ahead in this brave new world of 
Web ratings. 

OCTOBER: 900,000 WEB 
LISTENERS 
Promoted initially at the NAB Radio 
Show in Seattle in October '98, 

Arbitron debuted its initial Web rat- 
ings with October '99 tuning. Based 
on four streaming content pro- 
viders-ABC Radio Networks, 
BroadcastMusic.com., LaMusica 
and Magnitude Network-the rat- 
ings firm determined that 900,000 
folks cumed Web -based radio. 

InfoStream data is a census, not 
ratings estimates, so this is a real 
number based on the universe 
delivered by the four initial stream- 
ing vendors. As we'll see later, that 
universe will likely grow very 
quickly. 

Suffice it to say that these first 
four streaming sources account for 
about 240 Internet audio chan- 
nels-just 10 percent of the cur- 
rent online radio universe, accord- 
ing to Arbitron's Thom Mocarsky. 
As more streaming sources are 
included in Arbitron's compilation, 
the number of surveyed audio 
sites and the audience sizes will 
expand way beyond this initial 
tally of 900,000. 

TOP 10 LIST 
So what station Websites grabbed 
the most attention in October? 
Congrats to the pioneers shown in 

the the shaded box. 
Two notes. First, cume here is not

ON THE FUTURE OF RADIO 

"Hopefully the future of radio will 

mean that we actually get some 
content. We are still suffering the 
effects of '80s programmers and 
consultants who stripped radio 
stations of all content and just put 
sweepers and liners on the air. 

Radio is one of the only mediums 
not increasing. content. With the 
advent of stations that you can lis- 

ten to now on the Internet and 
satellite, the one that has the best 
content is going to win. Radio is 

going to have more competition. 
The smart broadcasters will real- 
ize that we have to have com- 
pelling programming back on 
these frequencies."

Background: I've been in radio for 15 years. I started as a board 

op at WFNC/AM talk/coun:ry doing weekends. I spent seven years at 

WKML-Fayetteville, Ark. and other gigs have included WLWI- 

Montgomery, Ala., progran director at WYZB-Ft. Walton Beach, Fla., 

and now MD/middays here in Tampa. 

What is the definition of a music director? Overworked and underpaid! 

There are many levels to this position, but most of all, the music director is responsible 

for a very large portion of the station's product. The MD needs to be the main person on 

the assembly line who is constantly fine tuning, adjusting, and improving the product. 

How much research is involved in your job? We recently completed a 

semi-annual gold test. We're currently looking into the possibility of re-establishing 

weekly current research. 

When should you trust your instincts more than you trust 
your consultant or research? Local research and your consultant's 

advice are valuable tools and should be balanced with SoundScan, listener feedback, 

and your own instincts. 

How much of your time do you actually devote to listening to 
new music? Listening to new music is how I prepare for music calls. The day 

before music calls, I spend a few hours listening and then re -visit the tunes on music 

call day. I also check out new albums at home on the weekends while I'm cleaning the 

house. With the exception of the "no-brainer" songs, I believe that your mood, stress 

levels, and life's other distractions can affect your opinion on music, so I try to listen to 

every new single a few times before I reach a decision. 

What songs are making a big impact on your station right now? 
Faith Hill's "Breathe" and Tim McGraw's "My Best Friend" are doing great for us! Mark 

Wills' "Back At One" is currently our "Pick Hit of the Week" for the second week. We're 

also beginning to get some good feedback on SHeDAISY's "This Woman Needs."

some comfort in) is that it's a brand 
new world facing all of us equally 
and we are not alone. 

Reflecting on our format this 

past year, we've had a mixture of 
good times and bad. We've seen 
consolidation spread from radio 
into the domain of the record 
labels and there's a strong possi- 
bility that there's more to come. 

Although country album sales 
are down as a whole, we wit- 

nessed the Dixie Chicks emerge as

country's newest superstars, and 
we saw the new sister -trio 
SHeDAISY sell gold. Country leg- 

ends George Jones and Kenny 
Rogers re-emerged with new prod- 
uct that has re-established them on 
both the Country airplay and sales 
charts. This year also brought us 

some unique and powerful songs 
that spent multiple weeks at 

Number One and helped increase 
awareness for artists like LoneStar 

and newcomer Brad Paisley. And, 

while the pop vs. country debate 
will probably rage on forever, I 

believe that artists like Faith Hill 

and Martina McBride have done a 

world of good in increasing the 
nation's awareness of our format. 

Looking ahead, we definitely have 
our work cut out for us, but it's also 

an exciting time, especially for 

country fans. With increasing com- 
petition from satellite radio and the 
Internet, Country radio stations are 
going to have to make sure they're 
offering the freshest and most excit- 

ing radio they've ever done, and the 
listener will be the beneficiary of 
this. Nashville labels, who in most 

cases have not seen many new 
artists break through, are also going 

to have to revamp their product and 
work harder to find and develop the 
freshest and most exciting artists, 

music, and entertainers. 
The future is here. Happy holidays 

and I wish everyone an exciting and 
prosperous 2000 and beyond!

The baby's in a lodge of broken bark, 

and wrapped in a rabbit skin. Chiefs from 

afar come and bring him gifts of fur and 

rabbit pelts. Hunters on the range hear the 

angel choir. 

"There's also a connection with democra-

cy,' he says. "Jesus is a 'nobody,' born in a 

barn to a carpenter/farming family. The first 

people to get the news are men who are 

herding livestock. The American version of 

the shepherd is the cowboy. He even experi- 

ences what the shepherds did: the wonder 

of looking up at the sky and the stars and 

asking, 'What's up there?'

One Last And Final Look: It Was a Year of Angels

There is a distinct air of finality as I 

pound out my column for the fish 

wrap. It is the last one of 1999; the 
last column of the decade; the last 

column of the millennium; and my 

final column as a Senior Editor of 
GAVIN. As many of you are aware, 
Kent and I are leaving GAVIN to pur- 

sue newer, more volatile adventures 
in the cyber world. 

Not that it's been easy going dur- 
ing the past 12 months. 

I'll look back at 1999 as the busiest 
year of my life. After an ambitious 
GAVIN Seminar last February in New 
Orleans, our largest (and most stren- 
uous) Colorado Triple A Summit, 

eight special issues, 50 columns, 100 

charts, 100 artist profiles and 
reviews, the year resembles a blur. 

In addition, Kent and I just turned 
in a final draft for our third book, a 

collaboration with Ralph "Sonny" 

Barger, the visionary leader of men 
who helped turn the Hell's Angels 
Motorcycle Club into a worldwide 
force. In 1999 it seemed like our 
plate was full. 

Well, almost. 
In August, as Kent and I were 

knee-deep in matters pertaining to 
GAVIN, the Summit, and the book, 
we decided to join up with a com- 
rade and blueprint the possibility of 
changing careers and starting a 

new venture. Consolidation made 
its mark in the radio, music, and 
publishing continuum, so now was 
the time to do something fresh, 
jump over to dot.com pastures and 
take one last swing at controlling 
one's destiny. 

I'm a big believer that everyone 
should take pride in his or her own 

body of work. After over a dozen 
years of journalism, 17 seminars, 7 

Summits, two SFO events, and co- 

authoring three books, I felt it was 
time to move on. There was nothing 
left to prove. 

People in radio and the music 
industry were shocked when we 
made the official announcement. 
Calls and emails flooded in. 

Everybody has been so sup- 
portive of our decision. The 
best one came from resident 
KPLU wise guy, Nick 
Morrison: 

"Boys: Good going. `We're 

leaving GAVIN.' Good prank. 
Everyone believes you, you 
know. They actually think 
you're leaving. Well done, 
you irrepressible pranksters, 
you." 

Over the past two years 
Kent and I have enviously 
gazed southward from our 
San Francisco/Oakland perch 
to Silicon Valley where there's a 

whole new dynamic of start-ups and 
technological explosions. After a 

series of meetings, presentations, 
and planning sessions, five of us in 

the music/radio sector made the 
break and banded together to form 

a nucleus from which to build and 
recruit a brand new team. 

It should be scary starting anew, 
but the reality has yet to sink in. 

Moving to the dot.com world is 

akin to simultaneously experienc- 
ing the Oklahoma land grab and 
the next industrial revolution. As 

Barger says, "Nobody ever said 
freedom was cheap," so I savor 
every moment of self-determination 
that careens my way. 

As I make my departure, I exam- 
ine the state of Jazz and Smooth. 
Smooth Jazz has become a mass 
appeal, major market phenomenon 
but still fights ferociously for success 
and recognition. While ratings and 
revenues are up, it's not been with- 
out an artistic price. Charts and 

playlists have tightened up drastical- 
ly and the spirit of eclecticism has, at 

times, fallen by the wayside. As 

more listeners get turned on to the 
Smooth Jazz experience, I can't help 
but to recall the days when progres- 

sive -minded artists like Tracy Thorn 
and Ben Watt of Everything But The 
Girl felt at home and literally sat 

among us at our early convention

meetings. Nowadays, Pat Metheny 
has to fight to debut-much less sit 

atop the Smooth Jazz chart. Too 

many great artists have been shown 
the door. 

Still, Smooth Jazz radio takes the 
high road in presenting and champi- 
oning instrumental music while so 
many programming competitors 
churn out a predictable menu of 
over -researched tunes. 

Meanwhile, non-commercial Jazz 
radio has reacted to modern times 
where the bottom line is wor- 
shipped and real art is discounted. 
They've survived the pounding 
waves of government cutbacks and 
the dumbing-down of many music 
consumers. To present jazz on the 
radio is an art that needs to be done 
cleverly and with a keen program- 
ming perspective. Serving a 25-54 

audience and replenishing the 
younger end of the spectrum while 
satisfying older listeners is jazz 

radio's battle cry of 2000. 

Looking back, I remember the live 

performances Kent and I staged, 
which included Herbie Hancock, 

Cassandra Wilson, Joshua Redman, 
Joe Henderson, Mike Stern, Diana 

Krall, Craig Chaquico, Peter White, 

the Harper Brothers jamming with 

Joe Sample, Don Was's experimental 
Orquestra. Joni Mitchell, Michel 

Camilo, Diane Schuur, Acoustic 
Alchemy, Bob James & Earl Klugh, 

Joe Zawinul, Lee Ritenour, 
Eric Marienthal, Stunz & 

Farah, Cyrus Chestnut, Charlie 

Haden, Kenny Barron, Gerald 
Albright, Sarah McLachlan, 

Bela Fleck, Richard Elliot, 

Jacky Terrasson, Brad 
Mehldau, Bobby Caldwell, 
Nicholas Payton, Mike Stern, 

Groove Collective, Ronny 
Jordan & Charlie Hunter, Holly 

Cole, Ottmar Liebert, Kirk 

Whalum, Terence Blanchard, 
and many more. I'll never for- 

get our tenth anniversary 
awards celebration in San 

Diego when almost 20 jazz and 
Smooth artists showed up as guest 
award presenters. 

These are landmark times. The 

Year 2000 syndrome had something 
to do with changing course. Success 
is on the horizon, but if I crash and 
burn in the next several months, I'll 

know I had no choice but to pro- 

ceed forward. 
I'll always look back on 1999 as a 

year of angels-angels from hell, 

financial angels, and, of course, my 

angelic wife, Gladys, to whom, after 
nearly two decades of marriage, I 

dedicate these previous 12 years of 
work in Jazz and Smooth Jazz. 

Kent and I will be underground 
for the next several weeks, but you'll 
be able to contact us [see above]. 

We'll still be with GAVIN on an advi- 

sory basis and will occasionally con- 
tribute editorial content. Rest 

assured, we will resurface quickly, 

building bridges, knocking down 
walls, and fighting for the music and 
the creative spirit harder than ever.

Wynton Marsalls 
A Tidal Wave of Releases 

Nineteen ninety-nine has been a bumper crop 

year for Wynton Marsalis. In a whirlwind of 

releases designed to send the 20th century 

packing in style, his "Swinging Into the 21st" 

is a breathless marketing campaign spanning 

a total of eight separate jazz and classical 

releases. The most climactic of these for Jazz 

radio has been the seven -CD live set Live At 

the Village Vanguard. Broken down into each 

day of the week, this recording draws from 

numerous septet lineups from 1990 to 1994. 

Pianists Marcus Roberts and Eric Reed gained 

prominence in part because of the perfor- 

mances documented on this set. 

While recent "Swinging..." releases like 

Reeltime and Mr. Jelly Lord were nifty histori- 

cal reenactments of certain key 20th century 

jazz movements; Live At the Village Vanguard 

is precisely the release Jazz radio has been 

waiting for-Marsalis and the band wailing 

and kicking butt on the bandstand, free of stu- 

dio production demands. 

Many have suspected all along that 

Marsalis has been stockpiling scads of mater- 

ial worthy of release. 

"I decided to do it this past year [because] I 

had some of the music [already] recorded," 

Marsalis told DownBeat "I knew that we were 

going to record more and I just really wanted 

to get all my music out there. Not everybody 

[at Sony/Columbia] thought it was a good 

idea, but they were willing to work with me." 

Downbeat then asked Marsalis to commen 

on RIM figures that showed jazz's market 

share shrinking from 4.7% in 1988 to 1.9% 

in 1998. 

"Those numbers are just a way to demoral 

ize musicians," responded Marsalis. "Let's 

tally up all of the sales of all jazz records fro 

the beginning of time-then you'll see some 

truly interesting numbers. We're constantly 

being told that we're doing wrong and none 

this sells and nobody wants anything of quali- 

ty. Don't be fooled by that." 

Okay by us, Wynton. Swing on.

When a mass appeal talent 

like Michael (or as Sinead O'Connor did 

in 1992) decides to tackle an orches- 

tral/classics approach, they call the inim- 

itable Phil Ramone, who really knows 

how to produce large ensembles. A 

slowed down, sensual version of Sting's 

"Roxanne" will turn heads in much the 

same way the Chris Gaines record did. 

Brian Hughes 
Retro '60s Beatnik Bossa 

Guitarist Brian Hughes has a jumpin' new 

recording on Higher Octave Jazz called 

Shakin' Not Stirred. Hughes is an accom- 

plished session musician who travels the 

world as a band member with Celtic vocalist 

Loreena McKennitt. But like his labelmate 

Grant Geissman, Hughes is also intrigued with 

the revisionist funk of the 1960s and '70s. 

Although his latest recording is slick and 

upbeat, the chord changes and improvised 

solos are jazzier than ever. Like many Smooth 

Jazz solo artists, Hughes looked to 1970s CTI 

Jazz recordings for inspiration, partly because 

the roster at that time featured hardened bop 

players who were anxious to explore a more 

mass appeal jazz lexicon. 

"Saxophonist Stanley Turrentine's Salt 

Song and trumpeter Freddie Hubbard's Red 

Clay come to mind as two albums in particu- 

lar that struck me as combining jazz, Latin, 

and pop with some very cool grooves," said 

Hughes. 'My past albums focused on my love 

of Latin and Brazilian music. While Shakin' 

Not Stirred is underpinned with many of those 

elements, I incorporated a jazz club atmos- 

phere to this session." 

Predictably, Hughes plays with a clean Wes 

Montgomery sheen, but this time he's added 

vibes, trumpet, and jazz piano. 

"It's a cool groove, I call it 'retro '60s beatnik 

bossa," explained Hughes. "The opening tune, 

'Shakin' Not Stirred,' has a retro Latin jazz feel 

that started in the '60s when the American jazz 

players were introduced to Cuban and Brazilian 

music. They were so used to playing swing that 

when they tried to play Latin music with its 

straight eighth note feel they kind of ended up 

somewhere in between." 

While David Benoit already fooled around 

with the "shaken not stirred," James 

Bond/martini imagery back in 1994, Hughes' 

project is more eclectic. 

"I really enjoy combining jazz with elements 

of pop, urban, and world music," said Hughes. 

"I've traveled extensively and performed in 

many countries. I always keep my eyes and 

ears open for new sounds and experiences." 

And make that a twist and hold the olive.
