Face It—even their giant name and
Mutt Lange couldn’t guarantee the goods—and after
getting past Rlck’s accident, producer changes,
Mutt’s crash—and the overall wear and tear of 4 1/2
years, we should all be damn glad that one of the
originals Is stlll the greatest.

Cock Robin, "Just Around The Corner”,
Columbia.... What do women really want?  Well,
among other things they’d like their favorite station
to lay out a little more roll in between the rock—and
that’s where Cock Robin gets the call. Though most
programmers opted for walt-and-see on their last
single (”I Thought You Were On My Side”), It did see
action on over 50 stations and a number of majors.
The eighteen months since then have seen a subtle
shift toward softer, more adult oriented crossovers—
and thanks to Ace producer Don Gehman, thls new
song Is not only a major Improvement, it’s also much
more in style. As for vocalist Peter Kingsbery, is this
guy the new Gene Pltney or what?

Roger Daltrey, "Hearts Of Fire”, Atlantic.... | think we’re all agreed that Roger deserves big points for
flying the edge of the commercial envelope on hls "Take Me Home” leadoff track--but obviously that masterful
attempt will have to remaln In album appetizer status. The maln course? This carefully crafted one listen,
made for radio hit. If It's slightly poppler than you'd prefer, take heart in that killer chorus and always
distinctive sound, and realize you’ll be dealing with a cross format challenge on thls beauty quicko pronto.

RECORD OF THE WEEK

Jon Astley, "Jane’s Getting Serious”, Atlantic.... Ah yes—the tune many thought was over weeks ago
contlnues to pile up new stations at a practically unprecedented rate. Requests are what make America (and
this song) great—and they Just keep on coming. Our latest report finds »Jane” jumping 10-7 Most Requested,
with 15 stations now listing top 5 phones. We’ve also got a meaty 31-22 Hard Hundred move, with 12
Increases, 22 adds—and a total of 59 new bellevers over the past three weeks. And if that’s not the portrait of a
record that's serlously on fire, | don’t know what is. KBCO’s Doug Clifton comments, *The song gets great
requests and just passed the Dead for Top requests. If you give this record a chance you’ll have just as much
success as we have”...Well, are you ready?

More On The Picks...

The Brandos. "Gettysburg” ., Relativity... |
knew It was just a matter of time ’til Mike and the
good folks at Relatlvity tled into a leglt longshot—and
here It Is!! The quirky Fogerty meets REM harmonies
drive us nuts, and the song Itself puts most of the
neo-garage/roots rock bands I've heard lately to
shame—In terms of both writing and performance.
And when'’s the last time you heard anyone work that
Clvll War theme? For great guiltars, haunting vocals
and the unexpected treat element, the Brandos are
easlly the best new act we’ve come across since the
Smithereens.

Guns N’ Roses, "Welcome to the Jungle”,
Geffen.... Sure, Polygram still backs the big unit
count outfits, but in terms of artist development in the
Hard Rock sector, Geffen’s the guys to beat. Hot on
the heels of Hagar, Whitesnake, and Tesla, let's have
a big hand for Guns N’ Roses!! Noted A&R
metallurglst Tom “Motley Crue” Zutaut heard that LA
bar buzz early on—and the finished product here
sports all kind of phone magnet riffs, and the right
kind of Aerosmith/Stones/Sex Pistols/AC/DC blues
roots overtones to do better than OK with the upper
end of the spectrum. You might be confused at first,
since there’s a lot happening at once—-but listen and
test at night and you'll roll the add a week later,
guaranteed.

Sammy Hagar, "Returning Home”, Geffen....
”Boys Night Out” may have the chart momentum with
a 41-32* move—but we remain convinced "Home” Is
the real deal for now. That acapella punch-In a la
"Jack And Diane” Is can’t miss, and you’ve gotta love
all those changes. It’s currently on 27, including
KRQR, KGB, WDVE, KDJK, KGON, KICT, WDIZ,
WGTR, WIOT, WKLS, AND WLNZ. 79-73*.

Joe Ely. "Lord Of The Highway”, Hightone....
Anyone remember the Band’s old Spike Jones bit
about hating to hear him sing but loving the way he
talks? 1 surely don’t hate anything about Joe—but
it's definitely the guitar playing that distinguishes his
work. The vocals are average plus, but this track’s
raw and raucous axe work Is the true drlving wheel,
especlally as heard on CD. If fooling around with real
roots rock-—and not some A&R guy’s newly recruited
version of same--Is your pleasure, try the "Highway”
on—It honks!!

Brian McDonald Group, "Life Is a Desperate
Business”, Columbia... And speaking of
subliminal, hear this one a few times and tell us what
pops Into your mind. You’ll notice nice gultars,
workable vocals, and...toothpaste wlll pop Into your
mind!! Why? The chorus cops the best part of Close
Up’s ”"Get Closer” theme song. Hey, In over ten
years of dolng this on practically a weekly basls, I've
never resorted to TV commercial tie-ins to interest
radio In a record—but think about it. Hasn’t that jingle
had A Rotatlon play for about three years now?
Stranger things have happened.

Frozen Ghost, "Promises”, Atlantic ... One of
the highlights of their Philadelphla appearance on the
recent tour translates beautifully to vinyl, n’est ce
pas? Few new bands know how to build a huge
cascading hook llke these clever Canadians—and
that Led Zep “All Of My Love” arrangement Is a neat
subliminal hook as well. Nice female touch on the
fadeout, too.

The Replacements, "Alex Chilton”, Sire/WB.... Whew!! Talk about a tough record!! Pll state once more
that ”Alex Chllton” Is one of the best new tracks on the street——and the best New Alternative to Mainstream
crossover currently available. I'm happy to report that it was also the star performer In the "Great Bands That
Radio Should Be Playlng” category at my Album Radio panel at the New Music Seminar. From Larry Dunn to
Jim Trapp to Oz Medina to Rick Carroll to John Hayes, and Rob Lipshutz, everyone was raving about this song.

Bruce Cohn,
who managed the band for over a decade, says the
group will go into the studio this fall to record new
tracks. The last Dooble Brothers album was "One
Step Closer,” which came out in 1980. "I've been
trying to get the band back together, really since
they broke up. They were very negative about It.
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They felt they were a 1970s’ band and their fans
didn’t care about them anymore,” Cohn says. "l kept
finding out that people love the Dooble Brothers.
Through the tour, the band saw that there was sti
an audience that loved their music, plus that they
got along well together. There also was some
concern about how well they would piay, especlally
with so many musiclans on stage. Most of the
reviews sald they were better than they were
originally.” Tom Johnston, Patrick Simmons,
Tiran Porter, Michael Hossack and John
Hartman are all very interested In the reunlon,
Cohen says. He doesn’t expect Michael McDonald to
be part of the reunion effort. “They all have their own
careers, but the vehicle to get them Into national
status Is the Dooble Brothers,” Cohen adds. "The
task before them is to come up with songs that were
as good as they ever did. Most of them don’t need a
buck.”

courtesy of CFNY, Toronto and our exclusive reporter
Lee Carter. Lee can be heard on CFNY's “Sunday
Music Magazine” program and on “Live From

London” aired Wednesday evenings.
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Last Saturday night, Isiand Records held their 25th
Birthday Party at the legendary Pinewood Studios, 30
miles south of London. 7,000 guests drank
themselves under the table to the live sounds of
Jullan Cope, Troublefunk, The Christians, Robert
Paimer, Eric Clapton and Aswad. Although the
rumours that U2 might be there turned out to be
untrue, they still provided the undoubted highlight of
the evening by being beamed In live from their
concert in Parls. Three hours of the event were also
shown live on British television. Ali the Island acts
but Grace Jones made some contribution to the
event. Even Miille Small, the I5-year-old Jamaican
who label chlef Chris Blackwell brought over to
England In 1964 to record "My Boy Lollipop” was
present, nestling her daughter In her arms, looking it
must be sald, rather puzzled by the whole
proceedings. As It was their very first record, island
have chosen to re-release "My Boy...” with a special
island 25 video. In Interview from Paris, The Edge
hinted that the next U2 album may well be a live one,
but promised that the majority of the materiai would
be new songs. A remarkable film about U2 was also
shown concerning their lii-fated attempt to make a
video for "Where The Streets Have No name” on the
roof of a liquor store in a sleazy nelghbourhood In
Los Angeles. As has been well documented, several
thousand people got wind of this and the L.A. Police
shut them down. Being a fly on the wall while a big
fat cop was arguing with their tour manager was
terrific fun. Of great Interest to those who wonder
about the disappearance of lesser spotted pop stars
was an Interview with Usaf Islan - formerly Cat
Stevens who turned out to be a quiet, humourous,
introspective man who explalned how he had traded
in trylng to find what he was looking #or (the theme of
most of his songs) with actually finding it. He looked
contented and happy. There was archive footage
aplenty: Traffic, Free, Bob Marley and Bad Company
to name a few and Tom Walts and Joe Cocker sent
messages from America. Apart from the nice tinges
of the Island story, one may wonder why the British
media has become so obsessed with island 25, when
after all it could be sald that it Is just another record
label. It comes down to British national pride. Since
the late seventies Island’s only major competitor as a
wholly British label has been Virgin. But Island can
still make the claim that they are the only privately-
owned Independent British record company that can
take on the big muitinationals on their own turf,

Besides, everyone loves a fighting underdog and
Chris Blackwell over the years has represented that
to many admirers In the music business.

FRANKIE GOES TO HOLLYWOOD held
auditions for a new singer last Saturday. They
invited anyone who thinks that they’'ve got what It
takes to meet ZTT officlals at London’s Kings Cross
rallway station at ten In the morning. Surprisingly
less than 30 people showed up and the label kept
them walting around for I-l/2 hours. Following the
final decislon, the band will begin recording and
touring without Paul Rutherford, though, who has
announced his departure to pursue a solo career In
Los Angeles. Holly Johnson, the lead singer, left the
group several months ago.

SIOUXSIE AND THE BANSHEES have just
announced a brand new single, the first to feature
new members of the group - Martin Mcarrick and
John Klein. It's called "Song From The Edge Of The
World”. The 12” features two extra tracks, "The
Whole Price Of Blood” and ”Mechanical Eyes”.
Meanwhile, the first opportunity I'm going to get to
see the new lineup of The Banshees Is at an open-air
mini festival at Finsbury Park in North London on 25th
July. Suporting will be Psychic TV, The Fall and Wire.

THE PET SHOP BOYS are angry over an
accusation made in the sleazy tabloid "The Sun”
about their latest record "It's A Sin”. Jonathan King,
celebrated broadcaster and record entrepreneur who
explains the American music scene to the British on
BBC’s “Entertainment USA”, accused "It's A Sin” of
being a copy of Cat Steven’s "Wiid World”. The Pet
Shop Boys say they are consulting their lawyers and
add that they "wholly refute” King's accusations.
Meanwhile, the band have just released a new 12" of
the song, produced by lan Levine, and their next
single "What Have | Done To Deserve This”, where
NEIL TENNANT duets with DUSTY
SPRINGFIELD wili be out in August.

SIMPLY RED have lost their guitarist SYLVAN
RICHARDSON who was a founder member of the
band in 1985. He will be replaced, at least for the
dates on the band’s current world tour, by AZIZ
IBRAIM, a sesslon guitarist from Manchester. WEA
plan to release another single from the "Men And
Women” Lp in August.

For the first time ever this week, Soviet rock bands
play In Britain. DIALOGUE and AUTOGRAPH
play both The Hammersmith Odeon and Dingwalls.
Dialogue are one of the first officially recognised
Soviet rock bands. Founded In the Ukraine, they
moved to southern Siberla and are now the most
famous Slberian rock group. Their set is a mixture of
a first half of large scale symphonic rock
compositions based on classical Russian poems (and
undoubtedly inspired by the likes of Yes and Genesis)
and a second half which is more New Wave and
electrobeat. Autograph are older and lean towards
jazz rock and made their first appearance on western
screens as the Soviet contribution to Live Aid. They
are obviously not representative of the blossoming
dissident scene. "The Face”, for Iinstance, just
completed an undercover survey of Soviet rock and
discovered punks, rockers and wierdos by the
barrow-load. But they are reputedly highly skilled
and are the next best thing to taking out an Aeroflot
fare. in addition, London’s Capital Radio were due to
link up to Moscow this week In a unlque two-way
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broadcast while an estimated 50 million Soviet
listeners tuned In to Capital’s news and current
affairs programme ”The Way It Was” which was
broadcast there by the state-run Mayak pop radio
station. TASS have just compliled the country’s first
singles and albums charts, based on sales figures
from 100 record stores as the Sovlet Union officiaily
recognises rock and pop.

THE CURE have been resting In Ireland, where
they’ve been aiso recording a short film, rehearsing
for their American tour and talking to the music
press. They have now permanently taken on
ROGER O’DONEEL on keyboards who recently
played with The Psychedeilc Furs on their world tour
and was previously a member of The Thompson
Twins. Lead singer ROBERT SMITH toid ”"Sounds”
that ”Kiss Me” is a better album than "Head On The
Door”. ”it's more real. ’'Head’ was a much more
constructed album. This Is much more relaxed and
the first time we've felt like a real group since
'Pornography’.” Smith stili feels that despite their
worldwide success that they are stlll more subversive
than thelr counterparts like U2. "We weren’t allowed
on the ’Tonight Show’ or on Joan Rivers’ show.
We're subversives because we’re punks! Not
because we’re soclally or politically subversive, just
because we’re punks! We might set fire to the
studio. We don’t wanna help anyone. They actually
told us in a telex memo that we were a ’punk group’
and not suitable for their audience.”

Prepare yourselves for WESTWORLD, who are just
about to release their debut album for RCA
"Rockulator” after two hit singles in the U.K. and
another on the way. Formed by former Generation X
guitarist DERWOOD, after the band split up and Mr.
idol went to greener pastures, Derwood spent some
time on the dole buliding up his master plan for a
new band. He met up with Elizabeth Westworid, a girl
from Washington, DC, recruited a Welsh drummer and
the band was born. ”Sonic Boom Boy” was an
instant top ten hit, after having signed with RCA,
following dozens of offers after they performed on
"The Tube”. Many commented that ”Sonic Boom
Boy” was everything Sigue Sigue Sputnlk should
have been. The missing ingredient was the American
androgynous sexiness of Elizabeth. Single three
"Where The Action Is” Is much more rockist,
borrowing Led Zeppelin riffs, while stlll remaining In
the electrobeat camp. Westworld remain quite
private, preferring to portray themselves In the
cartoon images on their record sleeves. | awalt
"Rockulator” with baited breath.

U.K. INDUSTRY NEWS:

BBC Television’s long-runring weekly chart show
"Top of the Pops” Is to be screened In the United
States by the CBS network in September. It's an
initlal deal of 26 weeks with an optlon for five years.
The American edition of TOTP wiil be shown by CBS
every Friday night at Il p.m. and including commercial
breaks will run for 60 minutes. TOTP’s Executive
Producer Michael Hurl told *Music Week”: "CBS has
all rights to all TOTP materlal and our live show wiil
be shown there a week later. From September there
wlil be an extra clause In the TOTP contract glving
permisslon for screening In the States. There will be
four or five bands performing in the studio each week
and if any management cobjects we will have to
consider whether to re-book the artist concerned.
Because of clearance problems, no videos shown
here will be shown In the U.S.” Hit American acts wiil

also be taped in the studio in Hollywood for the
American show and for the American segment of the
show in Britain.

The BPI Chalrman Rob Dickens warned this week that
DAT could go the same way as Betamax if the music
industry does not agree soon on the future of the
system. Dickins sald he had faith in the Copycode
system but acknowledged the press reports claiming
that the spolling system Is a faliure. He also attacked
retall outlets for starting a CD rental system.

At time of writing, Richard Branson, his spirits
undampened from his dunking In the Irish Sea, was
due to be one of the keynote speakers at the New
Muslc Seminar in New York. 6,000 delegates will hear
how the entrepreneur has bulit Virgin Into the British
company with the most voraclous appetite for new
acts and on Its successful entry into the U.S. market.
