PolyGram once again cinches
the Big Winner award—with what we think will easily wind up with this year’s biggest Mainstream Monster
numbers—both in terms of radio play and retail success. "Women” has been on for two weeks now--and
that's already pumped the advance orders up past the 800,000 mark. And those potential retail targets are
definitely hearing it plenty--as evidenced by this week’s top ranked 29 play increases and the 16-12 Hard
Hundred advance. And calls? Try Top 5 status on 57--with max play now on 72. With MTV primed to pound the
video starting this week and CHR getting the single simultaneously, time to power up more of the album’s
best: “Animal” (easy #1), "Gods Of War”, "Pour Some Sugar On Me”, and "Don’t Shoot Shotgun”.

John Cougar Mellencamp, “"Paper In Fire”, Mercury.... It's nice to hear a big star like John have the
balls to take the whole roots scene a step or two further. There’s a lot more to getting back to basics than
Stetsons, boots, jeans, a Marlboro backdrop——and leaving out the synths. This particular song doesn’t really
offer a huge departure from his standard verse/chorus approach——but we applaud the liberal application of
dobros, harmonica, fiddles and a more acoustic feel in general. As Robert Palmer so aptly put it, some people
can do what they want——and thank God John has the desire to get back to the country.

| love unauthorized radio. It's how 1 got my start.
We had a 16 watt AM pirate in a basement in
Columbus, Ohio, and played rock & roll for five weeks
until the Commission came out and said, "You be
good boys and don’t do this anymore.”

Yesterday (7/28), off Long Island, the Coast Guard
cutter CAPE HORN steamed up to the rusting
freighter SARAH and popped Alan Weiner and DJ
Ivan Rothstein for violating the International
Telecommunications Convention, a treaty barring
shipboard broadcasts from international waters. They
were also charged with conspiring to impede the
functions of the FCC and probably fishing without a
license.

Calling themselves Radio Newyork International,
they had been broadcasting rock & roll since
Thursday (7/23) and had pretty much captured the
hearts and minds of New Yorkers. This fact was not
lost on the US Attorney, who said, "We are looking
for assurances that they will not continue to operate.
That’s more important than the prosecution of these
two.”

US Attorneys just love to run for elected office after
they’re US Attorneys. Besides, these kinds of cases
are rarely prosecuted — as | can testify.

| don’t know a lot about broadcasts from country to
country, or the high seas. Hell, what | know about
boundaries and borders | learned at the International
House of Pancakes.

"It's not going to cause me to give up,” says
Randi Steele, operations manager of RNI. "But,
obviously, it Is a major setback.”

No shit. Armed Coast Guardsmen board your ship,
put two of your people under arrest and in irons, shut
you down, consider prosecution that could result in
five years In jail and a $250,000 fine and Randi calis it
a "major setback.”

Optimism. It's like leaving the porch light on for
Jimmy Hoffa.

"The basic message Is that the FCC is In clear
violation of the First Amendment,” says Steele.

Steele had said earller that the ship, flying a
Honduran flag, was not subject to FCC jurisdiction
because it was one mile outside the three-mile limit
of the United States, off the shore off Long Island.
This minor technicality didn’t stop the Coast Guard
from towing the SARAH in and stripping a jillion
dollars of radio gear out of the ship as evidence
before sending it back to the Honduras.

The station broadcast for five nights at 1620 AM
(Yeah, | know the AM dial ends at 1600, but all radios
-~ digital and analog -- tune past that. Our
bootlegger was at 1610 AM. The FCC busts you for
crashing the Marine Band, which Is not a harmonica
but the next band up from AM.) and 103.1 FM. Holy
cow, RNI's signal was heard in the FCC’s monitoring
station in Allegan, Michigan, on Friday.

Steele said that those operating the station had
tried repeatedly, but failed, to get licensed. Gee,
wonder if this will hurt their chances in the future?

| THINK | KNOW WHAT’S ON YOUR MIND
The John Parikhal Interview

1 don’t know why, but | think Parikahl is the most
amazing guy in the business. Maybe it's the way he
can look into the future, without coming off like that
guy with the hair-weave on Merv Griffin. Maybe it's
because he can communicate in simple terms in a
world that’s too complex. Maybe it's the way he’s
right so damn often.

John is CEO of Joint Communications, Inc. and is
partnered with media consultant Jon Sinton.
Parikhal earned his Masters degree under Marshall
Fucking McLuhan and I’'m convinced that in ANNIE
HALL 1l, Woody Allen will pull John into the theatre
line to argue with the guy behind him. Parikhal
studied for his Ph.D. in Language and Perception,
before he found out just how much we’d pay to find
out what he has to say about these things. He is
considered to be North America’s leading expert in
youth-based programming and lifestyle research, and
in 1980 made it into "Who’s Who in Finance and
Industry.”

Parikhal co-created MTV’s ”Profiles In Rock” and
“Friday Night Videos” on NBC. He supplies research
to and consults ROLLING STONE, MTV, CBS News,
record companies, and broadcast groups and stations
in America, Canada, and Australia.

Steve: Well, | think we’re all set up here: The tape’s
running, the polygraph is set up.

John: The volce-stress analyzer is plugged in.

Steve: Now | need one of those laser things that the
CIA uses to fix in on your eyes and check for
nervous movement.

John: Don't laugh. That's true. It's a medical fact that
your eyes dilate when you’re lying. The Arabs have
known it for centuries. Arabs stand about five inches
from your face and stare straight into your eyes when
they talk. They are watching for dilation of the pupils.
And that's why lately Yassir Arafat and the rest of
those guys wear shades all the time —— indoors and
out.

Steve: But what about all of us twenty years ago --
when we were “all dilated, all the time?” You mean
the GM wasn’t looking to see if | was high?

John: What can | say? | am a fountain of useless
knowledge. '

Steve: No! No! You have great information. And you
pack it into your bulishit so beautifully.

John: That’s the trick, isn’t it?

Steve: You bet it is. People sit on the edge of their
chairs to hear what you say and I'm one of them.
Every time you speak, we know that something’s
going to come up that we’ve gotta hear.

John: I’'m not very good at taking credit for myself.
I’'m a product of a society that teaches you to keep
your head down and don’t think too highly of
yourself.

But someone told me ”The thing | like about you,
whether | agree with you or not, is that you are a
rarity —— you are an original thinker.” And somebody
came up to me after | did my presentation at RAB in
New York and said "When | heard you, | realized that
you hadn’t read that anywhere. Those were all your
own ideas; you weren’t just talking about what
someone else had said.”

I guess it's true. | just have a cock-eyed view of
the world and I’'m not afraid to speak about it.

Steve: My favorite thing about listening to you is
your ability to distill everything to black and white —
in a world of greys.

John: | have to follow my own advice: Cut-through
in an over-complicated world. The only way to do it is
to be stereotypical, use quotable quotes and
memorable phrases so people can hook on to what |
say. Even if they lose the substance of your message,
they get the kernel of it with one phrase.

Steve: We’re bombarded daily with hundreds of
messages. From three-hundred sixty degrees: Print,
electronic, and person-to-person. How do you ”cut
through.” How can you be heard?

John: One way is to shout. When the whole world is
noisy, turn up the volume. TV commercials are really
good at that. Car dealers, jewelers: These guys shout.

But after a while everybody is shouting, and you
have to look for another way to do it. That way is to
develop a distinct image that is unlike any other:
Sylvester Stallone when he first came out, Michael
Jackson’s one-glove androgony of years ago, Joe

That’s another way to cut through — create an
image that is very consistent, very reliable.

One of the things you try to do is tap into mass
consclousness or mass awareness. When the country
is getting Into physical fithess and everybody Is
wearing running shoes even If they don’t run, you try
to tap into that and build something around it. We call
it "Psychic Surfing” —- that’s the term we've given it.
It is riding the wave of the psyche of the population.
If you are ahead of the wave, you get crushed by it. If
you’re behind Iit, you don’t get a ride. But If you're
right on it, you ride through designer waters like
Perrler, Reebok and the like. That's another way to be
heard —— stay so totally in synch with the people that
whenever you say anything they all gasp with
collective recognition.

Steve: You're like a rock & roll Naisbitt.

| remember years ago, you spread the alarm about
shrinking attention spans. | would Imagine that they
are now smaller than ever.

John: Oh, yeah. Everything is sixty seconds or less
now.

There are two issues operating with shortened
attention spans.

One of them is: When there is more information
availabie, you need it distilled to its essence to get as
much as possible.

Secondly, TV has so stepped-up image over
content, that peopie now want everything as quickly
in words as they get in an image. If you take the old
adage “A picture is worth a thousand words,” whoa.
A single picture in USA TODAY is great at this: It
takes up a lot of words.

People are saying "Glive it to me quickly. | want It
very, very fast” They are not willing to follow
anything that’s complex.

Steve: Why?

John: Logical thinking has collapsed. Everyone just
grabs at whatever is happening.

And if you commit to working through something
and It hasn’t been worth it when you get to the end,
you feel cheated. So you'd rather have little snippets
of gratification and have the lllusion that you’re more
In charge of your world.

What we lack these days are cohesive, unifying
systems for information — ones In the same way that
history or mythology used to give. America is
grasping at "Frontier Values” right now: Truthfulness,
hard work, aggressively attacking the environment —
"we can conquer anything.” Once myths collapse, and
that one certainly is, people flounder because they
don't know what to do with all the information they
have at hand.

Attention spans are getting shorter because of
information overload.

Steve: What can we do to Increase our attention
span? You told us once to read fiction..is that stili
true?

John: Absolutely. And not, God help us, Robert
Ludlum. You need words that challenge your
imagination. Look for books that both challenge your
way of using language and enrich your understanding
of people and events.

Steve: What's important for your radio station to be
in 19877

John: These are the things | would try to be if | were
a radio station:

Number One, product should be your primary goal.
If you’re a rocker, you should clalm to be the #1 Rock
Station. What else should your station be? Easy to
explain to someone else. Somebody should be able
to encapsulate your station in five words. If they can’t
do that, your station is not well positioned. Your
station needs superior "minute-by-minute” music, but
it also needs some identity, some personality. Usually
that's carrled by the morning show. | think not
enough Is done with first-rate personality outside
mornings [l couidn’t agree more, but that seems to be
changing slowly - S]. A good personality doesn’t
mean that a person talks a lot — it means that what
they say matters. We hire persons for their voices,
not their brains. What we really need in what Jon
Sinton calls the "Near Nineties” is the capacity to
take a single phrase and drop it in, "boom” around
the music is the thing that will really add up with
people after a while. Research shows that 20% of the
people still listen to radio for the personalities.

Steve: How do you percelve yourself? | bet nobody’s
ever asked that one.

John: No, they haven’t. | know how other people
perceive me, but...

I'm curious as hell. | am a voracious reader,
covering COSMOPOLITAN to GOURMET to my all-
time favorite, THE NATIONAL ENQUIRER. Although
the STAR has been better lately.

| watch tons of TV.

| like to hypothesize. | love to study perception. I'm
intrigued beyond words at how people can watch a
bonafide liar on TV and come away thinking he's the
new messiah.

| wonder why a 14-year old loves Metaiiica and
why a 31-year old woman loves Whitney Houston. |
try to get inside people and understand why they
behave the way they do and why they see the worid
the way they do.

Steve: You ask "why” a lot. That's essential in a
good PD, isn’t it?

John: But we so often don’t. When you’re pressured
for time, the "why” answers don’t always come
quickly. So we look around for quick, simple answers.
Some of the best ones are "It's aiways been done
that way.” "It worked this way in the last market.”

| did some work recently for some record people.
They wanted to understand what “call-out” research
was about and how It worked. When they asked why
a record didn’t get played or was dropped, they were
toid "It didn’t test well” — they wanted to know what
that meant.

So | did a seminar on research methods, and to
that end they kept saying "When | ask 'why’ and they
don’t have a reason, they just say it didn’t test well.””
Yeah, probably half the time, that’s it.

When we ask "why” | think we have to be honest
enough to admit that we make mistakes...and learn
from those mistakes.

We are not always right. And one of the terrible
things — especlally in the highly leveraged, cash-
fiow pressured world of radio today — is the insane
desire to be right —— right away. They don’t wanna
take ten lousy minutes to be a little more right than
the next guy. Some stations have 3 or 4 consultants,
for God’s sake. It doesn’t make any sense. These

stations think ”P’m covered, I've got all these people;
I'm going to be right.” And, of course, half the time
they are not.

For there to be growth In programming, we have to
share our mistakes.

Steve: As a consultant, how do you get people to do
your bidding?

John: | don't think it’s a question of getting them to
do your bidding. | used to think that when | got into
the business. | think it's more helping them find
inside themselves a way to do it their own manner.
You don’t make up other people’s lives. They have to
do it themselves.

We hardly have problems, once we spend the time;
but in the consulting business, people don’t spend
time with thelr clients. They come In on the 11 am
from Denver and are planning on leaving on the 8 am
to St. Louis. They try and Jam everything, including a
sales meeting, Into a tiny space of time. Everything is
bam, bam, bam, and "see ya.”

You’ve gotta spend time with your clients. Listen to
them. It's not a question of getting them to do your
bidding. It's getting them to understand why
something makes sense ~— and that they want to do
It

Steve: What is the biggest, most common problem
you see station to station?

John: Marketing. It’s totaily amateur — not even
Marketing 101...

Dave Nichols, a guy that completely revolutionized
the grocery biz, gave the best definition of marketing
| ever heard. He said that marketing "is the art of
meaningful differentiation.” Marketing is an art, it Is
not a science; and "meaningful differentiation” really
sums it up. [ see the goofiest shit, unbelievably stupid
marketing and it's all done from the inside out, rather
than the outside in, which is how the market
perceives you.

Marketing is where the biggest bucks are misspent.
Pll see a station spend $300,000 and four Porsches.
Then we'll go into the market and post-test and find
the inmate population credits five different radio
stations for those Porsches. Here was an expensive
promotion that had no long-term gain.

You need a long-term strategy for marketing. It
builds heritage. WINS in New York had the best for 15
years: "Give us 22 minutes and we’ll give you the
world. All news, all the time.” Well, the ratings finally
slid and they changed the positioner to: "The news
changes all the time, so tune us in 4 or § times a
day.” Well, the public doesn’t believe it. They don’t
believe that radio news is current or new enough.
And by late afternoon, they just wait for TV news. So
for the first time in its long, Illlustrious history, here's
a radio station saying something that the public
doesn’t buy.

Why don’t radio stations build a gunsight for their
marketing needs? They go out and just fire into the
wind. They hope some of it sticks. We do pre-
marketing research. We take a portion of the
marketing budget and we build a gunsight. It hits.

We regularly get calls eight weeks before someone
wants to start a campaign and they tell us "I've got
$250,000 from corporate — what should | do with it?
We need to do something, so we got all the money.”
If this lady or gentleman went into corporate
headquarters and asked for a $25,000 raise, they'd
throw him or her out. If they went in to get $100,000
to up their talent, they be thrown out. But if they go in
and say "We need to do something,” ali of a sudden
it rains money.

This is the area In which radio is least
sophisticated. The most ego is found in this area.
Radio has a long way to go here.

Steve: You and Jon Sinton are very different from
other consultants.

John: Yeah. We work at it. We don’t just plug in the
music list.

Steve: What should someone look for in hiring a
consultant?

John: Intelligence. People just don’t look for that
often enough.

Chemistry. If you don't get along, there won't be
any energy left to do the job.

Experience. A track record.

Look for a team consultancy. The days are long
gone when one guy could come to town with a six-
gun and a music list and fix your station. What you

need these days are teams with specialists, teams
with someone who deals with marketing, someone

who deals music, and so on — so you always have
an expert on the case.

Steve: What'’s in the future for consultants?

John: Fewer quick turn-arounds, especially in big
markets.

More consultants and market researchers working
together, as Joint Communications does.

Problems wlll be approached as If they are unique
— no more cookie—cutter stuff: "This slogan worked
in LA, let's try it in Cincinnatl.” Oh, sometimes it
works, but it's usually just a response to everyone
being in a hurry.

Finally, | see a lot of consultants getting out of the
business. Most will not be able to deal with the large
turnover of clients and won't be able to bring in new
business.

Steve: Yeah, but a forest must have died for all
those "consultants” to hang out shingles. The R&R
RATINGS GUIDE has 102 consultants listed.

John: Not surprising in an age of specialization.
Don’t forget: In 1986 one-third of the radio stations
in the United States changed hands. That's an
enormous number. When that happens, all these new
owners want an expert. They are non-broadcasters
and they want insurance. The big guys are locked up
in most markets, so business has been great for
everyone. A ot of new people have gotten a chance.

Steve: Back to the record company project you did.
Obviously, records’ perception of radio is quite
different from radio’s perception of itself. A lot of
what happens inside a radio station Is voodoo to
someone In records.

John: We need to de-mystify the whole thing, but
maintain the excitement and the fun.

The worst thing that’'s happening: PDs saying
»Leave the record at the door.” Then they go test it -
- or don't — and go do what really Interests them,
like watch movies on a VCR. That’s got to stop.

Be honest with each other. Explain your business
to each other. Have mutual respect.

Find out what your public is really up to. Records
are notoriously incompetent when it comes to
research of the record-buying public. Thank God
Mike Shallet is out there. At least he’s starting to
shed some light on this.

Understand positioning. Look for market niches,
and super-serve them.

Steve: What do you want to be when you grow up?
John: | don’t wanna grow up.

The Motor City Madman is back to work. Ted
Nugent is currently in Los Angeles recording his
new album with producer Tom Werman (Motley Crue).
This will mark the first time that Nugent and Werman
have worked together since the late ’70s. According
to Ted’s manager, Doug Banker, this will be the
longest time that Ted will be spending in the studio.
Nugent wrote all the songs for the album with the
exception of one. It is a song entitled *The Story Of
Love” which was written by Ted and two guys named
Bon Jovi and Sambora. Probably just two kids
looking for a break. Anyway, the album is due out in
the fall. Also, because Ted wants to put full
concentration and energy toward the record, his
acting career has temporarily been put to the side.
But, says Banker, if the album, tour, etc., do not fall
on schedule, Ted may begin to look at more scripts.
Finally, look for an August 14 rerun of the ”Miami
Vice” episode which featured Ted Nugent.

It appears that Armored
Saint and Helloween will be supporting Grim
Reaper on their U.S. tour. Helloween has already
released their "Keeper Of The Seven Keys - Part I”
along with a picture disc for the song "Halloween”.
Armored Saint and Grim Reaper are both scheduled
to release records In late August. Grim Reaper’s Lp
is entitled "Rock You To Hell” and features one of the
all-time killer covers. ”Raising Fear” is the title of
Armored Saint’s new album and the early reports
state that this will be the metal album of 1987. | can’t
wait.

Fates Warning finally has a new singer. His name
is Chris Cronk and he is from Texas. Chris is the
former lead vocalist of the band Jag Panzer. Now,
the band can finally get down to recording. They will
be entering the studio with producers Roger Provert
and Max Norman. Max will also be engineering the
record. Entitled "No Exit”, it will be Fates Warning’s
fourth album. Look for side two to include a 25-
minute epic entitled "The Ivory Gate Of Dreams”. The
album will be out by January.

Former Ramone drummer Marc Bell has returned to
the scene once again. He has formed a new band
called Marc Bell And The Hunted. Bell started in the
early ’70s with a band called Dust. He later joined the
Ramones and was there during their most prolific
years. Several years after leaving, Marc re-emerged
with former Plasmatic’s guitarist Richie Stotts In a
band known as King Flux. Now, he has put together
a band that he calls the most awesome and dedicated
he’s ever been with. Good luck to one of rock’s true
nice guys.

KISS has changed the name of their forthcoming
album from ”"Who Dares Wins” to ”Crazy Nights”.
The first single from this album will be out the first
week of August and is titled ”"Crazy, Crazy Nights”.
This is the first new KISS album in over two years
and the follow-up to the Asylum Lp. It's also the first
KISS album In over six years that the band did not
produce themselves. ”Crazy Nights” was produced
by Ron Nivison (Heart, Ozzy, UFO) and is due for
release in mid September. Among the Il tracks on the
album, other song titles Include ”No, No, No”,
”"Boomerang”, "Dial L For Love” and "Thief In The
Night”, a song that originally appeared on Wendy O’s
"W.0.W.” album that was written by Gene Simmons.
KISS begins a U.S. tour with a new stage show in
November. In the meantime, Simmons has started his
own record label, Radioactive Records, distributed by
PolyGram. He Is also working on a pilot series for
ABC T.V. and producing the new ”Black & Blue”
album. Paul Stanley will be producing the next
Poison album and Eric Carr has started his own
production company as well as his own comic book
character.

Yngwie Malmsteen has recovered from his recent
car accident. It’s now been revealed that Malmsteen
actually was unconscious for two days following the
accident and suffered from severe head and facial
injuries. This Injury will most likely delay Yngwie’s
new recording partnership with Joe Lynn Turner.
Malmsteen is also being charged with drunk driving.

White Lion will film a video from their new album
“Pride” in the next few weeks. It will be for the song
“All You Need Is Rock And Roll” and will be a
performance and conceptual video. The band has
just completed a tour supporting Ace Frehley’s Comet
and is now working on new tour plans.

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0ZzY OSBOURNE has put on a concert at London’s
Wormwood Scrubs prison. Opening for Osbourne was a
band called the Scrubs, which includes three prisoners and
three prison wardens. They had approached Osbourne about
the idea of a concert a few months ago. Osbourne then visited
the prison, talked to the band, and set up some rehearsals.
Osbourne and the Scrubs both played for the show, which
was for inmates only. Osbourne doesn’t plan to begin work-
ing on another studio album until next year.

The long-talked about One World Festival, a charity rock con-
cert that was supposed to take place this month, probably
won't take place until December, according to organizer
Michael Aminian. He gave the estimate upon his return from
the Soviet Union, where he received an offer to allow
Moscow’s Olympic Stadium to stage part of the festival. "It
would have been ridiculous to have staged a’One World’ fes-
tival without the Soviet Union," Aminian says. Exact dates for
the show should be announced soon, along with details of the
bands taking part at all of the different venues around the
world. There has been one casualty of the postponement.
Pushing the concert back from July to December means that
Britain won't be able to use London’s Wembley Football
Stadium, and organizers will instead have to find a warm in-
door arena. Aminian says there have been a lot of "difficuit
bureaucratic negotiations" involved in setting up the show,
which is being dubbed "Live Aid 2." " want the One World Fes-
tival to be a platform for people to analyze the problems,"
Aminian says. "It was never meant to be a basic fund-raising
charity. We must try to understand that mere fund-raising
events of any kind cannot be enough. We need to raise world
awareness."

BRUCE SPRINGSTEEN has almost finished work on a new
studio album which should be out before the end of the year.
There are also plans for a series of live performances, but not
like the two years of touring that followed "Born In The U.S.A."
This tour is likely to last about three months.

BILLY JOEL overturned an electric piano and smashed a
microphone on stage during his second concert in Moscow,
apparently angry because a film crew directed spotlights on
the audience. "Stop lighting the audience. It's my show, for
Christ’s sake," Joel said when he interrupted his performance
of "Just A Fantasy." The film crew is making a documentary
of Joel's Soviet trip, hoping to recoup some of the $2 million
cost of the tour. Joel banged on some drums before resum-
ing the concert. He then yelled at some of the audience mem-
bers near the stage, because he didn’t feel they were
animated enough. "If you don’t want to be here, why don’t you
leave," he yelled at them. Joel says he’s been "run ragged" be-
cause of 11 months on the road, and says his throat has been
bothering him. Soviet authorities have complained about the
loudness of Joel's music and a lack of crowd control at the
shows.

DEF LEPPARD’s new album, "Hysteria," the band’s first LP in
three years, is the first since drummer Rick Allen lost his left
armin an auto accident near Sheffield, England, in 1984. Allen
says he’s able to play "pretty much everything | used to play
with my left foot that | used to play with my left arm. My right
foot takes care of the bass drum," Allen explains. "l have the
added bonus of being able to come over with my right foot
and play the pedals, too. So you can actually do the things
that to the normal drummer sound physically impossible, like

| goingupanddownthe pedals and the pads in different ways.

It's quite interesting,” Allen says. "But the only way to fully ap-
preciate it is to come along and see Def Leppard.” Allen says
he’s putting some drum sounds on a computer floppy disk or
microchips, and he can trigger off the sound he wants. "I'm
just imitating the sounds | used to create before from my real
drum kit."* Allen says he believes that his timing has improved

because of the new arrangement. "You can almost imagine
yourself being a drum machine, because all your sound is
coming from one place. Now, | can actually think about things
and use what I've got to the best effect."

KEITH RICHARDS has signed a worldwide multi-album solo
recording deal with Virgin Records. Richards is currently
finishing the soundtrack to the Chuck Berry film, "Hail Hail
Rock & Roll," which is scheduled to come out in September.
Richards’ manager, Jane Rose, says he plans to take his time
choosing musicians for his solo work.

NINA HAGEN is getting married August 9 to a 17-year-old
Spaniard named Iroquois who she met in Rome in 1985.
Hagen has written a single about the event called "Punk Wed-
ding." "The single is coming out in Germany and we;re talk-
ing to a company inthe States about getting released here so
everybody can participate in the wedding celebration. It's a
total party song and there are church bells init, as well as the
ocean, fields and motorcycles," she says. "We’re going to
shoot a real groovy video at the wedding."

WILLIE NELSON has signed the contract for Farm Aid lll at
the University of Nebraska in Lincoln. He says John Cougar
Mellencamp, Bon Jovi and Neil Young have agreed to par-
ticipate.

RICHARD BRANSON'S Virgin Atlantic Airways has come up
with a novel way to raise money for UNICEF. Envelopes in in-
flight magazines allow trans-Atlantic passengers to donate
the foreign coins they’ll be unable to use in their home
country. The airline collected $975 one week when it tested
the idea on its New York to London flights. Virgin Atlantic es-
timates it could raise $500,000 for UNICEF inthe project’sfirst
year.

MICKEY DOLENZ says he’s optimistic that "Love 1967," a live
album just issued by Rhino Records, will finally lay to rest the
belief that the members of the Monkees couldn’t play their in-
struments. "That album is indeed just us playing on our first
concert tour,” iDolenz says. "We didn't have any backup
musicians at all.” David Jones says "Love 1967," and "Missing
Links," a compilation of unreleased tracks, are "the final lot of
the old material" that hasn’t been released from the Monkees’
earlier days.

“We've definitely come a long way with this record and have
surpaseed anything we've done inthe past." That’s the assess-
ment by the LONG RYDERS’ STEPHEN MCCARTHY of the
band’s new album, "Two Fisted Tales.” McCarthy says
producer Ed Stasium, who has worked with the Ramones,
Julian Cope and Peter Wolf, helped to tighten up the band’s
sound on record. McCarthy says the album is a tribute to
comic book illustrator William Gaines, who had a series of
comics of the same name. "We liked the name; we thought it
was catchy,” McCarthy says.

JOHN FARNHAM was a big winner at the eighth annual
Countdown Music and Video Awards in Sydney, Australia.
Farnham received awards for best album, best single, best
male performance in a music video and most outstanding
achievement. Crowded House also won a number of awards,
being named best debut act, best debut album and best
music video. Crowded House’'s Neil Finn was named best
songwriter. Pseudo Echo was named most popular group,
and Brian Canham of the band was named most popular male
performer in the awards, which marked the final showing of
Australia’s "Countdown” television program. INXS won the
award for best group performance in a video, and a-ha was
named most popular international act.

With legal battles involving their former record label, Bearsville
Records, settled, NRBQ will have a live album out in October
on Rounder Records. "It was recorded in one set, as it hap-
pened,” says Terry Adams. "It's continuous sound, the real
thing."
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THE RAMONES will release their tenth album, "Halfway To
Sanity," in September. The first single fromthe albumis a track
called "I Want To Live," a song that Joey Ramone concedes
is "optimistic." "Although the last line of the last song on the
new album is, 'l wish | was dead,’ | believe it's good to think
positive," he says.

BOZ SCAGGS is working on his first album in five years. He’s
recorded one track in Minneapolis with producers David Riv-
kin and Ricky Peterson. Rivkin has produced hit singles for
Jody Watley and the Jets. Poet Jim Carroll has three songs
on the upcoming Scaggs album.

THE BEASTIE BOYS apparently passed the test at their Mem-
phis show, where City Councilman Jimmy Moore was waiting
for the opportunity to nail the band for violating obscenity
laws. The toned-down show was crude and profane, accord-
ingto Moore, but not legally obscene. In Jacksonville, Florida,
meanwhile, tickets for the Beastie Boys/Run DMC show next
month carry the warning, "For Mature Audiences...Adult Sub-
ject Matter." The warnings are prompted by a new city law
which calls for warning labels on itickets and advertisements
for shows at city-owned facility. The law was passed after the
last time the Beastie Boys came through town.

GEORGE HARRISON, RINGO STARR and YOKO ONO are
suing Capitol Records for $40 million, claiming that they are
due money forthe release of Beatles albums on compact disc.
The New York State Supreme Court suit asks for $20 million
in punitive damages and $20 in actual damages. The plaintiffs
also claim that EMI-Capitol unfairly withheld the release of
Beatles compact discs in an attempt to force the band mem-
bers to settle another lawsuit, a $50 million breah of contract
suitin which the Beatles claim that Capitol cheated them out
of royalties between 1969 and 1979.

HEGE V, the son of country singer George Hamilton IV, says
the lyrics of his debut album consider "the survivalist- broken-
hearted-countryistic-cynicism of busted hearts and broken
dreams." Hege V, lived in Nashville before moving to Chapel
Hill, North Carolina, where musicians including the Allman
Brothers and Gordon Lightfoot were often guests. "We want
to represent the regionalism of the southeast, but also want
to stay completely open with our music," Hege V says. "And
like Neil Young, | don’t want to plan anything. | want the right
to be unpredictable."

ELECTRIC FLAG are on the road, but with only one original
member, bass player Harvey Brooks. Guitarist Freddie Salem
of the Outlaws and the Earth, Wind & Fire horn section have
joined the group for their current tour.

U2's "The Joshua Tree" album is so far the best-selling album
of the year in England. The album has sold a million copies in
England, the first U2 albumto do so. It’s also probably the big-
gest-selling current album in the world, having sold almost

nine million copies. U2's "Joshua Tree" has been in the chart
for 19 weeks, and has been in the top five for each of those
weeks. The second biggest-selling album in Britain so far this
year is Whitney Houston’s "Whitney," which has sold 725,000
in just seven weeks. Houston's album just was knocked from
the top of the British album chart by the debut album from
Terence Trent D’Arby, whose “Introducing The Hardline Ac-
cording To..." sold 100,000 copies in its first week.

CULTURE CLUB’S ROY HAY has named his new band This
Way Up. "I'm prepared for the This Way Up stuff to take over
completely," Hay says. "I'd like to work with (Boy) George
again, but as a band it'd certainly have to wait a while. Maybe
one day, | don’'t know." The band’s debut album will be called
"Feeling Good About It."

BIG AUDIO DYNAMITE have recorded the theme to Jim
Jarmusch’s new short film, "Sightsee MC." The theme song is
written and produced by Mick Jones and Joe Strummer, and
is only available in England as a 12-inch. Jarmusch directed
the films "Stranger Than Paradise" and "Down By Law."

SUICIDAL TENDENCIES had to drop the first half of their
nameto appear on a British television program, but the band
members still work caps that said "Suicidal."

I've not taken this job as a career move," says JON KLEIN,
the fifth guitarist in SIOUXSIE & THE BANSHEES. "I've taken
it as a chance to play with people who've stayed alive long
enough, through a lot of common sense, to suggest to me
they know what they're talking about," he says. "l feel a bit like
the drummer in 'Spinal Tap,” about to combust any second,"
Klein adds.

BALAAM & THE ANGEL sound more "aggressive" on their
new single, 'I'll Show You Something Special." "We wanted
to make a record that matched our hardness on stage,” says
Mark Morris. "The last album erred on the side of the studio
and didn’t really relate to our live performance, partly due to
Hugh Jones’ influence. hugh had been involved in guitar-pop
bands before and consequently the album was less aggres-
sive than we might have liked." The b-side of the single is a
cover version of Donna Summer’s "l Feel Love."

XTC are releasing a second album of music under the moniker
of the Dukes Of Stratosphear, to be called "Psonic Psunspot.”
The first single from the albumis a track called "You're A Good
Man Albert Brown."

BOY GEORGE, the PET SHOP BOYS, KIM WILDE and
MEAT LOAF perform their favorite Elvis Presley sonds in a
Presleytribute program to air on British television next month.
The program is called "Love Me Tender, A Tribute To The
Music Of Elvis Presley.” On the two-hour program, Boy
George will sing "Are You Lonesome Tonight," the Pet Shop
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Boys will perform "Always On My Mind," and Meat Loaf will
sing "Jailhouse Rock."

BON JOVI'S "Slippery When Wet" album has finally reached
the top of the Australian album chart. It has been on the
Australian LP chart for 38 weeks. The album has now sold
seven million copies in the U.S.

DONNY OSMOND has been signed to Virgin Records, and
will have a new single out in the fall.

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Here's the latest music news Live From London courtesy of CFNY, Toronto and our exclusive reporter

Lee Carter. Lee can be heard on CFNY’s “Sunday Music Maggzine” program and on “Live From

London” aired Wednesday evenings.

The organisers of The One World Festival issues a
press release this week confirming the participation
of The Soviet Union, but in a shock announcement
have said that the original charities involved have
pulled out.

The Soviet Union have offered their 30,000 seat
Olympic Stadium for the 6th of December with bands
from the west being welcome to play there. It will be
linked to London’s indoor Wembley Arena with more
venues around the worid expected to follow. but the
original charities involved: The Church Of England’s
Y-Care and Save The children have withdrawn from
the event because of it’s "political tone”. A
spokesman told 'The Hard Report’ that the festival's
own trust will be set up to allocate funds to
organisations who work in both “the political and
non-political fields”. On the subject of groups
playing, he re-affirmed that both U2 and Simple
Minds had been approached to play the Wembley
Arena leg of the show but quickly added that because
of the new politics of the festival, bands will have to
be approached all over again. He admitted that some
bands had been put off. "We are really starting all
over again.” Michael Aminian, the festival organiser,
states that the main aim of the concert is to "raise
awareness of third world issues. It was never meant
to be a basic fund-raising charity.” Already, One
World looks like being a very different animal to the
simple Geldof equation of food for the starving. With
many months to go before December, the organisers
are going to have to make their message a lot
clearer. It could be argued that Geldof was successful
in shutting out all forms of politics, including going
over the heads of the Ethiopian Government by
buying Band-Aid trucks and generally cutting red
tape. It would seem to this correspondent that people
will not be so generous if there is the merest whiff of
jobs for the boys. Raising awareness of third world
issues sounds great on paper but anyone
experienced In these matters will know that a lot of
money can be swallowed up in seeming to care.

At time of writing, there was still considerable doubt
that Madonna’s shows at Wembley stadium here In
London will go ahead. As revealed last week,
Wembley have had a record breaking number of
shows this year, the bulk of which have been over
the past two months, to the fury of local residents.
The local council are deciding, hours after this is
written whether to grant a license for the shows,
following meetings with Wembley Stadium’s
management. Prince pulled out of his British tour
earlier this year, so It would be double
disappointment if Madonna does not perform.

The future of the Republic Of Ireland’s biggest rock
festival, Slane Castle, looks in doubt after a young fan
was drowned trying to swim across the choppy River
Boyne which surrounds the site of the show. The boy
was trying to get into the event, headlined by David
Bowie, for free, and two other young men were
yanked out of the river by police. Another fan was
killed in an identical incident when Bob Dylan
headlined at Slane in 1984. The July 11th concert was
also marred this year by two stabbing incidents and
85 drug arrests. Local authorities are considering
whether to shut the festival down, which in the past
has seen performances by Bruce Springsteen
and U2.

In yet another rock festival story, a huge scandal has
erupted here over the first, and very likely the last
Plymouth Festival in south-west England. Fans
expecting to see Siouxe and the Banshees,
Spear Of Destiny, The Damned and Steel
Pulse, instead got Black Sabbath and Captain
Sensible. Many fans who had purchased the $30
tickets didn’t show up because of the level of
confusion as to whether the show was on or off. The
organisers have claimed that any fans who were
unhappy with the lineup can receive a refund at the
point of purchase, but an investigation by "The New
Musical Express” has revealed that, as yet, no-one
has been reimbursed. The Damned are said to be
furious that the organisers continued to use their
name long after the band had pulled out. People had
travelled from all over Europe to see the show, some
paying in excess of $200 to be there.

Hurrah are this week claiming to be the victims of
”moral censorship” after belng turned away from New
York’s New Music Seminar by U.S. Immigration. As
reported last week, all the British bands were given a
severe and arbitrary grilling and Hurrah were one of
four groups turned away. Keith Armstrong from the
band’s label, Kitchenware claims that the main reason
for their objection was the discovery that MTV had
banned their video for “Sweet Sanity” earlier this
year, on the grounds that It depicted “overtly lesbian
behavior”. Armstrong says that U.S. Immigration
found the title of Hurrah’s Lp "Tell God I'm Here”
blasphemous. "It seems that In the age of the moral
majority in the States, anything is possible!” He
fumed. Meanwhile the American music industry are
siding heavily with the unfortunate British bands and
plan to lobby Congress for changes in the laws to
make it easier for U.K. groups to enter the country.

Sport Aid 88 is now fully underway. The launch will
be held In London’s Hyde Park of the 6th of
September with an open air concert featuring The
Pet Shop Boys, Swing Out Sister, and
Spandau Ballet. Then on the 11th of September,
for the second year running there will be The Race
Against Time, the giant running marathon and music
event. Last year over one million feet pounded the
pavements in London joined by millions more around
the world. It was only dampened slightly by the poor
turn out in New York (literally a few hundred) blamed
partially on the fact that Hands Across America was
held the same day. Among the names supporting this
years Sport Aid are Level 42, Sting, Paul
McCartney, Elton John, Tears For Fears,
George Michael, Kim Wilde and Nick Kamen.
All money raised from Sport Aid will go th The Red
Cross and Unicef for their projects for the starving in
Africa and South America.

Big Audio Dynamite are releasing a film, directed
by band member Mick Jones. Both the film and a
soundtrack album released to accompany It are called
"Sightsee MC”. The film started out as a video, but it
got out of hand. It will be screened around London in
the next few weeks. BAD are currently on a sell-out
tour of Europe.

The Jesus And Mary Chain release a new single
next week called "Happy When It Rains”. The band

She looked
either dead or comatose, exposing a breast with a bleeding cut
and underpants nearly down to her ankles. The drawing left ab-
solutely no room for another interpretation. | once again check-
ed the label. Could this really be an album on the classy Geffen
label, the same label from which we've come to expect quality
material from artists like Peter Gabriel, Neil Young and Lone Jus-
tice? | began making calls to express my surprise and disap-
pointment at this violent and grotesque cover. Tom Zutaut (the
A&R man behind Guns N’ Roses) first gave the story behind the
1978 Robert Williams drawing. The abused woman is supposed
to represent society and all people who have been raped by the
media. The media is the mechanical apparatus with the camera
on its head and the big "monster" flying over the fence is a rep-
resentation of bad karma coming to kill the robot and rid society
of the evil media. Tom then expressed that perhaps the album
cover was too intellectual for the masses. Was he implying that
I was stupid. He assured me that | wasn't. | asked if the man had
been a victim with a bleeding lacerated penis, would it have
made the cover. Oh yes, it would have made the cover. Speak-
ing to others, | was attacked as acting like a censor. | was told
I was behaving similarly to critics who had taken offense with
Elvis Presley’s gyrating hips or Bob Dylan’s political message
songs. | don't see any correlations between those two trains of
thought. This is not an issue of censorship, but simply one of
bad taste and poor judgment. Criticism of Elvis and Dylan and
those like them represented the societal mores of the time and
as society came to accept these new expressions and thoughts
the criticism was rightly overturned. These artists were just
ahead of their time. On the other hand, | hope we never live in
a world where rape or other violent acts are condoned or
tolerated.

Bon Jovi
couldn’t even put a girl with a wet T shirt on their cover and Gef-
fen expected that Guns N’ Roses could have been stocked at
your locai outlet. Believe that, and I'll sell you Jim Morrison’s
new address. With a cover like this the band gets immediate
negative attention, the album cover is changed with lots of
media hype and the albums with the original cover art are
bought up and become collectors items. | would be hesitant to
even make my criticism public if this wasn’t an industry only
trade. Because any publicity, negative or positive, only tends to
sell records. | also wouldn’t have such strong feelings about this
record if it weren't for the obvious commitment and money be-
hind the project from such a big label as Geffen. A week prior
to its release every rock trade picked the song albeit without
seeing the cover art and most stations were served with the CD
single. | think that if a trade publication can pick a song or an
album, they can certainly un-pick it or at least print some sort
of retraction.
