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SACRAMENTO SIZZLES WITH NEW MORNING LINE UPS
KRXQ TAKES ON KZAP

The fortunes of the format have certainly shifted. There was a
time when few markets in the country felt comfortable support-
ing more than one AOR. Now the number of markets being ser-
viced by two and sometimes three AOR’s is on the rise. n the
first of our analysis of these highly competitive races, we focus
on the changes in Sacramento, a market that was formerly
owned by KZAP with double digit performance. Then the town
got rocked by a major CHR explosion that shook everything up.
KZAP made some alterations, riding things out with a resulting
change in their demo profile and a somewhat reduced but still
healthy market share. When KRXQ debuted, the station took a
hard rock, younger demo stance that helped to further muddy
the waters while building a solid 18-24 profile for their evolution-
ary growth. Now that they’re established, KRXQ is making
moves on a broader based listenership, resulting in a gradual
increase in audience. In fact, both stations are expanding their
respective audiences at the expense of other formats, proof that
the permutations of AOR can combine to magnify the overall
impact of album rock.

Some of the latest moves in this scene center on the reposition-
ing of both station’s morning shows. Some familiar faces are
popping up in the morning slots. The changes will inject a new
note of high personality competition in the critical AM drive. And,
as we all know, it's key to a winning strategy to carry that
daypart.

At KRXQ they have signed a local favorite, Kevin "Boom Boom"
Anderson, to do the wake up shift. Aside from working at 93
Rock when it was CHR, Kevin had also spent 3 years at KZAP
doing some truly great things on the air. He replaces Bill Her-
gon and Mary Ellen and after a year on the beach, his creative
juices are boiling. Kevin has been researched by KRXQ with
consistently positive results and, even after a considerable ab-
sence from the market, his audience name recogpnition is in-
credibly high.

When we talked to Kevin he was still flush from his return to ac-
tion. After a flirtation with cartooning he has redirected his ener-
gies to morning show mania with a vengeance, "Although | have
alot of friends at the ZAP it is my intention to pull their intestines
through their noses and dance on their brains." After Kevin set-
tled down we talked about his mano y mano stand off with Bill
Prescott, "Bill is a great guy, he will definitely keep me on my
toes. In the long run that’s bound to make things better for the
listener as well." Sizing up the competition Kevin cites, "An over
reliance on classic product that is going to burn out sooner than
they expect." And with regard to his own show, "l want to get
into doing my own news. It gives you a great platform for com-
mentary that works well."

KRXQPD, Ron Garrett is glowing about the change, "With Kevin
we've gone from a bad Merv Griffin to a great David Letterman.
This is the one element that we needed to complete our run on
KZAP, a morning talent with great wit and a built in relationship
with the audience." The market is getting more exciting than
ever and with KRXQ working on signal improvement, the stage
is set for a classic all out battle. The addition of a proven market
pro like Boom Boom gives Ron a great sense of confidence
about his line-up. "With Kevin we got the real thing. I'm sure the
guys at KZAP will do good stuff, and Bill Prescott is a real talent,
but now we are ready to get in their face like never before."

Across town at KZAP, Bill Prescott has moved into the role of
morning man to the stars. Bill has been a long time fixture at the
station and, as Music Director, helped take the station from their
rivet head approach to a more full service orientation. As one of
the primary architects of the station’s change in direction, Bill
has aninnate understanding of the approach most effective with
the huge audience that KZAP claims. The gig, did however,
come as a total surprise. He had already given his notice of
resignation and was preparing to take the MD position at
KZEW/Dallas when he was offered a shot at mornings. The op-
portunity was just what Bill was looking for and he reversed
directionimmediately. Following what they have labeled as their
best book in 19 years, KZAP with Bill Prescott in the mornings
is getting ready to build on their continuing strength.

Bill remains one of the most likeable guys in the biz right now.
When we talked to him about his new wake up time and the at-
tendant changes in his shift he responded with typical en-
thusiasm, "It’s great! | steal stuff from a lot of different places but
I manage to put it together in a way that sounds unique. We
hope to have a lot of listener involvement down the line but for
now I'm just throwing out a lot of preconceived ideas about how
the mornings should be done. We're not doing a lot of pre-
produced bits and theatrical scenarios.” Bill also taps one of the
great strengths of KZAP, "At this station we aren't really an-
nouncers so much as we are just people talking to people. We
might take this act to Boston and bomb but you can’t tell us any-
thing about Sacramento." More and more, this sense of localiza-
tion is key to a new generation of successful AORs.

KZAP PD, Tom Cale had been considering Bill in the morning
guy role for some time and gratefully stepped out of the shift
himself to concentrate on his programming duties, "Bill is per-
fect for the job. His humor is just right for the 25 + audience we
target." Comparing Bill to the competition Tom tells us, "It’s like
the difference between Don Rickles and David Letterman."
Despite the fact that all these PDs watch way too much late night
TV, it's obvious what they want inthe way of targeted personality
radio. Relatable humor over guffaws, cogent cultural satire over
whoopie cushions, the pattern is there for all to see.

It seems that Nationwide had to cash in a small arab emirate to
retain Bill’s services and to add the talents of KFOG vet Jon Rus-
sell to their bench. Jon has been signed to do Bill’s vacant eve-
ning shift and don't be too surprised if he slides into the MD post
as well. This infusion of big budget moves by KZAP manage-
ment shows just how highly prized their unique blend of person-
nel is in the front office. Jon had worked at the station in 79
through 81 before putting KRQR on the air in 81 and seguing
to KFOG in 85. His PD and MD experience will doubtless come
in handy at his new home. “The more | thought about the offer,
it made too much sense not to accept. I've got a lot of family in
the area and it’s going to be a lot like going home."

With Jon in place, Bill doing mornings and Tom Cale freed do
accomplish more as a programmer, KZAP has a formidable
team with which to defend their market dominance. But don’t
count out the strong desire to win that best characterizes Ron
Garrett at KRXQ or the add water and stir, instant popularity of
a prodigal like Kevin "Boom Boom" Anderson. The Fall book is
just a preliminary to a fight in 88 that will bear close scrutiny.

Although this 12” has
yet to be serviced, Its Impact Is already being felt
from those programmers who did seek it out. Just the
title alone makes you want to rip it open, but the
Godfathers rip through with guitars and chants that
reach farther than their In-crowd fans. If this single
doesn’t Inject quick Interest on the air waves then it's
good night John Boy.

THAT PETROL EMOTION "GENIUS MOVE”
12” (VIRGIN IMPORT) The Ilabel might have
changed but that perpetual rhythmic bounce Is still In
full force as they slip in a single fix to end 1987 with
another genlus groove.

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BRYAN ADAMS led the Juno awards in Canada, winning the
entertainer of the year award and his fifth award as top male
vocalist. K.D. Lang celebrated her 26th birthday by breaking
Anne Murray’s long-running winning streak at the Junos. After
winning 17 awards in a row, Murray was not named the top
Canadian female vocalist at this year's awards.

BRUCE SPRINGSTEEN has filed a 17-page court brief defend-
ing himself against charges that he shorted two employees for
"thousands of hours" in overtime pay. He's asked that the law-
suit brought by Michael Batlan, a guitar technician, and
Douglas Sutphin, a musical coordinator, be dismissed. Both
men worked for Springsteen for ten years. Springsteen’s
answer concedes that the workers’ pay was docked, but offers
no details. Batlan contends his pay was docked $698.81 be-
cause he missed a cue during a concert. Sutphin said he was
fined for handling Nils Lofgren’s guitar, to check if it was intune,
at an inappropriate time. Springsteen denies that he took one
of Batlan’s paychecks and gave it to a Pittsburgh food bank
without his permission. The two men claim that Springsteen
withheld $311.11 from each of their paychecks to pay for a
canoe owned by Springsteen that washed away during a storm
in 1984. The response filed by Springsteen denies the lawsuit’s
claim that he had "attained astronomical financial success as
a musician and performer" by 1982. It does acknowledge that
he "had become a successful musician and performer.”

A collection of paintings by RON WOOD has gone on display
in  London. His portraits of people ranging from Louis
Armstrong to Annie Lennox and Madonna are being shown at
Katharine Hamnett's clothes shop in London’s Brompton
Road. Wood has been drawing since he was at school.

BOSTON has donated $10,000 to the Hospice of St. John in
Lakewood, Colorado, for the care of AIDS patients. The group
plans to give over $100,000 to hospices in cities on its current
U.S. tour, for use in caring for AIDS patients.

The members of DOKKEN may still have trouble getting along
with each other, but it didn’t hurt the making of the band’s new
album, "Back For The Attack,” which will be out later this month.
"There were lots of discussions about the direction and the
stance of the album,” says Jeff Pilson, the youngest member of
the band. Guitarist George Lynch and singer Don Dokken don’t
sit down together to write songs anymore. "The thing is, Don
lives in L.A. and the rest of us in Arizona, so it’s sometimes dif-
ficult getting together in the early stages of an album," Pilson
says. "But if you look at the credits on 'Back’ you'll see they
collaborated on six of the songs, so obviously not being in the
same room hasn'’t hurt their writing together any." The band has
completed a video for "Burning Like A Flame," the first single
from the album, in Boston. "It's all about this girfl more beauti-
ful than life itself, with hair as flaming as mine and she’s fixated
on Don, and she grabs him and is uh, assaulting him with friend-
ly intent. Since they've not been introduced, Don is trying to
get away, and we show up in this firetruck and put out the flame.
It's pretty hilarious and | don’t think it exploits anyone. It's sexy
humor as opposed to humorous sex.” One of the other tracks
on the album is an anti-AIDS song called "Kiss Of Death. "We're
not gonna 'heavy message’ anybody" with the song, Pilson
says, "but we think the lyrics are enough to the point that people
will get it."

BARNEY SUMNER and PETER HOOK are planning to record
solo albums, but rumours that NEW ORDER are breaking up
have been denied. The group is said to be working on a new
LP for release next year. Hook is said to be planning to work
with Mark Reilly (formerly of The Fall) and Mike Joyce (ex-
Smiths) for his solo record.

After playing four sold-out shows in South Africa recently,
STATUS QUO could face a lifetime ban on performing in Britain
and abroad. The band defends its appearances at the Sun City
entertainment complex by saying that the group paid for a
children’s van with the earnings and that all royalties from their
South African records sales will be donated to a home for men-
tally retarded children. The band’s appearance goes against a
United Nations cultural boycott of the country. The British Anti-
Apartheid Movement has put the band’s name ona U.N. black-
list, which could prevent the veteran band from appearing in
concert in many parts of the world.

The recent hurricane-force winds and storms affecting Britain
almost made a casualty of AMAZULU’S lead singer ANNE
MARIE. The group is currently in the British charts with its ver-
sion of "Mony Mony." It was after getting up in the middle of the
night and listening to her song on the radio that Anne managed
to avoid a tree branch which collapsed in the wind and came
crashing through her bedroom window. Anne said later that if
the DJ hadn’t been playing the record on the radio, she could
have been seriously injured.

JIMMY BUFFETT and the CORAL REEFER BAND are putting
on two benefit concerts in Florida next month. Buffett will play
in Key West on November 28 to raise money to save the area’s
salt ponds and coral reefs. The following day, he’ll play the
Miami Marine Stadium to raise money for the International
American Scholarship Foundation.

"Crazy" by ICEHOUSE came about because the band had been
told its tunes were not "strong singles," says Andy Qunta,
keyboardsman for the band and author of the song. Qunta, lva
Davies and Bob Kretschmer sat down and wrote the tune,
which was a number 4 song in Australia. The "Man Of Colours"
album reached number 1 onthe Australian LP charts. "We make
a conscious effort to write little stories with central characters,"
Qunta adds.

THE BODEANS seem to be big fans of the Ramones. On their
current U.S. tour, the band has been offering a cover of "l
Wanna Be Sedated" as their first encore, introducing the
Ramones tune with the statement, "Here’s a song by one of our
favorite bands."

CATERWAUL, a Phoenix band who have a track on the new
"Scream” compilation, will go into the studio in January to begin
recording their debut album for the Primitive Man label. Dennis
Herring (Timbuk 3, Camper Van Beethoven and the Truth) is
scheduled to produce the album, tentatively entitled "Pin And
Web."

Chevy Chase appears in GEORGE HARRISON'’S video for "Got
My Mind Set On You." The clip was directed by Gary Weis, who
is probably best known for the short films he did for the early
days of "Saturday Night Live."
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The b-side of STING’S new single is a duet with a difference.
It’s with his pet dog, William. Called “Conversation With A Dog,"
it features Sting chatting with his cocker spaniel about the
meaning of life.

"Box Frenzy" by Pop Will Eat Itself (Chapter 22)

Some glorious thrashing punky fun that Alternative may want to
tap into. Pop have a great sense of humour too, mocking every-
thing from disco to Sigue Sigue Sputnik. That said, is it really
necessary for Pop to climb on The Beastie Boy sexism, rampant
throughout the album? We learn that "Beaver Patrol” was not
after all a one off and it seems to me that it's possible to have
aggressive fun and still graduate from schoolboy wet dreams.

UK MUSIC NEWS

The new SMITHS single off the "Strangeways" album is "I
Started Something | Couldn’t Finish." The flip side of the 7 inch
will feature a previously unreleased version of "Pretty Girls Make
Graves"from a 1983 session produced by Troy Tate forthe BBC.
In addition, on the 12 inch will be a live version of "Some Girls
Are Bigger Than Others" recorded at an Artists Against Apar-
theid concert at the south London venue of The Brixton
Academy, last winter. In Smiths tradition, the jacket carries a
photo of Avril Angers from the classic 60s British working class
film "The Family Way." Rough Trade are also re-releasing "Wil-
liam It Was Really Nothing."

At the time of writing, a court in Texas has ordered DAVID
BOWIE to submit to an AIDS test after a request from a 30 year
old woman who has accused him of raping her, according to
Reuters, Wanda Nicholls alleges that the 40 year old singer
ripped her dress, forced her to have sex, bit her on the back and
legs and then told her "Now you've got AIDS." She has since
been tested for exposure to the virus, but doctors have advised
her it might take several months to show up. The alleged rape
took place at a hotel room on October 10th after an all night
party during the Dallas part of his world tour. According to
"Melody Maker,” the woman attended a second Bowie concert
the night after the alleged attack and did not report it until two
days later. Nicholl's lawyer, Mr. Robert Rose said: "He's a
reputed bisexual isn’t he? She didn’t want to have sex with him
because of the risk." After investigating for a week, police said
they could not find enough evidence to bring charges and
referred the case to a grand jury, which will decide whether the
case should proceed. It is due to hear evidence on November
11th. Mr. Rose said that his client had passed a private lie detec-
tor test on her accusations. A spokesman for the singer said he
had no immediate reaction to the AIDS-test order. Bowie does
not deny spending the evening with the woman but has
described her allegations as "false and outrageous” and an at-
tempt to gain publicity. The singer has just flown to Australia to
start the final leg of his world tour which began last Spring.

THE POGUES new single "A Fairy Tale Of New York" will be
released on their own label as has its founder Dave Robinson.
The band’s new label is called Pogue Mahone, which is gaellic
for "kiss my ass." Pogue Mahone was, in fact, the original name
of the band, but they had to change the name after radio sta-
tions in the UK said they would not play their records. The single
comes from their third album due out in December. The fact that
the group have set up their own label, which will be distributed

by ZTT, finally puts an end to hot speculation that The Pogues
were signing to EMI.

PREFAB SPROUT’S new album is out in January. The as yet
untitled package is a follow-up to their hugely successful 1985

Stevie Wonder plays har-
monica on one track called "Nightingales." Four of the cuts were
recorded in Los Angeles, the other six in Britain. The band have
just lost drummer Neil Conti, who has joined Level 42.

UB40, currently enjoying a British hit with their new single
"Maybe Tomorrow" and working on a new album with Robert
Palmer, have just released a greatest hits album called "The Best
of UB40, Volume One." The collection is available on vinyl, cas-
sette and CD. The tracks are "Food For Thought,” "King," "My
Way Of Thinking," "One In Ten," "Red Red Wine," "Please Don’t
Make Me Cry," "Many Rivers To Cross," "Cherry Oh Baby," "If It
Happens Again,” "l Got You Babe," "Don’t Break My Heart,"
*Sing Your Own Song," "Rat In My Kitchen," and "Maybe Tomor-
row." A video is being released simultaneously.

In interview with "Number One" magazine, THE CURE’S
ROBERT SMITH reveals that he has adopted two children in
Guatemala -- not literally, but by sponsorship, paying for their
food, education and so on. Says Robert: "I've got two and my
girlfriend Mary has two. It's difficult to tell how they’re doing real-
ly.

Smith also
reveals that the people he most respects in music at the mo-
ment are That Petrol Emotion and The Jesus and Mary Chain.
The group he most hates are Scottish pin-up boys Wet Wet Wet.

Irish rockers descend en masse this week in London for The
Irish Rock Week at The Mean Fiddler Club. Each night holds its
own surprises with St. Vitus Dance, a mean Julian Cope style
troupe starting things off. Understated stars of the week will be
the much publicised HOTHOUSE FLOWERS. This talented
band absolutely HATE being compared to U2, but they do
sound remarkably like them in style and passion. Other Irish ar-
tists to look out for are Sinead (pronounced Shin-Aid)
O’Connor, much praised in this column with her "Lion and the
Cobra" album. From the war torn streets of Belfast, angry folkie
Andy White will have new material out soon. Virgin's In Tua Nua
also seem to be a band just waiting to be discovered. Ireland
bares its heart and soul with determined force.

It could be that there are currently a few artists more In need of
Lp sales than BRUCE SPRINGSTEEN at the moment. A recent
copy of "Forbes" business magazine examined the earnings of
the mega-rockers and Broocie comes out on top by about 20
mansions. In a two year period, our blue collar hero has bagged
$56 million, while U2 claim $37 million, ZZ TOP $31 million, BON
JOVI $29 million, VAN HALEN $25 million, and PHIL COLLINS
only a puny $12 million. MADONNA, WHITNEY and MICHAEL
also did disgustingly brisk business, but exact sums would only
have you weeping into your rating books.

UK INDUSTRY NEWS

“The New Musical Express," perhaps Britain’s most famous
music paper is sinking deeper into trouble. In recent weeks two
senior NME staffers have resigned, a third has put in a request
for a transfer, five journalists are seeking alternative employ-
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ment while a total of 34 have signed a letter of no confidence to
their editer Alan Lewis. Since Lewis took over three months ago
he has eliminated explicitly political features from the paper and
has insisted that all expletives be printed in asterisk form only.
The root cause of the problem? A steady decline in the paper’s
readership since 1982 culminating in dumping 16,000 readers
last year to bring their current total to 88,000, less than half of
their readership of three years ago. A new morality is being in-
sisted upon by the owners of the paper which does not sit well
with their demoralised staff. In April the NME will be moved from
their current home to the corporate high-rise headquarters of
IPC, their owners. The company tried to do this ten years ago,
but the staff rebelled, and won. The times they are a changing...

In the UK, Polygram has bumped BMG off the top of the lead-
ing singles company in the "Music Week" market survey for the
July-September quarter of this year, rising from third place in
the previous quarter to take 14.4 percent of the share; BMG is
second with 12.7 percent and WEA is third with 12.5 percent. In
the albums CBS leaps up from third place in the last quarter to
take away Polygram’s crown and take 17.4 percent of the share.
Polygram are second with 14.9 percent, WEA third with 13 per-
cent. Full graphs of the market survey can be found in "Music
Week," 31st October edition.

There have been alarming incidents in recent weeks to suggest
that Britain may be about to embark on a road of censoring rock
music. As reported in these pages, Flux of Pink Indians, the
Manchester indie band are undergoing prosecution at the mo-
ment for their last album and The Dead Kennedys have met
similar opposition to The States for their famous poster.
Whether this is spurred on by American style religious fun-
damentalism or by right wing pressure groups remains to be
seen. | suspect the latter, since the Pat Robertson’s of this world
have yet to gain an appreciable foothold in this country even
among the more loopy right-wingers. But censorship of a much
more sinister nature was reported in "Time Out" magazine this
week. It was uncovered by the NME that the large HMV retail
chain circulated a secret document to their stores titled
"Obscene Product List, Not To Be Stocked." Among the more
obvious names -- everything by Crass and the Dead Kennedys
were some more curious choices such as Microdisney’s "We
Hate You, You South African Bastards" which apart from the
word "bastard" seems to contain little obscenity. HMV are
owned by Thorn-EMI which has 29 subsidiaries in South Africa
where it enjoys brisk business. Inquiries by "Time Qut" as to
whether this -- as opposed to obscenity -- was the reason for
HMV’s banning of the album were met with a repeated "no com-
ment." | think we should be told.
