Don Dixon adds his magic touch to a band withwhom
his sound and style are perfectly matched, and the end result
hits the street in the form of a song Carter Alan calls "An
Automatic--with the growling guitar intro convincing in just
three seconds flat". Original fan and supporter Mike Boyle
from WDHA predicts, "The new song will begin the journey to
the next plateau”, but from where we sit, these guys are prime
to skip a couple of developmental levels.

WNEW, WHCN, WEZX, KMOD and WZEW....

Hundred....

Yes, "Final Eyes", Atco.... Longevity has been the
byword for this band ever since they smoked their first banana.
Now, from an album that has been working since late last year,
we see continued growth and even some new action on "Final
Eyes". The reports this week show Yes traveling on a straight
line from 26-21* with a consistent buzz on the wire. WCCC,
KDKB, WAPL and WKLS have just added this one while we
track Heavy play at WMMR, WNEW, WFYV, KRZQ and WLLZ
and top five phones WWRX and WKGR. When an album has
the hang time of this project you know the format is in good
health and that those heritage/current questions can be
resolved by bands with the kind of creative juice like Yes....

Bruce Springsteen, "All That Heaven Will
Allow", Columbia.... The faithful have gathered and
the tribes are bringing down the sky with their chants and ap-
plause. The hyperbole flows and the airplay stacks up like
cordwood whenever this guy hits the road. Witha 16-11* jump
up the chart and 55 Heavy reporters including KBCO, WAAF,
KRQR, WCCC, WLLZ, WMMR and WNEW it becomes crystal
clear that this one has the stuff. Listener response has also
generated interest in a previously unavailable track "Roulette".
This concert fave picked up 7 stations and debuts at 89* with
Heavy play reported at KZEW, KBER and WWRX. The concert
tour that has 'em running for cover is also generating the ex-
pected and, very welcome, retail splurge that always picks up
when the cheers of "Broooce" have died away....

REM, "Finest Worksong", IRS.... while this
track is holding steady at 30 on the Hard Hundred, the Win-
ners Chart indicates a 22* rising on the strength of this band’s
reputation for quality new music. Format leaders are blazing
leading the way for a song that they find very useful in their ef-
forts to up the new music ante without losing anything interms
of rock values and Stipe’s by now familiar vocal intonations.
New play at WZZO, KLAQ and WPDH shows cross regional
support for the band Rolling Stone has called "America’s Best".
Power play continues at WHCN and WMJY with ups in rota-
tion at WXRC, KMJX and WRXL keeps the focus nice and crisp
at 115 reporting stations.... A

Robyn Hitchcock, "Balloon Man", A&M.... it's beginning to look as if Rock radio is content to let CHR take
over where New/Alternative will be leaving off--but considering this tune’s wonderfully catchy appeal and Robyn’s huge sales
base that seems a little lame to me. WZEW’s Kerry Gray hears it, saying "Having already established himself with the college
audience, we feel this tune has that sixties sound that is sure to capture the upper demos. "Balloon Man’ is a perfect springtime
tune and we love those quirky lyrics. Give hima chance".... From WHCN’s Kim Alexander, "It’s a favorite of the HCN staff, kinda
reminding me of the old Kinks cabaret style of 'Well Respected Man’ or "Sunny Afternoon’. It's just plain infectious".... New on

Big Pig, "Breakaway", A&M.... | liked this song a bunch before Dallas--but after hearing it in the A&M suite I'm to-
tally convinced it's at least a pop hit--and apparently Redbeard came away with the same impression, with KTXQ adding this
week. It's also new on WDHA and WCCC. WXXP and KJOT report top 5 calls, with Carl Scheider commenting, "Big Pig is get-
ting incredible reaction from women in their mid twenties, which shouldn’t suprise me because it's danceable and hooky. One
of those songs that sticks in your head".... Why, here’s a woman in her mid 20’s ready to testify--Christina at WPLR, "It sounds
so distinctive that you can't help but listen to it. It may be out of the ordinary, but in a way that definitely works".... 97-93* on the

So, "Are You Sure", EMI/Manhattan.... The best progressive/orchestral item on the street continues to spark
interest in all those important stats: It's new on KFMF, KVRE and WKQZ, with KITS, WHMD and CFNY upping rotation. Cur-
rently on 72 Hard reporters, most notably WRIF, WQFM, WCCC, KMOD, WRXK, WNOR, WNEW, WMAD, WLLZ, WBCN, KYYS,
KROQ, KLOL, KLOS and WBAB. 53-51*.... Simple Minds meet Annie Lennox in a seductive mood?....

ALBUM PLAY PRIORITIES

George Harrison, "Cloud Nine", Dark
Horse/WB.... This is the week that George drives a
wedge in the Top Ten 13-9* with increases in play at KFMX,
KGON, KILO and WVVV. The format has been getting top flight
performance out of this offering with Power play at WNOR,
KXRX, KYYS and WFYV and Heavy support at KBCO, KZAP,
WAAF, WLUP, WMMR, WNEW and 63 other reporting stations.
It was obvious on the first listen that this was an album rich in
material for the format and it is amazing to see all the cuts still
left for our future use. So relax and sit back, don’t be nervous,
you've got a long way to go with this project....

Robert Plant, "Tall Cool One", Atlantic.... it
is a matter of some interest to oddsmakers whether or not
Robert can power two tracks in the Top Five at the same time.
Those who bet that he couldn’t get two in the Top Ten have al-
ready lost their money as "Tall Coo! One" pops 17-10* on the
Hundred. WZEW'’s Kerry Gray tells us, "We’re currently five
cuts deep on the Robert Plant with 'Tall Cool One’ snagging
#1 requests for the second consecutive week." Big phones
are also reported at 44 other reporters including KTXQ, KSJO,
CHOM and WAAF. Don't look now but "Ship Of Fools" is on
our trail as well with a substantial 47-42* hike on the Hundred
fueled by adds on WEBN, WDVE and KBPI. "Robert Plant has
delivered nothing less than a masterpiece. It comes as no
surprise." according to Tom Starr at WOUR and we think that
probably sums things up pretty damn well....

David Lee Roth, "Knucklebones", Warner
Bros.... Here he comes again! This project has all the
timing of a Lakers fast break and just as soon as one track
starts peaking those WB All-Stars execute a whiplash to the
next song on their work list. This time it's "Knucklebones" get-
ting the red carpet treatment at KISS, WRDU, WRXQ, KNAC
and WHCN where Heavy or better rotations are called for.
New airplay at KZAP, KOME, WKWQ and WSTZ help hold this
little piece of rock and roll fun at 49 on the HH. Nothing stands
in the way of David Lee’s full frontal contact with the format
and this album has all the earmarks of a long term staple for
that Spring Book diet....

New to the top five and looking good across the board, Henry
Lee Summer puts some luster on his smash debut with an im-
pressive four place hike from 8-4* this week. The story has
developed along the lines of increased rotations with ups to
Power at KYYS, WHJY, The Loop and WRXK. For a neat plot
twist check out those top phone reports at WFYV, WDIZ, KTYD
and KGGO. Unlike other projects suffering quick turnover, the
format seem to be more than willing to hang tight with Henry
Lee until the next track comes along.

A cluster of upwardly mobile tracks are lining up for some
serious chart rattling in the top ten. Jerry Harrison is priming
for that last big push on the chart with an 11-7* run equalling
his Hard Hundred placement. WNOR, WKQQ, KPOI and
KFMX have the tach-master in Power and moves are looking
good at KEZE, KBCO, KISS and WEZX. The man who makes
the Heads sound so sharp has sent a message, he is ready to
get the job done on his ownaswell. For album fans check out
"Cherokee Chief' and "Angels”. Robert Plant may have a lock
on the top of the chart but he won't rest until he has a pair of
tracks in the top five. "Tall Cool One" has been leaping up the
chart with its Led Zep sampling and “I've still got it" message
from Robert. The Loop and KQRS sign on this week as do

Denver combatants KBCO and KBPI where the track goes
straight into Heavy. The phones are boiling over as well with
maxo requests at KISS, KILO, WKDF and WONE. Icehouse
has been steadily improving their position on the chart and this
time out we see a serious 14-9* leap thanks to KLAQ, KYYS,
WNOR and KSHE. In scanning the format leaders it becomes
evident that only WKRR and WMMR have it in a Light rotation,
everyone else is still getting good penetration with this upper
demo slice of life down under. Every week we see Bruce
Springsteen cut the distance between himself and the top of
the chart in half. First he debuts at 36*, then he scores a 18%,
now he's up to 10* and there is no reason to believe that he
will stop now. WKDF and KTXQ may be new to the parade but
everyone else on the Honor Roll of AOR heavies has been
banging this one with tremendous results. The phones are
curiosly quiet but the concert halls are cracking at the founda-
tions to some of the best live rock on the road right now. You
just gotta believe that awareness is swamping the speakers
everytime you get into this one. WAPL, WKQQ and WPLR al-
ready have it in Power and the increases on KQRS, WAAF,
WLVQ and WNEW bode well for another huge jump next week
for the man who defies the physics of rock and roll.

In the body of the chart we see REM sliding up to 22*. Admit-
tedly not a huge move but look at that placement compared
to the Hard Hundred where the boys from Athens, by way of
Pluto, are a substantial eight slots ahead on the Winners Chart.
Format leaders are not shy in proclaiming this song crucial to
their new music profile. New adds on WZZO and KLAQ keep
things interesting white support play at KLBJ, WKDF, WONE
and WPLR keep the project alive and well. George
Thorogood posts a 38-23* streak up the Winners Chart leav-
ing many of faint heart in the dust as he grinds out another for-
mat pleaser with "Born To Be Bad". Four places ahead of his
Hard Hundred pace George, the Delaware pick crusher, gets
a clutch of "I Believe" votes from KFMX, KEZO, KLOL and
KGON where this track goes right into Heavy. Lock up all
those underage girls and get your safe sex kit out from under
the bed, George is back in town.

In one of the biggest debuts on the Winners Chart, our radar
tracks David Byrne and the Heads that Talk on a parabola that
makes a joke out of gravity. Adds into Heavy on KAZY, KBCO,
KPOI, WFYV, WHJY, WMMR, WPLR, WPYX, WZZ0O and WRXK
keep these monkey boys in a zero gee mood where almost
anything is possible. The Talking Heads are about to gift us
with their most cohesive album in years, get ready for a party.

One of the biggest movers on the Winners Chart this week
shows a huge 48-34* jump for Balaam And The Angel. 'l
Love The Things You Do To Me" is finding a home on WFYV,
WKQQ, WEZX and WKDF with support play on KBCO, KEZO,
KISS and KTYD. This melody meets metal introduction is just
the first layer to be peeled from an album that should position
Balaam for bigger things to come. They certainly have the
support of a label with guts and they only need you to close
your eyes and open your ears. If the soaring chord structures
inthis song don’t rock you it's time to refill that Geritol prescrip-
tion.

Lita Ford has re-joined the ranks of our Winners Chart with a
41* position that has her claiming Heavy play at KISS and
KFMX while WPLR has the lovely Lita in at Power. Phones are
the key with listeners lapping up that fem-rock sound at WFYV.
Lita is making those Nipper types very happy with her return
and the chart shows only positive trends this time around. In
the debut file we have Mr Pasadena, David Lee Roth, repell-
ing the Winners Chart with "Knucklebones” at 43*. KZAP and
WEZX are among the format leaders who have decided that
now is the time to prep the audience for the return of that wild
and crazy guy we have come to know and love. Heavy airplay
comes in from WAPL, WPYX and WFYV. Joni Mitchell is
making things look easy with her latest Southern California
opus, "Snakes And Ladders”. A slew of adds on winning sta-
tions like WRKI, WMMR, KILO, KLPX and KBCO, where it goes
right into a Heavy rotation and you know that Joni has found
awelcome that speaks well of the format. This signature piece
of harmony and high flying execution leaves nothing to
chance, the woman we came to love when it was time to Court
and Spark is back with a 45* on the Winners Chart. Prophet
is powering up for a run at respectability also with a 46* debut.
The band is helped along by stations like KLAQ and WRKI who
have added it this week while hard rocking KISS, WEBN and
WKQQ are getting "Heavy is better" reactions to "Sound Of A
Breaking Heart".

RADIO AND RECORDS REVIEW

Well the Dallas two step is over and it's time that we all bid the
Lone Star goodbye and head back for the Spring Book in our
respective markets. Some of the images | took home with me
include:

A Stevie Wonder surprise on Opening night
Rob Steinberg and his scorching Scorps tape
The heart stopping Charlies Angels wanna-be’s

Music being treated like Records

Then there were the AOR panels and the usual amount of for-
mat flogging. To his credit, Harvey Kojan did a fine job of
retaining his humor and control during some major pissing and
moaning. If 1 remember correctly it went something like:

The format doesn’t play enough currents....
heard that one anywhere before?

AOR won’t support unknown bands over the
long haul and loses credibility as a result....

The record industry sabotages the format with
their track intensive promotional values....

Consultants are uncooperative and responsible
for the fate of the format’s failure to embrace
music....

Successful AOR’s don't really give a damn what
you think about their playlist....

Sound familiar?

No doubt about it, fingerpointing reached new heights of stri-
dent overkill while, unfortunately, some hard facts slipped by.
Yes, AOR is a trifle stale and could use some new juice. Yes,
the record industry has a valid complaintthat we aren’t respon-
sive or musically connected like we used to be. And, yep, the
industry is guilty of band signings that make no sense and
jumbled promotional priorities that have led us, over the years,
into a track consciousness that isn’t altogether positive for the
format.

What is getting shuffled under the deck are a few harsh realities
that aren’t likely to go away anytime soon. And just to make
everybody even more crazy, there is nothing that the record
or radio community, especially the consultants, can do about
it for the next little while.

The broadcast biz is far too uneven and brutal at the local level
and the results have been a winnowing of the talented people
that made radio so exhilarating back in '68 thru '76. There
aren’t enough big markets to go around so you end up with a
lot of very talented and experienced guys making doina small
market. This effectively means living on less money than the
average used car salesman and that’s pretty hard to take after
spending a decade or more learning your craft. In fact, it
doesn't take too many years of that to push people out of the
industry and into other fields of endeavor. The result being a
new generation of replacement PD’s who have come up in an
overconsulted environment that stifles musical adventurism
for the sake of organizational stability. This new group of
developing PD’s will put up with less money and are more will-
ing to take their musical direction from a Monday phone call
rather than from the heart. Unfortunately for us, this market
condition precludes any revolution from within the format that
might change the current balance.

The real point is that the only place where things can change
is at the local level. The cultural shift to a new, more open
dynamic that has been foreseen by numerous trend studies,
(see our George Burns interview), indicates a new way of
dealing with the issue of formatted rock radio. Most likely the
individual responsible doesn’t even know that they will spark
that revolution, (see our Greg Mull interview), but they will
necessarily possess certain attributes essential to the chal-
lenge. They will be "an old hand" that is someone who has
been through enough to know the way things work, a solid
mechanic and not a pure visionary. Secondly, he will be in-
spired to view the format in a new light. Then, oh boy it gets
thick now, he will have to be lucky enough to work for owner-
ship that realizes, at long last, that newness is more competi-
tive than sameness in the shifting American marketplace.

Think about it, Tom Donahue was an old fart Top 40 jock fed
up with the pablum he was forced to play. He smoked that
one extra joint and, in a coffee house in North Beach, came
up with a revolution in radio. The man knew the ins and out of
the industry and fueled his technical skills with a drive to share
the music of the times in a way that paralleled the experience
on a cultural level. Most importantly, he cared, and that feel-
ing shined through all the messy stop and start errors that go
along with a new development. The next great rock innovator
doesn’t even know he is going to do it, yet. And when he hits
the scene he will face the usual wall of indifference and nay-
saying. But if he sticks with it and wins, count on everyone to
jump on his coat tails in a big way. The format’s tendency to
play follow the leader will guarantee a new chapter in the end-
less cycle of inspiration, elevation, emulation, ossification and
degradation. And by the time we get through that next cycle
it will be the turn of the century and we will all be in the
aluminum siding business anyhow.

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GEORGE BURNS PREDICTS
PART TWO

Last week we began our look at 1988 as seen through the
research of George Burns, a man who has been called the
philosopher king of modern research technique. In this
installment we discuss the gathering compartmentaliza-
tion of radio into highly specific formats, new ways of con-
ducting business and the threat of a youth market that may
leave AOR behind in a search for "their music'. As we
resume our conversation with George we touch base on
the fifth of his controversial ten predictions for 1988.

5) More and more, the country will redefine companies as
"management centers" and cut away excess overhead and
personnel. In 1988, the drift will continue to a "1099 way of
working." Jobs will be farmed out to an increasing number of
independent contractors who offer well-defined specializa-
tion at a reasonable rate.

WHAT IS THE IMPETUS FOR THIS SHIFT IN OUR WAY OF
DOING BUSINESS AND WHERE WILL IT LEAD? )

George.... | think we will see an increase in quality at the su-
perficial level. As America begins tolean more and more away
from its manufacturing base into the realm of service in-
dustries, we see this 1099 way of doing things permeating the
society. Inthe areas of bookeeping, data processing and the
like | find myself, in my own company, looking to time shared
"knowledge people" on a case by case basis. At one level in
radio we see this with the proliferation of Satellite delivery for-
mats where owners and managers farm out their programming
and much of the execution to an outside firm. There are even
professionals looking at extending that logic into the field of
local sales as well.

THIS STRIKES ME AS MORE "WHERE IS THE PAPER
CLIP" MANAGEMENT. WHY DOES RADIO SEEM TO LAG
BEHIND IN THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN CREATIVE
AND FINANCIAL RESOURCES?

George.... The government has decreed that we shall
proliferate our entertainment channels to such a tremendous
degree that the only jobs left may become those in the realm
of pure management, and that’s boring. We all got into radio
because it's part of the media and the place to be. But what
is a medium but a channel, a means to an end not an end in
itself. Perhaps, just perhaps, the function of that channel is to
direct your energy to something else much like a pipe. Who
wants to sit there and look at a pipe. The place to be might be
in servicing the medium or producing what goes into it at one
end or the other because the limitations of being "in the pipe"
are evident to anyone who has been there. From a strictly
management point of view, radio is probably attracting better
peopletoday then ever before. The industry attracts more cor-
porate minds with better technique than the mom and pop
shop owners we all know from past experience. As station
values increase from year to year in this industry we see amore
professional environment at the upper levels of management.

6) In 1988, the portable CD player for automobiles will become
a major threat to the future of radio. These units are program-
mable and let the driver become their own disc-jockey.

HOW IS THIS DIFFERENT THAN THE PUSH BUTTON
RADIO OR THE CASSETTE PLAYER? THEY CERTAINLY
HAVEN'T HAMMERED THE NAIL IN RADIO’S COFFIN.

George.... The act of pushing a button or dropping in a tape
isn't as active a role as programming your own CD. Button
pushing or tape playing is inherently negative, that is, you do
it to escape something. CD programmability, however, puts
the listener in complete charge of their environment, it is a
much more positive act and as such more potent in the mind
of the user than merely bailing out of a bad song or commer-
cial break.

HOW HAS THE PERCEIVED USE OF RADIO CHANGED?

George.... It's important to remember that Arbitron is a
measuring service. Now, according to Arbitron, the average
listener still only logs between 2.5 and 3 stations as their
universe of stations used even though the number of stations
to chose from has increased dramatically over the years.
When | talk to people it is obvious that they, in fact, can remem-
ber listening to more stations than what they will accurately
enter in an Arbitron diary. So the ratings are really a measure-
ment of what people remember using not their actual use,
that’s one of the reasons why positioning and marketing is so
important.

7) There will no longer be a radio audience for music in five
years if radio in 1988 does not begin to program music to the
specific needs of the young teen audience. The radio station
that wants to be successful in 1989 must start developing a
format that appeals to young men, 18-24 years of age.

HOW ARE WE TO INTERPRET THIS STATEMENT? ARE
WE TALKING ABOUT A FORMAT THAT DOESN'T EXIST
YET OR IS THIS MERELY AN ADJUSTMENT?

George.... | don't think it is written forever that radio must be
the primary source for music in this culture. Once we were the
information source and that clearly has changed and there is
no reason why music won't follow given certain conditions. If
we don’t give young listeners something to listen to in five
years when they are 25 to 30 years of age they won’t be listen-
ing to the radio for music at all.

WHAT ABOUT CHR’S MUSIC MIX? IS THAT FORMAT
MORE ON TARGET THAN AOR IN DEALING WITH THIS
PROBLEM?

George.... A lot of the harder stuff won’t make it to Top 40 be-
cause it will turn off the females. Also, by the nature of the for-
mat they can’t go deep on a lot of stuff the way good AOR will.

IS DEPTH CRITICAL TO THE MODERN LISTENER?

George.... Absolutely. The incidence of complaint about lack
of depth has increased ten fold overthe last year. AOR is being
likened to Top 40 and Top 40 is getting slammed for repetition
factors that fatigue the audience. When AOR is hot it is per-
ceived as going very deep musically in comparison to Top 40
so when the format gets compared unfavorably to Top 40 in
that regard it is a very serious problem for those programming
AOR.

WHAT MUSICAL DIRECTIONS ARE MOST IMPORTANT IN
FASHIONING A RELATIONSHIP WITH THOSE DIS-
ENFRANCHISED YOUNGER LISTENERS?

George.... | am convinced that the younger listener is looking
to the older music for their notions of what quality means. It
is conceivable that the radicalism and experimentation that is
ahead may be more conditioned by the past than was the case
for us. As we transition from this period of female dominated
media and culture we may find that what has passed for new
and progressive music may be lacking certain elements es-
sential to their success with the audience of the future.

ARE YOU REFERRING TO THE EURO-POP AND DANCE
ORIENTED BANDS THAT COMPRISE MUCH OF THE AL-
TERNATIVE SCENE? PERHAPS BANDS THAT HAVE
MORE IN COMMON WITH THE GUITAR DRIVEN GROUPS
OF THE SIXTIES AND EARLY SEVENTIES WILL BE THE
ONES TO MAKE THE BREAK INTO THIS NEXT CYCLE OF
CREATIVE DEVELOPMENT.

George.... We aren’t really talking about a strict definition so
much as a notion, a perception that these artists knew how to
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play and, just as importantly, cared about what they were
doing when they played. This concept of caring, of coming
from the heart and not just the head is very important to that
notion of quality in the mind of the younger listener. Style over
substance, flash over heart and soul, that is the sort of music
that has typified this last female driven cycle and those values
are being called into question at this juncture. | don’t think that
people are asking for artists to sound like Jimi Hendrix and The
Doors, they just want them to care as much as Jimi Hendrix
and The Doors did. That sense of commitment is a major fac-
tor in the notion of quality that these people have about music.
This superficial "lifestyle" or "designer" rock of the eighties
won't carry the load.

HOW DO YOU RESPOND TO THE DEMOGRAPHIC ARGU-
MENT THAT THE AUDIENCE IN QUESTION CAN NEVER
BE AS IMPORTANT AS THE BABY BOOM BULGE, THAT
THESE TEENS DON'T REALLY COUNT FOR MUCH?

George.... People have been saying that for some time. Top
40 stations win big in their market and then refuse to alienate
their 35 yearolds, confident in the belief that the teens have
nowhere else to go. That arrogance holds true for a while until
something else blows and when it does blow the teens go
away and they go down the chute. That's exactly how old
giants disappear and new forces take their place. The whole
question revolves around the issue of whether there is enough
good new music around these days for those young male lis-
teners. | just don’t believe that in five years time those young
men listening to The Doors today will be satisfied just listening
to The Doors.

8) Country radio music formats will continue moving back to
the "Traditional" in 1988. The so called "Crossover Artist" is
officially dead and buried in Country music.

IS THIS MOVE TO A PURE FORMAT CONNECTED TO THE
CHANGES AFFECTING AOR?

George.... Without doubt. A significant portion of the Country
audience comes directly from rock radio. A lot of guys grow
out of Rock and into Country and AOR is a major contributor
to the fortunes of Country. This shift is just another part of the
shift in the country as a whole that we have been talking about
earlier. A lot of those Country progenitors like Johnny Cash
and Hank Williams have such an earthy roots and blues feel
that the cross pollination between Country and Rock and Blues
is undeniable. Now we have a lot of Country oldie programs
surfacing dealing with this fifties era music and the response
is tremendous. People are interested in this music all over
again especially with traditional artists like Dwight Yoakum to
continue the heritage.

9) In Black radio also, "Crossover" music is a goner in 1988.
Stations will reduce their playlists to make it "Black radio for
Black listeners." Black artists who have successfully crossed
over will compete for airtime on A/C.

HERE AGAIN WE HAVE A PURIFICATION OF FORMAT
WITH CERTAIN "WHITE" APPEAL ARTISTS BEING
PURGED IN THE EFFORT FOR BLACK RADIO TO FIND A
MORE SPECIFIC AND FUNCTIONAL FORMAT. WHY DO
YOU EXCLUDE CHR FROM THIS PROGNOSIS?

George.... Alot of these artists will find very long and success-
ful careers in what used to be called MOR. Comparisons like
ILionel Ritchie and Nat King Cole or Whitney Houston and
Dionne Warwick come to mind, and these artists will find a very
warm welcome on the A/C format. As for Top 40, alot ofthose
stations are very shrewdly scaling back their urban content for
a more white rock sound and will continue to do so. They will
do this to protect themselves from the shift to male values in
the next couple of years. As for Black radio itself, it will return
to its roots as a format and cease trying to build a mass base
of listenership. This focus will give them an audience that is
both unique and very loyal.

WHAT IS THE REASON FOR ALL THIS POLARIZATION?

George.... We are going back to our roots in Black, Country
and Rock in an effort to rediscover the rhythms and dynamic
that made that music important to begin with. Over the last
decadewe have seen popular music reinventing itself with very
little heart and an excess of technique over feeling. Now let's
go back to the basics again and we'll all organize and come
out fighting.

10) The "New Age" music format, which was introduced in
1987, will go absolutely nowhere in 1988.

THIS FORMAT HAS BEEN THE SOURCE OF MUCH CON-
TROVERSY. THERE ARE A NUMBER OF PROGRAM-
MERS WHO FIND IT EXCITING IN CONCEPT BUT
FRUSTRATING IN RESULT. HOW DO YOU SEE THE
ISSUE RESOLVING ITSELF?

George.... There are a number of factors involved here. What
the format has accomplished is indicative of a certain hunger
for music right now but there have been no signs of mass ap-
peal acceptance, and | want to underline mass appeal. The
Wave in Los Angeles generated, at great expense in promo-
tion, something like a 2.6 or 2.7 in the market. That has been
documented. By tracing the cumes of those stations it is ob-
vious that they have bumped their head on the ceiling already.
They have already achieved their potential and it is by no
means sufficient to financial success. In my research correla-
tions the people who respond highest to this kind of music
tend also to respond highly to things like jazz and folk. This
makes for a listener profile that is far more abstract and eclec-
ticthan the average, not that this is bad, but these listener types
are notoriously located on the bottom quintiles of cume. They
are not by nature the sort of person that will listen to any sta-
tion for 80 or 90 quarter hours per week.

YOU DESCRIBE A FATAL FLAW THAT CANNOT OVER-
COME THE DEFINITION OF MASS APPEAL ACCEP-
TANCE AND RATINGS SUCCESS.

George.... Exactly, it is a basic truth of radio that 20% of the
listeners account for 80% of the listening being done. That
means that we are a heavy user medium. Intense, almost ad-
dictive psychology works the best when dealing with the
dynamic of radio and its audience. These sedate, gentleman-
ly and eclectic approaches will always come in out of the
money. The individual who makes the most use of the radio is
more important than those who may be dissatisfied but aren’t
of the listener archetype. A lot of these listeners don't use
these New Age stations with the obsession needed to
manufacture media success and the Arbitron world eliminates
the less than obsessive listener from being much of a factorin
the equation. By nature these formats simply can't compete
for more than an also ran status in their markets. In Los An-
geles a 2.6 may do well enough from a financial standpoint but
there aren't a lot of markets where you can survive with those
kind of numbers.

There you have it, an open window to the near future as
seen through the research and insight of George Burns.
It's a colorful landscape with a return to roots music in al-
most all formats, programmabililty and the portable CD
player, business as a cottage industry and the cold water
awakening that New Age is just another micro market. But
looming like a stormfront is the changing cycle from
female to male values in the culture. What this projected
shift in societal emphasis could mean in politics, the
economy and the country at large will be fascinating to ex-
perience. What it can mean for us in the music and media
community is a new round of winners and losers as those
who can shake out their preconceptions and change with
the times will press ahead to set the scene.

JIM TRAPP
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GREG MULL GETS THE GRILL

Wherein one of AOR’s brightest young PD’s chats up with
Radio Editor Jim Trapp about the way the winners

do things down South.

Greg is one of those textbook radio junkies whose career
began at the tender age of 15 at Boss radio WJRI/Lenoir
where he got let out of school a little early each day to per-
form his afternoon shift. Programming came first at col-
lege station WASU/Boone and then Greg did Production
and airwork at Country-Top 40 combo WMMC-WQXX/Mor-
gantown. At WXRC/Hickory he worked as Chief Engineer
until the call came to Program the station and Greg
responded by taking the station AOR. In October of '86
Greg picked up and moved down to Ft Myers Florida
where he put WRXK on the map with a .2 to 10.2 debut
book. Pegged as on of the format’s hottest properties,
Greg is getting ready for the next Book like the rest of us.
Let’s see how he views some of those nasty old AOR type
questions.

WHAT ABOUT THE "RENAMING OF AOR" PANEL AT THE
R&R CONVENTION? HOW DO YOU RESPOND TO THE
ARGUMENT THAT THE FORMAT IS FUNDAMENTALLY AT
ODDS WITH ITS OWN HERITAGE.

Greg.... | think that their trying to rename the format is absurd.
It doesn’t manner what you call it, it's what it delivers that mat-
ters. The whole argument about whether we are album or
song oriented is just plain stupid. We are rock oriented,
period. The record industry and the trades have led this for-
mat to be perceived as a song oriented format. Back in the
days of our heritage there weren’t track charts or an emphasis
from the labels to play one track over another. They have
made us a singles oriented format by doing things like feed-
ing us a track one month before the Ip comes out. | mean what
choice do we have? The solution is to drop track charts and
go back to Ip only charting with individual songs shown by
their emphasis play. If the industry wants to do something to
help the situation, stop feeding us singles. Give us the album
and let us play it.

I’'mtoo busy to take it all that serious-
ly. | just happen to believe that it is damn difficult to have an
exciting sounding radio station by playing the same oldies
again and again. Don’t misunderstand me, you've got to play
those oldies again and again but you have to mix them in with
lots of new stuff.

DEFINE THE STATION’S MUSICAL PHILOSOPHY FOR
THOSE UNFAMILIAR WITH YOUR WORK.

Greg.... It’s truly a mainstream radio station that believes that
rock and roll is alive and well. We play everything from rock’s
heritage back to 64 and the Beatles. We use the sixties stuff
only as spice and even then only in certain dayparts. We
derive our core from the seventies bands like Led Zeppelin.
As for new music, we added Johnny Hates Jazz because it's
going to be a huge Top 40 hit. inthat instance | want to beat
the Top 40 on itand when they catch up to us on it we will drop
it completely off the chart. A song like that has virtually no last-
ing value for the format but | like to get the value of exposing
songs like that before the local CHR hammers it.

WHAT WOULDN'T YOU ADD RECENTLY AND WHY?

Greg.... | wouldn't add the Dan Reed Network under any cir-
cumstances, it’s just way too dance oriented for the format.
The same thing with the Big Pig. | love the record personally
but | don’tthink that it has anything to offer my core. 1t reminds
me of Frankie Goes To Hollywood.

HOW DO YOU INTRODUCE PRODUCT AND MAKE IT
WORK? DO YOU BANG IT OUT OF THE BOX, BRING IT
ALONG SLOWLY, DAYPART IT?

Greg.... A little of all three. Take Midnight Oil, a band | really
believe in strongly, we bang the hell out of it and we sell it as
well. The mostimportant thingtodois to sell new music when
you play it. We use Bio packs, Trade information and the guys
here are very musically aware. Our afternoon guy brought in
an earlier Midnight Oil LP, not sowe could play it on the air but
so we could have a feel for what the band had done before.

White Lion is top five sales here and we can claim the
success there.

HOW HAVE THINGS CHANGED AT THE STATION IN THE
LAST SIX MONTHS? ARE YOU MAKING ANY SHIFTS IN
PROGRAM DIRECTION?

Greg.... Everyone in the market has adjusted. The CHR has
definitely embraced a more rock image with their gold product.
It's odd to hear stuff like Boston, The Cars, Foreigner and even
Asia being hit hard by the CHR in your market. The other AOR
in the market has gone Classic since we hit town. To hurt the
Classic rocker | have stepped up my power golds to burnthem
out a little faster. | will still have plenty of music to play while
their core is crisped out. | also took out some of the depth in
my gold library. If I'm goingto play 50/50 current to core | want
my oldies to be very familiar because a lot of my new music
won't be.

YOU SHOULD BE IN A MAJOR MARKET AND WILL BE
SOON, WHAT ARE YOU LOOKING FOR, WHAT DO YOU
NEED TO MAKE THAT MOVE? QUALITY OF LIFE,
MONEY, CREATIVE FREEDOM?

Greg.... | have a great situation here with a fast growing and
progressive company. | have a free hand in programming the
station. | live in one of the most beautiful parts of the country
and | drive a 911. Obviously it would take a combination of all
these things for me to consider a move. There’s a tremendous
appeal to get in a bigger market so | might have to temper
some of those concerns, but what | would never accept is a
situation where | was responsible for the station’s success or
failure but couldn’t exercise control over the programming. If
it was a situation where | had to play what the GM wanted but
if the numbers weren’t there I'd get blown out, you can forget
it. 1 wouldn’t touch that for any amount of money.

YOU DON’T USE TOP 40 CROSSOVER MATERIAL, WHY
IS THAT?

Greg.... | do not take records that they have played and put
them on my station, no. If | don’t beat them on a track | don’t
want to play it at all. People should know that they can hear
the best music here first. This concept of 'let them break it

over there and bring it back here" is not leally the way to go.
We may share some bands with CHR but only those acts that
they borrowed from us.

YOU DON’T REPORT LIGHTS, WHY IS THAT?

Greg.... Light rotation is used for testing only. That gives us a
chance to put it out there in one high profile exposure a day.
| have three tracks in there right now and | will keep it in there
for 3 or 4 weeks to see how it does.

HOW FAST DO MEDIUMS AND HEAVYS ROTATE ON
YOUR STATION?

Greg.... Mediums come up 2-3 times a day, Heavy play hits 3-
4 times a day and Powers come in 4-5 times in a day.

HOW IMPORTANT IS NEW/ALT MUSIC IN THE MIX AND
WHY? HOW DO YOU VIEW THE LARGER ISSUE OF ALT
MUSIC AND THE FORMAT?

Greg.... We have to be very careful with the number of bands
that we play at any given time. Play the right ones and over
time we should develop a handful of new bands that are good
forthe format. | think that bands like the Alarm, Love and Rock-
ets and the Smithereens represent some of the best in that
genre.

Equal-
ly important is his lifelong commitment to the business
and a centered attitude regarding success that comes with
the turf. What the hell, he was a chief engineer once in his
career and he wears a great pignose. You’'ll go a long way
to find a better star for the future of the format.

This year, we’'ve finally gotten a new
release from Germany’s new metal band Bonfire, and
i's hot. (No pun intended). Anyways, the 12” will be
hitting your desk any time now, so grab it and put it
on. We mentioned once before that these guys do
sound quite similar to the Scorps, but the new
release shows some development and maturity in
their songwriting technique and overall presentation.
Yes, some of you thrashers will shy away from this
crossover possibility in a big way, but we here in the
metal corner think it has real potential. WPYX’s Lisa
Walker tells me she agrees with me wholeheartedly.
She’s really into it and hopefully you will be too when
you give it a listen. They are a strong, very melodic
musical unit with a flare for showy guitar riffs and a
fairly dexterous vocalist. These guys could do very
well on both sides of the Mainstream/Metal fence
given the chance. Try it.

Great White, “Mistreater”, Capitol...In the
tradition of "Rock Me”, “Lady Red Light” and “Save
Your Love” Capitol’s metal monster unleashes yet
another hook filled, kick ya in the butt, sure fire,
multi-format hit. The Ep/CD that Capitol has serviced
also contains the very hot live rendition of "Rock Me”
and the rock radio remix of "Save Your Love”. If you
haven’t caught these guys live you’re missing a great
rock and roll show. From start to finish Jack Russel
and his boys prove that opening for a band like
Whitesnake is all in a day’s work. This track is
explosive and ever so catchy with lyrics that any guy
in lust can relate too. The strength of this cut has
already boosted Great White's platinum album back
into the thick of things on our Hard Hitters chart with
a move from 40-35*. Ain’t no doubt, these boys are
the real thang.

White Lion, "Tell Me”, Atlantic...We just caught
these guys live at the Troc in Philadelphia, and yes,
the place was rockin’. | have to say, these guys are
really nice and dedicated to their audiences who have
put them at near gold status. "Tell Me” was a stand-
out in their set. The track is an obvious pick as a
follow-up to the success of "Wait”. It opens with
some vocal exercising for everyone to sing along
with, and then launches into a really hot tune with
Vito’s ever—present guitar wizardry supported by
James Lomenzo and Greg D’Angelo’s rock steady
rhythm playing. If the AOR popularity of this band
makes you hesitate, then put this on and maybe you’ll
be convinced that they are, if not ”"metal”, then
definitely a hard rock band.

For those of
you looking for something a bit heavier from these
guys then go back and check out their first release
”Fight To Survive”. What a band.

Joe Satriani, "Surfing With The Alien”,
Relativity.... No, we’re not gonna sit here and tell
y’all about the redeeming qualities of playing *Satch
Boogie” anymore. We don’t have to because now the
second 12” is soon to be hitting your desks (if you
don’t already have it). It’s the title track from this hot
album and it features some of the hottest guitarwork
this side of Steve Vai. The ”Satchman” comes in at
#11 on the Hard Hitters Chart this week on the
strength of "Boogie” and we all know what happened
to AOR when it hit there. We can only expect this
one to do at least as well.

Hello dudes and dudettes. This is Sal “Earl
Of Earache” Treppiedi reporting from control
center in the heart of Queens. This week,
we’ll have the final part of our conversation
with John McManus of lreland’s Mama’s
Boys. We'll also hear from Jon Sutherland of
Metal Blade Records about the recent
”Pleasures Of The Flesh Festival” that took
place in Phoenix. Right now, let’s get to this
week’s metal news.

First, congratulations go out to Geoff and Jan
Barton on the birth of their second son, Adam.
Who is Geoff Barton, you ask? Geoff is none other
than the editor of one of the top metal magazines in
the world: England’s Kerrang!!. Their eldest son is
named Ben. Once again, congratulations to Geoff and
Jan on the birth of their mini-headbanger.

Two of the tri-state areas top bands are about to
release albums on Torrid/Restless Records.
Gothic Slam and Mucky Pup, who are working
with Dan Lorenzo of Hades, are both about to release
albums. Word from Dan Lorenzo of Hades is that
Mucky Pup is going to be a band to reckon with. I’'ve
always heard that most people from New Jersey are
from another world but | guess we can take Dan’s
word. Speaking of Hades, it should not be too long
before we see some new product from them. The
band has been busy putting together their new
release at Chung Kings House of Metal in New York.

Here’s the latest from the Armored Saint camp.
First, The band will have a song on the forthcoming
soundtrack to “The Decline Of Western Civilization,
Part Il: The Metal Years. They have penned a song
entitted "You Can Run, But You Can’t Hide” which
was influenced by the famous Road Warrior. Also, the
band recorded a live performance which was telecast
on MTV on Halloween. The show was part of the "Hell
On Wheels” tour which featured Grim Reaper and
Helloween. That performance is going to be available
on home video soon. Also available will be a live five
song Rp. Finally, look for "March Of The Saint” and
“Delirious Nomad” to be available on Cd this month.

Now let's get to the final part of our interview with
John McManus of Mama’s Boys. As we wrap up
our conversation, we’ll talk more about the band’s
new release entitled "Growing Up The Hard Way”.

HR: Although your sound has changed, you have
managed to maintain a rich and fuil sound.

JM: Yeah, | know every band says that their new
album is their best album. You have to. But we
managed to maintain the fullness of the sound. One
of the advantages that we had was that because we
had written the songs before, we were able to
perform these songs live. What happened was that
we knew what material was going to work and what
wasn’t. We actually kept rewriting the songs on the
road for the road because we knew what we had
written might not work on the road. We played the
songs at some festivals in Gemmany, and had to
rewrite the songs because some of them were
coming across as very weak. When you do that you
create the kind of vibe where you just go for it and
play as if it were live. We've also edded keyboards on
this album. It’s strange because the band have always
written songs for keyboards and yet have a keyboard
player on the road with us although he is not a full

time member. He’s basically just a session player. It
is true though because I’'ve listened to this album and
although it Is more commercial than the last two
albums, it still rocks. It had been said by different
people who have listened to the album as well.

HR: Tell us what made you choose doing Stevie
Wonder’s “Higher Ground”.

JM: Somewhere in everyone’s record collection,
there is a Stevie Wonder album. We have several.
The song has an incredible riff. Even when the band
were doing sound checks years ago, we used to do it
and forget it. So we decided to do the song on the
record being that we always got a kick out of doing it
live. It probably would not have gone on the album
had Keith no come in. When he heard it, he said that
we should go for it.

Thanks to John McManus of Mama’s Boys for an
interesting conversation. Also, thanks to Marilyn and
Ellen at RCA for putting together this trans-Atlantic
interview. John informs me that the band should be
coming stateside by April.

Here is something that could be a first. They are
known as the world’s most popular metal band. After
this news, you can’t help but believe it. The
Scorpians will be doing 10 dates behind the Iron
Curtain. That’s right, Glasnost has spread into the
metal industry. The band is scheduled to play Russia
just before the start of the Monsters Of Rock Tour in
America.

The new lron Maiden album is entitled ”Seventh
Sun Of The Seventh Son”. The band held a listening
party in Los Angeles last Wednesday. Hey, we may
have word with one of the members. The album is
due out in April. After the release, the band will once
again embark on a tour schedule that is rivaled by no
one.

Finally, Phoenix was recently invaded by the thrash
festival of the year. Metal Blade’s Jon Sutherland
was there and filed this report.

”It was a promoter’s nightmare to think that eight
bands play on time. But to tell you the truth, it went
off smooth as silk. The only problem was that the
lead singer from Obsession, Mike Vescera was sick
so they didn’'t play. But Zoetrope, Heathen,
Battlezone, Sacred Reich, Soothsayer, M.O.D.
and Exodus all performed. The highlights were
Exodus’ whole set and Bllly Milano holding up a kid
by his feet and singing to him. It was a 2000 seat club
that was about half full. The idea was great but it was
too bad they couldn’t get a better day. It was a lot of
fun. | nicknamed it the "Cactus Moshing Party”. The
place they played in was a disco. It was rather
subdued but with some serious metal. Flotsam and
Jetsam played their new album. ”No Place For
Disgrace”, between sets. It was a good time. It set a
nice precedent. It proved that with good security and
a decent venue that something like this could be
done. | just hope they have enough guts to pull it off.
There was no backstage. What they did was park all
the buses in this alley and used it as a backstage
area.”

Ronnie Lane
also spent some time visiting with the band, but doesn’t ap-
pearonthe LP. The Satellites say the Faces have been a major
influence.

Steve Howe is forming a new band with former Yes colleague
Bill Bruford. An album, which also features keyboardsman
Billy Currie of Ultravox, should be out in September.

At first, the Butthole Surfers announced their next album
would be called "Hairway To Stephen.” Now, Gaye Bykers
On Acid say their next single will be called "Fairway To
Heaven."

Players is the name of a new group featuring T. Lavitz that will
have an album out soon (on Passport/Jazz) called "A Dream
Come True." The LP features Dave Samuels of Spyro Gyra on
vibes.

Chuck Berry was given a lifetime achievement award at the
Berlin Film Festival, where his biographical concert film,
"Chuck Berry: Hail! Hail! Rock & Roll" was screened.

Eddie "The Eagle" Edwards, the British Olympic ski jumper,
cuta record called "Fly, Eddie, Fly," the first night he was back
in the U.K. "Maybe I'll be the next Rick Astley," he says.

Thomas Dolby will have a new album out in the next month
(on EMI- Manhattan Records) called "Aliens Ate My Buick." It
includes nine tracks written by Dolby, including one called
"Hot Sauce," that was written with George Clinton. The LP fea-
tures Dolby’'s band, "The Lost Toy People."

Marshall Crenshaw says he's hoping to finish writing songs
for his next album in the next month or so, in hopes of releas-
ingthe LP in August or September. He'll also be appearing on
the two- hour "Austin City Limits" tribute to Buddy Holly on
PBS-TV.

Richard Barone says he’s written about 20 songs for the next
Bongos album, which he says is about half-finished. The Bon-
gos have been working in the Bahamas with producer E.T.
Thorngren, and they hope to have the album completed
sometime in the spring.

The Busboys are just releasing their first album in six years,
called "Money Don't Make No Man" (on Voss/Allegiance
Records).

Canadian band Pursuit of Happiness, still looking for a U.S.
label, have two new backup singers, Chris Abbott and Leslie
Stanwyck, who replace the two sisters who were in the group.

Toronto blues guitarist Jeff Healey, having signed a worldwide
nine-album deal with Arista Records, will be heading in the
studio with an unidentified "well-known producer" this month.
Healey and band members Joe Rockman and Tom Stephen
are currently writing songs for the album expected to be
released in early summer.

Mitchell Froom is scheduled to produce the next album from
Richard Thompson (recently signed to Capitol Records).
Froom has been in Australia working with Crowded House on
their second album.

Wall Of Voodoo’s next album will be called "The Ugly
Americans In Australia (And Bullhead City, AZ)." It has that
name because it includes three songs recorded at a club in
Bullhead City. "We've always liked the name," Prieboy says.
In fact, he’s been fond of the city’s narme for some time. After
Wall Of Voodoo released "Seven Days In Sammystown" in
1985, Prieboy says, "People would ask us, 'Where’s Sammys-
town?’ and we’d say it was just outside Bullhead City."

The Divinyls are about to release a new album called
"Temperamental." "Back To The Wall," a track produced by
Mike Chapman, has just been released as a single in Australia
in advance of the LP.

Bass player Clyde Bramley is leaving the Hoodoo Gurus at
the end of this month. Bramley has been touring with the band
for about five years, and he says he’s tired of being on the
road. The band just completed a year-long world tour that
began and ended on February 14th.

Mark Wenner, leader of the Nighthawks, says "we're getting
the chemistry bubbling" with the addition of former Wet Willie
member Jimmy Hall and former Sea Level guitarist Jimmy
Nalls. "l think the potential is here to go all the way," Wenner
says. Hall and Nalls joined the Washington-based Nighthawks
about a month ago. "Jimmy Nalls just seemed to fit in like the
missing piece of the puzzle," Hall adds. "Everybody’s just
raving. It was like just like the old days." As part of the Nigh-
hawks current shows, Hall and the band will perform some
songs by Wet Willie and some from Hall’s two solo albums.

Rachel Sweet is back, with the title song for the film "Hair
Spray." Where has she been since her last LP in 19837 'l
dropped out and went to college," Sweet says. "Some day |
would like to be the first rock/movie star with a degree from
Columbia University in French literature." Sweet’s return to
music came after she failed to get a part because she only
weighs 95 pounds. "l had tried out for a role in 'Hair Spray’
after an agent friend suggested it, but the director -- John
Waters -- wanted a heavier person." Waters liked Sweet’s
records, though, and asked her to write a title song that would
blend in with the other *60s music in the film. Sweet, who is
currently a senior at Columbia, will also appear in the film
"Sing.""| play a spoiled Italian teenaged chick from Brooklyn,"
she says. "I'm kind of a lower middle-class Joan Jett charac-
ter who thinks she’s the next Pia Zadora. | wear hot pink min-
iskirts and fling boas around and act kind of obvious and
obnoxious." The film script was written by Dean Prichford, who
co-wrote the song "Almost Paradise" with Eric Carmen for the
"Footloose" film. Patti LaBelle plays a teacher in the movie,
and Louise Lasser of "Mary Hartman" fame is in it. "There are
six of us teenagers, all new to film," Sweet says. "l guessthey
wanted a change, wanted to start a new brat-pack."

Fifth Angel, a Seattle-based heavy metal band, makes its
major- label debut this week (on Epic Records). The band in-
cludes drummer Ken Mary, who was a member of Alice
Cooper's band for the past two years. The album is a remixed
version of an LP released on San Francisco’s Shrapnel
Records some time ago.

Former Led Zeppelin singer Robert Plant doesn’t seem to be
too pleased with some of the bands that are carrying on the
style of rock he pioneered. In an interview in Musician
magazine, Plant says he listens to R.E.M. and Mitch Easter’s
band Let’s Active. "No disrespect to Journey, but I'd rather cut
Mitch Easter’s lawn than sing something like that," Plant says
in the interview.

Frank Zappa has been made an honorary secretary of state
in Ohio because of efforts to register voters at his concerts.
Secretary of State Sherroff Brown gave Zappa the title when
he was in Columbus. "l don’t know a lot of his songs, but |
guess he’s got a new song about fundamentalist preachers
called 'Jesus Thinks You're A Jerk," Brown says. Brown says
he saw Zappa open for Chuck Berry back in 1971.

Even though the Smiths never had a single in the British top
10, Morrissey's debut 45, "Suedehead," has already sold over
100,000 copies within three weeks of its release, and has
reached the top five in Great Britain. Morrissey co-wrote all of
the Smith’s 17 British hits with guitarist Johnny Marr.
Morrissey’s 12-track album, "Viva Hate," to be released later
this month, includes cuts called "Margaret On The Chopping
Block" and "Dial-A-Cliche."
