—— HARD REPORT

Bruce Hornsby & The Range, "The Valley
Road", RCA.... As is usually the case with those "ten
year overnight success” stories, about 30 seconds of this
masterpiece is all it takes to set one’s mind to wondering why
it took so long for this unique talent to be recognized. It should
take about 2 seconds to award the long awaited follow up in-
stant power rotation. After all, there’s not a better sounding
alldemotrack out currently--especially backed up by 2 1/2 mil-
lion units and almost as many touring miles the last time
around. Around this office, it's clearly our "Best song I've
heard since...." candidate, (in my case "Beds Are Burning"),
and we're especially smitten with the Steve Winwood vocal
overtones--obviously a little osmosis from their 40 + dates
together last year. Great song, wonderful piano--and a real
breath of fresh air.

Poison, "Nothin’ But A Good Time",
Enig ma/CapltoI.... They recorded their debut album
for just 14 thousand bucks--and regardless of triple platinum
sales, there was no getting around the relatively low budget
sound. With ace Producer Tom {Crue, Cheap Trick, Nugent)
Werman at the knobs, Poison finally has the kind of world class
production to allow their musicianship to be fairly judged
against other top selling rock groups--and from the first few
bars you know you’re dealing with a tune that's competitive
plus in terms of quality presenta .on and production and musi-
cal maturity. It's heavier, it's crunchier--and C.C.’s guitar solos
are surprisingly strong. Of course, anybody who has seenthe
show knows these guys are players--and the list of out of the
box adds also suggests much broader demographic appeal-
-with KLOL, KTYD, WBLM, WFYV, WIMZ, WKDF, WPLR and
WYNF among the first to commit. Overall, it’s #2 Most Added
with 28--new at 71*,

NEW PLAY

Cheap Trick, "Lap of Luxury", Epic.... The
hottest track on the street? "The Flame" without a doubt. The
top 5 request roll call jumps from 22 to 37--good for a 5-3 Most
Requested move--with 39 play-ups topping all comers on the
Increase Index. Naturally, the play stats shine, with an 18-10*
move, with better than half of those on board now listing it
heavy. The world is testifying about off-the-scale listener reac-
tion, and though it's early, we're totally confident the early
"Comeback of the Year" predictions are on the money. Dig
this from KBPI's John Edwards, "The research on this thing
is justincredible. Just for the hell of it we put it on the research
tape after just two weeks;, which is really too soon for reliable
test results--but they love it. It's the most broad based, easy
testing record that I've seen this year. Just beautiful".... As
huge as they’re going to be all over again--smart stations will
think early depth--with "Don’t Be Cruel" the easy way to go in-
itially.

The Alarm, "Rescue Me", IRS.... Have you
noticed that Alarm tracks seem to develop at their own pace?
True, "Rain In The Summertime" took off right away, but that
made the relatively elliptical development on "Presence” even
more puzzling--especially in light of the tour, and album sales
that by now total 250,000. The follow up peaked a couple of
weeks ago, and with the Dylan link up a definite starting June
7th, it’s time to serve up a tune we think is far more dynamic
and exciting than "Presence”. It’s new on WMMR, WKFM,
WBRU, with KTYD, KISS, and WLAV already in.

Brian Setzer, "When The Sky Comes
Tumblin’ Down", EMI/Manhattan.... As huge
fans of Dave Stewart’s deft touch, we'll start by applauding his
influence here. At this stage of the game, Brian has so much
invested in tattoos and motorcycles that he’s duty bound to
keep those basics together--not to mention that top 10 play
on "The Knife Feels Like Justice" and 350K unit sales says if it
ain’t broke, don't fix it. But Mr. Stewart injects just enough
electronics in the way of horns and fills to really make things
palatable to the modern ear, and the background females are
a nice touch, too. It's obvious that Brian has heard The Call
for a bit of an 80's update, and we fuily expect "Sky" to stand
tall as his biggest radio track since the Stray Cats heyday.

RECORD OF THE WEEK

10,000 Maniacs, "Like The Weather",
Elektra.... We regularly use our Record Of The Week ac-
colade to single out airplay performance well ahead of the
curve. But in the case of acts like Midnight Oil, Joe Satriani,
Balaam and the Angel, Deacon Blue and Kings of the Sun, we
like to think of ROW as our early warning system when some-
thing big is about to happen--and that's clearly the case with
the Maniacs. For several weeks now we've talked about the
mind blowing sales spiral--and this week the unit count topped
280,000--thanks to a 50,000 + five day. Check these moves:
Tower Boston 2-1, Tower Midtown New York 21-4, Tower Phil-
ly (with no play here) 6-5, and Tower Chicago 26-8. In fact,
Chicago's Rolling Stone Records, with most of their business
hard rock, debuted the disc at #16 this week. Thanks to AOR
play, serious MTV and VH1 support and in store action, 10,000
Maniacslook like they're ready to take the roof right off. Watch
closely--and participate actively. The AC and CHR pushiis just
now starting up again, and if you move quickly you can own
it all.

PRIORITIES

Robin Trower, "Tear It Up", Atlantic....
Though the full impact of Robin’s comeback last year via the
"Passion" track was diluted a bit by the long slow build, the
tune definitely reinforced his place on late 80’s playlists. You'll
recall that one hung tough for weeks and weeks, with request
activity that really seemed to catch even long term fans by
surprise. “Tear It Up" is a little more understated, but that Pink
Floyd Meets Hendrix guitar signature is there in full glory, and
with the marketing, merchandising and promotional muscle of
a major label on the case, we're expecting even bigger and
better in the second stage of the comeback.

Lita Ford, "Close My Eyes Forever",
Dreamland/RCA.... As believers in retail as the ul-
timate validation, we've got to commend Jim McKeon, Hugh
Surratt and RCA for hanging tough with their full court press
on "Kiss Me Deadly". By the time you read this, Lita's album
will have sold over 350,000 units--with a 40* Billboard number.
The track just hit 100 CHR’s, where it looks like an out and out
active smash--not unlike the kind of reaction we saw at the
90 + AOR’s that played it. She'll be on tour through the sum-
mer, and the early returns here have "Close My Eyes" looking
great, too. From KQWB’s Ty Banks, "She’s already blowing
outthe phones on ourtesting alone".... and from KRZQ’s Dick
Sheetz, "This is perhaps her best work to date. The
telephones here told me about this song".... New this week on
KISS, KJOT, KLOL, KQWB and KRZQ, with KILO, KNCN,
KQDS, KRQU and WDHA already reporting top 5 phones on
this power ballad with Ozzy.

Boz Scaggs, "Heart Of Mine", Columbia.... it's been so long since the Bozman put a new record out that
we can't seem to fix a date around here. So a quick call to resident Bozologist Rad Messick says it's been since 1980’s "Mid-
dle Man" that Boz hit AOR radio, with the title track and "Got Some Imagination" the tunes in question. After we screened the
new 45, we found it closest to another Boz ballad smash "Look What You've Done to Me" from the Urban Cowboy soundtrack.
Having heard the upcoming album in Dallas recently, be advised there’s plenty of strong material to choose from--but in the
meantime, this one’s a natural for the more adult oriented outiets. You'll be surprised how many Scaggs freaks will come out

of the woodwork when you pop this one.

Smashed Gladys, "Lick It Into Shape”,
Elektra.... As the list of titles on this album suggests,
Smashed Gladys is nothing if not provocative. Now, Jeff Cook
might try to tell youthat these double entendres could be taken
either way, but somehow we kind of doubt that. Maybe it's be-
cause lines like "Hard To Swallow", "Dive In The Dark" and
"Legs Up" hit with considerable visceral impact when delivered
by vocalist Sally Cato, whose stylings consistently invite the
"AC/DC meets Janis Joplin" comparisons. You can count on
in-store play at rock oriented retail outlets to cause talk--and
you can also count on instant calls with your airplay. And not
all of them from pissed off parents, either.

John Brannen, "Primitive Emotion”,
Apache.... Humping giraffes. Now there’s a concept. Yo
Burt, you guys couldn’t have arranged to get a shot of them
necking? At any rate, Mr. Brannen'’s leadoff number "Desola-
tion Angel" has to rank as one of 1988’s most played debut
singles--one that came awfully darn close to the breakthrough
point with listeners as well as programmers. The follow up is
little darker, alot rougher--and bringing up the inevitabie com-
parison, it's nice to hear a Brucesque effort that’s not ballad
oriented.

Only Child, "I Believe In You", Rampage/Rhino.... There are all kinds of neat little subliminal hooks to

Hurricane, "I'm On To You", Enigma.... Bet-
ween Stryper and Poison, Enigma has to rule as the small label
to watch for taking metal bands into big time mainstream
visibility. The player lineup on Hurricane is good copy initself,
with Guitarist Robert Sarzo and Bassist Tony Cavazo the
brothers of noted rock heroes Rudy (Whitesnake) Sarzo and
Carlos (Quiet Riot) Cavazo. As for the music, we have to admit
that we're easy prey for any song with handclaps or a "Na Na
Na" style chorus. After all, didn’t you read about Frozen Ghost
here first? Front man Kelly Hansen has the Face it takes--and
a good strong commercial voice--and while most of the moves
herein are variations on a theme, the net result is one highly
singable and playable song.

Robyn Hitchcock, "Flesh Number One",
A&M.... Too bad "Balloon Man" didn’t fare a little better. |
still say it never got the kind of broad based support that a
recognized artiste of Robyn’s caliber deserves--when, that is,
they finally come through with a real commercial contender.
So now, he'll team up with Glenn Tilbrook and Peter Buck
and...ta dah! Do the Beatles. "Flesh Number One" is most of
all meritorious in its mimicry--but if emi-novelty is what it takes
to get this man on the radio, we'll take it.

In fact, the really fast station build really makes this one of the most infectious pianof/flute riffs ever to put a ballad over on
rock radio. For it to move this fast, it had to be something special. Looking to invest in a long term sleeper investment? Look
no further, because there are multiple strong tunes waiting on the album--and if "Broken Land" makes the pop cross you know
you'll deal with more tracks later. Of 101 total stations, it's a heavy on CHEZ, KQWB, KRNA, WGIR, WRXK, WXXP and 3 more,
with ups from KFMQ, KRNA, KTYD, KVRE, WAOR, WGIR and WIZN. Up 38-34*.

Honeymoon Suite, "Love Changes
Everything", WB.... It's great to see these guys final-
ly get the recognition they deserve. Three weeks on the HH
and they are sitting pretty at 20*. From the opening chords to
the killer hook, it's tailor-made for rock radio. We show 129
total stations, and 10 new, including KGB, WZZO, KBER and
WHMD, where the Catfish says, "It's got the guitar edge that
kids like and these guys are really growing lyrically".... Another
thing that grew this week was those all important play in-
creases. KBPI, WVVV, KISS, WONE, KKDJ, WKWQ, KRXQ,
WHEB, KTYD, WAOR and CFOX are among 25 stations to up
the rotation, and KBPI, KZEL, WTUE and WIOT are already
reporting Top 5 phones. With the Aussie music invasion all
the current rage, it looks like Honeymoon Suite's latest could
re-spark interest in northern imports, eh.

Kings Of The Sun, "Serpentine’, RCA....

INDUSTRIAL NOISE

LEE LEAVES THE GANG

In a much anticipated announcement, Lee Abrams called to
inform us of his intention to depart the
Burkhart/Abrams/Douglas consultancy as of August 1st. Ina
conversation with NOISE Lee outlined his reasons for going,
"It is a very amiable departure for all concerned and | feel it to
be in the best interest of everyone involved. It was just getting
difficult to grow creatively in the present environment, it was
getting a little stagnant. | just felt that, instead of getting
frustrated, it's time to do something about it, to get back to the
streets. | haven't been this excited since the first days of the
consultancy and this is the perfect time to move forward in big-
time fashion and meet the challenge as it develops." Lee will
continue his work with Disney as an entertainment consultant
regarding some adult theme parks in the works. He will also
be working with McFadden Ventures, the largest chain of night
clubs inthe country. Aside fromthat he will be heavily involved
with his continuing label projects. Speculation regarding
Lee’s future plans for Radio should be partially resolved with
a further announcement outlining his new company and
developing projects, which may include a sat-delivery format
in the near future. The spotlight now moves to what is left of
the Atlanta gang and will be known as Burkhart/Douglas and
Associates. Kent Burkhart told NOISE, "Because Lee has
been involved in many new and various business ventures in
the last five years, he has been spending very little time in
radio; thus we all agreed it is time to remove his name from
the company masthead. We will still keep a very close busi-
ness relationship with Lee regarding certain new projects and
existing contracts, including those with MTV and the Wave
Network." Some of the new faces at the company include
Gary Burns who was President of his own successful consult-
ingfirm in San Antonio and most recently an owner in St Croix.
The other addition is CHR dynamo Matt Farber who has
presided over the turnaround of Power 99 in Atlanta and who
brings, "A Barnum and Bailey promotional flair to broadcast-
ing that attracts audiences", according to kingpin Burkhart.
With the long estrangement of Lee and the company brought
to a constructive conclusion and the consultancy on line for
their next stage of development, the decks are cleared for
more corporate moves. Included is the intention of Kent
Burkhart to move decidedly into ownership with paper pend-
ing on stations in Canton, Lansing and Greenville.

METROPOLITAN MAKES A MOVE

Big news out of the corporate jungle has the long discussed
fiscal problems of the Metropolitan Group taking a twist when
Sillerman-Magee Acquisition Corporation recently absor-
bes the debt ridden Metropolitan structure to the tune of 300
Million, hailed by some as the largest deal in radio history.
Metropolitan’s motive stems from an inability to make the nut
after picking up their numerous high profile properties largely
on the come. Massive debt service and a disappointing cash
flow combined to hammer the group into piecemeal divest-
ments of stations and radical format shifts such as the one at
heritage rocker KMET which gave us the Wave permutation.
Interestingly enough it is that station that has been singled out
for possible sale once the deal is finalized. Continued
problems with P&L'’s at the corporation sent up panic signals
that any grade school shark couldn’t help but home in on. The
end result, a 300 million dollar pricetag for WNEW/New York,
WMMBR/Philadelphia, KTWV/Los Angeles, WWBA/Tampa,
WOMC/Detroit and KRLD/Dallas. The buyers are Sillerman-
Magee Acquisition Corporation, a group that already has the
largest share of stock in Legacy Broadcasting. The acquisi-
tion could build one of the most powerful radio combines in
the country. As for WMMR, the official word from GM Michael
Craven is, "Absolutely no changes are planned.” Robert Sil-
lerman, the power behind the deal claims that Metropolitan’s
corporate and local management structure would remain,
“substantially intact", but given his statement that Metropolitan
made the move because, 'They decided it was best to sell to
someone with more experience in this kind of business.", you
have to wonder just how much confidence he has in the exist-
ing team.

The rumors have been hot and heavy that after almost two
decades with Atlantic, VP/General Manager Dave Glew would
be leaving for another post in the record biz. With word of
Glew’s resignation the odds began to get better and better that
he would end up in a "top-of-the-pile" position at Epic. The
man is frequently referred to as a rock for those who have
worked in the corridors of Atlantic and there was a major
gnashing of teeth displayed when news of his resignation be-
came public.

KAZY COMES OF AGE

In our third and final look at the fiercely competitive
Denver market we come face to face with Andy
Schuon, one of the youngest, and most talked about,
PD’s on the scene. Andy balances the sheer drive of
youth with broadcast experience that stretches back
to a typically intense love affair with the format that
began early. This fixation has given him the chops
needed to handle a situation like the one facing him
at KAZY with confidence. In turn, his whole team
radiates that charged up intensity that has effectively
repositioned KAZY onto equal ground with both
KBPI.and KBCO. After numerous years drifting and
a disastrous attempt to mimic the KBCO sound, Jeff
Pollack was brought in and streamlined the presenta-
tion at KAZY in a direction well known to anyone
who has heard a JPC station before. That in turn set
the stage for an impressive turn around in what has
been a no holds barred market.

HOW LONG HAVE YOU BEEN
WITH THE STATION?

Andy.... | got here last Easter
Sunday soit's been a year exact-
ly. | came in with Trip Reeb and
started building on the rehabilita- |
tion of KAZY that the Jeff Pollack
people had begun here. Before
that 1 had worked with Trip at
KISS in San Antonio as his
Production Director.

IT'S RARE THAT A PRODUC-
TION GUY WILL MAKE HIS
FIRST PROGRAMMING AP-
PEARANCE IN A MARKET
LIKE DENVER.

Andy.... Well, a lot of guys like
Lee Michaels and Dave Logan
had said, "You should be in
production”, enough times that |
just naturally went in that direc-
tion. | can’t complain because it
has certainly opened a lot of doors for me and those skills still
come in handy.

HOW DO YOU POSITION KAZY WITH REGARD TO
PROMOTIONAL VALUES?

Andy.... | think with KAZY we tried to stress form over content.
We basically look for something that sounds like fun and
doesn’t some across contrived. You know, like we went out
with a big wad of cash and tried to hit the listener over the head
with it. While KBPI sent everyone on air to Jamaica last winter,
we took advantage of the bad weather in our own way. We
airlifted in a huge supply of windshield wiper fluid, or said we
did, and became Denver’s "Full Service Station", encouraging
listeners to drive into the parking lot for a refill while our morn-
ing show changed wiper blades and filled fiuid. It's the kind of
thing that can get you TV coverage, | did for us and it sounds
fun on top of it. We try not to take things so seriously, every-
thing we do should reflect back to the lifestyle of the station
and the listeners. | just haven’t seen any tremendous ratings
increases being gained by stations doing all these big budget
promotions.

HOW ELSE DO YOU COUNTERPROMOTE YOUR AOR
COMPETITION?

Andy.... At KBCO they do alot of things that are tied to public
service stuff and people tend to dismiss them as a granola and
herb tea kind of station. 1 remember when | first got to the
market they were promoing a wine tasting event to raise
money for a trout observatory. | mean that's a homerun for
KBCO and typifies the kind of good clean fun they get behind.
It's always non-offensive and very easy to listen to but it comes
from an attitude that we can best counter by leaving alone. As
for KBPI, they giveaway plastic surgery and fur coats like they
were going out of style. They'd giveaway the Space Shuttie if
they could get their hands on one. | think that in the longterm
people want a station they can get comfortable with musical-
ly, a station they can call their own. They want entertaining
jocks and a sense of belonging, of heritage in the market. We
do promotions that key on fun, simple things and | have al-
ways felt that big, glitzy promotions overshadow the main
drive of a radio station. Don't get
me wrong, this station is owned
by a huge corporation and we
could get a mammoth budget for
promotions if we wanted but it's
our intention to keep things the
way they are until someone
shows us a better way of doing it.

WHAT DO YOU HAVE IN MIND
FOR THE STATION AS FAR AS
PROMOTIONAL DEVELOP-
MENT GOES?

Andy....It's goingto be a bigcon-
cert season and we will do our
best to stay on top of it. We also
have a few surprises for the
market that should shake people
up. AOR is an emotional format
and you have to keep things big-
ger than life. When we got the
Scorpions before anybody else
we played it up big, building up the image of being the first
rock and roll station in the area. It's a matter of gaining their
respect and delivering on your image. We expect a knock
down drag out fight but we feel the way to win is to offer the
best music and most solid jock presentation and to keep it
clean. We don't want to run lots of remotes or glut the
audience with contests where one guy wins and everybody
else has to listen to it.

MORNINGS ARE CRITICAL TO A COMMUTER MARKET
LIKE DENVER. HOW DO YOU SET YOURSELF APART
FROM THE COMPETITION?

Andy.... We have tried to combat the clutter problem that is
tied into the presentation at KBPI with their large segments of
mike time and informational blocks by disciplining our show
and keeping it brief. We have an excellent morning news guy
who puts a lot of humorous content and entertainment value
into the show. We don't do a lot of wacky bits but traffic in
Denver is a big issue so we tap into that a lot, ditto the weather.
Our morning talent has the ability to make things work and be
street hip without having to rely on iots of cute bits and gags.

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HOW DO YOU PERCEIVE THE STATION’'S GROWTH
CURVE SINCE YOU'VE BEEN THERE?

Andy.... Over the last year we have become the gentle giant,
steadily growing into a seesaw battle with KBPI. 18-34's have
been a big resource for us to develop and we have been tar-
getting them with a lot of success. KBPI is relying on females
and big teen numbers, maybe double ours, so the stations are
each beginning to establish an exclusive base for the future.
We've seen KBPI tighten their playlist and backoff from their
CHR techniques of walking up records and breaking without
need to more of a traditional AOR approach. Where KBPIl used
to be very current intensive they are leaning on more classic
AOR tracks to close the gap between them and us.

HOW DO THE STATIONS DIFFER IN THEIR ROTATIONS?

Andy.... We haven't really altered our musical philosophy in
the past year because it is obviously working. Our Heavy rota-
tion comes up about every 5 hours while at KBCO a Heavy
gets played every 10 hours and at
KBPI it's more like 2 hours per Heavy.

WHAT IS NEXT FOR THE STATION?

Andy.... We are not going to use a big
TV campaign but we are building up a
significant billboard push right now.
We have a very high cume and now it's
time to build our TSL. To do that we
have to turn the corner within the
market and do so by not letting our lis-
teners down. They have certain ex-
pectations of us and we have to
deliver. We play the currents we need
to play but our strength lies in our core
library and there is no way you can tell
me that the listeners don’t want to hear
that stuff. Everyone else can get upset
about the record industry calling us
names and all that but from where | sit
the only consideration is the listener
and they love this stuff.

HOW DO YOU PERCEIVE AND
MANAGE THAT ALL IMPORTANT
CORE?

Andy.... We are an 18-34 station and,
like me, a lot of us grew up loving the
music of Hendrix and The Stones. |
never really liked the corporate bands of the seventies like
Journey or Foreigner although it has been refreshing to see a
band like Foreigner come back as strongly as they have. The
format has a stockpile of great music that will last a long time
if it is managed correctly. You need to adjust your core and
cycle music inand out of the flow regularly because if you wait
until something is crisped, either by you or the market, then
it's way to late avoid the damage of playing the wrong song
on your station.

WHAT IS YOUR MUSICAL PHILOSOPHY AT KAZY?

Andy.... To find the songs that will work for both ends of our
demographic. The older guys are more tolerant of new music
mixed in with the older product where the younger male
audience loves the old stuff but the new stuff takes a long time
to get accepted by them. The 18-24s have a high hate factor
for new music because they are basically a very conservative
generation no matter what anybody says.

OINK!

WHAT ABOUT DAYPARTING?

Andy.... One thing I've never understood is when stations
push a lot of new music on the air at night. The audience then
is largely younger males and they have a real bias against that
stuff so why frontload so much negative reaction in a daypart
when you can literally own the audience. The younger guys
just haven't been trained to enjoy the newer music and until
that changes they will continue to look for older stuff to listen
to. The older guys are more inclined to accept new music be-
cause it's part of their upbringing to explore musically.

WHAT CURRENT TO CORE RATIO ARE YOU MAKING
USE OF?

Andy.... We play 30% currents throughout all dayparts.

WHAT PROBLEMS DO YOU ENCOUNTER IN FINDING
NEW MUSIC FOR THE STATION?

Andy.... It's really tough to find the
stuff that works for all the elements of
our audience. | trust my own ears but
what | needed was a right hand man |
could rely on, that's Rich Garcia, and
he helps me a lot. Our Research
Director, Laurie Johansen really has
good ears for the harder edged
product and that helps round things
out for us as well. | don't do a shift so
I need them to help me touch base
withthe audience and the sound ofthe
station. We also need to be aware of
songs that we are sharing with the
competition so that | don't get hurt by
their accelerated rotations.

WHAT HAVE YOU LEARNED
ABOUT PROGRAMMING IN THE
LAST YEAR?

Andy.... That you don’t have to take it
all so seriously. Radio should be big
on music and entertainment and
should radiate fun for the audience.
You just can't do that if you are hung
up on secret rotations and research
buzzwords and the stuff that just gets
inthe way. You can talk a good game
in the boardroom but if it doesn't
come across as fun on the air, it
doesn't mean anything. The other
thingl learned is that it takes awhile to turn things around. You
canresearch the safest 300 tracks in your market and get good
resuits by playing them over and over again, for awhile. But
when that list gets crisped you had better have something
more substantial in terms of a plan. At CHR you can take ad-
vantage of the teen and female tendency to move on things
quickly and use things like a musical shift to stampede the
market, but with AOR you have to have a longterm strategy
because our audience just doesn’t panic that fast.

IF YOU HAD TOPUT A FINGER ON YOUR CONTRIBUTION
TO THE STATION, WHAT WOULD IT BE?

Andy.... My gift is that | am very passionate about rock radio
and | truly believe that it can be the best radio on the dial. As
for practical considerations, | have been able, through produc-
tion, to give the station a soul without putting it all on the jocks |
shoulders. The station should be bigger than life, ours is and
I'm really proud of that.
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HOW IS THE MARKET SIZING UP FOR THE NEXT YEAR?

Andy.... Now that KAZY is back it's time to start the race in
earnest. We are all in the 6 shares right now but, you know, |
don't think you will see anybody break away from the pack
dramatically because we all have such an individual base to
work with. With all of us being so different, it will be really hard
for any of us to get a handle on the other although KBPI and
KAZY are getting closer to one another all the time. Let's face
it, we are going to be in an extended song by song battle here
in Denver and the key to winning is taking advantage of every
opportunity that comes your way. For instance, KHIH recent-
ly went all New Age here in Denver and | bought spots on the
station encouraging their former classic rock and gold lis-
teners to switch over and join us. It was a gas to produce
those spots and gave everybody at the station a real rise to
hear them on the air over there. I'm sure it tweaked a lot of
people in the market but it was fun and immediate and that's
what the business should be about. So long as we can do
those kinds of things with the station I think KAZY will be in
good shape.

The most notable thing in talking to Andy is his en-
thusiasm. Like a lot of us on our first PD assignment,
the world seems to be opening up to him and every-
thing is viewed in the context of his station. That
commitment and energy can get out of hand if it isn’t
tempered with an overview that avoids the old
kneejerk simplex. With Andy I get the feeling that all
the time sEent learning his craftin the shadow of guys
like Trip Reeb and Beau Phillips has taught him tl%’e
all important need to take it one step at a time. It's
important not to confuse the game by inserting too
many changing elements all at once, it makes it hard
to track the influence of any one aspect of your
programming. Despite the temptation to "take that
sucker as far as it will go", Andy has shown remark-
able restraint in his captaincy of a resurging KAZY.

AIRCHECK CORNER

The morning show at KAZY has the feeling of being a
scripted presentation with lots of production elements
mapped out ahead of time, this is not a spontaneous show
in that regard. The overall tone of the program is fast
paced without being frenetic and wry without being
strained in the cause of humor.

The station ID’s pretty routinely and carries that load
without a lot of difficulty. | heard an exclusive Scorpions
contest that positioned the station has having the album
before it was available in the stores. The contest keyed
on listeners calling in when they thought they heard a

chunk of the album, unannounced, and winning a copy of
the release when it was distributed. This kind of promo-
tion is a good example of the station paralleling the tastes
of the audience with a promotion that requires increased
TSL.

The show is hosted by Jo Meyers with news duty per-
tormed by Bruce Van Dyke and contributions from a
limited cast of characters. Jo Mama’s Breakfast Cafe
gave listeners a chance to choose a track from a
preselected menu with a slug of production elements and
the actual phoner both handled well. Traffic breaks are
only aired when conditions call for one and are
peremptory with the Sarge serving as their "Eye In The
Sky."

Another feature was the Dirt Report which got good and
tabloidesque about Boy George and his less than mas-
culine friends, wife thumper James Brown and his Jackie
Onassis hairdo and other completely useless but funny
tidbits. The writing and delivery made this my favorite ele-
ment in the show. In general there are tons of drop ins
used as audio punctuation and they work well, | can only
surmise that they are freshened up regularly to keep
things lively.

The station was very tied into the Pink Floyd concert and
Jo had a produced fantasy about almost being eaten by
the Pig and finally blowing him to pieces with a tank of
Helium. It was a good dramatic read and the production
was well controlled but the bit was a trifle long and not
particularly funny so much as it was a good theater of the
mind piece. The end, with its sexual innuendo, (throbbing
male dominance to wrinkled pink thing), was knee level
humor but I'm a sick puppy and it worked for me.

The airtalent occasionally rises to brilliance in their inter-
action but for the most part it’s a one at a time kind of
show. Jo is an articulate feminine presence who is easy
to listen to but she will swallow her infiection at times and
has a repeating pattern of rushing breaks to start and then
settling down once she’s in them. Once on track she
slings that stuff with the best of them. The news alter ego,
Bruce Van Dyke is a world class voice with plenty of
warmth and relatability to go around. He handles the
news in rapid fire fashion and he carries an undercurrent
of unspoken amusement that works well in this context.
News is remarkably straight, if brief, in the choice of
stories; Elections, West Bank riots, Male reproductive
cancer and, of course, Sports.

Everything on the station is done with one eye onthe clock
and | get the feeling that preparation sometimes takes the
place of inspiration. But | have always feit that a strong
woman in the mornings can deliver a big audience when
positioned against a rammy male team. The content is
sometimes spotty but the execution is more than mere lip-
service. This team feels cohesive and could go on to a
better understanding of what makes for consistently
entertaining radio if their writing assignments were a bit
more collective in direction. | would hate to think that the
station’s ability to produce bits well and at length, impor-
tant though it is, would serve as a barrier to the airstaff
and their ability to do more with themselves in front of the
microphone.

The Rock of Denver
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Thomas Dolby "Aliens Ate My Buick"
(EMI) A master of wordplay and imagery, Dolby has
long shed his new wave posture for a fleeting look at the
lighter side of the modern age. Although the outcome is
often abstract and zany, his special effects wizardry and
sound dynamics certainly yield a rare blend of sophisti-
cated pop that his fans welcome freely. In "Aliens", he uses
a cinematic backdrop of the 40’s and 50’s to contrast those
familiar Dolby high-tech instrumentals, opening the album
with a jazz-tinged "Key To Her Ferrari®. "Ability To Swing"
weaves Dolby’s smooth keyboards into smokey blue inter-
lude as "Airhead" makes a humorous stab at the false
pretense of physical attraction with a perky dance pop base
that sets the tone for lyrics like "...safe sex, fish nets....".
Continuing a series of smooth transitions on an album that
offers a wealth of diversity, the funky/punky "Hot Sauce"
keeps its supreme rhythms in tact. And finishing high on
the twisted hit list is "My Brain Is Like A Sieve", a story of
love? Sure, but the title indirectly describes Dolby the art-
ist, a real pro when it comes to splicing music and imagina-
tion that continues to set his music apart from the rest.

Timbuk 3 "Eden Alley" (IRS) Atthough this Aus-
tin-based duo made a terrific debut that swept America with
"The Future’s So Bright...", the new album is one better. Their
songwriting breathes fresh air into newly penned, fine-tuned
songs that groove a little, twang a little and rock... a little. Their
success lies in a keen sense of melody, and music that stirs in
your head instead of bombarding your ears. How can you
deny the creative simplicity in "Sample The Dog" or the reality
of "Too Much Sex, Not Enough Affection"? The grinding har-
monica and dreamy fascination of "Easy" could go the dis-
tance at radio, along with Pat and Barbara’'s monotone
harmonies in "Reckless Driver" which are now their trademark.
Right now, it's "Reverend Jack & His Roamin’ Cadillac Church"
as the single to turn to. Most Added status across the board
shows that this band has just begun to make its mark with pure
music from the heart and from the gut, setting a new standard
in American rock.

Michelle Shocked "The Texas Campfire
Tapes" (PolyGram) Hailing from Texas, Michelle
Shocked has an uncanny talent for songwriting unmatched by
many popular country and folk artists this decade. The pure
emotion in her music is enhanced by a voice that falls some-
where between Rickie Lee Jones and Dolly Parton, sometimes
spoken, but mostly sung with an ear for melody and steamy
soul that outlasts every trend you could fabricate. If it's pos-
sible to get this excited about a record which was recorded on
a Walkman, her future is a bright one. Look to the press for
instant reactionto this inspired solo artist, who translates every
song into a personal experience, who removes you from the
present and leads you into the deep south, somewhere intime.
It's gonna be a long, hot summer, and songs like "Down On
Thomas St.", "Fogtown", "The Hep Cat" and "The Secret To A
Long Life" may just cool you off in time for another Michelle
Shocked release.

Salem 66 "Natural Disasters, National
Treasures" (Homestead) As their third album
reaches radio, it’s time for an even larger radio contingent to
warm up to Salem 66. This Boston quartet, led by songwriters
Judy Grunwald and Beth Kaplan, the band has undergone
several line-up changes since the first recordings in '84, but
the musical course remains the same.

RECORD OF THE WEEK

Iron Maiden, "Seventh Son Of A
Seventh Son", Capitol.... "Cani Play With Mad-
ness" has set the tone for the seventh release from one of
metal's most popular acts, with a sound that even the
mainstreamers are beginning to appreciate. The Lp is full of
tracks that set new standards:"Moonchild", “The Prophecy",
"The Clairvoyant" and the title track, keep the Maiden legacy
moving along its course, but with a more streamlined
sound. They've still managed, however, to keep the innova-
tion and musicianship that has made them the idols of many
a teenage would-be rock star. This week "Can | Play With
Madness" shot up 14 spots to 2* on the Hard Hitters chart,
giving them the prime opportunity to dethrone the Mega-
ones. The situation is the same on the Most Requested
Metal chart with Maiden poised at #2. If this album doesn’t
light a fire under your metal audiences than something is
desperately wrong. Shoot them and put them out of their
misery or somethin’. "Seventh Son..." has a track for any
fan, new or old. This time around Bruce and the band have
tried some different tempos, vocal styles and harmonies,
gothic sounds, keyboards and conceptual writing, which
adds more shades to their musical spectrum. This band'’s
time has come. Look for the tour to storm through a town

near you soon.

Scorpions, "Savage Amusement",
Mercury.... "Rhythm Of Love" is one of those songs that
grows on you more and more with avery listen. It was a good
choice for the first cut, but we found some even cooler songs
on the rest of the album. It’s a potpourri of musical styles with
“Don’t Stop At The Top", "Media Overkill*, and the steam-ham-
mer guitars on “Love On The Run" supplying the sting, while
"Walking On The Edge", "Every Minute Every Day" and "Pas-
sion Rules The Game" providing the melody and emotional im-
pact. It's a pleasing mix of whiplash guitar playing, thundering
bass and drums, and vocals from Meine that range anywhere
from a whisper to his trademark heavily accented, power
growls. The word of the day is: control. Theirs is picture per-
fect with just enough flash to keep things happening. There is
nodenying the Scorps therecognition and respect that comes
with over ten years of playing together. They've continued to
progress and keep up with the young metal brats that have
swarmed the scene in search of everyone else's gold and
platinum. This week they rocketed 25-9* on Hard Hitters while
taking #5 Most Requested Metal.

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Poison, "Nothin’ But A Good Time",
Capltol.... Palm trees, blue skies, warm water and tanned

bodies.... ahhhh. Yes, it's almost summer and have we got a
cruisin’ tune for you. Don't let the name scare ya off, these
boys have jumped off the beaten glam path and are looking
for some R.E.S.P.E.C.T. this time around. While it’s hard for a
group to shake off a teen bait/video darling reputation, one
has to keep in mind that this is only the second album these
boys have done. Bret, Rikki, Bobby and C.C. obviously haven't
given up their partying ways, they've just gained some direc-
tion in their music making. We think this is a solid cut, with Bret
singing better than ever and some choice string bending by
C.C. Deville. KFMX's Jeff lvan agrees. He says, "Poison’s latest
release carries on with their catchy sound and has a great
guitar solo from C.C. "Open Up And Say... Ahh!" because
Poison is going to shove it down your throats - but nicely."
Though it's no secret they aren’t everybody’s cup of tea, it
looks like they'll easily repeat the success they achieved with
"Look What The Cat Dragged In". This time around however,
it won't be just little girls buying the records. Put the top down,
slide this sucker in there and.....roll.

Only Child, "I Believe In You",
Rampage.... When it comes to rockin’ and rollin’ here’s
a band that can hang with the best of 'em. Not especially hard,
but heavy enough to keep the masses rockin’, Only Child has
enough middle-of-the-road metal moves to make it happen.
Lead vocalistflead guitarist Paul Sabu sounds like Sammy
Hagar during the "Standing Hampton" and "HSAS" (with Neil
Schon) years. The likeness is sometimes uncanny, but that
isn't gonna be what makes them a success by any means.
Sabu has pulled together fine musicians like Charles Esposito
(drums/vocals), Murril Maglio (bass/vocals) and Tommy Rude
(keyboards/vocals), to form a tight, creative musical unit total-
ly capable of crossing over the mainstream/metal fence. "I
Believe In You" is a prime candidate for AOR toe-tapping, with
its kicking guitars and lovesick lyrics. It's a bit mild for a lot of
our metal mashers, but those of you who walk the line with
that in-between kinda rock and roll might do well by it. Early
ears on the advance insure some heavier tunes down the line
like: "Just Ask”, "Scream Until You Like It" (previously done by
WASP) and "Rebel Eyes".

Riot, "Thundersteel", CBS Associated....
You mightthink, judging these guys solely by their name, that
they'd be nothing more than another pretty-boy, glam/poser
group. Not so bud! Underneath their seemingly torrid exterior
lies musicianship, complexity, taste and a frontman who does
something totally out of the ordinary - he sings! Many of you
jumped right on the 12" and your support has enabled this
band to debut this week on our Hard Hitters Chart at 28*. Lis-
tening to the rest of the album we found a whole slew of strong
other songs including "Sign Of The Crimson Storm",
"Bloodstreets", "On Wings Of Eagles" and "Buried Alive (Tell
Tale Heart). All things considered, this record kicks ass. Al-
ready on KFMX, KSLC, KTEC, WAIF, WARC, WHFS, WKNH,
WKVU, WOUR, WPYX, WRFL, WSOU, WWUH and KNAC (who
are also on "Flight Of The Warrior")....

Kings X, Kings X, Megaforce/Atlantic....
What can you say about a band with enough sheer musicality
tofill Lake Superior? Let's find out. Every member of this power
trio sings and sings well. The harmonies are well rounded and
tasteful, with just a touch of Kansas in their sound. Lyrically,
they're brilliant. It's music for your mind. Finally excellent play-
ing ability and progressive songwriting round out a list of at-
tributes which every aspiring act should possess. Whew! The
12" has gathered enough attention from the AOR types to earn
itthe 93* slot on the Hard Hundred. Metallite response moved
them up on the Hard Hitters as well with a 36-25* move. The
rest of the Lp features what we feel are some much better
tracks. Standouts include "Goldilox", "Visions", "Shot Of Love"
and "What Is This?".

Krokus, "Heart Attack", MCA..... Two years,
seven gold and two platinum records later they’re back with
an album worthy of its title. Although we were wary of what the
overall sound would be like after hearing the 12", we found
some really crankin’ tunes (all knobs to the right) much to our
liking. Some of the real standouts are "Wild One", "Axx Attack",
"Rock N’Roll Tonight", "Bad Bad Girl" and "Speed Up". The
production is first rate. Those long-noses did alright. Of
course, Michael Wagener’s mixing and knob turning is legen-
dary in the rock arena. Musically speaking, the time spent
away from the studios gave the band some time to gather their
wits about them and put together some killer tunes. It's their
best effort since the "Headhunter'/"Screaming In The Night"
days. This week Krokus debuted on Hard Hitters at 33* and
#3 Most Added Metal with "Let It Go". With the rest of "Heart
Attack" sure to assault the airwaves in the next week or two,
#33 will be just a memory in no time at all.

Testament, "Trial By Fire/Nobody’s
Fault", Megaforce/Atl.... with the success of their
last release, "The Legacy", this band emerged from the
shadows of the underground to assume their rightful place in
the metal spotlight. These two new cuts will no doubt catapult
them into the speed-metal hierarchy now occupied by
Anthrax, Metallica and Megadeth. "Trial By Fire" begins subt-
ly, but within a few bars it really kicks in and definitely holds
your interest. It's not a real thrashy record, but it is smokin'.
"Nobody's Fault", (which is the better of the two) also isn’t par-
ticularly heavy, but features more of that Alex Skolnick blister-
ing guitarwork and an excellent vocal performance by Chuck
Billy, who sometimes sounds allittle like John Bush of Armored
Saint. After you've taken in all of these goodies, look! Another
track! It's "Reign Of Terror" (F.T.0.- For Thrashers Only), and
you won't see it on the new album. There’s nothing subtle
about it, just straightforward, mosh music. Look for the latest
Lp, "The New Order" to hit the street on May 10 and judging
from the advance, it's gonna be huge.

Hallows Eve, "Monument", Metal
Blade.... One of Metal Blade's top thrasher faves returns
from a visit to "The River's Edge" to many a rant and rave, like
this one from the Fully Recovered Rich Scroggs, "It's awfully
nice to see my favorite quartet of def metal rednecks (that's
Hallow's Eve to you and me) come back with such a fine
record. Play "Sheer Heart Attack" because A.) It's a Queen
song and B.) It shreds....". Many other reporters have chosen
to lead with the title track, as opposed to that particularly
Scroggular favorite, both of them fine cuts. Also among the
record’s better songs are "Rot Gut" and "The Mighty Decibel".
This thrash symphony features some fine guitarwork from
David Stuart while Tommy Stewart's bass technique falls more
into the "noise you can feel" category, the skins are man-
handled rather violently by Bob Clayton, and Stacy
Anderson’s vocals from hell are this band’s piece de resis-
tance. All in all, this G.L.O.W.’s (for the uninformed, that's a
Gnarly Lump Of Wax) a thrashers delight.

Lillian Axe, "Lillian Axe", MCA.... With"Dream
Of A Lifetime" as the first 12", this band hit the scene hard with
a song as hooky as they come. Though it sounded like it
should have been on a soundtrack, it did bring them some
notice with our metal reporters. Now the album is here and is
stocked full of no-doubt-about-it hits. Touch on these: "Picture
Perfect", "Misery Loves Company", "Inside Out" and "Laugh-
ing In Your Face". Their songs are structured with harmony
and melody in the forefront, with a rock solid bed of guitar and
drum action underneath. Lead singer Ron Taylor delivers
clean, crisp vocals perfectly suited to this style of precision
rock and roll. They have sparkling production but still maintain
that energetic sound that's so hard to capture on vinyl. Mem-
bers Steve Blaze (lead guitar), Danny King (drums), Rob Strat-
ton (bass), Jon Ster (rhythm guitar/keyboards) and Taylor on
vocals, have a bright future ahead of them. Those already on
it include KTEC, KZEL, WBIM, WHMH, Z-ROCK and KJJO.

Sting, Peter Gabriel and Youssou N’Dour are among the ar-
tists who will be participating in Amnesty International’s World
Tour Human Rights Now! in September and October of this
year. Reebok International is underwriting the tour. The tour
hopes to go to Poland, China and Russia. It is scheduled to
start in mid- September in London or Paris, and it may include
a couple of U.S. dates. Two concerts are scheduled in June
in Milton Keynes, England, as part of Amnesty International’s
Festival of Youth. Aswad, Motorhead, Howard Jones and
Go West have agreed to appear atthe two-day event, and the
Cuit, Big Country, Jimmy Clitf, Robert Piant, Marillion, So
and the Bhundu Boys have all expressed "very keen interest"
in the shows, which will be the largest outdoor concerts in
Britain this year.

Talking Heads' David Byrne and Ryuichi Sakamoto were
two of three people honored at the Oscar Awards for Best
Original Score for the film "The Last Emperor."

Ziggy Marley concedes that he sounds like hislate father, Bob
Marley, but says he wants to be judged independently. "l want
to be fulfiled myself rather than try to follow exactly in my
father's footsteps," he says. "Conscious Party," Marley’s third
album, was produced by Chris Frantz and Tina Weymouth of
Talking Heads, and Rolling Stones guitarist Keith Richards
plays on the song "Lee And Molly." Marley says that Frantz and
Weymouth basically left him alone in the studio. Of Richards’
contribution to the album, he says, "l was there at first, but |
had to leave. It was OK."

Gang Green’s Chris Doherty describes the band as "a cross
between punk rock and heavy metal. | feel like the two parties
have really started to figure out that there is not that much dif-
ference between the music, except that with heavy metal kids,
everything is longer. They have longer hair, they play longer
songs with longer guitar solos.

It's kind of
a problem.”

Her band on the
LP includes drummer Dave Childs, formerly of Lawndale and
bass player Tom Shannon of Death & Taxes.

John Hiatt’s upcoming album features Nick Lowe and John
Doe on guitar, as well as David Lindley and drummer Dave
Mattacks of Fairport Convention. Peter Case, Los Lobos’
David Hidalgo and three of the Chambers Brothers also were
involved with the recording of the LP.

Chick Corea and Herbie Hancock plan to tour together for
the first time in a decade this June to raise money for the
homeless. They will go to 23 cities, hoping to raise at least
$150,000. Hancock will be accompanied by his Headhunters
band, including Michael Brecker as a special guest artist.

Corea will perform with his Elektric Band. The tour begins in
Seattle on June 1st and ends in Tampa on July 1st. A dollar
from each ticket sold will go to programs for the homeless in
each city. The tour is being sponsored by Benson & Hedges,
and Philip Morris, the cigarette’s manufacturer plans to
donate $100,000 to the National Coalition for the Homeless.
Hancock’s new album, "Perfect Machine," features Bootsy
Collins, former Ohio Players vocalist Sugarfoot and scratch
master DST.

Slim Jim Phantom and Britt Ekland had their first child, a
son named Jefferson McDonnell born at a Los Angeles hospi-
tal. Phantom and Ekland have been married for four years.

Whitesnake's tour manager, James Eyers, has been charged
with sexually assaulting a maid at a resort in Tucson, Arizona.
He's been charged with two counts of sexual abuse and one
count of sexual assault. Sheriff's officials say Eyers asked a
20-year-old maid to clean his room and then assaulted her.
He's been released on $5,500 bond.

Larry Cariton, the jazz guitarist, is recovering from a bullet
wound to the neck suffered when he was shot at the entrance
to his home in Hollywood Hills, California. Police are seeking
two teenagers in the incident, but don't know of a motive.
Carlton underwent surgery at St. Joseph Medical Center in
Burbank.

In the second auction in as many days in London, five guitars
owned by the Who's John Entwistie were sold to one buyer
for over $71,000. One of the guitars was a flame-shaped one
Entwistle used in the movie "Tommy," and it sold for $28,000.
The anonymous British buyer gave no details about himself,
but a Sotheby's spokesman says, "l guess you could say he
was an Entwistle freak." Among the 250 other items that were
sold were other Who artifacts that Entwistle had collected, in-
cluding a banana yellow leather costume used in Who shows.
There were also some more unpublished writings of John Len-
non, these from a "newspaper' Lennon produced when he
was 18 called the "Daily Howl." About 300 people attended
the auction, where all the items were less than 10 years old.
The total take from the auction was over $351,000.

The Beastie Boys will work on a new album this summer, but
itis not being produced by Rick Rubin. "l certainly won't make
any more records with them, because | don't think they want
me to," Rubin says. "I'm not going to twist their arms, but it's
a shame because | had a lot of great ideas for their second
LP." Mike D has been working with a new band called the
Gentleman Dudes, and Ad Rock (Adam Horovitz) has a role
in a film starring Donald Sutherland being directed by Hugh
Hudson. In "Interview" magazine, Horovitz says he'll play a
troubled teenager in Southern California who is committed by
his mother to a mental hospital.

BRIT-PICKS Albums:

"Sqt. Pepper Knew My Father" (Island-NME)
Previously only available from the music paper, now at last
from unprecedented demand by mail order, Island is now put-
ting this out in UK shops. | have found great interest in this
album through my show on CFNY in the Toronto/Buffalo area.
It is a track to track cover version of the classic Beatles album
by mostly indie UK artists for a British charity (a helpline for
abused children). Artists include Billy Bragg, The Three Wize
Men, Wet Wet Wet, Sonic Youth, The Christians and many
others. Some people think it's sacrilege, ! think it has been the
only charity record of the past three years worth buying.

KM EW

The Housemartins record company, GO Discs, release some
posthumous material this week and announce a double
album. The single is called "There's Always Something There
To Remind Me" which has nothing to do with the
Bacharach/David song, but is an original composition. The
song was originally recorded as a session for John Peel's
nightly, national radio show in Great Britain. In addition, the
twelve inch features some excellent concert recordings from
last year in the northern city of Nottingham. The tracks are
"Get Up Off Of Our Knees", "Five Get Overexcited" and "Johan-
nesburg". A farewell album is due out in early May and is al-
most certain to be called "And Now That's What | Call Quite
Good".

A huge country music festival has been announced in London
for the summer. C & W is very, very popular here amongst all
ages, particularly since the launch of the careers of more con-
temporary artists like Steve Earle and Michelle Shocked. The
Festival, Route 88, takes place at London’'s Royal Albert Hall
on June 19th. Also taking part will be Lyle Lovett, KD Lang,
Rosie Flores, The New Grass Revival, Kathy Mattea, KT Oslin
and T. Graham Brown. According to the New Musical Ex-
press, 6 major record companies have taken a big interest in
the event; CBS, EMI, MCA, Phonogram, RCA and WEA. Randy
Travis and Sweethearts of The Rodeo are also expected to ap-
pear. Travis’ second LP "Always And Forever" has been at the
top of the American country music charts for 37 weeks.

Several British acts are gettting involved in some political ac-
tivities through their music. Joe Strummer has just received
a fanfare in the UK music press for the announcement of a
"Smash The Rich" tour in August. Just what "Smash The Rich"
is meant to signify, is not very clear, although we know that he
will be taking it to deprived inner cities across Britain.
Meanwhile Paul Weller, Billy Bragg and Dr. Robert from The
Blow Monkeys will be launching The People’s Petition, which
opposes a controversial new property tax being introduced by
the British Government.

The Mission UK has just released its new single, "Beyond The
Pale", produced by former Led Zeppelin bassist John Paul
Jones and available as a seveninch, twelve inch, cassette and
CD single. Itis backed by "Tadeusz", the warm up song played
over the speakers, prior to the band’s appearance on stage;
and the twelve inch features "Forever More" (the song played
over the speakers after the band’s appearances) and a new
version of "Love Me To Death". The band has begun an eight
month tour of North America and Europe.
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Michelle Shocked, Youssou N’Dour and Nusrat Feteh Ali
Kham are some of the acts lined up for this summer’'s WOMAD
festival. The event was founded by Peter Gabriel eight years
ago to introduce more world music to the UK. This year the
emphasis is on African music with visiting musicians from
Gambia, The Ivory Coast, Zambia and Zimbabwe. This year
the festival plays at an arts centre 30 miles west of London,
but it has been at various venues over the past few years, in-
cluding a part of larger festivals like Glastonbury.

Icicle Works release a favourite from their live shows "Little
Girl Lost" as a single on the Beggars Banquet label. The single
is taken from a forthcoming LP due out later this month. Back-
ed with "Tin Can" on the B-side, the 12" features two tracks
"Hot Profit Gospel" and "One Time". The group is currently
touring the British Isles.

Sinead O’Connor has a completely new version of "I Want
Your Hands" out this week as a single in Britain. She recorded
the song with the New York female rap artist MC Lyte. The B-
side features a version of "Just Call Me Joe" recorded original-
ly as a session for a BBC radio show. The twelve inch features
two additional different mixes of "l Want Your (Hands On Me)".
Sinead has just finished an extremely successful tour of North
America. InToronto and Buffalo, scalpers were earning a cool
$60. She will be taking her experience back to Britain for some
dates in May.

Iron Maiden has just released its seventh studio album
"Seventh Son Of A Seventh Son". It's a concept album, deal-
ing with the fight for the soul of a mysterious seventh son and
tracks include "Moonchild", "Infinite Dreams", "The Evil That
Men Do" and their current hit single, "Can | Play With Mad-
ness". The band will be soon starting a seven month world
tour starting on May 12th with 60 dates across America and
Canada. They will also be headlining the major British heavy
metal festival, The Castle Donnington Monsters Of Rock fes-
tival on 20th August. Singer Bruce Dickinson told "Record Mir-
ror'. "We have double the PA of any previous tour and we'll
be bringing the biggest stage show Maiden has ever put
together." This album seems to mark a smoother, more com-
mercial trend in the band’s music.

UK INDUSTRY NEWS

A study into the future of Compact Disc and Digital Audio Tape
technology by the BBC concludes that DAT will take a very
long time indeed to reach the average household. Although
in many ways it is less clumsy to use than CD. |E: lts size, it
is technically quite difficult to operate and very fragile. This is
quite unlike a CD that is virtually indestructable and uses easy
to operate equipment. Compact Discs will probably remain
predominantly in 5 inch format, despite Sony's 3 inch CD
Player. The report feels that Compact Disc Video is not going
to be successful, while the industry seems completely split on
the future of plastic vinyl. One thing we do know, the single is
now virtually only a promotional tool: On its first week of sale
in the UK, Morrissey's "Viva Hate" outsold the entire top 40
singles! Retailers are finding it increasingly difficult to justify
the store space for a singles section when they can get larger
profits from T-shirts or other sorts of merchandise.

"Please", "Lonely Mile" and "Love Your Wife". The group is just
starting another UK tour.... Van Morrisson, The Chieftans,
Asland and Andy White are among the artists appearing at
"A Sense Of Ireland" Festival at The Riverside Studios in west
London in May. It will be a multi-media affair with theatre,
literature and film as well as the great music.... Latest single
by Prefab Sprout here is "King Of Rock And Roll", in America
it's "The Golden Calf".... The latest Screaming Blue Mes-
siahs single is "l Can Speak American".... Such is the
popularity of CDs that a British CD-only store called Alto is in-
tending to expand over the next five years from its current five
stores in London to 30 stores all over the country.... A scath-
ing attack on radio was made by the pop entrepreneur and
broadcaster Johnathan King, the Don Kirshner of Britain.
King described British deejays as "Vaccuous, empty-headed,
vain, illiterate, hateful morons." He said that "Britain
desperately needs good music radio. We are a nation that is
in serious trouble".... Spotted at Tracy Chapman's gig in Lon-
don, one Billy Bragg.... Annie Lennox and Dave Stewart of
The Eurythmics are due to appear in a fiilm made by George
Harrison’s Handmade Films organisation and they will also be
writing the soundtrack.... | hearthat The Style Council's new
albumwill be called "Confessions Of A Pop Group" and should
be out soon.... The latest Christians single is called "Born
Again".... Looking for some good rap-rock crossover music?
Try "Cruising For A Bruising" by The Three Wize Men....
