From "Mercury Poisoning" right up to "Wake Up Next To You"
there’s nothing about this guy that ain't reet petite. But even
so, we wondered how such an introspective first track would
perform. It may have been second or third listen for some--
but two weeks and 62 stations later, it’s readily apparent the
world was waiting for this guy to come back. Checking this
issue’s adds, we find KSHE (who never played the Church,
frinstance), WBCN, WMAD, KLOL, KRXQ and WRUF to name
a few, with KBCO, WBRU, WDHA, WLAV, WRCN, DC101 and
KTCL in last week. Obviously, those subtleties shine thru like
crazy diamonds--as noted by KFMQ’s Joe Skare and "The
new one is great! It has a subtle hook and the sound is real
smooth'.... As for the album, we'll go so far as to quote GM
Arty ‘'The Smarty’ LaVigne at wonderful WIZN and agree that
it is indeed Graham'’s "Blood On The Tracks". And can you
believe that of all the wonderful songs--including "Don’t Let it
Break You Down", "The Girl Can’t Help [t", "Success" and
"Under The Mask of Happiness"--the real mass appeal hit is
probably his "Cupid" remake. Just keep that in the back of
your mind. And now that our office has the CD hammeriock
on McKeon, it's on to the next pick.

Joan Jett And The Blackhearts, "Little
Liar", CBS/Blackheart.... it's not really tales out of
school to say that Joanie is one pop-rock crossover vixen who
always seems to draw more artistic fire than seems fair--espe-
cially considering her batting average. And though it’s early,
the total station count and top 5 activity leans toward yet
another success. But then again, anything looks good after
Michael J. Fox at two inches. Take it from Mojo Nixon. But
we digress. The single’s now on 90 of our reporters, with in-
creases from KGB, WPLR, WKLC, KOZZ, KAZY and several
more--and top 5 calls at KOME, KTXQ, WBLM, WDHA, WNEW,
WPDH and WWZU. And while you probably won't deal with
"Little Liar" right away now that "Hate" is looking so hot--listen
once, and tell us the aforementioned isn’t the 80’s answer to
"Dream On". Test it and tell us.

Poison, "Open Up And Say... Ahh!",
Enigma/Capitol.... As we said in the single pick, what
a difference a world class producer like Tom Werman and a
liberal studio budget can make. It could have been Pee Wee's
Playhouse--but it turned into "The Young And Restless" with
nuclear guitars. Just read the reviews: Karen "Much more
mature sound" Hewko, CFOX, John"Can’t pigeonhole it as a
metal record" Loscalzo, WRCN, Will "Their most accessible
record" Douglass, WGLF. etc., etc. The record that scored
the biggest move of the week in our two previous reports
comes back with a stellar 35-27* gain--with 13 more adds, 11
increases, 18 heavies and WYNF, WCCC, KISS and KILO
among the topfivers. And at the rate things are rolling, we say
there’s a lot more here than covering your ass on a pop-rock
crossover. Listen to "Back To The Rocking Horse" and the
ballad "Every Rose" and tell us they're not perfect counter
programming on one of the hottest young bands in the
country.

And the
stats confirm: New on 22, now on 90--with 9 increases this
week alone. More quotes: Paul Shugrue, WRXL, "One of our
highest rated test songs. A refreshing change from the
standard AOR fare".... Dave Richards, WWRX, "Ziggy is
bringing down Top 5 phones for the second week now. The
record is selling out at retail and tearing up the airwaves
around here".... And Brian Jordan, WRUF, "Our listeners have
been deprived of reggae for so long they can’t get enough of
this". 49-41* on the Hard Hundred--and an easy call for top
20 status inside of the next three weeks.

HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW

Parthenon Huxley, "Chance To Be
Loved", Columbia.... I say the Association on Acid.
Trapp sees Fever Tree on Seconal. Any way you slice, dice
or chop it, the PH factor is most of all mental. From a com-
positional standpoint, "Chance To Be Loved" sounds at first
fike a tone poem, but a few more listens will unveil a perfectly
preserved chunk of neopsychedelic pop ala Dream Academy,
only more angular and sophisticated. Undoubtedly the most
unusual offering of the week--and possibly one of the most
reactive.

X, "Devil Doll", Elektra.... Inonesense, it'sa shame
the 12" choice was limited by the previous release considera-
tions, as this double live album compilation really is the quin-
tessential X concert collection on vinyl--and that has never
been done before. The current X tour is added incentive to do
a little something on air for this project--and that Dylan bit in
the middle of this patented John Doe denture rattler could be
enough to stimulate the synapses on even those 25+ lis-
teners.

Wet Wet Wet, "Wishing | Was Lucky",

UNI/MCA.... Here's a novel concept!! Front page ink for
thefirst single from a new label for otherthan political reasons!!
Why, once you wiggle past the slightly lounged out intro, Wet
Etc. offers the best elements of the phenomenally successful
sound of Johnny Hates Jazz mixed with flashes of the New
Romantic Movement a la ABC circa "Lexicon Of Love". It's not
foreverybody, but if coveringthat critical crossover flank ranks
high in your book, expect this record to be in your face.

Noiseworks, "No Lies", Columbia.... Hey, we
kinda liked "Take Me Back" too, but from the outset it was ob-
vious that it was going to take more than just a solid corporate
sound to get these Australians started stateside--regardless of
their considerable success down under. Nonetheless, that
leadoff tune did faitly serious damage. Unfortunately, it ap-
pears to have put most of you guys in a "wait and hear" attitude
in regard to this much improved follow up. From the twitchy
rhythm to the "ooh ooh" intro this thang’s sports a 'build and
kill” hook only an earectoid could miss.

Face to Face, "As Forever As You", Mercury.... Anyone who knows this band’s history will freely
acknowledge their Epic tenure was marked by what we have to call a somewhat schizophrenic approach to their sound. Were
they a funk oultfit a a "10-9-8" or hitbound a la "Eye To Eye"? Actually, those were both great songs which unfortunately hit at
about the same time. Now, F2F further solidifies their versatility with a really compelling example of what we’'d almost have to
call 80’s folkrock. The format has finally come around to the need for strong but sensitive female vocals in the mix--as evidenced
by success stories like Vega, Sinead, Chapman, and Natalie and the Maniacs--and in this case the tune’s rock sensibilities may
finally give Face To Face the high profile treatment they deserve.

It has certainly been a big couple of weeks for stellar debuts.
This time out it's Van Halen breaking the Top Ten barrier with
a 6* showing fueled by Monsters Of Rock anticipation and
adds on CFOX, KZAP, WLAV, WWDC, WDVE, WLVQ, KGGO,
KSHE, WFYV, KILO, KTXQ, WBCN, KEZE, WZZO and KQRS
among numerous others. Sammy’s vocal chops and the rock
‘'em sock 'em guitar slashing of Eddie have combined to
generate audience response like we haven't seen this year.
The list of instant number one requests is so impressive that
we can only tie down everything that’s loose and wait for the
storm to pass.

The big surge of new players on the Winners Chart has settled
down a bit and the real story this week are the developing acts
that are powering up against the rest of the chart. Top of the
stack performance sees Robert Plant pushing "Ship Of Fools"
from 18-11* with premium play from KLOL, KLBJ, WRXK,
WLLZ and the Loop. The layers of play off this album has AOR
getting ready for a long hot summer spent in the glow of Mr.

Plant’s powerhouse talent. Rod Stewartis also gettinga good
run on the chart with a little help from WBCN, KFMX, WLVQ,
WMMR, KWHL and WZZO where rotational increases come
on the heels of some very encouraging listener response.
Stewart’s distinctive voice and the lack of too many overt CHR
mannerisms have helped smooth the way for a very warm wel-
come back to the format. Performing well this week with the
format leaders, Rod climbs 23-14* this week. The big
midrange mover however has to be Robin Trower, who has
fashioned an incredibly effective AOR track for himself with
"Tear It Up". Guitar riffs that set him apart from the crowd and
a musical sensibility that is as potent as it is uncluttered, and
that 31-22* jump this week looks more and more like the real
thing. Heavy play at KEZE, KILO, WRXK, KNAC, KQRS and
WHUJY with a raft of increases on the horizon, and Robin will
be kicking itinto fourth gear before you can spell "guitar hero".

The other tracks moving up fast include J.C. Mellencamp’s
"Rooty Toot Toot" which has piled up a respectable 40-27*
hike on the chart with new play on WLVQ, KISS, WNOR, KSHE
and WDHA. The Power players include WZZO, WWDC and
WKDF and the institutional claim this man has on the format
is a byproduct of years delivering those hits hard and fast. It’s
good to see Ziggy Marley getting mobile on the chart with a
43-31* week and a ten slot differential from his HH placement.
Big impact play on CHEZ, KBCO, KPOI, WPLR and WRXK and
a steaming track record at retail and you just gotta know that
this one will establish a whole new reggae chapter for the for-
mat where no one else could before. Joan Jett has kicked in
with a solid 50-42* week on the airplay of format leaders
WEGR, KTXQ, KTYD, KILO, WHJY, WAAF, WLLZ, WBCN and
WNEW. Joan has been looking for that track to get her back
on top and, this is a positive indicator of the way things are
going for little lady with the Blackheart.

The format’s Second Banana Award this week goes to Jim-
mie Barnes whose debut, in the shadow of Van Halen’s jug-
gernaut, clocked in with a healthy 30*. Format leaders like
KISS, WRXK, WKDF, KQRS, KYYS, WFYV, WYNF, KDKB,
KBPI, WNEW, WLVQ and KSHE have helped send the mes-
sage; this Aussie rocker is ready to break big and the proof is
in the playing. A stack of MD raves from here to the dark side
of your Selector guarantees more of the same in the weeks to
come.

Among the other debuts this week, Pink Floyd’s "Dogs Of
War" sets the pace with a 40* premiere,a full 12 slots ahead of
the HH ranking. A continuing tour and video pressure worth
its weight in platinum albums combines with play on KZAP,
KYYS, WONE, WLLZ, KGB and WBCN to make this project
one of the most long lived albums in years. John Kilzer,
former English teacher, native of Memphis and a rocker with
a mission, has cracked the Winners Chart with a 45* showing
that makes those early Heavy adds on hometown WEGR and
KQRS look like inspired play. The genre is tried and true and
the man cranks it up and lets it fly with the best of them. This
is one instance where the format at large is leading the
charmed circle of winners but count on the Winners to catch
up soon. Iron Maiden is rolling like a runaway panzer behind
the supporting firepower of WPLR, WBCN, WEZX, KBPI,
KEZE, KTXQ and WNEW. These guys have been dusting off
their Gods of Metal status and this track looks like a hardcore
effort to break some new ground with formerly hesitant
programmers. Their 47* introduction to the chart should show
growth as this chunk of hook heavy headbanging takes hold
across the board.

As widely reported, Tommy Mottola has gotten the big prize
as the new President of CBS Records. Responsible for the
managerial development of mega hitters Hall and Oates and
John Cougar Mellencamp, Tommy has been given a man-
date to revitalize Artist Development and A&R while maintain-
ing the Promotional drive that has always typified the
company. Label expansion and a "new phase" atmosphere
have gripped the organization and speculation is that the
changes haven’t stopped yet.

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HOW IMPORTANT IS IT TO CHANGE PROMOTIONAL EM-
PHASIS FROM CUME TO QUARTER HOUR CAMPAIGNS?

Jim.... It can be very critical. We just started up a new morn-
ing show so we had to use promotion to bring in cume and
expose them to our improved morning product and then
switch overto a quarter hour strategy to give the new audience
another reason to stick around. This kind of surgical applica-
tion of cume and quarter hour promotion is becoming more
important all the time.

IF YOU WERE HIRING YOUR REPLACEMENT WHAT
WOULD YOU LOOK FOR?

Jim.... The first thing is a creativeness in terms of taking chan-
ces and not sticking to the safe and pat route. You have to be
able to absorb what is going on around you, like a cooking
pot, and come up with promotions that feed on the scene
around you. Integrity is critical also, sometimes it's better to
walk away from a promotional concept if it's going to hurt the
station, to do that you have to be able to stand up for what you
think the station stands for. You must also have a passion for
the biz and love rock and roll music. In some formats you
might be able to distance your own tastes from the music
being played on the station, but not with AOR. It’s crucial to
a job well done that you share the audience's love of this
music. A good Promotion Director should also be very in-
formed about the world at large, everything from fashion to
politics. | subscribe to about 30 magazines and no matter how
busy it gets, | find time to read that stuff. Now, David Lee Roth
and Poison are important AOR acts but | can’t really say that |
would have gone to see their concert if | didn’t have three 12
year olds to take with me. Well let me tell you, whenthat place
went nuts | could feel the excitement like a tidal wave. En-
thusiasm like that is contagious and can definitely be used for
our purposes but ! wouldn’t have known about it if | had stayed
hometowatch TV. You simply can’t take anything for granted.

DO YOU HAVE TO WORK AROUND SALES A LOT?

Jim.... We all work for the same goal at KSHE and although it
would be easy to just say "no" to them, it’s much better for me
to take an idea that’s flawed and try to improve it. The sales
people appreciate when | work on developing an option for
them and the client likes it too. Most clients are smart enough
to know that what they are really buying is the station’s image
and what they want is an authentic slice of that for their product
to tie into. A good promotional idea makes everybody look
smart and most of our larger clients deal with so many stations
across the country that they love anything that getsthem away
from a generic application of their campaign. The most im-
portant thing for all of us at KSHE is to "protect the property"
and that understanding makes it easier to approach things
from a quality control position. It's important, however, to
remain empathetic with the needs of Sales and avoid a con-
frontational atmosphere.

Jim.... Our research told us that the lifestyle of the audience
had changed to the point that the old Sweetmeat image wasn’t
really a positive reflection on our listeners. As for the com-
munity leaders, he was definitely perceived as a negative. We
redesigned his image as part of a constantly evolving concept
of what Sweetmeat could be for the station and St. Louis. Now
we have stuffed Sweetmeat dolls that people give their kids
and that is a big image turnaround for us. It’s very important
to remember that our generation of listeners is now father and
mother to the next generation of KSHE listeners. You've got
to keep that in mind at all times when you’re developing the
station’s image.

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HOW DID YOU HANDLE A BIG NEGATIVE LIKE THE NFL
CARDINALS LEAVING TOWN?

Jim.... Well we made fun of the owner a lot, just like you would
expect, taking out the frustrations of the community in a public
forum. But thatdoesn’t cover the very real fact that losing foot-
ball in St. Louis is a sad thing for a lot of us. People have a
tendency to judge a city by the number of major league
franchises they have, so there is a feeling that we have been
reduced somewhat in the eyes of the nation, and that hurts.
Basically we dealt with the whole issue with a balance of humor
and irony but the loss hasn't really hit home until this Fall when
we will be watching football on TV only.
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WHAT ARE THE MOST IMPORTANT THINGS TO AVOID IF
YOU WANT TO DEVELOP A CAREER IN PROMOTIONS
AND MARKETING?

Jim.... Don't be in a hurry to get ahead, you are going to pay
your dues before you get a break.- It’s important that youdon't
go in with any preconceptions about Sales and Programming
so that you can remain open minded about what you will do
with Promotions. Try to avoid being so locked into the station
that you don’t know what else is going on in the community
and the world around you. Don't neglect any chance to
develop your ability to write in cogent and easy to understand
English, written communication skills are essential to the job.
Make your own breaks but don’t think it's going to be easy,
this is a tough job to do right. However, the importance of
Promotion makes it one of the most exciting fields in broad-
casting right now. With stations playing the same music more
and more, the real difference in a winner and a loser will be the
way they are positioned in the market. Make no mistake,
marketing will be the crucial battlefield of the Nineties.

Jim Marchyshyn has definitely earned his place in the
front rank of today’s premiere promotional minds.
His work in cleaning up Sweetmeat, getting the sta-
tion into community service, establishing a working,
on-air relationship with the Cardinals and building a
portfolio of "money can’t buy" promotions for KSHE
qualifies him as some kind of marketing mofo. With
this accumulated experience, Jim has decided to
branch out into Promotional consulting with his own
firm JLAM.

WGIR’S Mike Jones put it best when
he called this album "A mind movie", because it deals with
very controversial and topical events in an almost rock
opera style, and in the tradition of Pink Floyd’s "The Wall",
"Mindcrime" delves into psychological and emotional
relationships. On this record it’s in the form of a so-called
"One-man death machine" against the backdrop of under-
ground revolutions, religion, drugs and love entangle-
ments. The sound is incredible, the musicianship is clear,
concise, innovative and as always top notch. Geoff Tate’s
vocals are a study in control and range with enough emo-
tional power to make the story-line seem all too real, and
the chants, special sound effects and character parts are
especially creative.

Ahh!",
Enigma/Capitol.... Hot onthe success of "Nothin’ But
A Good Time", come some more seriously killer tracks from
L.A’s premiere party puppies. To be very honest, | was im-
pressed with "Nothin™ but was still bit leary as to what the rest
of the album was going to sound like. To my surprise it's a
great record with a more musically sound direction and with
crystal clear production like this they couldn’t lose. Listen for
stronger guitar playing, tighter rhythms, stronger and more
confident vocals from Bret (as well as some smokin’ har-
monica work by the blonde wonder) and some much im-
proved songwriting. There are some real stand-outs on the
Lp like "Love On The Rocks", "Back To The Rocking Horse",
"Good Love", "Look But You Can’t Touch" and a really nice
ballad called “Every Rose Has It's Thorn". There is also a rather
happenin’ cover of Loggins & Messina’s "Your Mama Don’t
Dance". Chances are Bret and his boys better clear some
room on their walls for some more platinum - multi-platinum
that is. This week "Nothin™ moved them 18-14* on Hard Hit-
ters.

Warlock, "Fur Immer", PolyGram.... we've
been hearing a lot about this band recently due to their very
successful tour with Megadeth and Sanctuary. The raves over
Warlock’s performances and Doro’s enthusiasm and willing-
ness to do interviews, have firmly established them as a
favorite with many of our reporters. They are a tight musical
unit whose sound is strong and very natural. The latest release
off of "Triumph And Agony" is a slower and somewhat softer
song than what you might be used to from this group. "Fur
Immer” (which means "forever" - in English) is sung mainly in
German, but the chorus "Deep inside my heart...Fur Immer...!
see you and me" gives you a pretty good idea of what the
song’sabout. Doro’s vocals sound great in her native Duetsch,
and there are still enough rough edges to cut through the emo-
tional atmosphere. As for the music, keyboards are essential
and a nice touch, the guitar lead is fluid and subtle enough so
as not to overpower the overall feel of the song and the corps
styledrumming is very militaristic and gives the song a serious,
almost sad feel. It’s a beautiful track and a nice change of pace
from the "All We Are" and "East Meets West" type of pounders
we're used to.

Testament, "The New Order", Atlantic....

Now that you've all effectively gorged yourselves on "Trial By
Fire"and "Nobody’s Fault" look what’s coming your way! Their
debut simply cannot compare to this work of art (if there is
such a thing in the thrash realm). There are a whole bunch of
killer kuts available for your’s and your listeners’ pleasure in-
cluding two haunting instrumental numbers sure to ignite the
passion welling up inside of your hearts... well, maybe not.
Either way they're still pretty happenin’ tracks. Also be sure to
listen for "Disciples Of The Watch", "A Day Of Reckoning", "The

New Order' and "Eerie Inhabitants" which, by the way is fea-
tured exclusively on our upcoming Hard Hitters CD sampler.
The production is exceptional for a record of this nature, al-
lowing for all of the musical intricacies while still retaining a
supremely heavy sound. Hey, quotesperson of the week Jes-
sica Harley thinks that, "...Testament is tighter and more
powerful than before with crunching riffs, fast clean leads,
great vocals and killer production by none other than
"producer god" Alex Perialis... Don’t let 'The New Order’ past
your turntables...". Nuff said.

Drive, "Characters In Time", Rampage....
We wrote this band up a couple of weeks ago and were en-
couraged to see some response this week. They got some air
on KFMX, KSLC, WNGZ and KNAC. Ideally we'd like to see a
lot more of you try these guys out. They have strong, energetic
material with a hard edge and intelligent lyrics. Band leader
Rick Chavez says, "...players ought to put feeling into what
they do, think about the notes they’re playing, instead of just
playing them. With our band the main thing is emotion, our
songs are all passionate and mean something to us." Their
music is driving hard rock and will no doubt win over any
audience who loves the music of bands like Queensryche, Riot
or Fates. Check out what WNGZ’s Jessica Harley has to say
about this new band, "....this is one debut each and every jock
should be spinning. So | ask those of you who haven’t added
it, 'What's stopping you?'....Drive’s 'Characters In Time’
definitely deserves you attention. It's the most impressive
debut of the year featuring quality musicianship with tremen-
dous range and emotion."

Joey Taffola, "Out Of The Sun", Shrap-
nel....

METAL MUSIC NEWS

Greeting. This is Sal "Earl Of Earache" with this week’s
metal news from around the world. This week we’ll have
part three of our conversation with Away adn Snake of
Voivod. We'll also talk to Dio’s Jimmy Bain as he lets us
in on an exclusive regarding Cinderella and himself. Right
now, let’s get to some news.

We begin with an update on a story we brought you several
weeks ago regarding Doc McGhee, manager of Motley Crue
and Bon Jovi. Cn April 25, McGhee was sentenced to five
years in jail and fined $15,000. he had pleaded guilty to help-
ing to smuggle 20 tons of marijuana into the United States.
The sentence and fine were the maximum he could have
recieved. However, the sentence has been lifted. McGhee has
instead received five years probation. McGhee, during his
suspension, must perform the following: 3,000 hours of com-
munity service through the creation of a non-profit anti-drug
organization which McGhee must set up and fund with
$250,000. McGhee must also spend 180 days in a residential
community drug-treatment center. This will occur during the
fourth year of his probation. No travel restrictions were set.
Also, there has been no word on whether or not Motley Crue
and Bon Jovi will retain the managerial services of McGhee
Entertainment Inc..

The Earl has managed to come up with another exclusive. Are
you ready for a blast from the past? Mechanic Records has
signed one of the first "glam" bands to make it big. Sweet have
inked a deal. According to Holly Lane, original members
Brian Connelly and Steve Priest are behind the reformed
Sweet. Joining them will be Neil Hayward (ex-Camel). Also,
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the band is looking to have Mike Chapman, who produced
all the band’s hits including "Fox On The Run", "Little Willie"
and "Ballroom Blitz", produce the new Lp. Rumor has it that if
Chapman does not produce, Deep Purple’s Roger Glover will
assume the role. Lane says to look for Ritchie Blackmore to
contribute some guitar licks. The band’s new Lp is scheduled
to be released sometime in July or August and will feature new
material.

Hades has completed work on their new Lp. The album is en-
titled "If At First You Don’t Succeed...". According to guitarist
Dan Lorenzo, the record is scheduled to be released in July.
Two of the cuts to be included are "Rebel Without A Brain" and
"Opinionate!". This album will also mark the debut of guitarist
Ed Ferman. The Lp will be released on Torrid Records.

According to a report in Monday, May 2nd’s Los Angeles
Times, Sanctuary Music has sued Poison for $45.5 million
over a breach of contract. According to the article, the suit,
filed in Los Angeles Superior Court says, "...after some early
hit singles, fame and fortune went to the band members’
heads". The article goes on to say that at a "Concert in Green-
ville, S.C., ’the group stormed off the stage, screaming and
yelling at the production crew for not installing certain neon
lights on the stage™. The suit also claims that "...band
members’ personalities 'were made more noticeably volatile
in part due to the drugs and alcohol they began to ingest with
increasing frequency™. We will keep you posted on this one.
Also, we will try to have comments from both parties regard-
ing the situation.

Los Angeles thrash fans are singing the words of Don McLean
following the burning of one of the area’s top metal clubs. For
metal fans, this Monday, May 2nd was truly the "day the music
died". Fenders Ballroom was burned by what officials believe
to be an arsonist. Some have said that the club was a hang
out for some fo Los Angeles’ youth gangs. Others are sad-
dened because it was one of the few places where you could
see thrash and hardcore shows. Either way, it is a shame that
someone took away a place for metal bands to make a buck.

VOIVOD PT. Il

Let’s get to our feature interview. We continue our conversa-
tion with Away and Snake of Voivod. Before we begin we
promised to let you in on what the band’s members' real
names are. Here goes: Away (Michel Langevin), Blacky
(Jean-Yves Theriault), Piggy (Denis D'Amour) and Snake
(Denis Belanger). Now let us get to the interview.

HR: Let's talk some more about the songs on "Dimension
Hatross"

AWAY: The voivod creates the new dimension and goes into
it. That's in "Experiment". In the second song, he comes into
this new dimension, into a flash of energy. He finds these primi-
tive people who see him as a god because he came out of
nowhere. This has a lot to do with religion. There’s a line which
you can’'t miss that says "Who's the god, who's the dog?". This
is "Tribal Conviction". In "Chaosmongers", he's meeting those
people with high tech weapons. But they are not real. This has
a lot to do with terrorism. After that, there is a totalitarian
government that forms. It’s similar to "Brave New World" or
"1984". In the fifth song, "Macrosolutions To Megaproblems",
there is a war between the government and chaosmongers.
There are parts of that song that are taken from "Technocratic
Manipulators" and "Chaosmongers" songs. Many songs are
related and many parts happen over and over again. It's all
mixed. After the war, the voivod is meeting with those psychic

entities. They are trying to get control of his brain. In "Psychic
Vacuum', he is able to suck out those ghosts. After everything,
he goes back into his laboratory to destroy the dimension. He
then goes back in for a fifth album. Everything is pretty much
pessimistic. It’s like a study of the evolution of a social system.
It's all a point of view of social systems which we feel are
failures. We think there is no point of return from where we are
going.

Next week, we will conclude our interview with Away and
Snake of Voivod.

Finally, | recently spoke to Jimmy Bain of Dio. Jimmy filled
me in on what he is going to be up for the next few months.
On top of putting together another "Party Ninja" concert,
Jimmy will be hitting the road again. But it will not be with Dio.
Jimmy will be hitting the road with Cinderella. "Eric Brittin-
gham, the bassist told me that his wife is going to have a baby.
It's their first kid and he's asked the band if he could get some
leave. So, they've asked me to come on the road for the time
he’s off and play with them. | said | would and they sent me a
tape so | could fearn the songs. I'll likely be out with them for
a couple of weeks. I'm quite keen to get out on the road and
rock with Cinderella." There you have it. All you headbangers
can look to see Jimmy Bain out with Cinderelia for a few dates.

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Paul Shaffer is looking for locations to record his next album.
He’s planning an album of "regional music," with two or three
songs recorded in each city featured on the LP. He’s planning
to record some blues tunes in Chicago. The writers’ strike has
given Shaffer additional time to plan the album. He’s also the
music director for the upcoming Atlantic Records anniversary
concert in New York later this month.

Stranglers guitarist Hugh Cornwell will release his first solo
album, "Wolf," in June.

The Little River Band has reformed with original lead singer
Glenn Shorrock. The band plans to tour as well as record.

Yoko Ono plans to open a John Lennon museum in New York
City’s Upper West Wide (according to a report in New York
magazine). Ono is said to be close to buying a four-story
building on 69th Street, and has hired architects to renovate
the building’s interior. A spokesman for Ono says, however,
that she hasn’t decided on a location for the museum. "We
want a space big enough to house his diaries, unreleased
songs, guitars, costumes and drawings," the source says.
"We want it to be a study center where fans can learn-and
reflect. We want to open it in 1990, in time for John’s 50th
birthday."

Dan Aykroyd is forming a new Blues Brothers band with Sam
Moore, the original Sam of Sam & Dave. "I’'m not taking John's
place and Danny’s not taking Dave’s place," Moore says. 'It's
just when Danny’s not doing movies, he likes to go out, kick
up his heels and blow his mouth harp. I'll do the singing, and
Danny will play his harp and do the jumping around. He can
always call on the guys, and whatever they’re doing they can
stop. It's a pretty nice piece of change." Moore has appeared
twice with Aykroyd in the past two years. The first time was
an impromptu show at the Hard Rock Cafe in Dallas in 1986.
They again appeared together at the New York City Hard
Rock in the summer of 1987. Sam & Dan have covered Sly
Stone’s "Hot Fun In The Summertime" for the film 'The Great
Outdoors," which stars Aykroyd and John Candy. The two will
also appear at the Atlantic Records 40th anniversary concert
at Madison Square Garden in New York on May 14th. There
are plans for a Blues Brothers television special this summer,
and a Blues Brothers album this fall, supported by a U.S. tour,
Moore says. The new version of the Blues Brothers will include
most of the original band, including Steve Cropper, Donald
"Duck” Dunn, Matt "Guitar* Murphy and Tom Scott leading a
brass section. It’s not known if keyboardist Paul Shaffer will
be able to join the new Blues Brothers.

An album of Paul McCartney covering old rock & roll hits from
the 1950s and 1960s will be released only in the Soviet Union,
as part of a record deal he has signed with the Soviet record
label Melodiya. The album will be released in October, and in
an interview with the newspaper of the Communist Youth
League, McCartney says it’s his way of thanking Soviet fans.
"I know that all my records, one way or ancther, get to the
Soviet Union," McCartney says in the interview. ‘| knew that
the Beatles and Beatles-style music is loved in your country.
One more reason is your glasnost and the dialogue between
President Reagan and Soviet leader Mikhail Gorbachev." The
newspaper says McCartney recorded the album in one day
in his London studio last September.

African musician Abdoulaye Prosper Niang, drummer and
leader of the band Xalam, from Senegal, has died of cancer.
Prosper Niang played on two albums by the Rolling Stones,
and had toured in Africa with Miriam Makeba and Hugh
Masakela. He had moved to France in the early 1980s. A final
album, called "Ndiguel" (Message) will soon be released.

Nasty Rox Inc appears to be a band that will emerge from the
ashes of M/A/R/R/S. The four-member group includes C.J.

Mackintosh, described as "the man from M/A/R/R/S." The
debut album from Nasty Rox Inc is being produced by Trevor
Hornand Stephen Lipson. The band say they'll call their debut
album "Led Zep 2."

The Stranglers, Holly Johnson, Aztec Camera, Everything But
The Girl and Jimmy Somerville and Richard Coles of the Com-
munards are scheduled to play an AIDS benefit concert at
London’s Wembley Arena on May 29. It will be the first live ap-
pearance this year for the Stranglers, and it will be the first
solo appearance of Johnson since winning his court case in-
volving Frankie Goes To Hollywood. UB40, T'Pau, New Order,
ABC, the Christians, Kim Wilde and Alison Moyet have sent
messages of support, even though they won't be playing at
the show which will benefit Action Against AIDS.

Miles Davis appears on the forthcoming third album from
Scritti Politti. Davis plays trumpet on the track "Oh Patti
(Don’t Feel Sorry For Loverboy)," which has just been
released as a single in the U.K.

British funk team Boss have recorded a cover version of the
Stranglers’ 1976 tune "No More Heroes." Martin Rushent, who
produced the Stranglers’ original, has returned to produce this
new version.

Bass player Mike Mills says R.E.M. has just about finished
writing material for their debut album for Warner Brothers
Records. "Since we finished the last tour in November last year
we took a couple of months off from everything. Then we all
started rehearsing again at the end of January," Mills says.
"We've got most of the new album written and we’ll record it
this summer." Mills says that the band has changed the way
it's writing new material. "Rather than sitting down with one
guitar to write, everybody’s been writing as they play noise,
just kind of forming a song out of the noise -- the big bang
theory of songwriting. We're using Scott Litt again, co-
producing with him as on ’Document’ -- but the songs them-
selves are pretty different." Mills admit that the band had
reservations about signing a contract with a major record
label that is reported to be worth anywhere from $6 to $10 mil-
lion. "Sure, there are a lot of qualms about moving to a large
record company like that," he says. "There are a lot of pos-
sible disasters that could happen. | feel like we’ve pretty much
taken care of all the contingencies, though."

Gary Newby of the Railway Children says the band’s new
album, "Recurrence," is "'more grown up and out front more
direct.

BRIT-PICKS Albums:
"Stronger Than Pride" by Sade (Epic)

Depending on where one stands, Sade is either the most bland
artist to emerge from the so called new jazz movement in 1983
(which also included Carmel, Everything But The Girl, The
Style Council and Working Week) or she is the sound of the
yuppie eighties, resplendent in cocktail lounge jazz to soothe
those shell shocked old punkers and comfortably beige for
white liberals everywhere. What is surprising about this album
is how little of a surprise it is. After four years it really could be
"Pride" part two. It's actually not that radio friendly either, ex-
cept perhaps at three o’clock in the morning or Sunday morn-
ing, although your local easy listening station will love it.
Disappointing.

UK MUSIC

The long awaited farewell album from The Housemartins,
"Now That’s What | Call Quite Good" is out May 9th in the UK
on GO! Discs. As revealed last week, this is not merely a
greatest hits package, but also adocument of rarities and radio
sessions. The track listing, which has just become available
is: Side One: "I Smell Winter"; "Bow Down"; "Think For A
Minute"; "There’s Always Something There To Remind Me";
'"The Mighty Ship"; "Sheep". Side Two: "I'll Be Your Shelter";
"Five Get Overexcited"; "Every Day Is The Same"; "Build"; "Step
Outside"; "Flag Day". Side Three: "Happy Hour"; "You've Got
A Friend"; "He Ain’'t Heavy"; "Freedom"; "The People Who
Grinned Themselves To Death"; "Caravan Of Love". Side Four,
"The Light Is Always Green"; "We're Not Deep"; "Me and The
Farmer"; "Lean On Me"; "Drop Down Dead"; "Hopelessly
Devoted (To Them)". All four individual members of the
Housemartins have remained with GO! Discs. Norman Cook
continues his deejay work (he has been involved recently in
several well known house remixes under the moniker Norman
C.) while Paul Heaton and Dave Hemmingway may be form-
ing a band together. Stan Cullmore plans a solo career at
some point.

"Sgt. Pepper Knew My Father", the track to track cover of
The Beatles classic by various artists, much raved about in this
column, has now become available in stores in Britain and so
should hopefully be available through normal import channels
in North America. The record has only previously been avail-
able by special offer through "The New Musical Express". All
proceeds go to the British charity Childline, which is a 24 hour
hotline in the UK for children who think they are in danger, or
have been abused, to use free of charge. The album features

Billy Bragg, Wet Wet Wet, The Fall, Sonic Youth, The Chris-
tians and many others. The man who dreamed up the project,
the NME’s Roy Carr, told "The Hard Report" that there definite-
ly will never be an American release of the record because of
the enormous contractual difficulties. "She’s Leaving Home"
performed by Billy Bragg and Cara Tivey and "With A Little
Help From My Friends" by Wet Wet Wet have both been
released as a single. Billy Bragg told "Melody Maker": "Im-
agine what it must be like growing up in an environment where
your whole family life is run on fear. Who do you go to, to
speak about it? The doctor? The policeman?...it’'s very com-
plex and very difficult."

Dexy’s Midnight Runners return this week with a new single
"Walk Away". It comes from a new album "The Wanderer"
which will follow soon. The single was recorded in New York
and produced by Deodato and already critics say it is the best
record Rowland has put out in several years. The B-side is the
Rowland composed "Even When | Hold You" while the twelve
inch features an additional track, Jerome Kern’s'The Way You
Look Tonight". Although billed as Kevin Rowland and Dexy’s
Midnight Runners, Rowland is the only member of the original
line-up apart from Helen O’Hara who helped on some produc-
tion work.

The fired drummer from The Cult, Les Warner, has continued
a series of allegations about his former cohorts and has con-
firmed that he is taking legal action against the band, suing
them for around $40,000 for money he claims is still owed to
him.
