Rod Stewart, "Out Of Order", Warner
Brothers.... Hey, | knew when WB had that big fly-in to
hear the record at Rod’s hardly humble abode in Holmby Hills
a few weeks back that they either needed help--or wanted to
show off. Well, let me assure you the resounding answer to
that question was option B. Talk about a magnificent come-
back--and one perfectly suited to your programming needs.
I've never heard him in better voice, and the playing and song
selectionis truly as good as it gets--from rockers like "The Wild
Horse", "Dynamite", and "Lethal Dose Of Love" to tremendous
ballads like "Forever Young" and even a spine-chilling rendi-
tion of Otis Redding’s classic "Try A Little Tenderness". As per
the single raves, Andy Taylor’s rock touches ring loud and
true, and with Michael Landau’s second string work makes the
album a real guitar lover’s delight as well. With "Lost In You"
streaking 15-8* this week behind 78 heavies and 36 increases,
you'd damn well better get a couple of the above on the radio
quicko pronto.

Judas Priest, "I'm A Rocker", Col.... Atruly
monster chorus is the key to crossing any serious cruncher.
It's got to relate and it’s gotta be singable. Now, when you're
trying to get to your core listeners, what could be better than
hitting them where they live--in RockWorld. Get into the head
of any active metal kid and you'll find that's really the part of
contemporary culture they identify with most. And other than
singing "I'm an 18 year old guy with zits who can't get laid",
you'd have to work pretty hard to come up with a more univer-
sal lyric than this one. The best part is that it works for any
rocker from teens to 35--with Rob Halford sounding all the
more mainstream as time goes on, and players Glen Tipton
and K.K. Downing proving once again that they can hang with
the best of hot flash kids on the circuit.

Vinnie Moore, "Message In A Dream",
Squawk/Polygram.... Satriani blazed the trai--and
now it should be clear to everyone that great guitar is the
engine that pulls the train. Whether it’s great lead--like
Dokken’s George Lynch, or killer rhythm work a la Alex
Lifeson. Those listeners live to hear it scream--and ain't it great
to have discovered they'll also go wild for a killer instrumental.
Now in Vinnie's case, we're talking well over four minutes
worth of world class wizardry. Vinnie's virtuoso regard is well
documented in the pages of mags like Guitar Player, Guitar
For The Practicing Musician, and Guitar World, and his
instructional videos are required viewing for any aspiring
player. Of course, it still takes the right track to let that talent
shine through on the air--and we're totally convinced that
"Message" is the 80’s answer to the kind of magic that made
songs like "Jessica' such staples through the 70’s. Just
remember where you read about it first.

RECORD OF THE WEEK

Jimmy Barnes, "Too Much Ain’t Enough
Love", Geffen.... As WPYX’s John Cooper says, "It's
got an excellent hook and the production team of Cain and
Stone has given this song a fine gloss".... WWCT’s Paul
Nelson adds, "The Barnes has been raved about and rightly
so. If this ain’t a hit record there is something wrong with the
system".... Well, the system sure looks like it hears a hit coming
to us: New on 37, now on 122--and with play-ups on 20--for
#2 on the Increase Index. Naturally, Jimmy's on fire
chartwise--34-23* on the Hard Hundred. As Jim Pemberton
of WLLZ says, "It's a smash. What more can you say?".

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES

Queensryche, "Breaking The Silence", EMI/Manhattan.... Youknow, until just about two weeks ago,
I had this band down in the "just this side of Spinal Tap" category. That's probably due to the formerly really exaggerated falsetto
Geoff Tate used to employ to obscure what [ finally found to be a really strong instrument. He's got great range, an incredible
high end (no joke), lots of control--and a song that will surprise you. Between their sizable following and the first real radio record

ever--watch this space for further developments.

Boz Scaggs, "Cool Running",
Columbia.... it remains to be seen if Boz’s special brand
of soulrock-- from "Moments" through to "Silk Degrees"--will
utimately rank in the Major Contribution to Contemporary
Sound division. I'd easily put it there--and have to think there's
got to be a motherlode of upper upper demo listeners who
share the feeling. He practically started the whole trend
towards what became the Hall and Oates platinum
performance, and soundtracked out a big slice of your
average 25+ listener’s lives. And besides, who else could
maintain their hipness factor with such lushness?

Kingdom Come, "What Love Can Be",
Polydor.... The performance video just out should help to
alleviate any Led Zep blowback--and who in their right mind
would hesitate a minute anyway. You'd have to be pissed at
the Polygram guy to wait more than a couple of weeks on this
band. The "Monsters" tour guarantees press out the
wazoo--and that could really take them to a new level if they
dowell. New on KGB, KILO, KFMG, WDVE, WBAB, WHTF and
WWZU, with KTXQ, KQRS, WPYX, WWTR, KQDS, KNAC and
more already in.

Icehouse, "Nothing Too Serious",
Chrysalis.... Now the roll starts--with a 10 station add
week complete with KKDJ, WLAV, WRXK, KSQY and WIZN.
Nice head count on the key barometers, too--with KDKB,
KLOL, WLVQ and WDHA among the early on’s. They'’re on
the edge; the song and band are no risk--so make Kevin
Sutter’s day, OK?

Hurricane, "I'm On To You", Enigma....
Good God, did KGB’s Pam Edwards really call this record
her favorite add of the month? Yep. She also said, "After just
one play, | guarantee you'll get major requests".... More from
WRUF’s Brian Jordan, "It caught our ears as a basic rock
track at first, but after listening more | think it will leave an
impression on listeners and I'm looking for big phones"....
KFMX’s Jon McGann calls it "One of those hard edged tunes
that draws you in and keeps you rockin’ til the end".... What
can you say--that "Na Na" hook is happening! In addition to
KGB, we've also got new air on KFMX, KOME, KXBR, WRIK
and WRUF, with KJJO upping and KDJK, KILO, KISS, KLOS,
KRZQ, KTYD, WCCC, WDVE, WHCN and WHJY among those
already in. 100-94*.

HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW

John Norum, "Back On The Streets",
Eplc.... John may have left Europe just before they hit it
big--but it’s his guitar that’s all over "The Final Countdown".
Here guest vocalist Goran Edman shows he’s every bit Joey
Tempest’s equal in the romantic lead department--and the
Vinnie Vincent penned tune starts out being alot tougher than
most of Europe’s material. And as you would expect, Mr.
Norum is anything but normal when it comes to coaxing out
those fjord shaking leads guaranteed to melt any female
viking’s heart from 15 to 40. Thisis a hit song--take it seriously.

Stealin’ Horses, "Turnaround", Arista....
And while we're on the topic of female appeal, say hello to a
couple of hard charging rock and roll women with a little more
leather and a little less lace. Between Tracy, Toni and Melis-
sa the sensitivity angle is pretty well booked, and Kiya
Heartwood and Kopana Terry do a fine job of shading just
slightly rural. The track’s got just the right edge, with the
tenderness of Stevie Nicks and the punch of Patti Smyth. Take
it from CFOX’s Karen Hewko, "There’s so little female rock
onthe radio that they fill the gap with an almost Hornsbyesque
sound. Very down to earth."

Melissa Etheridge, "Similar Features”,
Island.... Whenwe asked WIOT’s Jim Steel about several
supposedly hot new releases, all this normally well versed MD
could say was "Melissa, Melissa, Melissa! | haven't listened to
anything else for aweek. The whole record is just astounding.
All'l can say is I'm hooked for life. It’s time for Heart's Wilson

X sisters to move over for a while".... Then there’s WHTF’s Dave

Powers and "She’s like a female Bruce. I'm crazy about her
stuff".... We know the female fronted rock division is in the feast
mode all of a sudden--but as per the response to Tracy
Chapman, it's a style whose appeal the format appears to have
dramatically under estimated. And for straight female appeal
lyrics "Similar Features" ranks with the best.

John Cougar Mellencamp, "Rooty Toot
Toot", Mercury.... One of the Coogman's best
summertime top down numbers to date scoops up this week’s
#1 Most Added honors courtesy of 43 adds--as a total of 123
current reports and 9 increases give it our third longest 48-30*
gain. It's heavy or better at 37, including WKDF, DC101, KZAP,
WBCN, WDVE, WEBN, WIMZ, WNEW and WPYX. With the
album already four top ten tracks deep, this one’s an
automatic automatic.

Henry Lee Summer, "Darlin’ Danielle
Don’t", CBS AssoOC.... As CFOX’s Karen Hewko
says, "Even though it’s a ballad, it has that rock credibility. It
has a groove that says 'Rock!™.... WIMZ’s Mike Stewart says,
"The album is incredibly strong throughout, but'Danielle’ really
jumps up and gets your attention”.... And from KRZQ’s Dick
Sheetz, "The overall buzz in-house has Henry Lee doing great
things for us".... 31 more adds this week pumps the count to
115, with 25 already reporting it heavy and 13
increasing--including KLOS, KRXQ, WCCC, WIOT, WOUR,
WKQQ and WTUE. 31-26* on the Hard Hundred. He's farand
away this year's best performing new name--but hesitate on
the follow-up and you forfeit your claim.

Bruce Hornsbx, "Scenes From The
Southside", RCA.... This might seem a little
incidentai--but never before have | seen two tracks from the
same album nail down first and second '"biggest mover"
honors. Never. This week "Look Out Any Window" powers
85-52* behind 24 adds and one increase, with "Defenders Of
The Flag" right behind 90-63*. It's got 16 adds, one increase
and 34 aboard--including heavy action at KBCO, KOME,
WIOT, WKFM, WLAV and WPHD. *The Valley Road" has no
problem repeating at #1, with 23 increases, 62 powers, 98
heavies and 29 Top 5 phone mentions. WBRU’s Ted
McEnroe feels, "lf someone could take the class that Bruce
exudes with every chord and put it in a bottle, the world would
be a much better place".... WWCT’s Paul Nelson adds, "He
may just be The Bruce of the 90’s. He does have an artistic
integrity that we really appreciate".... From KZEL’s Al Scott,
"The more | listen to the album the more | am totally enthralled
by this masterpiece. This is an album that we will be playing
until 1999".

Paul Carrack, "Double It Up",
Chrysalis.... WHTF’s Dave Powers knows the score,
"It's the strongest track on the album--punchy, a good rocker
and full of life".... Anybody with even one ear will tell you it’s
rock radio’s texture/tempo champ. We've got it #4 Most
Added with 25 adds--including KBPI, KDKB, KICT, KLBJ,
KRXQ, WDHA, WDIZ, WGIR, WLLZ, WPLR and KILO. Also be
impressed with early action on WMMR and KMOD. It’s in at
66*--but rest assured that's just the start for what we think is
an easy top twenty track. Debut 66*.

Toni Childs, "Stop Your Fussin®, A&M....1
probably don’t have to tell you how well KBCO does in
numbers and demos year in and year out--and you've
undoubtedly marveled at how they do it with such a wide
variety of music. We'll have the answer to that question for
you in the next week or so, but in the meantime, please
acquaint yourself with the fact that the top 3 requests there are
currently Tracy Chapman, Toni Childs and Melissa Etheridge.
And that's not because there’s a big nursing school in town.
Or a bunch of lonely soldiers. We say all three of these artists
deserve a shot--and thankfully all are different enough to work
well together. Think about "Stop Your Fussin', co-written with
David Ricketts of David and David fame.

Alice Cooper & Friends, "Under My Wheels", Capitol.... You'll never hear Alice’s remake of "Under
My Wheels" under a Michelob commercial--or an lzuzu spot for that matter--but given how well remakes with a slightly different
wrinkle have gone over, this should be an automatic. It’s right up there with "School’s Out" and "Eighteen" in the classic Cooper
Cuts department, and who better to contemporize it than those bad boys from Guns 'N Roses? Look for boffo box office for at
least the opening run--and we could well be witnessing the dawn of a cult classic in the making here. Also check out Lizzy
Borden'’s "Born To Be Wild", and "The Prophesy" from Queensryche.

IMPACT TRACKS

Face To Face, "As Forever As You",
Mercury.... One of the Boston area’s best as of yet
unbroken bands grabs a great first week--with the Northeast
well represented in terms of WBCN, WAAF, WBRU, WCCC,
WGIR, WHCN, WHEB, WHJY, WIZN, WNCS, WNEW, WPLR
and WWRX--but with KEZE, KSQY, WRUF and WWWV aiso
turning in first week action. WGIR’s Karen Small calls it "One
of my favorite adds this week. The hook is instantly hummable
and this one deserves to land on the radio".... From WAAF’s
Rick Mackenzie, "This band has always had a lot going for
them, and it's nice to see the label supporting them this time
out".

Ziggy Marley, "Tomorrow People’,
Virgin.... If you're one of the 75 some-odd stations not
currently on the case--and you don't believe what you've seen
sofarinterms of quality calls, solid phones, programmer raves
and retail--we urge you to simply test the record on the air.
KUPD, KLOL, WLVQ, KSJO, WHCN, KLAQ and WAAF are just
some of our reporters who have come back with adds after
tests. With the record up 34-31* in Billboard and 300K units
in the marketplace, you know there’s a huge demand. As
KWIC’s Tim Kelley says, "l can’t believe the reaction. Old line
Bob Marley fans are coming out of the woodwork".... WWCT’s
Paul Nelson feels, "If the Heartland can deal with this, anyone
can. Up to heavy this week".... KNCN’s Tim Parker adds, "l
should have added it a long time ago. Reggae works here
because of the beach. Whip me, beat me, make me write bad
checks. | was late and shouldn’t have been".... And from Jeff
Kent at WAVF, "Ziggy is getting excellent phones and
knocking down the retail".... The Zigster's 20 play-ups place
him third on the Increase index, with a 41-28* move to match.
New on 23, now on 112--with top 5 phones at 12, and heavy
play at 29.

Pink Floyd, "Dogs Of War", Columbia....
Isn’t it amazing what a multi (is this true?) platinum album and
a sellout stadium tour can do? "Dogs" stakes its claim to 20
more--with 69 total--and heavy action at WBCN, KZAP,
WNEW, WIZN, WFYV, KVRE, KILO and KFMH bringing home
a fat 52-40* advance.

Joan Jett, "l Hate Myself For Loving You",
CBS/Blackheart.... More major adds and solid
increases indirectly reflect the active audience interest in this
record.

Robin Trower, "Tear It Up", Atlantic.... vet
another active Most Added week has Robin back with 20 more
stations--for an excellent 139 station three week total. The new
moves couldn’t look better--with ups from 19--including
KRXQ, WDHA, WFYV, WMAD, WOUR and KCAL. WKDF’S
David Hall comments, "Our success with 'Passion’ and 'No
Time’ from the previous album set this track up for quick
acceptance".... WEGR’s Kelly Cruise seconds, "'Tear It Up’
sounds great on the air and is generating good phones, with
more killer songs reminiscent of his early days onthealbum®....
Dick Sheetz, KRZQ, reports, "Trower moved up a ton of slots
this week based on staff interest, calls and mammoth chart
action. It's the best thing he’s done in a long time".... 23-16*
on the Hundred.

Joanna Dean, "Kiss This", Polydor.... This
track’s overtly novelty approach could well have programmers
thinking "one hit wonder"--but we're picking up plenty of
comments suggesting that Joanna is a legit future talent to
reckon with. And there’s definitely no denying the
phonepower--as KRZQ’s Dick Sheetz comments, "lt's
picking up phones in all dayparts. Overnights | get phones,
mornings | get phones. | mean, the response is coming in all
the time from everybody".... KFMQ’s Joe Skare adds,
"Joanna had a great run on our 'Rockwars’ feature and the
audience is getting their way with this saucy female".... 15 adds
make it 50 now playing, with top 5 phones from KMJX, KRZQ,
WRDU, WIXV, KEZE and half a dozen more. 72-57*.

Lita Ford, "Close My Eyes Forever",
Dreamland/RCA.... "This may be Lita’s song but
Ozzy’'s vocal performance almost steals the show", explains
WKDF’s David Hall, "This is the best thing out of his mouth
since he bit the head off that bat. Ozzy fans and Lita fans are
teaming up to light the phones for this one".... WKDF along
with KGB and 11 others are among the adds this week and
that puts the station count at 43 with KISS, WBAB, KDJK,
WHCN, KLOL, KILO and WDHA some of the early believers.
KQWB moved it to Heavy where Ty Banks relates,
“Headbangers like Ozzy, females identify with Lita. It's an all
day song...a winner".... KRZQ’s Dick Sheetz has it in Top 5
Phones, he also registers a complaint, "l never get to play it!
The guy ahead of me cherry picks it every single day".... Dick,
move it to Heavy or Power, that might take care of your
problem.

Jerry Harrison, "Cherokee Chief",
Sire/WB.... Speaking of one of the Heads, here’s a guy
that has his own bread to butter out there. He's also picked
up a big fan, with a Redbeard at KTXQ opining, “This track is
one of my favorites, it's got some incredible steel".... If you
were waiting for "Cherokee" to debut on the Hundred, wait no
moreit’s sitting at 97* and the smoking gun theory makes this
one look like a big caliber, soft nose, tumble job. KBCO and
WRIF didn’'t wait and with the stick in first all it needs is your
help to shift into second. If you "Rev’d It Up" before, get your
foot back on the gas and don't fear the traffic out there. If
you're looking for a long successful ride, get on board.

John Cafferty & The Beaver Brown Band, "Song And Dance", Scotti Bros.... What can you
say, this guy’s good at putting down what it takes to get on the radio. Those quick listen hooks put his latest song on 19 new
believers, with a 55 station total that now includes WMMR, WNEW, WLLZ, WHJY, WHCN, WBCN, WQMF, WAAF, KMOD and

Graham Parker, "(Get Started) Start A
Fire", RCA.... When a heretofore very rough cut kind of
performer comes through with a relatively soft, sensitive song
you never know how rock radio is going to read it--and three
weeks into this particular Parker project it's obvious the
change-up is appreciated. Of Graham'’s latest artistic vision,
Redbeard remarks, "l had a chance to interview him recently,
and his energy and clarity of vision were so refreshing. |
certainly hope this record will be the one to crack it for him'....
As the Catfish, WHMD puts it, "Subtle hooks draw in the
mature listener--definitely an 18 + record. It’s not a #1 single,
but Graham is not a sugar-pop sell out".... Any fan has got to
love the 76 station total, with 16 new, 12 ups (KBCO, WBCN,
WDHA, WIZN, WWWYV), and 12 heavy reports. This Report’s
fifth longest gainer, 60-44*.

Brian Setzer, "When The Sky Comes
Tumblin’ Down", EMI/Manhattan.... 15 adds
put Brian just over the century mark with 103 stations--with
increases from KMOD, WRKI, WSTZ, WWWV and WXRT
shaking out a 44-33* move. Most of the play is medium, with
early heavy action at KQRS, WPLR, WRCN, WRXK, WTPA,
WRKI and KOAS. KFMX’s John McGann comments on the
ultimate test, "When | looked up in this week’s music meeting
and saw the PD singing it, | said 'Rest assured. This song will
work given time™.... From KZEL’s Al Scott, "Brian has a real
important record on his hands. It’s one of those tracks that
just shines on the air. That Dave Stewart production really
helps give him that special touch."

Midnight Oil, "Dead Heart", Columbia....
John Loscalzo at WRCN makes a good point, "This song is
a mother, it will be bigger than "Beds". Quote me now, pay
me later." { thought that was illegal? Actually we get your point
John and so do 35 other reporters who are already playing
“Heart" including KROQ, WLLZ, KBCO and KOME. To drive
home the volatility of the track check out that 3rd biggest move
onthe HH to 71*. If you waited to add the first track don’t get
caught waiting on this one. The tour is a certified mofo and
as WIZN’s Tom Van Sant put it, "It's got a strong hook and a
great upbeat sound that sticks with you." "Beds" is still at #4
on the Most Requested List, but this tune could surpass it's
success with just a tweak or two from Programmers like you.
According to KWIC’s Tim Kelley, "It's the best thing off their
album®.... In our opinion truer words were never spoken.

Talking Heads, "Blind", Sire/WB.... Maybe
the title of this song should be "Deaf" because with the current
flood of interest in the band you'd have to be in the stated
condition not to add it. Sure, 41 stations is a good start so far,
buttheseare the Heads we're Talking about. Withthe fan base
these guys (and gal) have going for them, it would behove ya’
to give this cut some spins. David Byrne once again weaves
his magic into the microscopic grooves of this track and he
has done so with that funky calypso beat that’s so darn good
you'll probably be looking for your set of maracas. Is your
audience digging Ziggy? Did the last Heads track do well for
you? Are you still breathing? Then give your audience a shot
at jamming with this one. A 77-64* move on this weeks
Hundred, later mahn.

Joe Satriani, "Surfing With The Alien", Relativity.... Question: Does Redbeard ever sleep? Answer:
Not often it seems. But we're glad about that because he always seems to have time to comment on music and we all know
what that means, it means he is actually listening to the stuff, what a novel concept! Thanks ‘Beard. This time he states, "Satriani
continues to burn up both phones and retail in Dallas. It's #2 sales, and we're talking pure unit count".... Isn't it funny that you
can't seem to find those, "Instrumentals don’t work on AOR", people anymore. They have been proven wrong as wrong can be
and who did it? KLOS, WLLZ, KGB, WGIR, KISS, KRQR, WRFX, KSJO, WVVV and the list goes on and on, including 77 stations
“Surfing" with Joe. So for phones and hot sales, let your hair down and catch a wave.

White Lion, "Tell Me", Atlantic...."Wewere one
of the first ones on 'Wait’ and the listeners ate it up", explains
KDJK’s Mark Davis, "Now with this track, it looks like history
will repeat itself'.... Big sales figures, Top 5 phones and women
swooning over Mike Tramp, what more do you want? A great
followup track? Well, this isit. KGB, WDVE, KILO, WRIF, KISS,
WNEW, KMOD, WAPL, KOME, WHCN, KTXQ, WZEW, KSJO
and WRDU are just some of the 107 reporters on "Tell Me".
Now the story shifts to those precious increases in rotation,
not to mention a new body glove set of leather pants for the
Trampster. It's currently at 25* on the Hard Hundred. So the
choice is yours, you can add it now...or talk to Danny Buch
later.

Balaam & The Angel, "I’ll Show You
Something Special"; Virgin.... It's not too early
to think about the next Balaam track. Once again KTXQ’s
Redbeard leads the pack, "The recent show was so strong
that we have seen a huge phone response. So this week
'Special’ gets the nod".... KNCN’s Tim Parker likes the track
too, "It's a little closer to what they're all about. It has more of
anedge, we like it".... So if you're in that switch mode on "Love
The Things", now could be the time to give the audience a full
broadside of that Balaam sound. The first track may have
been a bit withdrawn for real fans of the band but it proved
their ability to work onthe format. This followup isa more rock-
ing side of the band and that’s a welcome continuation of their

story.

The Church, "Reptile", Arista.... "How can AOR take a band’s opening track to #1 and not go out quickly on the
follow up", cries KNCN’s Tim Parker, "Even if you don't like the band you should play it".... What’s not to like? With the infec-
tious guitar riff and stunning vocals this tune is a natural. KBCO leads a pack of 15 early believers helping to put Starfish at 9*
on this weeks Album Chart and we look for "Reptile” to come slithering on the Hundred soon. So don't let this one crawl up your
leg without getting a chance to shed some skin on your airwaves.

CHARTSTARS

Poison, "Nothin’ But A Good Time", Enigma/Capitol.... KFMz’s Mike Richter cries, "This song
screams 'Party’. No doubt about it, it's got an attitude". Speaking of attitudes, the way rock radio feels about this band has
definitely changed. From what almost amounted to a total ignore mode on the last record to 106 stations strong in almost no
timeat all. WRIF, KISS, WLLZ, KNAC, WGIR, KDJK, WHCN, KMOD, WONE, KRXQ and KTYD are all on it. Who's new this week?
How does WNEW grab you? Speaking of grabbable, CFOX’s Karen Hewko states, "We are reacting to our listeners and push-
ing it up to Power rotation".... Phones have been ringing off the hook as "Good Time" jumps from 10 to 5 on the Most Requested
List. WBCN'’s Carter Alan wants to know, "When is this song going to be a beer commercial?".... How about whenever it's on
the air during the party weekends that are fast approaching. "Open Up And Say... Ahh!" is also loaded with great tunes, so give

it a listen. 24* on the Hundred, hey Bill, pass me another brewski.

AC/DC, "That’s The Way | Wanna Rock &
Roll", Atlantic.... Who sells out wherever they play, has
fans in the 25 + age group and has a sound that’s often im-
itated, but never duplicated? No, not Barry Manilow, but the
exact opposite end of the spectrum. These Aussie head-
bangers have been doing it for so long, and so successfully,
that an add for AC/DC can do nothing but good for your rock
and roll profile. WMMR came on board this week along with
7 others. KLOS, WBCN, KBPI, WLLZ, KISS, WNEW, KOME,
WRIF and KSJO are also on bringing the total stations playing
to97. "Blow Up Your Video" is at 26* on the Album Chart while
"That’s The Way" is still making it's climb up the Hard Hundred
at 31*.

Neil Young & the bluenotes, "This Note’s
For You", Reprise.... Expect aflurry of adds soon on
what WDVE’s Anthony Alfonsiis calling, "THE song that tells
it all about selling your songs for commercials. It reminds me
of some of John Lennon’s best protest songs".... WDVE along
with KZAP, WAPL, WRKI and KFMF were among the 9 new
adds, but the blips on our hitmaker radar are going crazy.
Let’s face it, who else besides Neil has the gonads to come
out and say what he feels about the latest Madison Avenue
craze. It was about time someone spoke up and this is just
the guy to do it. Currently at 55* on the HH the track is look-
ing stronger by the nanosecond and the Lp ain’t doin’ too bad
either at 3* on the Album Chart. "Ten Men Workin™ is also
hanging in there nice and tight at 5* here at Hard Acres.

Van Halen, "Black And Blue", Warner

Bros.... What more can be said, It's Eddie wailing away on
his axe, Sammy belting out those patented vocals, Michael
thumping on that bass and the backbeat being pounded out
by Alex. 158 reporters are on it, 113 in Heavy or better rota-
tions and that kind of emphasis play can’t be gotten with trad-
ing stamps. The VH boys were 2nd on the Increase Index with
34 Play Ups and let's talk phones, "Black And Blue" has a
stranglehold on the top spot of the Most Requested List. Al
Scott at KZEL says, "The audience is eating it up! [t really
bumps and grinds its way into your living room and Eddie has
one dirty guitar sound to boot".... "OU812" should be in you're
hands by late next week, can you feel the anticipation? Cur-
rently at 6* on the Hard Hundred.

Iron Maiden, "Can | Play With Madness",
Capitol.... When it comes to talking about this band’s
latest effort WGIR’s Karen A. Small may have hit the nail on
the head, "They have come up with a song that most album
radio can play outside of the Metal Shop. Their most acces-
sible yet".... WLLZ, KBPI, KNAC, WBAB, KOME, KTXQ, KSJO,
WHCN and WAPL are among the 64 reporters on. So you say
you've never played Maiden before. A year ago a lot of the
stations that are on "Madness" right now had said the same
thing and it appears to be working for them. Rock and roll has
many faces and Iron Maiden is one of the most bankable out
there. Don't be afraid, Eddie won't hurt you, especially when
his song is at 46* on the Hundred.

Timbuk 3, "Rev. Jack & His Roamin Cadillac Church", l.R.S.... These daysthe hippest MacDonald’s
around has nothing to do with Ronald. If you want to cause your listeners to do a double take with their triple thick shake, just
give this track some spins. Joe Skare at KFMQ says, "It's one of those unique songs on the radio that sets us apart".... Remem-
ber how cool "Future’s So Bright" sounded on the air? Especially when you kicked the CHR'’s tails up and down that add? Think
about it...the weather is getting good...why not do it again? KGB leads a list of 8 new stations this week, bringing the count to
96. WNEW, KTXQ, WDHA, KRXQ, WHCN, KATT, WGIR and KLOL are all part of the team effort. Dare we call it, "A Tune for our
Times?" 35* on the Hundred and still full of grace. | wonder if Swaggart likes it?

ALBUM PLAY PRIORITIES

Aerosmith, "Magic Touch", Geffen.... 15 more adds this week for the boys from Boston. KRXQ, WRKI, KMOD,
WAPL, KATT and WLVQ are just some of those who came on board. With the station total now up to 59, "Magic Touch" stands
at 50* on the HH and count on some major video action to up the ante for these guys. What, you say you've got no room on
the playlist, for shame.... WBCN, KBPI, WLLZ, WONE, KISS, KRQR and KILO all do, and these dudes don’t exactly play patty
cake with their playlist either. With the weather already heating up, you might as well give your audience another bit of "Per-
manent Vacation", goodness knows we could use one around here.
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Michael Bolton, "Wait On Love",
Columbia.... After the success of "Dock Of The Bay" it
appears that Michael is not about to let up. "The Bolton is a
great addition to our playlist", says KFMZ’s Mike Richter, 'The
quality of Jonathan Cain's production really shines".... KGB
heads a group of 12 new quality adds that help to bring the
station total to 69. WNEW, WMMR, KRQR and WRIF make up
a part of that list and the rest is all prime cut stuff. Ty Banks
at KQWB moved it to Heavy even though it took a forklift to
do it, "This man has that sexy voice that females seem to like."
Hormone shots aside, "Wait On Love" is at 42* on this weeks
Hundred, | think it’s time to leave the dock.

The Alarm, "Rescue Me", L.R.S.... wizn's
Tom Van Sant is really pleased with this tune, "It's the best
rock song on the Lp. So play it! They’ve never been a ballad
band and never will be, playing 'Rescue Me’ is the best way to
let the listeners know that".... KSHE, along with 11 others,
threw these Irishmen a rope and added it as well. Another one
of those new Alarmists this week was WKLS, where Beth
Kepple emotes, "The third time’s the charm for the Alarm, play
this cut".... WMMR, WBCN, KRXQ, WRCN and WAPL are just
afew of the 46 stations on what has to be one of the most hard
to put down songs from this album. Look at that healthy 10
spot jump this week on the HH to 60*.

3, "Lover To Lover", Geffen.... Pound for pound and note for note it's difficult to think of a more talented functioning
trio than these guys. Emerson’s lush and wide ranging keyboards and the melodic counterpoint of Carl Palmer with his sticks
and skins creates a dramatic setpiece for Robert Berry’'s vocal.

We are also seeing significant sales to back
upthe phones"....’KDF’s David Hall adds, "Anyone who loved
Joan Armatrading should love 'Fast Car and this song is
poised to attain the success that always eluded Joan".... The
request roll call appears to back that prediction up--with 19
Top fivers—-including WPYX, WPLR, WNEW, WMAD, WKXL,
WBRU, KRNA, KPEZ, KLBJ, KATP and CHEZ. The heavy play
count is equally impressive--with KBCO, KLBJ, KROQ, WFNX,
WLAV, WMAD, WNEW, WPLR and WZEW topping the list of
20.

Only Child, "I Believe In You",
Rampage.... This week KQWB’s Ty Bankstold us, 'l an-
ticipate this rocker will be around for a good long time. Talk
about a dominant rocker. It kicks!!".... WLLZ’s Jim Pember-
ton calls it "The only leftfielder that | really do like"--and let me
tell you folks, this man is hard to please! Also be aware that
in addition to WLLZ, KDKB came in this week, along with
WWRX and KFMG. It’s already on KJJO, KMOD, WBAB,
WCCC, and WYNF.

Noiseworks, "No Lies", Columbia.... The
leadoff number may have had been plenty slick enough--but
“No Lies" has the kind of hookpower that has made
Noiseworks such a big success Down Under. We're confident
in predicting a big crossover future here, encouraged by early
action on WDVE, KJJO, KXBR, WDHA, WRIK and WWTR. Lis-
ten and you'll hear.

Then Jerico, "Let Her Fall", MCA.... it came

out of nowhere--but the call letter quality coming in strongly
suggests Then Jerico is a keeper. Witness new air on KYYS,
KDKB, WBRU and WEQX. And of the fifty stations already in,
howzabout WHJY, WHCN, WDVE, WDIZ, WBCN, KQRS,
WCCC, KMOD and KICT. 82-68* on the Hundred.

Jon Anderson, "Hold On", Columbia....
WLLZ re-adds this week based on market response--along
with new air on KZLR, WAPL and WWZU. WDIZ ups rotation,
along with KLPX, WOUR, WPDH and WZXL. 51-47* on the
Hundred.

John Kilzer, "Red Blue Jeans", Geffen....
There’s a nice little phone build happening here, too--with
WDVE, WXRC, WLZR, WEQX and KZLR joining those ex-
pected hot requests at hometowners WEGR and KWLN. We
also like increased air reports from KTXQ, WDVE, KFMG,
WGIR and four more, as well as heavy play from KAZY and
KQRS. WKWQ’s Ron Marsh testifies, "We put John on the
air and let the people decide--and the vote of confidence has
beentremendous”.... WTUE’s John Beaulieu adds, "We hear
lots of good stuff on the street, he is putting out some very
good, no nonsense rock and roll--perfect for the format".... and
Inessa York, KGON explains, "We went this because it
belongs in the ’just good rock’ category".... Check the healthy
37-32* HH gain--courtesy of 11 more adds and 94 now play-
ing.

Living Colour, "Middle Man", Epic....
Couldn’t agree more with this from WAQX’s Lorraine Rapp,
"l can’t understand why more people aren’t raving about this
song. Although the guitar work might be reminiscent of
Trower or Hendrix, there is something refreshingly original
about the song".... Gosh, it couldn’t be that AOR types can't
quite figure out how four black guys could rock this hard, could
it? In addition to WAQX, we've also got new action at WQFM
and WIXV, with WPLR increasing. Ongoing play at WLLZ,
WNEW, KLOS, KDKB, KJJO, KMOD, WCMF, WFYV and more
bringing the 96-93* advance.

Parthenon Huxley, "Chance To Be
Loved", Columbia.... The ultralayered production
and unorthodox song structure will have you scratching your
ears on the first listen or two--but "Chance" is different enough
to stand out--and really quite memorable. WKWQ’s Ron
Marsh testifies, "Never have | heard production like this before.
What a voice! And the song is so lush it will definitely take
people by surprise".... Test it, why not?

10,000 Maniacs, "Like The Weather", Elektra.... what started as a decidedly left leaning favorite is now
pulling in those powerhouse commercial outlets--with KUPD, WLLZ, WDIZ, WKLT, WTPA and WAVF just adding. WAAF, KRNA,
WHEB, WOUR, WRCN and WZEW show increases, with lots 'o quality in the heavy play column, too: WBCN, WBRU, WCCC,
WDHA, WLAV, WNEW and WLAV included. You know we love to sock you with their sales update--and how does 360,000 grab
you, complete with a seventeen thousand five day? And with things just now kicking in at CHR and AC, just wait. Also be aware
that Black Entertainment Television just added it, with ongoing exposure at VH1, MTV and millions of independent outlets. At

this rate, better make it Ten Million Maniacs.

The top of the Winners Chart is seeing some new blood this
week and with the pack of solid performers currently in the
Top Ten it will be interesting to see who hits and who sticks.
Glass Tiger has come up with one of the most positive
response tracks to favor a relatively new band this year. In-
creased airplay at WTUE, WFYV, KSHE, KLOS and KGB helps
to move that puppy into a 10-8* landing pattern that should
help fuel continuing interest in their album. This high gloss
rocker sounds so good in the speakers that stations like
WHCN, KLPX, KLAQ, WRXK and WPYX are getting Power play
mileage out of it. Rod Stewart has impacted the Top Ten with
a sturdy 14-9* run this week helped along by a steady stream
of increases at format leaders like WOUR, KLBJ, WKDF, KBPI
and WKQQ. Rod has crafted a song that relies on all of his
tried and true back-brushed 'do moves, but somehow the
sound is fresh and easy on the inner ear from start to finish.
Big phones at WONE, WFYV and KYYS indicate a big round
of applause from the listener side for a song that the CHR's
will be banging all summer long. Third on the list of top flight
movers this week is Robert Plant whose "Ship Of Fools" is
nailing Heavy or better play at WRXK, KZAP, WZZO, WNEW,
KGGO, The Loop, WLLZ, KEZE, WDIZ and too many others
tomention here. The man has outdone himself with this album

and the audience acceptance is off the scale. Look for his 15-
10* move this week to be followed by more stellar growth in
the future.

Our prime chartburner this week comes from the cornfields of
Indiana and the fertile hit machine that is John Cougar
Mellencamp’s brain. "Rooty Toot Toot" moves 27-15* with
some rotational help from WBCN, CFOX, WWDC, KZAP,
WDVE and WEBN. Soon we will be playing the serial number
off this album but in the meantime let's get maximum use out
of a guy whose songs are past masters at radiating a good-
time summer buzz. Another big chart buster is a guy who
sounds like he's from Des Moines but actually hails from
Australia. Jimmy Barnes is getting lots of critical adds on
premium players like WEGR, WPYX, WHJY, KLOL, KTXQ and
WNOR and the number of smash reviews from MD's across
the format are increasing daily. Jimmy moves up 30-21* with
a host of building rotations on WFYV, KMOD, KLBJ, WLAV and
KBPI.

Back in the thick of things but looking like the next crop of
challengers are atrio of songs from artists as diverse as is con-
ceivable. Henry Lee Summer is getting a good run at the
upper third of the chart with "Darling Danielle Don't". This rock
solid followup is seeing an increasing level of airplay support
on KLOS, KWHL, WOUR, WPHD and WTUE. With a serious
35-27* curve and new adds from CFOX, WKDF, WNEW,
WEGR and WHJY it looks like this Americana rocker is going
to get bigger each time out. Joan Jett is making it look easy
with a 42-31* hike up the Winners Chart motivated by KGB,
KILO, WAAF, WMMR and WEBN. Phones are beginning to
get serious and a quick overview of the album shows that this
is no one song trip for Joan and The Blackhearts. Last of our
backfield breakers is Timbuk 3, a duo with enough combined
talent to fuel two or three groups at once. This album and the
first single from it are a gratifying confirmation of the hints-of-
greatness that marked their first release. "Reverend Jack" has
his Cadillac all tuned up and his 44-36* spin on the turnpike is
looking like the goods at KBCO, KLBJ, WHCN, WXRT and
CHEZ where it gets Heavy rotational treatment. New airplay
at WLVQ, WFYV, KMOD and KGB indicates more of the same
in the near future.

Debuts this week include yet another Neil Young offering,
"This Note's For You", which shows up at 42* based upon the
enthusiastic response of format leaders like KILO, WMMR,
KQRS, WPYX and KZAP. The interest in this song is so intense
that it has jumped a monstrous 12 slots ahead of its HH place-
ment. Make no mistake, this is the one to deliver on with those
Neil fans out there. It's a genuine pleasure to see Graham
Parker getting so much positive attention for his superlative
release "Start A Fire". This return to the format is one of the
most musically satisfying songs available right now and with
support from WBCN, KBCO, KTXQ, WMMR and WRXK this
might be the most important song in the man’s career. A 43*
debut with more on the horizon and maybe Mr. Parker will final-
ly find the success that has eluded him for so long. Aeros-
mith has emptied four or five full clips on an unsuspecting
format and, guess what, they are back with a Stinger missile
for your playlist. "Magic Touch" hits the Winners Chart at 45*
this week and the rollcall of players reads mighty impressive,
KDKB, WONE, WBCN, WDIZ, WFYV, KPOI, WHCN and
KMOD. Look for yet another video to wrap up audience
response and get on that gravytrain now. John Cafferty and
The Beaver Brown Band remain one of those stylistic sensa-
tions that defy gravity with every release. This time they show
up at 46* on the Winners Chart and things are looking up with
support from WPLR, WBCN, WHCN, KGGO, WLLZ, WMNR,
KTYD and WNEW.

But wait, there's more! Tracy Chapman also enters the chart
at 48* on a wave of music intensive adds at WLLZ, WBCN,
KBCO, WPYX and KLOL. Her tasteful reflections on life and
its occasionally bruising moments have made for an impres-
sive first time outing. With Bruce Hornsby locking up the top
of the chart, it was about time that a depth track started to cir-
culate and "Look Out Any Window" is the choice at 49* with
play on WWDC, WYNF, The Loop, WNOR and WEBN. Our
final entry this week sees Jon Anderson'’s solo project notch-
ing playlist time on CFNY, WNEW, KVRE, WLLZ and many
more. The tail end of the Yes cyclone is the perfect starting
point for this programmer fave.

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THE NO SPEAK INTERVIEW
YOU HEARD IT FIRST

(BUT NOT HERE)

One of the most interesting permutatons on the label fron-
tier has been the recent creation of the No Speak label out
of a roster of artists that would otherwise have been
signed to IRS. The music on these releases has found its
way into our speakers at the HARD REPORT on more than
one occasion and whether it served to sooth the savage
beast on deadline day or to (clap) pump us up when the
going got slow, the effect has always been a welcome one.
The class act rock of Wishbone Ash, (Miles Copeland’s
first management signing), and the stellar work of Pete
Haycock and Stewart Copeland Tade the first batch of
releases a treat for music lovers everywhere. Let’s not for-
get the William Orbit contribution’which helped focus at-
tention on one of the most gifted and energetic musical
lodestones on the scene today. After wearing out the vinyl
on my first set of No Speak albums, (and in the vain hope
that CD service will follow this article), | got on the phone
with the IRS grand poobah of promotion Barry Lyons to
discuss the future face of Rock and Roll without words.

Jim.... Would | be correct in categorizing this No Speak effort
by IRS as one of the most adventurous efforts yet from a label
that has built a reputation on innovation?

Barry.... mmph...mmmmhmm.....

Jim.... A lot of this No Speak material is being referred to as
instrumental rock for the Nineties. Are you actually saying that
rock without lyrics can be more than just filler for the format?

Barry.... bzzzt...mrphelpg....

Jim.... Many new age stations play this material but a lot of
mainstream AOR’s have found the audience response to this
music very positive on their New Music shows and sometimes
even on regular rotations. Does this mean that the appeal of
No Speak is destined to expand well beyond the narrow limita-
tions of the New Age format?

Barry.... ruh roh....

Jim.... How do you respond to criticism that this is just a
watered down attempt to superserve the New Age format?

Barry.... #**@!##*....

Jim.... This music seems to work very well with a rock
audience that is currently being underserved by the format.
I’mtalking about the 32 year old listener who grew up with rock
music and has stopped being responsive 10 new music, not
because they don't like new music but because there hasn't
been that much new music targetted at them that is relevant
to their musical needs and lifestyle. To be more specific, isn't
one of the problems in getting older listeners involved with new
music that they have a difficult time getting next to songs that
havea lyrical content more appropriate to 18 and 20 year olds?

Barry.... hommina hommina hommina.....

Jim.... Wouldn’t this also explain why a record like Joe
Satriani, which some programmers initially categorized as
metal, tested so well with 25-34’s?

Barry.... mmmmhm....

Jim.... As for the artists involved, Pete Haycock used to play
with the Climax Blues Band and Wishbone Ash was certainly
known in their heyday more for their screaming twin lead
guitars than they were for their singing. Do you agree that this
is an indication that the current generation of listeners, raised
on the musical virtuosity of Jimi Hendrix, Duanne Aliman, Keith
Emerson, Carlos Santana, Jorma Kaukonen, Eric Clapton and
Frank Zappa, still have a thirst for the great playing epitomized
by our past?

VOIVOD PART IV

HARD REPORT: DO YOU FEEL THAT VOIVOD IS AN EX-
PERIMENTAL BAND?

AWAY: We do a lot of experimenting. We were trying to find
new musical structures, new lyrical concepts, we were trying
to explore. We want to do what no one has done before. We
could have become bigger after "War And Pain". We could
have been at the level we are now four years ago. We instead
chose to explore. It takes a few years longer with experimen-
tal bands.

SNAKE: When you're an experimental band, it takes tome for
people to understand what you are trying to say. You have to
explain the whole thing. there will always be people who will
want things explained but also people who will on very fast.
They know original things when they see them.

HR: DESCRIBE THE PERSONALITY OF THE VOIVOD.

AWAY: The Voivod is a concept that | created when | was
young. | created him so that he could rival this world of ours.
I used it for my drawings. the Voivod is not a super hero. Some-
times he can represent something bad like oppression. Kor-
gull is someone who is guarding a hole. When people try to
get out, he shoots at them. He’s not a very good character.
Sometimes he can represent something that can be ex-
pressed as either good or evil. He's not someone we want to
be like. He's just someone to express our emotions through.

HR: DO YOU FEEL THAT BECAUSE OF VOIVOD, MAJOR
AND INDEPENDENT LABELS ARE NOW LOOKING MORE
AT CANADIAN THRASH BANDS?

AWAY: | think we opened the doors from Canadian bands like
Slayer and Metallica did for us. the new bands in Montreal like
D.B.C. and Aggression are all influenced by what we did.

SAL TREPPIEDI
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FIFTH ANGEL’S KEN MARY

Originally released on Roadrunner Records in Europe, "Fifth Angel" won great reviews from the metal com-
munity the first time around but didn’t get exposure with American audiences. This time it’s been re-released
on Epic and is finally getting the respect and recognition it truly deserves. Who is this band? Fifth Angel is
one of the hardest rocking and hardest working metal acts to re-enter the scene this year. Members Ted Pilot,
James Byrd, Ed Archer, John Macko and Ken Mary, combine stand-out musicianship with intense and
thoughtful lyrics to create nothing short of killer music. Drummer Ken Mary has worked with such notable
artists as Alice Cooper and David Chastain on various projects. There is no question that Fifth Angel is his

top priorty now and he recently told us why.

Chris: Can we first start off with how you got started in music
and then eventually with the Fifth Angel project?

Ken: Okay, sure. | started playing drums at about the age of
13, in junior high, you know like everybody does. For me there
was no question - | always wanted to play drums. So | started
back then and by the time | was 15 I'd met Ed and Ted who
are both in Fifth Angel and we had a little high school type
band together. Then we went our own ways and everybody
kind of did their own thing. Then we got together in about 1984
and did a demo tape that had some of the songs that are on
"Fifth Angel" record on it and we sent it out. We got an inde-
pendent record deal that did well in Europe and then we got
the deal with Epic in the United States.

Chris: Soyou started out on Roadrunner. There must be quite
a difference in working with a major label now.

Ken: Yeah... Well | think that the big difference is that your
music is much more widely available. When you’re on an in-
dependent label, you're only available at certain specialty
stores, so for someone - even ifthey really like the band, going
out and getting the record could be very difficult. So with a
major label usually your record is available in most or all record
stores. It just makes it easier for people who are into the band
to getthe record...And of course you also have things like tour
support and videos and stuff. So in terms of just the industry
part of it there’s a lot that’s better with a major label.

Chris: Why did you choose to re-release the "Fifth Angel"
album instead of putting our new material?

Ken: Well we had all the material ready to go for the new
record, but when Epic heard the record they really thought it
was a great album and should be put out in the United States.
It wasn’t really scheduled for release here and there were only
3,000 copies printed up, period, for the entire United States.
Soreally the only people who had it were the radio people and
the magazines and it really wasn't available to the general

public. So Epic said, "This is a great record, let’s put it out and
let everybody have a chance to hear it and build up a base so
that when we do the next record people will already be familiar
with the band".

Chris: What can we be looking for on the new one?

Ken: | think the new one, will still be very heavy and every-
thing we ever do will still sound like Fifth Angel. | think we're
going to expand a little. We'll have some songs on there that
are even heavier and some that are lighter than anything we
put on the last record.

Chris: You have been involved with a lot of projects like the
Alice Cooper tour, Chastain, and of course this record. | take
it Fifth Angel is your top priority though?

Ken: Yeah, you know it's kind of like it’s "my band", not mine
personally but it’s like a real "band" vibe and everybody works
together. You know Alice Cooper is more like, well, Alice
Cooper. This is a band situation and that's something I'm a lit-
tle more comfortable with.

Chris: How did you get involved with the Chastain projects?

Ken: Well, Dave and | have been working together since, |
think around "85 or so, when we did our first record together.
Mike Varney called me up (I'd worked with Mike before) and
he said he had this guitarist in Cincinnati who needed a drum-
mer on his record and would | do it, and | said, "Sure". So |
went down there and played on the record and Dave and | got
along so well that for every record after that he calted me up
and said, "Hey, you want to do the record?" and I'd say, "Of
course”. It's really great to work with Dave, so we've done four
records together. He’s a really nice guy too, and whenever you
have a situation where you have great players wha play well
together and really get along perfectly it's a good working
relationship.
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Chris: Are you planning on doing any touring with Dave and
Co.?

Ken: | think pretty much the commitment to Fifth Angel is
gonna restrict what I've been able to do in the past. | don't
think I'll be able to do as much. We're supposed to be going
out onthe road in a month and a half with Fifth Angel, so | have
to prepare for that and we're supposed to be doing a video so
as far as my time goes, Fifth Angel is taking up most of it.

Chris: Where do the songwriting responsibilities fall in Fifth
Angel?

Ken: Uhm, with the next album most of the writing’s been
done by Ed, Ted and myself. John who's a relatively new
member of the band, as of yet hasn’t had a chance to put a
great deal of input into that. | think with the record after this
he’ll have quite an effect on the band 'cause he’s a great writer
as well. It's just one of those situations where he hasn't been
involved that long and it's gonna take some time for him to
adjust to the band and to start to work with us. On the next
album the material is phenomenal. It’s just a great album,

Chris: Who's going to produce it?

Ken: 1think we're gonna stick with producing it ourselves and
with Terry Date We were really happy with what we did on the
last record, especially when you consider the budget we did
it on. It was areally limited budget and now that we're on Epic
we’'ll have a regular budget and probably around $150,000 or
so. Yeah, Ithink we will

to a band, to a point. Take a band like Poison who was almost
completely made by their videos. They had the record out and
not much was really happening, until they got the videos out.
| don't think that for Fifth Angel it'll be all that important, but |
think it'll be good to have one and it’ll be good for people to
see the band perform and they can become more
knowledgeable about the band. | don't think it’ll make or break
us though. Live performance, when we get the chance to go
out there and show what we can do, | think that’s really what's
gonna do it for us.

Chris: Do you like playing live more than studio work?

Ken: I love them both. | love playing live but then again | also
love playing in the studio. They're like two entirely different
worlds. In the studio, you're laying something down for all of
eternity and it's gonna be there forever so you have to be
extremely meticulous about what your playing so that's a
challenge. When you play live you're concentrating more on
just rock and roll. You want to put out the energy and the vibe
and you might not be so concerned about being exactly "on"
as long as the energy is there.

Chris: When you're writing material or performing, do you
consider the influence it may have on your listeners, do you
feel it has an effect onthem at all?

Ken: Well... | do and | don't. It's a free country. You can say
what you want, and if somebody doesn't like it they don't have
to buy it. | think it’s really important that bands are free to
express themselves

Chris: It must feel pretty good to see everything beginningto
happen for Fifth Angel.

Ken: Well, we've worked so hard for so long that we won't be
able to breathe easily until see gold and platinum records
beginning to appear on our walls. We're not gonna let up one
bit until we've achieved a certain level of success, and even
then we'll keep going. You can always improve on what you've
accomplished.

Chris: Where did you get the name Fifth Angel?

Ken: That was actually from when Ted's brother had a course
onthe Bible in college. He found the name and we already had
a song called "Fifth Angel" so we thought that it would be a
great name for a band. Now there are bands called Death
Angel and Dark Angel, a million angels, but when we picked
the name four years ago, no one else had Angel in their name.
The original Angel had already broken up, and no was really
using it so at the time it was a really original name. We're not
religious or anti-religious.

Chris: You're doing a video from this album?

Ken: Yeah, we'll be going in to do one for "Fifth Angel", and
we’'ll have everything to do with the concepts and working on
the video.

No matter what, any Fifth Angelrecord, whether it’s this
one or a new one, that anyone picks up is guaranteed to have
great songs, great production and will look great. So that when
people go out and spend $20 on a CD, they’re not going to be
disappointed. That’s something I'll guarantee and even seeing
uslive, whatever we do, we're going to do the best we possibly
can. We're a really dedicated band and won'’t put out anything
we don’t believe in.

UK MUSIC NEWS

Sinead O’Connor has revealed a possible fim career, a duet
with another artist and a tour of the British Isles. As everyone
knows, Sinead O’Connor is North America’s number one al-
ternative act, due in no small part to early efforts by your trus-
ty "Hard Report". But a similar impact has yet to be felt here
in Britain or even in her native Ireland. The album has sold
reasonably here, but her London shows (just before her U.S.
tour) were greeted with a Lukewarm response from the British
music press. Hopefully this state of affairs will change soon,
as O’Connor embarks on a short tour early next month of Eire
and The United Kingdom, with her album being re-promoted
by Chrysalis. While she was in the United States, O’Connor
discussed the possibility of a movie career with the William
Morris Agency of Hollywood, it was revealed in "Melody
Maker". She is due to do a screen test soon, but both Sinead
and the agency stress that any future film role would be non-
music related. Sinead has also revealed that she will be
recording a duet with Bjork, the lead singer for the top indie
band The Sugarcubes (much raved about by yours truly). The
pair will record two songs; an Icelandic folk song and a tradi-
tional Irish song. O’Connor is also hoping to participate in the
Reyjavik festival in The Sugarcubes native Iceland, headlined
by the band. Sinead’s second album has originally been
scheduled for the end of this year, but due to the amazing
response in the U.S. the album has been put back so she can
spend more time on your side of the water. Her current single
is the remix of "| Want Your Hands On Me" with rapper McLyte.

The Style Council break eight months of silence with the
release of anew single 16th May; "Life At A Top People’s Health
Farm". The B-side is called "Sweet Loving Ways" while the
twelve inch features two additional remixes of the A-side. An
album is expected soon from the now official trio of Paul
Weller, Mick Talbot and DC Lee.

The inimitable Malcolm MclLaren has been giving details
about his next album, currently being mixed in Los Angeles
and due for release in September. He describes the record
as "Johann Strauss meets James Brown with a dash of Vic-
torian parlor music.* (!!!!) He has managed to merge 3/4
waltzes with 4/4 beatbox rhythms to produce “...something no-
one has quite attempted before. People should find it quite in-
teresting!"

Wire release a new album, "A Bell Is A Cup...Until It s Struck"
16th May. The ten track album was recorded in Berlin and
produced by Wire with Gareth Jones. Tracks are: "Silk Skin
Paws",. "The Finest Drops", "The Queen Of Ur", "Free Falling
Division", "It's A Boy", "Boiling Boy", "Kidney Bingos", "Come
Back In Two Halves”, "Follow The Locust" and "A Public Place".

Scritti Politti release their long awaited follow-up to 1985’s
"Cupid and Psyche" next month. The album, released by Vir-
gin Records will be called "Provision" and will include the cur-
rent hit single "Oh Patti".

In a unique deal between the Soviet label Melodia and EMI
(UK) Paul McCartney will be releasing an album of rock and
roll cover versions which will only be available in The Soviet
Union! Melodia have been given exclusive rights to the thir-
teen track album. Four of the tracks can be found on 12 inch
versions of this single "Once Upon A Long Time Ago" but the
other nine are previously unreleased, nor are they likely to be
ever released in the west. The full track listing is "Kansas City",
"Lawdy Miss Clawdy", "20 Flight Rock", "Bring It On Home",
"Lucille”, "Don’t Get Around Much Anymore", "I'm Gonna Be A
Wheel Some Day", "That’s Alright Mama”, "Summertime", "Ain’t
That A Shame", "Cracking Up", "Just Because", "Midnight Spe-
cial'. Some may notice that a few of the songs were also
covered by John Lennon on his famous "Rock and Roll" album
(1976). Says Macca: "The new spirit of friendship opening up
in Russia has enabled me to make this gesture to my Russian
friends and let them hear one of my records first for a change."

The Trend Connection, an Australian novelty firm has
revealed their rather gruesome plans, whereby they have of-

fered Mick Jagger over $20 million to buy his ashes after his
death. They propose to then transfer his ashes into 1000
hourglass egg-timers (which they would then sell at $1 million
each). Trend Connection Director Guenter Roth says "Mick
Jagger is the best symbal for a whole generation of action and
motion in music. (???7?) This would be a chance for him to
become a symbol for motion after his death. (?77?111?7211) A
spokesman for Mick Jagger has called the bid "preposterous”
and said they were taking it with a pinch of salt.

New Order have been describing how "Blue Monday 88" came
about. The project was the brainchild of Quincy Jones" record
company, Qwest Records. "Blue Monday" was never released
in America, despite becoming a dance club favorite in the
cities and Quincy Jones wanted a blacker feel for American
radio. "The bass sequencer is much softer." explains New
Order’'s manager, Rob Gretton to "The New Musical Express".
"None of us were really that interested because the records'’s
five years old. But no one was against it being remixed. The
band did a video for it, and then they went in and recorded
overdubs, but Quincy didn't use the re-recorded vocals or
drums." The record, which threatens the number one spot in
the British charts was not originally to be released in Britain,
but the demand from UK fans became too much. Various
theories abound as to what the song is actually about. Some,
coming as it did in the middle of 1982, saw it as an anti-
Falkland’s war record. But the favored theory seems to be a
rather obscure reference to a track by Fats Domino in the 50s
called "Blue Monday", to the strains of which six Swedish stu-
dents committed suicide in the 1950’s. It was written alleged-
ly to test out the bands’s new drum machine, and it ended up
breaking them away from the darker sounds of Joy Division
forever. Although "Blue Monday" in its original form was for
many years running the biggest selling twelve inch ever in
Britain, the remix has already sold more in one week than the
original did over two years, within the UK. That means it has
sold more than 800,000 copies! Despite this enormous suc-
cess, manylongtime New Order fans dislike the remix, among
them the NME’s Len Brown who reviewed it as "..criminally
tarted up, softened and sweetened for mass consumption." It
follows the grim trend started by (producer) Stephen Hague
with "True Faith" of reducing (Peter) Hook’s bass penetration
-those glorious tum rumbles that Morrissey stole for "Everyday
Is Like Sunday" - to clot the grooves with squeals, mumblings
and sparky’s search for the lost chord." Despite New Order’s
immense success with "Blue Monday" they have never
received any platinum or gold discs for the record as they are
not members of the BPI (the British equivalent of RIAA) al-
though they have ironically picked up a BPI Award for "True
Faith", the video. This was because the video award was one
of two not chosen by the BPI, but the producers of "Top Of
The Pops" from viewer response.

Ozzy Osbourne has revealed the line-up of his new band who
will be performing at small venues in Britain. Ozzy is reunited
with his old pal from Black Sabbath Geezer Butler on bass.
The band also includes 21 year old New Jersey guitarist Zakk

The real new name for

Michael
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Wylde who joined the band last year. The lineup is completed
by Randy Castillo on drums - the only survivor from Ozzy’s last
band - and John Sinclair on keyboards. They have finished
work on a new album, tentatively titled "Son Of A Nun"
scheduled for a September release. Commenting on the new
group’s decision to play a tour of colleges and small venues,
Ozzy says: "I'm bored. | want to get back out there and real-
ly tread the boards in time-honored fashion."

Specialist label Charley Records have admitted they possess
tapes to make a proposed album "The Decca Sessions 1.1.
62’ but have promised not to release the material pending a
High Court Action by former Beatles Paul McCartney and
George Harrison with Yoko Ono, to prevent the label from dis-
tributing the fab four's early demo tapes. The Beatles
recorded 15 songs with Pete Best on drums for Decca, who
turned them down ("That guitar sound is going out of fashion.")
Manager Brian Epstein handed the tapes around to various
companies in search of a deal. The album has been out twice
before in the UK and twice successfully stopped; once in 1982
and again in '83. The tapes are believed to be of American
origin. The case starts in two weeks.

UK INDUSTRY NEWS

Tandy Electronics claimthee have developed an inexpensive
method of manufacturing CDs that can record as well as play.
The company has managed to record and erase information
onto a disc some 40 times! The system, titled Thor-CD is to
be launched within two years and Tandy say that initial
machines will cost around $500.

=Thought to be intotal decline, British observers are astonished

to see a huge boost in single sales. The reason? The success
of the new experimental CD single format. They account al-
ready for 7% of the singles market within only a few weeks of
it’s launch and that figure is expected torise every month. The
CD single was originally intended as a promotional device
only, but the music industry is now taking a second look.

Island Records chief Chris Blackwell has decided to sell off
the publishing arm of the company, Island Music, which ironi-
cally celebrates its 25th anniversary this month. The company
is expected to be sold by the summer and contains the rights
to most of Island Records’ most famous work. Blackwell says
he wants the company to concentrate on the creative side of
music and draws an analogy with the record company who
do all the signing, A & R, marketing and publicity but not the
manufacturing or distribution. Lionel Conway, the Los An-
geles based President of Island Music is to take an active role
in selling the company and he is believed to be trying to find
a buyer who will take on existing staff and premises intact.

Britain’s most successful record company in terms of overall
sales, Dutch-owned Polygram, have held a meeting in Mar-
bella, Spain, to assess their worldwide strategy. Polygram
sales in North America rose from 19 to 21 percent and the
company intend to continue aggressive competition with
American giants WEA and CBS. The company also intends to
float Phillips Electronics on the world’s stock exchanges al-
though no date has been set. Polygram’s most successful
artists have been Bon Jovi (an astounding 12 million copies
for "Slippery When Wet") Def Leppard, Level 42, and John
Cougar Mellencamp. Compact Discs now account for 40 per-
cent of the company'’s turnover.

Fields Of The Nephilim release their new single "Moonchild"
23rd May...Elvis Costello played a benefit concert for striking

seamen involved in a long-running dispute between themsel-
ves and the PEO ferry company. ...The Madness release their
new single "What's That" 16th May..taken from their current
self-titted album...Promising indie group House Of Love
release their self-titted album on Creation Records this
week...Boy George releases a social single soon, "Stop
Clause 28" which refers to new British Government legislation
outlawing the promotion of homosexuality in schools, libraries
and by local councils...Although the big Glastonbury Peace
Festival is not on this summer (it will return in 1989) the Cam-
paign For Nuclear Disarmament, the festival's sponsors,
plan a smaller event in Edinburgh, Scotland, this August.
Danny Wilson, The Mighty Lemon Drops, The Bhundu Boys
and Clannad are the first to sign up...Morrissey will not be
playing live shows in the near future, says EMI Records,
despite press reports to the contrary. Meanwhile the only Mor-
rissey, and an S. Morrissey at that, in the telephone book of
the singer's home town of Manchester, has revealed that his
life is daily hell, with the telephone constantly ringing off the
hook. "Even when my wife answers the phone, they think it's
Morrissey's mother." says the disgruntled resident...Quote of
the week from Public Enemy’s Flavor Flav:" "BBC England?
What's that, a college radio station?"....The Red Hot Chili
Peppers release their Abbey Road EP this week. Although
not recorded at Abbey Road Studios, the cover features the
band in Beatles-crossing-the-road pose, but with nothing on
but their sock over the dong trademark, a photo carried by all
the UK music papers this week...Judas Priest release their
"Ram It Down" album here next week...The next Pet Shop
Boys single is "Domingo Dancer" but the bad news is that it
won'tbe out until August. Their film, "It Couldn’t Happen Here"
is released across the UK in July...It's not often that bands give
record companies freebies, ungrateful wretches that most of
them are. Not so with nice boys The Adventures who sent
round bottles of champagne to the staff of WEA in London to
thank them for their hard work. 1-2-3 aaaah!...Douglas Hart
of the Jesus And Mary Chain claims he hasn’t washed his hair
in two years! (Excuse me while | throw up - Ed)...Playing
around these fair isles this week, The Sugarcubes begin their
third tour of Britain. One of the brightest new acts here The
Bible, whose new album was produced by Steve Earle, do
some shows. Fleetwood Mac celebrate 21 years with their UK
tour - bring back Peter Green! - and also strutting their stuff
are chartoppers Fairground Attraction, Nanci Griffith, Johnny
Cash, Icicle Works and Saxon.

Forthe number of generic album rock records we receive, you
would expect more of them to succeed. How many bands
have decided or have had their label decide that the band
needs a slick, middle of the road production to appeal to
mainstream album radio. Whether it's a metal band softening
their sound, or an alternative group shaving their edges, the
commercial result is disastrous. Record buyers don't want a
metal band that has softened or an alternative group that has
abandoned the distinctions that made them stand out. These
generic recordings appeal to program directors at mainstream
album rockers that trust consultants more than they trust
themselves. Theirony is that those are the sort of stations that
seem to have the worst track record establishing artists at
retail. Soa well intentioned band will seek to conform its sound
to a segment of the format that doesn’t sell records.... Speak-
ing of selling records, we appreciated Jetson’s comments
about their early support of new artists being forgotten as soon
as the artist succeeds. In every market where one station
clearly takes chances, that station will be taken for granted.
And as soon as an artist can kiss up to some station that prides
itself on its 20 current records, they usually will. When we think
of the artists that we've had to fight to maintain a promotional
association with, it’s amazing we still take phone calls. "Hey
man, it's the management. Hey man, it's the promoter. Hey
man, it's the label." Bullshit. We've heard it all. It's a lack of
hindsight and foresight. It's a quick fix business. There are
people you can trust. Cherish them. There are people you
can't. Let themregret it.... Record of the week: Camper Van
Beethoven. This is a gloriously varied piece of work. "Eye Of
Fatima" is bare knuckled American rock. "Waka" is simply the
best rock instrumental of the year.
