The Jeff Healey Band, "Confidence Man", Arista.... You might have heard about Arista's hot new blues 
guitarist out of Toronto and be thinking, "Oh, no, another white boy lost in the blues." Well, first of all, Jeff don't know or care if 
he's white, black or purple--but his blindness has had a profound effect on what he gets outta that Fender. As noted by the likes 
of Stevie Ray and his mentor Albert Collins, Jeff's laptop technique has apparently enabled this 22 year old phenom to play with 
the kind of dexterity and sensitivity it usually takes a lifetime to hone. Assume this guy is blessed with rare musical instincts, but 
believe his five fingered fretting style enables him do the previously near impossible. I mean, would you drive a car from the 
shotgun position? It's truly amazing that no one thought of this before, although a player named Thumbs Carlisle turned a few 
ears back in the fifties. And we think you'll also agree that Jeff's got an authentic vocal approach as well. Think you've seen it 
all? Check out Arista's promotional video presentation and you'll realize that when it comes to inspiration and innovation you 
aint' heard nothing yet. 

Bon Jovi, "Bad Medicine", Polygram.... 
There is a tendency to approach any new offering from one of 
the world's most successful rock artists with clinical, cynical 
analysis. After all, any new Bon Jovi is always one of any 
quarter's most important musical events. And given Jon's 
straight up success curve to date, you know the artistic 
pressure to perform at his end has got to be immense. That's 
why we were slightly surprised to receive a song that's most 
of all F-U-N. After all, songs like"Wanted Dead Or Alive" amply 
demonstrated the band's ability to brilliantly shift gears out of 
the "Rock Til Ya Drop" philosophy it takes to dominate those 
core demos. Certainly it's not unreasonable to expect further 
artistic exploration on the upcoming "New Jersey" album, but 
for now, "Bad Medicine" is nothing but another month of 
summer. It's some of Bon Jovi's best party rock to date, thanks 
to the most concentrated dose of studio tricks and more 
bounce per ounce than he's ever packed into any recorded 
performance.  The serious stuff comes later; now let's 
concentrated on taking this to #1 inside of two weeks. 

RECORD OF THE WEEK 
John Hiatt, "Slow Turning", A&M.... His old 
fans love it, and serious new believers are lining up on a weekly 
basis--and as fans of the highest order we couldn't be happier. 
The single's got 24 more adds (tough in a short week), 10 
increases (KISW, KLBJ, WBCN, WNOR), and a strong 95 
station total after only three weeks. Gotta be his best start ever. 
Ron Sorenson comments, "We think it's his best record yet. 
His continued progress as a songsmith and Glyn John's deft 
touch behind the big board have smoothed the texture without 
removing all the edges".... From Fred McFarlin at WRFX, "I've 
been wearing this record out. Great to see the return of the 
singer/songwriter"... Curt Cartier, KEZE, adds, "The Hiatt 
fulfills our upper end. This album is just so damn intelligent".... 
and from WKWQ's Art Boerke, "As much as I loved the last 
album, this is the song to make him a star on American radio".... 
It's far and away #1 on my personal platter ladder, and 
underlined 44-34* on the Hard Hundred. 

Night Ranger, "I Did It For Love", MCA.... Trends come and go, but kids of all ages are always eager to 
identify with a love song. And there's no doubt that best selling soundtracks from Young Love funfilms have had a major impact 
on the kind of music those hormone bombs relate to. It's not stretching the point to argue that producers of that ilk could have 
used Night Ranger as the role model for much of the music that Tom Cruise made all his best moves over. Think about it—lots of 
synth, a quick sprint to the hook, and a lyric that could move Mother Theresa to leave those regular habits behind. But what 
really counts in this league is that good old theater of the mind universality--and that's where Jack Blades and the boys really 
shine. Look for females right off the bat, and heavy prom night play from here to eternity. 

HARD ACTS 
Bulletboys, "Smooth Up....", WB.... The WB 
folks came back from Nawlins very bullish on the Bulletboys 
and after blasting this high-decibel delight all week long you 
can count us in, too. This high gloss package of bad boy rock 
comes to you gift wrapped in that patented Ted Templeman 
modern day wall of wallop production, with just enough early 
Van Halen touches to insure that lower brain stem reponse any 
body rock release has got to start with. Lots of duel axe attack, 
drums ten feet tall, and a good lookin' high profile big decibel 
front man. But in terms of hitting those sex crazed teens where 
they live, the Bulletboys bump and grind in a class all their own. 
This particular lyric might not make Axl blush, but you know 
it'll titillate those actives into some serious phone manipulation. 
We hear a lot of Def Lep in the mix, the very best parts of Billy 
Squier's "Stroke" (the best and most borrowed sing along 
chorus ever?), and plenty of bombast to turn your radio into a 
dangerous weapon. And just wait tu l you get a chance to 
twin-spin this with the on deck ditty, "Hard As A Rock"! 

Miph.elle  Shocked,  "Anchorage",  
Poiyaor.... Coming up with what qualifies as new and 
different subject matter is murder for any artist--and Michelle's 
prowess in that regard alone is an effective airplay argument. 
Combine her relatable lyrics with the starkly effective folky style 
and you've got what we think will be one of the fall's female 
and upper demo success stories--both in terms of the critical 
press and radio play.  We could quote KWHL's Cyndee 
Maxwell, but you know the tune has to be a hit thereabouts. 
So here we go with WGIR's Karen Small and 'This lady is a 
huge talent and this is one of my favorite current records".... 
New on KWHL, KTYD, KJQN and WEQX, with KBCO, WBCN, 
WLAV, WLLZ, WFBQ, and WZZO among 21 early believers. 
New at 99*. 

TO FOLLOW 
Jon Astley, "Put This Love To The Test", 
Atlantic.... Take your time to decide on this record if you 
need to. That could make Danny Buch crazy, but Jon's used 
to waiting. Last year he waited months for you to get serious 
about "Jane", and it became one of the summer's most 
requested records. That's not to say that most of the fence 
sitters didn't hear a hit--they just couldn't decide if the quirk 
quotant was over the edge. This time out you might be 
concerned that the song is too risque--but sex sells a lot more 
than ketchup. We say go with your instincts and make this 
future hit all you own before it happens across town. It's up to 
81* this week, after adds at WBCN, WDHA, WBRU, KFMU, 
KWIC, WBER, WIBA, WIMZ and WRXK, where Greg Mull 
notes, "This is just as catchy as 'Jane' and my be more 
accessible since the point is made very clear--'Let's get nekkid 
and lay in a pile!'". 

ROben Ford, "Talk To Your Daughter",  
Wu.... Though "Wild About You" made presentable chart 
moves while scoring Top 5 phones in places like Hartford, 
Pittsburg and San Jose, we can only assume the tune's slightly 
uptown production put the track on permanent "wait and see" 
status at a few too many stations to catch the big wave. I know 
we can't tell you how many programmers told us they loved 
the record and were "just trying to find a little room". Well, 
now's the time to find it, folks. "Talk To Your Daughter' leans 
even harder on Robben's blues roots, and where it's seen 
action the active response is there. F'rinstance, Corpus Christi, 
where KNCN's Tim Parker tells us, "We like to think we can 
hear a good track and this is one of them.

The follow up locks a second active add week, with KFMH, KRZQ, KZOQ, 
WKLC, WKXL, WYBB, and KSJO, where Patty Martin reports, "We tested the remix last week to such positive resposne that we 
just couldn't ignore it. This track proves that Gary is back and ready to rock".... New at 98*, with KBOY, KMJX, KMOD, KSQY, 
WIBA, WRIF, AND WOUR adding last week.

NAB PREVIEW 
The National Association of Broadcasters is lighting things 
up in Washington, D.C. this week. There will be four days and 
nights of meetings, chicken in a body-bag luncheons, 
seminars with the best in the biz and, of course, more charcoal 
gray blazers than you can hit with a stick. Paul Harvey will be 
the keynote speaker and that kind of sets the tone for the event 
don't you think? Make no mistake, the political overtones will 
be strongly in evidence for all to see. It is, after all, the last 
hurrah for the Reagan regime and we should see plenty of 
Washington Monument ice, if not butter, sculptures looming 
large over the patriotic red, white and blue buffets. 

CODY INVADES JAPAN 
Word is out that Frank Cody has reached up and plucked what 
could be the plum of his long career. Cody/Leach Broadcast 
Architecture have signed FM Japan to a ground breaking 
contract for research and format service. The format? You 
guessed it, New Age Jazz will soon be flooding the airwaves 
of Japan with Frank in the driver's seat. The format should be 
in place by the first of October on the newest radio signal in 
the land of the rising sun. The Princeton based think tank will 
be responsible for generating 20 hours of custom designed 
programming per week for the format. (Hey guys, repeat after 
me, Omette Coleman... Omette Coleman). In an interesting 
note, the programming will be recorded exclusively on DAT. 

BURNS REALITY CHECK 
Remember those ten predictions that George Burns 
unleashed on a vulnerable and child-like media community? 
We did a two week series on them and got a lot of reaction 
from folks throughout the industry. Well, we thought we would 
take a pulse on how those predictions are running at this time. 
The following is a list of the actual predictions and George's 
updates: 

I. Female-dominated radio music formats (e.g., soft rock) will 
shrink drastically and lose most of their impact during '88 and 
be replaced by male-dominated music formats (e.g., 
album-oriented rock), completing a trend that became 
apparent during 1987. 

STATUS: It's happening. Witness, says Burns, the rise in jazz 
station ratings (male format), the increase in AOR listeners 
(male) and the overall decline in "beautiful music" Audiences 
(female). 

2. The winning presidential candidate in '88 will be a bore, as 
the public votes into office someone who will reflect the tail end 
of "the wimp presidents," who began with Gerald Ford. 

STATUS: Quoth Burns: "THE DEFENSE RESTS..." 

3. No significant legislation regarding AIDS will be passed on 
any governmental level in 1988, because nobody really cares 
about this killer in our midst except for the gay population, the 
news media, and assorted eccentrics (e.g., Lyndon 
LaRouche). 

STATUS: Lots of conversation, but no major moves, and a 
terrible trend in the making. "People don't seem as scared of 
AIDS as they once were," says Burns. "There's barely any 
increase reported in the use of condoms and surveys show 
indiscriminate sex by women is on the rise." 

4. All-News Radio will finally, fully be reduced to a "briefing 
service" in '88, concentrating solely on the "Big Three" of 
broadcasting: the temperature, the time, and the traffic. 

STATUS: In every market where Burns has checked, the rise 
in coverage on traffic and weather is noticeable. Studies 
continue to show decreasing interest in hard news, with 
respondents citing a preference for "bottom-line summaries." 

5. More and more, the country will redefine companies as 
"management centers" and cut away excess overhead and 
personnel. In 1988, the drift will continue to a "1099 way of 
working." Jobs will be farmed out to an increasing number of 
independent contractors who offer well-defined 
specializations at a reasonable rate. 

STATUS: While the trend continues in this direction, recent 
tax legislation may be putting a crimp in the movement; it 
appears that the IRS is clamping down on small business. 

6. In '88, the portable CD player for automobiles will become 
a major threat to the future of radio, as these compact disc 
units are programmable and let the driver become his own disk 
jockey. 

STATUS: Still transitional. Consumers are gatting confused 
over the various formats being introduced, such as DAT and 
reusable CDs, but there is no question, says Burns, about 
consumers preferring "the clearer, crisper, harder, more 
brilliant sound of digital" (versus analog). 

7. There will no longer be a radio audience for music in five 
years--if radio in '88 does not begin to program music to the 
specific needs of the young teen audience. The radio station 
that wants to be successful in 1989 must start developing in 
1988 a format that appeals to young men, 18-24 years of age. 

STATUS:  Burns says he is yet to sense any dramatic 
improvement in this area. 

8. Country radio music formats will continue moving back to 
the "traditional" in 1988, with an emphasis on artists such as 
Reba McEntire, Ricky Skaggs and Randy Travis. The so-called 
"cross-over artist" is officially dead and buried in country 
music... 

STATUS: Absolutely, according to Burns.

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9. In black radio, "cross-over music is also a goner in '88. 
Stations will reduce their play lists to make it "Black radio for 
Black listeners" and win back listeners. 

STATUS: Burns says it's too early for a definitive statement, 
while noting as example that only 38 percent of the Blacks in 
Los Angeles now listen to Black radio, continuing the dramatic 
decline of recent years he attributes to tough competition from 
Urban cross-over stations. "Black radio is going to have to get 
blacker if it wants to win back its audience," he says. 

10. The "New Age" music format--which was introduced in 
1987--will go absolutely nowhere in 1988. 

STATUS: Quoth Burns, "It may actually go away by the end 
of of this year." 

So much for the crystal ball gazing off George Burns. It will be 
interesting to see if the new formats being touted by Fred 
Jacobs, Lee Abrams and Rick Carroll will in fact fill that woeful 
18-24 void in such a way that we can count on significant 
growth for radio in the next five years.

We read with disbelief the comments in the Metal News report 
about Z-rock not playing Megadeth, Metallica and Slayer, and 
the intonation that we're going mainstream. 

This is the same thing I remember hearing in 1971 when you 
and I were about to put on WQDR. You know..."Here comes 
this ABC-FM type approach. Say goodbye to Yes and Led Zep-
pelin, here comes Neil Diamond"... 

We are obsessed with bringing 1988 Hard Rock t2 the 
Mainstream, not vice versa! While we'll certainly apply some 
of the programming warfare tactics picked up along the way 
during the 17 years of Superstars, the format is the real deal. 

In an hour you'd hear: The Cult, Def Leppard, Scorpions, 
Stryper, Poison, Cinderella, Metallica (We world premiered the 
whole thing last weekend), Britny Fox, L.A. Guns, etc... 

Our goal is to take what's going on in Hard Rock and bring it 
to the masses without compromising the values of the move-
ment. 

The comments wouldn't drive me so crazy, if it wasn't for the 
flashback to the mis-interpretations we experienced 16 years 
ago in Raleigh. 

If there were a Rock N'Roll stockmarket, I'd buy every metal 
stock you could find, becaude when we get finished with what 
we have planned, Ozzy will be in the White House. 

Thought you might enjoy our feedback.

On the 
heels of Andre Gardner jumping from KEGL to join his old 
compadre John Roberts we get news that the station has made 
the decision to pull back to a current playlist of seven titles. 
Despite a lot of press about revitalizing the station the real news 
has them reducing to one or two currents per hour and not 
more than two live breaks per hour limited to twenty second 
backannounces. As a result, John Roberts has been given an 
out from his highly publicized contract with the station and we 
look for a new PD to materialize from the ranks of secondaries 
once things settle down. Seems that the move was pretty 
much imposed from above as a fait accompli, with one insider 
telling us, "No one is more surprised than us."

JIM TRAPP 
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FRED JACOBS WALKS THE EDGE 
THE HARD INTERVIEW PART I 

It is an understatement of fairly large dimensions to say that the Edge format has lit a few fires 
under some usually sedantary behinds. The news that Fred Jacobs, creator of classic rock, has 
come out swinging in tandem with 91X architect Mad Max with their new music intensive approach 
has managed to confront and confound numerous folks in the biz. In a move that positions Fred 
right across the shadow of his own legend, we are witnessing what could turn out to be the opening 
gambit of a life and death struggle for those unsatisfied younger demos. Fred called from an 
airport, (what else is new), and I found him suitably upbeat about the challenge ahead. 

JT: Am I wrong or is this a very critical time for the consultants? 

Fred: Absolutely.  This is going to be a very important 
transitional time for a lot of us. How we deal with these new 
situations is going to make all the difference in the competitive 
nature of our business. 

JT: What about you? This format move comes as a real 
surprise to a lot of market observers. 

Fred: The whole deal with this business is all the energy we 
put into building up stereotypes. People, stations, formats, 
artists, they all get put in compartments and we just leapfrog 
from lily pad to lily pad. Take me for instance; first I was a 
research oriented PD, then a classic rock guy, etc. etc. 
Actually, I was afraid a few years ago that this classic rock thing 

would come and go and I wouldn't get the benefit. By now it's 
obvious that I don't have to worry about that too much. 

JT: What inspired this, seemingly incongruent, move? 

Fred: I have thought about this for a long time and Max has 
been beating me up about it for just as long. 91X was an 
important client for me and I have always had a keen interest 
in new music. But it all goes back to those stereotypes again. 
I mean, just because I am responsible for most of what we 
consider classic rock doesn't mean I go home and listen to 
"Disraeli Gears" all the time. 

JT: Should we take this as a warning sign that classic rock isn't 
as healthy as it once was? 

Fred: Not at all, things are fine. In fact, several stations are 
doing better than ever before. In Kansas City and Washington 
DC the stations have turned 3 years old and are doing as well 
as they have ever done. 

JT: If we are to get away from all this pigeonholing, then tell 
us how classic rock factors into the new equation? 

Fred: The Edge should signify that the market and 
programmer reaction to classic rock has effectively created a 
void where we can walk into most markets that are already 
primed for this sound. It's weirdly symbiotic really, how classic 
rock and the reaction to it has set up the conditions for this 
new format to drive a wedge. 

JT: You are well known for your research acumen. What is 
the audience telling you about the need for this format? 

Fred: We did our original research in Detroit because it's in my 
backyard and the more focus groups you do, the more you 
realize that a lot of grumbling is going on. The initial target 
ranges from 15-25 skewing more men than women and you 
find that these folks are very dissatisfied. Top 40 is viewed as 
repetitive and boring. The dance elements or the upper demo 
ballads just don't cut it. As for mainstream AOR, it is pretty 
safe to say that there is a strong sentiment of disgust with the 
format going on right now among that group. 

JT: Given the target audience you would think that "harder' 
would be more important than "newer'. 

Fred: My original thinking was very similar to Lee's Z-Rock 
stuff. The initial sense was that hard rock was the gap to be 
filled but here we were in Detroit, which is a fairly Neanderthal 
market, and it was strange how much the returns came back 
saying that there is enough hard rock lipservice in most 
mainstream AOR's to service that audience. That the real void 
is in the genre of music typified by the Talking Heads, Depeche 
Mode and Midnight Oil stuff. Let's face it, if that's the reaction 
in Detroit you can pretty much count on a similar response 
across America.  This is more than a coastal California 
phenomenon. 

JT: What sort of current philosophy are we talking about here? 

Fred: Well, when I discovered that there was a significant 
amount of awareness for these bands that virtually nobody was 
playing on the radio, then I knew that the framework was 
already there. As a result, the format will go deeper and 
quicker than a lot of your reporting stations do right now. 

JT: Where are people getting this input, in your opinion, if radio 
isn't doing the job? 

Fred: It's coming from a variety of sources. MTV is massively 
influential but beyond that there is this deeply felt sense that 
radio is bullshit among these people we are going after. In the 
past, concert promoters used to rely on radio to help them 
decide on what acts to bring into town. Not anymore. Now 
it's almost the reverse. Depeche Mode may get no airplay at 
all and still be able to sell out in Detroit with no trouble. 

JT: Are we talking about a format that is going to spend its 
time chasing an overly active core of art damaged hipsters? 

Fred: No, that would be a mistake but you can't deny the trend 
that those actives indicate. Let's face it, the phones are the 
most dangerous element in any format. In classic rock the 
phones attempt to influence stations to go deeper or be 
otherwise more obscure than is positive for the station. The 
same thing applies here where the vocal minority, the 
"hopelessly hip" as we call them, will never be satisfied by what 
we do. One of the things we did at 91X to avoid being a teen 
station was to realize through research that nobody is going 
to be hipper on the dial then you are. That's a position of real 
strength, so you can afford to disappoint some of those 
tragically hip malcontents. It's all a matter of positioning. If 
you effectively nail down the left wing, then where are they 
going to go? 

Where indeed? Join us next week for more insight about 
the development and planned execution of the newest, 
and possibly one of the most exciting, format concepts to 
come down the pipe in some time. Tune in for part two of 
our conversation with Edge-Masters Fred Jacobs and his 
number one gun Mad Max. 

JIM TRAPP 
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The Feelies "Only Life" (Coyote/A&M) 
Among the bands who made Hoboken "famous", guitar 
pop according to The Feelies is characterized by churning 
string work, fast-paced rhythms and the bright 
atmosphere that seized immediate attention of the music 
press dating back to their earliest 1980 release. As the first 
major label outing, "Only Life" is a smooth, rolling 
collection of songs that reveal some of the band's best 
work to date. Relying on simple but fluctuating chord 
combinations and speedy fusion of bass and guitars, their 
neatly placed melodies are treated with moderation. The 
earthy tones and low key personality associated with The 
Feelies is also a key factor on the popularity scale. "It's 
Only Life" opens up with warm, creamy guitars and 
mid-tempo energy that dominates side one, and side two 
kicks in with a more aggressive edge and the percussive 
dynamics that set them apart from the rest. "Too Far Gone" 
already caused a stir on the "Mob" soundtrack with its fast 
paced momentum and "For Awhile" offers a slight 
adjustment to the sound scheme. "Away" starts off with a 
subtle intro that eventually pours into the first single off the 
album and the 12" offers an additional B-side version of 
"Dancing Barefoot" that you won't want to pass up. It's 
time to give the masses a taste of some splendid 
new-fangled guitar work - and The Feelies are ready to dish 
it out.

All About Eve (Mercury) On the debut album All 
About Eve offers a strong, new blend of guitars and imagery 
led by Julianne Regan's delicate voice, a talent that will not 
remain secret for long. Without falling into formula they pay 
special attention to crafting melodies and musical detail into a 
sound that pays tribute to their art while including the 
commercial appeal that will carry them far. They build upon 
classical sounds with dark echoing guitars that haunt and 
shimmer under Regan's feminine mystique, at times crashing 
like a storm and at other times calm like a mirrored lake. 
Ex-Yardbird Paul Samwell Smith handles production and 
lends his touch to a wealth of music offered by this promising 
group. "Every Angel" glows with distant shadows of The 
Mission or Sisters Of Mercy set to a lighter theme that lifts it 
up as an album standout. "Flowers In Our Hair' flows with a 
gypsy-like pop harmonies, and the angelic delivery of "In The 
Clouds" continues the delicate, feathery feel of the line up; and 
other sleek sounds to behold include "What Kind Of Fool", "In 
The Meadow" and "Shelter From The Rain", with a special 
appearance by The Mission's vocalist Wayne Hussey. 

The Pixies Ep (4AD) The Pixies broke out of Boston 
with sounds that schmoozed alternative radio at a furious 
pace. Clamoring guitars, harsh tones with a gut wrenching 
twist that delivered art and angst in one big ball of wax to a 
hungry alternative audience.  For those of you who have 
always wanted to like the Pixies but couldn't quite figure it out, 
this Ep offers re-recorded versions of "Gigantic" and "River 
Euphrates" that make more sense than ever before. Recorded 
in England during their recent tour, producer Gil Norton 
brought them into the studio and put the puzzle pieces 
together. Acid drenched riffs and a tighter overall presence 
hold that booming bass line in place as they really give both 
tunes a big shot in the arm. "Vamos" and "Heaven" are live 
recordings from the same tour. A powerful good way to fry 
your brain with some hot rock this fall. 4AD Records is located 
at 611 Broadway, Suite 536, NY, NY 10012. 

The Smiths "Rank" (Sire) If you know anything 
about Smiths fans, you know that they can never get enough 
vinyl from their beloved band, and this being the first official 
live Smiths album in the history of their career makes it an even 
hotter item. Recorded in October of 1986, the music was taken 
from an appearance at the London National Ballroom during 
"The Queen Is Dead" tour. It contains recent favorites like 
"Ask", "Panic", "The Boy With The Thorn In His Side", "Cemetry 
Gates" and some B-side only cuts like "London", "I Know It's 
Over' and "The Draize Train". The Smiths are without a doubt 
one of the most successful "alternative" bands of the eighties. 
With the massive following they still have and the number of 
records this group has sold, it astounds me that their music 
never found a niche at mainstream radio.  But it's okay. 
Nothing will change among the core audience that continues 
to hope for a reunion while still enjoying the extensive catalog 
they left behind.

Metallica, "...And Justice For All",  
Elektra.... While the "Language Of The Mad" import Ep 
(featuring "Harvester Of Sorrow" and the killer cover of 
"Breadfan") moves from 8-3* this week on the Hard Hitters 
Chart, the full 9-song, 65-minute 2 record set is sure to blow 
anything and everything out of the water. WGIR's Mike Jones 
says "I'm so excited I can barely keep my composure. This'll 
be the one that catapults Metallica into superstar status. 'The 
Frayed Ends Of Sanity', 'Shortest Straw' and 'Blackened' are 
monumental metallic masterpieces.......

"Mother' left all those Misfits groupies on bended 
knee pleading for more and this record delivers. It's loaded 
with a ton o' volatile material that has the radio world singing 
their praises.

Nuclear Assault, "Good Times Bad  
Times", IRS Metal  After selling over 70,000 
copies in just three months, (check out the photo of the 
Teen-aged, Mutant, Ninja, Happy-faced, I.R.S. types in Metal 
Filings for details) and being a dominant force on the Hard 
Hitters Chart for most of that time (#21 this week), somebody 
decided that it was finally time for a new 12". Even though 
"Brainwashed" has been getting steady play on MTV's 
"Headbanger's Ball", the record has been slipping on the 
airplay charts for a couple of weeks. Therefore it became 
necessary to follow with, (what I consider to be), one of the 
Lp's strongest songs. The simple fact that it's an old Zeppelin 
tune covered by a speed-metal band should be enough to 
inspire some airplay, but most stations will get on it when they 
realize just how close to the original it sounds the first time you 
hear it. But, listen carefully for the updated drum line and last 
verse. A subtle but excellent touch for this classic track. (J.L.) 

Helstar, "Distant Thunder". Metal  
Blade.... From the distant lands of the Metal Blade offices, 
I can hear Cheryl now, "Wait 'till you hear the Helstar Chris, it's 
amazing".... Well, Miss V. when you're right, you're right. What 
we have here is a smasher, with a touch of Bruce Dickinson 
and Michael Kiske (Helloween) type vocal phrasing courtesy 
of James Rivera on top of a very strong and wicked guitar team. 
Larry Barragan and resident new guy Andre Corbin supply the 
onslaught of string support while Jerry Abarca (bass) and the 
'other' new guy Frank Ferriera (drums) hold it all together with 
thundering ease. With the addition of the two new members 
the band has gained a whole new dimension in songwriting 
with Corbin contributing his talents to tracks like "Abandon 
Ship", "The King Is Dead" and "Scorcher". Also of note, are a 
couple of tracks that really stand out on their own. First, 
"Genius Of Insanity" is a rockumentary on the twisted hell of 
Adolf Hitler, and "Whore Of Babylon" is a noteworthy 
instrumental chock full of instrumental wizardry. Also of note 
is their cover of The Scorpions' "He's A Woman, She's A Man". 
Helstar is racking up the adds and is currently rumbling below 
Hard Hitters. (C.B.) 

Wargasm, "Why Play Around?", Profile.... 
From the instant I first saw the striking cover art, (poor battered 
and bruised clown) I knew I was in for a real treat. After all, any 
band whose singer/bassist wears a Bruins jersey has got to be 
cool. This Lp features 9 tracks (2 of which are instrumental) 
and all of them are the essence of melodic power metal. The 
band features excellent guitarwork, supplied by Rich Spillberg, 
which conveys a feeling of technicality while still being 
extremely heavy. Mind you, these guys sound nothing like their 
name implies, so if you're looking for the next Destruction you 

won't find it here. The three-piece is especially tight and the 
growling of vocalist Bob Mayo adds just the right touch to the 
lyrics, which speak largely of pain, torture, war, living corpses, 
death and dismemberment. Well maybe the name is fitting. 
Nevertheless, listen to  tracks like "Revenge" (for some 
particularly explicit lyrical content), "Sudden Death", 
"Humanoid" and the instrumental "Le-Cou-Cou" for something 
new and bizarre.

METAL MUSIC NEWS 

Greeetings to one and all from Metal Control Center deep 
in the heart of Queens, New York. This is Sal "Earl Of 
Earache" Treppiedi with this week's metal news from 
around the world. Let's get down to business. 

We begin with an item from the September 10th issue of 
Billboard. The item was in regards to Judas Priest. The item 
claims that the Nevada Supreme Court recently refused to 
drop a lawsuit which charged that two fans of Judas Priest shot 
themselves because of the band's lyrics. The item claims that 
the ''...estates and parents of Raymond Belnap, 18, and James 
Vance, 21, have filed suit for unspecified damages, alleging 
that the pair listened to Priest's "Stained Class" for six hours 
on December 23, 1985, then took a shotgun to a Reno chur-
chyard and shot themselves." According to the item, Priest's 
lawyers have claimed that the Nevada courts, "...do not have 
jurisdiction in the case". The plaintiffs claim that Priest's lyrics 
"mesmerized" the pair. Before I begin to even comment on 
this, let me state that the following are not the views of the Hard 
Report or its staff.

Meanwhile, the band is about to complete 
work on a new album which will feature new vocalist David 
Reese, a native of Colorado. Contrary to rumors, the band's 
new album will be released by Epic Records. 

Virgin Records has signed Florida's Roxx Gang. The band 
is currently preparing to enter Enterprise Studios in Burbank, 
California on September 22nd to begin recording their debut 
release. The band features Kevin Steele (lead singer), Jeff 
Taylor and Wade Hayes (guitars), Robby Strine (bass) and 
David James Blackshire (drums). Producing this debut ef-
fort will be Beau Hill (Ratt, Kix). Tracks include "Too Cool For 
School", "Red Rose", "Nine Lives" and "Need Your Sex". Look 
for this one sometime in early 1989. 

Black Sabbath have signed a deal with IRS Metal. Ap-
parently, there was talk about whether the band was going to 
be signed or whether it would be Tony lommi as a solo artist. 
I guess we'll just have to wait and see on this one. 

Armored Saint recently announced the addition of a new 
member. His name is Jeff Duncan. He will become the 
second guitarist thus making Saint a five piece once again. 
Jeff is a former member of L.A.'s Odin. Needless to say, Saint 
smoked before as a four piece. Now, as a five piece, these guys 
will be breathing fire. 

Here are a few notes for you: Sacred Reich was recently 
confirmed as the opener for the upcoming Crumbsuckers 
European tour.... The new Quiet Riot Lp will be titled "Quiet 
Riot". According to management, the band self-titled it be-
cause it marks a new beginning. Generally, only debut albums 
are self-titled.... Faster Pussycat is currently writing songs for 
their next album.

The Childline charity in Britain has just announced that a 
double a-side single released earlier this year featuring Wet 
Wet Wet and Billy Bragg has helped to raise $750,000. The 
single came from an album called "Sgt. Pepper Knew My 
Father," which includes cover versions of Beatles songs by 
groups like the Christians and the Fall. 

The Amnesty International world tour began last Friday at 
London's Wembley Stadium. Sting, Youssou N'Dour, Tracy 
Chapman, Bruce Springsteen and Peter Gabriel enter-
tained 72,000 on a pleasant summer evening in London, before 
moving on to Paris and Budapest. Peter Gabriel and Sting were 
among the artists who opened the first concert with a version 
of Bob Marley & The Wailers' "Get Up, Stand Up." Youssou 
N'Dour was the first solo artist to perform at the opening date 
of the tour in London. The schedule for the has now expanded 
to include a date at Nehru Stadium in New Delhi, India, on Sep-
tember 30. Promoter Bill Graham says there's also a possibility 
of dates in Moscow October 3 and 4. 

Let's Active will begin their U.S. tour in support of the album 
"Every Dog Has His Day" at a benefit concert in their hometown 
of Winston-Salem, North Carolina. "Awareness II: Rock For 
ARC" will benefit the local chapter of the Association of 
Retarded Citizens. The show, on September 24, will also fea-
ture Right Profile, a Winston-Salem band (signed to Arista 
Records), and three other area groups. All of the performers 
plan to team up to record a commemorative song ahead of 
time so that it can be sold the night of the performance. All of 
the proceeds from the concert and the song will help the local 
chapter of the Association for Retarded Citizens to merge with 
the national organization. 

Boy George's new album, "Tense, Nervous, Headache," won't 
include his controversial "No Clause 28" single, which 
protested a British law banning the use of government funds 
for things that "promote or condone" homosexuality. Boy 
George blames his record company for removing the track. 
"There's a lull at this stage in my career do I don't have much 
power and my work is compromised," he says. He defends the 
record "because it became clear that the law.. could also be 
used to enforce censorship against art and literature." He says 
it might cause the disappearance of "certain plays, Oscar 
Wilde, William Burroughs and cult movies." 

INXS won five trophies for their "Need You Tonight/Mediate" 
video at the fifth annual MTV awards in Los Angeles. INXS won 
for best video, best group video, best editing and best 
breakthrough video for technical innovation. The video also 
won an MTV viewer's choice award. INXS had been nominated 
in eight categories. Videos by Squeeze and Prince won two 
awards each. Squeeze's "Hourglass" won for best art direction 
and best special effects. Suzanne Vega's "Luka" won the 
award for best female video, Los Lobos' "La Bamba" won for 
best video from a movie. Pink Floyd's "Learning To Fly" won 
best concept video, Sting's "We'll Be Together" won the best 
cinematography award and George Michael's "Father Figure" 
won the award for best direction. Guns N' Roses won the 
award for best new artist in a video for "Welcome To The 
Jungle." 

Buyers spent over $6.2 million on the first two days of a four-
day auction of memorabilia from Elton John in London. That's 
twice the amount that had been predicted. A pair of silver boots 
that had been expected to go for $1,000 went for $5,700. A set 
of auto tags went for ten times the catalog price of $400. 
Dozens of pairs of spectacles were also sold. A set of grand 
piano sunglasses went for $3,500, and a pair bearing Elton's 
name went for almost $17,000. The fiberglass boots John wore 
in the film "Tommy" were sold for $18,400 to the director of a 
Northampton boot manufacturer. Many of John's stage 

clothes went for around $2,500, but one outfit fetched $10,000. 
The highest bid during the first day of the auction was for a 
1940 Wurlitzer jukebox, which was sold for almost $27,000. 
The second day, a sofa and four chairs with upholstery 
designed by French artist Raoul Dufy circa 1925 went for 
$152,400. An unidentified American buyer paid almost twice 
the top estimate for the set. Other furniture pieces went for 
similar prices. It seemed clear based on the first day's sales 
that the auction in London by Sotheby's would well exceed the 
expected $5 million. Sotheby's was in competition with 
another auction house, Christie's, for the sale, but secured the 
rights by paying a $5 million advance. While John had decided 
he was bored with his collection of ornate art nouveau and art 
deco material, he's already begun a second collection, pick-
ing up some items at a sale of Soviet contemporary art in Mos-
cow in July. 

The Pet Shop Boys say they may be writing and recording 
some songs with Liza Minelli. Current plans are for the duo 
to record a half of an album with her. The band have a new 
single just on the English charts, called "Domino Dancing." It 
was recorded with Expose producer Lewis Martinee. "The ac-
tual phase 'Domino Dancing' came about when we were on 
holiday in the Caribbean with nothing to do at nights, so we 
played dominoes quite a lot," explains Chris Lowe. "Some of 
our friends began doing this dance when they won a game, so 
that's how it came about." The track will be included on a six-
cut disc of Pet Shop Boys dance mixes, which will also include 
a couple of new tracks recorded with producer Trevor Horn, 
called "Left To My Own Devices" and "It's Alright." Also in-
cluded will be a re-mix of "Always On My Mind." 

Drummer Alan Gratzer, a founding member of REO Speed-
wagon, has left the band to spend more time with his family. 
Former Santana drummer Graham Lear has been brought in 
to replace Gratzer. "We welcome Graham," says lead singer 
Kevin Cronin. "He's a world class drummer. Anyone who's 
been with Santana for 12 years has obviously got the chops." 

Proceeds from a Hall & Oates concert in Poughkeepsie, New 
York, went to efforts to block a proposed landfill in 
Washington, New York, because of Hall's opposition to the 
plan. He owns a farm in Washington, and has attended several 
town meetings about the proposed site for ash and other 
residue. He says the plan is "idiotic." 

Don Dokken, Meat Loaf, Tommy Lee of Motley Crue, Nicol-
lete Larson and Nile Rodgers participated in the Dodge In-
ternational Star Challenge celebrity car race in Salisbury, 
Connecticut, intended to urge teenagers not to drink and drive. 
It was the third in a series of races that are part of the 
"Think...Don't Drink and Drive" campaign. Some of the same 
artists will participate in a race next month in Del Mar, Califor-
nia. 

Omar & The Howlers will have a new album out in a couple 
of weeks, called "Wall Of Pride." When the band tours to sup-
port the LP, they'll have a new guitarist -- John Inmon, former-
ly with Jerry Jeff Walker. 

Julianne Phillips has filed a one-page petition for a divorce 
from Bruce Springsteen, citing irreconcilable differences. At-
torney Arlene Colman-Schwimmer says Phillips is seeking un-
specified spousal support and property rights after over three 
years of marriage to Springsteen. Phillips and Springsteen 
were married in May 13, 1985, in Lake Oswego, Oregon, 
Phillips' home town. 

There's a new British band called (I Made Love To) John 
Merrick's Remains. Their debut single is called "Blood On The 
Rocks," and it's described by one of the British music papers 
as sounding as "if Orchestral Manoeuvres In The Dark had lost 
their jobs, become alcoholics and sold their own children to 
pay for a can of beer." 

Ahmet Zappa, Frank Zappas youngest son, is one of the 
hosts of a new Saturday NBC-TV program called "2 HIP 4 TV." 
The show begins airing September 10th, and will feature rock 
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musicians among its guests. The Stray Cats will appear on 
the first show. 

There's been a benefit concert in Atlanta to raise money for the 
historic Royal Peacock Club, which was reactivated by Clay 
Harper, lead singer with the Coolies. A fire at the club last 
month has put the club's future in jeopardy, and as a result, 
Atlanta's Cotton Club hosted a show that featured the Coolies, 
as well as other local Atlanta musicians. "A lot of people I knew 
in bands around town volunteered to help us raise money," 
Harper says. 

Bryan Adams' "In Your Soul" single debuted in Japan at six, 
and reached number one in Tokyo and Osaka. He's planning 
two Tokyo concerts in December, and may add some other 
Japanese dates. 

While heavy metal seems to have gotten more attention in 
recent years, Judas Priest's Rob Halford questions whether 
this apparent resurge in popularity will last. "I think we are head-
ing for a recession in heavy metal," he says. "It reminds me of 
the post-punk period in the late '70s in Britain. At that time, 
there were so many bands it seemed never-ending. However, 
only the strong survived. It's that way now with heavy metal. 
There are so many bands that are getting platinum records and 
then the following year they've disappeared. It's great that 
there is so much vitality and variety but not everyone is going 
to survive. You have to be able to keep that originality over a 
period of three or four years." 

Kiss will be releasing a greatest hits album that includes new 
tracks. It's Kiss' 22nd album, and includes the new songs "Let's 
Put The X In Sex" and "Rock Hard," both written and produced 
by Paul Stanley. "It's a one-record set, 15 songs," says Gene 
Simmons. "We're jamming it tight. It's not live. Everything is 
remixed because our albums go back to the days before 24-
track recording. That will be followed with another studio 
album in six to eight months. 

The Bhundu Boys' debut U.S. album, "True Jit," isn't true jit, 
according to Rise Kagona, one of the guitarists in the band. 
That's partially because of the production and the English 
lyrics. "People preferred the last albums," he says. "They know 
this is not true jit. The moment we change songs into English, 
we find we don't express what we want to say with the right 
meaning...The music talks for itself. The words can be in any 
language as long as you give the audience a hint of what the 
story is about." In fact, Kagona criticizes "Jit Jive" from the 
album as a "disco sound." He says he's concerned that making 
their music more Western does a disservice to African music. 
"If you record an album in the West, people in Zimbabwe think 
right away it's been Western-treated. You have to record the 
music in Africa so they know it's the original music from the 
country. The audience here should look at it the same way." 
Kagona adds that he finds the "True Jit" album difficult to lis-
ten to. "You'd think we were picking like rock guitar. And that 
we wanted a disco horn section. Ours is a flowing music 
without any harsh instruments in it." 

Michael McDonald says he's been working on and off on his 
third solo album. "I have six tracks finished at the moment," he 
says. "I don't know if we'll put all of them on the album, but I 
feel pretty strong about five of them." 

While Albert Goldman's "The Lives Of John Lennon" has been 
getting a lot of attention in recent weeks, another other book 
about the Beatle is about to be published. "John Lennon, My 
Brother," by Julia Baird, includes a forward from Paul Mc-
Cartney. Baird is a half-sister of Lennon, the daughter of Julia 
Stanley Lennon. And, Chet Flippo has written "Yesterday: The 
Unauthorized Biography of Paul McCartney." 

Ray Davies has provided the musical score for "80 Days," a 
play inspired by the Jules Verne novel "Around The World In 
Eighty Days," that has opened at a theater in La Jolla Califor-
nia. He says he decided to work on the music and lyrics for the 
show after deciding he could develop Verne's character. "He 
was like the father of science fiction," Davies says. "I think he 

was the Steven Speilberg of his era." Davies says the rest of 
the Kinks have been understanding about the time he's spent 
on the score in the past four years. "On this project they've 
been really supportive and they've been very helpful," he says. 
"Because we could easily be on tour now somewhere. But I 
think they realize for me to keep functioning, I've got to have 
artistic freedom." In fact, some of the songs from the play could 
end up on the next group LP. "We've sort of half-made another 
album," Davies says. "Depending on how (the play) goes, and 
how the band feels about it, there might be some songs on the 
next album from the show." 

The "Muddywood guitar" commissioned by members of ZZ 
Top is going on the road. The guitar was made from wood sal-
vaged from the house that was the birthplace of the late Muddy 
Waters. It's just gone on display at the Dallas Hard Rock Cafe, 
and will go to other restaurants in the chain to raise money to 
rebuild the Delta Blues Museum in Clarksdale, Mississippi, 
where the guitar will eventually end up. 

For the second time in four years, an oceanfront mansion once 
occupied by John Lennon and Yoko Ono has been put up 
for sale. The 22-room house has been listed for sale at $6.9 
million, according to an advertisement in the Wall Street Jour-
nal. Massachusetts developed Howard Madlyn purchased the 
home for $3.15 million in 1986. The home was built in 1925 by 
architect Addison Mizner. 

David Bowie, Sting, Freddie Mercury, Cliff Richard and 
David Essex are reportedly under consideration for the lead 
role in a musical version of "Shogun." The $5 million show will 
be directed by Michael Bogdanov, and should open in London 
next June. 

Sister Double Happiness has broken up. Lead singer Gary 
Floyd says the band only intended to release one album and 
tour. The LP happened, and the band only played a handful of 
live dates. 

Founding bass player Van Connor has left the Screaming 
Trees to spend more time with his wife and newborn baby. 
Donna Dresch, formerly of Dangermouse, replaces him in the 
band, which will tour with fIREHOSE in October. She joined 
the band too late to appear on the group's new "Invisible 
Lantern" album. 

Members of the Vinnie Vincent Invasion have left the group, 
because of differences with Vincent. "From the beginning, we 
were all led to believe we'd be a band, but we were slowly 
pushed into being sidemen," says Mark Slaughter. "We 
believed in the songs, we believed in the record and we played 
it out 'til the very end. We left Vinnie on good terms and wish 
him the best of luck in all he does in the future. We'd especial-
ly like to thank the fans for standing behind us from day one 
and being so supportive." Dana Strum has begun producing 
the band Brunette for the soundtrack to a film in which they 
appear, "Smash, Crash And Burn." Slaughter and Strum also 
plan a new project, and Slaughter is already working on new 
material. 

Jason Donovan, who stars in the Australian soap opera 
"Neighbours" with Kylie Minogue, is attempting to launch his 
own recording career with "Nothing Can Divide Us." Like 
Minogue, his record is being produced by the Stock/Ait-
ken/Waterman team. 

Three of the members of Rough Cutt have joined a band called 
Jailhouse. Vocalist Danny Simon and guitarist Mike Raphael 
are the founding members of the band, which will now perform 
as a five-piece. 

Forced Entry, from Seattle, Washington; Doomwatch, from 
Pittsburgh; and the Dallas band Devastation have all been 
signed to Combat Records. 

EBN, half of the EBN-OZN duo that released a record (on 
Elektra) a few years ago, is going into the commercial jingle 
business. He's already provided music for commercials for 
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Burger King and Miller Light beer. "I like learning new things 
and am excited by the talent I've found among the commer-
cial singers we've been working with," EBN says. "I see com-
mercials as a logical extension of my experiences in music. 
Working in this area is teaching me useful new disciplines. I've 
enjoyed seeing how far I can push the medium, using the 
creativity I have to make a different kind of music." 

Elton John added a third Hollywood Bowl concert scheduled 
for September 25, and tickets sold out in less than three hours. 
John had already set a box-office record for the Bowl because 
of the speed in which his first two scheduled dates sold out. 

The Los Angeles band Jane's Addiction doesn't plan to 
change the cover to the "Nothing Shocking" album, even 
though some retailers have objected to it. "Why is it in a 
museum, paintings and sculptures of nudes, created by artists 
through the ages, are considered fine art, while my sculpture 
of nude Siamese twins, my expression of art, is censored be-
cause it's on an album?" asks lead singer Perry Farrell. 

Giorgio Moroder is recording an album of songs dedicated 
to the Seoul Olympics. One of the songs, "The Victory," is to 
be performed live during the games, Moroder says. He's also 
working on the film score to a Japanese film, "The Secret Files 
Of D." 

Former 10,000 Maniacs guitarist and leader John Lombar-
do is looking for a record deal for his current band, the Bil-
lups. Also in the band is original Maniacs drummer Bob 
Wachter. The Buffalo, New York-based band, was formed just 
over a year ago. It was two years ago that Lombardo left the 
group, following a Toronto show when the band opened for 
the Cure. "I was backstage watching The Cure and our 
keyboard player (Dennis Drew) came up and said: 'Are you 
about ready to go home? Everyone wants to leave.' Leave? 
The Cure's up on stage and those guys wanted to go home to 
Jamestown (New York)? The reason I got into music in the 
first place was because I loved it -- I've always been a fan." 
Lombardo doesn't begrudge them their success, but feels that 
the band isn't fully utilizing its talent, citing the cover version 
of Cat Stevens' "Peace Train." "I'm always amused when I read 
interviews now that say how 10,000 Maniacs are responsible 
for the folk revival. The others never really cared that much 
about folk." 

Blues guitarist Kenny Neal will have a record out (on Alligator 
Records) soon. His album, "Bio On The Bayou," which had 
been recorded on King Snake Records, in Sanford, Florida, is 
being repackaged and produced and will be released on Al-
ligator as "Big News From Baton Rouge." Neal has just 
returned from playing bass for Buddy Guy and Junior Wells in 
Europe. 

John Denver has spent three days at the Johnson Space 
Center in Houston undergoing a medical evaluation as part of 
his effort to ride the Soviet Mir space station. A spokesman for 
the space center says Denver is paying $2,000 for the same 
medical evaluation that's given to astronaut applicants by the 
National Aeronautics & Space Administration. While Denver 
was turned down in his request to ride the U.S. space shuttle, 
he's made some progress with the Soviet Union. However, the 
Soviets have told him his week-long ride will cost $10 million, 
he must have permission from the U.S. government, he must 
learn to speak fluent Russian and he must spent a year train-
ing in the Soviet Union. Denver says he doesn't intend to pay 
that sum to the Soviets and he hopes to find an alternative 
method of financing the trip. Denver's spokesman says the 
Soviets contacted him, not the other way around. U.S. 
Secretary of State George Shultz has sent Denver a letter 
warning him that he must comply with U.S. laws. 

The Frank Chickens are now working on their third album, 
"Crab Monkey." The LP includes tunes from a musical 
scheduled to open in London in December about a fictional 
city "much like Hong Kong." 

Andy Summers plans to go to Los Angeles to record a new 
album after he finishes touring with Tangerine Dream. 

This Sunday, 20 million people in 117 countries will be par-
ticipating in the second Race Against Time to raise money 
for children's charities around the world. Participants in the 
charity event will run a 10-kilometer distance. On the starting 
lines around the world: Sting will be running in Milan, Simon 
Climie of Climie Fisher will be in Australia, and Dave Stewart 
of the Eurythmics will be on the starting line in New York. Annie 
Lennox won't be participating, since she's expecting a baby 
soon. 

A sequel to the 1983 film "Eddie And The Cruisers" is in 
preproduction, and filming is scheduled for next year. The new 
film, "Eddie And The Cruisers II" is set 25 years after its 
predecessor. 

In England, the Actors' Equity Union has reached an agree-
ment with its members about promotional videos. After six 
years of talks with the British Phonographic Industry, a deal 
has been reached in which members who perform in music 
videos will earn at least $200 a day. 

Aretha Franklin joined George Michael on stage for "I Knew 
You Were Waiting (For Me)" during the first of Michael's two 
nights of concerts in Auburn Hills, Michigan. 

Michael Jackson will end his world tour in Japan, and his 
manager says he's likely to retire from touring after the con-
certs in December. Jackson is now scheduled to play nine 
shows in December at the Tokyo Dome indoor stadium. It was 
in Japan that Jackson began his world tour last fall.

UK MUSIC NEWS 
The world's most ambitious tour, "Human Rights NoW', 
featuring Peter Gabriel, Sting, Tracy Chapman, Bruce 
Springsteen and Youssou N'Dour, got off to a triumphant 
start this week at London's Wembley Stadium. "It was an 
incredible success". says Lynne Franks, the concert's 
publicist. "It was the culmination of two years hard work. 
Friday was the beginning of a dream. The feeling backstage 
afterwards was very emotional. Everybody was very happy." 
There is also substantial evidence, that the concert has 
achieved its most important aim of raising awareness of 
Amnesty International, the human rights pressure group 
behind the Human Rights Now tour.  Amnesty's Daphne 
Davies says: "Everyone who attended the concert received a 
booklet outlining basic human rights.  At the back of the 
booklet, there was an application form to join Amnesty and by 
the end of the gig, over 1000 had been handed in. That was 
gratifying because it showed that people coming to the 
concert weren't only there to hear the music but were also 
interested in the ideal of the event." After London, the tour 
moved onto Paris and by press time was at Budapest. It has 
been estimated that by the time the tour ends with a televised 
concert in Buenos Aires, it will have been seen live by over a 
million people in six continents. The projected global TV 
audience for the concert (which will be filmed at the time but 
not broadcast until December) is one billion. On the eve of 
the Wembley concert, the artists gathered for a press 
conference to explain their reasons for getting involved. Sting 
said that he'd first become interested when he performed at 
an Amnesty event in 1981, "The Secret Policeman's Ball", He 
also played in the Conspiracy of Hope tour in 1986. "When 
I'm asked why I support Amnesty so strongly I usually point 
out that what appeals to me about the organization is its focus 
on individuals. This is an era when rock stars are constantly 
asked to lend their names to a multitude of worthy causes, 
some of which are rather vague and woolly: along the lines of 
lets hold hands and make the world a better place. I never 
understand the logic of this." Sting explained his point by 
telling the story of one Amnesty prisoner of conscience, a man 
in Nepal whose crime was to, rightly, accuse his Government 
of buying and using contaminated Polish powdered milk from 
the Chernobyl explosion. He was, says Sting, just one of many 
individuals who Amnesty help daily. Peter Gabriel said it was 
the most exciting project that he had ever become involved 
in. "I think the booklet in particular could have an enourmous 
impact in changing the world in which we live." Springsteen 
seemed the least willing to commit himself with as much fervor 
as his colleagues, telling a story of when and how he bought 
his first Dylan record, the power of rock music etc., etc. "What 
would you say to people who say you're only doing this for 
the publicity?" a hackette inquired. "Yeah, I'm the sort of guy 
who really needs the publicity." replied Sting acidly "So does 
Bruce here." In fairness to Springsteen; come showtime, one 
of the great moments of the concert was his rendition of (ulp) 
Dylan's "Chimes Of Freedom", the very record he mumbled in 
jet-lag about earlier on. Clearly The Boss simply expresses 
himself better in his music. The famous five continue their tour 
for the next six weeks. 

As has long been suspected, but never made official, Midge 
Ure announced this week that Ultravox have split. The singer 
made his announcement on the eve of the release of his solo 
album for Chrysalis, "Answers To Nothing". Whether Ultravox 
plan to carry on without Midge remained unanswered this 
week as none of the other band members were available for 
comment. Ure says he has gone as far as he can with the 
band: "We found we were beginning to stamp over the same 
old ground...You have to remember that there was an Ultravox 
before I came along, so there's no reason why they can't 
continue."  Chrysalis had no comment on the future of 
Ultravox. 

Two years ago, an imaginative Band Aid spin-off, Sport Aid, 
put $35 million into Band-Aid's coffers with The Race Against 
time, a running marathon held in dozens of the world's cities. 
Sunday, September 11th was the date set for the second 
marathon, featuring the participation of 117 countries 

throughout the world, all holding a 10 km sponsored run. The 
organizers have described it as "the largest mass participation 
event in history." In the United Kingdom alone, 144 different 
cities and towns have agreed to stage a race. Along with 
personalities from every medium, rock musicians have been 
eagerly volunteering to put on their jogging shorts. 
Eurythmic Dave Stewart was planning to run in the New York 
race, while Sting said he'd be running in Milan. In the English 
northern town of Sheffield, The Proclaimers, Squeeze and 
Eddy Grant will be among those staging a televised concert. 

Two weeks after the disaster at the Castle Donnington heavy 
metal festival when two fans were killed in a crush, rock 
festivals received another blacking when fans at Reading 
Festival persistently threw bottles at the stage. Meatloaf, who 
was struck in the head by a bottle had to stop his set and was 
taken to the hospital with suspected concussion. Other chief 
victims of bottle throwing were Deacon Blue and Bonnie 
Tyler.  It is a particularly disgusting ritual, as the unruly 
minority often fill the missiles with urine before throwing them. 
Response from Reading Festival organizers really stretches 
credulity: One merely said that the bottle throwing happens 
every year and that it was worse last year; another said they 
had done everything to stop the bottle throwing.  As a 
journalist with wide experience of the way North American 
concerts are arranged ie: If you don't want bottles you ban 
them from the grounds; this kind of damage limitation talk is 
simply willingly inviting another disaster. Meatloaf's agent 
Rob Hallet commented that behaviour previously associated 
with soccer stadiums, had finally reached the rock festival. 
Reading also featured The Lover Speaks, Ghost Dance, The 
Godfathers, The Fields Of Nephilim, The Ramones, Iggy 
Pop, The Name, Run Rig, The Quireboys, Uriah Heep, 
Starship, The Smithereens, John Otway, John Hiatt, The 
Hothouse Flowers and Squeeze. The British music press 
seem in unanimous agreement that the event was dismal at 
best and downright ugly at its worst. 

Coming out soon, "21 Years Of Alternative Radio One" a 
various artists album featuring previously unreleased versions 
of songs from the British national pop/rock network's archives. 
As with other recent BBC session releases, the album will be 
issued on Strange Fruit. The confirmed track listing is: "Hey 
Joe" by Jimi Hendrix; 'A Whiter Shade Of Pale" by Procol 
Harum; "Delta Lady" by Joe Cocker; "Ballad Of A Well Known 
Gun" by Elton John; "Distant Drums" by Gene Vincent; "Fat 
Man "by Jethro Tull; "Mandoline King" by Lindisfarne; "Keep 
Yourself Alive" by Queen; "Boom Bang" by Family; "No Love 
For Free" by Joan Armmatrading; "New Rose" by The 
Damned; "Something Better Change" by The Stranglers; 
"Dancing In The Moonlight" by Thin Lizzy; "Overground" by 
Siouxe And The Banshees; "Can't Stand Losing You" by The 
Police; "Read It In Books" by Echo And The Bunnymen; "It's 
Better This Way' by The Associates; "586" by New Order; 
"Here Comes The Summer" by The Undertones; "What 
Difference Does It Make" by The Smiths; "Sally MacLennane" 
by The Pogues; "Inside Me" by The Jesus And Mary Chain; 
"My Favourite Dress" by The Wedding Present; "Ruby Red 
Lips" by Gaye Bykers On Acid and an unconfirmed track by 
Kanda Bongo Man. A double-album; it will retail in Britain for 
only around $10. 

Marillion's lead singer Fish was knocked unconscious by a 
security guard during an argument at a club in Edinburgh, 
Scotland. The singer had rushed to the assistance of a friend 
who was involved in an argument with the bouncer. A group 
spokesman takes up the story: "They were arguing when one 
of the bouncers whacked him across the back of his head with 
his arm. But the bouncer' arm was encased in plaster and it 
knocked him right out. When he came to it was all over. Next 
day he went to the hospital to check that there were no after 
affects from the concussion, but he was O.K." He vehemently 
denied reports that Fish's teeth had been knocked out and that 
the group were having to cancel touring plans. The band are 
currently recording an album in Scotland with a view for a 
Spring release. 

Glasnost must be real folks!  Who would have possibly 
thought ten years ago that the Soviet Union would hold a rock 
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festival in the turbulent region of Estonia, headlined by John 
Lydon!!!  Also taking part in the festival were Sweden's 
Leather Nun and Big Country in the Estonian capital of Tallin. 
Lydon, formerly the Sex Pistol Johnny Rotten was roundly 
condemned by the USSR only a decade ago as an example 
of the kind of sick fascism inherent in the capitalist system: 
Lydon was officially banned by the Soviet authorities, who 
even a decade later must have been wondering at a man, now 
braying from an Estonian stage "Holidays In The Sun"! He was 
greeted with enthusiasm by the throng of Estonians, but well 
he might; almost within sight and smell of Finland, this proud, 
rebellious state was annexed by Soviet troops half a century 
ago, a move they've sourly defied ever since; a grim reminder 
that Glasnost still has a long way to go beyond the 
superficialities of more rock concerts. 

UK INDUSTRY NEWS  
The latest quarterly figures for the British music press show 
"Smash Hits" continuing its phenomenal success, but also the 
traditional rock papers stemming a two year decline. "Smash 
Hits", the mother publication of America's "Star Hits" offering 
very young readers intelligent pop pin up material, continued 
to grow, now to an amazing 602,156 up 12%. Including what 
is called in the trade "the pass on factor' it is estimated that 
"Smash Hits" is read by one out of every two teenagers in the 
UK. Previously, this has been dismal news for the newspaper 
sized, more traditional music papers, who ruled the roost prior 
to the inception of "Smash Hits" in 1980. This quarter though, 
the "inkles" have seen modest increases, with the "New 
Musical Express" up 2% with 94,613 and a similar rise noted 
by "Sounds" with 59,212. It should be noted though that both 
papers had more readers a year ago and that "Melody Maker" 
has lost a few readers.  The biggest successes in the 
non-teeny markets are "Q" and "Time Out". "Q", a fairly new 
monthly magazine, concentrates on glossy serious interviews 
with the likes of Mark Knopfler and Bruce Springsteen. The 
growing AOR CD crowd are clearly grateful, boosting the 
magazine 33% to 79,713 readers. "Time Out" is a general 
London arts and listings magazine, not unlike a glossy version 
of New York's "Village Voice".  To have recently been 
increasing the amount of music coverage within the pages of 
their publication, helping their fortunes by 6.30% and a new 
high of 85,284 readers.

magazine "The Catalogue". There is also an interview with 
Morrissey when he was with The Smiths...A case of a 
Manchester record store, Eastern Bloc, charged with 
obscenity for stocking records by a Flux Of Pink Indians, will 
be heard this week in a north-west England 
courtroom...Playing around Britain this week The Fields Of 
Nephilim, Michael Jackson, Slayer, Freddie Jackson, the 
Promising Parachute Men, The Four Brothers and 
Demented Are Go. A festival of nomadic, gypsy music is 
being shown at London's Institute of Contemporary Arts, 
including The Gipsy Kings who recently scored a surprise 
number one single in France. L.A. Warbler and ex-Go-Go 
Belinda Carlisle puts on her nicest preppy sweater for her 
performance at London's Hammersmith Odeon...Duran 
Duran's new single is "I Don't Want Your Love"...The Escape 
Club's new single is "Wild Wild West"... Latest signing to Go 
Discs are Butterfield 8 whose debut album is "Blow". The 
label has previously been responsible for unleashing Billy 
Bragg, The Housemartins and The Lads on an unsuspecting 
world...Carol Dekker, lead singer of T'Pau has had her 
application to join LYNX, a British anti-fur organization, turned 
down. 

It seems that LYNX were less than amused by Dekker's 
revelations of what she used to do with pig's eyeballs for fun 
when she worked in a butcher's shop, to "The New Musical 

Express" only a few months ago...The Cocteau Twins have 
confirmed the UK release of their new album "Blue Bell Knoll" 
for September 19th.
