"End Of The Line"
is this project’'s best group effort, with that wonderful "I'm
Looking Through You" guitar part; "Not Alone Anymore" is Roy
Orbison's most stirring vocal work since "Crying"; "Heading
For The Light" ranks with George's best work on "Cloud Nine”,
(thanks in large part to Jeff Lynne’s wonderful harmony
vocals), and "Tweeter And The Monkey Man" is Bob Dylan’s
strongest narrative songwriting since "Blood On The Tracks"
gave us "Lily, Rosemary and the Jack of Hearts". It's way too
early to call this album the 80's answer to Blind Faith--but if any
similar collaboration this decade has started off with this much
raw musical promise, we'd like to know who.

Here we have an artist who by now should be a staple of the
format.

Sonic Youth "Daydream Nation" (Blast
First) This is one New York band who has never done
anything half way, from the formidable noise outbursts they so
freely inflict on live audiences, to the idiosyncratic delight they
achieve on record. "Daydream Nation" upholds their aural
trademark and does one better by matching raw foundations
with a touch of melody, mangling the two together with
dubious charm and burning a hole in your brain as per their
agenda. They have been lauded by many a critic and it could
be said that to play a Sonic Youth album is to experience a
new state of mind with every spin. Thurston Moore
experiments with new sound barriers as he, Kim Moore and
Lee Ranaldo pour out different vocal strains along the vast
stretch of your imagination. The double album defies your
senses and immediately draws you into "Teen Age Riot", a real
eye opener for people who have been on the fence about the
band to this point. Other cliff hangers to jump from are "The
Sprawl", "Candle", "Rain King" and "Kissability". Enter the
"Trilogy" and get even more than you bargained for, after all,
Sonic Youth never said they warned you.

Frank Tove’_y "Civilian" (Mute/Restless)
It's a new era for Fad Gadget's Frank Tovey, and he plunges
ahead, full force with a downright alright mix of images and
songs on "Civilian". He’s a studio-sound-effects wiz, quite an
accomplished lyricist and a hauntingly fun producer who
remains steadfast in his solo endeavors and continues to
please international alternative dance legions. His tempting
and dramatic pieces run rampant throughout, sometimes
making him sound like The The Matt Johnson’s mutant cousin
("Limelight/Curtains") or Robyn Hitchcock'’s alter-ego ('Bridge
St. Shuffle") but the rest is a true test of his originality and he
comes up ahead of his time once again. Tovey was Mute
Records’ first signing back in 1980, he crashed the Billboard
Dance chart in 1984 with "Collapsing New People" and could
well revisit the old stomping grounds with songs like "The
Brotherhood" and "Ultramarine".

Trotsky Icepick "Baby" (SST) From the Los
Angeles camp comes Trotsky icepick. They're sharp. They
will take you by surprise and you will live to tell. Ex-members
of various bands like The Last, The Leaving Trains, Downey
Mildew and even the Urinals(?) it just goes to show that it
doesn’t really matter where you came from. The music is here
and now. The lcepick sends you reeling with meited, hazy,
wandering guitars against a readily familiar pattern of
melodies.

Dreams So Real is an Athens-based guitar pop trio comprised of Barry Marler (lead vocals), Trent Allen (bass)
and Drew Worsham (drums), a group that crashed the American indie scene with what was considered a new
| breed of southern rock, destined to overcome its peers. Their musical prophecy was eventually fulfilled by
| their first Coyote Records, Peter Buck produced Father’s House Lp, and now a stunning Arista debut, Rough
Night In Jericho. It showcases their lush guitar treatments and heartfelt lyrics on one of the most potent and
consistently melodic albums of its kind. Although new to commercial scrutiny, Dreams So Real has what it
| takes to overcome the competition and win us over with a fresh, new approach to pop as we know it. Barry
Marler explains...

Dawn Hood: What's different about Dreams So Real's first album Eather’'s House and the current major label debut, Rough Night
In Jericho?

Barry Marler: First of all, | feel much more confident about this album, having spent much more time on the record with more
talented people to work with. This album comes a lot closer to capturing what we are about now. Father's House was a bit of a
detour because we were still figuring out where the band wanted to go. I've always really liked our first single, "Everywhere Girl"
and people even approached us after the first album had come out to praise us for the single. They didn’t even know about the
album yet. At first the band was more 60's derived and we got a lot of mileage out of it. What we're doing now is more of a logi-
cal evolution of that single, and Eather's House was more of detour. It was all experimental, and this record is the truest state-
| ment about the band.

Dawn: There seems to be an sound expectation assigned to bands that come out of Athens. In a way, you fit the bill, but are
distinct enough to hold your own...

Barry: That’s a good point. Obviously, the 60’s elements there along with other sounds that carry over from that period. We use
the 60’s as a jumping off point, but the finished songs are filtered through a modern sensibility. | don't like music that simply chan-
ges with the wind of fashion and | don't like anything that just rehashes tried and true formulas. My ideal song is one which rests
on the foundation of something classic whether it's rock and roll or jazz or art in general. If it uses as its premise something that
is classic and then interprets it in a fresh way, that's describes what we've really tried to do. I'm really happy with the way it turned
out. The 60’s are important, but as more of a reference point now than before.

Dawn: How do you achieve such a full sound with three players?

Barry: Onthe album there is guitar over-dubbing (but not a lot). The album sounds basically the way we are live, but we're louder
and faster. |look at recording as being if you do something good, there are a lot of challenges you've got to meet. I think that
to make music sound as interesting and vital as it is live and by using the studio and modern recording techniques... if you can
combine the two aspects like you would the 60's and 80’s styles of rock you can enjoy the best of both worlds. We used the
studio as a tool only. We agreed ahead of time not to let it run rough-shod over us, to keep in perspective what was proper to
use, like only a very small amount of keyboards. The three piece thing evolved over four years of playing together. When | write
songs, the guitars and vocals automatically fill in some of gaps that having only one guitar might leave. This is not to say that in
the future we won't have an extra person playing for effect.

Dawn: What'’s your favorite song on the album?

Barry: Probably my favorite is "Love Fall Down"... that track is not the obvious one, but I really like the way it turned out as op-
posed to the old demos.

Dawn: How has your perception of the band
! changed since making a major label debut
album and how do you reflect on each stage
of your career?

Barry: |think that just by getting to this point
that we've already done more than so many
other musicians out there, but | also know
there's a helluva lot of work ahead. We just
want to play naturally without calculation, to
write songs we feel good about and have as
many people as possible become exposed to
it. Ifit makes us a living-that's good. If it makes
us rich-that’s good too. But that's not the end.
The end is to get the music across to as many
people who can appreciate it.

Dawn: If you were a musician in another group
that sounded nothing like Dreams So Real,
what kind of band would it be?

Barry: Probably heavy, heavy rock... | like
Jane's Addiction a lot and Metallica also. I like
really big guitar sounds, and sometimes think
that we did to our kind of music what those
bands do to their kind of music. Some treat-
ments that are the same but the approach is DREW BARRY TRENT
different.

We’ve got
news from around the world this week, so let’s get to it.

Let's begin with some more news on one of metal's
dinosaurs. From the Great White North comes more news
about the departure of Rik Emmett from the band Triumph
to pursue a solo career. The two remaining members, Mike
Levine and Gil Moore will be continuing on as Triumph. The
band is currently searching for a replacement. According to a
band spokesman, there is a possibility that Triumph will add
two new members. Also, both Triumph and Rik Emmett are
now free from MCA Records. They will both be pursuing new
deals. Finally, throughout their career, Triumph have basically
managed themselves.

U2 seem likely to have the biggest-selling album of the year in
Britain with "Rattle & Hum." The LP sold 600,000 copies in
Britain as advance orders, and one of the largest record stores
in London reported selling 1,000 albums and 500 tapes during
the first morning it went on sale.

Sting used the the Amnesty International Human Rights
Now! tour to speak out against the clearing of rain forests for
farming. He challenged the Brazilian government to arrest him
on stage.

Bass player Earl Falconer of UB40 has finished serving his
six-month jail sentence for drunken driving in connection with
the accident that killed his brother, Ray, the band’s sound
engineer. However, he’s having to take some time to resume
rehearsals. "He couldn't play in prison, so he's working his
fingers back," says percussionist Norman Hassan.

They Might Be Giants say they have written over 300 songs,
but only a few dozen have been released on the duo’s two
albums. So, the band operates a phone number where people
can dial to hear a song by the group. "We're obviously not
going to make any money off it," says John Linnell. "It's just
a neat idea, | think. A lot of people appreciate the fact that it's
notrecord store- or radio station-oriented. It's directly from our
house to your house." The number, 718-387-6962, usually
includes the newest tunes by the band.

The Bay City Rollers have begun their first tour in seven years.
Eric Faulkner, the only original band member still in the group,
says the band has been touring regularly in Europe in the last
few years. The band has had some success with a song called
'Party Hearty," which Faulkner described as a "glam-rock
anthem sort of thing, atypical Rollers record." He's hoping that
the attention in Europe will lead to a record deal for the Rollers.
"We've got tapes out everywhere, and (record executives)
coming to see us in New York and Los Angeles, so we're
hoping for the best. We're not looking for Rollermania again.
We just want to get back into the swing of things." During their
current tour, the band was given the keys to Bay City,
Michigan, during a ceremony at city hall.

Bass player Jack Bruce says that Cream almost reformed for
the just-completed Human Rights Now! tour for Amnesty
International. He says Ginger Baker had agreed to reformthe
group, but Eric Clapton had already organized his solo tour,
making the reunion impossible.

John Hiatt says his next album will be a live one that includes
all new material. He hopes to highlight his backing band, the
Goners, who appear on his current album "Slow Turning."
"Already | hear it getting more and more spooky and
awful-sounding and scary," Hiatt says. "And we're going with
it. | want more of that Delta meets voodoo monkey business.
Played live." Former Eagle Bernie Leadon almost appeared
on the "Slow Turning" album, but Hiatt was out voted by the
members of the Goners. "It turned out they wanted to keep it
a four-piece. There's a whole bunch of air that way. As a
four-piece we could keep that going constantly, the groove
thing they do. | didn’t know this until we sat down and talked
about it, but they’re not so willing to give that little thing up. In
fact, it's hard to come by."

Boston band Scruffy The Cat have a new member,
keyboardist Burns Stanfield, who is the brother of the band’s
bass player, MacPaul Stanfield. The band have a new album
just out (on Relativity Records), "The Moons Of Jupiter," which
was recorded in Memphis and produced by Jim Dickinson,
who has worked with the Replacements and Sly & Robbie.

Cclin Vearncombe says he calls himself Black because he
says nobody gets his real name right. "l have so many
problems with my surname. Nobody pronounces or spells it
right," he says. He says his new album, "Comedy," uses a wide
range of instruments. "It is quite deliberate," he says. "There's
something about traditional instruments, which is nowhere
nearas wearing as hearing the same sample coming up again."
Black’s single, "Wonderful Life," sold over a million copies

worldwide last year. Black plans to tour early next year,
beginning in England in January, and including six weeks of
European dates. He'll then play dates in Canada, Japan,
Australia and possibly the U.S.

Fishbone will go to Europe and Japan in mid-December, after
aseries of U.S. dates that extend through early November. The
band plans to continuetouringthe U.S. inthe spring. Fishbone
will appear in the film "Tapeheads" this fall, and provided a
song for the movie soundtrack.

Blue Rodeo won awards for best group, single of the year
("Try") and video of the year at the CASBY (Canadian Artists
Selected By You) music awards handed out in Toronto.
Robbie Robertson also won three awards: album of the year,
best male vocalist and with Daniel Lanois for engineer/
producer of the year. k.d. lang won for best female vocalist,
and Andrew Cash was voted most promising artist. Funk/jazz
band the Stuffle Demons were voted best independent artist
and won for best independent video with "Out Of My House,
Roach."INXS won the award for international album of the year
for "Kick."

Julian Cope has recruited former Smiths drummer Mike
Joyce to help him tour in support of his new album, "My Nation
Underground." Joyce has been part of Sinead O’Connor’s
band. Joyce helped write O'Connor’s new single, “Jump In The
River," which features a rap from performance artist Karen
Finley.

Burton Cummings wrote the liner notes for a new Canadian
greatest hits album from the Guess Who. The double album
includes 24 songs and the CD includes 31. "Doing the liner
notes was a labor of love," Cummings says, adding that there
are no plans for a Guess Who reunion. He is working on an
autobiography, saying "he has fabulous stories totell." But he's
not on very good terms with Burton Cummings. He says the
next time he sees Cummings will probably be "in court."

Anthony Crawford, guitarist in Steve Winwood's band, says
he’s working on his debut solo album. Winwood, who has also
played with Neil Young on two albums and at the Farm Aid
concerts, will play again with Winwood in Japan in March. "And
then, hopefully, at that time, I'll have my own career doing
something." He hasn't played on any of Winwood's LPs, "but |
think that’s in the future plans. And ! think being friends with
him for the last few months leads me to believe he and | will be
friends for a long time." Crawford has been writing songs for
some time, and has one, "Soldier Of Love," on the latest Nitty
Gritty Dirt Band album.

A concert featuring Rapeman, the new band of Steve Albini
of Big Black, at a university in Leeds, England, was canceled
after women students complained about the group’s name.
The name Rapeman comes from a Japanese soft-porn comic
in which a men and women are punished by a rapist.

The Pet Shop Boys’ new album, "Introspection"includes their
own version of "I'm Not Scared," which they wrote for Eighth
Wonder, and a remix of "Always On My Mind." It also includes
a new track, "Left To My Own Devices," which was produced
by Trevor Horn and Stephen Lipson.

Stephen Milton Love, the brother of Mike Love of the Beach
Boys, has pleaded no contest in Los Angeles Municipal Court
to one count of grand theft. He was charged with embezzling
$900,000 from a trust set up by a court because of a dispute
over a land sale. Love managed the Beach Boys in the
mid-1970s. He's been allowed to remain free without bail until
he is sentenced November 16.

Clark Datchler, lead singer for Johnny Hates Jazz, has left
the group. He's been living in Amsterdam in the Netherlands
in recent months, and plans to record a solo album soon. The
rest of the group is seeking a singer to replace him.

Prince won two awards at the annual Minnesota Black
Musicians Awards handed out in Minneapolis. He won in the
video category for "Alphabet St." and in the national R&B
category, along with singer Alexander O’Neal. But the big
winner this year was alocal band called Moore By Four, which
was named outstanding 1988 artist/local, and shared honors
in a jazz category. Flyte Tyme Productions, the company of
Jimmy "Jam" Harris and Terry Lewis, was given a special
recognition award for producer. Prince, Harris and Lewis were
out of town and did not pick up their awards.

U2's "Rattle And Hum" has quickly become the highest
selling album of the year in Great Britain. In one week alone
it shifted 300,000 copies and immediately entered the album
chart in the top position. It is the second highest weekly sale
of any album in the history of the British music industry (the
highest is, inevitably Michael Jackson’s "Bad"). "Rattle And
Hum" easily becomes the biggest selling double album in
history though; a record which was held by Frankie Goes To
Hollywood, whose "Welcome To The Pleasuredome" sold
250,000 in one week in 1984. "Rattle And Hum"is U2’s fourth
number one album, following "War" (1983) "The Unforgettable
Fire" (1985) and "The Joshua Tree" (1987). The group thus
equals the Eighties record for number one albums with The
Police, Genesis and Abba. A spokesman at London’s Virgin
Megastore on Oxford Street said: "On Monday we sold 500
albums before 9:30am and we had sold a total of 1000 albums
and 600 tapes before lunchtime. We've beenfilling the shelves
every half hour. In the British music press, the album, a
mixture of studio and live music to accompany a book and
movie, has received unanimous praise. The 22nd October
editions of “The New Musical Express", "Melody Maker" and
"Sounds" all have feature stories on U2. Bill Graham,
reviewing the album in "Hot Press", the Irish music paper, calls
it U2's most ambitious album yet and an album that
“unshakably believes that someone must fight for that vast
unclaimed territory of popular culture." But not all of what has
been written about the group in their native Ireland has been
complimentary. In an opinion piece for the influential "Irish
Times", journalist Fintan O’'Toole asserts that the American
mythology in the band’s songs is "enourmously destructive for
the Irish young." The journalist believes that while the group
may support noble causes, "the band image is essentially one
in the dovetails of Ronald Reagan’s America". He feels that
U2 are reinforcing the traditional Irish image of the U.S., As
"saviour and refuge. Something that has paralyzed us for a
very long time, keeping us from taking our lives in our own
hands." Responds Edge: “To be honest, when | was growing
up, | wasn't listening to The Chieftans. | was listening to rock
and roll. | was listening to Radio Caroline not the traditional
hour on the radio. It's only in the last three or four years I've
started to listen to The Dubliners or The Clancy Brothers.
There are plenty of traditionalist groups around; look at In Tua
Nua." Keith Donald, Music Officer for The Arts Council in
Dublin vehemently defends U2. '"They've pumped a lot of
money into Dublin and created jobs in an area of high
unemployment.” he told "The New Statesman". "The fact that
atop of the market rock act has chosen to be based here, has
given a lot of the young people hope." Donald believes the
band could stem the emigration drain from The Republic of
Ireland. The band did also, after all, appear at "Smile Jamaica"
the benefit concert and TV extravaganza organized by Island
Records chief Chris Blackwell, to raise money for the victims
of Hurricane Gilbert in Jamaica. Confusion had reigned the
previous week as to whether U2 would be appearing and the
band only made their decision to do so at the eleventh hour,
so as not to disappoint many of the ticket holders. After Radio
One spilt the beans that the group were thinking of playing,

thousands of fans descended on The Dominion Theatre's box
office to line up for tickets - two days before they were due to
go on sale. An lIsland spokesman says: "Obviously we
contacted U2 to see if they were interested in performing at
the show, but they wanted time to think about it because they
hadn’t performed live in a long time and they weren't exactly
sure what they wanted to do. But more importantly they didn't
want to headline the concert, so we held off any plans until
Ziggy Marley had been confirmed as the headline act.
Unfortunately Radio One (Britain’s national pop and rock radio
station) got hold of the news; we don’t know exactly how - and
started giving out misleading information because U2 were still
not confirmed." For the 1000 plus fans lining up at the London
theatre, the mood was turning ugly by the time the tickets were
going on sale as Island reps were mingling with the fans telling
them that U2 had still not been confirmed. At this point U2
agreed to play and performed a 20 minute set on the night,
which was broadcast live on British television.

The band have also been responding to their overt criticisms
of the author Albert Goldman, on the track "God Part II" on
the new album, and their alleged crisis of confidence with their
own biographer, Eammon Dunphy. The Edge claims that
Goldman’s books are one sided and that a lot of people
reading his books will have their appreciation of the music
ruined. On Dunphy, The Edge told "The New Musical
Express": ‘"It's just the glaring inaccuracies, such as The
Buzzcocks were alocal Dublin band...the book was full of half
truths embroidered into phantasmagorical conclusions
bearing no relationship to the truth. A certain amount of poetic
license | can live with. But when somebody is putting 2 and 2
together and getting 198, this is when | get to thinking that this
guy is trying to do something other than portray the facts. And
! mean | expected a bit of that, but the point was he didn't
check on a lot of stuff. Not because he didn't have the
opportunity, but because he was a bit stuck for time at the end.
What | do appreciate about Eammon is that he has stared out
the Irish begrudgers, because he has made a fortune out of
this book and he’s rubbing everyone’s nose in it. He's going
ontelevision telling people how much he’s made! | think that's
great because somebody had to start doing that. Because in
Ireland, like in England, people are scared of success. They
don’t like to admit it. Everyone’s wandering around
pretending they're penniless. That's as bad as the
ostentatious attitude of L.A. as far as I'm concerned.”

Bryan Ferry releases a new single this week; a remixed
version of "Let’s Stick Together". The "1988" remix is backed
with “Trash" by Roxy Music. The 12inch contains a previously
unreleased mix of "Let’s Stick Together", "Shame Shame,
Shame", a dance mix of Roxy Music’s "Angel Eyes" and
"Trash". The CD additionally includes "Sign Of The Times"and
“Casanova". The A side of the 7 inch is taken from a
forthcoming Bryan Ferry greatest hits album, "The Ultimate
Collection".

Annie Lennox has teamed up with Al Green for the release
of an A&M single "Put A Little Love In Your Heart", featured on
the soundtrack for the Bill Murray movie, "Scrooged". The
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song, written by Jackie DeShannon/Randy Myers/Jimmy
Holiday was produced by Dave Stewart. The single is
backed with "Great Big Piece Of Love" performed by The
Spheres Of Celestial Influence, also produced by Stewart.

The Fallrelease their second album this year "/ Am A Curious
Oranj". The ten tracks come from the avant-garde ballet of the
same name which tias been playing here in London at The
Sadlers Wells Theatre, performed by Michael Clark and
company, with The Fall also onstage for the proceedings.
The Fall wrote all the tracks and the album was produced by
lan Broudie and lead singer Mark E. Smith.

The highly controversial concert by a group called
Rapeman, passed without major incident at Leeds
Polytechnic. At first The Students Union had decided to ban
Rapeman from appearing because of their offensive name,
but the group warned the union that they would be in breach
of contract and would carry out legal action ifthe union’s threat
was carried out. Rapeman’s Steve Albini said this week:
"Nota lot happened. The gig went on, and it wasn’t disrupted.
There were a small collection of people protesting outside, but
as usual the people protesting didn't really understand what
they were protesting about. | didn't see any point in talking to
the actual picketers - it wouldn’t be very illuminating. But I've
spoken to plenty of people who object to plenty of people who
object to the band’s name. We still see no reason for us to
change it." But a spokesman for the Leeds Rape Crisis center
said this week: "He's a liability. Whatever his reasons, there's
no excuse or justification for the name.” Despite asking
students to stay away and the presence of 100 strong picket;
500 attended the show.

Pop Will Eat Itself have been thrown off the Run’s House
tour, featuring Public Enemy and Run DMC. The witty grebo
band, who incorporate a lot of scratch and rapping methods
into their music have faced hostile audiences in London,
Dienze (Belgium) and Amsterdam. At last week’s concerts at
the south London venue of The Brixton Academy PWE! faced
a barrage of fireworks and burning balls of newspaper. The
black all girl group, The Wee Papa Girl Rappers faced similar
abuse. In Amsterdam the group had to leave after only one
number when members of the 5000 strong crowd began
hurling objects at the group. In Dienze there was a similar
reaction and members of the British media were assaulted.
On each night, none of the other acts on the bill - Derek B.
Public Enemy or Run DMC, made any attempt to admonish
the crowd or make any comment about the incidents,
according to the NME. After the Dienze show, Pop Will Eat
Itself were told that Run DMC were unhappy with the way the
band reacted to the crowd’s hostility. Their guitarist had
mooned the crowd on two occasions before beating a retreat.
At the Brixton Academy, the all white band seemed to be the
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victims of inverted racism, but in Dienze the crowd was all
white; but one fan told a reporter "Their music isn't black
enough. Itisn’t real rap." Said lead singer Craig, "We gave it
our best shot." PWEI now go into the studio; to record a new
album.

Sting has challenged the Brazilian government to arrest him,
for speaking out against the destruction of the Amazon forest
and the plight of the nation’s indians. Speaking on the eve of
The Amnesty International concert in Sao Paolo, he said: "If
they want to arrest me in front of 25,000 Brazilians they can.
The lives of indigenous people are increasingly at risk as they
try to defend themselves against gold miners and farmers."
Sting was adding his voice to world condemnation of the
clearing of huge areas of the Amazon forest. Some believe it
to be the partial cause of the disruption to the world’s weather,
while it also causes the slaughter of wildlife.

EMI release the album of previously unreleased material by
Syd Barret this week. The album entitled "Opel" features
out-takes and left-over material from Barret’s two solo albums,
"The Madcap Laughs"and "Barret". The selection begins with
"Swan Lee"and "Lanky"from Barret's first material afterleaving
Pink Floyd in 1968 and the material finishes around 1970.

Sandie Shaw releases her new studio LP "Hello Angel" on
Rough Trade this week. The album features guest musicians
(including Chrissie Hynde on mouth organ!!!) and is
produced by Stephen Street. As well as featuring her current
single, the Morrissey/Marr composed "Please Help The
Cause Against Loneliness" there’s also a track especially
written for Shaw by The Jesus And Mary Chain; "Cool About
You".

INDUSTRY NEWS

Nimbus Records in Britain believe they have come up with
the four hour CD. They are currently testing a disc which has
doublethe capacity of existing CDs by being very high density.
But even if the four hour disc becomes technically possible,
there are doubts that the record industry will relish the idea.

Meanwhile a recent new survey on CD shows that the
public’s faith in the format was unaffected by April’s media
scare claiming that the discs deteriorate quickly. Some 49%
of British CD owners were aware of the deterioration stories
and 38% of people not intending to buy a CD player also
noticed the media coverage but 71% of owners said it would
make no difference on their outlook of CD and the same
applied to 68% of non-intenders, according to "Music Week".
The survey also revealed that the typical CD owner was well
paid, under 35 and without children and that 77% of them were
entirely satisfied with the product.
