"As Long As You Follow* gets this holiday
present from Warner Bros. off to a rousing start. Christine
McVie's latest edition of state of the art languidity lands this
week’s highest 35* debut--definitely a surprisingly strong rock
radio start.

Bonus tracks
on the CD and Cassette oniy are "You Make Lovin’ Fun", "Big
Love" and "Over My Head".

the groundwork with last year's "Ail Fools Day" album, injecting
a much needed breath of fresh air into many of the format's
respective playlists. "Just Like Fire Would" and "Tempie Of The
Lord", (an MTV Hip Clip Of The Week), showed tremendous
musical growth in these seminal Australian innovators. [t
seems like only yesterday we were hearing their now classic

have softened their approach somewhat, but at the same time
sharpened Chris Bailey's always mighty pen. "Grain Of Sand”
offers a musical theme we know will connect with any working
man or woman--and you just know this man is writing from
memory and not imagination. . Musicailly speaking, the
acoustic guitar intro quickly kicks into the Saints trademark
down home backbeat, with ringing six strings and Garth
Hudson-iike organ right on target. This band has iong
deserved a serious chunk of your airtime, and based on the
pre-release buzz all through the Northeast Corridor, this
excelient effort should lift-off impressively over the next several

apitol.... Muilti-format momentum is kicking into high
gear and more than a few stations who swore that this band’s
work would never see the inside of their air studio are now out
front with power rotations and top phones. Funny how
perceptions change when a band can claim mega-platinum
clout. Nearly 100 stations are playing "Every Rose..." and 40
have the cut in power/heavy with 25 reporting Poison in their
top 5 requests! WLZR’s Kelly Wallace makes the easy call,
"Poison has delivered what has to be the ballad of the year with
’Every Rose Has Its Thorn™.... We also heard from Anthony
Alfonsi at WDVE, "This is a departure from the Poison sound
that most people are used to. This song will expand their base
of fans”.... Adds at 16 including WLVQ, KOME, KGB, KEZO,
WRKI and KLBJ coupled with rotation boosts at KQRS, WKDF,
WIOT, KJJO WWTR and others lead to a fine Hard Hundred
showing, 35-28*.

Although we won't project a winner until the polls close in your
state, early returns have these Midwest mavericks neck and
neck with Little Feat for Comeback Of The Year honors. It's
proof that programmers have not only missed the band for
their music, but for the fun and irreverent image that they bring
to the airwaves as well. The track moves 47-42* as new play
is gained at 13 stations including WLUP, WDIZ, KGON, WLZR,
WMAD and KTYD. Top 5 phones are noted at WZZQ and
WWRX where Rob Wagman implores, “Don’t run from "Ghost
Town’, this one’s got phones written all over it".... Brand new
reporter Marty Meyers of KKTX doesn’t waste any time
chipping in, "Ghost Town' is a great song. Cheap Trick fans
aren’t the only people who can appreciate this track".... Don't
be cruel to their legion of fans; share this cut with your audience
now.

" b .... Few things
are more satisfying than seeing an artist of John’s integrity
finally earn popular acclaimto add to the critical raves that he's
been piling up like leaves on the front lawn. This week’s 68*
debut is all the more impressive considering that "Slow
Turning" was a late bloomer at many stations and is still
receiving airplay at more than 100 reporters.

Leadinga pack of 16 new adds are WIYY, WEGR, KZRR, KATT,
WONE and KISS while WIMZ, WPLR, CHEZ, WVVWV, KMBY,
KRNA and WTKI all increase rotation. Down in Memphis where
they know a thing or two about soulful sounds, WEGR’s Kelly
Cruise tells us, "'I'm Sorry’ gets right down to the soul. Put
your hands on the radio and say, 'hallelujah™.... The band is
running away with the votes in the "Best New Import Group"

category for our year-end poll while "I'm Sorry" runs up the HH,

This Bad Co. album is turning into one of 1988’s best testing
records. Just ask the research rangers on the block and they'll
tell you that when it comes to requests and call-out, Bad
Company comes through with flying colors.

Well, we put it on this week and sure enough, we got top five
phones immediately".... Just call it unsolicited Bad Company
testimonial #157.

.. One ofthe chart’s biggest movers, Cinderella
brings in 12 new stations including major players KISW, WLVQ
and KAZY. In just 2 years, this band has evolved from
"promising newcomer" status to an automatic for the format.
"Bad Seamstress..." takes a 69-57* ride on the Hard Hundred
and is aided by steady play on WQFM, KILO, WCCC, KSJO,
KFMG, KEZO, WFBQ, KOME and 30 others. WGIR’s Karen
A. Small makes the call, "Cinderella’s 'Bad Seamstress Blues’
has that touch of old Zeppelin blues that Album Radio’s
audience eats up. This one will slide on the airwaves very
easily".... The previous ballad sparked massive Lp sales, and
the change of pace on this cut will certainly make it a major
mauler on the phone lines well into 1989.

Tommy Conwell, "If We Never Meet
Again", Columbia.... Thisjewel of a tune is working
wonders for Tommy as the follow up to the #1 "I'm Not Your
Man". Addsfrom WRDU, WONE, WEGR, WXRC, WBLM, KCAL
and 10 others bring the station count comfortably above 100.
At WWRX, Rob Wagman notes, "Tommy Conwell gets moved
into heavy this week. We played the original by the Reckless
Sleepers, but this is the version that the audience is really
responding to".... The 33-29* Hard Hundred jump is aided by
rotation increases at KLBJ, WPLR, KRXQ, WWTR, WTKI,
WXLP, WKLC, WEZX, WWTR and a half dozen others.
Tommy's nationwide tour has gone a long way towards
convincing the multitudes that Mr. Conwell is indeed a star on
the rise. WDVE’s Anthony Alfonsi adds, "Tommy's live show
didn’t disappoint my high expectations--it didn’t take me long
to agree with everyone else that Tommy and the Young
Rumblers are a band to really keep an eye on".... Smart
programmers will be keeping both eyes on the band inthe near

In Pursuit

| wanted to be in a band probably since | was four years old
when | went out and bought "House Of The Rising Sun" by the
Animals. | was in air bands when | was a kid, and basically
working on this my
whole life. | had a pretty
good idea about what |
wanted to do before |
put TPOH together, a
sound in my head and
that | wanted to realize.
Like | said, | had been in
a lot of bands before
and things didn’t really
seem to work out, and
the goal was to create a
rock band that played
popsongs. TPOH isthe
perfect marriage be-
tween the hard edge
sound with a lot of vo-
cals, put together with a
power trio underneath
everything. This par-
ticular version of the
band has been together
since January of this year but we've been working on the con-
cept for 2 1/2 years. The first two girls in the band went on to
form another group.

Canadian Indie Scene

It's really good, | mean being a musician means making
records so when we first started out we were only together for
afew months when we had an opportunity to shoot a video for
"I'm An Adult Now" with a film director friend. The video gota
lot of airplay on the Canadian equivalent to MTV, Much Music,
and this led to our first record. Our intention was to always
make records whether we had a label or not. Many of the
bands in Canada are lifted fromthe indie scene after they make
analbum or two, likethe Cowboy Junkies being signed to RCA.

Spreading Happiness

| don't really know that much about promoting the record in
America other than radio is starting to respond to it. | really
went into this with no expectations. | think it's a good record
and I'm proud of it, so I'd like as many people to hear it as pos-
sible.

The Todd Connection

Chrysalis sent him the tapes and he said he wanted to produce
the record, kind of a boring story really. I'm a big fan. As a mat-
ter of fact | think he’s the best producer in the world. So when
| found out he wanted to do it | was overwhelmed. Todd'’s a
brilliant man, incredibly articulate and he’s got an interesting
sense of humor. That’s why we knew we could trust him, be-
cause he is so smart about music and records that we really

trusted him as a producer. The best thing Todd did the band
was to keep us focused and to get incredible performance out
ofthe band. We played 110% while we were in the studio and
he got really good vocal performances out of the band and
made sure the tempo was upbeat. And the sounds he wound
up with as far as the vocals go are really great. And that’s his
trademark.

Rock radio and pop music - the missing link?

We heard a really nice compliment from one radio station that
said they added TPOH because it was a "breath of fresh air".
That’s what we have to offer. We're not doing anything daring
or completely original, it's just that our approach is what
sounds fresh. If you interview any band they are going to say
"We're doing this really interesting type of music etc..." | don't
think most bands plan on playing mundane music that's gonna
suck but sell. | think most people take what they do to heart,
it's just a matter of aesthetics.

All that junk

Lyrically, the actual meaning of "Love Junk" will be learned after
you hear the record. It’s about all the things surrounding love.
Love may be a pure thing
in itself but there are all
these other things sur-
rounding it like infidelity
and sexual politics.
That's the subject we
decided on for this
album, so that deter-
mined what songs were
chosen. Todd has this
idea that albums should
reveal a single concept
and be very focused,
giving one message to
people, because if you
deliver too many con-
flicting messages it
confuses people and
they won’t enjoy the
record as much. And |
basically bought that.

Looking For Girls

"Looking For Girls" is a pretty good example of my songwrit-
ing approach. The song is not exactly what it seems at first
and the finale reveals that this guy is really looking for just one
girl because in order to make love to one girl 487,000 times,
well that would take a whole life time. | don’t think people are
pigs by nature. |think people are basically monogamous and
looking for some stable kind of thing. But the whole mentality
of when you go into a situation like that is sometimes you go
out and have a really randy night where you just want to meet
somebody! Sol used that as the approach, like this guy is "in-
sane" to meet a girl and he'll do anything to meet a girl but
deep in his heart he just wants to meet the one to spend some
time with.

On the radio

Itfelt great... | had been in other bands before TPOH and heard
myself on the radio then and it's a great feeling. But one of the
best things that ever happened in that regard just sank it
recently. About two months ago | was walking by this head
shop in Toronto that displayed all kinds of drug paraphernalia
and tee shirts and stuff and they had music blaring all over the
street and then "I'm An Adult Now" came on and | just started
screaming all over the place. | couldn’t help but make a scene,
1 guess they heard me for blocks.

TPOH will embark on a tour for the next six months
and begin piecing together the next album in between.

The Dead Milkmen "Beezlebubba"
(Fever/Enigma) There is a lot more to the Dead
Milkmen’s fourth release than what is probably the album title
of the year (the devil made them do it). By now, these
dastardly Philly boys have positioned themselves among the
cream of the crop at college radio with songs like "Bitchin’
Camaro", "'The Thing That Eats Hippies" and "You'll Dance To
Anything“. They return in a similar funny fashion, sporting a
new breed of rock’s rotten to the hardcore songs gone soft.
But they still pull pop shots on America’s issues and icons with
a humorous vengeance, which is why the Dead Milkmen are
not only timely, but always seem to be on aroll. The songs on
"Beezlebubba" scream for your attention and some stand outs
that immediately scratched their way to the surface are "Punk
Rock Girl", "My Many Smells", "Life Is Shit", "Everybody's Got
Nice Stuff But Me", "Smokin’ Banana Peels" and "Bleach Boys".
The titles alone could start a five-alarm blaze, so just imagine
these guys burning up your airwaves.

The Wolfg an? Press "Bird Wood Cage"
(4AD/Rough Trade) The tension filled sound ofthe
Wolfgang Press seems to travel through time without
recognition of outside forces. The fluid, cavelike song
treatments and sinister percussion weaves in and out of every
dark chamber, with a certain ghostly spirit that is now their very
own trademark. Slick production adds a reptilian feel to the
scenario and poses a clean contrast to their otherwise
underground approach, making "Bird Wood Cage" another
example of their calculated collection of releases to date. This

is swamp rock with guitars practically phased out, beefed up
with chilled-to-the-bone synthesizer and techno-tactics. "King
Of Soul" originally appeared as a single and opens the album
to other eerie adventures like "Hang OnMe"; the howling tease
of "Bottom Drawer"; the stuttering pressure of "Raintime* and
"Kansas"; and the rhythmic cacophony of “Shut That Door".

The
band's lineup consists of lead vocalist Joel DuBay (24), Adrian
Liberty (23), Jeff Litke (23) and Tom Haug (19) who replaced
guitarist Bill Hill in late '86-87. The band features a hard driving
sound, focusing heavily on grinding guitar interaction and the
vocal flexibility of DuBay. When | saw them live recently, | was
impressed by their confident stage presence and the intense
energy that bounced back and forth between them and their
crazed audience. (The circular moshing was something to
behold). So, while we await their first full Lp, (which they start
recording in late Dec./Jan. all 4 tracks on the Ep ("Gimme
Gimme Shock Treatment' - a la the Ramones, "Hunter
Seeker","Blind Leading The Blind" and '"Terminator") should
hold the masses over nicely. (Look for a radio only CD to be
coming too) There is a song however on the forthcoming Lp
called "Nice Dreams" that promises to be a monster. This band
has definite potential and as Joel was quick to add, "Powermad
is dedicated to putting the fun back into metal. What we're
tryingto do is get away from the doom and gloom side of metal.
We're a positive band with a ton of energy live and we deliver
more bang for your buck." What more could you ask? (C.B.).

"Ki = ic.... For

a number of years now, this band has been a force to be
reckoned with in the ever-changing world of metal. By stating
their beliefs without shame, they've also earned a reputation
as being arrogant and rebellious. Theirimage of being the only
remaining non-poser band on the planet has also raised quite
afew eyebrows in the metal community. No doubt none of that
will change with the release of their new album. This record
has all the power and precision you've come to expect from
these self-proclaimed Kings of Metal with one little twist: This
will be the last Manowar record to feature the guitar talents of
Ross The Boss.

Have you made your plans for New Year's Eve yet? Here is
something you might want to consider. If your bandatcount
is speaking the same language that you are, you may want to
fly to Tokyo, Japan and spend New Year's Eve with Bon Jovi,
Britny Fox, Ratt and Kingdom Come. In what is being billed
as the Japanese Monsters Of Rock, these four bands will play
inside Tokyo's brand new 55,000 seat Tokyo Dome. Sounds
like a great bash.

Guitar virtuoso David T. Chastain has just finished work on
his second instrumental album.

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Ozzy Osbourne says he’s not too pleased withthe way he was
portrayed in Geraldo Rivera’'s recent NBC-TV special, "Devil
Worship." Rivera suggested that Osbourne’'s music Is
connected with Satanism and his lyrics condone suicide. *I
thought the man (Rivera) was very brutal in that he would
spend five minutes asking a question and then give me five
second to answer," Osbourne says. "But | have never in my life
--and I'll put my hand on a stack of Bibles about this -- taken
part in any black magic ritual or anything like that." Osbourne
says people have suggested his lyrics promote suicide “for
years, and it's stupid of them to even think that I'd do
something like that. It's certainly not my intention." Osbourne
says he might take some jabs at Rivera on his next album, as
he does on his current album, "No Rest For The Wicked," with
television evangelists. 'They were always putting my records
down and saying | was the anti-Christ, and it turned out they
weren’t so holy after all," Osbourne says.

Doritos. The suit asks for $2 million in punitive damages,
unspecified actual damages and profits that Frito-Lay has
made because of the ads, claiming that the advertisements
infringe on his right to license the use of his voice.

Fleetwood Mac’s "Greatest Hits" album will include two new
songs when it's released later this month. "As Long As You
Follow" was written by Christine McVie with her husband,
Eddie Quintela, and "No Questions Asked" was written by
Stevie Nicks and Kelly Johnston. Compact disc and cassette
versions of the LP will include three more songs than the
album. The new tracks mark the recording debut of new
Fleetwood Mac members Rick Vito and Billy Burnette, who
joined the band for their 1987 tour.

Dickey Betts says he met his guitarist Warren Haynes about
six years ago when Haynes was playing with country singer
David Allen Coe. "l was really looking for the exact person that
fit my idea for a band, and Warren was the one," Betts says. "I
like the way he plays slide. He's fresh and has a nice approach
to the guitar. He's from the old Duane Allman school, which is
close to my heart. But even though he does remind you of
Duane Allman when he plays, he never copies his licks. He'’s
very original, and we jam together well. Improvisation is
fantastic when I'm playing with Warren. We freeform a lot
onstage."

Members of Skinny Puppy say they're pleased with their
current U.S. tour, even though they've had their hassles. In
addition to being arrested In Cincinnati, they almost lost their
prop dog, Chud, in Detroit. The dog, which the band uses in
its act, was swiped by a female fan who sneaked backstage
afterthe show. Just as Cevin Key and the rest of the band were
noticingits absence, "a skinhead with a big huge Mohawk" told
them he might have some information on the theft. They finally
found the dog's trail at a suburban Detroit house the next
morning. "We cruised up to her parent’s driveway, and there
was Chud, locked in the car," Key says. "We went up and
knocked on the door and told them what was going on. The
parents thanked us for not calling the police." But Chud caused
more trouble for the band in Cincinnati, when band members
were arrested because someone complained that the band
had performed surgery on a real dog during their show. "It was
pretty ridiculous," Key says. "It reminded me of 'Rambo,’ how
the agitation factor was pushed behind the human realm. The
relationship that I've always had with policemen is to be able
to talk to them, but these guys, you just couldn’t reason with
them. It's pretty obvious that it's a pop dog -- (singer Nivek)
Ogre does a very drastic vivisection." Key, Ogre and tour
manager Dan McGee were detained for a couple of hours and
then released after paying a $200 fine. "The irony of the whole
thingis that we're arrested for something supposedly going on
in our show that goes on one out of every three seconds in
experimental labs around the Cincinnati area where animals
are tested."

A pair of David Bowie’s sneakers sold for $300 and an
autographed Bob Dylan harmonica sold for $1,500 at an
auction benefiting the Philadelphia Music Foundation. The
proceeds from the event, over $25,000, will go to benefit a
scholarship and other education programs. A Kramer guitar
donated and signed by Eddie Van Halen went to an
anonymous buyer for $2,900, and a 1981 Buick Regal
autographed by Bruce Springsteen, Sting and many other
artists, went for a mere $2,000.

Ringo Starr and his wife, Barbara Bach, are being treated for
alcoholism at a U.S. clinic, according to former Beatles press
agent Derek Taylor. "Ringo wanted this to go public because
it was already seeping out through fellow guests at the clinic,"
Taylor says. He says the couple are halfway through an
eight-week program at the facility, which he would not identify.
'"They are free to leave at any time and go straight to a bar, but
the implication of the message (Ringo) left was that they both
want to complete the treatment in peace and quiet.” Starr and
Bach recently finished taping a children’s program for PBS-TV,
called "Shining Time Station," which will air in January.

Jerry Lee Lewis has filed for bankruptcy, claiming debts of $5
million, including $2 million owed to the Internal Revenue
Service. His federal bankruptcy petition filed in Memphis says
he owes almost a million dollars to the Whiskey River Club in
Nashville. Lewis was acquitted of federal income tax evasion
four years ago, but he still owes the IRS money.

Atlanta’s DB Records will soon release a 70-minute Pylon
album, "Hits," which will include most everything the band
released, including the singles "Crazy" and "Cool." The album
will also include a booklet, which is still being written by band
members.

Lynyrd Skynyrd have a home video out, of the "Lynyrd
Skynyrd Tribute Tour." It's narrated by Charlie Daniels and
includes concert footage shot at the Ca'ifornia Expo in
Sacramento and the Shoreline Amphitheater in Mountain View.
It also includes some early footage playing in 1971 at the
Friendship Fountain in Jacksonville. Band members, their
families and crew members also talk about the band in the
homevideo. Some of the proceeds from sales of the tape will
go to the Miami Project to Cure Paralysis, where former
Skynyrd guitarist Allen Collins will undergo rehabilitation for
paralysis he suffered in an auto accident. The video will not be
made available in stores (and can be purchased by calling
1-800-55-FEVER.)

Eddie Money says he had to battle to retain his artistic
freedom on his new album, "Nothing To Lose." He co-wrote
five of the songs on the LP, but he says his label forced him to
record songs from songwriters Jesse Harms and Dianne
Warren. "l fought like a dog to get my tunes on there," Money
says. "You gotta remember, | hated 'Take Me Home Tonight.’
If Ronnie Spector hadn’t helped me with the really stupid
parts...| don’t know if | could’ve done it. But I'm pretty happy
with the way things went on this record. It rocks more, and we
found outside material that | can relate to better than the last
album. Jesse Harms, who wrote 'Walk On Water,’ is an old
friend, so he tried to write a song I'd feel good about." The
album also reunited Money with guitarist Jimmy Lyon, who
worked with Money early in his career, and the duo has already
begun writing songs together in the hopes of having Money’s
next album include on his own tunes. "I'm not kvetching,"
Money adds. "You gotta remember, I'm one of the biggest
crybabies in the music business. I've been doing it too long to
stop complaining all of a sudden."

A copy of Pink Floyd’s new live album will go into space with
the crew of Soyuz 7, a joint French-Soviet space mission which
blasts off November 26. One of the cosmonauts displayed the
tape when asked at a new conference what they would be
listening to while in space. Members of Pink Floyd have been
invited to attend Soviet launch, but it's not known if they'll
accept the offer.

Just as a new album, "Body Talk," is being released (on
Twin/Tone Records), the Minnesota band The Wallets has
announced it is breaking up. Steve Kramer had made the
decision earlier this year and told his colleagues in the band,
but the decision hadn’'t been made public. The band does plan
to tour to promote the record and pay off any remaining debts.
The band’s last show will be in Minneapolis on January 23. "For
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me, it wasn’t going anywhere," Kramer says. "Two years ago,
| couldn’t get anything out of it as far as it being a spiritual
experience of getting excited about the ideas. | think
everybody (in the band) saw it coming."

Dan Baird of the Georgia Satellites says he’s pleased at the
success of "Hippy Hippy Shake," from the "Cocktail"
soundtrack. But he still has some misgivings about the tune,
which isn’t included on the band’s “Open All Night" LP. "It’s
great for the movie, and it was a lot of fun to do," he says. "But
itwouldn’tfit on the album. To tell you the truth, we never would
have thought of doing it had we not been asked. We're not
embarrassed by it. It has a couple of things going for it. It's a
really short song, which | think is a cool thing. And it’s not that
it would sound out of place on the album, because we cover
'Whole Lot Of Shakin’ (Going On,” too. But the question of
re-releasing the album with the single hasn’t come up, so I'm
not going to comment." He says he hopes the track puts the
band in the top 40. "That may or may not happen," he admits.
“If it does, we’'ll be the hot new guys again, and we can follow
up with something off the album like 'Shiela.™

The American Academy of Pediatrics says teenagers are
watching an average of two hours of rock music videos on
television daily. With the exception of performance clips, the
academy says 75 percent of the videos are sexually suggestive
and 56 percent are violent.

Ozzy Osbourne had to cancel the second date of his U.S. tour
because he found that his elaborate stage equipment would
have to be redesigned before it could be fitted onto trucks to
move it from show to show. The "No Rest For The Wicked" tour
opened in Pensacola, Florida.

Ratt drummer Bobby Blotzer won the Dodge International
Star Challenge 1988 Championship Race at the Del Mar
Fairgrounds during the Camel Grand Prix of Southern
California. Blotzer was 0.62 seconds ahead of Ted Nugent, and
Tommy Lee, drummer for Motley Crue, finished third.

Wet Wet Wetare releasing an album of sessions they recorded
in Memphis with producer Willie Mitchell. "The Memphis
Sessions" have been in the can for a couple of years because
the band’s record company didn’t think the songs were
commercial enough.

The newest album from the Wedding Present is called
“Ukrainski Vistupi V Johna Peela,” which roughly translated
means "the Ukrainian Sessions of John Peel (the prominent
British DJ)." All the material on the album is based on original
Ukrainian folk songs recorded for two Peel sessions eatlier this
year.

Gaye Bykers On Acid are rumored to have changed their
name. Their British record label has been calling them Lesbian
Dopeheads on Mopeds for a while, and they're said to now be
calling themselves Dopes On Bikes.

Iron Maiden’s Bruce Dickinson is planning a solo album as
the band takes next year off so that members can have some
timetorest. He’s also hoping to find a publisher for a book he's
written. "It's about an eccentric Scottish, semi-transvestite
laird," Dickinson says. "He lives in a remote castle in the north
of Scotland, with no money and no electricity, with a
semi-criminal butler, obsessed with a plan to build the perfect
mechanical penis."

The Sons Of Freedom say their new self-titted album (on
Slash Records) has political themes, but they don’t want to be
considered a "political band." “The most important thing to us
is the music," says vocalist and guitarist Jim Newton. “We do
have some kind of message we are trying to get across. | want
to write songs that mean something to me and | hope they
mean something to somebody else." But he says the album is
about a "personal sort of politics." I don’t trust bands who go
around calling themselves political," Newton adds. "At the
moment we're not really willing to commit ourselves about
that." He says the band’s song, "Fuck The System," is often
misinterpreted. "Alot of people think it is a straightforward song
endorsing rebellion, but that’s not really what that song is all
about. The song is basically trying to encourage people to
choose new values for themselves once they reject those
which have been forced upon themselves. It's not good
enough to turn around and say you are a rebel. You have to

find values you can believe in, because, if you just turn around
and say the world is a shithole, then you may as well say the
world’s a great place. | think the whole rebel without a cause
thing is just hell-bent for self-destruction and that's just the
same as conforming to me. It doesn’t change anything."

Show Of Hands have returned from their two-week tour of the
Peoples’ Republic of China, and Randell Kirsch says the band
was pleased at how receptive Chinese audiences were. "The
language barrier was undeniable, but the people reacted
favorably to the spectacle of rock & roll," he says. "They seem
to fear expressing themselves. The government is very aware
of crowd control. We were shut down after three songs playing
in front of the Great Wall. And at the theaters, hundreds of
armed police would come down the aisles whenever the crowd
got excited. Then again, if rock & roll is still considered
dangerous in certain parts of America, you can imagine how
they feel about it in China."

British band Bucks Fizz is claiming to have set a world record
for the fastest manufacturing of their new single. The band
brought the tape of their single, “Heart Of Stone" to Abbey
Road Studios and a metal master was rushed to a pressing
plant. A copy of the single was broadcast on the BBC one hour
and 41 minutes later. The Proclaimers had held the previous
record of 2 hours and 19 minutes. Bucks Fizz’ feat was filmed
for the British children’s television show, "Record Breakers."

Elton John and his wife, Renata, getting divorced, even
though John had recently denied the couple were having any
problems. They now say they have drifted apart during their
four-year marriage.

The Christians are donating proceeds from their new single,
“Harvest For The World," to The Disasters Emergency
Committee. The group sends aid to needy locations around
the world like Ethiopia, the Sudan, Bangladesh and Jamaica.
"I'd hate this to be seen as a big plug for the Christians," says
Gary Christian. "When you think about it, it's such a scandal
that there are so many people in the world starving, yet most
governments of western countries are in the position to do
something about it and they don't. It’s left to the pop stars or
whatever to raise the money."

The author of Echo And The Bunnymen’s authorized
biography, Tony Fletcher, has revealed his in-depth
investigation into the band’s split up, to "Record Mirror" in the
U.K. He claims that personality clashes are nothing new to the
group: "The Liverpool quartet have thrived on their differences
and often quarreled in public'. According to Fletcher, the
trouble probably started when the group took a year off after
the success of 1984’s "Ocean Rain" regarded as their creative
and commercial peak in the U.K. but before they had really
gained a strong foothold in North America. Indeed when the
group released their last album, both the concert circuit and

record sales was dwindling in Britain; while in The United
States, they made it for the first time, supporting New Order.
But according to Tony Fletcher it was on this tour that
tempers flared: [n Burlington, Vermont, the first ever
exchange of blows between lead singer lan McCulloch and
bassist Les Pattinson occurred as the group left the stage.
The next night in New Jersey, the band delayed their
performance by two hours while the group and their
management argued about personality clashes and musical
direction (the concert ended up being one of their best). The
following night in Philadelphia, Fietcher recorded an interview
with the group which revealed the group’s intense
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unhappiness with the album and the general sound that had
ironically brought them so much success. "We all know it got
diluted with too many sodding remixes." mourned Will
Sergeant. When Mac first announced he was leaving, last
May, the initial reaction was shock and skepticism, as he had
once left before, even making a solo single, in 1984. Finally,
the lead singer made it official, dismissing the management
and leaving Will Sergeant and Les Pattinson as the sole,
official members of Echo and The Bunnymen. For the last
month they and Pete De Frietas have been recording demos,
in a familiar Bunnymen mould. They are unsure whether to
keep the name, something the departed McCulloch, not
unsurprisingly, is against. Sergeant points to the success of
Depeche Mode, The Buzzcocks and Pink Floyd after losing
their founding members. Mac has demo-ed about 30 songs
of his own at Liverpool’s Amazon Studio, but has not yet
recruited musicians. Tony Fletcher's article appears in the
November 18th issue of "Record Mirror" (with INXS on the
cover). His authorized biography is called "Never Stop".

Billy Idol is working on a new album, according to his
London record company; to be released in May or June of
next year. ldol has been recording tracks with guitarist Mark
Younger-Smith, from Charlie Sexton’s band, and former
Ozzy Osbourne bassist Phil Soussan. All the songs were
written by Billy, who takes a break from recording next month
to appear at an acoustic evening in San Francisco with Bob
Dylan, Tracy Chapman, Crosby Stilis Nash and Young,
Tom Petty and Nils Lofgren. It's a benefit concert for the
city’s Bridge School for handicapped children, set up by Neil
Young’s wife who has two children with cerebral palsy. The
money from the December 4th show goes to develop the
communication of physically handicapped, non-speaking
children, via computers and other equipment. The show,
which last year featured Bruce Springsteen, looks likely to
become an annual event. Said Idol: "It's a great privilege to
be involved." As for his new material, which he’s about half
way through recording, he said this week: "All in all, it's a full,
rounded, voluptuous record. Production-wise, it's a lot rawer
and simpler than "Whiplash Smile". It's first and foremost a
rock n’ roll album, but there's a bit of blues in there too - that
should frighten everyone a bit!" Idol is again in collaboration
with producer Keith Forsey with whom he has recorded at
least five tracks.

Siouxe And The Banshees new single, off their "Peepshow"
album is "The Last Beat Of My Heart", scheduled for a 21st
November release; it's backed with the previously unreleased
"El Dia De Los Muertos", while the twelve inch additionally
contains another new song, "Sun-less". Here in Britain, there
will also be a limited edition seven inch and twelve inch, the
former inan individually numbered gilded sleeve and the latter
in a gatefold sleeve, although they have the same track listing
as the conventional releases. The group have also started
discussing the possibility of releasing several tracks recorded
at their first shows, at the London club, The Roxy, in 1978.
According to "Melody Maker", a central London collector’s
store, Rock Off, have secured the rights to release live Roxy
recordings by, not only The Banshees, but The Buzzcocks,
The Adverts, X-Ray Specs, The Unwanted and Johnny
Moped. Some of the Siouxe And The Banshees tracks they
would like to release are "20th Century Boy", "Captain Scarlet",
"Psychic", "Bad Shape", "Love In A Void" and "The Lord’s
Prayer", all recorded at the club, which was arguably the
birthplace of British punk. Rocks Off fear that Polydor Records
may not give permission for the material to be used.

The Fall are claiming to be the first band to release a double
three inch CD. They unveil their new CD on 21st, featuring the
same tracks which have been released in the United Kingdom
as a double seven-inch singles box; "Jerusalem", "Acid Priest"
“Big New Prinz", and "Wrong Place Right Time No. 2". All are
alternative versions of tracks to be found on The Fall's latest
album "/ Am A Kurious Oranj". The double CD single comes
in a limited edition of 4000 in a presentation wallet with
registered individual number insert, The Fall who are national
heroes on the alternative circuit here, return triumphant to
London’s Town And Country Club near Christmastime.

Joe Strummer, the former lead singer of The Clash, has
signed as a solo artist to Epic Records and is now in Los

Angeles working on an album with his band, The Latino
Rockabiily War, due for release in the Spring. Strummer has
also just finished shooting a movie, although at present, no
other details are available.

Controversy over "Acid House" parties continues this week
with the British tabloid press screaming hysterically over the
use of the drug Ecstasy at acid house events. Conservative
Member of Parliament John Heddle is tryingto ban "/t's A Trip"
a new record by The Children Of The Night. The MP calls
the record "deplorable and depraved" and claims it will
encourage young people to experiment with drugs. He's
approached the British Home Secretary Douglas Herd to see
if he can get the record banned and he is trying to get hold of
a court order to stop the record being sold. Children Of The
Night vocalist, Dan Boylan, was one of 19 people arrested
last week at a warehouse party in Essex. Boylan was kept in
cells for 14 hours before being released without charges.
Sixty-two people were arrested at an acid house party. in
Ipswich, on the east coast of England. The party , held in a
disused five story house was reportedly raided by more than
100 police officers, who sealed off the area before breaking
into the house. Meanwhile, spokesmen for the nation’s police
authorities have attacked the tabloid press for their hysterical
coverage of drug taking at the parties. The police deny that
the problem is out of control and refute suggestions that they
should set up a special squad to deal with it.

Sigue Sigue Sputnik release various versions of their
current single, "Success", this week. The twelve inch
comprises "Success" (Extended Mix), "Success" (Seven inch
mix) and "Frankenstein" mixed by Neal X. Anothertwelve inch
comes in a different bag, featuring Pete Waterman (of Stock,
Aitken and ...fame).

Confused? | sure am, and to cap that, the group
are thinking of releasing more versions!

Pink Fioyd release their new double live album, "Delicate
Sound Of Thunder" on November 21st for EMI. The album,
recorded during the band’s year-long 1988 world tour,
contains tracks from "The Wall", "Dark Side Of The Moon" and
"Wish You Were Here" as well as tracks from their most recent
album "A Momentary Lapse Of Reason".

The Escape Club, the British band doing very well in the
United States, are virtually unknown over here. And it looks
likely that they will continue to be less well known for the time
being, as their video is considered controversial by British
broadcasters. The group spent five unsuccessful years onthe
club circuit here, including a failed contract with EMI (they are
now signed to WEA). But even their new record company
have agreed with TV producers that the video, broadcast
hundreds of times in the U.S. is too sexist for Britain, and have
offered to fund a “less objectionable" video. But vocalist
Trevor Steel is indignant: "We're the last people who would
let a sexist video goout. It's supposed to be satirizing all those
sexist videos that have been made in the past. The video was
played to death in the States and that’s what broke the record
for us. It's even being played in Yugoslavia - but nobody will
touch it here. Why the hell should we make a new video? Just
because people are too scared here to play something that’s
a bit different."
