Jon Butcher, "Send Me Somebody", Capitol.... Last year found Jon taking a much needed break after a 
very active 1987, when "Goodbye Saving Grace", "Holy War' and "Wishes" enjoyed a long run on many playlists. On his second 
post-Axis outing, Mr. Butcher is placing much more emphasis on his ability as a singer/songwriter as opposed to guitar hero 
pyrotechnics. That's not to say the Fender virtuosity displayed on his previous work is lost, just that it is incorporated more into 
the framework of the song. The vocals leap out of the mix, speaking of which, this time Jon and Spencer Proffer have brought 
in veteran Glen Ballard to help them behind the board. They've taken their time and done it right; practically any track on "Pictures 
From The Front" could have served well as the lead off number. "Send Me Somebody' is a fine place to start, as Jon's impassioned 
vocals blend perfectly with those trademark licks for an overall sound that's as much about atmosphere as attack. He's always 
been known as a phenomenal live performer, and look for him to hit the boards with a vengeance in support of this project. Jon 
Butcher is about to take that leap to the next level, and as anyone who's met the man would say, it couldn't happen to a nicer 
guy. 

The Fixx, " Driven Out", RCA.... It's been just about three years since The Roc last cracked the Top 20 with "Secret 
Separation" from the "Walkabout" collection. Their glory days with MCA, included Platinum for "Reach The Beach" and Gold for 
"Phantoms". Now with a new deal at RCA, and their best sounding single since "One Thing Leads To Another', get ready to clear 
a spot on the wall for more awards. That's the feeling at mega-calls KZEW, WBAB, WKDF, DC101, WHJY, KSHE, KISW and 
KOME as they lead the 39 stations reporting first week action. The Second Most Added track here at the ranch, debuting at 60* 
on the Hard Hundred. Cy and the boys decided on a more direct approach in the recording process, and Bill Wittman (Pat 
Benatar/The Outfield) was the man who gave it to them. Not that sitting in the producers chair at Montserrat in the Caribbean 
was a tough chore! 

Roy Orbison, "You Got It", Virgin.... Before 
we get to the wordplay on this fantastic recording, let's make 
one thing perfectly clear----THIS IS IN NO WAY A CASH-IN ON 
THE PART OF VIRGIN RECORDS! Roy's album has been two 
years in the making, and has been talked about in the press 
considerably, especially during the time of his outstanding 
Cinemax special. The only deviation from the original release 
schedule was to push this single up three weeks. "You Got It" 
was written by Roy along with Wilbury mates Jeff Lynne and 
Tom Petty, and lives up to even the grandest expectations any 
fan of the man's legacy could conjure up. Featuring Petty on 
acoustic guitar, Mr. Lynne on bass and keyboards and former 
Crabby Appleton/Steely Dan percussionist Phil Jones 
manning the traps, it's in line tempo wise with "Only The 
Lonely". In fact, "Crying" is brought to mind as well. It's too 
bad that Roy won't be here to enjoy what is bound to be his 
biggest cross format success since the early sixties. The 
forthcoming album features contributions from Al Kooper, Jim 
Keltner, The Heartbreakers, Steve Cropper, The Memphis 
Horns, Elvis Costello, T-Bone Burnett, Billy Burnette and Bono. 
We can't wait. 

Paul Dean, "Sword & Stone", Columbia.... 
The Loverboy guitarist steps out from the Platinum power 
group to unleash his first ever solo project. "Sword & Stone" 
is the initial taste from the forthcoming "Hard Core" album, and 
from where we sit radio will welcome it with open arms and 
ears. Written by Kiss' Paul Stanley and superstar hitmaker 
Desmond Child, it could be the rockinest tune of Paul's career. 
As lead guitarist/co-producer/writer and co-founder of 
Loverboy you know the fan base is there, and musically 
speaking "Sword" draws from the same well as recent smashes 
by the Cinderella/Def Leppard/Poison school of rock. Paul 
steps out front by handling lead vocal chores, but he's received 
a helping hand from some famous friends. Mike Reno and Matt 
Frennette from Loverboy do some sitting in, with Matt joining 
Paul on the road. Also Jon Bon Jovi, Richie Samborra, Jim 
Valiance and Bryan Adams lend their considerable talents to 
the album. Look for "Sword & Stone" to be near the top of the 
Most Added list in the week ahead. 

g turlie Sexton, " Don't Look Back",  
It's hard to believe that this powerhouse talent has 

just completed his second decade. No, not of recording--of 
breathing!! He's recorded and played with Ron Wood, Keith 
Richards, Don Henley, Steve Earle, Tonio K., Joe Ely, The 
Vaughn Brothers and many more. At this moment you'll find 
him playing with The Jimmy Barnes band in Australia. He's 
been praised by Bob Dylan and Sean Penn even modeled his 
character in "Crackers" after the young Charlie. On this new 
self titled album the production duo of Bob Clearmountain and 
Tony Berg have succeeded in bringing his true twin 
strengths--searing guitar and vocals--much more up front. 
"Don't Look Back" was written by Sexton and Tonio K., who 
were responsible for two tracks on his "Pictures For Pleasure" 
debut. It's an authentic rocker that should leave no doubt that 
the synths that permeated his debut Lp are not a factor in this 
new vinyl equation. There is such a wide range of talent 
contained in young Mr. Sexton that it's just been a matter of 
time before the breakthrough. Radio ladies and gentlemen, 
one listen to "Don't Look Back" will make it clear, the time is 
now. 

Chris Rea, "Worki g On It", Geffen.... One 
of Europe's biggest stars takes another shot at cracking the 
U.S.A., and this time it appears he has a winning game plan. 
Chris has secured the opening slot on the next Eric Clapton 
tour, and will be staying on stage to play with E.C. and band 
ala Mark Knopfler's role last year. His latest album has already 
been issued across the pond, and racked up sales in excess 
of a million units. After checking this first track out, you'll see 
why. A guitar hook that won't quit, interesting studio tricks and 
most of all Chris' Robbie Robertson meets Paul Young vocals 
have the goods. His career is so successful in Europe that 
WEA purchased the label Chris was on (Magnet Records) just 
to get Mr. Rea. Throw in 3 consecutive sell-out shows at 
Wembley (14,000 seats per show!), and you'll start to get the 
picture of the magnitude of his popularity. We think American 
radio is about to break out a massive welcome mat for what 
has to qualify as the best early left-field suprise this year. Don't 
miss the boat. 

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES 
Kix, "Blow My Fuse", Atlantic.... Even though "Cold Blood" has received only limited AOR exposure, the "Blow 
My Fuse" album has cracked the 300,000 mark in sales. You've gotta give some credit to that MTV play, where Kix has been Top 
5 phones for the past few months. Also the fact that they've been on the road since July has kept the momentum building. Now 
that the title track is being serviced, they're about to hook up with Ratt at the end of this month for opening honors on their current 
decibelfest. The album is heading toward gold, and with support for this track from the likes of WIYY, WLLZ, KUPD, WLZR, 
WQFM, VVYNF, WDVE, WRXL and others, it's just a matter of time. "Blow My Fuse" is bound to provide perfect subject matter 
for a video, and musically speaking is very AC/DC inspired. Picture Noddy Holder sharing the microphone with Bon Scott and 
you're close. If it's heaviness that works for your core, Kix has what you're looking for. 

Ivan Neville, " Falling Out Of Love", Polydor.... It's a good thing AOR heeded Polydor's message to beat 
the CHR's to the punch with "Not Just Another Girl". Now that the aforementioned has more or less moved on down the dial 
(though still a top 15 item at rock radio), the smooth move is obviously the pre-emptive strike part two. Featuring guest Bonnie 
Raitt, the deuce delivers a a much quieter side of Ivan, but thanks in large part to his Keith Richards involvement, the smoother 
approach here is absolutely no problem. Sales on the album are an encouraging 145,000 +, but keep in mind that the last 4 
weeks have produced 100,000 register rings! "Falling Out Of Love" is already on KBOY, KLOL, KXRX, WIMZ, KFOG and more. 
Look for a flurry of action next week along with a Hard Hundred debut.

We'd suggest 
giving Mr. Leeds at Epic a call and setting up a chat that will leave you looking like God to the legion of Oz worshipers in your 
listening area. "Miracle Man" blazed a trail at near a hundred reporting stations, and MTV is getting behind the stylish new video 
for "Crazy Babies", and giving it mucho exposure. The general consensus is that this original has done it again, and come up 
with a genuine guitar god in New Jersey's Zakk Wylde, and this is a good tune to demonstrate his prowess to your public. You 
better believe the core wants to rock, and when you look at a 17 album career that has never dipped below Platinum, it's more 
than safe to say that Ozzy's one of the kings of roll. Go with it and watch the phones explode. Already on and working at KILO, 
KOME, KFMG, KTXQ and WPLR.

Rush, "Marathon", Mercury.... The Highest Debut on our initial ' 89 Hard Hundred lands in this veteran Canadian 
trio's lap, with a 43* entry. Factor in "Marathon's" #1 Most Added status as 59 newcomers bring the base up to 78 stations, and 
it's clear that "A Show Of Hands" is on a sure road to Platinum. That's no great surprise considering that very few bands ever 
sustain long enough to issue three live albums over the course of their career. "Marathon" is a new track and unlike many other 
singles from live sets, it's also live. As WAQX's Meg Stevens says, "What a great way to start off 1989. Live Rush rocks! After 
just two weeks it hits number one phones".... And Mike Keller at KQDS adds, "The new Rush goes right in, their fans can't wait 
to get their hands on this new live set".... What a set it is! Recorded in England, California and New Orleans in 1988, and New 
Jersey during the 1986 tour, this self produced two record set is indeed a collection of their best. There will be a full length 
companion video issued next month, but for now get it on and crank it up.

Now the ex-Ultravox frontman is on track for a breakthrough in the States that has 
nothing to do with his Band Aid credits. "Dear God" is new at 25 (#8 Most Added) including CHEZ, CHOM, KBCO, KKDJ, KLOL, 
KOME, KRXQ, WBLM, WFNX (Top 5 phones), WHFS, WOXY, WXRT and KDJK where Randy Maranz explains his priorities for 
the new year, "First off, Midge Ure sounds like a natural for all AOR. If you haven't heard it, check it out. It will do your station 
well".... Heading over to the East Coast, WDHA's Andy Dean asks, "The Midge Ure sounds like a smash to me. Why hasn't this 
man gotten much notoriety in this country?"....

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RD REPORT ALBUM PLAY PRIORITIES 

Robed Cray, "Acting This Way", Mercury.... With the Pacific Northwest states fighting over who can claim 
him as their own, the rest of the nation is busily enjoying the frets of his labor. Bob's persuading skills have never been better 
honed, and this is aptly demonstrated by a HH 48* showing. 19 new stations include KLBJ, KSJO, KYYS, KZRR and VVLVQ, 
these join company with KBCO, KISW, KLOL, KOME, KSHE, KSQY, KTXQ, WFNX and WNEW. With the poop is WIBA's Jack 
Mitchell, The only song that gets the nod this week is Robert Cray. He has always sounded real good in this town and this is 
the kind of song that showcases his talents to the highest level. We prefer the guitar soloyersion and hope to get the maximum 
play out of this high grade track." Scientists are still trying to determine the cause of the region's fecundity, be it the king crabs 

or roof moss. When ya figure it out, package and ship it our Jersey way. 

The Traveling Wilburys, "Tweeter and the  
Monkey Man", Wilbury/WB.... With charts 
looking more and more nostalgic and retrospective every day, 
who should more appropriately spearhead this growing trend 

but this quintet of musical patriarchs. No fake, wanna-be a 
rock n' roll legend wimps in this lineup. An even 10 adds from 
KGON, KQDS, WAAF, WDHA, WEQX, WHTF, WIZN, WPYX 
and WRQK. At the head of the pack, "Tweeter" keeps the 
momentum going at 53*, but "End of the Line" gets 5 adds as 
well, and " Last Night'' gets #4 on the Increase Index. Dave 
Powers at WHTF says, '' Bob Dylan's contribution to the 
Wilburys is just tremendous. Tweeter...' is a great song with 
a story to match." 

Vixen, "Cryin", EMI.... This track is sharp enough to 
penetrate even the spirits-dulled senses of our more sociable 
programmers to harness a handy 20 adds from the likes of 
KLOS, KC/DS, WAVF, VVBLM, WEGR, WLLZ, WNOR, WPYX 
and VVWWV, for a total of 69 stations, with increases from 
KNCN, KRXQ, KZOQ and steady from KBPI, KOME, KTYD, 
WCCC, WCKO, WDHA, WGIR, WONE and WPLR. Female 
bands usually have to surpass mousse with songwriting, and 
neither this second effort nor the band seem intimidated. 48* 
on the chart, and still the upper half left to go. Peering into the 
glass ball is WDHA's Andy Dean, "You can play Vixen now or 

later, but you're gonna play ' ern!" 

Cinderella, "The Last Mile", Mercury.... 
Their blues/rocker appeal has been inspiring countless 
emulators, but they still have the lock on their style. People 
quick to write them off now are grabbing up copies of their 
albums as presents for "my cousin Frank". Where other bands 
would be huffin and puffin, they haven't even broken into a 
nominal sweat. Snagging # 14 position on the Most Added 
Chart with 15 adds from KDJK, KEZE, KFMG, KGON, KILO, 
KOZZ, KRXQ, KSJO, KZEW, WDVE, and WMMR. If this band 
gets its way, this will be more than just the home stretch for 
this winter. Look for an inevitable Hard Hundred debut next 
week. 

Edie Brickg_11 8t The New Bohemians_ 
"Little Miss S", Geffen.... Deadheads never had it 
so mondo groovy, with two bulleted tracks securely nestled, 
with "What I Am" at 5* and the latest release at 75*. 8 adds 
from KFMU, KJQN, KNCN, KOAS, WAAF, VVMAD, WRIK and 
WZXL, plus increases from KTXQ, KXRX, WBRU, WFNX and 
WHTG. Now that the season has past, there's still some 
interest as to why Kris Kringle didn't leave Miss B. in their 
stocking. Here's WIBA's Jack Mitchell standing by the 
switchboard, "Edie Brickell continues to grab a lot of phone 
ticklers with the audience. They keep calling up to ask who 
this lady is and we love the interest she has generated." Heart 
palpitations are expected to continue till at least Valentine's 

Day, but the longevity of this record it anybody's guess. 

Jeff Healey, "See the Light", Arista.... Guitar 
gods (and the lesser ones mostly) are usually a lot of manly 
men with gobs of chest hair, with the instrument usually as an 
extension of their verility. So, who could have possibly 
foreseen this dude when he picked up his first six-stringer? 
But, that's how pleasant surprises operate. The second track 
is moving 47*, with 18 adds from KFMG, KLPX, KSHE, WAAF, 
WAPL, WGIR and WRDU. Still reeling from the shock is Mike 
Keller at KQDS, "The Jeff Healey band is a smoker. I played 
around with it during the holidays and it's already reacting on 
the phones." 

Keith Richards, "Struggle", Virgin.... Keith's 
roadshow is gathering tremendous praise, and a consummate 
amount for his studio work. A tour veteran with the Stones, 
Keith seems quite at ease in front of an audience, and the stage 
seems to be where this project was given life. He intensifies 
the gravelly feel of the mix, savoring the empty spaces rather 

than polishing and filling each nook and cranny. Most 
producers seem to forget that some of song's charm lays in 
its unhewn texture, leaving the product as as smooth and 
significant as a grain of sand. This gem reenters at 100* with 
4 adds from KEZE, KLBJ, KLOS, WGIR and hangs steadily with 
KBCO, KNAC, KOME, KPEZ and WAPL. 

Little Feat, "One Clear Moment", Warner Bros.... Radio and record people are finally reiterating what we 
knew all along, that this band's return to the forefront was the biggest of the year. And the newly felt popularity won't be limited 
to just ' 88. With this latest emphasis piece, da' Feat are flexing muscle apparently not affected by the prolonged hiatus. 8 adds 
from KRXQ, KZAP, WDHA, WIZN, WPLR, WRIK and WTPA and steady action from WHCN, WKLS, VVLUP, WMMR, WRDU, WRXL 
and WWDC. Over on the Hard Hundred, 87* and mucho space left on the top side. 

HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW 
The Waterboys, " Fisherman's Blues", Chrysalis.... Although it was released late in the year, the 
"Fisherman's Blues" Lp turned up on quite a few "Best Of ' 88" lists-- including Time Magazine's Top- 10. Radio seems more willing 
than ever to embrace "traditional" material, and Mike Scott and crew are true masters of the sound. " Fisherman's Blues" moves 
to 52* and is new at WIYY, WPYX, WKQQ and KZRR and moves up at KPEZ, KXRX and WKXL. At WIZN, Tom Van Sant notes, 

"The Waterboys surprised me this week with Top-5 requests on ' Fisherman's Blues'. Looks like it's gonna go further than anybody 
expected, and there's still 'World Party' in the wings".... Quite right, Tom--in fact "World Party" debuts at 89* this week with new 
play at DC- 101, KILO, KEZE, CHEZ, KLBJ and WTPA. When heritage stations such as KYYS, KZEW, WNEW, and WMMR join 
forces with adventurous reporters like WBCN, KBCO, WFNX and VVBRU, you know that the music must be of the highest quality. 

Dokken, "Walk Away", Elektra.... The emphasis is shifting over to "Walk Away", the only new studio track on 
Dokken's double live Lp. The station count is up to 40 after new play at KQRS, KSJO, WTPA, WDHA, KJJO, KLPX, KOZZ, KZOQ, 
KFMF and KZRR, and the Hard Hundred is showing off a move up to 79*. Heavy play is reported at WCMF, WHJY, WRXK, KBER 
and KNAC with heavy request action at WLZR and VVNPQ. With Don Dokken supposedly off forming a new band, this collection 
will probably serve as a farewell to one of hard rock's most consistent acts of the past several years. "Walk Away" ranks right up 
with the band's best studio material, so it wouldn't be right to deny their loyal fans a last shot at hearing new Dokken on the air. 
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Dreams So Real, " Rough Night In  
Jericho", Arista.... We're happy to see that one of our 
favorite Lp's of late '88 has withstood the cold winds of Winter 
and continued to gain ground over the holidays. DC- 101, KGB, 
WMMR and KQRS lead a pack of 9 new adds, but the real 
movement was due to 18 rotation increases including WNOR, 
WPLR, WMAD, KLBJ, WRXK, KRXQ and WXRC.

Randy Maranz wishes you all a good new year and offers a 
piece of advise, " If you're not on Dreams So Real, what are you 

waiting for? ' Rough Night In Jericho' is a hit".... Now on 125 
stations and in heavy/power at 25 including WNOR, KISW, 
KOME, WPLR, WKQQ, WRXK and KLBJ. Up to 24* on the 
Hard Hundred. 

The Saints, "Grain Of Sand", TVT.... As with 
many small-label releases, the trick to success is convincing 
MD's and PD's to spend some time with the product. We're 

sure that if you take the time to appreciate the musicanship on 
the "Prodigal Son" Lp, you'll want to find room for the Saints 
on your station. Check out the diverse list of reporters 
currently spinning ''Grain Of Sand"--KZEW, WBCN, KZAP, 
WYNF, WHFS, WPLR, WVVV, WRKI and WBRU are all 

believers, and the song stands at 88 on the Hard Hundred. 
There is also support showing for the track " Music Goes Round 

My Head". WIZN's Tom Van Sant adds, " Don't miss out on 
the Saints. Their music is guaranteed to brighten up any gray 
winter day".... 

CHARTSTARS 
R.E.M., "Stand", Warner Brothers.... This 
whimsical tune has emerged as the heir apparent to the #1 
"Orange Crush". Over the holiday break, "Stand" amassed 34 
new stations including WMMR, WLUP, DC- 101, KGB, KSHE, 

WRFX, WDIZ, WLLZ, KQRS, KSJO, WRXK and WPYX. 
WHCN's Kim Alexander echoed what many others told us, 

"R.E.M. really kicked in here over the last couple of weeks".... 
110 reporters are spinning "Stand" and that is even more 
impressive when you consider that "Orange Crush" is still 
enjoying Top-5 status and play on more than 150 stations. The 

cut is currently standing at 28*, but the smart money is betting 
on Top- 10 action within a week or two. In fact, 3 songs are 
currently charting on the Hard Hundred and with this release, 
R.E.M. continues to turn other American bands "Green" with 
envy. 

50ie Money, "The Love In Your Eyes",  
uoiumbia.... Mr. Mahoney's hit radar has seldom been 
so accurate as it is proving to be with the release of "Nothing 
To Lose". "Walk On Water" finished as one of the most 
successful tracks of 1988, and "The Love In Your Eyes" is 
gearing up for dominance in early ' 89. Since we last talked 
music, "The Love..." has notched rotation increases at 29 
stations and new play on KQRS, DC- 101, KJJO, KZAP, WRXK 

and several others. 40 of the 120 stations on the cut have it in 
heavy/power including WIYY, KLOS, WLVQ, WNOR, WAIF, 
WHJY, WDVE, KSHE, KLOL and KGON with the result being 
a 22* showing on the Hard Hundred. Jack Mitchell at WIBA 
reports, "Eddie Money had to be the biggest mover over the 
holidays with 'The Love In Your Eyes' getting a huge boost on 
our playlist"....

With "As Long As You Follow" 
dominating the airwaves of several formats, now is the time to 
check out the other new Mac track from the "Greatest Hits" 
collection, "No Questions Asked". "Questions" is new at 
KQRS, WPLR, KNCN and 6 others and is up in rotation at KISW 
and kO<RX with a Hard Hundred position of 55*. KFMZ's Mike 
Richter notes, "The latest Fleetwood Mac album is a big seller 
as expected and the new songs are getting a solid reception 
from our listeners".... Now that "Follow" has hit its AOR peak, 

look for "Questions" to pick up the slack and duplicate that 
Top-20 success. 

INXS, " Mystify", Atlantic.... What album was one 
of the biggest holiday sellers of both 1987 and 1988? It was 
"Kick", of course, from those amazing Aussies who've laid their 

claim as one of the world's top outfits on the strength of this 
release. Admit it, " Mystify" is good enough to be the lead track 

on most albums, and this juggernaut is still steaming full speed 
ahead. KISW, WRXK, KLBJ and VVWWV lead a list of 11 adds 

while KLOL, WDVE, WMMR, DC-101, WLVQ and 9 others all 
increase rotation. 25 of the 90 stations playing the cut have it 
in heavy/power rotation including WKLS, KLOL, KOME, WDVE, 
DC- 101, WHJY, WMMR and WKQQ. Now at 30* on the Hard 
Hundred, this appears to be a cinch to become the umpteenth 
Top- 10 track from "Kick". 

Living Colour, " Cult Of Personality",  
Epic.... Many stations are finding out that it's not how late 
you get to the party, but how much fun you have once you get 
there. With new play on KLOS, DC- 101, WMAD, WONE, KSJO, 
KJJO, WONE and many others, the station roll has grown to 
well over 100 believers. KISW, KILO, KGON, KLBJ, KGB, 
WWWV, KRXQ and a half dozen others increase rotation this 

week, and the track is among the most requested in the 
country with Top-5 phones noted at WNEW, KFMG, KSJO, 
KNCN, WBLM, KILO, KBOY, KFMX, KKTX, WAVF and WIZN. 
As the musical "stiffs" fell from the charts over the holidays like 
needles shedding from the tree, Living Colour resoundingly 
proved their meddle by streaking up the Hard Hundred to 31*.

those elusive upper-demo females. While you've got the 
soundtrack out, be sure to listen to Andy Taylor's "Dead On 
The Money". It's new this week at WDIZ, WIOT, WTPA, WHEB 
and at WDHA where Andy Dean calls it "A song to keep your 
eyes (and ears) on--the strongest cut on the album".... 

Tommy Conwell, " If We Never Meet  
Again", Columbia.... This was one of those tracks 
that survived the holiday purge in fine fashion. Tommy now 
has his second Top- 10 track in as many tries after finishing the 
week at 6*. " If We Never Meet Again" was one of the stars of 
our "Increase Index" with 28 upward boosts from the likes of 
KSHE, WAAF, KGB, KZLR, KXRX, WIOT, WDHA, KJJO, KRXQ 

and at KFMZ where Mike Richter says, "Tommy Conwell goes 
to heavy this week with a tremendous version of Jules Shear's 
'If We Never Meet Again'. Could be the best match of singer 
and song in a long time".... Request action is noted at WA EX, 
WWRX and WMJY.

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NOISEMAKERS 
CFNY/Toronto is the source of big news out of the Great White 
with word that Don Berns has resigned his post as PD this 
week, leaving the future of the ever evolving CFNY in doubt 
once again. When we contacted Don he was fairly pragmatic 
about the changes, "I have resigned as PD and my future with 
the station is somewhat unsure at this time. I may continue to 
do some work as an announcer and I will probably be 
remaining in Toronto to concentrate on my commercial 
production company." As for Don's Twin Citizen status, "I'm 
an American with working papers here in Canada so I am 
definitely looking for an intriguing opportunity to move to on 
either side of the border. A Programming or on air position at 
a modern rock station would be best suited to my skills and 
the tremendous track record of success that has typified 
CFNY." 

How strange it seems to look back on the Gavin a few years 
ago when those Toronto boys were laying out the blueprint for 
a winning and eclectically inspired format. Now the needs of 
the Sales Department have overridden those concerns and the 
general exodus of talent from the property has been 
significant, (note the departure of MD Ivar Hamilton recently 
for the wilds of record promotion). Market observers see 
upper level Management tweaking programming in pursuit of 
those Really Big Numbers with outside consulting being the 
latest twist. Now that the old and intensely loyal core has been 
stretched thin by the recent changes in musical direction, the 
station has begun playing such youth appeal music as typified 
by certain rap artists, Samantha Fox and their assorted ilk. 

In any event, Don has taken some solid experience out of the 
time he spent at CFNY and his formula for how to win with 
modern music should be required reading. While admitting 
the need for repeats, Don doesn't think you need to push it as 
far as the hyperspace rotations Rick Carroll utilized at KROO. 
Streamline the playlist to a select focus of a couple tracks per 
album and play them often, that's the key according to Berns. 
His ideal library would consist of at least 1500 tracks and would 
go back to about 1977 with selected artists like Roxy Music 
and David Bowie going back even further. I had always 
thought of the first Talking Heads album as the natural starting 
point for Modern Music but Don puts it more on the premiere 
Sex Pistol release. As a man with tremendous skills and 
instinct, Don should fare well if the new interest in Modern 
Music stations ever materializes into some major market 
players. There are few pros with Don's background in the field 
and we anticipate his landing somewhere very soon. Some 
kind souls have even mentioned him in conjunction with the 
recent vacancy at WFNX/Boston.

Z93/Atlanta has been buzzing with their pending shift in format 
from CHR to CR a fairly open secret the past few weeks. True 
to form, the rumors panned gold with the launching of a new 
Classic Rock station in the market. When we contacted Bill 
Pugh he was a trifle more concerned with the arrival of his new 
child, already a week overdue, as his lovely wife Linda prepares 
to launch yet another media career into the world. When Bill 
stopped puffing cigar smoke down the line we asked him about 
the new boy on the block and his reaction was typically top 
dog, "We are in our 15th year delivering great rock and roll and 
we haven't changed nary a hair. We continue to be first in the 
market with the best new stuff in music and our own classic 
intensive programs are among the highest rated programs of 
their kind in the market." Is he making any moves to forestall 
the impact of the Z93? "We're not emphasizing anything but 
good radio here and that wins time and time again. We have 
a very good station here and there is no reason to 
overemphasize anything on this station. We are known as the 
best place to get some damn good music and what more do 
you need than that?" 

Across the street, GM David Meszaros is settling in at Z93 
after a recent transfer from the group's sister station in Boston 
early in December. "Frankly I came in to assess things and not 
with any prior intention to alter the format. But, after sizing up 
the market I realized this change was necessary." A veteran 
of the market in previous years, Dave had been transferred to 
company properties in Houston and Boston before returning 
home to Z93 to effect this recent change to Classic Rock. In 
Boston, Dave was known to work closely with Gary Guthrie, 
will he be doing so again? "We are talking", was about all we 
could get on that score but the smart money is on Guthrie 
consulting Z93 very soon. 

Following a highly produced billboard, the station got going 
with the venerable Atlanta favorite "Rambling Man" by the 
Allman Brothers. Other key artists in the mix include the 
standard fare; Led Zepellin, Doobie Brothers, Fleetwood Mac, 
Doors, etc... with a strongly regional music mix to the fore as 
well. "When you think about it", according to Meszaros, "We 
are just playing the music Z93 played in their heyday." That 
must be why there are no plans to alter logo, "Absolutely not. 
There is no change planned in the signature, they are legends." 

With Atlanta being one of the few single horse AOR major 
markets in the country, it was obvious that somebody was 
going to step in and go CR eventually. Not to be taken by 
surprise, the folks at 96Rock have been using Classic 
positioning statements for some time in preperation and will 
continue to do so. 

Those in the market offer mixed reviews regarding the 
execution at Z93, "jagged, sterile, inconsistent", sums up the 
negatives but it remains to be seen if a solid classic machine 
can dent those huge numbers at WKLS. "That's all they are 
interested in", said one local source, "They are on their third 
format in a year, CHA to Urban to Classic Rock and they figure 
if all they do is split those shares with 96Rock they can live 
happily ever after." Another source cited a "No Repeat 
Workday" on WKLS as a new feature and considered it likely 
that there was some cause and effect involved in that particular 
move. "I don't think their rotations have changed over at 
96Rock but the positioning seems accelerated and the debut 
of the No Repeat Workday is no accident. We've been 
expecting this move in the market." Another observer cites the 
volatility of the market as a prime ingredient in the stew, "The 
audience in Atlanta is one of the ficklest groups of listeners in 
the country and Z93 should do well initially but if they are as 
passive as their Boston sister station regarding promotion they 
will find it hard to generate excitement down the road. When 
members of the record promotion community were informed 
that they shouldn't even bother wasting their quarter to call and 
work records, one member of the promo set decreed, "Rapid 
Death To All Classic Rock". Only time will tell. 
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Bob Harlow 

KSJO/San Jose has settled on market vet Bob Harlow as their 
new PD in the wake Ken Anthony's recent departure. Bob 
has been holding down the PD job at CHA competitor KATD 
prior to this but his background lends itself to the sort of 
programming that crosses boundries with a single leap. "We 
just want to do great radio, period. I hate labels in that regard. 
We are going to do the best we can for the market and the 
station but we aren't going to worry about nailing things down 
to certain formattic specifics. We are not going to do anything 
substantially different here except fine tune the operation a 
little. We are getting some of the best numbers ever for KSJO 
and now all we have to do is make the station the best thing 
going in the market." 

How does he size up the competition in the South Bay these 
days? "KSJO and KOME are both excellent stations and my 
feeling is that San Jose is currently far more vibrant than what 
is going on in San Francisco proper." A West coast kinda guy, 
Bob got started hanging out in the lobby of the legendary 
KRLA and worked various markets up and down the coast 
over the years. His polyglot programming experience has 
seen time in several formats but his most recent roadwork has 
been on the CHA side of the fence. That would seem to be 
one of the reasons for his move, "I'm getting older and I really 
have been eager to get into AOR because I enjoy the music 
much more in AOR." What about his much vaunted morning 
show? "Perry Stone hasn't yet peaked. He gets more 
attention and press in this market than anybody else out there 
right now." As for that abrasive almost East coast style and 
delivery, "That really works to his advantage because he stands 
out from everything around him. He relates to the guy on the 
street so well that he connects with more people than you 
might think. Now what we have to do is make KSJO more of 
a radio station after 10am when Perry splits the studio." 

Look for the station to expand musical parameters 
incorporating more variety than previously utilized. "We aren't 

going to change a whole lot of 
things. Everything is here we 
just need to do all those things 
we have already been doing, just 
a little smoother." You can 
always measure someone by 
talking to the guy he replaces 
and in this instance Ken Anthony 
gives a solid vote for Bob, He is 
a tremendous market pro and 
one of my favorite people in the 
business. When I heard that they 
had hired Bob I called the station 
to congratulate them on their 
choice." Check our Arbitron 
advances for some interesting 
reading on the market as folks in 
the South Bay get ready for a 
blistering '89. 

LAMBERT LANDS THE BIG ONE 
As news concerning the development of ATCO continues to 
circulate we received this rugged shot of All-Star Promo dude 
Craig Lambert looking fit, and tan and happy. As well he 

should, given that he is the first 
executive acquisition for Derek's 
new team. In his new position as 
Vice President of Promotion for 
the label Craig will be instrumental 
in helping Derek form a heads up 
team of promo types for the new 
ATOO era. Craig has notched 
time as National AOR head for 
Capitol and Arista prior to his 
illustrious career with A&M as 
National Field Director, not to 
mention a seven year run with his 
own New Avenues Music. Craig 
hits the halls at 75 Rock this week 
and we look forward to working 
with him. 

LEO AIN'T KIDDING AROUND 
Well we've been saying that you would be seeing Kid Leo in 
a Big Red jumpsuit before long and there have been a number 
of industry watchers that put good money down on a bet that 
we were wrong. Time to pay up, folks. Word cycles down from 
Blackrock this week that the Kid has definitely arrived as 
VP/Artist Development following a decade and a half of 
nonstop success at WMMS/Cleveland. In his new position 
Kid will be working closely with Bob Sherwood and will be 
responsible for helping the Columbia stable of artists as they 
encounter the changing landscape of radio. As a pro with 
credibility to the tenth power, Kid Leo is practically perfect as 
the man to help energize the new 90's attitude at Columbia. 
It's an important move for all of us in radio.

These numbers hit our fax on deadline and although they are 
incomplete, the response to them has been fairly uniform. 
PD's across the country are already registering serious 
complaints about the new diary being used by Arbitron as of 
this most recent book. That is the first and most obvious point 
being voiced by disgruntled programmers but the currents, as 
always, run in deeper and more complex patterns. 

The population estimates being used by Arbitron have been 
restructured again and that in combination with the new diary 
format has raised some interesting questions. The new diary 
is supposed to make it easier for Joe Average to fill out a 
usable book and should increase cume as a result, but the 
overall effect seems to have caused shares to drop in most 
markets. 

More importantly, losses in TSL are sending a red flag of alarm 
across the board for AOR. Youth formats, (including Urban, 
CHR and AOR), will feel the brunt of this evolutionary change 
in diary method if it does indeed negatively affect TSL. For 
AOR alone, TSL is the linch-pin to format health and any hope 
of market dominance. For formats that hinge on TSL this 
could be a matter of the utmost concern. 

These observations have pyramided with charges of sampling 
anomalies in key markets and the ever present "apples and 
oranges" argument that accompanies any formulaic change 
in an established statistical endeavor. All in all, this looks like 
one of those books born of controversy and we will do our 
best to cover both sides of the issue as things develop. In the 
meantime, congratulations to the winners in this latest 
ARB-Go-Round. 

JIM TRAPP 
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Lou Reed "New York" (Sire) There is no doubt 
that "New York" ranks among the most unforgettable records 
of Lou's extensive and vital catalog. His is a unique career that 
began with the Velvet Underground, addressing 
nonconformity even back when the wild children of rock were 
still getting a foot in the door. He survived the musical upheaval 
of the 70's which eventually spawned the ' new punk', a 
movement that credits Reed as a prime influence. Lou returns 
to his stylistic roots on "New York" as he vividly examines the 
urban decay of today with reflections of the past. His cool but 
calculated delivery only intensifies the lyrics he wears on his 
sleeve, and the simple production technique best suits this 
collection of masterpieces, and allows you to experience the 
music head on. You might even be convinced that nobody 
knows The Big Apple better that he does. The album is a 
culmination of Lou Reed's wit and wisdom as a town native 
and an artist who has experienced life in its grasp. He conveys 
his thoughts by combining fact and allegory with the impact 
of a full-nelson, but rescues you with a glimmer of light at the 
end of the Lincoln Tunnel. "Dirty Blvd." grooves against the 
malice and contempt of the system; "Sick Of You" strikes out 
against futility; "Halloween Parade" illustrates a sinful cast of 
characters; "Hold On" almost gives in to NYC's crazed 
subculture and "The Last Great American Whale" is full of 
somber irony. "New York" is a monolyth for Lou Reed's poetry 
and metaphor and he paints the picture with gems like "Romeo 
Had Juliet", "Busload Of Faith" and the contemplation in The 
Beginning Of A Great Adventure"....you can't take the city out 
of the man. 

Violent Femmes "3" (WB/Slash) In the three 
years since their last album and Gordon Gano, Brian Ritchie 
and Victor DeLorenzo have united again to unleash a new 
attitude on their devoted following. The Milwaukee trio packs 
in a blistering set of bold, bouncing folk rock that slams and 
twangs against the norm, but contains enough pop overtones 
to hold you captive. Gano's intermittent whine puts real bite 
into the songs and accents the paranoid nuances in 
"Nightmares" (the first single), " Fat", "Nothing Worth Living For 
and "Dating Days". "Mother Of A Girl" possesses the cutting 
charm of their 1983 debut and will wipe the grimace right off 
your face. It's the track that reeled me in right from the start. 
"Just Like My Father' rambles with acoustic percussion and 
showcases yet another area of obsession that seems to 
bubble up from so many Violent tunes. Gordon testifies and 
rises above his track record which just goes to prove that you 
can't deny the guy his musical fix. He's far ahead of the 
smoke-screen and still pumping out a sound that made the 
band's combined sales reach nearly a million so far. So log

The Replacements newest 
single is " I'll Be You from the forthcoming album, "Don't Tell 
A Soul" on Reprise Records. Long gone are the days of "Shut 
Up" and "Tommy's Got A Boner', as the Replacements 
continue their rock and pop combination even further. Paul 
Westerberg's songwriting talent is in great form and the band 
blends in more "Alex Chilton" influence. Expect a continuation 
of the sound on "Pleased To Meet Me" which found a home at 
mainstream radio.... Those Eastern Bloc Disco Punks none 
other than Laibach have released "Sympathy For The Devil" on 
Mute Records. The CD contains six versions of the song, 
which is not available on their current Beatles cover album "Let 
It Be".... To update you on Ciccone Youth (aka Sonic Youth 
doing the deed on "Into The Groove"), "The Whitey Album" is 
scheduled for a January 19th release date on Blast First 
Records (262 Mott Street, Room 324, New York, NY 10012). 
A four song CD sampler is floating around - a must play. It 
contains "Into The Groovy", "Addicted To Love", " Macbeth" and 
Kim's seductive rendition of"Making the Nature Scene".... New 
Order's new trip is called "A Fine Time". available as a 12" single 
on Qwest/VVB Records. Debuting this week at # 10 on the 
Alternative Tracks chart, this is necessary medicine for the cold 
season, obviously.... The Wonder Stuff will be a priority for 
PolyGram's progressive radio department, and rightly so. The 
British power-pop quartet plays their guitars with a sting of the 
60's and plenty of mishchief to go around. The new emphasis 
track is "Give, Give, Give Me More, More More" and has a 
baaad video accompanying the newly released domestic 
single.

TNT, "Caught Between The Tigers",  
Mercury.... It's now been close to two years since "Tell 
No Tales" stormed both the metal and AOR charts. It was 
actually the track " 10,000 Lovers" that really proved to be 
instrumental in breaking them nationwide. It was the epitome 
of what could be called "the TNT sound": Loud, crunchy guitar 
(by Ronnie LeTekro), amazing and dexterous vocals (a la New 
Yorker Tony Harnell), and catchy, explosive lyrics. With this 
new teaser track, the evolution and maturation within the 
songwriting and delivery is highly evident and proves to be an 
effective primer for what should be an amazing Lp. The 
LeTekro/Harnell magic is still present, only intensified. Also 
present is new drummer Ken Odiin (he replaced Diesal Dahl) 
and some background voice work from Joe Lynn Turner that 
appear to be well suited to Tony's staggering vox workouts. 
The song itself is about being caught between opposing forces 
and is, in itself, a study in controlled conflict. Bluesy opening 
bars contrast with the sharp guitar bursts and the incredible 
harmonies belie the songs building intensity. About the only 

thing not to like is a blast of synth that pops in on the chorus 
and seems to just be there for no real reason. Overall, It may 
not be as ear-catching as " 10,000 Lovers" but if it's any 
indication of what's to come, and I know it is, then we're in for 
some outstanding music from TNT's best album yet. (C.B.) 

Shok Paris, "American Dream", IRS.... Last 
year's offering "Steel & Starlight" effectively ushered Vic Hix 
and the boys into the metal arena with some fairly heavy chart 
action while putting IRS right in the thick of this metal madness. 
This year they're hoping to rekindle that interest with a new Lp 
(after a lengthy delay) loaded with hard driving, full blown 
monster tunes. The whole piece of vinyl is due to hit the streets 
in mid-January but most of you should have access to this 
lead cut by now. If not, trust me, it's on the way. "American 
Dream" is a power packed tune complete with speed-demon 
twin axe attacks and thunderous drum and bass action. Top 
that off with some growling and tough voice work from Hix and 
a song that lyrically, offers more than just tush-talk and you got 
instant metallic mayhem. And that my friends is exactly what 
the metal masses are asking for. In fact it almost makes you 
want to pound pavement and wave those star-spangled 
banners or something. Well almost.... gives you quite the 
adrenalin rush when you listen through headphones anyway. 
Crank this one loudly and look for even more stomping 
dervishes headed your way in the weeks to come. They're back 
and they mean business. (C.B.) 

Rush, " Marathon", Mercury.... If this track is any 
indication of the general production quality of Rush's third live 
Lp, "A Show Of Hands", then I can't wait to hear it. So far the 
sound is better than "All The World's A Stage" and "Exit Stage 
Left" combined. This new six-and-a-half minute non-studio cut 
also happens to be an excellent song in the vein of "Grace 
Under Pressure" meets "Signals". With the possible exception 
of the bass and keyboard parts, it even sounds older than that 
in some spots. The personal musicianship evidenced is, of 
course, astounding, but then again, when is it not? "Marathon" 
is our #1 Most Added AOR track on our first week back from 
the Yuletide cheer with over 50 stations reporting it. Look for 
some considerable action on the Metal side of life as well when 
the Lp hits on this side of the fence. (J.L.) 

Kix, "Blow My Fuse", Atlantic.... I was seriously 
starting to wonder if there was ever gonna be another 12" from 
this record. With the wealth of material available, I certainly 
could never have guessed which cut. "Cold Blood", or if you 
prefer, the track that just won't die, fell from the Dial MTV charts 
for a couple of weeks and then miraculously resurfaced to help 
push album sales past 300,000. Now, "Blow My Fuse" gets the 
nod to take this namesake collection of the dirty boyz' latest 
rockers well past 500k. For those of you who are still looking 
for album depth, the best choices are still "Boomerang", "Red 
Lite, Green Lite, TNT" and especially "Piece Of The Pie". Look 
for them soon on the road with Britny Fox and Ratt on their 
long awaited arena tour. (J.L.) 
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Hittman, "Hittman", RC.... Ahh...I'm just so glad 
that this record is finally out there. We watched and we waited 
and wore out our copies of the first 12" - "Will You Be There", 
'till finally - what happens? We go on a two week (well 
deserved) break and while we're gone they release the album. 
I'm hoping by the looks of the adds we saw it picking up this 
first week back, that just as many of you feel as strongly about 
this Lp as we do. We won't really get a good feel for your 
reaction as a whole for another couple of weeks, we're sure 
it'll be GREAT! Anyway, in the tradition of progressive metal 
bands like Maiden and the Q'Ryche, Hinman takes the high 
road to delivering quality music with intensity, skill and 
meaning. One listen to the record will assure you that this band 
has a successful future ahead of them. With a debut album that 
features nothing but strong tracks including "Backstreet 
Rebels", "Metal Sport", "Breakout" and "Dead On Arrival", they 
can't lose. Also note the cover of "Secret Agent Man". It rocks. 
Hit this record hard, then see them live - you will be amazed. 
(C.B.) 

Meliah Rage, "Kill To Survive", Epic.... This 
record was released a few weeks back and has picked up adds 
steadily since then. These New England natives made some 
industry waves way back when they played Sanctuary at CMJ, 
you remember, they played just before the soon to be 
legendary Wrathchild loosed their undeniable energy and 
brilliance upon the city in an experience I, among others, won't 
soon forget. However, the band did leave their mark on many 
of you and their powerful set managed to keep you interested 
enough to add the record. Some of their melodic structuring 
is highly reminiscent of Metallica's "Ride The Lightening" and 
"Master Of Puppets" but even with that, Rage has enough of 
an identifiable sound to get them by as a bright new star on 
the thrash horizon. Tracks to check out include "Beginning Of 
The End", "Impaling Doom", 'The Pack" and especially ''Bates

L.A.'s first thrash band's new album is entitled "Black 
Daze" and it will be out in January. Restless is also planning to 
release Wasted Youth's back catalogue which includes 
"Reagan's In" and "Get Out Of My Yard". 

Finally, the home of Metal Control Center - Queens, is turning 
out hard rock/heavy metal acts by the dozen. One you should 
take notice of is Chinatown. This band has been together for 
several years and starting to create a buzz for themselves. 
Write the band for their new demo which features a cover of 
the Stones' "Paint It Black". Send your correspondence to:

Pink Floyd was the top grossing act of 1988, according to 
the trade publication, Performance. The band grossed almost 
$28 million for 37 shows, which were attended by 
approximately 1,268,000 people. More people saw Aerosmith 
last year, and Aerosmith played about three times as many 
shows as Pink Floyd, but they still ranked second -- only 
grossing $22 million. The Grateful Dead, Van Halen's 
Monsters of Rock tour, and Def Leppard rounded out the top 
five, according to the magazine's survey. 

Genesis' Tony Banks has just entered the studio to record 
a solo album he'll have out later this year. Phil Collins will also 
be recording a solo LP this year, with a solo tour to follow. "He's 
keen to do that one before we do the Genesis one," says Mike 
Rutherford of Mike & The Mechanics. Rutherford says he 
doesn't know what Banks' LP will be like. "I don't even think he 
knows. He's just going in to do it," Rutherford says. 

Bob Welch plans to get a band together for recording and 
touring. And he says the band's sound will be heavy metal, 
something you wouldn't normally associate with the writer of 
"Sentimental Lady," "Ebony Eyes," and many of Fleetwood 
Mac's early songs. "I was never really a laid back monger, even 
though my biggest hits had that kind of sound," Welch says. 
Welch and his wife, Wendy, have relocated in Mesa, Arizona, 
after living in California. "We had gotten fed up with L.A.," Welch 
says. 'The competitiveness of everybody there and the whole 
kind of ruthless, megalomaniac attitude that even the nicest 
people get after living there a few years -- it's hard to deal with 
after a while." 

Former Smiths guitarist Johnny Marr is now a member of 
Matt (The The) Johnson's new band. Former ABC drummer 
Dave Palmer and ex-Julian Cope bass player James Eller 
round out the new band that has been working with Johnson 
in the studio and will go on a world tour with him later in the 
year. The new line-up will have a single out in England next 
month called "The Beat(en) Generation." An LP will be out in 
late spring. 

The manager of the Exposition-Recreation Commission in 
Portland, Oregon, is asking Ozzy Osbourne to tone it down 
when he comes to the city on January 19th. But Lee 
Fehrenkamp says he won't cancel the show, despite requests 
from conservative religious activists. He's written a letter to the 
promoter of the concert as "one parent to another." "Since I 
know the great degree of influence an artist can have on our 
young audiences, I am respectfully asking if Ozzy Osbourne 
will omit elements of his performance which refer to such 
things as infant sacrifice and suicide," Fehrenkamp wrote in his 
letter. J.R. Robson, executive director of the Lighthouse 
Ministries of Oregon, is one of the religious types who wanted 
Osbourne's show canceled. He says Osbourne promotes drug 
and alcohol use, violence and satanism. Robson says he's 
going to organize a mass prayer rally to demonstrate how 
many people oppose such concerts. 

The Justified Ancients of Mumu, who have a single on the 
charts as the Timelords with "Doctorin' The Tardis," have a 
greatest hits album just out in Britain. "Shag Times (Now That's 
What I Call Mu Mu Music)" is a double album, even though the 
group only released two LPs. One of those, "1987 - What The 
Fuck Is Going On?," was withdrawn from sale after Abba sued 
over the group's heavy sampling of their hit "Dancing Queen." 
The band has also released "The Manual," a book which claims 
to tell how to have a hit record and offers a money-back 
guarantee. The compilation will be called "History of the JAMS" 
in the U.S., and it is tentatively scheduled for February release. 

Rubber Rodeo have reformed with a new name, Boo Rad ley, 
a character in "To Kill A Mockingbird." Bob Holmes of the 
band concedes that "our heads might have been too big for 
our own good," a few years ago (when the band was signed 
to PolyGram Records). "The record company was shooting for 
the moon," Holmes says. "They wanted us to go from square 
one to square 12 with nothing in between. It just didn't happen." 

Joe Satriani has won three awards in Guitar Player 
magazine's year-end readers' poll. He won awards for best 
new talent, best overall guitarist and best guitar album for 
"Surfing With The Alien." 

Tracey Ullman has apparently joined the list of performers 
who are famous enough to have people imitating them or 

members of their family. Washingtonian magazine reports that 
a man named Ted Garcia has been arrested on fraud charges 
in the nation's capital, charged with claiming he was David 
Ullman, the brother of Tracey. Tracey doesn't actually have a 
brother, but authorities didn't find that out until after he had 
charged thousands of dollars of clothing purchases at a local 
department store chain, ordered almost $12,000 of bouquets 
from a florist, and rented an apartment in the trendy Adams 
Morgan neighborhood. He's facing at least three counts of 
fraud in the first degree, for swindling at least $25,000 in local 
goods and services. Garcia was arrested on December 5, and 
has been returned to Utah where he is wanted for committing 
theft by deception by representing himself as the heir to the 
Cunard shipping line fortune. Investigators say Garcia traveled 
around the U.S. under at least twelve different aliases. Tracey 
says Garcia may have passed himself off as David Ullman 
elsewhere, because she's heard stories from other cities that 
someone has been claiming to be her brother. 

The Circle Jerks plan to release a live album around the 
middle of this year. "We've been talkin' about it, and people, 
our fans, have been buggin' us," says Greg Hetson, guitarist 
for the band. "Finally, we got it together. We'll be recording a 
lot of our old tunes as well as some unreleased covers." The 
band is currently without a record label, but hopes to snare a 
deal for release of at least the live LP. 

If you buy the CD or cassette of Was (Not Was)' new album, 
"What Up, Dog?," you'll find a track not on the LP called 
"Wedding Vows In Vegas," which features Frank Sinatra Jr. 
But lyricist and flutist David Weiss says Sinatra didn't 
understand the joke. "He didn't get the irony that he's a Vegas 
lounge singer singing this song, since he didn't know our 
reputation for these transplant operations we do," Weiss says. 
"But I think, in the end, it doesn't come off as a joke. We don't 
mean to compromise the people involved. Actually, it makes 
us look better because the irony is undetectable. They come 
in and do it so straight that it seems like just as we'd have 
wanted it." The band is planning to record a lounge-style 
version of Dante's "Inferno," with Mel Torme on vocals, but it 
may be the last of the band's parodies. "We've sort of used up 
this camp factor of using people from straight culture like Mel 
and Frank," Weiss explains. As for future recordings from Was 
(Not Was), Weiss predicts less of a dance style. "I look forward 
to making a record that isn't quite as bombastic or slick as a 
few of the tracks on this one," he says. "I hope that it's an album 
that you can take home and your plants can enjoy. You know, 
I don't find that much utility for those dance tracks at home 
unless you're vacuuming, and I have hardwood floors so I 
don't play them." 

Bass player Andy Lane has joined Blast! (on SST Records), 
leaving his old band called Our Neighbors Suck. "I heard they 
needed a bass player. I sent them a tape and they just didn't 
find anyone better," Lane says. "So they said, ' Let's do it.' They 
thought I'm not too good for them, but I'm good enough." 

Jason Newsted says he hasn't forgotten about his old 
bandmates in Flotsam & Jetsam since he joined Metallica. "I 
like their new bassist," Newsted says of Flotsam & Jetsam. "The 
band is happening in a big way. They can do a lot more as long 
as they keep their shit together." Flotsam & Jetsam have been 
dropped by their record label, but Newsted says it could all be 
for the best. "So maybe the label felt the band wasn't selling 
hot enough, and they got dropped," Newsted says. "Elektra 
couldn't give Flotsam the righteous attention they deserved, 
so it's possible that a smaller metal label like Mechanic will 
pick them up. Then, Flotsam will reach their audience a lot 
quicker. At least, that's what I hope will happen." Newsted says 
he's still getting used to being in Metallica, after dreaming 
about being in the band. 'Every day I say to myself, 'Wow, this 
is actually happening," he says, noting the Metallica's new 
album "has gone platinum and a half. It actually hit platinum in 
the first four days of sale. Record stores didn't even bother to 
put it in the racks, they just sold it right out of the box." That 
sales success came even though "...And Justice For All" was 
a double album, which Newsted says was "unintentional from 
the start. We had nine songs that were to be the album," he 
says, "and we weren't about to cut one song out just to make 
it all fit on one piece of vinyl. Since it's physically impossible to 
put 65 minutes of music on one album, we put the music on 
four sides and ate the cost ourselves for the extra vinyl, 'cause 
we didn't want to fuck the kids over by making it more 
expensive." 

Edie Brickell & The New Bohemians will revert to their 
previous name of the New Bohemians when they release their 
next album. Wes Martin has joined the group as a second 
guitarist. 
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Warren Zevon says the title track to his upcoming album, 
"Transverse City," is "a cyberpunk urban nightmare." Another 
cut on the LP, "Turbulence," includes some Russian lyrics. " It's 
a happy song from the point of a Soviet solder in Afghanistan," 
he says. "Sort of a Cajun houseboat stomp." 

Former Frankie Goes To Hollywood lead singer Holly 
Johnson has released his first solo single in Britain, called 
"Love Train." He's finishing work on his debut solo album. 

Lou Reed's new album is called "New York" and features 14 
tracks produced by Reed with former Voidoid, Fred Maher. 
Ex-Velvet Underground drummer Maureen Tucker has come 
out of retirement to appear on the LP, which was recorded in 
New York. Reed says on the liner notes that the album is 
"meant to be listened to in one 58-minute sitting, as though it 
were a book or movie." 

Grateful Dead drummer Mickey Hart plans to record the 
Gyuto Monks Tibetan Tantric Choir, as part of his deal to 
release various world music (on the Rykodisc label). Hart 
recently performed with the choir at the Cathedral of St. John 
the Divine in New York. The first releases in "The World" series 
include a remixed version of Hart's "Diga Rhythm Band' album 
from 1976 and a new recording from African drummer 
Babatunde Olatunji. 

Charlie Daniels, who's now being marketed as a country 
artist, says it's not surprising that he doesn't seem to appeal 
to the rock audience. "At the time we signed we were 
considered to be a rock group because southern rock was 
pretty strong at the time. Then the heavy metal-Michael 
Jackson era kind of changed the way the A&R consultancies 
handled the stations," Daniels says. " It changed the face of 
popular music and it didn't seem like we had a market or an 
outlet for exposure for our music. We just felt like we were 
fighting a losing battle. It's hard to walk in a radio station with 
a Cyndi Lauper record in one arm and a CDB record in the 
other. So we just felt it would be best to come to Nashville." At 
the same time, Daniels says he doesn't believe the new Charlie 
Daniels Band album, "Homesick Heroes," is that different from 
his earlier work. "My music hasn't changed," he says. Instead, 
Daniels says rock & roll has gotten pretty dull. " It will bore you 
to tears. It's gotten pretty radical. There are very few solid 
outfits like there used to be," he says. "Groups you never heard 
of come along and are never heard from again. It's got to be 
an impermanent situation being a rock star. There are Bruce 
Springsteen and John Cougar Mellencamp, but for the most 
part you look at the charts this year and next year you won't 
see a lot of the same names." 

The British production team of Stock/Aitken/Waterman has 
reached an out of court settlement with a British record label, 
after claiming that a brief section of their "Roadblock" single 
was sampled for M/A/R/R/S' "Pump Up The Volume" single. 
Pete Waterman has asked the label to donate the award to a 
children's hospital. 

The B-side of Michelle Shocked's new British single, "If Love 
Was A Train ," features two tracks recorded live at the Metroplex 
in Atlanta last year. 

Ric Ocasek has divorced his wife of 17-years, Suzanne, filing 
the papers in Probate Court in Dedham, Massachusetts. The 
Boston Herald reports that Ocasek's wife received about $4 
million in real estate, three cars and monthly child support for 
the couple's two sons. 

The BeeGees plan a world tour, beginning in May. "We're very 
excited about the new music and feel committed to playing it 
live," says Robin Gibb. It will be the first tour for the band in 
over a decade. The year-long series of dates will begin in 
Europe, and include a handful of U.S. dates in July and August. 

New Order have just finished their first Latin American tour. 
They were to have played in Buenos Aires, but the show was 
canceled because of political reasons. The tour involved the 
band's first live dates in 12 months. 

Lawyers for Julianne Phillips say that a tentative agreement 
has been reached for division of property in her divorce 
proceedings against Bruce Springsteen. Her attorney says 
it's a "fair' agreement, but he won't disclose details. Phillips 
filed for divorce on August 30, citing irreconcilable differences. 

There will be a three-inch CD-only release in February from 
Henry Kaiser, called 'Alternate Versions." It includes guest 
appearances from slide guitarist Scott Colby and Soviet 
keyboardsman Sergei Kuriokhin. Former Grateful Dead 
keyboardist Tom Constanten plays on a new version of the 
Dead's "Mason's Children." The EP also includes a cover of 
Cream's "I'm So Glad." 

Bruce Springsteen's first home video will be out at the end 
of January. "Video Anthology11978-88" includes performance 
footage as well as promotional clips. It includes a live version 
of "Rosalita" filmed in Phoenix in 1978, a live version of "The 
River" from the 1980 "No Nukes" concert, and an acoustic 
version of "Born To Run" filmed earlier this year in Los Angeles. 
The 100-minute-long tape carries a suggested retail price of 
$24.98. 

Lou Reed, Squeeze, Kiss, Thomas Dolby, the Bangles, 
Tom Jones and Taylor Dayne are scheduled to appear at an 
AIDS benefit concert at the Universal Amphitheatre in Los 
Angeles on January 14. The show will be taped for a later 
broadcast on MTV. "Rock Response" is the name of the event. 

Lead singer Perry Farrell says he doesn't take his band, 
Jane's Addiction, too seriously. He says he formed the band 
by "accident." "I get bored really fast but for now, it's a fun thing 
to do. I get to travel for free -- even though I know I'm paying 
for it I don't see the bills -- although it's far from first class. We're 
all squeezed together in a little van." 

Concrete Blonde have signed again with IRS Records, after 
declaring bankruptcy in September 1987. An album is 
expected next year. The band's Johnette Napolitano is 
planning a solo concert in Los Angeles in the second half of 
January. 

Jon Anderson, Bill Bruford, Rick Wakeman and Steve 
Howe of Yes will have a new album out in the spring (on Arista 
Records), but they won't be using the Yes name because of 
contractual reasons. A world tour is planned to begin in Europe 
in July. Chris Squire won't be involved in the project, and the 
band is seeking a replacement for him. Roger Dean, who 
designed the covers for the band back in the ' 70s, has been 
exclusively commissioned to create artwork and staging for 
the new band. 

Steve Winwood and his wife, Eugenia, have a new baby. 
Elizabeth Dawn Winwood was born in Nashville, Tennessee, 
on December 1st. She weighted eight pounds, seven ounces. 

Sting reportedly will appear in a Broadway show of "The 
Threepenny Opera" in the fall. He'll also play the minor role of 
Hamlet in a film version of the Tom Stoppard play 
"RosencranC & Guildenstem Are Dead," which will star Sean 
Connery. 

R.E.M. starts a world tour in Japan in January, a tour that will 
see them playing larger venues for the first time. "It's one of 
those rock-and-a-hard place kind of things," says Mike Mills. 
"You can play the little places but then you got people scalping 
tickets for $150. If you got that many people who want to see 
you, you better let them in. We're going to be doing some 
smaller arenas, but none of the real gigantic ones." He 
concedes the band may be criticized for moving away from 
smaller clubs, "but what are you gonna do? Something bad 
happens no matter what you do. This way, we can kind of keep 
an eye on what's going on. Keep it under control, we hope. I 
think it will be fine. Plus, if we do this tour, go ahead and do 
the ' big hall' tour, then maybe the next time we go out, we can 
do something different." 

Harry Chapin's widow, Sandra Chapin, is defending herself 
against two pending lawsuits filed by writers. Author Peter 
Coan, who wrote a biography of Chapin, filed a $15 million 
lawsuit against her, claiming she convinced a major publisher 
to drop its contract to publish his book by saying she was 
commissioning her own. Kyle Morris has filed a $31 million 
breach of contact lawsuit saying that Mrs. Chapin didn't help 
him after asking him to write the biography. Morris says he 
moved from California to Mrs. Chapin's Long Island home to 
write the book, but he was only given a "Tiny Room" and he 
found it impossible to work because of the "comings and 
goings of Chapin's (five) children." He says Mrs. Chapin 
insulted and abused him after he moved out to finish work on 
the book, and Morris believes that Sandra Chapin is bringing 
in a scriptwriter to revise Morris' script. "In both instances Mrs. 
Chapin has acted in bad faith," says attorney Harry Weinberg, 
who represents both Coan and Morris. "I'm at a loss to explain 
it, since both of my clients have a sincere personal interest in 
keeping Chapin's memory alive." 

Members of the Four Tops were scheduled to be on Pan Am 
Flight 103 from London to New York the day it crashed 
(December 21). But a taping of the BBC's television program 
"Top Of The Pops" ran a day behind schedule and the group 
didn't take the plane. 

Leon Russell has returned home to Nashville after 
undergoing surgery in Jacksonville, Florida, to correct a 
cerebrospinal fluid leak, which had been causing Russell some 
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sinus problems. His agent says Russell will return to 
performing in about a month. 

Attorneys for the estate of Andy Warhol say they are 
monitoring Lou Reed and John Cales plans to produce a 
tribute to Warhol called "Songs For Drella." The two are going 
to perform the production as a work-in-progress this month in 
Brooklyn. An attorney for Warhol's estate says 'we'll be 
keeping an eye out to see what they do," because they want 
to prevent any commercial use of Warhol's name. Plans are 
for the full version of the show to be produced at the Brooklyn 
Academy of Music in the fall. 

It only cost the Cowboy Junkies $200 to record their album, 
"The Trinity Session," according to lead guitarist Michael 
Timmins. It was recorded live at the Church of the Holy Trinity 
in Toronto during a seven-hour recording session. "We wanted 
to capture the atmosphere of the recording session and the 
feel of musicians actually playing off each other," he says. "The 
whole day was magical. That's why we named the record after 
the session." 

James Brown is still facing additional charges in Georgia, 
even though he's now jailed in South Carolina after being given 
a six-year prison term for trying to run over two policemen. 
He's scheduled for a January 23 trial on 10 misdemeanor 
charges in Georgia that are related to the same September 
incident in which he led police on a two-state chase. Brown 
could be paroled from a South Carolina prison within 18 
months with good behavior. 

Director Robert Frank says he's shown his documentary of 
the Rolling Stones, "Cocksucker Blues," for the last time. 
Eight hundred tickets for the screening at a New York film 
museum sold out within an hour. 

Morrissey put on a concert in Wolverhampton, England, just 
before Christmas, with members of the Smiths except for 
guitarist Johnny Marr. Admission to the show, which was 
filmed, was free for anyone wearing a Smiths or Morrissey 
t-shirt. Morrissey has been recording six tracks with Mike 
Joyce and Andy Rourke of the Smiths, former Smiths guitarist 
Craig Gannon and keyboards player (and producer) Stephen 
Street. Morrissey will have a new single out in late January 
called "The Last Of The Famous International Playboys." 

Electric Light Orchestra are reforming, without Jeff Lynne. 
Drummer Bev Bevan is said to have recruited "most of the 
original members" of ELO, but the line-up is not expected to 
include Kelly Groucutt and Mike Kaminski who have their 
own band called Orkestra. Bevan predicts an album and tour 
for the new ELO in the summer. 

Steve Nieve, keyboards player for Elvis Costello's 
Attractions, is playing two solo piano dates at the Knitting 
Factory in New York City January 18 and 19. His appearance 
is part of a month-long piano festival at the venue. 

Petula Clark says she doesn't plan to reactivate her 
recording career, despite the current success of a remixed 
version of "Downtown" in the British singles chart. She is 
finishing up work on a musical that she hopes to star in at a 
London theater in the coming year. 

Depeche Mode have completed work on a feature film, called 
"Depeche Mode 101." It will premiere at the Berlin Film Festival 
in February. There are also plans for special screenings in New 
York, Los Angeles, Toronto and London, and then limited 
screenings of the film will take place in 50 U.S. cities in April. 
There will also be a double live soundtrack album in March. 
The movie was filmed during the band's 1988 concert tour and 
is directed by D.A. Pennebaker. "To break across to the 
masses with a music film is a difficult thing to do," concedes 
band member Martin Gore. "The Talking Heads' Stop Making 
Sense' went about it in the right way. It took off because it was 
a good, interesting film." 

Tommy Conwell says he's not wild about doing videos. "I 
have to say that I'd rather not do them, but I've learned that 
they are a necessary evil," Conwell says. " It kills me to see those 
soft-jazz videos. They are so bad. You see some bald guy 
wearing a sweater sitting there playing a saxophone and trying 
to look cool. From where I'm coming from, music is supposed 
to be listened to, not watched as a television skit. I never signed 
up to be a TV actor." 

David Bowie is about to begin recording a new album at 
studios in Montreal and London. It will be produced by Tim 
Palmer, who has worked with Robert Plant and the Mighty 
Lemon Drops. 

Starship drummer Donny Baldwin has married make-up 
artist Lisa Avlia in a wedding at Sts. Peter & Paul Roman 
Catholic Church in San Francisco. Mickey Thomas, lead 

singerfor Starship, and guitarist Craig Chaquico were ushers, 
while bass player Brett Bloomfield was best man. 

Canadian band Blue Rodeo begin the new year by going to 
New Orleans to mix tracks for their next album, "Remember," 
which should be out in March. It will be the second album from 
the band, whose "Outskirts" album has sold over 150,000 
copies in Canada since its 1987 release. The new LP is 
produced by Malcolm Burn, formerly of Boys Brigade. 

British outfit Coldcut, who had a hit single in England in the 
spring with "Doctorin' The House," will have an album out 
soon. Mark Smith of the Fall appears on one of the tracks. 
Apparently, Jonathan Moore and Matt Black, who are 
Coldcut, have been a fan of Smith for some time. 

Wilko Johnson, founding member of veteran British pub rock 
band Dr. Feelgood, has released his first studio album in eight 
years, "Barbed Wire Blues." Johnson's new line-up includes 
former Blockhead, Norman Watt Roy on bass. 

Rick Astley's new album, "Hold Me In Your Arms," is 
scheduled to be released on January 10. "Take Me To Your 
Heart' will be the first single from the LP, which includes a cover 
of the Temptations' "Ain't Too Proud To Beg."

UK MUSIC NEWS  
Morrissey, the former lead singer of The Smiths, performed 

with all but one member of his old band over Christmas, who 
are to be his new recording lineup. The December 22nd con-
cert was given same day notice by Britain's national music 
press and consequently many more fans showed up than the 
venue could take, which was Wolverhampton's Civic Hall, in 
the English midlands. Morrissey was joined onstage by Andy 
Rourke (bass), Mike Joyce (drums) and Craig Gannon 
(guitar) all former members of The Smiths. It was also 
Morrissey's first live appearance since The Smiths' last con-
cert in south London, in December 1986. The concert seemed 
to be in aid of a promotional film the group are making for up-
coming material including a single this month. Admission was 
free, as long as the audience members were adorning Morris-
sey or Smiths T-shirts, and the concert was short; around ten 
songs; while a film crew captured it all for posterity. The single, 
"The Last Of The International Playboys" comes out in the UK 
January 23rd and features the above lineup, plus Morrissey's 
new song-writing partner and producer, Stephen Street. The 
single is already causing controversy here as it is rumoured to 
be a humourous look at the Kray Twins, two vicious London 
criminals who terrorized through organised crime before their 
arrest in the 60's. Morrissey hit similar controversy when he 
wrote "Suffer Little Children" on the first Smiths album, about 
some child murderers in his native Manchester. The only 
member of The Smiths missing in the new lineup is the former 
guitarist and music writer for the band Johnny Marr (SEE 
NEXT STORY) and it is perhaps in deference to this that the 
group has not been renamed The Smiths, but will continue for 
the time being as Morrissey. The concert itself was chaotic, 
as 2000 fans were turned away and local police blamed the 
band for poor organisation. Some fans smashed windows and 
tried to kick down doors after being turned away from 1,500 
capacity venue. Police say that no arrests were made and the 
crowd was eventually dispersed. Morrissey has recorded at 
least six songs of new material in the studio, but there are no 
more current plans to perform live. 

Johnny Marr has meanwhile shown up in the latest lineup of 
The The, as had long been rumoured. Matt Johnson's band 
returns with the first new material since the acclaimed album 
"Infected" two years ago. A single, to be released in February 
is called "The Beat (en) Generation". This is a prelude to a 
Spring album release and the band's first ever tour, which is 
planned to cover five continents all over the world. As well as 
recruiting Marr, Johnson's new The The lineup features former 
Julian Cope and Paul Young bassist James Eller and former 
ABC drummer Dave Palmer. 

The Alarm had to abandon a concert and cancel their British 
tour, after lead singer Mike Peters suffered temporary blind-
ness from the lighting equipment! Details remain sketchy, but 
it seems Peters was rushed to hospital, mid-way through a 
concert in the town of Chester, after the strong, stage spot-
lights damaged his corneas, temporarily blinding him. He has 
now been ordered to rest for a couple of weeks. His condition 
is not serious and the band has already rescheduled the lost 
dates. 

At the end of each year, the respected music weeklies and 
entertainment magazines in Britain, pick their year-end 
choices - generally a consensus of all the critics who work on 
the publications. This year "The New Musical Express" did the 
most stylish job, with their art department contributing amaz-
ing illustrations to accompany the albums they chose. Their 
fifth choice is by The Todd Terry Project and an album called 
"To The Batmobile Let's Go" on Sleeping Bag Records; Brook-
lyn based artists described by the NME as "a textured 
soundscape". At 4 Morrissey's "Viva Hate". 3/ "Green" by 
REM. 2/ "Irish Heartbeat" by Van Morrisson and The Chief-
tans and the NME feel that it's The Chieftans who have been 
an improving influence on Van Morrisson rather than the other 
way round. The NME pick as their favourite album of 1988 
Public Enemy's "It Takes A Nation Of Millions To Hold Us 
Back" (Def Jam) which the journal describes as "proving them-
selves to be to rap what The Clash were to punk. "Melody 

Maker takes quite a different line. In their top five they include 
the arty Rough Trade recording artists AR Kane and their 
album "69"; My Bloody Valentine, one of a crop of bright new 
artists on the Creation label with their debut "Isn't Anythin"while 
REM score again. They put "Life's Too Good" by The Sugar-
cubes at 2 and at 1 for MM, "Surfer Rosa" by the boston based 
band The Pixies. The Pixies are also numero uno for critics 
at "Sounds". REM again make their top five, as do Ziggy Pop 
with "Instinct", Sonic Youth's "Daydream Nation"; and Nick 
Cave's "Tender Prey" at 2. So a little bit more dark, gothic and 
punky for "Sounds". Next week, the "New Musical Express" 
and "Melody Maker" readers' poll results. 

Bjork of The Sugarcubes was taken to hospital before 
Christmas, after clashing with doormen at a nightclub in Bel-
gium. Bjork and drummer Siggy went to the club after a 
Sugarcubes show in Brussels. The trouble began when one 
of the security dogs bit Bjork. When she complained, accord-
ing to eyewitnesses, she was ejected from the club. When she 
went back to cenplain, she apparently had a door slammed 
in her face. The singer had to have two stitches on her lip and 
a tetanus shot. Despite Bjork's "considerable discomfort", the 
group went ahead with two British dates over the Christmas 
period plus an extra "secret" gig at the tiny Borderline Club in 
central London.
