Major Movers are boxed and bolded and double arrows indicate chart debuts. 
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Elvis Costello, "Spike", Warner Bros.... 
"Veronica" has done an outstanding job of re-establishing 
Elvis' foothold on the format. Just call KRZO and ask for Max 
Volume, 'The tried and true Elvis fans may be a little blue at 
the prospect of having to share him with the rest of us, but they 
will have to get used to it. 'Veronica' is a purebred radio track 
if there ever was one".... New action at 29 and early Increases 
at another dozen moves this lead off to "Spike" 46-35*, with 
Top 5 phones ringing at WNEW and 4 more. Now that the full 
platter is in your paws, it will take only one run-through to 
realize that this is Declan's finest since "Armed Forces". 
Always the trickster, he's outdone himself this time by printing 
the lyrics to "Stalin Malone" on the sleeve, and leaving them off 
the record. That's right gang, a jazzy Elvis instrumental that 
wouldn't be out of place on a Maynard Ferguson record. Elvis 
has always been one of popular music's most prolific 
composers, and with the help of wife Cait O'Riordan, on the 
"lump in the throat" ballad "Baby Plays Around" and Paul 
McCartney ("Veronica" and "Pads, Paws and Claws") Elvis 
proves his quality control is up to premium. The lyrical bite, a 
trademark since "My Aim Is True", is very much in evidence on 
most tracks, with 'This Town", ("Everybody in this town thinks 
you're a bastard") and "Tramp The Dirt Down" ("When England 
was the whore of the world Margaret was her madam"), just 
two of the highlights. If you can't just open the whole thing up 
(and who can these days?), we suggest "This Town", "Coal 
Train Robberies", "Pads, Paws and Claws", "Let Him Dangle" 
and "Chewing Gum" for the uptempo side, and "Tramp The Dirt 
Down", "Baby Plays Around" and "Deep Dark Truthful Mirror" 
as mood music for moderns. "Spike" may be in honor of Spike 
Jones, but the power and precision of this LP is no laughing 
matter. 

Glamour Camp, "She Did It", EMI.... Most 
people think that having a successful Dad in the business is 
the equivalent of a guaranteed Platinum spoon, but if you look 
at from another angle, more often than not the opposite is true. 
For his first foray into the floodlights, Christopher Otcasek is 
keeping his proper surname and displaying his own style with 
nary a lick from dad Ric. He's joined on "She Did It" by the 
cream of the crop on the New York session scene, including 
Andy Newmark on drums, and one half of "The World's Most 
Dangerous Band", Sid McGinnis on guitar and Will Lee on 
bass. Backup vocals were provided by the man who led 
Stories ("Brother Louie!) and has also sang on many of 
Foreigner's best, Ian Lloyd. Don't be fooled by the quiet 
keyboard intro, "She Did It" kicks into a Andy Taylor/Power 
Station type guitar crunch along. Speaking of which, we do 
detect a slight amount of label mate coolster, Robert Palmer 
in young Christopher's vocal chords. Give this one more than 
a single spin, and make sure you keep your eyes open for the 
video. 

Skid Row, "Youth Gone Wild", Atlantic.... 
Go ahead, try not to play this record, then do us a favor and 
write if you find work. With our home base square in the center 
of Skid Row central, we've been hip to what the rest of the 
country is about to find out, and with Danny and Flash at the 
phones expect it to happen quick. Skid Row has already set 
the record of most pre-orders for a new act in Atlantic Records' 
history, and considering their alumni that should be enough of 
a tip. But we're only getting started. The opening slot on the 
just underway Bon Jovi tour will place these very photogenic 
lads in front of at least a million of your prime demographic 
types in the coming months, which is bound to get the phones 
active off the bat. The early birds include KEZE, KTXQ, WIMZ, 
WLZR, WQFM and (that's right!) WMMR, here's Erin Riley with 
the reason why, "Another favorite of mine that you may not be 
familiar with but will be soon, is Skid Row. Jon Bon Jovi 
brought them into the station around five years ago. They were 
great guys so I went down to the studio to hear some of their 
demos. The music was great so I told them, 'when you guys 
get an album out I'm going to jump up and down and make a 
lot of noise about it', so here I go. Skid Row is going to be a 
big band this year. You'll see them in every town opening for 
Bon Jovi. Get there early, they show all the signs of potential 
rock stardom".... As close as a lock for #1 Most Added next 
week as you can get. 

Warrant, " Dirty Rotten Filthy Stinking  
Rich", Columbia.... On his last night in Medford Lakes 
we asked Dave Cowan if there was anything we could get for 
him. Dave replied, "I wish I had 1% of Warrant's future T-Shirt 
sales!". Obviously poor Dave had to settle for a soft drink, but 
let's face it with everybody but ol' E.F. raving we can 
understand his request. This week's Biggest Mover at 95-62*, 
"Down Boys" grabs 18 new adds including KLOL, WDIZ, 
WDVE, WIOT, WLLZ, WNEW, WXLP and WGIR where Jon 
Erdahl, "One of the most exciting records I've heard so far this 
year. The hooks in this mutha never stop. Tons of depth and 
musicianship on this rock track".... And Karen A. Small are in 
total harmony, "Hooks galore, those jangly descending 

chords, a great rock and roll record. Sure it's a hit, sure it's 
Warrant, it sure is an add! This band that's been burning up 
the clubs will be killing those airwaves with "Down Boys". This 
was one of the few records that leapt out of the heap this past 
week and demanded to be put on".... The title of the album we 
turn out to be prophetic with virtually every track radio ready. 
If you want to stay along 'Down Boys' lines, try "32 Pennies", 
"Big Talk" or"Cold Sweat", but if "Sometimes She Cries" doesn't 
devastate across the board, ala April Wine's "Just Between You 
And Me", color us shocked. 

HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW 
Thrashing Doves, "Angel Visit", A & M•••• 
Their debut Lp, "Bedrock Vice", was chock full of style shifts, 
from the pop beauty of "Beautiful Imbalance" to one of the first 
"Acid House" club hits, "Jesus On The Payroll". For the preview 
to the second album, the Doves have let fly with a heavier guitar 
heavy sound that still scores a direct hit on the pop side. 
Already on 16 including WBRU, WGTU, WMDK and WRCN 
where John Loscalzo took time out from track practice for this 
endorsement, "I made a bundle with 'Jesus On The Payroll' 
and now expect a heavenly response with 'Angel Visit'. This 
continues in the Thrashing Doves tradition of quirky, post 
modern guitar pop, and the spirit advised me his subjects 
would love it".... We pick up a certain similarity to INXS in the 
track, especially in regard to Ken Forman's vocal. A more 
direct recording, mixed with typical precision by the one and 
only Hugh Padgham, breathe some new life into your next 
music meeting with the Thrashing Doves. 

X.T.C., "Mayor Of Simpleton", Geffen.... 
The radio breakthrough of the Todd Rundgren produced "Dear 
God" was long overdue for this highly talented English band. 
If you were to list the critical raves shed on Andy Partridge and 
company over the course of their 13 year career it would take 
a much larger space than this. Suffice to say that more so than 
any other British export of the last 10 years, X.T.C.'s musical 
approach draws from the same well as that county's high water 
mark---- The Beatles. We do admit that the public at large 
would be hard pressed to name even three X.T.C. songs, but 
from the time of their classic "Drums And Wires" and "Black 
Sea" albums up through the excellent "English Settlement" two 
record set, the American distribution for Virgin (their U.K. label) 
was either up in the air or non existent. Therefore when we 
say that "Mayor Of Simpleton" is a typically good X.T.C. song, 
it may not be enough to convince you. So let's just say, play 
this record and watch your audience do all the convincing work 
for us. 

Fire Town, "The Good Life", Atlantic.... Right from the "Driver's Seat" intro it's clear that Madison Wisconsin's 
Fire Town have delivered on the promise '87's "Carry The Torch" demonstrated. We gave WMAD's Paul Marszalek a call for 
the inside scoop on these hometown heroes, "Fire Town is back! I'll think you'll agree with me when I say Doug Erickson is 
among the best songwriters we have in the Midwest. In addition, the guy's a genuine class act. No sophomore slump here".... 
Let's not phorget Phil (Davis), who's close harmony vocal work with Doug make for some of the sweetest harmonic interplay this 
side of Alan Clarke's Hollies. One instantly noticeable improvement over their debut effort is the high tech production work of 
Michael Frondelli (Henry Lee Summer/Crowded House/Del Lords/Aretha Franklin). "The Good Life" shines with a smooth gloss 
of bright pop polish, complete with a blast of brass. Upper demos will react when exposed to an American band that plays it 
straight, simple and honest. Fire Town are one of the finest examples of that school of thought.

THE HARD ACTS TO FOLLOW  
HARD REPORT 

Tesia, "The Great Radio Controversy",  
Geffen.... "Heaven's Trail" cracks the Top 20 of the Hard 
Hundred with a 23-19* increase. New at a dozen including 
WFBQ, WGLF, WLVQ, WKQZ, WOUR, WPYX, WRFX and 
WRXK, the Increase Index shows another dozen play ups. 
They double those numbers on the National Request front with 
24 reporting Top 5 phones including Craig Bradley at WRIK, 
"The new Tesla hit the phones as soon as it went on the air. 
Top 5 requests in the first week would indicate that this will be 
as strong in these parts as their first record was. We're very 
pleased with it".... After dropping the needle, or bopping the 
beam on the whole disk/disc you'll realize that this album is 
about to take up permanent residence on your station's 
playlist. Choose between "Lazy Days/Crazy Nights" and 
"Hang Tuff' for the next crash of thunder. With the acoustic 
shades of "Love Song" prime for a killer segue out of Zeppelin's 
"Thank You" and the melodic "The Way It Is" Tesla show they 
know how to turn it down without losing the power. A fine 
follow-up, get used to seeing the cover around the office, and 
as WAAF's Rick MacKenzie predicts, "The Poison/Tesla 
double-bill on the road is really going to open some eyes to 
this band". 

Dennis DeYoung, "Boomchild", MCA.... 
The man's track record is in a class all its own when it comes 
to gold and platinum. Both as leader of Styx in their glory days 
and with his solo success, Dennis DeYoung is a talent whos 
fan base corresponds perfectly with your core. WLUP's Dave 
Benson will explain further, "The Loop makes an early move 
on'Boomchild', Dennis DeYoung's strongest offering since the 
heyday of Styx. Listen to the album and consider that your 
27-year-old core was 18 years old in 1980. Styx was the 
biggest band in the land, and the connection between the two 
was intense. If the core hasn't forgotten, should we?".... This 
label debut for Dennis should jump out of the gate running, 
especially if WPDH's Pam Brooks has anything to say about 
it, " I've always been struck by the strength of Dennis 
DeYoung's vocals and of course the major contributions he 
made to Styx and I'm hoping that what I've heard of his new 
material will finally blow his solo effort wide open. ' Boomchild' 
and ' Beneath The Moon' soar with excitement and energy and 
I urge you to pop them in your player, crank it up and listen 
hard". 

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES 
John Hiatt, " Drive South", A 84 M.... "Paper 
Thin" and the title track have paved the way at radio for John's 
stellar "Slow Turning" album's breakthrough. When listing the 
top American singer/songwriters currently on the scene, 
John's name would be placed at or very near the top. His road 
weary gravel rasp cuts straight to the heart, and combines with 
a slide guitar sound right out of the Ry Cooder/George 
Harrison instruction manual to make "Drive South" a logical 
choice for emphasis. As WEQX's Peggy Apple says, "John 
Hiatt is IT!".... New at KSQY, WIZN and WPYX and steady on 
KLBJ where Don Gilmore reports, "In my opinion and based 
on the airplay of "Paper Thin" and "Slow Turning", John's latest 
qualifies as one of the best and most inspirational rock albums 
of the 80's. ' Drive South' is a more direct personal song then 
it's two predecessors, and there's no doubt that it's perfect for 
us".... We see it as perfect for anyone, and with the album 
hitting the 150,000 mark it could be the ticket to gold. 

on y or.... Don't make the 
mistake of filing this away with last year's records just because 
they scored so well in everyone's year end polls. According 
to Brew Michaels at KXRX, " This might be the best song on 
the album".... And KWIC's Tim Kelly calls it, "My personal 
favorite add of the week".... Debuting at 92* on the Hard 
Hundred, with 14 new adds including KAZY, KBOY, KEZO, 
KFMH, WDHA, WHFS, WIMZ, WMAD and WRCN. We show 
current air on 21 with KEZE, KJOT, KTYD (Heavy!), WBRU, 
WDIZ and WPLR down as steady supporters. This track rocks 
a little harder than either of the first two, which should make it 
a natural for the format. The vocals show a distinct gospel 
flavor, without any sign of overkill. The performance of "I'm 
Sorry" and "Don't Go" have pushed the sales over the 200,000 
mark, and just about locked up the Gold. "Feet On The 
Ground" will start them on the road to Platinum. Get on it. 

Easterhguse, "Waiting For The Redbird",  
Columbia.... We thought we'd heard every possible 
"name game/sounds like" there is when it comes to describing 
guitar sounds, but in praising "Come Out Fighting" WKQQ's 
Stacy Yelton uses a fresh one, "Easterhouse's 'Come Out 
Fighting' is great. The guitar riff feels like a good game of 
hopscotch. I'll leave you to figure that one out on your own".... 
Whatever you say, Stacy, the fact that it bounces and jumps 
out of the speakers does qualify even this analogy. "Fighting" 
spars its way into the top half of the Hard Hundred with a 56-42* 
increase, speaking of which a half dozen up play, including 
WFIT, WDHA and KFMH, with KLOS sliding it into Heavy. The 
station count is a healthy 74, and the album has just hit your 
desk. "Say Yes" is where we recommend you start. The 
passion that marks the stronger Simple Minds' material will 
surround your senses, and the hook will stay in your head for 
days. High marks go out to "Hope And Glory" and the haunting 
"Stay With Me" as well. Easterhouse shouldn't have to battle 
for your attention. 

Keith Richards, "Struggle", Virgin.... Is it 
really necessary to argue the merits of one of the finest tracks 
from Keith's outstanding solo album? Come on boys and girls, 
get with the program. With new action at KEZO, KJJO, WHEB, 
WMMR and WZBH, with increases to Power play at WCCC, we 
don't think it will be too much of a struggle to get this bad boy 
on your playlist. Already on KBCO, KEZE, KILO, KISS, KLBJ, 
KLOS, KOME, KRXQ, KXRX, WAPL, WGIR, WPLR, WRIK and 
many more. The new gossip has Keith and Mick patching 
things up for another Stones LP and tour, which is definitely 
great news. But Keith has proved with this LP that he's more 
than capable of carrying the torch on his own. The Hard 
Hundred shows a modest 81-80* move, but with the first week 
of label priority starting now expect "Struggle" to be among the 
Biggest Movers on the next chart. 

Dreams So Real, "Bearing Witness", Arista.... The star of this Athens unit it ascending so rapidly that this 
follow up to "Rough Night In Jericho" is already moving 88-74* on the Hard Hundred, before the official push date. If the word 
from Mr. Coakley and company is what you're waiting for, consider it time. WHJY couldn't hold out, and here's Chris Herrmann's 
reasoning, "Only one musical comment this week, Dreams So Real. ' Bearing Witness' is the most elegant and pleasant song to 
tickle these ears so far in '89, and I'm glad to give our listeners a chance to check it our.... Need more? How about Eric St. John 
speaking from the WNPQ rave phone, "I have to say that I really like the whole Dreams So Real album so I may be a little prejudiced, 
but I think 'Bearing Witness' is one of the best songs to happen for the format in a few months".... Other's coming in with new 
adds include KOWB, KRXQ, KTYD, WBRU, WMAD and WRCN, and KEZE, KKAZ and KSQY have all increased rotations. Steady 
support from the likes of WMMR, KBCO, KISW, KLBJ, WBAB, WDHA and WPLR lead us to believe that Dreams So Real have the 
diverse appeal necessary to work at any format. 

IMPACT TRACKS 
Siren, All Is Forgiven", Mercury.... Judging by Siren's 4th Most Added status it's safe to assume that radio 
agrees the song holds up to the advanced Synclavier tapeless recording system employed. Out of the box at 32 including KATT, 
KILO, KJJO, KKDJ, KSHE, KSJO, KTXQ, KZEW, WAOR, WGIR, WHCN, WIXV, WLLZ, WRIF and KISW where Mike Jones says, 
"This week we enter the digitally-created domain of Siren, which I've been eager to air since Drew played me an advance cassette 
months ago".... Wendy Steele at WLVQ also took the plunge and reports, 'The vocals on the new Siren song made me stop and 
go, 'Woah! This is good'. 'All Is Forgiven' is a medium add this week".... Watch it move up as soon the core gets exposed to the 
mass appeal sound. The second highest debut on the Hard Hundred, entering at 58*.

The Replacements, " I'll Be You", Reprise/Sire.... Thirteen new adds bring " I'll Be You" up to the 124 station 
mark, and also combine with Twenty Increases to crack the Hard Hundred Top 20 with a 24-20* move. The cover of Musician, 
and the support of the entire AOR community has been just what these Midwest boys have deserved for a long time. WBCN's 
Carter Alan continues, ' The Replacements' latest was an instant fave and it sounds excellent on the air. ' I'll Be You' should 
continue the rock radio penetration that 'Alex Chilton' began. 'BCN has loved this group since Twin Tone days and it's great to 
see them doing so well".... For the few who are still on the fence why not take a tip from WWZU's Mark Williams, "The 
Replacements have been doing exactly what we intended it to do. We highlight the song as our ' Buzzband Of The Week', promote 
it two quarter hours before, use a produced breaker to intro the song and back it up with a Power Core track. Handling the 
Replacements in this way has helped us launch them in this market and they are getting top phone action in just one week. Oh 
yeah, it's a Heavy this week too!".... Another dozen report it in their Top 5 including KQWB, KTYD, WEQX and WMAD. 

p.WletBoys, " For The Love of Money",  
eif b.— Instead of the obvious antiquated fodder to rework, 
these LA dudes create a perfect fit with their in yer face 
sensuality. And the eager females are figuratively eating it up 
both stageside and tubeside. Marq's attitude is conducive to 
exposure and he knows how to spread that lovin' feelin'. The 
station count is boosted up to 50 calls with 13 adds from KISW, 
WDHA, WDIZ, WIMZ, WLAV, WLVQ, WAIF and WZZQ. 80-57* 
ranks up there with this week's biggest moves. Andy Dean 
up at WDHA has got the right idea, "My vote for 'Cool record 
of the month' has to go to the Bulletboys. I know we've had 
plenty of remakes to deal with during the past two or three 
years, but this is a really ballsy one that works! 70's Philly R&B 
becomes 80's pop metal--Whatta concept!" Watch those 
phones to heat up in a similar style to the smoking "Smooth 
Up In Ya", now with 5 stations, KKDJ, WFBQ, WQFM, WRKU 
and WXLP. 

Little America, "Where Were You",  
Geffen.... Food is both a diversion and part of survival here 
at the Hard Cabin, and the menu file is just as revered and 
critical as our computers. And it's been rubbing off on some 
of our reporters. WGIR's Karen Andersen Small says, "Little 
America has always come up with ' meat and potatoes' rock 
and roll and 'Where Were You' adds the gravy for a feast for 
the ears."... And from the land of smoked salmon, Mike Jones 
at KISW "Where Were You' takes equal amounts of melody 
and muscle to create a succulent mainstream dish." The 
hooks are abundant and the mix is a corrugated and polished 
surface. Any concerns with a so-called sophomore jinx "are 
shot in the first 30 seconds," according to WZZQ's Steve 
Kosbau. One of the most added tracks with 46 adds in its first 
week from KEZE, KILO, KISW, KSQY, KTXQ, WEZX, WGIR, 
WLVQ, WQFM and VVYNF. A debut at 52*, and at that, have 
a slice of pie. 

Cowboy Junkies, "Sweet Jane", RCA.— We told you that last week's debut was just the beginning for the 
Cowboy Junkies at AOR, and the 100-81* move on the Hard Hundred is bearing it out--with new action at 9 including KEZE, 
KPEZ, KRXQ, KZEW, WLAV and WZEW, and Heavy Rotation from 9 more including CFNY, WDET, WDRE, WFNX, WHFS and 
WNCS. Once again Brew Michaels at KXRX covers all the bases, "The Cowboy Junkies have taken on a life of their own. After 
KXRX added 'Sweet Jane' last Tuesday, the city of Seattle experienced a partial electrical blackout due to request line overload. 
This really happened. If you haven't drained a couple canisters of shoe polish remover and given this baby a ride, you have no 
concept of what you're missing. No, really, we mean it!! When Margo Timmins hits those high notes near the end of 'Sweet 
Jane', the hair on my knuckles stands up and salutes. All of us here at the X are in an absolute lather. Here's the straight dirt 
regarding your Junkies: Top 5 phones and sold out at retail. Take your places ladies and gentlemen, it looks like the junk is 
about to fly".... Nuff said! 

MORE HARD ACTS 
The Thieves, "Everything But My Heart",  
Capitol/Bug.... It's becoming evident that Nashville is 
getting better known as a center for rock music as well as 
country twang. The Thieves are only the latest of a recent 
string of Nashville-based acts primed to break bit at AOR. And 
if it isn't clear after one listen to this single, one thing you'll note 
and no doubt appreciate upon arrival of the full Lp, is the clever 
lyrics in combination with the with the no-frills guitar-driven 
arraignments. ''Everything..." bags 15 OTB adds at WCCC, 
WKDF, KEZO, KEZE, KMOD, VVTPA, WGIR, WHEB, WRCN, 
KFMH, KBOY and at KISW where Mike "chef" Jones notes, "A 
serving of the Thieves 'Everything But My Heart' includes an 
injection of Nashville spice to satisfy the most discriminating 
palate".... The considering list on this track is long, and a Hard 
Hundred debut is guaranteed for next week. 

>Julian Cope, " Five O' Clock World",  
Island.... With this remake, St. Julian looks to expand the 
territory of his "Underground Nation" and take over new, 
previously uncharted land here in America. Already 
conscripted to fight the airplay battle are DC-101, KBCO, 
WNOR, WIYY, WPLR, WFNX, 91X, WBRU, CHEZ, CFNY, KITS, 
WHFS, WEQX, KRNA, KRIX and a dozen others. WEQX's 
Peggy Apple is a fan, ' Julian Cope's remake of the Vogue's 
'Five O' Clock World' crushes my theory that some songs 
shouldn't be re-done. This baby moves, and it's fun".... Julian 
is moving--at last check he's climbed 97-84* on the Hard 
Hundred. Why not make Julian a habit? Just slap this one on 
at the end of each workday as sort of an afternoon anthem. A 
perfect pick-up for the drive home from the office. 
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HARD ACTS 

Paul pean, "Sword And Stone",  
Columbia—. Eleven new adds this week push the station 
tally past the 100 mark. New play can be found at KZEW, 
WSHE, KQRS, WRXK, KZRR, WPYX, KFMX, KLCX, WWCT, 
VVTXK and at WRKU where Joe Paiano tells us, "Paul Dean's 
'Sword And Stone' really creates the feeling that spring is near. 
Our state police appreciate the add, because when the song 
is on the air it's impossible to keep below 75 mph. A creation 
that's perfect for car audio".... Could the unseasonably warm 
weather in much of the country be due in part from heavy 
airplay on this track? One never knows. Already bumped up 
in rotation at WONE, WXLP and WDHA with early phone action 
from KBER, WAOR, KBOY and KBAT--"Sword" also boasts 
steady play at WNOR, KISW, KYYS, WRIF, KRQR, WDVE, 
WCMF, WLZR, KLOL and KGON. Out on the Big Island, 
KOAS's Mike Gardner comments, "We're very impressed 
with the entire Paul Dean--the sound is unique and not at all 
like Loverboy".... Advancing on the Hard Hundred 36-31*. 

Enya, "Orinoco Flow", Geffen.... Pay attention 
to this track. Everywhere it's been played, people are 
responding, phones are ringing and cash registers are 
opening. Jody Petersen at WNCS has perhaps the best 
observation, "Unconventional but absolutely compelling is the 
new one from Enya. From all indications this is the new 'Fast 
Car'/ 'Bring Me Some Water'/'What I Am'".... It's new on the 
Hard Hundred at 97* and you'll find Enya on the airwaves at 
KBCO, WSTZ, 91X, WEQX, WHFS, WFNX and a dozen others. 
More reaction comes courtesy of Ernie James at WEQX, "Talk 
about overnight success, 'Orinoco Flow' goes right to the top 
of our requests by a whopping 2 to 1 margin. This is the 
biggest new artist debut in the young year".... CHEZ's Greg 
Torrington adds, "I'm still one to take phone calls with a grain 
of salt, but 'Orinoco Flow' has garnered so much phone action 
that it demands attention".... Give this artist a midday shot and 
watch the upper-demos come to life. 

Maters Of Reality, " In The Blue Garden",  
Geffen.... It's nice when rock music can come full circle 
yet still maintain shimmers of originality. Songs of this sort is 
also apt to fire-up your listener's interest quicker than most 
anything else you could dig out of the "potential" pile. As far 
as comparisons go, we like the set-up from WIZN's Tom Van 
Sant, "Harder rock isn't a turn-off to adult listeners when it has 
intelligent lyrics and a fresh sound, or when it gives people 
instant flashbacks to 60's classic British rock. The Masters go 
beyond a simple recycling of Cream, Uriah Heep or Deep 
Purple--they have that fresh sound, great atmosphere and 
they're tight".... New at WOUR, KRXQ, KOME, KMJX, KEZE 
and several others with an early increase from KMOD, "In The 
Blue Garden" moves on to the Hard Hundred at 86*. A couple 
of spins of this tune should guarantee phone calls from people 
who have to drag out the phone book to look up your number 
as well as significant response from your active listeners as 
well. Give it a shot. 

Waterboys, "World Party", Chrysalis.... 
Scotland's musical ambassadors continue their progress in 
the states with key stations coming in this week. Major market 
rockers KLOS, KQRS and WCCC are new on "World Party", 
and that combination of heavy-hitters alone should guarantee 
a slew of adds in the near future. "World Party" continues 
upward progress with a 73-71* move. "Fisherman's Blues" 
also moves up 4947* with new airplay logged on WVVRX, 
WGLF, WZYC and WZBH. This means that the Waterboys 
have now managed a run of 2 different bulletted tracks on the 
Hard Hundred for 5 consecutive weeks. Hey, it's not the fault 
of the Chrysalis people if programmers couldn't decide which 
track was their favorite and therefore split their loyalties among 
2 songs. For those of you who make a big deal about whether 
a cut is in the top 20 of the charts, we'd just like to point out 
that if the airplay for "World Party" and "Fisherman's Blues" was 
combined, the Waterboys would easily have a top 20 AOR hit. 
Just listen to both songs, pick your favorite and put it on the 
air. To date, DC-101, KBCO, WNOR, WIYY, WNEW, WMMR, 
KISW, KUPD, KILO, KGON, WLAV and nearly 100 other 
stations have already done just that. 

Lou Reed, " Dirty Blvd.", Sire.... Like the guy 
with his nose to the sidewalk looking to pick up some spare 
change, Lou's street-level view of life is proving to be 
rewarding--but on a much larger scale. "Dirty Blvd." has 
elicited more favorable response from programmers and 
long-time fans than any project Lou's been affiliated with in 
years. 112 stations are now playing the cut with WIYY, WONE, 
WPYX, WKOQ and WWVVV the latest to come through with 
adds. Requests are proving strong--KTXQ, VVWRX, KTYD, 
KFMH and many others are reporting top 5 phones. A 
sampling of the raves finds Stacy Yelton at WKQQ leading off, 
"My favorite place to cruise? Straight down Lou Reed's 'Dirty 
Blvd.'. Tough, gritty and a pretty damn funny tune".... KKZX's 
Christina Gorton is next, "This Lou Reed song is for real--no 
flash in the pan. The phones are still hammering on this guy".... 
Happenin' in heavy at WAAF, KBCO, WHFS, KTXQ, KPEZ, 91X, 
KZEW, KAZY and 30 others--up 30-26* on this week's 
Hundred. 

Wyn? Toups and Zydecajun, "Sweet  
Joiine , mercury.... Just like a hot Cajun dinner, this 
song will add much spice to the ordinary meat and potatoes 
playlist. it's safe to say that there's nothing quite like this tune 
currentl? available, and AOR is the format to expose artists 
such as Wayne. If you and your audience had success with 
the Radiators a year ago (and who didn't?), then Wayne Toups 
should be a near-automatic. "Sweet Joline" debuts on the 
Hard Hundred at 99* and has captured airplay on KBCO, 
WLLZ, WLAV, WHFS, KTYD, WIMZ, KBOY, WKQZ and several 
others. WKQZ's Mike Ferris comments "Musically, Wayne 
Toups rules!".... If the pace of your station's sound has grown 
stale and predictable, then this Southern barnburner should 
prove more popular than the blackened Redfish at the local 
yuppie restaurant. 

Royal Court Of China, " Half The Truth", A&M.... This week, The Royal Court Of China makes a bold 72-56* 
Hard Hundred move behind adds from KILO, KOME, KJJO, WEZX, WIXV, WZBH, VVVVV, WRQK, WHEB, KNCN and KFMF. Many 
reporters started this track in their nighttime-only rotations only to find the public demanding further airplay. Top 5 phones are 
being registered at WKDF, and WHTF's Bill Hanson remarks, "The Royal Court Of China was the most impressive song I've 
heard in the last week. It cooks, and it's not one of those 'alternative' songs that you have to explain to people".... Little explanation 
for airplay is needed when you note that " Half The Truth" is now enjoying play on 50 + stations including KYYS, KTXQ, KZEW, 
VVYNF, WNOR, KISS, WPLR, WLZR and KATT. With such a strong start for this young band's second effort, we're sure that they 
are well on their way to establishing themselves in the industry. 

ALBUM PLAY 
Pheap Trick, "Never Had A Lot To Lose",  
epic.... Back in the late 70's few of us realized just how far 
ahead of the game Cheap Trick was. The pure simplicity and 
natural quality of those old hits belied the surgeon-like 
precision necessary to craft such infectious music. It took 
nearly ten years, but through hard work and an excellent 
album, the Tricksters have managed to reclaim one of the top 
pinnacles in the music community. "Never Had A Lot To Lose" 
highlights the pop prowess of these tirelessly touring 
Midwesterners. Leading the way with OTB action are 24 
including WBCN, WLLZ, KLOL, KEZO, WQFM, WONE, WLZR 
and WPLR. "Never Had A Lot To Lose" debuts on the Hundred 
at 87* and that makes it the fifth single from "Lap Of Luxury" to 
find the AOR charts. How many albums can make that claim? 

PRIORITIES 
.38 Special, "Second Chance", A&M.... 
When the dust clears here, this track could become the most 
successful song of their long career--certainly it will net them 
more play on more stations than ever before. "Second 
Chance" moves into the top half of the Hundred after a 6046* 
run fueled by new play at WDIZ, WFBQ, WRXK, KSHE, KGGO 
and 8 others. Steady play is reflected on WLAV, KISS, WCMF, 
WDHA, DC-101, WLLZ, WAPL and VVWTR with WKLS, VVYBB 
and WKLC reporting top 5 phones. Speaking of WKLC, 
Johnny Riggs told us of a new station feature "entitled P.D. 
Alan Sells Predicts: We see big Al looking at .38 Special's 
'Second Chance' as their biggest tune ever".... Some songs 
cry out for heavy radio airplay and "Second Chance" certainly 
is one of them. 
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tlfplistsa Etheridge, "Similar Features",  
isiana.... Remember when Paul Simon's "Graceland" had 
such a strong showing at the 1987 Grammy Awards? 
Prediction: Melissa Etheridge will win a Grammy and the 
subsequent success will dwarf the considerable strides she's 
already made. CHR and AC radio will begin to play her music 
and sales will increase exponentially. When it's all said and 
done ' round about the end of the year, AOR can congratulate 
itself on launching a star. "Similar Features" captures new play 
at 17 stations including major calls KSHE, WKLS, WFBQ, KILO 
and WCCC while moving 70-51* on this week's Hard Hundred. 
WPDH's Pam "sweet revenge" Brooks notes, " Melissa 
continues to blast her way up the charts in ' 89--hot sales 
abound here. ' Similar' was our first stab way back when, so 
it's particularly great to bring it back to an appreciative 
audience. If you've ' been there', Melissa has put it on vinyl for 
you with a vengeance".... In heavy at KLBJ, WKQQ, WIOT, 
VVFYV, KDJK, WTPA, WEQX, KXFX and WBAB with hot phones 
at KSQY and WIOT. 

U2, "God Part II", Island.... There was action here 
and there on this track when "Rattle And Hum" was released, 
and now in an effort to keep the format's favorites in the 
forefront, Album Radio is zeroing in on "God Part II". KBCO, 
VVPYX, KFMG, WKFM, KAZY, KATT, KZLR, WAVF and WVVV 
are new this week and bring the cume up to 35 stations. The 
Hard Hundred reflects upward momentum, 82-64* and steady 
play is found at WGTR, KRQR, DC- 101, KGB, KXRX, KLCX, 
VVIZN, WWCT and WPDH. With the CHR's still running with 
"Angel Of Harlem", AOR needs to move on to cuts like "God" 
to lessen the evil burn-out factor we've all been reading so 
much about lately. The biting lyrics and references to 
vulture-biographer Albert Goldman serve as an added bonus 
for listeners who like to explore music beneath the surface. 

Steve Earle, " Back To The Wall", UNI/  
MCA.... Steve's closing in on 100 stations with this particular 
track and he gets help this week from VVKRR, VVFBQ, KZAP, 
WCCC,WFBO, WEZX, KQDS, KFMZ, WRQK, VVTKI and VVTKX. 
"Back To The Wall" climbs 42-37* and is aided by rotation 
increases at WLVQ, WXRC, WKQQ, KLBJ, WPLR, WWTR and 
WVVZU. As usual, Steve's music is very strong, and on this 
track, the exceptionally thoughtful lyrics set it apart from 
almost every other song on and off the radio. Once the buying 
public figured out who Steve was and where to find his records, 
sales really took off and they are still soaring. Tom Van Sant 
at WIZN, "Steve Earle has been top- 10 sales for the past three 
months on our airplay alone".... Steve Earle is one of those 
artists that AOR can pound without fear of the CHR's horning 
in on the act. He's your artist-- use his music to your 
advantage. 

Edie Brickell & the New Bohemians,_ 
"Little Miss S", Geffen.... Chart-wise, this cut 
finally surpasses the hugely successful "What I Am". Look for 
the 41* showing to improve considerably once everybody 
finally decides to switch cuts. And who wouldn't switch after 
the sales and requests story sparked by the lead single? We 
especially like the way that WAAF's Rick MacKenzie sums up 
the scenario behind his decision to put " Little Miss S" into 
Power rotation, "The number one album in this area is Edie 
Brickell hands down! What a business this is, one day you 
think that you're taking a chance on an artist and then the next 
day that same artist becomes an automatic on the station".... 
Making the switch this week are KBCO, VVKLS, KZEW, VVDIZ, 
VVEZX, KROQ and KFMH. Already in heavy at KTXQ, KXRX, 
WCCC, WBRU and a dozen others, with steady play also 
logged at KLOL, WLUP, VVRDU, WLAV, KTXQ, WHCN, WBAB, 
KLBJ, WMAD and WFNX. 

CHARTSTARS 
Roy Orbison, " Mystery Girl", Virgin.... More 
committed than postmen, some records inspire people to feats 
beyond normal winter doldrums. Kim Alexander at WHCN 
considers herself a prime example, "Finally, even with the flu, I 
dragged myself into the station just to pick up the Roy Orbison 
record. It was worth the trip. ' She's A Mystery To Me' is classic 
Roy--emotional and achingly beautiful. The whole album is 
first class."... "You Got It" holds an superlative lead at 1-1*, 
some stations choose to shed some light on other tracks, 
notably "Dream You", "She's A Mystery To Me" and "The Only 
One". Roy tops out the Increase Index with 34 ups in rotation 
from KBPI, KEZO, KOMP, KQWB, WAVF, WCKW, WTKI and 
WWCT. Requests are also pouring in to the tune of 22 calls 
reporting major action, notably KRZQ, KTYD, WAAF, WEGR, 
WONE and WWWV.

WWZU's Mark Williams 
wipes the sweat from his knuckles, "The Vixen sounds hot 
against our core artists with that nicely produced sound and 
strong female vocal approach. It's a top phone track and gets 
a boost to Power as a result." New play from 9 stations, KGB, 
KZLR, WIYY, WKGR, WKLT, WSHE, WYBB and WZXL, and 20 
increases from KEZE, KISS, WAVF, WBLM, WEGR and WONE. 

Living Colour, " Cult of Personality",  
Epic.... The proportion of stations reporting Living Colour 
phones takes a climb and are we really surprised? We hand 
over the podium to WBCN's Carter Alan, "Vernon Reid's 
guitar is stellar but is only one facet of what Living Colour offers. 
The band slips from straight rock to funk into fusion and back 
around to R&B effortlessly. The show drew in the original stage 
diving fans and and mixed it for the first time with a new 
suburban audience.

¡on Bptcher, "Send Me Somebody" '  
uapitoi.... In a mob of copycats, his urban licks and lyrics 
complement each other.

Gunslingers 
with the " street smarts" may have been overused into trite-land, 
but that doesn't cancel out any original sincerity. Jon's made 
that connection and he maintains it even now with people who 
think the Axis is just a bunch of nasty Nazis. Christina Gorton 
at KKZY says, "Jon Butcher has always been a big guy around 
here.

Praise is just a way of life for Max Volume 
at KRZQ, "It sounds so good on the air and the phone response has been immediate and diverse. Younger listeners are calling 
jazzed by the guitars and lyrics, the older audience remembers hearing David do this song years ago."... And WRKU's Joe Paiano 
says, It lives, it breathes and it's back to work. David Crosby has resurrected from the smoldering ashes with a surprisingly 
intense rocker. ' Drive My Car' proved David as one of the top vocalists of the sixties who can survive."... 31 new stations, like 
KAZY, KOMP, WAQX, WCKW, WLLZ and WRKU, and already nailing down phones at KBAT, KFMF, KGGO, KKZX and WLAV. 
That and some heavy handed increases crank up the Hard Hundred 15-7*.

As for his association with Jacobs, 
Fred tells the Noisewire, 'While Max will no longer serve as 
consultant to Media Strategies, he will still be available to me 
for informal input." Max has gotten himself next to a prime 
opportunity to show the format that new music can indeed 
work on both coasts. 

WRDU/Raleigh has promoted 
from within to fill the shoes of 
Michael Hughes with the news that 
Bob Walton has been named PD at 
the station. Bob has been with the 
station since sign-on back in the 
Fall of '84 and was a WQDR staffer 
prior to that, "In fact, it was Chris 
Miller who gave me my start back 
then." A market pro for the last 12 
years, Bob has been a fixture with 
the rock listeners in the area for 
longer than the station itself has 
been around. "I knew that 
somewhere down the line I would 
stop being a midday guy and now I feel like I'm ready for it." 
The MD post will be handled by staffer Tom Guild, (rhymes with 
wild), and music calls will be handled Thursday and Friday 
afternoon. "We have been consumed with this new move and 
everything is in boxes right now, but as soon as things get 
settled we'll make an announcement regarding any future 
changes in music procedure." As for his marching orders for 
the troops, "Well this isn't a baby sitting job that's for sure. This 
staff knows what they are about and Michael Hughes set up a 
strong sense of momentum that we will continue and expand 
on in the future. We are probably the heritage station in the 
market now and we will be certain to make the most of that 
position. For now all I want to do is get unpacked and finish 
doing my homework." 

KLPX/Tucson PD Larry Miles ups to OM following news that 
Arizona AOR pro Valerie Macintosh is signing on as PD of the 
station. Valerie had been working at KHIH/Denver previously 
and had presided over the stations move to NAC. Before that 
she had crucial to the development of KUPD/Phoenix as a 
market leader. The changes make it possible for Larry to return 
to the air and finally get that Research Department up and 
running. Look for Valerie to hit the boards the second week of 
February. 

WMJY/Long Branch has diverted from their Z-Rock plans and 
are sounding an awful lot like a Transtar "Niche" affiliate these 
days. Seems that that the public ruckus raised by Lee Abrams 
releasing information about the station's signing in the press 
was too much for the new ownership to feel comfortable with. 
In the meantime, out on the coast, former WMJY PD Willobee 
called to talk about his new, yet to be launched, radio station. 
No calls have been announced yet and the format is still hush 
hush but the man's job update says it all, don't you think? "We 
need tapes from intelligent, personable communicators who 
have an understanding of and experience in progressive 
radio." Is that a big enough hint for you? Get your T&R to them 
at 4141 State Street, Santa Barbara, CA 93110. 

KBPI/Denver, to the surprise of 
almost nobody, has made Chris 
Poole their new PD, following the 
departure of Gabe Baptiste. Chris 
has been in-house for some time 
and this move keeps the station 
from experiencing the trauma that 
frequently accompanies a major 
market PD search. When we asked 
Chris what was in the works for the 
station he told us, "We have a very 
cohesive programming strategy 
for the coming year and 
management felt that I was the 

logical guy to take the station into the new nineties and 
beyond." Will we see any divergence from the station as it is 
currently operating? "We will be very aggressive and high 
profile in ways that we haven't been recently. That means 
everything from on-air presentation to on-street promotions." 
And what about that unique KBPI hybrid approach? "In music 
we will present a very strong mix of good straight ahead rock 
and roll. We don't want to be pigeonholed with this hybrid label 
anymore. Instead we want to be known as a straight ahead 
rocker and I am confident that we can accomplish that goal." 
Could we be looking at a head to head run at KAZY? It will 
fascinating to watch this market dance unfold, that's to be sure. 
As for those MD duties, look for Chris to maintain them for the 
time being.

Market level talk has the hottest thing in Las Vegas 
radio, The 0 Brothers, heading for KBPI for wake up duty in 
the near future as well. These guys are incredibly talented and 
they should up the ante for morning honors in very short order. 

WEQX/Manchester solves that ongoing PD dilemma with the 
hiring of Peggy Apple for the position. Peggy is no stranger to 
the biz, having worked with John Cooper and Lin Brehmer at 
WQBK/Albany and Ted Utz at WPYX/Albany. Peggy has the 
Northeast territory well in hand and her arrival on the scene at 
WEQX is a welcome move for fans of the format. In fact, those 
six years as MD at WQBK were the perfect preliminary for her 
new job. After some time living as a "student-bum" and 
managing an AC station in the region, Peggy is happy to be 
back in the rock and roll saddle, "I have always wanted to work 
at this station, an opportunity arose and the time seems right 
for me to do this. Andi left the place in great shape, working 
on that always difficult balance between familiar music and the 
best new stuff available. We intend to keep it that way and 
build on her work." Peggy will be holding down the afternoon 
drive slot as well. Interestingly enough, Peggy's appointment 
makes her the third consecutive woman to hold the 
programming reins at the station. 
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MARKO MOVES UP 
Following up weeks of 
speculation, Al Coury 
announced the promotion of 
Marko Babineau to fill his old 
job as Director of Promotion 
for the entire label. Al has 
recently been made General 
Manager for the label and was 
loud and proud about 
bringing his pal Marko along 
in the Executive Shuffle at the 
Geffen. '' Marko's track 
record in AOR promotion 
speaks for itself, he's the 
absolute best in album 
promotion." Through his 
experience, talent and loyalty 
to the company, he's earned 
the right to manage the entire 

promotion department." Marko will oversee all aspects of 
promotion at the label, including AOR, CHR, AC and 
Alternative. The Shark adjusted his crown and told us, "I look 
forward to getting to cross over to all areas of promotion and 
there is no better teacher than Al Coury." As the love feast 
continues in the House that David built, look for a new face to 
slide into the National AOR office to work with current phone 
masher Mark DiDia. At deadline we are informed of the 
passing of Marko's father. Our condolences go out to Marko 
and his family during this difficult time. 

GAVIN TUNE-UP 
With the Gavin Seminar just around the proverbial corner, 
things are starting to hop out San Francisco way. Word in the 
trade pipeline has been strong and sustained the last few 
months that some reorganization was in the works for the 
publication. This week they unveiled their new management 
squad with the huge acquisition of Lee Michaels as their new 
General Manager. In our conversation with Publisher Ron Fell 
it came clear that there is a new and very real explosion going 
on by the Bay. "Having gotten beyond the sort of hand to 
mouth period for the publication, it is now time to continue the 
cosmetic improvements and further develop the departmental 
structure of the magazine." Well, it sounds like Ron has 
definitely found the guy to do it in Lee Michaels. Lee has been 
knocking down doors in radio and the record community for 
a long time with his high profile reputation for being a winner's 
winner.

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ROCK RADIO TACKLES THE BURN QUESTION 
A FIRST DEGREE OVERVIEW 

In the first of a continuing series, the Hard Report begins to explore the minefield of musical issues that are facing AOR as the 
nineties loom larger than ever. While some respondents felt that library expansion was critical to our survival, others warn that 
to do so is to risk driving away the core. And the raging fight over teen appeal "blow dry" bands and the stress that they put on 
AOR in the struggle for 25 + acceptance, continues to make for explosive reading. Nothing splits programmers into opposing 
camps any quicker than talk about what bands are burned and how best to get around their presence in your library. In fact, 
there isn't anybody who denies that burn is the great destroyer, but just how we are going to best deal with the problem is as 
fiercely contested now as ever. 

1. Does substituting newer core library 
cuts from established artists help take 
the heat off any perceived library burn, 
or is playing obscure album tracks 
from established artists a big listener 
liability in itself? 

Dave Benson, WLUP, Chicago 
Adding "obscure" material by established 
artists is a luxury afforded to only those 
stations existing in a vacuum or a one 
horse town. Anytime you perceive a song 
is "burned" you've got to deal with it. 
Whether it's a core artist with a depth of 
material or a one-hit wonder. 

Ed Levine, KLOL, Houston 
No, I think it's an absolutely viable way to 
reduce some of the burn. The question 
remains, how far do you go? It's not an 
all or nothing situation. It's a matter of 
whether you can occasionally substitute 
"Hots On" from Led Zeppelin for "Stairway 
to Heaven", and the answer is yes. But, if 
you stop playing a song like "Stairway" 
which still tests wonderfully in Houston, 
you're making a big mistake--and I'd love 
for you to come to town. 

Sky Daniels, KISW, Seattle 
To answer this, you must determine the 
relativity of the term "obscure". If you 
mean adding strong depth material from 
classic albums, then you only have to look 
at the success of many classic rock 
stations to obtain validation. If "burn" 
permeates your overall sound, you're 
cooked. 

Stephen Page, KOME, San Jose 
To burn or not to burn. What a choice. 
And if you go deeper into the album you 
run the risk of blowing off your audience 
with unfamiliar album tracks. The key is 
balance. Balance the old with the new. 
Unless you're a classic gold station, you 
have to look at the new product as if it's 
your future core, because it is! If you 
need to dig deeper into your library use 
the new (old) cuts to spice up your sound, 
that's to your advantage. Just don't go 
overboard or it will work against you. 

Steve Becker, KLCX, Eugene 
Album rock and Roll is still very healthy. 
The knee jerk effect from the ratings 
always seems to point towards the 
burnout factor. Some songs will wear 
better than others. However to keep 
questioning the validity of the vehicle that 
got you there, tightens that noose. 
Listeners still tend to want to hear the 
standards, mixing them with the core 
artists' latest is important. Though there 
is a limit of tracks to cull even from a major 
artist. 

Ron Woodward, KFMF, Chico 
Listeners want to hear familiar music. A 
repetition problem only occurs in the 
mind of the listener. A good fresh 
sounding rock station must remain on the 
cutting edge with new music but playing 
obscure album tracks from established 
artists tends to lend the perception to a 
listener that it wasn't his/her favorite song 
from that Lp. Play the proven songs but 
remain fresh with the new music. With all 
the BS about rotations and the like, the 

simple fact is a 50/50 rotation per hour of 
new and old with the music flowing 
throughout, you know keeps it simple  
stupid, the old KISS principle in action. 
Always remember that radio is only of 
marginal importance in the listener's life, 
and if you don't please them for the short 
amount of time they do spend with you, 
you might as well leave Dodge pal. 

Keith Masters, WAQY, Springfield 
Obscure album tracks are a big listener 
liability regardless of an artist being 
established os fringe. Your question 
holds the key word: Perceived. All the 
research I've been involved with in the last 
year, whether on a formal or street-level 
basis, has indicated that library burn on 
the obvious classics is just that: Perceived  
by certain industry types. I want to see 
hard evidence. 

Beaver Brown, KDJK, Modesto 
When it comes to library burn, it won't 
happen if you rotate different cuts in and 
out. Don't leave the same ones in, it may 
take some time, but giving certain cuts a 
rest can not only give the jocks a break 
from playing those same cuts. The 
audience, whether they realize it or not, 
won't punch out when that song comes 
up again 4 to 5 months later. They will 
hopefully say, "Wow, I haven't heard this 
one in a while!" Digging deep on an 
established artist's album for regular 
oldies rotation may not be such a good 
idea. Those cuts should be left to jock 
choice so they won't come up as often so 
as to keep their, "Oh Wow" appeal. 

Brian Jordan, WRUF, Gainesville 
There is such a limited audience that 
really enjoys obscure album tracks, and 
that is a main reason why "newer core" 
library cuts are necessary to take heat off 
library burn. However, the term of stay of 
these cuts is relatively short. Most new 
cuts can be played for a while, but they 
soon become old and need to be 
eliminated. There are only a select few 
that become "classics" which remain a 
permanent part of the library. 

2. What artists that you previously 
thought were bulletproof are beginning 
to burn out? 

Dave Benson, WLUP, Chicago 
Stating " as fact" what are reàlly 
generalized hunches based on audience 
reactions and inconclusive research can 
be a big mistake, but certain artists for 
whatever reasons seem to be less 
important than they once were in terms of 
their universal on-air drawing power. 
Huey Lewis, Bryan Adams, David Bowie, 
The Pretenders, Jackson Browne and 
Bruce Springsteen all seem to be 
suffering from various degrees of 
overplay, tarnished image and audience 
apathy. 

Ed Levine, KLOL, Houston 
This has been going on for a while now, 
but you have to be careful with the Phil 
Collins and Genesis stuff. Some of the 
earlier material such as "Eleventh Earl of 
Mari" and Squonk" still does pretty well, 

but the CHR crossover material is not 
faring as well with upper demo men. 

Sky Daniels, KISW, Seattle 
U2 and Springsteen are beginning to 
show signs of this wear and tear. They 
also happen to be the " best". 

Stephen Page, KOME, San Jose 
So far, we have not picked up any 
negatives on the artists we've perceived 
as "bulletproof". When the mix is right the 
music won't burn. But don't overlook the 
new guys on the block. Whether you like 
the corporate rock sound or you want to 
lean towards a rougher edge, the music 
is out there, just look for it. After all this is 
AOR and you're going to be playing the 
Rolling Stones until the day you die. 

Steve Becker, KLCX, Eugene 
Burnout seems to occur more so with the 
artist's lifestyle than the music. 
Springsteen popping up in the rags about 
his divorce and flirtations tend to cool the 
audience to him. Phil Collins trying to be 
everything for everyone, at times spreads 
too thin also. Their music really hasn't 
burned, just their image. They will have 
their cycles. 

Dave Heyman, KRIX, Weslaco 
The American public quickly turns many 
sharply defined icons as if to say, "Whey! 
I'm glad I didn't get suckered in by that 
fad! I'm too much of an individual to 
follow everyone else who likes X!" One 
possible prescription for groups suffering 
from a negative backlash is to reach out, 
and broaden their presentation and 
image - find new gimmicks or styles of 
expression, and break out of a rapidly 
congealing mold that most likely will trap 
many artists and over time, will render 
them obsolete and dated. 

Ron Woodward, KFMF, Chico 
Some Huey Lewis songs and newer 
Fleetwood Mac compared to the late 70s 
stuff, sappy Steve Miller does not do you 
any good. "Ya Ya" for example, instead 
play the old Miller stuff. There is a bit of 
Springsteen burn with the new baby 
boom and Sting is wearing thin as is Pat 
Benatar, Night Ranger, some Phil Collins, 
new Rod Stewart, new Starship, and new 
Heart. New material by established 
artists isn't being embraced by today's 
youth as it once was. Ask the question: 
Will they remember this song five years 
from now if in fact rock radio even 
continues to play it? Led Zeppelin and 
Pink Floyd have stood the test of time. 

Keith Masters, WAQY, Springfield 
I never think of any artist as bulletproof! 
Sooner or later, we'll be faced with 
moving the format to its next level. The 
most obvious evidence of this is Lee 
Abrams' Z-Rock, and even that has a 
tendency to lean on a classic once in a 
while. I think a lot of programmers are 
experiencing dwindling interest in some 
sixties material from their audience. 
Sooner or later, the same thing will 
happen with the seventies stuff. 
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Beaver Brown, KDJK, Modesto 

If Bruce Springsteen doesn't either take 
some time off or go back to doing what 
he used to during the "Darkness" or "Born 
To Run" period, lots of fans may leave in 
droves. I don't think AOR listeners want 
to put up with another sissy, sappy record 
from him. Maybe after he straightens out 
his personal life he'll be hungry enough to 
really rock again. I don't know why 
AC/DC has lost their appeal. They're still 
rockin' as hard as ever, with so much 
metal on the market they may want to 
re-evaluate what they're doing. At least 
they haven't softened. I know this won't 
be a popular opinion but I'm sick of 
constant calls from boneheads to hear 
some Led Zeppelin. Their time has come 
and gone and the only people who call for 
them, or tell me they want "more Zep" are 
the dregs of the earth. I'm not saying 
don't play Led Zeppelin, but for Christ 
sakes I'd love some upper demo person, 
who we're trying to appeal to, request 
some Led Zep. The only calls I get for 
them are from unemployed chip-toothed 
losers. Phil Collins, a vacation is a real 
good idea. Maybe two years on some 
island, while you're there, wanna write 
some better songs? As you can tell, you 
don't want to get me started on certain 
artists of groups. If you want my opinion 
on others just call me, I won't beat around 
the bush. 

Brian Jordan, WRUF, Gainesville 
Genesis, Rod Stewart, Bon Jovi and Phil 
Collins (solo) are some of the bands that 
have or are on the way of burning out. 
Where at one time there was no doubt any 
track would bullet, there are questions 
when new material comes out. Most 
recently Bon Jovi has been a 
disappointment, represented by only fair 
ticket sales in the Florida markets for his 
latest tour. 

3. Who in the current crop of new 
artists is the most promising for the 
future of the format? 

Dave Benson, WLUP, Chicago 
I find predicting musical trends of the 
future to be slightly amusing but generally 
useless. I just hope to have the smarts to 
be able to hear the worth of current artists 
as they come along and to know how to 
best utilize their appeal for the Loop's 
benefit. 

Ed Levine, KLOL, Houston 
Jon Butcher has a real foothold here and 
does real well with men for this market. 
There's no male rock and roll fan that has 
heard him that I have found who doesn't 
at least like him. He's someone that 
comes to mind for a male core audience 
in this market. 

Sky Daniels, KISW, Seattle 
Some very good examples of new bands 
making music that matters are World 
Party, David And David and Los Lobos. 

Steve Becker, KLCX, Eugene 
As in the past, AOR will bring forth artists 
that will keep the listeners interested. The 
beacons for the future could be Melissa 
Etheridge, Edie Brickell, R.E.M. and 
maybe a Robert Cray. Yet we need to be 
aware of the Guns N'Roses, White Lion, 
Tesla, Vixen and Living Colour. Those 
types of groups always have their days. 

AOR still needs that cutting edge to play 
the best of years gone by and to give a 
taste of today's reality. Presentation is 
the key! 

Dave Heyman, KRIX, Weslaco 
In the Rio Grande Valley a widening rift is 
emerging between "adult" artists like the 
Jeff Healy Band, R.E.M. and Robert Plant, 
and bands such as Cinderella, L.A. Guns 
and Whitesnake - as the latter bands are 
perceived increasingly as being 
teen-oriented. This perception affects my 
eagerness to add product from these 
"younger" bands, until a particular track 
demonstrates a broader appeal at CHR. 

Ron Woodward, KFMF, Chico 
Def Leppard, INXS, U2, Joe Satriani and 
R.E.M. throw in Bon Jovi too. 

Keith Masters, WAQY, Springfield 
Joe Satriani, Tesla and possibly Living 
Colour. 

Beaver Brown, KDJK, Modesto 
It's really difficult to say who's going to be 
around in the future the way radio acts. 
I've heard too many great songs come in 
and be totally ignored by the radio 
community at large because they weren't 
"worked on it". Whatever happened to 
listening to what comes in? One group in 
particular, The Rainmakers have put out 
two outstanding albums, but have been 
ignored. The Hooters are another group, 
"One Way Home" was great but not 
played as much as it should have been. 
At the moment I'm impressed with 
Tommy Conwell, The Church, Skid Row 
and Living Colour. By the way, about 
Living Colour: When I saw these guys 10 
months ago no one was interested in 
playing them. I'm glad to see Epic didn't 
give up on a band with a big future ahead 
of them. Kudo's go out to Harvey Leeds 
and the entire Epic promotion staff for not 
giving up. I know I didn't. I could go on 
and on for several pages about the things 
that bug me about this business, but if 
everything was perfect and peachy keen 
all the time, it would take all the fun out of 
radio. 

Brian Jordan, WRUF, Gainesville 
Although there are so many great new 
artists in the AOR scene, it is hard to tell 
which ones will last. Guns N'Roses has 
had a devastating effect on the business, 
but could they burn out at any time? A 
few artists that seem really serious in 
creating the future of AOR include Melissa 
Etheridge, Joe Satriani and Living Colour. 

4. We understand that crossover CHR 
and MTV saturation play on certain 
acts has generated the beginnings of a 
"Bubblegum Backlash" for some hard 
rocking ("MTV Haircut") bands? Are 
you seeing this and, if so, who is it 
happening to in your market? 

Dave Benson, WLUP, Chicago 
For the most part, WLUP hasn't played 
many of the late 80's hair bands. Our 
target demo just doesn't seem to respond 
to the genre as well as it does to Winwood, 
Clapton, or U2. 

Ed Levine, KLOL, Houston 
I've seen this all along. If you're targeting 
men 25-44 this is not a new development. 
There is a real dichotomy with what 
appeals to 18-24 males and females and 
what appeals to men 25 + and the haircut 

bands aren't what appeal to men 25 +. 
The new music that they seem to go for is 
more traditional, more straight-ahead and 
much less poser oriented. For instance, 
Steve Earle does very well down here. 
Melissa Etheridge is another good 
example. 

Sky Daniels, KISW, Seattle 
Yes it is definitely a factor these days and 
bands like Poison, Bon Jovi and White 
Lion are prime examples. the key 
elements to success are the same as 
always, variety is the cornerstone of AOR. 
Find the right balance of new and old, safe 
and challenging, commercial and critical. 
Once you establish that, convey it in a real 
and entertaining fashion. Then ask for a 
raise. 

Dave Heyman, KRIX, Weslaco 
There certainly exists a subset of rock 
artists who are developing a perception 
as "bubble gum" artists. The increased 
exposure of certain rock artists on MTV 
and at CHR radio contributes partly to this 
perception, because both MTV and much 
of CHR radio plays these rock artists in 
combination with other pop and 
dance-oriented acts. One who fancies 
himself as a rock purist may form an 
association between a Bon Jovi and a 
Taylor Dayne simply because MTV and 
CHR present these artists in the same 
breath. Any format which presents both 
rock and dance-oriented product, 
inherently communicates to the listener 
that both types of music "belong together' 
in some manner. This perceived 
association between rock and dance may 
consequently cause the rock purist to 
project his negative reaction toward 
dance product onto any accompanying 
rock product. A new type of rock uniform 
has emerged among bands like Poison, 
White Lion and Stryper, to the point where 
such bands are becoming parodies of 
themselves. These bands style e.g. 
static- electricity hair worn at 
shoulder-length, androgynous clothing 
and make-up etc... has become a type of 
cliche. 

Ron Woodward, KFMF, Chico 
Never thought much of MTV from the 
beginning. Watching a video takes away 
that mental picture/emotion that one has 
of a song they hear on the radio. Too 
much MTV just makes you a VIDIOT!!!! 
Get it out of town, it's of only minor 
importance here. 

Keith Masters, WAQY, Springfield 
Absolutely. Bon Jovi's "Bad Medicine" 
turned into a negative for me when I was 
at WQFM/Milwaukee sooner than I would 
have expected. However, I continue to 
believe you have to examine this on a 
song by song basis every time. 

Brian Jordan, WRUF, Gainesville 
You could say that White Lion, Guns 
N'Roses, Whitesnake and especially 
Poison have begun to crossover into the 
bubblegum scene, but they have not 
been a turn-off to our listeners. One 
exception would be the most recent 
power ballad releases by White Lion and 
Poison. Immediate crossovers into CHR 
has had an effect on attitudes toward 
these bands by our serious AOR listeners. 

Some pretty potent stuff, but you simply can't discuss the schematics of musical burn without stepping on a few toes along the 
way. Fact is, this specific issue, more than any Arbitron slagging currently in vogue, is the single most important conflict we must 
resolve as a format faced with an aging demographic. Audience exclusivity is beginning to get lost in the mood shifts of a rapidly 
cross cuming listener base. With that market condition in place, Job 1 continues to be: make them comfortable when you've got 
them because now, more than ever, they are suffering from seven year itch and could wander as a result. TSL drops across the 
board in a majority of markets substantiate that claim and the answer remains both as simple and complex as ever: good radio 
is a basic function of the best music available glued together with enough entertainment values to keep interest up at all times. 
Easy as that... Yeah, right. JIM TRAPP 
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COAST TO COAST... 
THE JON SCOTT CONFERENCE CALL 
SPECIAL GUEST: CHARLIE T. WILBURY 

Weekends may be made for Michelob--but Fridays are custom made for those good ole Jon Scott Conference 
calls. As any programmer who's been on board will testify, this idea exchange is the perfect way to wrap up 
the week. This particular session was sponsored by Geffen Records--represented by Mark DiDia, with call 
coordination by Music Awareness' Andi Turco, and guests Anthony Alfonsi, Sky Daniels, Ted Edwards, Chris 
Garrett, Drake Hall, Bill Hard, and Rad Messick--along with special guest Charlie T. Wilbury Jr. Read on 
for a quick fix on what's happening with one of rock and roll's native sons. 

Bill: The MCA folks played a four cut "advance" cassette of 
your upcoming album for us about four months ago--and 
we've been looking forward to the finished record ever since. 
How come it has taken so long for the official release? 

TP: That was actually just an advance tape I had given MCA 
for them to hear what I was up to. They wanted me to wait until 
the Wilbury's thing was over and I had also just started four 
more songs during the interim. So I really wanted more time 

to finish the record up and they were good enough to say, 
"Well, OK, just let us know when you've got it done". So, 
they've yet to even receive the whole record. Actually I'm 
planning to finish it tonight, and I think we'll be out in late March. 

Sky: So I should probably take that side I've been running off 
the air, eh? 

Drake: Are you working with the Heartbreakers, or is it with 
different people? 

TP: It's all sorts of people. This is my first solo record, but 
there are a few of the Heartbreakers. Mike Campbell's on it 
quite a bit, along with Jeff Lynne, George Harrison and Roy 
Orbison. I've even got Del Shannon doing bird calls, which 
nobody's ever heard. Jim Keltner plays drums--there's just a 
whole cast of people, including the Bangles. 

Drake: Is it called "Full Moon Fever' or "Songs From the 
Garage"? 

TP: It's "Full Moon Fever". It was never really called "Songs 
From The Garage". You have to give them a working title 
sometimes and that was the one we gave it in the meantime. 

Sky: If you were to go out and support that record with a tour, 
what sort of band would you foresee taking out? Would it be 
the Heartbreakers or would it be other players you've been 
working with? 

TP: If I toured it would definitely be with the Heartbreakers. I 
have no intention of leaving the band. This was just kind of a 

one-off project so I wouldn't put together a new band and really 
hadn't planned on touring. 

Jon: Do the Wilbury's have any future touring plans? 

TP: That's a hard one. We were just discussing that and getting 
nearer to saying yes when Roy died. I think right now there is 
a chance, but I don't think it would be 'til summertime since 
everyone already has commitments--George is in Hawaii 
planting trees and Bob is working on a new record. Maybe in 
the fall if we're inclined that way. 

Bill: Wasn't George's original concept with this thing to 
continually evolve the group, to move it around and bring in 
new members? In fact, I think Eric Clapton is one name I heard 
dropped in that regard... 

TP: I think George did have that in mind at one point, but not 
now, since the Wilburys became much more than any of us 
expected in the first place. Really it was just an excuse for us 
to hang around together for a while. 

Bill: And you got together originally to cut that English B side, 
right? 

TP: Actually it was a C side. We thought "Hey, this is really 
good" and George said, "Yeah, let's put a band together. I 
think he had his Wilburys concept in mind but he wasn't quite 
ready to start it--but he said, "This is real Wilbury's type stuff." 
So I don't know if there will be any more Wilbury's or not. 

Bill: Given Jeff's involvement in your solo Lp, is it safe to 

assume that people will peg this record closer to the Wilbury's 
sound than to the Heartbreakers? 

TP: That would be a fair assessment in some respects, simply 
because the Wilbury's sound sort of evolved out of the early 
stages of this record. That was the first time all of us got 
together to play. 

Chris: When the Wilburys first came out, there was talk of a 
video for every single song. Is that still a viable project? 

TP: It was all written and prepared to go when the record first 

came out, and we were on our way to England to start it. The 
last talk I had with Roy was two days before he died and that's 
one thing we discussed. We planned to work with Michael 
Palin and Eric Idle and I hope it all gets done one day. 

Drake: How did you handle the "End Of The Line" video 
without Roy? 

Tom: Yeah, it comes out next week and I think it turned out 
really well. We're all on a train in the video and it passes 
through a tunnel when Roy starts to sing. We were all on the 
way to London when he died and instead wound up here in 
Los Angeles. We wanted to do a nice little thing for Roy and 
decided to go ahead with it several days after the funeral. 

Bill: The various articles about Roy make him out to be kind 
of aloof. Was he a loner? 

TP: No, not at all. He spent every day with us really, 
sometimes 'til 4 and 5 in the morning. We spent a great deal 
of time together. I think I spent a solid year with him, between 
the Wilbury's and Jeff Lynne and Mike Campbell producing his 
album right across the hall from us. He wasn't at all like his 
music made a lot of people see him--kind of lonely and 
anguished. But he wasn't that way at all. He had a tremendous 
sense of humor. 

Drake: The Rolling Stone tribute issue mentioned how 
impressed George was to find out that Roy knew all the words 
to the Monty Python TV shows... 

TP: He was a very intelligent man. He had a strange sense of 
humor and really loved being a Wilbury, and we loved having 
him. He'd never been in a band before, other than one he had 
when he was a teenager. But he really loved it and it was an 
honor to get to know him. It just took the wind out of our sails 
to a great degree when he died. We're going to just pretty 
much lay the group down 'til we all feel a little bit better about 
this. It's just quite a blow when your lead singer dies. 

Ted: With all the talent in the band, Roy was really your lead 
singer? 
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TP: Well, he was just the best singer. We always considered 
him to be the lead singer because when Roy sang the rest of 
us just shut up. 

Drake: Is that Roy playing harp on "Handle With Care"? 

TP: That's actually me playing. Most people think it's Bob. I 
wound up doing it one night after Bob had left the session and 
we decided it would be great to have a harmonica--and I put 

it on trying to sound like Bob. When we went to do the video 
we decided to further confuse things by having Roy play it on 
camera. Later on we took it out. But it's Yours Truly wheezing 
into the harmonica. 

Anthony: Who came up with all the names for the Wilburys? 

TP: We came up with them ourselves. I was named after the 
father, Charles Truscott Wilbury, who was sort of a drunk and 
a womanizer. If the movie had been made you'd see we have 
quite a bit of Wilbury history. We even have a family tree that 

goes way back to Egyptian times. And after having gone 
around for two or three months as Charlie Wilbury I'm still just 
a little confused. 

Drake: Does Jeff Lynne have any plans for his own record, 
or is he just going to keep hanging out with you guys? 

TP: Jeff's the busiest guy in show biz. He's going to do a 
record he's just writing right now and I think it's going to be a 
killer--it's just gonna scare people. 

Jon: Have you got an album in the works with the 
Heartbreakers? 

TP: Yeah, they're biting at the bit to get going. I'll probably 
be producing that with Mike Campbell. I've been in the studio 
non-stop. We did all these things with Roy, I did some work 

on Randy Newman's last one, and once I finish this solo I'll be 

starting on that record at the end of February. 

Bill: When Randy Newman stopped in a few weeks back he 
was making all kinds of noises about how much he'd like to be 
a Wilbury. Has he applied in writing yet? 

TP: He'd be a great Wilbury. He actually stomped around the 
studio yelling "I want to be in the band!!" 

Bill: And he wasn't kidding either! He was watching your 
record take off saying "Damn, where was I when this train left 
the station?!!" 

TP: Randy was actually hanging around with us a lot. We did 
some of his stuff over at Mike Campbell's house and one night 
when he was working with Mark Knopfler he was saying "I want 
to be in the damn band!! I want to be the fifth Beatle!!" But I'd 
love to have Randy in the band. I really think he's a great 
choice. He's probably one of the best writers we have and I 
think he's a good guy, too. 

Jon: Any more questions? 

Drake: Can I borrow some money, Tom? 

Ted: Can we do a free concert for my station? 

Bill: (Who obviously got his wish) Can I have an exclusive 
interview? 

Mark: Tom, will you sign with Geffen records? 

Drake: I think all the guys in Tesla should join the Wilburys. 
That'd really be great. 

TP: I think everybody ought to be a Wilbury!

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The Buck Pets ( Island) The nucleus of the 

original " rock" as we know it has been fragmented over the 

last thirty years - but one thing is certain. Attitude is still 

the ruling force of this ever-changing movement and its 

possibilities are limitless. Some artists lose their hungry, 

jagged edge and become swallowed by 

commercialization, but there is always a new band 

crashing the party. Rock and metal hybrid groups are 

quickly emerging after the glam-punk formations of the 

late 70's and early 80's. They've taken root at alternative 

radio, filtered into pockets of the mainstream and a few 

have even wowed the nation with massive sales when all 

is said and done. Enter the Dallas band, The Buck Pets, 

who have been gearing up to rule since 1985. Four lads 

in their late teens who have mastered the electric metal 

machinations of youth at its angry, fearful best (and worst). 

It's all in the wrist and they seem to have been privy to the 

louder intentions of Soul Asylum, Naked Raygun, Big 

Black, Rose Of Avalance, Huskers etc... and molded their 

own monstrous guitar sounds with a new twist. If you think 

the Buck Pets is a heavy metal exclusive, I'm sure "A Little 

Murder" would change your mind. No, it's not a threat, just 

a clever little composition that's as inspiring as "Ocean 

Size" meets "Jane Says" from another recent landmark 
album.

Elvis Costello "Spike" (WB) Elvis has already left 
me awestruck with a wealth of music over the years. He did it 
before my time. He has done it again. Elvis' new album is 

featured on the cover of this and many other trades. It 
deserves to be. There is no questioning the man's talent and 
impact on modern music today. Elvis Costello is many things 
to many people. And to many he is a king. Elvis is essentÜl 
at radio and his new album seconds that emotion. The only 
way to do real justice to this record is to play it. Overblown 
reviews, pontification and flowery hype only goes so far. We 
know Declan McManus by now. Over the last decade he has 
left his unforgettable mark on contemporary music, and 
dazzled us with that voice. The sound he first introduced is 
more mature, reworked by technology and influenced by a 
new set of life experiences. He once made vogue a 
pigeon-toed, knee jerk dance reaction that mobilized a new 
wave of ska groupies. Then he wrote one of the most 
endearing ballads of the decade. Here he comes again to 
incite change, ignore trends and renew his career with the 
ringing triumph of "Veronica". "Spike" is proof that he has 

successfully tapped the creative holding tank and utilized an 
impressive pool of talent from the likes of T Bone Burnett, 
Mitchell Froom, Benmont Tench, Roger McGinn, Chrissie 
Hynde, Christy Moore, Cait O'Riordan, Paul McCartney and 
more. No one can match his sense of melody and composition 
or equal his lyrical impact, uncannily sharp with sarcasm and 
warm with passion. This review like many others will settle into 
the archives of praise that McManus has already inspired. And 
hopefully "Spike" will settle into rock radio libraries as another 
fine example of his work. All the pieces are in place, from 
riveting ballads like "Tramp The Dirt Down" and "Baby Plays 
Around" to the chime of "This Town" and the lurking swing and 
blues of "Pads, Paws and Claws" and "God's Comic". Get that 
"Chewing Gum" out of your ear and onto the airwaves, and 
make the most of one of 1989's best releases. 

Matthew Sweet " Earth" (A&M) He left a friendly 
mark on the Golden Palominos last project, then released a 
debut album. Matthew Sweet's second outing is excellent 
work done by a musician who has smartly surrounded himself 
with some of New York's established (and accomplished) 
artists. Conservatives might assume that to include Richard 
Lloyd, Fred Maher, Robert Quine and members of Trip 
Shakespeare into the plan might strum him into the outer 
regions of radio access. But lo and behold, "Earth" is too good 
to shrug off as another attempt at pop innovation. Its strength 
can be found in quality song execution, never rushed but 
supported by a steady, hook-laden rhythm base. And the 
chord changes along with Sweet's rich voice make the entire 
effort a memorable one. His songs are solidly put together 
and float somewhere in the upper-regions of midtempo speed, 
with beautiful balance between production and downright 
wholesomeness. "Wind And The Sun" could make your mental 
processes come alive, and "When I Feel Again" renews the 
idea of pop frenzy when you thought the excitement was long 
gone. And if soft-rock cronies don't line up for "Love", then I'll 
pack my bags and head for Rocky Mountain High. It's a 
hypnotic song worthy of cross-format exposure. The charm 
and personality of Matthew Sweet's newest album also packs 
in just enough ambition to make it a clear choice - one that 
leaves him open to a bright future. "Vertigo" is a Most Added 
record at alternative radio this week, thanks to new airplay 
reports from KTAO, WHFS, WKXL, WMDK, WNCS, WRAS, 
WTSR, KACV and six more. 

NEW RELEASES 

Giant Sand "The Love Songs" 
(Homestead) Somewhere in a lonesome trailor park 
(where seashells are glued into crucifixes and dogs chase 

lizards), old Stones records were slapped on a turntable and 

Giant Sand members cranked up their amps without benefit 
(or pressure) of fine tuning. The reckless, retro-rock songs 
found on their latest release bring visions of grandeur into the 
soul of every guitar student who never practiced between 
lessons. And we love it. Neil Young never sounded so 
delirious and Pink Floyd never took such a liberty with guitar 

reverberation. Firing up with a thudding bass line and an 
occasional haphazard organ accompaniment, Howe Geld 
mouths some moody blues tinged lyrics above it all. "One 
Man's Woman/No Man's Land", "Wearing The Robes of Bible 
Black" and "Love Like A Train" are infested with fevered 
phrases that carry you to the dry southwest where the music 
melts into the vast regions of time. "The Doors" works both as 
a homage to an apparent influence and as a poignant squelch 
about alienation. Giant Sand grooves and knows there's 
nothing wrong with leaving behind blatant nostalgia for old 
closet-bound discs. (B.R.) 

Lyle Lovett "And His Large Band " 
(Curb/MCA) If all mainstream and alternative music was 
contained within a nebulous cloud, Lyle Lovett would still 

maintain his very own space out yonder. His music defies 
categorization, but to say it's a unique approach to soul, blues, 
jazz and country with big band treatment might narrow things 
down a bit. Lyle's affinity for mixing those styles with his very 
own signature has many admirers seeing spots before their 
eyes. But the new album will definitely make an aural 
connection. His quiet, thoughtful songs play upon moods and 
the desire for relaxing with traditional country surroundings. 
Strange-but-true spoken words tie explosive choruses (with 
backing vocals by Francine Reed) together with entertaining 

bits in "Here I Am". "Good Intentions" leaves another heart 
string without a home; "I Married Her Because She Looks Like 
You" puts a touch of irony into the situation; and "Which Way 
Does That Old Pony Run" surfaces like an old friend who has 
drifted away. Amidst the continuous onslaught of new 
releases, just remember the talent that beckons to be heard 
from the sidelines. Lyle is worth your while. 

And just when you thought you could turn the page... Be aware 
of these new singles. All of the following are pre-album 
releases.... Fire Town is back with "The Good Life", a 
remarkable follow up to their Atlantic records debut "In The 
Heart Of The Heart Country". Slick production treatment by 
Michael Frondelli only enhances those homegrown licks, 
layering the twang and vocal harmonies of Phil Davis and Doug 
Erikson. Tax-time is a comin' and it seems that this track is 
perfectly fitting for the mean-green time of year (if you pay 
attention to the lyrics).... fIREHOSE's "Time With You" 12" 
enters more familiar territory, with guitars that wander in and 
out via busy hands of Ed Crawford. This taste of accessible 
happiness continues to aim for the masses and prepare us for 
the February 24th release of "fROMOH10" on SST Records. 
fl REHOSE will also be playing a during the Gavin Convention 
on Friday, February 17th at the I Beam in San Francisco. They 
will share the stage with Scrawl.... On the first month of 1989, 
A&M Records gave to me, the long awaited return of 
Thrashing Doves with "Angel Visit". Do you remember 
"Beautiful Imbalance"? It's been two years since we've heard 
from the Doves - and this time they lay claim to cover space 
on HR. Mighty impressive, and so is "Angel Visit", the first track 
from the album "Trouble In The Home" out soon. The song 
ranked among the Most Added at alternative radio this week 
with 16 new reports.

Loudness 
is currently looking for a replacement. Once he is found, the 
band will re-enter the studio to complete the album. Max 
Norman is once again handling the production. Look for a 
summer release. 
Billy Sheehan's new band Mr. Big, featuring Paul Gilbert 

on guitar, Eric Martin on vocals and Pat Torpey on drums, 
will be recording at Fantasy Studios in San Francisco. The Lp 
is due out on Atlantic Records sometime during the summer. 
Look for such tracks as "Big Love" and "Blame It On My Youth" 
to be featured. By the way, Keith Elson will be producing. 
Testament are currently preparing material for their 

forthcoming release which is entitled "Practice What You 
Preach". The band recently completed an extended world tour 
on which they headlined the U.S. and played alongside 
monsters such as Iron Maiden and Kiss at the German 
Monsters of Rock.

Mental As Anything, Paul Kelly & the Colored Girls, the 
Saints, and the Models contribute to the soundtrack of a new 
movie that's doing very well in Australia, "Young Einstein." The 
soundtrack has moved from 50 to 32 on the album chart, and 
while the movie has only been out for two weeks, it's already 
the fifth biggest-grossing film in Australian history. While it was 
only released in some Australian states its first week, it still took 
in $1.25 million (Australian) in its first seven days. The movie is 
about an Tanzanian scientist named Albert Einstein who 
invents the first surfboard and also comes up with the idea of 
rock & roll music. But his inventions cause him to be ostracized 
from the community. The first single from the soundtrack is 
Mental As Anything's cover of Chuck Berry's "Rock & Roll 
Music." The Saints cover the Easybeats' "Music Goes Round 
My Head," in a track also included on the Saints' new album, 
"Prodigal Son." 

The Texas House has approved a resolution proclaiming April 
23 as Roy Orbison Day in the state of Texas. Orbison was 
born April 23, 1936, in Vernon, in northern Texas. He and his 
family moved to Ft. Worth, and then to Wink, where Orbison 
formed a high school band the Wink Westerners. The 
resolution, by State Representative Charles Finnell, whose 
district includes Vernon, says, "Roy Orbison was admired by 
his peers as a man of extraordinary talent and as one of 
decency and humility...his death is mourned by music lovers 
everywhere." Finnell says the city of Vernon plans to honor 
Orbison's memory with a memorial concert on his birthday. 

Suicide have just released their third album in eleven years, 
"A Way Of Life." "It's like good art," explains Alan Vega. "So 
many artists put out tons of paintings and sculptures. With my 
thing I'll take off five years at a time. Jasper Johns does one 
painting a year and people think it's strange, but there's 
something beautiful about it." The new Suicide album was 
produced by Ric Ocasek. "We never put out Suicide records 
on a major," adds Marty Rev. "We've never been able to just 
walk in and make a record, so the timing of the records is 
indicative of things socially -- when they'll let us in. The reason 
we can't get a deal in America right now has to do with the 
climate there. Every record we do is precious..." 

Former Husker Du guitarist Bob Mould is working on a solo 
album at Prince's Paisley Park studios in Minneapolis. He's 
just signed with Virgin Records, but there's no news as to 
when an album might be coming out. 

The Grapes Of Wrath are recording a new album in 
Woodstock, New York, with producer Anton Fier of the 
Golden Palominos. Vincent Jones, who played keyboards 
with the band when it toured the U.S. last year, has now joined 
as a permanent member. The LP should be out in the spring. 

The first-ever television show of rock music has stirred quite a 
controversy in the mostly Islamic country of Pakistan. The 
half-hour program, "Music '89," which aired last Monday, 
caused Islamic fundamentalists to accuse the country' 
newly-elected leader, Benazir Bhutto, of unbridled liberalism, 
claiming that "nations grow by the sword and perish with wine 
and music." Rock concerts have been banned in Pakistan 
since 1981. One of the stars of the program was a brother & 
sister singing duo. Fundamentalists complained about the 
enthusiastic response the young audience gave the 
entertainers, because the teenagers were seen laughing and 
dancing together. They also claimed it was improper for a 
brother & sister to be singing love songs to each other. The 
issue was raised in Parliament, but a debate on the matter has 
been shown. A lawsuit has also been filed against Television 
Pakistan, the show's producers and the two singers. The legal 
action claims that the program aroused emotions, used vulgar 
language, disturbed the public peace and deliberately 
attempted to invite people to sin. The chairman of Pakistan 
television has defended the program. He says the emotional 
needs of young people have changed over the years, and rock 
music isn't unhealthy. 

Martin Stephenson (without the Daintees) will be playing 
acoustic sets opening for the Hothouse Flowers on their tour 
which begins February 18 and continues through mid-April. 
Stephenson will have a double album, "Gladsome, Humour & 

Blue," out in mid-March (on Capitol Records). It's a repackage 
of his British albums "Gladsome" and "Boat To Bolivia." 

Fetchin Bones are working on their third album with producer 
Ed Stasium (Living Colour, Soul Asylum) in a Los Angeles 
studio. The band's "Galaxy 500" album has now been released 
on CD with six extra tacks including remixes, live recordings, 
and a cover of Rick James' "Superfreak." The CD package is 
called "Galaxy 500 Plus." 

Elton John has asked Nik Kershaw to open for him on his 
upcoming world tour this year. Kershaw has a new album 
coming out soon called "The Works." It was produced in Los 
Angeles by Peter Wolf, who has worked with Wang Chung, 
Big Country and Starship. Kershaw spent over a year working 
on the record. "I hate taking so long over recording," Kershaw 
says. "Last year I was so frustrated as the people I wanted to 
work with weren't available or didn't want to do it. The 
production in the States backfired...there's not a lot you can 
do if you don't get on with the producer (Wolf)." Kershaw says 
he's aware that he's still perceived as having a mostly young 
following. "That's a problem with me," he says. "I'm perceived 
as that kind of artist. If I turn up on a kids show it confirms it for 
some people. This time I'm prepared for the worst. The last 
time I wasn't and it came as a big blow. Apart from rolling over 
and dying, I don't know what else to do. I'm a musician." 

Todd Rundgren plans to release a new solo album (on Warner 
Brothers Records) in April, called "Nearly Human." One of the 
tracks will feature all of the members of Utopia. Rundgren has 
been scoring episodes of the "TV 101" CBS-TV series. He also 
plans to tour after the release of his album. Rundgren also 
wrote the music and lyrics for a play, "Up Against It," that will 
open at the New York Public theater in August. 

Mark Wenner, harmonica player and vocalist for the 
Nighthawks, will have his first blues solo album, "Nothin' 
But....," out in mid-February. Wenner produced the album and 
features Jeff Sarli, formerly of the Uptown Rhythm Kings. 

Due to an increase in the price of singles in Britain, it looks as 
if two major British record companies will begin producing 
one-sided singles. There's been a slump in the sale of singles 
in the U.K., with some b-sides becoming just poor instrumental 
versions of the a-side. The idea was tried about five years ago 
in Britain, but it never caught on as it has in Europe. Under the 
proposed new experiment with one-sided singles, the discs 
would cost less than $1.75. 

Pete Waterman of the Stock/Aitken/Waterman production 
team has announced plans to put more foreign-language 
music on the British market, with a new record label called PWL 
Continental. He'll be looking for material from around the world 
that the British record companies have ignored. His first 
release on the label is a single by a French artist. 

The Thieves will have an album out later this month called 
"Seduced By Money," produced by Marshall Crenshaw. The 
band will be special guests on the Jeff Healey tour beginning 
at the end of this month. 

The number one single in Britain this week is Marc Almond's 
duet with Gene Pitney, a new version of the song 
"Something's Gotten Hold Of My Heart," included on Almond's 
current album. "I wanted to do something very special," 
Almond says. He explains he's been a fan of Pitney for some 
time, and Pitney says he's very excited about the record. "I 
loved it," he says. "I've had the misfortune of a lot of people 
covering songs that I had that were hits and they have fallen 
very flat. This was the first one, I can honestly say, with things 
Marc added to it that made it that much better." Pitney 
recorded vocals for the duet on tape at a London studio, and 
Almond added them to the recording. 

Grace Jones' husband, Christopher Stanley, is hospitalized 
for observation after being found "incoherent" wandering in the 
middle of morning rush-hour traffic near New York's Brooklyn 
Bridge. Stanley, a reggae musician, had disappeared a day 
earlier and Jones had reported his disappearance to police. 
She says her husband had been hospitalized last month from 
a heart attack and stroke, and that he is still suffering memory 
loss, poor vision and a poor sense of balance. 

Judy Collins has taped a segment for a home shopping 
network to promote her line of cosmetics, Judy Collins 
Harmonics. Collins broke her arm a couple of weeks ago while 
skiing in Aspen, Colorado. She was there taping a two-hour 
special that will air on the Disney Channel in March. 
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David Crosby says his new solo album is "part of' his recovery 
from his years of substance abuse. "I had wanted to do this 
record for ten years," he says. "But, sadly, I was too messed 
up." 

The Blow Monkeys' fourth album, "Whoops! There Goes The 
Neighbourhood," includes "Wait!," the British hit single that 
Doctor Robert recorded with Kym MazeIle. 

Tom Cochrane & Red Rider had their music used on an 
episode of "Miami Vice" for the third time recently, in an 
episode about a fictitious superbowl. Their new single, "Big 
League," was used in the most recent episode. 

Shane McGowan of the Pogues has been fined $450 for 
kicking in a window in London the day after Christmas. 
McGowan was arrested after he was seen smashing the 
window while intoxicated. He admitted to a court that he had 
been drinking all day. 

New Model Army, who had trouble with immigration officials 
about getting into the U.S. to tour not long ago, have a hit single 
in Britain. It comes in advance of their "Thunder And 
Consolation" album, which takes its titles from a collection of 
writings by Edward Burroughs. 

The Stranglers are back on the singles chart in Britain with a 
new version of their 1977 debut single "(Get A) Grip (On 
Yourse10."Grip '89" is the remixed version of the original track. 

M. Walk, the DJ on Tone Loc's "Wild Thing,"will have a record 
out soon with his own group, The Union. There will be a 
compilation album called "M. Walk Productions Featuring The 
Union," in March. 

Helloween guitarist Kai Hansen has left the band in the middle 
of their world tour. He's been replaced by Roland Grapow. 
"The main reason was the ever-increasing stress of touring with 
Helloween," says a statement from the band. "Even if some 
would like to think otherwise, his departure was not the result 
of internal quarrels. All the band members have the highest 
respect for each other and we would like to assume everyone 
that there was no argument with Kai whatsoever, leading to his 
decision." 

The Cult are said to have finished their new album, produced 
by Bob Rock, and it's likely to be released in April. The band 
are still looking for a drummer to replace Les Warner, who left 
the group last year and is pursuing legal action against the 
band. 

Jon Butcher says live performing has affected his new album, 
"Pictures From The Front," more than his four previous LPs. 
"During World War I, war correspondents were sent to cover 
the war and bring back pictures in the form of newsreel," 
Butcher says. "I think there's a certain parallel with my 
recording career. I have primarily been a live touring artist, so 
this album is really the accumulation of that correspondence 
in the form of songs. At best, I'm relating second-hand the 
stories of various people I've met on the road. And sometimes 
in the telling of other people's stories you inadvertently tell your 
own." Butcher says he thinks he's grown as a songwriter over 
the years. "The real measure of any project that you're doing 
is how much you've grown as a result, and I've come a long 
way in terms of being able to express myself. My recording 
career has had some interesting peaks and valleys, but I think 
this is probably my most real-life project to date." 

Toto lead guitarist Steve Lukather will have a solo album out 
in April, with guest appearances from Jan Hammer and 
Danny Kortchmar. Lukather has also been working on some 
songs with Eddie Van Halen, but he says we haven't heard 
the last of Toto. "We're all just working on our own projects," 
he says. " If my album was something that was causing friction 
in the band, I wouldn't be doing it." 

Michael Cudahy and Elizabeth Ann Margaret Cox of 
Christmas, Anthrax, the House Of Lords, Dee Snider, Ratt, 
Winger and Ted Nugent will appear on an edition of Morton 
Downey's television program that will be taped on February 
24. The topic: groupies. 

Van Halen's "OU812" LP has now been certified triple 
platinum, while the band's earlier "5150" album is quadruple 
platinum. The band is now in Japan and will end its current tour 
schedule in Honolulu late next month. 

Prince made a 48-hour visit to London, after printed reports in 
Britain that he is in financial trouble. It's rumored that he was 
looking for a new management team and a European 

headquarters to replace his Paisley Park recording complex, 
but it seems more likely he was working on music for the new 
"Batman" movie being made at Pinewood Studios. He has 
several songs written for inclusion in the film, including the 
theme tune. 

Deep Purple, Joe Cocker and Bonnie Tyler have been 
confirmed as playing in the three-day Moscow festival to raise 
money for victims of the Armenian earthquake. The festival will 
take place in the 40,000-capacity Olympic Stadium February 
11, 12 and 13, and will be opened by the Soviet Union's first 
lady, Raisa Gorbachev. 

Keith Emerson has released a Christmas album in England, 
which he arranged, produced and released on his own label, 
Emerson Records. The album includes Christmas carols, a bit 
of classical music, and two original compositions. "Four years 
ago on Christmas Eve, I had a few friends round and we were 
having a sing-song to a Christmas carol book, and as a laugh 
I started improvising to these themes," Emerson says. "My 
neighbor said I should do an album but I was against the idea 
as I felt that Christmas was exploited enough already. But I 
carried on thinking about it." He says that two years later, he 
decided to do the record. "The album is really a Christmas 
present to friends and fans, there's no mass commercial hype 
behind it." Emerson is now working on a film score for an Italian 
horror film. "The music's already written," he says. "I'm going 
to California soon, with a load of material, to work with this 
brilliant young produced named Kevin Gilbert. There's so 
much talent out there and I need that new lease of life now." 

"End Of The Day," the new album from the Reivers, features 
12 songs and was produced by John Croslin, singer and 
guitarist for the band, who wrote or co-wrote 11 of the songs. 
Croslin says he believes the new album is different than the 
previous album, "Saturday." "I just wanted to make things 
cleaner," Croslin says. "Saturday' kind had Don (Dixon's) wall 
of sound on it. I wanted to clean it up, so that you could actually 
hear each of the instruments." "Saturday" sold about 30,000 
copies, Croslin says. "We're a little better off financially than we 
used to be," he says. "But we're still not well off enough to quit 
our day jobs. You know, we all have kids to take care of, except 
for Cindy (Toth)." 

Joe Ely's recent show at the Palomino in North Hollywood 
was closed down by the fire marshal for overcrowding. The 
plug was pulled on Ely and his band a half an hour into their 
set. After the club refused refunds for the 600 people who were 
in the 450-capacity club, Ely played several songs on guitar on 
the street outside the club. This was the second date on Ely's 
west coast tour in support of the "Dig All Night" album. 

Emmylou Harris received a contemporary achievement 
award at this year's Alabama Music Hall of Fame awards. Also 
honored was David Briggs, a Muscle Shoals keyboardist who 
has played on albums by Linda Ronstadt, Joe Cocker, Bob 
Seger, Eric Clapton and Elvis Presley. He received the Music 
Industry Award, given to someone who emphasizes 
organizational development in the music industry. Inducted 
into the Music Hall of Fame were Alton and Rabon Delmore, 
who were a fixture on the "Grand Ole Opty" from the 1930s to 
the 1950s, and jazz trumpeter Erskine Hawkins, who wrote 
the music to the standard "Tuxedo Junction." 

The Pursuit Of Happiness are less than pleased that a new 
video was filmed for "I'm An Adult Now" for release in the U.S. 
The band had earlier done a clip on the streets of their 
hometown of Toronto. Drummer Dave Gilby says the band 
got "rigged" into doing a new promotional video. " It's not that 
we hate it. But we had no say in it whatsoever, and it didn't 
show the real us." The video was directed by Scott Kalvert, 
who did the clip for DJ Jazzy Jeff's "Parents Just Don't 
Understand." 

The Recording Industry Association of America says 
compact discs outsold record albums for the first time last 
year. The industry group says shipments of CDs rose to 70.4 
million units during the first half of last year, compared with 
43.5 million units of LPs. The RIM says $1 billion was spent 
on CD purchases during the first half of last year, an almost 50 
percent increase from the same period the year before. 
Cassettes sold 208.1 million units between January and June 
of last year. "Comparisons of research for 1985 through 1987 
indicates that cassettes and compact discs-continue to be the 
consumers' favorites," says a report from the RIM. "These 
configurations have shown consistent growth, while in the last 
three years sales of vinyl configurations have declined. 1987 
CD sales have surpassed LPs for the first time."

The "Like A Prayer" 
ad won't have her changing the lyrics of the song to mention 
Pepsi. The two-minute commercial will be unveiled "on every 
continent" one day during the first week of March. Pepsi will 
also sponsor Madonna's world tour that begins later this year. 

Brian Wilson made his first public performances in years 
joining the Beach Boys for a few songs at their shows in 
Philadelphia and Worcester, Massachusetts. Wilson may join 
the band again at future dates. 

Simple Minds will have a new EP out soon that includes a new 
song, "Belfast Child," as well as the "Mandela Day" song that 
the band debuted at last year's Freedomfest concert at 
London's Wembley Arena. The "Ballad Of The Streets" EP, 
which was produced by Trevor Horn and Stephen Lipson, 
also includes a cover of Peter Gabriel's "Biko." The band will 
be going on a world tour with "lots of gigs in unusual locations" 
this year, after the release of the new album "Street Fighting 
Years," which should be out in April. 

The Associates have been dropped by their British record 
label after seven years. The band's most recent release had 
been a cover of Blondie's "Heart Of Glass." 

Gaye Bykers On Acid had to cancel a short British tour 
because of food poisoning. The band shot a picture for the 
inside cover of their new album that involved members being 
covered in various fish. The band's bass player decided to eat 
some of the fish, and he became ill the following day. The new 
album will be called "Stewed To The Gills." 

Former Housemartin Paul Heaton has gone into the studio 
with a band that has the working title Beautiful South. His 
former bandmates, Norman Cook and Stan Cullimore have 
been working on solo projects. 

A new Harry Nilsson album features outtakes from the album 
"A Little Touch Of Schmilsson In The Night." These tapes, 
found in a basement, include six previously unreleased songs 
and alternate versions of others. The new package is called 'A 
Touch More Schmilsson In The Night." 

Former Husker Du member Grant Hart has a new band, The 
Swallows. Hart says the band includes "three friends instead 
of fellow board members. It's not as restrictive and confining 
as Husker Du." 

"The Whitey Album' is definitely a low-key thing," says 
Thurston Moore of the new Ciccone Youth album. "We didn't 
set out to do anything with the record except go into the studio, 
jump off the guitar amps, see what it sounds like and then 
release it. We thought it was going to be a total hip hop record. 
It's not, like, the greatest record in the world." Moore concedes 
the album is influenced by the progressive German rock of the 
1970s.

REVIEW  

"Technique" by New Order (Factory)  
New Order have a reputation for great singles, even greater 
twelve inch versions and excellent syncopations to convince 
the most reluctant bod onto the dancefloor. But they also are 
known for patchy albums, provincial personalities and dull live 
shows. "Technique" has managed to improve the notion of 
uneven albums - but they have a new problem - they're 
beginning to sound a bit old and stale. Indeed, some tracks 
like the last single, "Fine Time", or "Round And Round" almost 
sounds like a parody of themselves, while the click of that 
incessant, thin drum machine, which in 1983 sounded as cool 
as cucumber, now sounds about as daring as The Pet Shop 
Boys.. One of New Order's big problems is that they've never 
been able to play real instruments, something that would give 
their sound a real boost, and get them out of the corner they've 
painted themselves into. Even their reputation for hip 
danceclub music (especially so in North America) is now being 
challenged by house, hip-hop and exciting new marriages 
between ethnic music and dancefloor beats, like Otra Hozo. 
Nevertheless, having expressed my private misgivings about 
New Order's general progress, diehard fans probably won't 
find anything especially disappointing here. One track in 
particular, the rather ineptly titled "Mr. Disco" is a wonderful 
landscape of first class construction, every bit as good as "True 
Faith" which left this critic melting into his living room floor. 
"Love Less" is also excellent, a return to the more simple and 
innocent New Order, just post Joy Division. It's particularly 
nice to hear Barney's vocals not buried by a dirge of synth! I 
think the fan will still find this a satisfying album. I just can't 
help feeling that in places they are just going through the 
motions with their tongues firmly in their cheeks. 

UK MUSIC NEWS  
As exclusively revealed in "The Hard Report" last week, Elvis 
Costello returns with his first new album in nearly two years. 
It is his first album for WEA. Called "Spike", it was recorded in 
places as far afield as London, New Orleans, Dublin and Los 
Angeles. It's his twelfth studio album! The Attractions are not 
on this but T-Bone Burnett is the album's producer and Nick 
Lowe will be a guest musician in forthcoming Costello shows 
in Britain. Some of the tracks will be familiar to those who saw 
his last tours. The full track listing is: "This Town", "Let Him 
Dangle", "Deep Dark Truthful Mirror", "Veronica", "God's 
Comic", "Chewing Gum", "Tramp The Dirt Down", "Stalin 
Malone", "Satellite", "Pads Paws And Claws", "Baby Plays 
Around", "Miss Macbeth", "Any King's Shilling", "Last Boat 
Leaving" plus an extra track on the CD and cassette, "Coal 
Train Robbers". 

Depeche Mode are back with a double live album, single and 
concert movie, as exclusively revealed in last week's "Hard 
Report". The album and movie are called "101" and was 
recorded at The Pasadena Rose Bowl, Los Angeles, in June 
1988 in front of 75,000 people. The curious name comes from 
the fact it was the outfit's 101st concert of the world tour. The 
movie opens in major British cities at the end of February 
featuring footage from the concert, interspersed with 
documentary shots. It's directed by rock film-maker D.A. 
Pennebaker. After its short run in the movie houses " 101"will 

be immediately issued on video. The double album set, 
released March 13th features 17 tracks, 13 of which were 
singles for the band. The CD version contains three extra 
tracks. "Everything Counts" will be the first single to lifted from 
the album in the UK. 

In the spirit of Glasnost, Paul McCartney last week fielded 
fourteen callers in a phone-in for the BBC's Russian Service 
and threatened direct action if the Soviet Union didn't like this 
new record! Among the callers who got out on air, out of the 
thousand who called in, there was 12 year old Andrei from 
Central Asia, who wanted to know if Paul was making any new 
records. With the help of an interpreter, he replied that indeed 
he was, and he hoped Andrei would buy and like the new 
record. "You better had," he add "or I'll be out there with my 
big stick!" McCartney also revealed plans to do his first tour 
in thirteen years, which he hoped will also include Soviet dates. 
"We are just finishing a new album which should be out in the 
middle of the year, then I will put together a band and I hope 
to be on tour sometime this year. I would love to come to 
Russia, it's something I've wanted to do for a long time. Nearly 
every one who goes to Russia sings "Back In The USSR" and 
I think it's about time I went over and did it." Until 1987, the 
BBC's Russian Service was heavily jammed in The Soviet 
Union. Glasnost ended that and now an estimated 18 million 
tune into sbme part of the 46 hours of broadcast weekly. This 
is the second phone-in of this type; the first was with British 
Prime Minister, Margaret Thatcher (although apparently 
Macca received more calls!)". Last week, listeners learnt that 
Mr. McCartney loved his wife, his family and his music. It took 
several callers before the question he's been answering for 
twenty years came up. No, he replied, there were no plans to 
reform The Beatles. One seven year old girl didn't have a 
question for Paul, but wanted one of his children to become 
her pen pal. 

In a feature interview with "The New Musical Express", Jim 
Kerr of Simple Minds has revealed how he is going to become 
more of a political figure, as part of the general restructuring 
of the group and their image. "When we released the live 
album last year, we were absolutely adamant that it was the 
end of a phase. As much as we like playing "Waterfront" we 
feel it's time to reinvent ourselves... There were bands at our 
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level in the 70's who just seemed to give up and that's terrible! 
You've already got INXS if you want it, but I think the order of 
the day is something more. Life affects you and your art 
should reflect that." Simple Minds have just released an EP 
in Britain featuring three tracks; "Belfast Child", "Mandela Day" 
and "Biko" a cover of the Peter Gabriel classic. The tracks 
are from a forthcoming album called "Street Fighting Years" 
and every cut on the record will be about some conflict in the 
world. Kerr says he was moved to write "Belfast Child" after 
reading about the I nniskillen bombing in Northern Ireland. He 
says he doesn't believe either in British home rule, or Sinn Fein. 
He says the song wasn't even really written about the bombing 
victims, but rather about "the babes who were born in the 
night." He also says that he grew up with a similarly religious 
sectarianism in the Scottish city, Glasgow. The album is also 
an example of Kerr's longstanding commitment to Amnesty 
International, a passion he inherited from his father and a 
reminder that The Minds were the first rock band to take up 
their cause. He reveals that he is angry with some of the 
aspects of Mandela Day, primarily the fact that many members 
of the rock fraternity refused to do it. "We only needed Prince 
there, and he was asked, but he wanted nothing to do with it". 
He also expresses rage at the show's coverage in the U.S., " It 
was disgusting. They called it Freedom Fest and turned into 
one jolly birthday party!" Among the things which he claims 
led to the breakdown of his relationship with Chrissie Hynde, 
Kerr reveals that Hynde loves being in London, while he has 
to return to Scotland from time to time. "She should have 
someone who isn't going to be away all the time." The 
interview appears in the 4 February issue of "The New Musical 
Express" with Jim Kerr on the cover. "Street Fighting Years" 
is released in March. 

UK INDUSTRY NEWS  
PolyGram pop the champagne corks this week with the news 
that they lead in both singles and album sales in the latest 
quarterly market survey, conducted by industry magazine 
"Music Week". PolyGram and EMI between them distributed 
nearly half of all records sold at Christmas in Britain. PolyGram 
have 23.9% of singles distribution and 25% of albums. EMI 
was close behind with 23.3% of singles and 21.6% of the album 

market pushing former runners-up CBS and WEA respectively 
to third place. PolyGram claim their leading position in the 
albums for the third time in a row. 

The record industry have won what is regarded in Europe as 
a landmark battle in the ongoing discussion over copyright. 
As Europe heads towards a fully integrated, free trade market 
in 1992, the record industry has been fighting the free 
movement of their products from one country to another, 
which encourages pirates to hide behind the looser laws in 
some countries. The industry has now won its battle to 
prevent out-of-copyright recordings in one European country 
from being legally exported to other European Community 
(EVC) nations. The EC Court Of Justice in Luxembourg ruled 
that the EC principles of free movement of goods among 
member countries, do not supersede the copyright protection 

statutes of individual countries. The judgement concerned 
EMI vs Patricia Records. In 1984, Patricia, a Danish company, 
exported Cliff Richard albums to Germany. The recordings 
had fallen into the public domain under Denmark's 25 year 
copyright laws of the time, but were still protected in West 
Germany where EMI subsequently sued Patricia. 

On February 13th, the industry gather at London's Royal Albert 
Hall for The British Record Industry Awards (Full list of 
nominations in last week's "Hard Report"). Here are some 
interesting bits of trivia about the awards. They are only 8 
years old. Its predecessor was called The British Rock and 
Pop Awards which were collated by public ballot in national 
newspapers. The industry took over the voting, renamed the 
awards, after which they were never quite as fun again. The 
votes are cast by the presidents of the 130 companies who 

make up the BPI. The cost of staging the event is around $1m 
and has to be recouped by the BPI. The public vote for only 

one category, Best Newcomer; promoted on the national pop 
network BBC Radio One. People were quite shocked in 1986 
when Norman Tebit, then Mrs. Thatcher's chief right-hand 

axeman was invited to make a speech, a reminder that the 
awards reflect not so much the ideology of music, but the fact 
that it creates 50,000 jobs in the U.K., $1 billion in invisible 
exports and $100 million spent on opportunities for young 
musicians. But the awards are not above criticism. The one 
company one vote system is frequently criticized because for 
instance CBS and Epic call themselves two companies, while 
their relationship is hand in glove and chances are they vote 
for each other. In the categories for Best British Male Artist 
this year, only one nomination is under 35 (George Michael) 
and the amount of shiny heads caught by the spotlight is 
somewhat embarrassing. And many independent companies 
have refused to return their ballots. Geoff Travis, head of 
Rough Trade, the biggest indie label, told "Time Out" "There 
is nothing there which inspires me to vote. Nothing I have ever 
nominated has ever come back in the final list, so what are we 
voting for ? If you look at the nominations list, it does seem 
as if we are just voting for sales figures. It's not home taping 
that's killing music. It's rotten music by rotten artists."

British female comedy duo French And Saunders are to team 
up with Bananarama to record a cover version of The 
Beatles' "Help" for the fund-raising event Comic Relief. CR 
has become an annual show to send money to starving areas 
of the world, originally launched as one of the many Band-Aid 

spin-offs... New Order, Throwing Muses and S-Express are 
due to play The Brixton Academy venue in south London free, 
as part of the recording for a TV show,... Spear of Destiny have 
parted company with Virgin Records...Stump who have split 
(as reported last week) have finally issued this statement: 
"Stump are having some time off from each other and intend 
to do a little individual stumping before deciding whether to 
record another LP.".. .An American name, and an American 
sound, but Diesel Park West's album "Shakespeare 
Alabama" is 100% British. The critics are falling all over 
themselves with adjectives of suitable praise, and I think 

they're a band you'll hear more of...New singles this week 
include "The Price Of Love" Bryan Ferry's remix of this Everly 
Brothers cover; Nik Kerrshaw's "One Step Ahead" - the 
midget claims to have completely changed his sound and 
image but you could have fooled me; and "Blow The House 
Down" by Living In A Box. New albums include the long time 
no see The Fixx, and "Pop Said" by Primitives-clones The 
Darling Buds...The cola wars hot up again. Madonna joins 
Pepsi but it's rumoured that George Michael banned the 
showing of his new Coke ad at The Superbowl. Despite an 
investment of millions by the company, Michael retains artistic 
control and for some reason allegedly stopped the 
transmission...Loads of has beens patting each other on the 
back to celebrate 30 years of The Marquee club. Word has it 
Bruce Foxton had been told to get ready for a Jam reunion 
and was furious when millionaire "working class hero", Paul 
Weller, stayed at home....Following their disastrous debut at 
the ICA when all the firefighting equipment went off, Jane's 
Addiction this week fired their support band Birdland after 
the Birmingham based group allegedly smashed up some of 
Addiction's equipment.

Sugarcubes, Throwing Muses, Sonic Youth, My Bloody

The fans old and new were out in full force singing every word 
and proving what I've known all along, the true greatness and lasting 
pleasure of the Cheap Trick. "Never Had A Lot To Lose" keeps this Lp going 
strong.... Choirboys blow the roof right off the chapel. Watch out. 
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Brian IIles, WKFM, Syracuse  
I've reed all the dialogue about the effects of the new soft diary, and it seems 
to me that it all comes down to two things: Sample size and at work listening. 
I know I kind of got caught with my pants down on this, by not preparing for 
what I should have known would be one of the effects of this new 
methodology. Judging from the comments from other PD's, I'm not alone. 
What to do about it? We can't control the sample size, but we can try to 
influence listener habits. Someone mentioned that they didn't want to pay 
more to Arbitron for an increased sample size. If the sample size isn't big 
enough for you now, stop subscribing. If you do well, your sales staff can 
still sell without the book. Chances are, most of the buyers they'll encounter 
already have the numbers anyway, and to those buyers who don't already 
have the numbers, sell them results. Bring them to station events or have 
them speak to other satisfied clients. WKFM is living proof that you don't 
need to have Arbitron to succeed. If you're not satisfied with your return on 
such a large investment, cancel it. 

Lisa Walker, WPYX, Albany  
By the time you read this, Mason and Sheehan will be reeking havoc live 
from Mardi Gras in New Orleans and Dr. John Cooper will be running 
interference from their hotel balcony overlooking Bourbon Street.... Had to 
listen to the Levine vs. Stern memorable Grammy broadcast battle in our 
cue speaker last year so seeing ol' Ed sling some choice shots on Morton 
Downey next Friday should be a real treat.
