More On The Picks.: 

Pete Townshend, "A Friend Is A Friend",  
Atlantic.... The impending Who tour is undoubtedly the 
most eagerly anticipated event in a Summer jammed to 
capacity with many such reunions. The big difference is that 
the Who aren't hitting the bricks in support of a new album. So 
this offering from Mr. Townshend is the only new material that 
radio will have to spice up their trusty back catalog. The 
forthcoming "Iron Mask" album will contain two songs 
performed by The Who, ("Dig" and a cover of Arthur Brown's 
"Fire"), and the band will be featuring material from this session 
in their live set. The man who popularized the "Rock Opera", 
or more accurately the theme concept of an album, has once 
again decided to work in that genre. This will be a connected 
series of song/stories based on Ted Hughes' childrens' tales, 
with an all star supporting cast. More on that when the album 
arrives. For now, we have this gentle first taste that initially 
brings to mind "Street In The City" from Pete's collaboration 
with Ronnie Lane, "Rough Mix". Although the strings are 
absent, and the song is not as quiet throughout, the intro does 
bear a striking similarity. The message is clear as the nose on... 
well, your face -- friendship is one of life's true blessings. In 
these times of worldwide turmoil we couldn't conjure a better 
sentiment to share, or an artist more equipped to do so than 
Peter Townshend. 

ershall Csenshaw, "Some Hearts",  
,/árner Brothers.... When we first caught wind that 

Marshall was in the studio with David Kershenbaum, there was 
rampant speculation that he was no longer under the Bunny's 
artist umbrella. A fair assumption, since his last three albums 
never quite realized the promise of his outstanding debut. But 
rest assured oh faithful ones, not only is Marshall still employed 
at the Land of Looney Tunes, but Mr. Kershenbaum didn't make 
this his first post-Chapman project for nothing! "Good 
Evening" marks the fifth Crenshaw release, and the initial 
offering of "Some Hearts" finds our hero wearing his where it 
works best--- on his sleeve. The atmospheric intro may lead 
you to believe that Mr. Crenshaw has mellowed, but when MC 
Mondo (a Crenshaw pseudonym?) hits the bass and Big Bob 
Marlette kicks the kit, you'll realize that he's got the same pop 
smarts that made his debut such a winner. The chorus spells 
H-0-0-K like nothing since "Whenever You're On My Mind", 
and David Lindley's fiddle is a perfect addition to the mix. The 
lyric of, "Some hearts just get lucky sometimes", is delivered in 
a manner that recalls "Even The Losers" from Tom Petty's 
"Damn The Torpedoes" days, and Syd Straw is her usual 
charming self on backing vocals. Although Marshall has 
worked with world class producers like Lillywhite, Easter and 
Dixon, it's David Kershenbaum who's proved to be the catalyst 
for the record he's been capable of all along. 

BoDeans, "You Don't Get Much Reprise/ Slash.... Once again the time has come to share a best kept 
secret with the general population. Many of us have felt all along that The BoDeans were going to replace Brewski as the export 
that made Milwaukee famous, and with "Home" that prediction will be a done deal. For their third album, Sammy, Kurt and company 
set up shop with a mobile studio in a downtown warehouse--and what they got was the band at their throbbing, electric best. 
This time it's The BoDeans calling the creative shots, and the results prove they can walk it like they talk it--thanks in no small part 
to co-production help from Jim Scott, who remixed "Dreams" from '87's "Outside Looking In". Kurt's guitar figure intro and use 
of harmonics are very similar to The Edge, possibly a reflection of that six week opening slot for U2. Like the Irish superstars, The 
BoDeans music has always burned with passion to spare, and that ingredient has never been in larger supply than here. The 
distinctive shared vocals of Sammy and Kurt are without peer as the finest modern example of close harmony singing, soaring 
as one from sweet to gritty. The drums are manned by Cougar stalwart Kenny Aronoff, who abandons his signature snare style 

to give the tom toms a healthy workout. "You Don't Get Much" is about to give plenty to listeners hungry for fresh new talent, and 
the legions who voted them to the top of Rolling Stones' Reader's Poll for Best New American Band now lay in wait for the recorded 
proof. This first step into "Home" confirms that the wait is over. 

Don Henley, "The End Of The Innocence", 
Geffen.... The waiting game for new music from Don 
Henley has been a lengthy one, but unless it's a hologram, 
mirage pr severe hallucination, the five year gap has been filled. 
The title track to his forthcoming album has landed, and barring 
another Dodgers/Astros series getting in the way, we can 
expect the rest to follow shortly. Well, they say you can't rush 
fine wine, and when it comes to voices Mr. Henley is most 
certainly among the rarest vintages. From his days with The 
Eagles through his breathtaking "Building The Perfect Beast", 
Don has been responsible fora healthy chunk of our most loved 
vocal performances. This latest chapter shows no sign of the 
high tech approach that was evident on the "Beast". Soft and 
sensitive, " End" begins 1989's page with a resounding 
cross-format smash. Co-written with Bruce Hornsby, whose 
ivory touch will be instantly recognizable, it's a tune that utilizes 
Henley's "lump in the throat" vocal ability like nothing since his 
Eagle days. He's earned the rep as an artist who places 
immaculate production values just under breathing on the 
priority scale, and the muted trumpets and smooth sax emote 
seamlessly throughout, underscoring his usual care and 
precision. 

U2, "All I Want Is You", Island.... With all the reformation and time warp attention focusing on the grand old groups 
of yesteryear, it's a welcome change of pace to pass on the info that the biggest star of today has something new on the shelves. 
Who knows, maybe in 1999 Bono and the boys will welcome the start of the century with an out of retirement media blitz of their 
own. But for now, we'll leave tomorrow behind and concentrate on this remix from the "Rattle And Hum" of the present. You're 
all familiar with the tune, or at least you should be, and it's already getting mucho tube time from the ladies and gents in MTV land. 
But as always with singles from U2, it's the bonus cuts that are sure to attract the most attention. Continuing their Americana 
infatuation, Bono, The Edge, Adam and that little rascal Larry Jr. have covered Les Baxter's 1955 original "Unchained Melody". 
This song is best remembered for the Phil Spector produced Righteous Brothers' version, and there's little doubt that this Emerald 
Isle update will command a large percentage of Summer request action. The other borrowed bonus is their cover of a 1967 Robert 
Knight tune called "Everlasting Love". Hopefully your listeners will not be aware of the 1981 remake by the Ike and Tina of Wonder 
Bread--- Rex Smith and Rachel Sweet! If they are, rest assured they either won't recognize it, or are safely locked up by now! 
Seriously, this is a great package, and if you're not totally committed, we suggest you pretend that they broke up and this is their 
comeback effort! 

Jet Red, "Not The Only One", Relativity.... 
With their eye opening Satriani success story this small fish of 
a label has shown that it can swim in the big airplay and sales 
pond, no problem. It's no secret that programmers don't feel 
as much heat when a new record arrives from Independent 
channels. If that's your M.O., we suggest re-thinking that game 
plan for the Jet Red project. This core cruncher contains all 
the ingredients to make those request lines go blinkity-blink. It 
has the big hook, the mind melt chorus, and the full blown 
production that most of the big boys have been searching for 
all year. No surprise, considering the knob man here is Brian 
Foraker whose resume includes names like Night Ranger, 
Heart, Starship and Rick Springfield. This Sacramento based 
band has risen to the top of the club circuit since their inception 
in 1983, but it was really March '88 that saw the line-up cement 
itself for stardom. That's when drummer extrodinaire Billy 
Carmassi signed up, after stints with Sammy Hagar and Aldo 
Nova. He's the younger brother of another famous basher, 
Denny of Heart and Montrose fame, and the same power for 
pounding must run in the family bloodlines. Jet Red are ready 
for takeoff, so don't be late in claiming your seat.

Andrew Cash "What Am I Gonna Do With TheseHands", Island.... Even though AC may be 
a new name for many of us here in the USA, as far as our 
neighbors up North are concerned he's a headline attraction. 
Andrew has earned his Canadian countrymen's accolades 
from his eight year stint with the socially conscious L'Etranger, 
and his critically acclaimed solo debut "Time And Place". That 
album was released here, and while it marked the first Island 
Records Canadian signing, it received only a speck of airplay 
attention. This sophomore effort is bound to send more than 
a few of you to the record library to see what you missed the 
first time around. But to be fair, "Boomtown" is a much more 
instantly accessible and fully realized effort. Andrew has gone 
to the man who helped put bands like R.E.M., Let's Active and 
The Smithereens on the road to glory, the exemplary Don 
Dixon. To say Don is a Cabin fave would be an 
understatement, but even if we didn't love his work we'd have 
to call this a job well done. He recorded the band live in the 
studio, and "Hands" shakes with the rock and roll fever that 
such a setting suggests. Complete with Hammond organ, an 
infectiously funky beat and the vocal support of Marti Jones, 
this tune will leap from the music meeting to the playlist after a 
single spin. Make sure you give it the initial audition it deserves, 
because that's all the convincing you'll need. 

811.man Brothers, "Statesboro Blues",  
Polygram.... Here's a song that needs no explanation or 
description. If you've never heard "Statesboro Blues" you've 
never heard nothin' but All News, bro. Of course most of 
Western civilization is familiar with the lead off number to the 
classic "At The Fillmore East" set, but this is not that burned in 
your brain ditty. Yes, it is the Willie McTell tune, and it is the 
Allman Brothers--- but it's a previously unreleased version! 
This is the 1970 studio session that has remained unissued for 
all these years, and in many ways it's better than the one we're 
all used to. Slower, bluesier and better recorded, this is an 
unearthed treasure that will have your core scrambling for the 
phone lines quicker than you can say "Eat A Peach"! As noted 
in this and many other mags, Polygram is celebrating the 20th 
(!) Anniversary of The Allman Brothers with a very special box 
set called "Dreams". Over two hours of never released and out 
of print material will be included, and this gem is just the 
beginning. The box has already rung up nearly twice the 
pre-orders of the seminal Clapton "Crossroads" collection, and 
Bill Levenson reprises his role as the man responsible. The 
surviving members are hitting the Summer tour highway, and 
believe it or not there will be a video of "Statesboro" on the tube. 
So chuck the calendar and have some fun, it's time to "Wake 
up mama" all over again! 

Anderson Bruford Wakeman Howe, "ABWH", Arista.... "Brother Of Mine" has returned these prodigal 
sons to the format's forefront with resounding success, and remarkable speed. It's the leader on this week's Increase Index with 
37 play-ups, resulting in well over 50% Heavy or higher at the 170 on board, and a 10-7* move on the Hard Hundred. That's no 
mean feat when the edit is a resounding 6:30! But we are talking about "Album" radio, and the term itself was pioneered by groups 
like this. All the graphs and charts may show evidence that the average listener has the attention span of a flying insect between 
the hood ornament and the windshield, but when the "Progresso" is served with this precision even gnats will sit up and take 
notice. The album has finally arrived, and we must admit that the sixty minutes of digital delight it contains seem made for CD 
technology. Hey, maybe these four innovators were waiting for technology to catch up before getting back together. Take your 
pick for depth because the quality control never lets up, but "Order Of The Universe" and "Themes" are standouts. It's been a 
long time since sub-titles were this abundant, but that doesn't make them any less welcome. Be aware that the beautiful Roger 
Dean art on the promo disc itself will not be commercially available, so guard it with your life. 

NEW PLAY PRIORITIES 
Johnny Diesel, " Don't Need Love", Chrysalis.... The first track from this gravel throated belter injected 
excitement to spare at stations like KJJO, KZEW, KSJO, WDHA, WGLF, WEGR and many others. This band from Down Under is 
well versed in good old American rock, as well they should be considering Johnny's stateside birthright. Currently on a month 
long Texas club circuit criss-cross, they'll be spreading their near legendary live energy over the rest of the country shortly. The 
reviews thus far have placed these guys at the top of the must-see list, and that's what has made them such a sensation back 
home. Everywhere they've had air time the audience has reacted with similar thumbs-up approval. Just ask Elise Vander Borght 
at KPEZ, "They're still burning up the phone lines!"...."Don't Need Love" is even better suited for exposure than "Lookin", and it's 
an early addition to the playlist of KLOL and WRXK this week. You just can't beat four to the bar, wailin' sax and a chunky guitar 
riff for Summer fun, and JD has the full scale vocal clout to make it count. 

irylple Minds, "Take A Step Back",  
pt&m.... It's been duly noted that with "Street Fighting 
Years" Simple Minds have undergone a new musical approach 
at the urging of leader Jim Kerr. The duet with Lou Reed on 
"This Is Your Land" surprised many people with its more mature 
and serious tone, while making serious chart ir roads as well. 
Now the second serve presents a style much more in line with 
the Minds of old. As Stacy Yelton at WKQQ says, "This 
provides us with more of the sound we're used to from this 
band. Should be a winner!".... Stacy has hit it right on the mark, 
and she joins KEYJ, KILO, KLOS and KZOQ with Adds this 
week. Early Increases are in from 91X and WDIZ, and steady 
support is reported from WNEW, VVYNF, KLOL, WDRE, WQFM 
and another 11. Now that the official push is on, we look for 
the two dozen station base to expand with rapid speed on this 
infectious tune. The Platinum performance of Simple Minds 
has been proven many times over, and this new chapter will 
continue to place them near the apex of the charts. 

Treat Her Right, "Junkyard", RCA.... The 
sophomore album is called "Tied To The Tracks", and the 
operative word here is track, because Treat Her Right will be 
rolling across miles of the same as they head out on an Amtrack 
tour of the US. Getting back to the roots of travel isn't this 
Beantown Blueshound's only nod to the past. They are 
perhaps the country's finest example of roots with an edge, 
and this second track (there we go again!), will click with any 
one who found success with "I Think She Likes Me". Like that 
smash from their debut, the writing and singing is handled by 
Mark Sandman, who scores off the scale in the "cool" quotient 
category. The history making tour will get underway in LA on 
June 16th and make 14 stops on the trail back to their Boston 
home on July 8th. The whole thing ties in nicely with 50th 
Anniversary Union Station celebrations, dontcha think? 
"Picture The Future" grabbed the usual rave reviews, but for the 
second stop on this project, we're looking for everyone to get 
loose on this non-stop blues express. 

White Lion, " Big Game", Atlantic.... They slugged it out with some tough competitors this week, but when the 
smoke cleared "Little Fighter" rode those 77 OTB's to the top of the Most Added. The Hard Hundred reflects a strong chart entry 
with a solid 35* debut, and the long hard climb to the top of yesterday is finally a thing of the past. For some history here's Pam 
Edwards at KGB, "Watching White Lion's ' Pride' develop into an almost double platinum release last year was certainly a lesson 
in how to reach the top the hard way. The product was always unquestionably good, but it seemed like every little advance came 
only after a tenacious and impassioned struggle by Atlantic Records. Many were disbelievers and no ground was gained easily. 
Now I should think that this band has proven itself to all previously doubtful programmers. 'Little Fighter' is a musical maturation 
for the band, and lyrically topical in its support of the downed Greenpeace Rainbow warrior ship. Play the record, reap the rewards, 
and add a few years to Buch and Flash's lives".... The dynamic duo can breath easy, because the "Big Game" is loaded with instant 
reactors. Try on the cover treatment of Golden Earring's shining moment, "Radar Love", or the bluesy "Baby Be Mine". But the 
real gem in this package is "Cry For Freedom", a tune which displays an amazing amount of growth, and a whole new sound of 
the Lion's roar. This song will shatter request lines, and cross formats with lightning speed.

THE New Play Priorities 

Howard Jones, "The Prisoner", Elektra.... The sales on HoJo's latest have gone past a quarter of a Million, 
and "Everlasting Love" brought home huge numbers from the CHA side of the dial. Even though Howard may be George Harris' 
favorite artist, there are many of you who feel he might be a little too light for AOR. Our advise is to forget preconceptions and 
take things a song at a time. With this one we have his best ever effort for rock radio, and a guaranteed request line monster. If 
you don't hear the potential in "The Prisoner', it would be wise to remove "Abacab" by Genesis from the studio library. Why? 
Because that's the tune that this will immediately bring to mind! Expertly sung and performed, with help from Tears For Fears' 
talented production team of Chris Hughes, Ian Stanley and Ross Cullum, this has the sound you know will work. Sure, it's bound 
to continue his CHA success, but that shouldn't stop you from getting your fair share early on. 

IMPACT TRACKS 
Stevie Ray Vaughan, "Crossfire", Epic.... The highest debut on this week's Hard Hundred at 30*, the Lone 

Star's main guitar man pumped out 73 first week believers, just shy of the Most Added top spot. We'll 
head down Texas way for this first remark from Elise Vander Borght at KPEZ, "Stevie Rave-On! No 
doubt about it... the younger Vaughan's love affair with radio continues successfully with 'Crossfire', it 
makes Top Five phones just a few days on the air.... Let's continue with Joe Paiano holed up at WRKU, 
"It always a treat to listen to a master perform his craft, and he hits the mark again. From the first listen, 
you can see the effort put forth to create another project headed for gold".... Keeping the boy/girl/boy/girl 
format it must be time for Christina "Hello Jim" Gorton at KKZX to opine, "He blisters more phones than 
I thought humanly possible.

They sound like a lot of other bands, all of them 
successful. What's not to like?".... Good question, but Dave Kane at WCMF has a few of his own, "You 

le say you want a great rock & roll record that has depth? You want a bluesy, rock & roll singer and shit-hot 
guitar playing? You want a record with depth? Tangier. It's as strong a debut album as I can recall in 
quite some time. This song is a perfect place to start, but save room later on for such smokers as 
'Mississippi' and 'Four Winds'. I love this record!". 

BulletBoys, "Smooth Up", Warner Brothers.... This past week quite a few reporters echoed the sentiments 
of Joe Marino at WCCC, "We're re-adding the BulletBoys 'Smooth Up'. We had good luck with it the 
first time, so we're going to do it again!".... That's right gang, it's never too late to get in on something you 
missed the first time, and this track is soaring up the Hard Hundred. The hands down leader on the week's 
Biggest Mover barometer at 8747*, a very healthy jump, but explained perfectly by Joe Paiano at WRKU, 
"They have been a constant draw on the phones. If you played this the first time around with success, 
try again, you'll be amazed at the response".... It's new at 33 including KGB, KBER, KILO, KOME, KSJO, 
WDVE, WFBQ, WLZR and WTPA, with an Increase at KWHL and Top 5 phones at WKGB. This meaty 
chunk of molten metal has the hooks in place for a lengthy run on the airwaves, and the video success 
story is already a best seller. There's no shame in admitting you might have been a little to quick on the 
trigger with regard to dropping it from your list a few months back, but there will be plenty to hide your 
head about if you don't even the score in the week ahead! 

The Call, " Let The Day Begin", MCA.... This band was first heralded in its earlier days, and now it's time to listen 
to those pipers. Nothing is more critical to an incoming band's reception than consistency. Several 
needle drops are all it takes to fully appreciate this album for the strength it offers the format. The payoff 
is a savory mix of vocal prowess backed by a band that, if possible, have gotten even stronger with their 
time off. Invest some time and take the cue from Tom Van Sant at WIZN, who says, "And speaking of 
The Call, let The Day Begin' has to be their most obvious radio track to date. Play it in the morning and 
your listeners will be singing it the rest of the day and calling in for it at night."... WKQQ's Stacy Yelton 
knows her audience, "The Call, as always, is a major phoner for us -- so up to Heavy with ' Let The Day 
Begin'."... Ranking in the Most Added column with 30 adds from KLAO, KLPX, KROR, WAOR, WCKW, 
WEGR, WLLZ, WLVQ, WOUR and WQFM to name a few! 39-23* is quite a respectable move on the Hard 
Hundred, and this pace doesn't seem strained even remotely.

Malcolm Ryker at 
KZLR tells us, "I've been pushing this band ever since their garage days in Memphis and I know first hand 
the incredibly explosive talent here. Nineteen year old Anthony Corder is one of the premier new vocalists 
of the nineties. Take some tactical advice, drop 'Walkin' Shoes' on the air, take a sip of sake and watch 
the phones explode like 500 pounders."... And from Charlie Logan at VVYNF, "Tora Tora is a war cry for 
radio. Respond immediately because your audience will. Tora Tora is torrid. `Walkin Shoes' walked 
onto our playlist after just one play on the air. This song had our phones burning for two weeks now. If 
you are on the fence about what baby bands to add with all the superstar product out now, Tora Tora is 
the record."... Try that 95-59* on the HH (one of this week's biggest movers), with 25 adds from KFMX, 
WDHA, WGIR, WLLZ, WLVQ and WRXK on for size. 

Red Siren, "One Good Lover", Mercury.... The band with all the attorney's fees hasn't slowed a jot when it 
comes to racking up those radio raves.

If you 
haven't listened to it yet, do so -- it's a great tune."... Jack Mitchell at WIBA isn't really complaining of a 
stomach disorder, this kind of belly rumbling is what hits are made of, "I have a gut feeling that Red Siren's 
song is going to take off. I like it better than the first track and that one did good things for us."... WRKI's 
Scott Saalborn comments with a smile on his face, "I'm real happy with Red Siren.

'The Hard Cold Truth" is one of the most highly 
anticipated albums from this area for some time and that ain't 
bad considering that Tommy Conwell, Cinderella and Brittny 
Fox have all sprung from these districts. And don't think this 
is any kind of strict homeboy loyalty regardless of talent or 
inspiration. John's songwriting and performing strengths have 
long been recognized by his neighbors and soon over hill and 
over dale, he'll be a favorite in any red-blooded burg worthy 
the name. Erin Riley over at WMMR says, "John Eddie has 
been a station favorite for a very long time. We've been playing 
songs of his for seven years now, and the progress he's made 
is incredible. John reeks of stardom, and when you meet him 
it will be undeniable. When you see him perform live -- forget 
it, it will be all over!"... In its first week, on at KQWB, KSQY, 
KZEW, WAPL, WBCN, WCCC, WDHA, WDIZ, WNEW and a 
host of others for a total of 25 adds and a debut on the Hard 
Hundred at 83*.

Lots of phones 
and local sales are up."... And KTCZ's Jane Fredericksen 
spiels, "Top phones still on the Indigo Girls, so giad to see that 
this group we've supported for four months now (see March

After all, Husker Du was a 
brilliant and brilliantly loud band that redefined noise at large 
and made just as big a bang when it finally imploded last year 
in aheap of smoking white hot neo-metal. In terms of both 
writing, playing and production, this is a release that will reserve 
an honored dust-free spot in many folks' collections. The first 
single "See A Little Light" is on at 40 stations, in Heavy or better 
at KACV, KITS, KOTR, WBRU, WDRE, WIZN, WROV, WVVV, 
WWVU and WXVX and requested at KACV, VVVVV and WWVU.

KROQ/Los Angeles makes official what we reported last week, namely that former PD Rick Carroll is back in the saddle as 
consultant to the station. In the approved communique we have 
been told that, "Rick Carroll & Associates have been retained for 
independent consultant services for the radio station. Carroll will 
work closely with Program Director Van Johnson on KROQ's 
formatics and programming." In a further statement, KROQ's 
VP/GM Tony Berard ini told us, "We're pleased to be working with 
Rick. He's been a driving force in the modern music field for the 
past ten years." PD Van Johnson offered, "Rick's expertise will 
be instrumental in maintaining KROQ's prominence as the premier 
station of its kind." When we caught up with Rick he detailed some 
of the new moves being contemplated, "The challenge is really to 
re-position the station for the 90s. My feeling is that trying to 
recreate the early essence of what KROQ was about can't be done. 
That animal just doesn't exist anymore. We have to create 
something brand new for the nineties and stop beating a dead 
horse. Find something with a new spark that isn't on the dial right 
now." In the old days of KROQ the word "Street" was essential. 
The format built itself on the energy of the clubs and the 
disenfranchised youth of the city. Will that still be a major 
concern? "Absolutely. The street is still as important as it always 

has been to KROQ. The difference now is that we have the assets of Infinity behind us to provide all the amenities we didn't 
have before." How will Rick respond to the fact that Pirate Radio has stolen some of his KROQ core to flavor their Rock 40 
approach? "In the past we could count on having the majority of our music to ourselves and now that situation has obviously 
changed. It would be a mistake to think that we could find the same proportion of edge bands these days. As for Pirate Radio, 
it's true they are fooling some people with what amounts to the top 35 KROQ tunes being played in their mix sometimes twice 
a day. But that's all they are doing, they don't have a real commitment to the music and they aren't focused on LA, not really. 
That's why I think that Pirate Radio is bogus for LA. It's not meant to work in LA, it's meant to be a satellite system. We'll have 
some trends back next week and, given their time in the market, we should have a good read on how they are doing. I will say 
this, the cume has definitely scattered in LA and they are getting their share of the KROQ audience." So what is his next move? 
'The next thing is to give the people what they want as opposed to what we think they want. Some lifestyle adjustments are 
necessary because the people who made KROQ work are now in their BMW's trying to make some money. We have to reflect 
those adjustments in their lifestyle." How about the format mechanics? "The rotations and the mentality of the station will be 
more like a CHR than a lax AOR. The biggest battle right now in LA has as much to do with what goes on around the music 
as it does the music itself. Pirate Radio is running about three commercials per hour and they are doing a lot of damage just 
on that basis alone." As for the rumors that a change at mornings is in the works at KROQ, Rick would neither confirm nor deny 
any move in that critical daypart.

RECORDS 
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NOT ON THE ROAD AGAIN 
Once you could pretty well count on an SRO turnout for any promo junket that you could name. It was one of the perks of the biz and 
a jealously guarded one at that. But recently it has been increasingly difficult to get folks out of the studio and onto the plane. The 
new corporate air of broadcasting, with those aggressive legal departments, has certainly been part of the change but other influences 
seem to be in play as well. So The Hard Report started asking the big questions and, as usual, radio responded loud and clear. Does 
your station have a set policy when it comes to such promotional junkets, and what is it? Given the new environment of accountability 
how have things changed? Considering the potential legal questions and the inevitable time drain, is the chance to network with your 
peers and see a band worth the effort? And finally, does the impact of seeing a band live translate to airplay? Read on and see which 
way the wind blows... 

Bob Walton, WRDU 
No, we don't have a policy prohibiting or 
limiting promotional trips to see up and 
coming bands. I think these trips can be of 
great value, in that it can bring life to what 
both radio and record people express in 
print. And we can then judge for ourselves 
whether we do or don't like the act. For ob-
vious reasons, it cannot guarantee airplay, 
but it gives us another dimension to the 
band besides what's in the grooves. As for 
getting anymore promotional pressure after 
these trips, it hasn't happened yet and I 
think if the pressure did become un-
reasonable, I would think twice about going 
on such a junket. As soon as the scene be-
comes like "Win a free TV if you visit our 
resort", I ain't gonna do it. 

Russ Mottla, VVIYY 
The Hearst Corporation has always had a 
policy for their radio properties of not going 
on junkets. Dinners have always been, and 
still are, OK. As for other entertaining ex-
penses or anything that's not a dinner or in-
volves travel that's paid for by the label we 
don't párticipate. There's not a lot of per-
sonal contact involved because enough of us 
know what the priorities are and what 
records need to be listened to. I think when 
you get involved with some labels promo-
tionally in any regard, whether it's to see a 
band or whatever, they can turn around and 
put undue pressure on certain projects as a 
result. But, like in any business, there are 
some people who know who to finesse those 
sorts of things and some who hit you over 
the head with them. I think it's important 
up front to let people know where you stand 
on that sort of stuff. Labels will try to give 
a promotion for one record to get another 
one on the air much more than they should. 
I don't think that is fair to programmers who 
try to make their decisions on a case by case 
basis using the merits of the song in ques-
tion. 

Doug Podell, WLLZ 
They leave it up to us to decide whether or 
not we want to go on these trips. The trips 
where I know I'm going to be forced into a 
commitment before I even get on the plane 
are the trips I won't take. In fact, for the 
past two years I rarely go to anything 
anymore unless it's somebody who I really 
know and trust. If they bring you out for a 
show in ' some city, they usually expect you 
to make the commitment to their act. It's 
pretty much known out front that if you're 
going, you're playing. So that's why I rare-
ly go now. But if I do go it's because I al-
ready feel that the project will be successful. 
Going to dinner is fme, but I'm just busier 
now so I'm doing fewer dinners as well. Ask 
the local guys, they even have a hard time 
carousing me into lunch. I could see where 
that could become a habit and maybe a 
problem depending on how much socializ-
ing you do. As for personal contact with the 
locals, if they have an act in town and you're 
doing the show you should definitely have 
some drinks and hang out. But you don't 
have to spend all your time together. 

Carey Curelop, WYNF 
Our policy with respect to accepting trips 
from record companies is strictly enforced. 
Basically, anything more than a dinner or a 
drink is really not something that we should 
be doing. In general our policy is to not 
accept trips and it's been that way for some 
time. I think the company's concern about 
payola and plugola ramifications is justified 
and I don't think that it's a bad rule. It's the 
person taking the trip who feels responsible 
to reciprocate in some fashion. Anytime 
somebody does something nice for you, you 
feel obligated to return the favor, right? In 
terms of our local guys, there has to be solid 
personal interaction every week. The 
programmers and music directors have to 
give access to the music reps to let them do 
their job. There has to be somewhat of a 
personal relationship. Obviously, there are 
some people you like more than others and, 
more than anything, there has to be respect 
on either side and each has to let the other 
side do their job. I have always made it a 
policy to let the local guy talk to me on 
Monday and Tuesday. Now it's their 
responsibility to accept my decisions once 
they have been made. Respect, access and 
understanding on both sides of the fence 
makes all the difference. 

Bruce McGregor, KEZO 
The atmosphere has definitely changed but, 
as most people know, I've never really been 
one to take promotional trips anyway. Just 
so no one is offended, I appreciate the 
offers, but most of the companies that I have 
worked for have the policy that, A) you 
don't take take them, and B) if you do go 
you've got to let them know what it's all 
about. Basically, it's a situation where I 
haven't felt right personally about taking 
such a trip. Dinner is one thing, but flying 
all over creation is another. No matter how 
good the relationship, I think it can turn into 
something that gets brought up after the 
fact. 

Judy McNutt, KRXQ 
The "new scene" hasn't caused a change for 
me. My manager and station owners trust 
me to do what I think is best and if flying out 
to check out a group in person, especially a 
debuting act, is appropriate for our station 
business, then I do it. I look at those trips 
as an opportunity to get together with fellow 
programmers and get the national view, 
which I don't always get by reading the now 
endless supply of national trades. And it's 
important to do business at the national 
level with the labels too. I don't think we all 
get a chance to travel as much as we used to 
and it's a good opportunity for us to get 
together. As for after the fact pressure, I 
don't feel it. I've been pressured more in 
other circumstances. If I fly out to see a 
group and they stink, whose fault is that? I 
can think of an example, but I don't want to 
name names. 

Larry Miles, KLPX 
From my experience, what you're seeing is 
the legal departments advising their station 
management to simply stay out of the gray 
area. Whether you do or don't consider 

playing a given record, a case can be made 
either way that a trip was an incentive on 
that artist. Or for that matter, other artists 
being carried by the same label. Lawyers 
are simply advising management to stay out 
of that whole arena, so that no questions can 
be raised and the whole process of trying to 
track this whole thing down doesn't get 
started in the first place. In other words, 
avoid the issue. Not that that's such a bad 
thing for the legal department to be 
advising people.... From a personal 
standpoint, such trips are always valuable. 
Anytime you're face to face with your peers 
and the people you work with in the 
industry to get your job done, it simply 
makes for a much more open discussion of 
your goals and objectives. Again, why do 
business execs take business trips? To see 
people face to face. Fortunately, in my 
experience, people have always been 
realistic about expectations after the fact, 
or aware that they can't go to far into that 
gray area either. 

Ken Anthony, KISS 
Adams has a policy that we can't go on 
those trips and the reason is directly 
attributable to concerns regarding payola. 
It's fascinating that you are calling me on 
this because we have just been going 
through a big adjustment of our corporate 
concern regarding this issue. The federal 
rules and regulations say that any person in 
a position of influence can not accept any 
gifts over 25 dollars in value. That obviously 
rules out trips of any kind. A couple weeks 
ago I'm sitting with our new GM and going 
over the line by line rules regarding payola 
and we decided that we have to get a 
notarized letter from our announcers 
regarding their awareness of and 
adherence to the the payola/plugola 
regulations. Right after the meeting I go 
out to collect my mail and there is a Sony 
Walkman for the Hotel Hunger project and 
my GM looks at me and says, "Ken you can't 
accept this." Think about it, I was sent that 
Sony to induce me to play the product and 
whether I play the record or not, the very 
fact that I took the Walkman is against the 
law. What's scary is the mere fact the I, and 
a majority of the people I know in radio, 
have been accepting payola on a regular 
basis. If not in intent, certainly according 
to the letter of the law. Now, personally I 
think these trips are great but that's the law 
and the policy of my company. I like going 
to those things as much as the next guy but 
I can no longer accept such trips anymore. 
According to those same regulations 
dinners and lunches are an acceptable form 
of business communication but trips or 
anything valued at more than 25 dollars is 
forbidden. In order to see Johnny Diesel in 
Dallas this weekend I had to literally pay my 
own way, that was the only way I could make 
the trip. I think that the law, as written, is 
overbearing and hurts our ability to do 
business, but there it is. The labels aren't 
guilty of any real evil intent here. This is just 
the best way possible for them to market 
their product. The best way to make me 
aware of their music is to meet with me and

But the FCC has another set of 
rules and until those rules change that's 
what we have to play by. You are on top of 
a real hot issue with this one, your timing is 
incredible. 

Dayna Steele, KLOL 
There is no policy in effect here at ICLOL 
but what I'm noticing is that people are 
becoming more responsible when it comes 
to this sort of thing. I mean, you're always 
in a Book these days and you can't just pick 
up and split like the old days. For instance, 
I was just offered a trip to New York to see 
Tin Machine that I had to turn down. Three 
years ago I would have done just about 
anything to make that trip but it's a different 
scene now and I had to say no. No doubt 
about it, the business has become much 
more of a business. The majority of people 
going out on the road for these trips aren't 
really experiencing a great time anyway. A 
lot of this stuff is just a waste of time. Used 
to be that you'd say, "A road trip? Great, 
let's party!" Now it's like, "Damn, I have to 
drive to the airport, eat hotel food, pretend 
to enjoy the company of some jerk from 
XYZ radio station and come home dead 
tired for another hectic Monday. I've got 
two dogs and a cat and I dread leaving them 
home over the weekend. It's all part of the 
maturing that we have undergone as a 
generation. I have made three road trips 
recently and I spoke to all the same people 
I speak to on the phone and I love them to 
death, but I have work to do. People are 
more serious about the biz these days and 
that's a good thing, that we have developed 
a more responsible attitude. 

Tom Owens, WEBN 
The policy at WEBN for years has never 
ruled such trips out so long as there is a 
signed letter on file from whoever took the 
trip declaring it. I have never done it myself 
for a couple of reasons. One, time is always 
a consideration because my schedule is a 
little more hectic. I also really feel there is 
a certain expression of beholdingness or 
obligation, a "tit for tat" that might be 
expressed in accepting something like that. 
And obviously we conduct our business 
strictly on the merits of what is in the best 
interest of WEBN and its ability to produce 
an audience. That must function to the 
exclusion of any and all other comparisons 
or concerns.... I can't really say that seeing 
a band live has made a big difference for me. 
Certainly it can make a quality impression, 
but on the other hand, it could also 
introduce a certain bias into the selection 
system. After all, we play recorded music, 
period. It's strictly an aural medium, so 
those decisions are based on the quality of 
the aural product made available to us. 

Bryan Jeffries, WNOR 
Our policy is not spoken or written, it has 
always been up to the PD. The answer will 
come out either yes or no depending upon 
whether we are even interested in the song. 
If we think we're going to play it, then we go 
to step 2, which depends on whether we 
even have the time to go. If we're not going 
to play it, the answer is already no. As a 
matter of fact, I have not attended even one 
of these trips. I have occasionally wanted to 
go but just could not find the time. To me 
it's a little harder to justify to everyone else 
around you why you're going to be gone for 
a few days in the middle of a ratings war 
when you decide to check out a band in 
Toronto. In our case radio station 
weekends means being on the street and in 
the public eye and the PD is a part of that as 

much as the air staff. As for company 
pressure, that has never meant that you are 
going to get the record on at this radio 
station. We make that decision. 

Andy Schuon, KAZY 
My company does not allow it. We have a 
policy against junkets, which is fuse with me. 
I'm really far too busy to go off on those 
things. When the bands come through town 
on a promo tour the record guys bring them 
by the station, which is fine. We'll get the 
CD, give it a listen, maybe put it on. I don't 
think a trip to would really influence me one 
way or another. Seeing a band doesn't 
matter because the listeners won't be seeing 
the band live on my station; they're going to 
hear the CD single. It doesn't do me any 
good to add the record because they are a 
great live act, or even if they are really nice 
guys. That just doesn't mean that their 
record will fly at KAZY. 

Buzz Knight, WLVQ 
Our policy has always been that we can't do 
it, period. We've never been able to. It's just 
a station policy. I think sometimes seeing a 
band live is a whole different scene, both 
positive and negative. I don't think a 
company would send you out to see a band 
if they didn't perform well, but most of the 
time it tends to be a positive where you get 
some of that really good emotion about 
what they are doing on stage. On the other 
hand, playing devil's advocate here, if you're 
showed a good time by somebody you have 
to sort of feel compelled to pay them back 
with a shot on the record, and that's not 
good either. I'd rather give the record 
company the best possible time spent on 
listening to their product, hearing their 
priorities and being able do the best I can 
with them. It's important for me to be the 
best business person I can, to be as 
professional as possible, as opposed to 
spending my time on a junket. In my case, 
working on the air, and being as busy as I 
am, going off and doing junkets might 
jeopardize the time spent on being the best 
ear for my audience, company and even the 
record industry, on a day to day basis. 

Jon Robbins, KGON 
The key for us is simply this, if we are not 
currently playing the artist we aren't going 
to get involved. If we are playing them, fine. 
Most PD's are up to their nose in running 
their radio stations and don't have the time 
anyway. One label offered Prescott a trip to 
Vancouver to see an act on a Tuesday! I 
mean, come on, who can possibly split on 
music day for a trip like that? Are these 
record people even thinking about what's 
going on? Right now, radio is in its busiest 
time of the year. At any time we have four 
or five promotions going on simultaneously 
and that rules a lot of things out. Our policy 
at Ackerley is not to go on these trips and I 
like it that way, the group PD likes it that 
way, and even if that wasn't the case we just 
don't have the time. Another great way to 
promote a babyband is to work with us on a 
Catch A Rising Star concert at some small 
venue in the area. Bring the band to us, not 
the other way around. What I have found 
though is that the Rising Star concept has 
largely disappeared because the labels can 
get more impressions for their acts by 
getting them to open for a headliner on tour. 
That makes sense but it also makes the idea 
of marketing these baby bands through 
radio stations more difficult for us. I have 
to look at it from a radio perspective and 
that is completely different than what you 
experience at a live venue. It's a completely 
different medium but I have to be a 
professional listener, not a concert 

promoter. The only thing that matters is 
whether it works on the turntable. If it 
doesn't work on the turntable no amount of 
five star dinners in a hotel across the country 
will make the difference. 

Jim Steele, VVIOT 
There's no change in policy here. From 
what I understand there's nothing cast in 
stone about going to the fly ins. We 
generally won't pull somebody off the air 
just to go to the show. For this station the 
bottom line has always been to judge the 
song before any decision is made on way or 
the other. I see the value of these trips as 
being tremendous. They are a big advantage 
for us. I think Tommy Conwell is a great 
example. I got the tape two days before the 
show but seeing the band live made all the 
difference. Just like seeing Springsteen at 
the very beginning of his career. If the 
group puts on a great live show it can make 
a big difference. I don't feel any extra 
pressure as a result of attending these 
shows. Our policy includes putting a letter 
on file from the person going to the show 
and from the record labels themselves to 
basically say that in no way does the trip 
have an effect on records we are playing or 
might play. 

Lin Brehmer, WXRT 
Our management has always frowned on 
any kind of label sponsored junkets. As far 
as we can tell it's not illegal, however when 
I'm already excited about a band, I don't 
want people to think it was the trip that got 
me involved. And if I'm not excited about 
the band I don't want people bugging me to 
play the band after I've seen them in some 
exotic locale. Like Toledo. On the positive 
side, it gives me a chance to run with 
deadbeats that I've known and loved. 

Sky Daniels, KISW 
I've always kind of shied away from it. My 
visibility for the most part was out of my own 
pocket. Even though I would be at various 
functions, I paid for it myself. I never get 
involved in soirees and functions if we're not 
involved with the record. I don't like the 
undue influence exerted. I don't like the 
stigma attached and frankly, we just frown 
on that from a payola aspect. A lot of times, 
I know some people go to the opening of an 
envelope. At this state in my career, I'm less 
inclined to involve myself on that level, 
personally speaking. But, professionally 
speaking again, you always have to adhere 
to the FCC rules of conduct. 

John Cooper, WPYX 
There has been no change. Our policy has 
always been not to accept trips. I don't feel 
it's productive. If the band is going to play 
here, we'll certainly go out and see them and 
support them. I think the company feels 
that it opens up some potentially damaging 
doors. I think seeing a band live can add a 
dimension that you may not get from 
listening to a CD, and certainly there have 
been good buzzes about bands that 
performed live that just may not have cut it 
on vinyl. Sometimes seeing them perform 
live can make you realize how good a band 
really is. An obligation after the fact is 
definitely not spelled out in such situations. 
It may not be stated but it could be implied. 

The bulk of response to this question defied 
space limitations so we look forward to 
continuing this dialog with the industry 
next week as well. For that matter, feel free 
to give us a ring and go on record about the 
value of the road trip. Your input is 
invaluable.

This darling duo keeps company with guitarists Louis Gutier-
rez (Three O'Clock, Louis And Clark, co-writer of "Walk 
Like An Egyptian") and David King, drummer J.B. and bas-
sist Chris Wagner. Together they spin a golden thread of 
high energy, eclectic-pop that includes twang and funk held 
together by a tight-fitted beat. Gretchen Seager and Julie 
Ritter have striking vocal similarities, a throaty resonance 
mixed way up front that rings with clarity and melodic punch. 
The Voice/Fetchin' comparison takes second seat to the truly 
original sound this group creates. Mary's Danish stays with 
you for hours after you listen, with lively songs and personal-
ized lyrics that are a joy to behold and easy to relate to. The 
girls walk a fine line between wearing a beehive or a straw 
hat, but they come off as being witty and with an air of non-
chalance icing the cake.

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The Swans began as New York's premiere 
underground noise outfit in the early 80's and were 
renowned for the excruciatingly, loud performances 
and the aural shock of their sound. They are still 
captivating, but in an entirely new way. Critics and 
fans are still trying to absorb the beauty of "The 
Burning World" ' their major label debut album 
produced by Bill Laswell. The Swans are Jarboe 
(keyboards and vocals), Norman Westberg (guitar) 
and Michael Gira (lead vocals). 

Dawn Hood: "The Burning World" represents the final 
departure from sounds we heard before the "Children Of God" 
and "World Of Skin" LPs. 

Michael Gira: That's very true... 

Dawn: What kind of metaphor arc you communicating through 
the references to the sun and other elements? 

Michael: Well, the sun used to be a source of life but these days 
unfortunately, I think it's a source of death, the sky practically 
being burnt away. I'm not a protest singer by any means, but 1 do 
think about the world burning away into a charred cinder if we 
don't do something about environmental problems we're now 
experiencing. I guess t was looking at it from that point of view. 

Dawti: Listening to the Swans is not only sobering, but the music 
you've been making of late evokes more of a ceremonial feel than 
ever before. 

Michael: It's in our bones, and I just don't feel too jolly most of 
the time. On the other hand, particularly live, I think this music 
is uplifting. I think of it as being positive. A lot of people think of 
it as dark. 

Dawn: How did Bill Laswell contribute to the project, from a 
production standpoint and as a player? 

Michael: He basically helped us to realize our ideas, but he's 
also an incredibly sensitive musician. He has a stable of musicians 
that he works with and he gave us access to them, which was 
another big contribution. Strings for instance, he encouraged 
Jarboe to sing may of the parts we intended to play on guitar. This 
added a really nice harmony contrast. He organized everything 
right down to the technical details... 

Dawn: How will these intricate sounds translate live? 

Michael: it will be entirely different on stage, much more simple 
and I like it that way. We've got a lot of new material to introduce 
too. 

Dawn: Quiet sounding songs? 

Michael: I would have expected they wOuld be, but somehow 
working with the present hand it's much more - in a weird way - 

like stadium rock! I don't mean it the way you might think, it's just 
that the music keeps building on crescendos and I could hear it in 
a huge place. It sounds very big to me, in a pure, uplifting kind of 
way. 

Dawn: Did you see the Swans changing musical style or did it 
happen all of a sudden? 

Michael: From our traditional sound, yeah. I just tried to get 
into something I could put my energy into honestly. I would have 
felt like a buffoon continuing with what we were doing because it 
could have easily have bled into self-parody. 

Dawn: How did "I Can't Find My Way Home" wind up on the 
album? 

Michael: We heard the song on the radio while we were on tour, 
and it sparked our interest. I was aware of it beforehand but never 
considered covering it. It's got a really nice, sad feel but at the 
same time kind of a searching quality to the melody and words. I 
obviously didn't want to imitate the original, but make it sound 
spacious and psychedelic. I'm really pleased with Jarboe's vocal 
in the song. It's really soulful. 

Dawn: The "River That Runs With Love..." and "Jane Mary" are 
also stunning songs. It's difficult to settle on one feeling or 
emotion while listening to the album. At times the music makes 
one feel lonely, yet hopeful and almost a sigh of relief. 

Michael: I've always believed that music has different functions. 
There is nothing wrong with dance music or anything like that. 
But the music I relate to the most has always had a certain effect 
on me, like blues for instance. There's nothing like listening to a 
really good blues singer, or artists like Tom Waits have that effect 

o on me. Or even Dylan - One of my favorite albums of all time is 
"John Wesley Harding". 

Dawn: What was your reaction to finally being signed to a major 
label? 

Michael: It doesn't surprise me considering the direction our 
music was heading in. It seemed appropriate, but we didn't 
deliberately change to get on a major label either. Looking at our 
past stuff it obviously didn't fit in the mainstream. I think what 
we're doing now could actually reach a much wider audience and 
I'm happy to do that. I'm not quite as bent on revenge to society 
at large as I used to be. 

Dawn: What does the song "Saved" mean to you? 

Michael: It says several things but one in particular comes to 
mind when I think of a woman I once knew. It's about losing 
yourself in a person. How good it felt and the ultimate collapse. 
The way the guitars sound against the lyrics makes you wonder if 
you're saved or just temporarily resuscitated. 

Dawn: Who designed the cover of the album? 

Michael: It's a photograph by Robert Mapplethorpe. I first saw 
it in the context of his retrospective at the Whitney Museum in 
New York, an exhibit that included pieces of his work from the 
really depraved sado-masochistic shots to the more recent photos 
using the body as a piece of sculpture. But I liked this one in 
particular because it seemed to embody all those things in a 
mysterious way. It's a sexual flower but • it's also a flower that's 
used for funerals and things. It also looks like it's burning and hot. 

Dawn: Does the motivation to write a song that will change 
society ever stir you? Or do you build your songs on a more 
personal level. 

Michael: I think it's a little bit of both. I'm not trying to preach 
to anyone but hopefully I'm sharing a common language or 
emotion. I'd really like to encourage everyone to vote GREEN. 
It's an important idea in Germany and Europe and I think 
everyone should be aware of it here. Like I said before, there are 
some references to ecological concepts on the album. Protesting 
through music is not something I'm capable of, and I'd probably 
be better off if I was but I can't proselytize through music very well. 
When I mentioned the sun burning a whole in the sky for instance, 
this takes on bigger implications than the simple political realities 
of it and I think about them a lot. I'm even worried about having 
a kid, thinking about what kind of a world he'd grow up in. We 
have a limited ecosystem and we keep using up resources as if they 
were endless, and they're not. Basically we behave as if we were 
living in the 19th century or before, but now the technology is 
devouring us. It's a dire situation and we need to do something 
about it.

RECORD OF THE WEEK 
Badlands, "Badlands'', Titanium/Atl 
Jake, Ray, Eric and Greg have let loose one of the best new 
albums of the summer, and are seeing, at least on our side of 
the world, HUGE response. The AORs are comin' in on 
"Dreams In The Dark" a little slowly, but enough to give them 
a push up 15 spots from 91-76* on the Hard Hundred. In the 
hard rock/metal realm, the record couldn't have asked for a 
better start. It began its assault on the chart with a debut at 
15* a coupla weeks ago, then went 15-6* last week, and this 
week makes the leap into the Top Five - landing at 3*. To top 
things off, the Lp is also pulling #5 Most Requested Metal 
with KBER, WBCN, WHMH, WHVY, WJUL, WKNH and 
WSOU among those reporting heavy action on the phone 
lines. The considerable individual talents within the lineup, 
allows Badlands, as a group, the comfort of playing the kind 
of music they want to play. And their abilities and reputations 
have created for them, perhaps the best working atmosphere 
they could wish for. Just listen to the record - you'll hear the 
results. Each member shines within their particular role, but 
as a unit, they are rock solid and undeniable. Ridin' the 
airwaves of the U.S.A. on: KNAC, KFMG, KGB, KGRG, 
KISW, KOZZ, KPGA, KRCK, KRSR (Heavy), KTEC,

faitl) No More, "The Real Thing", Slash/  
Reprise.... Some bands can define a particular genre with their 
brand of music, some can merely imitate it. Here is an act that 
virtually defies easy categorization into any one genre. With newly 
installed lead singer, Mike Patton easily slotting into the band's 
diverse and frenetic style, the new Lp runs the gamut from 
alternative dancy type tunes like "From Out Of Nowhere", to rap 
- "Falling To Pieces" and "Epic", to metal - "The Morning After", 
to the fringes of thrash on "Surprise! You're Dead". Then of course 
they offer up mesmerizing and spacy interludes that slam face first 
into an all out verbal assault on your senses as in "Zombie Eaters". 
On most of the cuts, they do a "throw all the parts up in the air and 
let them lay where they fall" type deal - meaning that on just about 
every song offered here, you get a taste of at least two or more of 
the musical styles mentioned above, (ex. "The Real Thing"). That 
makes for a wonderfully colorful, yet moody record. Patton's 
cutting serpentine voice, (which sometimes seems to brim with 
desperation and passion), just adds further dimension to the Lp's 
already abstract appeal. The music rises and falls in waves of 
sound, which keeps listening to it, from becoming a passive 
experience. Listen to "Underwater Love" (funky) and 
"Woodpecker From Mars" (a bizarre but fascinating 
instrumental), for even more diversity.

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Accept, "Eat The Heat", Epic.... The all new Accept seems to be creating quite a stir in metal camps nationwide. And with 
the release of the U .D.O. album at about the same time, the comparisons and remembrances are being tossed here, there and everywhere. 
Let's just be clear on one thing - these are two totally separate entities now and deserve to be treated as such. This band rocks with a 
whole new passion - and yes, this record's more commercially viable than some of their past efforts. For new vocalist David Reece and 
Co., that seems to be paying off just fine. The 12" alone, (for "Generation Clash/D-Train"), has already got these guys jammin' on our 
Hard Hitters chart - with a move from 12-9* this week, while hammering the phone lines - pulling #9 Most Requested Metal. Already 
the boys are gettin' good airtime on KNAC, KBER, KFMH, KGB, KGRG, KISW, KOZZ, KPGA, KRSR (Heavy), KTEC (#1), KUNV, 
WBCN, WCDB, WHVY (Heavy), WKNC, WMMS, WSOU, WWUH, Z-ROCK, ARN just to name a bunch.... You can expect even 
more of those hard-edged, heavy accents on the chorus and slammin' guitar sounds on any of the other 8 tracks on the record including 
the poundin' "Hellhammer", "Turn The Wheel", "X-T-C", "Chain Reaction" or "Prisoner", as well as the ballad-ish "Mistreated". Also be 
sure to check out the new vid for "Generation Clash" on your favorite video network. It's hot.

Cir_C11,Siàfiffifer, "StillAiletallilade/RCA.... If you have a band that came straight off the streets of New 
York City and you put them on vinyl, in what setting would you expect them to sound best? You guessed it - live on stage in a small club 
- their natural environment. That's not to say that their self-titled debut release of last year wasn't good, it was. It's just that I agree with 
the likes of MB's Cheryl Valentine when she says she feels this live Ep is, "More representative of the band's sound than the original 
album - it's more raw sounding". Alex Mitchell and crew specialize in what has been deemed "street rock", and there's no better way to 
grab hold of the full essence of gritty, unpolished street feel than in a live presentation. And this six song record kicks right into gear 
from the opening cut - what better than a grinding cover of Rick Derringer's "Still Alive And Well". From there they crash into the 
second single from their full album - "Motor" and where better than Detroit to record it, eh? Next up, "Letters From Home", the rockin' 
"White Trash Queen" and "Heart Attack", and then they finish 'em off with the previously CD only track, "Turn Up The Jams". Check 
'em out. 

.... Seems like L.A. is turning out a bunch of bands that fall into one of a few categories: 
hard rockin' blues based bands a la GNR, L.A. Guns, Great White, etc... glam bands or melodic pop rock bands, (most of which deliver 
nice, sincere messages aimed at the social and emotional consciousness within us all) - ex. Barren Cross, Stryper, and these guys Guardian. 
With a lead singer (Paul Cawley), that sounds incredibly like that master of hooks and melody lines - Don Dokken, it's not surprising 
that what you have here are some true middle of the road type rockers. While a few of the songs hint at the possibilities of something a 
little harder, most are filled with solid guitar riffing from Tony Palacios and the competent support delivered by bassist David Bach and 
drummer Rikk Hart. The lyrics are simple and honest; bolstered by some nice harmonies and strong, memorable chorus'. Unfortunately, 
perhaps due the thin production, some of the songs come off sounding just a wee bit slow on the take. A good dose of energy and some 
double tracking on the guitars could really fill these songs up and make them crunchier. As for the style of music these guys are going 
for - theVdeliver smooth and catchy tunes that could work well on the more mainstream metal blocks and since this is their (long delayed) 
debut, look for them to really become a force in years to come. From what I understand, they are also quite the live act so be sure to 
keep and eye peeled for future dates on the club circuit. Tracks to track include: "Miracle", "The Good Life", the Van Halenish "One 
Of A Kind", and "Rock In Victory".

Blacksmith, "Fire From Within", Tropico.... 
These guys have been paying their dues in upstate NY for almost 
four years now, having played with such metal luminaries as Skid 
Row, Wrathchild (yeah!), Talas, Anvil, Zodiac Mindwarp and 
Barren Cross among others. This makes them local giants, not 
just because they've been around there for so long, but because 
three of the band's four members are 6 foot 4 inches tall. The 
little guy in the band is vocalist Malcolm Mania, but where he 
is small in stature, his voice more than makes up for it. All that 
aside, the absolute coolest thing about this band is their 
apparent interest in vampires, a la the books of Amie Rice. 
Listen to 'Theatre Des Vampires". The idea for that one was 
taken from her "Interview With The Vampire" series, from 
which that eerie spoken intro is taken. Also check out "House", 
"A Taste Of Darkness" (a Sabbath style piece), "Hell To Pay" 
and "The Beast".

Running Wild, "Port Royal", Noise  
One of the few non-thrash acts on Noise, (don't worry, they're 
still German), this quartet's material sounds a good deal like 
something from Iron Maiden's "Killers" era. It's actually pretty 
frighteningly close. The main difference being, lyrically, 
Running Wild is more into pirates, pirates and more pirates 
than harlots or history. In fact, every song but "Into The Arena",

The roaring surf provided an aural back drop as he unpacked 
his bags from New York.

Yeah the Ramones have got a new one out. Their 12th record in 
their 15 year career. Starting back in 1974 fresh out of Forrest 
Hills High School, they soon spread their brand of education to 
the masses. Rock and roll high school had the highest enrollment 
levels since the baby boom of the sixties. Taking their name from 
Paul McCartney, who used ot go by the name Phil Ramone in the 
Silver Beatle days, the new Ramones specialized in the loud and 
fast and short rules that dictated the sounds of the next 
generation. Everyone from Metallica to the Sex Pistols learned 
the three R's, Rock, Roll and Rebel from our favorite fraternity. 
The new Lp is called "Brain Drain". It's produced by highly 
acclaimed producer Bill Laswell whose past credits include 
Motorhead, Iggy Pop and Public Image Ltd., with the exception 
of two songs "Pet Semetary" and "Merry Christmas (I Don't Want 
To Fight Tonight)", which are produced by their past producers 
Jean Beauvoir and Daniel Ray.... "A lot of bands have dropped 

out, and a lot of people have gotten old and deaf." says stick-pin 
singer Joey Ramone. "But we keep you vital. You can do your 
housework to the Ramones in half and hour!!".... The song "Pet 
Semetary" is of course, the title track to Stephen King's latest 
blockbuster film by the same name. King, a long time fan, 
personally asked the band to write it. The tour for this record will 
also reunite Marky Ramone on drums since Richie left right after 
the record was finished and two days prior to a string of concert 
appearances. 

"Big Game" is the title for the sophomore Atlantic release from 
White Lion, which just came out this week. The first single, "Little 
Fighter' was written by guitarist Vito Bratta and pin-up king, 
singer Mike Tramp. The song is about the Greenpeace 
Organization which rallys for ecological welfare and to which 
Tramp is donating his portion of the proceeds from the single. 
The 12" single is packed in a glossy collector's edition poster bag. 
This of course, will be a big hit with the ladies, the ladies, the 
ladies in the haus!! Mikey even poses with a sparkling new Harley. 
Check out their revved version of the Golden Earring classic 
"Radar Love" which besides Vito's ultra tasty fills, features Mike's 
new instrument revving up, sampled left to right in gear roaring 
style. The first side boasts a string of ballady singles, the best being

The self-produced warehouse 
shows drew anywhere from 300 to 600 kids at a pop and the $3.00 
admission was pure profit. To thwart any police intervention, one 
of the band guys' uncles happened to be a cop and told his fellow 
officers t let it be. How convenient. My God, I think every kid in 
America would die for this situation. In my town, it was garage to 
backyard to jail if we didn't stop that infernal racket! Well, some 
labels got wind of these major backyard shows, probably because 
they were out-drawing their label acts, and after a few offers, 
A&M had new artistes. The music on their debut "Surprise 
Attack" was produced by man in demand Joe "Blow" Hardy and 
is preettty heavvy duuude. Bluesy at times with Corder's scratchy 
screams edging the peak meters past the red zone. My favorites 
are the catchy "Walkin' Shoes", the contagious "28 Days" and the 
radio ready "Guilty". Managed by the capable hands of Richard 
Sanders and the Loud & Proud folks, this could be another White 
Lion story. Judging from the kind of girlfriends they keep, they 
have no problems in the "looks department". 

Power machine Sword, have been called "Fast, frantic and 
wonderfully heavy," by English metalzine Kerrang! and American 
publication Circus says, "A Canadian quartet with more firepower 
than the entire U.S. Persian Gulf Fleet". The reason for the 
international appeal? Well, check out their second Lp entitled 
"Sweet Dreams" produced by the father and son team of Jack and 
Garth Richardson. Father Jack is known for his work with The 
Guess Who and Alice Cooper, while son Garth's credits include 
engineering for Whitesnalce, Dokken and White Lion. The lead 
track for the Lp is "The Trouble Is", debuted last week on MTV's 
Headbanger's Ball and we're sure to hear more from them.

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The Pet Shop Boys are embarking on their first-ever tour. They 
are playing a few dates in Japan before going to Britain in July. 
Their special stage show will include dancers and a 45-minute 
film made by British director Derek Jarman. Included in the Pet 
Shop Boys' live band will be British jazz sax player Courtney 
Pine. 

In the wake of the worldwide Our Common Future" telecast, 
some artists are getting together to highlight the dangers facing 
the planet. Over 60 artists are featured on a new single, "Spirit 
Of The Forest," a benefit record to focus attention on the plight 
of the Brazilian rainforests. Among the artists singing on the 
disc are Donna Summer, Debbie Harry, Ringo Starr, Brother 
Beyond, Pink Floyd, Big Country, Fleetwood Mac and 
Olivia Newton-John. 

A concert by Bananarama in Belfast, Northern Ireland, was 
abandoned Saturday night after a bomb scare. An alarm was 
raised after two men left a suspicious package on a bus, and 
then ordered the driver to stop outside the concert hall where 
the group was to perform. Police say the hall and two nearby 
houses were evacuated and Army bomb disposal experts were 
called in. But the bomb scare eventually proved to be a hoax. 

Stevie Wonder praised the efforts of Solidarity while in 
Warsaw, Poland. He sang "I Just Called To Say I Love You" at 
an election office of the Solidarity movement, after a student 
complained that tickets to his show in Warsaw were too 
expensive. "I would like to thank all students and Solidarity 
members for giving me the opportunity to share with you 
through words, my love and support of your desire to see a 
better place, a better time," Wonder said. Wonder also met with 
Prime Minister Mieczyslaw Rakowski while in Poland. 

John Cipollina, founding member of the Quicksilver 
Messenger Service, has died from respiratory problems he's 
had in recent years. Cipollina was 45. He was born with severe 
asthma, and had been hospitalized last year with emphysema 
and recently had to use crutches ora wheelchair to get around. 

Acuff-Rose Music, the Nashville publishing company, is suing 
the estate of Roy Orbison for royalties for songs recorded just 
before he died. The lawsuit, filed in U.S. District Court in 
Nashvillé, contends that Orbison's widow, Barbara, convinced 
Orbison to breach a songwriting contract signed in 1985. 
Under the agreement, Orbison was to write at least 10 
marketable songs a year in return for a $70,000 annual fee. 
Acuff-Rose says Orbison never delivered the songs even 
though he was paid for the first year. "Acuff-Rose will continue 
to suffer damages and irreparable harm to the extent that Mrs. 
Orbison and Orbisongs continue to exploit the published and 
un-published songs," the lawsuit says. The lawsuit seeks $1 
million in damages and triple the profits of songs Orbison write 
between July 185 and his death in December. The lawsuit also 
contends that Orbison's widow interfered with plans for a 
movie based on Orbison's life. 

The Allman Brothers Band begins a U.S. tour on June 20 in 
New York. It will be the first tour by the group since 1980. The 
band is just beginning rehearsals in Sarasota with original 
members Gregg Allman, Dickey Betts, Butch Trucks and 
Johnny "Jaimoe" Johnson. Guitarist Warren Hanes, 
keyboardist Johnny Neel and bass player Alan Woody have 
been recruited as new members of the group. The tour 
coincides with the release of "Dreams," a 55-song compilation 
of group and solo material, and a new album by the Allman 
Brothers will be released (on Epic Records) after the tour. Betts 
says the band isn't sure when the new album will be recorded. 
"This is something we'd all like to have done three years ago, 
but the time wasn't right for it," Betts says. "There's a lot more 
demand and interest for it now." 

The South Carolina Department of Corrections has refused to 
let James Brown tape an interview to help a French television 
program celebrating the country's bicentennial. Brown did get 
a brief trip away from his jail cell, so that he could testify before 
a New York grand jury. The New York Post reports that the 
grand jury may be considering tax evasion by Reverend Al 
Sharpton. 
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Larry Carlton, injured last year when shot with a . 357-caliber 
Magnum by an unknown assailant at a Los Angeles studio, has 
started a new fund to help victims of violent crime. "I realized 
there are a lot of innocent folks who are victimized daily and 
they need help," he says. "We've started HIP, which stands for 
Helping Innocent People. We're using this tour to raise 
awareness that this organization is there to provide 
assistance." He says his current tour will raise money for HIP. 
"I'll be touring now through the fall in the U.S., Europe and 
Japan. It's going to be a busy year. I have a lot of making up 
to do." 

Ike Turner has been arrested in Los Angeles on suspicion of 
being under the influence of cocaine. Police say he ran a stop 
sign in West Hollywood, and they found an unloaded 
.38-caliber revolver in his car along with some cocaine. Turner 
served a jail term of over a year after being found with 5.6 grams 
of cocaine in his car in 1987. 

John Cougar Mellencamp is asking people to write to the 
Commission on Chicago Landmarks, urging them to give the 
Chess Studios on the south side of Chicago permanent 
landmark status. Many classic records were recorded there by 
Muddy Waters, Nowlin' Wolf, Bo Diddley, Chuck Berry and 
the Rolling Stones. "All the songs that were done here were 
what you cut your teeth on as kids," he says. 

A judge in New York has dismissed a $6.5 million libel lawsuit 
filed by Joan Jett against Playboy magazine. She contended 
that the magazine hurt her reputation when it mistakenly 
identified her as a woman posing in a bathtub in the magazine's 
May 1982 issue. 

Youssou N'Dour has a new album just out in England and 
Europe, called "Shaking The Tree." The title track was 
co-written with Peter Gabriel and was recorded at Gabriel's 
studio in Bath, England. The song urges liberation for women 
in his native country of Senegal. "Senegal is basically a Muslim 
country," N'Dour says. "The woman is under the control of the 
man because of the religion there. It's not flagrant, but the 
women is more or less dominated. Peter and I thought it would 
be good to write a song about it. It says, 'Liberate yourself, get 
out of the household." 

Rock performers in Hong Kong have banded together to 
record a song for the Chinese students in Beijing. More than 
40 of the biggest names in the Cantonese pop world have 
recorded a song called "For Freedom." The chorus, translated 
into English, says "love freedom, for freedom, for you and I can 
strive for progress." 

Bruce Springsteen, U2 and Jackson Browne have donated 
money to the only televised news magazine program still 
allowed to operate in South Africa, called "South Africa Now." 
The non-profit organization is funded entirely by donations, 
and seeks to maintain a hold on freedom of the press in the 
country. 

The band America is still around, though it has been searching 
for a record label for the past four years. "These last few years 
I've been a little disappointed that we can't seem to get anyone 
behind us record-companywise," says Dewey Bunnell. "I don't 
know why that is, especially right now with the sort of classic 
rock format on radio making it as big as it is." The band has 
been touring every summer for the past years. "We've really 
become comfortable these last three years with the show," he 
says. "I think we respect performing more than we may have 
over the years when we took for granted the success and the 
hubbub of the rock & roll lifestyle." 

Groundbreaking has been held for an Alabama Music Hall of 
Fame to be located in Tuscumbia. A bond issue has been sold 
that will pay for a museum, which will be the first of three 
buildings housing the hall of fame. The rest of the $4.5 million 
complex is to include a theater featuring audio and video 
recording facilities and a research library of Southern music. 

Guitarist Reeves Gabrels of Tin Machine says David Bowie's 
told him he expects to keep the group together for another two 
albums. " It will end only when our desire to make noise at each 
other goes away," Gabrels says. Tin Machine plans to tour 
smaller venues in Britain instead of big concert halls. A 
spokesman for Bowie says "this is a Tin Machine tour, not a 
Bowie greatest hits show." Bowie has gotten engaged to 
22-year-old dancer Melissa Hurley. Hurley, a former dancer 
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on the television series "Fame," met Bowie when she was his 
lead dancer for the 1987 "Glass Spider" tour. 

A University of North Carolina-Greensboro, sociology 
professor has given her class an assignment to study fans of 
the Grateful Dead. Rebecca Adams has told students in her 
applied social theory to attend eight Dead shows on the band's 
tour this summer. After three weeks in the classroom, she'll go 
along with them to lecture during a bus trip for the shows, and 
when they complete the tour, the students will have to write up 
their findings. Adams says there are three types of Dead fans: 
hard-core Deadheads, student Deadheads who aren't quite so 
avid, and professional Deadheads, who have jobs in the real 
world but come to the occasional show. Adams says Jerry 
Garcia will see the five best papers from the class. 

Motorhead's Lemmy is speaking out about violence at rock 
concerts. He says he was literally struck by the magnitude of 
the problem when a sharpened coin thrown on stage cut his 
fingers "almost to the bone." He says that in the future, he'll take 
Motorhead off of the stage if there is any sign of trouble at their 
shows, and he thinks other bands should do the same. "If they 
start throwing things, the band will leave the stage," Lemmy 
says. " If everybody did that, we could stop this within a month." 
He says he doesn't understand violence at shows and he has 
little patience for it. " If it puts me out of work, then OK," he says. 
"The ridiculous thing is that if I leave the stage I'll get sued but 
I'm not putting myself on the line. If this doesn't stop, 
somebody's likely to get killed." 

The Grammy Awards next year will include separate categories 
for hard rock and heavy metal. The change was prompted by 
the outcry over Jethro Tull beating out Metallica for the hard 
rock/heavy metal award this year. The trustees of the National 
Academy of Recording Arts & Sciences has also made it more 
difficult for singles from older albums to win awards, but it has 
widened the criteria for the best new artist and producer of the 
year nominations. 

A recent survey in New York found that homosexuals buy many 
more records than heterosexuals. The Simmons Market 
Research Bureau found gays buy 4.5 times more records than 
the national average. They also buy 8.3 times as many CDs and 
three times more cassettes. In addition, the survey found that 
gays like all forms of popular music, except for hard rock. 

R.E.M. drummer Bill Berry was recently rushed to a hospital 
in Munich, West Germany, after collapsing with a bronchial 
infection. He was running such a dangerously high 
temperature that doctors instructed him to stay in the hospital 
for observation. It turns out he had contracted Rocky Mountain 
Spotted Fever. The band was forced to cancel the rest of the 
German tour. 

Former Models members Sean Kelly, Andrew Duffield and 
James Valentine have reunited to form a band called Sean 
Kelly And His Absent Friends. The group also includes INXS 
bass player Gary Beers and Machinations drummer John 

Mackay. Kelly has a solo single out in Australia and will have 
an album out later this year. 

Eric Burdon is the new singer for the Australian band the Party 
Boys. Burdon will perform some of the Animals' hits when he 
tours with the band down under. It's not known if Burdon will 
stay with the band long enough to do any recording.
