olumpia.... In case anyone’s forgotten, Billy Joel first hit
the music scene as a rocker. Before he went solo, he paid his
rock’n’roll dues as part of recording groups like The Hassles and
then Atilla, whose album features a tasty cover picture taken in a
meat packing plant. Those facts are about the only ones not
covered in his new song, "We Didn’t Start The Fire", which has to
be the most enjoyable history lesson any of us are likely to hear.
This is Joel’s first studio effort since 1986’s "The Bridge" and it
reflects an artist still very much at the peak of his creative powers,
both lyrically and musically. Co-produced with Mick Jones the
song effortlessly chronicles the key events of the last 30 odd years
- and haven’t they been? The chorus is a joy to hear, with a
powerful hook that demands attention and will be spinning
around in your head after only one listen, regardless the
conditions. Just check out what Ty Banks at KQWB has to say.
"I've only heard it once, and that was over the phone. Even so,
could still tell that it has great hooks and really rocks." Better
listening conditions will result in similar responses, as
demonstrated by Chris Herrmann at WHJY. "I recently heard
the new Joel at a listening party. It’s the strongest thing he’s done
in a while.

Pollack puts his arm around the shoulder of Jack Bruce and
proclaims him to be, "One of rock’s truly great voices", we listen.
So should you. And while Clapton’s guitar is usually thought of
as the backbone of Cream, a strong argument can be made for
Jack’s bass and especially his vocals. These points are driven
home in strong fashion after only a few listens to "No Surrender".
All the elements that created classics in the 60’s are there to enjoy,
but the sound is totally contemporary. A fact efficiently
reinforced by Charlie Logan at WYNF, "My God, this guy is
creating music for the 80’s, he’s not just an icon of the 60’s."
Another enthusiastic supporter for Bruce’s return is Tom Guild
at WRDU. "Jack has one of the most wonderful voices in rock.
It’s great to have him back." For the curious, the guitar parts are
played by Jimmy Ripp, whose resume includes back up work on
the Mick Jagger solo tours. Regardless the supporting cast, this
is Jack’s project and he knows what he’s doing. In his words, "I'm
a political person and I've made a political record. But I don’t
want to dwell on the politics because it’s the overall effect that I'm
after. The main thing is, here I am again". And we're all musically
enriched by that simple fact.

In fact, a solid argument can be made that the Heads are the most successful group
to ever cross out of Alternative into the Mainstream. "Rei Momo" represents David’s first solo project that isn’t the soundtrack for
another work and the first that he will be supporting with a solo tour, which will run from the middle of October until the end of November.
By no means does this signal the demise of the Talking Heads, but rather another demonstration of the creative, fertile mind of this
Time magazine cover boy. Co-produced with Steve Lillywhite, the music is heavily influenced by Byrne’s love for Brazilian rhythms.
The lead track is "Make Believe Mambo", which contains elements that will quickly connect with your listeners, especially those familiar
with David’s past work.

In the
final analysis though, the most impressive work records have to be
ABWH (14) and Love And Rockets (15), both acts having shown
strong moves up the chart, Stock in any of these groups has to be
a good bet for any format watcher but we anticipate that the Don
Henley (18 & 21) represents the best low risk investment in the
face of the Aerosmith and Stones blitz that we all know will stand
the Fourth Quarter on its collective head. We also would be glad
to put a six dollar win-place-show bet on Skid Row (42) who may
seem a bit of a long shot for the next Quarterly Review, but only
to those without an ear for each side of their head.

PROGRESSIVE ALBUMS

A common misnomer is to characterize Alternative and
Progressive stations as quick change artists. Early on, early off
and on tothe next thing. And while that may be true when it comes
certain tertiary artists, the YTD chart shows a strong and steady
pulse when the focus shifts to some of the musical mainstays of
this brave new world. The Love And Rockets (1) performance is
a prime example. Long the darlings of College radio, the band
found that the welcome mat was all but surgically applied to the
self same PD/MD combos who made them such a cause celebre
in the beginning. The Cure (2) also rises on a flood of bankable,
near legendary, good will on the part of the Alternative
community and the continued love affair with The Replacements
(3), XTC 2’1) and Elvis Costello (5) only serves to underscore just
how loyal the Alternative community is to their own Olympians.
Big strategic moves this Quarter were posted by two Elektra acts
with The Pixies (7) and 10,000 Maniacs (9) both showing steady
increases across the last six months. In fact, the only truly
dramatic move at the top of the YTD is that huge leap registered
by Pil (12) with help from those manly meat eaters at Virgin.
Otherwise the top of the chart shows little of the shuffle that might
otherwise be expected. As for the biggest debuts this Quarter,
they come from The The (15) and the faultlessly inimitable B-52’s
(18), both of whom have hit the scene with albums that have been
roundly proclaimed to be among their best to date.

Kronos Quartet and Ryuichi Sakamoto
among many others. Lately, his creative
juices are flowing in a South American vein
with a compilation of Brazilian pop son
released earlier this year, now followed by
his own original folk-Latin interpretations that thrive on "Rei
Momo". Joined by musicians from the Ruben Blades and Celia
Cruz circles, Byrne sets out on a global journey that tangles these
sounds together, filling musical space as densely as a rain forest.
The intertwining, clip-clop percussion (bongo, timbal, conga),
erratic strings (acoustic and electric guitars, mandolin, cello) and
a brassy celebration of horns joined in concert shower you with
a pure, spiritual beat and per]lty melodies. Although his voice is
s0 locked in to Heads history, it’s easy to absorb this departure
with just as much free-thinking energy as the players contribute

greatest achievement is that he doesn’t steer away from the
traditional magijc of this musical style.

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WHERE THE WILD THINGS ARE

" players. Just take a
look at the credits on
the back of any
soundtrack or pop
record and you’re
bound to find an arms
length of session
players names. Most
musicians don’t ever end up in that position. It’s a tough, com-
petitive business ruled by ad agency business minds and uptight
producers who are being crushed by the ad agency morons. So
allthe weight is transferred to the studio players. But it does give
a pretty rigorous training field and a lot of the players eventually
move on to bigger and better things, right? "I hated Toto" says
the average rock and roll kid." Those session guys are soo0
boring!" And then along comes Giant. You've probably heard
them already because they're being added to AOR playlists
across the country and MTV just stopped them into Hard 30 rota-
tion. It’s a band, who, if you didn’t know the inside story, you
might think it’s another prefabricated, hot shot studio players,
stroke session. But it’s not. Guitarist Dann Huff, who has spent
the last six years in LA paying on all kinds of records and ngles
from Whitesnake to Madonna, is a bonafide rocker. And he sings
pretty ballsy too. Keyboardist Alan Pasqua has spent years on
the road and in the studio with Sanatana, Bob Dylan, Eddie
Money and John Fogerty to name a few. But drummer Dave
Huff, Danny’s younger brother, is basically an unknown and bas-
sist Mike Brignardello is from Nashville where he struggled to
keep above water playing any music he could. So it’s a mix, of
seasoned and unseasoned players playing fiery new rock. It
sounds like the ultimate definition of the classic AOR

stuff, pulling up visions of Bad Company, Kansas (in their earlier
days), Foreigner and all highlighting Dann’s superfluid guitar
drops The album starts off with a pretty gutsy Satriani-esque
guitar run and leads into their current single "I'’m a Believer'. It’s
nothing new, but it’s done better than most anything out there
right now.

"For years we would be in the studio for nine and ten hours a day."
says Huff "In the momning, we would maybe do a jingle, in the after-
noon a pop album, and at night maybe a heavy metal record, so

you wear a lot of hats."...."But it’s not the most creative outlet" adds

Pasqua."You're playing other people’s stuff and they’re calling you
because they want you to play like somebody else or to fill a certain
style."....

"A Couple of years ago," says Huff,"we were doing these really cool
Budweiser commercials together, me and Alan. They had no writ-
ten music and they just wanted us to improvise to the video. They
kept asking me to sound like Steve Vai. And my thing was, if you
want Steve Vai, get Steve Vai. Budweiser can afford it. In the end,
it turned out to be one of the most successful commercials. Andwe
did make a lot of money. But we quit playing sessions. We saw too
many bands trying to make their own music whilst playing other
people’s music and it was like splitting yourself too much. So we
decided to concentrate all our efforts on the band."

But with all the drops, and all the
experience the guys are worried.
"Sometimes there is a stigma be-
cause these other studio super-
groups form and all they turn out is
junk." says Brignardello. "It’s
really not bad to come from that
background because you’re forced
to play alot of stuff you might not
normally play and you learn from
that.".... "Wecan’twait to play live,"
adds Huff. "People think that
we're not going to want to tour, but we’re just the opposite." Judg-
ing from Huff’s virtuistic guitar abilities the hard rock audience
shouldn’t have a problem swallowing Giant. But as Huff says in
his characteristic ’hyperactive charm’, "We made a conscious ef-
fort to not make a record that just shows our chops. There will be
time for that in future records and live shows, because that’s what
people are paying for. There are a lot of bands, who I feel, write a
song as an afterthought just so they could show much of a wizard
he is. Why?! That’s gonna be gone tomorrow. Nobody’s going to
remember that. A few guitar freaks maybe. I mean, let’s look at the
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Beatles, Led Zeppelin, people like that. It’s songs first. Play the
songl"

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RISE OF AN ANGEL - THE FIFTH ANGEL

Back in 1987, the tale of Fifth Angel began on these shores as Epic picked up and re-released the band’s self-titled debut. Already a
couple of years old, the material still rang true to the ears of hard rock/metal fans across the nation and they carried it to #2 on all
the metal charts. Now chapter two in their story opens with the aptly title "Time Will Tell" and with it comes a slightly different musi-
cal approach for the band. Still present however is the power and majesty - like a signature etched in Ted Pilot’s vocals and the
thunder of the musicians (Ed Archer, Kendall Bechtal, John Macko and fill in drummer Ken Mary) who support him. Two years in
the making, it was worth every minute of the wait. And recently Ted called to fill us in on the continuing saga that is Fifth Angel.

Chris: 1 wanted to start off by talking briefly about your last
record (’87). It was about two years old by the time Epic picked
it up and got it out to everyone. Did you feel that it was still rep-
resenta‘}ive of what your music sounded like at the time of its
release?

Ted: See,.it’s adittle strange how we got that first record out. You
know, a lot of people say when you get signed to a major label that
you sell out and become more commercial (o attract radio attention.
Well for us it was kind of the opposite. On the first album we were
actually signed by Mike Vamey of Shrapnel and he wanted us to do
material that was a lot heavier than we like to write. If you listen to
the new album you’ll hear that some of the material is heavy but it’s
interspersed with some lighter more AOR type tracks and ballads...
things like that. And that’s basically how the first album sounded
except all that type of thing, the more commercial sounding material,
was axed. Because he was targeting a heavy metal audience. So
basically what we have is a first album that was like the heavier side
of Fifth Angel but that never did really show Fifth Angel as it should
be shown. As it is on this album.

What I think was so great about it was that even though the
material was older and maybe not exactly representative of what
you pictured Fifth Angel to be, and even without a tour, it went
to #2 on all the metal charts.

Yeah I think it was a good album. I really enjoyed the material on
it, but I think the new one definitely is more mature sounding. Just
because it has been such a long time between albums.

Being that it was such a long time in between, did you find your-
self overloaded with a ton of songs when you went in to record?

Yeah, actually we had quite a
few that we’d written, but
whatwe usually do anywayis §
always know what songs are

gonna be on the next album.
We had ten that we liked a lot
and the others were just so-
so. So, we figured well why 1
even submit so-so songs to
the record label. If we think
a song should be on an
album then we feel the label
should think so too. So basi-
cally we submitted ten songs
to them and they took all ten, |
and we didn’t have to dig §
around or anything.

During all that time, wasn’t
it hard not to get dis-
couraged and frustrated?

(laughs) Yeah, we got real
discouraged. In fact I think
there’s still a lot of negative feelings about that whole period even
now with the new album coming out.

Even this record’s been done for awhile too hasn’t it?

Yeah, this record’s been done since March. We started at the very
end of January, and then I think we finished mix down near the very
first part of April. And it was supposed to be released in June, no
actually the end of May then it got pushed off to June, then July and
August and here we are iri. Septémber. But, that’s kind of the story
of how things have been going for us. Things always seem to kind
of get pushed off.

A hurry up and walt type deal.

Exactly. Everyone gets all excited to do something and then it
doesn’t happen.

Now that this one’s finally getting released everyone must be feel-
ing some relief or are you all not really feeling it yet?

Um, we’re really not. There’s been so much of this wait and see type
of thing that we get excited when we actually see it happen. It’s kind

of like a delayed reaction. We’ll probably get excited three weeks
from now (laughs).

Since the last record was so much heavier, are you worried that
the metal audiences are not going to pick up on this one like they
did the first?

I really don’t think so, because like I say, the first record isn’t NOT
Fifth Angel, it’s just the heavier side af us. Whereas this album still
has that heavier side but it also has a lighter sille too. So, I don’t
think that the person who bought the first one will be disappointed
with the second. 1just think that there are maybé four songs that are
in their vein of music, but there are definitely some crossover songs
which they really might also like or that could easily be played jgr
someone who isn’t into heavy metal.

The last record did have the very heavy, dark and gothic feel, and
when people heard the name Fifth Angel they were kind of mis-
reading what the band was all about. Did you get a sense of that?

Oh definitely. I mean the first question we were asked in almost
every interview was, "Are you a religious band?" - just because we did
take Fifth Angel from the Bible. Since it was such a gothic album
some people thought that, 1) we were satanic or 2) that we were a
Christian band trying a new twist to get our music across. We even
had some albums burned down south.... seriously. So, that’s kind
of interesting. If you listen to the lyrics, you know there’s nothing
satanic about us.

Even the album art for "Time Will Tell", has that pagan type
figure on the front. Aren’t you worried about people

misunderstanding that too?

Yeah, I actually am a bit. 1
like the way it looks but on
& the other hand we really
{ weren’t gonna go for that
% type ojgthing with this
= album. We were plannin,
i on going with a more "soft"
type of cover that wasn’t so
hard edged or religious
looking or anything like that.
The only positive thing 1
| have to say about it, aside
§ from the fact that I really do
i like the antwork itself, is that
if you see this album in a
store you kinda know it’s
gonna be a Fifth Angel
# record. I mean the two
t covers are very similar.
That’s one thing that really
% like about it. If you saw it
§ from a distance and you

have thefirst one, then you’ll
just kind of know.

1 guess that applies to your music as well. Because it’s got a uni-
que feel and sound to it, yet it’s instantly identifiable as Fifth
Angel - due in large part to your voice.

Oh thank you. I mean that’s one thing we really'strive foris to have
our own sound.

When you write, since you are the principle songwriter,; do you
spend as much time developing the music as you do thelyrics -
does gither really take precedence? What do you-concentrate on
most?

A lot of bands write the melody and lyrics first, but this band pretty
much writes the majority of the time, the basic guitar lines and the
basic backbone pf the song first. I write the melody and lyrics last
and the reason'why I do that is because the song will give me a cer-
tain feeling and I'll write the lyric to fit that.

So you’re more concerned with the overall feel of the song and
not so much concerned with the effect it may have on listeners,
or not particularly interested in relaying messages.
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No. It’s ant. And if you start stifling your creativity because you’re
worried about what someone’s gonna think of it, well then I think
it’s time to stop being an artist. I think you have to be an artist first
and foremost.

What inspired you to do a cover of "Lights Out" on this record?

Well that’s kind of interesting. We’ve aiways wanted to do a cover
and they said if 'you want to-dosone more song on the album you
can. So Ed gnd I weresitting'down in my basement one night just
looking through some albums and 1 pulled. out the U.F.O. live
album. And we thought, “Hey there’s probably some songs on here
that nobody’s ever thought o?doing".

What's interesting td¢ me is that, "Lights Out’ is such a classic
rock staple, yet it really fits into your sound....

That’s a problem we’ve had. We've tried lots and lots of remakes
and we never found a song thatwhen we played it, sounded like Fi ifth
Angel. Everything else we’d done kind of lost our sound, but this
one kind of took on a new personality which was nice.

What do you want people to hear when they listen to your record?

Well, I think for one thing, a feeling of progression and of course the

basic melody. We are a melodic and structured band and I think

this sound is a mature one, and I want to build a following of in-

dividuals who like this particular kind of sound. ’Cause like you

brought out earlier, it is different. I think if we can get people that

gnjoy this type of sound and develop a solid following behind the
and.

And, of course, they will be taking this album to AOR, right?

Oh yeah. I mean metal radio is great but AOR basically just hits so
many people. And I think bands need that kind of exposure espe-
cially nowadays because there are so many metal bands that are
doing the crossover thing. I think it would ge great for Fifth Angel,
to besides just metal, really push hard at AOR.

What’s happening within the line-up? There have been some
changes we should talk about.

James (Byrd) is out and we have Kendall (Bechtal) now. Basical-
2! we were having personality conflicts with James s0'we had to let

im go, but that was really a while back.,86, Kendall plays guitar on
this record. James actually hasn’t been in the band for almost ayear
and a half. The first album was pretty muchwritten by myself, James
and Ed (Archer), whereas the majority of this one was written byEd
and myself. So, I think that’s another reason why this Lp might
sound a lttle different. And of course Ken Mary helped out on
drums.

What’s been happening with the open drum slot, since Ken’s still
very much involved with House Of Lords... and who knows what
else?

Well, basically we have a drummer that we're using and rehearsing
with, but we haven't decided to keep hinlz(yet as a full ime member
so I won’t say any name yet. Like with Kendall it took us probabliy
eight months beﬁ‘)’re we decide if we're going to keep him or not. It
takes us a long time, especially after the experiences we had with
James. You think you know somebody.... which is something I'm
sure you've heard a million times (laughs).

Did the band do any touring at all with the first record?

We did some local stuff, but we never did do a national tour. I think
the closest we came was the Yngwie Malmsteen tour. It just never
really materialized and you know as well as do how bad the tour
situation’s been. Especially in our position, because if you're not a
gold or platinum act jf’s teglly gonna be tough to get on anything.

Even the gold and p’latlhnﬁn ACts are having a hard time cutting
it out on the road.

It’s still a bad thing. We’rg just hoping that this record sells enough
units... I mean I know we're touring, but just want it to be a decent
tour. I don’t want to have to go out and play 200 seaters the whole
time. So far it looks like the end of October for a starting point.

What about videos? I guess that’s gonna rely pretty heavily on
the label getting a budget for one together.

Right. They've pretty much told us that they are gonna do a video.
What there gonna do is put the record out there - the promo copies
Just went out, and we’re gonna see which song stations pick up on
and which song the kids really want to hear. I think the band’s
preference is pretty much "Wait For Me". That’s the one we’d like to
see done as a video. As far as the label goes, I think it’s more ofa
wait and see deal, but they don’t want to wait to long 'cause we’d like

to kind of get a video out simultaneously with the tour. So we'd

probably be looking to work on one sometime in October... or at least
that would be nice.

What kind of an image would you want to project in the video?
Would you employ those goth images at all?

No, no no. Ithink we’d go fora much "cleaner" image. Because real-
by, that’s how the band is.” This band isn’t really a bash-your-head-
against-the-wall, party animal type band. We’re a little cleaner than
a lot of other bands out there now, which may be good or bad. We
don’t have any tattoos or anything. We’re justus. I'think that’s what
I'd like to see the label capitalize on. That difference, just like the
different music. I figure go for broke. If is-doesn’t work well at least
you gave it a shot, but if it does work, well then that’s a very good
thing.

How was it working with Terry Brown on this one as opposed to
Terry Date on the last one?

Yeah, we like to work with Terrys as producers ( laughs). It went real-
ly well. We had a few conflicts, but you know that’s the nature of the
beast. Whenever you have someone working with your material
you're gonna have some conflict. But I think actually when it’s all
said and done, now that I have the advance copy it actually sounds
real good. It tummed out real well, and I have to admit I had my
doubts when we had just the master copies because there were some
things I didn’t like about the mixing and stuff. But, it’s been mastered
again and put down... and I think it sounds really good.

Have you guys ever considered producing your own records?

Well actually Ed Archer and myself produce on the side. We work
with local bands and we had a'real big hand in producing our first
albums . On this one we did play a role in production but not nearly
like we did on the first one. Originally we were planning on produc-
ing this album ourselves but the label wanted an outside producer
fo come in. So we'll see on the next one, it’s something I would real-
ly enjoy doing. See, if you do it yourself you can get it to sound the
way you hear it and then people can really get an idea of what you
want your music to come across.

What do you see as being your biggest obstacle in getting this
record out there and heard and selling?

Oh definitely marketing. No question about it, because I figure once
the band does the album and are willing to do whatever it takes to
tour or whatever... there’s nothing else you can do. That’s it forus
pretty much. Basically from there everything else is in the iabel’s
hands. You know, marketing wise - getting the video out, inde-
pendent promotion if at all possible, press and publicity. And that
stuff sometimes is difficult to get. It’s almost a Catch-22 situation
unless you get a lot of support.” If the album does well you getalot
of press, if it’s not you don’t get any. You need a lot of}‘;?ress to sell
albums. So to get that initial press happening you really need for the
label to pull some strings and get people behind the band.

It seems like Epic is really behind you, and there must be such a
huge difference between them and Shrapnel.

Yeah they’re really starting to.come around in the last few weeks.
Shrapnel pretty mich used the frisbee effect. They just kind of just
frisbeed it out there and saidy "well if itdoes good than okay and if
it doesn’t well that’s fine too."

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There’s been a storm of protest in Dublin, Ireland, over ticket
prices for five shows U2 are planning for their hometown this
Christmas. The ticket prices are $30 to $40 for the show, the
highest price ever for a rock concert in the history of Ireland.
Members of Parliament and the president of the Irish Students’
Union have criticizes the prices as excessive, but a spokesman for
the band’s record label defends them as necessary because of
production costs. There are plans to broadcast one of those shows,
possibly the New Year’s Eve concert, live on television to several
countries.

Ozzy Osbourne’s wife is withdrawing the charge she made against
her husband, claiming that he threatened to kill her. A prosecutor
revealed in a Magistrate’s Court in Beaconsfield, England, that
Sharon Osbourne wishes to withdraw the allegation. During the
hearing, the court agreed to let him visit his wife and the couple’s
three children. The prosecutor said, in the hearing that, "It is clear
the parties are successfully seeking to sort out their difficulties."

Fela Kuti walked off stage at a New York show for almost an hour,
claiming he hadn’t been paid. The show at the Ritz was the last
date on Kuti’s first U.S. tour in three years. Only about a third of
the audience waited for Kuti’s return.

Joseph Simmons of Run DMC, Jello Biafra of The Dead
Kennedys and Vernon Reid of Living Colour were among the
artists who gathered for a rally at Lafayette Square, across from
the White House in Washington, that sought to defend rock & roll
fromits critics, most notably the Parents’ Music Resource Center.
Speakers opposed ratings on records, and efforts to prevent
controversial issues from being explored in contemporary music.
Reid called the PMRC "an attack on the creative impulse." Biafra
commented that "Eastern bloc countries are lifting more and more
of their restrictions.” Just before the rally, leaders of the group
Music In Action delivered petitions to the U.S. Justice
Department calling for the government to resist censorship of pop
music. The rally marked the 200th anniversary of the Bill of Rights.

Billy Joel has filed a $90 million lawsuit against his manager,
Frank Weber. Weber is also the brother of Joel’s former wife,
Elizabeth. The $90 million lawsuit against Frank Weber, his wife,
Lucille, and his video company, was filed in New York Supreme
Court. It seeks $30 to $60 million in punitive damages, claiming
that Weber has "maliciously defrauded" him since 1979.
Documents filed with the court claim that Weber and his wife
didn’t repay $2.5 million in "supposed loans" that Weber lost over
$10 million of Joel’s money by investing in speculative ventures
when Joel had asked him to invest conservatively. Other claims in
the court papers are that Weber double-billed Joel for his music
videos and that he mortgaged the copyrights to Joel’s songs. On a
radio show a few days earlier, Joel had dedicated his song, "It’s 4
Matter Of Trust", to Weber. In a related story... Billy Joel was
rushed to a New York hospital after suffering from kidney stones
just before he was to board a Concorde flight to London. Joel was
en route to London to promote his new "Storm Front" album.

There may be two competing concerts next year at the site of
Buddy Holly’s last show in Clear lake, Iowa. The shows are being
put on by two different groups that want to have an event 30 years
to the day after Holly played that last show. Darryl Hensley, who
has permission from Holly’s widow, Marie, to use Holly’s name,
is going to have his concert at the county fairgrounds. The Surf,
the club where Holly played the final time, is planning its own
"Winter Dance Party" at the venue. Both promoters say they’ll have
more people at their show, even though ticket prices are going to
be on the high side.

After finishing some Australian dates, Dinosaur Jr. won’t be
performing or recording any more, now that J. Mascis has left the
band to return to college.

David Ruffin, the former lead singer of The Temptations, has
been ordered to remain in a jail in Detroit until he gets into a
month-long drug rehabilitation program in New York. Ruffin
admitted in court that he’s used narcotics even though he’s on

probation for using cocaine. He was five hours late for the court
hearing, and could have been given a one-year jail term for
probation violation. It was the third time since he went on
probation last year that he’d tested positive for opiates.

Squeeze’s Glenn Tilbrook and Chris Difford put on a "rare
acoustic performance" at a New York club that included covers
of Pink Floyd’s "Money", Free’s "All Right Now" and Frank Ford’s
"Sea Cruise". The hour-and-a-half show was part of a brief
promotional visit by the pair. Squeeze will tour the U.S. for about
a month and a half beginning in early November.

Ian McCulloch has put together a four-piece band to tour in
support of his solo album, "Candleland". Liz Frazier of The
Cocteau Twins sings with McCulloch on the album’s title track.

The Primitives reportedly are close to breaking up, with Tracy
Tracy recording three songs for a single that should be out by the
end of this year. Guitarist P.J. Court has also been working on
some material, though The Primitives are scheduled to tour
Britain next month,

Marching bands of opposing football teams have been told not to
play "Louie, Louie" at the University of South Carolina football
stadium. The school says there’s a stipulation in the school’s
insurance policy which says "Louie, Louie" won’t be played
because it causes people to dance, possibly causing damage to the
stadium’s structure.

Some songs originally written for the last Love & Rockets LP will
emerge this fall as part of an EP, according to Daniel Ash of the
band.

R.E.M. were honored at a reception at the U.S. Botanical Garden
in Washington, D.C., sponsored by U.S. Congressman Wyche
Fowler of Georgia. The $100-per-person event raised money for
environmental groups that R.E.M. supports.

George Harrison plays guitar on "Leave A Light On", the first
single from Belinda Carlisle’s upcoming album, "Runaway
Horses". The album will include flyers promoting the organization
People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals, and an
environmental group called the Earth Communication Office.

Joe Cocker recorded his new album, "One Night Of Sin", at the
famous New York studios of Atlantic Records. He was the last
person to use the historicsite before it was closed and the building
knocked down. "You could feel the history in the place, really,”
Cocker says. "The walls have heard everything, taken the best and
the worst. They've closed down all the old (company-owned
studios) and replaced them with keyboard machines, it seems. It
leaves a singer like myself with few places to turn, really. There’s
just not any place like that any more." Cocker is planning extensive
touring in support of the new LP.

Pete Townshend of The Who gave a check for $10,000 to an
organization called Hearing Education Awareness for Rockers
during the band’s Oakland, California, Coliseum concert. The
non-profit group, headed by Kathy Peck, will provide hearing
checks at a San Francisco free clinic. Peck, a local musician, says
she lost 40 percent of her hearing from exposure to loud music.
She had previously written Townshend about HEAR’s activities.

Don’t expect The Captain & Tennille to perform again. Toni
Tenille says she’s given up playing with Daryl Dragon, but she will
perform with several symphony orchestras around the country.

Davy Jones of The Monkees will play Fagin in a production of
"Oliver!" opening in Miami Beach in November. "The whole idea
is to get The Monkees fans who don’t normally go to the theater
and maybe the people who just want to see ’Oliver!’ again," Jones
says. "They’ll think, Davy Jones in ’Oliver’? This I’ve got to see."
Jones’ daughter, Sarah, who has just graduated from a Santa
Barbara, California, high school, will make her theatrical debut at
the show.

Phil Collins will have his first solo album in four years out in early
November.

Following last week’s announcement by U2 of end of year shows
in their native Dublin, the band have been criticized there for the
price of tickets. The tickets are on sale throughout the Republic
of Ireland and Northern Ireland for £20 (IR) and £25 (IR)--about
$38 and $46. The band are playing four dates at a new Dublin
venue, The Point, capacity 4,500, including New Year’s Eve. But
the prices are the most expensive ever for an Irish rock concert
and U2 have faced complaints from the Dublin community.
Stephen Grogan, President of the National Union of Students in
Ireland told "The New Musical Express’ that the prices are "out-
rageous”. He adds: "If materialism has become the dominant
theme and U2 are going to treat Ireland like The United States,
it’s sickening... Most students in Ireland get a weekly grant from
the government of £56 (IR) and with this they have to pay for rent,
food, transport, books and so on. And U2 expect them to an out
that type of money to see them. Most young people will have to
save for months to afford it. Who do U2 think they are?" Despite
its reputation as a tax haven for artists and musicians, Ireland is
one of the poorest countries in Western Europe, with youth un-
employment particularly high. Its population rate continues to
fall as young people emigrate to Britain or the United States. U2’s
prices have also been attacked by a local youth religious leader
and a Member of Parliament. A ’spokesman for Island Records
admits the tickets have a very high charge "but so are the produc-
tion costs of the Concerts." He added that U2, who are currently
touring Australia, are considering giving the profits to charity.

Debbie Harry has taken London by surprise, announcing her in-
tention to play six nights next week at a tiny club in central Lon-
don, The Borderline. She hasn’t been seen on these shores since
she played with Blondie in 1982. She brings with her a new band,
featuring husband Chris Stein, Carla Olla (guitar), Susie Davis
(Keys and backing vocals)--previously with Billy Idol, Mick Jag-

er and Prince--Leigh Sox (bass) and Jimmy Clarke drums%.

he will soon release a new album to follow up her desultory
"Rockbird’. She is still held in extreme affection here, where Blon-
die became overnight sensations in 1973, when back Stateside,
they were little known outside of CBGB’s. Presumably, Harry is
hoping to recapture some of that lustre by rocking out in a tiny
London club. Harry will be performing a new single, ’7 Want That
Man’, which was written by The Thompson Twins, Allanah Cur-
rie a‘r;d Tom Bailey. The album will be called *Deaf Dumb and
Blonde’.

Nenah Cherry has had to cancel her American tour following
advice from doctors. The singer’s label, Circa, released a state-
ment stating that Cherry was "physically exhausted” after heavily
promoting her ’Raw Like Sushi’ album in the U.S. She was
scheduled to support The Fine Young Cannibals on their dates,
but emerge again, here in her native Britain, for a live show at the
end of October, with other stars, for the ‘Smash Hits’ concert,
sponsored by the teeny magazine,

Morrissey releases a new single, ’Ouija Board, Ouija Board’ in
November. Significantly however, the former Smiths lead singer
is not working with his new songwriting partner and producer
Stephen Street. He has worked with Street almost exclusively
since The Smiths broke up, by and large replacing the music writ-
ing duties of Johnny Marr. "Street is instead working with The
Darling Buds. Recently, "The New Musical Express’ speculated
that The Smiths may be reforming. Already, Morrissey has reas-
sembled three of the former members as his regular backing band-
-minus Johnny Marr. But in an interview with this week’s ’Melo
Maker’, Marr has emphatically restated his separation from his
former band and confirmed his ongoing commitment to The The,
with whom he is currently touring. The truth may be revealed
when Morrissey plays some concerts in Britain, in December.
Morrissey recorded his new sir()Fle with producers Clive Langer
and Alan Winstanley. The B-Side is a so far untitled composition
with Andy Rourke.

The Creatures--a spin-off band from Siouxsie And The Ban-
shees, release a single called ’Standing There’ October 2nd, for
Polydor. It’s backed by ’Divided’ on the 7 inch, while the CD and
12 inch formats include an extra track, *Solar Choir’. The 12 inch
also features a ten minute extended version of ‘Standing There’.
The Creatures have not released material, or performed in public
for six years. But the single comes from a forthcoming album
called, ‘Boomerand’. Says Siouxsie Sioux: "The desire to let The
Creatures loose again was just too strong to ignore."

Japan are back together z;g:in. David Silvian, Steve Jansen,
Richard Barbieri and Mick Karn are reported to be working in a

London studio. One of the most influential bands of the early
eighties, the group split up in 1981. Since then all have embarked
on different projects, but have received little commercial success.
A spokesman said this week: "If it works it works. If it doesn’t it
doesn’t. But it’s going very well. When they finish in about a
month, they might talk about reforming Japan.” Hugely success-
ful in the UK, their presence was not felt internationally by the
time they split, except in Canada and ironically, Japan. But their
dandyish, asexual fashions, moody synth music and Ferryish vo-
cals, paved the way for the whole New Romantic movement.
There is little doubt that future, more commercial artists, Human
League, Heaven 17, Simple Minds, and especially Duran Duran,
were inspired by Japan. David Silvian later bitterly complained
that Duran Duran highjacked their style and music and exploited
it.

Big Country drummer, Mark Brzezicki, has left the group. His
departure follows a dormant period for the band, as lead singer
Stuart Adamson has been recovering from a series of illnesses.
Brzezicki says he is going to pursue his own musical projects. Bas-
sist Tony Butler says: "It will be sad working without him. He is
a very close friend and his departure from the band is a little un-
real at the moment. Myself, Stuart and Bruce are deeply upset,
but we want to continue in a very positive fashion. We’re writing
and will start recording a new album in January, which should be
out in early summer. I think Mark just got a bit bored with Bi
Country. He has always enjoyed working with other people, an
he has other solo projects to undertake. We don’t know what
we're going to do without a drummer. One doesn’t think about
mcallrriage so soon after adivorce. We are still hoping he will recon-
sider.”

Joe Strummer this week releases a new album, *Earthquake
Weather’. The title refers to a moment when he eerrienced an
earthquake, in his Los Angeles motel room. "I thought there were
a bunch of idiots banging on the roof." He recalls "When it was
over, I realized it was an earthquake and went all pale and quivery.
But that was nothing compared to the one in the Baby O Studio.
That was at 3:30 a.m. We were in one of the oldest buildings in
Hollywood--it was probably built in 1925. That one hit so big, it
sounded like a herdp of elephants coming. Then everything shakes
and all the Californians leave the room before you can say ’Ronald
Reagan’!! They’re out in the parking lot alreacry. Ijust stood there
with my mouth open. After the session, I found out the studios
were sitting on top of one of the fault lines." The former singer
for The Clash and sometime actor--’"Walker’, ’Mystery Train’--has
released an album he regards as back to basics, a very different
direction than his former Clash cohort, Mick Jones. Strummer
explained to ‘Melody Maker’: "Musicians nowadays are a lot of
people in lab coats. So we checked into the studio and we plug in
our amps and our scummy noise boxes and fart pedals and the
guitars are all old and not properly earthed, and we go ’Cronk,
cronk, we’re ready’. And the engineer goes, "What’s that shitty
row coming in all over the channels.” Tracks include, "Dizzy’s
Goatee’: "It’s a song about punk and be-bog." says Strummer.
"They were two musics where you could say the musicians didn’t

ive a hoot whether it sold a copy or if anyone liked it. The song
is like a lament for how shitty radio is. People like Lester Young,
"The President’. He blew and Parker learned by listening to
Young. I like the idea of them passing it down." ’Slant Six’ he says
is about the pot of gold at the end of the rainbow being empty. "I
imagined Michael Jackson sitting on his own in this big mansion...
yet there was this little girl I saw in Nicaragua playing with an
empty plastic bag. She managed to make it last all day." Although
he spent a lot of time there, Strummer says he would not consider
moving to Los Angeles. "It’s new and exciting to go there for a
few months, but I actually began to get homesick for a bit of sheer
bloody-mindedness or a bit of rudeness.

She’d miss Mick Jones’
daughter." A U.K. tour goes on the road in October, Strummer
Promising lots of songs from The Clash, The 101 ers, 'Walker’,
Permanent Record’ and *Earthquake Weather’.

The charts continue to be rather drab here, although there are
several dramatic new entries and climbers. ’Change’ by The
Alarm enters the album charts at 12, while Tina Turner’s *Forei,
Affair’ jumps straight in at number one. Billy Joel’s new single "We
Dudn’t Start The Fire’ debuts at 29. It’s his first hit of any kind since
1986 and his first Top 30 entry in over five years. Kate Bush is
back too, leaping in at 12 with her first single in three years,
‘Sensual Days’. Erasure are enjoying their highest debut ever with
'Drama’, which enters at number six. ’Ride On Time’, a highly
remixed techno soul hit, is number one for the fourth week. Stone
Roses self-titled album for the Silvertone label continues at num-
ber one in the Indie album charts, while the best-selling inde-
pendent label single is Depeche Mode’s *Personal Jesus’. The band
remain resolutely signed to the Mute label in Britain.

Hi, we at 96 Rock have a special category in our for-
mat, it’s the Metal Category and we play metal, all night
and all day. It's properly managed, well maintained
