Anytime a band’s first four albums combine to sell over 3 million copies, you're talking
about a pretty good job of artist development. In the case of the Cult, these millions in sales have been
achieved without any appreciable airplay outside of the AOR realm. At least until now. If ever there
was a Cult track that screamed "multi-format mass-appeal smash," "Heart of Soul" is it. Softer and more
melodic than anything the band has ever put out, this could do for these guys what "Winds of Change”
did for the Scorpions. "Wild Hearted Soul" climbed into the Top 10 at AOR, and sets the stage for the
new track. Withits lush guitar sound and great performance from vocalist Ian Astbury, this track reunites
fans of both the early Love era and the rockers who picked up on the band with "Love Removal Machine."

Now more than ten years later and on the heels of the multi-platinum Graceland
and Rhythm of the Saints albums, when Simon again put on a free show in Central Park, it was with his 17-piece
Born at the Right Time band, with 750,000 on hand and an estimated 8 million who saw the show on HBO. And
it might be safe to say that more than a few of those millions were smack dab in the heart of AOR’s desired
demographics. Now less than three months after the show, the results are out on CD, with videocassette and
laserdisc to follow. Warners has also serviced this emphasis sampler, with a high-energy version of "You Can
Call Me Al," "Diamonds on the Soles of Her Shoes," "Born at the Right Time," and a solo version of "America."
Some of the other highlights include his rearrangements of "Kodachrome" and "Me and Julio." And the tour
rolls on, with Australia, South America, and South Africa still to come before the end of *91.

" We saw Billy this week in front of a 1500-seat capacity crowd

in Philly, and as always, he pulled off a superlative mix of humor, politics, and love songs -- in roughly equal
proportions. With credit for the sellout rightfully claimed by the local public radio station, it makes one wonder
how many tickets the latest mainstream AOR almostmadeits would sell in a similiar situation. There’s no
question that any AOR would be pleased as punch to get 1500 people to turn out on a Tuesday for a showby a
developing band. Proof positive that Bragg is reaching that point of cultdom where he’ll soon be hard to ignore
at Rock Radio. While a postpunk Bob Dylan may not be every AOR’s cup of tea, this brisk Brit has long been
a major influence on many Gold and Platinum "folk-based" artists, and it’s about time he gets the recognition
he’s due. Co-written by Peter Buck, who plays guitar and mandolin, this track strengthens the R.E.M.
connection with Michael Stipe on backup vocals. Smart, funny, humble, and more on top of American politics
than George Bush, Bragg is not your typical rock star. That’s why he’d be perfect for the role.

Speculation became fact this week with the official news that
EMI will be combining Chrysalis Records with EMI Records
USA and SBK Records into a single umbrella group to be called
EMI Records Group North America. Much as expected,
Charles Koppelman will become Chairman and CEO of the
new organization. Commenting on the reorganization, Jim
Fifield stated, "I am pleased that following our acquisition of the
outstanding 50% of SBK Records, and our acquisition of the
remaining 50% of Chrysalis Records, we are able to create a
consolidated multi-label organization on the East Coast of the
United States. We will maintain distinct label identities for
EM], Chrysalis and SBK, while creating strong combined sales,
marketing and promotion teams which will service all three
labels." Charles Koppelman adds, "The creation of this new
structure is very exciting, and I am looking forward to the
challenge of developing EMI’s East Coast operations into a
world-class organization. The combination of each label’s
established and developing acts will make this new group a
considerable creative and profitable force in the music business.
My intention is to develop a creatively-driven, focused A&R
organization with the best and strongest marketing, promotion
and sales team required to support this wonderful artist roster.
I regret that the consolidation will mean reducing the number
of people currently employed by the three labels, but I am lucky
to have such a
strong pool of
creative talent to
draw from as we
build the new
organization. I plan
to complete the
rationalization by
carly January." If
anything in the new
scene has been a
source of confusion
for some observers,
! Charles’ sees it this
way, "Some people
seem to be confused
about the fact that
there will continue
to be three separate
identities for each
of these labels. We
will maintain the
logo and labels for
each of these companies but we will be concentrating exclusively
on the music that we’re passionate about. That will, of course,
mean some roster reductions at each of the labels involved. We
want to come to the marketplace highly focused on the music
that we love."

A prerequisite to this action was the agreement between EMI
and Chrysalis to acquire the outstanding 50% interest in
Chrysalis Records Group not already owned by EMI Music.
EMI will pay approximately $30 million plus assumption of debt.
Commenting on the transaction, EMI Music President/CEQ
Jim Fifield told us, "We are very happy to bring Chrysalis
Records wholly within the EMI Music family. This will allow us
to strengthen Chrysalis’ competitive position and enable them
to be more effective in achieving their goals and objectives.
Additionally, we will be able to benefit from synergies from the
combination of certain elements of Chrysalis with other EMI
operations." Chrysalis was founded twenty years ago and has,
over the past two years, averaged annual worldwide turnover in
excess of $170 million. In 1989, EMI Music paid $73 million plus
assumption of debt for half of Chrysalis Records. Under the
1989 agreement, EMI had the option to buy the remaining
shares of Chrysalis Records at a later date. The original exercise
date has now been moved forward by acquiring the shares not
already owned by EMI Music. Fifield adds, "It was always our
intent to fully integrate Chrysalis into EMI Music. We feel that
awholly-owned company offers greater benefits to its artists, the
label and EMI Music. I am also pleased that Chris Wright has
agreed to remain on as Non-Executive Chairman of Chrysalis

THE WEEK IN RADIO

WNEW/New York morning host Dave Herman stunned the
scene last week with the anouncement of his departure from
the company to assume afternoon duties at crosstown
competition WXRK. All of which makes for fascinating
reading, especially the Herman quotes in the NYC dailies
that slam his ex-employers. "Dave’s agent called and told us
it was time to make a move," Ted Utz told us this week.
Richard Neer is handling mornings on an interim basis, while
new morning talent gets the once over. When we spoke to
WXRK/New York PD Mark Chernoff about his recent
addition he told us, "I'm thrilled, I'm excited and I'm looking
for big ratings. It’s great that Dave made this move. He
should help us a lot and will probably cause some damage
across the street.” Towhich Ted Utz commented, "Well, they
haven’t done it yet. And they took a jock from our weakest
daypart.”" Ted told us that he was just beginning to talk to,
"talents experienced enough to work for the number one rock
station in the number one market in the world." PD talent
sweep? "No rush at all,” according to the Utz one.

WRIF/Detroit names Steve Kostan to their MD position this
week. Kostan is a ten year veteran of the station where he
has knocked back the mid-day slot to raves from the locals.
In fact, Steve was just named "DJ Of The Year" in a
hometown poll. A dyed inthe wool Detroit homeboy, Kostan
began his career at the legendary WABX wher he alsoserved
as MD. Kostan commented, "I decided I needed a little time
off, so Itook a decade, it’s kind of a Seger thing." Steve will
begin sorting out those phonecalls as OF next Monday.

Bandier was both Vice Chairman of EMI Music Publishing and
President and COO of the SBK Records Group. EMI Music
Publishing, with over 800,000 titles, is the world’s #1 music
publisher. Jim Fifield, President and CEO, EMI Music, to
whom Bandier nowreports, comments, "I am pleased Marty will
be devoting 100% of his talents to Music Publishing. He is a
true professional and team player, and has continuously
delivered record profits since joining EMI Music." Says
Bandier, "I'm delighted to be able to continue the work of
making EMI Music Publishing the undisputed #1 music
publisher in the world. It will be a considerable privilege to lead
EMTI’s team of talented and creative professionals.” This
appointment follows EMI Music’s acquisition of the remainder
of Chrysalis Records, and the consolidation of Chrysalis, EMI
and SBK into the EMI Records Group North America."

All of this monumental action is, of course, fueled by the dollar
flow. And in that regard, EMI Music achieved record results
for the first half of the 1991/92 financial year. For the six months
ended September 30, 1991, sales moved in a positive direction
from $825.1 million to $837.4 million, while profits increased
12% from $79.4 million to $88.9 million. Both recorded music
and music publishing achieved record profits during that
period. Jim Fifield commented, "These results, coming on top
of last year’s record performance, are particularly impressive in
light of the generally sluggish worldwide music markets. With
our planned second half releases, I am confident we will be able
to maintain our momentum for the balance of the year."

Prior
to joining PolyGram, Eckstine was a VP/A&R for Arista
Records from January 1985. Eckstine is the son of legendary
vocalist Billy Eckstine, who recorded for Mercury Records
between 1960 and 1965, and whose seminal MGM recordings
are in the PolyGram catalog. "Ed has proven himself to be a
remarkable, creative talent 1n all areas of pop music. He now
has a chance to prove his management abilities in addition to
his creative abilities. I trust he will make it a great success," said
Levy upon making the announcement. Eckstine offered, "'m
devoted to artist development, and I'm looking forward to
focusing the company. As we enter 1992, all the rules have
changed on how to break new artists and how to develop
established ones. I see Mercury being at the forefront of a new
breed of record companies.”

POLYGRAM RESPONDS TO MCA

PolyGram Holding, Inc. announced this week that it has learned
through the media that a lawsuit has been filed against it by
MCA. The lawsuit accuses PolyGram of disrupting an
agreement between MCA and Motown Records asreported last
week. PolyGram’s belief is that the suit is totally baseless and
that MCA has brought it in bad faith, knowing that its
accusations against PolyGram are false. In the official press
response from PolyGram the company contends that MCA'’s
lawsuit is an unlawful attempt to restrain competition in the U.S.
recorded music market, and that MCA’s use of the legal process
as a weapon against PolyGram is in violation of antitrust laws.
In closing, PolyGram stated through official sources that it will
vigorousFy defend the lawsuit.

FAX DOCTOR SLATZ
Dear Slatz:

You have been so helpful to me in the past few weeks, as it looks like my days may be numbered at my current position. It makes
me feel good to know that other talents get into the same predicaments as I do, and we seem to get into them over and over again.
I'd be lying if I told you that I can protect my paycheck Ee‘re any longer... our station ch-ch-changes are imminent, but I am as
Frepared as possible. My T&R is c{)one, I've been networking my head off, and I'm starting to hear some very positive feedback
rom possible new cmployers. Without giving away all of your secrets, can you give me a few hints on how to conduct myself when

the deal comes down? [ am at a serious disadvantage when it comes to dealing with upper management, S :
: Packing My Bags

Dear Packing:

Flattery will get you everywhere this week. 1 was going to do this last article of the year on another subject, but your letter has
given me an excuse to talk about my favorite subject -- Representation. It’s true that I can’t support myself that well if I always
do this for free, but Pve just returned from a successful road trip, my sister just had a baby, I even got to meet Roger Wilko (wow!!!)
and...I've got holiday spirit. It’s occurred to me that some of you may be in different jobs by the first of the year, or on the fence,

50 here’s my season’s greetings to you. Remember, being preparcd is the best defense when you are starting to get down to those
offers. When you get a call back from a company, here’s a few tips on things to do and things to avoid.

DO: Ask lots of questions. You want to sound interested in the job. Find out as much as you can about the market conditions
and what the PD or GM is looking to accomplish with the hire. Listen as you get the info -- don’t try to talk over the guy. Try on
the opportunity from the other person’s advantage. : :

DON'T; Ever discuss money situations before yow've been offered the job. Lot’s of people have this happen to them. Usually,
the first thing a PD will ask you is what kind of money you’re looking for. Discussing money too early can either blow the gig for
you, or limit your negotiation later in the game. Your present salary isn’t something to talk about either. Don’t be led into this
trap. Change the subject. Ask another question. Do whatever you can to divert away from the "I don’t have any money to offer
you" ling... it’s not relevant. : :

Get the programmer talking as much as possible. You can learn a lot about the market and the CYEC of person that you will be
xévorki’ng?with if you can get them to open up toyou. Ask lead in type questions like "What type of marketing docs your competition |
o pen U , ! »

If you get to do a fly-in, take this opportunity to really listen to the station and the competition. Check out the living expenses :
(things like rent, food, heating, transportation and the overall economic environment) that you will be dealing with, Ga to the |
local clubs and any station events that you can, to see how the station does in terms of market awareness, :

Again, save money issues and considerations until you've been offered the job. If you are getting heavy pressure, ask if you are
being offered the position. If the answer is affirmative, ask them to put a package together for Igou. (At least get something in
writing, even if it’s just on station letterhead), and you’ll look it over when you get back home. Delaying the negotiations works
a few benefits in your direction. Once your back in your own environment, you are both on equal grounds, plus you will be afforded
the ability to think about the offer. Moving to a new place is a big commitment, and this new position should not be taken lightly.
Once you have a firm offer, you need to take the following steps into consideration: '

* How bad do they want you? All negotiations fall into this parameter -- how much the company wants you, as opposed to how
afraid are they of losing you. How good your deal is will be determined somewhere within this rule.

* What’s the time frame? Patience will always act as an ace card in your favor. From a company’s point of view, deadlines create
pressure. Once a company determines that you are the right hire, they will just want to close the deal. Make sure that your

patience and stalling for time is nof confused as a message t0 the company that you don’t want the job.

* The Salary base. There is a frequency rule of about three go-arounds once an initial salary is offcred. This will vary from one
negotiation to another, so have your perceptive skills way up. When the company tells you that’s it, and you can hear steam pouring

out of the phone, you know you have probably hit your wall.

* Concessions. Never give a concession without demanding one in return. Don’t make your concessions part of the salary
negotiation. And watch gr a company that apologizes about the salary, but suggests other perks in licu of income. Always exhaust
the salary base first...then move on to other parts of the package (things lik:%nuses, moving expenses, vacation trades, etc.)
* The contract. Most talent is fried after fighting out the salary, but the most important area of the job may be the contract and
the conditions under this agreement in which you are taking the job. Make sure you know how to read what you are signing.
Never trust a verbal. Tt's what’s in writing that you have to live with. One of the hardest things to do is to think of this job in terms

of the end of it, just as you are beginning it. That’s what a contract is all about. It’s the divorce, not the honeymoon.

* Third Party Negotiations. If you feel that you are in over your head, or you have been screwed in the past, hire an expert to do
your negotiations. Agents know what they are doing, and can nearly always get you a better deal than you can yourself. They will |
take over from the point of the offer, and carry ¥ou through the entire negotiation, including the contract interpretation and
amendments. Most agents charge around 10% of your annual salary base, but there are a few of us who are more cost efficient |
(plug...ahem...blatant plug!!), so check around. If you don’t want to use an agent, at least hire an attorney to look at your contract
and tell you what it says. An attorney may not know that much about how you can get screwed in radio, but they do know the |
legal aspect of the deal. '

Remember, not all companies use contracts, and not all contracts are in your best interest to sign. The strongest asset that you
carry in any negotiation is ?ro'ur ability to walk away from the deal. In fact, many successful negotiators say that the only way to
win s to assume that you'll lose. Make sense?! This is just a few of the things that may come up in a job offer situation. Obviously,
if you’re moving from your first weekend gig to your first full-time daypart, you won’t have as much to play with as a veteran |
morning announcer. But as you move from job to job, you will pick up some experience along the way. It won’t get any less
draining, but you'll at least learn a little bit with each one. ' ’

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Carnegie Hall brought back memories of the heyday of The
Beatles, as Paul and Linda McCartney attended the
American debut of Paul’s first classical piece, aptly titled
"Paul McCartney’s Liverpool Oratorio." Not since The
Beatles played at Carnegie in 1964 had McCartney been
inside the theater. The %::gcndary hall was packed to the
rafters with such luminaries as Steve Martin and actress/wife
Victoria Tennant, model Christie Brinkley, suspiciously
alone without hubby Billy Joel, Monkee man Mickey Dolenz,
and promoter Ron Delsner in attendance, to name just a few.
Alittle background information: About a year and a half ago,
McCartney was approached by the Liverpool Anglican
Cathedral Boys Choir to compose something for their 150th
anniversary. Says McCartney, "This was something I couldn’t
resist getting involved in. When I was eleven, I tried to join
and was turned down. So, this more than made up for that."
McCartney collaborated on the "Oratorio" with conductor
Carl Davis, who is most notably known for having composed
the soundtrack for the film "Napoleon". At a press
conference held last month, McCartney was asked how
collaborating with Carl Davis differed from his work with
John Lennon. He responded, "It was very different. I bossed
Carl around more than I bossed John. With John and I, the
understanding was that we both came from the same place,
and that when we wrote the songs, the input was to be exactl
equal. With Carl and the orchestra, if they had wanted all
Carl’s input, they wouldn’t have bothered to ask me. So, I
sensed that I had to not be intimidated by his knowledge, and
50,1 ended up directing Carl alot. And that’s something John
would’ve never allowed." As an overview: "Oratorio” was a
bit simplistic. Particularly the lyrics. McCartney seemed to
revel in the performance, and could be seen mouthing the
words throughout. the performers also should be
commended for their brilliant execution of the piece.
McCartney and Carl Davis made a triumphant appearance
during the encore, and proceeded to receive a ten minute
standing ovation, with McCartney holding the jubilant
conductor’s arm in victory. One of the most comical moments
of the evening took place as McCartney and his wife took their
seats above the crowd below, moments before the
performance began.
As the night became
electric, Paul and
Linda waved and
acknowledged the
crowd’s cheers.
Suddenly, two young
women produced a
banner reading
"Mozart Mendohlson
McCartney Yes!"
That cute little display
of fandom prompted
an honest, even
humble response
from McCartney. He
stood up and was
overheard to say, "Cut
it out, girls! Come on,
now! I’'m not even
close to being in the
same league with
these masters. Hey,
why I can’t even read music." After listening to the entire
prl;)duction, Paul, we would’ve never been the wiser. Good
job!

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Quite Frankly, Tom Calderone

This week we speak to one of the brightest young programming minds in the business, WDRE’s Tom
Calderone. Although a young looking lad, as evidenced by the fetching cover shot (taken by Patti Mallon),
Tom has a very full resume of experience. He’s getting ready to host a weekly satellite new music show called
Modern Rock Live, which will air every Monday night at 11 PM EST and has a dozen stations signed up
already. Calderone has long been regarded as one of the nicest guys you’ll ever meet, and it was a real
pleasure spending time with him for this feature. Hope you enjoy it.

It seems like only yesterday you and I were
talking daily while you were at WRCN, and
here you are, the bigwig at 'DRE in New
York. How does this stuff happen? How
did you get here? What'’s the secret of your
success, Mr. Calderone?

Tom: (Laughs) I guess it’s maybe a little
bit of being in the right place at the right
time, and also, a passion for being where I
wanted to be right now.

Plus groveling, begging and blackmail.

Tom: (Laughs) Alright, yeah. I'd rather
not say that, but okay. It was a very inter-
esting situation. I programmed WBNY in
Buffalo, a college radio station, which was,
for a good time, the only AOR in Buffalo,
believe it or not, because WGR 97-Rock
was a light A/C. There was no rock station
in Buffalo. We were the only AOR in the
market. And we pulled some numbers. 1
knew that this was the format I wanted to
be in, but I had to go through other steps
to get to where I hopefully would be today.
I worked at WRCN as Promotion Direc-
tor, coming from WGR, as a programming
assistant. So, I learned all my program-
ming knowledge and use of the Selector
music system in Buffalo at WGR, which
was an A/C station. The neat thing about
working there was the fact that Adult Con-
temporary is such a disciplined format,
that it really trained me to be disciplined
and focused, despite the fact that I had to
listen to Lionel Ritchie.

(Laughs) Who you secretly like, anyway.
We all know that.

Tom: (Laughs) Okay, sure. But knowing
that I wanted to be a Program Direc-
tor/Operations Manager someday, I felt
that I had to have a good marketing/pro-
motion background, so I took a job with
WRCN on Long Island as a Promotion
Director, and then was elevated to Pro-
gram Director about two and a half years
into the job.

And that, of course, is where you met
Loscalzo?

Tom: Yes, that’s where John and I met.
John was doing overnights, I was Promo-
tion Director. I think I was doing middays
at the time, too. Lenny Bloch, who is the
Program Director now, and Alan
Kronzek, who’s the General Manager,
were the true visionaries who decided that
they should put John and I on the morning
show together. That lasted about eight
months, and it was probably the most bi-
zarre morning show on the radio, just be-
cause we flew by the seat of our pants, with
no rhyme or reason for anything. We had
some good response, believe it or not. I
still hear rumors that there’s tapes flying
around of us doing mornings, but I don’t
know where theyare. We had a good time.
I have to thank Lenny and Alan for putting
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us together on the morning show because
1 thought that, at times we had some pretty
good radio, and at times it was pretty
awful.

Wasn’t that the period when yourself and
Loscalzo were -- I guess the best word to use
would be tormenting Lenny Bloch. Didn’t
you torment Lenny to the extent where he
was contemplating getting out of the busi-
ness entirely.

Tom: Well, I have to put that whole blame
on Loscalzo. I had my own problems at
the time. (Laughs) I think the thing was,
doing mornings, we were in such a weird
situation because of the fact that we really
didn’t want to be there to do mornings.
After three months we were looking at

to this day. We 'had a 7.9. I was really
happy because it just solidified what we
were doing. We were breaking bands like
The Church and Jane’s Addiction on their
first album. People seemed to be into it.
Then, the owner| decided that he really
wanted to go back to more of amainstream
sound, and we hired Alan Sneed, who was
our consultant. Quite frankly, he came in
and did a great job mainstreaming the sta-
tion up. So, I think that the station
sounded good on both ends. Working
with Alan Sneed, I learned a lot, he is the
best AOR consultant in the industry. Both
he and Buddy Angellillo have WRCN
sounding great.

From there, you ségued to a job at WHFS.

each other going, ‘For a lousy extra 20 a
week, what the hell did we do this for?’
And we just sat there and said, ‘Well, let’s
make the best of it Near the end, I was
coming in at 8:30 in the morning for the
morning show. I just had no ambition to
doit. Iguess the thing that really solidified
how much we hated it was we did one of
those stupid morning show, get drunk on
the air things.

(Laughs) I remember that.

Tom: Loscalzo got drunk on the air, and
he was just cursing and everything. It just
got out hand. We continued to work, and
eventually what happened was John did
mornings. They took me off the morning
show to concentrate on promotion. Then,
about two months later, Lenny left and 1
became Program Director. My first action
as Program Director was to get rid of John
on mornings and put him back on after-
noon drive, which I hope he’s forever
grateful for. But, ’'m surprised that a New
Rock station has not hired Loscalzo. It’s

a pity.

Oh, of course, he’s grateful to this day.
Then, you also made John the Music Direc-
tor, as well.

Tom: John was made Music Director. We
inherited a mainstream AOR on Eastern
LongIsland with a 3 rating. We said, ‘You
know what? Let’s make this radio station
exciting to listen to.” Maybe it was a pre-
decessor to Rock 40, or something, but we
really wanted uptempo AOR that was
playing a lot of new music on both ends.
Not only were we playing The Cult and
stuff like that, but we were still playing
Bryan Adams. We just wanted to make a
really good-sounding rock station. We
had the highest Eastern Long Island Birch
numbers in the history of the radio station,
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Tom: Yes, I went to "HFS as Operations
Manager.

That was a big step up. How long did that
process take? Was it something that you felt
pretty confident about getting, or was it a
surprise to you in the way that they chose
you?

Tom: What hapbened was, I found out,
through a source, that the job was open,
and I called the General Manager, Alan
Hey. He took my phone call, and we
talked. Dennis Constantine, who consults
"HFS, was in the mix, too. Just talking to
Dennis, we reallyhit i
the interview, and I told them what I felt
the station should sound like, and it jived
with what Dennig was saying. I walked in
there saying that I really wanted that job.
This is the type of opportunity I'd worked
so hard to get. Myself and the General
Manager really hit it off, and to this day,
still have a real good relationship. We
made the deal, I think, within a month.

Other people that tried to go in to ’"HFS, who
will remain nameless, had a difficult time
with an air staff that had been there for
many, many yeais, whereas, you seem o
have had some saccess going in. What do
you attribute that to?

Tom: Quite frankly --

That’s your second ‘quite frankly’ of this
interview.

Tom: Okay. ‘{Vell, then, seriously --
(Laughs). Il tell you what happened. I
walked into the radio station with abso-
lutely no history of WHFS, other than to
know that it was a heritage, progressive
radio station. I didn’t live in Washington.
I didn’t know anything about the history of
the station. Quite frankly, I didn’t care
because my feeling was that if the station
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Interview

was successful, No. 1) it would have had a
PD that was there for many, many years,
because why would they want to leave?
No. 2) they would have great numbers.
What would be the need to change any-
thing? The big smokescreen about the
whole ’HFS thing, when they were at 102.3
in Bethesda, they were pulling ratings like
.9, 1.1. Their big complaint -- some of the
people at the radio station, some of the old
staff -- they said things like, ‘Oh, we didn’t
have a signal. We couldn’t get out there.
We would have done great” And you
know what? There’s a station right now in
Washington at the same frequency, same
wattage, pulling a 4 share, which leaves me
to believe that this just wasn’t a good
sounding radio station. I walked in there,
and felt it was not a focused radio station.
Dennis could only do so much from Boul-
der, Colorado. 1 came in to tighten the
radio station up and make it a contender.
Probably the biggest disappointment for
me about leaving "HFS was the fact that I
felt like I didn’t complete the job.

You say itwasn’t afocused radio station. So
many times, in this format, when they say
that the station doesn’t sound good, 99 per-
cent of their complaints have to do with the
music. I, myself, think that music definitely
plays a part in whether a station sounds
good or bad, but there are so many other
variables -- production values, liners, on-air
presentation. When you say it wasn’t a good
sounding station, in what way?

should be that way 24 hours, but don’t you
think that it’s something that could actually
add to a station’s appeal?

Tom: I can’t argue with you. We do a
thing called 'DRE After Dark, and some
nights I'll say to Doug or Donna, ‘Hey, you
know what? Throw in a U2 concert at
8:00. Let’s be spontaneous.” But when the
rest of the station does not sound in order,
then it makes it even more of a mess.

Right, it makes the whole thing chaotic. But
Ireally think that element is communicating
with the audience, especially when you say
something like, ‘It’s been raining for three
days. Aren’t you sick of this? We are, too.
Here’s an hour of songs that have to do with
rain.” I think that’s what’s missing from
Progressive radio.

Tom: Mike, again I can’t arguc with you.
At 'HFS, we would do Anything Gocs
Weekend. We would play an hour of art-
ists beginning with the letter ‘B’. It’s a lot
of fun to do. But again, it’s got to be
executed properly, there’s got to be a
thought process to it, and it can’t be so
introspective. It can’t be ‘Me, me, me.’

Right. Well, that’s the whole key. This is my
thought, you may not agree, but I think that
a large reason as to why that isn’t done as
much anymore is that the personalities, and
more specifically, the personnel that are ca-
pable of pulling something like that off just
aren’t there.

Tom: When I program a radio station, I
want it to be a 3-D effect. In other words,
you have the music, you have the person-
alities and the production. The music was
okay. Dennis was definitely getting things
rolling there. But there was no production
value. You had jocks on the air reading
concert calendars that lasted, literally, two
and a half minutes. ‘Here’s what’s going
on concert-wise.” I could have played a
great Ramones song in that time. So, it
was things like that. It just wasn’t a well-
focused radio station. They needed some-
body in there to say, ‘Knock it off. Let’s
get this thing rolling. You’re a 50,000 watt
radio station covering 5 states. You’ve got
to sound like a contender.” I wanted to
make it become more of a contender. It
just needed someone there to execute it.
So, I thought there was a lot of things
missing with the radio station. You have
to remember something, too, when I got
there, it was just as the station was evolving
to what it is now. So, I kind of got there in
the very beginning, and a lot of the staff
was not too thrilled with some of the
changes. They used to bring in records
from home! ‘You know, it’s raining out
today, so ’'m going to play a whole show of
rain songs,” or ‘I just bought a car, and I'm
going to play car songs for an hour.” That’s
great if you’re a hundred watt radio sta-
tion, but when you’re a 50,000 watt radio
station, you’ve got to be as mass appeal as
possible.

Just to play devil’s advocate for a second,
don’tyou feel that spontaneity and program-
ming somewhat like that can be utilized
within a programming day. Not that it
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Tom: You do have a very good point
there. It’s something that can be trainable.
Every person that’s on the air has to think
like a Program Director when you do
things like that. Not like a Music Director,
but a Program Director, ‘Okay, 'm going
to structure my show tonight, or this par-
ticular element of the show tonight, and
make sure I've got a good balance of music
here and there.” That’s no problem. But
you’re right, you have to think as a Pro-
gram Director when you start your airshift.
Even if you have a music playlist right in
front of you, you’ve got to think like a
Program Director at all times.

So, from "HFS, you come full circle, basi-
cally, and come home to 'DRE. Now, when
'DRE was 'LIR it was your station growing
up, wasn’t it?

Tom: Yeah, I listened to that quite a bit.
Denis McNamara was a PD I respected.

That’s because he sounds a lot like me.

Tom: (Laughs) That’s exactlyit! He took
a radio station that was in Garden City, in
the shadow of New York City, and said,
“You knowwhat? We better do something
different here because we’ve got to make
some noise.” And they did. You have to
understand, I’ve filled, now, two positions
of people that have heritage position.
David Einstein was at the radio station for
20 years, and I filled his shoes. Dennis was
here for at least that, and I filled his shoes.
It’s a real big challenge to kind of follow
the footsteps of a person that basically
started the radio station off, or at least
created the heritage.
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How does that translate to coming into a
situation, in terms of dealing with airstaff
that have been there for a long time? Was
there a lot of problems?

Tom: No. The thing is, as a good man-
ager, you have to bring your airstaff in,
accept ideas from them, get them involved
in the whole creative process. Sometimes,
there’s got to be dictatorship, but I also
think you have to trust your jocks. If you
hire jocks and you give them a paycheck
every two weeks for doing a good job, you
would hope that you would at least trust
their judgment on a lot of things. That’s
rcal important, that there’s a good balance
of letting the jocks come into the fold and
say, ‘Hey, I came up with this idea. What
do you think?” Maybe there’s a way of
working around it to make it even better,
or maybe it’s a good idea to see how it goes.
You have tolisten to the jocks and get their
ideas. That’s a good way of opcning up the
lines of communication when you fill the
shocs of somcone that’s been there a long
time.

Have you run into a situation at either place
where -- we don’t have to name names ob-
viously -- there was just some person whom
in no way was going to accept you as the new
boss?

Tom: Oh, yes.
How does that make you feel personally?

Tom: Personally, ’m up for the challenge,
and sccondly, it’s a world full of egos.

Especially in this business.

Tom: But the thing is, if you work with me,
I'm a real good guy to work for, but if you
work against me, I’'m not. So, play the
game and wc’ll get through this together.
If not, it’s better off just to part ways. Go
off and go somewhere clse if we just can’t
scc cye to eye. I’'m fighting battles every
day outside this building, outside the sev-
enth floor. I don’t nced battles inside.
Ycah, it’s happened. It’s happened at all
three radio stations.

And it will probably happen at the next one.

Tom: Exactly. And it ends up either: A)
I end up leaving and they stay, or I end up
letting them go and then I leave anyway.
That’s the toughest job, letting people go.
It’s just not a fun thing. For the person
being let go, it’s not fun either.

I've never talked to anyone who’s enjoyed
firing anybody. You could have the biggest
bastard in the world, and yet, when it comes
down to firing somebody, I've never heard
anybody say, ‘Oh, I love it. I love firing
somebody.” That just doesn’t happen.

Tom: It’s not fun. But in the same token,
I am hired, and all the Program Directors
are hired to do a job, and if the job is not
being complete and exccuted to the very
last “T”, then you’ve got to say, ‘Well, you
know...

It’s like a baseball manager. In a lot of
respects, the job security is similar. You
might have a contract, but that doesn’t mean
shit, and you’re hired to be fired.

Tom: Yes, unfortunately. But so far, I
really haven’t run into any major, major
problems, or anything like that. Thank
God. Hopefully, it will stay that way.
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Now, one of the big changes you made at
’"DRE was the morming show. There was a
lot of speculation that you were going to
bring your old buddy Loscalzo back to do
mornings.

Tom: Aaah rumors.

But we know that you and him start most of
those rumors, anyway. (Laughs)

Tom: John was too expensive. John
wanted a lot of money, and I couldn’t af-
ford him.,

So, he wanted what? $2.30, $2.40 an hour?

Tom: (Laughs) I said, ‘You're better off
going to Taco Bell’ He could make the
announcements through the drive-thru.

'DRE hadn’t had the kind of a moming
show that you’ve instituted there. Maybe
you’d like to expand on that a little bit.

Tom: What I was looking for in a morning
show was just a fresh, new approach.
Every other daypart, from 10 a.m. on, ba-
sically either matched or was higher then
our 12+ number, and our morning show
always seemed to bring the station down,
Quite frankly, I don’t know if it had to do
with the previous host or anything. We’ve
got Howard Stern, Don Imus, The Zoo.
We’re in a major morning show war here.

Scott Shannon can’t even pull numbers in
New York right now.

Tom: In some

format all day long are afraid to listen to
this type of format’s morning show be-
cause they feel that they’re not going to get
the information, they’re not going to get
good news, they’re not going to get the
things that adults need to get when they
want to start their day.

That’s very true. How do you handle the
news during the rest of the dayparts?

Tom: We do a noon update, and we do
one at 6 p.m., also.

And that’s it. Then, of course, if anything
does happen...

Tom: That’s just how Howie got involved
with the radio station to begin with, When
the Persian Gulf War started, Howie was
still with WHFS on a part time basis. He
became our Washington correspondent.
He did all our reports from the Persian
Gulf, literally, every two hours. There
were points, as you probably could imag-
ine, that he was up for 24 hours straight
doing reports for "THFS and also for 'DRE.

In the marketplace that you're in, recently,
you had had something that I think the old
owners of 'LIR wanted to do years ago, and
that was, you got involved with a translator
situation, to try and improve your signal to
other areas. Just recently, that’s been dis-
banded. What happened? How did you get
involved with it, and what happened to shut
it down?

Tom: Exactly. Also, what happened was,
the people that were able to get uson 103.1
went out and purchased bigger antennas
and said, “You kaow what? I can get this
on 92.7,too.’” So|it made people aware of
the radio station] which is our main goal.

To get back to music a little bit, with 'DRE,
I’'m out of your listening area, but I do have
relatives up in Lohg Island, and whenever I
get up there, I've freard a distinct change in
the station since you arrived. More guitars,
primarily. What was your philosophy, mu-
sically, going in there? What did you want
to change? What have you changed, and
what are you looking to change in the very
near future?

Tom: When I figst came to this radio sta-
tion -- the greatest thing about working for
WHES was the fact that it had a heritage
of being an old, jprogressive rock station.
You would hear anything from Robert
Cray to Sonic Youth. That was fun to
program. That|was a real challenge to
program. How do you get all these type of
elements of rock and roll into one radio
station, without ounding too mainstream,
and without sofinding too all over the
road?

Tom: Right. Sp, what happened was, I
came in here and I said, ‘Alright, listen.

There were some heritage listeners that
missed Larry (The Duck), but I felt, and I
still feel that the change that I made was
the right one, and one that had to be made.
I’ve got a production team of three people
that write comedy bits for the morning,
and that seems to be incorporated better.
We're playing a lot more music than we did
with the previous morning show. I've got
a guy doing the news, Howie Green, who I
worked with at "HFS, who is a real topical,
funny guy. But not funny in a bathroom
sense. He’s funny as far as his political
humor and commentary. The two of them
tﬁgether, makes it sound like a real topical
show.

That’s Howie and Mina Green, but they’re
not related?

Tom: They're not related, no. They come
off with a show that will talk about every-
thing from the music to a feature we do
called Environmental Update every morn-
ing. We do stupid bits, like the *70s Juke-
box From Hell, where we’ll play a clip from
an old *70s song, and if you can guess it, you
win tickets to see the Red Hot Chili Pep-
pers, or whatever. We have some fun. A
lot of the times, the people that come up
for this morning show are all people 30 +.
So, it’s really nice. The comments we’ve
been hearing are, ‘It’s nice to know that
you guys understand that in the morning,
we care as much about the music as the
weather and news and information.” What
happens is a lot of people that listen to this
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Tom: WYNY was on it originally. The
translator was located at 103.1. *'YNY was
103.5. When *YNY was on it, the guy who
runs the translator contacted us, because
our chief engineer had known about this
possibly being open. And we inquired
about it, and we went on it. The disap-
pointing thing about the translator was the
fact that we weren’t on it long enough to
see the response, but we were kind of stuck
because -- we don’t’ know when this is
going to happen, but almost any day, now,
there’s going to be a 103.1 signing on the
air in Bayshore, Long Island. So, if Billy
and Beth Page have a diary, and acciden-
tally write 103.1 on the diary, it’s not com-
ing to us. So, it was a real difficult decision
because I think it was valuable to the radio
station, but by the same token, our bread
and butter is based Nassau/Suffolk. That’s
our big numbers. That’s were we get our
buys from. So, we had to really think of
how we would impact the market. And we
didn’t want anymore confusion. We’re the
only radio station that was on it that actu-
ally actively promoted 103.1. It wasn’t like
we were just on it, and if you found us
great. We were on the air saying, ‘92.7 and
103.1 for friends in New Jersey and Man-
hattan.’

When did you go off? When did you shut it
down?

Tom: Ibelieve it went off in September.

And has there been response? Obviously,
there must be some response, but was there
more or less than you thought you’d get.

Tom: Actually, a little less than we
thought we’d get.

Tom: Punk rock, or something like that.
There’s a bigger|slice of the pie in being a
Modern Rock station -- as a rock and roll
radio station playing another type of rock
-- then there is being that weird, novelty
boutique radio station called New Wave.
So, we started gsing on the air, ‘Modern
Rock,” and ‘Rock Of The ’90s.” Using the
word ‘rock’ on the air, which was never
done before. There’s just different philos-
ophies on radid. So, I came in, and we
started using Mpdern Rock. People now
are starting to wse that. The clients are
using it in their advertising. People are
actually writing letters now, ‘WDRE,
Modern Rock.’ |This way, a perception of
the radio station now will be, ‘Well, we've
got a Classic Ro¢k station like WBAB, and
there’s a Modern Rock station like
WDRE. Rockjfis a very important word

for this radio stdtion to use. Not rock and
roll in a sense like, ‘Crank it up! Kick ass
rock! Not like fhat, but we’re a Progres-
sive Rock radiostation. And I have incor-
porated somebands that maybe the
station didn’t play as much of, like Los
Lobos or even Nick Lowe. You have to
remember somgthing. We had a really
cool, Progressive radio station in New
York City for about year at WPIX.

You bet, the Pix Penthouse. It used to be my
favorite radio station.
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Tom: What a killer radio station. I have
to say, ‘LIR/DRE, CFNY from '81 to ’85,
’86, and *PIX are my all time favorite radio
stations, as far as Progressive rock goes.
CFNY, from ’81 to ’85, was a killer radio
station. It just made you want to never
turn off the friggin radio. Incredible.

You were afraid to go to the bathroom, you
might miss something.

Tom: That’s exactly it.

I literally used to keep a pad and a pen
handy to write things down, ‘Oh, I've got to
get this.’

Tom: Exactly. What we did wasI put back
in, or put in maybe for the first time, a lot
of bands like Los Lobos, and old Blondie
tracks and stuff, and just redefine the cat-
egories in the radio station, so that we were
playing a lot more of the heritage hits of
’LIR/'DRE, as well as looking at the mod-
ern music that was coming out and saying,
‘Okay. Let’s take a chance on the Smash-
ing Pumpkins,’ or, ‘Let’s take a chance on
more of the guitar-based music.’ I really
want people to realize we play a lot of
variety of different things. Yes, you're
going to hear the Shamen, and you’re
going to hear Depeche Mode and Erasure,
but you’re also going to hear Lou Reed,
some old Elvis Costello, and you’re going
to hear Marshall Crenshaw, as well.
That’s the point I want to get across.

I think that’s necessary in order to keep the
older demos. As we get older, unfortu-
nately, everybody forgets that - at the age I
am, I still want to hear that stuff.

Tom: Oh, absolutely.

As far as Philly goes, you're absolutely
right.

Well, let’s say for the most pan, I think that
the perception of people in the Alternative,
or Progressive, or whatever you want to call
it realm is that - a lot of times it’s a danger-
ous one - is that, ‘Oh, they’re a popular
band, now. We really shouldn’t play them.’
To me, it should be the exact opposite. Be-
cause they’re a popular band, you should
Dplay them even more. And I don’t mean
more frequently, but you should play them
deeper.

Tom: Absolutely. You've got to go into
deeper cuts on those particular records.
And we've done that. Obviously, we're
very excited about the new U2 record, and
we’re going to be playing the hole in the
middle of the record by the time that thing
is over. And the same thing goes for Jesus
Jones and everyone else. It’s real impor-
tant for us not to ignore ‘Right Here Right
Now’ by not playing it. It’s stupid, and just
cutting your nose off to spite your face. It’s
not good programming because as your
occasional cumers come around and hear
that song, you know what? That Jesus
Jones song, ‘Right Here Right Now’ is
going to show to your listener that may be
afraid of this type of radio station go, ‘Oh,
they’re not that weird,’” because they hear
this record on the Top 40 station. It’s real
important. You can’t forget that.

No, and I think there are certain songs that
Yyes, you can, when they cross the Top 40,
you can kind of ignore them. But you’ve got
to make sure that that doesn’t become a
rule.

1 don’t want to hear an hour of bands that
sound like Depeche Mode.

Tom: No, and that’s real important. We
have to be careful that we don’t sound like
astation that is 125 beats per minute every
hour. We’ve got to throw in that variety
sound. That’s real important because a
typical Progressive radio listener will be
very open to music. And you know what?
If 've got to play an old Blondie track,
Peter Gabriel’s ‘Red Rain’ to turn people
on to Nirvana, that’s great. I'll do it. No
problem.

Well, it’s the old adage that you shouldreally
never play two things unfamiliar in a row.
There should be something familiar break-
ing them up.

Tom: Absolutely. Like so many of the
91-X’s and the K-Rock’s and the
"DRE/”LIR’s, we've got almost eleven
years of great music that this radio station
has played. Why ignore it? Why not cele-
brate the fact that, here’s R E.M.’s ‘Radio
Free Europe’ -- and you hear that on all
the other radio stations, now.

But no, you don’t. That'’s a misconception.
When was the last time you heard ‘Radio
Free Europe’ on an AOR station? I can’t
ever remember hearing it on one.

Tom: Quite frankly, I heard it on ’NEW.
’NEW definitely definitely has broadened
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Tom: I'll give you an example. The one
that stands out in my mind that we
dropped when it hit Top 40 was
Londonbeat, ‘I've Been Thinking About
Youw'. It was good for the time, and then it
was over, and that was it. It was like,
‘Okay, we made the point with it. We
played it first.

With all this in mind, where do you see
Progressive radio, Alternative radio, Post
Modem Expando Rappo Shrinko radio --
where do you see it going, and what are your
hopes? How can you see it not becoming
just another AOR? The signs are already
there. Are you afraid of this genre, basically
narrowcasting ourselves right out of busi-
ness?

Tom: First off, ’'m really optimistic about
the format, if it’s programmed properly. If
you’re too cool for the room, you’re not
going to get ratings.

Andyou’re not going to have a room to play
in.

Tom: You’re basically going to ruin it for
everybody else. So, my attitude is that you
look at someone like Kevin and 91-X,
who’s a great programmer and knows
what’s going on. Even though it was a hard
decision for me to leave "HFS to come to
’DRE -- although it was a great opportu-
nity that, obviously -- I couldn’t pass up, I
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was really psyched about the fact that I was
able to get a guy named Robert Benjamin
into "HFS, who really loved the format, but
also was a good programmer. I see a lot of
good programmers coming up into the for-
mat, which is real important because in the
end, that’s how youw’re going to win. Good
programmers win the game, the music will
always be with us. The key is to have good
programming, promotion and production.

It always really was. It’s just that there’s
more light shone on that right now.

Tom: Exactly. The other thing to remem-
ber is that the two rock formats that are the
most focused are ours and Classic Rock.
The mainstream AOR’s right now are re-
ally having a difficult time mixing the Phil
Collins and the Skynyrd and the Zeppelin
-- ’'m not trying to be facetious or anything
-- but those core bands with the Chili Pep-
pers and Fishbone and Jesus Jones. You
have to remember, the mainstream rock
stations do not base their ratings on those
bands. They base them on Skynyrd, ‘Get
The Led Out’, and Aerosmith, and all that
type of thing. They’ve got a lot of catching
up to do, and they have to really start
thinking, ‘Okay, where do we make the
cutoff musically and era-wise? Do we still
play stuff from the ’60s, or do we start from
”74 now, or *72? So, I think that right now,
you see like Russ Mottla at 98-Rock, the
way that station is sounding, that’s the fu-
ture of rock radio at this point because it’s
focused, it knows what it’s all about, and
it’s got attitude. That is real important. A
lot of rock stations today do not have atti-
tude. Not an attitude, but attitude. That’s
what Modern Rock has got to do. It’s got
to look there and say, ‘We’re a cool radio
station, but you know what? You can lis-
ten to us. We're user friendly. You're
going to experience some things, but we
don’t talk down to you. We don’t treat you
like a dirtbag, and we really respect your
intelligence. You listening to the radio
station is real, real important.’

So, in other words, programming to people
instead of at them.

Tom: Exactly. Also, hit those hot buttons
that are real important to your listeners
today -- the environment, AIDS aware-
ness. Things like that are real important
to incorporate within the rest of the day, to
make the people feel that we're not just a
jukebox here. We’re a lifestyle. I want
'DRE to be a radio station that you're
afraid to turn off, and youw’re afraid you're
going to miss something,

One final question. With all that in mind,
how did WDRE celebrate the 20th anniver-
sary of ‘Stairway To Heaven’?

Tom: We had a big parade. (Laughs)
The thing I always wondered, how about
the 20th anniversary for New Order’s
‘Blue Monday’.

You call the new album Queer. When you’re putting an album like
this together, how do you decide on a title like this one?

Twins: It just becomes obvious almost at the end of making the
album. It’s usually one track that sort of sums up the whole thing.
Normally our albums are titled after one particular track. Queer
is just a great word. It pushed a few buttons. And it sort of fitted
the idea of what we’re about which is really just being misfits. We
have this problem of, like, where do we it in, and what radio
station will play us and so on.

Doesn’t that make you a little nervous?

Twins: No. We're not really bothered with all that nonsense. We
just make good albums.

Doesn’t it bother you that you feel you don’t know where you fit in?
Twins: No. It’s good to be misfits.

It’s good to be unique I think. But I don’t know if being unique is
being a misfit. People might just be a little slower to catch on.

Twins: We don’t think that this is the total rule, but rock ‘n’ roll
has become so institutionalized it’s lost its revelry. It’s become
corporate. And we don’t really want to be part of that. The title,
the whole album we’ve created, everything in that respect. We
want to stand outside of that.

How do you keep your sense of humor through all of this?

Twins: That’s the one thing we like about our music which I find
different from lots of other things. We do have a sense of humor.
Our music is fun. A lot of it is tongue-in-cheek. We don’t take
our position in life, in terms of being in the music industry,
particularly seriously. We take our work seriously but not our
pop star-ness. Looking back on it, we’ve always had this sense of
humor in our work. Then we dipped out a little bit in the middle
period and then with the last couple of albums we got it back
again. But face it -- our music isn’t going to change the world. So
what right do we have to take ourselves too seriously. You want
to be humbled? Go to a place like the Himalayan mountains
where the people there don’t even know what pop music is all
about. All you have there are guru men talking about the vast
planet. Not dance music or rock ‘n’ roll. They’ve probably never
even heard of The Rolling Stones or The Beatles. So it’s a very
humbling effect to know that it won’t matter to them whether we
make one record this year or the next. It’s just not that important
and it’s just not going to change the scope of the world.

How do you choose the subjects you write about in your songs?

Twins: We don’t choose them. They choose us really. We've
never really dried up with writing ideas in the sense that when we
want to write about something it usually flows pretty instan-
taneously. And the fact that still after all these years we feel like
getting on with it. That’s half the battle. Being motivated. And
we are very motivated. Then it comes down to being a good writer,
and we’ve discovered it’s all about opening yourself up to new
things. We also feel that unless you've had a few adventures
you’re probably going to write very boring songs. As a writer it’s
your responsibility to do other things so that the quality of the
songs will be about more interesting subject matter. You have to
draw your inspiration from somewhere, you know. I mean, it’s
easy for us to write well-crafted songs because we’ve been doing
it for so long and understand how it all works. But the real
challenge for us is to write inspired pieces that are generally
moving. That’s the real challenge. To get that magic in there.
That’s why the subjects we write about choose us rather that us
choosing them.

Was this album completely written before you went into the record-
ing studio or did you write it as you went along?
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Twins: We’d write most of it before hand and then we’d go

in with our engineer and he’d char

Twins: It’s just music to us. We’d always
been known as a cult band and then we had
this huge success with a track called ‘Hold
Me Now’ which went to Top Five all over the
planet followed by all these other songs off
one album that became big hits. And assoon
as that happened we were trapped within our
own pop-iness. Suddenly everyone wanted
more of that and we wanted to move forward.

Yeah, but the exposure to the masses was
awesome. And people still remember that and
associate the group more so with that image.

Twins: Absolutely. And we can’t really
complain about that necessarily. I'mamazed
how much the U.S. is involved in the
categorization of music and such. All these
radio stations competing for segregated
markets. I don’t understand why it exists.

But according to polls, there is an indication
that the public prefers it that way. I don’t know
if I believe that as a fact or not.

Twins: Who's the public anyway? We’re the
public. I don’t believe in these polls. People
may be saying that but that’s only because
people have been led to believe that that’s the
easiest way to listen to music. It’s all a
process of education anyway.

I'm more of a believer that people’s preference
to what they listen to is all based on habit.

Twins: It’s so dull, though, isn’t it? Surely
part of it has got to be to introduce people to
new music. If m listening to a radio station
I want people to turn me on to new stuff. Not
the same shit I've been hearing over and over
again.

You've hit on a very important point. Since
May, Billboard created a chart that is specifi-
cally for old catalogue releases. And one
could only hypothesize that was done to stimu-
late a change in people’s bitying habits with the
intent to put more emphasis on new prodict.
And that’s the problem -- more people are
buying old music than new music. For ex-
ample, it has been reported that Meatloaf’s Bat Out Of Hell is still
selling 15,000 units every week. That record was released in 1977!
In addition, every single entry on the chart for catalogue releases
would easily displace most of the stuff on the Hot 200. Which
makes the Hot 200 a misnomer. It should read the Hot 200 --
Current Releases.

Twins: It really annoys the shit out of us that some radio stations
say that their core audience, if I must use their jargon, relate the
most to the music of the early Eighties. And, so, they play a lot
of our old records four, five, six times a day but they won’t play
our new one. They tell us that it’s beyond what their audience can
deal with. What bullshit!

It takes a very smart promotion and public relations expert to make
things happen these days.

Twins: And it’s not necessarily always about the music, is it? It’s
about demographics and statistics, in general, and that’s not atrue
indicator of what people want to hear. It’s too limiting.

And that’s another problem. You can’t expect the public to keep
buying the same old shit all of the time. And then the record industry
wonders why sales are down.

Twins: It’s all corporate rock ‘n’ roll like I said earlier. Even
better -- assembly line rock. There are too many people that are
into the safety of music. But that’s not for us. Rock ‘n’ roll --
music in general -- is supposed to be about taking chances and
risks, and being dangerous. Maybe that means not selling so
many records. When Stevie Wonder wrote Innervisions that was
a major departure for him at the time and that shocked a lot of
people. But he took a risk and people admired him in the long
run for it. And that record sold quite well, too.

Do you get involved in the business aspect of the music?
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Twins: We used to. One of our aims has been to form a label.
And right now we’re doing that more or less. We’re working in
our studio and there’s a lot of product coming out of it. But the
one thing we don’t have is a name tag for it. When you putaname
tagto it suddenly it’s not creativity, it’s business and we don’t want
that. So we avoid gelting into too much business. We avoid
worrying about it if we’re in radio’s target audience or not. We've
avoided anything that takes away from the creative process.

You can do that as long as your records are selling,.

Twins: Or you can trim your budgets to compensate for that.
You can trim your lifestyle. So what if you only sell a few hundred
thousand. What are you supposed to do? Be depressed for the
rest of your life and slash your wrists? For a lot of people it comes
down to that. It’s not worth it.

Do you listen to the radio?

Twins: Sometimes in England. But we try to avoid it when
possible. There’s a London station we like called KISS-FM.
They play dance music and club music.

Do you still go to the clubs?

Twins: Yeah, we go. In London and L.A. more so. But we have
a child and that makes it a bit hard to go out til five in the morning.
It makes our clubbing limited.

Are you going to be able to tour?

Twins: No. There’s so much going on with our studio that we feel
it’s important to keep an eye on that for the moment. We just
expanded a few months ago and it’s really exciting. So we’re quite
busy. And we like it that way.

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Focus On...

FERRIS WHEELS IN A WINNER

Coming into a market and facing a hard rocking CHR with a 30 share would be a nightmare for most people.
But WKQZ/Saginaw PD Mike Ferris and his staff met the challenge and came back #1 18-34 Adults... and
they had fun doing it. Mike recently took some time out to tell us how WKQZ went from a 7 share in 1988
to a 20 share today, and also, where the station will be heading in 1992.

Let’s start off with a little bit of
information on the Saginaw
area. How would you describe it
to someone who has never been
there?

Mike: It’s basically an
automotive industry town,
along the lines of a Flint, or a
mint Detroit. The last
recession hit us pretty hard.
This recession, they’ve had time
to diversify their economy. So,
they’re weathering the storm a
little bit better this time.
Unemployment is not quite at
double digits, but it’s up there.
There’s still alot of dependence
on the automotive industry so
it’s very blue collar. Very much
a union town. Market
population is about 327,000.
So, it’s just bubbling under the
top 100.

Do you have difficulty attracting
advertisers in an industry town
in this economy?

Mike: Oh, no. KQZ has
experienced tremendous
growth in revenues over the
past three years. We've
doubled our billing! Credit
that to a sales team that turned
ratings into dollars, and to the
cooperative nature that helped
turn promotions into
moneymakers. Saginaw is
actually one of three Tri-Cities,
including Midland and Bay
City. Bay City’s economy is
based on tourism, as well as
manufacturing and farming,
Saginaw is a GM town. And
Midland is the home of Dow
Chemical. Saginaw has about a
12% ethnic composition of
blacks while Bay City carries
the blue collar, and Midland
has a high per capita of college
graduates and chemical
engineers from Dow. They all
have very distinct personalities.
They all have their own
attitudes about each other, but
they’re all interdependent. The
three together make the
Tri-County Metro area very
strong.

You have no direct AOR
competition, but you do have a
CHR in the market that’s not
afraid to rock.

Mike: The competitors in the
market include a hard rocking
Top 40 station, WIOG.
They’ve made it work through a
terrific marketing campaign, as
well as being very well
researched, as far as what
music to play. They don’t use a
lot of dance product, or a lot of
Urban product, which would
seem surprising, considering
that Saginaw has a pretty strong
ethnic population of blacks.
But it’s a rock and roll town.

Has that aIwa}!s been the history
of the market
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Mike: In the late *70s, Dave
Brewer, from the Pollack
Media Group, used to program
WHNN, which was really a
hybrid Rock CHR at the time.
hey would play things like
Pink Floyd ‘Us And Them’, and
gointo ‘Ride Like The Wind’ by
Christopher Cross. And it
worked up here. They had a 14
share, and were the #1 station.
After Dave left and went to
Oklahoma City, the station
changed to an A/C, and never
really fully regained. So,
WIOG, which had been kind of
an automated rock AOR
format, said, ‘Well, we can do
that,” and incorporated jingles,
contests, and the standard
CHR delivery over rock
records. And they've basically
just taken over that position.

When you got to the station, what
were some of the problems you
were faced with, other than the
competition from ’[0G?

Mike: ’KQZ went on the air in
the Spring of 1986, a 3,000 watt
AOR, wﬁich was boosted to
50,000 watts in the Fall of 1988.
During those first two years,
’KQZ did well, carving a niche
with 18-34 Men. hen 1
arrived in December 1988, the
station was unfocused
musically. We also found alack
of community involvement, and
they hadn’t capitalized on their
increased signal strength. So,
those are the three areas we
went right to work on.

How do you compete with a
CHR that’s playing everything
from Top 40 to mainstream
AOR, and has a 30 share?

Mike: We focused the music to
really target Men 25-34, with
obvious spillover to 18-24, and
some helpful spillover 35-40,
we did tgat by using more
familiar Classic cuts. And
without the benefit of a
research budget or a huge
marketing budget, we basicaﬁy
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just hit them on the streets,
shaking hands and kissin

babies everywhere we coulg
find an opportunity. And that
included a lot of things like
blood drives, rock and roll
auctions, food drives, and
campaigns to get more involved
in the community. We also got
very organized in recycling
groups. We helped get the
awareness out there for people
to do drop-off recycling, by
actually putting jocks out there
to shovel newspapers into
trucks and broadcasting from
the recycling centers. Our
peo le make the difference.
10G’s share has shrunk to a 15
share as a result,

What type of marketing do you
do?

Mike: We do marketinﬁ which
is grass roots. Over the past
year, we started a news letter,
and created a data base. I've
used interns and even airstaff
members on telemarketing
campaigns. We do that with a
very limited budget, so a lot of
it is done through trade. If
there’s one thing that’s helped
us beat 'I0G, it’s putting
together a plan with not only
the Pollack Media Group, but
also with the people here, and
sharing the goals with them.

How does your Arbitron look
now?

Mike: We've been #1 18-34
Adults for the entire year.
When we came here, theyhad a
30 share in 12+, and also, a 30
share of 18-34 Adults. We were
#2 at the time in 18-34 with a 15
share. Now, that’s turned
around. We’re virtually even
#1 18-34, with 20 shares. ’KQZ
dominates Men 25-34, and
'IOG takes 25-34 Women.
We're even in the 18-24 race.
And WIOG has got a
marketing budget that some
major market stations would
kill for. These guys use top of

the line filmhouse campaigns.

Thely’ e had Thousand Dollar
Dai yE’rize give-aways for cash,
They’'ve also done Ten
Thousand Dollar Thursdays.
They’'re a very highly
rescariched station. This is a
CHR ' that plays things like
‘Swe¢t Home Alabama’,
‘Stairway To Heaven’, ‘Walk
This L Wa\{,’ and ‘Rocl;ﬁ'
Mounfain Way’. They use
these titles in regular rotation.
At tinjes, their use of our gold
frustr*ates me, but it really
doesnit have an effect on our
25-34 ¢ore of Men.

What other type of competition
are you up against? Do you have
an Urlan station in the market?

Mike: Yes, we do. They do a
prettyl good job. They pull
about'a 6 share. There’s an
A/C stiation that pulls about a 6
share., Also, in the past year,
"HNF has changed their format
to Oldies, and has really run
away with a lot of the upper
demo. There’s also a Country
station. A lot of Country
stations have had a resurgence
in popularity, and when you
bac t§at with some marketin,
dollary and TV or billboard%
and outdoor advertising, you
can’t help but see cume grow.
And when that happens, and

these stations are well
rogrammed, you're going to
ind

ime spent listening
increaging. Tl?e race has really
tighteried up. We saw the same
thing happen in Grand Rapids
through the *80s. LAYV used to
have a dominant share in that
marke{. There were maybe
four stations in double digits,
and everybody else was at
about 4 6 share. Now, you've
got four stations just reachinﬁ
oubl¢ digits. It’s a muc
tighter race, as stations use
more gophisticated marketing
and redearch techniques.

Are youy able to do any kind of
research in programming the
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:Focus On ...

f Mike Ferris along with Klaus Meine pounding some cold

station, or is that just not a reality
with your budget?

Mike: We’ve never had the
luxury of buying research up
here, spending money bringing
in some heavy hitters to tell us
what we’re doing right or what
we’re doing wrong. That’s
probablg where we rely on the
people from Pollack the most
just to help keep us focused
with current music, to see
what’s testing well in other
markets, to test burn on what
records are ready for recurrent
ositions, and by keeping our
ibrary relatively tight.
Do you ever call other Program
Directors that you know who
have the budgets, just to see what
their research is telling them?

Mike: We really get a good
focus on what’s goin on
nationally through the Pollack
people. That’s probably one of
our points of weakness, though,
that we don’t network a lot with
other stations. I've talked with
Bill Martin at
'RKR/Kalamazoo. And ]I listen
to a lot of the mid-Michigan
stations and the Detroit
stations, to see what they’re
using, because sometimes just
by hearing a record on the
radio, you can get a feel for
whether it would work in your
situation or not. I give Jim
Pemberton a lot of credit for
what he’s doing at 'RIF. His
sample hours are just
mind-boggling. He’s doing a
eat job of not only bringinia
ot of fresh, new artists into the
fold, but he’s also carved a niche
for 'RIF between the Classic
Rocker and Wheels. I always
believed that new artists are the
core of the format. You've got
to develop new artists all the
time. If you don’t you’re goin
to be screwed. &assic iocE
will be around forever. But as
long as there’s Classic Rock,
there’s %oing to be 25 to 34’s
that still enjoy a new band,
because that’s the way we grew
up. That’s what causes us to be
AOR listeners versus bein
Country listeners, or CH
listeners, or A/C listeners.

You said that you've focused the
music to target Men 25-34. In
doing this, have you increased
your average rotations?

Mike: We’ve recently gone
through some tightening up of
our current playlist. We've
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always basically run a 30 to 32
song playlist. And I'm a firm
believer, like Russ Mottla in
Baltimore, that rotation is the
key. You've got to play these
records often enough to
become familiar. Until they
become familiar, your audience
really can’tgudge whether they
like or dislike a song. But even
when we use a song on a five
hour rotation, that’s still twice
as long as they would normally
hear aPower-current record on
a CHR. Our time spent
listening has always been
phenomenal. We’ve always
done a very efficient job of
turning cume into TSL. We
had gone up into about the
39-song range, with extra
Lights, because we've add more
Lights into the nighttime hours
with some special programming
called The Nightly News. It’s a
show at 9:00 that’s an hour of
currents, and it’s all the new up
and coming acts, as well as the
new heritage artists releases.
The show is very well received,
especially by the active
listeners. It allowed us to play a
few more titles, to give more
developing acts a shot. There is
a lot of good music out there.
The point is that there’s not
enough minutes in the day to
play it all.

What new artists stood out most
at WKQZ in 19912

Mike: Through the first three
to six months of the year,
Queensryche and the Black
Crowes just ruled. And those
are the easy ones because
looking back on it now, there
were three, four, five hits on
cach album. But at the time,
when Queensryche first
released ‘Empire’, a lot of
stations were only playing them
after 3 or after 7 p.m. We were
blasting that thing wide open.
Whenyou've got a CHR playing
‘Highway To Hell’ at eight in
the morning, you better damn
well open it up yourself.

But aren’t you running the risk of
alienating the upper demos, the
ones with the money?

Mike: We haven’t had a
problem with that. This is
definitely a very hard rock and
roll town. I wouldn’t call it as
hard as San Antonio, but we’re
not afraid of playing things like
Metallica as early as noon.
Sometimes I feel that’s what
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holds us back in getting more 35
to 40-year old %Vien istening.
But you focus on that 25 to 34
center of the dartboard. You
know you’re going to get some
18 to 24’s because of the fact
that you can play Metallica that
early. What does that do to the
35 to 40 year-old listener?
You've got to weigh and judge
which one is more important to
you, and which one you need to
cater to. Up to this point, we
feel very strongly about
protecting ourselves from’IOG
rocking hard and dominating
the 18 to 24 Male sell. And they
haven’t. We’re basically dead
even at that. But when it comes
to 25 to 34, we dominate
virtually every station.

Which new artists do you feel will
do well in ’92?

Mike: Metallicareallyhastobe
secn as still being a new artist.
It’s still new to the AOR format.
Here’s a band that sold millions
without the help of radio. Now,
they’ve taken a similar
approach to that done by
Queensryche with the

roduction of this last album, to

¢ more accessible. And
they’ve done it without
alienating their old fans. I've
never had a dichard Metallica
fan call me up and say that
ther’ve sold out. Because that’s
bullshit. They haven’t sold out.
These songs are more
accessible. They’re more
melodic. And it’s nice to see
these kind of bands grow and
develop. You cantell the bands
that are real versus some of the

oser bands out there. We
ound a big backlash against a
lot of the glam bands. We don’t

lay them anymore. The 18 to

4’s don’t care for them.
They’re more into rap than they
are that. And the 25 to 34’s,
while they might acknowledge
it, they actually test better with
women. And I can’t refocus the
station to try to attract women,
when my primary focus is men.

With so many recent heritage
artist releases, are you having
difficulty finding room for

developing artists?
Mike: We’ve recently
tightened our Light

u

category, whicﬁ has hurt the
developing artist. Frankly,
heritage recleases can be
mediocre at times, but a lot of it
is good, too. The QOzzy
Osbourne, Van Halen, Tom
Petty and the Lynyrd Si(ynyrd
are working very well, but the
glut of superstar product since
August has been very revealing,
in the sense that you see how a
lot of them have put out product
that really hasn’t held up, even
over a six week period. And
you think, ‘Here we are ignoring
some of these developing acts,
only to make room for these
heritage artists that are putting
out a mediocre product.’
That’s unfair, but that’s the
reality of it. In there, though,
we’ve been able to bring back
the White Trash record, which
worked terrifically here.

Were you on ‘Apple Fie’ the first
time around?

Mike: Yes, we went on it the
first time around. It was one of
those situations where, as more
and more of that superstar
product started coming out, we
punted a lot of the developing
acts. If something doesn’t take
off in the first five or six weeks,
there’s a lot of pressure to punt,
but White Trash was one that
we were able to bring back, and
it’s working great. The Scream
was another one that we had a
terrific run with. The School Of
Fish and the Alice In Chains
also work very well up here. I
wouldn’t want to be a new,
developing act this last quarter
of 1991. I'd tell the record
company, ‘Hey, I've waited this
long for fame and fortune, I'll
wait another six months. Put
me out in the Spring.’

Records like ‘Apple Pie’, or
Extreme’s ‘Get The Funk Out’
seem to be exceptions to the rule.
Do you find that the labels are
too quick to drop the ball?

Mike: I give the Detroit label
reps alot of credit because they
understand and appreciate that
a record might lose its bullet in
the charts, but if it’s still
working for you, you hang on to
it. There’s a lot more of them
that feel that way than there are
those that turn around and say,
‘Well, you can forget about that
track, now, I'm on to this next
one.” We've got a real good
field staff of people out here in
the regional area. I'm sure the
people in Detroit and Grand
Rapids would tell you that, too.
They get to know their stations.
They don’t pound you on things
that they are pretty sure
wouldn’t work on your station.
We never took a beating on the
Bonnie Raitt project. We told
Capitol that we really don’t
think that would work up here.
But we’ve taken a chance on the
second track, and it’s not doing
bad. It’s got the funniest
daypart pattern that you can
imagine, but where it’s getting
played, 1t’s working.

Do you have anything in closing
that you'd like our readers to
know about WKQZ?

Mike: What’s happening in
medium markets today is the
same fragmentation we’ve seen
take place in most of the majors.
But the methods for winnin
are universal. Surroung
yourself with talented,
motivated people. Find out
what your audience wants,
needs and expects from you.
Deliver more than you promise.
Everyone here, from our
creative genius, Joe Volk, to
APD/MD Connie Schilkey, to
sales and airstaff, comes to
work each day with an attitude
that says, ‘Here’s what I'm
going to do today to make ’KQZ
a stronger station." As their
manager, I expect that of
them... and I can’t ask for
anything more.

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Teenage Fanclub, "Bandwagonesque” (DGC)
Every time you turn around
someone is proclaiming this
and that to be "the next big
thing." Trends fly past with
the speed of a meal at White
Castle, more often than not
sticking to the ribs in precise-
ly the same manner. But,
once in a while those advance
proclamations of genius turn
out to be accurate as hell.
Usually when the sound in
question is whittled down to the five basic essentials of rock and
roll--- guitar, bass, drums, vocals and more guitar! Teenage
Fanclub fit that bill quite nicely, with a pure pop heart never too
far from the surface of their feedback wail. The dozen tracks that
make up their second longplayer in a way answer the question,
"What would have happened if Paul Westerburg was around to
take over for Pete Hamm in Badfinger after he hung himself?"
Then again, they also sound like Neil Young would have as a
member of Big Star as opposed to Buffalo Springfield. The first
single ("Star Sign") is about as perfect as garage pop gets these
days, and is primarily responsible for the lofty 29-15* chart
position. There is literally no way to describe the songs on
"Bandwagonesque” without using famous names from the past.
The thing that makes the album so special is that it’s able to
transcend the obvious influences and forge a singular identity.
Sure "Guiding Star" is a re-write of Lou Reed’s "I'll Be Your
Mirror", but who cares when the result is this lovely? And while
the instrumental "Is This Music?" may remind me of Todd
Rundgren’s "Breathless" from "Something/Anything?", you can bet
they didn’t mean it that way. "The Concept" sets everything up
withits Crazy Horse meets The Raspberries by way of J.Macsis
attitude. "Metal Baby" is Bolan on The Bowery and "December"
is a fuzz drenched "Angel Of The Moming" with time on its side.
"What You Do To Me" is pure Badfinger and "I Don’t Know" has
atitle in common with The Mats, but a feel straight from the late
great Records. Even if you start with those mentioned, you’ll be
cheating yourselfif you don’t include "Pet Rock" or the Neil meets
Ray Davies grunge of "dlcoholiday". "Bandwagonesque" makes
it just under the cut-off point to wind up one of the year’s best
efforts. Enjoy daily. (MM)

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Very little is known about this band other than they come from a town called
Liverpool in the U.K.. Once upon a time that would have been enough to set the wheels toward gold in motion,
but lately that piece of geography has meant nothing special, with the E-laced burg of Manchester getting the
bulk of worldwide retina gaze. There is another fact about Top that some will find interesting, two of the
members used to be in The Pale Fountains, a band who reached pop nirvana with songs like "Thank You" and
"Jean's Not Happening" just a few short years ago. Top are not about anything other than solid song structure
and pop promise. Their first single "Number One Dominator" was picked up early as an import by stations like
LIVE 105 and WHTG strictly for its joyful pop celebration. With very little fanfare Top have steadily moved
up the chart, and with their full effort just reaching us all, they occupy a respectable 48-37* piece of numerical
real estate. Stations like 91X, KDGE, KJJO,KRCK, KROQ, MARS-FM, WBRU, WDRE, WDST and WHTG
are all firm believers, and even a short listen to the next in line ("Buzzin’") suggest this to be nearly a hint of what’s to come. Danceable
pop with memorable hooks may look boring on paper, but vault from any set of speakers. We suggest letting tracks like those
mentioned, as well as the rollicking "Hi Baby Hi", subtle "Goodnight", 10cc-ish "Feel Good" and "Easy", or psycha-drone of "4s Far
As I Can See" leap from your replay unit as soon as possible. (MM)

Enya, "Shepherd Moons" (REPRISE ) When I'm experiencing my weakest moments, feeling especially reflective and

introspective, or when everyday struggles and stress deepen my moods too far to reclaim...I need only race home
and put on "Watermark" or "The Celts" (both of which are starting to wear out), to escape far, far away. There is
solace within the peace and tranquility that flows within the gently cascading melodies, awe-inspiring layers of
sound, haunting lyrics and Enya’s incredibly sweet and pure voice. Seems strange I’m sure, that the metal editor
would be writing this review, but those who know me well, will not find it such a stretch, as my tastes run far
beyond just the metal realms. And Enya has been the soundtrack to more of my days and nights than I dare
recall (not to mention "Green Card" and "L.A. Story" as well as numerous commercial spots). She doesn’t know
it, but she’s tapped into the heart of my soul more than once and comforted me through some of my most painful
moments. She’s also brightened households, with dancing visions of "Orinoco Flow", and her albums have many
times been given as gifts to friends and family, most particularly my Irish grandfather who cherishes anything reminiscent of his
homeland. Enya’s enchanting compositions are all hedged in Celtic tones and temperament, her voice timbered with a crisp accent,
barely discernible at times, and utterly charming. I've awaited this new release anxiously, and "Shepherd Moons" is a desperately
lovely follow-up to the critically acclaimed "Watermark" (4 million sold internationally as well). From the ethereal title track, to the
rising tides of "Caribbean Blue" and "Book Of My Days", the touching "Evacuee", the sweeping "Marble Halls", "Angeles", "Lothlorien"
or "After Ventus" or the breezy lilt of "How Can I Keep From Singing?"....Enya once again offers (with the help of long time associates
Nicky and Roma Ryan) a delicate, finely woven craft of chilling beauty and mood. Depths, barely attempted in this increasingly
"commercial” world. Atypical of the angst-driven chaos of so much popular music, "Shepherd Moons" runs lightly across one’s soul
like fingers, feather soft upon the mind...and don’t we all need a bit of that these days. Soothing away the worries, pricking hidden
emotions now and then, dreamy and hopeful, always. On over 20 stations so far, with hopefully many more to fall under the spell of
"Shepherd Moons" in the days and nights to come. (Christine Black)

Uncle Tupelo, "Still Feel Gone" (ROCKVILLE) Genuine regional "sounds” are hard to breed, harder to discern and nearly

impossible to keep segregated, yet they are invaluable to a culture approaching homogeneous texture. Uncle
Tupelo, originating from the St. Louis area, borrow from several sources of garage penmanship throughout the
48 contiguous for their unique signature. For their second album, following last year’s "No Depression” (and a
contribution to the "Matter Of Degrees” soundtrack), it’s easy to be peg Uncle Tupelo as chasing the vapor
trails of R.E.M.’s "Reckoning”, especially listening to Jay’s vocals on "Fall Down Easy". Then an amp-driven
blast urges reconsideration, like a grimacing thug makes you dig down for that lunchmoney. An adolescent tug
has pushed everybody from Dinosaur Jr to the Mats to the Lemonheads to the late great Squirrels out of the
corner into the spotlight. And finally, a Nashville twang echoes in corners, courtesy of the mandolin, harmonica
and banjo that guitarist Farrar employs. Occasional stark passages stir images of these midwesterners
wandering in the broad expanses of Nevada or Arizona without a compass. Uncle Tupelo recorded their latest out of Boston’s Fort
Apache with honchos Paul Q. Koldiere (Bullet LaVolta/Throwing Muses/The Bosstones) and Sean Slade (Dinosaur Jr), and plenty
of additional hands along for the ride. A member of another Midwest band (the Jayhawks) who headcd for the opposite coast (to
Def American) guests, Gary Louris, sits in on guitar, and co-producer Sean Slade lends a spot of organ in several places. "Gun" (also
available as a 7" b/w a cover of The Soft Boys "I Wanna Destroy You"), "Looking For A Way Out" and "Nothing" are further splendid
examples to take to your listeners. "D Boon", named after the Minuteman, isn’t a morose homage, but a life-affirming romp to his
music. This record defies the "look at me, I'm wonderful’ syndrome that such name-tossing has been known to inflame. Honest, raw
and wonderful almost to a fault. (BR)

Hang around any of NYC’s boroughs and sooner or later, you’ll run into
Scatterbrain. Or one of their friends. Or somebody who’s hung out in bars with them, or bought them drinks,
or ... well, you get the idea. Not that a long-necked beer bottle is the axis on which Scatterbrain’s world spins.
*Y They just know how to enjoy themselves at the drop of a guitar pick. "Here Comes Trouble" introduced this
fivesome in grand, and smarmy, style to anybody with a sense of humor, no matter what programming hat they
wore. For those who hadn’t heard Tommy Christ in his Ludichrist days, songs like "I’m With Stupid" spun
brilliant stories with his deft and sardonic spoken wit. Their cover of Cheech and Chong’s "Earache My Eye"
(also done by Soundgarden), plus the "name that riff" game of "Down With The Ship (Slight Return)", got their
foot in the door with the hard to plcase listeners. But if they were still a tough sell after razor-tipped "Goodbye
Freedom Hello Mom", then wise up! "Scamboogery" brings them out of the Relativity camp, who did a superb
job taking them to all sides of the new rock circus tent, and Elektra’s sinking their teeth into a band with quite a future. Scatterbrain
managed to diffuse a potentially disastrous show, opening for 2 Live Crew last year at New York’s Ritz, peppering the crowd with
lots of songs found on this album, and several costume changes that have become a staple of their live scts (chicken heads and nuns
habits, etc). Recently they’ve been scen on stage in ostentatiously tasteless tuxedos -- what better to sweat in for a 90 minutes set
than double knit day-glo polyester? Paul Neider and Glen Cummings’ chunka-chunka guitar chops are strictly no-nonsense, and the
addition of horns on the likes of "Swiss Army Girl" give them that extra oomph. "Sonata #4" gives way to "#11", another Mozart
soundbite taken to its (frightening or logical) metal conclusion. Be on the lookout for "Logic" as future emphasis, and the title track,
featuring Smokin’ Joe Frazier on vocals. Saying that Scatterbrain’s music is fun is like saying that Jeagermeister is strong. (BR)
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i " Where else could a band like The Cramps be formed than the
~ glamorous environment of CBGB’s, by way of Cleveland. You couldn’t write a better script if you wanted to,

and who would? Back in ‘76, when Lux Interior and Poison Ivy (Rorschach) spewed forth their first version of
menstrual musical mutation on the Lower East Side, they were lumped in with the burgeoning "punk" movement.
But The Cramps were always more interested in the darker side of rockabilly’s past. They mutated their warped
sense of history through campy psychedelic dramatics, and the riveting presence of the most confrontational
front man since Iggy smeared peanut butter on his chest and crawled through shattered glass. The attitude was
there to spare, and numerous record company battles left the band a more populay attraction across the sea
than at home here in The States by the middle of the 80’s. In ‘86 The Cramps came back big with "d Date With
Elvis" and the subsequent "Stgy Sick" releases. It’s been a while since the tear stained strains of "Bikini Girls
With Machine Guns" graced our airwaves, but there are many tracks to choose from here more than able/to pick up the slack. The
kooky, roots heavy originals "Dames, Booze, Chains And Boots", "Two Headed Sex Change" and "Blow Up Your Mind" start the set off
with a triplet of seismic proportions. Then we get to the first "closet classic", a cover of Captain Beefheart’s contribution to the film
"Blue Collar", "Hardworkin’ Man". Iggy himself guests on "Miniskirt Blues", a track originally recorded by The Flower Children (later
The Vibes), and Lux regains the reins with the original, primal "A/ligator Stomp As expected, it gets a bit out of hand from here,
with "I Wanna Get In Your Pants" and "Bend Over, I'll Drive", but "Don’t Get Funny With Me" restores the|rockabilly charm of Gene
Vincent in stiletto heals.

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Rapper 2-Pac of Digital Underground is filing a $10 million
lawsuit in Alameda County Superior Court against two Oakland,
California, police officers claiming he was harassed, assaulted
and falsely arrested while crossing astreet in downtown Oakland
last month. His attorney, David Macon, says the police officers
stopped him for jaywalking, then started harassing him about his
name. "I'm completely outraged,” 2-Pac says. "Just think about
it, you are stopped in the streets, show your ID and then sweated
because of your name."

Elton John has helped launch an appeal organized by Lions
Club International and Lenscrafters to collect eyeglasses for
needy people in Latin America.

John Mellencamp has received the Silver Clef award from the
Nordoff-Robbins Music Therapy Foundation in New York City,
in a ceremony that also included an auction that offered an
original Mellencamp oil painting. Britain’s Duchess of York,
Sarah Ferguson, presented Mellencamp with the award. "Being
a child born with spina bifida, I've always been extremely
sensitive to children with any type of disability,” Mellencamp
says. "I believe there is never enough that can be done to help
these children." The foundation treats disabled children with
music therapy.

A Geto Boys, Hi-C concert in Richmond, California, was
canceled after gunshots were fired in the crowd. Police say no
one was injured by the gunfire, and one man was slightly injured
when fighting broke out in the City Auditorium just before the
show was to begin. "For about 15 minutes it was totally out of
control," says police Sgt. Joe Silva. About a hundred police
officers responded once the disturbance broke out, and a four-
block area was cordoned off.

Eddie Kendricks says he'll keep singing, even though he’s
undergone surgery in Atlanta to remove his right lung.
Kendricks is expected to recover fully. "I will never touch
another cigarette again, " he says. Kendricks goes on tour in
Africa and Europe beginning next month.

Winnie Mandela and Miriam Makeba are organizing a benefit
concert for African children that will be held in Lagos, Nigeria,
later this month. "I think this is the first time that African people
are trying to do something for themselves," Makeba says. "In the
Bible they say God helps those who help themselves." Color Me

Warwick, Chubb Rock, the Boys, Third World, Frankie Beverly
& Maze, Barry White, the Commodores, Kool & The Gang,
Freddie Jackson, Melba Moore, Ladysmith Black Mambazo,
Fela Kuti and King Sunny Ade are among those expected to
participate in the three-day event.

Doug Burton said he
would have paid up to $5,000 for the uniform, which the
auctioneer described as "still having the scent of a megastar."

The Beach Boys long-running legal feud with original inspiration
and producer Brian Wilson reaches open court this month. The
band sued to have him declared mentally unfit to run his part of
their affairs. At issue is Wilson’s relationship with Dr, Eugene
Landy, who Wilson says saved his life from drug abuse and
mental disorders. But Landy has also become his business
partner and admits to having made $8 million out of the venture
during the past eight years. Wilson is countersuing his family
over his late father’s sa{e of his publishing rights in the late 1960s
at a time, when Wilson says, he was "emotionally incapable” of
stopping him.

Slowdive will have an album out in the U.S. (on SBK Records),
as part of an arrangement with Britain’s Creation Records.

Public Enemy, the Geto Boys and Naughty By Nature will team
up for a "We Can’t Be Stopped P.E. Tour" beginning in
Cincinnati on November 27. Puglic Enemy and the Geto Boys
will alternate as headliners on the tour.
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The Washington Post newspaper notes that George Michael
registered under a false name at a hotel in the city, but his
entourage was seen in the hotel lounge wearing George Michael
satin tour jackets and working out in the hotel’s health club
wearing George Michael baseball caps.

Rapper Def Jef will appear in the upcoming film, "Deep Cover,"
being directed by Bill Duke.

Florida attorney Jack Thompson, always looking for a way to get
2 Live Crew in trouble, has written the National Basketball
Association complaining about the use of sportswear from the
Miami Heat NBA team on the album’s cover.

The Nymphs took a jab at labelmates Guns N’ Roses on a radio
broadcast in Los Angeles recently. The band performed
"Knockin’ On Axl Pose," dedicating it to "all those who don’t like
the $2 million "Don’t Cry’ video."

Nirvana, L7, Sister Double Happiness and Hole played a
pro-choice benefit concert in Los Angeles. The "Rock For
Choice" event raised money for the Feminist Majority
organization. L7 are planning another benefit in support of
abortion rights in January featuring Fugazi and possibly
Consolidated. L7 have been recording tracks for asecond album
(for Slash Records) with Nirvana producer Butch Vig,

Ed Kowalczyk, lead singer for the British band Live, says
"Heaven Wore A Shirt," on the band’s new "Four Songs" EP,
hopes "to get right down to the dirt and figure out what is
preventing people from being in real relationships with each
other." Another song on the EP, "Operation Spirit," discusses the
limitations of religion. "The fact that the pain is right here, right
now cannot be solved by a belief in a figure or an 1mage of a guy
who was here 2,000 years ago. It’s not coming into direct contact
to understand the violence that goes on inside us."

Mick Jagger has signed a solo recording contract (with Atlantic
Records), while the Rolling Stones are label shopping.
"Whoever they sign with will first have to get them all to speak
to each other before they can stand in front of a microphone,”
says an industry source.

Tone Loc’s new album, "Cool Hand Loc," includes a
pro-marijuana song called "Mean Green." Loc’s debut album
also included a similar track called "Cheeba Cheeba." "I get
asked to do a lot of ’say no’ campaigns, and I always turn them
down," he says. "I'd do a ’say no’ to cocaine campaign, no
problem. I'm not down with any other drugs. But 'm no
hypocrite. I'm not saying smoking bud is OK, not trying to glorify
it. I'm just saying this is what Tone Loc does. If you want to know
the artist, you gotta know what he does."

Malcolm Travis, former drummer for the Zulus, has joined Bob
Mould’s backing band.

The Pousette-Dart Band have reactivated themselves, after over
a decade away from the music scene.

California Governor Jerry Brown quoted a couple of lines from
Midnight Oil’s "The Dead Heart" from the "Diesel And Dust"
album though it took persistent inquiries to get Brown’s staff to
concede that he had "paraphrased" the song’s lyrics. Initially, the
campaign staff said "it was a concidence" and later claimed the
line was attributed in footnotes to the text of the speech. "I had
three or four people sending in drafts and paragraphs to put in
the speech,” Brown says. "I had never heard of Midnight Oil or
whatever the heck they are. I did notice they were good lines. I
certainly didn’t notice where they came from."
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Interstate 55 in Jackson, Mississippi, lhas been named the B.B.
King Freeway by an action of the Jackson City Council.

Ann and Nancy Wilson of Heart |are claiming that radio
programmers are not playing "You’re The Voice," from the
band’s new live album, because the sirigle is "not the kind of song
we want from you." They also claim the video for the song, which
includes footage from pro-choice and anti-war demonstrations,
is being shunned. "It’s not Heart’s imdge to do anything but play
music and have big hair,” Ann Wilson says. "When people see
Ann and Nancy looking straight in thel camera and singing about
standing up for what you believe in, i shakes them up."

The Jaycees in Memphis have apologized to Elvis Presley’s
estate for a Halloween haunted house that included a "Dead
Elvis" exhibit. The room was decorated with empty pizza boxes,
pill bottles and partially-eaten jelly dgughnuts.

Richard Butler of the Psychedelic Furs concedes that the fact
that each of the songs on "World Outside" is written in the first
person means the LP is more revealing than other Furs albums,
"I was ending one relationship and starting another all through
that period of writing and recording, and I was surprised at how
much that came through on the record,” Butler says. "When we
had a listening session and had sequenced the album, I felt very
exposed. I’'m not very comfortable wijth that, but I think maybe
you shouldn’t be completely comfortable with it. Maybe that
means it’s honest and that there are|a lot of your own feelings
there. I'm not a person who would walk around and tell people
about my problems and what I'm gging through, so to have a
record sounding like that made me fgel very uncomfortable."

Vanilla Ice’s "Cool As Ice" film is |going to home video, an
extraordinarily short time after it was released in theaters. The
home video will be released on December 19. The film failed to
gross $1 million after its first week in release in almost 400
screens around the U.S.

Jackson Browne has given Pat MacDonald of Timbuk 3 a
six-string guitar. "It means I'm a mempber of the Baritone Guitar
Society,” MacDonald says. "Being iff the Society is way above
gc:ttin%l a Grammy or a gold record| You get a cool guitar --
something you can actually use."

The Altman Brothers Band will record three concerts in Macon,
Georgia, at the end of December, fpr a live album, their first
since the "Live At The Fillmore East{ album from 1971.
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Gloria Estefan will join conductor Michael Tilson Thomas and
the New World Symphony in Miami for a benefit concert in
March, to raise money for a number of charity groups.

Carter Cornelius, of the 1970s group Cornelius Brothers &
Sister Rose, has died of a heart attack in Florida. Cornelius,
whose real name was Prince Gideon Israel, was 43. The group
had a hit in 1971 with "Treat Her Like A Lady" and the following
year with "Too Late To Turn Back Now."

The Atlanta Rhythm Section walked out of a concert in Augusta,
Georgia, almost starting a riot among fans seeking refunds. The
two bands apparently argued about stage set ups, with ARS
claiming it couldn’t set up its drums because the Marshall
Tucker Band already had put its equipment on stage. Promoter
Tom Johnson says ARS took their money and ran. "There were

two groups there, and one was quite professional and the other
acted like crybabies,” Johnson says. "I doubt any booking agency
in the country will deal with the Atlanta Rhythm Section after
this."

Paul Simon says he’ll tour South Africa in January with the
musicians who backed him on the "Graceland" album.

Paula Abdul canceled two different dates scheduled for
Orlando, Florida, because of logistical problems with elaborate
sets used for her show. Abdul’s crew needed 14 1/2 hours to set
up for a show in Miami and didn’t finish packing up in time to
make the concert in Orlando. The same problem had occurred
a few days earlier when the equipment was to have been moved
from Atlanta to Orlando. Twelve trucks were being used to carry
Abdul’s entourage, props and costumes.

UK Music News

After the recent acquittal of Island Records on obscenity
charges, this week sees the British rerelease of the album that
put the company in court, NWA’s Efil4Zaggin. As previously
reported in The Hard Report, the album was withdrawn after
less than a week in record stores on its first release. Asa protest
against censorship, Island has distributed 2,000 promotional
posters for Efil4Zaggin which quote Article 19 of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights: "Everyone has the right to free-
dom of opinion and expression.” With all the publicity of the
trial, the album is expected to be a huge success and a single from
the album, "Always Into Something," has alreadyreached the top
40 of the British singles charts. Elsewhere, Island is shortly to
release the Ice Cube album Death Certificate. However, the label
has run into controversy because British copies of the LP will not
feature the tracks "No Vaseline” and "Black Korea." It’s under-
stood that Island was particularly concerned over "No Vaseline,"
a track that deals with Ice Cube’s former band NWA and their
Jewish manager Jerry Heller in less than complimentary terms,
because they thought it might be seen as racist.

Island did give Ice Cube’s American label, Priority, the option
to find another British distributor for the LP, but the company
agreed to the deletion of the two tracks. Speaking to Meglody
Maker, a spokesman for Island commented, "It was not Island’s
intention to censor Ice Cube. Indeed, the company’s long legal
defense of the NWA album gives witness to Island’s views on
censorship and freedom of speech. The remaining tracks, in our
judgment, form a significant album which, although vivid in its
depiction of contemporary America, does not advocate hatred
and violence. Island Records believes the Ice Cube album to be
an important release and one which should be available to rap
fans in Britain.

There are strong rumors that the Go-Betweens are to reform.
The rumors have been sparked by the fact that the former main
songwriters of the band, Grant MacLennan and Robert Forster,
have been playing shows as an acoustic duo on Lloyd Cole’s
European tour. Both men have released solo album this year,
but this is the second time they’ve done shows together since the
Go-Between’s split. Earlier in the year, they played a gig at
London’s Subterania.

London’s newest live music venue will open with a show by
Edwyn Collins on December 17. The Grand in Clapham, South-
west London was acquired by the Mean Fiddler Group in 1989,
but there were various problems in getting the venue into oper-
ation. The Edwardian theater was a Music Hall/Vaudeville
venue as long ago as 1900, but had to be extensively refurbished
as it was almost derelict when the Mean Fiddler bought it. Aside
from the renovation, there was also opposition from many local
residents who didn’t see the site as a suitable club/gig venue and
there were five court hearings before music and liquor licensed
were granted for the premises. Future shows already booked for
the Grand include gigs by That Petrol Emotion, The Godfathers
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and Fatima Mansions. Despite the local objections, the venue
will be welcomed by many as it is located in an area which has
very few places for bands to play. Elsewhere on the club front,
the ownership of London’s Hibernian Club has become the
subject of some dispute, with the directors of two London ven-
ues, the Brixton Academy and the Town And Country Club,
both claiming to have bought the club. Last week, the Brixton
Academy stated they would be opening the West London Club
on December 1 under the name of Fulham Academy. This is
despite the fact that an earlier announcement from the Town
and Country Club said the venue would shortly be reopening as
the T& C3. Talking to Music Week, Ollie Smith of the Town and
Country Club attributed the situation to the Hibernian’s man-
agement structure which he called a loose association of Irish
people in which nothing is written down."

Carter The Unstoppable Sex Machine’s next single will be "Rub-
bish," released by Chrysalis on December 30. The track is a live
favorite which features on the band’s recent "In Bed With Carter"
live video. Elsewhere, John Beast, Carter’s lightman, MC and
self-styled "Fat Bastard" (the gentleman with 27 written on his
chest on the inner cover of Carter’s 30 Something album) may
soon have his own television show on the Channel 4 network. A
pilot has already been completed and features videos from
Curve and The Family Cat along with Cass of The Senseless
Things reviewing new video releases. The show will be called
"Beast On The Box" and last week a spokesperson for the show

told The New Musical Express, "It’s basically a music and chat

show somehow incorporating a huge vat of baked beans."

Simply Red are to be the subject of a three-part television special
on the morning TV show TV-AM. According to the band’s
record company, east-west, the special will, "Focus on Mick
candidly discussing his public verses private life, how he’s come
to terms with his sudden fame and the changes in his approach
to music." Filmed in Rome, the series also contains live footage
of the band performing such song’s as "Money Too Tight To
Mention" and "Holding Back The Years." Meanwhile, Simply
Red’s latest single, "Stars," was released on November 18.

CIiff Richard, almost a one man institution within the British
music industry, has released his 55th album. Entitled Together
if Ri , the album features twelve tracks and is de-
scribed by EMI as a "Contemporary Christmas LP full of tradi-
tional Yuletide classics." To give some idea of the popularity of
this born again Christian, it’s worth noting that CIiff has sold 45
million singles worldwide. Only The Beatles have sold more.

From the arena to the club in two days - The Cult have an-
nounced details of a one-off gig at London’s famous Marquee
Club on November 27. The show will be the day after the band’s
concert at London’s largest indoor venue, the Wembley Arena.
Tickets for the Marque show are only being given to those fans
who can produce a Cult LP, cassette or CD at the Marquee’s
box office. The gig is the latest in a long tradition of shows by
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major acts at the small central London venue. In the past, band’s
as diverse as Jane’s Addiction and ZZ Top have played a low-key
shows at the club.

Primal Scream are to record their second album in the USA with
soul producer Willie Mitchell at the famous Ardent Studio. The
band fly out this week, at the personal invitation of Primal
Scream fan and co-manager of Ardent Jody Stephens. It’s re-
ported that Mitchell will work on the album with long-time
Primal Scream producer/mixer Andy Weatherall.

After last week’s reports that Siren Records has closed down,
this week brings confirmation that six acts will have their con-
tracts taken over by other Circa labels (Siren was part of Circa,
an umbrellas organization set up by Virgin to administer labels
associated with the main company). Although this means that
acts such as T'Pau and The Mock Turtles will have their con-
tracts picked up, it leaves several other artists out in the cold.
Among the contracts not continuing is that of Pete Wylie, a
decision which has surprised some in view of Wylie’s recent high
public profile after collaborations with The Farm. All in all, it
doesn’t seem to have been the best week for Wah! frontman
Wylie, who is currently in hospital after a fall. The fall took place
on the way home from a Liverpool Club when Wylie leaned
against an open gate with a large drop on the other side. Wylie
suffered a fractured sternum and cracked vertebrae as a result
of the accident and has been forced to abandon rehearsals for a
tour in the new year.

Ride, who are currently in the studio finishing their second
album, will release their fifth British single in February. The band
have also announced a one-off date in their hometown of Oxford
on February 6. A full British tour will follow to accompany a new
album in March.

Happy Mondays and Guns N’ Roses are among the bands who
have been approached to play at next year’s In The City Seminar.
Taking place in Manchester, the seminar is being organized by
FactoryRecords boss Anthony Wilson and will be similar to New
York’s New Music Seminar. Talking to The New Musical Ex-
press, Wilson says of the event, "The response has been very
good, so it looks like In The City will take place in September
1992. Ideally, I think the finale should have Happy Mondays
playing a gig with Guns N’ Roses. I don’t know who’d be going
on first, but it’s be quite a show." Wilson is also planning a series
of lectures at the event. Speakers may include Quincy Jones and
Malcolm MacLaren.

Ian Brown of the Stone Roses has bought tapes of the band’s
early recordings from Strawberry Studios in Stockport, near
Manchester. The band worked at the studios in 1985 with the
producer Martin Hannett. Brown purchased 16 tapes on a visit
to the studio with Roses’ tour manager Steve Atherton. Talking
to the New Musical Express, Sue Buckley of Strawberry said of
the tapes, "The tapes were from sessions which were probably
unpaid. They are pretty rough, not very polished. Martin had a
habit of just turning everything up. We have offered them to the
band before, but now they obviously feel it’s wise to own their
own material." The purchase of the tapes follows tracks being
featured onbootlegs priced as high as $40.00. Meanwhile, Roses
drummer Reni appeared at Manchester City Magistrate’s court
last week and accused the police of brutality. Reni, who was
charged under his real name of Alan Wren, was arrested last
August on an obstruction charge. At court, he claimed that he
had been attacked in the police station after his arrest and that
he had been "raced " along a corridor with his hands behind his
back in cuffs. He also claimed the alleged attack left him with
blood on his face. For the prosecution, it was claimed by Karen
Brooks that Reni had sworn at a police officer and that the
officer had been "forced” to put him in a headlock while another
officer handcuffed him. Against this, Reni said he had not been
given the chance to move his car and that he had panicked
because his baby son was in the back seat of the car. Reni was
acquitted of disorderly conduct charges by magistrates, but
ordered to pay a $50.00 fine after pleading guilty to obstruction.
Finally, the Roses have been confirmed as appearing at Oxfam’s
fiftieth anniversary concert on May 30 or 31 next year. The show
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will take place at Eastnot Castle, Hergfordshire in the west of
England. Although the Roses are the omly act confirmed, the list
of artists who may perform make an impressive reading: Paul

The Beatles
didn’t invent "psychedelia”, they merely had the
daring to bring it to the people. In a similar man-
ner, U2 is accomplishing the same thing. "Indus-
trial dance” and "hip hop" have long been around,
but never before has there been a band with such
universal appeal to take them to mainstream radio.
And for this reason, Achtung Baby is transported
from the realm of just another great record to an
important one. With alternative sounds making
gradual inroads into the fabric of modern AOR,
Achtung Baby’s more adventurous tracks ("Zoo
Station®, "The Fly", "Even Better Than The Real
Thing") have the potential to give many "new
music” bands their first fighting chance to impact
rock radio, and truly help to bridge the gap between
classic and cutting edge.
