i Bed", WB... Given this track’s sonic similarities to some of rock radio’s biggest space rock
success stories--from "Comfortably Numb" to "Silent Lucidity"--we’ve been waiting since late last year
to start talking it up. Imagine our surprise when we hit Brick Wall City. Friends, this track dee-fines
the term "tough record.” We're talking 98% of the programmers we quizzed coming back with major
question marks. It was right about that point that Pirate’s Carey Curelop came to the rescue. Luckily,
KQLZ’s response was immediate--and as you probably know, his success with the record has continued
to build dramatically. KEZO is another station that has had tons of audience positives on the record,
as yow'll read from MD Becca Goodman. KRXQ’s Judy McNutt feels, "If this was by Queensryche or
Pink Floyd it would be in heavy everywhere,” and KILO’s Alan White is also reporting extremely active
listener interest in the Springs. Yet, most of the stations we speak with still don’t have a real fix on what
the song really sounds like. Please invest a few minutes to familiarize yourself with what we think is the
highest potential sleeper track on the circuit. These programmers aren’t making these comments up.
Give it a chance and this record will work.

"Gi i 1 i Can you believe Snow In June was released in the beginning of
July last year? That underscores the hang time that John Schoenberger and his team got out of "She
Ain’t Pretty’, fer shure. That one was also like pulling teeth to start--but in the end performed beautifully
at a seriously high percentage of those on board. Now, comes what we think will be the finishing kick
for the project. This track’s the one that took the band to platinum status in Canada, and as WRDU'’s
Tom Guild notes, "It deserves the same kind of exposure here in the lower 40. It’s going right toward
girls and girlfriends again, so it should have the same kind of topical appeal. Plus, I think it’s more
interesting musically,” WTPA’s Chris James is also on the program: "Jeff Kauffman and I have scen
them do this live, and it’s always a standout.

Once down that road, you can also practically guarantee a deft vocal roadmap without a single misstep
along the way. Plenty of production touches to keep the most martini besotted PD in the game, and a
vocal build that insures a ton of "Wha’ Dat" reactions from the sales jerks gathered around the coffee
urn. And you know what? You've got a blueprint for airplay happiness. Radio has called it "catchy”,
"a guaranteed hit" and "automatic” on first listen and at the Blaze it’s already in Heavy. "We've always
had good luck with anything Greg Giuffria is involved with," said MD Kevin Lewis as he ups the ante
for this clearly obvious add. Those keyboard touces sweeping the mix along and just enough oh-oh-oh’s
insures major dashboard denting from coast to rock and roll coast. Sounds like a recipe for major
add-age come Tuesday. Sky can call it in.

Lillian Axe, "No Matter What", IRS.... Since mid-January, singer Ron Taylor and guitarist Stevie Blaze have been building

— - some serious name recognition with a non-stop promotional tour across the U.S. and much of Europe.
' ' The Axe-men are currently out on the concert trail and loyal fans aren’t the only ones taking an interest
in the group. Some well known faces were spotted in the crowd at a few Florida shows, including
members from Warrant, Extreme, Deep Purple, Kansas, .38 Special and Danger, Danger. With a
positive mainstream buzz on the band, their well-crafted melodic hard rock debut Poetic Justice has
sales rapidly climbing over the 90,000 mark. Their first track "True Believer" had a long run at AOR,
& lasting 3 months at WIYY, WXTB, KUPD, KIOZ, KRRK, WRCN, WKLQ, KBPI, KAZY, WSTZ, and
8 many more.

documented far and wide--and when joined by the likes of Bonnie Raitt, Melissa Etheridge, Waddy
Wachtel, Kenny Aronoff, and Ben Tench, there’s no way a great song like this ain’t gonna come up
thumbs up! Dig 16 first week adds and that 28* AAA chart debut if you doubt. Quotes? Don’t ask.
David Alan Ross, KMJX, "I think it’s a smash. This sounds more like Bob Seger than anything on his
latest record.” Karen Anderson Small, WGIR, "Musicianship, feeling, and a great song. You can’t beat
that combination." KLBJ’s Jeff Caroll adds, "It’s got this great Austin feel to it, as defined by
unpretentious roots rock and roll."

KMMS’s
Dave Cowan comments, "What a wonderful record! It’s perfect for us. Delbert has been putting out
good music for years, and with people hearing about Bonnie, Melissa, Benmont and Waddy, I think this
will finally get him noticed." New at 80* on the Hard Hundred, with an even stronger add week expected
for the coming report period.

" In preparation for David Einstein’s visit with the band, we listend to the song

A 4 High harmony vocals and a ready made chorus for just about any 25 +

station worth its salt, and this one is almost too easy to add. Lance has been calling Austin home for
the last nine years and the influence of that Lone Star musician mecca has certainly made its imprint on
his songwriting. He also strings up a pretty gritty blues infused six string throughout the rest of the
album, but this time out the sound is much more polished and stacked with the sort of production
elements that should keep even the most jaded set of ears interested. And even though the songis knee
deep on the studio scoreboard, down at root you can hear the magic of a man with his guitar, playing
like he writes, from a wealth of personal experience suffused with a remarkable musical gift. In fact, it
may not be easy to pull his six string work out of this rich aural mix, but the effort will be well repaid.
Look for this one to rack up major points in the coming weeks among stations looking for some solid
female appeal with enough male draw muscle to cross boundaries blithely.

4 i When Jimi Hendrix first recorded this song on Axis: Bold As Love it instantly
announced his arrival as the complete master of his medium. Never before in rock music had such a
raw source of musical energy shown such touch. And when Derek And The Dominoes covered the
song, more as a tribute than anything else, it was amazing to hear Clapton’s take on one of the most
delightful guitar compositions since Les Paul first broke wind. But with Stevie’s final rendering we have
yet another highly personal statement, an enhancement on what had been considered untouchable and,
in someways, the ultimate expression of the song. Stripped-to-the-bone production, as stark as an
unadorned studio session on first take, this song plays off between Stevie’s jazz and blues roots and the
essential beauty of the original composition in such a way that a sense of originality imprints every single
note. The lack of vocal only enhances the strength of Stevie’s playing. And that, as we all know, is enough
to move mountains, much less your playlist. Already on KRQR, WXKE, KXRX, WRIF, WDHA and
KLBJ with the folks at KISW quickly playing it in Heavy.

Queen, "Hammer To Fall", Hollywood.... This track originally appeared on the Works project and has been a non-radio fave

for many a fan. Art and his team plan on changing all that with this newly remixed version taken from
their Classic Queen compilation. If sales of over half a million to date indicates a strong fan base, and
it sure as hell does, then how far back can radio be in following that big a lead? Not far, is our guess.
Harmonies don’t come much better for the FM dial and the new mix has those Brian May guitars
exercising a bit more flex than the original recording made use of. The break is pure Queen with those
interwoven vocals and the message is Freddie throughout. Since his passing he has become even more
of a lightning rod for the image that he so long cultivated in life. The message of inspired ennui relieved
only by excellence in action has many adherents. In fact, you could walk up and down the aisles of pop
fandom for days before finding a band with more built in, card carrying supporters than this one. And
given the All-Star tribute concert being planned for the UK April 20th that awareness is only going to
go up.

4 ", Virgi From the first time you swamp boogied to the Asylum Choir, to the last drop of
sweet sentiment wrung from his solo albums, Leon Russell has mattered. He has never been accused

§ of just taking up space and giving back the minimum. Never. And with the delivery of his new album,

you can count on Leon to matter even more for the ’90s. The LP itself is a perfect blend of those gutsy
rockers stretching back to his Shelter Days side by side with romantic expositions that prove, no matter
how rough the exterior, Leon is one silky kinda guy. Bruce Hornsby is featured heavily throughout and
the radio response is already bordering on frenetic. At KMJX David Allen Ross tells us, "We like it a
lot. I’s instantly recognizable and has a great fecl. This should be a natural for most mainstream AORs."
Doug Clifton at KBCO seconds that, "Leon Russell’s a big one for us. There are some things on there

{ that take you back to the AC things he used to do and there are songs reminiscent of even more

progressive days. That is a very exciting combination for us. With Hornsby so influenced by Leon and
now being able to produce this record, you get the feeling this is a great story waiting to happen." Among
those not bothering to wait we track WMAD, KZYR, KMMS, KMOD and KTCZ.

Give us more
consideration when we apply for your openings!! I’'m not talking about kids fresh out of broadcasting school. My mission is to
get some attention for the experienced pros, including myself (eight years in the business, six full-time), who have left the oblivion
of much smaller markets for what we hoped would be a good opportunity in the bigs. We’re dedicated. Radio is everything to
us.

I will illustrate this dedication with my own story, which ’'m sure is exactly the same as many others: Nearly two years ago, I moved
far from home to take a weekend gig at a great radio station in a top twenty market, hoping for an even bigger break to come
along. I moved to this town where I didn’t know a soul, to pursue my career goals. I rarely see my family because they’re so far
away. I never get home for the holidays because 'm working for the full-timers who have holidays off. But I accept these things
because I realize my responsibilities as a part-timer/swing person. I put up with a hell of a lot, including living from check to check,
hoping that eventually it will pay off.

These are not the experiences of people for whom radio is a passive whim. These are the experiences of serious career people.
People who know how to be part of a team; to work with the boss and others for the success of the radio station. And we would
greatly appreciate a little more consideration when you have an opening.

Don’t put that resume aside just because "this guy’s only a part-timer." Take a closer look, a closer listen. Make a phone call.

Who knows? You might just realize that you’ve made the best choice!

Matt: Ido. Ijust had to go out and buy a
tuxedo.

What for?

Matt: I’d say about three or four times a
year, I use a tux. And they’re running
about a hundred, to a hundred and a
quarter now, just to rent, but I'm getting
married this year, so I thought, why not?.

You are? I didn’t think you’d ever settle
down.

Matt: There’s not too many other labels
out there I'd even consider talking to.
There was one in particular, it wasn’t really
a matter of dollars because that is always
an issue that can be dealt with. It wasn’t a
matter of contracts because contracts are
always made to be broken. But there was
a couple of situations, one of which came
down that was very enticing. Not just the
people that were over at that label, but the
product flow and the particular product
made it pretty intriguing for me. After
re-evaluating and running through some
numbers in my own head, | realized that I
couldn’t make that move. And not just
because I'm loyal to Craig, which I am, but
there’s very few situations you ever run
into where you can say that, ‘Outside of
work, I would actually hang out with the
pcopic I work with as friends.’

Yeah, that’s very rare.

Matt: It really is. And that’s not really
bullshit either, Jim. That’s the real thing.
There’s a really strong nucleus at this com-
pany and a camaraderic. In my short
tenure of about seven years, even outside
of this business, I have never run into that
in any odd job I might have had. From
delivering newspapers to working in the
clothing industry right up to the record
industry, I've never experienced that. It’s
a company where each individual really
cares about each other. The main nucleus
of about a half dozen people that are the
real decision makers here have a
friendship and a bond with each other that
goes beyond just a place to work. That’s
something you can’t put a price on. And
the thought of leaving that and going into
another situation where you have to
develop new friends and start over, I didn’t
want to do that. It’s just a matter of step-
ping stones in your hflc. But if you can find
yourself firmly entrenched in a place that
you care about as much as it cares about
you, and the success ratio is there, why
would you ever want to move on?

And, as odd as this sounds, you should
never make that move just for money.

Matt: Exactly. Without sounding cocky,
unfortunately, there aren’t a lot of young,
promotional AOR people coming up. It’s
very discouraging to me. And the ones
that are -- again, it’s another close-knit
camaraderie that we feel with each other.
We’re like the next generation to come u
in the industry, and we’ve really got to stic
together. But there’s really not alot of that
out there. So, while it’s not that I’'m such
arare commodity, don’t get me wrong, but
in the course of the next three, four; five
years down the road, I'm sure there’ll be
other opportunities that may arise that
may striﬁc me as interesting at that %omt.

Let’s talk about that *young guy in the
business’ scenario because, as much change
as the companies have gone through, it’s just
a cycling of faces more than anything else.
Yer, at the very same time, every business
needs to bring up new talent, or it will run
the risk of getting old and in the way. Sooner
or later, youth is going to win out.

Matt: Absolutely. I've sat around and
talked to guys like Michael Odlis over at
PLG, or Laura Curtin and Ron Cerrito of
Epic, and I get a charge out of watching
these people who are in the same age
%roup and the same positions as I am.

here’s always going to be that bond be-
tween us because we all share one thing in
common, we're all in the same exact situa-
tion. But you're right, there’s another
school that’s moving up in small positions,
and they’re going to take the crown.
What'’s sad is, not that a lot of companies
eat their young, but I don’t think that they
develop their young or really give them the
chance. The beautiful thing about the
position that I'm in, they took a real
gamble on me, man. I had a lot to prove.
And I fell on my face alot of times but they
brushed me off. And sometimes they
brushed me off and slapped me upside the
head. But then they sent me on my way
al%ain, and give me just enough rope to take
the reins and really hang myself. But they
always gave me that opportunity. What’s
so sad is the fact that a lot of companies
don’t capitalize on their own youth. They
really keep them in tertiary positions, and
don’t groom them to move out of those
positions. It’s like, the old boy network is
there. Sure, when they die off, the next
breed will move in. But they're not train-
ing them in the process.

That’s really unfortunate.

Matt: And what’s really hard, too, is that
network of people is a real tight com-
munity to break through. And when they
see someone who’s ?'oungcr, who’s coming
up -- not that they’ll look at that in envy, or
even jealousy, as far as, ‘I was a young guy.
I remember when I was that age. He’s got
nothing on me.” None of that bullshit. But
just the fact that hey, you're young and
you've got a lot to learn. That’s unques-
tionably the truth. Never claim to know it
all. You never do. The good thing about
being young is that your accomplishments
look better when you’re younger. And
your fuckups are attributaglc to your age.

(Laughs) So, you can’t lose.

Matt: In the process of trying to prove
yourself, you've got to overcome even
more obstacles, and that’s your age com-
ing into play again. But that’s just another
dilemma that T've had to face. And at
times, it’s very, very frustrating to me be-
cause people don’t give me the benefit of
the doubt because of that. But I think that
ATCO, just by giving me my title out of the
chute was just a real good pat on the
shoulders and like they were saying, ‘Hey,
here’s your shot to shine.’

And you've done it well. With Kevin Carroll
coming into the company, how does that
change the organization of things?

Matt: Kevin coming in is great for Craig.
For me, it really serves pretty much the
same purpose. Mark Gorlick moved on
and his replacement was inevitable. The
key thing about Kevin was that he’s based
in New York, and Mark was not. Logisti-
cally, when your Vice President of Promo-
tion 1s located out on the West Coast, and
the Senior VP, who is Craig, is in New
York it puts the team at a disadvantage.
He’s not in the marketing meetings. He’s
not there in the hand-to-hand combat of
the upper echelon of the company. Even
though everybody’s only a phone call away,
just physically, it puts you at a disad-
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vantage. And Kevin being two doors down
the hallway is tremendous. It’s just
another important cog in the machine of
us growing here. It’s great. The guy’s got
plenty of personality and he’s got plenty of
experience. He fits in perfectly with the
chemistry here. Plus, Craig and Kevin
worked together before, and they go back
years.

Matt: What a can of worms you’re open-
ing.

I know. Every label has got a strate
ad to

how they use indies. If you
thumbnail it, what’s yours?

There are more people out of work, and so there are more indies
on the streets, and there are more bones being thrown. It’s
made traffic density even worse than it ever has been, as far as
indies being out there and clogging the phone lines up. But I'm
very comfortable with the guys that I use.

That helfs because [you get into a situation,
especially in this field %endeavor, where all
Yyou have to do is have Kevin thinking Polish
kielbasa and Craig farts. It’s that kind of a
‘Okay, let me finish your sentence for you’
vibe that is impossible to replace.

Matt: You fucking hit it on the head. It
really is like that. It’s funny how we’ll be
sitting in a marketing meeting and some-
thing will be said, and before I can finish
the sentence, someone completes it for
me. We'll look at each other across the
table and both smirk because we both
know what the other one is thinking, and
the other one will take the lead.  And
Kevin just slid right into that chemistry of
this department.” He’s going to be great.

Well, that’s good because the worst thing in
the world is to sit there and be good at what
you do and have to struggle with the people
around you. In setting up this interview, you
told me you make 100 to 120 calls a week.

Matt: I'm kind of at a disadvantage be-
cause I’'m really a one man show over here.
I am not only doing the radio hop of calls
on Monday and Tuesday, but I'm also
responsible for working with a field staff of
nearly 20 ?coplc, speaking and dealing
daily with all the indies, dealing with all the
managers, dealing with the marketing and
promotional set ups in conjunction with
our marketing department and doing the
marketing and promotional meetings once
a week. My menu is prctg full. At most
major companies, the AOR department is
split between one, two, maybe three
people. You've got the guy situated in LA
or New York who’s pretty much running
interference for everybody else, and then,
he’s got his troops out in the field. So

unfortunately, the only day that I can dea

with radio is on a Mon aﬁl or Tuesday
because Wednesday, Thursday and
Friday, I'm either travciing or I'm caught
up in the meetings.

And your load is bunched up at the begin-
ning of the week?

Matt: I'd say, on the average, whether I
get through to them or not, I'm calling
over a hundred radio stations. And you
know what? It can be done. Look at guys
like Heavy Lenny. Back when Lenny was
doing indie, he was infamous for calling
what? Three, four thousand radio sta-
tions? Really. He called ones that didn’t
even exist, Egactlcally. If it was in the fuck-
ing sticks, Lenny was calling it. The bot-
tom line is, it can be done. It’s hard. It’s a
lot of effort. But it can definitely be done.
That’s my Monday/Tuesday grind. Which
is ashame because your best conversations
with radio are really on a Thursday, Friday
level, when people are a little bit less
manic.

Talking about Lenny brings me to indies. Is
that cimate on the rise? go ou find indies
becoming more and more of a positive tool
just because of the way things are at rock
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Matt: I've got my little team ofdguys that
I’'m very comfortable with. In doing this
for the last few years, I have, so to speak,
thrown everybody a bone. I've given
everybody the shot to prove themselves
and what they can do out there for the
product that I'have given them. You know
what, Jim, I've discovered that it’s all really
dependent upon the product. A good
field staff can get the fucking record on the
air. But you can’t make shit shine. You
can get a good idea, just by the relation-
ships that an indie’s got and what they can
do out there with the record, if it really
means that much to them. And them jock-
eying for the same space that we’re doing
and working with a ton of records, you
kind of wonder, where are you on their
priority scale?

But how has that situation really changed
over the last couple of years?

Matt: It’s become more and more and
more cut-throat as mergers have hap-
ened and the climate has tightened up.
here are more people out of work, and so
there are more indies on the streets, and
there are more bones being thrown. It's
made traffic density even worse than it
ever has been, as far as indies being out
there and clogging the phone lines up. But
I’'m very comlortable with the guys that I
use. My strategy with indies is very simple:
you've got the records for them, you work
in conjunction with them, you know where
they’re going. I try not to have a lot of
overlap with my indies. One guy is strong
here. The other guy is strong there. I've
got two national guys but you really don’t
want them competing with each other.
And you've got to know how to work these
guys. Working with indies is an art form,
and it really takes a lot of time to develop.
For the first few years that I was doing this,
every indie out there hated my guts.

I don’t getit. Why would anybody harbor a
tough emotion about you, Matt?

Matt: They hated my guts because I was a
little snot-nosed punk who thought that I
could take these guys on. What could
these guys do that I wasn’t out there al-
ready doing? What are these guys doing
for me, other than giving me Iip service”
Well, that’s not wﬁlat i’s about. Now
today, in the early *90s, at my age now, I'm
still the same snot-nosed little punk, but
I've also learned a lot, too, about how it
works and how you can get these guys to
work for you productively. It’s not only
how you work your radio stations and your
field staff, but how you work your indies in
conjunction with all those variables.
That’s what it’s about. I've got to jockey
for my priority space with not only the
radio station but with the indie. If I've got
all my things in synch, if I've got my staff
on target and they know what their
Frgormcs are, then the indie knows where

sit and what I mean to them. They know
how much business they’re getting from
me and how loyal I am to them, where
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they’re going to go out there fighting alittle
extra for me than maybe for the next guy.

You want a couple of indies with a national
card to play, but otherwise, this develop-
ment ojp regionally-based independents,
that’s really a strength as far as you’re con-
cemed in making these people work. Be-
cause that way they do have their territories
and you’ve got some kind of handle on their
strengths.

When it comes to your field staff, you were
tal ;ﬁ about thir}tgil that you’ve leamned in
handling them. en it comes to running
staff, what would you say has been the big-
gest couple of things that you've learned?

Matt: Anytimcai'lou’rc workin%with
people, you've really got to teach by ex-
ample. T've touched upon the fact that
they know I'm out there and I’m going to
bleed as heavy for them as they would for
me. One of the things that I've learned by

Matt: Right. One thing about the indies
which is a negative is there have been a lot
of start up labels in the last couple of years
and there’s only so mang Yscoplc you can
steal from competing labels to staff them
with. And what the national people have
done is, they've utilized the indies over
their own field staff because the field staff
may not have the relationships as ch. So,
theindies are going in there and solidifyi
the airplay for you, but your field staff has
suffered because they haven’t been able to
really develop the relationship you count
on. A lot of national people rely very
heavily on their indies to the detriment of
their staff development.

So, this is part of that ’eating their young’
scenario we were talking about earlier.

Matt: Exactly. You can develop and work
effectively with an indie staff, but you can’t
rely on them like they are the upper
echelon, as far as getting your radio play
and developing your artist. You've got to
develop what you’ve got in-house. And a
lot of companies didn’t do that over the
last year. A lot of them suffered forit, also.
That’s why the indie business got so fat
over the fast couple of years. And it’s
gomg to start slimming down because, just

y virtue of the climate that’s out there, we
see it catching up with us. We've been in
an isolated bubble for the last couple of
years. While everybody’s out there starv-
ing on the streets and trying to make ends
meet, the record and radio industry was
just chuEging along like we were invin-
cible. Especially the record industry
feeding on mass dollars all the while. And
all of a sudden, man! By the middle of last
year, it just started happening. Com-
panies started merging. We went through
the same thing everyone else was suffering
through.

Surprise! Reality and the record industry,
shake hands. 4

Matt: Well, what happened was a lot of
these indies i)cgan to getreally fat. But the
companies are becoming wiser, now.
They're %oing to be cutting back. Guys
like myself are comfortable with their own
little network of people and those are the
guys that I will have between now and the
end of time, unless something drastic
chan%cs. They know what I expect and
how I work. The one thing that you can’t
get away with with me is that I talk to the
same guys you talk to. On a Monday/Tues-
day, nobody needs lip service, and the guys
that I've got know that. They know that
I’'m out there in the trenches with them.
I’m not just some executive sitting in an
ivory castle up here in the Big Apple dic-
tating, like the typical screaming record
maniac in the national office. It’s not like
that. ’'m out there bleeding with my field
staff or my indie, as much as anybody else.
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trial and error is that during the initial part
of my tenure here, I maybe expected more
out of them than what could realistically be
done, and I was driving them a little bit
harder than what the reality and the
climate around us would permit. Just
gushm them further than they needed to

e pushed, or maybe even talking at them
instead of to them. I'm a very black and
white person. People who know me know
that about me. There’s really very little
bullshit about me. In the course of a tense
Monday/Tuesday, we all tend sometimes
to be a little bit irrational. I can be as
irrational, and even more so, as anybody
else. I've learned to temper myself.

You were talking about the economic times.
As a trade magazine, we look at that all the
time, taking the fiscal pulse of the business.
Austerity. It’s a word you hear everywhere
but this business has always spent money
like water. I almost feel like people believe
it’s their God given nght to do so.

Matt: (Laughs) As ludicrous as that
sounds, 1t’s really true. Even though this
may not apply o every other company,
austerity is certainly happening over here.
I see this year being a year of back to basics
financial moves. We had a terrific reality
slap across the face last year. What’s goin
to happen is, companies are going to real-
ize that the days of spending money like
water and living lavishly in the ’80s, has
finally caught up to us.” We’ve learned a
very valuable lesson and it always comes
down to basics. The bottom [ine is, it
comes down to how good your product is
and the competition out there around that
product. And still the most important
thing is your relationships. You’re sittinﬁ
in a music meeting and cY(_Ju’vc got a goo
record, and your record is as good as so
and s0’s, just by human nature, the person
with the stronger relationship is going to
get the nod.

You've already talked about labels that
don’t significantly develop their field staff.
What are you doing to improve that situa-
tion at ATCO?

Matt: This is a year where we’re puttin,
our monies, wisely, back into our fiel
people’s hands, to go out there with the
necessary tools, to travel the right wag', to
give them what they need to develop those
relationships. With some of these other
smaller companies, where they’ve relied
very heavily on outside parties to get the
ob done, that’s never going to happen.
e’re sinking it into our statl, developing
our young, and working with the key
veterans that we’ve got on staff. Even
though you have the elaborate marketing
and promotions to set up records, if you
look at it, it’s a very cut and dry, black and
white approach to records right now.
Especially with developing artists. When
it comes right down to it, {lou’rc going to
find companies spending a hell of a lot less
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than they were one, two or three years ago,
because you just can’t survive doing it that
way. It’s becoming almost guestionable
how profitable and successful a record
company can be these days. We’ve found
companies spending lavishly and breaking
bands and it still doesn’t work. You're
selling records, but not making any money.

One of the things you were talking about was
how much product you've got and how good
itis and the timing of the product. Typically,
the first quarter is perceived, rightly or
wrongly, as a dumping ground for trial bal-
loons. Still, Pve seen a lot of people coming
with strong product in the first quarter. Give
me a first quarter report card, because I
think the labels have been pretty smart about
trying to stagger their big acts this year.

Matt: Yeah, they really have. Tradition-
ally, there’s always been a set game plan,
Each quarter was broken down and
pointed to as a certain barometer of how
well a record was éomg to do. Everybody
jammed before Christmas, to get their
Christmas order in, to get the heavy hitters
out durinithc fourth quarter. The first

uarter, there was a little bit of a lag.

here was maybe some tcmari i?roduct
being floated out there. That philosophy
is out the window.

How did this quarter play out for ATCO?

Matt: We had one of our most successful

uarters. Infact, we had a more successful
irst quarter than we did a fourth quarter,
We had unbelievable success on some of
our urban and dance product. Last
quarter, we had a lot success with bands
like Bad Company and AC/DC but this

uarter, we had a lot of stuff happening on
the urban side. We had a #1 black record.
We had a Top 5 CHR record. We saw
some consistently good reaction to this Kix
album, which is nearing Gold right now.
We've had a very good year so far. We had
some good, strong product in first quarter
to help that along but our own in-house
product flow was such that we weren’t
stepping on each other. And that helps
keep your priorities focused. A lot of
record companies overall, sales-wise, had
a good first quarter as well.

There’s one more thing I wanted to ask you.
Matt: No, I will not sleep with you.

(Laughs) SoundScan. A lot of us perceive
SoundScan to be a revolution in process.
I'm curious to see whatyour read on Sound-
Scan is up to this point.

Matt: SoundScan, quite frankly, has had
a dramatic effect. It has reshaped a lot of
things in the way that we look at it. Quite
frankly, as an overall company, WEA,
fought the advent of SoundScan. But you
can’t deny it. There was no way of fightin,

it any further, we can’t live without it. An

it’s changed a lot of the way that we do
things. I use it as a tool for the *90s. Ilook
at the ’80s as a lavish, self-indulgent time.
I look at the *90s as a back to basics time.
SoundScan is a perfect example of that.
It’s fact. It’s in your face. There’s no ar-
guing with it. "You can’t deny reality,
whether you want to swallow it or you
don’t. It’s just like being on the phone on
a M_onday/ll' uesday. Going out there and
Fcttmg the add is half the battle, and is the
east amount of effort in your game plan.
Really winning means being able to
develop that add into something that goes
further than that. SoundScan has changed
alot of things in getting to that spot. Some-
times, it’s harder to swallow, and you really
can’t gloss it over as casily as you might
want to. This is reality, man. There’s no
arguing with it. You know where you
stand at the beginning of the day, and
where you stand at the end of the day. We,
as a company, fought it in the beginning,
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but there’s no denying it. I've viewed it as
a benefit to me.

Do you feel like, release to release, the in-
dustry as a whole is putting out really good
records right now, or is the radio complaint
that there’s too much sludge being signed
because of the plurality in A&R depart-
ments?

Matt: Of course radio is going to be com-

laining right now. Programmers have got
ess tolerance for mediocre product right
now, too. They’ve built up this aversion to
just taking a phone call because they’re
gonr:P to be barraged b)&good roduct/bad
product/mediocre product. There’s AUSt
more product right now for all of us to deal
with. Not that there’s a deluge of worse
stuff or better stuff. There’s alot of good

roduct out right now. We're in a trend

usiness. But the fact that there’s just
more product, period, means that there’s
going to be more variety of any particular
type of product, whether it’s good, bad or
indifferent. So, I don’t really see there
being more "bad" releases now than ever
before, I really don’t. But what you’ve

touched ui)on is very important. The
frustration levels at radio, though, are just
through the roof.

And is it really because of music? I talk to
as much radio as you do -- certainly on a lot
more casual level. And I'm hearing a lot of
PDs and MDs who are telling me they’ve
given up on this idea that music is somehow
the enemy. I would think that that’s fertile
ground for the record industry.

Matt: It really is. Ithink we’re headed for
real healthy stay at AOR right now. There
was a big question mark there a couple of
years ago, and a whole overall AOR bash-
ing that was so prevalent. I think with the
emergence of bands in every genre, be-
tween the Nirvanas and the Pearl Jams of
the world, Ugly Kid Joe is another one.
There are so many bands that have gone
and crossed even to CHR, or in conjunc-
tion with MTV have had blowout success
stories at AOR this past year. It’s really
encouraging.

It really is. And AOR is the spark plug for
those bands.

Matt: It absolutely is. With that happen-
ing, I can see radio -- and I can see it, too,
in my conversations with radio -- groping
a little bit. This is kind of ironic. I was
down at Pirate about a month and a half
ago in LA. I was just working them on
some product. And that week was the
release of Pantera, which we had
scheduled for AOR. Thcy’re one of these
street urchin bands that is exploding on the
streets. And they see it emerging 1n their
sale’s story so Carey said to me, ‘What
have you gl())t that I can sink my teeth into
that’s just blowing off the streets.’ I said,
‘Man, I've got Pantera.” And his eyes lit up
and he said, ‘That’s what I’'m looking for!’
A reaction like that, the fact that they’re
sincerely interested in it, that’s a big
change at radio. And you find that other
stations like that are interested in bands
that normally and formatically might not
have sounded right for the format pre-
viousg'. But what we’re seeing is that the
boundaries have been torn down and the
rules have been rewritten. These are real
records, and they can be broken at AOR.
Man, that shit just gives me mega blood in
the loins because that is exactly what this
business of mine is all about.

Before, everybody was so busy crowdin

onlto the mtr'tyidle ground, whe;'? about thg
only thing that you could play and have any
degree ojg success, so conventional wisdom
told you, was stuff that was a repackage of
bands that had been around for the last
f;'fteen years. Now, the road map has been
thrown away. It's a healthy tum of events.
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Matt: Last year, I broke it down into two
categories -- it was core and reaction ar-
tists. And it was such a contradiction be-
cause AOR, which leaned 25+, didn’t
want to play the supposed ‘hair band’
oups. But the bands that were thriving
in their new nighttime categories were the
younger end bands, and the only reason
that they'd stay on the radio station was
because they were getting a huge reaction
from the listeners. You didn’t want
ﬁoundgcr bands, yet you wanted your newer
ands on the radio in nighttime slots to get
a reaction. We had unbelievable success
with Bad Company and AC/DC, two really
ood dinosaur bands that are alive again.
here was a need for that, and there al-
ways will be a need for that at the AOR
level. But now, you look at all these other
bands that can’t be pigeonholed. Tori
Amos is a perfect example.

And it hasn’t been that way for a decade.

Matt: It really hasn’t. And it’s really hap-
pened over the last year.

Since you leamed to drive, it hasn’t been that
way.
Matt: (Laughs) Which was only last year.

That’s the thing. The difference between
CHR and AOR is that the very good CHR
programmers are the ones who can tell
which way the wind is blowing and bend in
that direction. But the very good AOR Pro-
gram Directors are the ones who go out and
get the wind machine and crank it up them-
selves. AOR is proactive. CHR is reactive.
That’s the difference. What that means is
the degree of control to the AOR Program
Director has always been higher. Ditto the
responsibility for their station’s perfor-
mance. The problem is that we’ve had a lot
of fat cats sitting in that chair who have
taken themselves way too seriously, and let
their radio stations just run out of steam
while they career coast.

Matt: Absolutely. When we talked about
the AOR bashing that was happening a
couple of years ago --

A lot of it was deserved.

Matt: It really was. And quite frankly,
what was happening at CHR, despite the
fact that Rock 40 had a veryshort life span
there were good things that arose out of
that. If anything else, it really gave an
enema to a lot of AOR stations and scared

That’s what I heard. Iread R&R, andIread
Joel Denver’s column. And man, I see a lot
of guys in CHR making excuses for where
their format’s going. That’s another thing I
think we can take advantage of. I'm not
saying that it’s the same audience as ours.
I'm just saying that as far as the big game,
it’s Sunday. It's game day. Who's Igoing fo
make the most touchdowns? If AOR
doesn’t take advantage of the potential they
have for momentum right now, we’ve got
nobody to blame but ourselves. You wanna
win your town in a major way, now'’s the
time.

Matt: Absolutely.

The days when this format could play it safe
and defensive and still walk away in the Top
3 of a key sale demo, those days are long
since gone.

Matt: You're right. It’s been handed to
them on a silver platter, and if thc¥ turn
down the order right now, they’re losing
out on the future of this format.

Actually, the format will bounce back just
[fine, it’s the future of their careers that they're
losing out on.

Matt: There’s always going to be a
gopular format. There’s always going to

e CHR. You needit. It’s always going to
be there.

But it is trend victimized.

Matt: Exactly. It jumps. Itis a format that
concentrates on the song. It does not
develop artists like AOR. It’s a
bandwagon jumper. That’s exactly what it
is. And that’s what it’s always going to be,
like a yo-yo station. They’re going to be up
and down. Right now, they don’t know if
they're lcaning dancey or they’re leaning

op. Youdon’t know what they’re looking
or. They're looking for directions from
other formats, whether it be MTV, or
AOR, or Alternative, or the street metal
bands, to really shape what their radio
stations are about. They're looking for
direction from other places. They’re not
leading the way.
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was CHR was breaking rock over AOR.
And even though, maybe the presentation
was the wrong way up and it was being
force-fed to people too quickly, the idea
that another format coulg break rock and
not be AOR was a disgusting and frighten-
ing fact.

And if there wasn’t the failed experiment of
Rock 40, do you think there would be The
Blaze in Chicago, or Greg Mull in Tampa?

Matt: No. Even though AOR grogram-
mers say, ‘The Rock 40 came and it went,’
actually 1t evolved. Just like man evolved
into the creature that we are today, Rock
40 evolved into other creations. “And it
spawned some success stories along the
way. The Blaze is a perfect example. Even
the fragmentation of those formats, like
WIYY in Baltimore or ’XTB in Tampa --
these all share one thing in common: they
are current-intensive, artist-driven for-
mats. And they were really spawned off
the wake of Rock 40’s "failure”. It’s amaz-
ing how it’s turned around. AOR is in a
much healthier state and headed towards
an even healthier one. But AOR
programmers have EOt to grasp that and
realize it, and take the ball and run with it
right now. Otherwise, we could be headed
for the same fate that we were facing a
couple of years ago, which is the demise of
the format. I'm really encouraged. I've
never felt more high about the format,
ever. It’s been a wﬁlc since I've felt that
way. It really has.

Interview

A few weeks backilPeter Mur%iy'took some time to place a call and discuss his upcoming new album.

The first single "The Sweetest

rop", was this week’s Most Added Alternative trac

and the early word

on the full "Holy Roller” set is very positive indeéd. Peter was his usual charming self, and touched on
a variety of subjects. Here’s what happened.

I just got a tape of the new album, which of course I love. After
listening all the way through, it sounds to me that you're almost -
Thate to use the word, but I'm going to use it anyway - bit mellower
than the last one, ormore laid back. Is that just my first impression,
or was this something that you had set out to do?

Peter: There’s definitely some very laid back riffs on it.
Whatever. We can use as many adjectives as you like. Mellow?
It’s not mellow in some sort ot L.A. or California meaning, for
sure. (laugh? It’s more interior, there’s more of a feel. When
you first said that, I immediately thought of the songs ‘Dream
Gone By’ and ‘Let Me Love You'.

Who’s on this record, because I have no information to that effect.
All I got was a tape.

Peter: This album is played really by the band, as a band, The
Hundred Men, who have been with me for a while. Terl Bryant
is on drums, Eddie Branch on bass, Peter Bonas on guitar, and
Paul Statham on lots of things like keyboards and stuff. And it
was co-produced with Mike Thorne, who’s based in New York.
We did a UK, New York project, basically. We used Mike’s
studio in New York, which was specially set up for very state of
the art, hi-tech stuff. The most exciting part was actually rehears-
ing with somebody. Once I’d written the songs in my usual way,
which is in a very insulated situation, I'd work on my own for a
couple of months and get them ready, then take it to the band.
We rehearsed and played them in a live setting. I wanted the
songs to exist and be able to be played by a band initially. So,
there were no impossible arrangements on it, basically. You
often get that when you’re demoing. You do things that are
virtually impossible to play because you’ve got so much technol-
ogy at hand. So, we’d gotten down to that sort of real level, and
started to set the band up in a studio in a very sort of -- what’s
Erobably a dated way. But more and more now, the band is
eginning to play as a band.

I see a definite return to that. But I think it’s just the circular way
that music goes. You stretch the envelope about as far as you can
go with the possibilities of digital recording. So, you find more and
more bands and artists saying, ‘I’d like to bring it back a little bit.’

Peter: Oh, sure. You miss the performance and the people
actually reacting to each other at the moment. That actually
comes across. I think that communicates on our record. It’s just
one of the ways that these songs really started to work and show
themselves. We reached a point where the songs were happen-
ing, without actually doing too much layering, or too much
surplus levels being added to it. So, it’s an album of songs that
are really played.

It makes it a hell of a lot easier to take it on the road, as well.

Peter: That’s another part of it, sure. There’s songs like ‘Low
Room’ on it and ‘The Sweetest Drop’, which are very non-mel-
low, very urgent.

(Laughs) Non-mellow. I knew I shouldn’t have said that. Is the
record going to come out in England first?

Peter: It will be simultaneous world-wide. That’s a business
thing. I think they just don’t want to import us and muck up their
own sales or whatever.

A lot of times, it does, but more often than not, it doesn’t. I think
it creates a buzz. Antists like yourself, have always appealed to the
‘import buyer’ in this country anyway. And just for the nature of the
diﬁ‘e]rences between the two countries, whereas in England, singles
are still very, very impontant. So, the singles will always come out
first. For you, what were the big differences this time, aside from
the things you’ve just mentioned, between the recording process of
this record and the last one?

Peter: There really isn’t, actually. If you break it down, there’s
not lots of difference. The real difference was really the point at
which the songs arrived at. The point where they were working
and they were recorded. My instinct was always -- and I always
had it in my mind to carry on and to then mutate the songs in a
way. To layer them and add different elements to them, which is
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what I would have done quite naturally in the past with Mike
Thorne. Mike was trying to persuade me, and did so very well.
He was always pointing out that these songs work with no extra
baggage, as 1t were. I had confidence in the basic songwriting
aspect. So, I really started to admit to the fact that they were
working and it was fine, and that we should keep that focus on
that area, without getting too complicated about things.

When is the record going to be released?

Peter: It will be released in April. On April the 22nd, I believe.
The first single is ‘The Sweetest Drop’.

Will there be the obligatory remixes and all that stuff, or do you see
yourself getting away from that? I see more and more people getting
away from the automatic remixes of a few years ago.

Peter: The record company asked, but I didn’t really want to do
that. Actually, ‘The Sweetest Drop’ is the one that really does
lend itself to a very good, powerful remix because it’s nine
minutes long, the whole version, and has long passages in it, which
are based on a great, rocking, very sort of central rhythm section.
A great bass line. So, I said to Mike, who really wanted to do it,
‘Go ahead and doit, and we’ll work in those ideas in the evenings.’
I’'m doing press during the day, and I’ll be doing some stuff in the
evening in his studio in New York here. So, as far as remixes go,
this one is the one that lends itself most to that. It’s something
that I think is valid and could really work. If it doesn’t work, I
just won’t put them out. It’s as simple as that. But I definitcly
won’t do them just as par for the course.

It’s been a while since your last album. Have you been at work on
this the whole time, or did you take some time off to get a little
breather.

Peter: Well, I toured for a long time that year, in 1990. And I
finished around November. Then, we had a son.

Oh, congratulations.

Peter: Thanks. So, I took three months off then, just to see that
through. Then, I started writing. So, it’s all come around. Basi-
cally, I finished the album a couple months ago. It was three
months in the writing. I spent time in Turkey for a while. I came
out and recorded it, and it basically took about four months to
do. But here we are again!

Time to go again. Are you still living in the UK?
Peter: Yeah, Pm in the UK.
No plans to move to the States?

Peter: Not the States, no. If anything, there’s plans to move over
the Middle East somewhere. My wife’s Middle Eastern, so I
want to soak up that culture. She wants to set up a national dance
company in Turkey, which is a first for them, and would be quite
a massive project. So, I'll be happy to go there and soak up some
of the influences and start writing from there.

It must have been kind of -- I don’t want to say strange because
that’s really bringing it down to the most basic level, but all the
problems in the Gulf and all that, hits you closer to home than just
about anybody else.

Peter: Yes, I think so.
Does your wife still have family there?

Peter: Absolutely, yeah. All over, yes. I think Turkey was
probably the safest, if not the most neutral aspect of that whole
saga at the time. But sure, there’s definitely danger. I don’t
know. It’s quite rocky. Never mind what my personal opinions
are. I think that Iraq have been weakened enough certainly in
that area.

I don’t even like to bring politics into music because I just don’t
think the two go together.

Peter: It was pretty scary. There is one particular time where --
we've got lots of friends, too that could have been hit by scuds,
*but it never happened. Iraq were not that effective anyway.

One question I wanted to ask you, do you ever keep in touch, or
ever get together with any of the guys from the old band?

Peter: Absolutely, yes. I recently sang on Dave J’s album, which
he’s just about finished I think. He was doing an album away
from Love & Rockets. Danny is doing some, too. Kevin’s moved
over to LA. So, I saw him last year. Yeah, I see them.

You never know. Sometimes, people break up and there’s bad
feelings and stuff.

Peter: Oh, there are no hard feelings. People ask me when the
band will reform. There have been reforms for the past five
years. And Love & Rockets is really just Bauhaus without one
member,

That’s true. A lot of people don’t realize that. I've only seen you
once, and you didn’t do Bauhaus material at all. Do you have
plans to include any of your older material in the live show, or is it
just another period and you’d rather get on with your solo work and
just leave that behind.

Peter: No, I think it’s a question of distancing yourself from it
enough to really want to 30 something again. Whenever I listen
to the Bauhaus stuff -- and that’s probably once a year at the most
-- it really does work still for me. I realize it’s very imperfect, but
it really stands up, too. There are some songs which, obviously,
we still cringe at and would rather not have done.

Oh, yeah. But that’s only natural.

Peter: When I first started to tour as Peter Murphy, I did include
a couple of Bauhaus songs because they really did work at the
time. Now, there’s no need. This other material has taken over
that need really. But maybe, yeah. It’s a possibility. I always
listen, before we go on tour, to a lot of stuff. I've got ideas in my
mind to do tour versions, anyway because I think that’s always
very exciting to put in.

It breaks the chain a little bit.
Peter: Yeah.
What would you consider covering?

Peter: On the last tour, we covered ‘Clear Spot’. Actually, there
was an idea that I had the other day, which was an Elvis song.
But I have to work it right. It hasto be right. Actually on the last
tour, I wanted to cover ‘Nothing Compares 2 U’, while it was a
hit. That would have been a wild thing to do really, because
Sinead hadn’t even got a chance to play 1t yet.

I can always kind of see you doing maybe a Peter Hammill song,
or something. There was one he did called ‘Invisible Ink’, which
sounded like you, on one of his more recent solo albums, at least
within the last five years. It was something I said, ‘God, I'd love to
hear Peter Murphy do this.” Or I've been waiting for Pere Ubu to
cover one of your songs now. I did get to meet David Thomas and
.gmlt Jones last year, and Jim really loves your version of ‘Final
olution’.

Peter: What a good guy.

He is a really nice guy. Now, when the album comes out in late
April, the 22nd, around that time, how soon after will you be
touring?

Peter: We’llbe coming over here in May. And we're doing some
German dates and European festivals in the meantime. But after
that, I'll be concentrating on the European countries because it’s
somewhere that I hadn’t played until the last album. 1found that
there was still an audience there that still very much remembered
Bauhaus. Not that they came because of that. They were aware
]qf what’s happening now, and they were very Peter Murphy
iterate.

Did that surprise you?
Peter: Yes, it did.
How come?

Peter: We were playing to two or three thousand people a night,
which was amazing,
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Why did that surprise you?

Peter: The British nature is that you can be the best band in the
world for three months with the audicnce and the press.

That’s very true, especially with the press.

Peter: With the British press, we spend most of our time
ignoring each other, basically. It seemed that that was the
European story, but it wasn’t.

What countries, in particular?

Peter: Chile, Spain and France. It was really great. There’s
always a terrible fecling that once you've been in bands, or
making music for more than five or six years, that you find
yoursc%f having to fight this lethargy of opinion about you.
There’s kind of a residue of your past. Of course, that’s a natural
thing for an audience to feel. Simply because you’ve been quite
successful ina past band, you feel tgat baggage gcing taken along.
And you just want an audience to experience what you’re doing
as you're doing it, in a new way. It’s a great challenge to do that
in Europe. Over here, the audience have, in the past, come with
a lot of Bauhaus baggage in their brains. But I think that’s been
shaken off, too.

Oh, yeah. Especially, with the last record. The last record got the
name really cemented. Peter Murphy as an artist, as opposed to
Peter Murphy, former lead singer of Bauhaus, which is good. As
you said earlier, now may be the time where it would be okay, at
least in the States, to pull one or two of the old songs out, just to
see if it was fun, if it was the thing to do.

Peter: Then you’d do that because it was asthetically right and
we wanted to play that. It wouldn’t be a cynical or aretrospective
thing.

debut. Their last ef-
fort ("What An Ex-
periment His Head
Was") made our
cover as Alternative
pick of the week
(issue #219-
3/22/91) and the
band was obviously
still delirious with
glee since they
remade two of the
best tracks for inclusion here. (Just a joke, boys!) At any rate,
you will find spankin’ new versions of "I Don’t Wanna Know
About It" and "Come To Me" within the pages of "Book Of Bad
Thoughts", and if possible the band has actually improved upon
their pure pop perfection with this year’s model. It’s difficult to
discuss the merits of Uncle Green without mentioning The
Beatles at least once, a fact that needlessly causes certain sectors
to shy away. It appears some people assume that an ability to
craft harmonic pop gems automatically equals a retro vantage.
How verysilly! In all honesty, the Fabs are by no means alone
when it comes to units Uncle Green bring to mind. Instead, one
must imagine a cross-breeding of genre and generation in order
to truly grasp the band’s musical vocabulary; like a page from
Lennon that contains the text collaboration of Costello & Pat
DeNizio--- brought into focus through Difford and Tilbrook or
Michael Brown’s layout. The full album was shipped (in a rather
plain wrapping) to college radio last week, and that’s why sta-
tions like KUCB, WRFL, WTSR, WWVU, WYEP and WRAS
are already reporting play. But the "official” fun actually starts
now with "I Know All About You" slated for first single honors.
The track is a fine example of what this transplanted Jersey
quartet do best--- modern pop with a strong sense of history.
Yes, they are the eggmen but as they say in this song, "... I know
the way to your heart, but I can hit your jugular vein." The
insistent snare/tom pound of Peter McDade and trip-a-tronic
guitar whirl of Jeff Jenson bathe the track in subtle shades of
paisley, while Matt Brown assumes a voyeuristic voice able to
charm anyone into opening the windowshade. To round out the
personnel, let’s not forget Bill Decker who plays bass and key-
boards (very nicely, we might add.) Completing the credits, once
again the band is produced by Brendan O’Brien, and guesting is
Kim Longacre of the now (sadly) defunct Reivers (formerly
Zeitgeist.) We'll let you discover the Captain and Tennile con-
nection all by yourself and commence with a sonic synopsis. In
addition to the three tracks mentioned (all hit singles in a perfect
world), the stop/start jaunt of "Wake Up Now" segues from a
chaotic-delic ending into the funk-pop-a-roll of "Look Into The
Light"--- picture The Shoes covering "Wrap It Up". "Bellingham"
slows the pace with huge slabs of piano--- but "She’s Storing It
Up" cements a quict position worth further investigation, im-
agine Declan in a "Rubber Soul" mode. "You’re Getting Into It"
(potential single?) owes a huge debt to the original British
Invasion, but transcends a simple nod to nostalgia. "4/l In Good
Time" brings the hammer down--- like Guadalcanal Diary’s
"Pretty Is As Pretty Does" meeting the disembodied guitar fuzz of
Neil Young. Another segue occurs with "Woke Up Naked', a
Searchers-esque sidestep, before the seductive glow of "Blue
Light". The last of the bunch is "'I'm A Good Man", an anthem
for hilarious husbands everywhere--- disguised as backbeat
boogie. It ain’t easy bein’ green, but you may want to try. (MM)

inception, we salute you, Watch for the trend pickpockets to come out from under their rocks, now that
Rick Rubin’s label has wisely chosen to re-release "Vegas Throat'. It’s the band’s third album, following
87’s "1 800 God House" and 90’s "The Easy Listening CD" (look for Triple X to reissue them on a single
CD). Frontman Dave Sardy’s been involved with everybody from Throwing Muses (producing demos for
"The Real Ramona") to Rat At Rat R to Trouble. Other than Sardy, Barkmarket invoR'cs John Nowlin and
former Miracle Room (what a trip live) drummer Rock Savage; and special guests are guitarist Marc Ribot
(Elvis Costello/John Zorn) and former Golden Palominos singer Syd Straw both on "The Patsy". Already
on at KRCK and WFIT the very aptly titled "Grinder" is the opening track, and definitely way up there on
the "recommended" list, but don’t let that initial convenience deter you from diving into the wheezing, ugly
noisc of "The Nuisance', "Pitbull" or "Fatstamp". A radio-only EP featuring "Grinder" also includes "Johnny
Shiv" and two tracks from the extremely hard to find "1 800 God House" -- "Clapdance" (taken straight) and
"Ten Convictions" (re-recorded). The album release adds "Ten Convictions", and shifts the track listing
slightly, but the most welcome difference is a re-mastering that substantially cleans up the sound. Play it all the way through, and
Nirvana sounds like a nursery rhyme. (BR)

How many gems does a buried treasure make? To ask this nearly tragic question
is arpropriatc of Portland’s (Oregon, that is) Dharma Bums. The answer is two, so far, and the third is no
fool’s gold. The glistening rough facets of "Bliss" made it seem all too certain that this band would be aimed
for higher swells of indie glory. We mean glory not with rockets and red glare, but a warmth that you have
to have in your face to feel. If you've ever experienced the tranquility of that part of the Willamette Valley
they call home, you’d understand why. But even if you haven’t and don’t want to incur the airfare, a sample
of "Welcome"s emotional palette is enough for even the armchair tourist. They intend for us to know tgat
life in a North(west)ern town is more than a quaint, tree-laden spot on the continent to escape. The
| \ recurring direct pop blasts are reminders of Green On Red and the Sandmen, among others; folks who

make the most spartan elements sound sophisticated. "Welcome" is a comparably slick production after
the grange-hall studio of "Bliss"; and tragedies aren’t necessarily worn like badges, "Favor" and "The Light
In You" embrace, then swing the message down like a rubber mallet. "Bright Orange Spot" aims for the
brain’s chemical (im)balance, just as the warm blast of the guitars wrap around you, don’t turn around.
Another knuckle sandwich. Instead of sectioning off styles in a self-conscious manner, the track listing swings the volume pendulum
fairly consistently, giving the listener a pulse to feel. It’s not often a record breathes with such a natural, unforced rhythm, don’t
suffocate "Welcome" in the crush. Stations KCMU, KCPR, KMSA, KUCI, WBAU, WCDB, WDBM, WTSR and WWVU were
among the first week adds. (BR)

It’s truly the end of an era boys and girls, because this release will mark the last "new"

Ramones album on Sire Records. For a while it appeared that "Loco Live" would be the second Ramones
e live set to remain unissued here in The States, especially with the Chrysalis import available for months.
B But unlike "It’s Alive", we will get a U S. release of this 32 track concert recorded in Barcelona, Spain. That’s
a long way for Joey and the boys to travel--- maybe they were just interested in rhyming carbona? Seriously,
it’s hard to picture The Ramones without Sire, since they were both there at the very beginning, Thinking
back to that eponymous debut album in 1976, you’d have to admit that the band and the label have kept
their integrity firmly intact. There’s simply no substitute for a true original and The Ramones are exactly
that. Joey, Johnny, C.J. and Marky are the four brothers on this session, but there will never be a time when
Dee Dee, Tommy or even Ritchie is forgotten. The Ramones are a state of mind, a needed jolt of reality
when pretentious tendencics arise. You can rely on The Ramones. Fast, faster and "1,2,3-4!" ridiculous,
pushing the adrenalin envelope to the limit while still tasting the cotton candy served at Palisades
Amusement Park. Most of the favorites are included here, at furious tempos--of course, and we couldn’t
think of a better way to kick off the impending Summer season. How about just tracking the entire CD over the air as a wake-up call
to your audience, or better yet yourself? Look for the next chapter of The Ramones to begin soon, with a new studio album ("Mondo
Bizarro" produced by Ed Stasium) due from Radioactive this Summer. (MM)

Minneapolis’ 27 Various are indeed of multiple origins. It’s impossible to
listen to "Up" without acknowledging Big Star, Game Theory, Let’s Active, the Byrds or the Plimsouls
(whose Australian import tribute the Various appeared on). The band funnels all these influential styles
into a singular translation that is theirs alone. "Approximately" was their third album, but still a damn good
place to begin assimilating their designs. "I Feel Damage(d)", "Deposit" and "Cold" introduced the Various
as a band intent on not regurgitating the past, but using it as a filter for the present. Ed Ackerson is joined
by Bart Bakker and Mike Neiter as the core trio ("Approximately”s Jerry Lefkowitz reappears on vocals),
using layers of dubs and overdubs builds a giddy wall of sound that rivals any of their big-label-big-budget
counterparts. The dense guitar and spritely hooks expand beyond the naively psychedelic or the cutely
clever, and at this rate of development, they’re likely bound for even greater achievement. Check Ackerson
originals "Lay It On, Elaine" or "Fare Thee Well"; for their covers profile, listen to Medway Delta’s Prisoners’
"Whenever I'm Gone" or, stretching back a few decades to Buffalo Springfield era "Bumed". (BR)

(they all hail from various states), for their particularly intense
and captivating live performances (which in large part led to
their quick signing to Zoo), the band has developed a style that
is primarlily antagonistic and aggressive, but in a more subtle
way--deep and thoughtful.

LET LOOSE INASHOOTING GALLERY!

A talk with billy g. bang! and Paul Garisto

Hanoi Rocks is one of those bands who lives on still, in the record (remember those?) collections and memories of fans and fellow
musicians alike. They helped spearhead a movement still ongoing in the gypsied personas of acts like L.A. Guns, Faster Pussycat,
Electric Angels, etc... Years after the band’s demise, its members are just beginning to resurface, most notably in recent years via
solo projects from Mike Monroe. Now, its infamous guitarist Andy McCoy rises from years of speculation and sidekick status
(with Iggy Pop/Cherry Bombz/Suicide Twins), with his own vibrant new act, Shooting Gallery. A creative unit comprised of five
parts history, talent, seasoned musicianship, attitude and trouble. The way has always been hazy for these colorful characters:
Andy, vocalist billy g. bang! (ex of Kill City Dragons), bassist Dave Tregunna (formerly with Kill City Dragons, Cherry Bombz,
Lords/New Church), drummer Paul Garisto (Iggy Pop, Psychedelic Furs) and guitarist Jo Almeida (Dogs D’Amour). Now, they've
got a great new single working its way through the metal ranks ("House Of Ecstasy"), a fine album on the way, and a tour about to
get under way. I got to chat with billy and Paul recently, and it truly was a pleasure. It went a little like this...

billy: You’re in Jersey, right? What part?
Southern New Jersey. Medford Lakes...
down by Cherry Hill and Mariton.

billy: I know what that’s like.

You're from New York, right?

billy: Originally, yeah. So is Paul.

Paul: We're the two Americans.

Yeah, you guys are kind of an intemationally
flavored rock band.

billy: You can say that again. Sometimes,
it’s an inter-planetary band.

It’s kind of an interesting mix of
people, I have to say.

billy: That’s just it, we don’t
always mix completely.

Oh, really? Is that what adds
the spark to the music?

billy: Oh, yeah, I think so.

I think one of the things that
people want to know most from
both of you, is just how the five
of you got together in this band.
Is it something where Andy
(McCoy) called you up, or did
you just stumble across each
other over time?

Paul: It came about through
playing together in different
bands, really. Andy and I
played together in Iggy Pop’s
band. That’s how I met him.
At that point, I think his plan
was Lo get a band going as soon
as he finished the Iggy tour.
And when we did complete
that, he started writing tuncs.
Then I came out to California
and we started writing
together. He had a little eight-
track recording studio in the
back of his yard, and we
demoed abunch of songs. And
we were looking for a singer
and bass player at the same time. I think
he had Dave Tregunna in mind at the time.

billy: He kept calling Dave up, trying to
steal him from me all the time. Dave kept
saying no, though.

Paul: So, we couldn’t find a singer. It just
didn’t happen at that time. And I leftit to

go do something else, just took a break for
a while.

billy: That must be four years ago.
Paul: That was ’89.

I'was going to say, it’s been a while because
people have been kind of wondering what
happened to Andy.

Paul: Yeah, everybody was wondering
what was happening to Andy for a couple
of ycars.
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When Mike Monroe hit the scene again,
people were especially curious to find out
what was going on with him.

billy: He’s been busy. Paul went back to
Néw York alter that, and it was what, al-
most a year, I guess, before Andy decided
to fly to London on a whim. I had just quit
the band that Dave and I were playing in.
I was going to try and stay together with
Dave, but I didn’t see how it was going to
be possible. It looked kind of tough. And
Andy just kind of blew in, showed up at the
very last gig, got up and jammed with the

A lot of those bands, starting with Hanoi
Rocks especially, andthe carly ones -- Lords
Of The New Church, and stuff like that --
were kind of the precursors to a whole new
wave that was just starting, and that ended
up being the more trendy bands, like Motley
Crue and Faster Pussvcat. Don’t you think
that, in a way with their successes, those
bands have now kind of repaved the way for
you guys?

billy: Paul, what do you think? I think
what we’re doing is what we’re doing. |
don’t really think it has much to do with

~ them musically at all.

band. Two days later, Dave was dragging

mc up to his hotel to listen to the demos
that he and Paul had done a couple of ycars
before. The stuff was astounding. Ten
minutes into the conversation, I agreed to
come to California. Dave was shell-shock-
ed. He just kind of got on the plane and
came, too.

Was it any of the material that ended up on
the albunt that you heard?

Paul: Most of it, ycah. About half.
billy: Yeah, a couple of them. ‘Magic’.
Paul: ‘Tcenage Breakdown’.

billy: ‘Grow With Me’, which didn’t make
the album. I think we recorded it.

Paul: A few that we’re going to record, as
well, in the future.

billy: And Dave, of course, was in the
Cherry Bombz with Andy.
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Paul: I would agree with that.

billy: We’re morc like what
bands were like before bands
like that came along.

That’s true, but with all the Scat-
tle stuff that’s happening right
now, people’s focus has
changed towards the more alter-
native bands. And bands like
those I mentioned, fortunatcly,
have helped keep that kind of
music alive, in some respect.
billy: Well, at lcast it keeps
people listening to music with a
more open mind. That’s the
onc thing that it does that will
certainly help us, I would think,
in some situations. But wc’re
not rcally into any onc par-
ticular genre of music. People
love to categorize. I people
arc cxpecting the glam
nightmare from hell, they can
think again. There’s clements
of all sorts of things in what we
do.

Paul: 1 know what you're
saying, though. It scems like
music is rcturning to perfor-
mance.

Yes, it finally is. I think the ad-
vent of video kind of stole that away, don’t
you?

billy: It attempted to. Ijust don’t think it
succeeded. We just did a video the day
before yesterday that I think stretches
things a bit.

How did you approach it?

billy: What do you say, Paul?
Paul: (Laughs)

He just laughs.

Paul: You have to.

Was that for ‘House of Ecstasy’?

Paul: Yes, we did ‘Housc of Ecstasy’. 1t's
hard for me to say. I'll have to take a look
at the rough.

billy: Yeah, but cven the slick has got to
be rough. They had to rebuild the set
about eight times. We just kept wrecking
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it and wrecking it. And the carpenters
were like holding rosary beads and shit.

Was it more of a performance thing then?

billy: It’s performance mixed with a lot
of -- how shall we say... imagery, that’s
far from being narrative. It's definitely a
bit more ambiguous.

Something that leaves it to your imagina-
tion a bit more?

billy: Yes. Going in it was like, ‘What a
drag. P’'ve got to lip synch to the song.’
But when I got there, I realized what
everybody else was doing was just playing
the sonf, and having more fun with it than
we could actually have with it if the stuff
was all amplified. So, we kind of pushed
that a bit.

That’s cool. Video has done so much to
twist people’s idea of what rock is sup-
posed to sound and look like.

Paul: I hate people who say, ‘Oh, I love
this song. I reminds me of that
great video.” Wrong way around.

It's kind of an unfortunate but
necessary evil though, because so
much success depends on the video
now. If you don’t have a video,
then people are less inclined to pay
attention to you.

Paul: Yeah. And it can be a
f*cking ridiculous piece of shit
video, too. As long as people can
connect with it, then it’s fine.

Personally, I think some of those
$500 videos are better than most of
those $80,000 productions.

billy: It all depends on how much
wit and intelligence goes into
making the expenses. Fortunate-
ly, a lot of people have been show-
ing both,

Paul: The video captures the
energy of the band, just as the
record did.

billy: Exactly. But I still think no
one’s ever going to see us on video
and then see us live and say, ‘Oh,
boy! I liked the video better.” I don’t
think so.

That's good. Well, you definitely have an
energetic sound, that’s for sure. It must be
great working with so many seasoned
musicians. You don’t have to break in any
new talent, right?

billy: Oh, man! From my point of view,
it’s f*cking great.
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It wasn’t a matter of having to find a style
or anything? It was just something that
happened? With five such diverse back-
grounds, you've got to wonder.

Paul: It happened from the first five
minutes that we played together, I feel.

billy: Yeah. I don’t think anybody really
knew what to expect, but everybody was
very happy with what they got.

How long have you been playing together
now?

billy: A year and half.
I guess that’s a long enough time to know.

Paul: It’s too much time to do one lousy
album, I’ll tell you that.

How long did it take to get the record
together in the end?

billy: Three weeks to record, Paul?
Paul: Yeah, three weeks.
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Three weeks is pretty quick.

billy: Oh, yeah. I would imagine sorting
through the shit was a lot harder than just
doing it. But we did it. The rhythm sec-
tion 1s like 99% live.

Paul: The drums are all live.

billy: Yeah. We did a lot of shit on the
fly. Ric Browde was in there with us, and
I, for one, wanted to get out as quickly as
possible. So I did my stuff in a real no
nonsense manner. But everybody took
like 23 days to do everything from start to
finish. People spend 23 days getting
drum sounds. I just happen to think
they’re out of their f*cking minds.

Paul: We did ‘Brown Eyed Girl’ on the
same day.

billy: That’s right. We also had an en-
gineer who was amazing. He got the
drum sound as if by magic.

That cover is really great. You guys added

such a fresh sound to that song. I was
playing it here in the office, and everybody
was running in going, ‘Who is that?’ It was
great.

billy: That was one of those drunken, 3
o’clock in the morning decisions that oc-
casionally turns out to be correct. AmI
right, Paul?

Paul: Yeah. (Laughs)

Have you had any chance to kind of gauge
reaction to the project. I know it’s kind of
early on.

billy: It’s funny that you say that. Andy
and I flew to New York the week before
last, and Paul went back home to dosome
stuff on his house and everything. And
while Andy and I were in Manhattan, we
did a lot of press. That kept us rcal busy.
And I was startled by the overall, rcally
positive reaction. It was kind of over-
whelming. And you’re obviously positive
about the record, too.

Definitely. It was worth the wait.

billy: I think it’s a really good record.
I’'ve been sitting on my ass doing other
things, instead of singing onrecords, long
enough to know a good record when I
hear one. And this one’s a real good one.

There was so much anticipation going into
it from the fans, because you guys have so
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many accumulated from so many different
bases.

billy: That’s nice to hear.

You run the risk of putting out an album
that’s going to fall short by people’s stand-
ards. But this one doesn’t. That's what'’s
50 cool about it.

billy: And the album falls short of what
the band is in actual fact.

But they are going to get to sample that
anyway, pretty soon.

billy: Yeah. Hey Christine, are you
aware that we’ve added another guitar
player to the band? We have Jo Almeida,
also known as Jo Dog from the Dogs
D’Amour.

Is he in the press package? Yeah, he is, so
yeah, I guess I am...

Paul: Yeah, he’s in the updated one.

billy: He’s only been in the band about
what Paul? About six weeks or so?

Paul: Yeah.

So, that’s going to double the sound
that’s on the record already, right?

Paul: Well, it’s changed the style
a bit. Jo’s style of playing is very
different from Andy’s. They com-
plement cach other well.

billy: Instead of Andy kind of
layering one crazy Andy-type
track on top of another, like 1t is
on the record, you've got places
where, all of a sudden now, you’ve
got this real bluesy, drunken-
sounding, slide guitar playing at
maximum volume off in the corner
somewhere. It’s very strange.

That’s got to sound great.

billy: Oh, it does. It works beauti-
fully.

Let’s talk about the tour a little bit
because obviously, this is when
people are going to get to witness
the "real" Shooting Gallery
firsthand. You guys certainly
wound up ona hell of a tour, I have
to say.

billy: That’s if we get to finish the tour.
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Going on the road with Kiss, that’s pretty
awesonie.

Paul: Absolutcly.
In clubs, yet.

billy: In night clubs, I know. It’s going to
be very tempting to get into trouble... I'm
looking forward to that.

When does that start?

Paul: That starts on the 25th of this
month?

billy: Of April, in San Francisco.
So, you're in rehcarsals now.
Paul: Yeah, we arc.

I know the full album isn’t released yet.
But your label is, at around the same time,
releasing the Def Leppard and Kiss al-
bums. Does that bother you at all?

billy: Def Leppard and KISS have about
as much to do with us as...

Paul: They're so different.

I don’t mean particularly that they have
anything to do with you...

Paul: You mean overshadowing us.
Right. It’s just that they’re huge releases.
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billy: Naaah. We’ve got seven figure
promotional guarantees from PolyGram.

Well, they’re definitely going after the
record, that’s for sure.

billy: They believe in us now. Six months
ago, they thought that we were atraveling
circus and they just didn’t really want to
know.

Paul: I’'m not worried about it at all. Def
Leppard and Kiss, they've been around
forever. As far as when I used to listen
to music as a kid, I'd always keep my ears
open for something new. When people
come to see us play live, there would be
no denying how exciting it is and how
musical it is. I don’t think we have any-
thing to do with KISS or Def Leppard.

billy: I don’t think anybody’s seen any-
thing like us, yet.

I think you're probably right. So, how do
you gauge the music industry right now
then? Do you have good feelings about it?
Yknow, are you encouraged by the way
people are looking more towards Alterma-
tive and Metal for new crossover acts?

Paul: I’m starting to feel a little better
about the way things are going. I didn’t
listen to music for a long time because 1
couldn’t turn on the radio for years. It
was getting pretty bad.

billy: Here, here.

Paul: Recently, I think, things are going
in the right direction. Bands are gettin
opportunities that a few years bac%
would just be thrown to the wayside.

billy: We took a lot of time, energy and
money to develop, let’s face it. Time
especially. And patience. From our per-
sonal experience in the business... at least
we’ve got Ed Echstine up at Mercury.
He believes in the music, even though he
knows for a fact that at various times,
everybody in the outfit is going to go
completely out of their f*cking mind.
He’s put up with it. He kept the wolf
from the door and let us develop into
something real.

Paul: I think kids are starving for that,
too.

billy: That’s true. I really think that
they’re in it for the music a lot, and not
justlooking to push product. I think Ed’s
areal fan. He really digs it, and he thinks
that other people will, too.

I think you’re fortunate to get that kind of
an opportunity with that kind of a label.

billy: You have no idea.

A lot of bands, one album, they’re gone --
if they get that album out.

billy: I really believe that we held out for
that. Ifeellike because of the way we are
and the way we play and way we do things
and whatever, that we have to get a sym-
pathetic soul like that, or we’re f*cking
doomed in a world where people study
rock n’ roll guitar in school, and call
themselves ‘consumers’ and call themsel-
ves ‘product’. Andy is so anti-that. But
please, the day Andy becomes a
‘product’, ’'m going to stop believing in
God.

Paul: It kind of scares me in a way. [
always feel like I should look over my
shoulder. Things are going too well right
now.

billy: Yeah, really. ButI really think that
every year 99% of the idiots out there are
looking for next year’s big thin%, and
thinking it’s going to sound just like this
year’s big thing. So,they’re signing all the
stuff that sounds like this year’s big thing,
and of course, they overlook next year’s
big thing because it doesn’t sound any-
thing like this year’s big thing.

That’s a sad thing.

billy: ‘Oh, it came up through the indie
ranks, and blah, blah, blah.”

And they added ‘A way with tuming a
phrase.’

billy: I’'m probably the world’s most ar-
ticulate scumbag.

There’s one. That will be the next ad.
billy: Thank you.

You're welcome.

billy: I’'m a real barstool philosopher.

Paul: In New York, people would just be
going, ‘Oh, it’s just him going on in the
corner again.’

And they’re used to that.

Paul: No one used to pay attention.
Theyjust got tired of the act after awhile.

Well, it works. Any last words of warning
you should throw out to these people?

billy: Of warning?

Well... you're hitting the road. You're com-
ing at them full speed are you not?

Paul: Yeah, I think you can take that
one, billy.

billy: Yeah, you want me to have that
one?

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George Harrison will perform at the Royal Albert Hall in
London on Monday (April 6) in support of the Natural Law
Party, a political party based on transcendental meditation. The
party has 400 candidates running in Britain’s general elections
on April 9. "I believe this party offers the only option to get out
of our problems and create the beautiful nation we would like,"
Harrison says. It would be the first time Harrison has played in
Britain in over 20 years, since before the Beatles broke up.

A few fans suffered minor injuries when about 600 people
rushed the stage during an Ozzy Osbourne concert in Irvine,
California, after Osbourne invited fans to get on stage during his
last song. Osbourne had to crawl offstage to get away and about
$100,000 in damage was done to his stage equipment.

Eddie Money has begun an "Unplugged” tour where he plays
with an acoustic quartet. He’s backed by guitarists Tommy
Girvin and Monty Byrom, keyboardist Brian Garry and
percussionist John Schneider. Money says "it’s less expensive"
to tour acoustically. "Until the economy picks up, I still want to
give pcoplc a great show," he says, adding that he thinks it
requires more of a pcrformcr to play acoustically. "It’s a
challenge because you've really got to get into the songs to turn
people on. Your voice has to be happening."

Billy Idol has been fined $2,700 by Beverly Hills Municipal Court
Judge Charles Rubin after pleading no contest in January to
misdemeanor charges of assault and battery for punching a
woman in the face last October. The judge also ordered Idol to
undergo counseling as well as making a 60-second public service
announcement about drug and alcohol abuse. Idol could have
been sentenced to up to six months in prison.

This year’s Lollapalooza Tour will include booths extolling "90s
concepts” outside the main stage, providing information on
smart drugs, virtual reality and future Olympics sports as well as
offering the services of a tattooist and a body piercer.

Attorneys for George Michael have issued a statement denying
"a report emanating in America suggesting he is considering
giving an interview about his private life." "It is obvious to me that
this report has been circulated in order to provoke me into
abandoning my policy of not giving interviews and this I am not
prepared to do,” Michael says.

Boy George is reportedly on a "purification diet" of soya bean
paste and vegetable juice.

The Anti-Defamation League of B’nai B'rith is asking the
German government to act against Rock-O-Rama records,
saying the label is "the leading manufacturer and distributor of
skinhead records in the world.” The label has released discs by
Skrewdriver, Bound For Glory, Brutal Attack, No Remorse and
the Kicker Boys. The ADL says the recordings have exacerbated
an increase in Nazi violence in Germany and some of them are
being imported into the U.S. The report cites titles from the
label’s catalog, including "Reich N’ Roll," "Johnny Joined The
Klan," "Fetch The Rope," "White Warrior" and "Head Kicked
In." The ADL adds that these records are the neo-Nazi’s "chief
means of promoting their message both to themselves and the
outside world."

Nirvana’s Kurt Cobain is being urged by his new wife, Courtney
Love, lead singer of Hole, to dress better. "Kurt looks like a
tramp," Love says. "His album is number one in America and
he’s only got one pair of shoes."

Adam Ant and former Doors drummer John Densmore are
teaming up to present a musical drama about Gene Vincent and
Eddie Cochran to Theatre/Theater in Los Angeles.

U2 vocalist Bono stunned fellow diners at a London restaurant
recently by taking off all of his clothes. He halted a dinnertime
interview, stripped, and then said, "That’s better. Now ask your
questions."

Lead singer Stephen Pearcy says he’s leaving Ratt to form a new
band with ex-Cinderella drummer Fred Coury and ex-Michael
Monroe guitarist Johnny Angel. Pearcy says "musical
differences” caused him to leave the band.

Tori Amos once almost canceled a concert in Rome because
she’d lost her lucky charm. But the singer was able to replace the
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lost item at a local shop. It turns out that all she needed was a
piece of string.

Tim Dog has reportedly agreed to an out-of-court settlement
with NWA in a disputc triggered by his song "F*ck Compton”
and its accompanying video. Terms of the settlement were not
disclosed. NWA had sent letters complaining about the song’s
references to an assault by NWA’s Dr. Dre on television show
host Dee Barnes. The video for the song featured people who
looked like NWA’s members.

Garland Jeffreys says the title to his new album, "Don’t Call Me
Buckwheat,” came from an incident about five years ago when
he went to see the New York Mets play at Shea Stadium. "I went
with my wife and some friends. I got up to get some food. I was
passing in front of a couple of guys and I must have blocked their
view. One of them yells, "Hey, Buckwheat, get the bleep out of
here," Jeffreys says. "I'd never been called that before. I was
upset. But I felt powerless because I didn’t want to get in a fight
and get my butt kicked. So I get the food and I'm thinking, 'Don’t
call me Buckwheat, don’t call me buckwheat..."

Bruce Springsteen’s new albums have made a strong and swift
appearance on the British LP charts. "Human Touch" and
"Lucky Town" were released on Friday. By Sunday evening, they
had gone into the charts at numbers one and two, respectively.

LL Cool J will appear in the film "Toys," which will star Robin
Williams, The comedy is about the fight within a family for
control of a toy business.

Spinal Tap will perform on an episode of "The Simpsons” in late
April, as the band stops in the Simpson’s hometown of
Springfield. One of Spinal Tap’s band members, satirist Harry
Shearer, who plays bass player Derek Smalls, contributes many
of the voices to the "Simpsons" show each week. That week’s
episode of the program (on the Fox network) will be followed
by a premiere of Michael Jackson’s latest video, "In The Closet."

Color Me Badd appear on a "Beverly Hills 90210" episode (on
the Fox television network) in April, playing themselves.

A half-hour video of the "Jimi Hendrix Experience," filmed in
London in 1967, is about to be released (on Warner Reprise
Video). The ($12 98 list) home video is to include live concert
footage and offstage scenes as well as an acoustic performance
of "Hear My Train A Comin’."

Former Easybeats lead singer Stevie Wright says a concert in
Sydney, Australia, on April 4 will be his last-ever live
appearance. Wright, who says he’s retiring for reasons of health,
plans to write an autobiography.

Grace Jones has filed for bankruptcy, claiming $1.6 million in
debts and only $338,000 in assets. More than half of her debt
amount is for taxes owed to New York state and the U.S. Internal
Revenue Service, which she blames on an accountant who left
the country after taking her money.

Queen drummer Roger Taylor says David Bowie, Elton John
and George Michael will sing vocals with the band in a tribute to
late lead singer Freddie Mercury. "Freddie would have loved the
idea of all these stars turning up for him. He always liked to do
things properly and in a big way," Taylor says. Extreme have been
added to the line-up for the concert in London on April 20. Rod
Stewart is said to be "very likely" to perform.

Officials in Orlando, Florida, estimate it cost $38,000 to clean
the Orlando Arena and repair damages after Metallica played
there. One usher was held by his ankles from a balcony during
the show, according to arena director Joanne Grant. "This stuff
doesn’t happen at a Kenny Rogers concert, but the band was
very gracious," Grant says.

Over 100,000 people attended a "Concert For Life" in Sydney,
Australia, featuring INXS, Crowded House, Jimmy Barnes,
Diesel, Jenny Morris, Ratcat and Yothu Yindi. Organizers were
hoping to raise about $1.2 million for AIDS and heart research
from concert ticket sales and raffles. The concert was organized
by INXS manager Gary Grant and financial consultant Tim
Koster and was broadcast live across Australia. Three pegple
were arrested and over 250 people were treated for heat
exhaustion. INXS unveiled three new songs at the show --
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"Heaven Sent,” "All Around,” and "Baby Don’t Cry" with Jimmy
Barnes singing guest vocals.

Tammy Wynette had to cancel the rest of her Australian tour
when she collapsed from exhaustion just after finishing a concert
in Perth. It was the second time she had collapsed during the
tour. Wynette planned to immediately return to the U.S.

A U.S. District Court lawsuit has been filed against Hammer in
San Francisco by Vincent Williams, who says he gave Hammer
$5,000 in 1987 in exchange for 2.7 percent of the earnings from
Hammer’s entertainment career. Williams, who met Hammer
while in the Navy, filed a notarized copy of the agreement with
the lawsuit. Last year, two former professional baseball players
sued Hammer claiming he failed to honor similar agreements,
but the cases were settled out of court.

Tom Cochrane won in four categories and Bryan Adams won in
two at the 1992 Juno Awards, given out at the O’Keefe Centre
in Toronto. Cochrane won for Single Of The Year ("Life Is A
Highway"), Songwriter Of The Year, Male Vocalist Of The Year
and Album Of The Year ("Mad Mad World"). Adams won
awards for Producer of The Year for his work with "Mutt" Lange
on the "Waking Up The Neighbors" album. He was also given
the Entertainer Of The Year award, as voted on by the public,
and also given a Special Achievement Award for the success of
"(Everything I Do) I Do It For You." Adams had been nominated
in seven categories. The Crash Test Dummies were named
Group Of The Year, while the Dream Warriors won the award
for Rap Recording Of The Year ("My Definition Of A
Boombastic Jazz Style"). Blue Rodeo and Jane Siberry
performed a tribute to Ian & Sylvia who were inducted into the
Juno Hall of Fame.

Hall & Oates are writing material separately, each collaborating
with different people in an attempt to experiment with the band’s
sound. Oates has been working with Hank Wolinski, who just
finished work on the new album from the Neville Brothers, and
with Walter Afanasieff, who has worked with the New Kids On
The Block.

George Michael has donated three songs to "Red, Hot & Dance,"
an album coming out in June as the follow-up to "Red, Hot &
Blue." This album will also raise money for AIDS charities and
it will include remixes of songs by PM Dawn, Seal and Madonna
as well as Michael’s three new songs -- "Too Funky," "Happy" and
"Do You Really Want To Know" -- which had been recorded for
his next album.

Philip Glass and John Moran have collaborated on a rock opera
about Charles Manson, who is serving a life prison term in
California for a mass murder at the home of actress Sharon Tate
in 1969. Iggy Pop and Terre Roche will appear on the album
which Moran says "juxtaposes disturbing vignettes" about the
Manson family. The work will get its premiere in New York City
on April 13.

James Taylor has told TV Guide magazine that he doesn’t plan
to watch his special on the Disney Channel on April 12, "James
Taylor: Going Home." Taylor says he doesn’t like to appear on
television, but he recognizes that "the national life takes place on
TV and if you’re not there, you’re not in the national
consciousness."

Donovan’s 21-year-old daughter Astrella Celeste has joined her
father’s backing band. Donovan and his band are touring Britain
to raise money for Friends Of The Earth’s 21st anniversary.

David Bowie’s wife, Iman, will have a role in a film based on "The
Shadow," a fairy tale by Hans Christian Andersen. The
Danish-British production will be filmed in Africa and Denmark
this fall and will be directed by Jon Bang Carlsen.

Luka Bloom’s new album includes a version of rapper LL Cool
J’s "I Need Love."

The Red Hot Chili Peppers were asked to leave the studios of
the British television program "Top Of The Pops" after a
disagreement with the show’s director about their performance.
The band wanted to wear Victorian costumes and dance on
stage, but BBC executives objected to their attempt to highlight
that bands lip-synch on the program.

The Jam have a double album called "Extras” coming out in
Britain in March. It includes b-sides and studio outtakes.
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EMF, Lush, Carter USM, Gary Clail, Moose, No Means No and
Chapterhouse are among the artists contributing tracks to an
album called "How Much Longer?" which will benefit the Anti-
Vivisection Society in Britain.

U2’s The Edge has told "Musician" magazine that the band
almost broke up when they went to Berlin to begin work on
"Achtung Baby." "At the end of the final show of 1989 at The
Point in Dublin, on the turn of the decade, Bono kind of made a
speech. He said we were going away and we had to think it all
up again," the Edge says. "A lot of people read into that that we
were going to break up. Well, when we got to Berlin, it was
almost, like, maybe that was so prophetic, because it was so hard.
It was so heavy. It seemed for a few seconds like *Well, maybe
this is what we should do, maybe we really have to break up and
see what happens.” We rode out that storm and I think it’s a great
record."

Mitchell Froom is to produce a new album from Australian
rocker Dave Dobbyn in Los Angeles.

Reggae musician Eddy Grant will have a role in a new film called
"Mustard Bath," about a white man born in Guyana who is raised
in Canada but who returns home to the Caribbean to find his
roots. The film was shot in Grant’s native country of Guyana.
"The main character in the film meets up with my character, a
Roman Catholic rastafarian priest, who acts as his adviser,"
Grant says. Grant has a new album coming out later this year
called "Paintings Of The Soul," which he’s been working on for
the past three years.

Tori Amos has recorded a cover of Nirvana’s "Smells Like Teen
Spirit" for an upcoming EP.

Guitarist Jeff Healey is doing a jazz show for CBC-FM, one of
the two Canadian government radio networks, highlighting
music from the 1920s and *30s. "I felt there was a lack of this type
of music," Healey says. "I'd had a show on a university station in
Toronto that had done quite well."

The Nashville Metropolitan Transit Authority has unveiled the
Dolly Trolley, a trolley car named after country singer Dolly
Parton. The city plans to name other trolley cars for other
Country Music Hall of Fame members and winners of the
Country Music Association’s Entertainer of the Year award.
Perhaps a trolley that arrives late, if at all, will be named after
George Jones.

Great White have begun recording a new album with David
Spitz, brother of Anthrax’ Danny Spitz, following the departure
of bass player Tony Montana. "Tony was a great addition to the
band and a good friend," says Jack Russell of Great White. "But
it was apparent Tony was growing away from being a rhythm-
section player. It’s been a great five or so years, but people
change and develop, and it was time for a change for both us and
Tony. We wish him the best and thank him for being a part of
the family." Great White expect to have their album out this
summer, and Montana is expected to form his own band.

The Pasadenas had to cancel a concert recently because they
forgot all of their stage clothes. The concert was due to take place
in Holland, but the band discovered in mid-flight, that they had
left their clothes in London.

Whitney Houston has backed out of nude scenes in her debut
film, "The Bodyguard." Instead, she’ll wear a specially-made
body stocking. "I just couldn’t do it," Houston confessed. "My
mother would have killed me."

Neil Diamond will have a double album of "The Greatest Hits
1966- 1992" out in early May, including 37 songs, many of them
live versions.

Aretha Franklin held a birthday party at her Detroit home,
inviting Shanice, Dee Harvey and Keith Washington, as well as
the Duke Ellington Orchestra.

The City Council in Bessemer, Alabama, says Diana Ross didn’t
answer a letter complaining about weeds growing on a lot she
owns in the city. So the city has voted to cut the weeds and require
her to pay the estimated $200 cost. If she doesn’t pay the charge
and her property taxes on the lot, it will be sold at auction. Police
Chief Ray Adams says the lot poses a threat to middle school
students who have to walk in front of it.

There strong rumors that U2 are to play an outdoor summer
show in Manchester. The concert will take place in Heaton
Park, which was the venue of last year’s Cities In The Park Festival
with Happy Mondays and The Wonder Stuff. It is understood
that the show will be a benefit for Greenpeace. The show comes
in the wake of other large outdoor shows in the city by artists
such as Guns N’ Roses and Bryan Adams.

Transvision Vamp have been dropped by MCA records. Thc
label refused to issue the band’s last album,

Versus The Bubble Of Babble, in the UK after singles taken from
the projected LP flopped. However, singer Wendy James will
stay with the label or. a solo contract. With the exception of
keyboard player Tex Alie who has joined Max, there are no
reports on the plans of the other members of the band.

A report in the New Musical Express says that Happy Mondays
have returned from recording sessions in the West Indies with
only one track fully completed. The band have been working at
Compass Point Studios in Nassau with former Talking Heads
Chris Frantz and Tina Weymouth as producers. According to
the report, the band have finished their instrumental tracks for
a new album, but singer Shaun Ryder has completed only one
track and is now in a London clinic. It’s been alleged that his
health has been affected by drugs. Finally, the paper says that
Bez broke his arm twice in accidents. The story has been the
subject of an official denial.

The Cult and Ned’s Atomic Dustbin are to headline a festival on
June 6 at London’s Finsbury Park. The final bill will feature
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twenty top Alternative acts at the 30,000 capacity venue. The
show is being organized by the Mean Fiddler Group, with the
aim of creating a "Reading type bill and atmosphere." Mean-
while, the row surrounding the Reading Festival itself continues.
Originally, the Mean Fiddler Group were set to book the festival,
before a dispute over money intervened. The recent confirma-
tion by festival organizers Harold and Barbara Pendleton of
Public Enemy, Nirvana and The Wonder Stuff as headliners has
angered Vince Power of the Mean Fiddler, who last week com-
mented, "I think it’s a disgusting thing to do. If they hi-jacked
the festival, they should have got their own bill together. It seems
like a brilliant line-up, but it was ours. We had a written confir-
mation from all those bands." Power and the Mean Fiddler
Group remain committed to organizing a rival festival to Reading
over the same long weekend in late August. Other festival news
is that Lou Reed will definitely be playing at the Glastonbury
Festival inlate June and he will play a set which draws on all parts
of his career. Recent Lou shows have concentrated on his Magic

And Loss album.

Morrissey and Johnny Marr are working together on artwork
for a greatest hits compilation by The Smiths. The album will
be the first product to be released since Morrissey and Marr sold
the rights to The Smiths’ back catalogue to WEA and is expected
to be in stores at the end of the summer. After this,a CD release
series of all the band’s original albums will follow. The re-re-
leases will feature new artwork, but don’t look likely to be issued
until 1993. Elsewhere on The Smiths’ front, April 30 will see the
publication by Omnibus of "Morrissey And Marr: The Severed
Alliance" by Johnny Rogan. A report in New Musical Express
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suggests that Morrissey is against the book’s publication. Fi-
nally, Morrissey’s new single, "We Hate It When Our Friends
Become Successful”, will be issued by EMI on April 27.

Iron Maiden launched their new album, Fear Of The Dark, with
a massive party at London’s Porchester Hall On April 1. Sensi-
bly realizing that very few people ever listen to an album at a
launch party anyway, the band kitted the hall out as a fair ground
with side stalls where contestants could win the chance to hear
individual tracks. Entertainment was provided by a magician
whose novel reinterpretation of the sawing a lady in half trick
involved decapitation and copious amounts of false blood. Ear-
lier in the day, Maiden singer Bruce Dickinson talked to The
Hard Report, saying that the new album saw Iron Maiden ques-
tioning any assumptions they might have had about their music
and attempting to think how they might approach recording if
they were a band making their debut. Dickinson also com-
mented that only about three people at EMI had heard the
album prior to the launch, as the band enjoys complete control
over what they do. Apparently, they would even avoid playing
tracks to their manager because he starts worrying about radio
play. Away from Iron Maiden, Dickinson is currently working
on a film script about Alistair Crowley.

Primal Scream are to release a long-form video of their
Screamadelica video via MCEG Virgin Vision. The video was
put together by former Jesus And Mary Chain drummer Doug-
las Hart and mixes promo clips with live footage. Talking to
Simon Williams of the New Musical Express, Hart comments on
some of the material he had to leave out, presumably in reference
to the band’s hedonistic reputation: "A lot of stuff was unusable
for the legal aspects. It’s a shame because Primal Scream were
quite willing -- I mean, they're not ashamed of what they do.
Maybe one day, we’ll put it onto film and show an unexpurgated
version around the cinemas." Finally, Primal Scream played a
show at London’s Brixton Academy last week, which had the
critics falling all over themselves to note how the band had
successfully managed to combine the atmosphere of a rave and
arock n’ roll show.

Genesis release the third British single from their We Can’t
Dance album this week. The ballad "Hold On My Heart" will be
issued by Virgin with "Way Of The World" and "Home By The
Sea" as extra tracks. The latter is a 12 minute 18 second live
version of a track which originally appeared on the band’s
eponymous 1983 album. Genesis are currently rehearsing for
their forthcoming world tour.

Thomas Dolby’s new album will be issued by Virgin in July.
Astronauts And Heretics will feature the following nine new
tracks: "I Love You Goodbye", "Cruel", "Silk Pajamas", "I Live
In A Suitcase", "Eastern Bloc", "Close But No Cigar”, "That’s
Why People Fall In Love", "Neon Sisters”, and "Beauty Of A
Dream". Included in one of the most intriguing and unlikely list
of collaborators are Cajun fiddle player Michael Doucet, vocalist
Eddie Reader, Eddie Van Halen -- on guitar of course! -- and
Grateful Dead guitarists Jerry Garcia and Bob Weir.

Gun, a Glaswegian band currently in the British charts with their
single "Steal Your Fire", have released Gallus, their second
album for A&M. Gallys is a Glaswegian term which roughly
translated means "The Best". The album features ten new songs,
written by vocalist Mark Rankin and guitarist Giuliano Gizzi.
Production was by Kenny MacDonald. Gun, who previously
supported the Rolling Stones on their last European tour, will
be support at Def Leppard’s British dates in June.

Madness will shortly announce the news that they have re-
formed, according to an industry insider. Since the band’s Di-
vine Madness (Virgin) compilation reached #1 in the British
charts, there has been much speculation that the band would get
back together. The stories have always been denied, but it now
appears that the band are negotiating a contract for new releases
with Virgin, Elsewhere, Terry Hall, former singer with The
Specials and another hero of the British ska revival years, has
teamed up with the ubiquitous Dave Stewart. The duo have
already recorded tracks for an EP which will probably be re-
leased under the name Electrodub.

Manchester’s famous Hacienda Nightclub will celebrate its
tenth anniversary on May 21. To mark the date, the club will
hold what is being described as a "monster party”. In the run-up
to the anniversary, there will also be a fashion show featuring
designs from the last ten years and a date from an as yet unan-
nounced major British alternative band.
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Some names to watch for: Captain America -- Scottish rockers
very much in the mold of Teenage Fanclub -- have released their
second single for Paperhouse. The band are supporting "Flame
On" b/w "Buttermilk” and a cover of Beat Happening’s "Indian
Summer” with a full British tour... Bark Psychosis -- a band
whose music communicates with a similar kind of intensity to
that of The Cranes or Wolfgang Press -- release "Madman", their
third single, via Third Stone on 13 April... Last but not least,
Midway Still -- who want to sound like "The Byrds meeting
Metallica in a south London garage" -- have just issued their
"Better Than Before" single via Roughneck. The band’s debut
album Dial Square, follows this month. All of the above are well
worth rooting through the import bins for.

LIVE IN LONDON IN MARCH

With the winter, Xmas, the New Year and the possibility of snow
all out of the way, March saw London’s live scene begin to gather
momentum on advance of forthcoming summer shows for which
the noun "gig" has to be replaced with "event” (Michael Jackson,
Reading, Eric Clapton/Elton John and so on). Early in the
month, those kick-ass rockers The Cowboy Junkies came into
town, trashed three hotels and got arrested for attacking a
member of the audience. Okay, okay, I’'m joking. More accu-
rately, The Cowboy Junkies came into town and played their
most ambitious show yet at the sedate Royal Albert Hall. In
previous years, it would have been hard to imagine the band
being able to impose themselves on such a huge space. The
Cowboy Junkies, however, have visibly grown in confidence.
There was a time when Margo Timmins used to perch on her
stool with all the nervousness of someone clinging to a comfort
blanket, but now it just looks like a prop -- expected by the
audience and handy to sit on if she feels like it. The fact that the
band felt able to slip in a favorite like "Sun Comes Up, It’s
Tuesday Morning" as their third number says a lot about the
strength of the material from Black Eyed Man which dominated
the set. Still not too sure whether Margo should have dedicated
"Cause Cheap Is How I Feel" to those who were sitting in the top
balcony, but The Cowboy Junkies emerged from this show tri-
umphant. Afterwards, a clearly relieved Michael Timmins ad-
mitted to The Hard Report that he had been nervous that the
band wouldn’t be able to sell enough tickets to fill the venue.

Shows on a much smaller scale were provided by The Heart
Throbs at the Borderline. With the exception of a couple of
college dates and two shows in the far-flung Shetland Isles, their
two London shows were the first to feature new bassist Colleen
and drummer Bes. The line-up changes have done nothing to
soften the band’s hard-edged guitar pop, and singer/guitarist
Rose still faces up to the microphone as if she was Patti Smith’s
kid sister. Their forthcoming album looks like it should be well
worth checking out.

Not quite a London show, but a couple of weekends ago, your
scribe took himself off to Rotterdam to see a show by Gallon
Drunk and Gitane Demone at the Popular Theatre. For
Demong, it was her first live performance with a full band since
she quit Christian Death two years ago. Her new material bears
little relation to anything Christian Death ever recorded. In-
stead, Demone now performs jazz tinged music with the empha-
sis on rhythms far removed from rock’s 4/4 beat. With only a
week to rehearse, the band were understandably tentative in
places. Nevertheless, Demone remains a compelling singer with
a vocal range that she exploits to the fullest.

The evening was one of contrasts, as Gallon Drunk brought their
rockabilly/swamp rock to one of their best attended continental
gigs so far. It’s a comparison they resent, but Gallon Drunk bring
to mind the intensity of The Birthday Party. In James Johnston,
they have an incredibly charismatic frontman, whether he’s sing-
ing, coaxing raw slabs of noise from his guitar, or embellishing
the band’s sound with keyboards (and he does all three in the
course of his performance). The passion Johnston brings to the
stage is made even more surprising by his persona in "real life".
After the gig, the crew and bands while away the early hours in
a Rotterdam bar playing pool and pinball, as seemingly endless
trays of beer are fetched and supped. Johnston is so shy that it’s
just plain weird that this was the guy who was howling at his
audience a few hours before.

Finally, Ride played two shows at London’s Brixton Academy
last week. Any criticisms that they might be boring shoe-gazers
were rendered irrelevant by their sheer loudness. At Brixton,
Ride came of age, proving they’re more than just another funny
little English band with cute haircuts.

If you LOOK
at a chart (based on actual over-the-counter sales)
you will notice that this week, more Sarah McL-
achlan albums have been sold than albums from
several new artists that are receivinga great amount
of rock radio support! The call-out on this single is
coming back 80% positive with men and women
18-34. MTV is playing this video. Sarah’s tour has
begun and so far over 600 tickets have been sold in
each market: Chicago, Detroit, NYC and Boston.
She WON the Juno award for Best Video! Her
single is still Top S at alternative radio (holding
strong in competition with The Cure, The Sug-
arcubes and U2). WHCN/Hartford had Top 10
phones for 5 weeks (a successful mainstream AOR
station).
