Not only did they rule the 
charts in 1990 and 1991f but their 
debut sold over 2.5 million and 
crossed to CHR with the power bal-
lad "High Enough." Ted, Jack, 
Tommy and Michael have followed 

up with a true to form rocker with every player flexing their 
individual muscle, including a powerhouse guitar solo that only 
Nugent can do. The lead track "Don't Tread On Me" will be 
featured on the Olympics album Barcelona Gold, and the video 
will air exclusively on one of the nights of the Olympics on NBC. 
The video was shot in Denver, Colorado, where Lois Todd gave 
us the scoop on KAZY's incredible "Rocky Mountain Jam" con-
cert (35,000 listeners) which included Damn Yankees as the 
headhning act. "The band came to town a week before the 
concert to rehearse and shoot the video. Ted 'The Hunter' 
Nugent went hunting a couple of times, but through it all, they 
managed to meet with some of our lucky listeners every day. As 
far as playing, they were fantastic! You can really tell they love 
music and are very close friends. The Yankees treated their fans 
to 4 new songs including 'Where You Going Now,' (it will be this 
album's 'High Enough'). This new project leaves their first one 
in the dust. It's a Damn Yankees generation!" WRIF's Steve 
Kostan was equally impressed, "The 'motor city madman' is an 
automatic here! Even without his close ties, the track will be 
played everywhere! Ted Nugent is only a slice of one of the most 
powerful groups of the '90s!" The album Don't Tread will impact 
radio the week of August 4th and those Damn Yankees will be 
invading towns sometime at the end of the year! 

Faster Pussycat, "Nonstop To Nowhere", Elektra....  
Born on the streets of the hard core 
Los Angeles music scene, Faster 
Pussycat has enjoyed a huge cult fol-
lowing throughout the years that 
turned into more mainstream recog-
nition with the popularity of "Bath-

,.    room Wall" and "House Of Pain." 
The need for pop driven rockers 

41011111eME with a twist of glam has been part of 
8610-2A   AOR since the early days of Gary 

Glitter, Kiss and The New York 
Dolls. Most recently Poison and 

L.A. Guns filled the void, but times change, as do bands. Faster 
Pussycat have their own trademark sound that has kept them 
above the rest and on target. They are at a turning point similar 
to that of Cinderella and Motley Crue. The first single from the 
album Whipped "Nonstop To Nowhere," is very palatable. 
Groups in the same vein as Faster Pussycat make that big fat hook 
their specialty, and "Nonstop" has one hook that lasts for days. 
This mid-tempo rocker has an Aerosmith feel, and a unique intro 
that sets it apart from anything else out there. Half way through, 
the guitar revs up wailing into a harmonic chorus and back into 
that giant hook! This is not just for those COR stations, even 
though early adds include WHMH, WHVY and WRZK. 
WHMH's Ron Stryker was out of the box and said, "AOR is 
gonna have one hell of a run with this. We'll get more use out of 
it than CHR. Sorry guys. NOT!" Jeff Riedel at Modesto's KDJK 
took time to give us some major feedback, "It could be a big-sized 
record for the band. It only takes one listen to realize that it has 
real potential." With reaction like that, "nonstop" should be 
"unstoppable" come Tuesday! 
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TO FOLLOW 
21 Guns, "Knee Deep", RCA.... Phil Hardy and crew are 

going to be kickin' ass and taking 
names on this one. 21 Guns has ev-
erything AOR is asking for these 
days, including a heritage rocker, 
strong frontman and tight musician-
ship. Combine all that, shake things 
up and we guarantee 21 will be your 
lucky number. The Thin Lizzy feel 
is courtesy of former axeman Scott 
Gorham (one of the most genuine 
rockers out there). Thomas La 
Verdi provides those blistering vo-

cals while Leif Johansen (bass) has no problem keeping time with 
Scott and solid skinman, Mike Sturgis. La Verdi and Gorham 
have created one of the most mature rock and roll records of the 
year. 21 Guns possess all the quality and talent to become '92's 
major new hard rock act. The production is extremely sharp 
thanks to the knob twisting of Chris Lord-Alge (Whitesnake, Rod 
Stewart). This is quite apparent with the first AOR single from 
the album Salute. The pipeline is already talking including Dale 
Miller at KATP, "It has tons of mass appeal potential. The song 
is not so heavy that you need heavy daypart restrictions!" The 
sweet Becky Tomek at ICATM raved, "It doesn't sound like every-
thing else, but has what it takes for the 'KAT'! A tune that's true 
rock and roll!" Steve Kostan (VVRIF) laid this down, "It's a 
bonafide rebel rousing rocker!" Modesto's Jeff Riedel/KDJK 
related, "Nice to have Scott back playing his style of rock! We've 
been playing various tracks on our Metal hour, and they sound 
great!" Tony Clayton at KSFX wraps it up, "Scott proves you're 
never too old, and you only get better with time! The whole group 
has a nice sound!" KPOI, KROK and WVCR report early action. 
Look for Scott and Phil hangin' around at the Midwest Conclave, 
and get ready for the strength of 21 Guns! 

Lemonheads, "It's A Shame About Ray", Atlantic..., 
It's hard to pinpoint the sound and 
origin of the Lemonheads' music. 
After six years, the group has had a 
number of changes, but lead 
singer/songwriter/guitarist Evan 
Dando has kept the band consistent 
despite these transformations. This 
Boston based band is no stranger to 
the Alternative folks. Lovey  
(Lemonheads' 1990 Atlantic debut) 
hit top 10 status and was followed up 
by the EP Favorite Spanish Dishes. 

The latest incarnation of the Lemonheads includes the return of 
drummer David Ryan and the addition of bassist Juliana Hatfield 
(Blake Babies). Unlike previous material, "It's A Shame About 
Ray" finds the Lemonheads at a new level of maturity for a 
number of reasons. First, Evan's travels took him to Australia 
which gave him a new prospective on his songwriting. Secondly, 
was the move from Boston to Los Angeles to record the album. 
Third, the group called upon the mainstream production abilities 
of the Robb Brothers, who have worked with the likes of Art 
Garfunkel and Rod Stewart. LA's location made the talents of 
Barry Goldberg (Bob Dylan) and Jeff "Skunk" Baxter available 
for even more of a focused and toned down project. "It's A 
Shame About Ray" is a true story of a boy who was kicked out of 
school in Australia and made headlines. Evan put it into a song 
and the result is a combination of Toad The Wet Sprocket meet-
ing REM. It's a keeper that will please upper demos and the 
psychograpically desirable from that 18-24 cell! KEYV, ICTAO, 
WDET, WEQX, WKOC, WXRT, KAVE, KGSR, WBCN and 
WWCD are spinning early! 

Roxus, "Bad Boys", Savage..., What do Bon Jovi, Warrant and Poison have in common? They've all tapped into Roxus' huge 
fanbase in the land down under. Already with a certified Gold single and Album in their homeland, 
Roxus is ready to make the transcontinental connection and invade AOR radio. These hard rockin' boys 
are made up of Darren Danielson (drummer), John Nixon (bassist), Andy Shanahan (keyboardist), 
Dragan Stanic (guitar/vocals) and Juno ROXUS (vocals), who deliver power packed arena style rock. The 
debut single "Bad Boys" displays the group's impressive harmonies balanced between forceful guitar 
work for a masterfully layered tune. There's a natural chemistry between the players of Roxus, and "Bad 
Boys" is a testament to the musical style and skill they create. Stripped-to-the-bone production gives 
Roxus a rough exterior with an industrialized twist prevalent throughout. Radio has called it "catchy" 
and "a solid hit" on first listen, and should find a new home with many of the COR players in the weeks 
to come. There's always room on playlist for new "arena flavored" rock and roll, and Roxus is ready to 
light things up with an eye on a Hard Hundred debut next Tuesday! 
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Track Action 
l l a rd I i n e. "Hot C h eri e", MCA.... The buzz on Neal Schon's latest group isn't just centered around him. Hardline makes the 

grade due to the unity among its members. Brothers Joey Gioeli (guitar) and Johnny Gioeli are the exact 
combination that Neal was looking for when Bad English started going south. Neal did bring Deen 
Castronovo over from Bad English and Todd Jensen rom David Lee Roth's band for the ultimate in 
backup action. The results are quite obvious. "Takin' Me Down" set these boys up, and now "Hot 
Cherie" (a tune that Danny Spanos had success with a few years back) is ready to kick this project into 
high gear. KATP's Dale Miller says, "I remember the original. It was good then, and it's better now!" 
Becky Tomek at KATM raved, "We still get requests for 'TA W This group was made to rock, and this 
new track should duplicate the same success as their first!" WRIF's Steve Kostan put it like this, "It's 
the track we've been waiting for and really shows the way it was meant to be done in the first place!" 
There's nothing wimpy about Hardline, after all, they broke onto the scene in front of 20,000 screaming 
fans this past spring opening for Van Halen in Detroit. The response was so positive they came out for 
an encore. KSFX's Tony Clayton states, "I'm looking forward to seeing Neal do what he does best. That's 

pure rock!" Schon's rock and roll tree reads a mile long, including stints with Santana, Journey, Sammy Hagar and a handful of solo 
efforts. Given time, this too will be another branch destined for platinum. VVHMH adds this week and Ron Stryker says, "Another 
hit from a great album!" WHVY and WVCR already report heavy action. 

Ringo Starr, "Don't Go Where The Road Don't Go", Private Music.... Ringo is currently on tour in Europe with his 
all-starr unit which includes his son Zack, Todd Rundgren, Dave Edmunds, Timothy B. Schmidt, Burton 
Cummings, Nils Lofgren, Joe Walsh and Timmy Capelo. It was a pleasant return to the format when 
many AORs quickly accepted the first single from the album Time Takes Time. The pop driving nature 
of "Weight Of The World" inhibited some from playing it, hence the release of "Don't Go." This tune 
still has that Jeff Lynne influence but rocks harder than "Weight." "Don't Go" is a faster version of "It 
Don't Come Easy" and you can't help but catch that line in the tune. Dale Miller at KATP agrees that 
stations will have an easier time with this, "It's more of what AOR is looking for and fits in better 
whichever way your station leans musically." There is a very nice feel to "Don't Go" and the lyrics are 
from a man who knows about the material from which he speaks. Private Music is bringing home the 
goods, and are totally committed to putting Ringo back into the format he was so much a part of from 
the beginning. Early believers include KFMH, ICMJX, KOZZ, KMMS, KFMG and Kg:W. Look for 
his All-Starr Band to hit stateside around August 1. It will definitely be a sell out. How often do you 
get to see an ex-Beatle and a line up this solid? 

Guns N' Roses. "November Rain". Geffen.... It's no surprise that almost every AOR in the country picked this track from 
both of the albums when they first came out almost a year ago. That was then, and this is now, as is the 
official add date for "November Rain." With the video being pounded by MTV, the massive response 
is starting all over again. The video is the Number One most requested in heavy rotation. It is the 3rd 
best testing video overall with heavy viewers, and may set new standards even as you read this. What else 
can we say about one of the most popular groups of today. They had the Number One rock and roll Pay 
Per View in history and are touring the states this summer with Metallica. Geffen is looking for those 
re-adds, and with the way CHR is warming up to this track, it only makes sense to take the wind out of 
their sails. John Knapp in Baltimore/VVIYY told us, "We're getting a whole new base of listeners this 
time around!" WLZR's Darrin Arriens reported, "It tests very familiar and was one of the strongest 
tracks out of the box!" 46 stations have play including 20 new adds from the likes of KBER, KBPI, KQLZ, 
WCMF, WFBQ, WICDF, WRXIÇ WTUE, WWBZ and WZNF. Top 5 phones are ringing at KAZY, 
KOMP, KZGL, KXF,C, WDRIÇ WIZN and WVRK. There's no doubt that radio is driven by the 
listeners, and "November Rain" is just what it takes to satisfy them again! 

Genesis "Jesus He Knows Me", Atlantic.... Some stations reaped the benefits from this song the first time around. For 
those of you who didn't, now's your chance. The record We Can't Dance is triple platinum, the band is 
crossing the country on their first tour in 5 years (selling out night after night) and they just had an hour 
long prime time special about the tour on regular television. Genesis has always been at the forefront of 
progressive rock and roll supported by those elaborate stage shows. With the tour in high gear and radio's 
positive response to "Driving The Last Spike," the Big "A" team is ready for a second run with "Jesus 
He Knows Me." A new video is ready to roll on MTV and takes a satirical look at TV evangelism in our 
changing times. It will be a full frontal attack on radio by the label to keep We Can't Dance climbing the 
charts. One thing's for certain, Genesis is a rock institution, beloved by their huge audience. "Jesus He 
Knows Me" only makes sense! Amen!

Elton John, "The One", MCA..., Very few unions between singer and songwriter last as long as the one which was created in 

the early '60s between Elton John and Bernie Taupin. Since then, Elton has reached heights in the history 
of rock and roll that many can only dream about. We have witnessed many trials and tribulations 
throughout Elton's illustrious career, and through it all, he has consistently delivered quality music. 
Elton has taken all the controversies that have shrouded him, put them into perspective, and survived in 
a world that is never shy about pointing a crooked finger at someone for "making" his own road. 
Recorded in Paris, "The One" will take you back to the days of Tumbleweed Connection, Goodbye Yellow  
Brick Road and Captain Fantastic And The Brown Din Cowboy. The first song sets the tone for the entire 
album, with a look at the "Simple Life" and times to come. "The One" (50*HH) was not the label's 
choice for an AOR single, but many blocked their CHR competitors with this "Don't Let The Sun Go 
Down On Me" flavored tune. "Sweat It Out" has one of the nicest piano jams on the album and is 
six-and-a-half minutes of classic Elton. "Runaway Train" will be the first official single for AOR. Eric 
Clapton lays down his distinctive "slowhand" sound plus backing vocals. "Whitewash County" tells of 

a Southern tail, and is reminiscent of material from flonlp, Chateau. "The North" is slow textured, and sounds like Presley's "Always 
On my Mind." Old friends Kiki Dee and Nigel Olson add background vocals on the simple and strong "When A Woman Doesn't 
Want You" (one of three tracks that Dee and Olson appear on). "Emily" is beautifully written with a chorus and feel like "Empty 
Garden." "On Dark Street" could have easily been recorded in the late seventies and is a perfect example of Elton's past meeting 
the present on this album. "Understanding Women" starts out funky, but tones down with help from David Gilmour on guitar. The 
final song is appropriately titled "The Last Song," and explores the relationship between a father and his son (equally as strong as 
Mike And The Mechanic's "Living Years"). With an album this powerful, and a major market tour scheduled with Eric Clapton, 
Elton John is bound to continue another decade of success. 

Singles Soundtrack. Paul Westerberg, "Dyslexic Heart", Epic..., Cameron Crowe (Fast Times At Ridgemont High) has 
produced one of this summer's most talked about movies (and soundtracks) about the Northwest music 
scene. With this much talent on one album and the star qualities of Matt Dillon and Bridget Fonda, 
Singles should be a huge box office draw. The first single "Would?" (Alice In Chains) is moving up the 
HH, 43-41*. Track number two is from ex-Replacements frontman Paul Westerberg entitled, "Dyslexic 
Heart," for adds next Tuesday. It's a simple and catchy tune that pulls you in immediately and bops 
right along. The soundtrack is loaded with epic (pardon the pun) numbers including Pearl Jam's 
"Breath," and the crankin',driving "State Of Love And Trust" (it doesn't get much bigger than this!). 
Soundgarden's charismatic frontman, Chris Cornell, lays down the incredible "Seasons," (about as Led 
Zeppelin as they come). On that note, check out Lovemonger's "Battle Of Evermore" (it doesn't takes 
a genus to figure out who this is!), and if you're gonna cover the best, stay true to form. Soundgarden 
test the depths of it all with the pounding rhythm of "Birth Ritual." Mudhoney kicks out the jams and 
take a sarcastic look at the Seattle scene with "Overblown." Alternative outlets will dig the Screaming 

Trees sound on "Nearly Lost You." Smashing Pumpkins round out a flawless soundtrack with 8 minutes of "Drown;" a melodic

"Criminals" 
is the first volley from The Criminal Under My Own Hat, and 
was inspired by the riots in L.A. The song's stark, direct lyrics 
and uncluttered arrangements are reminiscent of 1980's 
Truth Decay and 1986's T Bone Burnett. KMMS MD Colter 
Langan has been a fan since the J. Henry Burnett days, and 
he commented, "As any fool knows, T Bone Burnett is one of 
the most everywhere musicians on God's green  globe. 
Mainstream? No. Infectious? You betcha. Why doth 
Columbia tease me so? Putting out advance singles from the 
likes of T Bone Burnett, whilst my moose drools for ::.a 
f̀ull-lengther.' Oh, so cruel. Especially when this sounds like 
a natural for Heavy rotation." 

Graham Parker. "Release Me". Capitol Will the 
forthcoming Burning Questions, Graham Parker's 15th 
album, finally be the one to elevate Graham to his rightful 
place at the top of the charts? If "Release Me" is indicative 
of the rest of Burning Questions, the album can't miss. 
KFMG added "Release Me" out of the box, and Ron 
Sorenson offered, "It's great to have Grouchy Graham back 
on the playing field. He could score on this possession." 

George Harrison. "Taxman", Warner Brothers/Dark Horse 
If we can never have a Beatles' reunion, the next best thing 
has to be George Harrison's live versions of these Beatles 
classics. With the help of Eric Clapton, George has breathed 
new life into old favorites, guaranteeing at least another 
twenty years of airplay for them. "Taxman" was the #1 Most 
Added this week, and "While My Guitar Gently Weeps" was 
close behind at #4 Most Added. VVMAX PD Rick 
MacKenzie commented, "I now have a '90s version of these 
'60s and '70s classics. There's a freshness to these songs that 
not just I, but the listeners arc dying to hear. With Eric 
Clapton adding the guitar, it seemed like a natural." 

Jerry Jeff Walker, "Hill Country Rain", Rykodisc Jerry Jeff 
Walker may have been born in New York state, but there's 
no doubt that Austin, Texas, is his home. Walker's 23rd 
album, Hill Country Rain, again solidifies his unique hybrid 
of country-rock that started back in the '60s, when he penned 
"Mr. Bojangles."

Davison and Lissauer have retained total control of 
this project, going so far as to build their own studio, Cubic 
Studios, and releasing the album on their own label, Meteor 
Records. The result is an eloquently stylish and engaging 
album, featuring a smooth Sally Scruggs on keyboards and 
rounded out by bassist Mike Gillispie and drummer Crash 
Kundrat. Several songs from Across The River are all but 
custom made for this format, among them, the title track, 
which has picked up adds from KZYR and WKXE. If you

HARD HUNDRED 86-65* 
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My favorite new releases. That's the theme for this week's 
column. Beginning with Joe Cocker's latest, Night Calls, on 
Capitol. This has got to be the best sounding and the most 
focused Joe Cocker album in more than a decade. 
Produced by four of the industry's most prolific ears --
David Tickle, Chris Lord-Alge, Danny Korchmar, and Jeff 
Lynne -- this collection of material gives Cocker the room 
to display his new found vocal strength. I have never heard 
him sing with as much power vocally as he does on this 
album. You definitely can tell that Joe has gone off the 
sauce and is paying attention to his career. More power to 
you, Joe Great Record... Elton John's got a new one called 
The One on MCA, and as far as I'm concerned, this is "the 
one" record for fans and newcomers alike to get 
reaquainted to the man who has been tickling the ivories 
for us for over twenty years. Beginning with the album's 
cover, it was conceptualized by designer Gianni Versace, 
to the articulated production by Chris Thomas, this record 
contains the best collection of Elton John songs that I've 
heard in a long while. What's also interesting to note is that 
this is John's last record for MCA. Tracks like "Simple 
Life" and "Runaway Train" display Bernie Taupin's lyrical 
brilliance, along with John's ability to write memorable 
melodies. The two of them actually come off inspired on 
this latest effort... There are only a few drummers that have 
put out records that consistently satisfy and one performer 
who falls into that category is Dave Weckl. His latest 
offering is on GRP entitled fleads Up and features such 
superstars as Randy Brecker, Jeff Beal, Eric Marienthal, 
Steve Tavaglione, Jay Oliver, who just finished work on 
Glen Frey's latest, Strange Weather, John Patitucci, Jimmy 
Earl and Gary Novak. The most appropriate song on the 
album is "7th Ave. South", which is a tribute to the once 
famous Jazz and Blues club that was one of the more 
historic clubs in New York City for years and years. This 
album is a real treat... Dr. John -- where have you been for 
so long? That's the question I want to ask every time I listen 
to this wonderful record with songs written by the Night 
Tripper for his latest offering on Warner Brothers 
Records, Goin' Back To New Orleans. It definitely sounds 
like Dr. John has cleaned up his act and has gotten back 
down to some roots writin' here 'cause old Mackie's put 
together the best sounding group a songs I done heard in a 
long time. But a lot of credit also has to go to another guy 
-- producer Stewart Levine. This man knows how to bring 
out the best in people. On each of his latest three projects, 
Levine has taken great artists and simply brought out their 
brilliant side on wax. Simply Red and Mick Hucknall's 
Stars had Levine at the helm and is being heralded as the 
group's most exceptional work to date. B.B. King has one 
out produced by Levine and now Dr. John. I suggest 
Stewart Levine produce all of our famous legends because, 
like the story goes, with a good producer, you can do 
anything. Goin' Back To New Orleans has tracks like 
"Careless Love" and "Scald Dog" and "I'll Be Glad When 
You're Dead, You Rascal You" that make you want to burst 
out singing and laughing with John's sense of humor. A 
classic!.. Well, that's all for now. Until next week where 
I'll be writing to you from the beautiful mountains of 
Switzerland, as I will be covering the Montreux and Leysin 
music festivals. Peace.

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As expected, last week's discussion between Bill Betts and Harvey Leeds stimulated tons of 
spirited phone conversations. Dave Loncao, now John Mellencamp's mananger and 
formerly Mercury's mainman at AOR, felt moved to forward his thoughts on the 

"presents/co-pro" issue. 

Dear Bill: 
just read your interview with Bill Betts and felt that another point of view was sorely missing. You know that I was on Bill Betts' 
side of the fence for a number of years, and I totally understand how he has to approach the "concert" situation. I would, too, if 
I were him. Also, I had been in Harvey's chair for a number of years, and would have called it exactly the way he did. Then, 
there's Barry and Pam, who feel, "We live here. It's our ass on the line. We do biz with these people all the time" etc., and they're 
right, too. Each of these people are representing their product and company the way they must, and all desetirmvee ," be heard, but... 
the artist should make the decision. 
If an artist refuses to allow a "present," for whatever reason, it should be honored. The people are paying money to see an artist 
perform, not to see their favorite radio station's van. If the artist were making the decision and the promoter felt that he would 
not sell as many tickets with that decision, it is up to him to re-cut his deal with the artist, or pass on the show. It's the artist who 
has to live with the end result until the next time he wants to play that city. The promoter probably has Tweedle Dee & Tweedle 
Dum playing the same venue four nights later to worry about, also... Then, there's the label, whose job is to sell records -- not 
tickets. His professional opinion is valuable and should be heard, but he's not the decision maker. Too many variables come into 
play if he makes the decision. Show reviews read, "The Artist was dull and boring, and only played for 40 minutes." And not, 
The promoter didn't let the artist play long enough and didn't make sure fans got their money's worth." You also never read a 
review that blames a small turn out on the presenting station doing a poor job. 
Hey, Bill, don't spots cost less in a "presents" package, and don't you have to give up more revenue earning units as bonus spots 
in a presents package? Tell Betts to take the bigger buck per unit, no presents situation, and go do what he does best -- get in the 
street and steal the show. 
Now, more importantly, how come "Last Chance" only had a 9 point jump last week?

Knowing a hot topic when we've got one, it seemed only fitting to extend this disussion to more interested 
players. 

So we rounded up J.B. Brenner, Jeff Appleton, Jeff Shane, Jimmy DelBalzo, Gene Romano, Michael 
Luczak, and Dana Jang, and posed the following questions: 

Between the promoter, record company, and artist manager, who do you think should have the dominant 
voice in deciding who gets the presents? We went on to aec promo people about _particularly dicey market 
scenarios, and programmers just what they felt said co-pros should entail -- and-to touch on tdhicee ) 
pressure"issue. 
JEFF APPLETON, Atlantic I think the label should ultimately decide. When we make a decision, we talk with the local person 

and get their insight since they're in touch with every station in the market. We also talk to the promoter, 
then management. If they want to throw in their input, we're obviously interested. Then, the decision 
should come from us... I can think of a couple of markets where problems constantly come up. One is 
Omaha, because the guy who owns KRRK also owns the Ranch Bowl, which is the only venue in town. So 
KEZO is locked out, even though they may be the station that's supporting the act. The other market is 
Dayton, where one club works with WTUE and the other with WAZU. So there's no neutral club, and 
when a band gets booked into WTUE's club, but WAZU is playing the record, you're caught between 
which way to go. Which puts you in the position of playing the date at a cost of losing airplay and upsetting 
one radio station, or skipping the market completely. Hasn't happened yet, but I know if I were Brad 
Hardin or Tom Carroll, I'd be fuming if it did. 

JEFFREY SHANE, Capitol I, personally, stay out of it because I would prefer the local person who knows the market to be 
involved. More often than not, unless the manager makes a specific request, I don't get involved in deciding 
the co-pro. The concert promoter is going to give the show to the station with whom he has the most 
cooperation. Let's be honest. A record company doesn't make a dime off the live performance. We're 
there to support the act and hope the audience has a good time, buys a t-shirt on the way out, and, hopefully, 
goes out and buys the album. But if we are going to do something, I prefer that my local person help make 
the decision. I'm not a big proponent of the national staff doing that. When we know a show is coming to 
town, we immediately contact the local promoters and find out where they are advertising, so I can get 
some product out, and let them know if we're doing a promotion to sell the record and help the show. One 
of the things that I teach my local people is to get the itinerary, take care of business immediately. Then, 
once the concert comes to town, you have 100% attention available to deal with any problems that arise, 
instead of constantly running around putting out fires on the day or week of the show... Boston's always 
a problem market because of the politics, and there are usually problems in Baltimore/D.C. Basically, 
anyplace where there are two major AORs, for instance, WNEW and WBAB, especially, when it's an 
Island show. 

JIMMY D EL BA LZO, Columbia I have a total opposite viewpoint about co-promotes. I think they suck. What you should 
do is give a great promotion to both radio stations and let them fight it out to make it look like it's their 
show. By doing one or the other you leave somebody out. Let them use their own wisdom and imagination 
and make their own opportunities. Besides, that makes the station sound better. With co-pros you hand 
somebody something on a platter. The stations don't necessarily have to do that much and I don't think it 
really helps the act that much. What helps the artist the most is when stations pull off a great promotion 
that fits their station. Generally I've never been a big fan, and I probably never will be. To me, they're 
something that helps the promoter sell tickets. That's his business, but mine is to sell records. I view them 
as two separate things. 
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J.B. BRENNER, A&M  It's one of those things that is different in every market, and it's probably up to the manager. The worst 

thing you want to do is have a band come into a market and leave town with less airplay activity than you 
had three weeks beforehand because you pissed people off. The one thing I've always been against is too 
much negative energy being spent whining over an official co-promote, which means you get to have your 
call letters 1/4 inch high in the newspaper ads. What else makes it 'official'? Besides, the kids don't read 
those ads anyway. They think all you guys in radio are good looking and work in a big fancy building. 
Channel that negative energy into making the show yours, regardless of who got the official co-promote 
and the labels will help you do that... It's tough when there is head to head AOR competition in a market, 
and it's also difficult when an act works cross format, a la new rock, CHR and AOR. Plus, in the BDS age, 
AOR's don't do themselves any favors and aren't ingratiating themselves to promoters, managers or labels 
with heavy plays -- that's two plays a day. We may have a historical claim to certain bands, but with two 
plays a day there will be times when you're not gonna get the call on a show. 

GENE ROMANO. VVDVE We get 99% of the shows, and if we don't get it exclusively, it's done in conjunction with another 
station, like with B94 on Mellencamp. Our business proposition with the promoter is this: We will 
promotionally give them a significant value in free advertising to support a show in exchange for the 
presents or the AOR exclusivity on a show. That means on site exclusivity, outside and inside the venue 
and special promotions... The promoter is the one paying the act. They stand to gain or to lose, and so it 
really has to be their final decision. It's a very touchy issue because of the incestuous relationship between 
all the players involved... De Caesar Engler is the major promoter in town. They exert zero playlist 
influence. If we're not playing the record, why would we want a presents? We have been asked what kind 
of support we planned on giving a particular band, but there's never any playlist pressure. What we won't 
do is give the promoter the power of the radio station to sell tickets without being compensated, in terms 
of the imaging of the radio at the event in terms of exclusivity. Every promoter that we've dealt with, 
whether in the city or outside, understands the value of that agreement, and they make sure that security, 
the parking lot authority, and all the necessary parties are made aware that they need to help insure that 
exclusivity. 

MICHAEL LUCZAK. WMMS Who should make the call? The promoter because, after all, he's your client. He's buying 
time on your station. If you take care of him, hell take care of you. His nuts are on the line... In Cleveland-, 
we're a little bit unusual because of our relationship with the Belkins, who are probably comparable to 
Barry Fey. They've been in business forever, and they have a great relationship with WMMS. My juggling 
act is keeping the folks at Blossom, run by MCA concerts, happy too... Promoters exert minimal playlist 
influence. They may ask, but they know that we've got to do what we've got to do. Recently, Genesis 
played Cleveland Stadium, and in that instance, we played a lot more Genesis. There was a new album 
out, and they're a band that's very comfortable for our format. They asked, and we were able to grant. 
Our TSA cume averages around a half a million people a week, and if a venue holds 18,000, that's Just a 
fraction of the cume. The promoters will argue with this, but it's still a reality I have to deal with as a 
programmer. If the hall holds 4,000 for instance, I don't think they understand that with such a massive 
cume, we don't have to give them 20 announcements a day. With the right amount of juice, we should be 
able to draw from that cume and fill the venue with no problem. 

DANA JANG, KSJO The first thing to ask is what does the presents get you? Does it get you visibility? Does it get your call 
letters in the print advertising or on the ticket itself? Do you get personalities on stage? If you don't get 
these things, it's not much more than a morale builder. There are some bands, promoters, and venues that 
disallow any kind of advertising, or an MC, or ticket and print call letter recognition. We're dealing with 
a concert promoter whose main thing is to sell tickets to the show, and the station that delivers the biggest 
audience should have priority. To the label, obviously, the station that's playing the record the most should 
have a certain priority, and I think a band is caught in the middle. They want a lot of people to see them, 
and also, a lot of airplay to sell more product. If there is a question, I think the station that is playing it the 
most should win out... As far as sharing a show, I don't think that's a co-promote. That's a ̀non-promote.' 
There's no playlist pressure, but there is pressure on the amount of promotion, the number of on-air 
mentions, and the amount of stuff you do at the venue itself -- interviews, remotes, and any kind of 
giveaways. I think what programmers have to think of is the return that a radio station gets as far as imaging 
that the tie-in gives you with the audience. You have to look beyond the ego.

PLG's SKY PILOT 
Sky Daniels and I first crossed paths back in the mid '70s. He was hitchhiking around with a bunch of bad 
airchecks in a knapsack and I was programming WQDRIRaleigh. Sky called me on the request line one 
Saturday afternoon; asking to come up to the studio with his tape. "Na/i," I said "I'm too busy. Leave it by 
the fr_qjght elevator. ' Apparently, about 35 other PDs were equally helpful, but Sky did manage to land a gig 
at WYDDIPittsburgh not that long after. His radio career grew to include quality time at Nr4IDetroit, the 

Loop, KFOG, KMET and KISW. rn 1989, Harvey Leeds hired Sky as Senior Director National Album Pro-
motion out of Los Angeles, and a year ago this week he moved to New York as PLO's VP of Promotion. 
Sky's "programming to promotion" success story is the stuff of dreams, enhanced no doubt by the PLG's 

huge win with The Men. Let's pick the dialogue up there.... 

A lot of people, myself include4 thought 
that .you were crazy to go with T̀he Church 
of Logic...' as The Ken's first track It's 
obviously a Home Run, so congratulations 
are in order. 
Sky: I appreciate that. When I first heard 
the rough mixes of this thing — actually the 
demos — there was just something about 
this song that hit me. I knew that it had 
enough of a unique quality to be an atten-
tion grabber. I, frankly, never considered 
that it would be deemed 'alternative' by 
the AOR marketplace, to whatever de-
gree, but I knew it would cut through the 
clutter after one listen to the demo. A lot 
of people, even internally, wondered what 
the heck we — when I say we, I mean 
Davitt Sigerson, Johnny Barbis and myself 
— were smoking that day. But having 
been in the format so long, it just grabbed 
me. I really locked the team into a mind 
set that we were going to get this record. 
Do you think you can take it to #1? 
Sky: We would like to. We're our own 
worst enemy because we will take U2 to 
#1, supplanthig the Black Crowes. I know 
that Èven Better" is shaping up to be the 
best overall song for the AOR format from 
Açhtung Baby. That's a problem I don't 
mmd having, being 1 and 2. 
You can live with that. What are you going, 
to do to keep the band from being just an-
other disposable Top 5 AOR track? 
Sky: The reason that I have gotten excited 
about The Men really has to do with Jeff 
Scott's songwriting abilities. I've tried to 
use this analogy to a lot of my friends in the 
business, yourself included, and it takes a 
real hard look at this act to understand my 
point, but Jeff Scott reminds me a lot of 
the very early Don Henley/Glenn Frey Ea-
gles, particularly Glenn, who came from 
the Midwest and had a lot of rea_l_peulist 
concerns at that point in time. Well, Jeff 
is also writing about the common man. If 
you read the lyrics, you're going to see a 
very incisive writer, a very melodic tune-
smith. The guy covers the gamut. People 
comment that there's not a bad song on the 
record, and it really is his burgeoning 
songwriting abilities that has got me think-
ing that this is a long-term development, 
not unlike a or a Mellencam_p. It was 
the third album Petty-b efore the world at large 
recognized those people. I envision the 
same kind of career pattern for this guy as 
a songwriter. I really am impressed with 
him. I think he's going to emerge as a real 
populous songwritinghero. 
How do you defend the novelty stigma? 
Sky: I don't mind. I picked the song be-
cause I knew it would cut through the 
clutter. It was not the obvious, melodic 
choice on the record. But I knew that I had 
to have something arresting in order to 
establish a new band in the current envi-
ronment. I knew that if this song went on 
the radio, there would be a reaction. It 
may have been 'What's this shit with the 
guy talking?' Fortunately, it was, 'Hey, 
play that song where the guy talks.' I knew 
it was going to cut through the clutter. 
Now, the bottom line is, what's necessary 
for the success of The Men at this first 

stage is for people to listen to the whole 
album, and capture the real essence of The 
Men, which, I'll be honest, I don't think 
most people have yet, and don't really un-
derstand that this is a hand-in-glove AOR 
act. 
Speaking of the intensely competitive cli-
mate, success also creates its own unique 
class ofp roblems. Let's talk about the sit-
uation that you're involved in Seattle. 
You've given KXRX the co-promote, and 
KISW, who also went very early on the re-
cord are upset en fflh that they've dropped 
all your product. ¡Low do you deal a situa-
tion like that? 
Sky: I was incredibly disappointed by 
what went down in Seattle. Let's face it, 
Brew Michaels deserves as much credit as 
anyone for helping break The Men. It 
really was Jonathan at KU M) who first got 
the ball rolling. He heard it on a sampler 
we did early on, and started bringing it 
back to his Sunday night show in Phoenix. 
He got Curtiss and Ernesto all excited, and 
that market started to bubble. Brew 
picked up on the buzz and really heard this 
record early. Steve and the rest of his team 

promoter should make that judgment. How 
do you feel about that? 
Sky: I'll be honest with you, I try to inter-
face with the promoters as much as possi-
ble. I do try to convey our feelings to 
promoters, and will defer... generally. 
Sometimes, promoters have arrangements 
that aren't motivated by any programming 
or musical concerns. If they get a better 
rate card with the other guy, or the guy will 
flap about giving more free promos on stiff 
shows. Those are things that really can't 
override the fact that someone has com-
mitted to an act and is giving it genuine 
airplay and genuine support on the air. 
That is why we'll fight and contest a pro-
moter who runs counter to that thinking. 
Otherwise, I try to have a harmonious re-
lationship with them. Sometimes, we in 
the record industry neglect the big picture. 
And that includes going to the promoters 
in markets and trying to explain to them 
what your act is about. 
When you crossed the street intopromotion, 
was it difficult to convince KXRX that you 
weren't still secretly pulling for your alma 
mater, KISW?

at KISW were also actively listening to the 
record, heard it, and threw it on, as well. 
So, it really broke out of those two mar-
kets. Brew came to me and asked if we 
could have the band play at The Bite Of 
Seattle Festival. Having been in Seattle as 
a programmer, I knew that show draws no 
less than seven to eight thousand fans. At 
that point in time, I had to take advantage 
of the chance to put The Men in front of 
8,000 guaranteed excited fans in Seattle. 
So, I turned around and went to Steve — 
like a big boy — and said, 'Look, this is a 
great opportunity for this act. It's a guar-
anteed audience of seven to ten thousand 
people. I really want to do this. I want 
your blessing.' Well, he rejected it. He, 
basically, cut off, what I thought was a 
close relationship with me. And I'm ex-
tremely disappointed. I will do anything to 
repair and restore harmony to the rela-
tionship between us and MSW. That's 
why I'm trying to be strong about this and 
be positive. I don't want to do things to 
help bands that jeopardize relationships 
with radio. But you know what? I will 
always act in music's better stead. And if 
that means someone taking it personally 
and rejecting me, I don't care. I'm going 
to do things that are right. Whether or not 
I win a popularity contest, I don't care. 
In last week's interview with Bill Betts in 
Denver the local promoter, Bany Fey, was 
on the phone. He made an interesting state-
ment. He's spending tons of impact dollars 
at the radio stations and his call is that the 

Sky: Between the number of noteworthy 
stations at which I was an air personality 
or a programmer, there will always be spe-
cial relationships. You want to try to take 
care of those who took care of you. But I 
realize that I had a responsibility to really 
be fair in this position to all stations, and 
not be biased. 1 tried to communicate that 
to Brew, and I don't think for a long time 
he believed it. Now, ironically, with this 
decision, he sees that I am trying to be fair. 
I just wish Steve would see it this way. 
Have you ever had any other station drop all 
your product? 
Sky: Yes. Both at Epic and here. I must 
confess, too, and I'm not proud of it, 
there's a certain part of me that will only 
defer to radio programmers so much. I 
come in with a great sense of empathy, 
having been a programmer for so long. 
But, frankly, I have an equal amount of 
firsthand experience, so, I'm only so defer-
ential. And when there have been certain, 
shall we say, hotly contested debates, I 
haven't been afraid to tell a number of 
programmers my precise position. And 
that has caused people to either drop all 
my records or bar me and/or my focal 
person from the station. But asHarvey 
Leeds said on one such occasion, "They're 
only one radio station. There are hun-
dreds of others. Let's do what's right". 
And I always took Harvey's words to heart 
in that. This is one radio station. No mat-
ter how megalomaniacal this programmer 
may think he is, I don't care if it's 17 share 
in one market, they're one radio station.

And if they're going to adopt those kind of 
positions, -I'm definitely not going to cater 
to them. 
Have you generally found — I know it's 
situation by situation — that you fix it with 
honey or a hammer? 
Slry: What you're talking about now is one 
of the hardest things about crossing the 
fence. I recognize it now, and it's been a 
great education for me, not just in knowing 
more about a business, but in life. It really 
has been a mirror for me, Bill. I've truly 
made a major transition. I never under-
stood, when I was a programmer, why peo-
ple thought I was arrogant. I never 
understand why people thought that I was 
some sort of egomaniac. But now that I'm 
across the fence, I see certain modes of 
behavior and it's eminently clear to me 
why people thought it. Now, at the same 
time, when I see a big ego at play, I under-
stand some of the motivation. I know why 
this guy thinks this way. His business is set 
up to blow people's egos out of propor-
tion. The very essence of radio promotion 
is to stroke programmers and get in with 
them, and create and foster, sometimes 
elusive relationships. I think we do a dis-
service to the radio community when we 
constantly stroke and pet then- ego and 
defer to them. Certainly, I have relation-
ships with programmers where I can stand 
my wound and tell them what I really 
think. I don't think it should ever be nec-
essary to be done with bombast and vitriol. 
I like to see a maturation at play. And 
that's part of why this whole move to the 
other side has been good for me. It's 
caused me to subjugate my ego. That's 
been good for me, as a human being, let 
alone as an industry professional. 
Despite your status as a radio veteran — 
an4 obviously, between The Loop, KFOG, 
KMET and all the rest, you've got a blue 
chip resume — were there tricks of the trade 
that surprised you? 
Sky: You mean the auction mentality? 
The blatant out and out, G̀ive me two CD 
players and I'll add the record.'? It nause-
ated me. I had a conversation where a guy 
once said to me, 'This record would sound 
better to me with my feet in the sand in 
California. Well, you can go back to our 
earlier conversation and imagine my reac-
tion to the guy. It really wasn't until that 
point that I was forced to acknowledge the 
deal making that goes on. And I can't 
believe I was that naive. I thought that 
most programmers, at least most AOR 
programmers, were in it for the music. 
Vaen I started to survey the 200 plus AOR 
stations in America and have firsthand in-
teraction with them, I was shocked at how 
few really were motivated with musical 
concerns. It stunned me. And, frankly, 
there was a period where I was extremely 
disheartened. Having a somewhat cynical 
and strong guiding viewpoint in Harvey 
Leeds, I managed to overcome it. It was 
Harvey's cynical edge and my overly sen-
sitive self that balanced it out and restored 
equilibrium. But for awhile there, I almost 
quit this job just for that reason. I couldn't 
stand contending with the fact that most 
programmers could give a shit about what 
music they're playing. 
What was the best part about working with 
Harvey? 
Sky: The best part about working with 
Harvey Leeds was the fact that Harvey is 
a fiercely independent soul. In that sense, 
he is a true rock and roller. We were a 
Mutt and Jeff combo. I used to laugh at 
what it must look like to see me and Harvey 
walking around. But there was one com-
monalty, and that was we were indepen-
dent, rock and roll souls. We weren't 
conformists. We weren't into allowing the 
industry to drag us down and become 
mindless bureaucrats, as so much of radio 
is becoming, and as much of the record 
industry is becoming. It's the whole young 

Republican movement. Everybody's got a 
tie on, and everybody's afraid to rock the 
boat. Well, Harvey hves to rock the boat. 
Now, sometimes, I think he does it too 
much. But let's face it, he's creative. He 
is the anti-hero. He's created a persona in 
this industry. People expect Harvey to 
rock the boat. And I stood back and 
watched it, and marveled at it because he 
was fearless. I would be in conversations 
with super power managers, where Harvey 
would Hat out tell them to go fuck them-
selves. 

Sky: I know now, first hand, particularly 
coming from AOR. Record companies 
abhor the AOR mentality, or did. It's 
changing. But now that I work on this side 
of the fence, I realize that the A&R rela-
tionship with the industry at large is a 
tough one. These people make a baby, 
hand it over, and watch the world corrupt 
their creation. Coming from AOR radio, 
and as you put it, having a pretty good 
batting average in terms of picking hits, I 
felt that I was prepared and qualified to be 
an A&R executive. I realize now that at

(Laughs) And that was one of the nicer 
things he said. 
Sky: I would marvel at his lack of fear. 
The guy would never blink, even with the 
biggest managers. We're tallcipg about 
people who, if they set their mind to it, 
could ruin any career. If he knew that the 
person in question was bullshitting, he 
would call bullshit. That, alone, gave me a 
real sense of, and I hate to use the word, 
cynicism, but it was a healthy dose of cyn-
icism that wised me up fast to what to 
expect in this position. 
What was the toughest part about working 
with Harvey? 
Sky: I sometimes thought that he unnec-
essarily threw tantrums or went for the 
jugular when, perhaps, he might have used 
a lighter touch. He was sometimes almost 
too overly defiant, and I would try to bal-
ance him out — imagine me trying to be 
the Steady Eddie of a relations-hip. But 
that was more because I saw through the 
other side of him and knew he had the 
potential to be a more fair and even-
keeled. 
Are you talking about with the staff, radio, 
or both? 
Sky: Everything. With Harvey, it's con-
stant. One of the most disappointing as-
pects of my leaving Epic has been the 
estrangement in our relationship. I get a 
real sense that Harvey thinks 1 was an 
opportunist, and that I used him to get 
ahead, and nothing could be further from 
the truth. I had no intention of crossing 
over to this side. None, whatsoever. It just 
so happened that at KISW, I was frus-
trated with the lack of understanding on 
the part of their owners with me. I got a 
6.7 in the ratings, and they still were giving 
me daily lectures. I took them No. 1in the 
target demo, by far, and I was still getting 
hourly memos from them. SotI knew that 
this relationship was never going to really 
pan out, and I had to get out. Harvey came 
to me and offered me the Senior Director 
position in promotion. Had I considered 
a career in promotion? Not at all. Was it 
a well-timed coincidence? You bet. As 
persuasive as Harvey its, he started show-
ing me some of the upside of doing a posi-
tion like this. And be played up the fact 
that, 'Hey, you've always prided yourself in 
seeing the big picture. This will give you a 
first hand understanding of it. That's 
what got me to cross the fence. Had it not 
been -for the timing of it, I never would 
have. 
But actually, you were interested in a couple 
ofp romo positions earlier, right? 
Sky: Not promo, A&R. Big difference. 
I understand. Given your demonstrated 
acumen offi nding great songs for a decade 
and a half, why do you think it was so hard 
for you to crack the.A&R ranks? 

the time when I was looking to break into 
A&R, all record companies wanted were 
young, 19-years-old street rats to go out 
and uncover the next Guns N' Roses — the 
next cutting-edge, hard rock or alternative 
band. They look at a guy who, at that point 
in time, was 34 years of age, coming out of 
AOR radio, and all they could see was The 
Doobie Brothers. They didn't know my 
real, widescreen vision of music. They just 
saw the categorization of an AOR guy. 
Obviously, you know that my tastes run a 
lot beyond that, but they didn't see it. And 
now, -having worked on this side of the 
fence, I see how those perceptions are 
bred. 
Interesting that Jim Trapp is heading for 
some to be announced Pl market. Is that 
something you would think about, if the 
right major market programming gig came 
along? 
Slry: The right major market program-
ming jobs have been offered to me in the 
last couple of years. I've already received 
some pretty interesting feelers, if you will. 
As a matter of fact, one included a piece 
of equity in the ownership. I considered 
that, to be honest. That's the whole 
Cousin Brucie thing. Suddenly, you're 
part owner of a radio station, based on 
what you've done in your career develop-
ment. That, I had to consider. But I'in 
here getting a great education. I work with 
a couple of tremendous guys in Rick 
Dobbis and Johnny Barb's. They are 
benefactors. These guys are mentors. 
They are teaching me things. They are my 
friends, and they're incredibly supportive. 
And that support, right now, is something 
I've only received a couple of times in 
radio. Les Elias at The Loop is the last 
person I can remember who so closely 
paralleled the total commitment and love 
that Johnny Barbis shows to me. So., I'm 
in no hurry to get away from such a guiding 
light. The guy is my friend. And you know 
what I say? If you work for someone who 
you consider your friend, you're a lucky 
man. I will tell you that I'm watching radio 
develop, especially on the alternative side. 
Real radio is coming back. My kind of 
radio. Exciting, passionate, driven air per-
sonalities who live to communicate the 
next big thing. It's ironic to see Mike 
Halloran, a guy who I've known for 20 
years, from Detroit, at 91X. That's the 
spirit that I live to see in radio. It's coming 
more, at this moment, at least, from the 
alternative arena. Now, frankly, you know 
and I know that alternative radio is not in 
a financial position to really pay, in any 
market, the kind of money that I got used 
to. And hey, at 38 years of age, is money a 
consideration? You bet. I'll-be the first to 
say it. I've worked hard. You've worked 
hard. We've given our all. I litera ell a 
in a car just to get a weekend gig at 
in Pittsburgh in the beginning of my ca-
reer. 
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Yeah, I'll never be able to live that story 
down about the time I was doing a weekend 
she in Raleigh and wouldn't let you into the 
building to give me your airchecic tape. 
Sky: I hitchhiked to every reporting sta-
tion in Walrus, George Meier's old tip 
sheet. And I went around with 38 tapes in 
my bag, unkempt, unbathed. 
Some things never change. 
Sky: (Laughs) I was hitchhiking around 
the country really thinking that a-PD, like 
yourself, was going to give me a job on the 
spot because had this great tape. And it's 
only when Dave Loncao, who kept one of 
those tapes, plays it for me now that I 
realize I didn't have a chance in hell. It's 
ironic that Bill McGathy, who at that time 
was at WORJ, saw me. And to this day, he 
continues to remind me of what a totally 
pitiful sight I was. 
So it's fifteen years later and here you are 
with a big time label gig— only a few short 
years out of radio. Do you think your mete-
oric rise in the record industry has caused 
any resentment among your promo peers? 
Sky: No. The bottom line on all of that is 
that I defer to a lot of people in this indus-
try. There was a moment where I knew — 
and this will sound arrogant, but I don't 
care — I knew I was the best Music Direc-
tor in AOR. I knew at one moment I was 
the one of the best AOR discjockeys. And 
at one moment, I thought I was the best 
AOR Program Director for that moment. 
I really felt in my heart that I was the best 
at my craft in those respective positions at 
any particular moment. I don't feel that 
now. I know I have a long way to go and 
grow to really be the best in this position. 
And I look at other people. I've obviously 
paid homage to Harvey Leeds and Johnny 
Barbis and Rick Dobbis, but there's oth-
ers. I constantly marvel at Danny Buch 
and his relentless, total pursuit of the add. 
Sometimes, it concerns me at how intense 
that guy can be. I watch how Mark DiDia's 
created a great outlaw personality in the 
business, and really has played it to the hilt. 
I see someone like Jeffrey Shane, who just 
has that total sense of commitment, and 
totally gives his all to this job. I watch 
people like that, and I realize that I've got 
a lot to learn and plenty of growing to do 
to be their equals. In that sense, I'm not 
trying, perhaps, as I did in radio, to get in 
any gunslingmg matches with people. 
You were a fairly wild and crazy radio per-
son at a time when the business was out of 
control. People were out all night, and then 
start the next day with a bloods' mary. And 
you were one of the head cheerleaders. 
How long did it take you to live your out of 
control image down, and do you have reflec-
tions on that particular phase ofy our life? 
Sky: I constantly reflect on it. Sometimes, 
I look back and I think about the kid from 
Ohio and how he turned into this 
Frankenstein. It's a wild deal. Again, it 
goes back to the purity of intent. I started 
out listening to rock and roll records in my 
bedroom with the transistor radio under 
the blanket. Rock and roll was everything.. 
It was my guiding force. I bought it hook, 
line and sinker. I said, 'Look at Keith 
Richards. He's the wildest and the crazi-
est. He's up for three days. If I'm going to 
be the radio equivalent of Keith Richards, 
I've got to be up for three days.' It wasn't 
until later that I realized that I was killing 
myself. I think the industry at large real-
ized, 'Oops. Bad course of action.' The 
one great thing about it was, throughout it 
all, I really was always thinking, 'Who's 
watching?' I didn't see what was happen-
ing to me, but I was still keeping my eye on 
everything going around me. I look back 
now, and I realize, that I would have hated 
to be a V.P. of promotion and to have 
flown in to play an advance tape for me — 
because they crawled to too many airports. 
They may have gotten the add, but boy, 
were they hurting the next day when they 

were catching that flight from Chicago to 
Detroit. 
Yeah, brain cells are a terrible thing to 
waste...

Slq: I look back now and I realize that the 
industry, again, fostered an enviromnent 
that it was okay to do that. That it was the 
thing to do. It was how we did business. 
Now, that's one of the changes I do wel-
come in this business. Today, everybody's 
aware that any kind of excess really isn't 
good for you. At least our generation, the 
people in their 30s and 40s recognize that 
there is certainly going to be debilitation 
with that. I'm kind of concerned with that 
in the new crop, especially some of the 
aforementioned alternative generation. 
I'm starting to see a resurgence of hard 
drug abuse. It's the whole '60s attitude 
coming back again, and that includes the 
use of drugs. That's got me concerned. 
But again, I'm not going to sit on a soapbox 
and preach about it. People have got to 
live that experience themselves, and find 
for themselves that it's no win. 
You were George Harris' MD at KMET. 
Does that make him an easier target for you 
now? 
Sky: That's one of the benefits of my radio 
career. I was Larry Bruce's MD; I was 
George Harris' MD; I was roommates 
with Greg Gillespie; I worked for Jon 
Sinton. 
Does that help you a measurable advantage 
with them? 
Sky: Not a finite advantage. Let's put it 
this way, people will say, 'Wow! You really 
can do this.' Doing "this" beingpromoting 
records. The fact of the matter is any great 
music director can promote records be-
cause any music director who works with 
a high profile program director promotes 
records every lvionday or Tuesday when 
they do their music meeting. I worked 
with Dave Logan. I worked with George. 
I worked with a myriad of high profile PD's 
when I was a music director. I would go 
into those music meetings figuring out 
what I had to do to sell the PD on this 
music. I knew the PD's mind set and po-
sition. I had to figure out,. with facts and 
intuitiveness, what I was going to say to get 
this particular favorite record of mine on 
our playlist that week. I did it for 15 years. 
Any music director today with a high-pro-
file, erong.-willed personality is doing pro-
motion. They're going in and talking to 
their PD if they love music. My only ad-
vantage comes from doing it firsthand with 
many of the people in power today. I al-
ready know their mind set, their general 
attitudes toward music, and I know what 
to say to them to convince them about any 
particular record. That, more than any-
thing, is my advantage. 
You feel like the rank and file music direc-
tors today take that same delight in going in 
and jamming the guy upstairs on product 
they believe in? 
Sky: I think you'd be better qualified be-
cause you talk to as many of them as I do. 
don't feel that happening as much. I feel 
like it's a question of job security, and to a 
certain degree, it's keyed to the economy, 

and to the often heard argument that broad-
casting in the 90s is much closer to invest-
ment banking. 
Sky: Any PD worth his salt should have 
his scout as a music director. When I was 
at KISW, Mike Jones was my scout. I fully 
expected him to go out on the horizon and 
see what was happening. To go way ahead 
of the wagon train, and come back and 
report what was happening up in front. 
Now, it was my job, and it was easy because 
havm_ g been that kind of music director, to 
distill the information and try to arrive at 
what I considered to be a real safe com-
promise and meld the next big thing with 
the needs of today. But any program di-
rector worth his salt really should have an 
adventurous music director who's dedi-
cated to music. They should be listening 
to everything, assessing everything on the 
cutting edge, and taking .that information 
and using it and distilling it into the current 
needs. Anybody who's got someone going 
through the motions, playing it safe as a 
music director, is really doing themselves 
a disservice. Someone in the programming 
alignment had better be fully apprised of 
what's happening in music because you 
know what? Bands like Pearl Jam, Jane's 
Addiction and Nirvana prove that if pro-
grammers aren't aware, the whole uni-
verse is going to go right past them, and 
they're going to be out of touch. And the 
minute you're out of touch, you're done 
for. There is no catch-up ball with people 
in the know. Once you let on that you don't 
know what's going on, they know that you 
don't what's -happening, and. you're left 
behind. SID) it's really good business to hire 
a music director who really has intense 
musical acumen. 
There are certainly are a few of those players 
out there, the Patty Martin's of the world. 
Sky: The sad thing is, if you and I got into 
this dialogue, we've got enough fingers to 
cover it. I try to find the people who care 
about music. I'll use this interview as an 
opportunity to say to any earnest music 
director who really wants to champion 
music, if we don't already have a dialogue, 
let's, get one started because that's what 
I'm in it for, is to find the kindred spirits 
that really care about music. The people 
with whom I have my greatest relation-
ships know that I don t just talk about my 
records. I talk about the great records that 
are out there right now. I'm not afraid to 
promote someone else's record. If I hear 
something that I really think is exciting — 
I'll use Toad The Wet Sprocket. I went 
around and promoted that record. That's 
a great song. I hear a great song., I'll tell 
anybody that wants to talk about it that's a 
great song. I don't care if it even goes so 
far that Columbia gets that add in front of 
me because I'm not _going to be a hypo-
crite. I'm going to talk about great music. 
The people with whom I have relation-
ships will tell you that. I talk about other 
records because let's face it, it buys you 
credibility in this position. They know that 
you're really trying to assess the music 
that's currently out and discuss the best 
music out there. That it's not a totally 
self-serving dialogue in which it's one-
sided and you're hyping them. When you 
can talk with equal fervor about some 
competitive product, and assess it and dis-
cuss it, they come to trust you. They know 
you're not getting on the phone and giving 
them a bunch of hyperbole about your own 
music. It's not a one-sided discussion. 
In deference to your peers, do you lay off 
when there's a heavily promoted record that 
you, in fact, think is garbage? 
Sky: Well, Bill, I guess you're asking this 
for the sake of the reading public because 
you know I won't. If there s doo doo out 
there, I'll call it doo doo, too. 
On that note, how do you deal with a situa-
tion where you have to work — and this is 
just this publisher's opinion — a substan-
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Interview 
dard ELP record, at least as far as the first 
single is concerned, or a Tin Machine song 
that you have to know is a stiff? 
Sky: One of the more difficult aspects of 
my position is when I have music that I 
would not add as a programmer. It really 
has become possibly the toughest part of 
this job. I think one of the reasons for our 
burgeoning success at PLG is that I'm able 
to effectively prioritize our music here at 
the label for /MDR's needs. I communicate 
that prioritization to le local staff in an 
enlightened manner in which the pro-
gr ammers are going to hear and recognize 
something that's consistent with their phi-
losophies. I'm fortunate in that I have the 
support of my company to prioritize it 
thusly. They trust my instincts. And they 
allow those instincts to shape the priority 
picture. You mention ELP There's a lot 
of music that I never related to as a pro-
grammer, or as a disc jockey, that were big 
hits. And I realized that I was not infalli-
ble. Lee Abrams and I used to get into 
ungodly arguments about art rock, in gen-
eral. I hated it. At that time, I was into, I 
guess what you would call punk rock. And 
Lee was into art rock, which I thought it 
was pompous. But guess what? More 
people were calling up in Detroit, Michi-
gan asking for the new Yes record than 
they were for X-Ray Spex. So, I realized 
that my tastes were not necessarily consis-
tent with the masses. By the same token, 
there's a lot of music that comes across my 
desk that I realize that the masses are 
satisfied with. And it's my obligation to get 
it to programmers and say, 'Hey, look, this 
is a people's record.'  Perhaps we're a 
little bit critical to be able to really assess 
this. Let's put it on the airwaves and let the 
people speak. And you know what? In 
Boston, .one of the most evolved markets 
going with the academic influence of all 
the colleges, ELP was the #1 selling re-
cord for three weeks. Now, had I gone in 
and used my own rationale, to preclude 
the ELP success, I would have been off the 
mark. So, there are times when I look at a 
record and say, 'This could have an audi-
ence.' Now, there are times when I look at 
a record and I don't think it has a home at 
AOR radio. I know it doesn't have a 
home. And guess what? We don't end up 
prioritizing that record. That's the way it 
is. I firmly believe that AOR and any radio 
is sick of record companies throwing it out 
to see if it sticks. The day of sitting do wn 
and listening to some local rep come in and 
talk about nine records is over. There are 
forty real, operating record companies out 
there. Programmers are under such time 
constraints and pressures that ifyou go in 
and really think you have a right to talk 
about five, six, seven records, you are an 
idiot. If you can not effectively prioritize 
your records, and go in and show respect 
for the realities that programmer is facing, 
then you should be thrown out of their 
office. And I do that with my staff. 
Last week, Betts said that the best that a 
local rep could do was to get out of his way. 
Meaning understand the way he works, and 
don'tf orce the music down his throat. What 
are your thoughts on that statement? 
Sky: Bill is a headstrong programmer. He 
is an animal when it comes to being a 
competitor and putting on a focused radio 
station. If I can interpret what he's saying, 
I'll accept 'Don't cause me to lose my 
focus.' I won't accept, 'You don't know 
what you're talking about. I'm the soul 
judge of my radio station audience's 
needs.' I think you have to be open to 
promotion if, in fact, the promotion per-
son has shown an understanding: an em-
pathy and a credibility in assessing your 
needs. There are times when any pro-
grammer can be wrong. The Men's record 
is a great example. About 70% of the 
panel didn't hear this record. A vocal, 
active, dedicated 30% of the panel got it, 
committed to it and made the leap of faith. 

And now, the record is a Top 5 record, and 
is #2 Most Requested, and is beginning to 
sell, and blah, blah, blah. Well, guess 
what? If all of us went on our first impres-
sion, that record would have never saw the 
light of day. So, I really think he's right, in 
one sense. If you do not prioritize your 
records appropriately for each radio 
station's individual needs and nuances, 
then you shouldn't be wasting their time. 
Here are a couple of nuts and bolts ques-
tions. Let's talk set up. Some guys, like 
Matt Pollaclç for instance — consistently 
set up their big projects with that good ol' cd 
sin e a month out front, jam the phones 
and pray for a one week breaker. What 
works best .for you? 
Sky: The Johnny Appleseed approach — 
in stereo! Sky Daniels and Dave Ross. I 
hired Dave because he operates and 
thinks like I do. I see a lot of the young Sky 
Daniels in Dave Ross: even though he's 
older than me. Only kidding. When this 
guy went from New York back to Los An-
geles, he didn't stay at hotels. Dave stayed 
at eight different PD's or MD's homes as 
he drove across America, stopping by 
radio stations. The guy's calling me from 
Fargo. He's calling me from Houston and 
New Orleans. He does what I do, which 
is: you go into the market; you have the 
one on one dinner; you spend some quality 
time listening to the station i you hear 
where they're currently positioned., you 
talk to them; and you play that record that 
you believe you've got to have three 
months from now. You feed them. You 
say, 'Listen to this. I'm going to be coming 
with this in three months. This, I believe, 
is for you.' If you get a nod of assent, you 
know that person% going to be there for 
you because it's a no pressure situation. 
You're playing it for them, asking them for 
their opinion,. asking them for their feed-
back, and letting them know this means a 
lot to you, and when the time comes, can 
you count on them to be there? I don't 
know of any better approach than going 
out and doing the Johnny Appleseed. 
You guys mounted a great teaser cam_paign 
on Melissa Etheridge, and Àin't It Heavy' 
got great play. But the project seems low 
profile. What's the deal? 
Sky: I think the grass roots promotion 
effort on Melissa is one of the best I've ever 
seen. My hat's off to the Island staff for 
diligently and steadfastly staying commit-
ted to Melissa, taking her to every radio 
station, taking her to every marathon and 
every charity auction. 
But how do you read the here and now? 
Sky: Right now we're dealing with a situa-
tion where there are biases against Melissa 
at the format. Many of them are gender 
based. The fact of the matter is that Me-
lissa Etheridge is doing 10-15,000 people 
a night in major cities. Every concert is a 
sellout, where they're going crazy. We're 
taking not only AOR radio, but CHR 
radio to these shows, so that they can see 
a live phenom at play. And I'm very con-
fident that people will react accordingly, 
as this tour continues to do, really, the 
sleeper business of the year. 
And what's your plan to heighten aware-
ness? 
Sky: Basically, with the next track, we're 
going to take that old Island approach, 
which is grassroots. Tour by tour market 
bif market. Bring the PD in. See the show. 
Commit to the artist. We're going to really 
do a no hype, no pressure approach to 
Melissa because the long run approach is 
paying off for Melissa Etheridge. I came 
in and I really loaded up the gun and blew 
out the first Melissa record — and it went 
Top 5. I did so to sAy to all AOR radio, 
'Hey, guess what? This artist's time has 
come. Recognize that you probably have 
in Melissa Etheridge the #1 — for the sake 
of the moment — female rock artist in the 

world right now. Utilize her.' It was more 
an imaging signal that I was sending than 
anything else. I was trying to send a state-
ment to radio, 'Her time has come. I hope 
you acknowledge this.' There's a lot of 
debate about Melissa Etheridge. Frankly, 
some of the sexist comments I've heard 
from programmers are sickening. Some 
really sophomoric, locker room tat that is 
disgusting. But that's another subject. 
What do you think is the most competitive 
rock market in the country? 
Sky: I'd have to say a couple. Denver, due 
to the fact that the AOR penetration is 
incredible. You have everything covered 
in Denver. You have the hard rock, low 
end focus of KBPI. You have a tough-
edged mainstream station in KAZY. You 
have a state of the art Adult Alternative in 
KBCO. KTCL is an Alternative coming in 
from Ft. Collins is part of that mix. That 
marketplace is incredible. And I'm not 
even mentioning the classic rock station 
because I never do, but it has good shares 
in that market. So, really that one is prob-
ably foremost. We've discussed Seattle. 
The battle in Tampa is good for radio 
because those twog.uys keep each other on 
their toes. It, obviously, creates some 
problems in the promotion process. 
Any final thoughts? 
Sky: Just a couple of things I've got to 
bring up. The one thing I've got to bring 
forth when you talk about locals is, it's 
unbelievable how much is asked of local 
promotion .people. A real record com-
pany now is requiring their locals to be 
focused on at least four formats: CHR, 
AOR, AC and Alternative. Some compa-
nies, sadly, keep the onus solely on CHR 
and their one-trick ponies. There are a 
couple of labels — I won't mention them 
— but they have lived and died by CHR 
pop successes, and "died" will become the 
operative word. The demands that are 
placed on local promotion managers now 
are incredible. Then there is the compet-
itive environment. Anybody. who's ever 
gone into the lobby of a major P1 radio 
station on music day will see that it's a war 
zone. There's 25, 30 locals crawling all 
over each other to get to that MD or PD's 
desk on music day. When you consider 
how much we're asking of promotion peo-
ple. How some of the veterans on our staff 
have maintained their commitment, their 
zeal and their dedication after all these 
years — and how they've avoided burn-
out — is beyond me. I also marvel at the 
tireless dedication of some of the younger 
players, and the difference it makes when 
your newer staffers have a honed under-
standing of their market and a healthy re-
lationship with their programmers. 
One more question: What other labels do 
you think have hyper-competitive local 
staffs? 
Sky: Coming from Epic, I can speak first-
hand. There are some people there that 
just killed. I've already mentioned that I 
think the Atlantic promotion team,partic-
ularly when it comes to rock, is just incred-
ibly tireless, and they do a geat job. I wish 
I had the luxury. of a Varner Brothers. 
Frankly, I'm envious. They've got 26 lo-
cals! I've got 15. Do the math. That's a 
hell of a competitive advantage. And be-
lieve me, they're not carrying any more 
records than PLO. The volume here is 
equal to that of Warner Brothers. But 
then again, WB can afford that with the 
equity they've earned over the years. All 
this talk about competition reminds me — 
I've got a lot of radio phone calls to make. 
I gotta go.

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Focus On... 
FROM MASCOT TO PROGRAMMER: 
SANDERS' LONG STRANGE TRIP 

[ Many of us started in this business in unconventional ways. WRXRIAugusta's PD Jeff Sanders' first on-air 
shift at the old WBMW was truly baptism by fire. Since then, it's been nothing but a rocket to stardom. The 

programming wunderkind talked to Lisa Riegel about his rise to the big chair at WRXRIAugusta. 

Let's talk about your background 
How did you get started in radio? 

Jeff: It's actually kind of a funny 
story. I started like anybody would 
think to start, which is going to Co-
lumbia School of Broadcasting. I 
didn't like the course too much. 
You give them a check for $2,600, 
and they hand you a notebook full 
of assignments. You finish the as-
signment, you record them, and 
you send them in. I didn't feel I was 
learning anything. So, I decided to 
run through the yellow pages and 
call some local radio stations in 
D.C. and see if anybody needed any 
help with anything. I would have 
done anything... work in the mail-
room, clean the urinals... anything. 
I just needed a foot in the door. I 
called a lot of different radio stations, and finally, one 
radio station, WBMVV, which is now WJFIC, was look-
ing for help answering the phones 7 to midnight. I went 
in and started helping Crockett, the night jock, answer-
ing phones, which I did for about four or five months. 
I did everything as an intern, from answering the 
phones 7 to midnight, to dressing up in the bee outfit 
as their mascot. 

How old were you at this point? 

Jeff: I was pretty young. I don't remember the exact 
age. I was helping out at remotes by setting up the 
equipment. I'd drive the van around, little things like 
that. I was getting real tight with everybody there. 
Then one night, Crockett got arrested for supposedly going to bed 
with a fifteen-year old girl. As the police were dragging him out, 
he told me to go on the air. So, I went on the air for the first time 
ever. I called the Program Director, and he was all freaked out. 
He told me just to stay on the air. The next day, he talked to me 
and said, 'We can work with you.' I think he also knew that the 
station was getting ready to be sold. The station was sold about 
three or four weeks after that to Infinity Broadcasting, and they 
switched it over from a CHR to an adult rock and roll station. 
They got rid of most of the staff. Since I was really helping out a 
lot in different departments, they kept me on as a helper and they 
put me on the air part time. That lasted for about four or five 
months, until they switched to new age jazz, and got rid of the 
whole staff. That's when I went down South.

What station did you end up at in the South? 

Jeff: What I had planned on doing was stopping at every Florida 
city giving my tape and resume and, hopefully, getting a job. Well, 
when you take 95 from Washington, D.C., the first city you hit in 
florida is Jacksonville. The first stop I went to was WFYV. I 
talked to Lex Staley and dropped off my tape. The FM was 
Rock-105, and the AM was an oldies station. I got to know the 
Program Director of the oldies station pretty well, and I helped 
them run the board. Then finally, Lex gave me a call and said, 
'Come on and work for us part time.' So, I worked for Rock-105 
part time for over a year. During that time, there were a lot of 
changes. The Program Director, Brian Taylor, left and Lex be-
came PD. Things were real cool down there. They had a good 
staff, and I enjoyed working at WFYV. But I thought, 'Working 
part time, I'm never going to get anywhere.' I didn't see any 
opportunities for me, so I started sending out more tapes and 
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resumes, not just to Florida, but all over. I ended up getting a 
lucky break at WPXC, about 45 minutes east of Boston on Cape 
Cod, which really launched my career. I was on the air from 7 till 
midnight there. It was a weird situation because the owners 
worked right on the premises. Everyone was real tight and tough 
there. I eventually worked my way to the afternoon shift and 
Music Director. That's when I started talking to all the record 
companies. 

You really got into radio the old fashioned way. 

Jeff: And having other people before me sleep with fifteen-year-
old girls always helps. Why can't somebody at ICLOS sleep with 
a fifteen-year-old girl? (Laughs) I really worked my ass off to get 
to where I am. I'm not the type of guy who wants to work four 
hours a day and lay on the beach the rest of the day. I have fun 
doing what I'm doing, so it really doesn't seem like it's a lot of 
work. I eventually became the Program Director at 'PXC, just by 
showing how hard I can work. 

How long were at WPXC before you moved on to Augusta? 

Jeff: I stayed at 'PXC for three and a half years, and was PD for 
two years. I fmally decided it was time to move on. And I thought 
to myself, 'Where's the best place to go and meet with other 
Program Directors? Bill McGathy's annual party, of course.' I 
think my luck was with me during the party because I caught a 
foul ball at Yankee Stadium. Anyway, I made a lot of good 
connections. Michael Lee, who was the MD here, was getting 
ready to go to WZZR, had heard about me through another 
record guy. He got a hold of me and told me about the position 
he had for a Music Director/afternoon drive. I sent a tape and 
resume and was offered the position, and within two weeks, I gave 
my notice up north and I came down here. 
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Focus On ... 
Was it much of a culture shock, going from the Boston area to 
Augusta? 

Jeff: Going from Cape Cod to Augusta was definitely a culture 
shock. Cape Cod is a tourist area and off season, you have 
200,000, and on season, you have close to a million people. 
Augusta's a different market altogether, as far as programming 
goes. Whoever comes into Augusta stays in Augusta. Most 
people have been here their whole lives. There are a lot of 
medical colleges, but it's not really that much of a college town. 
It's a pretty big city for the size market we are. There's 700,000 
people here. We reach Georgia and South Carolina, including 
fifteen minutes into Columbia. We have a good circumference 
that we cover. 

Is there a typical 'RXR listener? 

Jeff: Our typical listener has a bumper hanging off the back of 
his Oldsmobile... everything from that to the medical doctors who 
teach at the schools here. The problem the station has had in the 
past is that there's been so much inconsistency on the air with 
music and jocks. So, the listenership is constantly changing. In 
my opinion, the keys to winning are, first and most importantly, 
the music, then promotions. I'm also a big supporter of sounding 
as local as possible, even if that means that during the weather, 
you mention a point of local interest. 

You've been PD at the station for over two months now. Has the 
sound of the station changed much since you took over? 

Jeff: When I came here as MD, I just didn't feel like we were 
playing the right music for an AOR. They were playing songs such 
as 'Eye Of The Tiger', and not core artists and songs for the south, 
like Ẁhipping Post' by the Allman Brothers. I had 100% control 
of all music, currents and old music as Music Director. I 
completely renovated the Selector system. I went through and I 
took out all the songs that we shouldn't be playing, from just my 
gut feeling and experience, and put in all the songs that we should 
be playing. And the station sounded real, real hip. We took a 
major jump and literally tripled our ratings. Of course, it helps 
that, recently, the on-air staff has remained consistent and we 
have excellent jocks. 

WRXR was recently sold. What are the feelings of the new owners 
towards the station? 

Jeff: The previous owners of the station were looking to sell for 
the past year and a half. People were looking to buy the station, 
but they never did because the ratings weren't there. When the 
last ratings book came out, and we had great ratings, J & L 
Broadcasting bought the station. J & L owns eleven other 
stations, and Augusta is their smallest market. They took over in 
the beginning of February, and their feeling was that this last 
rating period was incredible, but that the station can be better. J 
& L Broadcasting uses Pollack as their consultants on some of 
their other stations. We decided to bring them on board at 
WRXR, as well. Working with Pat Welsh of the Pollack 
organization has been an incredible experience for me. I feel Pat 
and I make a great team, and hopefully, that will reflect in the 
ratings. 

Do you have any heritage air personalities there? Anybody who's 
been in that market for awhile? 

Jeff: Yes, there are jocks in this market who have been here over 
a decade. WRXR has only been around for five years. The 
person that's been working here the longest on the air is Bobby 
Jones, who's our nighttime lady, and now our Music Director. 

Coming from your perspective as Program Director, do you see a 
problem with air talent that have been in a market for ten, fifteen 
years sounding fresh and keeping in contact with what's going on in 
the street? It's hard getting out the clubs and going to different events 
when you have a wife and kids and a mortgage. 

Jeff: I think it's not just a problem of sounding fresh, but also, 
people who have been in the market for fifteen to twenty years 
tend to lose sight of what they're doing. It gets so routine to them. 
They don't aircheck anymore. They don't listen to themselves 
anymore. They don't critique themselves as hard as they once did. 
There's no energy behind them anymore. They just go in, do the 
job and leave. One of the problems with staying at one place so 

long is that it becomes so routine. There's got to be someone to 
kick you in the ass at all times, whether you've been there for five 
years, two years, or twenty-five years. 

This business is one that's built on relationships. Do you have many 
close relationships within the record companies? 

Jeff: I feel like I'm pretty intelligent, as far as when it comes to 
telling if a record company is bullshitting, or not. Obviously, 
record companies are salespeople. They've got to get their 
record played. I am tired of hearing, tHey,-this song is A #1, king 
of the hill, top of the heap.' But I think that you have relationships 
where it's just records, and you have relationships where it's 
records and you're somewhat friends with the person, as well. 
Those are the relationships I like to have. I understand it's a 
business thing, and I'm sure there's a lot of pressure in that end 
of the industry. But to answer your question, just like anyone, I'm 
close to some and not close with others. Bill McGathy is one that 
really sticks in my head, as far as someone who's really stuck by 
me through thick and thin. 

Is there anything in dealing with reps that really bugs you? If you 
could change some things about promotion reps, what would they 
be? 

Jeff: Realize that there are other record reps out there with just 
as big a priority as your record. I like to program from the gut. 
And I hate when record companies call me up and quote R&R 
stats, 'This song is at #15. How come you're not on it yet? 
Everybody's on it!' I brought this up at a meeting in Atlanta 
awhile ago — and I hope people don't hate me for this. One 
instance I remember very clearly is when Heart, 'All I Want To 
Do Is Make Love To You' was at #2, while the Tragically Hip's 
Ǹew Orleans Is Sinking' was stuck at #30. The station I was at, 
at the time, 'New Orleans Is Sinking' did a million times better 
than Heart's 'All I Want To Do...' I think each market is different, 
and I think each song works differently in every market. I'm not 
one to believe in charts. And I don't program through charts. I 
program through gut and through what I feel will work in this 
market. 

What do you look for most in the trades? 

Jeff: (Laughs) In The Hard Report, the interviews, of course, 
are fantastic. Those are the best parts, and I'm always reading 
those. I also really enjoy the music news. 

Sky Daniels mentions in his interview this week his distaste for 
programmers who only add records for promotions or CD players 
and the like. What's your opinion on the tit for tat mentality? 

Jeff: If the record company has a promotion that can help the 
sale of the record, the hype behind the record and help the radio 
station at the same time, I'll consider the promotion. I can't 
remember the last time I said, 'You give me this and I'll add this.' 

Have you done many timebuys at WRXR? 

Jeff: I've done two timebuys since I've been here. They've 
worked successfully. I did them with Matthew Sweet and the 
Crash Test Dummies. These are songs that I really believed in 
100%, and at the time, nobody was really believing in the records. 
I believed in them in this market because I played them, and they 
were doing well. I thought, 'Well hell, if they're doing well in this 
market, and if we can sell some records in this market, maybe we 
can prove to markets surrounding us that this record does work, 
and it will catch on.' That's what I like timebuys to do, sell records. 
I'm not looking at them just to gain money for the radio station. 

You've moved up the radio food chain fairly quickly thus far. Where 
do you see yourselff ive years from now? 

Jeff: I really don't know. I've just been following the road, and 
wherever it takes me, it takes me. Of course, everybody would 
like to go to the big markets and make big money, and hopefully, 
I will someday. I'm not in any hurry to get there. I don't like 
jumping job to job because it doesn't look good. I'd like to stay 
where I am for awhile, and succeed where I am before I move on.

In any case, 
it is certainly a departure (and vast improvement) on his last 
effort, 1988'-§ "The,  Tqlking,  Animals  That statement is not 
meant to demgrate his last album, alter all any record with a song 
as delightfully wacky and literate as "The Strange Case Of Frank 
Cash And The Morning Paper" couldn't be all bad! It's just that 
T Bone Burnett is best when he stays true to his inherent 
simplicity, bare bones arrangements and direct, from the heart 
sentimentality-- with rpprdto both relationships and the world 
view.

Marty Willson-Piper. "Spirit Level" (RYKODISC) Gazing upwards can sometimes be read as sticking your nose in the 
air. Some might misread the Church's guitarist's intentions, rather a little cognitive effort rewards the 
motivated. His third "solo" stirs the same philosophical pools as "Art Attack" or "Rhyme," without coming 
across as stagnant. "Spirit Level" drapes the barest of musical skeletons with the sheerest bolts of lyrical 
fabric, billowing up to considerable proportions under any listening weathervane. While retaining a global 
origin (a definite majority of the tracks were recorded in Stockholm), his delicate handling eliminate the 
possibility of arrogance. By extolling the virtues of melancholy and sparse spiritualism, he is in danger of 
being known as a Liverpudlian Nick Drake (as if such a thing could be bad!). While recalling the late 
singer's somber, exquisite mood, Willson-Piper is hardly alone on record (barring two acoustic songs,in 
the vein of his entertaining solo shows), this album has his most understated instrumentation yet. Wilson-
Piper's keen sense of melody focuses the light on each song's crisp musical kernel, with all the gleam of a 
silvery bead in a shallow pond. "Luscious Ghost" offers one of the most welcome starting points on board, 
a brushed guitar intro is undeniable in its pop simplicity. "I Can't Cry," "Turn Away To The Stars," and 

"Scandinavian Stare" uphold Marty's consistently excellent performance level, whether with his Australian mates over on Arista or 
with U.K.'s All About Eve. Sharing production and writing with, as always, Andy Dare Mason, and the studio with longtime associates 
(and Swedish solo artist herself) Ann Carlberger and Martin Rossel, a high sense of poised stability (not complacency) pervades 
"Spirit Level," (BR) 

Falling.loys,"Psychohum" (VOLITION/NETTWERK/I.R.S.) Australia's Falling Joys have every strength in their favor: 
enthusiastic attack, vibrant writing and a definite lack of (as Sting put it a long time ago) "a handle" that puts 
most bands just short of self-parody. Their debut suffered only in that it was criminally overlooked (no 
statute of limitations for prosecution), cuts such as "Lost Addiction" and "Robinson Ousoe" got only a 
tantalizing taste of airplay. With current spins from WHTG, WKPX, WRIU and WWVU, this album gets 
off on the same political foot as "Wish List;" "Black Bandages" fuzz borrows a bit of anthemic bombast from 
"Star Spangled Banner." Produced by former Vibrators' Pat Collier (House Of Love, Soup Dragons, Wonder 
Stuff) on two cuts, and Jessica Corcoran (Ned's Atomic Dustbin, Mega City Four, Senseless Things) on all 
else, " " has a bolder, more resonant profile. In fact, Dustbin comparisons are right in spots, 
especially on "Incinerator" (however not the appropriately titled "God In A Dustbin"), except for the fact 
that the Joys only have one bassist. Vocalist and chief writer Suzie Higgins can whittle out a chorus with 
plenty of niches for her bandmates to hammer their sturdy chops. The title track makes us think of the 
Bangles' cover of "Hazy Shade Of Winter" crossed with the Katydids and Sonic Youth. But those are not 

the only references available. Climb to the top in "Parachute" and see what the view proffers, you'll be too busy humming to be 
breathless. What with all their diverse and unified strengths as an ensemble, Falling Joys are as unfortunate as the Sandmen, Diesel 
Park West and Nuclear Valdez in that excellently, brightly presented music like "Fortune Teller" that doesn't cater to the video-drone 
generation is most often left out of the flicker of the screen. What a shame, for us. Don't be guilty of the same crime twice. (BR) 

Suicidal Tendencies. "Art Of Rebellion" (EPIC) For those who have been following along with S.T. since their caustic 
inception in L.A. know the program. But for the benefit of all, Suicidal Tendencies was formed in and 
consequently banned in their own city, primarily for their overenergetic and devoted audiences. Ever since 
their debut on Frontier, and moving to Epic for their third album, S.T. has become more and more of a 
formidable force to AOR and metal audiences, while never letting go of their punk roots from whence they 
came ten years ago. Diversifying themselves a bit more with the "funky lizard" motif gone wild, S.T. singer 
Mike Muir and bassist Robert Trujillo formed Infectious Grooves with erstwhile Jane's Addiction drummer 
Stephen Perkins. Now, back in the Suicidal ranks, Muir, along with Rocky George, Mike Clark and Trujillo 
(sans Mr. Herrera), dish out even more of their intelligent mosh lullabies with a bigger meathook on the 
business end of the speakers than ever. Muir's run-on-sentences verses and choruses that double as 
monologues are as stream-of-consciousness as always, and wait, there's a cello on "Monopoly On Sorrow." 
Could Suicidal be mellowing? Nah. Bury your earlobes in the end portion of that song, as well as "Nobody 
Hears," "We Call This Mutha Revenge," "Gotta KU Captain Stupid" and, of course, "Asleep At The Wheel" for 

a accelerated assault on your ears. Debuting on the Alternative Top 50 at 49*, added this week at ICACV, KDGE, KJJO, KXRK 
and WHFS; rotations at ICRCK, ICROQ, KRZQ, ICUKQ, WDRE, WHTG and WLAV. (BR)

The 25th Of May, "It's All Right" (ARISTA) Anyone with even a minor pipeline to the hip clubs and indie 
record stores (you know the ones that still sell vinyl-- bless their hearts), realize that this is the next 
major crossover smash to leap from our format. A sought after import, "It's All Right" is already in 
heavy rotation at a majority of "Alterna-Modern-Post-Rave" clubs. But this is not an ear candy, dis-
posable band. Just ask WI ITG's Matt "The Love Boy" Pinfield, he calls 25th Of May, "An infectious 
pop hybrid of hip hop and dance. Their strong political stance sets them apart from most of the 

bands of this genre. 'It's All Right' will be huge!" We couldn't agree more. This track was actually the 
band's first single about nine months back, but has been freshly recorded for their debut "Lenin & Mc-
Carthy" album. Of the three versions on this CD pro, we suggest the "Driving Mix" as the one to key 

on. (MM) 
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Paul Wes terberg,"Dyslexic Heart" (EPIC) The leader 
of The Mats has fmally done it--- a solo 
offering! Although many long-time 
fans felt the Replacements epitaph of 
"MI Shook Down" was in actuality a 
Paul Westerberg record in disguise, 
this track from the motion picture 
Singles is the first "official" solo 
release. Paul contributed a pair of 
songs to the soundtrack album (the 
other is "Waiting For Somebody"), and 
"Dyslexic Heart" fits nicely as a segue 

out of his latter day Mats output--- picture a tinge more com-
mercial slant on "Bent Out Of Shape." Perhaps it's the "nah, nah, 
nah" chorus (always a good sign when it comes to hit potential), 
but "Dyslexic Heart" sure sounds like a mega summer radio tune. 
Westerberg's croak is a bit cleaner, but his "Nod Is As Good Al 
A Wink" smudge tendencies are still very much evident. Along 
with Cool World (WB), Singles is destined to draw voluminous 
attention toward the Soundtracks section on both the radio and 
retail fronts. (MM) 

Graham Parker, "Release Me" (CAPITOL) A ship-
ping glitch caused this to arrive a week 
early to some locations, so Graham's 
new start at (yet another) label may 
get off and running a bit ahead of 
schedule. How can it be that an artist 
of Parker's critical stature is forced to 
bounce from imprint to imprint? Yes, 
there have been a few clinkers in the 
sixteen years since "flowlin' Wind", 
but even those are mostly pale in prior 
accomplishment comparison. Parker 
preceded Costello and Joe Jackson, 

yet they reaped more reward from mining a similar musical vein 
(and who can forget the "pub rock" slant of Parker compatriot 
Brinsley Schwartz?). "Release Me" is the "commercial" minded 
taste of Graham's forthcoming Capitol debut "Burning Oues-
lions," in many ways his strongest outing since "The Mona Lisa'  
Sister." The angst of his Rumour days surfaces between the 
sing-a-long chorus, and with gravel firmly intact he spins a 
tom-tom propelled, sax honking grind, complete with wailing 
female vocal backing. To say it's a typically great Parker offering 
may sound trite, but those who hold his music dear will realize 
it's just condensing the facts. (MM) 

Nirvana, "Lithium" (OGG)  Oh, that terrible, insidious 
bell curve of fandom: 1990, nobody 
knew 'em; 1991, everybody loves 'em; 
1992, everybody hates 'em. If you 
believe that, then you believe that 
Ross Perot is just a Texan Daddy 
Warbucks. If backlash is the case with 
Nirvana, why is this (along with that 
"November Rain" song) on every time 
we flip by MTV, why are Seattle sta-

Clannad, "Harry's Game" (ATLANTIC) Yet another 
movie tie-in results in a classic track 
from Clannad getting a proper U.S. 
release. Although their origin dates 
back to 1976 on the West Coast of 
Ireland, Clannad has seemed to enjoy 
merely sporadic exposure here in The 
States. Of course there's the U2 con-
nection; Bono sang on "In A Lifetime" 
from their "Macalla" album" and his 
band used a tape of this very track to 
close many of their concerts in the 80's. 

In addition, a small faction (including my wife) first heard of 
Clannad through their musical score for Showtime's import 
Robin Hood series (the episodes with Michael Praed not Jason 
Connery). "Harry's Game" was the band's introduction to film or 
dramatic accompaniment, commissioned for U.K. television 
show In 1982 (and a Top 5 hit at the time!) How does all this 
relate to today? Well, "Hany's Game" is being added to 
Clannad's forthcoming Atlantic debut "Anam," it's also included 
in the current screen smash Patriot Games. To sum up, this will 
be massive at Triple A and all adult leaning locations, but the rest 
should give serious consideration to the historical applications.

Wire Train. "Crashing Back To You" (MCA) As an 
unabashed fan of Wire Train, it's very 
hard to stay within a non-furtive, 
detached framework or tone. In this 
opinion, not since the release of "This 
Is The Sea" from The Waterboys has a 
band produced the sort of glorious "big 
music" found on "No Soul, No Strain." 
There's simply no neat package to 
place the music of Wire Train in, un-
less you can find a tag that simply 
reads, "honesty and emotion."

Michael Brook is a multi-instrumentalist with strong musical ties 
in a variety of arenas.

While we're on the edge of musical style, 
why not listen to the fmal work of one of the greatest musicians 
in history---- Miles Davis. "Poo Bop" 
found the always searching Miles 
again at the forefront of genre blend-
ing experimentation. Fusmg elements 
of Hip Hop, Doo Wop and his beloved 
Be Bop, Miles and collaborator Easy 
Mo Bee blast the preconceived 
parameters of Rap, Jazz and even 
Pop. Leave it to Miles Davis to stay 
ahead of the sound right up to his 
dying day. "Poo Bop" is extraordi-
nary, and years from now will be 
looked upon as a landmark release. Jazz and Hip Hop are 
starting to come together, as Ron Carter already guested with A 
Tribe Called Quest and Branford Marsalis' work with Gangstar. 
Miles ahead as usual, we show "Poo Bop" exposure logged at 
KCPR, KGSR, KUCI, WRFL and WCDB....

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Faster Pussycat, "Nonstop To Nowhere", 
Elektra....Faster are one of those bands who very noticeably 
improve and grow with every album. Their self-titled debut 
  effectively introduced us to their 

snarling L.A. strip sound, but 
1989's gold release, "Wake Me 
When It's Over" profoundly 
marked them as potential super-
stars, and began winning over 
even the most steadfast metal 
purists. A record that proved 
their versatility and penchant for 
writing fistfuls of catchy, rhyth-

  mic, radio tailored rock hits 
loaded with double entendres 

and clever wit. Even so, the band easily managed to straddle the 
AOR/Metal fence with still hard and edgy tracks, loaded with a 
newly tapped emotional wealth (check the ballad "House Of 
Pain" or my fave "Little Dove"). Now some three years later the 
band (still Taime Downe-vocals, Greg Steele-guitar/piano and 
backing vocals, Brett Bradshaw-drums, Eric Stacy-bass and 
Brent Muscat-guitar/backing vocals), returns with a brilliant 
new album, brimming with radio smashes and colorful and witty 
expression. I was beyond impressed upon first listen and have 
become even more enraptured with every subsequent spin (two 
songs especially "Big Dictionary" and "Mr. Lovedog" -- a very 
sincere tribute to Andy Wood). First things first. To get things 
up and rolling this side of the tracks, Elektra has shipped a CDS 
featuring the first single "Nonstop To Nowhere" (at first it will 
remind you a bit of "Nigh(train"by those other L.A. rockers), plus 
2 non-LP tracks -- the swagger and chomp of "Too Tight" and the 
fiery "Charge Me Up". The bonus track is the song that put them 
all over MTV (swirling in velvet) -- the wiry cover of Carly 
Simon's "You're So Vain". "Nonstop" will certainly capture the 
hearts and airplay of the AORs with its bluesy base and super 
memorable chorus, but it for sure shouldn't be overlooked over 
here. Plus the CD5 provides you with even chunkier tunes to 
choose from. And just wait till you hear the rest of the record--
one platinum platter comin' up. I think right about now a bunch 
of us could use a short ride on a "Nonstop To Nowhere". All 
aboard... 
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Megadeth, "Countdown To Extinction", 
Capitol....As was expected, the moment the first new 
Megadeth track hit town, it slammed straight into the Top 5 on 

every chart. Stalling for just a 
second or two at #3 here at Hard 
for a couple of weeks, but this 
week "Skin 0' My Teeth" sits firm-
ly at 1* (on the Requested chart 
as well). And just in time for the 
full CD homecoming (it actually 
went out a bit early so some adds 
have already landed at ICDJK, 
KSFX, KUCI, WHMH, WKDU, 
WPSU, WRLC, WRTN, WSMU, 
WSOU and WKPX). The single 

however keeps pace, with strong increases showing at KROK, 
WAPI, WBIM, WCWP, WDHA, WSMU and WVBR, while it 
continues to crank away at WFCS, WJUL, WVFS, KBPI, ICDJK, 
KEYJ, KISW, KMSA, KNGX, KSAQ, KUNV, KZAX, KZOK, 
WBCN, WBER, WBNY, WFSE, WHJY, WHMH, WKNC, 
WLFR, WLRA, W MMR, WRFL, WRLC, WVBR, WVCR, 
W WSP, WXCI, WXDR, WXTB and WZRC (with heavy phones 
all over the place, including: KEYJ, KISW, KMSA, KNGX, 
ICZAK, WAPI, WBAU, WBER, WBNY, WCWP, WDHA, 
WFCS, WFSE, WHMH, WKNC, WLFR, WNIIU, WPSC, 
WRFL, WRLC, WVBR, WVCR, WVFS, WXCI, WXTB, 
KZRX and WKPX). All this hyperactivity over a single, which 
has actually managed to stop metal heads dead in their tracks 
with its noticeably different, less speed intensive style. The 
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debate rages on over that song, but the full album's on deck and 
set to crash through with its diverse and surprisingly different 
sounding contents. An obvious step into the bigger world of song 
structure, Megadeth has capitalized on their always strong in-
strumental abilities and developed songs less resistant to mass 
appeal. Still covertly complex, they are exceptionally well crafted 
and performed, without having sacrificed the band's volatile 
nature. There will be criticism from the die-hard ranks as always, 
but no doubt, we will see a expanding of Megadeth's listenership 
rather than a shrinking. And that's the nature of the business, 
and for Mustaine and Co., business is good. "Countdown" is 
surely the catalyst they needed to break new ground outside the 
metal circles, and from all indications the band is well on their 
way. For our slice of life, the demand for Megadeth is as solid 
and intense as always. Metal radio will surely be scanning the full 
CD for months to come, so picking tracks might prove futile, but 
FYI, I really dig "Architecture (J  ggression", "Symphony Of 
Destruction", "This Was My Life" and "Ashes In Your Mouth". 

Ministry, "Psalm 69". WB/Sire.... Ai Jourgensen's Minis-
try is a phenomenon that continues to expand and spread despite 

its outer limits, industrial walls of noncon-
formist noise ramblings. The story is one 
closely watched by the metal ranks, and 
one becoming more fully embraced and 
enjoyed. From the band's (a revolving 
door of collaborative efforts including 
members from a number of punk/in-
dustrial leaning groups) early incarnation 
as an electronic dance/disco machine, it's 

been not-so-quietly streaking across the face of music, becom-
ing bolder, bigger and noisier. By the time "Land Of Rape And 
Honey" and "The Mind Is A Terrible Thing To Taste", (and the 
subsequent "In Case You Didn't Feel Like Showing Up" live EP) 
began to sink into the collective consciousness of the metal and 
alternative realms, Ministry was a creation not to be ignored, and 
Al Jourgensen a named mentioned with an exasperating mixture 
of awe and fear. Articulate and potentially violent, his creative 
force finds personification in the organized chaos and inundat-
ing hypnosis of Ministry's offerings. And we've been kept on a 
fence waiting for dear ol' Al to finish this album, having success-
fully teased fans into a froth with the single that the world first 
got to experience last year! That is "Jesus Built My Hotrod". The 
song, literally had the metal masses raving (and charting it), and 
had MTV all in a lather as well, smelling a success on the horizon 
and wishing to work it for all it was worth. It was not to be for 
some time however. The promises of a January released have 
now, some seven months later come to light in the form of a full, 
9 song extravaganza. As the single hinted at the band is now a 
more concerted effort (featuring Al, ex Rigor Mortis guitarist 
Mike Scaccla, drummer Bill Rieflin and ex Front Line Assembly 
keyboardist Michael Balch), with pieces full of movement and 
downright metal grind (the consistent guitars and real drums 
make for a very raw sonic difference), smashed into that techno-
wall of oppressive rhythms. They are more approachable and 
somewhat less confrontational. Highlights include "Scarecrow", 
the single--"N. W O.", "Just One Fix" and the repetitive madness 
of "Corrosion" and "Grace". 

Killer Dwarfs, "Method To The Madness". Epic....un-
fortunately, the first single off this, the Dwarf's newest album, 

kinda got sidelined a bit due to the mas-
sive amounts of new releases being ser-
viced to metal radio right about now. 
Despite that, "Hard Luck Town" is still 
hanging on rather tenaciously at: KNGX, 
WWSP, WBNY, KISW, KMSA, WBNY, 
WHMH and WMMR. And luckily, it'll 
now have the support of 11 more catchy, 
hard rockin' tunes to back it up. Always 

quick with a hook and sly with the harder edges, the Dwarfs keep 
delivering tremendous amounts of songs that have the knack it 
takes to break on the AOR side of life. Until, now it's been a 
battle, with a few brighter moments, like with the fairly successful 
"Doesn't Matter" single from their "Dirty Weapons" album (which 
makes a encore performance on "Method" because the band 
loves it so much--can't blame them). A band that deserves some 
serious attention, the Killer Dwarfs have once again, delivered 
straight forward, hard to resist, and even harder to deny rock 
songs full of big guitars, great vocals (I love Russ Dwarfs voice) 
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and production finesse (Andy Johns). They are funny, witty, 
infectious and talented.., and they write songs like we wish some 
other bands would. So what's the prob? Let's hope this record 
finally launches the Dwarfs into a larger swath of limelight, like 
they deserve. As for the album, the lead single kicks it off in fine 
style, then bumps down into "Just As Well"--a solid little rocker. 
"D en' Back" is a sentimental mid-tempo dream of a song (can 
you say, "Hey AOR!"). Lovely, but not wishy washy. "All My 
Heroes" is my favorite on the CD--angular, heavy, slammin' and 
balanced by those smooth vocal harmonies on the chorus. Per-
fect for the harder rockin' peoples. Also clocking in as radio 
rumblers are the title track, "Stranger Than Fiction", "Cowboys 
And Cormier:" and "GTY (Goodbye To Yesterday)", or for the 
more mainstream minded--"Four Seasons", "Look Around", and 
of course, "Doesn't Matter". 

Skew Siskin, "If The Walls Come Down", Giant.... And 
now for something completely new -- a four piece (Nina C. 

Alice-lead vocals, Jim Voxx-guitars, Jogy 
Rau tenberg-bass, Nik Terry-drums) from 
Berlin, Germany who have a lot of folks 
on the edge of their seats. Perhaps the 
most well known female metal queen from 
that area of the world was Doro Pesch and 
Warlock, but with her reaching out into 
the bigger AOR arena, there's been a 
vacancy there for a couple of years. Well 

the banshee in Nina, is wild and far from restrained on the band's 
debut Giant release. Theirs is a bit of a Cinderella story too, in 
that it all began with a few demo's that made their way around 
the globe and a glowing review in Metal Hammer. The tapes 
eventually ended up stateside and in the hands of Tim Collins 
and Doc McGhee (managers of Aerosmith and Bon Jovi respec-
tively) who set the ball rolling as it were. And what you all now 
hold is the first single from the forthcoming self-titled album and 
it's a screamer. Frauline Nina is like a much more metallic 
Chrissy Steele. Full of attitude and snarl, but unpretentious and 
luckily unburdened by an overbearing accent. She's a gutsy 
singer and it shows. You can almost imagine what her vocal 
chords must feel like after a whole set of songs like this. What's 
more, she's got the firepower behind her, to make quite a slice 
in the metal stacks. The band are a thundering solid wall of 
rhythm, and guitarist Voxx pulled off a fine production job on 
top of it all. They're a tough bunch and all the better for them, 
'cause it's rough out there right now. It takes a bit of musical 
muscle to make your mark these days, and Skew Siskin certainly 
seem to have enough of that to make a dent or two. A couple 
stations jumped on early (KEYJ and WFSE), but keep your eyes 
peeled for the real action next ish. 

Roxus, "Nigh tstreet", Savage Record s....0kay, hopefully 
you all got a taste of this brand new hard rock outfit by way of 

their first single, "Bad Boys" (which pick-
ed up some adds this past week at KZRX, 
WAPI, WBAU, WCWP, WDHA, 
WVBR and WRLC). If that suited you, 
then your gonna love the album, (New 
York based Savage's first official release) 
which you should all now have in your 
possession. A band more suited to the 
mainstream side of things, they play hard 

and with a ton of attitude. Led by able bodied singer Juno Roxas 
(nice voice), the band (Pete Wells-guitars, Andy Shanahan-key-
boards, Dragan Stanic-guitars, John Nixon-bass and Darren 
Danielson-drums) stomp readily between commercial power 
rockers and more melodic layered Top 40 smashes. Forged in 
the Bon Jovi mould of high performance entertainment and big 
sounding arena rock, Roxus have the strut and talent to pull it 
off. In fact, at moments their like a simmering combination of 
BulletBoys, Bon Jovi and Diving For Pearls (remember them?). 
A touch of airplay in all the right places and they could take off 
like lightning. Ya never know. Anyway, since you've all got "Bad 
Boys" sussed by now, check out the rest of this Mark Opitz 
(INXS) produced debut. It kicks off with the rousing, anthemic, 
air punching, shore cruising "Rock W'Roll Nights". Could be the 
soundtrack to the Jersey Shore this time of the year.

Malevolent Creation, "Retribution", Roadrunner... 
Buffalo New York's death metal assault team, Malevolent Crea-
tion are enjoying what must be a very satisfying, piece of the 
action chartside. Even amidst the slew of big name core artists, 
this dangerously heavy (but melodic.., really), six piece, (Bret 
Hoffman-vocals, Phil Faciana and Rob Barrett--guitars, Jason 
Blachowicz-bass and Alex Marquez-drums) are holding their 
own very nicely. So much so that this week with even more new

Kurt Cobain of Nirvana was rushed to a hospital the 
morning after the band played in Belfast, Northern Ireland 
recently. Cobain collapsed at their hotel and was taken by 
wheelchair to a waiting ambulance. Nirvana's 
representatives are vigorously denying his collapse was 
due to drug abuse. "Everyone's been saying that, mainly 
because they are the most written-about band at the 
moment," a band spokesman says. Cobain was briefly 
treated at the hospital and given tablets for an ulcer. "It's 
because he eats a lot of junk food," says the band's tour 
manager. 

A Battersea film studio in London had the floor 
disinfected and cleaned for five hours when they shot the 
video for Was (Not Was)' song "Shake Your Head," which 
features actress Kim Basinger. One scene had Basinger 
rolling around and kissing the ground passionately in a 
rauncy performance that brought the shoot to a standstill. 
"She writhed all over the floor and kissed it passionately, 
as if it was a man," says an eyewitness. The scene is at the 
end of the video so it can be cut by sensitive programmers. 

The Combined Law Enforcement Associations of Texas 
plans a protest over Body Count's "Cop Killer" at Time 
Warner's stockholders' meeting in Beverly Hills next 
week. "We want them to apologize for their decision and 
stop the distribution and promotion of the record 'Cop 
Killer,' says Mark Clark, a spokesman for the group, 
which has 12,000 members. The associations last month 
called for a boycott of Time Warner products and they say 
they will proceed with one if the album is not withdrawn 
from sale. The groups plan to distribute flyers with the 
song's lyrics and details of their objections to stockholders 
attending the meeting. They say their boycott could mean 
divestiture of "several hundred million dollars" of 
company stock held by pension funds. 

Little Steven van Zandt has remixed Bruce Springsteen's 
"57 Channels (And Nothin' On)," in their first 
collaboration since 1982's "Born In The USA" album. Van 
Zandt also plays guitar and sings on the remix, which he 
worked on in early June. "It was real spontaneous. It was 
a collaboration between two friends, two artists. I'm glad 
it worked out," van Zandt said. 

Thomas Dolby will have a new album out later this year, 
with the tentative title "Astronauts & Heretics." Two 
singles have already been released from the album in 
Britain — "Close But No Cigar" and the new single, "I 
Love You Goodbye." Over the years, Dolby has produced 
records for Prefab Sprout, Ofra Haza and Joni Mitchell, 
and he was the keyboard player on Foreigner's "4" album 
and Def Leppard's "Pyromania." 

The Wedding Present plan to record a cover of the theme 
from "Shaft" as the b-side to their August single. "We've 
got a history of doing cover versions," explains vocalist 
David Gedge. "I'd like to do a Right Said Fred one, but 
I'm not sure the band is up for it. The funny thing is their 
second hit was a song called "Don't Talk Just Kiss," which 
had the same title as one of our songs. It's not the same 
track, of course, so that would be quite a weird choice." 
The band plans to continue to release a single a month, 
following the release of "The Hit Parade - Volume 1," 
which includes their first six a-sides and b- sides this year. 

Bob Mould has been rehearsing in Athens, Georgia, with 
his new band, Sugar. The trio also includes drummer 
Malcolm Travis, formerly of Boston band the Zulus, and 
Athens musician David Barbe (pronounced bar-bee) 
formerly of Mercyland. The band's debut album, "Copper 
Blue," produced by Lou Giordano, will be out in 
September, and the group plans a major tour in support 
of its release. 

Turbo B. of Snap lost his nerve while shooting the band's 
new video high on the scaffolding of a shuttle launching 

pad at Cape Canaveral. "I was 300 feet up, when I suddenly 
got dizzy and started shaking like a leaf," says the 
heavyweight rapper, who is currently on the European and 
British charts with "Rhythm Is A Dancer." "I had to come 
down straight away." 

Eleventh Dream Day hope to have a new album out in the 
fall, pending contract negotiations with their record label. 

The Di ets will have a new album out in October, called 
"Liar." 

Glenn Frey says his new album is a "definite departure for 
me in that there is some social commentary." But Frey says 
he hasn't lost sight of the need to make an entertaining 
record. "People don't just want to be bludgeoned over the 
head with the grim realities of life around them and how 
we're screwing up the planet," Frey says. He says he 
particularly admires Don Henley and Bob Seger. "They 
are two songwriters who can take a subject that is really 
important to them and still make a satisfying, entertaining 
record for other people while still satisfying themselves." 
Frey says his new LP has an air of "affable cynicism." "I 
know that we're in trouble. I know we're screwing up the 
weather. I know that the political climate is changing and 
there are a lot of problems and a lot of need in this world.

MC Serch, formerly of 3rd Bass, is releasing a solo album 
called "Return Of The Product." 

Soul Kitchen have their debut album just coming out (on 
Giant Records). The group formed in Los Angeles, 
though none of the band members are originally from that 
area. Vocalist Jeff Wilson says the band had written 46 
songs by the time it entered the studio to record the LP. 
"Our first batch of demos had been done in November 
1989, when we put together seven songs, and there was 
definitely some magic there," Wilson says. "I Need It Bad' 
was the first song we wrote together and, ironically, it's our 
first single." The band recorded the album in Philadelphia 
with producer Randy Cantor. "He's like a cross between 
Jimmy Page and Mutt Lange. He has a lot of great ideas 
and took the band from where it was to a whole different 
place." 

Joe Walsh is joined by former James Gang colleague Dale 
Peters on bass on his new album, "Songs For A Dying 
Planet." The album also features Walsh's longtime 
companion Joe Vitale and is produced by Bill Szymczyk. 

Treponem Pal vocalist Marco Neves has replaced vocalist 
Chris Connelly in Ministry's line-up for this year's 
Lollapalooza tour. Guitarist Michel Bassin will also be the 
third guitarist for the group. The tour means recording of 
a new Treponem Pal album has been delayed until 
November. 

Juliana Hatfield, formerly of the Blake Babies, says 
women in rock are limited to dance or metal artists. 
"There's not a lot of diversity," she says, which is why she 
released her latest album, "Hey Babe," on an independent 
label (Mammoth Records). "I could have done in a 
different way, with a bigger label and slicker production, 
but I really wanted to do another indie-style record," 
Hatfield says. "I wanted to do at least one last record 
where I could do whatever I wanted without anyone 
looking over my shoulder. That's one of the freedoms of 
being on an indie label. You don't get much money, but 
you get to do it your way." 
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Enuff Z'Nuff have tentatively titled their next album 
"Animals With Human Intelligence." The LP (for Arista 
Records) is being produced by Richie Zito. 

Many of the songs on the Lemonheads' new album, "It's 
A Shame About Ray" (on Atlantic Records), came about 
during singer Evan Dando's recent solo tour of Australia. 
"This record's just kind of like me being down in Australia 
and getting back in pop," he says. "It's just a bunch of 
stories, most of them true." The title track to the album is 
about the mysterious disappearance of a fictional 
character named Ray. "My friend in Melbourne calls 
everyone 'Ray.' Ray can be a name for everybody," Dando 
says. Juliana Hatfield plays bass on the new LP. 

Former Europe guitarist John Norum has a new solo 
album just out, called "Face The Truth," which features 
ex-Europe colleague Joey Tempest and Trapeze vocalist 
Glenn Hughes. 

Former Iron Maiden member Paul Di'Anno has an album 
out with his new band, Killers, which takes its name from 
Maiden's second album. "Murder One" is the name of the 
LP. Di'Anno left Maiden ten years ago after a death in the 
family. "My grandfather died not long after we recorded 
the first (Maiden) LP, and I was very depressed when we 
did 'Killers," Di'Anno says. "I became the head of our 
family then — my father had died when I was young — and 
that made things very difficult. I couldn't give Maiden 
1,000 percent, so I was letting them down." Killers are 
playing a handful of Maiden songs on when they perform 
live. Di'Anno also says the band will cover a Queen song 
on their second album. 

Seattle band the Melvins will have an album, "Lysol," out 
this fall (on Boner Records). "It's a real trial to sit 
through," says singer and guitarist Buzz Osborne. 

Capitol Records' Collectors Series is releasing "When AM 
Was King: 1955-1974" at the end of this month. It's a 
compilation of AM hits ranging from Tennessee Ernie 
Ford's 1955 hit "Sixteen Tons" to the Beach Boys' 1964 hit 
"I Get Around" and Blue Suede's "Hooked On A Feeling" 
from 1974. It's part of a number of compilations being 
released to celebrate Capitol's 50th anniversary. Others 
include "The R&B Legacy Continues: The King To The 
Hammer"; "Memories Are Made Of This," featuring 
vocalists and instrumentalists of the 1950s and early '60s; 
"Traditions In Country Music" featuring Tex Ritter, 
Cliffie Stone, Ferlin Husky and Hank Thompson; a 
compilation featuring"The Lettermen"; and "The Birth Of 
A Dream: and Capitol's Early Hits" featuring Ella Mae 
Morse, Johnny Mercer, Tex Ritter, Paul Whiteman, Betty 
Hutton and Andy Russell. 

Arrested Development appear on "I.F.O.," one of the 
tracks on Deee-Lite's new album, "Infmity Within." The 
track was recorded at Bobby Brown's studios in Atlanta 
earlier this year. "They were very cool, very conscious 
people," says Speech, lead vocalist for Arrested 
Development. He says the groups got together after Deee-
Lite wrote them a fan letter. 

Jennifer Warnes' new album, "The Hunter," includes a 
cover version of the Waterboys' "The Whole Of The 
Moon." Warnes became aware of the song thanks to 
Darryl Hannah and Jackson Browne, who suggested that 
she cover it. The LP also includes a previously unreleased 
song co-written by Donald Fagen called "Big Noise, New 
York." "I wanted to make a record that inspired joyful 
motion," Warnes says, "the way a child moves when he's 
happy, or the way animals naturally move." 

The Red Hot Chili Peppers were nominated in eight 
categories for this year's MTV Video Music Awards, 
receiving nominations for best video and best group for 
"Under The Bridge" and six other nominations for "Give 
It Away." En Vogue and Van Halen both received six 
nominations; Madonna, Tori Amos and Marky Mark & 
The Funky Bunch each received four; U2 and Michael 
Jackson were nominated in three categories. Clips 

nominated for Best Video Of The Year are Def Leppard's 
"Let's Get Rocked," Nirvana's "Smells Like Teen Spirit," 
the Chili Peppers' "Under The Bridge" and Van Halen's 
"Right Now." Arrested Development, Cracker, Nirvana 
and Tori Amos were nominates for best new artist in a 
video. Def Leppard, Metallica, Ugly Kid Joe and Van 
Halen were the nominees in the category of best 
Metal/Hard Rock clip. 

The Pollstar newsletter ranks Genesis as having the best 
concert gross in North America for the first six months of 
this year, taking in $28 million. The Grateful Dead were in 
second place, with a gross of $26.3 million. Metallica, 
Hammer and U2 rounded out the top five. Metallica 
performed 89 times in 83 cities, grossing $22 million. 
Tickets for U2 were hard to get, the newsletter notes. 
While concert grosses have improved this year, the 
Pollstar newsletter warns against too much optimism, 
particularly regarding major summer concert tours. "The 
forecast is for intense competition for scarce ticket dollars 
which will once again lead to far too many box office 
casualties," Pollstar says. While Genesis ranked number 
one, the newsletter said the group "left vast sections of 
empty seats at a good number of their stadium shows." 

Marie Osmond has filed an $18 million lawsuit against The 
Globe tabloid for a report that said her one-year-old 
adopted son was her husband's child from an extramarital 
affair. The libel lawsuit was filed in Los Angeles. "These 
lies strike right at the heart of all we stand for," Osmond 
says. 

The Recording Industry Association of America says sales 
of country music grew in 1991 more than any other 
category, but country still ranked behind rock and urban 
contemporary music in overall sales. Last year, sales of 
rock music accounted for 36.3 percent of the total, urban 
contemporary ranked second with 18.2 percent. Country 
music had 12.5 percent of total sales last year. The year 
1991 was the first where sales of compact discs (49.6 
percent of the total) surpassed sales of cassettes (43.3 
percent). Phonograph records accounted for only 1.4 
percent of sales last year. 

Jerry Garcia of the Grateful Dead is selling his own line 
of neckties. His designs are being marketed by a company 
called Stonehenge Ltd., and the ties are selling for $28.50. 

A man who wanted to kill Senegalese musician Youssou 
N'Dour instead stabbed a man who looked like N'Dour 
before turning himself in to police. The man went into 
N'Dour's office in Dakar and used two knifes to stab a 
friend of N'Dour who looks so much like him that he's 
nicknamed Youssou Number Two. The Le Soleil 
newspaper reports the man surrendered to police saying 
"I've just killed Youssou N'Dour." N'Dour was on tour in 
Germany at the time of the incident. His friend was 
hospitali7Pd with serious wounds. 

British National Heritage Secretary David Mellor has 
officially opened a new school for the performing arts in 
London. Funds were raised by a series of events including 
a rock concert at Knebworth in Hartfordshire. Seven 
hundred students are enrolled in the school for its first 
year. The school, near Croydon, has been set up by the 
Education Department and the British Record Industry 
Trust. 

Vince Neil, formerly of Motley Crue, has begun writing 
tracks for his debut solo album planned for release this fall. 
"It will include a host of various talented musicians, some 
known and some unknown, and it will definitely rock," Neil 
says. "The new stuff is heavy, aggressive, with good 
melodies." 

Warrior Soul will release their third album in September, 
called "Ghetto Nation." "This album is condemning this 
country rather than trying to unite people and create a 
movement," says vocalist Kory Clarke. "I'm watching it 
falling apart and I'm enjoying it. I'm pointing a fmger." 
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Mike Tramp, formerly of White Lion, has formed a new 
band called Frank Of Nature, with former Lion bass 
player Jerry Best. "Everything has been taken back to first 
base with this band," Tramp says. "I've drawn from my 
experiences of where things have gone wrong in the past 
and I feel that this is the way to go." Tramp adds that "this 
is a band, not a Mike Tramp solo project. We fit together, 
the chemistry is there. It's a group of people who've walked 
in through the door and didn't need to change." Tramp 
began working with guitarist Oliver Steffensen after White 
Lion broke up last year. "We've been talking to some 
labels," Tramp says. "We want to go with a company who 
are totally into what we're doing. We don't want to be 
marketed like bubblegum." 

Girlschool have begun working on a new album in London 
for release in September. The LP will feature the band's 
new bass player, Jackie Carrera. 

Ex-Iron Maiden drummer Clive Burr and guitarist Dennis 
Stratton have formed a new group called True Brits, and 
recorded an album called "Ready To Rumble," which will 
initially be released in Japan and some countries in 
Europe. The band also features former Fastway vocalist 
and guitarist Lea Hart, as well as bass player Mel Gabbitas 
and guitarist Dave Senczak. 

Bob Weir says people shouldn't think of the Grateful Dead 
as a group of drug-takers. "You'll fmd, on a given day, four 
or five of us in the gym," he says. "Most everybody in the 
band works out. Times change. You kind of burn out on 
drugs after a while, even if you're not heavy into them. I 
was done with LSD a year after I started taking it, and I 
took LSD willingly the last time in 1966." Weir says it 
would be impossible for the band to do its three-hour 
highly-improvised shows if all of the members were taking 
drugs. "We have complicated arrangements and you have 
to have your wits about you to catch a theme as it's 
introduced, so you can play off on it," Weir says. "If we 
were all buzzed out, we couldn't do what we do. I don't 
think a lot of kids understand that. I don't think a lot of 
people in American society understand that. I think most 
people think that we're in a raging drugged-out stupor all 
the time." Weir plans to soon begin writing material for 
the next Grateful Dead album which he hopes will be 
recorded this winter. 

Ice Cube is continuing to donate money to Project 2000, a 
program in Baltimore, Maryland, to provide positive role 
models for black elementary school students. The project, 
which began four years ago, has begun working with the 
Morgan State University Center for Educating African 
American Males. This summer, Ice Cube has contributed 
$22,000 to underwrite 40 third-grade boys in Project 2000's 
program. He'd given $57,000 last year to the Project 2000's 
program in the schools. 

Redd Kross, currently without a record deal, are now 
being handled by Nirvana's manager, John Silva. The band 
is currently headlining a British tour and released a single 
in the U.K. called "Trance." "We just wanted to thrash 
something down and get it out, and really try to get a 
following over here before we get another deal," says 
Jeffrey McDonald of the group. 

Steelheart have recorded a new album, called "Tangled In 
Reins," produced by Tom Werman. It's the band's first 
since their debut LP was released two years ago. "We feel 
that the last album was too slick," says singer Michael 
Matijevic. "With this one we reckon we've captured that 
live, rock & roll feel. We can't satisfy everyone with it, but 
I reckon there's some real good shit on it, and lyrically 
we're not just going on about love this time." 

There will be an hour-long Spinal Tap NBC-TV special 
this fall, called "This Is Spinal Tap." 

Jason Donovan was booed off stage recently at a concert 
in south London. About 20 people began throwing things 
at him at the show at the Crystal Palace and a caterer says 
Donovan later "looked very upset backstage." 

Rolling Stones guitarist Ronnie Wood will release his first 
solo album in over ten years (on Continuum Records) in 
early September. "Slide On This" features The Edge of U2, 
Joe Elliot of Def Leppard, Simon Kirke of Bad Company, 
Charlie Watts of the Rolling Stones, former Faces 
member Ian McLagan and members of the Hothouse 
Flowers. The first single from the album will be "Show 
Me," and a worldwide tour is planned. 

The American Civil Liberties Union has asked record 
store chains in the state of California not to agree to a 
request by state Attorney General Dan Lungren that they 
stop selling the Body Count album. Lungren has sent a 
letter to owners of record store chains in the state. "My 
request has everything to do with acting responsibly to help 
stem this senseless endangerment of the personal safety of 
thousands of California police officers," the letter says. 
Dorothy Ehrlich, executive director of the Northern 
California chapter of the ACLU says the request was made 
"in a most intimidating manner and carried the tone of 
being official. It is just the latest example of the informal 
use of governmental pressure that is on the rise in this 
state." She has sent her own letter to the stores pledging 
ACLU support for any stores that ignore Lungren's 
request. 

Ted Nugent isn't just a bow hunter — he's also a tree 
planter. During a break in recording sessions for the 
second Damn Yankees album, Nugent spent a week 
planting trees on 6 acres of his Michigan home. He says he 
plants 1,000 to 5,000 saplings each year, and he's been 
doing it for over two decades. "I planted every one of them 
by hand," he says. "How many of those animal- rights 
activists have done this? Try none." 

Local promoters of this year's Lollapalooza tour are 
having to fulfill some bizarre requests for the Jim Rose 
Circus Sideshow. The sideshow requires four trashed 
televisions, two large appliances, 20 live crickets and a 
pound of maggots. 

Former Eurythmics member Dave Stewart performed on 
Red Square in Moscow as part of an eight-day festival to 
raise money for the arts in Russia. "The money will go to 
help the development of culture in Moscow — to help form 
art collectives, to help theaters and libraries," says Omani 
Sokhadze, organizer of the event. 

The Monks Of Doom, a group made up of former 
members of Camper Van Beethoven, will have a new 
album out (on IRS Records) in late September. 

Concrete Blonde will begin a North American tour in early 
September. 

Athens, Georgia, band Allgood are touring to promote 
their debut album, "Ride The Bee," which was produced 
by southern rock veteran Johnny Sandlin and features 
keyboards from Chuck Leavell, who has played with the 
Allman Brothers, the Outlaws and the Rolling Stones. 

Los Angeles band the Inclined will have their debut 
record, "Bright New Day," out later this year (on Chrysalis 
Records). The band has been together for eight years even 
though the average age of group members is 23. 

All four members of Danzig say the band's new album, 
"How The Gods Kill," is their best yet. "The songwriting 
is ten times better than before," says lead vocalist Glenn 
Danzig. "There are a lot of elements added here I don't 
think people have heard come out of Danzig before." 

A local women's rights organization protested before the 
Black Crowes played a sold-out concert in Brisbane, 
Australia, recently. Calling the group "another all male 
band promoting rape" they objected to a photo in the 
album of a naked woman in a field, describing it in a flyer 
as "the groin of a lifeless, naked, woman's body in the 
middle of nowhere." Just under 100 women urged people 
not to cross their picket line and attend the show. Several 
women carried a banner reading "Stone The Crowes." "I 
think it's disgusting and frightening that such a peaceful 
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image has been perverted into another pressure group's 
grandstanding," remarked Chris Robinson, lead singer 
for the group. The Black Crowes will be back in the U.S. 
later this month for the U.S. leg of their "High As The 
Moon" tour. 

Sir Mix-A-Lot's video for "Baby Got Back" is being made 
available on a home video in its original version beginning 
in mid-July. 

Paul Bostaph, former drummer for San Francisco band 
the Forbidden, will perform with Slayer as it plays a short 
tour of the U.S. and Europe in August. Dave Lomardo will 
stay home during the tour as his wife is expecting the 
couple's first child in September. 

Two new tracks are included on MariIlion's newest 
release, "Six Of One, Half-Dozen Of The Other." There 
are 14 tracks from previous MariIlion albums in addition 
to the two new songs. 

U.S. President George Bush complained publicly about 
Body Count's "Cop Killer" but that didn't stop Ice-T's 
latest movie, "Ricochet" from being offered on an Air 
Force One flight from Dallas to Washington recently. The 
movie was available to Bush and the Secret Service, 
according to Boston Globe reporter Michael Kranish who 
was on the flight. When he tried to fmd out how the movie 
made it onto the film menu, the White House referred him 
to the Air Force, the Air Force referred him back to the 
White House, and all he ultimately got was "no comment." 

Brooklyn duo Auto & Cherokee will have an album out in 
late September (on Morgan Creek Records) called 
"Naked Music." 

The Disposable Heroes Of Hiphoprisy have been working 
on an album with author William Burroughs. 

Billy Bragg has also been rehearsing some Woody Guthrie 
songs with the Disposable Heroes for a performance this 
summer. 

Shut Up And Dance, founders of the British dance record 
label of the same name, have re-recorded their track 
"Autobiography" for a new album. They recruited Kevin 
Rowland of Derry's Midnight Runners to play guitar for 
the new, acoustic version of the tune. 

Former Jam lead singer Paul Weller will have a new solo 
album out in September. 

A 40-track album celebrating the the 40th anniversary of 
British music newspaper New Musical Express will be 
released in September. "Ruby Trax" will include Sinead 
O'Connor covering Doris Day's "Secret Love," Carter 
USM doing Pink Floyd's "Another Brick In The Wall," 
Marc Almond singing Madonna's "Like A Prayer," Blue 
Aeroplanes doing Creedence Clearwater Revival's "Bad 
Moon Rising," Blur covering Rod Stewart's "Maggie 
May," Boy George singing George Harrison's "My Sweet 
Lord," Curve doing Donna Summer's "I Feel Love," the 
Farm doing the Human League's "Don't You Want Me?", 
Fatima Mansions doing Bryan Adams' "(Everything I 
Do) I Do It For You," Tears For Fears covering Davie 
Bowie's "Ashes To Ashes" and Teenage Fan Club doing 
the Byrds' "Mr. Tambourine Man." 

Witnesses have told police investigating the shooting of 
three Hammer roadies in Albuquerque, New Mexico, that 
the men were shot by someone in Hammer's entourage. 
Witness Karren Windus says Hammer is covering up by 
claiming it was a drive-by shooting. "He preaches 
non-violence. He doesn't want to come across as a 
hypocrite," she says. Police spokesman Bob Stover says 
Hammer "doesn't seem interested in prosecuting" and 
detectives may never be able to determine what happened. 

Spectrum Music Video has published its "7th Annual 
Music Video Catalog," which appears to be the largest 
catalog of home music videos ever published. The 
200-page guide lists over 3,000 titles including Japanese, 

British and Canadian imports. (For information contact 
Eve Seaman at 800-84-MUSIC.) 

The USA Today newspaper reports that Aretha Franklin 
will sing the national anthem on the second day of the 
Democratic Party convention in New York City this week. 

Perry Farrell's new group, Porno For Pyros, will go into 
the studio this month to begin recording their debut album 
for release in early February. 

Louisiana Governor Edwin Edwards has vetoed a bill that 
would have made it illegal to sell any records to minors that 
carry a parental advisory sticker. State Representative Ted 
Haik of New Iberia says he will introduce the legislation 
again until it passes. 

All of the members of Crosby, Stills & Nash are working 
on solo albums, as well as planning to record their eighth 
album together. 

Bob Seger plans to marry next summer, after the birth of 
his first child with Nita Dorricott. Dorricott was the subject 
of the love songs on Seger's album "The Fire Inside" last 
year. The couple expects their child in October. "I think 
my work's been too important to me," Seger says. "I guess 
everybody fights it, the balance. If you really like what you 
do, and get caught up with it, you've got to balance having 
a normal life. It gets easier as I get older." 

The mother of Ryan White, who died of AIDS two years 
ago at age 18, says Michael Jackson's upcoming video for 
"Gone Too Soon" will show how much Jackson cared 
about her son. "People don't think that celebrities and 
normal people can be friends, but they were friends and I 
think the video will show how much Michael misses him," 
Jeanne White says. "I'm anxious to see it." 

Willie Nelson has opened a restaurant in Branson, 
Missouri, with songwriter Don Mealer. It's called Willie & 
Poohbah's Restaurant & Songwriter's Showcase. Nelson 
says he wanted to start a venue that was like the clubs that 
helped him start his music career. "It's a place for 
songwriters, to try to help them out," Mealer says. "Maybe 
it'll open doors for some, or at least a window." 

Luther Campbell of the 2 Live Crew has been arrested on 
a charge of simple battery in Shreveport, Louisiana, after 
a fight at his hotel. The dispute apparently began over the 
performance fee at a club where the rap group was 
supposed to play. The fight occurred when the club 
manager later showed up at the hotel where the group was 
staying. 

San Francisco singer-songeriter Scott Mathews of the 
Durocs is producing the next album from Trip 
Shakespeare. Mathews has also been playing with the 
Affordables, a group made up of former Tubes members 
Vince Welnick of the Grateful Dead and Prarie Prince of 
Jefferson Starship. 

Steve VVinwood sings a duet with Etta James on her next 
album, coming out in August. The LP also features 
Nashville musicians Willie Weeks and Steve Cropper. 

Bonham went to the Spanish island of Ibiza to write most 
of the material for their new "Madhatter" album (on WTG 
Records) without "any outside influence of music at all," 
says drummer Jason Bonham. The band recorded the LP 
in England with most of the tracks produced by Tony Platt, 
who has worked with AC/DC and Free. "Tony's of the old 
school," says guitarist Ian Hatton. "That's why we wanted 
him. He's into the engineering side of production — he 
knows how to get a real drum sound." 

Two new tracks from former Replacements member Paul 
Westerberg appear on the soundtrack to Cameron 
Crowe's new film, "Singles." Westerberg wrote a song 
called "Dyslexic Heart" after seeing some portions of the 
film and he was then asked to help score the movie. 
"Initially, I was nervous until I realized that scoring was 
fairly easy," Westerberg says. "I sat with a guitar and 
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watched TV, which I'm good at....I watched the film, and 
went with my first instincts, and that's what the music is — 
my first instincts." The soundtrack also includes two new 
Pearl Jam songs; tracks from Alice In Chains and 
Mudhoney; and the first recording from the Lovemongers, 
the side project formed by Ann and Nancy Wilson of 
Heart. 

In addition to the new "Red, Hot & Dance" AIDS benefit 
album, "Red, Hot & Rap" and "Red, Hot & Rock" albums 
are in the works. 

Mike Portnoy of Dream Theater insists that his group is 
more than just a "progressive metal" band. "We're not a 
throwback," Portnoy says. "We've incorporated all the 
elements of modern metal into what we do. Although we 
did grow up listening to Rush, Genesis, Yes and the Dregs, 
we're not going to deny that our sound is reminiscent of 
those bands, but we also listened to bands like Black 
Sabbath, Iron Maiden and Metallica and today's music is 
potentially just as influential on what we do." The band's 
new album, "Images And Words" (on Atco Records), 
includes almost an hour's worth of music. 

Argentine tango composer Astor Piazzola has died at age 
71 after having suffered a stroke in Paris in August 1990. 
He died in a hospital in the Argentine capital of Buenos 
Aires where he had been treated since his stroke. 

A fan at a Peter Frampton concert at the Darien Lake 
Amphitheater near Buffalo, New York, was charged with 
disorderly conduct after throwing a beer on Frampton 
during the show. Frampton was so soaked that he 
interrupted the concert to go backstage and change 
clothes. 

Michael Jackson went shopping for records when he had 
a few extra hours in Rome, Italy. He bought a Beatles 
album and some classical discs. 

Guitarist Danny Gatton has organi7ed an all-star jazz 
album, "New York Stories," being released later this 
month (on Blue Note Records). 

Members of Genesis filmed a public service announce-
ment for the city of Chicago while there for a concert. 
The televised spot seeks to encourage people to volun-
teer to help the homeless. The band also agreed to let 
their song "Tell Me Why" be used in the announcement 
and waived any payment of royalties. 

Killing Joke reportedly will reform for a farewell tour 
and album. Youth, now a record producer, has contacted 
all the band's former members and is said to want "to 
show the kids how good the band once was." 

Tracks from C + C Music Factory, Toad The Wet 
Sprocket, Ozzy Osbourne, Mary's Danish, the Divinyls 
and Rob Halford of Judas Priest appear on the 
soundtrack to the film "Buffy The Vampire Slayer," 
which stars Luke Perry of "Beverly Hills 90210" and also 
features Paul Reubens. 

At a recent concert in Washington, D.C., Spinal Tap bass 
player Derek Smalls (Harry Shearer) said he was being 
urged to let Bill Clinton join the band. "That's the only 
way we could get on MTV," Smalls said.

Axl Rose says he may never visit the OUI after being searched 
by British Customs and Excise officers at London Heathrow 
Airport. Rose was made to undergo a full body search when 
trying to leave the country after Guns N' Roses concert at 
London's Wembley Stadium in June. Rose alleges he was 
singled out because of his celebrity status: "I don't expect to 
be treated differently from anyone else, but to be singled out 
by someone who wants to score a few points and have a story 
to tell his friends over a beer is really out of order." Heathrow 
security are conducting an investigation into the incident. It's 
the second time Rose has had problems with British airport 
officials. Earlier Rose had refused to let his baggage go 
through an X-ray machine because it contained homeopathic 
medicine and was forced to spend an extra 24 hours in 
London after a row ensued. 

There seem to be a spate of rumours surrounding American 
bands at the moment, most of which are being denied by 
record companies. Pearl Jam have been at the centre of 
rumours of a split after the recent cancellation of a European 
tour. The band maintain they were forced to cancel the shows 
because singer Eddie Vedder was suffering from "chest 
pains" and "exhaustion." On the subject of the band's longer 
term plans, bassist Jeff Muent told Melody Maker: "We're 
gonna do Lollapalooza then meet up in November to work 
on new ideas for a new LP in April. We've got 30 or 40 ideas 
that we just haven't had time to work on." Elsewhere, The 
Belltower have also had to deny reports they've called it a day 
after being forced to cancel an appearance at the Glastonbury 
Festival, although it does seem their non-appearance was 
partly due to the departure from the band of bassist Mark 
Browning. The Belltower recently signed to East/West for 
an amount reported to be in excess of $500,000, but will 
release their debut album via the British independent Ulti-
mate in August. One band who may or may not have split up 
are California's Nymphs. Last week, a spokesperson for the 

band told the New Musical Express: "We've heard that the 
band have parted company, but there's no official confirma-
tion. It could all be a storm in a teacup." Finally, Kurt 
Cobain has denied rumours of heroin addiction. Talking to 
the New Musical Express in Madrid, Spain, Cobain said: "It 
pisses me off. It makes you feel like the kid in school who gets 
picked on all the time. Or the school slut — I always had 
sympathy for her and now I know how it feels. I can't stand 
it anymore, but what can I do? No, it isn't true. I feel like 
people want me to die, because it would be the classic rock 
'n' roll story. Cobain also told the paper that he hoped 
Nirvana would record their new album next month. Steve 
Albini is being considered for the producer's role and Cobain 
already has 14 new songs written. Talking about the new 
album, Cobain remarked: "We're gonna record it really fast, 
next month, hopefully. That way we'll be able to &o out on 
tour in November and play some new songs and it'll seem 
fresh. I predict that after this album's release we're gonna 
lose half our audience, 'cos it's definitely not gonna be as 
accessible as Nevermind. Other Nirvana news is that Cobain 
was taken to the hospital after the band's recent show at 
Belfast King's Hall in Ireland. He was suffering from abdom-
inal pains, believed to be caused by a weeping stomach ulcer. 
Cobain was discharged from the hospital on the same eve-
ning. 

With Morrissey's Your Arsenal due out on July 27, EMI have 
been letting journalists get a sneak preview of the forthcom-
ing album (although no advance copies are out as of yet!!). 
Produced by former David Bowie and Ian Hunter sidekick 
Mick Ronson, the album is a massive return to form. The 
track listing is as follows: "You're Gonna Need Someone On 
Your Side," "Glamorous Glue," "We'll Let You Know," 
"The National Front Disco," "Certain People I Know," "We 
Hate It When Our Friends Become Successful," "You're The 
One For Me Fatty," "Seasick," "Yet Still Docked" and "I 
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Know It's Gonna Happen Someday." Unlike the rather tinny 
sounding ¡Cil! Uncle,YourArsenal has a full production which 
calls to mind Ronson's work from the g,lam era. It's also 
notable that Morrissey's young rockabilly band actually 
sound like a band instead of a set of wage-earning backing 
musicians. The sleeve of the album features photographs of 
Morrissey taken at Nassau Coliseum during his last Ameri-
can tour. 

Bizarre if true section: Faith No More and Right Said Fred 
may record together in the near future according to Melody 
Maker. Last week, Richard Fairbrass of Right Said Fred 
told the paper: "We read a Faith No More interview where 
they said we were their favourite English band. It really 
surprised me because they struck me as a very serious outfit 
— not serious in a boring way but really heavyweight musi-
cians. We spoke with Roddy (Bottum) and Bill (Gould) at 
the Shark Club in Los Angeles [Gould and Bottum came to 
see a Right Said Fred show] and they talked about us all doing 
a track together. It hasn't happened yet because we've all 
been busy, but they were really nice blokes." Fairbrass also 
said Right Said Fred may work with the B-52's. The band 
met Fred Schneider in New York recently. 

London Records would be about to take a stake in the 
Manchester independent Factory Records, the British label 
for New Order, Happy Mondays, Revenge, and Northside. 
London already distributes Factory in several territories, but 
could increase their involvement amidst speculation that 
Factory has run into financial problems. It is believed that 
Factory's alleged problems have been caused by recording 
costs that aren't quickly recoupable. Although the label will 
release albums from The Adventure Babies and The Other 
Two in the near future, other projects which are likely to 
generate more income will take longer to see the light of day. 
Happy Mondays' album probably won't be in stores until 
November, while it may be early next year before New 
Order's new album is available. Different reports put the 
extent of London's possible buy-in as between 30 and 50 per 
cent. 

Reports from the Glastonbury Festival say the event was a 
massive success. Over 75,000 gathered at the Worthy Farm 
site in Somerset, south-west England and were rewarded 
with a weekend of fine weather. Both police and organisers 
said they were pleased with the way things had gone with such 
a large attendance. With so many acts playing, it's hard to 
single out those that were particularly successful. However, 
it would seem The Levellers drew a massive crowd for their 
Saturday evening set on the main Pyramid stage, while Pri-
mal Scream were the biggest draw of the weekend on the 
second New Musical Express stage. Controversy was pro-
vided by Morrissey's last minute withdrawal from the festi-
val. James stepped in and included a version of Morrissey's 
"We Hate It When Our Friends Become Successful" in their 
set. This was interpreted as either a dig at Morrissey himself 
or a reference to the band's recent bad British press. Many 
British journalists have become increasingly unhappy at what 
they see as the bombastic Simple Minds-style stadium rock 
of Seven and James' recent live show. On July 4, James 
played their own headlining concert at the Alton Towers 
theme park in Staffordshire in the midlands of England. 
Betty Page of the New Musical Express concluded her review 
of the concert by saying: "It was a miserable day and James 
could have transcended it, but in the final analysis, wind and 
rain stopped play and the only people who won were the 
rip-off merchants charging 1 pound for a measly portion of 
chips. Right-on? Write off." Another event gaining nega-
tive press was Mick Jagger's National Music Day. Jagger's 
idea was for as many people as possible to get involved in 
making as much music as possible on Sunday June 28. Jagger 
himself was in attendance at two events on the day: a run-
through of "With A Little Help From My Friends", "I Heard 
It Through The Grapevine" and "Dancing In The Street" by 
what was claimed to be the biggest band in the world on 
London's Clapham Common and "A Celebration Of The 
Blues" at London's Hammersmith Odeon. The latter con-
cert also featured Pops Staples, Buddy Guy, Otis Rush, 
Jimmy Rogers, Ronnie Wood, and Charlie Watts. However, 
what was noticeable about the whole day was the number of 
artists actually trying to distance themselves from the day. 
Elton John, for instance, who was playing a massive concert 
at London's Wembley Stadium with Eric Clapton, com-
mented: "I think National Music Day is a rather silly idea. I 
certainly want nothing to do with it." Better luck next year, 
Mick.

An-
other artist I could rant and rave about is, strangely 
enough, another Fish! Fish is the former lead singer 
from Marillion, a band who never really received the 
exposure or support they deserved during their most 
creative years, when Fish was penning and singing 
the lyrics. The man is a master lyrical craftsman, 
erudite, articulate and cynical, occasionally bitter. 
But the curse of obscurity seems to hang over his 
head like a cloud. His first solo album, Vigil In 
Wilderness Of Mirrors, was never released in the 
U.S., although at WIZN we had a lot of success with 
it as an import, and I know my predecessor, Tom Van 
Sandt, raved about the album himself in the trades. 
We also just had a good run with his collaboration 
with Tony Banks, "Angel Face", from Banks' album 

Success in the U.S. on a national scale seems to 
elude him, but not for want of powerful material. 
Hopefully that's about to change. Manillon and 
Fish have always done well up here, having been 
exposed to the market by Canadian radio (from 
Montreal) which carries into Burlington. So we're 
pretty pumped for the first official U.S. release from 
Fish, as the folks at Polydor, Fish's current label, are 
preparing to release Internal Exile his second solo 
album. Internal Exile is a fantastic, textural album, 
with lush yet not overdone layers to the lyrics and the 
production. "Credo" is the first track they're work-
ing, and it's an excellent lead off track, quite repre-
sentative of the man and his music, his message. If 
you've got the preview cassette, set aside an hour, 
relax, and kick back and really give a listen to it. Let 
it seep into your mind. Take it in and I think you'll 
be surprised. His voice has often drawn comparisons 
to Phil Collins and Peter Gabriel, which, I suppose, 
isn't a bad thing when you consider their popularity. 
But on this album, Fish really comes into his own 
voice, and his Scottish-ness seems to shine through a 
bit more. Hope you'll get the chance to really check 
this out... In a totally unrelated and much lighter 
note, who the hell is Bill Hicks? We sat and listened 
to his CD, Relentle.çs, after our music meeting and 
found ourselves rolling on the ground in tears, we 
were laughing so hard! He's funnier than hell, but 
we can't play his comedy on the air because of all the 
expletives. BUT we can play the one song on the 
album, "Chicks Dig Jerks". It ain't maybe P.C., but 
we're all pretty bored with that anyway, right? And 
besides, when he starts the litany of lines from hell 
"...I like you as a friend..." it's obvious this man 
speaks the truth... One more thing, check out the 
Lovemongers' version of "Battle Of Evermore" on 
the Singles Stk. It's not the first time Ileart has 
covered Zeppelin, but it's quite tasty! A nice album 
cut gem! That's it!
