LEVINE ‘PYX UP WHERE HE LEFT OFF

Given its modest start at Syracuse University’s student station WAER, Ed Levine’s broadcast career has been
blue chip ever since. After college, there was the WAQX startup. Ed then followed former ‘AQX MD Ted
Utz as PD at WPYX/Albany. Then it was off TO the big leagues and Houston powerhouse KLOL. Ed then
went classic at Infinity’s WJFK. It was during that time that he realized every radio rat’s dream — station
ownership. Sales Management problems at the Utica property, WKLL, spurred Ed’s return to WPYX, this

time, as in-house consultant. Between ‘PYX wooing market mega-stars Mason and Sheehan back from classick
rival WQBK (to which they had defecteds a year before), and increased profits at WKLL, Ed is loving life
these days. Our subject is never at a loss for words, and to insure lively
discussion, we sruprised Ed with ace instigator and role model Harvey Leeds.

Let’s take it back to the very beginning.
At some point, somebody had to teach gou
how to cue up a record. "Who was that:

Ed: Harvey Leeds.
Seriously?

Ed: Harvey Leeds was my first real
radio hero.” When I was in college at
Syracuse University, Harvey was the
BMOC at the radio station. He was
John Belushi before there was
“Saturday Night Live.” He used to do
a 10 to 2 shift on Tuesday night. 1
finally summoned up the courage,
towards the end of my first semester
of my freshman year, to ask him if |
could sit in the back of the studio and
watch him work. He grunted, and |
took that to be a “yes.” I would come
up religiously, sit in the back of the
studio for four hours and watch him.
I would not talk to him. He would
not talk to me. Once in awhile, he’d
acknowledge me.

I'm told that he kind of treats you the
same way these days.

Ed: More or less. I thought that
Harvey Leeds absolutely was the
most brilliant guy in the world for my
first several years in radio. It took me
a long time to get over that, and I'm
still recovering.

Harvey: Well, Ed, Id like to interrupt
at this point.

Ed: (Laughs) Argggh!! Ohhhhh
Noooo!

Harvey: This is Candid Camera.
Ed: Oh, no!!!

Harvey: First of all, it’s really unfair
of me to be hidden on this phone call
this long. I would like to go on
record saying that Ed Levine is truly
one of the programming geniuses in
the Western Hemisphere. And
notice, he tells it like it is and does not
lie. I'm honored and flattered that he
remembers those times because I cer-
tainly don't.

Ed: I've been amused by Harvey’s
antics over the years, and vice versa,
I’'m sure. People who don’t know
him don’t understand that he could
have been a great radio programmer.
He was Howard before there was
Howard. But I don’t really want to
dwell on Harvey, since this is my
interview. He gets all the hype he
ever could possibly use on his own.
But the classic story with him was
that he took the hook of "Rocket
Man’, "It’s gonna be a long, long
time,” put it on a tape loop, putitin a
cart machine, locked the station, went
down to Burger King, had lunch and
came back up. And by the time he

came back up, I believe that there
were ﬁeople outside who thought
something terrible had happened. He
was doing that in the mid 1970’s.
People just didn’t do that kind of

stuff back then.
And he’s still hooked on Whoppers.

Harvey: Can | just interrupt for a
minute, Ed. And then I'll shut up
because it is your interview. It would
be irresponsible for anybody at the
time with a third class’ engineering
license to leave the studio. 1 did not
leave the studio. I had it delivered.

He traded it out for a few albums. Some
things never change.

Harvey: Actually, the meal that was
delivered was from the Alley Dog,
and the person who delivered it was
Dan Neer.

Small fucking world, boys. What can 1
tell you? Let’s talk about the early days

A XI[or a minute here. Probably
the highlight of that was you getting Ted
Utz to take the fall for stealing the tape
from the bus station. (Editor’s note: the
Itg{pe in question was addressed to Tommy

ast at rival rocker WSYR)

Ed: Idon’t know if I agree with how
you put that. But if the question is
was Ted Utz the person that went
down to the bus station, signed a fake
name and picked up the tape, I'd
have to answer ‘yes’ to that, just as |
did to the Syracuse police officer who
asked me that question the next
morning.

Wasn't it the new Boston?

Ed: No. It was Judas Priest, "British
Steel’.

As I'm told, you guys had to dance pretty
heavily to avoid some sort of mail tamper-
ing rap?

Ed: No, I only had to say two words
— Ted Utz.

In fact, that cost Ted his piece of the
action at that radio station, right?

Ed: I don’t know if that alone did it.
But history will record that shortl
thereafter, he was signing on 'PY
106 in Albany.

So, you were never part owner in
Syracuse?

Ed: No, I never was. They offered
me 2% of stock in 1978. At the time, |
was making $180 a week, and | want-
ed a raise to $200.

And you took the 20 bucks.

Ed: Right. I said, 'I'm probably
oing to regret not taking this 2% for
%ree, ut I need the 20 bucks a week.’
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Of course, eight years later, when the
station was sold for 4 million dollars,
I did regret not taking that 2%.

That would have been a nice chunk of
change. Now that you're an owner in
Utica, do you think your alma mater in
Syracuse 1s particularly aware of what
you're doing !

Ed: Syracuse and Utica are two dis-
tinct markets, as WOUR is rapidly
finding out.

They do get into Syracuse vretty effec-
tivelvy tho§gh, right?v pretty eff

Ed: If 1.7 is pretty effective, I guess
the answer is yes, they do.

Harvey: Ed, they're rapidly finding
that out?

Ed: Well, they’ve launched a major,
mega marketing campaign into the
Syracuse market. Our estimates are
that they’ve spent well into six fig-
ures.

Has that left you any kind of market
opening in Utica?

Ed: We think so.
Do the numbers bear that out?
Ed: Not yet, but we think they will.

Do you feel like "OUR is going to
regret that move?

Ed: To talk about things that are
going to happen before they happen
1s really presumptuous. "I would
rather talk to you in six months to tell
you why something happened, as
opposed to predicting. I don’t want
to ti(f my hand an?' more than I really
need to in regard o them.

Harvey: Bill, I think you have to set
up the Utica situation. What are the
call letters of the radio station in
Utica?

Ed: The one that  own? WKLL 94 K-
Rock.

Harvey: What does that stand for?
Ed: “Kill".
Harvey: Thank you.

And you just brought in Mimi Griswald.
So, regardless of your prognostication,
it's saf’e to s:}l/ at you're girding for a
fairly ‘heavy duty head to head with these
guys.
Ed: I brought in Mimi Griswald, and
I hired Pollack. Those two moves are
related. It's funny. When I put the
station on the air, | was very sensitive
to the fact that it not be overly pro-
rammed. One of the major reasons
that I left Infinity almost a’year and a
half ago was that I was having major
sales%management problems 'in
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Utica. Well, I fixed it. I brought in a
couple of tremendous guxs that have
really done a great job.” And sales —
knock on wood — have been fabulous
for the better part of 1992. The prob-
lem I have now is programming. |
was too heavily involved myself, and
trying to run it via remoté control.
Being based in AlbanY and having all
the other responsibilities of owner-
ship, I wasn’t able to give it total
attention. [ decided that if the baby
was to grow, it had to work on its
own.

So, Mimi and Pollack are pretty much
going to run the show?

Ed: On a programming level,
absolutely.

Harvey: But the station was a Classic
Rock station?

Ed: Yes, it was.
Harvey: Is it still?

Ed: No, absolutely not. It is a very
aggressive, new generation AOR.

Do you think that ‘'OUR buying so heavi-
ly into the whole Harris mindset was a
smart long term move for them?

Ed: In their defense, they have not
been consulted by Harris for over two
years. They had Pollack in for two
ears. Honestly, for me to really cri-
ique them when they’re strorllgly
ahead of my current station would be
bad form on my part. You look at
their numbers and you’ve got sa
they’ve done a great job. I think that
what they’ve done presents an oppor-
tunity, and we’re_ﬁging to go after
that opportunity. The bottom line is
— as my partner saKs, ‘Sta% small,
keep it all.” It’s not what you bring in,
it’s what you bring home.

Or it’s not how much you make, it’s how
much you don’t spend.

Ed: Their owners spent well over
three million dollars buying that sta-
tion. We put WKLL on the air for
$165,000. 1've said all along, and I
remained convinced that ultimately, |
will make more money in that market
than the owners of WOUR. That’s
really what it’s all about.

Harvey: How many watts is your sta-
tion?

Ed: 50,000.

Harvey: And their’s?

Ed: 50,000.

So, it’s a good head to head.

Ed: Absolutely. It's a great situation.
Again, when'l left Infinity, people
looked at me and went, "Ha. And |
really, at the time, couldn’t say pub-
licly, "Listen, I'm having tremeéndous

roblems with the sales team at m

tica station,” because | just didnt
want to do that. But that was the
missing link as to what was happen-
ing. Over a year later, thank God, it's
really straightened itself out. Now, I
have to deal with the product as an
issue. And the way to deal with it is
to get my fingers out of the pie, and to
be an “owner in the true sense of the
word. The least of my concerns,
frankly, has been programming.
There are so many other aspects to
running the business. In effect, what
I'm doing is running a small business.
So, I needed somebody in there who
is going to concentrate exclusively on
it without their hands tied. Mimi is
the Ferson who’s going to do that,
and 1 think she’ll do a great job.

Do you like it when they call you "Mr.
Levine’, when you blow into town?

Ed: No, I don’t really insist on that.
Standing up when I walk into the
room is really what’s important to me.

Did Zour experience with Pat Fant at
KLOL, who is one of the most musically
involved General Managers, tem7per your
willingness to stir it up in Utica:

Ed: No. Both Pat Fant and Ken
Stevens, who I worked with in
Washington, came from Frogram-
ming. Both are very smart, but dia-
metrically opposed. ‘But both of them
were heavily involved in the pro-
grammin§ of each of those two radio
stations. 1 said to myself, "When I get
to run my own compang, I'm going to
do it differently.” And, of course, |
proceeded to gdet my own company
and initially did exactly what I said
wasn’t going to do, which was get
involved in programming. But ['ve
learned my lesson. Now, I've hired
good peo¥le on the programming
end, and they’re going to run the
show on that levelg Besides, it’s no
fun owning something if you can’t
complain about it. That’s why you
own a radio station. If you're
involved in it, you really can’t whine
because you're’ partly responsible for
the end result.

Somehow 1 have a hard time buying the
fact that you will stall(/ detached, knowing
you as I do, but it makes great copy.

Ed: Time will tell. And I think that’s

the ultimate test of whether I'm just

Eoing to be a trumped up Program
irector for the rest of my life.

many stations that are program
directorless and have the word "con-
sultant’. What I want to know, is
that, in fact, a function of your ego,
our accountant, or is it a wave of the
uture and Merv Giriffin is setting the
trend?

Ed: The answer is yes, all three.
So, how is it working with Merv?
Ed: It’s great.

Is it a more dollar oriented organization
than he might have anticipated:

Ed: No, not at all. I don’t under-
stand where that’s coming from at
all. I thought I was back at Infinity
here in the%ast several weeks in how
we handled the Mason and Sheehan
negotiations, that we were staring
down the gun barrel of possibly sev-
eral hundred thousand dollars worth
of litigation. They knew it. And the
downside risk was presented to
them, and they took all the facts and
said, "Hey, they don’t have a con-
tract. We're gomF to go ahead and
siﬁn them, and let the chips fall
where they may.” It was a real ballsy
move, and it made me real proud to
be associated with them.

How about the Street Talk comment that
you were working on ngt‘ting them to get
up from their WQBK airshift and drive
across town and go on the air at your
station?

Time will tell. And I think that’s the ultimate test of whether I’m just
going to be a trumped up Program Director for the rest of my life.

Given the fact that you're billed as con-
sultant at "PYX, and you're too busy and
too involved in Utica, is there any chance
that you’re going to be consulting people
on other things? For instance, we ve
heard a rumor that you're secretly con-
sulting Jim Levin on how to be the ulti-
mate hardass at 'AQX.

Ed: I think Jim Levin has done a great
job himself, and doesn’t need any
advice or help from me.

Along the lines of being a hardass, you
have to be aware of your rep as oneoN[I/the
coolest operators in the business.
“coldest’ would be a better word.

Ed: I disagree with that. 1 don’t think
that the people who have worked
with me would say that.
Unfortunately, we just had a bi
turnover here in Albany and severa
eople lost their jobs.” I'm actively
elping two of them get placed. 1
don’t think any of them would feel
that they were treated unfairly at all.

aybe

I'm not saying that you're unlfair, Ed.
I'm saying ‘that when you have to make a
cold, hard business decision, you have no
problem doing that. And I think there are
a lot of people in the business who would
tend not to drop the hammer. For
instance, your letting Steve Becker go.
You were in the guy’s wedding, fguh
Christ’s sake!

Ed: First off, I didn’t make that move.
Second off, when Steve was here, |
was brought in, and my whole ratio-
nal for coming here was to try to save
his position. It was not agreed upon
when I came in that he was gone.
Unfortunatelgf, a bad book came out
in the midsft of all that, 4.9. And
sometimes, what people say before
and what they say after an event are
completely different. Once that 4.9
came out, wheels were in motion and
it was really out of my hands. Steve
and I are still good friends.

Harv?x(: Bill, I'd like to go back to
why ‘PYX, in a nutshell, really doesn’t
have a program director. T

eg have
the word “consultant’ there. I believe
that’s pretty unusual. There aren’t too
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Ed: Well, you've got to understand,
Bill, show business is still show busi-
ness. And those boys understand
that. Anything for a big rush. I want
to claim credit for that now because
somebody’s going to do that in a bi
market, and it’s going to be page 1 o
all the trade magazines, and you're
going to consider whoever did it the
ﬁfnius of the "90s. To my knowledge,

at move has never been done in
radio. We were all set to do it. Once
the lawyers got involved, I knew
why it was never done. The lawyer
said, ‘Not only is it not going to be
done, but shoot the person that came
up with the idea.’

So, why is it litigious?

Ed: We were, at the time, facing
what we thought would be litigation,
and we didn’t want to give the other
side any additional ammunition. But
it'’s a great bit. Anybody out there
reading this that wants to really stick
it to the other guys, that’s a bit that
will absolutely do it. And I never
heard of anybody doing it.

Well, the fact that Mike Wolf announced
he was “subbing for Mason and Sheehan’
a couple of times while they were on your
airwaves had to get you ofj,yeh?.

Ed: I consider myself very loyal to
the people who have been loyal to
me. And he’s an individual that |

_have been very loyal to over the

years. Several times at Infinity, peo-

le questioned his position and I pro-
ected him each time. Then, when his
job became in jeopardy at Infinity, I
actively helped him search for anoth-
er job.” And it wasn't as much that,
when he came to Albany, I didn’t get
a phone call, I didn’t get a note say-
ing, "Hey, listen, I've got to take a job.
Business is business.  But when'it’s
all over, we’ll still be friends.” I
didn’t hear word one from the guy. I
guess what really set me off was
when [ was told that he was trying to
call another trade magazine, getting a
story on the Albany market right as
he had his fifteen ‘minutes of fame
after this last Spring book, in a delib-

erate attempt to embarrass me. That's
why, when it’s all said and done, he’s
not ]j(ust going to get beaten in this
market, he will be carried out of this

market on a stretcher.

And you feel like Mason and Sheehan
gives you the clout to do that?

Ed: There’s no question about it.
Mason and Sheehan dictate the terms
that the rock battle in this market is
fought under.

Are you using Pollack at ‘PYX?

Ed: No, not currently. That doesn’t
mean that we wouldn’t in the future.

One has to wonder how much of the
advice that you're paying for in Utica
might be relevant in Albany.

Ed: Probably not a whole lot, since
the direction that Utica is in and the
direction that ‘PYX is in are really two
completely different competitive situ-
ations.

So, they’re going to swing lower end in
Utica, more of a COR station approach.
Do you feel that WPYX is particularly
vulnerable in that regard?

Ed: 1 have been vulnerable. Z-Rock is
a greatly underestimated force. They
were #1 Men 18 to 34 in the Spring
Book. That'’s a pretty amazing fact.

They get ‘em and keep ‘em, don’t they?

Ed: Yeah, it’s all a function of time
sgent listening. But a lot of the more
18 to 34 formats are time spent listen-
ing in the beginnin%.1 ‘QBK finished
with a higher 12+ than ‘PYX in the
Spring book. That has nothing to do
with "QBK. That was Z-Rock acting
as a spoiler, keeping my 18 to 24 num-
bers down, which subsequently kept
my whole 12+ down.

Are you moving 'PYX in a more Adult
direction?

Ed: No. We've actually been moving
in a more aggressive new music direc-
tion. It’s funny, before Mason and
Sheehan came aboard, our last two
months of trends have been 4.8, 5.2,
5.8, and that’s a direct result of re-
tweaking the music into what I con-
sider a more contemporary, harder,
more aggressive direction.” It's been
done kind of quietly. People like
Leeds that watch what we add have
been pretty surprised on a week to
week basis. But 'PYX has become — |
won't go as far as to say current dri-
ven, but certainly a lot more current
intensive than it has been at any time
in my years of tenure.

Harvey: Now, is that a direct result of
Z-Rock and ‘QBK and WEQX?

Ed: What it was is lookinﬁ at the
options here. I was getting hit high.
It was absolutely the worst scenario
you could possibly imagine. My old
morning team was directly across the
street at a Classic Rock station that
was being run by my ex-assistant
using my old music lisf, which I know
is good and tested. On the other
hand, while that’s going on, hit low
by Z-Rock, which tor all its flaws is
fairly on target with an 18 to 24 hit.
We were fighting two different oppo-
nents at the same time. We decided
we couldn’t fight both simultaneous-
ly, so we concentrated on what we
perceived as the weaker one, and that
was Z-Rock because of the fact that
they’re on satellite and they didn't
have a morning show. So, our aim
was to cut their time spent listenin
down to a normal level. And I'm rea
happy to say that in two months, it’s
one from 12 hours to 9 hours, and
ey’'ve gone from a 4.5 to a 3.2. The
bloom is already off that rose, and the
station has been sold while all this is
ﬁsing on. They’re still there, but I
ink we put that fire out.

Harvey: You failed to mention
WEQX. Has that had any influence
on your programming?

Ed: I'm not saying this with a cavalier
attitude — no, I really don't listen to
them. They popped a huge Male 25-
34 number in this last book after hav-
ing nothing the book before. That will
occasionally happen. They’re a nice
little station up in Vermont. [ know
you go to Woodstock, Harvey, and

retend it’s still the '70s and you lis-
en to them.

Harvey: | pretend it’s the '70s while |
listen fo “90s music on the radio.

Ed: Alright, get your record company
shots in.

Harvey: I got‘em.

Ed: I don’t want to disappoint them
over there, but I couldn’t even tell you
who the Program Director is at that
station.

Harvey: Why, programming wise,
g§g7they have’ the book that they just
id?

Ed: I picked out an isolated cell
where they went up. They zoomed
from 0.4 to a 1.5 12+. They’re a 1.5 to
?fZ share station. That's their lot in
ife.

Harvey: Have they ever influenced
you on any music?

Ed: I've got to be honest with you

and say no. I'm not sa?ling it to be

obnoxious. [I'm just telling you the

truth. Z-Rock has in the time they’ve

been on the air. I'm not trying to saK

Ejhat I don't get influenced.” The CH
oes.

Not to throw a free plug in here for Jim
McGuinn, the Ifls af 'E%X, who {vorked

with us for a brief period of time, but he is
a great music guy. In fact, Harvey, |
think Zou'd say that he probably was one
of the key guys in your Spin Doctors suc-
cess story.

Harvey: The first radio station in
America to add the Spin Doctors.

It's like two old Jewish women.

You don’t envision a situation where you
guys might work together?

Ed: Absolutely, I would work with
him, in a heartbeat.

Back to the situation with Infinity. You
feel like, in your career overview, that
was a sidestep for you?

Ed: Infinity? Not atall.

Not Infinity. I think they're a wonderful
broadcast group. In fact, if I had to pick
two broadcast organizations that emyloz—
ees consistently rave about, they'd be
Great American and Infinity. Security,
money, the whole nine yards.

Ed: If you're asking me if that’s the
only place where I feel I didn’t clear-
% it it out of the park, absolutely.

e numbers don't [ie. That was one
that we got up to a 2.2 from a .9, but
couldn’t get any higher doing what it
was doing.

The reason for that being?

Ed: The reason for that is that there
was not really a niche for what we
were doing at the time, and there
wasn't the critical mass technically, in
a crowded marketplace. But when
they found the right niche, the thing
obviously took off and has done
wonderfully, and that’s to Mel
Karmazin and everybody at Infinity’s
credit. They didn"t give up.
Everybody was saying, "Get a better
signal. Get a better technical facility.’
And Mel said, "No. | am oinﬁ to
make it work with this facility.” And
by God, he did. Last week, | was
going through memos, and I had a
memo to Ken Stevens in late
February of '91 that, basically, laid
out what they’re doing now. I won’t
take the credit for it, but I had some
role in Don and Mike’s coming over,
and I feel good about that. That was
the only time that I left a place before
the job was finished.

Do you miss the Infinity espirit de corps,
or was the allure of ownership just more
important to you?

Probably the only lingering regret I have in my entire career is leay-

ing Infinity. I spent many a night checking into the Big Fat’s Inn in

Utica on a snowy night, wondering if maybe I wouldn’t have been off
Jjust staying with Uncle Mel.

Ed: When he gets his full-length
interview in The Hard Report, you
can talk about him. In other words,
forget about him, let’s go back to me.

Okay. Let’s talk about Ted Utz for a
minute here. Obviously, Utz would love
to get his hands on your radio station. He
kicked the radio station off, right?

Ed: Yeah, that was a real tough
maneuver to pull off.

Why is that?

Ed: A 50,000 watt station doing beau-
tiful music with a bad 3,000 watt pro-
gressive station in the market, "Dubh,
what do we do?’ He was a brain sur-
geon.

Needless to say, it performed well enough
that I would think that of all of the sup-
posed consultants, Ted's in the best posi-
tion to come back into that market and
make a pitch and, hopefullg, do a little
business. You're not buying

Ed: No. Ijust §ot off the phone with
Ted a few minutes ago.

Nice conversation?

Ed: Absolutely. We're going to have
breakfast again at the NAB and patch
up differences, then afterwards, in the
next six months, I'll be hearing all the
bad things Ted says about me, just
like we’ve been doing for ten years.

Ed: Probably the only lingering
regret | have in my entire career is
leaving Infinity. I spent many a night
checking into the Bi§ Fat’s Innin
Utica on a snowy night, wondering if
maybe I wouldn’t have been off just
staying with Uncle Mel. It doesn’t
help, of course, that I still have
tremendous friends within the com-
pany, and every time I talk to them,
they always say, “You shouldn’t have
leff the company.” But you make
our decisions with the best informa-
ion you have at the time. At the
time [ left, it didn’t look like Don and
Mike si nin% was imminent, and it
didn’t look like some of the plans
that we had been banking on were
§oing to be able to happen. After
wo years of ;iounding your head
against the wall, you just get to the
Eoint where you say, "I'm getting a
eadache.’

But the Utica station is a money maker
at this point, and you feel like the return
on investment is worth the emotional
and intellectual wear and tear?

Ed: Yes. Basically, | know what |
want to do with the rest of my life,
and what | want to do is work for
myself. Whether I achieve it in six
months or six years, I will not give
up my dream. That doesn’t mean
that you might not see me in a year
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working for some big company again
somewhere. But in the back of my
mind, that’s the prize. I'm 36 years
old, and I've had some success. [ look
around at other guys like Ted, that are
in the same age bracket that have had
success, and you sa¥, “Where's this
whole thing going?’ You look at a fel-
low like Ken Anthony, who a year
ago was winning Program Director of
the Year awards and was the toast of
the town, and now he’s another guy
out of work. It's no reflection on Ken,
it’s the business. And the way the sta-
tion sales are going now, the business
is more volatile then ever. One of the
things that I really pride myself on is
I’'m really one of the more normal
guys in this business. I've been mar-
ried to the same woman for 11 years.
We have a beautiful daughter. We're
a very close family. at’s why 1
commute like I do from Washington.
All that stuff is really important to
me. And I don’t want my daughter
Frowing up in six different cities her
irst five years in school, while I'm
considered a tremendous success in
the business.

Does your wife’s job in D.C. preclude
moving the family?

Ed: No, not at all. My wife’s family is
from D.C. and Philly, and I, personal-
ly, love Virginia, where we live. The
ownership situation in Utica was
about trying to seize control of my
life. As 1 look around, even the peo-
le who are most successful in this
usiness move an awful lot. From
1986 to 1988, I moved three, four
times. | moved from Syracuse to
Albany, Albany to Houston, Houston
to Washinfton. That was after being
stable for 8 years. At some point, you
have to say, "This is getting o¥d.’
After being on the front page of R&R
and bein%] profiled in The Hard
Report — that’s okay in your 20’s, but
when you hit your 30’s, you're look-
ing around going, “Where is this all
going?’ Randy Kabrick, the CHR con-
sultant, who'I’ve never met, had a
great quote when he left one job, he
said, 1 kept having this nightmare
that 1 woke up at 40-years old and |
was the Program Director at some
radio station.” I've talked to a lot of
people, that will remain nameless,
who are very good friends of mine
that are very successfully program-
min§, and we all have that same
nightmare. Part of it is that you just
get tired of doing the same thing. To
me, programming is still very exciting
and very challenging. To me, the fear
is lack of control over your life. That's
why I'm here, with Merv and the peo-
le' I’'m working with. I've known
these folks for years. The comfort
level on both sides is very high.
That’s important. That's more impor-
tant to me than being in a Top 5 mar-
ket right now. That, and the fact that
I'm able to keep close tabs on Utica on
a business level. If there’s a problem,
or | want to do a lunch or a presenta-
tion, I'm close enough that I can get
there. It’s only 90 minutes away.

Were you the principal architect of the
Mason and Sheehan move?

Ed: Al Pellegrino and I were. Al
Pellegrino is a man who most people
consider very conservative, and they
don’t know a lot about him.

Harvey: Who is he?

Ed: He runs the radio group for
Merv. He showed me more guts and
more savvy than I've seen, probably,
in my whole career.

Harvey: Actually, I'd like to ask a
question regarding that move. How
could a radio station not have them
under contract, where they could be
there on Friday, and be on your air-
waves Monday? I don’t understand

that.

Ed: [ think you have to ask yourself
how could a radio station do’a lot of
things? How could a radio station
bounce checks to a morning show?
How could a radio station allow raw
sewage in the building? How could a
radio station cut employees from five
day work weeks to four day work
weeks? | think you have to look at the
company you'ré dealing with.

Harvey: I understand all that.

The amazing thing about that whole deal,
Mason and Sheehan did not have a con-
tract with ‘QBK.

Ed: They had a letter.
Harvey: Unbelievable.

So, forget no non-compete, they didn’t
even have a document.

Ed: They had a letter that didn't spec-

ify all the terms of their agreement. In

ﬁur attorney’s words, “They had bup-
us.

I'm told that ;/ou and Mason didn’t get
along that well in the previous incarna-
tion.” True?

How did Perry Stone sound?

Ed: Let’s just say I hope he gets the
job. The other guy they had on last
was an ex-part timer of mine from
Syracuse. I'm thinking between hir-
ing morning guys that used to work
for me, hiriné Frogram directors that
used to work for me, my wife has a
reat shot to be the new General
anager over there.

Looking back on career moves, or things
you admittedly would have done differ-
ently, do you regret the move on bring-
ing Grego into mornings?

Ed: No, because I didn’t do it.
Who's hire was he?

Ed: That was Carol Riley’s decision.
Not that I would not have done it.
But what I might have done was I
might have more carefully laid out
the terms of what the morning show
was supposed to sound like before he
came in. | kind of came into a situa-
tion that was rapidly dissolving at
that time. Greg and I'had and have a
great relationship. I hired Greg for
every one of his jobs in radio besides
this one.

I’m thinking between hiring morning guys that used to work for me,
hiring program directors that used to work for me, my wife has a
great shot to be the new General Manager at 'QBK.

Ed: Of all the ridiculous things
you’ve said to me during this inter-
view, that one probably is the worst!
The next thing you're going to tell me
is that I sai lzlel is overrated and
Howard Stern’s a bum. Nothing
could be further from the truth.
Mason and I had a fabulous relation-
ship last time. We stayed in touch
during the years in between. And
gou’ll notice that in the year I've been

ack here, never once publiclil1 or pri-
vately did we really go after him like
I've gone after people in other situa-
tions because I always knew in the
back of my mind there was the possi-
bility we would one day be working
together. And Bob and Bill and I sat
down at his house the Friday before it
all happened, and it was s?;ange for
about thirty seconds, and then it was
back to old times again. These %uys
getit. Ilike to think 1 get it. Together,
it's a pretty formidable team. Mason
correctly said that the biggest success,
the most consistent success that
Mason and Sheehan has ever had and
that I’ve ever had as a programmer
have been when we work fogether.
That is a true statement.

Here's a good question. Let’s talk about
an aircheck session with you and Bob
Mason.

Ed: (Laughs) Right. 'Bob, say the
weather before the breaks end.”” You
don’t do that. What you do is what
we did this morning” — he came in
and we laughed at the morning guy
that was on "QBK that morning,

Do you talk about them on the air?

Ed: No, not at all. That’s playing
their game.

Harvey: Who was on the air?
Ed: Perry Stone.
They’re trying out Perry Stone?

Ed: Just what the world needs, anoth-
er Howard Stern knockoff.

All that Stern talk may have been a
smokescreen, but it caused wheels to roll.

Ed: And I understand they’'ve got
Sebastian coming in, who's yet anoth-
er Howard Stern knockoff.

Harvey: He’s coming in to "QBK?
Ed: That’s what I heard.

What was all that nonsense about him
§oing to 'YNF, and then him calling up

ater saying that, in spite of the fax we
recewedﬁom you, the Tampa thing
wasn’t a done deal?

Ed: He hasn’t had a lot of experience
in dealing with these kinds of situa-
tions, where it’s a little bit more for-
mal with a big company like CBS.
We wrote the press release together,
and he told me what he wanted in it.
| thought I was doing the right thing.
The next thing I knew, Shawn
Portman agparently was blowing a
asket and calling people saying,
hy is Ed Levine talking about my
radio station?” Shawn, I couldn’t care
less about your radio station. I was
just doing what your guy told me he
wanted done.

Harvey: He’s there now?
Oh, yeah.

Ed: What a surprise! | guess Sean
reconsidered, huh?

Thf’{l/ haven’t gone public with it, but I'm
told they wanted to hold the announce-
ment until after the Steve Downes thing
went down.

Ed: It's the kind of stuff that people
worry about that really doesn’t mat-
ter at all.

Here’s something that I think will be a
?oint of a lot of debate, and certainly, a
ot of industry interest, and that is, will
Stern work with The Eagle in Dallas in
the context of a current based format? 1
know you’re not big into progriostication,
per se, but certainly you have opinions
on this issue.

Those people have all
dropped out of the industry. But
Brian Krysz went to Bumfuck, Ohio
— wherever the hell he whittled away
a few years — and bounced around
from station to station. Somehow, he
managed to pull himself into a Top 10
situation. So, I admire the hell out of
him. That’s why I'm going to helr
him find a job after he blows himself
out of this one because I don’t know
that what he just did is going to work
to his advantage.

You've certainly heard people say, "Well,
zqu know, when [l/ou’ve ot G.” Gordon

The danger that
ﬁ’?‘es in that situation is you get into a
ing where your morning show with
Howard has numbers, but your num-
bers after 10am kind of suck, and your
management says, ~Alright, we've
obviously got a great morning guy.
Now, we just have to get a smart pro-
am director.” To think that you can
uild a current intensive morning
show on a station that does talk for
four hours in morning drive, I'm not
sure I’'m buying that. And it’s no
reflection on Howard. Look at the
Washington situation. Howard’s
numbers exploded in Washington
when he had programming after
10am that was more compatible with
him. That’s a fact. When'I was there,
he never had higher than a 3.5. He
now has 6’s. And what happens is,
Bou put G. Gordon Liddy on, you put
on and Mike on, it makes the whole
thing a complete package, and it’s just
a lot more consistent.” But Howard
did have numbers before, just no
where near the level that he has now.
And I'm not saying anything behind
his back. I've told this to him to his
face. I just think it's more of a politi-
cal risk for him, and people question-
in§ what’s going on after 10am than
betore. It's very hard when you have
Howard on in"the morning, to take
credit for the morning show.

I agree. But look at how Andy Bloom has
parlayed brinﬁmg him into Philadelphia
into a deal where Andy gets a nice taste
for facilitating Howard's transition into
markets like Cleveland.

Ed: First off, Andy is one of my best
friends in the business — which prob-
ably says a lot about me — but sec-
ond, he’s also a tremendous oppor-
tunist.

Ed: Now, Andy’s going to read this,
so I have to be careful of how I phrase
this. I would think that if you’re con-

That’s all you're consulting is
one client.

Ed: As I was saing, if | had gone out
to KLSX, I would have tried for a year
to get that station up to a 2.8 and'to a
3 without Howard. Then, to go for
the kill, I would have brought
Howard in. Because selfishly, when
you bring Howard into a market and
the station does great, guess who gets
the credit.

Up until now. I'm telling you, if Brian
wins big with this, it’s ﬁomg to be THE
genius move. In fact, I'll go on record as
saying I think he’s going to kick major
butt down there.

Ed: You may be right. I'm just saying

that it’s not’a slam dunk. I love the

show, but I'm just saying I think there

are legitimate questions of compatibil-

ity. Howard will get numbers there.
ere’s no doubt about that.

One really enlightening thing about hav-
ing kids in_their young teens is findin
out about the pre/zrences of that 11 to 1
to demo. And let me tell you, they love
Howard. And given CHR's teen?émale
appeal, watch out!

Ed: I won't agree with that because |
don’t think Infinity would want any-
body saying that Howard does great
with underage minors. But he’s at the
point now where he’s a mass appeal
comedian.

Harvey: 1 understand.

Ed: We’'re talking about another
market where I'm not involved,
where I'm sure people have better
information than I have. You look
at Tampa, and off the top of m
head, there’s no Classic Roc
there. You have a Rock A/C, The
Point, that scored big numbers
filling that hole. My experience in
Houston told me that the South is
different, to a degree. You could
only go so classic in the South.
It’s"a different mindset. In fact,
Fred Jacobs and I have had this
running discussion over a couple
of years: name me a very success-
ful Classic Rock station in a warm
cll]imate. Nobody’s been able to do
that.

ngvey: Why do you think that
is?

Ed: I'm not sure. That’s for some-
body else to figure out. I'll just
break out the supposition. I think
that when it’s warm and sunny all
the time, it’s just a little bit more
up. When you hear "Proud Mary’
and it’s 85 degrees and sunny in
January, it just doesn’t quite have
the impact. I've talked to other
Feople, and Andy Bloom thinks
his is all nonsense. But it has yet
to be done. The Classic Rock
mainstays are all in climates that
are less than tropical. I can’t tell
you why that is.

Harvey: There are some current
mainstream album stations in dis-
guise as closet classic rockers.

Ed: But guess what? That’s just
called good positioning. That’s
true in the colder climates where
you have the WYSP’s of the
world.

Harvey: Believe me, I have to be
careful because when you say
there are no Classic Rock stations
in the South, you don’t think I
want to start naming off call let-
ters, Ed?

I can’t because I need them, hopeful-
ly, pretending to break Pearl Jam.

Ed: You've got that same situa-
tion in the Northeast, but you also
have successful Classic Rockers,
too. Having owned a Classic
Rock, having programmed, basi-
cally, a Classic Rock in the mar-
ket, I think Classic Rock has a
serious problem right now. And
the serious problem is that AOR
has smartly, over the years,
learned to block it to the point
where, unless you have Howard
Stern in the morning, you don’t
have a clear identifiable niche.
We did research in Utica, and
what it showed was we were fine.
We were okay. But we were not
anything more than okay. And
I’'m telling you we were playing
the 600 rlgﬁt songs, and it was
well positioned.

Harvey: This is actually a good
lace to take this conversation.
ou’re right, album radio has

groperly learned how to block a
lassic 'Rock, and with Howard

coming on in your morning show,

it makes it almost impossible for
you to win. It’s just a seesaw situ-
ation.

Ed: Unless you have “a Howard’,
or you have a Classic Rock and
you have a Bob and Tom, or in
Albany’s case, a Mason and
Sheehan. Mason and Sheehan
gave that Classic Rock station a
reason to exist. | now have the
ability and the weapon to make
them an asterisk. They’ll still be
around, but they’'re going to be a 4
share in six months.

But Ed, what I'm seeing is in markets
where you've got a Classic Rock sta-
tion doing their upper end damage,
and a full service, ocall%— enera?’ed
18-34 monster —a la I§XQ, or
instance, or ‘XTB, you’'ve got a whole
different set of programming vari-
ables to contend with.

Ed: You're talking about the
squeeze play now. 1'm talking
about a straight, head on battle,
where you’ve got a Classic Rocker
and an ' AOR.

But I think you're going to see that
squeeze more and more. It’s like
what we’re seeing in Indianapolis.
There was just no othersformat that
made sense for Beau and Scott.

Ed: And they’re exactly right in
making that decision. ey made
it for the same reason that we
moved Utica into a new genera-
tion directon at ‘KLL. I know
Beau Phillips fairly well, and I
know Scott Jameson very well.
I'm sure that was a well targeted,
marketed, fine sounding Classic
Rock station. And that will get
gpu about a 4, unless you have a
ig shot morning show. You look

at ‘CXR in Washington. They lost
their morning guy, Paul Harris,
and They can’t get out of the 2's.
It’s a niche format because AOR
has learned to block it to the

oint, and take all the really cool
genefits, and just sort of muddy
the waters, that unless either you
spend eight zillion dollars on
marketing, or, more importantly,
you’'ve got a big morning show,
you've got a small niche. The
danger, of course, is when you
come out of the hole that we just
got ourselves out of here, which
is, you're kind of classic, but you
also play new music, then you
become a lot of neither. Theré’s a
fine line between being the best
of both and the average of the
two. If you're the average of the
two, you are dead.

Harvey: One other thinﬁ we
didn’t discuss is research, which I
think people always love to hear
opinionated people talk about.

Ed: I've been doing research now
for close to ten years. When we
made the decision about 90 days
ago to move ‘PYX into a little bit
more current, a little bit of a
harder direction, I didn’t have
cold facts to back me ulp. It was
my instinct and Al Pellegrino’s
instinct that we needed to take
this station in that direction or
die. We needed to get our 18 to
34 core back, make Z-Rock a ter-

tiary entity, and worry about
‘QBK later. " We did that. In two
months, we have totally

defrocked Z-Rock.

Record companies all say a radio
station has to be interesting or
exciting, depending on the
amount of current music it plays.
That’s bullshit. You can hear a
Classic Rock station that’s real
interesting and real exciting. It
has nothing to do with how many
currents you play. It has to do
with the spirit and soul of the sta-

At the same time, don’t you find that
you enjoy punching your own but-
ton a whole lot more?

Ed: There’s no doubt about it.

Hosting the talents of Grant Showbiz (producer for Billy Bragg and the Smiths) and Fred
Hood (post Chambers Pretenders drummer), Moodswings also guest a number of people whom the main
pair have runinto over the years. Who? Like Chryssie Hynde, whom, you all know by now, sings on “Spiritual
High (State Of Independence)” the song that has been proven a hit, documented with mondo airplay from
CIMX,KRZQ,KTAQO, KRCK, KTCL, WNCS, KEDG, KNNC and KUKQ. Other guests include Jeff Beck
(searing guitar on “Skinthieves” and Johnny Marr lending assistance on same, original Brand New Heavies
member Linda Muriel singing on “Rainsong” and Liz Upchurch playing piano on (what else?) “Hairy
Piano.” The full album spins more grand webs of synth-heavy billowing, each song drawing you into the
next, definitely aimed for the more adult leaning folks, but not exclusively so. In the years since Enya’s remarkable popular rising,
people realize that you don’t have to be on Geritol to appreciate tranquility in music. The epilogue to the single features Rev. Dr.
Martin Luther King, Jr.’s “I Have A Dream” speech, and heard alongside the swell of lush background vocals, it’s a setting that
encourages thought (heavens!). “Problem Solved” and “Thailand” are among the tracks that will more readily acquaint themselves
with your audience, other than the single at hand. (BR)

This eponymous debut outing marks the first effort from (ex-
Eurythmics) Dave Stewart’s new label, and is fronted by Jonathan Perkins who was a main ingredient of
| Stewart’s Spiritual Cowboys line-up. Keyboardist/vocalist Perkins first came to (some) prominence as a
| member of the defunct Original Mirrors (with Ian Broudie and Steve Allen—- a.k.a. Enrico Cadillac of
{ Deaf School fame.) In fact, some of Enrico’s Ferry-isms are found in Jonathan’s phrasing, but there’s also
large doses of Tim Curry, Lou Reed, vintage Willy De Ville and the Berlin trilogy of Bowie ("Watch That
Man Weep*“), as well as a hint of The Lizard King himself (especially with the ”Break On Through“ leanings
of ”Nine Steps To Nowhere“ — - the set’s personal fave.) The initial emphasis, or single, of the collection is
"The First Female Serial Killer," already airing at places like KIQ, KMSA, KRCK, KACV, KUKQ, WFIT
and WHTG. Perhaps the best known member of this fledgling unit is former Pretenders basher Martyn
Chambers, with newcomers Jimmy Taylor on guitar and Peter Noone (no — - not of Herman’s Hermits/VH1
fame) handling the bass chores. The entire album was recorded in a whirlwind three week studio entrenchment by veteran knob lord
Chris Thomas (INXS, Sex Pistols, Argent (1), Human League, Pretenders), and the 13 tracks are a varied hybrid of style and nuance.
All tracks mentioned are highly recommended, in addition you should sample “Speak,” “Troubled Blood,” “Dead Flowers” (not the
Stones song) and a cover of “What A Wonderful World.” (MM)

The enticing jangle of New Zealand style pop is always a
welcome relief, with exports like The Chills, The Verlaines and Straitjacket Fits just some of the (better
known) primary colors. But The Bats may be the most beloved of the bunch. The band was hatched eight
years ago by a pair of bass players (!) — - Paul Kean and Robert Scott. Each was a cornerstone in a popular
band (Paul with Toy Love, Robert with The Clean) but when they melded forces Scott traded in his four
strings for six. As The Bats, the band has had a sporadic release schedule over the years (especially here
in The States), highlighted by a string of impressive EPs and a pair of simply wonderful albums. The last
of these longplayers was 1990’s “The Law Of Things,” an essential component of any true pop music library
even bordering on complete. “Fear Of God” is every bit the treasure that fans have come to expect, just
listen to the sublime simplicity of “You Know You Shouldn’t,” a tune ripe with almost too many hooks for
a mere 2:13 of pure joy. The Bats possess that magical quality inherent to New Zealand’s pop slant; the
not quite drone of guitars falling somewhere between vintage Gram Parsons or McGuinn and street smart, dry delivery of Lou in the
Velvet days (daze?) while “Rubber Soul” blares in the background. “Fear Of God” is produced by Nick Sansano, who has logged

The Hard Report

Alice In Chains, ‘“Them Bones”, Columbia....
Following up a mega-successful debut album must be a chal-
lenging experience, especially
iven the constantly shifting
ocus in musical trends and the
naturally finicky tastes of
industry buzz binners. Hitting
at the right time with the right
sound, the first time, doesn’t
necessarily guarantee that cir-
cumstances will be the same
N the second time ‘round.
Luckily, Alice In Chains have
4 nothing to worry about on that
score. The highly successful
“Singles” soundtrack has helped keep them visible in the
mainstream (across formats), and on firmly rooted in people’s
minds (even if the movie still isn’t out). The mesmerizing
power and beauty of “Would?”, continues to whet the
appetites of the still growing legions of AIC fans left wanting
more after the success of “Man In The Box”, and the album
which spawned it (“Facelift”). That song alone continues to
amaze and draw in fans, with its sweeping melody, huge
groove and heavy chorus. It’s very simply... a beautiful song.
And, of course, before “Singles”, there was “SAP” (the EP).
Not an official release per se, it was a stunning effort nonethe-
less. One that showed the still expanding repertoire of styles
and sounds that Alice In Chains are capable of. Textures and
tones that elevated them high above the sea of Seattle Sound-
a-likes. One of the key factors that will certainly keep AIC
aloft and on track is the fact that you could sandwich them
between Gruntruck, Stone Temple Pilots, My Sister’s
Machine or any other you could name, and you’d still be able
to &Jick them out. Their’s is a very unique and identifiable
style, made all the more so by the creative personalities
involved. If you are expecting in the new album nothing but
more material of “SAP-py” nature, you may be somewhat
surprised (there are but a few). AIC are a heavy band and
I’ve a feeling they always will be (hallelujah). Witness the
first track scraped from “Dirt” (produced again by Dave
Jerden with AIC). “Them Bones” 1s a snarling thick piece of
work — darkly upbeat, with themes of isolation and loneli-
ness etched in melody. It’s altogether heavy. The hook is
there in the catchy little bend of the chorus though, but it’s
cleverly cranked through Jerry Cantrell’s dense nffs and
sharp leads, and Layne Staley’s throaty growl. Their voices
always work exceptionally well together (and you’ll hear
more of Jerry’s singing on the full album). Mike Starr and

Sean Kinney blast powerfully behind, pumpin;ilthe song into
a grind that 1s undeniable and etic. So Alice In Chains

keeps pace with the world, and in fact still seem intent on
showing us a thing or two. We now know what they’re capa-
ble of, they know what they’re willing to give us. More
power to them, and more “Dirt” next week.

“Sweet
Oblivion” cranks from the opening refrains of the first track, on
through a barrage of guitar laden tunes heightened by the deep
and captivating vocals of Lanegan. They may be from you know
where, but this band stands head and shoulders above the
current stream flowing out of there.

listening to this advance for some time now, and I’'m still trying
to figure out this North Carolinian quar-
tet (though they now reside irni-sunny
L.A.). That in itself can be a very good
thing and could play very much to their
favor. In a trend riddled industry, it’s
kind of a cool thing for a band to come
along who is very off the wall, and suitably
different enough to attract-attention.
' Animal Bag are Luke Edwards (vocals),
Rich Parris (guitars/vocals), Otis
(bass/vocals) and Boo (drums). Together they create a bizarre
brew of alternative rock, that splurges into metal crunch now
and then, but falls back onto acoustic stylings for areally ethereal
feel. The album is a hard to pin down, collection of free-form
innovation. First out to metal radio, however, is one of the
harder tracks they have, the somewhat spacy and turbulent
“Hate St.”. Their music is very airy, with lots of pockets within
the guitar chords, and so makes for a very wide open sounding
song. Not the thick and grungy fare we’ve gotten used to getting
lately. Up front and unavoidable are the raw and off kilter vocals
of Edwards. Rambling from rakish raps to tumbling raspy
singing and strange funkiness, he floats way high above the
music. They lock down into a groove for a few seconds, only to
go dashing off on another tangent. It’s definitely something a
little different to knock the tried and true on their butts, so go
forit. Oh, and there’s also a bonus track on the CD pro, but it’s
not exactly suitable for airplay. Enjoy. The full album’s on its
way soon.

plenty, maybe got worked a bit much the last time ’round,
understandable though that is). With their new album, “Group
Therapy”, they once again stun with their wonderful four part
harmonies, youthful energy and enthusiasm and their incredible
knack for writing infectious, catchy hard rock songs. They also
shine a bolder maturity, with more innovative song structures,
song development and vocal stretching on Jesse’s part. They've
always had the talent and the ability but this record showcases
that much better.

ner... Death and speed metal continue to twist and turn into
even more extreme aberrations of aggression, anger, frustration
and thought. Now infuse that with the
powerful noise concentrate of the in-
dustrial movement, and the result may be
somewhat akin to the bizarre fist clench-
ing rage of Fear Factory. A scary and
outrageously heavy patchwork of death
metal, grindcore, industrial and alterna-
tive, the music assaults on various levels.
Loud, crushing and experimentative, this
band defies being packaged into any neat
and tidy little definitions or categorizations. Formed in 1990 by
vocalist Burton C. Bell, drummer Raymond Herrera and bass is
Andrew Shives, the band had to their credit two low budget
demos and an album’s worth of material that was slated to be
released by a local indie label in their native L.A. (the band is
rounded out by Dino Cazares on guitar & bass) The band signed
to Roadrunner in May of this year, and the resultant record,
“Soul Of A New Machine” is exactly what it prescribes. A
deafening new addition to the still growing armies of extreme
noise aggressors. Burton Bell alternates between netherworldly
growls and howls to Gregorian chantish melodic tones, easily
swapping styles within the context of each song, making for a
organized chaos of sorts. Altogether the machinations of Fear
Factory seem to operate on discord, in off times, and ferocious
grinds coupled with sweeping overtures. Aptly named, Fear
Factory strike out yet another new branch in metal’s already
twisted vine. Check it out, if you dare.

New York hardcore scene is not the flourishing and strident
creative force it once was, in fact it’s quiet-
ly diminished with very little fanfare. For-
tunately, there are still bands out there
trying to keep it alive, one of them being
Sick Of It All. One of the early driving
voices on the scene, SOIA, actually have
only one other album under their belts —
1989’s debut “Blood, Sweat & No Tears”.
Other than that, there have been various
demos, but the influence and name recog-
nition still stands solid as ever. Now the band, (Lou Koller-vo-
cals, Pete Koller-guitar, Rich Cipriano-bass and Armand
Majidi-drums) returns with the follow-up effort, “Just Look
Around”. A socially pointed effort, the LP finds Sick Of It All,
injecting their heavy powerdrill style with a variety of current
issues. Among them AIDs (“The Pain Strikes” and “Indust”) and
gang violence (“Violent Generation” and “What’s Goin’ On”).

Hardcore has always thrived upon adversity, and so once
again SOIA seems to have been spurred on by current conditions
worldwide as well as at home. They tour incessantly, so undoub-
tedly you'll be able to catch the band pounding away across the
U.S. of A. real soon. In the interim, “Just Look Around” should
have ’em making tracks on the charts as well.

Shaun Ryder of the Happy Mondays admits, in the latest
issue of the British magazine Select, that he’d been addicted
to heroin for 12 years. “Going to rehab was like being in a
hospital drama group,” he says. “I've been in before. I've
been trying to come off smack for two years, but this time I
done it properly...”

The Los Angeles County Coroner has concluded that Toto
drummer Jeff Porcaro died of a heart attack caused by a
history of cocaine use. Traces of cocaine and a byproduct
were found in Porcaro’s blood. “Cause of death has been
determined to be occlusive coronary artery disease, due to
atherosclerosis, due to the effects of cocaine,” the coroner’s
report says.

Kurt Cobain of Nirvana and Courtney Love of Hole have a
new baby daughter, Frances Bean Cobain, born eleven days
after Love entered a West Hollywood hospital. A published
report quotes a hospital source as saying Love had been
receiving methadone treatment, a standard prescription for
pregnant women who are addicted to heroin. A London
newspaper, the Sun, went even further, reporting that Love
“suffered cold sweats, shivering cramps and muscle spasms.”

Special Beat are beginning a U.S. tour that will continue
through October. The band, formed by ex-English Beat and
General Public vocalist Ranking Roger, currently has a
“Live” album out in Britain (on Receiver Records). The
band hopes to have an LP of new material out in the U.S.
early next year, and Special Beat have been collaborating
with Chris Difford of Squeeze on new songs. Lynval Golding,
former vocalist and guitarist for the Specials and Fun Boy
Three has joined the Special Beat line-up, which also
includes former Specials’ members Neville Staples and John
Bradbury.

The owner of the Portland Trail Blazers professional
basketball team says he’ll fund a museum honoring Jimi
Hendrix if the city of Seattle, Washington, provides the
space. Paul Allen, co- founder of the computer software
company Microsoft and a longtime fan of Hendrix, is hoping
to get space at the Seattle Center, where the 1962 World’s
Fair took place. He wants it to be a high- tech facility that
would include interactive video exhibits and displays,
allowing visitors to play with instruments and mixers.
Hendrix’ father, Al, says he’d be willing to donate his
collection of memorabilia. “I often hear from people from
around the world who are surprised there is not more in
Seattle to honor Jimi than a memorial at the zoo and his grave
in Renton,” Al Hendrix says. Allen says he’d like to see
200,000 people visit the museum annually.

The Smithereens have recorded “Rudolph The Red-Nosed
Reindeer” for a Christmas compilation album (on Capitol
Records). Butch Vig produced the track.

The Afghan Whigs have been signed to a major label
(Elektra Records).

Mojo Nixon is releasing an album called “Horny Holidays”
that features 15 songs including “Baby, Let Me Trim Your
Tree, which Nixon says is the nasties Christmas carol ever.
Other songs on the album (on Triple Nixxxon Records)
include ”Poontango” and “Why Does Redd Foxx Die and
Bob Hope Live?” The LP was recorded last Christmas in
Memphis. “It involved a lot of peppermint schnapps in
decorative decanters,” Nixon says.

Former Replacements drummer Tommy Stinson has been
signed to a solo recording deal (by Sire Records).

“20 More Explosive Fantastic Rockin’ Mega Smash Hit
Explosions!” is the name of a new compilation album (on
Pravda Records) featuring covers including the
Smithereens’ version of “It Don’t Come Easy,” Trip
Shakespeare doing “Go All The Way,” John Wesley
Harding’s “A Little Bit Country,” King Missile’s version of
“Still The One,” and Dash Rip Rock’s rendition of “The
Rapper.”

A new Reggae Sunsplash album, from the recent concert in
Jamaica, will be released in November, featuring Steel Pulse
and Barrington Levy.

A former manager of the Black Crowes is suing the band
claiming he’s owed over $100,000 as his share of profits the
band has made since an agreement was signed in 1989. Kevin
Jennings says the deal split the band’s profits six ways, but
the Crowes’ current manager, Pete Angelus, says Jennings
was fired before the band released its first album.

Gloria Estefan and her husband-manager, Emilio, plan a
benefit concert in Miami later this month for victims of
Hurricane Andrew. They’ve brought in the producers of the
Comic Relief programs for the “Hurricane Relief” show to
take place at Joe Robbie Stadium. Crosby, Stills & Nash, the
Band, Joe Walsh and Asia have already “offered their
services,” according to officials who are involved.

Huey Lewis says he rejected a “way more than generous” $2
million offer by his former record label to record duets with
Pat Benatar covering his “Power Of Love” and Benatar’s
“Hit Me With Your Best Shot.” “That’s not what I had in
mind creatively,” Lewis says. He hopes his next solo album,
which will be on a new label (Elektra), will be “less
commercial, less pop, less rock, dashed off, less careful. It’ll
probably have lots of harmonica. There’s a lot of songs I've
collected over the years that I wanted to do.” Lewis plans to
record the R&B-oriented LP this fall for release next year.
Lewis’ former label is releasing a Huey Lewis & The News
greatest hits album in October, despite the band’s objections.
Lewis also makes his film debut in “Short Cuts,” a Robert
Altman movie based on five short stories by Raymond
Carver.

Paul Weller says his low profile in recent years was partially
due to his former record label’s rejection of the last Style
Council album. “It was ready to go in early 1990 and it
featured a lot of what you Americans call house music,”
Weller says. “After that, it took a while to get out of the
contract. I also got married to Dee C. (Lee, female vocalist
for the Style Council). Now I'm 'Married With Two
Children.” 5

Chris Connelly, who’s worked with Ministry, the Revolting
Cocks, Pigface and Fini Tribe, has released anew solo album
called “Phenobarb Bambalam” (on Wax Trax Records). The
LP, recorded in Chicago, includes a Tom Verlaine tune
called “Souvenir From A Dream.”

Keyboardist Billy Preston has pleaded no contest to felony
charges of possession of cocaine and assault with a deadly
hearing in a pre-trial hearing in Superior Court in Santa
Monica, California. The charges stemmed from two
incidents in which he allegedly made sexual advances
towards laborers he picked up to work at his home. Preston
is free on bond until he is sentenced on October 16. He could
be given a prison term of almost five years. “Billy admits to
having a drug problem and the court is giving him an
opportunity to deal with it constructively,” says Preston’s
attorney, Anthony Brooklier. Prosecutors say Preston used
a knife to sexually harass and falsely imprison a 38-year-old
laborer, and then showed him pornographic pictures in an
attempt to engage him in sexual activities. Police say the next
day, Preston picked up a 16-year- old boy and showed him
pornographic pictures while smoking cocaine.

U.S. District Judge Robert Doumar has ruled in favor of
officials at the Blair Middle School in Norfolk, Virginia, who
suspended a girl last year for wearing a t-shirt reading “Drugs
Suck” that she bought at a New Kids On The Block concert.
The judge ruled that the First Amendment to the U.S.
Constitution does not protect objectionable language. “The
court finds that a reasonable middle school administrator
could find that the word "suck,’ even as used on the shirt, may
be interpreted to have a sexual connotation,” Doumar wrote
in his decision.
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Guitarist Darby Slick, brother-in-law of Grace Slick, and
lead guitarist of the 1960s band Great Society, has unveiled
a new twin-necked guitar that has a fred board made of
stainless steel. He’s called his invention the Slick, and it is
said to be like a slide guitar without the slide. Slick got the
idea from an Indian instrument called the sarod, which has a
steel ncck. He showed it off at a San Francisco-arca club with
his four-piece band.

Atlantic Records has purchased a minority intcrest in North
Carolina-based Mammoth Records, which accepted
Atlantic’s offer over those of MCA and Giant Records.
Mammoth president Jay Faircs says the presence of Danny
Goldberg at Atlantic made the difference “Danny’s got an
amazing track record, from managing Led Zeppelin in the
’70s to managing Bonnie Raitt, Nirvana and Sonic Youth.
His artists have had number one hits with Atlantic going back
to 1974,” Faires says. He says Juliana Hatfield of the Blake
Babies will move to the major labcl, and Machines Of Loving
Grace will probably follow. “Then the Chainsaw Kittens and
Dillon Fence will probably go after that, ' Faires says.

Juliana Hatfield, formerly of the Blake Babies, has formed
a new touring band. Former Bullet LaVolta member Todd
Phillips, who played on Hatfield’s solo album, is the
drummer. Dean Fisher, a high school friend of Hatfield’s, is
playing bass. “We never really played together until a couple
of weeks ago, and we just hit it off musically,” Hatfield says.
She says the new band will “stick around with me for a while.”

Mike Oldfield unveiled his sequel album to “Tubular Bells”
in a concert at Edinburgh Castle in Scotland, capping off the
city’s month-long 1992 Festival of the Arts. A sold-out crowd
of about 8,000 people attended the concert, which was
highlighted by flares and fireworks. A solo singer opening for
Oldfield was booed off stage. Wet Wet Wet also played a
sold-out show during the festival, and a concert by classical
violinist Nigel Kenncdy was plagued by heavy rains.

Donita Sparks of L7 says she started playing guitar when she
was 15 years old. “I talked my mom into buyirz me a shitty
used guitar,” she says. “I learned Ramones shit irom my
brother-in- law. He taught me a bunch of things, but once he
taught me bar chords, power chords, that was it. To this day,
I don’t play enything but bar chords.” Sparks says shc never
particularly followed the careers of female artists or bands.
“I wasn’t into the Runaways at all, although I like Joan Jett
now. Patti Smith, I didn’t appreciate until now either. I liked
the B-52’s and Blondie but they didn’t play rcal aggressive
rock. I'm aware of L7 being an inspiration for women to pick
up guitars. I think this is great.”

Sophie B. Hawkins says 'she doesn’t undcrstand why some
people compare her to Madonna. “In many ways, the
comparisons are a compliment, but in other ways it shows
that peoplc don’t listen,” she says. Hawkins says she and her
record company reshot the video for “Damn (I Wish I Was
Your Lover)” because they thought it was too similar to
Madonna. But Hawkins says she has one similarity to
Madonna — an aggressiveness about getting what she wants.
“I would never call myself arrogant,” she says. “In fact, I find
that it’s my confidence that draws pcople to me. I do know
what I want, and there are a lot of things I don't want to do
musically, creatively and professionally.”

The Cactus Brothers, a Nashville group that features Will
and John Goleman, formerly of Walk The West, has been
signed (to Liberty Records). The same label has also signed
Jason Ringenberg, formerly of Jason & The Scorchers,
who’s gone country. Ringenberg is recording his debut album
with Garth Brooks’ producer, Allen Reynolds.

Paul Williams has recorded new songs in England for “The
Muppet Christmas Carol.” Williams won a Grammy award
and two Oscar nominations for his work on “The Muppet
Movie.” He’s also working on original msuic for a film called
“The Thing Called Love.”

Cyndi Lauper is adding her vocals to Frank Sinatra’s 1947
recording of “Santa Claus Is Coming To Town” for the “A
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Very Special Christmas 2" album coming out next month.
She’s using the same technology that Natalie Cole uscd to
duet with her late father on ”Unforgettable.”

John Mellencamp married model Elaine Irwin in an outdoor
ccremony at Mcllencamp’s cabin along thc Whitc River
north of Seymour, Indiana. About 200 people attcnded the
wedding, Mcllencamp’s third. Mellencamp met Irwin when
she appeared in the video for “Get A Leg Up.”

Peter Gabriel is continuing to usc two-letter titles for his
albums, calling his new LP “Us.” Gabricl is talking opnely
about thcrapy he underwent. “I was afraid of going to
therapy. In England, we’re pretty repressed, still,” Gabriel
says. “To me, now on the other sidc of it, it scems very logical.
It’s kind of like a car. You can travel along until you have a
breakdown. In a rclationship, you can take it in for a bit of
servicing once in a while. For me, that was a big hurdle to go
through, and I was so appreciative of what happened to me.
I think I learned so much and I think I'm in a much better
place to deal with things that are still part of me, but don’t
have so much control.”

The London Sunday Times newspaper reports that the
Beatles’ record label plans to releasc archive material from
the band during an “anthology season” that will sce the
release of new CDs and videos by the band. Paul
McCartney’s “That Mcans A Lot” and several versions of
John Lennon’s “Leave That Kitten Alone” are being issued
to cclebrate the 30th anniversary of the recording of “Love
Me Do.” There are also plans to relcase a song sung by Ringo
Starr called “If You’ve Got Trouble” and recordings of
“How Do You Do It?” and “Bad To Me,” songs recorded by
Gerry & The Pacemakers and Billy J. Kramer & The
Dakotas. Release of the songs apparently, comes after
ncgotiations between the Beatles’ Apple company and their
rccord label. “They will be issued with the full cooperation
of the Beatles,” the newspaper quotes an unidentified source
closc to Apple as saying. The newspaper also reports that
Sheikh Zayed bin Sultan al-Nahyan, the ruler of Abu Dhabi,
has spent $110 million renovating John Lennon’s former
home in Sunninghill, Berkshire, England, where Lennon
recorded the song “Imaginc.”

The Aspen, Colorado Music School has established a
scholarship in the name of the Nitty Gritty Dirt Band. All
four members of the group have lived in Aspen, and the
group has played there often.

A riot took place in Tzanecn, South Africa, when scheduled
South African groups failed to appear at a pop concert.
Hundreds of people threw rocks and bottles inside and
outside the stadium, and at least 51 people were injured.

The Bethel, New York, town board has scheduled a joint
meeting of the town’s planning board and zoning board of
appeals to discuss the idea of a 25th anniversary Woodstock
music festival in 1994. John Roberts, an organizer of the
original event who holds rights to the Woodstock name, plans
to raise $10 million for a two-day festival on the same site as
the original event in 1969, with some of the same musicians.
“We're looking at this right now with a positive viewpoint in
mind,” says Allan Scott, Bcthel town supervisor.

Designer Calvin Klein is negotating an endorsement deal
with Marky Mark. Mark has already becn helping Calvin
Klein underwear line by prominently displaying Klein’s name
in four of seven photos in the fall fashion issue of Rolling
Stone magazine.

Paul Kelly is spending the rest of this year in the United
States, after playing three solo shows in Melbourne,
Australia, He's releasing a live solo album in Australia in
mid-October, and has been working on the songs for a new
television series called “Seven Deadly Skins.”

Former Clouds mcmber Stuart Eadle has joined Died
Pretty, who have signed a worldwide deal (with Sony).
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Flavor Flav of Public Enemy has recorded some tracks in
Sydney with Australian group the Sound Unlimited Posse,
who opened for Public Enemy on their recent tour down
under.

Richard Pleasance of Boom Crash Opera is producing the
next album for Seven Stories, a group from Adelaide,
Australia.

Drummer Simon Phillips has replaced the late Jeff Porcaro
of Toto as they tour Europe in support of their new album,

Benny Andersson and Bjorn Ulvaeus of Abba are rumored
to be working together for the first time in seven years on a
comeback single. Abba are experiencing a resurgence in
popularity, with U2 playing “Dancing Queen” on their sound
system before taking the stage, an Abba covers group called
Bjorn Again touring Britain twice, and Erasure topping the
UK. charts with their “Abba- esque” EP, there will be a
four-CD boxed set of Abba material before the end of the
year. There will also be an album of Abba covers, including
Army Of Lovers’ version of “Hasta Manana.” “We are
flattered,” says Bjorn Ulvaeus of Abba. “Most groups who
stopped ten years back are forgotten now.” A re-release of
Abba’s “Dancing Queen” single is currently in the top 20 in
Britain,

Kylie Minogue, whose greatest hits album is number one in
Britain, has confessed experimenting with Ecstasy. In Q
magazine, she says she’s thankful for the experience because
she enjoyed it so much. But she denies rumors she had to
have her stomach pumped after a drug and alcohol overdose
in Sydney. Minogue is reportedly planning to relocate to Los
Angeles, to improve her chances of success in the U.S., after
having had 18 chart singles in Britain.

Public Enemy’s upcoming “Greatest Misses” album will
include six new tracks — “Tie Goes To The Runner,” “Hit
Da Road Jack,” “Get Off My Back,” “Gotta Do What I Do,”
“Air Hoodlum” and “Hazy Shade Of Criminal.” Chuck D
says the recordings “go back to tracks not used from the first
album onwards.”

Jesus Jones singer Mike Edwards is remixing “Keep The
Faith,” the title track to the new Bon Jovi album, in a north
London studio.

Michael Jackson has obtained a renewal of the ban he
obtained in court preventing the Daily Mirror newspaper
from using a photograph is says shows him to be “hideously
disfigured.” Jackson was originally awarded a 15-day
injunction against the newspaper.

A new method of making plastic mouldings could allow the
sale of frozen lollipops of musicians like Madonna and Elvis
Presley, according to the British magazine New Scientist.
“Imagine Madonna on a stick — we could get half the adult
population wanting to lick lollies,” says Sean McKee, a
researcher at Strathclyde University who helped develop the
new technique.

Lulu has recorded a new song in Miami with Barry Gibb,
called “Let Me Wake Up In Your Arms.” Lulu was married
to Barry’s brother, Maurice Gibb, until 1975. Lulu says Barry
Gibb encouraged her to go back into the studio. “He just
thought it was ridiculous that I had left it so long,” Lulu says.
“Sometimes I think you have to go away to come back fresh.”
Lulu says her new music will be “very different. Before I was
very young and got into the pattern of taking people’s advice
instead of trusting myself. Now I feel more in charge.”

Fourteen-year-old Liv Tyler is beginning a modeling career.
She’s the daughter of Aerosmith member Steve Tyler and
former model Bebe Buell. Paulina Porizkova has taken Tyler
under her wing.

A British tabloid newspaper, the People, says Mick Jagger
was furious when he saw the cover of his new solo album,
because it showed wrinkles on his face. “He went berserk and
screamed that it made him look too old,” according to an aide

at the studio in Los Angeles where Jagger is recording the
LP. “The cover is now being changed.”

“Body Of Evidence,” the new film starring Madonna and
Willem Dafoe, has received an NC-17 rating because of
explicit sexual scenes. The film company has not decided if
it will change the film so that it can receive an R rating. The
film is scheduled to be released in January.

Joe Cocker has a new manager, the same person who revived
Tina Turner’s career. “I don’t expect him to do all that for
me, but it would be nice,” says Cocker, whose “Night Calls”
has finally been released in the U.S. after having come out in
Europe earlier this year.

A research paper presented at the American Psychological
Association convention in Washington concludes that
women who wrote at least two best-selling songs between
1960 and 1990 were likely to have had difficult lives. The study
of about 60 women found many suffered a parental loss
during childhood, left home at an early age, have had
problems with romantic relationships, and have a tendency
towards depression and substance abuse. “It’s not an easy life
at all to be a woman writing in the male- dominated world of
popular music,” says M.L. Corbin Sicoli, psychology
professor at Cabrini College in Pennsylvania and author of
the report. The report also found that between 1960 and
1990, no more than 25 percent of the top 50 songs were
written by women, and the figure fell to as low as four percent.

Brian Eno called one of the songs on his new album “Alley’s
Click,” because of Jimmy Alley’s guitar work on Isaac Hayes’
“Don’t Let Go.” “In that song, he puts in a little click that
absolutely fascinated me for years, because I couldn’t figure
out how he managed to get it on that beat,” Eno says. “It’s in
a very strange place.”

The city of New Orleans is planning a Black Music Hall of
Fame and Museum at Louis Armstrong Park, honoring
contributions of African-Americans to music. The area
around Armstrong Park was known as Congo Square in the
1880s, because African-Americans used to play drums and
dance there on Sundays.

Don McLean and his wife, Patrisha, have a new son Wyatt,
born at a hospital ncar the McLeans’ estate in Camden,
Maine. The couple already have a two-year-old daughter.
McLean has recently released two albums — a new album
called “Headroom” and a complication called “Favorites
And Rarities” including previously unreleased songs.

Elvis Presley Jr., is upset that Republicans sent an Elvis
imitator after Democratic presidential candidate Bill Clinton
in Texas recently. Presley, an Elvis impersonator who legally
changed his name in 1985, claims to be an illegitimate son of
Elvis Presley, born when Presley was 14 years old. “I asked
them to cease utilizing Dad’s image in such a lowdown smut
campaign,” Presley Jr., says. He says he will sue the
Republican party if it repeats the tactic. The
Republican-hired Elvis sang and gave out bologna
sandwiches in cities where Clinton stopped in their campaign
bus.

The New York City federal court trial over the Bob Marley
estate is dragging along. Marley’s widow, Rita, is expected to
testify in the case about documents she signed that took many
assets away from the estate. The trial is of a lawsuit brought
by Marley’s estate against attorney David Steinberg of
Philadelphia, accountant Marvin Zolt of New York, and
three New York and Philadelphia law firms. It claims that
Rita Marley forged and backdated transfer agreements,
diverting $20 million away from Marley’s estate.

Toin T. Hall, the country singer who wrote “Harper Valley
P.T.A,” is retiring from touring. However, he plans to
continue to appear on television and make speaking
arrangements, and will continue to write books and songs.
He’s already published four books, including a novel.
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Soundgarden lead singer Chris Cornell auditioned for the
starring role in “Singles” that went to Matt Dillon. Cornell
flew to Burbank to read for film company executives, and
director Cameron Crowe wanted him to take the part, but
Cornell’s band commitments made it impossible. Paula
Abdul was also auditioned for a part, but her tour plans also
made it impossible. Crowe’s wife, Nancy Wilson of Heart,
had a cameo appearance in the film, but it ended up being
edited out of the film. Crowe says the release of “Singles” was
delayed from April to September because of industry politics
and not because of problems with the film,

Motorhead singer Lemmy is to appear in a British television
advertisement selling financial services. He’ll be seen
planning his pension arrangements with an insurance firm.

Daisy Chainsaw are finishing work on their first full-length
LP, “Eleventeen,” due out in the early party of October.

Extreme say their next album “Extreme III: Three Sides To
Every Story” is intended to be a “3-sided album” with
segments titled “yours,” “mine” and “the truth.” Included on
the LP is a track called “Evcrything Under The Sun,” which
Nuno Bettencourt says is a “musical journey.” The band
recorded the LP at Abbey Road Studios in London with a
70-piece orchestra.

An outdoor concert in Big Valley, Alberta, starring Bryan
Adams had to be postponed for two days over the Labor Day
weekend because of a surprise winter storm. About 40,000
fans bought tickets for the show, but only half of them stayed
for two days, most of them camping, waiting for the show
which finally took place on Monday. The weather warmed
up enough for the eight-hour concert to take place, though
the field was a bit soggy. The date was the last on Adams
“Waking Up The Nation” Canadian tour.

At least 56 arrests were made at the Guns N’
Roses/Metallica/Faith No More concert in Columbia, South
Carolina. University of South Carolina police chief Carl
Stokes says most were arrested for “being under the
influence of something and some for possession...some
crack, some marijuana and some cocaine.” Authorities say
there were no serious problems with the show, partially
because all seats were reserved and no alcoholic beverages
were sold.

Tom Waits’ new album, “Bone Machine,” was produced by
Waits and his wife, Kathleen Brennan, wrote half of the 16
songs. David Hidalgo of Los Lobos and Keith Richards of
the Rolling Stones appear on the LP (on Island Records).

Warrant took the title to their new “Dog Eat Dog” album
from Ted Nugent’s song of the same name, and they chose to
record their album in Florida. “We felt like the Everly
Brothers there because of all the death metal bands that
come from that area,” says bass player Jerry Dixon. “But we
wanted to get out of Los Angeles and all its distractions. We
didn’t want people showing up and telling us that we should
sound like a band from Seattle.”

Trenton, New Jersey, group Crusaders For Real Hip-Hop
are trying to go back to the roots of hip-hop music,
concentrating on breaks, beats and turntables on their debut
single, “It’s Like That.” The track (on Profile Records)
comes from the upcoming album “Deja Vu — It's '81.” “A
few years ago, when rap became real commercial, it stopped
being hip-hop,” says Don Nots (producer Tony D.). “We
decided to get back to the essence of the music. We want to
bring back the flavor of the old days.”

The new album from Suzanne Vega, “99.9 F” features Bruce
Thomas, formerly of the Attractions, on bass and
percussionist Jerry Marotta, who has worked with Peter
Gabriel. David Hidalgo of Los Lobos and Richard
Thompson play guitar on the LP, which was produced by
Mitchell Froom.

Central Florida death metal band Obituary says it’s sold
about 65,000 copies of its latest album, “The End Complete,”

in the U.S,, and about the same quantity in Europe. Rhythm
guitarist Trevor Peres says the band’s death theme isn’t
unhealthy. “It’s posmvc ” he says. “(Fans) don’t go beat
pcoplc up, they Just go crazy. When I see a kid who’s been
running around in the pit, they're just lovin’ life.” Peres is
working on two side projects — a psychedelic act called Gel,
and he’s formed an industrial duo with a member of Napalm
Death and calls the new group Meathook.

The cover of the new House Of Love album, “Babe
Rainbow,” is a Peter Blake painting owned by Pete
Townshend of the Who. Blake did the cover for the Beatles’
“Sgt. Pepper” album.

Stuttering John of the now-canceled “Howard Stern Show”
television program has signed a recording deal (with Atlantic
Records) with his band, Josie Sang.

Saigon Kick keyboardist Robbie Gennet is putting his solo
career on hold following the release of the band’s “The
Lizard” album. “I consider myself a piano player more so
than a keyboardist,” Gennet says. “I'm going to enjoy myself
on tour with Saigon Kick. They are really ready to
break....But I'm still shopping my own demos around and
getting feedback, You can never stop juicing the orange.”

Cannibal Corpse release a third album, “Tomb Of The
Mutilated,” this fall. The band has been touring with
Obituary, Agnostic Front and Malevolent Creation.

A hit-and-run driver struck Henry Lee Summer’s tour bus in
Sault Saint Marie, Michigan, recently, just before a concert
bythe bandin that city. Summer’s band and crew chased after
the driver, who they say intentionally struck their bus.
Members of Vixen, who were in the audience, joined
Summer and his band on stage that night.

Carnival Art, a Los Angeles group who describe themselves
as “refugee rock,” are releasing a new album called
“Welcome To Vas Llegas” (on Beggars Banquet Records).
“Vas Llegal exists more as a state of mind than a state on the
map,” explains lead singer Michael P. Tak. “Each track glvcs
a littie more insight into this play in your mind which we've
all experienced. The characters in the songs are not just
permanent residents of Vas Llegas, they exist all over the
world.”

Three years after it was formed, membership in the group
Parents For Rock & Rap has gradually increased to about
500. The organization was formed by Mary Morello, in
response to the Parents’ Music Resource Center. “We use
the same tactics as the other side,” she explains. “We write,
call and fax Congress- people, governors, assembly people,
record companies, record retailers, advertisers, sponsors,
city councils, police departments, the media, wherever the
pressure is. The other side is better organized and better
funded — they’re getting huge money from right-wing
foundations and such, But we can definitely make a
difference.” Morello defends Body Count’s “Cop Killer,”
having been in the studio when it was recorded. Her son,
Tom, guitarist with Rage Against The Machine (on Epic
Records), is friends with Body Count’s guitarist, Ernie C.
(Parents For Rock & Rap, P O Box 53, Libertyville IL 60048.)

French singer and tennis player Yannick Noah is launching
aline of clothing called “Just Say Noah.” Noah made his first
U.S. performance at a New York City party, playing songs
from his African-styled “Black Or White” album released
last year in France. He’ll release a second LP later this year,
but concedes, “I don’t have the same ambition to be as good
a singer as I was a tennis player.”

Michael Jackson will give a 20-minute show during halftime
at the 1993 Super Bowl in Pasadena, California. The halftime
performance will center on Jackson’s “Heal The World”
theme. “I can’t think of a better way to spread the message
of world peace than by working with the NFL and by being a
part of Super Bowl 27,” Jackson says. The National Football
League will donate $100,000 to Jackson’s Heal The World
Foundation. A spokesman for the sports cable television
channel ESPN told the USA Today newspaper that the Fox
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Network tried to recruit Madonna for a program that would
compete with the Super Bowl’s halftime, “but she wasn’t
willing to go up against Jackson.”

A court has cleared a teenager charged with assaulting Jesse
James Wood, the 15-year-old son of Ron Wood of the Rolling
Stones. The teenage Wood had been attacked by a group of
drunken youths in south London in December. Carpenter
Benjamin Turner was cleared of a count of causing actual
bodily harm. He admitted knocking Wood down, but says he
tried to stop the attack.

Gray, Georgia, guitarist Tim Brooks will appear onstage at
Guitar Player magazine’s 25th anniversary concert at the
Warfield Theater in San Francisco on Scptember 19. John
Lee Hooker, Ry Cooder, Steve Morse, Joe Walsh, Adrian
Belew and Al DiMeola are among those who will be playing
at the show. Brooks was the winner of Guitar Player’s
Ultimate Guitar Competition, in which contestants sent in a
3-minute tape in one of 12 categories. Brooks was the overall
winner with his recording of an original song called “Made
From Scratch” that he recorded in his home studio and
entered in the “slide guitar” category. Brooks has been in a
number of middle Georgia bands since 1966 and had to
cancel an appearance at the Georgia Music Weekend in
Macon, Georgia so that he could play at the Guitar Player
bash.

Blues musicians in Chicago have played a memorial concert
as atribute to keyboardist Professor Eddie Lusk, who toured
and recorded with Junior Wells, Buddy Guy and Koko
Taylor, among others. Lusk was the son of a preacher and
grew up playing gospel at his father’s church in Chicago’s
South Side.

Sugarsmack, feauring former Fetchin Bones singer Hope
Nicholls, has released its first single (on 3AM Records) with
three different versions of “Zsa Zsa” as well as a song called
“He’s A Party.” The CD includes a track called “Bring On
The UFOs.”

Whitney Houston has signed an exclusive, multi-year
contract to perform at the Sands Hotel & Casino in Atlantic
City, New Jersey. Her first engagement will be early next year
after the release of her film “The Bodyguard.”

Sub Pop Records got a write-up in the business magazine
Forbes, which reported that Sub Pop will release 20 albums
this year and have sales of over $1 million dollars, not
including royalties from former Sub Pop bands now signed
to major labels. The Forbes story says the label’s
“low-overhead” operation means bands can start to make
money on an album after selling only 10,000 copies,
compared with the half million needed to clear a profit on a
major label release.

The November issue of Seventeen magazine will list Seattle
dance band the Beatniks as the favorite group among
students at the University of Washingotn. The band plans to
record a demo tape next month at the Bad Animals studio in
Seattle built by Ann and Nancy Wilson of Heart and
producer Steve Lawson.

Chris Isaak will star in the film “Little Buddha,” being
directed by Bernardo Bertolucci in Nepal.

Van Halen and the Red Hot Chili Peppers each won in three
categories at the MTV Video Music Awards. Van Halen’s
“Right Now’ won for best video, direction and editing. The
Chili Peppers’ ”Give It Away” won for breakthrough video,
art direction and in the viewers’ choice category. “This whole
thing is a minuscule little grain of salt,” Flea commented
upon receiving the breakthrough award. Nirvana won
awards for best new alternative video and new artist. Annie
Lennox won the best female video award for “Why,” Eric
Clapton won the best male video for “Tears In Heaven.” U2
won as best group and a special effects award for “Even
Better Than Real Thing,” Metallica’s “Enter Sandman” won
in the metal-hard rock category, while Guns N’ Roses’
“November Rain” won the cinematography award. Guns N’

Roses also won the Michael Jackson Video Vanguard
Award. The Cure’s “Friday I'm In Love” won an
international award for MTV Europe, while Diesel’s “Man
Alive” won in the corresponding category for Australia.

The Shamen’s big break in the music business came after the
band received almost $200,000 from atop advertising agency.
The band, from Aberdeen, Scotland, was given the money
when one of its songs was chosen to promote a Scottish beer.
Even though the song was never used, singer Colin Angus
kept the money and used it to buy equipment.

Mike Oldfield’s new “Tubular Bells I1” album, produced by
Trevor Horn, has debuted on the British album chart at
number one, just ahead of Roxette’s “Tourism” album which
dcbuted at two.

Music fans in the Raleigh, North Carolina, area are
criticizing the Lollapalooza II festival for not doing what it
promised to help “local and up-and-coming bands.” Bands
that played on the festival’s second stage were from other
cities in the region. The local venue says it offered to
recommend local bands to the company in charge of midway
entertainment, Bill Graham Presents, but Graham’s
organization never responded. And plans that had been
announced in Spin magazine “to contact music writers in
each city for suggestions” were never pursued.

Judas Priest lead singer Rob Halford has given the group
name Fight to his pending solo project.

Love/Hate are looking for a new record label, and hope to
have an album out next year. The band’s manager says the
group has written 18 new songs. He says he asked for an early
release from the band’s contract (with Columbia Records),
complaining that “Miss America” was never released as a
single from the “Wasted In America” album.

Some police are still upset about Body Count’s “Cop Killer,”
even though the trackis being removed from the band’s debut
album. They still want to boycott Time-Warner, parent
company of Body Count’s record label, and say theyll ask
local governments not to renew cable franchies owned by the
company. Gerald Arenberg, executive director of the
National Association of Chiefs of Police says police could use
other tactics to “create a living hell for all of Time Warner’s
cable systems locally. Just about every time one of their
trucks makes a call, it parks illegally. We could write parking
tickets for every one of those violations.” The groups also
plan to urge a boycott of HBO and Cinemax because of
HBO’s plans for a series of four half-hour shows featuring
Ice-T.

EMF are to release an album called “Stigma” this month.

Police want Henry Rollins to return to California undergo a
polygraph examination in connection with the fatal shooting
of his friend, Joe Cole. The Los Angeles Police Department
contends that he was killed during a cocaine deal and was
not, as Rollins claims, the victim of street robbery.

Boy George and the Pet Shop Boys have recorded a track
together, called “The Crying Game,” which was a British hit
in the 1960s for Dave Berry. It’s also the title track from an
upcoming film soundtrack that also includes music from
former Art Of Noise keyboardist Ann Dudley.

Terry Hall, formerly of Fun Boy Three, has teamed up with
Dave Stewart for a new band called Vegas. The group plans
to release an LP in October.

A boxed set of unreleased, rare and live versions of Talking
Heads material is being released in Britain in October, called
“Sand In The Vaseline.”

Janet Jackson’s next album should be out next April,
according to producer Jimmy “Jam” Harris, who is working
with his partner Terry Lewis on the LP. “For this album, we
totally started with a clean slate and decided that we would
each make a list of ideas and song titles and such,” Harris
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says. “And then we got together the other night and
compared our list and they were like identical.”

Billy Joel has pleaded innocent to a charge of illegally
catching striped bass during a Long Island protest in support
of commercial fishermen. Summonses were issued to Jocl
and 19 fishermen during the protest in Amagansctt, New
York, where Joel owns a house.

Over 30,000 readers of Country America magazine have
voted George Jones’ “He Stopped Loving Her Today” as the
most popular country song of all time. Vince Gill’s “When I
Call Your Name” ranked second, Garth Brooks’ The Dance”
was third, Patsy Cline’s “Crazy” was number four and her “I
Fall To Pieces” was number 5. Hank Williams Sr. had three
songs in the top ten, ranked numbers 7, 8 and 10.

A Commodores greatest hits album being released on the
band’s own label next month will include new recordings of
any song that featured former vocalist Lionel Richie. A band
spokesman says the Commodores’ previous record label
wouldn’t give them master tapes of recordings that featured
Richie, who left the group in 1983.

Waylon Jennings has a song called “Hank Williams
Syndrome” on his new album, “Too Dumb For New York
City, Too Ugly For L.A.” Among its lyrics, “Hank, you were
my inspiration, I was obsessed with your way, but to tell you
the truth, it’s no thanks to you, that I'm still living today.”

The first solo album from a member of NWA will be Eazy-E’s
disc coming out at the end of this month. However, LPs from
Dr. Dre and MC Ren have been delayed until the end of the
year. MC Ren reportedly had to wait because one of his
producers has been working on an album LL Cool J is
releasing at the end of October.

A coalition of 23 groups seeking to ban alcohol
advertisement and product placement on television has
released an internal Miller Brewing Company tape which
urges placing the company’s beer in music videos. It says
having “the one-and-only Lite beer to star right along side
top recording artists like the one-and-only Bruce
Springsteen...” allows it to reach “the all-important entry
level drinker over and over and over again. And that means
MTV can mean Miller Television, providing brand
awareness to over 6.5 million adult males every day. By
placing Miller Brewing Co.’s products in today’s music
videos, Miller is able to penetrate the hard-to-reach young
adult market.” The group wants the U.S. Federal Trade
Commission to end product placement in videos and movies.

Eazy-E has signed what he says is a Jewish rap duo to his own
(Ruthless Records) label. Blood Of Abraham includes a
Nigerian and someone from Las Vegas. The label says the
album, coming out in November, sees them “rapping about
their Jewishness — sort of rabbinical rap.”

Prince has been signed to a $100 million six-album deal that
will make him a vice president of artists & repetoire at
Warner Brothers Records. He’ll also form a new record
company using the same male-female graphic that is serving
as the title to his new album.

“Rap Rhymes” is the name of an album coming out in
October (on Epic Records) featuring Kid N’ Play, Kid Frost,
Mellow Man Ace and Tone Loc rapping nursery rhymes.

A live album will be recorded at the Los Angeles “For The
Children” concert later this month featuring Paula Abdul,
Michael Bolton, Kris Kross, Celine Dion and Randy
Newman. The concert will also be broadcast on the Disney
Channel in February.

UK Music News

The Birthday Party reformed for a one-off show last week.
The Australian band, who were fronted by Nick Cave, were
one of the most influential post-punk bands of the late
70s/early 80s. The band came together at a show by Nick
Cave And The Bad Seeds at London’s Town And Country
Club. The Birthday Party line-up comprised Cave, guitarist
Rowland S. Howard, Mick Harvey on drums and Bad Sced
Martyn Casey on bass. (Birthday party bassist Rarcey Pew
died.) The band played such classics as “Nick The Stripper”,
“Dead Joe” and “Wild World.” Earlier in the evening, an-
other guest was former Pogues singer Shane MacGowan who
duetted with Nick Cave on "Wonderful World.” Cave is said
to be enthusiastic about the idea of having guest performers
at future Bad Seeds shows.

The Beatles are taking legal action against Sony because of
the company’s release of bootleg, The Beatles Live At The
Star Club - 1962. The recording was made in Hamburg by an
audience member, Edward W. Taylor. Taylor is now a
butcher who had no permission to make the recording. The
tape was licensed to Sony via an American and the company,
who have no plans to withdraw the album, are alleged not to
be paying any royalties. Paul McCartney has commented:
“Bootlegs are illegal and they cheat the public.”

The Shamen’s second album Bass Dy will be released by
One Little Indian on September 14. The album contains ten
tracks: “Bass Drum,” “L.S.I. (Love Sex Intelligence),”
“Space Time,” “Librae Solidi Denari,” “Ebeneezer Goode
(Beatmasters Mix),” “Comin’ On,” “Phorever People,” “Fat-
man,” “Scientas” and “Re-Evolution.” “Re-Evolution” fea-
tures Terence McKenna, an American academic who has
recorded talking with The Shamen, and female vocals are
provided by Soul Family Sensation’s Jhelisa Anderson. The
bank will tour the UK in October.

Ned’s Atomic Dustbin’s Are You Normal? will be released via
Furtive/Sony on October 19. It’s been produced by Andy
Wallace and the full track listing is as follows: “Suave And
Suffocated,” “Walking Through Syrup,” “Legoland,” “Swal-
lowing Air,” “Who Goes First?,” “Tantrum,” “Not Sleeping
Around,” “You Don’t Want To Do That,” “Leg End In His
Own Boots,” “Two And Two Made Five,” “Fracture,”
“Spring” and “Intact.” The band’s next single “Not Sleeping
Around” will be available on September 28 and the accom-
panying video was filmed by The Cure’s director Tim Pope.

Sugarcubes singer Bjork is to release a solo album in the new
year. She’s been recording in London for the last six weeks
and the album will feature guest artists such as Soul II Soul’s
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Nellie Hooper and 808 State’s Graham Massey. A spokes-
woman for Bjork told Melody Maker: “She’s been getting in
touch with her friends and musicians she knows and admires,
getting them to play the songs she’s written. It’s been re-
corded all over the place, but most of it has been done in
Londcn. Obviously, her voice is very distinctive so it’ll be
recognizable...But, it’s all in a very different style to what
we're used to. It’s very different to The Sugarcubes.”

Sinead O’Conner has come under fire from tabloid journalist
Piere Morgan over the sleeve for her new single “Success
Has Made A Failure Of Our Home.” The sleeve features a
picture of a murdered Guatemalan street child called Car-
mona Lopez and Morgan, who writes in The Sun, said it was:
“The most tasteless record sleeve of the year.” Last weck a
spokesperson for O’Conner’s record label Chrysalis told the
New Musical Express: “There is nothing remotely tasteless
about the sleeve. It shows a street child who was beaten by
four Guatemalan police officers in 1990 and later died of his
injuries. It was given to us by Amnesty International and used
with their full permission. Piers Morgan seems to very un-
comfortable with the idea of a strong woman, espccially one
prepared to speak her mind.” Elsewhere, a forty-minute
documentary about the making of O’Conner’s album Am I
Not Your Girl? album of cover versions will be screencd by
the BBC2 network.

The Dry Bar in Manchester, which is owned by Happy Mon-
days and New Order’s label Factory Communications, was
robbed of 10,000 last week. Five thiefs, dressed in black
ski-masks and carrying sawn-off shotguns and rifles, forced
staff to lie on the floor of the bar before forcing the bar’s
manager Leroy Richardson to hand over takings.
Richardson’s ear was injured with a machete, but he was well
enough to return to work the next day.

Major acts are threatening a boycott against Phillips’ new
high-quality cassette DCC. Simply Red, Genesis and Dire
Straits are all unhappy about the royalty rate on the new
format and also that of Minidisc. Dire Straits manager Ed
Bicknell has ordered Polygram to withdraw planned releases
on the new formats. Artists are also said to be concerned
DCC may be priced at the same price as a CD, instead of a
cassette. One band who seem to have reversed their position,
though are U2. The band were thought to be in favour of a
boycott, but manager Paul McGuiness says he wants to sec
releases on DCC.

John Mostin,
who was to organize shows at the venue, told the New Musical
Express: “Myself and several other people have put four
months work into these gigs...It’s 55,000 of poll tax payers’
money down the drain and, yet again, the bands and gig-goers
are having to suffer because of crazy bureaucracy.”
