"Main Offender" Virgin The record was 
produced by Richards, Steve Jordan, and Waddy Wachtel. 
Richards was also joined by Charley Drayton, Sarah Dash, 
Ivan Neville, and vocalist Bernard Fowler. With a pool of 
talent this strong, one is bound to roll out some very strong 
material. Main Offender is Richard's second studio album 
for Virgin and is pure Keith. It opens with the driving and 
infectious "999" and the first single "Wicked As It Seems." 
"Eileen" has the classic Stones percussion feel while "Words 
Of Wonder" is a sweet English Reggae track. "Yap Yap" hits 
on the danger of gossip, and exhibits his improved voice 
quality on this project. "Bodytallcs" (very soulful) is one of 
the coolest tracks you'll ever hear in your lifetime, and has 
potential for a future single. "Hate It When You Leave" finds 
Richards covering new ground with sweet sentiment. 
"Rwinin' Too Deep" shows off his roots again, and "Will 
But You Won't" gets down and dirty with a sexy/nasty vibe. 
"Demon" is another high point that is very pleasing to the 
ears (reminiscent of Robinson and The Miracle's "Tracks Of 
My Tears) and puts the wraps on a brilliant piece of work 
from one of rock and roll's masters. Fans can count on a 
national tour later this year. 

Neil Young. "Harvest Moon" Reprise Young has been on 
the label since 1968 and 20 years later proves that "rust never 
sleeps." Young's latest offering is a step back in time but 
perfect for the current atmosphere that lacks a great deal of 
quality material of this caliber. "War Of Man" is the first sin-
gle to grace the airwaves, but everyone will have their own 
favorite after one listen! "Unknown Legend" is a testament 
to Young's storytelling and just how well he relates to his 
generation. "From Hank To Hendrix" is semi autobiographi-
cal while "You And Me" is "Old Man" 1992. The title track 
"Harvest Moon," shows off Young's country roots with 
sweet harmonies. "One Of These Days" and "Such A 
Woman" will sit in the hearts of many while "Old King" is a 
banjo picicin' tune about that damn ol dog. "Dreamin' Man" 
is where the past meets the present for Young and "Natural 
Beauty" is as true, unadulterated Neil. The flashback you've 
been waiting for has just arrived! 

Bob Marley. "Songs Of Freedom" Tuff Gong/Island  
During his 10 year stint with Island, Marley recorded 10 
albums. His music spanned the whole gamut of the Jamaican 
experience, both on the national and international levels. 
Songs Of Freedom is a retail barn burner, selling up to as 
many as 8,000 copies in one day, with the average of units 
per day at 3,000. It is the definitive Bob Marley retrospective 
with 4 CD's that feature classics and rarities from his extraor-
dinary career. From 1962's political "Judge Not" to the spiri-
tual "Redemption Song," recorded at his final concert, the 
collection contains 78 tacks. Included, is a 64 page booklet 
with extensive copy, photos, and detailed track listings with 
anecdotal information. The facts are as bold as his spirit, and 
his popularity and influence have not waned-if anything his 
impact is stronger today. 

Peter Frampton. "Shine On" A&M The label has released 
a definitive collection of Frampton's illustrious career. From 
his youthful days with Humble Pie and The Herd, to the 
experimental times with Camel, through one of the best sell-
ing live albums in rock and roll, to the present, this double 
CD package covers the best from the British axeman. For the 
fans it is a package that is long over due with some tracks that 
haven't been available for awhile. 

The Best Of Julian Cope and The Teardrop Explodes, 
"Floored Genius" Island It is the week for greatest hit 
packages, and one not to be missed is the offering from Julian 
Cope. For a complete history that covers 1979-1991, check 
out the CD sleeve. The Police may have beaten Cope to the 
"mass appeal" punch in the early days of new wave, but you 
can still count on Cope to deliver some history making mater-
ial!

Sonny Landreth. "New Landlord" Zoo Sonny Landreth's slide 
guitar and Cajun lyrics have propelled Outward Bound to the fore-
front of the Adult Alternative format. Sonny will never again be 
thought of as a band member, he has now established himself as an 
accomplished solo artist. With adds from KECH, KFMG, WKOC 
and WMMM, "New Landlord" debuted at 49* on the AAA chart, 
just behind "When You're Away" at 40*. 

Bob Dylan. "Good As I Been To You" Columbia Bob Dylan is 
and always will be in a class of his own. There isn't a singer/song-
writer today who doesn't count Dylan as a major influence, but 
there are very few who will ever reach the legendary status that he 
has achieved. Dylan's mastery has once again been captured in the 
acoustic Good As I Been To You. The reclusive poet went into the 
studio, with an acoustic guitar and harmonica, and recorded a collec-
tion of folk classics, the majority of which were recorded in one 
take. This is only the second time in nearly three decades that Dylan 
has recorded an all-acoustic album, and it is truly Dylan at his best. 
KBCO and KXCI have set the pace for Adult Alternative, adding 
"Sittin' On Top Of The World" and "Tomorrow Night." 

Joe Ely. "Settle For Love" MCA What do Buddy Holly, Roy 
Orbison, Jimmie Dale Gilmore, Waylon Jennings and Joe Ely all 
have in common? They are all extremely talented and the all call 
Lubbock, Texas, their hometown. There are as many theories for 
this Lubbock phenomenon as there are UFO sightings. But whatev-
er the reason, Ely, like his legendary neighbors, has successfully 
combined his unique sound of country and rock. Love And Danger 
is Ely's 10th album in his 20-year career, and it encompasses every-
thing from country tenderness of "Slow You Down" to the harder-
edged first single "Settle For Love." Ely also exhibits his range as a 
lyricist: from the prolific, "Hearts tell you things that words can't 
say," in "Love Is The Beating Of Hearts," to the downright poetic, 
"She was tender... soft as a K-Mart pillow," in "Sleepless In Love."

Neil Young. Harvest Moon, Reprise Last week we sang the initial praises of "War Of Man." This week the single picks 
up 26 adds, with W1ZN reporting Top 5 requests already (and the official add date isn't until next week). 
We also noted, through many years of hard work and perseverance, Young has developed a classic style 
that has become an American standard (Pretty good for a Canadian, eh?). This week we'd like to intro-
duce exhibit B: Harvest Moon. The album is complete and total proof of Neil's timelessness. The abili-
ty to deliver honest music, song after song, in a delightful, anecdotal manner is what gives Neil his song-
writing charm and makes him a master at his craft. The soothing acoustic album weaves through tale 
after tale through songs like "Unknown Legend," "War Of Man" and "You & Me." The interjection of 
slide guitar (and of course...harmonica) in "Harvest Moon" and "From Hank To Hendrix" take the audi-
ence in a new direction, while ballads are among the LP's riches as well ("One Of These Days" and 
"Such A Woman"). Young even covers the man's-best-friend category in a banjo laden, fun, upbeat 
story of a dog ("Old King"). Listen to Harvest Moon with childlike desire...explore and be entertained! 

Record °FE Week 
Keith Richards, "As Wicked As It Seems." Virgin The stats speak for themselves as the track debuts at 13* on the 

Hard Hundred, a debut at 36* on C.O.R., and a debut at 23* on Triple A. 139 stations add this week and 
reaction is high. Folks all over radio-land are raving about Keith's new and improved throat work on this 
one. Jim Kallas/KSQY raved, "It's already working for us. Keith's voice is better than ever and proves 
he is a master at his craft!" Jessica at WQBZ said, "It shows just how much of a driving force he is in 
rock and roll and The Rolling Stones!" Jay Philpott at VVNOR commented, "You can not denigrate the 
man's talent and influence. Anybody who has picked up a guitar has to look at Keith as someone who 
has blazed the trail and cut a wide swath!" This is the year of the Stone's solo album!! Take advantage 
of this great track and watch the phones light up!! Look for some tour dates in the near future. In the 
meantime, spin the album that will be in your hands by the time you're done reading this. Being a little 
"wicked" never felt this good! 

Hard Acts To Follow 
Roy Orbison, "Heartbreak Radio." Virgin Throughout the 1960s and the British Rock invasion, Orbison was the 

leading American vocalist, touring with The Beatles and The Rolling Stones. Rock radio embraced 
Orbison's comeback in 1988 as a member of The Traveling Wilburys and with the commercial and 
artistic breakthrough of Mystery Girl. That album pushed platinum plus and produced the hit single 
"You Got It." Those sessions with Jeff Lynne and George Harrison also yielded material for a second 
album. Those unfinished songs have been polished up with the help of Robbie Robertson, Don Was, T 
Bone Burnett, k.d. lang, and Clarence Clemmons. "Heartbreak Radio" is the first offering from those 
sessions. It possesses the same multi-format potential of "You Got It." The Jeff Lynne overtones are 
obvious and give it a wonderful made-for-radio sound. Sharon Schfinio at WHJY commented, "I am 
a late blooming Orbison fan. I love his music and feel it will always have a place in rock and roll!" 
King Of Hearts is a sample of what could have been, from a well respected gentleman who continues to 
influence the best of today. 

Lion Zion," Island/PLG This 
track was uncovered by the resource-
ful folks at Island for Songs Of 
Freedom, a four CD retrospective of 
Marley's recordings. Additional 
background vocals and instrumenta-
tion were added this year for the sin-
gle's release. Marley single handed-
ly spread reggae's message across 
the world in the '70s, making the 
genre part of the world's musical 
mosaic. This track gives us an 

opportunity to pay tribute to this musical pioneer. With all the 
fuss surrounding Sinead O'Connor and her version of Marley's 
"War," this release couldn't be more timely. Actually, it's a 
great opportunity for Marley's music to speak for itself, rather 
that have a revisionist like O'Connor bend and shape its meaning 
to suit her misguided agenda. "Iron Lion Zion" is a song with a 
message of power and integrity, like most of Marley's work. The 
update done by Erroll Brown, Trevor Wyatt and Ingmar Kiang 
and The Wailers bring the song into the '90s. For extended 
excitement check out the 12" mix on the CD Pro. 

Bob Dylan, Four Track Sampler. Columbia If you 
were one of those visionaries who 
were appalled by Dylan going elec-
tric, then his new long player Good 
As I Been To You will warm your lit-
tle reactionary heart. The album was 
recorded live with no overdubs or 
studio trickery, much like the free-
wheelin' Bob you remember. As a 
matter of fact, this is his first solely 
acoustic record since Another Side Of 
Bob Dylan. Die hard fans will lapse 

into flashbacks brought on by this roots collection. The album 
will hit stores on November 3rd (We have to do something that 
day, we just can't remember what it is...), and we're treated here 
to a taste of what's in store. Many of the traditional songs on the 
album have been part of Dylan's repertoire for years. The sam-
pling we have in our little Discman consists of "Sittin' On Top 
Of The World," "Tomorrow Night," "Canadee-I-O" and "Hard 
Times." Hot on the heels of the massive pay-per-view special in 
his honor and the singer/songwriter explosion, the new/old 
improved Dylan couldn't be more welcome. Timing is every-
thing, right?

Rik has emerged with a new album called 
Ipso Facto and it was well worth the wait. The first single is self-explanatory, a streamlined, back-
to-basics "Bang On" song that "just ain't too tough to figure out."

His work with Dylan's 
Rolling Thunder Review resulted in 
a part in Dylan's Rena/do And Clara 
flick and therefore a permanent 
place in rock history. In '66 he 
worked on "Sunday Kind Of Love," 

by Van Dyke Parks' band, The Van Dykes. But his most notable 
productions happened within the last five years with albums by 
Roy Orbison and Elvis Costello. T Bone's solo career kicked off 
with 1980's Truth Decay and his new album, The Criminal 
Under My Own Hat, is his first long player since 1988's The 
Talking Animals. "Humans From Earth" is a song Burnett wrote 
with Los Creativos, an "art group" he worked with in 1972. One 
of the projects included forming a company called the 
Interplanetary Real Estate Agency, set up to sell lots in outer 
space.

IT'S THE FIVE O'CLOCK FUNNIES FEUD 

The KLOS/KLSX pissing match 
continues, this week's installment 
centering on KLOS' long running 
afternoon comedy feature "The Five 
O'Clock Funnies". Apparently, 
KLSX PD Andy Bloom went on the 
air with his two hour "Ask The 
Program Director" feature, during 
which listeners call in with program-
ming suggestions. One female caller 
told Andy that the "Five O'Clock 
Funnies" was the only feature that 
she tuned into KLOS for, and that "If 
you euys did that, I'd never have to 
tune into KLOS." That was all Bloom needed — and the fol-
lowing day KLSX hit with a promo along the lines of "Hi, 
I'm Andy Bloom, Program Director of KLSX. You told us 
you liked the 'Five O'Clock Funnies', so we're going to give 
you the 'Classic Five O'Clock Funnies', bigeer and better." 
The very next day KLSX got a cease and desist from KLOS, 
and the day after that, was served with a 106 page document 
pertaining to KLOS' copyright on the "Five O'Clock 
Funnies" name.

The Eagle, KTGL/Lincoln 
By now you know that after some 20 plus years as an AOR, 
KFMQ/Lincoln recently threw in the towel.., abandoning the 
format and jumping on the country music bandwagon. As a 
former KFMQ staff member, I was shocked and saddened to 
see a great heritage rock station just wither up and go away, 
yet, glad to see a major competitor leave the marketplace. 
(Something we'll take some credit for.) As we have read in 
your fine publication, part of the reason for ICFMQ's demise is 
the increased competition in the market in the form of Gabe 
Baptiste's new station KIBZ The Blaze signing on in the 
spring. But let's not forget the other side of the coin. The 
Eagle, KTGL 92.9 has been doing Classic Rock in Lincoln for 
five years and has always been a thorn in KFMQ's side. 

The change in format at KFMQ is the culmination of the 
changes that really began at the station over two years ago 
with Gabe, my morning partner, the mid-day girl and myself 
all being let go. After 15 months at the KATT in Oklahoma 
City, I returned to Nebraska and reunited with Timmo to do 
mornings at The Eagle. ICFMQ's immediate response was to 
fire the morning show that they had replaced us with, the first 
day we went on the air. A month later, the morning show was 
changed again, and PD Randy Raley was let go. 

As you can see in the spring ratings, KFMQ was a non-factor, 
getting beat not only by The Eagle and The Blaze, but by 
every station in the market except KIBZ's AM Big Band sta-
tion. Among the three rock choices in town, The Eagle ranked 
first and KFMQ ranked last in almost all demos. They found 
themselves in the middle of a format squeeze play. Certainly 
neither The Eagle nor The Blaze could have forced KFMQ out 
of the format by ourselves. Most people who had "grown up" 
with the station kept them on the dial as an alternative, rather 
than a first choice. 

The response we got from those listeners prompted us to give 
KFMQ a fitting send off with a "Farewell To KFMQ 
Weekend" on The Eagle. The highlight was a Friday morning 
show featuring phone calls from former KFMQ air personali-
ties and PDs like Bruce Wheeler, Rich Meyer, Bob Allen, Matt 
Effken, Art Deco, Jon Terry, Gabe and many more. Judging 
from the overwhelming response from listeners, it's too bad 
KFMQ didn't do it themselves. I'd like to take this opportunity 
to thank all these folks for participating. 

The big question from listeners these days seems to be "Are 
you guys gonna start playing country music, too?" Like The 
Blaze, we don't intend on abandoning our "heritage" or scrap-
ping what got us to this point, but have already started adding 
some appropriate currents to our mix. We've also added a new 
program director -- one time KFMQ PD, Tom Barker. You 
can call either Tom or myself with any questions, or sugges-
tions on new material.

Show us a format jock and we'll show you someone who's dying to break the rules. That goes double for folks who 
program tight listed rock radio stations. The only problem is when you play what you want and say what you want 
the listeners tend to take a walk. Or do they? That axiom may no longer be accurate. Chris Miller and KDBK are 
about to find out if a stimulating and entertaining mix of music and talk is what 90's radio listeners are craving. If 
anyone can create a new niche in the AOR pie, it's Miller. A format vet, his resume reads like an AOR time line — 
The first Abrahms Superstars station, WQDR, to KLOL and KZAP and a lengthy tenure at crosstown CBS O&O 

KRQR. KDBK could be recapturing the essence of rock radio— breaking the rules. 

If you could beam Howard down for morn-
ings, would you? 

Chris: It depends on the market. 
No, you — KDBK — specifically. 
Assuming, of course, that you find a won-
derfully, happy timeslot for your current 
morning team. Let's not make them ner-
vous. 

Chris: I'll be honest with you, I don't 
know. 
Did Perry Stone's misadventures at KSJO 
tell you anything about a shock jock's 
chances in that market? 

Chris: Perry is a relatively talented ,guy 
that no one really worked with. But he's 
not Howard. Howard is an entirely differ-
ent person. I may be wrong, but I've never 
heard Howard go after nine-year olds. 
That was Perry's style? 

Chris: That was really the straw that 
broke Perry's back. 

Oh yeah, the girl scout thing. 
Chris: Those were nine-year old kids. 
When Howard goes after somebody, or 
makes somebody the butt of a joke, it's not 
a kid. 

Given KOME's inability to get around 
Dana and KSJO, are you surprised that 
Infinity has not put him on there? 
Chris: I think the only thing that they've 
done with him was the 'Best Of' show. 
Blazy and Bob have been there for awhile, 
but I think Ron Nenni's problems go a lot 
deeper than just mornings. There's been a 
lot of speculation about Howard and 
KOME, especially when Bob Lilley, 
who's half of the morning team, left. But 
Bob just came back, and they resigned 
those guys to a new deal. If you listen to 
KOME and KSJO, and you study the his-
tory, they've seesawed back and forth for 
twenty years. KSJO sounds fresher than 
KOIvr.-.: does now. 

What do you think is key in Dana being 
able to hold them at bay in the market? 
Chris: Dana approached it from an under-
dog status. He didn't sound dated. And as 
far as I know, he hasn't spent as much 
money as KOME. But you get the impres-
sion that KSJO sounds like it's just more 
fun than KOME. 

Do you hear a difference in the quality of 
the disc jockeys? 

Chris: It's just a difference in the attitude. 
Dana hasn't relied as much on the classic 
stuff as Ron has. 
And being more current has served him 
well? 

Chris: He differentiated himself. For a 
while, the two stations sounded very simi-
lar. Dana took the bull by the horns and 
did the same thing that a lot of other peo-
ple have done, like Judy McNutt and some 
other people who are very harder edged. 
That's what made a difference.  It's an 
interesting battle. Dana used his knowl-

edge of the market, and he found the 
places where they were vulnerable and 
went for it. 

Why is there no clearly defined, hard-
rocking, COR type station in that market-
place? I know Diana comes pretty close 
to that at KSJO. 

Chris: I think it came from the fact that 
KMEL was probably the closest at one 
time. 
Back when the station was owned by 
Century? 

Chris: Yes, at that time all of the stations 
here were rocking pretty hard. I know 
that's years ago, but at one point, one out 
of every eight AC/DC sales in the United 
States came out of Northern California. 
Right about then, KRQR first signed on 
the air with — I think it was Dave 

know, Rick Carroll worked with them at 
the time. 

Modern music and lots of talk. 
Chris: Yes. They had some signal prob-
lems, which this frequency doesn't have. 
At the time, they didn't have the ability to 
hold out for a long time financially. 
Yeah, I remember something about pay-
roll checks bouncing. It was definitely 
hand to mouth.  So how was KDBK for-
matted when you took over, Male A/C? 
Chris: It was a Rock A/C — which is 
the biggest misnomer. 

How did the decision to go with this new 
direction come about? 
Chris: We sat around and we talked 
about the ideas and things that we could 
do, as opposed to dwelling on what 
wouldn't work. 

I kept talking and reading radio surveys where people said that it wasn't that 
they didn't like a certain station anymore, they were getting tired of radio. And 
if you look around the only people that are making news or making sense these 

days are personalities. 

Roberts and George Sosson, who were 
the PD and GM. The station went on as a 
real hard rock station, and had great 18 to 
24 numbers. In fact, they had incredible 
18 to 24 numbers, but didn't make any 
money because of the advertising attitude. 
There are a lot of very big companies that 
have all bought into the fact that if it's not 
25+, you're not going to make any money 
with it. And it's an expensive market to 
do business in. I think it's been a fear of 
cash flow that's held them back. 

Let's talk about your morning team. 
Chris: Blake Lawrence and BJ Shay. 
They've only worked together since July 
27th, and they sound like they've been 
together for a long time. 
How do you think they stack up against 
Alex Bennett at Live 10.5? 
Chris: 90% of the time Alex relies on 
comedians to make his show work. And I 
think Blake and BJ sound a lot fresher. 
They're very honest. They don't do a lot 
of hype. 
Alex did mornings at the Quake, at one 
point. Given that fact that station's 'pro-
gressive music/more talk' mix never real-
ly made a dent in the market, are you a 
little cautious at the outset? 
Chris: I think the Quake didn't make a 
dent for a couple of reasons. We have 
two frequencies, as opposed to one. 
There are boosters that didn't exist at the 
time. The market has changed. The 
Quake never really had the backing of a 
company like Viacom. So, there are a lot 
of differences. I think the Quake actually 
could have worked. 

Was their approach equivalent to what 
you're doing? 

Chris: I think it could have been. You 

Hey, come on! A little blame assignation 
and negativity can be a healthy thing... 

Chris: No, we didn't spend much time 
on why the old approach didn't work. 
People looked at it and said, 'Okay, this 
is what we did. This is why we did it. 
Let's do something else.' We looked at 
it, and if we were an A/C station, we were 
the 5th station. And if we're a Classic 
Rock station, we're the 5th Classic Rock 
station. What are you going to do? This 
is the most over-radioed market in the 
United States. We wanted to come up 
with something that was different. We 
kept talking about the concept here with 
everybody in the company, including 
Fred Jacobs. Bruce Raven-Stark, our 
General Manager, and I kept talking and 
reading radio surveys where people said 
that it wasn't that they didn't like a cer-
tain station anymore, they were getting 
tired of radio. And if you look around the 
only people that are making news or mak-
ing sense these days are personalities. 
So, that was the concept. Nobody was 
doing it, and it was a hole in the market to 
offer something that's different and more 
compelling. 
And the corporate powers that be realize 
that you're into a high risk area? 

Chris: Yes. They didn't expect us to go 
from whatever we had to a 9 share in a 
book. It wasn't one of those deals. 
Are they disappointed that you're a cou-
ple of tenths down from where you were? 
Chris: Actually, if you look at the 
premise that we eradicated the entire 
audience that we had before, and you 
look at some of the male demos, the sta-
tion made proportionately large percent-
age gains. After six weeks, we were not 
disappointed with that. 12+ was, and 
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always will be a family reunion. In a tar-
get marketplace we didn't expect 12+ to 
be the first thing to hit. We were six 
weeks into it at the time we were sur-
veyed. 
What are your sales people telling you? 

Chris: Let's first remember that radio 
sales people have always been taught to 
sell by numbers.  At first, people said, 
'What are you guys doing?' It's different, 
and now things are picking up.  We've 
had people that stuck with us and other 
people that are new. So, the sales people 
are 1311sy and getting busier. I think 
they're having more fun because it's more 
active. The other station was, to a degree, 
one of those 'We don't do this' stations. 
They did no promotions, they were never 
out — nothing. 
They did spend a fair amount of promo-
tional money, in contrast to what you're 
spending now, correct? 

rules' attitude is great. And I think ',CRT 
has done a good job. I guess, if you look 
back at the original Loop, to a degree — 
which it seems like Dave is trying to put 
back together — and the stations in 
Seattle, where KISW had the morning 
team and their afternoon team as their key 
thing. That's as close as you're going to 
get, in terms of the overall package. 
Are you a talk station that plays music, or 
are you a music station that has more talk 
than usual? 
Chris: It doesn't matter. I look at it as 
the package. If our morning guys play 
four records an hour, that's fine. If they 
play two, that's fine. If they play six, 
that's fine. It's not one of those stations 
where you get ten seconds to get your 
point across. The instructions they have 
are to make it entertaining radio. We 
don't have liner cards in there and snappy 
slogans for them to read. 

We don't want to be a background radio station. We're not doing the same 
thing everybody else is doing. 

Chris: Tons. 
So, what happened? They spent it all? 

Chris: No, we have a marketing plan. 
We have the financial backing and the 
promotional backing of the company. A 
strategic plan was laid out when we did 
this, and that's when we're going to spend 
it. 
Is that numbers dependent? 
Chis: No. 
It's more chronology? 
Chris: Yes, it's all chronology and tim-
ing, and what we want to accomplish and 
when. Anytime you do a change, espe-
cially if you're putting together something 
that's a little different, you don't throw 
out millions of dollars in the first week. 
You have one shot. You don't get a lot of 
different chances. So, that's the way we 
looked at it. We are going to market the 
station, and we have a timetable for doing 
it. One of the good things about this com-
pany is that you can come up with a game 
plan and they don't knee-jerk with it. 
You make a game pilan, and everybody 
gets a copy of it. It's not one of those 
companies where you go, 'Don't tell New 
York we're doing this. 
That's a pretty scal , concept — a written 
plan you have to follow? 
Chris: The best part is that everybody 
contributes to it. Then, Bruce and I will 
sit down and talk, and we'll come up with 
what we're going to do, and we make our 
strategies and come up with our tactics. 
And it works. It helps keep everybody 
focused, so that you don't get a call one 
day saying, 'What about if we did this?' 
If it doesn't relate to what the overall plan 
was, then you shelve it. 
If you were pitching me as a potential 
advertiser in the radio station, what 
points would you stress? 
Chris: That it's not a background station 
by any means. It involves the listeners. 
Also, that it appeals to the active audi-
ence, the ones who are not going to have 
to hear something subliminally or back-
ground for two months before they decide 
to make a decision. We don't want to be 
a background radio station. We're not 
doing the same thing everybody else is 
doing. 

Can you successfully sell this radio sta-
tion without numbers? 
Chris: I think so, but I believe that we'll 
have numbers. 
As you're refining and honing, you have 
certain role models, stations that have 
attempted this sort of approach in the past 
and have been successful. Is your con-
struct along the lines o a KBCO or X̀RT 
thing, but with a lot more talk? 

Chris: Not really. I think ',CRT is a 
good example. We're not a KBCO, 
although their involvement with the com-
munity, and openness, and 'screw the 

One comment I heard from competing 
programmers —and you'll certainly have 
a chance to discuss their attitudes and 
attributes — is that you have hired jocks 
who are good communicators, as opposed 
to hiring entertainers. In contrast to the 
Alex Bennett standup comedian style, 
your people are more kind of down home, 
not renowned for hyper-snappy patter. 

Chris: They're real people. 
Let's put it this way, as opposed to sea-
soned, talkshow hosts, you've got rock 
jocks who you felt had something to say, 
and turned them loose. 

Chris: Right. That, to a degree, is true. 
If they're looking for standup comedy, Bi 
did it in Boston for years, and was the 
funny part of the C̀MF morning show, 
which I think had a 20 share. Half of the 
afternoon team is Barry Weintraub, who 
is a standup comedian. 

And your night person, Mimi Chen? 

Chris: Mimi Chen has never been a 
standup comedian, and never will be. She 
knows music, and she has a real good 
handle on what's going on, and is quite 
intelligent. So, yes, she is a communica-
tor, but she is not a comedian and that's 
not her role. So, yeah, they are good 
communicators. They have something to 
say. Most of them, in all honesty, are 
pretty awful liner card readers. 
On that note, what do you think of this 
whole sports morning show thing? 

Chris: I haven't heard the show, but if 
you're appealing to men, and that's your 
target, that's one of the things that they're 
into. People are trying to do different 
things everywhere. And I think even 
Greg Solk said something like this about 
the KFOG audience, that people are 
becoming disenfranchised with radio. 
Not specific programming, but radio in 
general, because we're sitting here, we're 
playing the same songs for twenty years, 
we re reading the same liners, and we're 
bullshitting the audience about what we 
do all the time. And I think people are 
just going, 'I don't need this. I've got a 
cassette deck. I've got CD players in my 
home and my car. I don't need this. 
You're not giving me anything that I can't 
get somewhere else, and a lot of times 
better.' Look at DMX. That's what 
we've told everybody that radio should 
be, but isn't, for years. That's another 
sign that radio has got to start making 
some adjustments. 
Is that where you feel that jumping the 
personality index as high as you have is 
the answer? Because DMX really hasn't 
been that successful to date, has it? 
Chris: I think DMX has got some things 
that have got to change, and some flaws 
in it that T, as a potential subscriber, 
would like to see changed. But you listen 
to people talk about radio, and they don't 
say, "This is great. I heard station X play 
"Layla" again.' But they do quote what 

the people say and the attitude they take. 
At radio, we've put our head in the sand 
for so long, saying that the people that lis-
ten to us don't think, they don't have a 
brain, they don't care. All they want us to 
do is back announce and say 'Here's 
another 40 minute, solid rock, neo-classic, 
non-interrupted, sixteen in a row.' Come 
on! That's what did it. That's the reason. 
You can be quotable and create a station 
image a lot better with your personalities 
than you can with your music. 

How do you feel about Larry's comment 
over at I QR, that they assayed the mar-
ket holes and determined that a more 
music approach was appropriate for 
mornings? 
Chris: I think that's a great way to cover 
up the fact that you made one of the 
dumbest mistakes of your career by hiring 
two people that haven't worked together 
in fifteen years, had no idea what was 
going on in music in the marketplace, and 
threw them together because you liked 
them when you were a kid. It's a lot bet-
ter to own up and say, 'We made a mis-
take and we should shut these guys up.' 
We've all hired people that did not work 
out the way they were supposed to. In all 
honesty, they were terrible on the air. 
They were awful! 
How significant a difference do you hear 
in the direction and tone of the radio sta-
tion under Larry than when you were pro-
gramming? 
Chris: It's not very cohesive. The sound 
of the station hasn't really changed a lot 
in some areas, and in others, it's grasping 
for straws. It's like, 'Okay, we'll play a 
wider variety.‘ We'll play 'Out Go The 
Lights" into 'Smoke On The Water." 
It's more of the same stuff that's hurting 
radio. The marketplace around him has 
changed a lot, and he really hasn't reacted 
to it. KFOG has made a lot of changes. 
What do you think of Greg's direction and 
what he's done? 
Chris: I don't think Greg's done any-
thing, except make everybody sound like 
Dave Morey, who is a great guy, but a 
whole day's worth of him is not necessar-
ily everyone's cup of tea. 
You're talking about presentation-wise. 
How about music-wise? 
Chris: Music-wise, the SBR guys have 
done a wonderful job with the station. 
The only thing I ever see Greg say, when-
ever I read an interview for anything is, 
'That's a great idea, glad I thought of it.' 
Supposedly ,he created our format and 
tried it in dicago. That's the only thing I 
ever see, is that he's come up with every-
thing that anybody's ever done. I think he 
came up with Dana's three-in-a-row block 
party weekends. 
Do you feel like you compete with KFOG, 
K-Rock, KKSF, or KNBR and KGO? 
Chris: To a degree, both. If we're com-
peting with the FM band, we're trying 
something different. We do seem to share 
people with everything, but I don't see us 
with a Rush Limbaugh contingent here. 
Would you put someone as controversial 
as Daryl Gates on the air? 
Chris: I wouldn't put Daryl Gates on, 
but I have no problem with controversy. I 
haven't heard him, so I don't know if he's 
any good or not. I would have a problem 
with him just from a politics point of 
view. 
Then there's no truth to the rumor that 
Sinead will be filling in for vacationing 
personalities? 
Chris: We've had a lot of fun with 
Sinead. Would I put Sinead on the air? 
Yes. Would I, and have I put Ice T on the 
air? Yes, we did. 
You would put Sinead on the air? 
Chris: Yeah. We put Ice T on and let 
him talk. It's controversy, but Daryl 
Gates has made mistakes of action where 
he was sort of, 'This will go away.' I 
think he misused the public trust. Sinead, 
even though she sort of whines about it 
afterwards when people bitch about what 
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she does, it's a basic freedom of speech of 
thing, just like Ice T. I may not agree 
with 'Cop Killer', but he really has the 
right to say it. The fact that all these peo-
pli come up and go, 'You can't say this,' 
is wrong. 

Would you profile your listeners as being 
more left of center than not politically? 

Chris: We seem to have a lot of those. 
But this morning, a guy called up said 
'This is ridiculous that these people give 
money to AIDS research. That's stupid. 
It's not going to do any good.' And he 
railed on and on about it. I don't think 
that necessarily qualifies as left of center. 
That, to me, is a reactionary attitude. In 
general, if you go back to the early days 
of FM radio, when there was controversy, 
and people did address issues, and the war 
was bad, that whole audience, at that time, 
was a little left of center. I don't know 
that ours is. I received a letter today from 
a guy who thinks that we bash Bush too 
often. Obviously, this guy listens. 
Do your jocks have free reign to back the 
politicians of their choice? 

Chris: They don't do it, as far as 'Go out 
and vote for Bush,' or 'Vote for Clinton,' 
or 'Vote for Perot.' They don't come out 
and endorse a candidate. But you have 
someone like Dan Quayle that you can 
make fun of, it does happen. Our after-
noon guys are probably the most political 
of the group, and they have this thing, 
'We know what we're going to get with 
Bush.' And somebody says, 'You guys 
are Clinton supporters,' and they say, 
'No, not really. 'What we see is this is the 
scenario: If Clinton gets elected; it takes 
him a year to get started; another year to 
start enacting things; three years for 
everybody to realize that it's screwed up; 
and another year to get rid of him. 

So, they're Bush supporters? 

Chris: No. They're observers more than 
they are supporters. In California, Bush 
has basically written off the state. Their 
constituents, meaning the listeners, are 
primarily Clinton or Perot supporters. 

If you were a betting man, would you bet 
that anyone on staff will, in fact, vote for 
George Bush? 
Chris: I don't see it. There's a couple of 
people that I wonder about, but they've 
never come out and said so. I'm not sure 
that any of them are better off than they 
were four years ago. 

Kinder, gentler, my ass. But we digress 
from our script. With the typical Stern 
audience, what you need to recycle is 25 
to 54 professional men. Could you make 
a generalization as to who you think lis-
tens to your station? 

Chris: Afternoons, for instance, it's pre-
dominantly 25-44 Men. We get a lot of 
South Bay listeners. We had a history 
professor call one day. We had an econo-
mist call to correct somebody on some-
thing. A doctor, was one of the few peo-
ple we've had to bleep. 
Really? What did he say? 

Chris: 'Fuck.' We were talking about a 
woman here called 'Brownie Mary': who 
got busted for handing out marijuana 
brownies. So, she was in the news again, 
and one of our guys was talking about 
her. We got this one ,guy who called up, a 
total motorhead, talking about how she 
should be able to do it, and that it's wrong 
that she got arrested. He was one of those 
guys you'd expect to say the 'F' word 
every three seconds. And he didn't say it, 
and he made a pretty cohesive statement. 
The doctor said, 'Well, I think it's a lot 
better that she gets people really fucked 
up.' It's funny because people who you 
expect to say stuff don't. 
What's the biggest controversy that 
KDBK has been embroiled in? 
Chris: The morning guys got into a thing 
on abortion one morning, right around the 
height of the 'family values r thing. It was 
interesting because one of the guys said 
that it was a woman's right, and it% not a 
man's decision, it's the woman's. Sort of 
like the Stockdale comment. It went on 

for a long time. Then, they did a Blessed 
Virgin Mary ending one morning, when 
the -Virgin Mary was going to appear in 
New Jersey somewhere. And a there was 
a couple in the Catholic Diocese who 
called up and were upset about it. But 
there hasn't been a raging controversy at 
the radio station. The freedom of speech 
issue comes up a lot. 

Are there topics that you do not discuss? 
Chris: No. 

So, there's really no ground rules, as far 
as 'Do not talk about this.'? 

Chris: No. The main rule is to make it 
entertaining and make it interesting. 

station, I can't see them doing it, as long 
as they're owned by the current people. 

They're not the sort of broadcast group 
that leans modern? 

Chris: No. From what I understand 
from people that have worked there, 
they're not comfortable with that. So, I 
don't see them doing it.  They've 
changed recently. They have a new PD 
from Seattle, who's name I forget. 

Larry Sharp. 

Chris: Right. Evidently, he's taking it 
to a most music morning show approach 
again. 

How did they perform their last book? 

At radio, we've put our head in the sand for so long, saying that the people that 
listen to us don't think, they don't have a brain, they don't care. All they want 
us to do is back announce and say 'Here's another 40 minute, solid rock, neo-

classic, non-interrupted, sixteen in a row.' Come on! 

What's the hottest topic from your listen-
ers at this point? 
Chris: Right now: it's still the election 
and the debates. Sinead was a big topic. 
It was interesting, you'd think that she 
had actually killed somebody or some-
thing. And they were very divided on it. 
Some people felt that this is her right, and 
other people were saying, 'She shouldn't 
have done it.' Other people think that 
she was a big crybaby to get upset when 
people yelled at her about it. Censorship 
has been a big one. Abortion has come 
up a lot. The Giants, obviously, were a 
big deal for awhile. We all got tired of it 
after awhile. Unfortunately, we're the 
only major city in the world to blow hav-
ing a baseball team for no good reason, 
which makes me upset. 

Do you feel like your listeners are inter-
ested in on air comments and discussion 
regarding other radio stations in the 
market? 

Chris: We got into it a couple of times, 
especially when we first started. And it 
happens every now and then, when Alex 
will take a shot at our guys, or something 
like that. But it really doesn't come up 
very often. We don't solicit calls that 
compare us to another station, although, 
we do take shots at everybody on the air. 
When someone like Alex Bennett starts in 
with that stuff, does it blow back to you 
guys? Do you hear about it? 

Chris: Yeah, we hear about it pretty 
quickly. And yes, we do take shots at 
people on the air, but we don't have a lot 
of discussions with callers about it. A lot 
of times what will happen is you get peo-
ple calling up saying, 'I like you guys 
better than these people. You don t do 
this.' After awhile, it gets a little self-
serving, and you're preaching to the con-
verted. So, we don't do a lot of that, but 
it does come up. 
How come there isn't a guitar based 
Alternative there? Live 105 obviously 
does a great job of covering the 
synthIdance bases, right? 

Chris: Right. I think that we, probably, 
are as close to that as you're going to get. 
I'm talking about a music-intensive 
approach. 
Chris: The market is so over-radioed, a 
lot of people have looked at Live 105 and 
gone, Okay, these guys are very young,' 
and I think they're scared of that. 
You've got CBS owning KRQR. 
They're never going to go for something 
like that because it's the wrong demo. 
You've got KFOG, which is working 
with the SBR people. And Greg's back-
ground and the SBR background is not 
that. KOME would look at it as a strict 
format change. KSJO doesn't need to do 
it. I'm not sure who else is left in their 
niche that's willing to take a chance and 
basically change their format to do it. 
Did you hear the speculation that the Fox 
was going to go that way? 
Chris: Yeah. From what I understand of 
the ownership and the management of the 

Chris: Not very well. They were down 
a little bit. With Larry, they'll make 
some different opinions, and I think 
they'll do some more research. They 
may broaden out their music a little bit. 

On a musical level, given your sort of 
unique positioning, where do you shop 
for your new stuff? Who works you? 
For a long time, you were a key player in 
that, 'I've gotta get my Breaker this 
week' scenario. 

Chris: It's great not to have people go, 
'Add this, I need a Breaker.' 
But you get plenty of label attention, 
given your limited reporting status at this 
point? 
Chris: Locally, the music people have 
been very supportive. They've brought 
by tons of people who have been on the 
radio. We've had more people play live 
here than have played at KRQR in the 
entire seven years I was there. 

I don't get the same national pressure 
that I used to get, which is fine. I regu-
larly hear from friends like Sky Daniels, 
folks who are in the music business for 
reasons other than just getting Breakers. 
Those people are very supportive. They 
stay in touch, not based on how many 
adds they need the next week, but 
because they have a vision, I think. That 
makes a difference. 

Where do you shop for new music, given 
your relatively hybridized approach? 

Chris: I look at everything, all the differ-
ent charts. I look at what people are 
playing in the market. I look at the clubs. 

Do you play more attention to the 
Alternative lists? 
Chris: I look at the Alternative lists, but 
I don't say, 'Oh, this is #1 Alternative. 
I'll play it.' We look for a sound that fits 
the entire package of the radio station. I 
don't think you can have a cutting edge 
concept, and turn around and play 
Boston'More Than A Feeling', wasn't 
really relevant sixteen years ago, much 
less today. You're expecting these peo-
ple to be active and involved, and assum-
ing that they're active and involved in 
more than just one area of their lives. 
How tight are your rotations? 
Chris: Not very. There's not a 'Play an 
A here. Play a C here.' 
How do you schedule your music? 

Chris: We sit down and we come up 
with how much we need, and it's strictly 
float. The jocks are free to move stuff, 
insert stuff, drop stuff. They have a lot 
of input. They're not given a list, 'Play 
this or else.' 
Do you use a card system? 
Chris: No. We keep track of everything 
through Selector, so that everybody 
knows what the other people have 
played. But it is mostly current. The sta-
tion is 70 to 80% current. 

And you borrow mostly from the 8̀0s, I 
would assume? 
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Chris: Yes. 

Some '70s? 
Chris: If you hear any '70s, we will play 
some Bob Marley occasionally, but it's 
not your standard songs. You don't hear 
Boston. You don't hear The Beatles. The 
whole litany of the Classic Rock artists, 
we don't play. 

When your jock comes in to do a show, 
hopefully, their show prep's together. 
Chris: Right. The jocks here do an 
incredible amount of prep. They each 
have a producer, so there's a lot of show 
prep that goes on all day. The afternoon 
team is here at 10:30. Also, we all get 
together everyday and talk, so that I can 
tell them what other people have done. 
We'll look at angles to approach stuff. 
We'll get together everyday about their 
shows. And we all do it. The morning 
team, obviously, we do afterwards. But 
everybody else, we meet before we go on 
the air. 
How demanding, from a programmer 's 
standpoint, is it to execute that kind of 
format? 
Chris: It's tough, but it's a lot of fun. 
It's great to hear people actually listening 
to the radio station, or to have somebody 
call and say, 'I try to listen to you guys at 
work, and sometimes I have a hard time 
because I get engrossed in what you're 
talking about and what you're doing.' It's 
great to hear it, but it s also a difficult 
thing to program because we're not using 
the same rules, and we're not using the 
easy way out, which is, 'Here's sixteen in 
a row of the best testing songs of all 
time.' 

What do you think the most difficult 
aspect of doing the format from a pro-
gram director standpoint is? 

Chris: Teaching people to do what they 
learned to do when they got into radio, 
which was to think and communicate. 
Unfortunately — and I've seen this in the 
magazine before when you've done inter-
views and asked, 'Where do you find tal-
ent.' And the answer is 'We don't know.' 
People have spent years looking for morn-
ing people. It's really hard because as 
program directors, we've sat here and told 
people that the only way they're going to 
succeed in this business is to keep it sim-
ple, and not say anything, and not offend 
anybody, and never have an opinion, and 
the 'you're not paid to think' concept. 
It's difficult to have people that are able 
to think, and do have something to say, 
and can communicate, and get them out 
of bad habits. That's very difficult to do. 

And the worst, typical radio habits? 

Chris: Are coming up with every catch 
phrase known to man. Saying, 'What do 
you want to do? How are you going to 
handle this?' Making sure that you let 
them know that they have more than 30 
seconds to do an interview. And when 
you're talking to Frank Zappa — 

You don't just jump right into that 
prostate cancer question. 

Chris: (Laughs) Right. I don't want to 
hear people go, 'What's your favorite 
color?' or 'Who are your major influ-
ences?' We want them to say other 
things. T Bone Burnett was one of the 
first guests the second week we were one. 
He spent a lot of time talking about poli-
tics, ideas. Zappa spent 25 minutes talk-
ing about his ideas in politics, and that 
sort of thing. We had Dave Mustaine on 
from Megadeth after the Democratic con-
vention, so he talked about that. He 
talked about censorship. Then, he called 
us back and did a whole thing on the 
Republican convention. So, it had very 
little to do with Megadeth, 'How come 
you're not drinking any more? Your 
album covers look better.' It wasn't one 
of those 'Where do you go from here?' 
type deals. So, it's different. It's hard. 
And it's hard to make sure that people put 
the planning into it that's needed. For 
years, you could go in and do your radio 
show — I don't care what shift you did — 

with about four minutes of prep. Here, 
you can't. 

Do you find that when you provide people 
with a growth medium that allows their 
personalities to expand proportionately, 
that it's tough to control them? 

Chris: I could see where it could be a 
problem, but this is a good group of peo-
ple. They're very intelligent. It's proba-
bly the best read staff in radio. They 
understand their role as personalities and 
entertainers, but they're also smart 
enough not to make it so they're uncon-
trollable. They work together very well. 
They actually listen to the other person, 
which is refreshing to hear. They come in 
and go, 'You know, this person had this 
on. I can help them,' or, 'I've got some 
information that will help them in that 
area.' There's a little competitiveness 
occasionally about, 'I want this person.' 
It's sort of like a race who's going to get 
them on sometimes. But they work 
together very well as a team, which is 
nice to see. 

Do you think that they appreciate the 
uniqueness of their opportunity? 

Chris: I think so. One of the things that 
came up in every interview that we had, 
before we hired any of these people, was 
'I'm tired of radio and would like to try 
something different.' That had to come 
from them, not from a prompt. 

Do you test your music? Do you do any 
research? 

Chris: Nope. 

Do you do any sales research? 

Chris: I read the reports that come out of 
the marketplace. 

Do you rely primarily on the jocks for 
feedback on how they feel the music is 
working? 

Chris: Yes. They all come in, and they 
tell me what they re getting response to. 
They tell me they hear that they like. This 
is a tough job because it's very time con-
suming, but it's also an easier job because 
everybody feels like they have input into 
the radio station. And I've encouraged 
them not to be reticent about saying 
something. 

Gee, Chris, this conversation is just over-
flowing with love. I don't know if I can 
handle it... 

Chris: Do we ever disagree on anything? 
Yeah, we do. But the disagreements are 
philosophical, as opposed to dictatorial. 

Also, it's got to put a whole different spin 
on things as opposed to, say, arguing 
about which Jeff Healey cut to program. 

Chris: Like with Peter Gabriel, they'll 
come up and say, 'I like this one. I like 
this one. Why don't we do this?' One of 
our staff members brought in a list of 
about 200 titles, and he felt passionately 
that we should be playing every one of 
them. 

Did you, in fact, incorporate some of that 
music? 

Chris: Most of it. 

How do you rectify bringing together 
mainstream stuff  e Black Crowes and 
Van Halen, in conjunction with the much 
more modern things? It's difficult enough 
that you've integrate talk 

Chris: You look at people's musical 
tastes. Take the people just in radio, for 
example. They'll go, 'I really like this, 
but I can't play it. I like Morrissey, but I 
can't play Morrissey because it's an 
Alternative act.'  It's really not an 
Alternative act. It's a rock act. I don't 
know how many old lists you've saved 
from 18 years ago when we worked 
together, but if you remember, we used to 
play Alice Cooper back to back with the 
Temptations.

PuRE) Little is known of these 
Camden, England, newcomers. But 
should we fabricate a story where there 
is none? How much spoonfed narra-
tive do we really need when listen-
ing should be the modus operan-
di? Is this a personal dossier, 
music review or a cooler-than-
thou column? It's not new to 
flush journalistic integrity 
and stoop to the notion of 

writing what people want to read? 
Why not say that taxes are bad, work is 

unhealthy and social drinking is therapeutic? 
All that philosophical musing aside, most folks 

like to know that "insider" info (tho' some might deny 
it), because they want to feel like they're inside the loop. (It's a 
tenuous feeling, being inside that "indie" clique.) They should 
feel special if they got an early copy — Elektra shipped out 
import Too Pure vinyl many weeks ago, to give those with a 
turntable an opportunity to hear a larger dose of the band, but 
you'd have to work not to have heard them by now, what with 
their multiple singles and Peel Sessions floating around. The first 
to sign to Too Pure, th (no e, please) healers are one of a new cast 
of bands who color their pop coloring book with a blend of pro-
gressive and punk tinted crayons, a la H.P. Zinker. But they 
don't feel compelled to stay inside the lines. Like My Bloody 
Valentine and Loop, the Healers rivet the extremes of beauty and 
ugliness in an intrepid, frenetic alliance that defies new buzz-
words. They meld splinters of color the way two broken bottles 
are pressed under an iron; raw, shimmering and severe angles 
invite close but careful inspection. For more household creativi-
ty, puffy lines like "la-la-la" are scrubbed and smoldered with 
steelwool, and even the most cacophonous whirlwinds are lined 
with pretty vocals. Underneath all this energy lies the sinuous 
musicianship of Roxanne, Tom, Joe and Ben, folks for whom a 
pint is as important as the gig itself. Picture the Breeders and 
Swallow in a car crash with members of Sonic Youth, Trent 
Reznor and Tad; The ever-tortured guitar is molested into a 
buzzing, twitching and humming slash and burn ball. "This 
Time" spits out some infectious, nonsense syllables like Jane's 
"Been Caught Stealin" and "A Word Of Advice" explodes inside 
the ear like Sonic Youth's "Angel Roll, Orange Spit." "Moona-
Ina-Joona" (get it?) cranks up the fuzz-box guitar and the vocals 
murmur sheer intensity. For more coffeehouse-type appeal, 
there's "It's Easy Being You," or for a real timewarp, try their 
interpretation of Can's "Mother Sky." This little slab is already 
on hip stations like KCMU, KUCI, WBAU, WBNY, WCDB, 
WDET, WRFL, WRIU and WXCI. An intriguing time capsule 
of dissonance. Betcha can't listen once. (BR)

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Milk, "Tantrum" (LINK) It's quite hard to top the esteemed NME who described this debut LP from Milk in this manner, 
"It's grungy, it's gruesome, it's so damn raw it leaves skidmarks." This album was released last year in the 
U.K., as you can read above the reviews were nothing short of trouser splitting. But the origin of the band 
goes back to 1989 when they came screeching out of the grind of club dates in Camden toward London. 
Actually they were originally pigeonholed as_part of the 'Camden Lurch Scene" with this week's cover 
stars Th Faith Healers and bands like Silverfish, but Milk would soon separate from any one particular 
constricting container. Bob Mould himself requested that they open the U.K. shows for Sugar, and tracks 
like the incendiary "Claws" and "Hot Seat" fueled the press rave-a-thon that started with the band's 
warm-up slot on tours that ranged from The Rollins Band to Buffalo Tom. It's taken quite a while for the 
contracts to be sorted out to the point of U.S. release, but now that "Tantrum" is ready to rage here, we 
suggest a strong earful of the scathing "Girth." This pointed attack at religious hypocrisy easily predates 
the recent Sinead scandal, and if it in fact was a part of her inspiration, she obviously has retained more 
taste than most are currently giving her credit for! The trio on this record is comprised of vocalist and 
guitar masher Vic, Duncan on bass and Chin behind the kit. Chin is also responsible -for the extremely cool 

package illustrations, but has since been replaced by Vic Tracey. With rumor and innuendo flying that Milk is actually a thing of the 
past, even prior to our delivery, anyone who listens to this powerful debut will hope they're just late on their rounds. Already on 
KGRIC, play very loud! (MM) 

Action Figures, "Big Wonderful" (EGGBERT RECORDS) It's taken nearly seven years for this quartet from Fairfax, 
Virginia, to commit their unique love of power pop to vinyl (or in this case — - disc). Influenced by a wealth 
of pop inspired artists, from Dramarama and Game Theory to Flamin' Groomes and Big Star, Action 
Figures are akin to a teenage girl's angst as she faces a dateless prom night. The one cover in this debut 
13 song extravaganza is a footnote to pop history from Snips called "Nine O'Clock," inspired from hearing 
Weasel play the original repeatedly at WHFS. Sounds like a good enough reason to us. Of the band's 
originals, "She Screams Elvis Is King" may confuse an odd Alex Chilton worshiper or three, and "New 
Christy Minstrel" has already been a fixture of Rodney Bingenheimer's radio show, with lyrics that mention 
Rodney himself, as well as Dramarama singer/songwriter John Easdale. Chris Piller is the multi-instrumen-
talist songwriting focus of Action Figures, and his aforementioned remake of "Nine O'Clock" is simply put, 
a smash single in waiting. Other highlights include Jim Waters' "Big Wonderful Blue" with a feel that melds 
The Band and "J Ave It To Death,'  the sinister bent of Jeff Smith's "Having Fun With My Gun" (Pixies fans 
take note) and "American Crawl." Also try "Second Class Believer" and especially "Birdhouse." If you 
need a copy give Pat Pierson a buzz (get it?) at 201-402-1876. (MM) 

inspirai Carpets, "Revenge Of The Goldfish" (MUTE/ELEKTRA) Leave it to the Inspirais to up the ante when many 
seemed ready to fold and leave the table. Where the rest of the major players in the burgeoned-Manchester 
scene had become embroiled in artistic or legal battles, these lads cut through the cow patties and made 
records, lots of them over the course of their four year history. The irreproachably pert Carpets could have 
been wet, but easily managed to fly over many of their colleagues. Their first release was the import only 
"Plane Crash" EP in '88, but most Stateside got their first earful with the "Cooler Than Fuck" EP three 
years ago (the sassy cow imprint making a solid impression). Then two albums ("The Beast Ins *" and 
"Life) relentlessly attacked  the charts on both sides of the Atlantic. "Generations" was the prelude to the 
latest disc, which has them currently riding the radio wave at 44-35*, with the help of ICACV, KDGE, LIVE 
105, ICROQ, WDET, WDRE, WFDU, WHTG, WICNC, WRAS and WWVU. The rest of the album shows 
nothing but their standard levels of songwriting. Listening to the Inspirais has two immediate pleasures: 
the ever-present farfisa and Tom Hingrey's Julian-like vocals. Among the highlights are: "Bitches Brew" 

"Don't Bring Me Down").

D efinition Of Sound. "The Lick" (CHARISMA) Lots of folks were out to lunch when Definition Of Sound first burst in 
the door with "Love And Life" and the boisterously groovy "Now Is Tomorrow." Hip hop has never been 
stronger or more commercially viable with Naughty By Nature, Kriss ICross and House Of Pain on top of 
the charts this year, and there's no reason why D.O.S. can't cut their deserved share of the growing pie. 
Whether the public at large knows it or not, their music is inherently entwined with soul, R&B and other 
time-tested musical forms, not just some fad that will disappear in time. De La Soul proved their modern 
flower power could bloom, and others are reaping bigger commercial harvests all the time. The British 
pair of Kevwon and Don have deconstructed the largely intellectual sound of their previous album in favor 
of a more soulful and human spirit. Among those contributing is Elaine Vassel, who sang so beautifully on 
songs like "Now Is Tomorrow" and "Passion And Pain." The irresistible singalong hook of first single "Mud 
Are You Under" is wrapped in a reggae flow of rolling words and beat. More than paying lip service to the 
hippie-mentality, these guys have a real Donovan fascination ; "Wear Your Love Like Heaven" has been 
followed by the revamped "She Hangs Out." Other candidates for the party tape: "Looking Good," 
"Sunshine And Rain" and "Travelling Man." (BR) 

Carnival Art,' Weleome To Vas Llegas" (BEGGARS BANQUET/RCA) Our format continues to mutate toward and 
assimilate a doctrine of restrictions, demographic responsibility and watered-down stabs at latching on to 
whatever cutting edge hemline is currently in vogue. The sad fact is, that by narrowcasting sonic possibilities 
through a maze of call-out research, focus groups and plain old fear, we inch perilously closer to becoming 
the rote monster that forced our inception in the first place. Think about it for just a second. Where are 
the "little" bands? Who are you cultivating to take the place of the plethora of former exclusives that we 
currently share with other parts of the dial? With that in mind, how many of you (hopefully by now, 
guilt-rid-den) programmers can honestly attest that this new effort from Carnival Art has been thoroughly 
auditioned, let al-one absorbed? If you remain ignorant of this L.A. band's supreme ability (or feel the 
sudden temptation to lease a Volvo — - complete with car phone), take a deep breath, focus on your inherent 
musically-driven ideology and cast aside time-buy wars, promotional spiffs and the perplexing plastic 
latitudes a masturbatory industry ego-stroke initially obscures. Play Carnival Art's 'Welcome To Vas  
Llegas" at a neighbor annoying volume level. Play air guitar. Make Cheese Whiz nachos and revel in a 

band that truly defies categorical constriction. This is rock — - hey, who said that before? Admittedly, "Shit Thick" (as swell as it is 
will give you a problem with the F.C.C., but "Blue Food" rocks in hooks alar e way and the quirky scales and measures of "Crepitus," smooth i? 

an (but dangerous)  of "Little Elvis," frantic pulse of "Which Is Wi  d riff-laden wallop of "Sucker Punch" clearly spell the future 
is now! Produced by Nick Sansano (Sonic Youth, Public Enemy,  e Bats and Ice Cube — - can you say adaptable?) Welcome To  
yas Lieg e is a crucial cacophony of controlled frenzy. Explore, adapt and be saved. While you're at it, dig out their debut and 
discover "Itchy Little House." (MM) 
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Singles Going Steady 
Thousand Yard Stare, "Comeuppance" (POLYDOR/PLG)  We've been reading about (and in many 

cases, purchasing the import offerings) of this band for over a year now. But since the U.S. remains 
reluctant to launch a new artist/band with singles or EPs too far in advance, we've had to wait until their 
debut album was a tinge away from release for "Comeuppance" to officially appear. A precocious quintet 
(barely 21) that emerged from the heretofore unknown U.K. town of Slough (a borough of Berkshire) to 
nearly instant critical acclaim, Thousand Yard Stare are destined to rapidly build and expand upon their 
legitimate grass roots support through the release of their full-length debut — "  ." "Comeup-
pance" is best described as what should happen when tone pulsing density and solid pop structure meets 
a drama-droid of electric guitar pluck and slash. This track is kind of like a collaboration between early 
Gang Of Four and Miles from The Wonder Stuff (short version) or The Catherine Wheel meet The 
Charlatans on a night they left their keyboard home (on the long mix). Huge potential that shouldn't 
missed. Speaking. of which, the promo CDS contains a pair of non-LP gems, "Wish A Perfect" and 
"Standoffish." (MM) 

Gene Loves Jezebel, "Josephina" EP (SAVAGE 
RECORDS) It's been nearly three years since Gene Loves 

Jezebel issued their "Kiss Of Life" 
album, itself somewhat of a rebirth that 
found Jay Aston to be the lone found-
ing twin in residence. Cut loose from 
the Geffen roster a year later, the band 
reportedly signed a new deal with At-
lantic then quietly faded from view. 
Even though new material failed to 
appear, they toured here in The States 
(without record company support) 
and eventually it was learned that the 

supposed Atlantic contract was null and void. Finally the band 
has surfaced with Jay leading long-time companions Pete Rizzo 
(drums), guitarist James Stephenson (at one time a member of 
Generation X) and newcomer Robert Adam. The upstart 
Savage label will be issuing their long awaited "Heavenly Bodies" 
album, and "Josephina" serves as a perfect reacquaintance to 
their trademark of smoldering sex and wail. Production was 
turned over to old friend Peter Walsh, who previously drenched 
their dials on 1987's "The House Of Dolls," not to mention his 
multitude of outside credits — - including Simple Minds, China 
Crisis and Peter Gabriel, to name but a few. This advance EP 
gives us two mixes (both are worthy) of "Josephina," as well as a 
pair of non-LP tracks — - "Tomorrow's Colours" and "Life 
Without Love." Brother Michael has yet to surface, but this new 
chapter is already airing at KKDJ. (MM) 

Happy Mondays, "Angel" (¡LEKTRA)  Turn up the 
hi-fi, and flee from the maddening 
crowds, but if the Mondays are dron-
ing through the speakers, the crowd 
won't be far behind.

The line between "alternative" and "classic rock" is getting more 
and more blurred. As the cycles perpetually spin, like the revolu-
tions of the earth (did you set your clock back?), more and more 
bands channel themselves via sounds that were topping the charts 
when a lot of the today's audience was being conceived. The 
Skeletons come a lot closer to linking t̀ween the two worlds. D. 

Clinton Thompson and Lou Whitney 
(formerly of Arthur Conley's band and 
who also produced the first Del-Lords 
album) formed the Skeletons at the 
time they were also playing as the 
Morells. After one album, that forma-
tion went kaput, and the Skeletons 
took priority. They put out two import 
albums on Next Big Thing that 
demonstrated their potential, for both 
commercial and college radio. The 

Skeletons have played with the likes of Jonathan Richman, Dave 
Alvin (on his latest tour) and Scott Kempner (on his new album 
"Tenement Blues") and keep their chops practiced by touring 
endlessly. Their latest, and first domestic, album, "Waiting" puts 
an end to it. This is an album that should catapult the band, and 
it doesn't take a rocket scientist to know this propulsion power. 
They play almost as many covers as originals. Variety? How 
about going from the Easybeats' "St. Louis" through the ghost of 
Arthur Lee on "Downtown" to Sonny Bono's "It's The Little 
Thing" to Otis Redding-inspired "That'll Work" to the Beach 
Boys' "How She Boogalooed." Classic blues and modern interps 
every step of the way. Too great to relegate to any specialty show 
box. (Alias awaits your calls at 818-566-1034.)... And speaking 
of bands that deserve a break, the 
Young Fresh Fellows have been slug-
ging it out for years. What is 
everybody waiting for? The best in-
vitation to boogie is their nifty-entitled 
"It's Low Beat Time." Their seventh 
album (not counting imports, com-
pilations, singles, etc), the fabulous 
boys from the Pacific Northwest 
produced this with that Butch Vig guy, 
Conrad Uno and assorted others. 
Let's see, if They Might Be Giants can 
sell lots of records and tour with Tony Maimone and Kurt 
Hoffman, if Mudhoney can sign to a major, if every conceivable 
polka-funk band from the NW can be fought over by A&R reps 
in steel death cage matches, then surely the Fellows deserve to 
be considered for your humble attention. Especially when each 
of their albums are as good as the last and first and all in between. 
Smartly dedicated to the Dharma Bums, another well-kept NW 
secret, "Low Beat Time" is chock full of rowdy tunes like "A 
Minor Bird," "Right Here," "The Crafty Clerk," "Love Is A Beauti-
ful Thing" (the Young Rascals song) "Low Beat" (intro written 
by Tad) and "Green Green" (featuring Rufus Thomas of "Walkin' 
The Dog" fame, and FYI, let it play through). Utterly cool and 
undeniable, whatever your reason for living. All love letters, 
blank checks and Billy Ray Cyrus autographs can be sent to 
Frontier, call 'em at 818-506-1723.... Zipping three thousand and 
some odd miles across the contiguous 48, the Boston area has 
been home to more than a few great bands. And to prove that 
the talent well isn't drying up, CherryDisc Records is putting out 

a collection of unsigned bands called 
"frush: Boston Compilation." You 
may be familiar with some of these 
names like Heretix and Gigolo Aunts

and but this may be the first time hear-
ing Motherlode, Letters To Cleo or 
Sidewalk Gallery. Aside from the 
Heretix and Gigolo Aunt cuts, great 
tunes are "Silverchain" from Sidewalk 
Gallery, Orangutang's "Cheny Bomb," 

Letters To Cleo's "Green Eggs" or Stomp Box's "Chevy S-10." 
Give CherryDisc a ring at 617-244-8521. You'll say it's not 
enough! Laughing Hyenas' latest is a four track EP called 
"Crawl." Their last "Life Of Crime" album was a bucket full of 
demons, and its predecessor is denser, pound for pound. I first

saw the Hyenas at the Rapp Arts Cen-
ter a few years back, and was 
surprised that John Brannon can still 
speak, much less, sing (a word used 
loosely) now.

treme Conditions Demand Extreme 
Re.sponseg," their first album (on 
Earache/Relativity) is a grievous 
combination of Japanese jazz-core 
vocals (a la Yamasutka Eye of the 
Boredoms and John Z,orn's Naked 
City, with whom Sharp has been 
known to play) and brisk, well-turned 
Napalm Death-style music. Far from 
mindless vocal barking, their lyrics reflect their vehemently op-
position to animal testing and consumption and asundry mental 
laziness. You'll laugh, not cringe, so give a spin to "Binh Of 
Ignorance," "Ill-Neglect" (also a 7" single, the B-side includes a

The Minneapolis based Style Monkeez 
are a brash new four piece that spew 
forth a heady brew of mutated style, 
genre and influences. A major attrac-
tion on the Twin City club circuit, they 
are ready to make the leap to national 
attraction with the release of their 
debut effort, "Schmelt Fry In Antigo" 
on CMC International Records. For a 
handle on where they are coming from 

musically, you need look no further than their eclectic choice of 
covers — - Big Black's "Jordan" and the Madonna, Lenny 
Kravitz, Ingrid Chavez penned "Justify My Love." The remaining 
eleven tracks are all original, and we suggest "Eat My Jive," 
"Night Lite" and "Rage" as logical starting points. If you need 
service, call CMC at 919-269-5508.... Another band on the top 
of their local scene are poised to step into the national glare. 
This time the scene is Athens, GA and the band is called 
Five-Eight. Using the average height of the American male as 
their namesake inspiration, they have 
a very interesting debut just out on Sky 
Records — - "I Learned Shut Up."

Julian Cope. This twenty track col-
lection on Island/PIG covers Julian 
from his Teardrop pop days (daze?) 
up through his triumphant master-
piece "Peggy Suicide." As a long time 
fan, it's no surprise the omission of 
certain tracks (especially "When I 
-121 am") are  perplexin But as a 
primer for the un (or under) initiated, 
it is a wonderful document. The set is 
broken up into four "Phases" with 

classics like "Bouncing Babies," "Reward" and "Treason" repre-
senting his pop explosions, the psychedelic psychotic "Reynard 
The Fox" his early solo work, while the "Saint Julian" commercial 
attempts are enveloped through tracks like "World Shut Your 
Mouth" and "Trampolene." There's even a smattering of the rare 
import indie, basement tape releases "Skellington" and 
"Droolian" with the inclusion of "Out Of My Mind On Dope And 
Speed" and "Jellypop Perky Jean." This set has been available for 
a short time as an import, and is actually arriving a mere month 
or so ahead of Mr. Cope's monumental new effort, "Jehovah 
Kill."... Although Talking Heads are 
currently at 17* on the chart, the 
album is basically a retrospective that 
features a few new and/or previously 
unreleased tracks. "Sand In The  
Vaseline" (Sire/Warner) is being 
propelled into chart heaven due 
primarily to the infectious groove 
(what a great name for a band) of 
"Lifetime  Piling Up."  In addition to 
"Lifetime," the "new" tracks are "Pop-
sicle," "Gangster Of Love," "Sugar On My Tongue" and "I Wanna 
Live."... Warner has also re-issued (on 4AD) the sought after 
Modern English disc "After The Snow." Although previously 

available, this new version  expands the 
set with the addition of 6 original 
mixes previously available on import 
vinyl only! Of course this is the "Melt 
With You" album, and you may want to 
spice up the library by airing the 
original 7" mix of their signature track 
included here, while the personal 
favorite is the long out of print mix of 
"Someone's Calling" found on the 
set.... Another essential 4AD/Warner 

arrival is the fabulous "fins" from The Birthday Party. The 
origin of Nick Cave (or Roland S. 
Howard for that matter — - and let's 
not forget Lydia Lunch) is certainly 
not the only high point this Australian 
band should be remembered for, 
since they have yielded an influence 
over the music of the last dozen or so 
years that is nothing short of enor-
mous. Originally called The Boys 
Next Door in their birthplace of Mel-
bourne, they changed their name 
shortly before making London their new base of operations. 
Their initial wall of wail would lead many to lump the band in 
with outfits like Pere Ubu or the early Public Image Limited, but 
in fact Birthday Party were primarily set on shaking the founda-
tions of every musical form(ula) they could get their teeth into. 
"Ilits" is not the first compilation from the band, 1985 saw the 
import release of "A Collection...(The Best And The Rarest)" 
released here a year later (in altered form) on the Suite Beat 
label. These 19 tracks have been lifted from "Hee-Haw," 
"Prayers On Fire," "Junkyard" (their best) and "Mutiny." Re-
quired listening indeed!... Capitol Records has re-issued The 
Butthole Surfers' "FiQuhgd" (pronounced pee-owed) originally 
out in 1991 on the sadly defunct Rough Trade label. This was

the band's final release, and features 
their top notch mutation of Donovan's 
classic Hippie sound poem, "The 
Hurdy Gurdy Man," as well as the four 
part "Lonesome Bulldog"  and 
"Revolution" which immortalizes 
Gary Shandling.... Speaking of 
Capitol, now that Graham Parker 
hangs his new material in the circular 
tower, his last label (RCA for those 

who have lost count) has issued a retrospective cleverly called 
"The Best Of Graham Parker 1988-1991." Cute title, eh? At any 
rate, Parker's brief tenure at the label 
resulted in some typically brilliant 
material, the best of which can be 
found here; "Get Started, Start A Fire," 
"Don't Let It BreakYou Down" and the 
acoustic live rendition of "Soul Cor-
ruption" are just a sample. In addition 
there are a pair of previously un-
released tracks of note, "Ordinary 
Girl" (produced with Brinsley 
Schwartz) and "That Thing's Rockin" 
(produced with Brinsley and Jon Jacobs). Perhaps Graham's 
most overlooked album on RCA was his brilliant "Live! Alone 
In America" set, and the inclusion of four tracks here from that 
album only reinforces why. A library must!... Sire/Reprise has 
added to The Smiths catalog with "The Smiths Best...1," a 

companion of sorts to the previously 
released double collection "Louder 
Than Bombs." Fans will want to own 
this one, even though all the material 
has been available elsewhere. In fact, 
there's even some tracks that appear 
both here and on "Louder!" Fourteen 
tracks in all, each one a classic. The 
two oddities about the set have nothing 
to do with the music: 1. There is no 
listed "cover star." 2. All the lyrics are 

included! You can bet volume two is already in the works, how 
about a collection of B sides next time?... Indic Taang! Records 
have finally issued the debut album 
from The Lemonheads on CD, and 
tacked on the band's first single, as well 
as four previously unreleased tracks for 
a grand total of 20 tunes! "Hate Your 
Friends" includes some of Dando and 
company's best stuff like "Second 
Chance" and "Uhhh" (both written by 
Ben Deily, and Evan's "Don't Tell Your-
self It's OK" and "Fed Up." Originally 
released in 1987, it's quite amazing how 
The L,emonheads have managed to change while staying exactly 
the same at heart. Call the label at 617-876-2411 for a copy. So 
here's to you Mrs. Robinson  — goo goo ga joob.

Mudhoney, "Piece Of Cake", Reprise.... These alterna-
tive based Seattle scenesters have been churning out music from 
there, since long before it was fashionable to do so. Actually, 

their formation occurred some four and a 
half years ago (1988), and the new music 
world was first introduced to their 
stripped down clanky sounds via the Sub 
Pop released single, "Touch Me I'm Sick" 
(which sold nearly 6000 copies). From 
there the trail is easy to follow. The 
band's first full length "Superfuzz Bigmuff' 
landed that same year, followed by two 
7"s "You Got It/Burn It Clean" and "This 

Gift/Baby  Help Me Forget", the eponymous "Mudhoney" in '89, 
the EP "Boiled BeefA nd Rotting Teeth" in 1990, and "Every Good 
Boy Deserves Fudge" in 1991. With attention on the rise, the 
current wave of alternative crossover bands just beginning to 
crest and the band's talents increasing.., they broke up. For-
tunately however, the band, (Mark Arm, Steve Turner, Matt 
Lukin and Dan Peters) have pulled it all together again, and you 
have now before you the latest installment in the Mudhoney 
chronicles -- "Piece Of Cake" (the first single being "Suck You 
Dry"). Now aligned with Reprise, their major label debut is being 
worked at both the alternative and metal radio markets, and 
shows strong signs of doing equally well at each, since both sides 
have adapted fairly well to this kind of double teaming promo 
effort (we see so much of it lately). Mudhoney, keep the lines 
straight and simple -- not so grungy, but ultimately aggressive 
and brimming over the edges with anxious tension (not the 
standard specialty from that fair city... thankfully). Pocketed 
throughout by bizarre little snippets of sound and effects, the 12 
songs (meaning those over 2 minutes -- there are 17 tracks total) 
range from almost melodious mid-tempo styles ("Thirteenth 
Floor Opening", "Acetone") to the more abrasive and bristling 
rockers ("Suck You Dry", "No End In Sight"). 33 of you added it 
already, and more are sure to follow suit. What are ya waitin' 
for, dig in it's yummy. Also try "I'm Spun", "Let Me Let You 
Down" or "Make It Now".

Chainsaw Kittens, "High In High School", Mammoth....we here on the metal front, got our first introduction to this mod 
bunch of grinders by way of the album "Flipped Out In Singapore", which came out way back in January. Interest abounded but radio 

reaction was a little slow to take. We continue to hope that will change, especially with the issuance of this 
Butch Vig produced, 6 song EP, featuring two songs from "Flipped Out..." ("High In High School" and "Connie 
I've Found The Door"), three new ("Couple #23", "Stuck" and "Walk Softly (For D.M.)") and "One" crunchier 
classic cover (Harry Nilsson/Three Dog Night). If you'll recall, the Chainsaw Kittens (don't ya just love the 
name), are well versed students in the theories of power pop, though their new songs sport a decidedly heavier 
sound, jagged all around the edges and much less, well... glammish. These Zen Kittens after all, (Tyson Todd 

_  Meade-vocals, Mark Metzger-guitar, Trent Bell-guitar, Clint McBay-bass and Aaron Preston-drums) are a 
  high falutin, super made up bunch of karma totin' popsters who wear the Hanoi Rocks/New York Dolls colors 

proudly. Well, there's still a bunch of that flying about, but they're as scratchy and slinky as ever -- even a little 
more aggressive (that's the post-punk influence bleeding through). The first track to radio is once again "High In High School" (too 
many overlooked this song the first time around anyway). It's naturally a rowdy little rockfest of youthful exuberance and insinuation. 
Something, an awful lot of people can relate to (perhaps too many). If you missed the Kittens the first time, don't let 'em escape this 
time. They're purr-fect for your playlists (eeooh, I can't believe I said that). In other words, "Pbffft, thwack" (Bill The Cat--Bloom 
County). 

Tumbleweed, "Weed seed". Seed....And here's a lovely double debut of sorts for all you alterna-rockers. New on the label end 
is Seed, an independent company distributed by Relativity. And this colorful, psychedelically drenched grunge fest of a band (from 

down under don't ya know), is their first offering to the alternative and metal masses. That's right, hailing 
from Wollongong, Australia are Tumbleweed -- a retro five piece (Lenny-guitar/vocals, Ritchie Lee Willow-
vocals, Jay-bass, Paul-guitar/vocals and Steve-drums) who blend heavy grinds with swirling melodies and some 
catchy little snippets here and there. They look like they were beamed out of Woodstock smack down into 
the 90's, but their vision is clear. Well, grungy actually without all the noisy aggression. Grainy, rootsy and 
full of atmosphere and for lack of a better word, vibe. With two EPs tucked neatly under their suede hippy 
hats ("Theatre Of Gnomes" and "Weedseed"--not entirely to be confused with the full LP we now are getting 
acquainted with), the band were primed for full album status, and thus the latter five songs were merged with 

six new and the result is this kaleidoscope of thought and imagery you now possess (the art on this one is wonderful and I wear my 
hippy flower fairy T-shirt proudly). Trippy, slipping, sliding, turning and flying... the music is downright catchy at times, yet elusive 
and hazy at others. A special blend that's sure to have folks buzzing in no time at all.., let's hope so anyway. Pick up the CD and try 
"Carousel", "The Sky Is High", "Holy Moses","Stoned","Fish Out Of Water" or "Rainbow Waterwillow". 

"Gruntruck hits you like a psychedelic upper cut and knocks you flat on your ass..."Tribe" is a 
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Quick Prize 
Failure, "Comfort". Slash....1 was tempted to make this 
review as sparse as the information provided about the band... 

barely a sentence. But then, the music 
caught hold and I couldn't resist plowing 
headfirst into some sort of a rave. 
Formed in Los Angeles, Failure is Ken 
Andrews-vocals/guitar, Greg Edwards-
bass and Robert Gauss-drums. Their 
debut album, "Comfort" was self-
produced and engineered by Steve Al-
bini.  Outside of those little tidbits, all 

you really need to know is that the CD rocks--even if it is a slow 
burner. Low churning grooves, funnelled through controlled, 
but strong guitars (non-menacing, but big), and a drum kicking 
madly in your face. Slow and dirgy one song, with moody 
intensity ebbing in and out ("Screen Man"), faster, itchy grinds 
on another, all create a record powerful in its simplistic, stark 
landscape. The pace picks up a bit with "Muffled Snaps" (about 
as uptempo as the record gets so be prepared for that kind of a 
mood-altering experience), "Princess" and "Pro-Catastrophe" 
(heavier and more insistent than most of the other songs). Also 
dive into the dirge of "Submission", "Something" and "Salt 
Wound". Not a hyper-cataclysmic record, "Comfort" instead 
seeps into your consciousness and settles somewhere deep in-
side. Restless in its urgency, it still maintains an air of dark 
introspection. Check it out. 

David T. Chastain, "Movements Thru Time", 
Leviathau....David has certainly proven over the years to be 
one of the most prolific and active musicians around. Over the 

course of the last nine years or so he's 
released enormous amounts of material, 
in various forms. As with his band Chas-
tain, or CJSS (Chastain, Jinkens, Skim-
merhorn & Sharp), Chastain Harris, one 
as Spike and several solo projects. Be-
sides which he runs the Leviathan label 
which has brought you a variety of in-
strumental virtuoso work. Now amazing-
ly enough, between new efforts, David is 

releasing this 15 track compilation which chronicles his various 
projects from 1983 on. Among them songs from all the above 
mentioned groups. Like "Thunder And Lightning", "Citizen Of 
Hell" and "The Bargain" from the CJSS album "Praise The Loud", 
or "We Must Carry On" from Chastain's "The 7th Of Never". And 
the list goes on, including a mountain of David's much heralded 
guitar playing, particularly noteworthy on some of the tracks 
lifted from his solo albums. The man never seems to sit still and 
this compilation seems proof positive of his wholly creative 
nature and that of his band mates (who have included Leather 
Leone, Ken Mary, David Harbour, Mike Skimmerhorn, Michael 
Harris, Greg Martin, Les Sharp, and Russell Jinkens among 
others), and makes for a wonderful retrospective of his career 
so far. One thing is for sure, you can always expect a ton of new 
material still to come from this man of many hats. More power 
to him always.

To make a long story short, Century 
Media did not know that Petrov was still under contract with 
Earache and negotiations had to be reached between the two 
labels for distribution. Only 8,000 pre-manufactured copies of 
the album will be released so it can be considered a collectors 
item. Petrov has since re-joined Entombed. Hmmmm... Watch 
for the first release from the Red Decibel/Columbia union with 
a November 10th in store date for "Califunerar from Fat Tues-
day. If you don't know, Red Decibel and Columbia have a 2 year 
production agreement where Red Decibel artists will be dis-
tributed by Sony Music (with coordinated marketing, publicity 
and promotional support from Columbia Records). The album 
was first released in May of 1992 but is now remixed for Red 
Decibel/Columbia... Gorguts (Roadrunner) will have "Erosion 
Of Sanity" arriving in January of 1992... Okay, pay attention. The 
new Spread Eagle (MCA) album "Open To The Public" hits the 
streets on January 19th but the single "Devil's Road" will be 
serviced to metal radio December 14th (don't worry about 
reporting it until the second week of January tho). All you really 
need to know is that it is on the way and it rocks!... Also making 
its way onto the metal scene in January is "Breeding The Spawn" 
from  Suffocation (Roadrunner)...  Another Red 
Decibel/Columbia release will be a 4 song EP from Season To 
Risk. The EP and follow-up album from Season To Risk will 
arrive in 1993... Liquid Jesus (MCA) will have an LP out the 
first of the new year, as will Voivod (MCA), and Dead, White & 
Blue (MCA). For your information, Dead, White & Blue will be 
playing CMJ on Wednesday October 28th at The Tilt filling the 
spot between Life Sex & Death (Reprise) and Warrior Soul 
(DGC)... Watch for Annihilator (Roadrunner) to deliver "Set 
The World On Fire" sometime in late January or early February. 
• • • • • I'm outta here. Peace.

Peter Gabriel says he will tour in support of his current "Us" 
album. "I'm going to try to get to other countries to tour," 
Gabriel says. "I think the Human Rights Now tour was 
incredible for all of the musicians taking part, and many of 
us were playing in places that hadn't any concerts before — 
certainly of that scale. I think a lot of us are now going to try 
to include Africa, India, Central and South America, Eastern 
bloc, etc." Gabriel says the potential for profit is lower in 
those regions and ticket prices would have to be lower. "But 
it means so much to people and it's very interesting, so I'm 
looking forward to it." 

Former Marillion lead singer Fish is releasing an album of 
cover versions called "Songs From The Mirror," given that 
name because they are songs that he sang to his bedroom 
mirror when he was young. The tracks on the LP include 
"Hold Your Head Up" from Argent, "Question" by the 
Moody Blues, "Jeepster" from T. Rex, "Five Years" by David 
Bowie, "Apeman" by the Kinks, and songs from the 
Sensational Alex Harvey Band, Sandy Denny and Genesis. 
Fish is also recording covers of Yes' "Time And A Word" 
and the Who's "The Seeker," but these will likely be used as 
b-sides to singles. "I didn't want these covers to be just 
copies," Fish says. "We've used '90s technology, but mostly 
we concentrated on getting the attitude right. Rather than 
over-analyzing anything, like you do when it's your own stuff, 
we went for feel and brilliant performances." 

Drivin N' Cryin' played an unusual series of concerts in their 
hometown of Atlanta. In chronological order, the band 
devoted each concert to songs from, or related to, each of 
the band's five albums. The first concert features material 
from their 1985 debut, "Scarred But Smarter," the second 
1988's "Whisper Tames The Lion" album, and so forth. Kevn 
Kinney, vocalist for the band, says the idea came from an 
R.E.M. show in Atlanta a few years ago. "They did the songs 
from their album 'Murmur' at the Fox, took a break and came 
back and played their 'Green' album," Kinney says. The last 
of the five concerts featured material from the band's new 
album, which will be released (on Island/PLG Records) in 
February. The band plans to play Europe and England after 
the LP is released, then return to the U.S. for concert dates. 

Release of an album marking the 20th anniversary of an 
important U.S. Supreme Court decision regarding abortion 
is up in thr,ªi_r — an apparent casualty of the controversy 
over Body Count's "Cop Killer" and other rap titles. The LP, 
called "Choice: The Freedom Remix," would feature 
contemporary women artists singing tunes made popular by 
women in the 1970s, in honor of the Roe vs. Wade decision 
by the high court. L7 and Joan Jett have covered the 
Runaways' "Cherry Bomb" for the album. The B-52's want 
to record Helen Reddy's "I Am Woman," and Debbie Harry 
of Blondie and Tina Weymouth of the Tom Tom Club are 
set to collaborate on a version of Donna Summer's "Love To 
Love You Baby." But the project's organizers say no major 
label wants to release the LP. "One label was very close to 
committing, and then the thing with Ice-T broke," says Julie 
Hermelin, who's been working on the idea for over a year. 
"They were afraid of their stockholders' reaction to the 
album." However, another label (Sire Records) is putting out 
a "Just Say Roe" compilation featuring tracks from 
Madonna, Morrissey and David Byrne. 

David Bowie will be the executive producer of a film about 
Austrian physician Franz Mesmer. The $73 million film is 
being produced by Lance Reynolds, former head of an 
Australian record label and manager of the group Air 
Supply. Reynolds says Mesmer "was a man who believed in 
self-healing through use of the mind, a man whom Sigmund 
Freud paid homage to in his works." 

Nirvana begin work on their third album in November. 

"produce 
planning to use minimal eight-track equipment to 
an album that's closer in sound to the band's debut 

LP, "Bleach," than the eight-million-selling "Nevermind." A 
Nirvana compilation album will be out just before Christmas, 
including b-sides, songs previously released on compilation 
albums, radio sessions, and singles released on the band's 
former label, Sub Pop. The LP will also include one 
previously unreleased track. The album will either be called 
"Incesticicle" or "Throwaway." 

Bon Jovi's upcoming fifth album, "Keep The Faith," only 
includes two songs written with Desmond Child. "We wrote 
30 songs for this album and co-wrote with Des on two of 
them," Bon Jovi says. Bon Jovi adds that he doesn't think 
Child's solo album "was a very well-balanced record. I didn't 
think he was ready to do it, but he wants to be an artist." 
There are 13 tracks on the "Keep The Faith" album. The 
song listing: "I Believe," "Keep The Faith," "Sleep When I'm 
Dead," "In These Arms," "Bed Of Roses," "If I Was Your 
Mother," "Dry County," "Woman In Love," "Fear," "I Want 
You," "Blame It On The Love Of Rock & Roll," "Little Bit 
Of Soul" and "Save A Prayer." 

Sinead O'Connor was booed when she appeared at the Bob 
Dylan tribute concert at Madison Square Garden in New 
York City. She was supposed to perform "I Believe In You" 
and "When The Ship Comes In," but after coming on stage 
she sang Bob Marley's "War," then walked off stage in tears, 
helped by Kris Kristofferson. O'Connor also sang "War" on 
the television program "Saturday Night Live" the night she 
tore up a picture of the pope. A spokesman for O'Connor 
says she was "heartbroken" after being booed off the stage 
at the Bob Dylan tribute concert and that other performers 
shunned O'Connor backstage. Madonna jumped into the 
controversy saying O'Connor shouldn't have torn up the 
pope's photo. "I think there's a better way to present her 
ideas rather than ripping up an image that means a lot to 
other people," Madonna said in an interview with RTE, the 
Irish state radio. "I think you have to do more than denigrate 
a symbol." Madonna said it's not "fair to rip something up 
and not offer a solution." O'Connor still plans to play New 
York City as part of her U.S. tour planned to begin around 
the beginning of December. However, O'Connor has been 
un-invited to a fashion show at the New York Public Library 
by Mary McFadden on November 5. O'Connor had been 
invited because many of the designs for McFadden's spring 
and summer collection were inspired by the Celtic "Book of 
Kells." 

Michael Schenker is recording a solo acoustic instrumental 
album, following the demise of MSG. The first thousand 
copies of the album will be made available through 
Schenker's fan club, then the LP will be available on 
Schenker's own British record label. Schenker is also 
reactivating his old 1970s group UFO. 

Britain's Crown prosecution service has declined to ban 
Madonna's "Sex" book, after investigating a complaint filed 
with police by a member of the British parliament. 
Conservative party member Nicholas Winterton had lodged 
the complaint with the police obscene publications squad. 
"This is a vile, obscene and pornographic book which 
features explicit sexual references and sado-masochistic 
scenes," Winterton said. "Filth of this kind should not be sold 
in our shops." But after an investigation, British police said 
they'd been advised that there was "insufficient evidence to 
provide a realistic prospect of conviction under...the 
Obscene Publications Act." Roger Waters and Cliff Richard 
have already criticized Madonna and her book publicly in 
England. The weekly newspaper the Observer printed 
excerpts from the book, with pictures, before the book went 
on sale, adding to the controversy. In the U.S., over 1,350 
copies of the book were stolen from a trailer parked outside 
a book distributor in Waltham, Massachusetts, about a week 
before the books were to have gone on sale. The thieves 
broke into the locked trailer, stealing 91 crates each 
containing 15 copies of the $50 book. And at least two 
publishing company workers agreed to accept reassignment 
because they objected to the book. R.R. Donnelley & Sons 
Co., in Willard, Ohio, told workers they could take another 
shift or assignment if they didn't want to work on the book. 
"We try to avoid work that's blatantly offensive. We do not 
seek to be censors and we do feel we can't reject work just 
because people might find it controversial," says Jim 
Ratcliffe, a spokesman for the company. 

The National Academy of Recording Arts & Sciences has 
postponed plans to hold the next Grammy awards at the 
Great Western Forum in Los Angeles, and will instead have 
the February ceremony at the Shrine Auditorium, which has 
hosted Grammys held in Los Angeles since 1978. 

Police in New Zealand have asked the Indecent Publications 
Tribunal to review the Body Count EP to see whether it is 
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indecent. The senior legal adviser to the police objected to 
three tracks on the EP — including "KKK Bitch" and "Cop 
Killer." The police group says says the EP deals with sex, 
crime and violence in a manner harmful to the public good. 
It asks that if the tribunal doesn't find the album indecent, it 
should at least be judged indecent in the hands of people 
below a certain age. 

Former members of the Pandoras are in a new group called 
the Muffs, who are about to record their debut album (for 
Warner Brothers Records). The band has been opening for 
Social Distortion on some California concert dates. 

"Cuatro" is the name of the upcoming album from Flotsam 
& Jetsam. 

A lot of people have commented in the change of sound on 
Suzanne Vega's new album, "99.9 F." But Vega says the new 
LP is "a logical progression. I don't feel the new things are 
wildly out of character. I just feel like releasing some things 
that have been lurking in my music for some time." 

The London Quireboys will release a new album next spring 
called "Bittersweet And Twisted." 

Alannah Myles says she rejected her record company's idea 
to have her sing a duet with Robert Plant on "Song Instead 
Of A Kiss," from her new album, "Rockinghorse." "Plant 
certainly wasn't going to do a duet with me, certainly not a 
love song that was written for me," Myles says. "But he did 
give me some vocal suggestions which are incorporated into 
it. There are some Robert Plant-isms that come out of my 
mouth simply because he's one of the most influential and 
strongest rock singers of the century." 

The next album from The Pursuit Of Happiness is slated for 
release in January (on Mercury), produced by Ed Stasium 
with Todd Rundgren playing guitar on one track. The LP will 
be called "The Road Downwards," and includes a song 
co-written with Jules Shear called "A Villa In Portugal." 

Boyz II Men's current single has spent a record 11 straight 
weeks at the top of the Billboard Hot 100, eclipsing a 10-week 
record set by Debby Boone's "You Light Up My Life" and 
Olivia Newton- John's "Physical." Elvis Presley had a 
number one for 11 weeks in 1956 with his double a-side 
"Don't Be Cruel"rHound Dog," but this was before the Hot 
100 was introduced in 1958. 

The Northern Pikes release their fourth album next month, 
"Snow In June." The 15 songs on the LP were co-produced 
by the band with Rob Jaczko, and Margo Timmins of the 
Cowboy Junkies makes a guest appearance on the track 
"World's Away." 

The next solo album from Grant McLennan will include a 
cover of the standard "Moon River." 

German authorities have ordered a song about tennis player 
Steffi Graf off the radio. The song, by the rock group 
Angefahrene Schulkinder (which is German for 
"Driven-Over School Kids"), is called "I Wanna Make Love 
To Staffi Graf." The song's lyrics suggest an incestuous 
relationship between Graf and her father, prompting 
authorities to confiscate copies of the record from stores. 

Madonna is developing a "family entertainment show for the 
networks to be shown on Sunday night at 8 o'clock," 
according to Sharon Cicero, president of television for 
Madonna's Time Warner production company. However, 
Madonna won't host or be a regular guest on the show. 

A home video is being released (by A*Vision Entertainment) 
called "It's Potty Time." It's being promoted as "the 
long-awaited instructional home video" and includes "catchy 
jingles and songs such as 'I'm A Super Dooper Pooper." 

The teenage son of John McEuen of the Nitty Gritty Dirt 
Band has been charged with stealing his father's $5,000 banjo 
and pawning it for $250 the following day. 18-year-old 
Andrew McEuen has been charged with theft and released 
in the custody of his father. McEuen, a founding member of 
the Nitty Gritty Dirt Band, lives in Murray, Utah, a suburb 
of Salt Lake City. 

Tiffany has become a mother for the first time, with the birth 
of a boy named Elijah. The 22-year-old singer, who got initial 

attention by performing in shopping malls, is married to 
hairdresser and makeup artist Bulmaro Garcia. The couple 
are selling their home in Santa Ana, California, for $1.5 
million. The home was owned at one time by actor Chuck 
Norris. Tiffany and her husband have found a home in the 
mountain that has enough room for her eight dogs and her 
recording studio. 

Jeffrey Gaines, who used Boston band the Neighborhoods 
when he re-recorded "Headmasters Of Mine" from his latest 
album, may recruit guitarist David Minehan for his own band 
now that the Neighborhoods are splitting up. Gaines became 
acquainted with the band when he attended the Berklee 
School of Music in Boston in the early 1980s. He asked them 
to play on a re-cut version of "Headmasters Of Mine." "I 
knew that they, as a band, would play the tune exactly how I 
heard it my mind," Gaines says. The Neighborhoods are 
breaking up after a lengthy career and the release of their 
debut album for a major record label. "This makes it a 
culmination," Minehan says, "a mostly positive way to leave 
while we're in top form, still sell tickets, and are still friends." 
But Gaines says he wants Minehan to play lead guitar for him 
in the future. "I'm gonna ask David to always be my guitar 
player in the studio at least," Gaines says. "David has so much 
going on, so much energy and life, that I know we'll be busy 
together again." 

Pigface have released their third album, "Fook," and the 
band, which includes members of KMFDM, Silverfish, 
Skinny Puppy, Killing Joke and the Rollins Band, plans to 
tour later this fall. 

Atlanta band Insane Jane have recorded a new album at 
Ardent Studios in Memphis with producer Warren Bruleigh, 
who's worked with Lou Reed. 

A former producer for the Supremes, the Temptations, 
Hank Williams Jr., and Roy Orbison is now concentrating 
on making soothing music for babies and children who have 
trouble sleeping. Terry Woodford says about 4,000 hospitals, 
nursing homes and specialized care centers are using a tape 
he made which includes 10 nursery songs backed by the 
sound of a human heartbeat, which helps sooth infants. "If 
you've seen what I have, you'd understand why I do this," 
Woodford says. He became interested in the concept in 1985, 
but it took a while before he could spend more time on the 
idea. "It took me about two years to sell my publishing 
company and get out of the music world," he says. Woodford 
now has six employees at his Audio-Therapy Innovations 
firm in Colorado Springs, Colorado. The company has 
already distributed about a half-million audio cassettes, 
some of them sold to adults who also want to sleep well. 

Marvin Gaye's 18-year-old daughter, Nona Gaye, has just 
released her debut album, "Love For The Future." The LP 
was recorded in Los Angeles and New York City and was 
produced by several different producer-songwriters, 
including people who have worked with Michael Jackson, El 
DeBarge, Karyn White, Lalah Hathaway, the Jets, Aretha 
Franklin, Bell Biv Devoe, Prince and Sheena Easton. The 
first single from the LP is called "I'm Overjoyed." 

Billy Preston has been sentenced to 90 days house arrest and 
five years probation by a judge in Santa Monica, California, 
who also ordered the keyboards player to immediately 
participate in a nine-month drug rehabilitation program. 
Judge James Albracht sentenced Preston after he pleaded 
no contest last month to charges of assault with a deadly 
weapon and possession of cocaine. The charges stemmed 
from two incidents in which he made sexual advances to two 
laborers he had picked up to do work at his home in Malibu. 
"I think it's an appropriate sentence," says Loni Peterson, a 
Los Angeles County deputy district attorney. "Mr. Preston 
has a very serious drug problem that causes him to act out 
unacceptable sexual behavior." 

Rapper Eazy-E of NWA has filed a lawsuit against Sony 
Music Entertainment, Sound of Los Angeles Records, Death 
Row Records and eleven individuals, in U.S. District Court 
in Los Angeles, claiming racketeeting and extortion. Eazy-E, 
whose real name is Eric Wright, says representatives of Sony 
intimidated him and threatened him during a meeting in 1991 
at the SOLAR Records office in Hollywood. He says he was 
physically threatened in an attempt to get him to sign over to 
Sony the rights to three musical groups on his Ruthless 
record label. "They had bats and lead pipes and said stuff 
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like 'I know where your mother stays'...little things like that. 
I was intimidated," Wright says. The lawsuit seeks $54 million 
in damages. Sony issued a statement defending itself against 
the charges. "We are confident that Sony Music executives 
acted at all times lawfully, ethically, and with sound business 
judgment," the statement says. Eazy-E's attorney also says 
Sony engaged in money laundering by releasing productions 
by Dr. Dre and then depositing "the proceeds of the 
productions into an institution." 

The Hooters have finished mixing their first album in almost 
three years. It's been co-produced by Joe Hardy. 

Elton John has become the first entertainer inducted into the 
Madison Square Garden Walk of Fame. John has played 37 
shows before over 700,000 fans at the arena. His most recent 
run of six shows ended with an AIDS benefit. John is the 26th 
person inducted into the walk. 

Sax player Clarence Clemons says he won't be going to see 
Bruce Springsteen in concert this year, even though it's been 
a few years since he played as part of Springsteen's E Street 
Band. "It would be like seeing your ex-wife with another 
man," Clemons says. "I wouldn't like it and I only go to things 
I like." 

Paul McCartney is one of the "15 Greatest Men on Earth," 
according to the November issue of McCall's magazine. 

The album Aerosmith are recording in Vancouver is now 
slated for release in February and is tentatively entitled "Get 
A Grip." 

Joan Baez says she's changed her political attitudes because 
she found they were getting in the way of her music. "I 
realized that my stringent, rigid approach to what I should be 
doing for other people never left much room to let new music 
or even levity in," she says. "I finally realized that I was the 
only one who could do something about it." Baez has 
disbanded her Humanitas International Human Rights 
Committee. "I know I can never fully forget my passion for 
non-violence....But the likelihood is that, at least for the first 
part of the tour, I am going to be worrying more about how 
the guitar is sounding than acid rain. If people can't deal with 
that, it's their problem." 

Boom Crash Opera are undertaking an acoustic tour of 
Australia in November. The band recently played an acoustic 
concert in Brisbane to raise money for homeless youth and 
enjoyed the show so much they decided to take it on the road. 

Jon Bon Jovi and his wife, Dorothea, had hoped to have a 
second honeymoon in Italy this year, before Bon Jovi begins 
a world tour that will continue into 1994. But their trip turned 
into a three-day vacation at their home in Malibu, California, 
because the band had to do last-minute work to deliver the 
new "Keep The Faith" album. 

Huey Lewis has a role in a new Robert Altman movie based 
on the short stories of Raymond Carver. He says he'll play a 
"rude kind of fisherman...a real sleaze bag. I don't think 
Disney is going to want me after this part." 

Todd Rundgren says his next album will be an interactive one 
— an audio CD that will allow listeners to create millions of 
different compositions based on his music. Rundgren has 
written the music so people who have CD-I or CD-ROM 
players can change the music with their joystick. "The album 
can be different each time you hear it," Rundgren says. "You 
navigate through a musical space that's like an aquarium. 
You swim in a music direction until you decide to change 
your vector. Or you can hang out in a part of the music if you 
like a verse. Or hear different lyrics and stay in the same 
musical space, with more or less instruments, with or without 
vocals, and so on." A standard CD version of the album could 
include "Todd's Mix" with a bonus CD showing how other 
producers worked with the same basic music. "Most people 
will listen to the music on a regular CD, but I want to start 
getting people familiar with the concept," Rundgren says. 
He's seeking a record label or electronic manufacturer to put 
out the album. 

Legendary Australian band Daddy Cool have been given a 
commemorative plaque from the mayor of the city of 
Melbourne, Australia, in recognition of their "outstanding 
contribution to Australian music history." It was the first joint 

public appearance in ten years for Ross Wilson, Ross 
Hannaford, Gary Young and Wayne Duncan. The band was 
biggest in the 1970s, but got together in 1982 when a 12-inch 
re-issue of "Eagle Rock" made the Australian charts. When 
it was first released, "Eagle Rock" was number one in 
Australia for eight weeks, making it the biggest Australian hit 
of all time. 

MTV plans to continue efforts to get people to vote in the 
November elections. The day before voting, the cable 
channel will replay most of the political features it has aired 
during the campaign. On Election Day, MTV will 
superimpose what it's calling a "bug," an animated symbol 
intended to constantly remind people to vote. 

Andre Young, formerly of NWA, has been convicted of two 
counts of simple battery in New Orleans in connection with 
a brawl in a hotel lobby. Young also pleaded guilty to a 
misdemeanor charge of battery on a police officer. He'll be 
sentenced in January and could be given an 18-month prison 
term. 

Jello Biafra says he's considering releasing Body Count's 
"Cop Killer" as a single on his own Alternative Tentacles 
record label. "I don't care if we have to release it as a 
nonprofit single, 'Cop Killer' has to remain out there," Biafra 
says. 

Thieves stole 18,500 copies of the new Prince album from a 
warehouse in Sydney, Australia, before the LP was released. 
Prince was said to be "devastated" at the news of the theft. 

Michael Jackson and Garth Brooks both make appearances 
on Eddie Murphy's next album, due out early next year (on 
Motown Records). Jackson duets with Murphy on one track, 
while Brooks sings with an all-star cast on "Yeah." 

Jimmy Page's album with VVhitesnake vocalist David 
Coverdale has been scheduled for release in February, but 
there's still no word on an album title. 

John Wesley Harding says his new album, "Why We Fight," 
is a folk album, unlike his previous LPs. "My first two records 
were done almost tongue-in-cheek," Harding says. "I 
wouldn't call them comedy albums, but they were rather 
parodic." Harding has recorded a version of Soft Machine's 
"Moon In June" with the Monks Of Doom for a promotional 
disc. He's also confessed that his real name isn't Wesley 
Harding Stace, as he's been telling people for years. He 
added the Harding name when he was 17, in honor of Bob 
Dylan's album. "It's just a lie I've chosen to tell," Harding 
says. "But lately I've been waking up sweating, so I've got to 
come clean." 

The latest album from veteran guitarist Pat Travers is called 
"Blues Tracks." It was originally intended to include 
guitarists like Michael Schenker of MSG and Jake E. Lee of 
Ozzy Osbourne's band, but those plans fell through. "I got 
together with a great drummer, Joe Nevolo, and this fantastic 
bass player, Brad Russell," Travers says. "We just had a list 
of old favorite blues tunes that I'd always wanted to do and 
I've never done. We came up with different arrangements for 
these things and I also wrote one of my own tunes while I was 
there...The album has a lot of energy." The LP includes 
versions of "Statesboro Blues," "I can't Quit You," "Sitting 
On Top Of The World" and "Just Got Paid." Travers is 
hoping to be on a major label next year with his touring band. 

Robbie Robertson and Daniel Lanois headlined a recent 
concert in New Orleans to raise money for the local 
NO/AIDS Task Force and a new non-profit organization 
called Local Musicians United. The first annual Funk-a-thon 
against AIDS featured about 20 local groups performing at 
the Storyville club. 

Australian band Painters & Dockers had to postpone a 
planned Canadian tour because band member Colin Buckler 
has been ordered to perform national service in Greece. 
Buckler reportedly got into a traffic accident with an army 
colonel while vacationing in Greece a few years ago, and 
because of some bureaucratic error, he's been receiving mail 
for the Colonel ever since. Buckler's received a letter from 
the Greek consulate in Australia ordering him to go to 
Greece or be forcibly sent there. He's been told not to leave 
Australia while the confusion is sorted out. 
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Goober & The Peas have been released their debut album 
"The Complete Works of Goober & The Peas" (on Detroit 
Municipal Recordings). The band recorded the 17-song CD 
in Boston with John Wesley Harding producing. "We were 
excited when we heard John Wesley Harding (would 
produce), because we thought he was the Old West guy, but 
he was a young un'," Goober says. "He never shot anybody." 
The band is planning a video for "Hot Women & Cold Beer" 
from the album. 

Chicago band Green will have a full-length CD out soon (on 
Futurist Records) called "The Pop Tarts." 

Enuff Z'Nuff's upcoming album, "Animals With Human 
Intelligence," will include liner notes from Rolling Stone 
magazine senior writer David Wild. 

Actress Traci Lords will have an album out early next year 
(on Radioactive Records). 

Tenor saxophonist Bob Mintzer has released an album 
tribute to the late guitarist Jaco Pastorius. Seven of the eight 
tunes on the album were written by Mintzer, while the eighth 
is Pastorius' "Three Views Of A Secret." 

The Elvis Brothers have released a 14-song CD on their own 
(Recession Records) label. 

The Chieftains have performed with the Houston Ballet in a 
production of "Sergeant Early's Dream," a piece created in 
1984 for London's Ballet Rambert. This was the second time 
the Chieftains had performed the piece with the ballet — the 
last time was in Cincinnati. The Chieftains have a new album, 
"Another Country," just coming out. It was recorded in 
Nashville and has guest appearances from Chet Atkins, 
Emmylou Harris, Willie Nelson, Ricky Skaggs and Don 
Williams. 

Little Texas have recorded more tracks at Ardent Studios in 
Memphis for their latest project. 

Kenny Neal is releasing a new album (on Alligator Records) 
called "Bayou Blood." It features keyboards from Lucky 
Peterson as well as Neal's regular touring band. 

Negativland are touring the U.S. in November as part of 
"Another Tour," latest package tour put together by the New 
York City club the Knitting Factory. The 19-city tour of 
eastern North America puts Negativland on the road with sax 
and bass player Amy Denio, former leader of Seattle band 
the Tone Dogs, and the duo of former Lounge Lizard Roy 
Nathanson with keyboardist Anthony Coleman. Amy Denio 
has an album out (on Knitting Factory Works) called 
"Birthing Chair Blues." The club is also planning "Knitting 
Factory Festivals" of Japan and Turkey next year. 

Paula Abdul, Color Me Badd, Vanessa Williams and 
Shanice are among the artists contributing new original 
songs to "Beverly Hills 90120, The Soundtrack" (on Giant 
Records). 

A Johnson City, Tennessee, resident says he's known for four 
months that there would be a U.S. postage stamp honoring 
Hank Williams Sr. next year. Beecher O'Quinn has been 
lobbying for such a stamp for two years after looking over a 
list of famous people who had been put on stamps. "I got to 
thinking, 'Well, good heavens, why not have Hank Sr.'s 
picture on a postage stamp?" O'Quinn says he first 
nominated Williams by sending a form to the Citizens' Stamp 
Advisory Committe in Washington, then he sent letters to 
governor, congressmen and mayors seeking support. He says 
he got responses from 22 governors, 10 U.S. senators, eight 
U.S. representatives and 28 mayors. 

Attorney Allen Grubman has asked the New York Supreme 
Court to dismiss the lawsuit filed against him by Billy Joel, 
calling Joel's suit "a sham — a contrived and libelous attempt 
to cause severe injury to a prestigious law firm and to extort 
a settlement." Grubman's court filing denies the allegations 
of conflicts of interest and kickbacks to Joel's former 
manager. 

Former Lone Justice bass player Marvin Etzioni has 
released a new album, called "Bone." It's his second album 
of the year, though his first was an all-acoustic LP called "The 
Mandolin Man." The new one sees him playing with a band. 
"I have a lot of songs and I'm always writing," Etzioni says. 

He's also co-written material for former Lone Justice lead 
singer Maria McKee and plays on her upcoming album. 

Xtra Large are releasing their debut album (on Giant 
Records), produced by guitarist Warren Athony Fitzgerald 
and the band. 

About $5,000 was raised at a benefit concert in Los Angeles 
for former New York Dolls bass player Arthur Kane. Paul 
Rodgers and Jason Bonham played a couple of blues 
numbers at the show, Sylvain Sylvain and former Blondie 
guitarist Frank Infante performed together. Dramarama 
performed with Pixies drummer Dave Lovering, but 
Chequered Past, who were supposed to headline the 
benefit, never appeared. 

Too Much Joy begin a short tour of the northeastern U.S. 
later this month. Their latest album is "Mutiny." 

Carole King is said to be close to a signing a deal for release 
of her next album, "Color Of Dreams." She's hoping to tour 
beginning in February. Guitarist Slash and keyboardist Ted 
Andreadis of Guns N' Roses play on King's LP. 

Blind Melon have released their debut album, which is 
produced by Rick Parasher, who has worked with Pearl 
Jam and Temple Of The Dog. "The writing is kind of 
ambiguous," says lead singer Shannon Noon. "Anybody 
can read it and find something that they need in one line 
and then find something else in the next line." 

Hammer's attorneys have sent a letter to the group 
Hammerbox that says "the use of the mark 
'Hammerbox'...will be misleading and confuse the general 
public." Hammer's lawyers are threatening a lawsuit if 
Hammerbox doesn't change its name. Hammerbox are 
recording their next album (for A&M Records) in London, 
with producer Michael Beinhorn (Red Hot Chili Peppers, 
Soul Asylum). 

Former Iggy Pop and Patti Smith band member Ivan Kral 
has released a solo album called "Native." He wrote all the 
songs on the LP and plays all the instruments. Kral now 
resides in Seattle, because he "wanted to live some place 
quiet." 

Portland, Oregon, band Sweaty Nipples are recording an 
album (for Nastymix Records). 

Mimi Betinis and Cliff Johnson, formerly of the Pezband 
and Off Broadway, have formed a group with some of their 
ex-bandmates. They're calling the band Black And Blond. 

Veteran British bluesman John Mayall will have a new 
album out in January. His last LP, "A Sense Of Place," came 
out in 1990. "We waited a long time to get a record deal, 
and I was very pleased with the results," Mayall says of 
"Place." "There's a new generation coming up that hasn't 
heard the band before." 

U2's "Achtung Baby" album has now sold over four million 
copies in the U.S. 

A Barry Manilow boxed set is planned, containing 
unreleased material as well as Manilow's greatest hits. 

Recordings of Americans who performed in the former 
Soviet Union will be among the first of thousands of releases 
planned as part of a new agreement between Russian state 
television and an American group. The United States Soviet 
Union Arts Group has been formed in Los Angeles to 
restore recordings from the archives of Ostankino. It says 
it will improve the quality of the recordings through a "state 
of the art process...developed by leading scientists in the 
Soviet intelligence community." Initial releases will feature 
Paul Robeson singing Russian and American songs, Artur 
Rubinstein, Yehudi Menuhin, Luciano Pavarotti, and folk 
singer Pete Seeger. "By making these recordings of 
American artists available, we feel we are restoring a 
precious part of America's culture," says Yuri Kornilov, 
General Director and Director of the Archive of 
Ostankino. Later releases will feature unknown artists 
whose recordings were never released in the West because 
they were out of favor with the ruling Communist party. 
Music of composers Serge Rachmaninoff and Tchaikovsky 
will also be released. 
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Tom Cochrane is getting some criticism in his native Canada 
for the way he sang the Canadian national anthem, "0 
Canada," at the second game of baseball's World Series in 
Atlanta. But his muffling of some words was overshadowed 
by the fact that a U.S. Marine carried the Canadian flag 
upside down in front of 51,000 people. 

Ry Cooder, Jan Hammer and Jimmy Webb have songs on 
the soundtrack to "Tales From The Crypt," a weekly series 
on the HBO cable channel. A single from the soundtrack (on 
Giant Records) will be "The Crypt Jam," billed as being 
performed by the Cryptkeeper, written and produced by 
Chuckii Booker. The LP also includes the program's main 
theme by Danny Elfman. 

Guitarist Joe Satriani has his first long-form home video out 
next month, "The Satch Tapes." The video offers a look at 
Satriani's history, and shows recording sessions for his new 
"Extremist" album as well as live performance footage. The 
video also includes clips for songs from "Surfing With The 
Alien" and "Flying In A Blue Dream," as well as interviews 
with Steve Vai, Nigel Tufnel of Spinal Tap and record 
producers John Cuniberti and Andy Johns. 

A proposal approved by the U.S. Congress and on the desk 
of President George Bush would put a 3 percent "royalty" on 
blank digital tapes and a 2 percent royalty on digital 
recorders to create a fund that would be distributed to record 
companies and songwriters to compensate for a perceived 
loss of sales income the industry thinks will take place when 
more advanced digital recording equipment becomes widely 
available. The royalty would not affect analog recorders or 
tape cassettes. It does apply to a Digital Compact Cassette 
tape recorder Tandy Corporation has just begun to sell, and 
the Sony Corporation's Minidisk which uses an erasable 2 
1/2-inch compact disc. These machines will only allow 
copying of the original recording of a piece of music, and not 
a copy of a copy. Mark Silbergeld, director of Consumers 
Union's Washington office, says the royalty is an unfair "tax." 
But he says it seems to be the only way that the digital 
machines will be released to the market. 

Alice In Chains singer Layne Staley has been performing on 
crutches after breaking his left leg in a motorcycle accident 
while the band was touring the land. 

7 Year Bitch release their first full-length album on 
Halloween (on C/Z Records). "Sick Fun" will include all the 
material the band has recorded to date, drawing from the 
band's 10-inch picture disc EP released in September, the 
band's seven-inch single of "Lorna," and cuts they have 
contributed to compilation albums. Roisin Dunne (pron: 
Ro-sheen) is the new guitarist for the band. Dunne is a Seattle 
native who has been spending the last three years working in 
the film industry in Los Angeles. 

Ministry guitarist Mike Scaccia has formed a new band 
called Blohole, who will release an album soon (on Triple X 
Records). 

Glenn Alvelais, formerly of Forbidden, has replaced guitarist 
Alex Skolnick in Testament. The band is planning to release 
an EP of harder-edged material in the near future. 

Tom Cochrane will be opening for Bad Company on their 
U.S. tour this fall. 

French composer Jean-Michel Jarre will give his first 
concerts in Sun City, South Africa, December 1 through 3. 
The resort, in Bophuthatswana, was the target of an 
anti-apartheid boycott during the 1980s. 

John Lee Hooker has two entries in the new Guinness Book 
of Records. He's listed for the highest British chart placing 
for a blues album, and for being the oldest performer to reach 
the top five in Britain. Hooker was 71 years old when "Mr. 
Lucky" debuted at number three. Hooker's new album, 
"Boom Boom," features Jimmie Vaughan, Robert Cray, 
Albert Collins, John Hammond and Charlie Musselwhite. 

Buddy Guy won in five categories at the W.C. Handy Awards 
given out in Memphis, Tennessee, earlier this month. Guy 
won awards for Blues Entertainer of the Year, Blues Vocalist 
of the Year, Blues Instrumentalist — Guitar, Blues Song of 
the Year ("Damn Right I've Got The Blues") and 
Contemporary Blues Album of the Year — U.S. ("Damn 

Right I've Got The Blues"). Anson Funderburg & The 
Rockets were named Blues Band of the Year, Albert Collins 
was the Contemporary Male Blues Artist of the Year, while 
Etta James won for Contemporary Female Blues Artist of 
the Year. Willie Dixon won the award for Traditional Male 
Blues Artist of the year, while Koko Taylor won the 
Traditional Female Blues Artist award. In the Blues 
Instrumentalist categories — Charlie Musselwhite was voted 
best harmonica player, Pinetop Perkins won in the piano 
category, and Clarence "Gatemouth" Brown won for his 
fiddle work in the miscellaneous category. 

Blues singer Sippie Wallace's "Women Be Wise" album is 
getting its first U.S. release. The album had been released in 
Denmark in 1966 and features duets with blues piano players 
Roosevelt Sykes and Little Brother Mongtomery. 

Chaka Khan has had to interrupt her world tour for an 
appendectomy. Khan underwent the surgery at Anaheim, 
California, Memorial Hospital. Khan has been touring in 
support of her "The Woman I Am" album since July. Dates 
in Los Angeles, New York and Japan will have to be 
rescheduled. 

Boyz Il Men have been at the top of the Billboard Hot 100 
chart for 11 weeks in a row — the longest stretch at number 
one by any single since Elvis Presley's double a-side "Don't 
Be Cruel"/"Hound Dog" single of 1956.

Smith met Wyman when she 
was 13 and the couple married in 1989 when she was 19. They 
divorced almost two years later. 

Boy George was in the cast of a Paris show organized by a 
New York socialite to raise money for AIDS patients. Nina 
Hagen performed at the event, carrying a sign saying "Free 
Alternative Medicine." 

A 26-year-old man has been sentenced to 18 years for setting 
fire to the office complex of gospel singer Sandi Patti in 
Indiana. He was also given a six-year prison term for burglary 
in connection with the incident in April 1990. About $650,000 
in damages were caused by the fire, though there were no 
injuries. Kelvin Fuller has apologized to Patti and other 
people who were affected by the fire he set. "I hope they can 
find forgiveness in their heart, but I think this is best for me," 
Fuller said. He's already serving a 36-year prison term in 
Indiana for robbery, confinement and battery. 

The British Broadcasting Corporation is trying to get back 
some of the money it paid for rights to broadcast a concert 
live in Modena, Italy, because Italian tenor Luciano 
Pavarotti lip-synched instead of singing.
